SAIGON (AP) — Communist 
sappers and gunners stepped up 
their attacks today on the eve of 
North Vietnam’s national day, 
killing 24 rangers and wounding 
23 in one assault.

The Saigon command reported 
four attacks along a 150-mile 
stretch of Highway 1, the coun­
try’s main north-south road, 
between Da Nang and Qui Nhon 
on the northern and central 
coasts.

The heaviest assault hit the 
town of Tam Quan, 50 miles 
north of Qui Nhon, which the 
South Vietnamese recaptured on 
July 24.

The Saigon command gave this 
account:

Simultaneous assaults were 
made shortly after midnight 
against the district headquarters, 
which was defended by a militia 
unit, and against a ranger com­
mand post 500"yards south of the 
town.

Moving behind a 100-round 
rocket and mortar barrage, a 
nijmber of sappers blasted their 
way into the ranger post. The 
attack was repulsed, but 24 
rangere were killed and 21 were 
wounded. The command said 21 
of the enemy also were killed but 
it reported only three weapons 
captured.

A spokesman claimed that the 
ranger post was not overrun. He 
said most of the government 
casualties were caused by the 
rockets and mortars.

M eanw hile, a 500-pound 
barrage of rockets, howitzer 
shells and mortars hit the district

headquarters but only two 
militiamen were Wounded,

The spokesman said govern­
ment troops looking for the 
enemy batteries after the attack 
caught up with an enemy force a 
mile southwest of Tam Quan, 
killed eight and captured one 
prisoner and two weapons, 
mor

Forty miles to the south, 
e n em y  t r o o p s  a t ta ck e d  
militiamen guarding a bridge 
near the town of An Nhon. Rein­
forcements were rushed in, the 
attack was driven back, and 34 of 
the enemy were killed, the Saigon 
command claimed. It said one 
militiaman was killed and four 
were wounded.

Sappers blew up the half-mile- 
long Cau Lau bridge 15 miles 
south of Da Nang, the biggest 
bridge in the northern military 
region, and closed Highway 1 , 
there. The southern span was 
dropped into the water, but 
government engineers hoped to 
have the highway open by Satur­
day afternoon.

In the Que Son Valley 30 miles 
south of Da Nang, government 
troops reported recapturing the 
district headquarters military 
compound. The block-square 
compound has changed hands 
four times since the North Viet­
namese first captured the town 
Aug. 19. Field reports said 
pockets of enemy resistance 
remained in the northwestern 
end of the town, which the South 
Vietnamese returned to a week 
ago.

’ ’Through Mr. Laggis’ efforts, 
nearly $3(XI has been received 
towards a reward for the ap­
prehension of the person respon­
sible for the brutal act, and that 
includes a $50 contribution 
received this week from a 
Winsted area lawyer,”  Mrs. 
Czaplicki said.

Butterfield’s of Manchester on 
hearing of the tragedy contacted 
the C^plicki family and Melvin 
Taiman, executive vice president 
offered to help in whatever 
capacity he could. His offer was 
accept^ and she said she wished 
the yard had a little more light. 
She lives alone with her two 
children.

Watergate 
Spy Plan - 
Is Charged
MIAMI (AP) — The break-in at 

Democratic national offices in 
Washington's Watergate complex 
was part of "a systemaUc plan to 
spy on the Democratic head­
quarters and steal their records,” 
says State Atty. Richarf Gerstein 
of Mlanu.

Gerstein, a Democrat who has 
been investigating the June 17 
break-in for two months, said in 
an interview Friday his probe has 
spurred federal investigators who 
would have preferred to “ sweep 
it under the rug”  until after the 
November presidential election.

Meanwhile, in Washington, 
former Atty. Gen. John N. 
Mitchell stopped answering 
questions Friday while giving a 
deposition in the Democrats’ $1 
million invasion-of-privacy suit 
stemming from the break-in. He 
said he cut off testifying on the 
advice of Kenneth Parkinson, a 
lawyer for the Committee for the 
Re-ElecUon of the President, 

Gerstein, who says he is 
looking for violations of Florida 
law in connection with the break- 
in, commented on the affair after 
taking a sworn statement from a 
Miami commercial photographer 
who said he developed one week 
before the break-in photographs 
of what appeared to be confiden­
tial Democratic documents.

He said violations of state law 
involving use of a notary seal, 
banking statutes and possession 
of stolen property may be in­
volved.

Gerstein, up for re-election, 
said testimony by photographer 
Michael Richardson shows the 
break-in was "a concerted action, 
not just some kooks out on a 
frolic ... but a systematic plan to 
spy on the Democratic head-

Fleet disclosed that one of its 
vessels intercepted and seized 2Vk 
toils of rice that the Communist 
Chinese had tried to float ashore 
from a freighter to North Viet­
nam in waterproof plastic and 
burlap sacks in efforts to circum­
vent the U.S. mine blockade. The 
rice was intercepted near Hon La 
Island, 32 miles northwest of the 
port of Dong Hoi.

Navy pilots from the carrier 
Midway also reported bombing 
supply depots on Hon La Island. 
The supplies were brought in by 
C h in e s e  f r e ig h t e r s  and 
transferred to small craft which 
carried them to the island, thus 
circumventing the U.S, mine 
blockade, sources'said.

Pilots reported destroying 
about 200 bags of supplies at one 
of the storage depots on the 
island. They also attacked an 
ammunition storage area nearby, 
and pilots said their bombs 
triggered 15 big explosions and 
two white phosphorous fires that 
burned for 20 minutes.

But China charged earlier that 
U.S. planes attacked a lifeboat 
from one of its merchant vessels 
off the North Vietnamese port of 
Vinh Aug. 22, killing the captain 
of the ship and four others.

T h e U .S . C om m a n d  
acknowledged that Navy aircraft 
destroyed a 30-foot water craft in 
the area on that date, but said the 
vessel was carrying supplies from 
a Chinese freighter- to the North 
Vietnamese coast in efforts to get 
around the U.S. mine blockade.

The U.S. Command reported 
that Air Force, Navy and Marine 
fighter-bombers launched more 
than 300 strikes across North 
Vietnam Friday as the weather 
cleared. The raids were the 
heaviest in five days, and marked 
the first time Air Force jets had 
struck in the Hanoi area since 
Monday.

Air Force F4 Phantoms at­
tacked underground storage 
tanks and drums stacked outside 
at the Kep and Luc Nam fuel 
depots. 27 and 34 miles northeast 
of Hanoi along the the northeast 
rail line and about 60 miles below 
the Chinese border.

The Air Force said bombs 
triggered a dozen explosions and 
several fires. At Kep, 160,0(X) 
gallons of fuel were estimated 
destroyed. There was no estimate 
of damage at Luc Nam.

Both depots had been attacked 
previously in July,

Using laser-guided 2,000-pound 
bombs, Air Force phantoms 
reported wrecking two bridges on 
the northeast line 38 miles above 
Hanoi. Roth bridges had been 
attacked previously, but one had 
been rebuilt and the laser bombs 
vyere off target on the other in the 
earlier raids.

MONTREAL (AP) -  At least 
42 persons were killed and more 
than 60 injured Friday night after 
three men threw fire bombs into 
a packed downtown night club, 
turning it into an inferno, police 
said.

Police and fire officials were 
still removing bodies from the 
Blue Bird Cafe early today, hours 
after the fire.

Hospitals in the area reported 
about a dozen of the injured were 
in critica l condition . Five 
hospitals confirmed 20 dead, 
most from shock and smoke in­
halation, but other hospitals 
refused to give details on the 
dead and injured.

Lt. Guy Paquette of the Mon­
treal police emergency squad said 
three men had been taken into 
custody but ” we don’t know for 
sure yet if they had anything to 
do with it.”

” We have three witnesses who 
say they saw three men drive up 
in a gray car. One of them 
jumped out and threw something 
into the building. ”

One witness said the three men 
who tossed the bomb had been 
thrown out of the club earlier, 
but there was no official confir­
mation.

A cocktail lounge occupied the 
first floor, but most of the 
patrons were in the second-floor 
dance club, which was fre­
q u e n te d  by se a m e n  and 
specialized in country and 
western music. Initial reports 
said there were between 250 and 
400 persons in the club when the 
fire started.

Sam Dugay, one of the patrons, 
said he was standing talking to 
the Blue Bird doorman when “ a 
big coliuDtt^ black smoke and 
flames shot up the stairway.” 

George Lancia, another patron,

said “everyone began to panic. 
There was lots of pitch black 
smoke, then a lot of heat and then 
a lot of yellow light... We knew it 
was a fire and everyone began to 
panic.

"There were so many people 
on the fire escape that the railing 
broke. People were falling from 
the sky almost. I tried to help 
people come out of the front 
windows, but they just panicked

and were falling out,”  he said.
A 20-year-old woman patron 

said the fire quickly went through 
the building.

“ A doorman grabbed me, took 
me through the kitchen, and I 
jumped out a window at the back.

"People were screaming, 
falling, being stepped on. By the 
time I got out the whole building 
was burning and there were stiU 
people inside.”

Busing Rule 
Trips Newest 
Court Order

WASHINGTON (AP) -  A 
ruling by Supreme Court Justice 
Lewis F. PowelThas undermined 
Congress’ latest attempt to halt 
court-ordered busing in school 
desegregation oases.

Powell Friday held that a 
recently enacted law, designed to 
prevent desegregation plans from 
going into effect until all appeals 
have been exhausted, has only 
narrow application.
. It specifically does not apply to 
Augusta, Ga., said Powell in 
refusing a request from 
rents in that city for a stay of a 
lower court order requiring the 
desegregation of 29 elementary 
schools.

The decision, hailed by civil 
rights leaders, is expected to spur 
efforts by anti-busing forces in 
the Senate to pass a bill that 
would greatly restrict the power 
of the courts to issue busing 
orders. The bill passed the House 
Aug. 17.

Powell’s opinion dealt with a 
provision in a massive education 
bill enacted in July. It states that 
desegregation orders for the pur­
pose of achieving a racial balance 
among students shall not take 
effect while any appeal is pen­
ding.

Powell drew a distinction 
between busing to achieve racial

Token ROW Release Due
SAIGON (AP) -  North Viet­

nam announced today it is freeing 
three American pilots captured 
during the last four years, and 
said it would have freed more if 
the United States had given a 
positive response to Communist 
terms for peace in Vietnam.

The release of prisoners was 
the first by North Vietnam in 
rnore than three years.

The announcement came on 
the 27th anniversary of the foun­
ding of North Vietnam, and said 
the release was ordered under 
the ‘humahtrand lenient policy 
of the government,”  The an­
nouncement said the pilots had 
applied for amnesty.

Agency said the prisoners, 
Markham Ligon Gartley and 
Norris Alphonso Charles, both 
Navy lieutenants junior grade, 
and Edward Knight Elias, an Air 
Force major, would be turned 
over to a U.S. antiwar group It 
did not say precisely when or 
where the release would be 
made.

The American group was not 
identified ,by) name but it was 
presumed to be the Committee of 
Liaison with Families of Ser­
vicemen detained in North Viet­
nam. The leaders of the com­

mittee. Cora Weiss and David 
Dellinger, met with the North 
Vietnamese and Viet ( ’ting peace 
talks delegation in I’ aris sfirtly 
before the announcement was 
made.

An aide to Sen. Edward 
Kennedy. D-NXass , said in 
Washington Friday night that 
Kennedy was advi.sed the North 
Vietnam ese would release 
"several American prisoners of 
war in the near future:"

Another Summit
Fresh from his renomination, Presi­

dent Nixon went to Honolulu for 
another summit meeting with the new 
prim e m in is te r of Japan , Kakeui 
Tanaka.

For Tanaka, it was the first step in 
complex manuevering going on among 
P e k i n g ,  M o s c o w ,  T o k y o  a n d  
Washington. For Nixon, it was an oppor­
tunity to renew assurances of friendship 
with Japan and to bargain for further 
cooperation from Japan in paring its 
enormous trade balance with the United 
States.

Tanaka, who is far more acceptable to 
Peking than Premier Sato was, is ex­
pected to visit Red China soon. He 
wants Japan to remain the number one 
supplier to the mainland market and to 
allay Red fears of resurgent Japanese 
militarism.

Soviet and Japanese negotiators are 
scheduled to m eet in Moscow in

September to begin work on a World 
War Two peace treaty and to determine 
the future of Japanese islands seized by 
the Russians in 1945. Tanaka pointed to 
the U.S. return of Okinawa and, as 
part of a deal for return of the islands, 
might possibly agree to expanded trade 
or to aid in development of the vast 
Siberian oil fields. An American com­
pany already is involved in a gigantic 
deal to build a trans-Siberian pipeline.

The future of Taiwan is another com­
plication in the maneuvering.

It seems clear that Japan’s sun is 
rising in) poUtical leverage as well as in

Iecononuc power.
In order to follow through successful­

ly upon the initiatives so happily begun 
in Peking and Moscow, it is imperative 
for President Nixon to keep close ties 
with the Tokyo government without 
letting up in his negotiations with the 
Red giapts.

Capital Fare
WASHINGTON -  Washington, 

of course, is a microcosm only of 
itself — except in the attitude of 
that bleeding segment of society 
which takes it upon itself to pass 
moral judgment on the problem 
of crime. Here, as in most of our 
big cities, the more articulate 
among the citizenry seem too 
preoccupied with the plight of the 
criminal to worry about the vic­
tim.

But there are those who have 
begun to wonder about things, 
and one of them is the author of a 
letter to the Washington Post' 
signed Yictor Wartofsky.

Wartofsky was commenting on 
the hooraw raised by the slaying 
of a 16-year-old black youth 
named Gregory Coleman who 
allegedly was caught in th^ act of 
stealing an expensive bicycle 
during a police stakeout. The 
incidmt produced a wave of 
protest meetings, much editorial 
wringing of hands in both the 
Post and the Star-News, and of 
course the usual expressions of 
fear that the police were running 
a fascist state.

Coleman was shot d o m  in a 
relatively p e a c e fu l 'm id to ^  
neighborhood — peaceful fiasco 
be a relative word in Hell City — 
in which there had been more 
than 150 bicycle theft? during the 
previous three months. So the 
cops, not illogically, decided on 
the tried-and-true stakeout 
method to see if they cduld catch 
a thief or two. They are now 
under fire not only for Coleman’s 
sudden death, bqt for trying to do 
something to curb the iittle crime 
snve in that Mdghborbood.

As the Post put it editorially, 
“An armed stakmut on a planted, 
unlocked bicycle is a setup for

Bah, Bah
senseless tragedy, and ought 
never to have been attempted.’’ 
It also noted that Coleman’s own 
bike had been stolen the day 
before and therefore he was 
’’strongly tem pted” by the 
planted bike.

Well, Coleman’s death was a 
tragedy all right. But in the three- 
week interim that followed his 
shooting 1 have been waiting for a 
similar wave of protests over the 
brutal mugging of Mrs. Belle 
Silverman in broad daylight. She 
died a few days later.

Naturally, there were no 
protests on Mrs. Silverman’s 
behalf, perhaps because it would 
be a full-time job for the com­
munity to concern itself with the 
thousands of victinu Qf the jungle 
that is the nation’s capital. 
Perhaps, also, Mrs' Silverman 
suffered under the handicap of 
being ^yhite in a town that, as 
bleeding hearts and editorial 
writers are well aware, is 74 per 
cent black.

At any rate, Victor Wartofsky 
has sto<^ up as an army of one 
to declare that while Colemari^s 
slaying was a terrible act, “it 
d r e w  no a n g u is h  , f rom 
me...Pitying Gregory Coleman, 
who had an arrest record of seven 
offenses, would like feeling sorry 
for the arsonist who scorches his 
fingers.”

As Wartofsky noted, Mrs. 
Silverman’s case was a different 
matter. Her “only crime was one 
of tem erity or necessity. ” 
Specifically, she was out shop­
ping when ^ e  was attacked and 
fatally injured. Although the 
newspa pe rs  were full  of 
Coleman’s case, Wartofsky

pointed out that “it remained for 
the Post to deliver the last insult 
to her. She received 125 words on 
a back page.”

I think Wartofsky was saying 
that America is a curious, not to 
say bubbleheaded, country. 
Everybody including your Aunt 
Minnie is studying the criminal 
these day — criminologists, psy­
chologists, social workers, civil 
rights’ committee, universities. 
Hundreds of millions of dollars in 
grahts are expended to make sure 
the criminal getsa fair shake by 
society. Journalists pepper us 
with tragic stories of the 
criminars lousy childhood and 
urge that the pubUc forgive him 
and send him to Harvard.

Just so. But what I desire is a 
study of the victims of vicious 
crimes. 1 wish to know how Mrs. 
Silverman felt when she was 

' struck down by her assailant. 
What happens to a gaggle of 
children when they lose a mother 
or father to some underprivileged 
murderer? I wonder if a young 
girl’s mind is affected when she is 
brutally raped, and if there are 

I victims who lose their jobs 
because they spent too long In a 
hospital recovering: !̂ from their 
injuries. Who pays the doctor 
bills for a hardware clerk who is 
beaten up on his way home from 
work?

But I’m afraid both. Wartofsky 
and I 3re dreamers. In the 
drawing rooms of the chic, moist­
handed reformers, it is not 
fashionable to worry about the 
country’s Mrs. Silvermans. These 
days, you get your name in the 
newspapers by whining about the 
trauma suffered by a convicted 
m ug^r or rapist, not by sym­
pathizing with his victim. Bah!

WASHINGTON- G. Gordon 
Liddy, a central figure in the 
squaUd Watergate case, was fired 
by the Treasury Department in 
July 1971 for insubordinate, un­
authorized conduct on gun con­
trols — and immediately found a 
cozy haven in the White House.

The official Nixon administra­
tion version of this strange story, 
both then and now, is that this 
was nothing but a rou tine 
transfer.

In fact, however, high Treasury 
officials were flabbergasted and. 
furious when they learned the 
man they had fired quickly 
landed a coveted staff job on the 
White House Domestic Council. 
From there, Liddy went to the 
Nixon reelection committee—and 
subsequent notoriety—without 
ever having his. troubles at the 
Treasury aired.

This background points up two 
important facts about Liddy who 
was fired from the reelection 
committee June 28 when he 
refused  to answ er Federal 
agent’s questions about the June 
17 b reak -in  at the plush 
Watergate’s Democratic national 
headquarters:

First, Liddy has a record of 
free-wheeling without regard for 
the desires of his superiors; se­
cond, he has been protected and 
supported by senior officials at 
the White House and has their 
blessing to this day.

Liddy came to the Treasury in 
1969 with a background in law 
enforcem ent and right-wing 
poUtics in upstate New York As 
assistant district attorney in 
Dutchess County, ex-FBI agent 
Liddy ran for Congress in 1968 as 
a law -»nd-order cand ida te 
Defeated in the Republican 
primary by Hamilton Fish, Liddy 
then ran an inactive campaign as 
a Conservative party nominee. 
His 9,000 votes nearly defeated 
Fish.

Nevertheless, freshman Ftep 
Fish endorsed Liddy’s applica­
tion for a job at the Treasury and 
so d id  o th e r  R e p u b lic a n  
poUticians. .Because of those en­
dorsements and his 1968 role as 
Dutchess . County chairman ̂  for 
Nixon-Agnew, pddy was hireS by 
Assistant Secretary Elugene 
Rossides as a special assistant. 
Although Nixon administration 
sources now claim Rossides 
brought Liddy into the Treasury, 
the fact is they did not even meet 
until 1969.

Liddy quickly balked at taking 
orders, parficulary when it came 

‘'“to politically volatile gun<'ontrol 
legislation. Rossides was trying to 

- regulate the lethal ’ “Saturday 
night special” pistols But Liddy, 
an ardent giin fancier himself, 
w as'm arching to a different 
drummer. High Treasury officials 
were angered when Liddy con­
ferred privately and without 
authorization on gun controls 
vvith White House and Ju,stice 
Department officials as well as 
anti-gun-control lobbyists from 
the National Rifle Assn. (NRA).

The last straw was the lOOtti 
anniversary convention of the

NRA here April 4, 1971, when 
Liddy—without authorization or 
approval—delivered a speech 
praising NRA goals and in­
dicating a helping hand against 
gun controls by the Nixon ad­
ministration.

His Treasury superiors out­
raged, that was the end of Liddy 
there. But he suffered not a day 
of unemployment. While in the 
Treasury, Liddy had worked 
closely with Egil (Bud) Krogh, 
top aide to White House domestic 
policy chief John Ehrlichman. 
Without even checking the 
Treasury, the White House 
elevated Liddy on July 19, 1971, 
to  th e  lo f ty  r e a c h e s  of 
Ehrlichman’s office, working un­
der Krogh.

Ehrlichman told us this week 
he was not aware of Liddy’s 
problems at the Treasury. Krogh 
would not talk to us but relayed 
word that he, too, was unaware 
of the gun-control difficulty.

When the Nixon reelection 
committee opened up in late 
1971, Krogh recommended Liddy 
as committee counsel. The cam­
paign officials soon encountered 
the difficulties experienced by 
the Treasury: Liddy did not 
follow orders. Routine pohtical 
assignments went undone.,.^

But nobody in the Nixon cam­
paign structure ever gets fired for 
such reasons. Liddy was shunted 
off to Nixon fu n d -ra is in g  
operations headed by Maurice 
Stans, and there he found a happy 
home, establishing an intimate 
relationship' with Stans which 
flourished until the Watergate 
caper

But oddest of all in the strange 
case of G. Gordon Liddy .are 
stubborn attempts by high Ad­
ministration .sources to put him 
in the best light-blaming his 
troubles at the Treasury on 
Rossides,. denying he was fired, 
claiming his sudden elevation to 
the White house was a “rescue” 
operation to save a valued public 
official The same mentality that 
,saved Liddy in 1971 and still 
works for him may well, through 
continuing official silence, 
balloon the Watergate caper into 
major political scandal.

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A Call To Women
To the Eklitor,

Consciousness-raising is a term 
that I’m sure has been bandied 
about during many cocktail parly 
conversations and dinner table 
discussions. Yet what I’m not 
quite certain of is if all women 
fully understand just what a 
consciousness-raising group can 
do for a woman. I’m afraid that 
some women may believe that 
once any woman commits herself 
to belonging to such a group, she 
then becorhes one of those bra- 
burning, men-hating women’s 
libbers. This obviously is hot the 
case; and it is unfair of those 
whpse thoughts tend to waver in 
this direction to brand these 
women as such.

Consciousness-raising group 
participation can give added sup­
port to women who are in the 
midst of determining exactly how 
they feel about themselves as 
women and about their socialized 
position in this society or to those 
women who are about to embark 
upon discovering themselves as 
individuals, not in relation to 
their roles as mothers or as some 
man’s wife, but in relation to 
themselves as women who have 
personal desires and rights that 
should be fulfilled.

It is important for women to 
come together and to discuss 
their feelings and thoughts con­
cerning the individual problems 

.they encounter as women in a 
definitely sexist society. Some 
women may fear to make the 
i n i t i a l  a t t e m p t  to w a rd s  
consciousness-raising, as it 
probably will threaten their 
seemingly secure life style; but is 
is important that women not be 
afraid to think. It is true that 
those who choose to rebel against 
soc ie ty 's  preconceived and 
s o c ia l iz e d  d e f in i t io n  yf 
womanhood and motherhood wilt 
definitely be conffonted by pre­
judiced views such as the one 
admonishing women because 
they, like jittle children, should 
be seen (oogled, stared at, etc.) 
and not heard.

There is aLso the possibility 
that a women may be branded 
“women’s libber", one of the 
many senseless labels created by 
the members of an apprehensive 
swiety for the women who have 
begun to question that society 
and to be aware' of their rights as 
human beings.

Thus women who are angiV 
may 1k' unable to deal with this

anger alone or may need un­
derstanding from other women 
who are in a position to fully 
comprehend such anger. I am 
therefore advocating that the 
women of Manchester unite; we 
can accomplish this by joining 
together in consciousness-raising 
groups and finding a basis of 
common interest, positions, and 
ideas through discussion and by 
lis ten in g  to one a n o th e r . 
However, before this can happen 
we must make the attempt to 
meet and to search for other 
women. This is not such a hard 
step to make, but it is important 
that many of us attempt to make 
it. Therefore if there are any 
women who feel that they would 
be interested in discussing 
women’s issures please feel free 
to contact Karen Winter at 674 
Center St. If there are enough of 
us who want to form such a group 
then we can plan to meet on 
September 11th at 7;30 p.m.

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Gold Medals fo r  Shane Gould

Flip Comment  
From Aussie Ace

MUNICH (AP) — Shane Gould, who has rivaled Mark 
Spitz for attention in her quest for Olympic gold medals, was 
asked after winning her th ird  in world record tim e to 
com pare herself to the American ace.

“Well, he's a man and I'm a 
woman," quipped the pretty 
Australian swimmer in her dowij- 
under accent.

The flippant comment was rare 
for the l&-year-old, whose poise is 
in sharp contrast to that of the 
two giggly Californians of the 
same age she had just beaten 
Friday in the 200-meter freestyle.

Shirley Babashoff of Fountain 
Valley and Keena Rotherhammer 
of Santa Clara were full of 
typically teen-age tee-hee-hee's.

“If I'm supposed to race the 
next day, I calm down right 
away," said Miss Babashoff 
between giggles. "But right now 
I'm finished and I don’t think I'll 
ever settle down."

Shirley, who ea rlie r  had 
anchored the U.S. team to a gold 
medal in the 400 freestyle and 
won a silver in the 100 freestyle, 
wound up her Olympic effort by 
winning a silver— and losing her 
world record to Miss Gould, who 
won in 2:03.56.

Keena, who still has the 800 
freestyle with Shane on Sunday, 
said after winning her first medal 
of the games:

“I try my hardest to keep my 
mind on a race, but it's kind of 
hard after getting third place. "

The two medals were the only 
ones for the American girls 
Friday. The gold in the 100 
butterfly went to Mayumi Aoki of 
Japan, followed by Roswitha 
Beier of Blast Germany and An­
drea Gyarmati of Hungary.

Deena Deardurff of Cincinnati, 
Dana Shrader of Fullerton, Calif., 
and Ellie Daniel of Elkins Park, 
Pa., finished 4-5-6.

But U.S. men sparkled in the 
400 freestyle, with Rick DeMont 
of San Rafael, Calif., capturing 
the gold in Olympic record time 
of 4:00.26. Brad Cooper of 
Australia took the silver and 
Steve Genter of Lakewood, Calif., 
the bronze.

Miss Aoki, a husky little 
teenager from Osaka, set a world 
record of 1:03.34 in the 100 
butterfly and made Japan a dual 
gold m ^ a l winner in swimming 
for the first time since 1936. 
Nobutaka Taguchi swam the 
men's 100 breastroke in a world 
re c o rd  t im e  of 1 :04 .94  
Wednesday.

Spitz will be back in action 
Saturday in the 100 freestyle 
semifinals. The finals, which 
could give him more gold medals 
than any other Olympic athlete in 
history, are set for Sunday.

MUNICH (AP) — Russia’s am ateur athletes are dis­
ciplined to  be stout-hearted professionals, but no training 
will keep a teen-ager from expressing emotion.

Tears welled unmercifully in 
Olga Korbut’s eyes Wednesday 
night when, with the all-around 
gymnastics individual gold medal 
within her grasp, the 17-year-old 
gymnast goofed.

The tiny trooper made two

DeMont warmed up at just the 
right time—in the final 100 
meters of his 400-meter freestyle 
swimming race.

But steadily he began his 
charge and, by the final 100, he 
was second only to Brad Cooper 
of Australia. Then he turned It 
on, passing the Aussie in ttie final

On Super Swimmer

MUNICH ( A P ) ^  Mark Spitz crum bled under the pressure in 
the 1968 Olympic Games. I w atched it happen and the sight 
wasn’t pretty. At the 1972 gam es at Munich, it is obviously a 
whole new ballgame.

After what he's taken in the 
four-year in te r lu d e . Spitz 
deserves all the golden pleasure 
he can derive from the Munich 
Olympics. 1 think he will do the 
impossible ... win seven gold 
m ^als.

To an amateur athlete, es­
pecially a swimmer, an Olympic 
gold is the promised land. My 
three from 1968 are in a bank safe 
deposit valut in Sacramento, 
Calif.

It was five years ago when 1 
first began swimming in regular 
meets with Mark Spitz. He has 
grown tremendously since then, 
both as a contestant and as a 
man.

He was 18 and immature at 
Mexico City, he predicted five 
gold medals and then buckled 
under the pressure. There's 
nothing more vulnerable in the 
press than a pundit who fails to 
back up his word. Now, at age 22, 
Mark is more mature. He ob­
viously has decided to keep his 
mouth shut on predictions. And, 
all he's doing is producing one of 
the greatest athletic efforts in 
history.

Since 1 was fortunate enough to 
be in the Olympic spotlight in 
1968,1 can sympathize with Spitz. 
1 couldn't sleep because of the 
phone calls ... the knocks at my 
door. 1 was bugged every time 1 
walked down the street.

The lottery was restructured 
because of slumping ticket sales 
Beginning with next week's batch 
of tickets, which go on sale 
Tuesday, the lottery wijl^offer 
about 5,000 cash prizes a 
week—about three times as many 
as before.

The quarterly "Might Oaks " 
and "Little Acorn " drawings are 
being scrapped’after the final one 
schedu led  foir Oct. 13 in 
Southington. This will allow more 
money to be distributed in week­
ly prizes.

"The first weekly drawing under 
the new system will be Sept. 14 
for tickets which go on sale Sept.
5.

Under the new system, tickets 
which match either the first 
three, the last three or the middle 
three digits of the winning five­
digit number will win $20. Those 
which match the first four or the 
last four digits will win $200. 
Those which match all five digits 
will win $5,000, and all $5,0(X) 
winners, as before, will be eligi­
ble for the “Super 75 " top prize 
of $75,000. "Super 75” drawings 
are expected to be held weekly.

There also will be a new type of 
winning ticket—those which have 
all the right numbers, but in the 
wrong order. These "scrambled” 
combinations will win $25 each.

The revamped lottery also has 
a “hot-ticket, " a redesigned 
lottery. It will be a splashy- 
looking piece of paper with bright 
red le ttering  saying, “ The 
Lottery” and “50c” against a 
bright yellow background.

“The money tree." with dollar 
bills for leaves, will remain as a 
motif on the tickets.

“These are hot colors,” said 
lottery Director Donald W. Hor­
ton. "He wanted to get back to 
something bright"

The Japanese, proud of their

Kissinger suggested indirectly 
that a major objective of Nixon’s 
trip to Hawaii was to do what he 
could to make certain that Japan 
and the United States have a 
continuing dialogue aimed at 
resolving d ispu tes through 
negotiations.

"1 think our relations are going 
to be good now," Secretary of 
State William P. Rogers told 
newsmen.

Asked why, he said, “Because 
we have so many mutual in­
terests.”

A communique issued after the 
Nixon-Tanaka meeting said the 
forthcoming visit by Japan's 
prime m inister to mainland 
China would “serve to further the 
trend for the relaxation of tension

Going down the list, net­
work by network, we start 
with ABC’s 6V4 newcomers.

•  ABC has a one-hour 
s h o w  called The Rookies 
about rookie cops, with four 
young actors whose names 
mean nothing to anyone yet 
but they are four young ac­
tors with talent.

Then there’s Temperature 
Rising, with James Whit- 
m 0 r e and Cleavon Little, 
both honored actors although 
h a r d l y  what you’d call 
stampede-the-b ox o f f i c e  
n a m e s .

Often Come Disguised

NEW YORK (AP) -  They 

don’t often top the Nielsen pop­
ularity list, but there are more 
than 175 different rehgious series 
in syndication oh television 
stations across the nation, plus 
uncounted numbers of purely 
local programs.

Tliey come in all sorts of guises 
and even disguises— “Davey and 
Goliath,” for instance,- is an 
anim ated cartoon show for 
children, sponsored by the 
Lutheran Church in America; 
and “Insight" is adult drama 
sponsored by the Paulist Fathers.

Statistics on the number of 
programs were recently compiled 
for the first' time by the Broad­
cast Institute of North America. 
The survey turned up more than 
series—there were specials, one- 
shot programs and programs of 
lengths ranging from 4V4 to 90 
minutes.

The Rev. Dr. Martin J. Neeb, 
executive director of television 
for the Lutheran Church-Missouri 
Synod, conceded that, in the 
larger cities there is a tendency to 
tuck religious programs in what 
he called "unsaleable hours.” 
Very often the programs are 
broadcast on Sunday mornings, 
which is great for shut-ins, but 
many religioiis-minded people 
who comprise an important part 
of the logical audience are atten-
