Disputes
Still On

Striking teachers in
Philadelphia and Somerville,
Mass. have stiffened their resolve
not to return to work until they
have a new contract. Settlements
of smaller walkouts have been
reached in Rhode Island, New
York and Illinois.

Teachers in Philadelphia re-
jected Tuesday an offer to return
to work under their old contract
and spokesmen for Somerville
teachers vowed to continue the
strike in the face of contempt of
court citations.

A new strike was reported in
Merrillville, Ind., where a
spokesman for the 300-member
teachers union said 14 issues,
including salary and class size,
were unresolved. The walkout
;ll‘:esday affected about 7,700 up-

Other reported teacher strikes
continued Tuesday throughout
scattered portions of western
Pennsylvania, New York, Hllinois
and Rhode Island. Beloit, Wis.
teachers set tonight as a deadline
for a new contract.

Some hope was raised Tuesday
that the desperate financial state
of the Philadelphia School Board
a contributing factor in the strike
issues, might be improved by
state and city funds.

Republican state legislative
leaders promised to support
accelerated funding of $16 million
for special education programs
and Mayor Frank Rizzo said the
city was ready to supply the
district with $12 million,

The school board is attempting
to economize by insisting upon a
40-minute longer work day in the
high schools and a phasing out of
485 teaching jobs. The two sides
are also far aparl on new salary
raises,

The week-old walkout by the
Philadelphia’s 13,000 teachers
has postponed the new school
year for 285,000 children.

Mayor S. Lester Ralph of
Somerville, a Boston suburb,
brought negotiators for the 500-
member teacher's union and the
school commitiee logether
Tuesday night after union presi-
dent Jane McGrath vowed “there
is no way we will work with out a
contract.”

The city has announced plans
to seek contempt of court
citations against 10 union officers
barred Friday by a temporary
restraining order from “striking
or inducing a strike.”

The strike over the school
department’s insistencg., (hat
teachers instruct seven classes a
day this year instead of six has
idled 13,500 students

The tabling action was on a
motion by William FitzGerald,
seconded by Vivian Ferguson.

Both said that, although they
favor town acquisition of the 212-
acre parcel, they recommend
delaying action on a financial
committment until a determina-
tion has heen made by the state
on its share of the cost,

HUD (the federal department
of Housing and Urban Develop-
ment) has set aside $300,000 as its
share of the $600,000 asking price.

Town Manager Robert Weiss
said last night he was told by Dan
Lufkin, state commissioner of
environmental protection, that
the state will anounce its decision
before the end of this month.

Joseph Lawler, chairman of
the “Save Case Mt committee,
added that he has been assured
by state officials the funds are
available and should be
forthcoming to the town

Lawler, Frank Lupien and
Ballila Pagani, three of only four
membeérs of the public present at
last night's meeting, all spoke on
the Case Mt proposal.

Lupien and Pagani, both op-
posed to the acquisition, urged
the board to place the question
before the electors in the form of
a referendum.

“The board,” said Lupien,
“has shown no hesilancy in
placing sewer, waler, road,
sidewalk, school and other
proposed expenditures as
referendum items.

While spokesmen said the
American fighters came away
from Tuesday's dog [ights
without a loss, they reported that
a MIG downed a Phantom 48
miles northeast of Hanoi Mon-

The Phantom's two crewmen
were missing, raising to 100 the

number of American airmen
listed as missing over Norh Viet-
nam since the enemy offensive
began March 30, the U.S, Com-
mand said. Thirty-seven of these
have been reported captured.
The full-scale bomding of
North Vietnam was resumed on
April 6 as a response to an inva-
sion of South Vietnam by Hanol
infantry decisions, By U 8. count,
83 American planes have been
lost over the North since then,
including 19 to MIGs and 28 to
surface-to-air missiles,

$100,000 in School Funds
Held for Budget Revisions

In his superintendent’s report
portion of Monday's Board of
Education meeting, Dr. James P.
Kennedy said that he had in-
structed the business manager to
place 1972-73 budget funds,
totaling $100,040, in an unen-
cumbered category.

The actlon, he said, Is In
response lo the board's instruc-
tion to him at July and August
meetings to reinstate four budget
items-dental hygienists, adult
education, extracurricular ac-
tivities, and non-public school
transportation, which total ap-
proximately $100,000. Placing
some 20 items of the budget in a
“hold” position, Dr. Kennedy's
report stated, is in anticipation of
an addifjonal appropriation from
the town,

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M. Philip Susag tssued a note of
warning about conveying the
wrong impression concemning the
amount of the board’s deficit
spending. "1 don't want the
board, press, or public to forget
that we need a quarter of a
million dollars,” he said.

Dr. Kennedy answered that his
best estimate is that the sum is
$221,000 ($85,000 for teachers'
salaries, $17,000 for the cafeteria,
and the remainder for sick leave).
The board has petitioned the
Board of Directors to allocate an
amount to cover deficit spending,
based on the town's reported
197172 surplus, and additional
ADM (average dally
membership), special education,
and block grants.

Unencumbered Items

In his enumeration of funds
being “held,” Dr. Kennedy sald
$17,100 was for teaching supplies.
He reminded the board that there
had been an earlier 10 per cent
cut in supplies.

Staff professional meetings
andin-service training programs
are unencumbered for $1,500
each, and field trips and the late
bus program for $2,000 each.
There is a probability, Dr.
Kennedy said, that the last two
will start but be maintained only
for the first semester. The
amount for contracted services is
$2.400.

For asphalt maintenance at all
schools, the figure is $3,000. The
$19,500 for high school repairs is
divided between the third year of
repairing the roof and ventilating
the science department.

Other unencumbered repair
items are $5,000 and $4,700 for
the Buckley and Verplanck gym
floors, respectively, and $3,000
for plastering at Verplanck. Dr.
Kennedy said that roller skating
programs at Buckley and
Verplanck had resulted in an
unusual amount of wear.

For office machine repair, §3,-
000 is half of what was originall
budgeted, and $3,620 for replace-
ment of instructional equipment
is the entire budget item.
Maintenance equipment (unds,
totaling $10,700, are for a jeep
and truck. The first vehicle was
used primarily for sidewalk
plowing and is now in its second
year out of use, Dr. Kennedy
reported, and the truck is a 1667
model that needs to be replaced.

Also unencumbered are $4,500
and $5,000 for alterations and
improvements at Bennet Junior
High School and Manchester
High School, respectively: and
new equipment as follows: $1,000
for audio-visual, $5,000 for excep-
tional children, and $1,000 for
elementary school music. The
final item is $4,920 for new
maintenance equipment, part of
the board's long-range program.

Dr. Kennedy reported that
school system enrollment Mon-
day was 9,963, up 31 from the
opening day figure. Of this figure,
he said, 5562 are in elementary
schools, 2,336 in the junior highs,
and 2065 in the senior high.
Compared to the same day last
year, elementary enrollment is
down 221, junior high down 31,

Necessity is the mother of good
guesswork at the bridge table.
When you can make your con-
tract only If a missing card is at
your right, the hand as
though you see that card in
your right-hand opponent’s hand.
There is no profit in guessing that
the card is where it will do you no

If East continues with a low
spade, you will let it ride to
dummy’s jack. (The idea of drop-
ping the six is to coax East to play
you for A-6 of spades.)

East actually sees through your
little plot and switches to the
deuce of hearts. Now you must
guess whether to play the king or
jack. Which?

The odds are that East has the
ace since he has almost all of the
missing high cards for his
opening bid. However, It is possi-
ble that West has the ace of
hearts and that East has all of the
other missing high cards.

Nevertheless, you play the king
of hearts because of necessity. If
West has the ace of hearts you
cannot stop him [rom gaining the
lead. He will return a spade to
finish the job of setting up his
partner’s suit, knocking out your
ace. You will then be down un-
less the four missing clubs break
2-2.

Your chance to make the con-
tract is poor if West has the ace of
hearts. But if East has the ace of

If you need an operation but
have no hospital insurance, you
might get the following bright
idea: take out Insurance first,
then have the operation.

Obviously, the insurance com-
panies would not like this sort
of thing. To prevent it, health
insurance policies often sny you
are not covered for a “pre-exist-
ing" illness—that is, an iliness you

already haduwvhen yon bought the
insurance,

But when does o discase reully
begin? Fixing a specific date is
not always easy. In one sense, in
terms of latent susceptibility, a
disense may be traced all the way
back to birth. As a poetic judge
once put it:

“The seeds of death are sown
when the first breath of life is
drawn."

But the Iaw generally dates a
disease from the lime when “‘dis-
coverable symptoms"' first appear,
Take the case of 0 woman who
had a gall bladder operation, The
insurance company refused to pay
her expenses, because she had had
occasional stomach pains before
taking out the policy.

“Those pains,'" argued the com-
pany in a court hearing, “mean
she must have already had gall
bladder trouble at that time,
Therefore, it was ‘pre-cxisting”.”

But the court disagreed and up-
held the woman's claim. The
judge said mere pain was not a
clear enough signal of what she
had.

Suppose the disease is already
known and simply gels worse,
That usually is not covered.

One man had cataracts when
he bought a disability insurance
policy. His sight gradually faded,
and he finally became blind. Was
this a pre-existing condition, ex-
cluded from his insurance cover-
age?

A court said it was indeed, be-
cause the blindness was a natural,
foreseeable development of an
ailment he ulrendy knew he had.

Bul in another case, & womun
did collect for surgery on a bun-
fon, made suddenly worse when
shie bumped into a door. The court
gaid the change in her condition
was so unexpected and so drastic
that ‘it could fairly be called a
brand new affliction.

Youth Center
Granted $24.133

The Manchester Youth Service
Center, located at 14 Park 8L, has
been awarded a $24,138 grant for
1973 by the Connecticut ning
Committee on Criminal Ad-
ministration under the amended
1968 Omnibus Crime Control and
Safe Streets Act.

This year, the center was in-
itially funded for $15,000 to
develop programs to prevent the
involvement of town youth in the
criminal justice system,

The grant application was
prepared by Robert Digan, coor-
dinator of youth services for the
Board of Education; Richard
Provost, his assistant; and was
supported by the local police
departrhent, bar and medical
associations, and youth-serving
agencies and departments. Digan
said that the funding increase
reflects appreciation for the ef-
forts of the town government and
school and police departments to
meet youth needs constructively
and positively

He further stated that
programs to be developed under
the new funding will be peer-to-
peer counseling; improved atten-
dance service for school-age
youth; expansion of the volunteer
program at the center in conjunc-
tion with Manchester Community
College; a peer tutorial program
for students with special needs;
and more research into causes for
the alienation of some young
people from societal and com-
munity institutions, combined
with efforts to develop workable
solutions to these problems,

Digan explained that Youth
Service Center efforts are geared
to three levels. First, to work
with the Circuit and Juvenile
Courts to service young people
already involved in arrest and
court action. The courts refer

first offenders and others to the
center for planning, support, and
counseling.

Second, to cooperate with the
school system and police depart-
ment in the prevention of delin-
quency. Educational efforts
nlready begun are the law and
order course offered to high
school students at the
Manchester Regional Police
Academy and the proposed ac-
creditation of the Manchester
Adult Evening School as an alter-
nalive education choice for cer-
tain young people. Programs &
coordinate existing services
within and outside the school
system are also well under way
The developing Manchester Com-
munity Service Council is being
funded, in part, by the 1972 YSC
grant.

Third, the area of youth in-
volvement in community action
is operational through the
Manchester Youth Commission,
SAM (Summer Activities in
Manchester), and JOY (Job Op-
portunities for Youth).

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Skyjack Pact Hits Snag

Representatives of 17 nations are
meeting in Washington as a legal sub-
committee of the International Civil
Aviation Organization (ICAO) to draft
an accord designed to put a stop o0
skyjackings

Canada joined the United States in
proposing that all signatory nations deny
air service to or from any nation which
refuses to punish or extradite sky pirates
or saboteurs.

This apparently reasonable proposal
immediately came under fire from the
Soviet Union, despite its statement that
it wants to insure that the greatest
number of nations “take part in efforts
to control the hijacking problem.”

Transportation Secretary John Volpe
told the opening session of the con-
ference that hijackings would come to a
quick end when all nations refused to
harbor the hijackers and leave them “‘no
place to hide.”

French representatives said there
must be unanimous agreement to make
“any corrective program’ effective. If
the problem is left until there is un-
animous willingness to forego a bit of
national sovereignty and bow to the will

of the majority effective action will be a
long time coming.

Algiers and Cubi. which have been
the haven for number of skyjackers,
should be willing to give up that dubious
distinction and probably would if it
were not for the pleasure of annoying
the United States, where most hi-
jackings have occurred. Their “guests’”
have been a problem.

The United States and Canada face an
uphill struggle to get any kind of accord
although there is unanimous agreement
that something must be done. An ICAO
conference in Montreal adopted an anti-
hijacking measure in 1970 but it was a
futile gesture.

Hijackings have become more dif-
ficult since 82 per cent of the attempls
succeeded in 1969. No more than one in
four is succeedding this year. That is too
many.

Nor do we have to wail on
agreements. Trans World and American
Air Lines have shown common sense in
announcing inspection of carry-on
luggage as another step toward hijack
prevention. This may be a minor in-
convenience Lo travelers but could spare
them the peril of being kidnapped

The Inflation Triangle

In the little more than a year of wage-
price controls there has been almost an
over emphasis on the significance of
various business activity indicators,
government wholesale and retail price
indexes, Dow Jones and other selected
stock market averages.

Depending on the political persuasion
of each analyst or commentator you can
get the impression that each new report
is good news or bad news.

At this stage however it would appear
wage-price controls have been
successful but not to the degree the
more optimistic people would have
liked

The thing that is disturbing is the
search for a culprit to blame index
increases in food prices. Generally it is

mostly concentrated on the producer,
processor or retailer. In other words the
private sector of the economy:

However the real reason that the

attempt to control inflation is not as
effective as it could be is that the
Congress, with thoughts of November
uppermost in mind, is not exercising the
same fiscal restraints that the govern-
ment is expecting from the private
sector of the economy.

Holding the line on wages and prices
is only battling two sides of the inflation
triangle. If we are to be successful in
this effort, we must insist that govern-
ment too and the Congress in particular
assume just as much, if nol more fiscal
discipline, than it is enforcing on private
enterprise. Inflation must not merely be
slowed down, it must be conquered.

Ramsey Clark’s POW Charade

WASHINGTON. — During his
two hours in Hanoi with 10
carefully selected prisoners-of-
war, Ramsey Clark lectured on
American politics — indicaling to
the prisoners their early freedom
depends on electing as President
Sen. George McGovern, who he
said, “can win by a big vote ”

These pronouncemenlts,
previously unpublished, reflect
thé bizarre flavor of Clark's full
meetings with the POWs. While
the prisoners were ominously un-
¢omplaining about their treat-
ment and harshly critical of their
own government, Clark delivered
the repeated homilies on the
virtues of North Vietnam

Simply put, the Aug. 10
meeling was a charade, giving the
dubious impression of American
POWs splendidly treated by their
captors and nfuniated by US
war policies, Clark has not
publicized how Hanoi rebuffed
his efforts to see a wider cross-
section of pnsoners. Indeed. the
full two-hour tape leaves no
doubt Clark was meeting a small,
cohesive group of POWs actively
opposing LS. policy

Clark revealed his problems in
contacting prisoners only during
private meetings in Washington
with families of POWs. He told
them he asked to see specific
prisoners believed in North Viet-
namese hands but was refused. T
wanted to go into Laos and into
the South (Vietnam) to see what
they had there.”” He was refused
He requested a list of POWs and
was refused. Reducing his re-

quest to 20 prisoners, he finally
fot to see ten,

The Communist officials "“told
me there was a war going on,’” he
explained to prisoners’ relatives,

When one relative noted the
famed prisoners are repeatedly
“trotted out™ for visitors, Clark
bristled with indignation. But, he
was asked, ““why aren’t the North
Vietnamese showing the sest?”
Clark's reply.” | asked for new
faces, and you take what they
give you because they have the
power.”

The 30-minute segment of the
Clark-POW meeting broadcast by
ABC radio is dominated by the
prisoners’ testimony of their
humane treatment. It does not
contain Clark's gushing interjec-
tions. Devotion to “freedom,” he
told the POWs, “is written deep
in the hearts of the North Viet-
namese people”” who “believe
that their cause is just.”

Once the prisoners related
their experiences, they asked
about American politics. Clark’s
answer, also omitted from the
ABC segment, contained the
hope for a 'big" McGovern vic-
tory. When a prisoner referred to
President Nixon's bombing
policy as “'idiotic,” Clark
delivered a denunciation of bom-
bing

“1f McGovern were elected.”
Clark told the POWSs, “the war
whuld end on the day he came
into office.. .there can be no ques-
tion that the prisoners would be
returned immediately.” He then
agreed with a prisoner that Mr
Nixon would not accept Hanoi's
“seven points,” adding that

Hanol “won't settle for anything
less. "

Asked why Sargent Shriver
replaced Sen. Thomas Eagleton
for Vice President, Clark
produced a bowdlerized account.
“Tom had some mental health
problems’ that he kept from
McGovern but which columnist
Jack Anderson published (un-
true) based on a “'a plant from
FBI files" (also untrue). “But
McGovern then did what I think
was the strong thing l%do. He
talked it over with Tom Eagleton.
He said, ‘I'm going to change.”
(If not untrue, at least distorted.)

The POWs next returned to
their own problems. Clark later
told prisoner families that the
POWs “had complained in a
number of areas.”” In fact, none
complained about their captors.
Instead, they expressed fear of
government reprisals upon retur-
ning home and repeated Hanol's
libel that the US. government
intercepts their mail

Why didn’t Clark publicly an-
nounce he talked to only a select
handful of prisoners, learning
nothing about the hundreds of
others” His explanation to POW
relatives: **You're not going to be
successful if you offend them ithe
North Vietnamese).™

He lectured the .families
“You're going to have to think
about their (Hanoi's) point of
view, about their suffering.” In
sum, say not a word about
Hanoi's violations of the Geneva
convention even if the world
thereby receives a glowing ac-
count from a few prisoners who
may be very special indeed
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From the American Legion magazine and worth sharing:

“My boy," said his father kindly, “‘don't you want to
succeed in life as I did?"” _

“Well, 1 don't know," the son replied slowly '“You were
raised in the country and worked and scrimped so you could
go fo the city. Then you slaved to own a house in the city.
Then you about killed yourself s0 you could buy a house in
the country, 1 think I'm better off staying here than killing
myself making that round trip."”

Remember Tom Eagleton? The former vice presidential
running mate of Sen. George McGovern is still on the
campaign trail but in behalf of state candidates. He has
scheduled a campaign sweep through Mlinois for next week
and says he plans to visit other parts of the country before
the November election

It's A Service Station

To the editor:

In Mr. Lyons “Hi Neighbor”
volumn last week he stated a
journalistic pet peeve in referring
to gasoline stations as service
stations because of the fact that
having all the windows cleaned
when you fill ‘er up is indeed a
rarity. He also stated that
sometimes a windshield is worse
after cleaning than before. Since
my husband and son have run a
station in Manchester for over 18
years, | feel I must speak up in
their behall. | am defending the
right to call it & service station
instead of a gas station,

There are many other “ser-
vices” also included with a fill-

up. such as checking hot radiators
(which are dangerous) filling
batteries, windshield washers,
oil, automalic (ransmissions,
power steering and brake fluid,
not to mention checking lires.
All of these are done without
charge, and the average profit on
a fillup is 30 cents. The high
price of gas is controlled by the
major oil companies and the little
guy has no say. When the price
goes up. it is not the dealer who
profits
The dealer absorbs the cost of
paper towels, squeegees, bug
sponges, and other “Island” ex-
penses, not including the salary
of the attendant. Even some of
the automatic car wash
specialists do not wash the win-
dows. and patrons come into the
service station afterward and use
their equipment to do their win-
dows after having just come from
a car wash where they pad to
have the job done
If you call for service in your
home for any appliance, your bill
always includes a service charge,
and some even charge just for
giving estimates. If you eat in a
restaurant you pay the waitress a
service charge. I think there are
few “serv. " you get free these
days. and | think service stalions
in general give enough service to
their customers to be called such
As far as the windshield being
dirtier after cleaning than before,
this has happened to us while
traveling on the road. It all boils
down to the fact that there is
good service and there 15 bad
service, but I do not think that
the hard working and energetic
station operators should bear the
brunt of the laxity of the few who
do not treat their customers
right
In my dictionary there are 21
different  “service’”  meanings
The mawn one being ~ a useful
result or product of labor that is
not a tangble commodity, " It
also savs lo mamntan or repair
to service a car At the very end
it says servus — slave
With few exceplions service
station  people want to please
thewr customers and keep them
and their cars humming a happy
tune. Service is their business and
without it they would not be in
business very long
Have | been at all convincing,
Mr Lyons?

Alter holding a public hearing,
the Zoning Board of Appeals may
authorize varlances to the
proposed requirements if the
structure to be constructed would*

_not tend to collect or pool water
within its confines. Where there
would be a danger of dirt fill
washing or sliding from the
property being constructed, onto
other property, a retaining wall
would be required,

The new regulations also call
for dust control where dirt would
be brought in or taken out and
left in such a way that there
would be danger of dust arising.
The control would come in the
form of planting some sort of
grass or rye being planted or
using some sort of chemical to
control the dust

Another amendment to be con-
sidered at the hearing concerns
establishment of nursery schools.
It would allow the Planning Com-
mission to grant a special permit
for such a school subject to
several provisions, In residential
zones such a school would not be
allowed within 2,000 feel of
another nursery school or day

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Foreign Papers Blast U.S. Politics

LONDON (AP) — The Times of
London compared the United
States and the Soviet Union last
week to a pair of mountaineers
pausing during a climb, while
another British journalist com-
mented unfavorably on the
failure of SBouthern governors to
take a look at poverty-stricken
Carolinians close to their meeting
site,

The Times was commenting on
the annual report of the Inter-
national Institute of Strategic
Studies, which found the Soviet
Unlon and the United States ina
nuclear stalemate.

“It is an ironic commentary
upon the path of man that we can
now draw comfort from the fact
that each of the two superpowers
Is now capable of obliterating the
other,

“It is hard to resist an image of
Lhe two superpowers pausing like

mountaineers on a ridge before
tackling the difficult faces ahead,
while lesser nations below duck
to avoid the falling stones and
China emerges from the foothills.

“Phase 2 of SALT (Strategic
Arms Limitation Talks), which
opens in Geneva next month, will
have to struggle to keep up as it
moes on to the fearsome com-
plexities of qualitative cellings.”

Reporting from the Southern
Governors Conference at Hilton
Head, 5.C., the Guardian's Peter
Jenkine noted that, “‘within a
long drive from the [irst tee on
the goll course al Hilton Head
some of the most abject rural
poverty in the whole of the
southeastern United States is
seen. Only one of the 19 gover-
nors took the trouble to peek for
a moment at how the other hall
lives.”

He said Gov. Jimmy Carter of

Georgla “'took time off from the
goll course to spend a couple of
hours in Beaufort and- Jasper
counties looking at a pilot com-
prehensive health service
program,

*Gov. Carter hopes to do
something about the rural health
problem in Georgia. His state has
13 counties which have no doctor
or dentist at all and 50 out of 159
have virtually no medical
facilities,”

A correspondent for Japan's
biggest paper, Asahi, wrote from
Hawali about growing mistrust
among Americans,

“When | used my $20 traveler’s
checks while shopping recently in
the busiest quarter (of Honolulu)
... I was asked by a woman shop
proprietor to show my driver's
license or other identification
cards.

“This was nol my first such

experience. 1 had the same ex-
perience in Washington about
two weeks ago. In America,
where trust in money should have
been one of the symbols of
national integration, how can I
grasp the Increasing expansion
and deepening of mistrust."

About 70 per cent of
America's 85 or older live in
their own homes or with
relatives; about 26 per cent live
alone or with non-relatives;
and 5 per cent live in
institutions.

The Bolton Board of Education
is expected lo approve an agree-
ment with school bus contractor,
Verna Rufini, tomorrow, which
will peovide for relocation of
buses and use of town gasoline
pumps. The action, which is ex-
pected at tomorrow’s board
meeting at 8 p.m. in the elemen-
tary school office, will enable
both the town and the contractor
to save a considerable amount of
money by eliminating the gas-
oline sales tax

A recent legislative amend-
ment provides the town may
contract with its local bus con-
tractor ta extend the same rate as
available to town vehicles, which
could mean a savings of up to
$2,500 per vear. This would be
offset, however, by several ad-
ditional expenses particularly
during the first year

First Selectman Richard
Morra, who signed the agreement
last week at the selectmen's
meeting, noted while savimgs
will be minimal during the [irst
year, savings in future years will
be substantial,

Under the terms of the con-
tract, the town will provide
gravel. equipment and labor to
create a parking area along the
side of the town garage for eight
buses and two station wagons and
for private cars of bus drivers.

For her part, Mrs. Rufini will
provide, at her expense, a trailer
to serve as a temporary office,
and will be responsible for heat.
lighting and telephone service at
the office. A light will be installed
in the area by the town on an
existing pole and Mrs. Rufii will
bear the cost for the first year

Mort Harlow has been ap-
pointed to the post of bus dis-
patcher. He will co-ordinate the
busing with Mrs. Rufini and will
be responsible for the fueling and
maintaining of correct readings
on the town pump.

Tolland would gain ap-
proximately $100,000 a year for
the next five years, according to
figures provided under the
federal revenue sharing act ap-
proved by Congress.

Rt.83 Work
Given State
Green Light

Rt. 83, from a point north of
Vernon Circle to the vicinity of
the northerly intersection of Rt.

For Landfill Study

Five proposals have been
received by the Board of
Selectmen regarding a study of
lhe proposed landfill site on Rt.

’l'hc study must comply with
requirements of the Department
of Environmental Protec-
tion(DEP).

Financial proposals submitted
to the selectmen are estimates,
not firm bids. Firms were sent a
copy of the state requirements
and estimates were given on that
basls.

Selectmen will interview the
bidders who include W.G.
Weaver and Associates, K.T.
Lear Associations Inc.; John F.
Lenard, consulting engineer;
Theodore Brindamour, engineer
and A.R. Lombardi Associates,
Inc

W.G. Weaver and Associates
listed the proposal in two phases.
Phase I includes five items; the
general location and site plans at
an estimated cost of $1,500,
Phase 2 requires complete plans
and a rgport to satisly the re-
quirements of the DEP at ap-
proximately $3.500.

Lenard asked to discuss the
scope of surveying for $980.
Lenard cited the cost of an
operational manual at $500 which
he said would be required by the
state.

Brindamour quoted an es-
timated $3,000 for the work.

Lear Assoclates estimated sur-
vey costs from $500 to $1,500. Ifa
contour map is available the cost
would be lower. $4,000 was es-
timated for engineering and test
borings were calculated between
$1.000 and $2,000.

Lombardi Associales
preliminary proposal was $3,500
to $4,500 exclusive of excavating
equipment for test holes.

The May town meeting voted
to appropriate $5,000 for the
development of the area if
needed prior to the end of the
fiscal year. The fiscal year ended
Aug. 31, but none of the money
was expended, so expenses must
now be budgeted for this fiscal
year.

Charles Kurker, principal
sanitary engineer for the Solid
Waste Management Program of
the DEP said, “We wanl some
thought given as to what even-
tually the area will be developed
into when it no longer wijl func-
tion as a landfill area.”

It can be transformed into a
town park or tennis court, Kurker
suggested.

Whatever plans are submitted
must include a planned use for
the area in the future.

Turning
Military

ACCRA, Ghana (AP) - Ghana,
once the rising star in black
Africa’s galaxy of newly indepen-
dent states, faces n Sartan life
under military rule,

The country's soldler govern-
ment is tackling economie
problems with sweeping austerity
measures, nationalist rhetoric
and army muscle.

“Self-rellance’” has become the
battle cry ever since 40-year-old

Ignatius K. Acheampong
seized power last January, His
bloodless coup toppled the
elected government of Prime
Minister Kofi Busia, following a
44 per cent devaluation of
Ghana's currency and budget
cuts that hit the army.

Ghana's 8% million people
“may see more austerity now
than they ever dreamed of,"" says
a foreign economist, Acheam-
pong has promised a return to
civilian rule only when "a firm
foundation has been laid both
economically and soclally for our
people.”

Political activity is banned.
Some 250 officials of Busia's
Progress party are still in prison.
Two newspapers that urged their
release have been shut down.
Nine men were charged with
hatching pro-Busia countercoup
with the ald of unidentified
“foreign troops' in neighboring
Ivory Coast. All nine face death if
convicted by a military court.

Busia, in England for medical
treatment when the coup took
place, has a price on his head.

Put simply, Ghana’s problems
stem from living beyond her
means since independence from
Britain in 1957.

The country's foreign debt is
$850 million, much of it the
legacy of Kwame Nkrumah,
whose repressive regime was
ousted in 1968,

Last year's trade deficit of $63
million was due largely to low
prices for cocoa, Ghana's chief
export. This and the neglected
agricultural sector, inflation and
chronic unemployment have all
aggravated the economy.

The 10-man National Libera-
tion Council which Acheampong
heads has adopted a go-it-alone
stance.

“‘Operation Feed Yourself”
seeks to boost local food produc-
Tiom and make Ghana self-
sufficlent while increasing ex-
ports. Virtually all imports of
food have been halted. Stiff con-
trols on commercial imports seek
to stem the flow of money out of
the country, reversing Busia's
liberal import policy.

Farmers are being exhorted to
grow more rice, cassava, corn,
yams, peanuts, plaintain and
vegetables. They are being asked
to provide more raw materials to
feed existing factories—cotton,
tobacco, palm oil, rubber, sugar
cane and pineapples.

Says Bruce Henderson, BCG
president, “The stock trader can
rarely win. The long-term in-
vestor can.” No equivocation, no
asterisks, no broad exceptions.
But the reasons have changed
some over the years.

“Tax laws and Inflation com-
bine against the trader. He loses
too much capital in taxes,” he
says. *'Investing becomes a house
game in which the odds are
stacked against him as they are at
the race track or the casino.”

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Is Trend
Dictated
By Seller?

By JOHN CUNNIFF

NEW YORK (AP) — A com-
mon assumption among
Americans, especially those who
believe strongly in the power of
advertising and marketing, is that
the seller rather than the buyer
dictates trends.

This notion is sometimes
fostered by the ad industry itsell,
and as if to prove their conten-
tion, copywriters can offer
numerous examples of spec-
tacular success by products of
dubious value, heavily promoted.

But every now and then in-
dustry’s faith in its own powers is
shattered as, from time to time,
consumers assert themselves,
refuse to be enticed by the seller,
and instead buy what they darn
well please.

None other than the
automotive Big Three—General
Motors, Ford and
Chrysler—learned this lession in
recenl years as they attempted to
sell big cars to buyers who were
determined to buy small,

As a result, the penetration of
the domestic market by foreign
companies reached 16 per cent,
mainly because they offered
economical vehicles, before the
tide was turned.

The Big Three were forced to
adjust to consumer preferences,
to build compact cars despite
lower profit margins on such
units, Gradually, with an assist
from the government via a
devaluation, they began to win
back their market.

Something roughly comparable
seems lo have occurred in the
market for new homes. As the
price of conventional housing
continues to rise, mobile homes
are slicing off what appears to be
a permanent segment of the
market.

The median price of a new one-
family home is now more than
$25,000, or 11 per cent more than
in 1967. A fully equipped mobile
home can be purchased for less
than one-half that.

As recently as 1960, only 103,-
700 mobile units were shipped.
By 1965, the numbered had more
than doubled. Last year. more
than 490,000 units were shipped.
This year the total most likely
will exceed 500,000.

About one of every three single
family home sales now involves a
mobile unit, a rate that housing
officials concede may represent a
permanent change in the market.

Looking back, you can't find
more than a few market analysts
who saw the trend developing.
And even when sales began to

spurt, the phenomenon was wide-
ly discounted as temporary.

The most widely accepted
theory was that tight money and
" “rising costs of conventional
housing had forced buyers to
accept the less expensive mobile
units as an unhappy and short-
term substitute for “‘stick"
housing.

Asthe conventional market
recovered, however, the
shipments of mobile homes con-
tinued to rise steadily. In 10 of
the past 11 years the number of
units shipped exceeded that of
the previous year.

The significance of this trend
van be measured in numerous
ways. Certainly it means thal
many Americans have accepted a
different lifestyle. It means also
that the appearance and tax base
of some towns is ranging.

Perhaps most significant is lhe'

evidence that the buyer can shift
with the times, can make up his
own mind, assert himsell and
realize his demands without any
encouragement

In effect, the buyer led rather
than permitted himself to be led.
He demanded economical
housing and he got it. And in the
process he forced various in-
stitutions, which like to think
they lead, to accommodate
themselves to this reality.

Since 1968, savings and loan
associations have been em-
powered to finance mobile units.
The Veterans Administration
now involves itsell in financing
Various governmental units have
been forced to recognize them as
houses rather than vehicles,

Education Firm Hunts Poor Pupils

STAMFORD, (AP) — A Stam-
ford education flrm has come up
with a program to teach
puplls in school, prison and in-
dustry classrooms some new
ways of thinking.

Innovative Sciences, Inc. (ISD)
expects its “‘third generation
technique for improving mental
skills, Introduced in February,
will be in use at 100 institutions
across the country by the end of
the month.

ISI offers three programs
tallored to pupils ranging from
illiterates to those at the lower
high school level.

“Intuitive Math" teaches basic
math needed in most jobs, “En-
vironmental Logic"' provides in-
struction in everyday facts and
“THINK" covers English and
developmental reading.

But ISI officials emphasize the
academic material in their three
programs is only part of their

product.
“We do pay strict attention to

the teaching of the subject, but as
the student learns something he
must use it," says IS1 President
C. Mike Gilrod.

““We put him through a series
of logic and comprehension exer-
cises designed to develop the
thinking skills of the student.”

As part of the THINK program,
for example, pupils work only 15
minutes at a time learning new
material in language analysis
lessons. Then, says Gilrod, they

take a short test on the material
and proceed Immediately to use
the material in “thinking skills"
situations.

The “thinking skills'' problems
could include classifying words
by their vowel or consonant
patterns or working with word
analogy problems.

ISI programs currently are in
use at correctional centers in
Connecticut, Georgla, Oklahoma
and the District of Columbia; at
schools in Greenwich and in
White Plains, N.Y., and at
National Urban League  street
academies In Phoenix, Ariz,,
Hartford, South Bend, Ind. and
Flint, Mich.

“Up to this juncture we are
pleased with the results that have
begun to emerge," says Clarence
Bozelan, director of the Urban
League's streel academies. "It is
proving to be very beneficial,
particularly from a motivational
standpoint."”

“It exposes the guys to using
analogies and logic," says Charles
Mazzola, director of the
educational center at the Mont-
ville correctional center. "“When
you went through school before,
you didn't use this until you got
to ‘high school.”

The system is used with
elementary school-level inmates
at the center, Mazzola said.

Basic lessons in the THINK and
mathematics series cover reading
skills, logic and mathematics
through algebra. The en-

He says 100 hours of instruction
under the 1SI program Is
equivalent to 2% years of conven-
tional classroom work.

The program s supplied with
complete teaching instructions
and can be conducted by a
paraprofessional teacher under a
teacher's guidance.

The planned 374-unit federally
subsidized apartment complex on
Spencer St. in Manchester will
probably house six times as many
children as a typical unsubsidized
group dwelling, according to
figures in the town planning of-
fice.

The estimate is based on
figures at the MISAC Cor-
poration's Beechwood
Apartments on Oakland St., a
smaller but similarly subsidized
project. The planned Spencer St.
complex, known as Squire
Village, is estimated to house 347
children, according to Assistant
Town Planner Ron Blake. Of that
number, 102 children are ex-
pected to be of school age.

Squire Village is being
developed by the Capitol Region
Development Corp. (CRDC), a
privately endowed housing cor-
poration. The CRDC will receive
federal subsidies to allow rentals
to low income families, according
to William Hirshson, CRDC ex-
ecutive director,

The new complex, on 33 acres
of land on the south side of
Spencer St.. will have 96 one
bedroom units, 200 two-bedroom
units, and 75 three-bedroom un-
its, Hirshson said.

The 96 one-bedroom units will
be rented to elderly persons, and
will not generate children, Blake
said.

The estimate of 347 children in
the remaining 275 two- and three-
bedroom units is based on the
average of 1.2 children per unit in
the MISAC project, Blake said

The average for unsubsidized
apartments is about 0.2 children

State Rep. N. Charles Boggini
of the 20th Assembly District has
questioned the impact on the
town of the Squire Village, par-
ticularly the impact on the school
system. Copies of the estimate of
children have been forwarded to
the Board of Education, but they
have not yel been reviewed, ac-
cording to Dr. James Kennedy,
superintendent of schools.

Dr. Kennedy said that,
although he hasn't yet reviewed
the figures, it appears at this time
Squire Village will not cause
problems. The increase in the
number of school children will
apparently be offset by decreases
due to the declining birth rate.

Rep. Boggini is continuing to
investigate other impacts of
Squire Village such as water and
sewers, police and fire protec-
tion, and other services provided
by the town.

“The town must be ready for
this project.”” Boggini said, noting
that although the developer
receives subsidies, the town does
not receive subsidies. The federal
government should contribute
completely to all costs related to
the housing development,
Boggini said, adding that he
would press for legislation if
necessiary

The CRDC received the go-
ahead for the project from the
Manchester Planning and Zoning
Commission July 24,

In a letter to Rep. Boggini, the
CRD('s Hirshson said the one-
bedroom units at Squire Village
will rent for $143 monthly, the
two-bedroom units will rent for

$168 monthly, and the three-
bedroom units will rent for $188
monthly,

These rents, Hirshson said, will
be avallable to a person or family
whose income at admission time
does not exceed the following
schedule: one-person family, $6.-
075; two-person family, $6,885,
three-person family, $7,560; four-
person family, $8,100; five-person
family, $8,640; six-person family,
$9,045.

Any family whose income is
above those levels, Hirshson said,
would be required to pay a higher
rent, approximately $70 more per
month. Also, he said, 20 per cent
of the units may be rented to
lower income families at rents
equivalent to 25 per cent of their
family income.

Applications will be open to
any person or family on a first-
come, first-served basis, subject
to the applicant’s qualifications,

Rev, Boggini has objected to
the “‘first-come, first-served”
basis for rentals, saying (hat
elderly people in Manchester
awaiting subsidized housing
should be given preference.

The CRDC, the land acquisi-
tion arm of the Greater Hartford
Housing Development Fund, ac-
quired the Squire Village land
more than two years ago. It was
formerly divided into two
parcels, both planned for
separate development.

Vets, Elderly, Blind
Eligible for Tax Relief

Edgar E. Belleville, town
assessor, reminds citizens that
under Connecticut faw for tax
relief, veterans, eclderly tax-
payers, and blind persons are
eligible for certain reductions

To obtain these reductions, he
said, applications must be filed
after Oct. 1 and before Nov, 30 on
a form available at his office in
the Muncipal Building where
they can be notorized as required
by law

Belleville summarized the ex-
emptions offered as follows

All town veterans of the Army,
Navy. Marine Corps, Air Force
and Coast Guard who served on
active duty in periods of war are
eligible for & minimum $1,000
assessment reduction. [ the
veteran has a disability the reduc-
tion can be as much as $13.000

Elderly persons now receiving
an exemption and tax freeze need
not re-apply for benefit this year
provided their status has not
changed

Forms for tax reliel requests
from new applicants will be sent
out 10 days before Oct. 1. Those
who believe they qualify should
apply at the assessor’'s office or
call and applications will be
mailed to them.

A $1.000 reduction in assess-
ment is available to persons age
65 or over or lo anyone married
to someone 65 over over, In order
lo qualify a person musl have
resided within the state for at
least five years before applying.
Adjusted gross income cannot
exceed $5.000 for married per-
sons living with a spouse, or
$3.000 for unmarried persons,
widows or widowers.

Disabled veterans, Belleville
said, may be eligible for larger
exemptions than the $§1,000
minimum if they can file with
him a certificate from the
Veterans Administration cer-
tifying the degree of disability.
Widows and minor children of
deceased veterans may receive
exemptions also if they qualify,

For veterans the periods of
service which qualify them for

exemplions are Vietnam Era,
Jan. 1, 1964 to termination;
Karean War, June 27, 1950 to Oct.
27, 1953; World War 11, Dec. 7,
1941 to Dec, 31, 1947; World War
I, April 6, 1917 to July 2, 1921;
and the Mexican Border

tion, March 10, 1916 to April 6,
1917. The general statutes should
be consulted for earlier periods of
service, Belleville said,

A special exemption may be
obtained for one motor vehicle
belonging to, or held in trust for,
any member of U. S Armed
Forees, If such vehicle is garaged
outside the state, and application
is made to the assessor.

Veterans who are victims of
paraplegia, hemiplegia, total
blindness, or loss of at least two
limbs through enemy action, or
resulting from accidents or dis-
eases while on active service, are
entiled to an additional $10,000
exemplion on their dwellings on-
ly.

Veterans with VA disability
ratings may recelve special ex-
emptions. These include 10 to 25
per cent, $1,500; 26-50 per cent,
$2.000; 51-75 per cent, $2,500; and
76-100 per cent, $3,000. Veterans
with 10 per cent or more disabili-
ty at age 65 are entitled to $3,000
permanently.

State residents who are blind,
and their spouses, are eligible for
a $3.000 property assessment ex-
emption. This is in addition to
any exemptions for the elderly or
veterans,

Belleville also reminds town
residents they must during Oc-
tober declare to the assessor per-
sonal property they own as of
Oct. 1 to avoid a 10 per cent
penalty imposed by state laws, It
is not necessary to declare real
estate or registered motor
vehicles, i

Personal property consists of
aireraft, machinery, dams,
horses, cattle, livestock, boats,
farming lools, tractors, road
machinery, farm produce,
mechanic’s tools, goods of
manufaclurers, traders and
merchants, utility equipment and
fixtures, he said.

HOW TO DEFEND YOUR-
SELF AT AUCTIONS. By
Leo?a Rubin. Westover Pub-
lishing Co., Richmond, Va. 191
Pages. §5.95,

The author starts from the
premise that the greal majority
of auctions are on the level,
but there are always a few Lhat
are tricky. And furthermore,
there is the need for a new-
comer to defend himself from
the perfectly legitimate rivalry
of experienced bidders who
know more about the fine
points of the merchandise than
he does, R

Mostly the book is about art
and antiques auctions. The
range is from the giant art auc-
tion house where prices some-
times get into the millions, to
the small country auctions, the
sales of unclaimed freight and
of customs house leftovers

There are practical tps on
bidding, the idiosyncracies of
auctioneers, the need to pre-
view the offerings, the com-
petition between dealers and
collectors and specific pointers
on factors that affect values

Not all of the book is de-
voted to the auction itself, as
there are bits of advice on how
to go about collecting and how
to improve a collection by a
selective process.

There are also some notes on
offbeat auctions, involving
wine, or television bidding, or
charity auctions that offer the
services of celebrities

The author, who is a paint-
er, has interviewed a great
many Individuals and has
done a thorough job in cov-
ering the whole field, making
many of her points through
anecdotes that often are amus-
ing.

And she warns the reader
against the dangers of *"auction
fever,' an ailment which
strikes even experienced col-
lectors in the heat of com-
petition. Which of course is a
left-handed way of saying that
auctions are a lot of fun. This is
a very handy book for both
beginners and velerans

When Miss Williams is done
in, it looks like a mugging that
went too far. Yet Falkenstein
and his brother-in-law, Sgt. An-
drew Clock of the Los Angeles
homicide department, backed
up by old-time adviser named
Edgar Wallers, soon are con-

The trouble is that Clock
keeps getting tangled up in oth-
er homicides, especially when a
mugger named the Masked
Monster i8 accused of killing
one of his victims instead of
just beating her up. And maybe
he was responsible for Miss
Williams' death too?

There is a bit of humorous
byplay aver a tiny Pekinese
who was Miss Williams' pro-
tector, and turned the Fal-
kensteins’ Great Dane inlo a
psychotic wreck by bullying
him,

Miss Egan’'s style is a bit
staccato, and that carries over
into the dialogue, but the reader
gradually gets used to it.

This novel is no great world-
beater, but it is a workman-like
job and the atmosphere sounds
convineing.

CHINA. An Introduction. By
Lucian W. Pye._ Little, Brown &
Co. 384 Pages. $10.

Since President Nixon's dra-
matic visit to Communist
China, books on Chinese history
and its interpretation naturally
have proliferated. This 15 as it
should be since, despite our
long friendship with China,
most of us are very ignorant of
the history and thought of what
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tentially the most powerful na-
tion in the world.

Lucian W. Pye, an American
born in China, is especially well
equipped to relate the Red
China of Mao Tse-tung and
Chou En-lai to that misty, an-
cient civilization of Confucius
and Lao Tzu and the recent
China of just yesterday domi-
nated by Chiang Kai-shek. Pye
is Ford professor of political
science and senior stalf
member of the Center for Inter-
national Studies at
Massachusetts Institute of
Technology. a director of the
Council on Foreign Relations, a
trustee of the Asia Soclety and
the Asia Foundation, and a vice
president of the National Com-
mittee on United States-China
Relations

He writes, compactly but
very informatively for the aver-
age Western reader, of Con-

fucian and pre-Confucian times,
when China, not yet a unified
country, was emerging from
prehistory. He emphasizes the
enduring force of moral tradi-
*tion throughout this long span,
stressing that it has ‘outlasted
the Confucian era and has been
constantly appealed to by both
Chiang Kai-shek and Mao Tse-

tung in seeking ‘to motivate
modern Chinese "

That view probably goes as
far as any simplification to ex-
plain the ultimate success of
Mao Tse-tung. Despite his co-
lossal blunders — the Great
Leap Forward, the Cultural
Revolution, his inadequacies as
a doctrinalre In matters
military, economic and technol-
ogical — Mao apparently has
struck a chord among a people
trained through millennia to
look to their leaders for ethical
cues. He would be inconceiv-
able in a modern sophisticated
state, even the Soviet Union, to

say nothing of a democracy
This interpretation also ex-

plains Mao's dependence on the
administrative pros, such as
Chou En-lai, who is rather com-
parable to the technologically
savvy A.l. Mikoyan under Sta-
lin and the perennial Soviet
Foreign Minister Andrei A.
Gromyko. It also makes us
wonder what sort of China we
will have to deal with once Mao
leaves the stage

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HEILCo. purchased the pond,
buildings and machinery In 1957
and continued for a year to draw
power from the generators,

In 1960, the power-generating
equipment, idle for about two
years and grown rusty, was
removed and junked. The next
year, the pond was sold to the
town.

One of the most notable perfor-
mances by the power plant oc-
curred during the 1938 hurricane
and flood. It supplied power to
Manchester Memorial Hospital,
the Main St. shopping area and
many other locations,

The alleged facts of the case
now on (rial in Tolland County
Superior Court are the exciting
darings of which movies are
made — an attempted prison
escape with hacksaw blades
passed from inmate to inmate
and back again, hidden in a Life
magazine. window' bars slowly
cut, the grating noise covered up
by flushing toilets and turned up
radios; signals as guards ap-
proach; a trial-run out the win-
dow over the rooftops of the
sprawling prison to get one las!
essential tool. back just in the
nick of time, and then the
anonymous note to the warden
telling all and ending all

Conspiracy or frameup, il
seems more like late night televi-
sion rather than a court trial, b
it was expected to be in the hands
of the jury this afternoon

The defendant is Frederick R
Merrill, 25, of nearby Tolland
His mother and brother, Charles,
were watching through it all,

Merriil 15 charged with an
attempted escape from the prison
In Somers a year ago. Although 10
inmates were charged it appears
only five were planning to actual-
ly make the break., The others
helped out in various ways accor-
ding to one of the five, Alfa W.
Nims, who turned informer and
became the state’s main witness
Tuesday

As PZC Fails to Act

Because the Planning and
Zoning Commission did not take
any action within the 65 day limit
of receiving a zoning request, as
required by the state, a con-
troversial piece of property
owned by Sol Ellenberg on Rt. 85
is now zoned for business. The
property, across from the
Paradise Shopping Center, ex-
tends 1,200 feet south on the west
side of RL. 85 beginning with the
Hope Valley Estates boundary
line,

In March 1970 Elenberg had
requested the zone change. but
the PZC vetoed it after a public
hearing at which residents in the
area pelitioned against the
change.

In May 1971 Ellenberg again
requested the change, this time
including property owned by
Emery Taylor on the east side. In
all, the business zone requested
encompassed about 200 acres

Again approximately 100
residents in the area petitioned
against any changes objecting to
the concentration of businesses in
the area in that it would affect
the water supply and sewage
disposal would increase, possibly
necessitating the construction of
sewers.

Objections were also raised
based on the increased traffic

According to Nims, the
hacksaw blades founi! the way to
Merrill's cell three nights in a
row and then once more in June
The blades were smuggled back
to the hospital files daily until the
Job, taking a total of about five
hours, according to Nims, was
complete. Nims and Cofone acted
as lookouts on each tier of cells.
Nims said, and inmates made
noise o cover the sound of filing
which, he said. he could hear in
his cell directly below Merrill's

Nims said Merrill was also
supplied with cutting oil and put-
ty although, according to Nims,
Merrill had to use peanut butter
once ‘when they couldn't get the
putty.

Nims explained that although
preparations were almost com-
plete by July it was decided to
watt until Octaber because of late
daylight The plan had to be
enacted before 9 p.m. when men
in other cell blocks could get into
cell block B. Nims also told the
court he had decided not to par-
ticipate after a talk with his
mother in July

On Oct 1 an electrical cutter
was obtained from the hobby
shop and Mernill and Colone
went oul the window that night
after a bolt cutter. according to

MEMPHIS. Tenn. (AP) —
The American Basketball
Association won't draft
college underclassmen, but its
commissioner says chances
for merger with the rival
National Basketball Associa-
tion may be threatened by
legislation designed to permit
that merger.

League trustees voted 940 in a
special meeting Tuesday against
drafting underclassmen, said
Commissioner Robert Carlson

Prior ABA signings of college
undergraduates have led to con-
siderable criticism from the older
league, but Carlson said
Tuesday’s action was not taken

with the possible merger of the
leagues in mind

Asked il not drafting un-
derclassmen would be a perma-
nent league policy, Carlson said
only that the trustees seemed
very firm in their decision.

Only the Virginia Squires were
not represented at the meeting

As far as mergers are con-
cerned, however, Carlson said he
fears riders allached to merger
legislation in Congress may
threaten rather than help the
combining of the leagues.

One rider would eliminate pay-
ment of indemnity by ABA clubs
to the NBA and he said he felt
this could kill merger plans.

Onginally the younger league
agreed for each of its teams (o

pay $1.25 million to the NBA over
10 yeurs

Another rider cited by Carlson
would require home (eams to
split gate receipts 70-30 with
visiting teams, rather than the
home team keeping the whole
gate as at present. Carlson in-
dicated that the older NBA clubs
would also be likely to frown on
this plan

There had been constderable
speculation prior to the meeting
that the ABA might decide to
hold an undergraduate draft after
the Olympiec games

The trustees also acted to in-

Citadel
Battles
Raging

SAIGON (AP) — South and
North Vietnamese forces
were locked in savage,
bunker-to-bunker combat at
Quang Tri today, field reports
said. It was the third straight
day of heavy fighting there.

South Vietnamese marines
have made no progress since
Tuesday when a company of
about 200 men fought their way
into the southeastern corner of
the 10th Century Citadel.

Associated Press correspon-
dent Holger Jensen, reporting
from the front, estimated the
South Vietnamese held only
about two acres of the 50-acre
fortress.

Lt. Col. Do Viet, a spokesman
for the Saigon command, said
marine reinforcements got into
the Citadel, but field reports said
these were replacements for
casualties, There were no in-
dications the North Vietnamese
were able to get reinforcements
into the Citadel.

Officers told Jensen nearly 700
North Vietnamese troops had
been killed in fighting in and
around the Citadel during the
past five days. The South Viet-
namese were said to be losing
about 25 men killed and 125
wounded each day.

The South Vietnamese had an-
ticipated clearing out the Citadel
by the weekend, but it now
appears it will take much longer.
Tropical storm Flossie is due in
the Quang Tri area over the
weekend, and is expected to cur-
tail American air strikes,

Neirly 50 U.S. B52 bombers
struck on both sides of the
demilitarized zone in support of
the South Vietnamese at Quang
Tri.

The eight-jet Stratofortresses
hit at North Vietnamese supply
dumps and troop positions at
points ranging from near the port
of Dong Hol to within one mile of
Quang Tri, dropping more than
1,100 tons of explosives.

State Rep. Robert D. King of
Tolland, a Republican, will not
seek reelection to a sixth term in
the legislature. The incumbent
legislator cited the pressure of
both time and economics as
reasons for his decision.

King's decision leaves the posi-
tion wide open for Republicans,
since no one has expressed in-
terest in the GOP nomination
from the new three-town district
composed of Tolland, Coventry
and Willingjon, It has been
known for-several mopths that
King was not expected to run
again.

“'With annual sessions the time
required for conscientious
legislative duties has nearly
doubled from what it has been in
the past,” King said, in his an-
nouncement, Service in the
General Assembly "‘has now
become a matter of economics
for many, and | have felt the
pressure of time as much, if not
more, than others”

Considered a ‘liberal
Republican, King served as a
member of the Legislative Coun-
cil of the General Assembly, and
held several committee posts in-
cluding the House committees on
judiciary and governmental func-
tions, insurance and in-
tergovernmental relations. He
served as a member of the

legislative Interim horse racing
and parimutuel study committee
and as an assistant minority
leader of the House.

He was a leading supporter o
the unsuccessful bid of Wallace
Barnes for the GOP nomination
for governor against Thomas
Meskill, two years ago.

King serves as town attorney
for Tolland and Ellington.

A graduate of Yale Law School,
he served as a U.S. Prosecutor in
the war crimes trials at Nurem-
burg and he wrote a book about
his experiences.

He admitted to a twinge of
regret over leaving the General
Assembly, particularly the
House, “where the issues which
give direction to the destiny of
our great state are exposed lo
debate and decision. To have had
a role in these decisions is to have
been a part of history.”

Democrats have an abundance
of candidates for the post, in-
cluding Tolland's Democratic
Town Chairman Charles Thifault
and Coventry Democrat Atty.
Richard Crombie. A. third
possibility for the nomination is
Atty. Oliver Chappell of
Willington, who is rumered (o be
interested in the nomination.

Republicans in the three towns
have yel to come up with an
active candidate, although King's
announcement may spur some
activity.

He said he had
not been threatened by Cofone
but was afraid because Cofone
was a murderer who "kills in the
fashion he did.”" Cofone is serving
a life sentence for first degree
murder

The closing arguments were
somewhat spell-binding as Atly
James Egan alternated between
explosive invective and milder
but colorful expletive, always
moving his slightly bent figure
around the courtroom.
