Summer Is rapidly drawing to a
close, no doubt to the regret of
many but also to the rellef of
some, depending on cir-
cumstances.

At the Oak Grove Natural
Science Center, the defoliation by
the gypsy caterpillar was
devastating at first...July looked
like November! However, nature
proved itself resilient and almost
completely replaced the leaves,
returning to the trees their full
canopy.

A word of caution is in place
here to offset too much op-
timism. The refoliation of the
trees was at much cost to their
root reserves and as a result the
trees are slightly less well
prepared for the coming winter,

Some biologists maintain that
even a full grown tree is in bad
shape after three seasons of
defoliation and recovery.

The effect is the same as with
the elm and maple trees in Hart-
ford's Keeney Park Zoo
(Sherwood Forest) which were
fooled by an almost balmy
January into budding premature-
ly. The buds were lost in the

subsequent frost and the tree was
forced to produce new ones in
order (o survive,

For some unfortunates, the
summer heralds the season of
allergies such as hayfever. For
thse victims, the pollen count
announced on the news is of great
importance, because it is owing
to the irritant qualities of the
foreign proteins (aptly called
allergens) introduced by certain
pollen onto the mucous mem-
branes in the nose, eyes and
throat that allergies are caused

Holdup Man
Makes Good

MENLO PARK, Calif. (AP}
A spurned bank robber screwed
his courage to the sticking post
and succeeded the second time
around.

Last Tuesday, the would-be
bandit approached teller
Kathleen Avery at the Wells
Fargo Bank, asked for $3,000 and
gave her a note saying he had a
gun. She refused and he took off.

Friday morning, the same man
appeared al Miss Aery's outside
window and said: "I'm back.
Give me the money."" Police said
this time She complied, turning
over between $3,000 and $4,000 in
large bills,

The man fled and was being
sought.

The main culprit by far is the
common ragweed, Ambrosia
elatior. This plant releases its
pollen in August and September.
A single ragweed may produce up
to a trillion pollen grains which
become windborne. This is where
the pollen count comes in.

Janet Kapish of the En-
vironmental Chemistry Division
of the State Health Department
checks the pollen count for the
State of Connecticut each day as
part of her duties, She places a
glass microscope slide coated
with glycerine horizontally in a
special holder on the roof of the
Health Department Building at
Quinton St., Hartford, and counts
the ragweed pollen which have
adhered to the slide within a
period of 24 hours.

The pollen count reflects only
the number of ragweed pollen
per square ceritimeter. The other:
pollen, beside ragweed, which
cover the slide are not considered
in this count. The ragweed pollen
is made conspicuous by a very
selective and specific stain which
is applied to the slide. The
ragweed pollen count has, in the
past, gone up to an all-time high
of 30 per square centimeter; but
this year, to date, the count is
actually low; i.e., 3-5 per square
centimeter. The pollen count
varies with the weather, being
higher in a dry atmosphere than
in the wet weather, as the rain
removes the pollen from the air

Economic Picture An Issue

JOHN CUNNIFF

NEW YORK (AP) — One of the
administration's greatest tasks, a
frustrating one to dale, is to
convince the American people
that they are better off than a
year ago — that the economic
cake is not only edible but tasty

Official government statistics
tend to support this contention,
and administration spokesmen
have not forgotten to sprinkle the
figures liberally throughout their
statements. The elfect, however,
has been questionable.

In all levels of business and
personal finance there can be
found a feeling that the hard
figures are artificial flavoring for
an unappetizing mixture of infla-
tion, unemployment and social
unrest

In the Eisenhower days, rates
of joblessness and inflation that
sometimes weren't much worse
than those today were accepted
by placid citizens, Today those
figures are colored by an up-
heaval of social and economic
considerations

To a great degree, the ad-
ministration itsell is responsible
for the rejection of the official
statistics because it has used
them defensively and sometimes
without an understanding of the
modern mood.

Expectations if not standards
are higher today, part of the
unfolding American dream of
economic progess on every front,
private and public. The idyll is
displayed constantly before the
public by media, public officials

‘Moreover, government has
more than ever committed itsell
to actively speeding (he process,
It is activist. It is involved. In
some ways it ls more pater-
nalistic. It promises more. More
is expected.

As increasing numbers achieve
some measure of financial
success, the quality of life rises in
their list of prioritles. A clean
environment, social justice, the
dignity of life become elements
of their broadened outlook.

Statistics do not measure these,
and that appears (o be a major
reason for the credibility problem
involved with those old sets of
figures that are used to measure

progress.

Gross National Product, un-
employment, cost of living, and
other statistical series fail to tell
the complete story. They are not
suspected of being adulterated,
but they are considered to be
incomplete measures.

The statistics show that in the

It was explained that ex-
perience in the past has proven
the “vacuum machinery” method
used previously was hazardous to
traffic and children and almost

The Lawless Nations

Syria, Egypt, Libya and Lebanon have
branded themselves as outlaw nations,
willing accessories to the wanton
murder of Israeli Olympic athletes by
Arab terrorists.

Only a U.S. veto prevented the UN
Security Council from calling on Israel
to halt reprisal raids on Palestinian
guerrilla cumps in Syria and Lebanon
without condeming the terrorism that
set off the reaction.

Egypt and Libya took the official
position that the terrorists were heroes,
their slaughter of unarmed men an act
of bravery and had the gall to blame the
mass killing in Munich on West Ger-
many for trying unsuccessfully to free
Israeli captives from the terrorists. And
Syria is urging still more terrorism.

Prime Minister Golda Meir refused to
bargain with the killers for the ransom
of some two hundred guerrillas in prison
and warned that Israel would smite
terrorists wherever it could. She added
Israel will continue to work for peace
and praised the American veto.

Soviet Russia and Red China vetoed
moves that would have linked the

Trade With

Trade on a scale of mind-boggling
magnitude is on the way between the
United States and Soviet Russia.
Billions of dollars will be involved in the
next five years,

Henry Kissinger reportedly concluded
agreement in principal with Soviet
leaders for a $5 billion dollar trade pact
along with settlement of the Russian
lendlease debt for $300 million, a com-
promise,

Occidental Petroleum President Ar-
mand Hammer has announced a private
agreement with the Russians for
petroleum exploration and a trans-
Siberian pipeline that may involve as
much as $5 billion dollars.

The Russian grain deal involving 400
million bushels of wheat proved not
only a shot in the arm for wheat prices
but provided the target for the
ngocrats in the presidential cam-
paign.

George McGovern charged grain ex-
porters used inside information "to
exploit unsuspecting farmers’' many of
whom sold before the price jumped
Agriculture Secretary Ear]l Butz com-
mented the Russians were “'shrewd
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Munich killings to the Israeli air raids,
the Chinese representative denouncing
Israel for “‘barbarous and unscrupulous
attacks,”’ while the Palestinians wage "a
just struggle to recover their
homeland.”

Ambassador George Bush told the
Council it would do no good to ignore
the realities by looking only to effect’
and not to cause. "'We do not
countenance violations of international
law,'" Bush said. '‘We do not
countenance terrorist acts. We seek for
a world where athletes need not fear
assassins and passengers on planes need
not fear hijacking.”

He warned that failure to act would
invite further terrorism. But the Council
refused to deplore “all acts of terrorism
and all breaches of the ceasefire in the
Middle East.”

Unless the Arab nations wipe out the
nest of assassins on their land, they
should be isolated and their citizens
denied the privilege of travel abroad to
menace the lives of innocent people.

But the Arab states are concerned
only with retaliation against Israel

The Chinese, who have ordered 20
million bushels of grain, will have to pay
more now than the Russians did in July
and August. And so will Japan. If Russia
has not filled her needs, she, too, will
have to raise the ante.

CHICAGO — Behind the em-
brace in Chicago’s Loop between
Sen. George McGovern and
Mayor Richard J. Daley is this
private attitude inside Daley's
regular Democratic organization
cool contempt for McGovern and
no intention whatever of rescuing
him from a Nixon Illinois
landslide

That means McGovern has
managed to get it all wrong in
Chicago. By not preventing the
Daley delegates from being
kicked out at Miami Beach in
July, McGovern infuriated rank-
and-file Chicago voters But
making amends to Daley since
then, he has unnecessarily
offended anti-Daley reform
Democrats while failing to win
anything extra from the machine

Moreover, Dick Daley has
clearly survived his year of
travail. Despite stunning defeats
in last April's Democratic
primary and his humiliation at
Miami Beach, Daley is publicly
wooed by McGovern (who keeps
Daley's reform foes at arm’s
lengthy. And while McGovern
faces catastrophe here, Daley’s
Cook County (Chicago) ticket —
including law-and-order State's
Atty. Edward Hanrahan — s
favored to win

Despite his rough treatment by
McGovernites in Miami Beach,
Daley never planned to retaliate
against McGovern. Rather, his
organization would handle
McGovern as 1t did Hubert H,
Humphrey in 1968 lip service (o
his candidacy but nothing to save
it if disaster threatens.

Vito Marzullo, the Democratic
ward committeeman who en-
dorsed President Nixon, was an

exception and is now something
of a pariah Inside the organiza-
tion. Only two other ward com-
mitteemen plan dropping
McGovern from sample ballots,
apostasy that violates all the
organization’s mores.

But these mores were unknown
to outsiders who contemplated
mass defections. Soon alter
Miami Beach, agents of John B.
Connally’s Democrats for Nixon
secretly asked Daley lieutenants
to join them. The Daleyites
declined, bemused over such ig-
norance of how the Chicago
organization works.

The ignorance extended to
McGovern. who felt Daley must
be wooed to prevent sabotage
here. Eugene Pokorny, the
precisely efficient 27-year-old
Nebraskan running McGovern's
Nlinois campaign, has worked
overtime courting city hall,
Pokorny has stressed McGovern
cannot win lllinois without
Daley's active help — exactly
MeGovern’s line at Tuesday's ral-
ly in the Loop.

More importantly, Pokorny has
rebuffed help from Chicago's two
big reform groups, the Indepen-
dent Precinct Organizations
(IPO) and the Independent
Voters of Mlinois (IVI) — partly
not to offend Daley. Reform
alderman William Singer, leader
of the anti-Daley delegation at
Miamu Beach, was shunned by
Pokorny (until being given some
speaking assignments last week).

Some McGovernites claim this
has produced the organization’s
wholehearted support, pointing
out the recent opening of
McGovern headquarters in the
42nd Ward on the Near North
Side was attended by the ward's

N
Democratic leader: the powerful
George W, Dunne, president of
the Cook County Board.

But at the headquarters
opening, Dunne pointedly ex-
pressed hope the young
McGovern volunteers would sup-
port the entire Democratic ticket
though, in fact, they abhor
Hanrahan. Dunne also supplied
some fatherly advice lo
McGovern canvassers: you can'l
talk a voter into changing his
preference for President. For a
lesser office, yes, for President,
no

Indeed, if Daley's precinct cap-
tains find landslide Nixon senti-
ment in white wards persisting
into October, they will not argue
with voters in McGovern's behalf
but ask them to split their ballot
for specified Democrats lower
down the tcket—in particular.
Ed Hanrahan. That step is
viewed as a foregone conclusion
by many precinct caplains today

Meanwhile, Daley lieutenants
say nothing unkind publicly about
McGovern but chuckle privately
at his discomfiture. Their con-
tempt for McGovern's political
wisdom was confirmed when he
suggested a Cabinet post for the
Rev. Jesse Jackson, at the low
ebb of influence in both black
slums and liberal salons.

In truth, McGovern can close
the Illinois gap only by
rehabilitating his candidacy in
general. The regular organization
will do nothing special to save
him or hurt him, precisely its
attitude toward all Presidential
candidates except John F
Kennedy. Buttering up the Mayor
at the corner of State and
Madison will not change that
hard reality.

WASHINGTON — George
MeGovern couldnt be scaring
Richard Nixon — yet, But Good
George's recent switeh Lo almost
daily denunciations of the high
cost of living clearly has made the
Prestdent a touch nervous

You can see this in that
telegram the administration’s
Cost of Living Council fired off to
92 food chains demanding that
they reduce the retail price of
beef. You can see il in other
public statements by the
President’s hired hands in which
the administration strives mighti-
ly to create for itsell the image of
a stern guardian of the shopper’s
purse

Nixon should be concerned In
hammering away at “Nixon's
high prices,” McGovern and his
running mate, Sargent Shriver,
are ringing the bell in the
neighborhood Republicans have
been claiming as their own —
middle-income. anti-elitist Mid-
dle America. Most of the
members of this vast voting bloc
need no reminder that prices of
practically everything they buy
are still too high, despite what
passes for controls, but 1t s
MeGovern's sim to pin the blame
on Richard Nixon

It van be argued that this 1s a
bum rap, because Nixon in-
herited galloping inflation from a
Democratic admimistration  that
did absolutely nothing to stem
the tde of rnising prices. and it
takes 4 little longer than over-
night to correct such a mess But
it s a fact that Nixen avoided
controls untel late last year in-
stead of mvoking them the mo-
ment he moved into the White
House The buck still stops at the
President’'s desk

e

McGovern is making this clear
in language the working man has
no trouble deciphering. His
favorite punch line is designed to
set the blood boiling in the
nation’s kitchens: “The Nixon
inflation is ground into every
pound of hamburger you buy at
the supermarket.” Meanwhile,
Shriver is telling blue collar
audiences: A six-pack of beer
and some pretzels have gone up
10 per cent under Nixon. When
you watch a football game on TV,
you pay for Nixon.

Indeed, McGovern sounds
more like an old-line Socialist
orator of the Twenties and Thir-
ties than a Midwestern Populist
in his crowd-pleasing comments
about “Richard Nixon and his
millionaires.” (In Texas, natural-
ly. Good George changed it to
‘bilhonaires.”’) His new theme
actually i1s the old one latched
onto by that high church
aristocrat, Frank Roosevell, that
the Republicans are the party of
the rich and the Democrats the
party of the poor

Thus. almost by definition,
some of McGovern's utlerances
fall into the category of
demagoguery. He gets a big hand

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U.S. News and World Report says more than a million
federal employes probably must wait until Jan. 1 to get a pay
raise of 5.14 per cent that, by law, was scheduled for Oct. 1.

The President told Congress he is postponing the increase
because the white collar employes involved already have
received the raise of 5.5 per cent allowed for this year under
government wage ceilings. Some 2.3 million military ser-
vicemen are due to get a matching increase. A comparability
law requires that federal salaries be boosted to meet those
paid in private industry for similar work.

A Southern Ilinois University student, Wayne Viitanen,
says the worst earthquake ever to hit the United States

In his study, he claims the worst quake was at New
Madrid, 11, in 1811. At the Mississippi port of New Madrid,
a 30-foot wave swamped barges, flathoats and keelboats. The
river hissed, boiled and turned a muddy red. Islands
disappeared and banks crumbled. And at places, the mighty

river flowed backwards.

And yet though every building within 50,000 square miles
of New Madrid was destroyed and shocks were reported as
far away as Boston, fewer than 100 settlers and Indians died
in the sparsely inhabited region.

The earthquake brought an amazing religious revival,
supported by the belief that the quake was a sign of God's
displeasure. Preachers reportedly reaped a "harvest of
souls.”” However, as expected, wrote the student, many so-
called “Earthquake Christians" slid back into sin once the

ground settled down.

Burma Seeks Tourist Dollar

PAGAN, Burma (AP)
— A new hotel under con-
struction on the dusty banks
of the Irrawaddy River Is a sign
that Burma, after years of sell
imposed Isolation, is actively
courting the tourist dollar,

The 48-room air conditioned
hotel, to he called the Pagan
Hotel, is being bullt In modern
bungalow-style.

It will replace a guest house
run by Union of Burma Alrways
(UBA).

Pagan has become a must
stop for tourists visiting Bur-
ma. It has a complex of some
300 temples spread over 25
miles on the dry plains beside
the Irrawaddy. Some of the best
pagodas, bullt in the 11th cen-
tury, still are intact. Others
were destroyed by Iinvading
Mongols in 1287.

An increasing number of
tourists are finding their way to
Pagan, some on package tours
organized in Bangkok, some fly-
ing individually on UBA, and
others coming down from Man-
dalay on the old river steamers.

Until comparatively re-
cently, visitors to Burma were
limited to a 24 hour transit visa.
General Ne Win, chairman of
the Revolutionary Council
which has ruled the country
since a military coup d'etat in

1962, cut off what contact he
could with the outside world. In
the past two years, however, he
has loosened up.

Tourist visas now are obtain-
able for seven days. Visitors
can travel to most of the main
towns freely.

UBA, a nationally owned air-
line that uses Fokker Friend-
ships as its main workhorses,
covers the country like a bus

Members of
the fairer sex were forbidden to
eat pork, bananas, and coco-
nuts. And never were they to
eal at the same lable as men.
The Hawaiians called those
kapus, or taboos, punishable by
death. You might also call it
discrimination,

Kaahumanu, the wife of the
King Kamehameha I, changed
that. After her husband's death,
she persuaded his son Kameha-
meha 1I, to share the throne.
The amazon became Kuhina
Nui — sort of prime minister.

With that, Kamehameha II's
male chauvinism began re-
ceding, and in November, 1819,
he made a symbolic move of
joining the women's table al a
great feast. Later, he lifted the
ban on forbidden foods.

But according to Mrs. Milz,
Kaahumanu began re-
linquishing her powers after the
missionparies arrived, and the
post of Kuhina Nui was abolish-
ed. “Women's rights in Hawail
have been going straight down-
hill ever since.” she said

Dear Dr. Lamb—Would
you comment on the differ-
ence between soldier's heart
disease and effort syndrome
compared to angina pectoris
caused by atherosclerosis in
terms of their symptoms and
treatment? 1 have been
treated for four years for
coronary heart disease. M
blood pressure is normal,
cholesterol normal, I don't
smoke, or have diabetes, I'm
not overweight, or have
other evidences of ctircula-
tory problems. I'm inclined
to think my doctor may be
treating me for the wrong
thing and perhaps [ have
soldier's heart disease.

Dear Reader—You must
have been doing some read-
ing since not very many
Keople know about soldier's
eart disease. Angina pec-
toris, of course, is pain in
the chest usually caused by
atherosclerosis (fatty depos-
its in the arteries). It is a

very common disease in the
American population and an-
other manifestation of the
same disorder of the heart
that causes the common
heart attack. The main dif-
ference is that the attacks
are much shorter in dura-
tion and often milder.

Soldier's heart disease Iis
sometimes called neurocircu-
latory asthenia. Individuals
with” the problem have
symptoms that simulate an-
gina pectoris or heart dis-
ease although they have
nothing structurally wrong
with their heart. These in-
dividuals often have sharp

ain under the left nipple.

hey become breathless with
minimal amounts of exer-
tion and some complain of
skipped beats or palpitations
of the heart. Faintness while
standing is common. It is

also called “effort syn-
drome' because many of the
reactions resemble the feel-
Ing a person has after hav-

ing done an unusual amount
of effort.

It was commonly observed
in soldiers undergolngr phy-
sical training and Sir Thom-
as Lewis, a famous British
heart specialist, observed
that it occurred in office
workers and men with
sedentary habits who were
then put into a fairly vigor-
ous physical training pro-
gram, Most heart specialists
feel that individuals who
have this kind of problem
are In poor physical condi-
tion and that the proper
treatment is a very gradual
increase in the level of phy-
sical activity,

Since a person who is tak-
ing medicine for heart dis-
ease, such as you are, may
have a fairly serious prob-
lem, it is very important that
the individual doesn't take
it upon himself to try to dif-
ferentiate between these
two problems. That's what
the doctor is for. If you're

wrong and decide you mere-
ly have symptoms caused
b‘y; an inadequate level of
physical fitness and embark
on an exercise program on
your own, you can do your-
self a great deal of harm.
The doctor will make his
decision by careful exami-
nation and sometimes by the
effects of exercise upon the
electrocardiogram taken be-
fore, sometimes during, and
after the exercise period. in
the doctor's office, If an in-
dividual has sufficient find-
ings to make a diagnosis of
angina pectoris or heart dis-
ease without the exercise
procedure, the doctor may
not wish to subject the pa-
tient to this test.

benefits paid to workers you
might believe that life was
becoming a big handout,

So great has been this growth
that the term is not just a mis-
nomer in terms of English com-
position but is badly dated,
archaic in facl, in ‘terms of
modern labor-management con-
cepts.

Merriam-Webster, for exam-
ple, defines the term this way:
"*An employment benefit granted
by an employer that involves a
money cost without affecting
basic wage rates."”

“Granted?”” Of course not;
even management concedes that
it is “‘earned.” And what about
“benefit”” The word has its
origins in “‘an act of kindness,"
which also makes ils use
questionable.

Semantics aside, what are
called fringe benefits are indeed
rising as a percentage of payrolls.
Last year, according to a National
Chamber of Commerce study,
they accounted for 30.8 per cent
of the average firm’'s payroll.

In 1961, it states, the average
annual benefits paid cost $1.254
Similar payments last year
averaged $2.544, a gain of 103 per
cent in one decade.

Out of average annual earnings
of $8.260 paid in 1971, the
Chamber lists three average
benefits per employe: Social
Security $372, up 178 per centina
decade: insurance $369, up (71
per cent; paid sick leave $81, 131
per cent up,

draining away the vitality of its
employer? Some businessmen
are inclined toward that point of
view, and you don't have o
search for them. They include
U.S. Steel executives and variety
store proprietors.

Before jumping to conclusions
you must define “‘worker,”
because some of the moslt
beneficial fringes are those that
make the executive's life more
comlortable and financially
rewarding. Benefits are not solely
4 blue-vollar phenomenon.

Nevertheless, some executives
draw on a vast array of statistics
showing that corporate profits
have indeed been pinched in re-
cent years by rising payroll costs,
despite the growth in overall
prosperity.

But in a broader perspective
that includes social good and
national goals it is more difficult
to assess the impact. Productivity
of American [actories has not
risen as fast as in many countries,
but that may be changing.

In fact, a study just releaged by
Standard & Poor's shows that
“for the first ime in recent years
there was a significant dip in 1971
in the portion of the sales dollars
of industrial companies that went
into payrolls.”

S&P defines payrolls to include
wages, salaries and fringe
benefits, which it said amounted
to only 25 cents for every dollar of
sales, down from nearly 28 cents
in 1970. The percentage was the
lowest since the 1950s.

Of 29 industrial groups for
which comparisons were made,
19 showed declines in wage-cost
ratios and 10 reported rises

DOT To Recommend
Extending Bus Funds

Because of the success of the
commuter bus service between
Burr Corners in Manchester and
Hartford, the state Department
of Transportation is recommen-
ding to the state bonding commis-
sion that it authorize funds for a
90-day extension of the program

The bonding commission will
meet Friday morning for its
regular monthly session and is
expected to approve the transpor-
tation department’s request.

The current 90-day trial period
began July 10. The requested
extension is to Jan. 6, 1973. What
the bond commission is expected
to approve is a guarantee to the
Connecticut Co., which operates
the commuter bus, against finan-
cial loss - to a maximum of $5,000
a month, or §15,000 for the 50-day
period.

PUC Hears Cable TV Request

HARTFORD (AP) — The cable
television company headed by
State's Atty, Edmund W, O'Brien
still wants the entire east end of
Connecticut for its franchise
area.

This was made clear before the
state Public Utilities Commission
Tuesday when O'Brien was
questioned about the purchase of
another cable TV firm which has
the franchise for the Norwich
area,

O'Brien Is president and 30 per-
cent owner of Eastern Connec-
ticut Cable TV, which has the
[ranchise for the New London
area. He said his plans are to
merge his firm with Cable-Video,
Inc.. thus giving one company
exclusive cable TV rights in 14
easlern Connecticut towns

Eastern is one of 10 companies
now seeking the franchise for the
Groton area, which includes five
more towns and would increase
the O'Brien combine’s area (o 19
communities

“There certainly is an attempt
to integrate and interrelate the
two companies.” said John F
“Jack”™ Shea, Eastern's lawver

(RS2 Rs . SR

Save. Listen. Enjoy
In that order and
all for only $198.

“That’s one of the strengths of
our position."

However, the lawyers for’ the
other compunies seeking the
Groton area franchise pounced
on the lialson between Cable-
Video and Eastern when Milton
Jacobson of Norwich, attorney
for a competing company,
brought it all out before the PUC.

Jacobson, who addressed
O'Brien variously as “‘Mr.
O'Brien,”” “"Mr. State's At-
torney,"” and just plain “Ed."
grilled O'Brien intensively on the
deal by which O'Brien and
another Eastern stockholder
bought 95 per cent of Cable-
Video's stock as “‘trustees” for
five purchasers.

Among the five were four
members of the Timken Roller
Bearing family of Ohio—Susan
Timken, Barbara Timken, John
Timken, and Mrs. Jane Timken
Matthews, wife of Peter
Matthews, who 18 execulive vice
prestdent now of both Cable
Video and Eastern

Not only did the five
purchasers, including O'Brien's
neighbor. Gertrude Ott of Water-

ford, put up about $150,000 to buy
Cable-Video, They also pledged
up to $250,000 more each—a total
of $1,2560,000-1t0 pay for the
stringing of cable and other
capital costs. (According to
O'Brien’s testimony, neither
Eastern nor Cable-Video has
strung one mile of cable
although their franchises were
awarded five years ago.)

The long, complicated history
of the eastern Connecticut
franchise area would suggest that
the PUC originally did not want
the same company to be |n
charge of cable TV for the whole
area. When O'Brien and his group
originally asked, as O'Brien
recalled Tuesday, for “substan-
tially all of eastern Connecticut,"
the PUC split up the region into
three areas and awarded the
franchises to three different com-
panies—the Norwich area to
Cable-Video, the New London
area to Eastern, and Groton to an
outlit from Rhode Island which
wits later ousted because it
owned a commercial TV station.

Arnold Critical
Of Wapping Plan

Board of Education Chairman
James Arnold has Issued the first
In a series of statements by the
Board of Education about the
Nov. 7 referendum on the
proposed high school addition in
which he has claimed “inac-
curacies found in proposals by
the Concerned Citizens for
Responsive and Responsible
Government”’ regarding the Wap-
ping Plan.

He cited two “errors which
significantly affect the con-
clusions drawn from their
(citizens) proposals” namely the
group nol accounting for 108
pupils in the South Windsor
elementary schools and that the
group did not provide space for
pre-primary and transition
classes for each school.

Arnold sald that these are
classes which have been
specifically designed with a lower
ratio of pupils per teacher so
children who need such attention
may have individualized help in
making an unsuccessful transi-
tion from kindergarten and first
grades respectively

He added that the errors he
mentioned have enabled the
Concerned Citizens to present a
favorable picture in support of
their Wapping Plan but disputes
their presentation with whatl he
claims are the “correct numbers
of pupils and classrooms used."”

Amold said that under the
Wapping Plan, 15 portable
classrooms are required al the
elementary schools instead of six
suggested by the citizens and
average class sizes at Eli Terry
would increase from 19 and 22
plus students to 24 or 25 in
Grades | through 5

Due to the school system's
method of grouping (Joplinizing)
of students. Arnold theorized that
“if five sections of classes at a
given grade level contain 25
children on the average, there
will certainly be class sizes above
30 students in some academic
areas."

Also in his statement Amold
located eight of the 15 portable
classrooms at Eli Terry, six al
Avery and one at Pleasant Valley

He added that the “use” of the

South Windsor

portables would ‘‘certainly not
maintain the high standards we
have for South Windsor
education” in the elementary
level. Arnold further indicated
playground space, library, gym-
nasium and cafeteria facilities
would be lost at the Eli Terry
School if the board approved the
Wapping Plan. "In effect,” Ar-
nold concluded, **We would move
core facility problems to the
elementary level” and would add
problems to maintaining and im-
proving vocal and string music,
art classes and improving
school’s programs and remedial
reading space. The same silua-
tion, according to the chairman,
would be true if six portables
were placed at the Avery Streel
school.

He explained if, as an alter-
native, portable classrooms were
evenly dispersed, approximately
four portables at each school, @
“complete redistricting of the
town would be necessary' which,
“in all likelihood"" Farnham
Estates would be moved from El
Terry to Pleasant Valley which
already extends to the Windsor
Town line. He added Scott Dr.,
Felt Rd. and Valley View areas to
the Pleasant Valley School from
Wappping in order to make room
for Kelly Rd., and Diane Dr
children at the Orchard Hill
School

In conclusion Arnold said he
would like to "re-emphasize a
point which many South Windsor
parents have failed lo grasp —
The proposed Wapping Plan does
not only affect Wapping School
children, it affects ‘all’ elemen-
tary school children in South
Windsor. Most of all it means we
are shifting a problem that exists
at the high school level over to
the elementary school and
significantly compromising our
educational program in the
process.”

He urged that the townspeople
study charts that will be available
at the public library. The cost to
South Windsor for the addition Lo
the high school s $950.000 Arnold
said, since 50 per cent of the
project is reimbursable through
state ad.

School Board Methods
Disturb Mrs. Rossi

Board of Education member
Mrs. Margaret Rossi said she is
“disturbed that the board is no
longer functioning as an elected
body anfl has expressed her dis-
pleasure with the way the elected
officials are operating regarding
building program information for
the high school.

Mrs. Rossi said she feels like a
“fifth wheel”" having to approve
“already prepared statements
made by board members and to
make immediate decisions on
board items on nights when the
public and some board members
hear proposals for the first time."”

Commenting further Mrs,
Rossi said A lot of people are
under the impression that sevret
meetings are being held in
town.'" but I don’t feel they are
secret, but T don't feel they are
board meetings either.”

Mrs. Rossi has not supported
the academic addition and the
enlarging of the present gym-
nasium at the high school to
resolve student overcrowding
She said she fecls the plan is
“inadequate.” She further stated
that at the July 18 meeting of the
Public  Building Commission
which was attended by other
board members, herself included.

The principal figure of this
novel is a woman with an odd
quirk. All her life — and she is
pushing the age of 40 when
these events take place — she
has avoided marriage, house-
wifery and the domesticated
life, having a zero response to
such things.

Her name is Carol Prince,
and she has done pretty well in
what she always wanted to do
— writing. As a free lancer for
the magazines she wanders
around the world writing arti-
cles that give her a comfortable
income, working at her own
pace and getting some kicks out
of the oddballs she runs into.

She takes care of her physical
needs by having a series of
affairs with married men, al-
ways assuming that the affairs
will taper off in a year or two,
and they do, She never wants lo
get involved or committed.

So what happens? She meets
Matthew Fitzgerald, hand-
some, wealthy. a globe-trotter,
and of course a man who
doesn’t care lor his wife any
more, but for status reasons
doesn’t feel like having a di-
vorce

And Carol becomes his “'oth-
er woman,” or mistress, as
they used to say. Gradually she
finds herself in the dreaded role
of housewife, worrying about
light bulbs and groceries, Ironi-
cally she has become the com-
mitted mate, because she
thinks she really loves him,

Finally there is the unexpect-
ed development, Matthew
wants to arrange a divorce and
marry her. Will Carol give up
her inhibitions and enter into
the perils of matrimony? Can
she? Should she?

About this time the reader
may not care. It's all a rather
dreary lale.

RELUCTANT NEIGHBORS.
By E.R. Braithwaite. McGraw-
Hill. 184 Pages. $6.95.

The author’'s current work
demonstrates his ability to
write smoothly and profoundly
about a very static topic —
racial discrimination.

This book is autobiographi-
cal. Braithwaite's casual -and
slightly humorous style takes
some of the weight from a
heavy, emotional situation. De-
spite the chuckles, he is telling
the world that he and many
others like himself have been
terribly abused, through no
fault of their own.

This time the scene is in
America. The author is riding
in a commuter train — as usu-
al, the train is behind schedule.
His irate seat companion initi-
ates a conversation and is
shocked'to learn that he has
taken a seat (the only seat that
was available) next to the au-
thor of "'To Sir, with Love."

The stranger asks the author
why he is teaching and writing
when he was so highly trained
in the field of physics. Braith-
waite explains that when he
discovered it was his color that
made the difference, he accept-
ed teaching as an alternate
means of earning a living — "in
a smelly classroom with 46 foul-
mouthed youngsters ., ."

The author's experiences and
his childhood in Guyana are told
through flashbacks. Most inter-
esting of all, he gives us more
of those touching classroom
scenes Lthatl delighted the read-
ers of his first book — *“To Sir,
with Love." But Braithwaite's
personal testimony of his
struggle in a racially oriented
society carries the message of
how a little understanding en-
couraged him to make the most
of a bad deal — and in doing so
he has tried to reach out to help
others.

This fascinating mystery
centers around Mirabell, who
is spending the fall in her aunt
and uncle’s house on the cape.
She is babzixltung for their two
dogs, to which the author gives
as much personality and im-
g)mnce as an in the story.

irabell Is Barmaby's child-
hood friend, who understands
his passion for the cape. You
want to shake her for her naive
faith in this seaside utopia,
which she believes immune to
the evil that has invaded other
places.

This storv should have spe-
cial appeal for nature lovers.

This novel seems to make the
point that a story about a very
unsavory character can be
tumed into a suspenseful nar-
rative at the end.

The soiled character is an
English dealer in electronic
equipment who plants a tape
recorder near his living room
sofa and departs from the scene
while his wife entertains a
lover, He has encouraged her to
take one lover after another, so
that he can listen to the record-
ings of their sexual adventures.
The implication is that his wife
is a willing partner in these
experiments.

As the narrative opens, an
American painter has rented a
cottage nearby, and of course
he becomes the newest con-
quest of the sex-seeking wife.

But trouble arises. The read-
er gradually realizes that the
husband not only has strange
desires, but is maniacal as well.
There is a climax in which the
American painter is caught in a
really desperate situation,
forced to gamble his life on a
slim chance of escape. As the
tension builds, there is a final
ironic twist.

With some justification, the
book’s jacket says this work
reminds the reader of John
Cowles' first book, '*The Collec-
tor,"” although naturally the cir-
cumstances are entirely

KOBBE'S COMPLETE OP-
ERA BOOK. Edited & Revised
by the Earl of Harewood. G.P.
Putnam's Sons. 1,262 Pages.

For two generations
‘‘Kobbe's Complete Opera
Book' has been one of the most
useful compact reference
works for opera lovers. It has
been revised several times to
include the work of new com-
posers and the compositions of
older musicians suddenly redis-
covered and become popular.
Its long authority is emphasized
by the fact that the original
editor, Gustave Kobbe, music
critic of the old New York Her-
ald, was killed in 1918 when an
early seaplane crashed into his
boat on Long Island's Great
South Bay.

The present substantially re-
vised edition has special inter-
est.

The English royal family has
patronized music and
musicians for centuries. King
Henry VIII composed music
and enjoyed playing the record-
er. Among noled composers
who had royal patronage were
William Byrd, Henry Purcell,
and the great George Frideric
Handel. True, in later years,
such support has been govemn-
mental rather than royal; King
George V probably did not have
much to do personally with ap-
pointing Sir Edward Elgar Mas-
ter of the King's Music in 1931.

Now the royal family has
come up with a first-rate
musicologist and operatic ad-
ministrator in the Earl of Hare-
wood — pronounced ‘‘Har-
wood'' — first cousin of Queen
Elizabeth II and son of the late
Princess Mary, Princess Royal.
He is managing director of the
Sadler Wells Opera Co., which
has done among other things
interesting experiments with
opera in English, and is artistic
director of the Edinburgh Festi-
val. Of late, when the
Metropolitan Opera Co. of New
York has gone shopping for a
general manager, his name has
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Harewood has tried hard to
preserve what was best in the
opera book by Kobbe himsell
and the later editors.

Ouster of Reds
Builds Hope Of
Mideast Peace

Editor's Note—E t's
dramatic expulsion of fglﬁ:tan
military advisers in July provided
a faint but real glimmer of hope
that peace was possible in the
Middle East, The Munich tragedy
brought a setback but it has not
dashed that hope. Here is the first
of two dispatches on what the
Middlé East looks like today and
what the future may bring.

By HARRY DUNPHY
BEIRUT (AP) — Passions ig-
nited by the Munich tragedy will
take a long time to subside, and
more violence Is likely in the
Middle East. But the general
impetus is toward peace, not war.
In the weeks before Arab

_ terrorists struck at the Israelis’

Olympic headquarters, Egypt and
Israel showed renewed interest in
reaching a negotiated settlement
of the 1967 war.

Seasoned diplomats thought it
was just a matter of time. Many
were certain the logjam would
break after the US. elections,
which they expected to ease
restrictions on the Nixon ad-
ministration’s range of actions in
the Middle East.

Egypt fundamentally altered
the strategic equation in July by
expelling thousands of Russian
troops and military advisers.
Without them and without new
Soviet arms, Egypt would be
virtually powerless in a new war
with Israel.

Until the expulsion, war in
some form seemed inevitable.
Now it appears much less likely,
but this does not mean that peace
is fust around the corner.

The thorny, seemingly insolu-
ble problem of Palestinian
refugees—and the guerrillas who
fight their cause—will continue to
upset peace efforts, as they did at
Munich

Israel has warned it will 'strike
at the terrorist organizations
wherever we can,” as in the
retaliatory air vaids in Lebanon
and Syria this month. But Prime
Minister Golda Meir added: *“The
terrorists cannol weaken our
desire for peace. They will not
alter our peace policy.”

Thus although Munich has
thrown up a roadblock to peace
moves for a while “the dust will
settle and we can start up,” an
official in Tel Aviv said.

President Anwar Sadat of
Egypt, in a separate holding ac-
tion of his own, has been
preparing a diplomatic offensive
to get European Comamon Market
countries involved in trying to
arrange a settlement with Israel.

As a result of Munich, relations
between Egypt and West Ger-
many, re-established three
months ago after a seven-year
lapse, are strained. But Bonn did
not figure as prominently in
Cairo’s plans as did Britain and

France, *

One key to action seems to be
the United States and the useful
role it can play by using its
political weight to secure an
Israeli withdrawal,

Perhaps anticipating postelec-
tion pressure from Washington,
the inner circle of the Israeli
Cabinet has been informally dis-
cussing what frontiers are needed
to guarantee the country’s securi-
ty, but no decision apparently has
been reached

Egypt's primary concern is get-
ting Sinal back. The only realistic
way appears to be the US, plan
for “‘proximity talks" aimed at an
interim agreement to reopen the
Suez Canal as a first step. This in
turn must await the outcome of
the November elections, officials
in Cairo believe.

Sadat rejected Mrs. Meir’s
appeal on July 26 "to meel as
equals to make peace,"” repeating
Egypt's position that no
negotiations are possible without
an advance Israeli commitment
to withdraw from occupied
land—that otherwise such talks
serve only to reward aggression

The other linchpin in Egypt's
position is that there musl be no
bargaining on the righls of the
Palestinians, but this s pur-
posefully left vague.

The guerrilla attack clearly em-
barrassed the Egyptian govern-
ment but the guerrillas are not a
major factor in official thinking
about a possible settlement.

Palestinian leaders get moral
support and the use of a radio
transmitter but little else from
Egypt, which has almost no resi-
dent Palestinian population and
keeps tight rein on guerrilla ac-
tivities.

Two years ago the palestinian
guerrillas represented a dynamic
new force in the Arab world.
Now the movement seems o be
on the ropes.,

The organization called Black
September has its origins In a
civil war that began two years ago
this month in Jordan between
King Hussein's army and the
guerrillas, who were crushed and
eventually driven from the coun-

lry’l‘hul defeat marked the start of
the decline of the guerrilla move-
ment and opened a way toward
increased peace moves because
until then Arab leaders had to
take Into account the consid-
drable support the guerrillas en-
joyed among their populations.

Science Writer Says
Shop for Gynecologist

NEW YORK (AP) —
Barbara Seaman is a sci-
ence writer who maintains
that a good consciousness-rais-
ing group sometimes can be
better for a woman's health
than a visit to a gynecologist.
The author of "The Doctor's
Case Against the Pill,"”" and the
recently-published, “'Free and
Female,” Miss Seaman main-
tains that women should be full
partners in their health, rather
than “‘submitting to the male
authority figure,” who may be
her gynecologist,

*‘It's important for a woman
lo view her gynecologist the
way she does her TV repair-
man. They're both working for
her," the author says.

“‘But often a trip to the gy-
necologist is a humiliating ex-
perience,” she goes on. “‘For

instance, instead of letting a
woman pick her own form of
birth control, he tends to decide
for her. A few take greal pride
in diaphragms and go so far as
to say, 'I've never had a dia-
phragm pregnancy.’ Just whose
pregnancy is it anyway?"

Miss Seaman's opinion has an
early beginning — when she
wanted to breast feed her own
baby and her doctor told her she
“wouldn't make a very good

dence that excessive dieting
can be harmful to infants, and
in most of the countries which
outrank us in infant and
maternal care, physicians al-
low pregnant women to gain 25
to 30 pounds."

Miss Seaman urges women
not to consider their gynecolo-
gist their “main doctor.”’ In-
stead, she maintains, they
should go to a general prac-
titioner or an internist. “‘Gy-
necologists are trained in
surgery, so they are more likely
to operate,’” she says. “‘Surgery
isn't always deliberate ex-
ploitation, but at least an inter-
nist has less of a tendency to
think 'in terms of radical solu-
tions."”’

She also urges women to read
— not what doctors write for
the public, which she says is
“bland,” but what they write
for each other. And the writer
says women should not hesitate
to ‘“'shop around’' for a good
gynecologist. If she should find
one who won't answer her ques-
tions, Miss Seaman says,
“She'd better run."" She points
out, too, that many gynecolo-
gists are terribly busy, which is
“‘another reason to use an inter-
nist."”

*Free and Female,”” which
Miss Seaman has subtitled,
““The Sex Life of the Contempo-
rary Woman,” has been called
the first book to deal with sexu-
ality from a feminist point of
view. Originally, however, Miss
Seaman says, it was intended as
a "'bride’s sex hook.”

After receiving an advanced
science fellowship to study fe-
male sexuality and gathering
much of her material, though,
the writer says she realized this
wasn’t the book her publishers
had intended. "'So I gave back
the money and was going
throw away the material |
had.” she recounts. "“But my
agent came Lo the rescue, found
a publisher, and now women
have an honest sex book.”

The man who some historians
say really was the “‘first Presi-
dent of the U.S."" now appears
on a new 6-cent post card.

The card honors John Han-
son, a Maryland delegate to the
Continental Congress who was
elected to head that body under
the Articles of Confederation
and signed himself as “Presi-
dent of the United States in
Congress Assembled.”” Accord-
ingly, his supporters argue that
therefore he preceded George
Washington as the first chief
executive of this nation

The fallacy of the argument
Is that the Articles of Cor
federation did not provide for
such a President. That came
later with ratification of the
Constitution and the subsequent
election of Gen. Washington.

The new post card is the sec-
ond in a series dedicated to
colonial patriots issued by the
U.S. Postal Service as part of
the commemoration of the Bi-

centennial of the American
Revolution. The first in the
series, honoring Paul Revere,
was issued last year,

The design features a por-
trait of Hanson, above which
appears the wording "John
Hanson Patriot’” and beneath
which is “'U.S. Postage 6¢.”

Fingerprinting
the Jobholder

Employees of several stock
brokerage firms were up In nrms,
Under a new state lnw, they had
to be fingerprinted in order to
keep thelr jobs. Taking the matter
to eourt, they claimed this was sn
invasion of their right of privacy.

But the courl could see no
grounds for u)mplnlnl The ]u-l;c
said this minor Invasion of pri-
vacy was outweighed by the mujor
benefit to the public in reducing
thefts of stocks and bonda,

Laws in o number of states now
require the fingerprinting of em-
ployees in “sensitive" occupations,
Almost nlways, the courts have
overruled the assorted constitu-
tional objections raised by dis-
gruntled individuals,

In fact, the law no longer con-
siders [ingerprinting to be any
great hardship anyhow. In another
case, a used furniture dealer com-
plained about a [fingerprint re-
quirement for anyone selling sec-
ond-hand goods,

“It makes the people in my line
of business look like criminals,"
he said in & court hearing.

But the court disagreed, point-
ing out that fingerprints are now
used routinely in hospitals,
schoals, and government as a
relinble means of identification.
As one judge put it:

“The day is long past when
fingerprinting carried with it a
stigma of criminality.”

This does not mesn, however,
that the police may resort to
highhanded methods 10 obtain
fingerprints. Consider the [ollow-
ing case:

Officers investigating a burglary
took a man into custody cven
though they had no adequate
grounds for nrrest. Their reason:
to obtnin his fingerprints. As it
happened, the prints did turn out
to be incriminating.

Nevertheless, they were held
not admissible against the man
in court. The judge said the Con-
stitution forbids “wholesale in-
trusions upon the personal secur-
ity of our citizenry."

Q. Someone told me | have to
have a certain amount of work
under Social Security to collect
disability benefits. My wife says
five years, my brother says it
depends on a persons age. What
is the work requirements?

A. To have disablity protection,
maost workers need Social Securi-
ty credits for at least [ive years
out of the 10-year period ending
when their disability begins. For
the worker who becomes dis-
abled before 31, the requirement
ranges down with age to as little
as 1Yx years.

Q. When is a person considered

“Disabled?’

A. A person is considered dis-
abled under Social Security if he
has a physical or mental impair-
ment which (1) prevents him
from doing any substantial gain-
ful work, and (2) the condition is
expected to last (or has lasted) for
at least 12 months

Q. Can payments be made un-
der disablity if 1 will return to
work after one year”

A. Yes Payments may be
made even if a person is expected
to recover from his disability as
lopg as it was expected to last a
year and prevent you from doing
substantial gainful work.

Q. Is there a special provision
for blind people under Social
Security as to what 15 considered
blindness?

A. A person whose vision is no
better than 20/200 even with

lasses (or who has a limited
visual field of 20 degrees or less)
is considered "'blind" under the
Social Security law. If he Is not
working, he can generally gel
monthly benefits il he meets the
work requirement.

Q. Is . there a pamphlet that
glves some information about
Social Security disablity benefits?

A Yes Tt is enlllled ‘If you
become disabled’’ and may be
obtained by writing, telephone or
visiting the East Hartford Social
Securily office, 657 Main St., East

Htid. 06108

Q When do Sov ial Securily
disability benefits start if T am
found disabled”

A. Payments do not begin until
the 7th full month of disability

Q. Should a person wall six
months before filing for disability
benefits?

A No. You should file as soon
as possible after the disability
starts,

Reading Grant Recelved

Ralph Saccuzzo, principai &t
Hebron's Gilead Hill School,
reports an innovative reading
program almed at Increasing
reading Interest. of students in
Grades 2 through 4 will begin by
the end of this week,

The program is sponsored by a
$2,000 fund grant from the State
Department of Education. Mrs.
Doris Schefisch, fourth grade
teacher, and Mrs. Jacquelyn
Smakula, second grade teacher,
are directing the program,

Youngsters involved in the
program will be evaluated by
their teachers for a period of six
weeks to determine reading abili-
ty and their use of the library and
media matenals and knowledge
of library skills

Following this the children will
be scheduled into the library for
an additional one hour per week
during Phase 1 of the program
During this three-week period,
students will be encouraged to
browse through the materials and
equipment espectally purchased
for the program such as books,
tapes, film strips, records, ete

Saccuzzo said this should
stimulate interest in the program
and help the children to gain
familiarity with the materials in
preparation for Phase I1

At this point, children will be
encouraged to read and report on
books they have read to
classmates. This 15 where their
creative abilities will be utilized.
he said.

The children can share their
reading experiences through
making a film strip depicting the
plot of a story or through skits,
plays, puppet shows or drawings

In other words, the media they
choose to report on the book
which they have read will be as
varied as their imaginations and
creativity allow it to be

Saccuzzo feels the program.
which will be 18 weeks long,
should prove ta be worthwhile in
the terms of adding that dimen-

sion of motivation needed lo
stimulate greater interest in
reading
Industrial Arts

Boys and girls in grades 5 and 6
at the Gilead Hill School will

have an opportunity sometime
next month to take part in an
industrial arts program for
almost an hour each week.

An in-service training program
is presently being conducted by
personnel of the Rham High
Schoo! Industrial Arts Depart-
ment to give fifth and sixth grade
teachers the knowledge and ex-
pertise to instruct students in
woodworking, plastics, and metal
crafts

Saccuzzo said children learn
through many media and through
all of their senses. For some
youngsters, he said, learning
through manipulative type ac-
tivities is far superior o learning
through books

He feels this program should be
of particular benefit to these
youngsters, particularly in the
area ol developing and main-
taining interest in school

Two hundred books are on loan
at Gilead from the state library at
Willimantic until December,
when these must be returned.

Your home may reveal
your true personality, ac-
cording to ‘interior design-
er Virginia Frankel of New
York. For instance, she says,
color may reveal a lot about
ones character. The designer
had always decorated her own
homes in white, but says that
when she moved to her present
apartment, she began using
brilliant colors. 'l decided that
I had become a happler per-
gon,'” she explained, discussing
her recently published book,
“What your House Tells about
You."

Other facts Mrs. Frankel
says ones house may reveal
about ones personality are.

People who like bright, hotor
acid colors — oranges, reds,
strong purples, greens — are
often bold, adventurous, with-
it, generally happy peaople
Blues and greens in the middle
range speak of coolness and
caution. Beiges. grays and
muddy pastels may be used by a
person who stays close to the
safety line in behavior and
laste,

Dark colors may be the sign

of a moody, depressed person,
although It may also be an al-
fectation adopted in the belief it
is an *'in"" look. But dark colors
also may indicate a secure per-
son.

Listening to the nuances of
her clients, Mrs. Frankel says
she is able to pick up the real
keys to their decorating needs

— they may need a more ex-
citing background or a show-
case. She says this listening is
the clue to meaningful decora-
ting because some people do not
know whal they want.

In decorating for bachelors
Mrs. Frankel has learned the
girl traps which include fur
rugs and pillows, chrome and
glass tables, large deep sofas,
hassocks, wine racks, built-in
lights and bar, hi-fi speakers
and telephones in every room,
kitchen gimmicks (for female
visitors) cookbooks, and so on

For many women decorating
a home is such a traumatic
experience they may become
physically ill if the couch
doesn’t match the draperies
But contrary to popular think-
ing.

Rockville High

Referendum Fails

Plans to expand Rockville High
School went down the drain for
the second time, yesterday, as
volers in a very close 2,557 lo
2,507 vote failed to approve an
appropriation of $6.1 million to
build the core facilities for an
addition to the school. Also
defeated were questions to build
4 gym and a pool. An appropria-
tion to expand the Talcottville
School was approved by a wide
margin.

In a referendum held March 1
the question was also defeated,
by fewer voters but by a much
wider margin of 1,481 to 1,015. At
that time the voters were not
offered any alternatives. The ex-
pansion plans were presented as
one $8.6 million package. In
March only about 22 per cent of
the 11,500 registered voters
turned out. In yesterday's
referendum about 45 per cenl
voted, and this was by far the
largest percentage to vote in a
local referendum, even higher
than when voters approved con-
solidation eight years ago.

Voters yesterday had to ap-
prove the appropriation for the
core facility before voting either
way on the questions of the gym
and the pool. The gym would
have cost an additional $1 million
and the pool, $555,000. These
questions lost by a much wider

with the vote on the gym
being 2,964-1,783 and the pool,
2,978 to 1,761,

In Districts 1 and 2 (the city
area) the core facllity was
defeated in a 1,259-898 vote and

Broneill Nominated

although it passed in Districts 3
and 4 (rural Vernon) by a 1,608
1,208 vote, it was nol enough to
pick up the 361 votes it lost by in
the other two districts.

Plans for expansion of the high
school have been in the works for
about five years. The question of
whether to expand the present
facility or build another separate
high school was weighed for
several months before the Board
of Education agreed that the oné
large school would be the best for
the town and the students. Voters
approved an appropriation of
$125,000 to purchase land adja-
cent to the high school which
would allow for the expansion.
This was accomplished at a
referendum held in December,
1970 and in February, 1971 an
appropriation of §120,000 was ap-
proved to allow the architectural
firm of McHugh and Associates,
to prepare preliminary plans.

Expressing keen disappoint-
ment in the results of yesterday's
referendum, Dr. Raymond
Ramsdell, superintendent of
schools, gaid this morning that he
will begin as early as tomorrow to
meet with principals of the high
school and the Middle School to
start making plans for housing
students next September. He said
a decision will have to be made
by December.

While school officials have
previously spoken out against
double sessions, they were
making plans to use this method

Broneill, aiter the vole,
thanked everyone for their en-
dorsement and their confidence
in him and promised "a hard,
clean fight, leading to victory in
November.”

He pledged, 1 will conduct a
campaign that will make the
Democrats proud of their can-
didate. I will go door-to-door and
1 will discuss the issues.”

Broneill, a Manchester native,
resides at 51 Princeton St. with
his wife. the former Nancy Niles
of Yakima, Wash, He is engaged
in the private practice of law -
with an office on Main St.

The new candidate announced
that Atty.

State Officials Halt Sales
Of Possibly Tainted Clams

Connecticut officials visited
shellfish dealers Wednesday to
halt sales of possibly deadly soft-
shell clams, as federal nuthorities
continued thelr urgent recall of
shellfish exposed to “red tide"
poisonous algae,

Gov. Thomas J. Meskill has
panned the sale of all soft-shell
clams (steamers) shipped into the
state since Sept. 4 and all mussels
and clams from Maine and
Massachusetts

state consumer protection of-
ficials entered [fish stores and
ordered owners to destroy
suspect shellfish or to return
(them (o their source and provide
{he state with @ receipt, sald
Kenneth Crane, chief of the Food
Division of the Department of
Consumer Protection

Authorities walched as dealers
who chose (o destroy thelr stock
poured ammonia over the

shellfish, burned It or buried it,
Crane said,

Meanwhile, authorities from
the state Agriculture and Health
Departments sel up monitoring
stations to search for signs of the
deadly algae in Connecticut
waters.

The stations—locatgd near
Darien, Norwalk, Southport,
Milford, Niantic and Noank—
reported no such algae as of noon
Wednesday, according to Dr.
Harold S. Barrett, deputy com-
missioner of health.

With the warning of possibly
infected clams and mussels, some
fish dealers reported a general
decline in shellfish sales.

Sales of lobster and other
shellfish dropped at the Westfair
Fish Market in Westport, said
owner Hilda Blanco. And Louls
Coppola, co-owner of the Co-Op
Fish Market in New Haven,
blamed misleading  newspaper

headlines for a drop in some fish
sales.

“People feel that {f clams are
bad, all fish is bad, which of
course lsn't true, ¥%aid Crane.

But George Anagnog, president
of City Fish in Wethersfield, said
his customers were readjusting
their fish buying to types not
affected by the ban,

“They just buy what's
available,” he said. "We lake |t
on the chin and sell something
else.”

State officlals charged with
preventing sales of infected
shellfish aren’t sure whether
dealers who destroy their fish
will be reimbursed for the cost of
their stock, Crane sald.

“"We can't be mixed up with the
financial end of it at all," he sald

The basis of the ban, according
to health officials, Is a polsonous
“red Ude" caused by the mul
tplication of toxic algae reported

at varlous points along the New
England shoreline

The algae can't be destroyed by
boiling clams, even under
pressure.

The “'red tide' associated with
the shellfish infections isn't
related to the ‘‘red tide"
observed earlier this summer off
Sherwood Island, Westport and
Fairfleld, according to Barrett

“That was not a ‘red tide' In
the sense that the present one
is,"" he sald. “The algae responsi-
ble for the present one were not
found In the sea water.”

No one in Connecticut has
become {ll from shellfish infected
by the “red tide,” state officinl
sald Wednesday. Arthur J
Beebe, director of the federal
Food and Drug Administration’s
Boston regional office, said 26
persons have been taken (Il in
Massachusetts and two in New
Hampshire.

Gen,
Robert K. Killian plans to appeal
the ruling to the U.8. Supreme
Court. and also is asking the
lower court to allow the anti-
abortion law to remain in effect
until the appeal is decided.

The court could do this by
granting a stay of its injunction
against enforcement of the law.

“I think we should first of all
wait and see what happens to that
request for a stay,” Meskill said
at a news conference today.

The governor said he had not
finished reading the federal court
ruling, but already found it
“rather difficult to understand.”

Meskill also noted that the

The Supreme Court hears
arguments on Texas and Georgia
anti-abortion laws Oct. 10 and
although it is too late to include
Connecticut in the hearing,
Killian hopes to have the state's
record before the justices when
they deliberate. The Texas law is
“quite similar” to Connecticut’s, .
said Killian.

The three-judge panel issued a

permanent injunction preventing
the state from enforcing the abor- ™
tion law, a move which allows

Killian to take an appeal directly
to the Supreme Court.

By Friday, he said, he would
ask the same court to stay is
ruling to keep a law on the books
pending the Supreme Court
review, But the same three
judges refused an identical mo-
tion from Killian last spring when
they declared the state’s 1880
anti-abortion law un-
constitutional.

Gov. Thomas J. Meskill called
the legislature into spécial ses-
sion following that decision and
the General Assembly passed a
law almost identical to the old
one, but containing a preamble
expressing the state's desire to
protect human life “from the
moment of conception.”

House Speaker Willlam
Ratchford said it was concelvable
that the legislature could pass
another “'stop gap’* law, but said
“there is a futility in these
various interim’™ laws until the
Supreme Court decides the issue,

President’s Limousine

WASHINGTON President
Nixon's new five-ton armor-
plated limousine has come out
second best in a collision with a
10-speed bicycle. But the bike
rider got a tickel.

Prestdent Nixon was not in his
car at the time.

After the collision Wednesday,
bicycle owner Orville Jackson,
32. of Washington reported no
damage, while police said Nix-
on's Lincoln Continental
limousine was damaged on the
left rear fender and doors.

Police put total damage at over
$100. Cost of the car has been
estimated at $500,000.

Jackson, a student at
Washington Technical Institute,
was shaken up and examined at a

hospital, but apparently was not
seriously hurt.

The mishap occurred as both
car and bicycle were tumning into
a service station. Police later
went to the hospital to give
Jackson a ticket for failure to
keep in his proper lane of traffic,
but Jackson says he's going lo
fight it in court.

Jackson said he was stunned by
the impact, but quickly realized
the car was occupled by Secret
Service agents.

“You know,”" he said, “that car
had four radios, and these guys
had guns sticking out of their
coats."”

He said five policemen later
appeared at the hospital to give
him the ticket,

Shriver Bares Democrat

predicts the 1972 presidential
election will be decided on princt-
ple rather than party, while Sen
George McGovern says he
believes the Vietnam war
remains the dominant issue of

Sargent Shriver, meanwhile,
says the McGovern-Shriver ticket
is in “serions’ financial trouble,
and would welcome some money
from the Kennedy family

Agnew told the Ohio
Republican convention in Colum-
bus Wednesday night that the

“The war now, more than at
any stage since we've been in-
volved in Southeast Asia, has now
become an assault on the decency
and self-respect of this greal
country,” he said.

"What we now present to the
world is the spectacle of the
tichest and most powerful coun-
try in all the world standing off at
a safe distance and raining down
our terrible technology of death
on helpless people below,”
McGovern said

Shriver, who was in Chicago
where he gol a warm receplion
from Mayor Richard J. Daley,
said the Democratic ticket hasn't
received any financial help yet
from the Kennedy family, except
possibily from his wife, Eunice
Kennedy Shriver 2

hope if they are interested in the
sieeess of the campaign  they
would make a contribution ™

Earlier, Nixon campaign direc-
tor Clark MacGregor charged
that the Democrals were
withholding reports on con-
tributions from the Kennedy
family.

A McGovern aide In
Washington said it is not the
Kennedy “style” to make cash
contributions to campaigns, Sen.
Edward M. Kennedy, D-Mass,,
has campaligned with McGovern
this month,

Shriver Wednesday reported
his own net assets at $100,000 and
those of his wife at $707,000, His
wife is the oldest daughter of the
late Joseph P. Kennedy, one of
America’s wealthiest men,

Agnew indicated Wednesday he
is comfortable in his new-look
1972 campaign, having dropped
the longue-twisting political
rhetoric he used In the 1970 con-
gressional elections.

“I like it, 1 like the way W's
being received, it's very comior-
lable to me.,” he told a news
conference.
