Nixon Outlines Tax
Reform Proposals -

THURMONT, Md. (AP) —

After faulting Congress for
“overspending” and renewing a
no-tax-hike commitment, Presi-
dent Nixon detailed his own tax
reform views in a political broad-

cast on national radio networks
today.

McGovern And Eagleton
Campaign In Missouri

KANSAS CITY, Mo. (AP) —
Democratic presidential nominee
George McGavern is going cam-
paigning today with his deposed
running mate, Sen. Thomas F.
Eagleton, after saying that
anybody who votes against him
because of the ticket switch “is
betraying the national interest
and betraying his own interest.”

McGovern's first campaign
visit to the home state of the vice
presidential nominee he dropped
67 days ago in favor of Sargent
Shriver drew a cheering crowd
that overflowed a Kansas City
railroad station concourse Friday
night. Police estimated the tur-
nout at more than 15,000, and
McGovern said he had not seen a
more inspiring one.

Eagleton was to join McGovern
in St. Louis late today for a

campaign rally and an awards
dinner honoring former Presi-
dent Harry S Truman. Eagleton
himself was to be honored as
Missouri's Democrat of the year.

There was a speclal drama to
the normal political amenities of
McGovern's Kansas City speech.
“I'm glad to be in a state that has
sent two of the most able
members to the United States
Senate, Tom Eagleton
McGovern said. At the mention
of the name, the crowd in Union
Station set up a cheer and
McGovern never gol around 0
adding the second name, Sen
Stuart Symington.

MELBOURNE, Australia (AP)

ransom,

Mary Gibbs and her six girls
escaped from the van, parked 40
miles north of here at dawn, 15
hours after being abducted.

Pilgrimage Ends
In Rail Disaster

SALTILLO, Mexico (AP) — Huge crowds of somber
friends and relatives remained in front of the city morgue
and jammed hospitals throughout the night waiting their
turn to identify the scores of dead and hundreds of injured in
the second worst train wreck in Mexican history.

Al midnight, Coahuila state Gov. Eulalio Gutierrez
Trevino set the official death toll at 149, but said another
passenger car was found completely squashed under a pile of
other cars. He added the death toll was expected to rise.

State Chief of Police Genaro
Gutierrez Davila said 471 persons
were hospitalized while another
345 were treated for slight in-
juries and released

An estimated 500 lives were
lost almost 30 years ago when a
train en route o a pilgrimage in
Queretaro state crashed into
another train in the worst rail
disaster in the nation’s history

About 8,000 persons stood in a
solemn line in front of the Saltillo
morgue waiting to try and iden-
tify the rows of bodies, some
mutilated almost beyond recogni-
tion

Rescue crews continued to
probe the rubble of the 24-car
train where personal belongings
of 1,564 adults, also returning

from a religious pilgrimage, lay
scattered only six miles from
home

It was unknown how many
children were aboard the special
train when it sped off the tracks
and caught fire about midnight
Thursday. A spokesman for the
Mexican National Railways said a
preliminary investigation showed
the train was traveling about 75
m.p.h., twice the speed per-
mitted on a downhill curve such
as the train was approaching

The official said the brakes
apparently worked, but could not
slow the train enough bgcause of
the speed. The drivers of the two
engines pulling the train were
only slightly injured and were
being questioned by authorities

with the ransom in suitcases in
the trunk. But the kidnapers
failed to show up to claim it.

The drama started at 1:30
Friday afternoon when Miss
Gibbs and the girls, aged between
5 and 11, were playing musical
chairs in the one-room school at
Farady, 70 miles north of
Melbourne

The music stopped as the two
men, one armed with a sawed off
shotgun came in the room. One of
them said, "'School is over. You
are all coming with us. You are
being kidnaped.”

Miss Gibbs said “'At first the
girls thought it was a practical
joke. We were scared, terrified
when we realized this was
serious,

“The men put us in the back of
a red van and drove us to a place
where we stayed the night.”

The kidnapérs gave potato
chips to Miss Gibbs and the girls,
Christine Ellery 10, Lynda Conn,
9, and her sister Helen 6, and
three sisters, Robyn Howarth 11,
Jillian 8, and Denise 5.

Back at the school worried
parents reported to the police
that the teacher and their
daughters had disappeared.
Almost simultaneously an
anonymous telephone caller told
a Melbourne newspaper reporter
that a ransom note had been left
in a desk at the school.

Police found the ransom note
which said: ‘“We will not waste
time making threats bul any
attempt to apprehend us will
result in the annihilation of
hostages."’

While a major manhunt started
and arrangements were made to
have the ransom money
available, Thompson waited at
police headquarters for a
telephone call promised by the
kidnappers at 7:25 p.m. It came
at 2 am. today

A rendezvous was arranged al a
post office and Thompson went
with the police and the money to
waill

In the van Miss Gibbs tried to
keep the girls calm. The kid-
napers allowed them out of the
van twice

McGovern Defense
Plans Knocked

WASHINGTON (AP) — George McGovern's defense
proposal is filled with “factual errors and dubious assump-
tions,” says a report by a group of Democrats supporting

President Nixon's re-election.

The report released today also alleges that the Democratic
presidential nominee’s proposed $30-billion slash in military
spending would result in the loss of an estimated 2.1 million

defense-related jobs by 1975.

It does not dispute McGovern's
argument that the United States
has more nuclear might than
necessary to retaliate against a
Soviet attack, but adds that
McGovern “ignores completely
the political implications™ of a
sharp U.S, defense cutback while
the Soviets continue to build up.

The chief author of the report
was James D. Theberge, a former
State Department officer who
was Sen. Hubert H. Humphrey's
foreign policy adviser during the
1968 campaign,

Theberge, briefing newsmen at
Nixon's campaign headquarters,
said McGovern's proposal
“reveals 30 many inconsistencies,
contradictions, factual errors and
dubious assumptions, that it calls
into serious question the balance,
understanding and judgment of
the senator and his defense ad-
visers."”

The report criticized McGovern
on these points:

—His plan for “a hasty un-
ilateral American troop
withdrawal could be disastrous™
to halanced U.5-Soviet force
reductions in Europe and to ¢f-

forts by countries such as West
Germany to normalize relations
with the Soviets.

—US. force cutbacks in the
Mediterranean ignore the risk of
increasing Soviet influence in the
Middle East.

—His promises of full support
for lsrael are ‘‘contradictory”
because of his proposed U.S.
force reductions in Europe and
the Mediterranean.

McGovern’s proposal is “‘insen-
sitive to political repercussions’’
against defense jobs at home, the
Democratic defectors claimed.
They say McGovern has not
spelled out the cost and
mechanics of his '‘facile
promises' to create peacetime
jobs for the defense workers.

The report originally had been
attributed to the Democrats for
Nixon Task Force on Defense
Policy but the words *‘for Nixon"'
were crossed off on copies given
Lo newsmen.

Theberge said this was because
the official Democrats for Nixon
headed by former Treasury
Secretary John B. Connally Is
reviewing the repart but has not
yet officially endorsed it.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
White House has left open the
possibility of significant move-
ment in the secret Vietnam
negotiations over the next few
weeks while labeling two current
peace stories “"totally
speculative.”

Presidential Press Secretary
Ronald L. Ziegler applied the
label Friday to published reports
from Saigon and London, but did
not issue a flat denial. Officlal
policy Is not to comment on the
private talks between presiden-
tial adviser Henry A. Kissinger
and Hanoi's Le Duc Tho.

Off the record, other ad-
ministration sources used
stronger language lo discount the
stories while acknowledging that
elements mentioned in them may
have been involved in the secret
talks in Paris.

The Saigon account, a United
Press Internatlional story al-
tributed to “informed sources,”
said the allies will make a new
peace offer before the Nov. 7 U.S.
election. The new offer, accor-
ding to the nccount, would call

for South Vietnam's president,
Nguyen Van Thieu, to resign and
for North Vietnam to end its
infiltration of the South.

The story sent the stock market
shooling upwards during the day
and led Democratic presidential
nominee George McGovern lo
say he'd “gladly sacrifice this
election if we can end this war
one day earlier.”

The London Times pictured a
broad Washington-Hanoi agree-
ment for a settlement to take
place after the election.

Nixon, who has denied that the
election will Influence his Viet-
nam negotiating terms, met
Friday with Kissinger and his
deputy, Maj. Gen. Alexander
Halg

Halg has just returned from
canferring 'with Thieu and other
South Vietnamese - officials in
Saigon, U.S sources sald Hulg
talked about the Paris
negotiating session and, among
other things, reassured Thieu
that Nixon would not sacrifice
the Thieu government for the

sake of a quick pre-election deal
with the enemy.

The quickening pace of
diplomatic  activity—including
Kissinger's meeting with Tho on
two days last week—has spurred
a rash of speculative news
reports,

US. officials agree this in-
dicates "'there is something going
on'‘—even though they don't
know or can't say just what.

The Saigon story said the allies
would offer total U.S. withdrawal
from South Vietnam, Thieu's
resignation in favor of the
speaker of South Vietnam's
Senate and an end to the bombing
and mining of North Vietnam in
exchange for return of US.
prisoners, a halt in inflitration
and an agreement lo negotiate
seriously toward a cease-fire,

All of these elements, in some
form, are in the Nixon peace
proposals made public last
January and May. However, U.S,
officials noted, Nixon's offers
have stipulated that there must
be u cease-fire as part of a settle-
ment

The Vietnamese Communists
have been demanding replace-
ment of the Thieu government by
a tripartite coalition. Washington

DON'T SCOLD PARTNER
FOR YOUR OWN MISTAKE
By ALFRED SHEINWOLD

No bridge ::yer blames
himself until he has exhausted all
other possibilities. Perhaps that's
why South complained about his
partner's bidding after he had
gone down at four spades on the
hand shown today. But every
reader of this column will see
that South could have made his
game by a very simple play.

North dealer

Both sides vulnerable

Opening lead — Nine of Clubs

West opened the nine of clubs,
and declarer won in dummy with
the king. He promptly led the
king of spades from dummy, and
East just as promptly took the
ace. East fired back the nine of
hearts to the ace, and West
returned the queen of hearts.

When declarer played the king
of hearts from dummy, East
ruffed. The defenders now had
three tricks safely stashed away,

and they eventually got a dia-
mond trick to defeat the contract.

South scolded his partner for
bidding four spades but finally
agreed that the contract was
reasonable. He was just the vic-
tim of horrible luck: How could
he tell that the hearts would
break 6-1?

The victim of horrible luck was
North. His bad luck was having a
partner who didn’t know enough
to take 10 cold tricks.

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Air Strikes Probe
Makes Us Wonder

There is a time-honored saying in the
military that first and foremost you
should cover your own self.

This is also known as passing the buck
and the buck has been zooming around
at a frantic pace since Air Force Sgt.
Lonnie Franks charged that Lt. Gen,
John D. Lavelle ordered bombings of
North Vietnam that were contrary to
Nixon administration policy last fall,

Lavelle, who was then commander of
the Seventh Air Force but has since
been retired from active duty with a
one-grade demotion in rank, does not
deny that the raids took place. He
admits that aggressive planned air
strikes were described in official reports
as “protective reaction” operations to
conform with the then U. S. policy
which forbade American pilots from
attacking targets in North Vietnam un-
less their planes were attacked first.

Lavelle also says that Gen. Creighton
Abrams, U. S. commander in Vietnam,
and Adm. Thomas H. Moorer, chairman
of the Joint Chiefs of Staff, knew what
was going on. But both Abrams and
Moorer vigorously say they didn’t have
the faintest notion that anything like
this was happening.

8o everybody is covering himself as
fast and completely as he can. Where,
however, does that leave the public?

Wondering. “

Wondering what the implications are
if one individual can, in a Strangelovish
fit of self righteousness, decide that they
are his planes, and that he, and not

those feather merchants in Washington,
should determine strategy.

Wondering, if what Lavelle says is
true, and Abrams, Moorer and who
knows who else knew about the bom-
bings, why the American people were
deceived about U. S. policy that they
pay so dearly in so many ways to
support?

Wondering why Air Force Chief of
Staff John D. Ryan said he feels Lavelle,
who never said anything public about
the bombing until Franks did, has suf-
fered enough (even with his demotion
his pension is around $25,000 a year) and
why the military in general has shown
such a calculated indifference?

The actual bombing itself may turn
out to be the least important part of this
troubling episode. ‘'Protective reac-
tion" in a lot of ways was just another
one of those euphemisms that have
debased our language, among other
things, in this war. If you call infantry
patrols “search and clear” missions
instead of “search and destroy,” it
makes them a lot more peaceloving, and
if you call air strikes "protective reac-
tion” it makes all of our pilots John
Wayne fighting tremendous odds.

But the inescapable conclusion that
some serious lying has been somewhere
done on a large scale by people we
should be able to trust is important. So
is the necessity that the investigation of
the Lavelle case be rigorously pursued
— preferably by someone outside the
military — if the current Senate com-
mittee hearings do not produce a
satisfactory explanation.

We’re Improving Till It Hurts

The engineers call it
“‘channelization,"” and the word is self-
descriptive. Channelization is the
deepening, straightening and clearing of
natural watercourses so that heavy rains
will drain off rapidly instead of
overflowing banks.

“Gutterization’' is what critics of the
practice call it, however, and that word,
too, is descriptive. A channelized river
or stream is nothing but a big gutter
designed to transport water in the most
efficient manner from point A lo point
B.

“Gutterization"" is also the direct op-
posite of all that makes a stream
biologically healthy for fish and wildlife,
writes conservationist John Madson in a
slashing attack on the “river wreckers"
in the September issue of Audubon

_Mmagazine.

When the engineers remove the
bends, pools, riffles, snags and sandbars
of a stream, along with the trees that
shade the streambank, all that's left,
says Madson, is a barren ditch.

To date, he reports more than 8,000
miles of living streambeds in more than
40 states have been “‘gutterized,” 13,000
more have been scheduled for *“‘im-
provement,” and the U. S. Soil Conser-
vation Service estimates that 175,000
miles of streams “‘need channelization."

The National Audubon Society has
undertaken a major effort to publicize
what it considered to be the excesses of
the Soil Conservation Service and the
Army Corps of Engineers.

Among other things, it challenges the
alleged flood control benefits of
channelization. Why, it asks spend
money on costly projects to protect
fields from being flooded when the
nation already has a surplus crop
problem?

And anyway, it claims, the projects
often fail to control floods but just

transfer the flood threat to the next
community downstream.

The trouble with such arguments is
that they amount to accepting battle
with engineers on their own terms.

A convincing case can always be made
for the channelization of this or that
river or the drainage of this or that
“useless” marshland, The engineers
cannot be faulted for knowing their job
and doing it well.

What is sad is that there should be any
need at all to defend the right of a river,
and its animal dependents, to exist.

If, as Robert Frost said, '‘there’s
something that doesn't like a wall,"”
surely there should be something inside
a man that despises a gutter. Even an
engineer should be able to concede the
esthetic superiority of a natural, tree-
lined, meandering stream Lo a concrete-
lined, arrow-straight ditch, especially if
he remembers what it was like in its
original state.

But that, precisely, is the danger:
Each generation of Americans has
fewer personal memories of what the
land was like before it was “‘improved”
or “‘developed."

As James Audubon himself wrote, the
wilderness whose birds and other
wildlife he observed and catalogued and
painted disappeared in an astonishing
short space of time, almost before his
eyes — in only about 20 years, he
reckoned, in less than the lifetime of the
settlers who followed on his heels.

Today, nobody remembers the
wilderness as Audubon knew it, which
may be an acceptable price to pay for
the good life being lived by tens of

* millions of people on that same land.

Tomorrow, the descendants of those
millions may have to go to a national
park to know what an “ungutterized”
river looks like, and consider that accep-
table.

It all depends on what people want,
and what they value.

How’s That Again, Your Honor

WASHINGTON — Concerning
the strike of Washington's public
school teachers, a question rele-
vant to the national interest
arises: Has Superior Court Judge
Robert H. Campbell encouraged
the wave of contempt for the
country's courts that has made
the Republic a mini-anarchy?

Judge Campbell vacated fines
and jail sentences imposed
against individual leaders of the
Washington Teachers Union,
while letting stand a $50,000 fine
against the union and a finding
that the union itself was in con-
tempt of court for refusing to
obey a back-to-work order. He
acted to vacate part of his order
on the basis of arguments by the
union’s lawyer that there had
been no evidence showing in-
dividual union members to be in
contempt of the back-to-work
order.

How's that again, your honor?
Most of Hell City's teachers had
refused to return to their jobs. To
me, that constitutes contempt of
court, although I admit to only a
passing acquaintance with
Blackstone. Even a citizen who
doesn’'t know the difference
between a writ of mandamus and
a corpus delicti almost surely
would hold that when he reluses
to obey a judge he is guilty of
legal naughtiness

Moreover, when Judge
Campbell handed down his
vacating order, the teachers were
still on strike, either manning
picket lines or staying home. It
was people — to wit, teachers —
who were delying the court
order, not a faceless thing called
a union. When a judge fines a
union, he is fining its
membership. A union is merely a
name, il cannot pay a fine or be
hauled off to the hoosegow

Then, if I may be forgiven for
splitting hairs, there is the con-
tract between the city and the
teachers union. Article 38 of that
contract is called a “No Strike
Clause." It reads: "The union
will not engage in or encourage
strike action or work stoppage of
any type during the life of this
agreement.”’ The agreement ex-
pires March 31, 1974,

In short, the union already was
in violation of a valid contract
with the city's taxpayers long
before Judge Campbell took up
the matter of its members' con-
tempt of court. The strike was
illegal, by any standard of judg-
ment, even that which prevalls in
4 courtroom

In Washington, as in so many
other American cities hit by
teachers’ strikes, there also was
the question of whether the strike
was supported by a majority of
the unlon's members The

walkout was voted by a mere one-
sixth of Hell City's teachers.
Although there are 7,000 teachers
in the school system, the union
has a membership of only about
3.600.

Well, no matter. We are going
to have illegal strikes by teachers
and by members of other labor
unions for as long as the courts
continue to treat strikers as
privileged citizens unbound by
the law or the sanctity of con-
tracts. Unfortunately, however,
teachers constitute a special case
across the country because next
to parents they exert the greatest
influence, for good or evil, on our
children

It is a ticklish job to attempt to
explain to a child why a teacher
who insists that the pupil abide
by his contract to do his
homework every night is per-
milted to violate his own contract
with the community. Teachers —
1 hope — punish their pupils for
lying, cheating and employing
devious means to further their
personal interests. Yel any
teacher who takes part in an
illegal strike is a liar because he
has gone back on his word as
given in a valid contract. He is
cheating the community of his
services, and by such devious
means he is attempting to further

.his personal interest.

Heaven knows the nation’s
teaching corps has been invaded
by a minority of imposters who
couldn't care less about teaching,
let alone setting a good example
for their pupils. But when they
commit themselves in writing not
to “engage in or encourage strike
action or work stoppage of any
type,” I wonder why they cannot
locate the prudence, if not the
integrity, to honor that commit-
ment.

The answer may lie in such
developments as Judge
Campbell's action in vacaling
penalties for violation of the
Washington contract. A belief
that one can get away with
something is an encouragement
o try it. Judge Campbell, of
course, has a perfect right to
change any order he hands down,
but he'll have to find within
himself the answer to whether it
was justice.

Election

The United States is not the\
only country which will hold & *
national election this year. Up in
Canada, our good nelghbor to the
north, there will'be an election
one week ahead of ours at which
time Canadians will choose
between the Liberal Party and
the Conservative Party.

Prime Minister Plerre Trudeau
is theLiberal Party candidate
who stands for re-election. His
opponent is Robert L. Stanfield,
the nominee of the Conservative
Party. Stanfield is former
premler of Nova Scotia. Although
the Conservatives won only half
as many seats as the Liberals in
the last election, circumstances
have altered the situation
somewhal since that time.

Stanfield is expected to attack
Trudeau's record specifically in
the field of economy, giving
special emphasis to the fact that
the unemployment fate in
Canada stands at 6.7 per cent, 1.2
higher than the latest figures here
in the United States.

Trudeau will counter with the
proposition that Canada ls now a
nation of great vitality, ane which
believes in itsell and never has
looked to the future with such
oplimism,

What impresses us about the
(‘anadian system of elections, and
which it undoubtedly styled after
elections in Great Britain, is the
length of time it allows between
nomination and election. Both
Trudeau and Stanfield were
nominated last week. This gives
them just seven weeks to cam-
paign, compared to the long
months of campaigning which are
ohserved in the United States.

We seriously doubt that it is
necessary lo campaign for the
presidency from July or August
until November every four years.
For one thing, it is far too costly
For another, it takes too great a
toll on the nominees themselves.
Is it too much to suppose that any
candidate cannot make himself
“perfectly clear” within a seven
or eight week period?

Both parties freely admit that
campaigns are far (oo expensive,
plunging candidates and parties
themselves into astronomical
debts.

One of the answers to this
predicament is a shorter cam-
paign. It works in Britain and
(anada, where the time is not
only short bul the candidates are
strictly limited to the amounts
they may spend subject to
penalties stipulated by law.

Certainly the candidates would
like a shortening of the time -
consuming campaigns and the
American public would welcome
it more than they would. (The
Bristol Press.)

NBA Players Best Paid

The players in the National Basketball Association, whose
average annual salary is $50,000, are now the highest paid
professional athletes in the United States, according to an
article Sport.

Salaries in the National Football League, contrary to
popular belief, are the lowest among the major sports when
the average is used as the measure. The NFL Players
g%ﬂon sets the figure at $26,000, the club owners at

Before its war with the World Hockey Association, the
average salary for a National Hockey League player was
pegged at $32,000. The figure for major league baseball comes
to $31,500.

The article, which attempts to put skyrocketing sports
salaries into perspective, emphasizes that average salaries do
not always give the most accurate picture of industry wages.

In baseball, for example, a number of players were listed as
earning over $100,000, but for every player in the six figure
bracket, there are four making the minimum of $13,500.

Marvin Miller, executive director of the Major League
Players Association, also deplored the use of average salary
figures as being representative. "If the president of a
company gets $200,000 a year and the janitor gets $5,000, it
will not be very comforting to the janitor to hear that the
average salary in the firm is better than $100,000," Miller
opined.

It is conceded by sports experts that the reported salaries of
sports stars and their actual paychecks vary considerably.
Basehall’s figures are generally regarded as being closest to
the mark ever since reports of Babe Ruth's salary were given
to perk up fan interest.

Of the top money-makers cited, baseball headed the list
with more than 20 players in the $100,000 or more class. Hank
Aaron was tops at $200,000. Others listed with their estimated
salaries were:

Carl Yastrzemski, $167,000; Willie Mays, $160,000; Roberto
Clemente and Bob Gibson, $150,000; Frank Robinson and
Juan Marichal, $140,000; Dick Allen, $135,000; Joe Torre,
$130,000; Tom Seaver, Willie McCovey, Harmon Killebrew
and Ferguson Jenkins, $125,000; Frank Howard, $120,000;
Billy Williams, $115,000; Brooks Robinson, $110,000; Pete
Rose, $107,500; Tony Oliva and Dave McNally, $105,000 and
Lou Brock, Luis Aparicio, Al Kaline and Maury Wills,
$100,000.

In football, the only super salaries are those of Joe Namath,
Fran Tarkenton, Johnny Unitas and Sonny Jurgenson.

But in basketball, Wilt Chamberlain, Jerry West, Kareem
Abdul-Jabbar and Elmore Smith each pull down more than
$250,000 a year with Oscar Robertson not far behind. Many

In addition to Sanderson and
Cheevers, the Bruins also lost
Johnny McKenzie, who became
playing coach of the WHA's
Philadelphia Blazers, and Ted
Green. Superstar defenseman
Bobby Orr is recovering from
knee surgery and won't be
avallable for a while.

The Bruins, and Mon-
treal Canadiens are expected to
fight it out once again in the East
Division while the Chicago Black
Hawks are expected to repeat in
the West, despite the loss of Hull,
Chicago's main challengers are
expected to be Minnesota and St.

Both
she and DeRosa, he added,
should recognize that majority
board opinion rules and ‘“‘allow
the volters to make an objective
decision.”

Fisheries Policy

Urged At Hearing

STONINGTON (AP) — Foreign
fleets are systematically
destroying valuable stocks of
fisheries off the coast of the
United States, says a fishing ex-
ecutive.

Joseph Gaziano, president of
the Prelude Corp. of Westport,
told a congressional subcom-
mittee Friday that the reason has
been the lack of a national
fishertes policy and governmental
maction.

Gaziano, whose firm seized a
Russian trawler in San Francisco
last year for alleged damages to
its fisheries equipment, said
Japanese fishermen have caused
more than $200,000 damage to his
company's equipment

He testified at the opening of
two days hearing by the Coast
Guard subcommittee of the
House Committee on Merchant
Marine and Fisheries.

Large quantities of the same
seafood products obtained off the
shores by Japan are being sold
through a “network of branch
offices in the United States,” he
said

“We must compete with
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foreign government subsidized
fleets and government subsidized
imports,” Gaziano told the sub-
committee, chaired by Rep.
Frank M. Clark, D-Pa.

It is difficult to get action from
the U.S. Government, he said.

“We are told we have to live
together and compromise, but in
the meanlime a greal national
resource is being destroyed,”
Gaziano said.

Surveillance and enforcement
of fisheries in the North Atlantic
were earlier described as ade-
quate by Russell T. Norris, direc-
tor of the Northeast Region of the
National Marine Fisheries Ser-
vice of the Commerce Depart-
ment.

Norris said that in 10 years his
agency's surveillance of offshore
fisheries had increased from 100
hours in 1961 to 1,000 hours in
1971

“From our surveillance ac-
tivities, it has been determined in
recent months that every Euro-
pean nation except East and West
Germany has increased the lake
off our U.S. coast,” Norris said.

You Can Taste The
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Sub-Ship
Collision
Probe Set

NORFOLK, Va. (AP) — The
Navy has ordered an investiga-
tion into the collision of the
nuclear attack submarine
Tulllbee and a West German
freighter in the Atlantic, 150
miles off the North Carolina
coast.

The Tullibee, commissioned
Nov. 9, 1960, carried a crew of 56
while on a routine exercise, but
no nuclear missiles were aboard,
the Navy said. She is to arrive at
her home base in New London,
Conn., sometime Sunday,
traveling under her own power.

The Hagen, built in 1967 in
West Germany, radioed the Coast
Guard Friday after the collision
that she had changed course and
was headed for the shipyards in
Norfolk.

The Navy said no Injuries were
reported aboard either vessel.

The collision occurred Friday
morning during a storm east of
Cape Hatteras, N.C., when seas
were running 8 to 10 feet. The
440-foot, 5,620-ton Hagen — en
route from the Gulf Coast to
northern Europe — was struck a
“glancing blow'" by the Tullibee,
crulsing just below the surface,
an Atlantic Fleet spokesman said.

Capt. Lawrence S, Wigley,
skipper of the submarine, said his
vessel apparently sustained no
interior damage, and that there
were no injuries among the six
officers and 50 men aboard.

NEW YORK (AP)— “We can-
not learn from one another until
we stop shouting at one
another—until we speak quietly
enough so that our words can be
heard as well as our voices.”

President Nixon offered that
advice during his inauguration
address in January 1969, but he
hadl no way of knowing that
would offer us “All in the
Family' 23 months later.

Now, with the nation accepting
Archie Bunker, CBS strikes again
with '*Maude,” hoping viewers
take her liberal Tuesday night
shout as they do Archie’s conser-
vative Saturday night roar.

They just may. “Maude” gets
off to a lively, funny start as
television's reply to the to-rated
delegate from blue collar
America.

And Beatrice Arthur, as
Maude, éffectively captures the
spirit of the lady—a loud, liberal,
liberated battle-ax who is
womankind's Attila in the war
