Train Fire
Kills 28

In Japan

FURUI, Japan (AP) — Fire
broke out early today aboard an
express train as it was traveling
through an eight-mile tunnel, and
28 persons were killed, most of
them by Lhe smoke.

Another 460 persons were
injured, 15 of them seriously; 286
others made their way safely
through the smoke.

The train was en route from
Osaka, southwest of Tokyo, to
Aomaori, in northern Japan. Many
of the passengers were returning
from weekend holidays.

The fire started in the dining
car, the 11th of the 15 coaches,
after most of the passengers had
gone to sleep. A cook said the car
