Meskill said the election of
GOP majorities in both the
House and the Senate was ap-
parently due to the pulling
power of President Nixon and
the three winning candidates
for Congress.

“It was the result of how they
(the voters) attacked the voting
machine," the governor sald at
a news conference. 'This Is the
only way I can explain why we
picked up such tremendous
numbers of representatives.”

Meskill said control of the
General Assembly '‘represents
quite a challenge for us.

"“We have a great opportunity
to complete the programs that
we started, We have an
opportunity now to move
forward and try to solve the
many problems we haven't
been able to solve legislatively
because we couldn't get the
cooperation of the majority of
the General Assembly.”

KEY BISCAYNE, Fla. (AP)
— Two or more Cabinet posts
and dozens of White House and
other key federal jobs are
involved in President Nixon's
tentative plans for a major
second-term shakeup of the
government's executive
branch.

The scope of the President’s
plan, which he will develop in
conferences with top aldes at
his Florida home here during
the next four days, became
clear within hours after he
swept to landslide re-election,

Nixon summoned White
House aides, the Cabinet and
agency heads to a series of
meetings Wednesday to deliver
this message:

The second Nixon administra-
tion will stress economy and
efficiency as well as
responsiveness to Lthe
President’s wishes. As a first
step in revitalizing and
reorganizing offices under his
control, he wants stand-by
resignations fron all his ap-
pointees,

The White House said the
President has made no
decisions on what resignations
to accept, But even before
Tuesday's election, two early
departures from his Cabinet
were signaled.

Housing Secretary George
Romney said in August, during
a flap over federal aid to
Pennsylvania flood victims, he
would resign from the Cabinet.
“The President urged me to
stay on until after the election,
and I agreed to do 80,"' Romney
said.

Melvin R. Lalrd has sald
repeatedly he would quit as
secretary of Defense at the end
of Nixon's first term, adding
that nobody should ‘head the
Pentagon for more than four
years,

Sources have sald that two
other Cabinet members, Labor
Secretary J. D. Hodgson and
Atty., Gen. Richard G.
Kleindienst, have Indicated
some interest in leaving their
high-pressure posts.

Administration officials
stressed, however, that none of
the Cabinet members is being
forced out by Nixon.

Some lower-level officials,
however, might find
themselves suddenly looking
for new jobs. White House of-
ficials have expressed some
displeasure with the lack of
support Nixon's proposals have
received from the middle levels
of some agencies, They also
want faster action than they
sometimes recelve on
presidential orders.

WASHINGTON (AP) —
President Nixon has his man-
date, but not his New American
Majority.
He has his four more years,
and a Democratic. Congress.
For as Nixon buried
Democratic challenger George
McGovern beneath one of
history's greatest landslides,
his own Republican party ac-
tually lost seats in the Senate
and gained but a handful in the
House.

That was in part the product
of the way Nixon chose to
design his campaign. It was in
part the result of a vole that
clearly was a repudiation of
McGovern as a candidate, not a
repudiation of the Democratic

party.
It will take far more than

what happened Tuesday to rally

to the GOP the legions of
Democrats and independents
that would make it the center of
any new majority.

Nixon held to a minimum his

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Shorter Campaigns?

Now that- another election is behind
us it is time to assess the process itself,
We have long believed that cam-
paigns, as now conducted, are too long
in terms of time.
is increasing evidence too that
seeking political office, especially high
office, is beconiing ‘too costly for in-
dividual candidates thus increasing
reliance by candidates in both parties on
“fat cat" contributors.

And, most important of all, we have
serious doubts that the elective process
in a democratic society with its diversity
of information media is really enhanced
by prolonged campaigns. It is our
thought in assessing the 1972 campaign,
and several others prior to this year,
that political campaigning in America is
about one per cent substance and 99 per
cent repetition.

Efforts at election reforms in the past
have been relatively fruitless because
these have emanated from the
politicians who naturally would like
limitations or restrictions on the opposi-
tion but are careful to provide those
little loopholes should the shoe be fitted
to the other foot. The result has been
meaningless spending limits and con-
tributor disclosure requirements which
can be either evaded or delayed to a
point in time to be of little value to the
voter,

Perhaps, more meat and less political
applesauce, could be generated in cam-
paigns if we forgot about how much
money a candidate has to spend or
where it came from and instead we set
time and space limits.

For example, a presidential candidate
would be limited to one committee
handling his campaign nationally and
one in each state or territory. There
could be formulas based on population,
density of population, media access to
population, etc., to determine the
amount of time the candidate would be
allowed to present his case to the elec-
torate,

Nationally, we could set aside one
night a week for the three weeks prior to
the election which would serve as
political information nights with the
candidates making their pitches hack-to-
back or face-to-face, if they should elect
to do so. Applied equitably to all media,
this would force a distillation of party
and platiorm differences, and hopefully
eliminate so-called mud-slinging
charges that seem to increase in volume
in each campaign.

’

Basic to a shorter general election
campaign is reform of the present semi-
national presidential primary system.
Either we should have a national
primary election, with campaign time
restrictions on the same date, or none at
all.

National conventions, with a shorter
campaign period, could be conducted
later in the year preferably within six
weeks of the general election date. Our
thesis s that if a political party, which is
presumed to a continuing institution,
needs six months or more out of a year
every four years to reach the electorate,
something is radically wrong with the
two-party system.

We think a shorter campaign period
with controls over use of the media will
increase the interest of the electorate in
the candidates, what they have to say,
and the parties they represent.

This may be interpreted by some as
‘'gagging" the candidates and the par-
ties, especially those who have the funds
to stage costly campaigns, but as stated
earlier most of the campaigning under
the present system is saying the same
thing over again, again, and again.

By limiting each candidate and party
to a specific amount of time he can use
on radio or television, the time and
number of billboards, and the time and
amount of space he can buy in the print
media; we can reduce the formal cam-
paign period to about six weeks for a
general election and a primary election
to about four weeks without reducing
the electorate's right to know the issues.

Few of us have the time or inclination’
to follow the current campaigns from
New Hampshire in January to the
polling place in November.

Of course we are not too optimistic
about electioh reform along these lines,
First, a good and successful politician,
never stops campaigning. Second, there
is a little bit of politician in each of us

" which makes these demogogic circuses

easier to taken than actually coming to
grips with the issues and possible
solutions.

The sad thing is that not many of us
want to do our, own thinking and the
result, as most presentstyle elections
tend to prove is that very little original
thinking is being done.’

Someday we will have shorter cam-
paigns but not until the electorate
demands substance instead of image-

making packaging.

One thing that struck me was
the tremendous variety of foods
produced by these Kosher
kitchiens, Except for foods pro-
scribed by Jewish dietary laws,
the cooking is lnﬂuenceriy by the
countries from which the vari-.
ous Jews emigrated, and that
includes a good part of the
world. i

The Jews living in the United
States, however, have come
mostly frony Eastern Europe
and their cookeryis heavily in-
fluenced by the recipes of pre-
soviet Russia, the Balkans, Po-
land and Germany.

Thus you have the rich
borscht-type soups inherited
from the Russians, German
dumplings or Kreplach and
Cholent, a rich Sabbath dish
from Poland which features
beef brisket, potatoes and dried

Go-Ahead Sign Given Jumpers
In Pro Hockey to Earn Riches

PHILADELPHIA (AP) — The new plutocrats of the
sporting set — Bobby Hull, Derek Sanderson, John
McKenzie and others who jumped from the National
Hockey League to the World Hockey Assoclation — have
received an official courtroom go-ahead to begin earning
their riches.

A preliminary injunction issued Wednesday by U.S.
District Court Judge A. Leon Higginbotham prohibits the
NHL from enforcing its controversial reserve clause,
which had given it a monopoly on the professional hockey
player pool. ‘

He stopped short at this time, however, from ruling the
clause illegal.

The decision was a godsend for the WHA, which based its
survival strategy on luring established stars for sky-high
salaries. The order was set to become effective upon
payment by the WHA of a $2.5 million bond.

So far, the new league has pretty much had to do without
Hull, Sanderson and McKenzie.

The NHL Chicago Black Hawks, who lost Hull to the 10-
year, $2.75 million pact offered by the Winnipeg Jets, got a
court order keeping him off the ice.

Higginbotham's decision reverses that and allows
Player-coach Hull to start seeing action. The so-called
“Golden Jet” was in uniform Wednesday night in the
Winnipeg-Quebec game. He picked up an assist but
Winnipeg lost 3-2.

The other NHL expatriates have been playing while their
legal status awaited the judge's ruling.

However, Sanderson—who edged Hull in the moneybags

sweepstakes with a five-year, $2.6 million deal from the
Ph Blazers—-has been out most of the season with
injury .and has been ineffective in the few

McKenzie, like Sanderson a refugee from the Boston
Bruins, has been out all year with a broken arm.

He added, however, that he couldn't rule on whether the
entire reserve clause was illegal until further hearings
were held.

“There is a clear and substantial likelihood,’’ the judge
wrote in a 124-page opinion, "‘that at trial, the interlocking
agreements among the NHL teams, the reserve clause in
the standard player's contract and the agreements
between the NHL and the minor and amateur hockey
organization

“The NHL is merely sustaining the fate which
monopolists must face when they can no longer continge
their prior total dominance of the market."

Higginbotham, noting that the average ticket price for
NHL games is $5.22 compared to only $2.47 for the WHA,
said the older league was more business than sport.

“Despite the glory of the sport of hockey and the
grandeur of its superstars, the basic factors here are not
the sheer exhilaration from observing the speeding puck,
but rather the desire to maximize the available buck.”

Thieu Demands

Reds Withdraw

SAIGON (AP)' — President
Nguyen Van Thieu told an
envoy from President. Nixon
today that all North Viet-
namese troops must be
withdrawn from South Vietnam
before an agreement to end the
war can be finalized, a
newspaper controlled by the
president’s office reported.

Thieu conferred for nearly
two hours with Gen, Alexander
M. Haig Jr. shortly after he
arrived In Saigon to urge Thieu
to go along with the cease-fire
agreement Presidential adviser
Henry A. Kissinger worked out
with the North Vietnamese in
Paris. Haig is Kissinger’s chief
assistant,

The newspaper Tin Song,
which is financed by Thieu's
private secretary, quoted a
high-level source as saying that
Thieu in his meeting with Haig
ingisted on the total withdrawal
of all North Vietnamese troops
from the South. Thieu
reportedly sald he would not
accepl any private agreements
or tacit understandings on a
pullout,

Indian Amnesty
Pact Debated

WASHINGTON (AP) — An
agreement recommending
against prosecution ol
protesting Indians for the
seizure and occupation of a
federal building does not grant
amnesty for damage and theft
while the building was held,
officials say.

damage to the Bureau of Indian
Alfairs Building during the six-
day occupation totaled more
than $500,000. They said the
bullding would be out of opera-
tion for at least another week,
The last of the Indians, who
were protesting government
treatment of their people, left
the bullding Wednesday night
shortly after the deadline sel
down by a federal court order,
A Justice Department
spokesman said Thursday no
decision has been made concer-
ning prosecution of the
protesting Indians. But Interior
Department officials and tribal
Indian leaders asked that
offenders be prosecuted.
About a dozen members of
the National Tribal Chairmen's

Association met with White
House advisers and then called
for prosecution of Indians who
occupied the bullding.

An Indian who attended the
meeting sald the agreement
recommending '‘no prosecution
for the seizure and occupation’
of the building was signed’ by
White House aides ''to prevent

The White House
representatives declined to
comment. But a government
spokesman said any decision to
prosecute would not violate the
agreement worked out with
representatives of the
American Indian Movement.

Harrison Loesch, assistant
