Jam es P. Kennedy, 
superintendent of schools, said 
that he would be prepared to 
make a recommendation at the 
next board meeting.

If the proposal is adopted, the 
following requirements would 
be e ffe^v e  in Grades 10-12, 
effective with the Clam of 1975, 
for a student to qualify for a 
diploma: English, 3 credits; 
mathematics, 1 credit (two 
years of bookkeeping may be 
substituted);, science, 1 credit; 
s o c ia l 'S tu d ie s ,  1 c re d it ;  
physical education, 1.2 credits 
(1 c r e d i t  fo r  m id y e a r  
graduation); and electives, 7.8 
credits.

George Emmerling, MHS 
p r in c ip a l, sa id  th a t  the 
proposed 15-credit requirement 
marks a partial return to the 17- 
credit policy of some 10 years 
ago, when the high school 
comprised Grades 9-12. With 
the change to a three-year 
schoo l, the  num ber was 
reduced to 13.

He added that the upping of 
graduation requirements was 
motivated by the major con­
cern for student time devoted to 
learning activities as against 
the amount of unamigned time 
(study halls, lunch). A step 
toward expanding iearning time 
began last year, he said, with 
lengthening the school day to 
eight periods and increasing 
minimum ciass periods per 
week to 27.

H. Blaine Miller, MHS vice 
p rin c ip a i, sa id  th a t  the 
proposed addition of two 
graduation requirements would 
pose no space problem until the

1974-75 school year, when an 
•nroUnMnt incream of about 70 
is anticipated. At that tlnte, be 
added, a longer school day or 
more space will be needed, but 
no staff increase is involved.

Replying to a question about 
what influence the Jump of 
required weekly clam periods 
to 27 has bad. Miss Anne 
Beecbler, guidance director, 
mid that last year, 71 per cent 
of the present Junior clam took 
more than 5.4 credits per year, 
which is the equivalent of 27 
weekly periods.

A number of teachers chose 
not to attend the Open House, 
mid Thomas and Kennedy, ap­
parently, according to Glaeser, 
because the MEA position is 
th a t  te a c h e r s  need not 
volunteer for non-teaching 
d u tie s . G la e s e r  c ite d  a 
Wethersfield court case which 
uphelp this opinion, but stated 
that the,,MEA has gone no 
further In its position oUier than 
to note are that the court ruled 
p r o  functions are non-teaching 
duties and that tehchers need 
not volunteer for these duties.

Glaeser added that, since the 
school board has not assigned 
teaphers to these duties, it 
“must recognize this itself.”

For its part, the school board 
and the superintendent through 
their Joint statement feel that 
they “ cannot and will not 
recognize such actions on the 
part of the MEA as a legitimate 
means of resolving a matter of 
negotiations.” They will not, 
they add, “bow to such un­
professional pressure.”

The board statement adds

Hint, “The issue of ortra pay 
for evening and weekend 
assignments has been an un­
resolved issue for almost a 
year. The issue came as a 
result of an arbitrator’s award 
over a year ago whidi said such 
duties must be conqpenmted, 
but did not fix the amount. 
'What is btmic about last n i^ t 's  
events is that attendance at 
such events as a PTSO Open 
House has never been raised as 
an activity for which teachers 
would seek compenmtion.”

Heavy snow, freezing rain 
and drifting snow tormented 
areas from the Ohio Valley to 
New England today and gale 
warnings continued for much of 
the Atlantic Coast.

The resolution, drafted and 
introduced by State Sen. David 
O degard , re a d s : “ Be it 
reiolved that the Manchester 
Republican Town Committee 
go pn record and urge the 
Manchester Board of D ilators 
to reduce the property tax rate 
a t least 4 mills, effective Jan. 1, 
1973, at an estimated saving to 
the taxpayers of about $506,000.

“We urge this action because 
of a surplus of approximately 
$500,000, g en e ra ted  by a 
Republican-prepared budget, 
and because of the approximate 
$677,000 M anchester w ill 
receive as a result of {^resident 
Nixon’s revenue-sharing act.

“ It is our feeling that a 
portion of these monies should 
be used to help relieve the 
heavy burden on Manchester’s 
taxpayers.” .

Three weeks ago, Sflite 
C o m p tro lle r  N a th a n  
A g o s t ln e i l i ,  a fo rm e r  
Manchester mayor, reminded 
the Board of Dirrctors by letter 
that “the primary reason for 

revenue-sharing bill is to 
^V^^educe the heavy burden on 

■ property owners, especially the 
hoim property tax.”

He u rg ^  the board to utilize 
the funds under a two-point 
program: by reducing pro^rty  
taxes about 2 mills, effective 
Jan. 1, 1973; and by granting an 
additional $1,000 exemption to 
property owners 65 and over, 
with the exemption to be 
retroactive to July 1, 1972, the 
be^nning of the current fiscal 
year.

The Board of Directors has 
not replied to Agostinelli’s 
letter. It has, however, taken 
two policy positions. It has 
d ed iM  not to allocate any 
funds from  1971-72 unap­
propriated surplus until it 

,  knows exactly bow much that 
surplus will be; and it has 
decided (by an affirmative vote 
of the Democrats, with the

Republicans voting "no” ) to 
fund a $536,000 road program 
and a $200,000 sidew alk  
program with revenue-sharing 
funds.

The voters, Nov. 7, approved 
bond issues for the programs. 
The Democratic directors 
adopted a resolution last month 
which indicates their intent to 
disregard the bond issues, on 
the basis that a $100,000 saving 
could be effec t^  in interest 
charges.

The an tic ipated  1971-72 
surplus mentioned in the resolu­
tion adopted last night by the 
GOP Town Committee was 
predicted Sept. 12 by Town 
Manager Robert Weiss.

He estim ated a $606,000 
surplus to the General Fund, 
$97,000 to the Manchester Fire 
District Fund, $105,000 to the 
Water Fund, $53,(K)0 to the 
Sewer Fund, and $12,400 to the 
Downtown Special Taxing 
District Fund.

The exact status of the 
surpluses may not 'be known 
until early in 1973.

Jerome Baskin, the town’s 
auditor, last i ^ t  requested 
and received the board’s per­
m ission to seek a 90-day 
extension for submitting the 
1971-72 audit. Ilie extension, 
expected to be authorized by 
the State Tax Commission, 
would stretch  the Dec. 31 
deadline to March 31.

Baskin explained that his 
firm needs the extra time to 
conduct an audit of all accounts 
receivable. He said letters will 
be sent to every taxpayer who 
owes back taxes - under a 100 
p e r  c e n t  c o n f irm a tio n  
p ro c e d u re . He sa id  the  
procedure is required every 
five years by the state.

“We took the agreement to an 
attorney and he was shocked at 
the terms,” said Mrs. Sadloski.

Barrier
Cracked

NEW YORK (AP) -  Amid 
cheers on the floor of the New 
York Stock Exchange, the Dow 
Jones industrial average closed 
above 1,000 points for the first 
time in history on Tuesday.

In the a fterm ath . Wall 
S t r e e t e r s  a re  a sk in g  
themselves what the long-term 
consequences would be.

“Do investors who have been 
waiting for this .historic level 
now start selling off and taking 
profits, or does the event in­
crease investor enthusiasm?” 
asked Robert Johnson of Paine, 
Webber, Jackson & Curtis.

“This could be the great in­
centive for the small investor to 
come back into the market,” 
said Edward A. Merkle, presi­
dent of the Madison Fund.

The Dow average of 30 in­
dustria l stocks closed a t 
1003.16, up 6.09 from Monday’s 
close of 997.07, the previous 
re c o rd . The u n iv e rsa lly  
watched indicator has now set 
records in three sessions in a 
row.

The New York Stock Ex­
change Index, a much broader 
gauge of market activity than 
the Dow, since it includes some 
1,400 common stocks, also set a 
record Tuesday. It closed up .54 
at 62.94, erasing the old high of 
62.52 set Nov. 3. Standard & 
Poor’s index of 500 stocks also 
hit a new high, 114.95.

Last Friday marked the first 
time the Dow has ever ex­
ceeded 1,000 points at any given 
moment during trading.

But four additional times in 
1966 — on Jan. 18 and 19 and 
Feb. 9 and 10 — and again 
Monday, the official intraday 
high of the Dow was over 1,000. 
The official figure is derived 
after the close of trading, using 
the individual highs of each of 
the 30 component stocks, even 
if those highs were achieved at 
varying times.

The face that the 1,000 level 
had been approached so many 
times and never surmounted at 
a day’s end had created an aura 
of impenetrability around it. 
T h a t a u ra  m ay now be 
evaporated.

“A lot of technicians watch 
the tape and buy on this kind of 
breakthrough,” said Giarles 
Lewis of Treves & Co. “I’m 
now starting to think about 1,- 
100 and 1,200.”

Lucien Hooper of W. E. Hut­
ton & Co. was more cautious.

“A lot of people have been 
waiting a long time to sell when 
the Dow reaches 1,000,” he 
observed.

There was a great deal of 
selling Monday and Tuesday, 
but buyers moved into pick up 
the flood of shares. The 
market’s ability to withstand 
the selling pressure was seen as 
a reassuring sign, thus helping 
the Dow go over the top.

Connecticut parachutists took 
most of the t ^  awards in the 
(fonnecticut Parachutists Inc. 
(CPI) Invitational Meet at 
Ellington Airport last weekend.

The skydivers were grounded 
Saturday (the first scheduled 
day of the meet), but they 
managed to make about 180 
jumps Sunday despite low 
visibility.

A bout 50 C a n a d ia n s , 
m em bers of the O ntario  
Parachute Association, par­
ticipated in the meet, held at 
Ellington Airport on Rt. 83, 
E lling ton . About 50 CPI 
members competed.

All of the jumping competi­
tion was for accuracy — 
Parachutists jumped from an 
altitude of about 2,500 feet, 
opened their parachutes almost 
immediately, and attempted to 
hit a four-inch plastic target 
disc.

Although the target was so 
small, about six parachutists 
hit it dead-center Sunday.

The accuracy competition 
was divided in three classes: 
advanced, intermediate, and 
novice. The novice competition 
differs in that the parachutists 
are timed in a hit-and-run con­
test. They are timed from the 
point of impact until the time 
they run and touch the target 
disc.

Ih e  future of the annual town 
meeting and the elimination of 
the budget referendum were 
the prime subjects of discussion 
during last n i^ t ’s public heaing 
on the proposed new charter, 
c a l l e d  by  th e  B o a rd  o f  
Selectmen.

Also questioned was the basic 
concept of a town manager 
form of government for the 
town, advocated in the new 
charter.

Speakers in favor of a town 
manager outnumbered those 
opposed. Reasons given in sup­
port of the concept were that a 
professional government would 
dilute the political aspect of 
running the town; would create 
efficiencies in government; 
obtain grants and generally 
place the running of the town in 
trained hands.

Costs of the changeover to the 
town manager were estimated 
at a net cost of 315,000 after 
d e d u c t in g  th e  c o s t s  o f  
se le c tm e n ’ s ,  sa la ries  and 
related expenses now paid.

Budget cutting advocate 
Folke Ericson opposed the town 
manager concept, opting for a 
full-time first selectman. He 
claimed the town was too small 
to have to pay for “ advanced 
degrees. He’s going to spend 
our m oney to ju s t ify  his 
position,”  Ericson contended.

A c c o r d in g  to  W il l ia m  
Summers, chairman of the 
Charter Revision Commission 
(C R C ), the town manager 
would be given a contract with 
an indefinite term, but would 
h a v e  a o n e -y e a r  s a la ry  
guarantee.

Ericson was even more ada- 
ment in his opposition to the 
elimination of referendums on 
the annual town budget and 
s t r o n g ly  a d v o c a t in g  the 
rec(Hnmended 10-per cent of the 
electorate whose signatures 
would be required on petitions.

Ericson, along with Dale 
Tow6r, have led the petitioning 
for referendums on the annual 
town budget meeting for the 
last two years, which have 
wreaked havoc with the fiscal 
schedule of the town, especially 
this year when a tie vote on the 
first referendum necessitated 
holding a second one, delaying 
the establishment of a mill rate 
until the eqd of June.

The CRC included the clause 
e l im in a t in g  b u d g e t  
referendums because it slows 
down the fiscal process; and 
causes "great pain and anguish 
to  m any in c lu d in g  tow n

officials,”  Summers explained.
The discussion of the budget 

referendum future drew the 
most interest of the evening and 
occurred after the 11 p.m. 
curfew established at the start 
o f  the m e e t in g  by F ir s t  
Selectman Erwin Stoetzner.

E r icson  m aintained  the 
annual town meeting was a 
poor p lace  to vote on the 
budget, “ A person votes the 
d ictates o f his conscien ce 
better in a voting booth.”

“ Lots of people don’t want to 
spend their tim e sitting at 
m eetin gs listen in g  to  the 
bigotry going on at these 
meetings,”  Tower contended, 
“ They prefer spending five 
minutes in the voting booth.

T h is  c o m m e n t  d r e w  
immediate retorts defending 
th e  d e m o c r a c y  o f  tow n  
m eetin gs and the resp on ­
sibilities of the electorate to 
educate itself about the budget 
requests if they are to vote 
properly.

“ People who are Interested in 
the budget attend the hearings 
and meetings,”  finance board 
m e m b e r  J oh n  B u r o k a s  
declared, “ Otherwise they 
reflect the viewpoint of the 
petitioner which is biased.”

The future of the annual town 
meeting itself was under fire, 
especially if its decision is 
merely going to be overruled by 
a referendum.

Kevin Cavanagh, a former 
f in a n c e  b o a rd  m e m b e r , 
suggested the approval of the 
budget be left in the hands of 
the seven-member Board of 
Selectmen, which is elected 
every two years.

E r ic s o n  r e c o m m e n d e d  
merely having a referendum 
and placing two budgets on the 
machine, one high and one 
low...prompting Summers to 
retort “ And which one wins, 
Folke?”

The CRC spent considerable 
time attempting to analyze the 
budget referendum  results 
which run counter to the annual 
town meeting, “ if you cdn tell 
me the reason I can v^ite a 
provision in the ch a rter,”  
Summers added. '

Frank Weston placed the 
blame for the last two budget 
referendums on “ economics,”  
people were out of work and 
found this a way to get around 
their taxes.”

T h e  p r o p o s e d  c h a r t e r  
requirement of 10 per cent of 
the electorate on petitions also 
drew Ericson’s fire.

He advocated 5 per cent as a 
“ more realistic”  figure, adding 
th a t  10 p e r  c e n t  m ig h t 
d is c o u r a g e  an in te re s te d  
taxpayer.

Others weary of the annual 
referendum battle suggested 20 
per cent of the signatures 
should be required and still 
others felt a specific number 
should be cited.

Other portions of the charter 
coming under discussion were 
the requirement that the town 
manager and all appointive jobs 
be filled by residents of the 
town or that the person move 
into the town.

Continuing to pay the building 
inspector on a portion of his 
fe e s  c o l le c t e d  b a s is  w as 
questioned, since it could be 
constructed as a conflict of 
interest.

The Board of Selectmen has 
akked that a job description be 
draw n up fo r  the h igh ly  
controversial new position of 
tax assessor for the Town of 
Andover.

A t a r e c e n t  m e e t in g ,  
selectmen decided that it would 
be necessary to draw up a full 
and complete job description 
for the job, iteinizing the actual 
duties involved, the number of 
hours required to perform the 
duties, the numbCT of visits 
averaged on new assessment 
calls in recent years, etc.

Besides the necessary book- 
work, the assessor, is notified 
whenever a building permit is 
taken out in the town for an 
addition, improvement, garage, 
p la y ro o m , e tc .  He m u st 
personally visit and assess the 
value of the change. He also 
keeps track of the various 
personal property lists in the 
town, visiting the various 
businesses each October to take 
in v e n t o r y  and m a k in g  
assessment of these.

He is responsible for keeping 
up to date all the real property 
and personal property lists for 
the 'Town of Andover.

Board Abolished 
Until this July, Andover had a 

■^:tbree-man elected Board of 
Ybsessors to perform the above 
YTork. Various groups and 
Officials over the years have 
tecommended the hiring of a 
professional assessor and the 
gbolidunent of the board.

Earlier this year, the Board 
o f  S e le c tm e n  c r e a t e d  a 
C o m m itte e  to  s tu d y  the 
f e a s i b i l i t y  o f  h ir in g  a 
professional assessor and asked 
them to make a complete study 
as to which would be better for 
the town: the present Board or 
a paid assessor.

The Committee, chaired by 
Edward Yeomans, reported to 
the town at a town meeting its

unanimous recommendation 
th a t  th e  to w n  h ir e  a 
professional paid assessor as 
soon as it is practicable to do 
so. The committee enumerated 
the various findings o f its study 
and presented the townq>eople 
with their evaluation of the 
issue, considering both systems 
im pai^U y.

Controversial Assessor
The to w n . recently  hired 

Frederick CKmura, formerly 
with the United Apfu-aisal Com­
pany who just completed the 
town’s 10-year evaluaumi, and 
who did 90 per cent o f the work 
in Andover regard ing  the 
e v a lu a t io n , a s  it s  f i r s t  
professional assessor.

The appointment has led to 
considerable criticism of both 
the person  hired and the 
m eth^  used to hire him.

The selectmen have decided 
after a complete description of 
the job is drawn up. the job will 
be advertised in a number of 
n e w s p a p e r s ,  and th e  
appointment be made for a 
specific time, possibly on an 
annual basis, renewable.

Mill Rate
The Board of Selectmen is 

also discussing the possibility 
of requesting the town’s Board 
of Finance that the new mill 
rate for the coming fiscal year 
not be set until the regional 
school budget is received.

The annual town budget 
meeting is always held the first 
Saturday in May, at which time 
the regional budget is never 
ready. In the past few years, 
the budget has been voted on, 
the. mill rate has been s e L jllo n ' 
the basis of estimates. Hie past 
few years, the estimates proved 
too high and the town wound up 
with a surplus at the end o f the 
fiscal year.

This year, that surplus is well 
over $100,000. In the meantime, 
the town’s taxpayers are paying 
increased taxes in order to 
create a surplus.

A n sw er tru e  o r  fa ls e  to  the 
following:

The labor-liberal-minorities coali­
tion put together by Franklin D. 
R o o s e v e l t  in  1932 w a s  s o  
oventtielming and unshakable that 
the Republican p a ^  was relegated 
henceforce to permanent also-ran 
status.

After losing the California guber­
natorial race in 1962, Richard Nixon 
was washed up in politics.

T he 1964 G o ld w a te r  d e b a c le  
deflated conservatism as a significant 
political force.

On the basis o f his strong showing in 
the 1968 presidential and 1970 con­
g re ss io n a l ca m p a ig n s , E dm und 
Muskie had the 1972 D em ocratic 
presidential nomination sewed up.

Lyndon Jdinson’s 1968 decision to 
bow out only four years after his 
landslide signaled the end o f the two- 
term presidency. The pressures and 
perils o f  the office  had becom e such 
that no incumbent would care to try 
again, o r  make it if be did.

It is an old American post-election 
habit to make sweeping assumption 
on the shape o f the political future. 
Like ancient Romans studying en­
trails, we scrutinize and analyze the 
balloting results, seeking definite 
readings on the course o f the body 
politic and individual political fates.

History has a way o f tripping us up.

however. And frequently in the very 
short term. OccasionaUy a party does 
go the way of the Whigs, an Alf 
Landon is so thoroughly buried as 
never to surface again on the national 
scen e , a d iv is ive  issue such as 
Prohibition is decisively settled.

But the general rule in American 
politics is persistence and gradual, 
pragmatic change — for parties, 
ideas and personalities.

Elections are rarely as decisive as 
they are made to appear in campaign 
o ra to ry  and in im m ed ia te  p ost­
election analyses. Assumptions as to 
course and fates often and rapidly 
turn out to be com pletely off-base or 
only partially accurate.

A very great deal can happen to 
change or discredit the assumptions 
o f four, or two, years ago, as this 
p residen tia l e le ct ion  has again 
demonstrated.

The long view o f the American 
political experience, thus calls for 
caution in answering true or false to 
any or all o f  the following:

The labor-liberal-minorities coali­
tion is irrevocably dissolved.

The South has solidly switched to a 
new allegiance.

Youth power has fizzled as a signifi­
cant political force.

Anyone is washed up politically.
Anyone has anything sewed up for 

1976.

Nixon^s Great Concern
P ea ce  with honor in Indochina 

remains the great concern o f Presi­
dent Nixon who has lost no tim e in 
renewing the drive for a qease fire in 
Vietnam.

He immediately dispatched General 
Alexander M. Haig, Jr., his second 
ranking staff adviser on national 
security, to Saigon to review the 
peace negotiations with President 
Thieu, while Henry Kissinger, his 
number one adviser, waited to launch 
the final round of peace talks with 
North Vietnam envoys in Paris.

Communist diplomatic sources in 
London expressed the opinion that 
H a n o i  is  r e a d y  t o  r e s u m e  
negotiations, now that the election is 
over. Hanoi has nothing to gain by 
further delay and has been so advised 
by her key allies. It is probable that

the North Vietnamese would prefer to 
accept American amendments and 
clarification o f the peace draft to a 
resumption o f fighting.

Vast new military power has been 
placed in Thieu’s hands by the United 
States as a precaution, and this, along 
with needed clarification o f the treaty 
draft, should remove Thieu’s ob jec­
tions to the proposed agreement.

Much as America wants peace in 
Vietnam, a clear understanding with 
Hanoi must be hammered out now to 
insure "peace with honor’ ’ in In­
dochina.

President Nixon is now in a stronger 
position to deal with the opposing 
forces jjn Vietnam. He has proved the 
efficacy o f patience. The American 
people should be equally patient in the 
knowledge that true peace is on its 
way. r

Nixon^s Best Campaign
By BRUCE BIOSSAT 

It is a strange thing to say, 
but it is true: President Nixon’s 
last campaign was his best not 
simply because he smashed a 
whole host of records and came 
up a big winner, but because he 
campaigned so little.

The elemental fact is that the 
President is free now of doing 
something that he never in his 
life has really enjoyed. Says a 
good friend:

“ He hates to campaign, and 
he always has. Oh, he would go 
out there and do a lot of things 
he thought he had to, or was 
told by his people he should do. 
But he didn’t have zest for it.”

I reminded this source that in 
1945, at a background session 
with the late New York Gov. 
Thomas E. Dewey, twice a 
presidential nominee, I had 
heard the governor forcefully 
express his distaste for the 
labors of the campaign traiL 
The President’s friend agreed,-, 
there is a strong parallel 
between the' two men in this 
regard. He added:

“ I know, as a matter of fact, 
that Dewey and Nixon once 
commiserated with each other 
on this score.”

In observations I set down in 
columns during the 1968 cam­
paign, I noted one of the great 
ironies of Mr. Nixon’s life. He 
chose for a career a field of 
endeavor for which in a crucial 
way he is seriously ill-suited. At 
root, politics for the politician 
is  a th ing  o f  hum an 
relationships, and Mr. Nixon 
has never mastered the art of 
easy human contact.

So that part of it has indeed 
always been for him a matter of 
forced labor. It accounts for 
m uch o f the ob se rv a b le  
stiffness in his public manner, 
and the seeming artificiality of 
his attempts to be the jovial 
good fellow. It is without ques­
tion a key ingredient in the oft- 
heard response of people who 
say: “ I don’t know just what it 
is, but there’s something about 
Nixon that I don’t like.”  

Nothing I have ever heard

from people around the Presi­
dent over the years suggests he 
has any illusions about all this. 
He understands well his dif­
ficu lties, and his natural 
tendency to shrink from wide 
human contacts. In this sense, 
he is one of the most complete 
loners ever to engage in 
national politics.

In this sense, too, he has 
never been a good politician and 
in spite of the legend of his 
mastery. How could it be 
otherwise when he was con­
sistently drawn back from the 
real human engagement which 
is the central araia of politics i 
played at its fullest?

Mr. N ixon’ s interest in 
politics is, of course, fundamen-. 
tally a driving ambition to 
achieve its rewards in the at­
tainment and exercise  of 
political power. Beyond that, he 
has some interest, too, in what 
might be termed its clipboard 
aspects. He enjoys the abstrac­
tions of tactics and strategy. 
Anyone who has ever talked to 
him about it knows, for in­
stance, that he has very definite 
id eas about th in gs lik e  
“ timing”  in particular cam­
paign battles.

Yet that about says it. ’The 
inside evidence is that he holds 
himself strictly aloof from 
political in-fighting of the sort 
that goes bn in any politician’s 
own camp. He seldom if ever 
steps in, but just watches the 
struggle and works with the 
emergent winner.

But look at the open record: 
He has since 1946 run four times 
for office in his own California, 
and five times on the national 
ticket (three as presidential 
nominee). In addition, in file 
ca m p a ig n s  he w ork ed  
nationwide to help his party’s 
candidates when he was not 
running.

It stands as an incredible 
display and it built a myth. 
StiU, the myth should end now. 
The Presidrat is truly relieved 
that he could play President 
this time, and at long last end a 
labor be so dislikes.

w e re  a u th o r  Ben F . 
Watterberg, adviser to Sen. 
Henry M. Jackson, and Richard 
Shifter, a Maryland political 
leader and supporter of Sen.

Auditors for the General Ac­
counting Office say the position 
of the^Executive Gub of the 
Republican party of New 
Jersey;,i(lf'upheld in the courts, 
could open a major loophole in 
the eleptions law which took 
effect last April 7.

’Ibe 'Club contends its money 
came from dues and that dues 
are not contributions. GAO 
auditors say there could be a 
proliferation of such clubs to 
evade ̂  the full disclosure 
provisions of the new law.

Tbe auditors say they will 
press the club for disclosure, 
possibly launching a field audit 
in the next few weeks and then 
turning their findings over to 
the Juriice Department if the 
club remains adamant.

Lead Tree Tinsel 
Eliminated By FDA

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 
Food and Drug Administration 
says that “ not a single strand” 
of lead : Christmas tree tinsel 
should be found on store shelves 
this Yule sehson.

“ I t ’ s , g o n e . We have 
assurarie^ ttot'hot one ounce 
will bC-'sold this year;”  said 
M alcolm  “ M ac”  Jensen, 
director of FDA’s Bureau of 
Product'Safety.

Last Christmas the agency 
was accused of agreeing 
secretly with several lead tinsel 
manufacturers not to publicize 
an u n d ersta n d in g  that 
production would stop Jan. 1, 
1972, blit sales could continue 
through ’the 1972 Christmas 
season.

Jensen denies it.
“ TTierewas never any effort 

to hidejtit,”  he said in an 
interview^ “ The decision was 
made internally not to publicize 
it b e c a ^  lye feared that many 
people preferring the lead 
variety WQUld stockpile it.”

After charges of secret­
dealing surfaced, Jensen said, 
“ We got hack to the industry 
and said, ‘You haven‘t got a 
saleable product anymore. You 
might ds well get out of the lead 
business.’I’

At the same time, he said, the 
FDA asked customs agents to 
freeze any lead tinsel imports.

The FDA campaign is based 
on persuasion of manufacturers 

* and importers following a 
conclusion by FDA in August 
1971 that lead tinsel was an 
unnecessary risk to children 
with aym ptom s o f lead 
poisoning. No absolute ban was

i

imposed, Jensen said, for lack 
of medical verification to 
declare lead icicles a “ health 
hazard.”  ^

Plant inspections have shown 
that no lead tinsel is being ^  
made in tbe United States, 
Jensen said, and customs of- 
ficials have not reported any, -j;: 
foreign products arriving here.

“ We have assurances in. 
writing from all manufacturers 
and importers that absolutely 
none will be distributed this 
year,”  he said.

If consumers find any lead 
tinsel carried over from last 
Season, he said, “ tell the store 
manager and then us.”

“ If they are being sold, we 
will immediately contact the 
retailer and tell him it is not in 
the public interest, or his, to 
sell them,”  he said.

Early Success Encouraged 
South Windsor Hobbyist

Less than two years ago, a 
South .Windsor youth saw an 
advertisem ent in a hobby 
magazine for a “Mandala Kit,” 
m ore popularly known as 
“string art.” At the time, the 
kit was too expensive, but 
because the hobby concept 
presented him with a challenge, 
Kent Carney of 617 Nevers Rd. 
decided he would try to create a 
work of art without the benefit 
of diagrams or instructions, — 
just from his own ingenuity.

Looking about his home, Kent 
found some old wood planks and 
string. He purchased some 
sm a ll n a ils  and b u rlap  
material. He covered the wood 
with the burlap and arranged 
the nails and stings on the plank 
into an art object he titled 
“Fantas-tic” . He liked what he 
saw in the finished product and 
entered it in the South Windsor 
1971 Annual Arts and Crafts 
Exhibit at the Pleasant Valley 
School. He won first prize in the 
junior division for the tri­
colored string sphere.

With this winning entry, 
Kent’s interest grew and he 
decided he would try other 
ideas. He first penciled designs 
on paper, then, using the 
equipment, he constructed 
patterns and entered his works 
in  a r t  show s a ro u n d  
Connecticut. As he became 
more proficent in his work,. 
Kent changed his patterns by 
adding wood wedges to the 
backplanks and created three- 
demensional pictures in the 
stringed portions.

Kent admits he needs to be 
in sp ired  fo r m ost of his 

■ creations and one of his better 
selling items are dog heads in 
s t^ g .  A friend, George White, 
a dog trainer in California took 
an interest in Kent’s works and 
asked him to do a doberman 
pincher’s bead which White 
later purchased and took with 
him to the other side of the 
country.

With a Uttle prompting in the 
“ inspirational department” 
from his parents, Kent has 
made a tennis racket in red, 
white and blue strings after the 
family attraded the Virginia 
Slims tennis tournament in 
Rho(le Island. ’The arrangement 
of the strings to create the 
curved racket head was, accor­
ding to Kent, the most difficult 
and time consuming endeavor 
he had attempted, but added, 
"everyone, including myself, 
was pleased with the result.”

One of his most unusual 
works is on the wall in the fami­
ly recreation room. It is a study

in black and white, or dark and 
l ig h t ,  w h ich  K en t h as  
appropriately named “ The 
Resurrection.” It is a cross in 
three demensions which, when 
highlighted, has an air of 
mystery about it. Kent said the 
idea for it came when, as a 
m em ber of the Wapping 
Community Church, he looked 
long at the cross above the 
minister’s pulpit one morning 
as the light rays rested on the 
angles of the cross. In the 
study, he said he tried to re­
create what the light had done 
to the cross that day.

Kent is able to continue 
working on the string art and is 
paying for his materials with 
prize money and sold items. He 
holds a “Best of Show” award 
this year earned at the Annual 
South Windsor Art League’s 
Outdoor Exhibit for a entry he 
did not name. The $25 cash 
award provided the necessary 
capital to continue the work.

His ability and interest has 
not gone unnoticed by Kent’s 
art teacher. Miss Geraldine 
Maillet, at South Windsor High 
School where he is a sophomore 
this year. He said she has 
encouraged him to try another 
phase of the art and he has

Nader Critical 
Of Corporations
WEST HARTFORD (A P ) -  

The biggest destroyers of 
private property in tne United 
States are corporations, Ralph 
Nader told students from five 
area preparatory schools 
Tuesday night.

Although most people think 
power rests with the U.S. 
government, it actually belongs 
to the corporate giants, who 
make products, model images, 
c r e a te  em p loym en t and 
employment, and pollute the 
enviroment, Nader said.

“ G overnm ent pow er is 
d e r iv e d  from  c o rp o ra te  
power,”  Nader said, adding 
.that corporddons must change 
before there can be any sub­
stan tia l im provem ent in 
product sa fety and anti­
pollution.

Nader said corporations;
C rea te  im ages  to se ll 

products. The cosmetics in­
dustry, he said, has set up im­
possible standards of beauty.

O ften refuse to change 
products. Automobile manufac­
turers “ conspired”  several 
years ago to keep the internal 
combustion engine at all costs 
rather than develop a less

polluting engine, Nader said.
Create products which can 

kill. Cement based utility poles, 
he said, were constructed to 
“ reduce damage to them when 
hit by autos”  with no concern 
for the occupants of the autos.

The consumer crusader 
predicted the human race, will 
be hard pressed to survive if the 
eco logy  continues to be 
threatened at its present rate.

However, Nader said there 
has been some progress. The 
federal government is on the 
brink of establishing standards 
that would let a passenger walk 
away from a 60 mile per hour 
auto crash, he said.

Significant’ anti-pollution 
measures could be adopted 
nationwide, said Nader, and th'4i’ 
cost would be a mere 5 per cent 
of the corporations’ pretax in­
come.

Nader said he foresaw the 
inevitability of a legal in­
surance plan similar to Blue 
Cross.

At the present time, he said, 
many minor matters are not 
brought to court because 
lawyer fees are “ exorbitant.”

Coventry

Town’s Sewer Cost 
At $4.4 Million

The Town Council, along with 
the Sewer Assessment Study 
Committee and the engineers, 
have come up with the cost 
figures for the proposed sewer 
system, and the presentation on 
these costs was made before 
last night's meetings of both the 
Republican and Democratic 
Town (Committees

Total cost of the system is 
$12,338,000, of which Coventry’s 
share is $4,451,800. The sewer 
district includes an area run­
ning from the confluence of the 
Hop and Willimantic Rivers to 
Lake St. and then around the 
lake, extending to Cross St., 
South St. and Daley Rd., to Rt. 
31.

Of (Coventry’s share in the 
cost, the breakdown is as 
follows; sewage treatment 
plant, $159,000; Willimantic 
River interceptor, $37,000; Mill 
R iver Interceptor, $154,000; 
trunk sewers, $914,700; and 
lateral sewers, $2,957,100.

The rather wide divergence 
between; the total cost and 
(Coventry’s share of the cost is 
account^ for because of aid 
through federal and state 
sources, and sharing of costs 
with the town of Mansfield and 
Mansfield Training School. The 
bulk of the sharing between 
towns appears in the figures for 
the treatment plant and the 
Willimantic River interceptor. 
(Coventry will bear the cost of 
the .M ill R iver interceptor, 
trunks and laterals alone, since 
these will serve only the town of 
(Coventry.

Out of (Coventry’s share of the 
cost, the treatment plant, the 
two interceptors and the jtnmk 
lines will be paid for oiit of 
general taxptionk that is, all 
taxpayers w411 bear a part of 
the cost. The laterals will be

paid for by sewer users only.
The Town Council estimates 

that general taxation costs, 
which total $1,494,700, will be 
covered through borrowing for 
25 years at an estimated in­
terest of six percent. The cost 
to taxpayers for the first year 
of this borrowing would be 
$149,490; then, assuming 
growth in the grand list over a 
25-year period, it would be 
down to $M,384 in the 25th year.

For property assessed at $10,- 
000 as an example, the tax 
increase in the first year of the 
borrowing program would be 
$32.

The users’ costs would be 
more, however. The direct 
assessment to the user would 
range between $1,800 and $2,- 
000, which can be paid for over 
a 15-year period. The user will 
also be required to pay an in­
stallation charge of about $150, 
covering the hook-up from the 
street to the home.

The assessment figures are 
based on “ typical”  lots, in the 
example cited here, an average 
lo t o f 90-foot fro n ta g e . 
Deviations from the example 
would be evident where front 
footage differs greatly, and also 
if a particular resident, wishes 
to sewer more than one house, 
or "unit”  as in the case of a 
landlord.

The Town Council stresses 
that assessment figures at this 
point are tentative at best, and 
that final figures would not be 
set until after the Sewers were 
actually completed in 1976.

The council will hold Another 
presentation on the proposed 
program, which is scheduled to 
go to the voters in a referendum 
Dec. 12, tonight at a meeting of 
the Junior Women’s Club, to be 
held at St. Mary’s Church Hall 
pt 8 p.m.

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THE NEW OXFORD BOOK 
OF ENGUSH VERSE, 1250- 
1950. Chosen and Edited by Hel­
en Gardner. Oxford University 
Press. 974 Pages. $10.

The Oxford books of verse 
constitute the finest collection 
of anthologies we have today.

For more 
than a generation, beginning in 
1900, it was edited by the Corn­
ish scholar and critic Sir Arthur 
Quiller-Couch, whose terse 
pseudonym was "Q ”  and who, 
before killed by an American 
Jeq> in World War H, brou^t 
out “ The New Oxford Book of 
English Verse”  in 1939, in­
cluding authors of World War I 
vintage.

Now Oxford offers us what it

also calls “ The New Oxford 
Book of English Verse,”  “ cho­
sen and e d iM ”  by Dame Helen 
Gardner, Merton professor of 
English literature at Oxford.

With Dame Helen as with 
“ Q,”  it is well to describe the 
selections as “ chosen and 
edited”  because any anthology 
is necessarily very subjective. 
In the 1900 edition “ Q”  sur­
prisingly found no room for 
such bright lights as Rudyard 
Kipling, A.E. Housman, O ^ar 
Wilde or even Thomas Hardy.

All of these, plus Gerai^ 
Manley Hopkins and some 
relatively recent bards like 
Siegfried Sassoon and Rupert 
Brooke, made it in 1939. “ Q”  
apparently was trying both

times for something like an 
inadequate collection of verse in 
English, including some 
Americans—Poe, Whitmhn, 
Longfellow, Whittier, even 
William Deain Howells.

Dame Helen, in her choices 
from before Chaucer to after 
Dylan Thomas, wisely has dis­
pensed with the Americans — 
except for T.S. Eliot, who after 
all moved to England, and less 
defensibly Ezra Pound, much 
more identified with the Conti­
nent than Britain.

One’s chief reaction to her 
self-revelation is Inevitably 
compassion rather than syr 
thy. The reader keeps wond 
ing how a woman of ner obvious 
intelligence could have failed to 
get a grip on herself, even in 
misery such as few women' 
must face. The wives of other 
assassinated Presidoits have 
responded better. And the ex­
tent to which she medded in 
politics — writing endlessly to 
(^binet members, generals and

others in behalf of friends and 
proteges — is appalling. Also, 
her irresponsibility in money 
matters is incredible. This col­
lection of Civil War primary 
source material should be of 
major interest to students ^  
the period.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 
N ational Highway T raffic  
S a fe ty  A d m in is t r a t io n  
(NHTSA) rep o rts  it may 
r e q u i r e  m u ch  b r ig h t e r  
automobiie lights, starting with 
1975 modeis.

The proposed new lights 
wouid more than doubie the 
maximum aiiowable high-beam 
intensity, and wouid permit an 
intermediate iight between the 
conventional iow and high 
beams.

Other proposed lighting im­
provements would go into 
effect on 1978 vehicles, in­
cluding a requirement that stop 
lamps and turn signals on the 
rear end be at least five inches 
apart to prevent confusion of 
signal functions.

The agency invited comment 
not later than April 18.

“We think the present high 
beams are inadequate for night 
driv ing on the in te rs ta te  
system," said Douglas Toms, 
NHTSA administrator.

“ We think today’s driver 
should have more flexibility in 
choosing light output available 
fo r a v a r ie ty  of d riv ing  
conditions,” Toms said.

“We are proposing that, as an 
option, his car be available with

a three-beam lighting system 
which wouid incorporate a new 
middle beam, useful for two- 
lane roads, a t photometries 
slightly below today’s high 
beam mode, to reduce glare.”

The g re a te s t  head lig h t 
intensity now permitted is 75,- 
000 candlepower. The proposed 
rule would allow up to 200,000 
candlepower for driving on 
high-speed roads.

“We are interested in new 
types of lamps, in steerable 
headlamps that illuminate a 
corner as you turn, in the 
protection that glass shields 
may provide for headlamps, 
and in automatic headlamp 
cleaning systems,” Toms said.

The proposed rule also would 
permit use of halogen type 
io d in e -q u a r tz  h ead lam p  
system s s im ila r to those 
developed and used in Euro­
pean countries. Lamps now in 
use in the United States must be 
h e rm e tic a l ly  se a le d , as 
distinguished from the Euro­
pean  lig h ts  w hich have 
removable glass covers.

The agency also proposed 
improved one-lamp and two 
headlamp systems for motor­
cycles.

STAMFORD (AP) -  The 
Stamford Board of Represen­
tatives has unanimously passed 
a re so lu tio n  urging G ov. 
Thomas J. Meskill to use state 
funds to subsidize bus service in 
the city.

The reso lu tion , adopted 
recently with no debate, urges 
Meskill to “ take action toward 
a s su r in g  su sta in e d  sta te  
assistance toward the operation 
o f  bus tra n sp o rta t io n  in 
Stamford in the total amound 
required to keep and maintain 
such a bus s y s t ^ . ”

The resolution says local 
taxpayers are unable to bear 
the burden of subsidizing bus 
service.

’The Connecticut Ch., which 
serves 100,(HXI daily passengers 
in Stamfoi^, Hartfoi^ and New 
Haven, is under a court order to 
maintrin bus service at least 
until a court hearing Nov. 21. 
The company, maintaining it 
cannot continue operations 
without public assistance, 
wants to suspend service.

Meskill, contending the bus 
crisis is a local {woblem, has 
refused to use state fu n ^  to 
pi)ovlde subsidies. J le h a » .u r ^  
that local gbveirtini^nts form  
transit districts to regulate bus 
s e r v ic e  and p r o v id e  any 
subsidies. The state govern­
ment has offered to pay 25 per 
cent of any deficits.

’The Board of Representatives 
recently rejected a proposal 
that the town form a transit dis­
trict.

The $150,000 appropriation 
w ill be subject to a public 
h e a i ‘ in g ,  p o s s s i b ly  in 
December.

The 212-acre parcel is being 
offered to the town for about 
$600,000. Confirm ation was 
received in May from HUD (the 
Department o f Housing and 
Urban Development) that about 
$300,000 in federal funds have 
been allocated toward the 
purchase. The federal 50 per 
c e n t  sh are  is  under the 
condition that the state and the 
town each pay 25 per cent 
(IlSOiOOO each) toward the 
purchase, and that two satisfac­
tory appraisals are submitted.

The State Department of 
Environmental Protection has 
recom m ended to the State 
Bonding Commission that it ap­
prove the state’s $15,000 cost 
share. The recommoidation is 
part df a jpackage of three or 
four DEP proposals.

There’s no greater 
way for you (the directors) to 
express faith in them than to 
p la c e  th e  p r o p o s a l  f o r  
referendum.’ ’

and mused, “ Perhaps they have 
another piece of property they 
w ant to u n load .’ ’ he was 
referring to the proposed sale 
of Case Mt. and of Laurel Lake 
by Wells C. Dennison and 
Robert C. Dennison.

A fter Lupien sa id , "W e

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U.S.-Turltisli' 
Rural Program 
Announced

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Tlie 
United States and Turkey have 
agreed on a rural development 
plan under which Turkish 
opium poppy growers, forced 
out o f  bu sin ess by th e ir  
government, will be helped in 
switching to other farming,. 
Agriculture Secretary Earl 
Butz has announced.

Technical assistance will be 
supplied by the Department of 
Agriculture as part of an over­
all $35 million aid program 
aimed at eliminating poppy 
growing entirely from Turkey.

Officials said an agreement 
was signed in Ankara on Nov. 3 
by Hyias Karaoz, Turkish 
minister of agriculture, and 
()uinton M. West, administrator 
of the Economic Research 
Service in USDA.

Turkey, once a major source 
of opium in the world drug 
traffic, has been phasing dut 
poppy growing the past dreade. 
Ten years ago, poppies were 
grown legally in 42 provinces. 
The crop was banned in all but 
seven by 1971 and only four 
remained this year. The crop 
w ill be proh ib ited  in all 
provinces, after 1972.

The aid package-provided by 
the Agency for International 
Development—includes a direct 
grant to help compensate the 
Turkish government for losses 
in foreign exchange because of 
the phase-out as w ell as 
e c o n o m ic  and t e c h n ic a l  
assistance to ’Turkish farmers 
in the final seven provinces.

Spokesmen said they did not 
know how much of the money is 
in the form of payment to the 
Turkish governm ent or in 
technical assistance.

Lyle P. Schertz, a deputy 
administrators in ERS, told 
newsmen that alternatives to 
poppy production might Include 
wheat, sheep, dairy and beef 
cattle production.

CHICAGO (AP) -  Seeking 
sopport for insurance reform, 
bmyers from 12 midwestem 
states have endorsed a no-fault 
automobile insurance plan 
which would provide reim­
bursement to accident victims 
while preserving their right to 
sue tor further damages.

" P ro m p t and fu ll 
reimbursonent” to accident 
victims from their insurance 
com panies fo r m ed ica l 
expoises, wages lost and v ^ -  
cle d a m ^  without regard to 
fa u lt " i s  so c ia lly  and 
economically sound because it 
takes care of the immediate 
needs of the injured victim and 
his famUy,” said Leonard M. 
Ring of (^cago, an official of 
the American Trial Lawyers 
Associatkui. ,

“It will also definitely reduce 
the number of lawsuits arising 
from sudi accidents,” Ring told 
a regional meeting of the 
association on Sunday.

But he added that accident 
victims should retain the right 
to  seek  a d d itio n a l 
compensation either by direct 
negotiation with insurance 
companies or through the 
courts.

Ring said another provision 
of the reform would prohibit 
“arbitrary*cancelations of 
policy,” allowing insurance 
companies to cancel only 
policies of clients “who do not 
pay theU‘kj>remiums m  whose 
driver’s menses have been 
revoked.”

In endorsing the no-fault con- 
cq>t, the lawyow promised to 
woric in all SO states to attain 
“honest insurance reform.”

Official Projects 
15 Million Growth 
In Labor Force

NEW YORK (A P ) -  The 
A m e rica n  la b o r  fo r c e  is 
expected to increase by 15 
m illion  persons during the 
1970s—the largest increase in a 
10-year period ever recorded 
and 20 per cent greater than the 
1900s, a Department of Labor 
official has reported.

Herbert Bienstock; regional 
director of the department’s 
Bureau of Labor Statistics, also 
said that by 1980 two out of 
e v e r y  t h r e e  A m e r ic a n s  
probably will hold a job in the 
service sector of the economy 
rather than in the goods- 
producing sector.

B ien stock 's  rem arks on 
patterns in the American labor 
scene were made in an address 
to the 18th annual conference of 
the A dvertisin g  R esearch  
Foundation.

The country’s labor force will 
also show increasing activity by 
both women and m inority 
groups, Bienstock predicted.

’The number of women in the 
labor force increased eightfold 
between 1960 and 1971, said 
Bienstock, noting that by 1971, 
women made up two-fifths of 
the Am erican work force , 
compared to one-fifth 50 years 
ago.

The nine million blacks in the 
labor force in 1970 made up 11 
per cent of the total. During the 
1970s, the number of black 
workers is expected to increase 
by one-third, compared with a 
projected increase of one-fifth 
for white workers, Bienstock 
said.

While large numbers of teen­
agers will continue to flow into 
the labor maiicet during the 
1970s, Bienstock said, their 
proportion of the labor force is 
expected to decline. He said 
that between 1980 and 1985, the 
number of working teen-agers 
will drop by more than 900,000 
in contrast to the 1960-68 period, 
when 1.8 million were added.

Black teen-agers in the labor 
force will increase some 40 per 
cent during the 1970s compared 
to. uhite teen-agers at 10 per 

'% oit, Bienstock said.
Also during the 1970s, while 

9M million college graduates 
enter the labor market, only 
som e 9.6 million openings for 
Joiw generally filled by college 
graduates are expected to 
belBorae available, he said.

Bienstock also said that the 
quality of jobs also became a 
m ajor concern in the next 
decade, noting that a substan- 
U ai num ber o f  persons of 
working age in center cities are 
not In the labor force, in school. 
In the army or seeking work.

He referred to recent findings 
that indicated that among men

Retail Food 
Regulations 
Announced

HARTFORD (AP) -  Retail 
food establishments must soak 
utensils in 170-degree water for 
at least 30 seconds to clean 
them, under new sanitary con­
ditions issued by the state.

If an establishment chooses 
not to use the hot water treat­
ment, the regulations say, then 
utensils must be given a one- 
minute bath in a nontoxic 
sanitizing solution.

The regulations, covering a 
wide range of requirements and 
dealing with such conditions as 
in t e r i o r  c o n s t r u c t i o n ,  
cleanliness of personnel, and 
plum bing fa c ilit ie s , w ere 
published M onday in the 
Connecticut Law Journatv ’They 
were put into effect by state 
Consumer P rotection  C om -’ 
missioner Barbara Dunn and 
Asst. Director Charles R. Frink 
of the State Agricultural Elx- 
periment Station.

Other parts of the regulations 
stipulate that store operators 
must provide dressing and 
locker facilities for employes 
and that the lockers must have 
slapted tops so they won’t 
become loaded with dirt and 
debris.

As for long-haired employes, 
they must wear caps, hair nets 
o r  “ o th er  e f fe c t iv e  h air 
restraints’ ’ to keep their locks 
fr o m  fa l l in g  in to  fo o d .  
Employes are also prohibited 
from smoking while working 
around food.

T he r e g u la t io n s  a ilo w  
authorities to cite violators in 
writing and to take disciplinary 
action within five days o f 
notification.

HELENA, Mont. (AP) — The 
Old Brewery ’Theater, cradled 
In a gulch about as far off 
Broadway as you can get, is to 
be crushed to rubble next 
month, a v ictim  of urban 
renewal.

Out here, where culture 
wears cowboy boots, the small 
summer theater for 18 seasons 
offered  something akin to 
Broadway action for both the 
stage-struck and theater-goers 
alike.

No Barbra Streisands ever 
performed in the leaky old 
seven-story structure with the 
legend "Capital Brewing and 
Malting Co." inscribed up the 
brick and stone walls. But 
many of the young actors and 
actresses, members of the Ban­
dit Players and the Rocking 
Horse Players, went on to 
television and stage jobs.

Some 750 persons have acted 
out parts in the theater since Its 
establishm ent at the old 
brewery in 1954. The Bandit 
Players took their name from 
the area around the theater — 
known as Bandit’s Alley for the 
ty p e  o f  c h a r a c t e r s  that 
descended on the south end of 
the gold-rich town as its image 
tarnished.

The Rocking Horse Players, a 
children’s enterprise that put 
on one show each year, took 
their name from the last beer 
m ade in the 94 -yea r-o ld  
brewery — Rocking Horse 
Brew. The brewery function 
ended with prohibition.

The brewery and that part of 
town fell into decay with the 
demise of the gold mines. The

Yale Backs
Revenue
Proposal

NEW HAVEN (AP) -  Yale 
University is considering a plan 
that would produce revenue for 
the city on tax-exempt Yale 
property through sta te  and 
federal compen^tion.

The proposal calls for the Ivy 
League university to support 
N ew  H a v e n  M a y o r  
Bartholomew F. Guide’s ef­
forts for federal legislation and 
for broadening of state aid to 
include land which now means 
little or no tax income for cities 
and towns.

About one-third of the value 
of the property in all of the city 
is tax-exempt and nearly one- 
half of that exempt property is 
owned by Yale.

The plan beirig considered by 
the university was presented 
formally last weekend to its 
governing body, the Yale Corp., 
by a special subcommittee 
headed by Cyrus R. Vance, a 
former U.S. delegate to the 
Paris peace talks.

The university stressed that 
th e  s u b c o m m i t t e e ’s 
recommendation will be con­
sidered by the Yale Corp., but 
no action has been taken yet.

Guida, questioned about the 
recommendation, said only that 
any plan that eventually is 
approved by the university 
would require “a complete 
analysis” by his staff.

Besides the recommendation 
to support Guida’s efforts to 
win federal assistance, the 
subcommittee proposed that 
Yale also back the mayor in his 
campaign for broader sta te 
payments in lieu of taxes, 
which cover state property, to 
ta x -e x e m p t p r o p e r ty  of 
hospitals and private colleges 
and universities.

The plan also provides for 
increased voluntary payments 
by the university to the city in 
place of taxes on certain Yale- 
owned property.

Q. I am going to Italy to live.

I will be There indefinitely. Will 
my Social Security checks 
continue to come on the third of 
the month?

A. It usually takes longer to 
deliver checks outside the U.S. 
Delivery tim e varies from 
country to country and your 
check may not arrive the same 
day each month.

Q. My brother in Germany 
did not receive his Social 
Security check this month. 
What should he do?

A. He should contact the 
nearest U.S. Foreign Service 
P o st o r w rite  to : Social 
Security Administration, P.O. 
Box 1756, Baltimore, Maryland 
21203, U.S.A.

Q. Is there a booklet that 
explains what is important to 
know while a person is outside 
the United States? If so, where 
can I get a copy?

A. Yes there is. I t’s entitled 
“ Your Social Security check 
while you’re outside the United 
States.” You may get a copy by 
phoning the E as t H artford 
Social Security office at 244- 
3717 or write to the office at 657 
Main S t., E a s t H artfo rd , 
Conn.06108.

Q. -What are some of the 
events that I should report 
while I live outside the U.S.?

A. Some important events to 
report are: C3iange of mailing 
address; Working while outside 
the U.S.; A person receiving 
checks becom es unable to 
manage own funds; Death; 
Marriage of a person getting 
benefits as a child, widow, etc.

Q. Where can I go to report a 
change of address while outside 
the U.S.?

A. You can go to any U.S. 
Foreign Service Post.

Q. Will Medicare cover me 
while I am outside the United 
States?

A. Medicare does not cover 
health services you get outside 
the U.S.

Q. Are there any foreign 
countries where Social Security 
checks are not mailed?

A. R egu la tions p roh ib it 
mailing checks to anyone in 
Albania, Communist China, 
Cuba, North Korea, North Viet­
nam, East Germany, or East 
Berlin.

PI’TTSBURGH (AP) — Jack Ham admits he watched in 
wide-eye amazement as the Kansas (Chiefs took the field.

“ Geez they were huge,”  recalled the relatively small 
220-pound linebacker for the Pittsburgh Steelers. “ I saw 
them running across the field in pregame introductions 
and they looked like giants.”

Nonetheless, Jack was indeed a giant killer as he helped 
Pittsburgh to a 16-7 victory over the Chiefs Sunday and 
earned recognition as the Associated Press Defensive 
Player of the Week in the National Football League.

Meanwhile, the AP Offensive Player of the Week was 
Steeler running back Franco Harris, who once played on 
the Penn State team with Ham.

The dual recognition, which comes just one week after 
Steeler guard Bruce Van Dyke was named top offensive 
player, evidences the rise o f a Steeler team that is bidding 
for the first division title in its 40-year history.

Ham, who has started every regular season game in his 
two years with Pittsburgh, is a prime reason for the 
Steeler emergence.

Set to Meet Challenge

Bengtson Meets 
Patriots Today

BOSTON (AP) — Phil Bengtson, new head coach of the 
New England Patriots, meets his players today for the 
first time.

Bengtson arrived in Boston Tuesday night froih Califor­
nia, just a day after John Mazur vacated the post of head 
coach. Bengtwn was lifted from the front office of the San 
Diego Chargers, also of the National Football League, to 
pilot the hapless Pats through their remaining five games.

Tall, distinguished looking with his hairline inching 
back, Bengtson met with newsmen at Logan Airport. With 
the 59-year-old coach were Pats’ president Bill Sullivan 
and Upton Bell, general manager.

Bengtson is not unknown in the football world, having 
been tapped by the great Green Bay Packers’ coach Vince 
Lombardi as an assistant in 1959 and then named head 
coach of the Packers in 1968 when Lombardi stepped down. 
He has credentials. Why would he come to the Patriots?

‘”rhe word challenge is used often,”  Bengtson said, “ but 
this is a thrilling profession. The difficulty of the task 
appealed to me.”

There’s little doubt about the challenge. The Pats are 2-7 
for the year, and are still staggering from a 52-0 blitz by 
the Miami Dolphins. They’ve only scored 109 points this 
year while giving up 296.

“ Everybody wants to be a winner, on top,”  Bengtson 
said. “ I want that too.”

He was asked if he had considered coaching the Patriots 
beyond this season.

“ I don’t believe so,”  Bengtson said. “ I’m interested only 
in the five (remaining) games.”

The new coach admitted he knew little about the 
Patriots, having last seen them when they were drubbed 
by Pittsburgh 33-3. He declined to comment on individual 
players. He did say that the defense—his specialty—would 
receive top priority, and that he would like to streamline 
the repertoire of offensive and defensive plays.

“ Nothing is more important to a winning team than 
morale,”  Bengtson said. “ How do you build it? It takes 
confidence...in teammates...in the organization.”

Bell conferred with Bengtson Tuesday night to discuss 
the team, individual players and, of course, Sunday’s game 
with the Buffalo Bills.

“ I’m very happy to join the New England Patriots,”  
Bengtson told newsmen. “ I hope I can help out.”

He’ll have his first chance Sunday.

BOSTON (AP) -r- John Mazur said Tuesday he believed 
the New England Patriots football team is “ divided 
because of the things that are going on,”  and said he did 
not believe the Patriots had given him a fair shake during 
his tenure as head coach.

Mazur, 42, resigned Monday after two years of directing 
the National Football League team. He was replaced for 
the remainder of the season by Phil ^ngston, former 
Green Bay Packers coach.

“ The ball club is divided because of the things that are 
going on,”  Mazur told Tim Horgan, columnist for the 
Boston Herald Traveler and Record American. “ And I’m 
primarily interested in the ball club. I felt, well, maybe I’d 
stir the guys up if I stepped out. Maybe, then they’d win a 
few.”

Mazur declined to say what the things were that had 
divided the Patriots, saying, “ What’s the sense? It’s over 
ndw. I’m gone.”

Asked by Horgan if he got a fair shake from the Patriots, 
Mazur said, “ Frankly, no. But the situation was getting no 
better, and the team looked worse and worse. I just hope 
things will change now. There are a lot of great football 
fans in New England. They deserve better than we gave 
them.”

Of his job as Patriots coach, Mazur said, “ This was 
something I’d worked for all my life. To give it up, to turn 
my back on it . . .  it wasn’t easy. It isn’t easy to put into 
words.

“ I never quit on anything in my life. I come from a 
family that lived on relief, $9 a week. I know what hard 
times are. I know what work is. I know what it means to 
get kicked around.”

Mazur and the Patriots found out what it was to be 
kicked around this season. They’ve lost six in a row„ and 
are tied for last place in the NFL’s American Conference 
East with a 2-7 record.

Only a pair of one-point upset victories over Washington 
and Atlanta have separated the Patriots from non-winning 
record, and both their defense and offense have 
encountered increasing problems.

In the past four weeks, the Patriots offense led by 
sophomore quarterback Jim Plunkett has scored only 
three touchdowns. And the defense has allowed a league­
leading 296 points this season, including 222 in the losing 
streak.

BONN, G erm any (AP) 
— Harking back to when 
the good German hausfrau 
minded “kitchen, church and 
children” and left the rest to 
hubby.

Chancellor Willy Brandt's 
government has drafted sweep­
ing reforms of this country’s 
marriage and divorce laws, but 
they may not be implemented 
for years unless Brandt is re­
turned to power in a tough re- 
election battle. .. .

Senior Justice Ministry offi­
cial Alfons Bayerl says the 
present laws are “highly unsat­
isfactory,” pointing out that 
“views on marriage and family 
life and the position of women 
in wedlock and society have 
changed without constructively 
influencing legislation.”

Present laws reflect the Vic­
torian idea that the man’s task 
is to earn money while his wife 
stays meekly at Ijome. The 
draft amendments to West Ger­
many’s “family and marriage 
law,” already approved by 
Brandt’s cabinet, are based on

the principles of equal rights 
and responsibilities for mar­
riage partners and protection of 
the economically weaker part­
ner — who in this country is 
mostly the woman.

Though the amendments met 
little serious objection from 
lawmakers, they were jostled 
aside by more pressing issues 
in parliam ent, which next 
meets some time in 1973 — 
perhaps under a different gov­
ernment placing less priority 
than Brandt on social reform.

One unprecedented provision 
would let a bride keep her 
maiden name by adding it to 
her husband’s surname — or 
even allow the husband to take 
his wife’s surname if he wishes.

Most sweeping of all is a 
proposed divorce reform doing 
away with the old principle of 
the “guilty party,” who is made 
to bear the major financial bur­
den in present divorces.

Instead of hunting for a  cul­
prit, a judge would decide only 
whether the marriage partners 
have drifted too far apart to 
allow reconciliation. If both 
partners want a divorce, a one- 
year separation  would be 
grounds for the judge to declare 
a “ failure” of the marriage. If 
only one partner consents, 
three years of separation would

constitute a legal basis for di­
vorce — unless the unwilling 
partner can show concrete evi­
dence that the marriage has not 
irrevocably “failed.”

Instead of determining who is 
to blame for the break-up and 
fixing alimony accordingly, the 
judge would base the payments 
only od the financial situation ol 
the two partners. Alimony 
would be temporary only, end­
ing once the economically 
weaker partner receiving it is 
able to support himself or her­
self.

As it is now, once a woman is 
divorced she forfeits the right 
to the payout from the family 
pension scheme she may have 
contributed to from her earn­
ings while married.

The draft law would give di­
vorced women greater security 
in their old age by sharing pen­
sion benefits between both part­
ners after a divorce.
