Fourteen persons died in
accidents during the long
Christmas weekend in Connec-
ticut, including eight who died
in traffic mishaps and threé
who perished in fires, In
addition, a Connecticut woman

"died in an auto accident in

Massachusetts,

Annle Turner, 89, of Water-
ford was killed early Sunday in
a two-car crash on Rt. 1A in her
hometown, police said.

The driver of the second car,
Benjamin Burton, 49, of
Uncasville, was charged with
driving under the influence and
reckless driving, police sald,

Need Food
For Quake

Victims

MANAGUA, Nicaragua (AP)
— Nicaragua’s ruler says the
survivors of the earthquake
that devastated Managua need
food, not medicine or blood
plasma.

““We need food for the
people,” said Gen. Anastasio
Somoza, the country’s strong
man. He told foreign nations
not to send any more medical
supplies, that the supply was
sufficient,

The quake Saturday
destroyed about 75 per cent of
Managua, a ¢ity of 300,000, and
the toll was estimated at 5,000
to 10,000 dead, ‘with 20,000
injured. Somoza said the coun-
try alteady was suffering from
a drolight and 250,000 people
were Unemployed.

State Accidents,
Fires, Kill 14

Martin Wandemark, 61, and
his 60-year-old wife, Elsie,
were found dead in their home
in’ the New Preston area of
Washington after a fire
completely destroyed the
home, state police said.

Lorraine F. Rayborn, 48, of
Winsted was struck and killed
by a car going westbound on the
Tolland Tpke. Manchester,
shortly after 2 a.m. Sunday,
police said.

In another traffic incident, a
woman about to be examined at
the emergency room of
University-McCook Hospital in
Hartford ran out of the hospital
clad in a hospital gown early
Sunday and was struck and
killed by a car, according to
hospital administrator Robert
Sanderson. Sanderson said Mrs,
Yolande Ramos, 28, had been
brought to the hospital
complaining of stomach pains
and was left in an examining
room to wait for a doctor.

A few minutes later,
Sanderson said, she ran from
the hospital, eluded pursuing
security guards, and was struck
by the car.

Nation Mourns
33rd President

KANSAS CITY (AP) — Harry S. Truman died today,
conquered finally by the infirmities of age.

The nation’s 33rd president died at 8:50 a.m. EST. His
wife and daughter were notified at their home. Truman

was 88.

The bospiial attributed death to the “‘complexity of
organic fallures causing a collapse of the cardio-vascular

system.”

Truman entered the hospital three weeks ago today and
had been in a coma since early Saturday,

As his condition worsened
Christmas Day, Truman's
daughter Margaret Truman
Daniel, returned from her
home in New York. She saw
him for about 20 minutes
Monday night.

Death came quietly to the
former president. Dr. Wallace
Graham, his physician from the
White House days, was at his
side.

A family spokesman, Randall
Jessee, said the 87-year-old
Mrs. Truman stood up well to
the announcemeént.

The former president will lie
in state for 24 hours, beginning
Wednesday at noon EST, in the
rotunda of the library that
houses the memorabilia of the
Truman presidency. Burial will
be at 4 p.m. EST Thursday at a
spot on the library grounds
visible from the window of
Truman's long-time office.

Truman had been vice
president for only 82 days In the
closing days of World War II,
when he became president on
the death of Franklin D.
Roosevelt.

During his eight years in the
world’s most powerful post,
Truman set the United States
against global communism,
aiding countries that were
threatened by the threat of Rus-
slan domination.

One of the most momentous
acts of his presidency was to
order the dropping of the
atomie¢ bomb on Hiroghima.

Truman was president in a
turbulent period for the nation:
the end of World War II, the
domestic turmoil that
accompanied return to peace,
and the evolution of the cold
war with Russia.

He was a blunt, outspoken
Democrat who rose through a
powerful, corrupt political
machine from county judge to
senator, becoming vice presi-
dent in Franklin D. Roosevelt's
fourth term. When Roosevelt
died on April 12, 1945, Truman
— in office only 82 days — was
sworn in as the nation's 33rd
president.

He served nearly two full
terms, then returned home to
Independence in 1963,
what he called *‘fantastic offers
to lend my name to this cause
or that."

For more than a decade
thereafter he devoted his time
to writing, some lecturing and a
television series, and to the
Harry S, Truman Library which

houses his papers and
memorabilia.

But the infirmities of age
finally took their toll of a man
whose life had been one of great
vigor and ebullient good health.
After a tiring round of 80th
birthday parties in 1964 he suf-
fered a bathroom fall —
probably occasioned by a small
stroke ~ and his public
appearances became a trickle.

In 1968, appearing thin and
feeble, Truman gave up his dal-
ly visits to his office in the
Truman Library, six blocks
from his home. He cut down on
the number and length of his
traditional crack-of-dawn
walks, and finally abandoned
them altogether.

No Recluse

Yet Truman was no recluse.
He took drives almost daily
with his wife Bess — to the
grocery store, post office or the
public library — content to wait
in the car while she went about
errands. Mrs, Truman, whom
he married in 1919, was only
nine months younger than he.

His was a graceful transition
from the mightiest office in the
free world to the life of “Mr,
Citizen,"” as he titled the first of
his three books, ;

“I don't want to hang around
Washington trying to tell the
next man what to do,’" he said.
He maintained to his death a
policy: of ol commenting on
any matter concerning forelgn
affairs.

Visitors to the century-old
Truman home were restricted
to a few cloge friends. He con-
tinued to receive visiting
dignitaries, however, including
the men who succeeded him as
president.,

Truman made one of his rare,
later-years trips to the Truman
Library on March 21, 1989,
when President Nixon
presented him with the piano he
had played in the White House.

Nixon and his wife also
visited privately with Truman,
then nearing his 85th birthday,
""We discussed East-West
relations,”" Nixon later told
reporters. *‘I found Mr. Truman
to be up on everything.”

Lyndon B. Johnson, when he
was pregident, was a frequent
visitor to the home and the
Truman Library. ‘I always
come away having learned
something,'’ Johnson said after
one visit,

HARTFORD (AP) — "We
have lost an American leader
who represented the best
qualities of our people,” Sen.
Abraham Ribicoff, D—Conn.,
said today on learning of the
death of Harry Truman.

*Plain spoken, practical and
driven by the high ideals of
brotherhood and tolerance,
President Truman gave effec-
tive and courageous leadership
for this nation and the world at
a time of crisis and rapid
change," Ribicoff said. “Harry
Truman will be ranked among
the greatest Presidents and
world statesmen in American
history."

Ribicoff recalled that he was
seeking his first term in
Congress in 1948 when Truman
sought his first elected term as
president. He said Truman

came to Connecticut and cam-
paigned with him.

'*1 saw the people's
enthusiastic response to him
and I knew the pollsters were
wrong and that President
Truman would win,"" the
veteran Connecticut lawmaker
said.

Chester Bowles

great personal shock,

Characteristically of the man from
Missouri, who first became president
by the accident of death and later was
re-elected overwhelmingly despite
polls and naysayers to the contrary,

Mr. Truman never in his lifetime
apologized for making that historic
decision.

A virtual unknown as a national
figure when President Franklin D.
Roosevelt died, the former U.S.
Senator soon took a firm rein on the
nation. He forged ahead with the crea-

-tion of the United Nations, he in-
stituted the Marshall Plan to
reconstruct war-ravaged Europe, he
developed the keystone of American
foreign policy in the Truman Doc-
trine, and eventually earned, though
grudgingly, the respect of his political

How we assess Mr. Truman today
means very little however since
history, as time passes and events
arise, is an ever changing thing.

And in assessing this man and his
impact on our lives, we tend to dwell
on the major decisions and actions he
had to take in meeting his duty as he
saw it.

There is something about the job that
brings out the best in a man, no
matter.-how mediocre his track record
may have been prior to his ascension
to the job.

Mr. Truman, like Lincoln, was a
man of humble beginnings and yet
rose to the challenges of the duties im-
posed upon him by fate and a troubled
world.

Truman Reminiscences

By BRUCE BIOSSAT

Personal reminiscences of
Harry Truman seem inevitably
to well up at this time, and 1
have my share.

On March 17, 1045, he came to
Chicago for a St. Patrick’s day
speech. A morning press con-
ference was called for the vice-
president, .and fewer than 10

reporters appeared,
ltmanembaruuincpam-
ful hour. We seeméd to sensé

that President Roosevelt had -

not cued him in on big events,
and we could think of little to
ask him. There were odd
silences between quenlom
One of the “‘tough” querhl I
posed was:

“How do you like your job?"

His quick response: "I don’t
like it. ldonthaveanythinzto
do.'"

Less than a saonth later, FDR
died and Truman had the
weight of a world at war on his
shoulders.

Even .as the shock of
Roosevelt's death was still

spreading, I went to Kansas
Cltyandlndependanee Mo., to
talk to people who had known
Truman in his earlier years. I
found that his friends were
legion. And, in the
light of later history, they
forecast almost perfectly what
kind of president he would be.

Most of those I saw had been
his battery mates when he was
an artillery captain in World
War 1. They testified to his
strength and courage. One
telling me hpw Truman had
rallied his men when they were
about to panic under enemy
fire. Without exception they
saw in him high qualities of
leadership, and they insisted
these were not weakened by the
fact he served as a father-
confessor to many of his men.

After the war, they stayed
bound together. Truman was
still their friend and helper, and
they remembered him as a man
of great personal honor.
Somewhere around 1930 he paid
off the last dollar of debt he
owed after his little haber-
dashery store failed in 1921.

He was properly described as
incorruptible, though his
modest political start was given
him by the iil-starred Tom
Pendergast machine in Kansas
City. Investigations always

At an infrequent
press conference, the President
brought up Greek aid, though no
question was asked. ‘‘Without
aid to Greece...,"” he said, "‘you
have no viable policy to save
Israel.”

In Athens, the colonels were
apoplectic, fearful the
Republican campaign' barrage
would undermine their
relations with the Arabs. Greek
newspapers, which had
routinely received a wire ser-
vice dispatch on Mr. Nixon’s
statement, were sent this
frantic message from the
government's Athens News
Agency at 5:45 a.m., July 28:
"“To the editors: Please ignore
cable from Washington
concerning Nixon." The con-
trolled Greek press obediently
killed the story.

On Aug. 5§,
government officially
repudiated Mr. Nixon by
declaring, quite unmistakably,
that Greek bases could never be
used against the Arabs. Pressed
by Athens to patch up Greek-
Arab relations, the White House
on Aug. 7 backed away from
Mr. Nixon's remarks. Deputy
press secretary Gerald Warren
indicated that the President
meant to say Greek bases
would help all allies, not just
Israel. That modification,
intended to placate the Greeks,
was ignored by the U, S. press.

Nearly three weeks later,
Sen. Church arrived in Israel to
find officials irritated over
being the shuttlecock in three-
cornered political badminton
between Greeks, Americans,
and Arabs. On Aug. 24, he
visited Maj. Gen. Aharon
Yariv, director of Israeli
military intelligence. On Aug.
26, he visited Lt. Gen. David
Elazar, chief of the Israeli
general staff.

The conversations were off
the record. But in his
September report to the
Foreign Relations Committee,
Church quoted “high mllltary
officials’ as follows: “It was
made clear that, contrary to a
recent statement by President
Nixon...the crucial factor for
Israel is only the maintenance
of a strong U. S, 6th Fleet in the
Mediterranean. They do not
consider U, §, bases in Greece
as essential to their security.”

NEW YORK (AP) — As you
peer at the busted toys and

Avid Reader

One life-long habit Truman
did not give up in his old age
was that of reading. His per-
sonal library was stacked with
books — particularly on his
favorite subject, history — and
Mrs. Truman and friends con-
tinued to provide him with ad-
ditional reading matter.

Since leaving the White
House, Truman had been
hospitalized for gall bladder
removal, a hernia operation
and several times for ab-
dominal trouble. His physical
ailments took their toll. From a
presidential 180, his weight
iropped to less than 140,
making him appear painfully
frail. But his illnesses had no
effect on his mind; friends said
he remained mentally alert.

He delighted in the twice-
yearly visits of daughter
Margaret, Mrs, Clifton Daniel,
and her four sons, The Daniels
live in New York where he is an
associate editor of the New
York Times.

Truman was 80 years old
when he became president.
World War II was in its final
stages, but relations between
this country and the Soviet
Union — wartime allies —
already were falling into dis-
trust. More than anything else,
the fight against the worldwide
spread of communism occupied
the Truman administration.

Truman's foreign policy was
almed at rehabilitating war-
torn countries and checking
Communist encroachments at
the same time. For the former
he instituted a number of self-
help programs such as the
Truman Doctrine and the
Marshall Plan.

Decisive Declsion

His most decisive action
toward halting the advance of
communism was to send U.S.
troops into Korea in 1960 to
repulse the Communist-led
North Koreans who crossed the
38th parallel into South Korea.
Another time he thwarted the
Russians by airlifting supplies
into Berlin for 14 months,

:ypanlng a Commutist

It fell to Truman to order the

first wartime use of the atomle
bomb, three months after he
took office— yet he did not even
know of its development until
he was sworn in. The bomb drop
on. the Japanese cities of
Hiroshima and Nagasaki,
Truman said later, saved one
million American and one-half
million British lives. He had an-
nounced 's surrender
May 8, 1945 — his 61st birthday.

At home, Truman was oc-
cupied with reconverting a war-
time nation to peace. There
were strikes in one critical in-
dustry after another. With
relaxed price controls, the
costs of goods, services and
housing rocketed.

Truman ran into a balky
Congress with nearly every
piece of mn{or legislation, He
referred to the 1947-48
Republican-dominated
assemblage as the ‘‘do-nothing
80th Congress' and used that as
his /battle cry when he stumped
the country for election in the
fall of 1048.

Upset Republicans

He upset all predictions by
defeating Thomas E. Dewey,
the Republican candidate, by
more than two million votes.

Truman, descended from
pioneer stock with Southern
sympathies, worked on his
parents’ farm near Grandview,
Mo., from 1908 to 1917 after
trying a variety of jobs in near-
by Kansas City — as bank clerk,
railroad timekeeper, drugstore
clerk. !

Despite weak eyes, he went
into the Army as a lieutenant,
fought with distinction in
France and returned home a
major. He commanded Battery
D of the 120th Field Artillery,
35th Infantry Division, and his
men — mostly from the Kansas
City area — called him "Cap-
tain Harry.”

He falled as a partner in a
haberdashery business. But
through an Army friend who

Senate and Truman
won against overwhelming

Truman, always an ardent
Democrat, voted for nearly
every New Deal measure put
forth by the Roosevelt ad-
ministration.

He also opposed the
nomination of John F. Kennedy,
then 43, in 1960, ‘‘Senator,” he
asked in a speech before the
convention, '‘are you certain
that you are quite ready for the
country or that the country is
quite'r for you in the role of
president in 1961?"

When the convention
nominated the senator,
however, Truman said: ‘‘Every
time he talks, Jack Kennedy
makes meé more certain he
ought to be president — that he
has the stuff of greatness."”

Throughout his political life,
Truman was a decision maker,
And he didn't hesitate to say no
— even to his friends. ¢

I witnessed two of these
turndowns during Truman's
term as vice president.

Two delegations from
Missouri were waiting to see
him one morning, and he
agreed to let me sit in on thelr
visits,

The first group was a labor
delegation which wanted him to
use his influence with President
Roosevelt to lift the war-time
wage cellings then in effect.
“Nope,” be told them. *1

. ‘won't do it, Prices would go up

too. It would start a spiral that
would get out of control. It
wouldn't be good for you, and it

country.”

The second delegation was
made up of su rs of a
proposed Missouri Valley
Authority Act, which would
have been similar to the
Tennessee Valley Authority
Act,

Truman backed the legisla-
tion and the delegation asked
him, as presiding officer of the
Senate, to refer the bill to the
Agriculture Committee rather
than the Commerce
Committee, where they thought
it stood less chance of success.

““This bill rightly belongs in
the Commerce Committee,’' he
sald after the delegation had
presented its case, "I did not
become vice president to refer
bills to committees that should
not have jurisdiction over
them."

As president, Truman was
the man who decided to drop
the atom bomb | to send
American troops into Korea
under a U.N. banner and to
recall Gen. Douglas
MacArthur.

Truman ordered the bombing
of Japan in the belief that it
would shorten the war and save
lives. “I am convinced it did
just that,"” he sald shortly
before leaving office. ‘It was a
hard order to give because of
the deaths that would be
inflicted. But, because I was
convinced it would save many
thousands more lives, there
was only-one answer.”

The Korean war, Truman
said, "‘was the first real test for
the United Nations. A decision
had to be made then and there

whether the ‘peace-loving '

nations would pool their forces

prompied nont;:ry

at home and a 42-day
congressional investigdtion of
the incident involving the
popular general.

But Truman, who said he
removed MacArthur because-
he was '‘unable to give his
wholehearted support to the
policies’" of the United States
and the United Nations, stuck to
his decision.

In 1960, he wrote he should
have removed MacArthur two
years earlier.

The Truman administration
was marked by the Marshall
Plan, the Berlin Airlift and, at
home, the ‘‘fair deal,”
particularly for minorities.

But the onetime farm boy's
prime concern was peace.
Discussing his administration,
he said in 1851: I hope it will
be remembered for its sincere
effort for world peace. And, if
we can get through this effort
without a third world war, I
think that is what it will be
remembeted for." .

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Smithsonian
To Be Given

Paintings

BRIDGEPORT (AP) —
ous paintings from the 57-
year-old Holy Cross Church
here will be given to the
Smithsonian Institution in
Washington, D.C. when the
church is torn down by the
city's Redevelopment Agency,
according to a spokesman for
the agency.

The paintings will become
part of a permanent exhibition
on the Slovenian-American
people, agency Director of
Operations Engineering
William V. Rodgerson said.

The paintings depiet religious
scenes, including some of the
patron saints of Slovenian
churches that once stood in
Hungary. They were painted on
canvas by John Gosar of
Buffalo, N.Y. three years after
the church opened in 1915.

Holy Cross Church, claiming
to be the only Slovenian
nationality parish in New
England, recently located in a
new facility in nearby
Fairfield. The old church was
purchased by the Bridgeport
Redevelopment Agency.

The Smithsonian first
became interested in the pain-
tings through Anton Kampare
of Orange, an employe of the
Institution who attended
services at the Bridgeport
church, Rodgerson said.

Kampare notified the
Smithsonian's curator of ethnic
works, Richard Ahlborn, who
asked If the institution could
have the paintings. As a result
of the inquiry, the institution
will take 30 of them, Kampare
said.

He noted that the art pieces
were not paintings done on the
wall but were done on canvas
and then “laminated’” to the
church walls and ceiling.

Bridgeport's Public Works
Department. has erected scaf-
folding to remove the paintings
on the church's 40-foot high
arches, Rodgerson said.

Uneclaimed
Benefits

Pile Up

- WASHINGTON. (AP) — The
Civil Service Commission is

holding unclaited benefits for =

some 338,000 former federal
workers, and a congressional
watchdog agency thinks the
government ought to find some
of them and hand over the cash,

The General Accounting
Office sald the commission is
Kolding about $26 million - in
pension rights, adding that
many beneficiaries could be
found without much trouble or
expense.

In a report to Congress, the
GAO said the funds are owed to
people who apparently did not
claim refunds or annuities to
which they are entitled after
contributing to the federal
retirement system.

In most cases, the amounts
owed are small. Some 33,000
persons are due §100 or more.
Some may have thousands
coming.

The GAO said its experience
indicated that a search for
missing beneficiaries using
available records would cost
about §7 apiece, The agency
suggested that the commission
seek authorization for a search
in about 51,000 cases. Since the
retirement fund is earning
interest on the unclaimed
benefits, it could finance the
search itself.

The GAO ran a sample gearch
for about 100 beneficiaries and
found about half that number.

In one case, a 64-year-old
New Orleans man had worked
for the government for 24
years, but had not applied for a
pension because he said he had
been told he must first reach
age 70. He received a back
payment of $3,509 and a
monthly pension of $124.

A government employe must
work at least five years to
qualify for a pension, but if he
leaves before that time, he is
entitled to have his
contributions to the retirement
system returned.

Selecting

A New Name
Complicated

NEW YORK (AP) — Exxon is
a simple, five-letter word that
isn't in the dictionary and
doesn’t mean something dirty
in nine

That's part of the reason why
it was chosen as the new
corporate name for the nation’s
second largest business.

The multimillion-dollar name
change for the former Standard
Oil Co. (New Jersey) has been
called one of the most massive
and expensive of its kind in
American business history. The
project involve. changlng
hundreds of thousands of signs
for ‘service stations, gasoline
trucks and tankers as well as
replacing millions of pieces of
corporate stationery and

forms.

Company officials refuse to
say how much the project is
costing. Industry sources,
however, put the figure at $100
million to $200 million.

The reidentification program
began as top-secret Project
Nugget more than three years
ago, when a team ‘of
researchers looking for a new
name used a computer to come
up with about 10,000
possibilities. They checked
trademarks and company
names in all 50 states, combing
through more than 15,000
telephone directories in the
process.

The only criteria were that
the name be short, have no
actual meaning and have no
vulgar or negative connotations
in any of the world's major
languages. One catchy name
was dropped because it meant
“stalled car” in Japanese.

An opinion-research
program, involving interviews
with about 7,000 persons on four
continents, whittled down the
list to six contenders. Exxon
came out the winner.

The change was prompted by

‘court injunctions barring the

company and its domestic af-
filiate, Humble Oil & Refining
Co., from using any of the three
existing gasoline brand names
for all the organization's 25,000
service stations, Because of
legal rulings following the
breakup of the giant Standard
Oil organization in 1911, the
company had been marketing

its products under.the: names:

Humble, Esso and Enco in
different regions of the country.

Management wanted to adopt
one brand name for nationwide
use because it felt the three-
name system was confusing to
motorists traveling from region
to region.

The courts had no objection to
Standard's coining a new name;
and, once Exxon was selected,
the company’s law department
registered it as a trademark in
virtually every country where
such registration is available,

The next step was to try out
type faces, color combinations
and sign shapes for the new
name. Life-size mockups of
sample signs were prepared
and tested under simulated
highway conditions at an un-
used airfield in an isolated area
of the South.

Humble adopted Exxon as a
trademark in May, after half a
year of testing consumer
response in six sample cities
through telephone and on-the-
spot interviews.

To let the public in on the
secret, the company began a
nationwide television and radio
campaign. It was backed up by
hundreds of internal meetings
about the name change held at
Humble offices across the
country, as well as more than 30
dealer conventions organized to
spread the word.

No stockholder permission
was needed for Humble to
become Exxon because the
company is a wholly owned sub-

sidiary of Standard. But tbc;f

parent corporation had to call a
special stockholders' meeting
last month before the change
could become legal. Despite a
few grumblings that the new
name sounded like a laxative, a
detergent or a medicine, §7 per
cent of the shareholders voted
in favor of the switch.

The final stage of the
reidentification program in-
volves the staggering logistics
of replacing everything that
carries the company’s former
names.

Every one of the 25,000
service stations will require an
average of 50 changes, from
replacing decals on uniforms to
putting up new highway signs,
The number of new decals for
gasoline pumps alone lotaled
138,000,

The job doesn't stop at the
service stations, however. It
also calls for replacing about
18,000 signy on buildings and
storage tanks, as well as 13,500
decals for trucks and other
vehicles. About 200 flotable
objects aboard every Exxon
tanker will have to be reiden-
tified to comply with maritime
law.

3 Disabled Vets

Start Training
As Dispatchers

BY DOUG BEVINS
(Herald Reporter)

The Manchester Police
Department’s appointment of
three disabled war veterans as
police dispatchers, made
poasible by a federal grant, is
the only project of its kind in
Comnecticut, according to the
Connecticut Planning
Commission on Criminal Ad-
ministration (CPCCA).

Benjamin Goldstein, assis-
tant director of the CPCCA,
sald the commission is en-
couraging the hiring of civilians
as police dispatchers, but the
Manchester department is
apparently the only police force
in the state to hire disabled war
veterans., The three new

dispatchers— Timothy McCann.

of 58 Foley St., Ronald Lipp of
Rockville, and Victor Dubaldo
of 41 Homestead St. — started
training today.

Hiring of the veterans was
made possible by a $19,677
grant, funded by the fedetal
Law Enforcement Assistance
Administration and ad-
ministered by the CPCCA.

The grant provides for the
hiring of ‘''subprofessional
personnel’” to operate the
Manchester Police
Department's new dispatcher
control center. The new equip-
ment, now partially
operational, was paid for by a
separate $112,605 federal grant.

The ''subprofessional
personnel” grant didn’t specify
that war veterans were to be
hired, but Police Chief James
Reardon and Town Manager
Robert Welss determined that
the positions could be filled by
war veterans who had physical
disabilities which would not
affect their performance as dis-
patchers.

Reardon and Weiss noted that
hiring war veterans is
consistent with efforts to
provide jobs for returning ser-
vicemen who have difficulty in
finding employment, Veterans
organizations and the Veterans
Administration assisted in
locating ' candidates for the
local police jobs, Reardon and
Welss said.

The CPCCA’s Goldstein said
the Manchester decision for
hiring disabled war vets was
noteworthy for two reasons: It

Certain police department
functions can be taken dver by
civilians, releasing tralned
police officers for street duty
where they are urgently
needed, Sgt. Richard Sartor of
the local department said.
Sartor did a large share of the
paperwork In acquiring the
federal funds.

The program will result in
“improved service at less cost
to the town,” Sartor said.

The police dispatcher is
seldom seen by the public,
Reardon explained, but his role
is critically important in
providing assistance to the
public. The dispatcher provides
support for officers in the fleld,
Reardon said.

The dispatcher’s job requires
a high degree of efficiency, the
chief noted, and the new
dispatchers must undergo a
lengthy training period.

The training will include
police department policy and
procedure, as well as operation
of the communications console.

Rockville High School senior,
Mark Boudreau, was awarded
the four-year
Scholarship to the school of his
choice.

The Board of Education,
while disappointed in the defeat
of the high school expansion
program, took steps forward in
several other areas.

New Programs

Several new programs were
instituted including a program
for the gifted students, the
Individually Guided Education
Program and a Drug Education
Program. In addition, some
other programs, such as the un-
graded system, were expanded
to more schools.

The Board of Education is
now making plans to have the
high school go on double
sessions next year and to start
feeling the pulse of the
townspeople concerning
another referendum for funds
to expand the high school.

The town was saddened by
the deaths of several of its
young people who lost their
lives in an automobile accident
in Coventry. Killed In the
accident were Francis L.
DeTolla, V. Audibert and
Marianne Casey.

FORT SUMNER, N.M. (AP) — A truck loaded with
cattle jackknifed on a narrow bridge near here and
slammed into a chartered bus carrying a church youth
group bound for a holiday ski outing and religious retreat.
Authorities said 19 were killed, 16 injured.

The young people were from the Woodlawn Baptist

Church in Austin, Tex.

Ambulance driver Harvey
Stiham said the bus ‘““was hit
hard enough so that the front
end was about halfway
through the bus like an
accordion. It was torn all to
pieces."

The bus wrecked Tuesd‘ay
night was the second of two
school buses carrying the youth

group.

The driver of the first bus
said that after passing the truck
he looked in the rear view
mirror and saw the lights of the
second bus flash and go out on
the bridge.

Bombing
Targets
Listed

SAIGON (AP) — U.S.
bombers blasted the Hanoi and
Haiphong areas of North
Vietnam with more than 1,400
strikes in the past week and
devastated scores of military
targets, the U.S. Command
reported today.

The Command, breaking its
silence on the heaviest air
attack of the Vietnam war,
reported in a special com-
munique that more than g dozen
different types of targets were
attacked, including some for
the first time in the war.

The report covered the period
from Dec. 18 until late Dec. 24,
when the bombing over the
North was halted for a 36-hour
Christmas cease-fire. It was
resumed Tuesday afternoon.

The U.S. communique said:

‘“Targets struck included
railyards, shipyards, command
and control facilities,
warehouse and trans-shipment
points, communications
facilities, vehicle repair
facilities, power plants, railway
bridges, railread rolling stock,
truck parks, MIG bases, air
defense radars, and surface-to-
air missile .and antiaircraft
artillery sites."

T stopped the bus and our
leader Ron Killough ran back to
see what happened,” Roberts
said. “‘I already knew. I stood
up in the bus and made an
announcement to the kids, I told
them, ‘You're going to see
something you've probably
never séen before in your life, If
you can't stand to see your
brothers and sisters mangled
and possibly killed, don't get off
the bus.

Another ambulance driver
said the scene ‘'looked like a
disaster area. There were a lot
of people down there trying to
separate the living from the
dead. The windows were all
broken out of the bus. Fuel was
all over the road."

Frank Stanley, a radio
newsman from Clovis, said
seats in the bus were torn from
their moorings by the impact
and the frame of the bus tore
loose from the body.

Stanley said: “The bodies
were stacked off to the side of
the road and covered with
blankets. or coats:. Items -nor-
mally taken on outings were
strewn about — things like
backpacks and sleds.”

Some of the injured weren't
removed from the twisted and
fused wreckage of the bug for as
long as two hours after the
accident. Neither vehicle
burned. Traffic was blocked for
about six hours.

The accident occurred as two
buses carrying a total of about
67 persons crossed the bridge on
U.S. 60-84 about 12 miles east of
this small eastern New Mexico
town. The span is only 25 feel
long.

State police said the first bus
passed the eastbound cattle
truck without Incident. The
truck then apparently struck
the bridge railing and the-
trailer swung into. the path of
the second bus,

The buses were heading for
Vadito, a New Mexico ski area
near a-major Baptist assembly
site, Glorieta.

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Guerrilla
Bases Hit
By Israelis

TEL AVIV (AP) — Israeli
jets crossed the cease-fire line
with Syria today to bomb and
rocket an Arab guerrilla base,
two Syrian army pasitions and
an artillery battery.in reprisal
for guerrilla attacks, the Israeli

‘military command annotinced.

The air raids broke a five-
week lull on the front along the
occupled Golan Heights, where
the heaviest fighting since the
1970 cease-fire flared Nov. 21,

The Israeli command sald all
its planes returned safely.

The largets were all near
Nahal Golan, a civilian farming
settlement near where the
borders of Israel, Lebanon and
Syria meet.

The raids were announced
minutes after the Israeli com-
mand reported that troops in
the Golan Heights had
discovered seven antitank
grenade launchers, two mortar
shells primed for firing, a land
mine, and tracks leading across
the cease-fire line into Syria.

A spokesman said that
guerrillas on Tuesday tried to
ambush an Israeli patrol near
Nahal Golan with grenades
fired either by a timing device
or by remote control.

Looters Prowl
Quake-Torn

Managua

MANAGUA,  Nicaragua (AP) — Looters prowled
through the rubble left by the earthquake that devastated
Managua, vultures pecked at decomposing bodies and fires
burned today in many parts of the shattered Nicaraguan

capital.

Gen. Anastasio Somoza, the country's strong man,
blamed a rash of fires that broke out late Tuesday after-
noon on businessmen “‘trying to get insurance money for

their buildings.

“A lot of businessmen had
insurance against fire damage
but no insurance against
earthquake damage," said
Somoza as the blazes lit the sky
over the downtown section.

Others blamed the fires on
looters hoping to hide their
activities from national guard
patrols. And some of the fires
were started by demolition
teams dynamiting shaky struc-
tures.

The troops had orders to
shoot looters on sight, but only
occasional casuallies were
reported in the confrontations
between the troops and those
who refused to heed the order
for general evacuation of the
eity.

Visit Rated

The Nixons ate their way with
ivory chopsticks through an
eight-course state dinner. And
the President survived
innumerable '‘gambay’’ toasts,
bottoms up, with mao tai. As he
raised his glass, he quoted
Chairman Mao’s admonition:
*So many deeds cry out to be
done, and always urgently.”

Wallace was paralyzed from
the waist down, Bremer was
sentenced to 63 years in prison.
The sentence was later reduced
by 10 years

But Wallace, irrepressable,
might run again.

There also were clashes
between groups of survivors
combing the ruins for food as
well as loot.

“We turn into animals when
we get so hungry,’ said one
man as he ran from a pillaged
supermarkel. "‘We'll do almost
anything to get something to
eat,”

The latest official estimate of
casualties in the quake
Saturday was 3,000 to 6,000 dead
and up to 20,000 seriously
injured

Rescue workers continued to
burn unidentified and
unclaimed bodies pulled from
under piles of debris. Bodies
that weren’t burned were
buried in common graves.

INDEPENDENCE, Mo. (AP) — For the final time,
Harry S. Truman today travels the half mile from his
home to the presidential library that bears his name.

And the nation he led from war into the chill of an uneasy
peace will have a day of mourning Thursday to
commemorate the man whose dearest wish was to be
known as “The People’s President."

Richard M. Nixon, the 37th
president of the United States,
and Lyndon B. Johnson, the
36th, were to be at the library
today to bid farewell to the
33rd.

But mostly the honor of
paying last respects is reserved
for close family and friends and
the ordinary people with whom
Truman so strongly identified
in his 88 years.

There will be little of the
pageantry of other state
funerals for the former Presi-
dent who died Tuesday. In
keeping with Mrs, Truman's
wishes, once-elaborate plans
were scrapped for rites with
simple dignity.

A memorial service is to be
held in Washington's Natlonal
Cathedral within a week after
Congress reconvenes Jan. 3 for
the dignitaries, American and
foreign, who could not be
accommodated here.

President Nixon ordered all
but essential government
agencles closed Thursday and
flags to half staff for 30 days,

Mrs. Truman, daughter
Margaret and her family, and
cloge friends were o be at a
private service in the Carson
funeral home this morning.

Then'a motorcade was totake
the coffin in a direct route from
the mo:}.un{y. through the
streels Indmdmn that
Truman had walked 46 often to
the library to which he devoted
many of his retirement years,

Midway on the route is the
Truman home, a modest
Victorian mansion, that looks
as it did more than 100 years
ago except for the fence erected
by the Secret Service during
Truman's presidency.

There, at the busy intersec-
tion of Truman Road and
Delaware, the motorcade was
to pause briefly and begin the
leg Truman had walked so
often, past the homes of
neighbors who knew Harry
Truman and Bess Wallace as
children.

A catafalque was placed in
the lobby of the library before a
60-foot mural depictling
“Independence and the Opening
of the West" and it was there
that people could come to say
farewell.

The wreath-laying visits of
President and Mrs. Nixon and
former President and Mrs.
Johnson a day before the burial
was planned as the course best
for Mrs. Truman and in
deference to her wishes for as
simple a funeral as possible.

Thousands were expected to
pass by the coffin in the 21
hours of lying in state. But only
200 — the capacity of the
Truman Library Auditorium —
were invited into the service
Thursday to be conducted by
the Rev. John H. Lembcoke,
pastor of Trinity Episcopal
Church,

The Trumans were married
in that church 53 years ago and
so was Margaret, their only
child, 37 years later. Until re-
cent years, Mrs. Truman had
been a member of the Parish
Altar Guild there, pitching in to
p;zlluh the brass and prepare the
altar.

The 87-year-old Mrs. Truman,
dubbed '‘The Boss'' by her
husband, was in seclusion
Tuesday after word of the
former. president's death
reached her by télephone. But a
family friend, Randall Jessee,
said she was calm and

composed, '

She and Margaret, who
arrived late Christmas day, had
spent a last few minutes with

fruman that evening —
although he had been un-
conscious for two days. The
Truman women, Jessee said,
“have both taken this with the
great style and grace they have
always exhibited."
