specified area Thursday, and 
two Air Force F4 Phantoms 
were downed Wednesday, one 
of them in the Hanoi area.

None of the 12 crewmen were 
rescued.

The Command maintained its 
blackout on other information 
concerning the raids and also 
refused to say whether there 
would be a repetition for New 
Year’s of the 3^hour Christmas 
halt in air operations against 
North Vietnam.

WASHINGTON (AP) — A former consultant to a 
presidential commission today proposed that police be 
f r e ^  from dealing with prostitution, gambling and 
marijuana possession so officers can concentrate on 
fighting violent crimes.

Dr. Amitai Etzioni, a Colum­
bia University sociologist, said 
p ro s titu te s , gam blers and 
marijuana possessors have no 
victims, but surveillance of 
them “costs us about half of our 
police resources.”

Etzioni, a consultant to the 
President’s (tommission on the 
Prevention of Violence during 
the Eisenhower administration, 
offered his proposals at the 
m eeting of the American 
Association for the Advance­
ment of Science.

Etzioni told a news con­
ference that perpetrators of 
victimless crimes, such as 
p r o s t i t u t e s ,  g a m b le r s ,  
m arijuana  possessors and 
drunks, should be the respon­
sibility of the medical profes­
sion ^  social workers—not the 
police. \
~ He said freeing police from 
dealing  with p rostitu tion .

Beef Prices Down
WASHINGTON (AP) -  Retail beef prices declined in 

November for the fourth straight month, but increased 
< markups by middlemen kept prices from falling even 
more, the Agriculture Department reported today.

One analyst warned that beef prices could start in­
creasing again because prices for live cattle jumped 
sharply late in the month.

D e p a r tm e n t ’s m o n th ly  
‘‘m ark e t b a sk e t”  rep o rt 
showed that the average retail 
price for all beef was $1.12 3-10 
per pound in November, a 
decline of one-half cent from 
October and five cents below 
the record high prices of July.

The “farm value” of beef 
declined 11.9 cents since July to 
its lowest point in nearly two 
years and 5.1 per cent below the 
farm value a year earlier.

But the department said the 
middleman charges in the same 
period rose 5.9 cents and were 
up by 26.6 per cent from a year 
earlier.

American relations, the Post 
said. His reply: “CJertainly.

Then he added, “The United 
States government should stop 
the bombing. I hope you will 
convey my answer to the 
American people," the Post 
reported. f

Arab Terrorists 
Flown To Cairo
CAIRO (AP) — Determined to avoid another Munich, 

Thai officials argued four Black September members into 
leaving the Israeli Embassy in Bangkok today, freeing 
their hostages and then flying to Cairo.

When the Thai plane touched 
down after a 4,800-mile flight, 
the four commandos emerged 
smiling. They were taken to a 
police car that drove off. They 
were not handcuffed.

Accompanying them on the 
fligh t, broken only by a 
refueling stop in Pakistan, were 
10 Thai officials and the Egyp­
tian ambassador to Thailand,
Mustafa el Essaway. They 
came along to guarantee the 
four terrorists’ safety.

“Munich was terrible so we 
tried our best to avoid another 
one,” said Dawee Chutihsapya, 
the Thai air chief marshal. He 
was the highest ranking official 
aboard the plane. <.

The Arabs had threatened 
Thursday to kill six Israeli 
hostages and blow up the em­
bassy unless Israel freed 36 
Palestinians held in prison.

The embassy siege lasted 19 
hours.

“I had Munich in mind as I 
negotiated with them,” Dawee 
told reporters. “So I decided 
not to use violence."

Dawee was referring to the 
Black September massacre of 
11 Israeli sportsmen at the 
Olympics in Munich.

Dawee had negotiated with 
the Arabs Thursday and early 
today before the commandos 
agr<^ to free their hostages 
and leave of Cairo.

State’s Econouiic Future Assessed By Advisors

HARTFORD (AP) -  What’s 
in store for Connecticut’s 
economy during the rest of the 
1970s?

Will Connecticut continue to 
become more “white collar” 
and less “blue collar" because 
of further declines in the impor­
tance of manufacturing?

Will Connecticut industry 
continue to be heavily reliant on 
military contracts, leaving 
itself and the rest of the state’s 
economy at the mercy of the 
nation’s defense policies?

Will the job m aitet be glutted 
with young job-seekers while 
public school classrooms stand 
vacant because of the recent 
decline in the birth rate?

The state’s new Council of 
Economic Advisors raised 
some of these questions in its 
first annual report, vrhich in­
dicated  an upturn in the 
economy during .the past six 
months and forecast continued 
improvement through the first 
half of 1973. But because of in­
d u s t r y ’s d ep en d en ce  on

military contracts, the council 
decided not to make any predic­
tions about economic growth 
beyond mid ’73.

“Until various policies at the 
federal level crystallize,” it 
said, “ it is too early to look 
beyond this period of time.

“To a large extent, changes 
in the state of the economy rest 
on defense contracts awarded 
to C onnecticu t m anufac­
turers,” it said. “The current 
upturn reflects an increase in 
c u r re n t ex p en d itu res  for 
defense.”

The council traced the ups. 
and downs of the s ta te ’s 
economy since World War II, 
including the Korean conflict 
and the war in Vietnam, and 
concluded; “In peace we have 
always had heavy unemploy-. ̂  
ment and recession; in war we * 
have always had full employ­
ment and prosperity.”

Also, it noted that the number 
of factory jobs in Connecticut is 
about the same now as it was 25 
years ago, which means there

has been a steady decline in the 
r e la t iv e  im p o r ta n c e  of 
manufacturing. In 1947, factory 
jobs accounted for 53.6 per cent 
of all employment in Connec­
ticut; in Cictober 1972, only 33.7 
per cent of the work force was 
employed in manufacturing.

The non-manufacturing* sec­
tor, including wholesale and 
retail trade, insurance, govern­
ment, and “service industries” 
such as health care, have ac­
counted for all o f  the increase 
in employment over the past 
quarter-century.

The Council of Economic Ad­
visors does not propose to 
acquiesce in continued decline 
in the importance of manufac­
turing, but recommends that 
action be taken to stimulate in­
dustry.

“ Since healthy manufac­
turing and insurance sectors 
are important for the state’s 
economic well being, special 
attention should be given to the

competitive level of business 
taxes,” it said.

Othpr factors adversely 
affecting industrial expansion 
and employment are automa­
tion, competition from foreign 
countries, and a large number 
of old, inefficient factories, the 
council said.

Connecticut must face the 
fact that it will have extraor­
dinary numbers of young people 
e n te rin g  the job m arket 
through the rest of the 1970s, 
the council warned. In 1974, 
o v er 60,000 C o n n ec ticu t 
youngsters will reach the age of 
18, and the annual crop of 18- 
year-olds will remain above 60,- 
000 through 1980, it said. The re­
cent decline in the birth rate 
won’t be felt in the job market 
until later. ‘

“The age 18 is most criticial 
for youths in determining their 
work careers, as well as their 
impact on the labor market,” 
the council said.

By 1980, a significant shift in 
the age profile of Connecticut’s 
population will have occurred, 
according to a census study 
cited by the council. There will 
be fewer persons under the age 
of 20, but there will be many 
more in the 20-40 age bracket.

This may level off govern­
ment spending for elementary 
and secondary education, but 
there may be more pressure for 
programs for the elderly, 
whose numbers will increase 
considerably. “By 1980, there 
will be 74,000 more persons 
over 65 than at present,” the 
council said. “This will require 
increased economic and social 
services for this group.”

Also, with large numbers of 
Ckmnecticut residents reaching 
the age of 18 during the next 
eight years, there may also be 
much pressure for expansion of 
college facilities, although the 
council did not mention this 
possibility

Among the various economic

indicators reported by the coun­
cil were:

— Unemployment rate down 
from a high of 10.0 per cent in 
June 1971 to 6.2 per cent in Oc­
tober 1972, still the second 
highest unemployment rate of 
any October on record.

— Income per capita up from 
$4,995, second in the nation, in 
1971 to an estimated $5,433 in 
1972. The council said Connec­
ticut will be top again in this 
category this year.

— Average factory wage up 
from $149 a week in October 
1971 to $165.11 in October 1972; 
average work week up from 
40.7 hours to 41.8 hours during 
the same period.

— Value added by manufac­
turing, an index of industrial 
output, up from $6.3 billion in 
1971 to an estimated $6.6 billion 
in 1972.

— Bank debits, an indicator of 
overall business actiwtyPqb 
from $95.7 billion in 19H t o ^  
estimated $119.5 billion in l9ra.

times, the average earnest 
bridge player doesn’t see his 
mistakes because by the time 
he has come to the end of a hand 
he cannot rem em ber the 
beginning. What he needs is a 
way to loi^ at all of the hands of 
a session so that be can look 
them over at leisure. Today’s 
hand is taken from just such an 
answer to the bridgeplayer’s 
prayer.

Swth dealer ^
Neither side vulnerable 
Opening lead — Ace of Clubs 
At rubber bridge. South would 

be allowed to play the hand at 
two spades. He would probably 
make that contract, and his 
opponents might (or might not)^ 
notice that they could have 
entered the bidding without get­
ting their hands chopped off.

At duplicate bridge. West 
does not dream of selling out to 
two spades, as John Swanson 
and Rhoda Walsh point out in 
the analysts of the hand in their 
service, called “ Recap Bridge”  
(P. 0. Box 91930, Los Angeles, 
Calif. 90009).

If North-South are willing to 
pass after South’s suit has been 
raised, the odds are very good 
that North-South have only 
about half of the high cards in 
the deck. East-West have the 
other half and should have a fit 
in one minor or the other. West 
therefore bids the' “ unusual”  
notrump to ask East to choose a 
minor.

Chooaea Clubs 
East obediently chooses 

clubs, and North-South must go 
on to three spades. (Otherwise 
East would make three clubs, 
losing only one spade and three 
hearts.)

East and West now pass,

Suspension of building duplex 

houses, r e g io n a liz a t io n , 
telephone petitions, land 
purdiases, poUutiop problems 
and law suits were only a few of 
the controversial issues that the 
town of Hebron faced during 
1972.

Following its dwision in May 
of 1971 to suspend the construc­
tion of apartment houses, the 
Planning and Zoning Commis- 
sion attempted all through 1971 
to restrict the building of 
duplex houses.

’ThiS'Was finally achieved in 
January 1972 following a public 
hearing at which very little op­
position was expressikl.

However, the commission’s 
action resulted in a law suit 
brought about by Don Robinson 
of Rt. 85 who, through his at­
torney, served a writ of man­
damus in October on the 
building inspector seeking 
issuance of a building permit 
for two-family dwellings.

In December 1971, just prior 
to the moratorium on duplex 
houses, ̂ binson had presented 
informal (sketches to the PZC on 
his subdivision for two-family 
houses, and at the time of the 
suspension he questioned the 
legality of this method of ap­
proach. i

The suit is still pending in the 
Court o f Common P leas 
awaiting a trial date to be set 
by the judge.

PZC action failing to approve 
a three-lot subdivision plan of 
Caron Bros, on Rt. 85 across 
from Rt. 207 again resulted in 
the commission being served 
with a writ to appear in court. 

This subdivision was first 
> brought before the PZC in 

March of 1972 .and until Oc­
tober, when the commission 
reversed its decision after 
r e c e iv in g  the w r it, was 
questioned by many of the 
town’s officials as well as PZC 
members as being suitable for 
building because of the lack of 
adquate drainage for installa­
tion of sewage systems thus 
resulting in pollution.

Pollution
Pollution was also a factor in 

the P23̂ ,’s decision in March 
prohibiting the construction of 
year-round residences on 50x100 
foot lots at Amston Lake.

Previous regulations had per- 
.mitted year-round residences 
on those lots if the lots were on 
file in the town land records as 
of May Iv 1947. ;

At a public hearing held by 
the c o m m is s io n , many 
residents with homes at the 
lake felt that the change should 
be even more restrictive. 
“ Something must be done and 
quickly before you lose the 
lake,”  one resident stated.'

Building inspector Richard 
Keefe even proposed,,that the 
commission limit year-round 
building oh anything other than 
a conforming one-acre lot.

 ̂ Other Conflirls 
iTlie PZC was not the only 

hbard to be served with possible 
court procedures, when in May

2 1972 George Alden of Reidy 
ill Rd. filed suit against the 

Zoning Board of Appeals 
following denial of permission 
to build two houses on his 
property using a 50 foot right- 
6f-way to the blackland.
I Alden had received approval 
from the PZC for the two-lot 

■-^subdivision, one on seven acres 
^^nd the otter on four acres, 

subject to building with the ap­
proval of the ZBA for the right- 
of-way variance.

In filing the suit, Alden felt 
that the board’s decision forces 
property owners who own large 
tracts of backland to construct 
town roqds be fo re  being 
allowed to build more than one 

"  house .
This suit is also pending, but 

in the meantime Alden has 
requested the PZC to formulate 
a set of regulations setting forth 
the requirements for a subdivi­
sion of backlands with access 
over pKvate roads.

Even the Board of Tax 
Review didn’t make it through 
the yepr unscathed, when in 
April the Board of Finance 
questioned the tax board regar­
ding certain irregularities in 
the reduction of personal 

.property lists on the Grand List 
of 1971 which were given a ten 
per cent penalty by the town’s 
assessor because of failure to 
file.

Six assessments had been 
given the late penalties for 
failure to file and the tax board 
had reduced two of these and 
completely eliminated the 
otter four from the list.

The matter was resolved 
after a joint meeting of the two 
boards and w ith the six 
assessments being restored to 
their original lists to the grand 
Wst. „  .Regionalizalion

In March of the year, Hebron, 
along with the district towns of 
Andover and Marlborough, 
overwhelmingly defeated a 
referendum to fully regionalize

the school systems in the three 
towns. Presently, Grades 7 
through 12 are re^onalized at 
Rham High School located in 
Hebron.

’Diree of Hebron’s boards, 
prior to the referendum, voted 
almost unanimoully against the 
r e g io n a liz a t io n . A l l  the 
members of the Board of 
Finance and the Board of 
Selectmen opposed regionaliza­
tion as did all but one member 
of the Board of Education.

Defeat of the referendum, 
which followed a year of study 
by a special committee set up 
by the Regional District 8 
Etoard of lo ca tion , brought 
about the problem of hiring a 
su p e r in ten d en t o f
schools—whether each school 
board in the district should hire 
its own or if a joint superinten- 
dient should be hired.
’ ^̂ The decision to hire a joint 
superintendent was by no 
means unanimous in Hebron. In 
March, the school board chair­
man, William Henaghan, had to 
cast a tie-breaking vote to 
adopt a compact to provide 
joint superintendency services 
for the four boards.

In August, the superintenden­
cy selection committee, again 
set up by the regional board, 
hired Dr. David Cattanacl^ as 
superintendent. This decision 
was followed in November by 
the hiring of Dr. Richard J. 
Z a n in i as a s s is ta n t 
superintendent.

Phone Petitions 
The issue of telephone toll 

free services among Hebron 
residents still remains unsolved 
at the year’s end.

Over a year ago, resident 
John Sibun circulated petitions 
and requested the selectmen to 
take some action with the 
telephone company in an effort 
to obtain a single exchange for 
the town which now has at least 
three different exchanges.

The telephone jcom^any was 
not receptive to this idea, but 
idicated it would be reeptive to 
the possibility of toll free ser­
vice to Manchester if enough 
p eop le  in the Colum bia 
exchange would sing the 
petitions.

In November Sibun again 
requested the selectmen to pur­
sue the matter, but no decision 
has yet been reached.

Land Purchase 
After almost two years of 

controversy over whether the 
town, should purchase the 
Gross-Dressman property on 
Reidy Hill and Greyville Rds., 
town meeting action in January 
voted a $50,000 appropriation to 
purchase the 36-acre piece of 
land for open space, conserva-i 
tion and recreation.

A townwide contest resulted 
in the property being named 
Grayville Falls and an open 
house and dedication were held
last summer at the propertw 

Otter town meeting action
during the year saw Everett 
Graham elected as one of 
Hebron’s members to the 
regional board; the approval of 
a recommendation to request 
the regional board to amend the 
plan of regional school districts

to change the term of office of 
the members of the board from 
3 to 4 years.

Also, the establishment of 
two shifts of an ordinance 
providing that the registrars of 
voters be elected for four-year 
terms instead of the present 
two-year terms; and the accep­
tance of a $1,375 Ford Founda­
tion grant and appropriation of 
$625 from surplus funds for 
preparation o f a plan of 
development., for the sanitary 

Jand fill area.
Schools

The Board of Education 
ended its school year in June 
with an operating surplus of ap­
proximately $5,000 and for the 
second year in a row the hot 
lunch program ended in the 
black.

The theory of the open 
c la s s ro o m  p ro ved  v e ry  
successful and in September 
was greatly expanded at both 
elementary schools.

An industrial arts program, 
following a pilot program in the 
previous school year, was 
started in Septeihber at the 
Gilead Hill School for fifth and 
sixth graders and has proven to 
be most successful.

Growth and Taxes 
The elem entary schools 

experienced much higher 
enro llm ents when school 
started in September which 
reflected another year of rapid 
growth for the town.

During the year, the building 
inspector issued 79 permits for 
single family dwellings, 115 cer­
tificates of occupancy and 51 
permits for additions and 
repairs.

However, despite the fact 
that the 1971 Grand List was up 
11.3 per cent, the town’s tax 
mill rate increased by four 
mills up to 72 mills on a 65 per 
cent assessment ratio.

This mill rate and ratio could 
change once the town’s revalua­
tion is completed. The revalua­
tion was started in July by the 
United Apprisal Company btit is 
not expected to be finish^ until 
sometime after next July.

Other 
p h y s ica l fa c t o r s  in clu d e  
whether your stomach is empty 
or full, since food coats the 
stomach and slows the rate of 
alcohol absorption; and how 
fast you drink, since your body 
can only bum up Vk ounce of 
alcohol per hour, and more than 
that wfll rapidly build up in 
your bloodstream.

2. F A L SE —T h e A lco h o l 
Institute claims: ‘ "There is no 
scientific evidence to support 
th e  c u r a t iv e  c la im s  o f  
c o f f e e ” —raw  e g g s , ch il i  
peppers, steak sauce, oysters or 
“ the hair of the dog”—either 
for intoxication or a hangover. 
For the morning after, most 
doctors recommend two aspirin 
every four hours to relieve 
headache and other aches. Some 
also recommend orange or 
cranberry juice to replace lost 
energy-producing glycogen and 
relieve sweating or dizziness; 
beef bouillon to restore lost 
potassium and help overcome 
fatigue; and perhaps a mild 
tranquilizer. Some doctors feel 
a hefty dose of B vitamins can 
ease frazzled nerves. According 
to the Alcohol Institute there 
isn’t enough available research 
to back this up conclusively.

3. TRUE—Wine and beer are
absorbed less rapidly because 
they contain small amount of 
non-alcoholic substances that 
slow absorption. .

4. TRUE!—’The amount of 
alcohol you’d get from, say, one 
drink an hour does have a 
slightly tranquilizing effect, 
because alcohol is a depressant, 
not a stimulant. However, it 
may at first fee l like it ’ s 
stimulating you because it first 
affects the upper parts of the 
brain, where learned behavior 
patterns, such as self-control, 
are stored. After a fe w  drinks 
these learned behavior patterns 
may temporarily be weakened 
making you less inhibited and 
controlled.

5. TRU E—Diluting liquor 
with water can slow the absorp­
tion rate as much as M per cent 
because it reduces the amount 
of alcohol you get with each sip. 
But mixing it with carbonate 
beverages speeds it up and a 
Scotch and water would be ab-

nutritional value, even though it 
is technicaliy called a food 
because it has calories.

8. TRUEJ-Alcohol can have a 
stronger impact when you’re 
tired, and under some other 
cc^ itions. For example, if you 
are comfortably sitting down

sorbed slower than a Scotch and 
soda or rum and Coke.

6. FALSE—Switching drinks 
w o n ’ t m ake you  drunker 
because you degree of intoxica­
tion is determined by the total 
amount of alcohol absorbed, not 
by the flavor of the drink.

drinking at a cocktail party. 
Although doctors don’t entirely 
understand why this is true, 
th e y  s p e c u la t e  th a t the 
physiological effects of stress, 
such as the release of certain 
horm ones, have intensified 
e ffect when combined with 
alcohol.

She Takes Mystique 
Out Of Cooking

Anna M uffoletto, a petite, 
attractive brunette o f Si­
cilian  .extraction, has been 
unraveling the mysteries o f Eu­
ropean and Asian cooking for 
fellow New Yorkers over the 
past decade.

" I  believe in taking the mys­
tique out of the kitchen and 
making people understand what 
they are cooking,”  said Miss 
M u ffo le t to , who fo rm erly  
taught home econom ics at 
Hunter College and now runs 
her own cooking school, the 
Cordon Bleu of Gourmet Gal­
lery, on New York’s upper east 
side.

“ After all, it is not as com­
plicated as some of these ex­
perts try to make it sound,”  she 
went on. “ In fact I can teach 
some of the most complicated 
recipes to a child.”

Miss Muffoletto likes to have 
her students get the feel and 
flavor of foreign cookery first 
hand.

“ This fall,”  she said, “ 1 will 
take my classes on tours of 
Middle East spice shops, let 
them browse through Italian 
noodle and sausage factories 
and visit Greek bakeries and 
Japanese grocery stores. We- 
wiil also poke our noses into the 
cooking pots of a Greek tavema 
and an Italian trattoria.”

Our friend also is a firm be­
liever in the theory that you 
should use the same wines for 
cooking that you do for drink­
ing.

“ There is no sense in spoiling 
a good dish by seasoning it with 
an inferior wine,”  she said.

'' Miss Muffoletto decided back 
in 1960 that it was time she paid 
a visit to the land of her Sicilian 
forbears.

“ My first visit was just 72 
years after my grandparents 
bad left for America,”  she re­
called. “ I went to the communi­
ty of Cefalu where they were 
bom  and walked along the nar­
row streets, inhaling the fra­
grance of the olive and orange 
trees.

Miss Muffoletto said Sicilian
cooking differed considerably 
from the cuisine of Italy.

“ It is influenced by Greek 
and Arab cuisines,”  she said, 
“ as well as those of Italy, 
France and Spain. And it is not 
coarse or heavy as some for-

Sectarian Composition
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Congress Tabulated

NEW YORK .  Methodizte, 

P r e s b y t e r ia n s  an d  
Eplacoj^Iiana make up the 
lion’s share of the new Coggress 
whlcb convenes Jan. 3, the 
proportion o f them Exceeding 
their part of the population. 
Roman Catholics a ^  Baptists 
in Congress just about match 
th e ir  p e r c e n t a g e  o f  th e  
citizenry. But Lutherans faU 
short of doing so.

These are among factors ap> 
parent in a breakdown o f 
religious affiliations of new 
members of the Senate and 
House.

Another aspect that shows up 
is that while most Protestants 
in Congress tend to be closely 
divided between Democrats 
a n d  R e p u b l i c a n s ,  m o s t  
Lutheran representatives are 
Republicans and most Baptists 
are Democrats. So are most 
Jews and Roman Catholics.

The statistics were compiled 
by the interdenominational

fortnightly, Christianity Tbday.
They s h ^  that 115 Roman 

Catholics in the two houses 
make up the biggest contingent 
of any one denomination. But 
P r o t e s t a n t s  o f  v a r io u s  
denominations collectively hold 
far more seats — about 400. 
More than half o f them— 228— 
are Methodists, Presbyterians 
or E p iso^ lian s.

Although the country’s 3.4 
million Episcopalians are only 
a tiny segment of the population 
— less than 2 per cent — 66 of 
them hold about 13 per em t of 
the seats in the House and 
Senate. S im ilarly , the 84 
M e th o d is t s  an d  78 
Presbyterians in the two houses 
occupy a som ewhat larger 
p it^ rtion  of Congress ttan 
their part of the population, 
although less strikingly so than’ 
for the E p iso^ lian s.

On the other hand, Lutherans, 
of which there are nearly 9 
million in the country, almost 
t r ip l e  th e  n u m b e r  o f  
Episcopalians, number only 16

in both houses, all but five of 
them Republicans.

Of the vast body of Baptists in 
the country, m ore than 20 
million o f them, 5S hold seats in 
Congress, all W  16 of them 
D em ocrats. M ost Jews In 
Congress — 11 out of 14 — alsq 
qre  D em ocra ts , as are  a

majority of Roman Catholics, 
84 of 115. All four Eastern 
Orthodox members of Congress 
are Democrats.

However, with the exception 
o f  B a p t is t s  ( m o s t ly  
D em ocrats) and Lutherans 
<mostly Republicans), other 
P ro te s ta n ts  in C on g ress

generally are closely divided 
betw een  the two pa rties , 
despite slight edges one way or 
the other.

T ota ls o f  seats held by 
m em b ers  o f  the v a r io u s  
denominations include:

brother John did something very 
similar right after Dwight D. 
Eisenhower won his first big 
victory in 1952.

John F. Kennedy had just 
been elected to the Senate as 
Ike was sweeping the nation. 
He appeared on “ Meet the 
Press”  the Sunday after elec­
tion. He could have followed the 
standard party line and moaned 
about the puzzling behavior of 
American voters who rejected 
the noble Adali Stevenson and 
chose instead a general new to 
politics.

Instead, he said simply that 
“ the people have spoken,”  the 
country obviously has the hew 
president it wants, and so let’s 
get in there.

T ed K e n n e d y ’ s s im ila r  
judgment, instinctive, made for 
much better politics than if he 
had chosen to deliver some 
partisan whack at Mr. Nixon. 
The core  o f the Am erican 
system  is giving people a 
choice. You only demean them 
and the system if you start right 
off talking to them as if they 
had acted like a bunch of 
bubbleheads.

S o m e . o f  o u r  s e r io u s  
observers seem to imagine that 
decisions like Kennedy’s, to say 
som ething nice about Mr.

The incident not only warmed 
flinty White House aides but 
reinforced confidence there 
that Brennan is the right man 
for  an im portant political 
mission: keeping blue-collar 
workers who voted for Mr. 
Nixon in his New Majority. 
Thus, in a second-terra cabinet 
of clerkish organization men, 
the emotive, volatile Brennan is 
cast in a resplendent role.

That role is misunderstood by 
lib era l R epu b lican s, who 
grumble that Brennan, a New 
York City building trades labor 
le a d e r , is u n q u a lifie d  to 
administer the I^bor Depart­
ment bureaucracy. Even some 
administration officials have 
secretly advised the AFL-CIO 
to surround Brennan with 
competent technicians to pre­
vent Brennan boo-boos from 
embarrassing his labor con­
stituency.

Such criticism ignores the 
radical Nixon governm ent 
r e o r g a n iz a t io n .  L ik e  
Commerce, Interior and other 
old-line departments, Labor is 
being emasculate<4-its power

transferred to, a new super-^ 
cabinet.! But. w hereas the 
Secretaries of Commerce and 
Interior now become limousine 
puppets, Brennan definitely 
will not. f

A m a jo r  reason  is  M r. 
Nixon’s fascination with him. 
The President,; a loner who 
relates to fqw .people, is un­
usually animated in private, 
chats with Brohnari. At the D ec. ‘ 
16 dinner for past, present and 
future cabinet members, Mrs. 
Brennan was seated at Mr. 
Nixon’s left and her husband 
was the subject of presidential 
toasts.

White House insiders feel the 
President sees in prennan what 
he perceived (mis.takenly, they 
now say) in Spiro T. Agnew 
when he se lect^  him for Vice 
P r e s id e n t  in 1968 : th e  
archetypal self-mafle man with 
unshakable beliefs jin the value 
of national patriotism and the 
work ethic. Mr. Nixon shares 
those benefits. More important 
politically, he believes working 
people do too.

So, the affinity between the 
P r e s id e n t  an d_ l i f e l o n g  
D e m o cra t  B rennan  lea d s  
naturally to New Majority con­
cepts developed by|Mr. Nixon 
and White House political 
strategist Charles Cqlson. Even 
though a majority of members 
in such liberal uniqns as the 
United Auto Workers defied 
their; leaders to v o ^  for him 
this year, Mr. Nixon still feels 
it is easier to get labor votes 
when the leaders—as in the 
T e a m s t e r s  and
Longshoremen—agre^ with the 
members.

Mr. Nixon seeks to command 
this blue-collar strategy to 
future Republican leaders not 
only by favored treataent for 
B re n n a n  bu t |y h is  
extraordinary guest lists for 
receptions D ec.

A Noy. ‘ 7 referendum was 
scheduled and the pre-election 
d a y s  .^were a  ̂ s e r i e s  o f  
controversies when a number of 

' 'individuals, Cbpcerned Citizens 
for Responsive and Responsible 
G o v e r n m e n t  ' ( C C R R G ) ,

with the board on a Wapping 
plan.

T h e y  w e r e  m e t  w ith  
com m ents to “ get o ff the 
board’s buck”  and were later 
tagged "vigilantes” . But the 
group claimed the right of the 
people to participate in the 
d e m o c r a t i c  p r o c e s s  and 
stressed the duty of the elected 
officials to serve the needs of 
ail the peopld. The board was 
asqpred that the (X31RG would 
not relinquish the "vigU”  of the 
board until the board got “ to 
the job  they were elected to do, 
leaving political involvmenta 
out of decisions.”  They said.

To make the addition “ more 
salable” , an expression used by 
members of the board and the 

"Town Council, the council 
transferred $300,000 from the 
Capital (Joals fund as a means 
of assisting taxpayers in order 
to decrease the dollar burden if 
the.addition was approved.

In November, by a vote of 
two-to-one, the addition was 
defeated at the polls when 95 
per i ^ t  of the town electors 
turn^  out. It was back to the 
drawing board for the education 
board to decide what method 
will be used this fall to house 
more high school students in 
the p re se n t o v e rc ro w d e d  
environment.

New Problem  Comes Up  
In October the board was 

faced with another .sticky situa­
tion. High school students, 
p rotestin g  a board p o licy  
smoking ban and a demerit 
system used against them, 
staged a “ walk-out”  in the 
school lurking lot. Through the 
e ffo rts  of Principal Ralph 
(]onlon, the students brought 
the complaint to the board for a 
hearing.

Faced with opposition by 
doctors who claimed health 
h azards; m em bers o f the 
Greater Hartford Tuberculosis 
Association as the need for 
sm oking by “ hard c a r e ”  
smokers; and parents who felt 
if  the board allow ed the 
smoking facility privilege, it 
would once again be giving in to 
the “ whims’ of students”  the 
students sought their own 
studies and presented findings 
from region schools that did 
allow a smoking area. ’Die need 
to 'clear lavatories of smoke and 
smokers for* the intended use of 
the facility also played a large 
part in the board^decision, and 
after six weeks of waiting and 
th r e e  a g e n d a  m e e t in g  
discussions, the board changed 
its smoking ban policy and 
allowed outdoor smoking at the 
school governed by stipulations 
of the principal.

A r e jio r t  fr o m  th e  
administration states an over­
all improvement in the school 
as a result of th’e lifted smok^g 
ban and Principal Conlon was 
overhead to say that what was 
learned by students in the 
discussion sessions, “ could 
never be taught to them in a 
textbook on the democratic 
process of government.”  

CurreiAly under study is a 
method t̂o penalize students 
that will not reflect on them 
academically as students are 
now suspended if caught 
sm oking in lavatories and 
receive a “ zero”  for classroom 
p e r io d h  th ey  sh ou ld  be 
attending which results in 
automdfic semester failure.

Zoning Studied 
In planning and zoning, the 

overworked commission has 
completed studies of jthe zoning

successful in locating industry 
in the town.

This year 'the commission 
approved the town’s first “ open 
space subdivision”  known as 
“ Skyview”  which will permit 
homes to be built on smaller 
lots (%  acre) with acrage left 
around each development for 
open space land.

Ownership and maintenance 
o f the open space portion can 
either be approved by the town 
officials or placed in the hands 
of a homeowners’ association. 
The “ Skyview”  deed has been 
presented to the council which 
is  now  lo o k in g  in to  the 
advantages and disadvantages 
of having shrubbed land in 
natural states in areas around 
South Windsor. If the idea is 
approved, the Conservation 
Commission will inherit the 
open land.
' The PZC completed a study of 
Rt. 5 with the help of a staff 
planner from the Department 
of Community Affairs. The 
study resulted in rezoning por­
tions of the highway route 
which will prevent an influx of

small food stands along the 
way.

This year the town will, boast 
approximately 40 more new 
home building permits over last 
y e a r ’ s t o t a l  o f  31 and~ 
approximately 140 apartment 
and condominium buildings 
(from  8 to 12 qnits each).

A lso  a p p rov ed  w ere  40 
housing for elderly units on 
Elm St., the town’s first accom­
m odations for  the sen ior 
citizens.

A matching grant for $5,000 
w a s r e c e iv e d  by th e  
Conservation Commission from 
the Ford Foundation for a study 
of land in the town.

One unexpected setback was 
experien ced  by the Town 
Ckiuncil when 310 names on a 
petition were presented to the 
members from residents who 
resented the state taking over 
Buckland Rd. and widening it to 
60 feet. For approximately 20 
years, town officials had asked 
that the state service and 
maintain the only north-south 
corridor in the town.

E a r ly  in 1972, M a y or
\

A b ra h a m  G la ssm a n  w as 
successful in getting the state 
to consider th% road as part of 
its highway system before the 
town would have to spend 
$700,000 to repair and widen it.

Under consideration now is 
the retention of Buckland Rd. 
by the town with the widening 
of the road to 40 feet to improve 
traffic flow at the intersection 
o f E llington, Oakland and 
Buckland Rds. and Sullivan 
Ave.

T h e  c o u n c i l  d o o r s  to  
workshops were open to the 
public and Councilman Robert 
Hornish invited townspeople to 
come in and rap with him on 
issues they were interested in 
o r  d is c u s s  id e a s  f o r  
implementation. The sessions 
lastef five weeks and Hornish 
reported the residents first 
requested curtailing apartment 
building units in ilhe town and 
free rubbish removal.

Sewers Completed 
- The Sew er C om m ission  
successfully completed and 
opened the town’s secondary 
treatment plant on Viberts Rd.,

a p ro ject partially  funded 
through federal grants. The 
new plant makes possible the 
purification of waste water up 
to 90 per cent which is recycled 
into the Connecticut River.

A nother v ic to ry  fo r  the 
commission was jhe strong sup- 
p ort at the p o lls  fo r  an 
additional sewer installation 
program approved for ^ .5  
million. The lines will be In­
stalled in residential areas in 
the tow n  and w ill  c o s t  
hom eowners approxim ately 
$9.50 per square foot for street 
lines.

In January, the cormnission 
hopes to connect the Avery St. 
sewer project to the Rt. 5 lines 
and t^gin servicing homes 
where lines have been installed 
under the previous sew er 
referendum contract.

The Youth Center at Windsor- 
ville Rd. is experiencing an 
a t te n d a n c e  s e tb a c k  and 
members of the Community 
Service Council now report that 
the out-of-the-way location will 
probably force the closing of

the building because of the poor 
attendance.

An Industrial fire at the 
Industronics, Inc. plant on 
Sullivan Ave. last April resulted 
in d a m a g es  to  the p lant 
estimated at $1 million. The 
p la nt  r e c o n d i t i o n s  used 
f u r n a c e s ,  o v e n s  and in ­
struments. No injuries were 
reported in the 45-minute blaze, 
but closer scrutiny on all metal 
buildings is being taken by the 
fire department officials.

The town has received the 
hew fire truck pumper to be 
used to fight fires in large 
industrial areas, a priority 
request from the (Community 
D e v e l o p m e n t  A c t i o n  
Committee! CDAP).

Youth Entertain
The town ’ s youths c o n ­

tributed a major share of enjoy­
ment to the townspeople. In the 
spring the SWHS drama club 
presented the popular musical 
“ Fiddler on the Roof”  and were 
greeted with standing ovations 
after each of the performances. 
The people demanded another

p e r f o r m a n c e ,  and a f t e r  
applying for and receiving an 
a d d i t i o n a l  o n e - ^ g b t  
p e r f o r m a n c e  f r a n c h i s e ,  
“ Fiddler”  was again played to 
a capacity crowd. The play was 
under the direction of Mrs. 
Mary Lawton and m usical 
direction of Nicholas Lesbines.

Ddring the hot summer, the 
youths staged a “ Frlsbee 
tournament”  and broke the 
existing disc tossing record 
held by a Los Angeles, Califor­
nia college fraternity. The teen­
agers scaled the disc for 241 
hours and 8 minutes, beating 
th e  c o l l e g e  r e c o r d  by 
approximately 45 minutes. The 
kids worked in shifts of four 
hours each and a number of 
teenagers took part.

Still active, Mr. Krause at 85 
and his wife at,77, they talked 
about those early years while 
th^r stood across a greenhouse 
bench from each other, putting 
Easter lily bulbs in pots. Both 
of them work neariy every day 
at these jobs they know so weU 
and have done so many, many 
times.

Leaves Used to Fall
Poinsettias were bard to 

grow SO years ago, they said. If 
the plants were not treated 
exactly right, most of the 
leaves turned yellow and fell 
off, leaving a few red bracts at 
the end of a long, bare stem.

New varieties of poinsettia 
and new inethods of growing 
them have produced plants that 
are shorter, stockier and more 
bushy, with leaves that stay in 
place more reliably.

“ The in c re a s in g  in ­
terdependence of ail branches 
of government requires, I 
believe, renewed efforts to open 
wider the vital communications 
channels between elected of­
ficials a t all levels,” said 
Brainard. He has set the last 
Saturday in January, March, 
J u n e , S e p te m b e r  and 
December from 9 to 11 a.m. for 
the sessions.

The first session will be in 
Coventry’s town hall, the next 
session in Tolland, and the third 
in Willington.

However, Armstrong was 
chosen for overcoming many 
physical problems, including 
severa l major  abdom inal 
operations, and his efforts to 
help youths in the neighborhood 
in which he grew up.

"When I go home I urge them 
to get off the street comers, to 
go back to their families, to 
stay out of trouble,” he said. 
“They laugh and say, ‘Okay, 
All-American boy,' but they

usually go. 1 play football with 
them. I’m the quarterback for 
both teams and when we’re 
through I sit and talk with 
them, telling them to stay in 
school, to strive to make a life 
for themselves.”

Armstrong, who received 
hews of the Nelson Award while 
preparing for the Elast-West 
Shrine Game Saturday, feels 
" it’s my duty” to help the kids 
and hopes someday to teach 
“back at my old school.”

"The odds against my getting 
anywhere in this world were 
staggering,” he said. “There 
was poverty, unemployment, 
dope and gang wars in my 
neighborhood, but I managed to 
make it out brcause of football.

"I hope all this publicity will 
help other black kids go> the 
right way. I'd like to set an 
example for them so they will 
stay in school and have some 
future.”

Air Lines ’TriStar carrying 167 
p e o p le  c ra sh e d  in to  the 
Eve^lades late Friday night, 
spilling men and women into 
the m urky w aters o f  the 
swamp. Authorities said more 
than half o f those aboard 
survived the crash, the first 
fatal accident involving the new 
breed of jumbo jets.

The Coast Guard said 93 
survivors were pulled from the 
wreckage, water and muck by 
rescuers laboring in darkness in

the ddsolate and virtually 
inaccessible morass.

The search for the living and 
the dead continued past dawn 
today.

T h e  b ig  w id e -b o d ie d  
Lockheed LlOll was enroute 
from New York to Miami when 
it crashed just before midnight 
Friday, 17 miles northwest of 
Miami International Airport. 
The cause of the crash was not 
known at once, but an Eastern 
spokesman said there was no 
word from the pilot.

Helicopters and volunteer 
drivers of airboats — shallow 
draft that skim over the swamp 
— w ere pressed  into the 
difficult rescue effort.

“ It’s the worst thing I’ve ever 
seen in my life ,”  said Bill 
Hodges of Miami, a Coast 
Guard helicopter pilot. “ Bodies 
were all over the place.

“ Just two pieces of the plane 
were intact, the tail and a 
section of the cabin,”  Hodges 
 ̂said. “ The rest of the plane was 
in a thousand pieces.”

The U:S. D epartm ent o f 
Housing' and Urban Develop­
ment (HUD), in approving in­
terest and rent subsidies for the

project earlier this month, 
noted that the project’s cost 
would be in excess of 97 million.

T h e H UD c o m m itm e n t  
m ea n s th at the F e d e ra l 
Housing Administration will 
pay 9340,409 annually to the 
Connecticut Bank and Trust Co. 
in interest subsidies on a 
mortgage M 96(j>26,000.  ̂HUD 
will also provide 946,741 annual­
ly-in retd SUpplemdnf Tuhds to 

V B la ^  Associates.
The project is being federally 

funded under Section 236 of the 
Housing Act, which enables 
private developers to build low 
and moderate income housing 
b^ su b s id iz in g  m o rtg a g e  
interest and rental payments.

The 374 apartment units 
consist of 96 one-bedroom units, 
200 tw o-bedroom  units, 75 
three-bedroom units, and three 
caretaker’s units.

The one-bedroom units will 
rent for 9143 monthly; two- 
b ^ o o m  units, 9168 monthly; 
and three-bedroom units, 9188 
monthly. These rents will be

available Only to a person or 
family whose annual income, at 
admission time, doesn’t exceed 
maximums on a Squire Village 
schedule.

The schedule of maximum 
incomes is; a one-person fami­
ly, 96,075; two-person family, 
96,885; three-person family, 
97,560; four-person family, 98,- 
100; five-person family. 98,640; 
six-personlamuy,

Any family whose Income is 
above those levels would be 
required to pay a higher rent — 
about 970 more per month.

In addition to the low pents, 20 
per cent of the units may be 
rented to lower income families 
at rents equivalent to 25 per 
cent of the family income.

Applications will be open to 
any person or family on a first- 
c o m e , firs t -serv ed  basis, 
subject to  the applicant’s 
qualifications.

Don ’laggerty, spokesman for 
the Dade County Sheriff’ s 
office, said the Indians’ deci­
sion in no way hampered the 
rescue effort.

Coast Guardsmen, police and 
volunteers worked through the

night, slogging by foot through 
the muck, wending their way 
th rou gh  s la s h in g  5 - fo o t  
sawgrass to reach the'clusters 
of survivors and recover the 
dead. Flashlights and calls of 
distress were the only guide 
until portable floodlights were 
set in place. ' !. ..

As he lay on a stretcher at 
Miami’s Palmetto Hospital, 
one ^urvivor, 32-year-old 
Michael Laurie of Syosset, 
N.Y., recalled his ordeal: a 
c ra w l through  the slim y  
waters, the screams and moans 
of freightened and injured.

“ It was completely dark, cold 
and wet,”  he said. “ Nothing left 
of the fuselage. We were in...a 
foot of water, I crawled as far 
as I could, a long way, 300 yards 
or so. I could hear people 
screaming. I yelled for them to 
get away fnnn the plane.”  

Laurie said he was plucked to 
sa fe ty  by a C oast Guard 
helicopter which could only 
hover c lose  to the ground 
because of the wet.
. “ They drug us up just like you 

see in the movies,”  he said.
Passengers said their was no 

warning.

WASHINGT0I^( AP) — President Nixon has ordered the 
bombing of North Vietnam halted and Henry Kissinger’s 
secret Paris peace talks will resume Jan. 8, the White 
House said today.

Deputy press secretary Gerald U. Warren said the 
President ordered suspension of bombing raids above the ‘ 
20th parallel “ as soon as it was clear serious negotiations 
could be resumed.”

K i s s i n g e r ’ s p r i v a t e  
negotiations with Hanoi polit- 
burO member Le Due ’Tho and 
th e  h e a d  o f  the  No r th  
Vietnam ese delegation in 
Paris, Xuan Thuy, will be 
resuming after a halt of nearly 
one month. ’The talks broke off 
Dec. 13 and Nixon began the 
heaviest bombing of the war on 
Dec. 18.
