Tolland spent most of 1972 in
financial turmoil prompted by
continuing controversy over
property revaluations, in-
creased taxes and budget
referendums, which threatened
to wreck the financial stability
of ‘the town.

The powers of ‘government
reverted to the hands of the
people as referendums were
called at the drop of a petition
for budgets, and were

" threatened for several other
major items. Petitions were
filed calling for the resignation
of Democratic Town Chairman
Charles Thifault, but were
ruled illegal by Democratic
Town Committee parlimen-
tarian Harold Garrity.

At the end of the year, still
another controversy was
brewing over the proposed
charter for the town calling for
a town manager and expanded
seven-member Board of
Selectmen.

Advocated by the Charter
Revision Commission, the
proposed charter is unanimous-
ly opposed by the Board of
Selectmen.

If the selectmen fail to place
the charter on the voting
machines as promised,
petitions will be circulated to
obtain signatures of 15 per cent
of%the electorate, forcing its
placement on the voting
machines for people to decide.

Tolland acted with typical
unpredictability during 1972,
approving a $2,365,000 budget at
the annual town meeting, only
to reject it in a petitioned
referendum, but failing to ap-
prove a proposed $150,000 cut by
a tie vote-820 to 820.

Attempts for a compromise
$50,000 cut were rejected at a
subsequently approved in still
another petitioned referendum
by an 845-544 margin.

The entire budget
controversy filled two months
of news and was interspersed
by court challenges over the
legality of referendums on
approved budgets, a case still
pending in Superior Court.

The budget controversy
resulted in a two-week delay in
mailing out tax bills, after the
finance board was finally able
to set a 46-mill rate, on the
revalued $48,730,830 grand

N

School Approved

Although the budget cuts took
a_total of $435,000 out of the
proposed $2,789,000 Board of
Education budget, town
residents have given the go-
ahead for the construction of
the $1.9 million addition to the
overcrowded middle school.

The second phase of the
school, planned for originally,
but still unbuilt because of the
town'’s limited bonding capacity
three years ago, contains five
additional classrooms as well
as specialized facilities for
science labs, home conomics,
industrial arts and a gym.

Two town meetings have been
held on preliminary approval
items for the project without
opposition, and bids are now
being prepared for submittal in
February. )

The Board of Education has
- gent much of its time this year
trying to keep its expenditures
in the black, despite several
problems which have arisen
requiring additional funds.

1972 was the worst of four
consecutive years of
substantial education budget
cuts, and the second con-
secutive year for referendums
on the budget.

The $48,730,830 grand list
represented a 68.5 per cent in-
crease over the past year due lo
the éffects of revaluation.
House and building lots
registered a 400 per cent in-
crease in value, while open land
increased in value by 300 per
cent.

Landowners Fight

This increase, particularly
for large property owners,
prompted a vigorous dispute, pit-
ting landowners led by Stanley
Gozdz against the Board of
Assessors. The dispute con-
tinues even though the values
were adjusted downwards by
the assessors this year. The
Board of Tax Review has
agreed to overrule the
assessors and lower the proper-
ty values still further to meet
the statistics provided by the
Caonnecticut Farm Bureau. The
assessors warn this means
increases in property taxes for
homeowners.

Gozdz repeatedly points to
the increased land values as
prompting the sale of large
parcels of land to developers,
which will in turn boost local
taxes still further.

The year marked a sharp
upturn in development activity
in town, including many new
houses being  constructed all
over town; construction of
several new shopping centers
and a new. building for the
Savings Bank of -Tolland. No
new gas stations were bullt,

As the year drew to a close,
residents protested a requested
zone change to permit the
Southern New England
Telephone Co. to construct a
switching station at the top of
the historic Green. Building
Inspector Frank Merrill
threatened to bring the matter
to court if it is approved by the
PZC.

Suits Threatened

The Planning and Zoning
commission had a busy year
and faced several threatened
law suits, none of which have
been completely resolved. The
law suit over the high raise
Mobil Oil Co. sign brought by
Charles MacArthur and Mary
McNally was withdrawn after a
day in court and subsequently
dropped. For some unexplained
reason both the Mobil and the
Esso high rise signs have
remained unlit for most of the
month of December, making
the whole two year controversy -
somewhat academic.

Lawsuits brought against the
PZC for its approval of the
proposed Rt. 74 campgrounds
and the earlier approval of the
Lemek campground request on
Goose Lane are still pending,

and a decision has yet to be
reached on the court suit
brought by CITGO against the
town's approval of the Gas
Towne station across the street.

The Town Plan Advisory
Committee is currently
working with the PZC to write
new zoning regulations which
will enforce the town plan
completed this year and
scheduled for a hearing
probably in the latter part of
January,

Democrats in Dispute

Politically, local action
revolved mainly around the
Democrats and their town
chairman Charles Thifault,
Thifault announced his can-
didacy for the state legislature
in March, withstood an attempt
to unseat him from the party
chairmanship also during
March; and took a strong
stance in favor of budget
austerity.

He lost the '‘Democratic
nomination for state represen-
tative from the new 53rd
District(Tolland, Coventry and
Willington) during September
and a subsequent petitioned
primary in October, agaist en-
dorsed candidate Richard
Cromie of Coventry. Cromie in
turn was defeated by
Republican Jesse Brainard also
of Coventry. Tolland's long-
time GOP state Represen-
tative, Robert King, retires
from the legislature at the end
of this term.

Thifault opposed the new
porposed . charter, advocating
instead a full-time mayor or
full-time first selectman with
full executive powers,

In November a majority 15-8
vote of the Democratic Town
Committee called for Thifault's
resignation from the
chairmanship post he has held
since 1968, The committee
parlimentarian ruled the action
illegal, claiming the vote had
not been requested on the call
of the meeting,

A December meeting was
canceled by Thifault and
petitions calling for a vote on
his resignation were again
ruled illegal by the parliamen-
tarian Atty. Harold Garrity,
who also offered to meet with
both sides to settle the issue.
The Democrats are expected to
meet the second Friday in
January and to reach a decision
on the problem, which sparked
one of the most bitter political
fights in this town in years.

Other Events

Several good things occurred
during the year, topped by the
receipt of larger than
anticipated federal revenue
sharing funds which will give
the town $89,386 a year for the
next five years.

The town is holding a option
on a new 100 plus acre dump
cite, near the present dump and
a senior citizens housing
committee was formed.

The possibility of year round
schools and town-owned school
buses were studied and
dropped, at least for now. The
IGE Individualized Instruction
Program was implemented at
Hicks Memorial School and the
high school underwent
accreditation evaluation during
December, a report on which is
still pending.

Constable pawol duty was
‘increased, giving the town 24
hour police coverage; the
Community House property on
Cider Mill Rd., across from
Crandall's Pond was deeded to
the town at no cost.

Several citizen groups were
formed to meet town problems
on an independent basis rather
than through the town's
financial structure.

Assembly
Organizing

HARTFORD (AP) — The new Connecticut General
Assembly was to settle down to its first round of
committee business today after a busy opening session

Wednesday that included Gov.

of the State' address.

In today's sessions, the
committees of the Republican-
dominated legislature, each
headed by a pair of Republican
cochairmen, were expected to
organize themselves for the
coming months.

An ebullient Lt. Gov. T. Clark
Hull said Wednesday's opening
session was like '‘the first day
of school with new Buster
Brown shoes on.'' It was indeed
a bright day for the
Republicans, who found
themselves in control of both
houses of the legislature and
the governor's office for the
first time in 20 years.

Meskill's address, delayed
two hours because of
procedural business on the
floor, contained calls for con-
trols on hospital costs,
protection of pension rights and
a state-wide law enforcement
unit to fight organized crime,

But the lack of other specific
recommendations indicated
Meskill would assemble most of
his legislative program piece
by piece throughout the 1973
legislative session.

The delay in Meskill's
appearance resulted from the
first test of Republican unity
and strength in the legislature
against the Democrats, who
were unseated in the Nov. 7
election from majorities in both
houses. The Republicans
proposed a Jan. 11 deadline for
the filing of bills by individual
legislators: a deadline attacked

Thomas J. Meskill's ‘‘State

by Democrats in both houses.

House Minority Leader Carl
Ajello said the deadline
deprived many legislators —
particularly freshmen — of the
time necessary to ask their
constituents for ideas about
possible legislation. But
Majority Leader Gerald F,
Stevens respanded that the
deadline would provide “‘an
orderly process of legislation'
and that new bills could be
introduced after the deadline if
drafted by committees.

The Jan. 11 date was
approved in both chambers
along nearly straight party
lines,

One surprise for many new-
comers to the legislature at the
Wednesday session game when,
before the assembled
multitude, outgoing Rep. Rubin
Cohen of Colchester presented
a loaf of pumpernickel bread to
House Clerk Lucille Dow.
Cohen, who was known as
“Dean of the House'' for his 30
years of service until he was
defeated in the November
elections, had regularly kept
the clerk's office supplied with
enormous loaves of the bread.
Wednesday, he handed in his
last loaf.

Investment Tax

Changes Offered

HARTFORD (AP)— The state tax on stock dividends is
discriminatory and should be repealed, but the tax on
capital gains affects mostly the wealthy and should be
increased, the Governor's Commission on Tax Reform

said today.

The commission said the
result of its recommendation
would be a net loss of $9 million
a year in tax revenues to the
state government.

By repealing the dividends
tax, $26 million would be lost in
annual revenues, but by
doubling the base of the capital
gains tax, $17 million of that
loss would be accounted for, the
commission said.

The commission proposed to
boost the capital gains tax back,
to the level where the 1971-72
legislature intended it to be—a
6 per cent tax on 100 per cent of
long-term capital gains, The
state Supreme Court ruled last
year that begause of the
wording of law, the tax
could only be/pplied to 50 per,
cent of any/long-term capital
gain, the o 50 per cent being

' exempt. The Tax Department is

now in the process of returning,
about $16 million in refunds to
capital gains tax payers.

The tax reform commission,
~whose complete report is to be
released next Wednesday, sald

the dividends tax, as a tax in
income, is discriminatory
because another form of un-
earned income — interest on
bank accounts and bonds — is
not taxed by the state. Also, the
dividend tax ‘‘often falls on
those least able to pay it, such
as those in low income brackets
and particularly elderly
individuals who have invested
in stock to provide necessary
retirement income,"”’ it said.

Most capital gains, however,
are realized ‘through
“investment decision’ and “‘in-
dividuals realizing capital
gains...are more able to pay a
‘tax on that gain from the
proceeds,”” said the commis-
sion,

Another commission
recommendation announced
today is for a nine-fold increase
in the “conveyance tax,"” a sort
of sales tax on real estate
which is now imposed at a raté
of $1.10 for each $1,000 of value
of property sold. The
commission said the tax should
be increased to' $10 per $1,000.

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SAIGON (AP) — The US.
Command today announced the
loss of another B52 heavy
bomber and another F111
fighter-bomber in the air war
against North Vietnam,

It also reported that the
recent air blitz on Hanoi and
Haiphong pushed the total
number of Americans killed,
missing or captured during the
last two weeks of 1972 to 109,
the greatest number of
American war casualties in two
years.

Bombh Fatalities

TOKYO (AP) — North
Vietnam. announced today that
a preliminary survey showed
1,318 persons were killed and
1,261 wounded by U.S. bombing
raids on Hanoi last month.

A communique of a special
investigating committee said
that, in 10 days of bombing
between Dec. 18 and Dec, 29,
American planes made more
than 1,000 sorties against the
North Vietnamese capital. It
said 40,000 tons of bombs were
dropped, devastating densely
populated areas.

The U.S. Command in Saigon
has withheld its own report on
the bombing damage.

Consumer Credit

WASHINGTON (AP) — A
national commission has
proposed major revisions in the
consumer-credit field to make
credit cheaper and easier to
get, but members said the panel
was not unanimous in its
recommendations and urged
caution in adopting them.

The head of the National
Commission on Consumer
Finance said in a report to
Congress Wednesday that the
chief goal is to promote greater
competition in the consumer-
credit market.

Grumman Loan

BETHPAGE, N.Y. (AP) —
Grumman Corp. has been
granted an additional $18
million loan by the Navy
despite the aerospace contrac-
tor's refusal to build 48 more
F14 jet fighters for the service
under a contract option,

A Grumman spokesman said
Wednesday night the loan was
authorized by the Navy on Dec.
12, the day after the company
said it would not build the
additional Fl4s unless the price
were renegotiafed.

Stephen G. Kerekes, the
spokesman, said the loan wd§
not predicated on Grumman's
willingness to build the
additional planes. The loan
brings to $54 million the com-
pany’s total indebtedness to the
Department of Defense.

Fire Destroys

Boston

Train

BOSTON (AP) — Firemen utilizing 1,000-feet long pieces
of hose-and oxygen masks extinguished a fire this morning
that destroyed an inbound rapid transit train on the
MBTA's Red Line near the South Station Under tunnel.

An estimated 250 transit riders were brought to the
surface at the nearby Broadway subway station, firemen

said.

Several persons suffered
injuries and were taken to
Boston hospitals for treatment.
MBTA officials said one of their
employes was missing, but
firemen said there was no one
in the mile-long tunnel
passageway between South Sta-
tion and Broadway, where the
fire occurred. '

One of the injured, identified
as Robert Purcell of the
Dorchester section of Boston,
was carried a quarter of a mile
through the tunnel by rescuers
and taken to Boston City

Deputy negotiator Nguyen
Minh Vy of North Vietnam
issued a sharp retort at the end
of the session, telling
newsmen:

“While B52s continue carpet
bombing on the territory of our
country, provoking mourning
and devastation, today at this
conference the American
delegate tells us this is not the
moment for rancor but is the

moment to heal the wounds.

"“We told the American
delegate that if the United
States wants to close the gap
between its acts and its words,
it must renounce its aggressive
aims and acts of war and
immediately proceed to sign
without delay the agreement to
which it has given its consent.”

Saigon Ambassador Pham
Dang Lam told the 172nd ses-
sion of the semipublic Paris
peace talks: ‘‘Unless they
admit that their ‘design is to
achieve the reumification of
Vietnam their way and to place
the whole of Vietnam under
their domination, the Hanol
authorities cannot fail to
acknowledge that there are two
distinct states of Vietnam."

He said bolh are
“internationally recognized,
each having its own political
regime and exercising its
sovereignty on its own
territory, as in the cases of the
two Germanys and the two
Koreas."

Congress to cut off all money
for the Vietnam war
immediately

The only conditions on the
cutoff, which was adopted by
House Democrats Tuesday,
would be release of U.S. war
prisoners and safe conduct for
withdrawing American forces.

Senate Republicans,
meanwhile, with 17 of their
number absent, voted 16 to 10 to
support '‘the efforts of the
President to end the tragic con-
flict in Indochina now through a
negotiated settlements.”

With the war the prime topic
of conversation at the opening
of the 93rd Congress, White
House press secretary Ronald
L. Ziegler told newsmen:
“*“Members of Congress should
ask themselves if they want to
be responsible for raising
doubts in the enemy's mind
about the United States position
and therefore possibly
prolonging the negotiations.”

Ziegler's statement followed
a breakfast meeting Wednesday
between Nixon and House
Speaker Carl Albert.

In organizing for the 1973-74
session, Senate Republicans
chose conservatives for two
leadership jobs. William Brock
of Tennessee defeated Edward
M. Brooke of Massachusetts to
become chairman of the Senate
Republican Campaign
Committee. And John Tower of
Texas won over Robert Taft Jr.
of Ohio for chairmanship of the
policy committee.

HARTFORD (AP)— Signs of
local willingness to pay part of
the cost of resuming bus
service in and around the
state's six largest cities has
prompted Gov.

running again. Meskill had
demanded both conditions.

Guida quoted a statement
sent to Meskill by officials of
the cities and towns hit by the
bus stoppage as saying that *“‘in
the interest of the immediate
resumption of bus service,
there may have to be some
local contribution..."

The amount, he said, ‘‘will be’

determined after all factors
have been properly examined
and studied."”

Popular Mayoralty ,E'léctions‘
Rejected By Charter Revisers

The Manchester Charter
Revision Commission, by an 8
to 4 vote last night, rejected a
proposal for the popular
election of a mayor. Called the
"Jackston Proposal," after
Phyllis Jackston, CRC
secretary and its only woman
member, it would have allowed
the electorate to choose the
mayor. Under the existing
provision, the mayor (chair-
man of the Board of Directors)
is chosen by the nine directors.
Traditionally, he has been the
high vote-gelter.

The CRC, seven weeks ago,
had rejected a proposal for°a
change to a strong-mayor
government, It recommended
then that the council-manager
governmenl continue in
Marnchester:

She said, “When I used the
word responsive, I wasn't
implying that Manchester's
mayors have not been respon-
sive to the people. They have
been.

“Perhaps the right word
should be partitipatory. Being
elected by the people, and not
by the other members of the
town council, would give a
mayor more recognition — at
the State Capitol and
elsewhere.

“Now, we are electing a
mayor by chance — possibly
even because of his position on
the ballot. Under my proposal,
he would be an elected mayor—
not a chance mayor."

Odegard, the only other
person to speak on the motion,
said briefly, ‘It's appropriate

at this time to make the
change. | agree we should elect
a mayor at-large, The people
should have the right to vote for
their mayor."

The principal villains in all
this are the comedy team of
Jack Burns and Avery
Schreiber, who act as hosts, and
George S. Irving, who once
portrayed Nixon in a Broadway
revue.

Irving repeats his Nixon act

which he puts no blame on those
who voted for Mc@overn.

‘1 would be the last to
criticize them,'' he says,

He also announces '‘the
opening of several new White
Houses'' and concludes his
speech by saying: ‘“Now, it's
time to say goodby.

Schreiber, cast as a '‘poor
unfortunate,” shows up with a
thumb that won't bend. Burns
invokes divine guidance, smites
the thumb and watches the
unfortunate bound away in
extreme pain.

“A little more faith, my

friend,”” he advises, intersper-
sing the laying on of hands with
pleas for alms from the viewing
audience,

There are a few limp
moments in the show, all in-
volving Frost or a supper-club
satirist called Mark Russell.

Despite this, it's good to see
organized lunacy back on
television again. The old year
was somewhat of a dud, but if
this is the way 1973 will go, it
may well be a happy new year.

Shriver ticket. In fact,
Wattenberg was blackballed
because he has the time and
talent to battle the Bodes and
the Segals.

Moreover, a provision slipped
through the national convention
last July makes the Woodcock
Commission not only a stacked
but a frozen deck. It is subject
neither to approval by the full
Democratic National
Committee nor to addition or
subtraction by Chairman
Strauss,

Although less blatantly left-
loaded. the partv's new Charter
Commission—to  plan  the
botentially lethal 1974 midterm
convention—is nevertheless
dominated by reformers. The
anti-new politics Coalition for a
Democratic Majority (CDM)
submitted four prominent
names (including Patricia
Roberts Harris, chairman of
the 1972 Democratic credential
committee). All were rejected,
without explanation.

In sum,’ the reformers are
warning Strauss: stick to
meoney raising and similar non-
ideological ptirsuits and let the

North Vietnam’s ‘Agreement’

WASHINGTON—It is now
possible to report, from rather
close to the horse's mouth, the
murky background of North
Vietnam's announcement on
Oct. 25 of an “‘agreement”’ with
the United States on a cease-
fire. Hanoi, quite simply—and
in the tradition of Communist
negotiators—was putting
Richard Nixon on a spot.

Matters were progressing.
pretty well between 'Henry
Kissinger and North Vietnam's
Le Duc Tho. They had
hammered out a tentative ac-
cord on the terms for a cease-
fire and there was every indica-
tion that the language of this
tentative agreement could be
laundered and tightened during
a few more meetings between
the chief negotiators.

That is to say, the. President
and Kissinger still had serious
reservations about some of the
language, notably that dealing
with the disposition of North
Vietnam troops in the south and
protection of Presgident Thieu's
Saigon government. They also
wanted to clarify the status of
the proposed ‘“‘conciliation"”
commission to make sure the
commission was not endorsed
as a provisional government.

But Hanoi wanted to tentative
accord signed and sealed as it
stood. It wanted to keep the
language vague in order to give
the Communists room for
political maneuvering once the
shooting stopped.

North Vietnam's politicians
knew Nixon's reelection was
assured and that once he was
returned to office he would be

e Som

tougher to deal with. Therefore,
they hoped to force the
President’s hand. Aware that
Nixon would find a cease-fire
settlement before election at-
tractive, they hoped he would
buy it before balloting. But in
any case, they were determined
to make public a “settlement”
favorable to Hanoi which they
believed Nixon would find it im-
possible to reject after his
reelection.

In short, their game plan was
to raise the hopes of the
American people and dare
Richard Nixon to dash them. So
suddenly and without consulta-
tion with Washington, they an-
nounced the tentative accord as
a ''settlement’ on Oct. 25.

The move left Nixon and
Kissinger with no alternative.
They had to confirm the ten-
tative accord, and they did so.
But while Kissinger quite
properly reported that some
details remained to be ironed
out in future sessions, he also
blundered. Perhaps unwilling to
dash American hopes, he told a
news conference that the
differences over the pact's
languageé could be settled in a
matter of days and concluded
that “‘peace is at hand."”

In fairness to Kissinger, he
believed he was telling the
American people the truth. ITe
had been assured by Le Duc
Tho that the differences were
minor and could be negotiated
without any sweat. Given the
joyous internatigpal uproar
over Hanoi's announcement of
the “‘settlement," he must have
felt his appraisal of the situa-
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tion was justified. Anyway, he
could hardly have disowned the
tentative accord. It existed.

One high administration of-
ficial close to the situation
claims that Kissinger was more
Machiavellian than he
appeared. The ‘‘peace-is-at-
hand” bit, he says, was an ef-
fort to put the onus on Hanol if
negotiations collapsed. This of-
ficial says unequivocally that
Kissinger's use of the phrase
was intended as a warning to
the North Vietnamese that if
they refuse to negotiate the ac-
cord’s differences Washington
would make it clear to the
world that they had sabotaged
the deal.

Unfortunately, things did not
work out that way. Although it
is obvious that Hanol is the
villain, the world—and
numerous members of the U. S.
Congress—couldn't’ care less.
As Sen. Mike Mansfield, the
Senate Majority Leader, put it,
they were satisfied with the
Oct, 25 “settlement.” So the
world and the American loyal
opposition poured condemna-
tion on President Nixon's head
for his resumption of fullscale
bombing of North Vietnam.

What these critics want is an
end to American involvement in
the war. Period. Mansfield
spelled it out: "It is long since
past lime to stop worrying
about saving face and concen-
trate on saving lives and our
own sense of decency and
humanity.'"" Whatever the
merits of the case, Hanoi's Oct.
25 gimmick of announcing a
“'settlement” had done its job
for the Communists.

Thifault claimed it would be
cheaper to repair the existing
payloader and trade-in would be
better on an operating piece of
equipment.

Selectman Charles Luce
contended it was poor business
practice to lease a payloader as
the town is doing, when it could
be leasing with a right to

and payments being
made towards the purchase
price of a new one.

Stoetzner agreed with the
other two members of the
Board of Selectmen, but added
more than the $1,400 repair of
the hydraulic system would be
required, according to
estimates he has received. A
complete overhaul would be
necessary. Trade in value
would be $1,400 for a working
machine or 10 per cent off the
purchase price if the town
keeps the old one, which would
amount to more than §1,400.

The first selectman agreed to
meet again with the finance
board to plead his case, and to
get the finance board decision
"in writing."'

As we drove out to the Tucker
home on Christmas Day, we
enjoyed the beautiful huge
poinsettia bushes in the yards,
hibiscus, which blooms all year,
wild holly, and Christmas
decorations everywhere.
Christmas trees are in great de-
mand in Bermuda, the
residents standing in line at
retailers when the boats arrive
with the trees. There is

‘Christmas tradition in

Bermuda. The cassava plant is
not native to the island. It was
brought there from the West
Indies about 1616. The early
seftlers ground the root and
mixed it with the eggs of wild
birds. Later, they added pork to
the batter. (It is believed that
hogs swam ashore from a
shipwreck).

Today, little cassava is grown
on the island. It can be brought
frozen. When it is purchased
fresh, the Tuckers grate it and
put it into their own freezer so
they will have some again at
Easter.

While it is called pie, the dish
is more like cake since it Is
baked in a pan similar to a
meatloaf pan. Some make it in
a round shape. The closest
description T can give you is
that it is like thick corn bread.
The center of the pie is filled
with pieces of pork and chicken.

It is absolutely delectable and
beyond description. I have
eaten it elsewhere and there is
no comparison between one
person’s recipe and anather’s.

Tuckers is a golden yellow. We
gave you the traditional
Bermuda recipe in this column
on June 15; 1972

Wynette topped this elegant
meal off with her plum pudding,
an old family recipe.

The day” after Christmas is
another holiday in Bermuda. It
is the English Boxing Day. In
the old days, the wealthy would
put into boxes any leftover food
and give it the poor.
Traditionally, it is the day when
the postman, the milkman and
others are given gifts.

Bermuda has something
different on Boxing Day than
England. Suddenly, you will
hear the beat of drums. ‘‘Here
come the Gombeys,"” we hear,
as everyone rushes out. Boys
and girls are dressed in colorful
costumes decorated with tiny
pieces of mirror, bright
appliques and” buttons. They
wear elaborately deeorated
headpieces of colored feathers
as they dance about.

1 do not know the origin of the
name Gombey or the dance but
the steps look similar to those
of the Watusi. As the viewers
toss coins to the assembled
group, the dancers try to outdo
one another. At one time, I
believe only men and boys
participated in this dance.

Christmas dinner at the
Princess was an elaborate and
well presented affair. In
addition to roast turkey with
chestnut dressing seryed with
braised ham, one could have

\

roast goose stuffed with sage
and apples or beef Wellington.
We all chose the latter. This is
beef tenderloin which has been
surrounded with a layer of pate
de foie gras, then baked in a
puff pastry.
A whole tenderloin is rubbed
with salt and pepper,
sometimes with brandy. It is
roasted at a high temperature
400-450 only until very, very
rare. At this point, the chef may
choose to flame the meat with
brandy. Now, he sets the meat
aside to cool. This is very
important, If the meat were hot
when placed in the pastry, ‘the
dough would be soggy in spots
and the result would not be the
crisp flaky crust that is desired.

The cooled filet is coated all
around with foie gras. If the foi
gras does not contain truffles,
little bits are sometimes placed
atop the foie gras on the upper
part of the tenderloin. The
pastry is wrapped about the
meat which is then baked for 10
minutes in" a 425-degree oven.
For the last 20 minutes, the
heat is reduced to 375. It should
be allowed to stand about 15
minutes before removing from
the shallow baking pan for
slicing.

Beef Wellington is
traditionally served with a dark
brown sauce.

C. R. Burr and Co., Inc., the
. wholesale nursery business
with warehouses and offices at
420 N. Main St.; and its
subsidiaries, Burr Produects,
Inc. and American Roses, Inc.,
have been sold. The purchaser
is a private investor group,
headed by John H. Hickman,
with headquarters in
Cooperstown, N.Y.

The sale price was not
revealed.

The new owners will continue
to do business under the Burr
name, and Charles S. Burr, who
has been associated with Burr
Nurseries for 43 years and
president since 1946, will re-
main as a consultant. "I hope
he“is going to help us start
another 75 years,"” Hickman
commented.

The sale includes 10 acres of
land in Manchester, seven of
which contain 100,000 . square
feet of warehouse and office
space on N. Main and Oakland
Sts.; 350 acres of growing land
in Somers, Broad Brook,
Ellington, Middlefield, and
Durham; and contract growing
facilities near Bakersfield,
Calif. for the production of 200,-
000 rose bushes on 40 acres.
Burr Nurseries has maintained
contract relations with the
same California grower for 15
years.

SPECIALTIES

Evergreens, ornamental and
shade trees, and flowering
shrubs are the specialties of C,
R. Burr and Co. When the
company was established in
1898 on 30 acres on Oakland St.
by Clifford R. Burr, father of
the recent owner, he
specialized in fruit trees. The
founder purchased the tract
from his father, Nehemiah, who
was a farmer.

At the company's peak
production during the year,
Burr said, about 150 employes
are on the payroll, divided
between 80 in the fields and 70
in the warehouse. The year-
round crew, he added, is about
40, In February 1959, clerical
personnel were moved from 119
Oakland St. to the present N.
Main St. quarters. Hickman
said that all employes will be
retained,

Historically, Hickman said,
the annual gross sales volume
of Burr products has hovered
around the $1 million mark.

View of Apollo Recovery

When Apollo 17 splashed
down in the tropical South
Pacific waters, on Dec. 19, Lt,
Timothy Keeney was one of the
members of the recovery team
to guide the safe return of the
three astronauts to the
recovery ship, the USS
Ticonderoga.

Although being on the
recovery team was truly
exciting, it is also a lot of hard
work.

According
to an actount written in a letter
by Lt. Keeney, the ship picked
up about 20 reporters,
producers, directors, commen-
tators from the television

station; about 20 technicians
for the Skylab Mobile
Laboratory; five radio an-
‘nouncers; 30 members of the
NASA crew and several civilian
technicians to assist with all of
the communication equipment
on board the rescue ship. Added
to this were 10 doctors who
would have the job of
examining the three astronauts,
Eugene Cernan, Harrison
Schmitt and Ronald Evans.
Relating the events leading to
the recovery, Lt, Keeney said
that between Hawail and
American Samoa the recovery
team conducted seven
simulated exercises in prepara-
tion for the actual recovery._
Three of these exercises were
done at night and four during
the day. Lt. Keeney said while
the simulated exercises did
become a bit boring, he was,
willing to admit that from each
one something new was
learned. .
Lt. Keeney said that even
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of “'sea time'’ under their belts,
they were nol immune Lo
becoming seasick in the 8 to 10-
foot swells they experienced
during the practice sessions in
the life raft,

When the list of dignitaries
who would be aboard ship for
the recovery ceremonies was
published, Lt. Keeney spotted
the name of Connecticut Sen,

Lt. Timothy Keeney

Lowell Weicker and decided he

would put in a request to be the
senaltor’s escort aboard the ship
and his request was granted.

““The first man off the small
E-1 aircraft was Sen. Barry
Goldwater, who seemed much
older than I had imagined...and
right behind him was Sen.
Weicker who really surprised
me with his 6' 6" frame,"" Lt.
Keeney said. :

“‘After dinner I took him
(Sen. Weicker) .down to the
wardroom for-arousing three-
rubber bridge game with a man
from NASA and a member of
the wardroom, and the senator
and I were stomped by a
whopping 2400 points,"" Lt.
Keeney related.

Noting that volley ball is
considered the strongest sport
of the Underwater Demolition
Team, Lt. Keeney apparently

supressed a little smile when
Sen. Weicker asked him if he
could arrange a little volley ball
game, He organized his group
and the senator organized his
team consisting of Sen.
Goldwater an Air Force major
general and a few others. The
“Congressional’’ team won
three out of four games, "“‘most
embarrassing for our team but
it really made Sen. Weicker's
day," Lt. Keeney recalled.”
“The next day, Recovery
Day, will prabably be one of the
most memorable of my life,”
the voung lieutenant said. He
added that he and Sen. Weicker
swapped cameras since the
senator had an underwater
camera and his was better for
taking pictures on the ship.

“Recovery procedures went
along as all the simex's
(practice sessions) up until the
point where we were flying at
5,000 feet and spotted the
Command Module’s main
chutes at 10,000 feet about five
miles away from us, an
incredibly beautiful sight.” Lt.
Keeney related.

“*As we raced towards it in
the helicopter at 100 plus knots.
all hands were trying to take
pictures and make final
preparations for the jump at
the same time,” Lt. Keeney
explained, He described their
drops as being almost perfect,
occurring 1% minutes after
splashdown of the space ship
which had already gone 15 feet
below the surface.

The drop was not without a
few perilous moménts for Lt.
Keeney who said that as he
attached the one-man raft to
the apex, a few shroud lines
looped over the manifold of his

“tank and T thought for a few
seconds I might be sinking with
my parachute.” His alert swim
buddy, however, saw his

predicament and disentangled

him.

He describéd the task’ of
pulling the parachute into the
seven-man raft as beihg much
harder-than was imagined. He
said his main goncern was to

get the chute fully secured in
the raft so they could swim the
raft closer to the command
module. He added that this feat
was accomplished just as the
last of the three astronauts was
safely in the egress raft. "‘After
‘Schmitt, Evans and Cernan had
all been hoisted into the

* helicopter, the six of us swam
our rafts over to the Command
Module and we celebrated with
a cold bottle of champagne,”
Lt. Keeney said.

It was then back to the ship
for a shower, a change of
clothes and lunch, where Lt.
Keeney exchanged cameras
again with Sen. Weicker and
later watched video replays of
the recovery operations. A talk
with Sen. Goldwater was
another highlight of the day's
events. Diving and the Indians
in Arizona were the main topics
of this talk. "I heard several
people comment after he
(Goldwater) left that they were
sorry they had not voted for
him in 1964, Lt. Keeney said.

After the VIPs left the ship, a

cake cutting ceremony was:-

held in the hangar bay and those
aboard heard the Llhree
astronauts speak. "*Evans in his
typical clownlike fashion said
the most memorable thing he

did was eat vegetable soup-

every day while standing on his
head.” Lt. Keeney recalled.

A surprise for the astronauts
came in the form of gifts they
found in the pockets of the life
jackets passed to them through
the hatch of the Command
Module. John Smart, the first té
open the hatch/of the ship, had
had-24ki-gold-plated-K-bars-all
engraved specifically for the
space flight crew.

As Li. Keeney related all of |

this information in a letter to
his' parents and his wife's
parents, he was still_sailing
toward homeport in San ‘Diego

Mayor Criticizes PUC Stand

On Town Power Failure

Mayor Abraham Glassman
said this week he can't readily
accept the fact that the electric
power companies are unable to
improve service to consumers.
Last month, after many South
Windsor residents were without
electrical power from 8 to 22
hours, Glassman wrote a letter
to the Public Utilities
Commission and sent copies of
the request for information to
the Connecticut Light and
Power Company and Hartford
Electric Light Company.

According to Glassman,
improvements are hampered
because of ‘‘money, or lack of
it,” replx letters said.

However Glassman said he
feels the PUC failed to “‘carry
out all the responsibilities for
updating procedures'’, and
because of the concern for the
consumer's expenses, the
commission seems to be protec-
ting the large company, he said,

Glassman added that the
PUC has a dual role and should
bear in mind the people who
pay for the services as well as
the large companies. “There is
room for improvement in the

* Connecticut monopoly,” he
said, and added that ‘‘somehow,
somewhere the PUC must be
forced to provide better
service."”

Indicative to the discussion,
Glassman cited a recent

NEW HAVEN (AP) — Two
high school girls have filed suit
in U.S. District Court against
their principals because they
are not allowed to compete with
boys in non-contact sports.

The suit was filed Wednesday
in New Haven federal courf,
and later in the day U.S.
District Court Judge Jon O.
Newman in Hartford ordered
school officials to appear in
court Jan. 15 o explain why the
restrictive policies should
continue.

The girls, Jane Frederickson,
15, of Willimantic and Susan
Hollander, 17, of Hamden, are
supported in their suit by the
Connecticut Civil Liberties
Union. Last year, the Connec-
ticut Supreme Court rejected
an appeal by Miss Hollander of
a similar athletic policy.

Address Generally Partisan

HARTFORD (AP) — Gov.
Thomas J. Meskill's “‘State of
the State"” speech Wednesday
left Democratic leaders
complaining that the
Republican governor had said
almost ‘‘nothing at all.”

“What did he say?" was the
first reaction of Deputy Senate
Minority Leader J. Edward
Caldwell.

Answering his own question,
Caldwell said: *"All he was
doing was patting the ad-
ministration on the back and
offering no solutions to the
problems of the state,” he said.

“It was a 'nice speech’ full of
platitudes,’’ said House
Minority Leader Carl Ajello.

‘It was a very unimaginative
speech,” said former House
Speaker William Ratchiord,
who is now minority leader at
large. “I'm used to a State of
the State message with specific
recommendations,’”

Ratchford said there were a
few ‘“pluses” — Meskill's call
for controls on hospital fees,
protection of the pension rights
of employes in private industry,
and formation of a sfate-wide
law enforcement unit to fight
organized criine.

However, ‘‘we've been
promised tax reduction for
months because of federal
revenue sharing, and now there
is only silence,” Ratchford

“The longer we go without a
tax cut, the more the surplus
builds up. I'm afraid that
surplus has become the holy
grail of this administration.”

Meskill’s tax proposals will

'No-Fault Auto
Insurance

Challenged

NEW BRITAIN (AP)— Eight
major automobile insurance
companies were granted per-
mission Wednesday to enter a
lawsuit brought by a New
Britain private detective who is
challenging the
constitutionality of the state's
new no-fault auto insurance
law.

Judge Harold H, Misal in the
Court Of Common Pleas met
for two hours behind closed
doors with lawyers for the in-
surance companies and
plaintiff Louis Gentile before
granting 2 motion allowing the
insurance companies to become
defendants in the case.

“‘My feeling is that this case
should proceed to the state
Supreme Court as expeditiously
as possible and all counsel have
agreed to cooperate,’”” Misal
said.

He issued several procedural
orders and continued the case
until Feb, 6. He ordered rotice
of the suit published twice in all
state newspapers before Jan. 19
and ordered Gentile to notify all
automoblle casualty insurance
companies licensed in the state
before Jan. 17. ;

Gentile, Democratic deputy
registrar of voters in New
Britain, brought suit
challenging the no-fault law on
grounds that it deprives people
of their constifutional right to

redress. He asked that the
courts forbid the expenditure of
state funds to implement the
new law.

The no-fault law took effect
Jan. 1 and makes automobile
liability insurance mandatory
for all motorists.

State Insurance
Commissioner Paul B. Alter-
matt was named initially as the
major defendant in the cast.
Gentile then subpoenaed more
than 16 witnesses to testify at
Wednesday's hearing, including
a number of officials from
various state agencies. There
was no testimony taken,
however.

The judge said the published
notices of the case would
contain an invitation to any in-
terested party to join in the
proceedings, but he. did not
declare the suit a class action.

Cleaning Boat
Proposed

SPRINGFIELD, Mass. (AP)
— The head of the Connecticut
River Watershed Council says
the group will try to meet with
oil companies and transporters
this month to discuss a
cooperative effort to provide
emergency equipment to deal
with oil spills.

John Calhoun said the council
is proposing an all-purpose
Jnobile unit, The unit would con-
sist of a 50-foot diesel power
work boat carrying 1,500 feet of
floating boom, skimmer and
accessories. The boat would
have flow-through oil and water
separator, a 20,000-gallon
capacity collapsible salvage
container, firefighing equip-
ment and device for positioning
the equipment,

The unit would be berthed at
the Esssex Boat Works.

The council wants the
companies that use the river for
transporting oil products to
supply the equipment.

Calhoun said it would be
available on call by the com-
panjes, the Coast Guard and the
Connecticut Department of
Environmental Protection.

“By having this equipment
available and in peak operating
condition, a trained volunteer
crew can be on the scene of any
spill throughout the lower river
within 35 minutes of
" notification,” Calhoun said.

Calhoun said a Dec. 26 oil
‘spill on the Connecticut River
“is a warning to all of us that
such an accident can and will
happen.”'

About 12,000 gallons of
number six heating oil was
dumped when a barge collided
with & breakwater. Calhoun
said most of the oil was not con-
tained, because it was more
than 5% hours before a cleanup
contractor arrived.

Publishers
Ask For
Shield Law

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Newspaper publishers have
asked Congress to pass a law o
protect newsmen against
compulsory disclosure of news
sources and of unpublished
notes and other materials.

A measure proposed by the
American Newspaper
Publishers Association on
Wednesday would grant
newsmen unqualified privilege
from subpoena and would apply
to any state or federal
investigation or proceeding.

“Only legislation which
grants an unqualified privilege
from subpoena will achieve the
fundamental purpose of
assuring a free flow of informa-
tion to the public,”” ANPA
President Stanford Smith said
in letters to the Senate and
House judiciary subcommittee
chairmen expected to handle
the measure.

Smith said the measure was
drafted by the ANPA lo cover
both federal and state
proceedings ‘‘because most of
the controversies have arisen at
the state and local fevel."

Davis Taylor, publisher of the
Boston Globe and chairman of
the ANPA board, said in an
accompanying statement that
“under our concepl of a free
press, newspaper publishers
bear the ultimate responsibility
to the public to preserve a free
flow of information.

“This means publishers must
protect the rights of their
reporters and editors under all
circumstances to gather, edil
and disseminate information,”
he said.

“Our reporters have already
reported a drying up of sources
because of fears stemming
from the recent wave of sub-
poenas of newsmen and their
materials,” Taylor said.

MPOA Raps CRC

For Rejecting
Police Request

The executive board of the
Manchester Property Owners
Association has scored the
town's Charter Revision Com-
mission for rejecting a proposal
that policemen be granted a
leave of ghsence without loss of
benefits to run for public office.

The CRC voted against the
proposal on Dec. 20. It had been
proposed by the Police Union.

MPOA president Charles
Pillard said his executive
board, at its meeting last
Thursday, “‘feit that policemen
should not be discriminated
against and either all town
employes should be able to run
for public office or else none
should have the right.”

In addition to a charter
provision which restricts
political activity by policemen,
the town's personnel rules and
the Hatch Act restrict political
activities by all town employes.

Pillard charged, “There was
a conflict of interest when
Director (William) FitzGerald
ran for the position of probate
judge while still holding the
office of town director.”
FitzGerald resigned as a direc-
tor on Dec. 31 and was sworn in
as probate judge on Jan. 2,

Pillard continued, ‘‘The very
people who claimed Director
Bill Diana was in conflict of
interest for holding a state job
while still a town director saw
nothing wrong when a director
ran for another town position.”

He said, "“Even the policemen
have offered to take a leave of
absence — which he
(FitzGerald) did not do. Is that

a double standard? Or is it that
the law doesn’t apply to the
majority party? The MPOA
certainly feels the issue
deserves thorough discussion
and sincere consideration.”

(The practice of elected
officials running for higher of-
fice while still serving in an
elctive post is common and has
never been challenged.
President Nixon ran for vice
president in 1952 while he was a
U.S. senator. Gov. Meskill ran
for governor in 1970 while he
was still a U.S. congressman.)

Pillard said his executive
board is *‘totally against a town
revaluation at this time,"”
especially because it is not due.

He said his board is pleased
that the people will be given the
opportunity te vote in
referendum on the proposed
purchase of Laurel Lake and
that the state’s Wetlands Act
will be studied, to determine
how it effects the Laurel Lake
area.

Pillard said plans are being
made for the MPOA’s annual
meeting, to be held in mid-
February on a date and at a
location to be announced
later.nNominations will be
presented at the annual
meeting for election of the
executive board.

Death Penalty
Bill Proposed

WASHINGTON (AP)—The

Nixon administration says it

will call for a mandatory death penalty for *‘cold-blooded,

premeditated’” crimes, but

a Democratic Senator is

proposing a bill that would leave imposition of the death

sentence up to the jury.

The two opposing viewpoints
could presage a major con-
gressional battle over use of
capital punishment. And op-
ponents of the death penalty
already have begun to form bat-
tle lines.

Atty. Gen. Richard G. Klein-
dienst announced Thursday that
the administration will seek
legislation requiring the death
penalty for such crimes as kid-
naping, assassination, bombing
a public building, killing a
prison guard and air hijacking.

Meanwhile, Sen. John L.
McClellan D-Ark., introduced a
bill that would reinstitute the
death penalty, but only if a
defendant, in the course of a
serious crime, intentionally
takes another person's life, The
jury would decide guilt and
punishment separately. !

Kleindienst suggested at a
news conference that a man-
datory death penalty, where the
jury in effect decides guilt and
imposes punishment at the
same lime, ‘would be accep-

table to the Supreme Court. The
court ruled 5 to 4 last summer
that because the death penalty
has been applied unevenly in
state and federal courts, it
violates the constitutional ban
against cruel ‘and unusual
punishment.

Included on the Senate sub-
committee on criminal laws
and procedures, which would
handle such a bill, are two ar-
dent Democratic opponents of
capital punishment, Sens.
Edward M. Kennedy of
Massachusetts and Philip A.
Hart of Michigan.

More opposition apparently
would come from Sen. Birch
Bayh, D-Ind., a member of the
parent Judiciary Committee,
Bayh said one of the problems
with the death penalty “is that
it is possible for our system of
justice to make a mistake," A
Bayh aide said.the senator
would like to see a life sentence
mean a life sentence and a
tougher policy toward paroles.”

Altitude Bomb
Threat Diverts Jet

ELLSWORTH AIR FORCE BASE, S.D. (AP) — Air

Force specialists have found

no trace of a bomb aboard a

Trans World Airlines jumbo jet forcéd to land here by a
threat of an altitude A TWA spokesman said the Boeing 747
would be searched again today.

The 293 persons the Madrid-
to-New York flight Thursday
were reported calm during the
flight here.

The airliner was diverted to
this western South Dakota air
base after an anonymous phone
caller in Spain said a bomb
would explode if the plane
descended to a level of about 3,-
100 feet. The altitude here is 3,-
200 feet.

The caller said he would tell
where the bomb was located if
the airline paid him 15 million
pesetas ($232,500).

Crew Capt. Melvin Manning,
59, of Hopatcong, N.J., said he
learned of the bomb threat
about one hour out of Madrid.

Manning said the plane was
routed to mile-high Denver but
excessive head winds cut its
fuel supply and the plane was

" diverted to Ellsworth.

Willis Baker, a passenger
from Los Alamitos, Calif., said
“just past Newfoundland the
captain told us a man with a

Spanish accent had phoned

Madrid authorities to say a
bomb was aboard which would
detonate at a certain altitude, I
guess there was some anxiety
among those of us in the
passenger area, but never
anything approaching panic."

The passengers ate at the
base’s officers’ club and
telephoned relatives. After a
delay of about six hours they
were flown in two planes to
New York and Chicago to clear
customs.

The threat, and the airline
handling of it, was the latest in
a series of incidents matching
the plot of a movie **Doomsday
Flight."" In the 1966 film a man
demanded $100,000 to revr
where he had planted an
altitude pressure-sensitive
bomb aboard ‘an airliner. The
movie plane landed at Denver,
above. the altitude where the
extortionist had said the bomb
would explode.

Police Union Accused
Of Unfair Practice

Manchester Town Manager
Robert Weiss said today he is
filing an unfair labor practices
charge against the Manchester
Police Union, because the union
voted Thursday night to rescind
its ratification of the 1972-1973
contract.

Weiss said he will be filing
the charge immediately with
the State Labor Relations
Board. Until the matter is
resolved, Weiss said, the 1972-
1973 contract will not be in
force, and conditions will
revert to the 1971-1972 contract.

The disagreement apparently
centers around a contract
provision for emergency sick
leave.

The union, Local No. 1485,
said in a statement released
today that its action to rescind
the contract ratification was
due to Weiss' withdrawal of the
emergency sick leave benefit

The union statement, signed by
President James Sweeney and
Secretary-Treasurer Robert
Guliano, said Weiss had
previously agreed to the
emergency sick leave benefit,

Weiss said, in reference to
the sick leave benefit, that the
police '‘have inserted a new de-
mand which did not exist
before.”” They are requesting
“unlimited sick leave,"” Weiss
said.

“We had a provision for un-

limited sick leave,”” Weiss said,
“hut it was subject to approval
of the police chief and the
manager."’

Reverting to the conditions of
the 1971-1972 contract means
that police will lose all benefits
including wage increases,
which were effective July L.
1972, This action is effective im-
mediately, Weiss said

Weiss has also canceled a
meeting scheduled for next
Tuesday between the (own's
Board of Directors, the police
union. and the town's Pension
Board. The informal meeting
was to deal with proposed im-
provements in the police pen-
sion plan.

Work Force Now
At 82.8 Million

WASHINGTON (AP) — The total number of Americans
at work rose 280,000 to 82.8 million last month, while the
nation's unemployment rate remained unchanged at 5.2
per cent of the work force, the government said today.

The number of jobless
Americans-actually edged down
150,000 to 4.1 million, but this is
expected in December and the
Labor Department figured it as
no change on a seasonally
adjusted basis.

The report, rounding up"

employment developments
over the past year, noted that
the unemployment total was
down 600,000 in the past 12
months.

The report by the Bureau of

Labor Statistics also said that
average earnings of some 50
million rank-and-file workers
rose $1.12 to $139.50 per week in
December and were up $8.20 or
6.2 per cent over the past year,
Workers lost 3.5 per cent of
their purchasing power to
rising living costs over the
year, leaving them with a net
gain in pay of 2.7 per cent.
The report said that the
nation’s total employment rose
over the year by 2.4 million.”

HARTFORD (AP)—Connec-
ticut municipal officials are
awailing a response from Gov.
Thomas J. Meskill to a new
“policy statement'' from their
negotiating committee on the
bus crisis. “The statement,
handed to Meskill Thursday,

says the committee members'"

minds are open to the formation
of regional transit districts if
necessary to re-start the state's
idled bus service.

Only Bridgeport and Hartford
now have transit districts,
despite Meskill's repeated calls
for other cities to form them.
Officials in other citles, notably
Mayor Bartholomew Guida in
New Haven, have resisted for-
ming the districts out of fear
they would place heavy bus sub-
sidy obligations on
municipalities composing the
districts. -

Guida said, however, after
the Thursday meeting between
the committee and the gover-
nor that he might favor a New
Haven area transit district if
Meskill provided a satisfactory
response to the ‘‘policy
statement.”

A crucial part of that
response will be Meskill's offer
for splitting the cost of bus sub-
sidies between the state and the
transit districts. Meskill
recently offered to pay 25.per
cent of the Greater Hartford
Transit District's deficits from
state funds, but that offer was
called insufficient by transit
district spokesmen,

1t was not known when
Meskill would issue his
response,

At the meeting Thursday
between Meskill and the
negotiating committee, the
governor promised to ask the
legislature to release for mass
transit use some $3 million in
highway grants alr’eady sent to

municipalities. Meskill said
that the share of the §3 million
sent to cities and towns in the
six metropolitan areas affected
by the bus stoppage would be
more than enough to make up
any mass  transit operating
deficit for one year.

Guida said in an interview
early Friday morning that the
governor's offer was a “'sham.”
The mayor noted the $3 million
had gone to all 169 cities and
towns—not just those with tran-
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Municipal

sit problems—and were
allocated “not on the basis of
need to help mass transit.”

He characterized the dis-
cussions Thursday as having
produced “‘nothing new." He
called Meskill's stance at the
discussions ‘‘the same adamant
position that had been taken
previously.”
