Army today unveiled a major
streamlining of its command
structure to’improve readiness
and efficiency, cut military and
civilian manpower by 15,000
and save about $1 billion over
five years.

The Army said its reorganiza-
tion, first in 11 years, ‘‘is
designed to improve readiness,
training, the materiel and
equipment acquisition process,
the fuality and responsiveness
of management, and better
support for the soldier ..."

It said no bases around the
country will be closed, but
some will be reduced in scope.

The moves will result, among
other things, in a 10 per cent
reduction in the Army staff at
the Pentagon and a small cut in
the number of generals.

As defenders, we get into the
habit of leading in an
“orthodox'" way because of the
importance of informing
partner. As declarer, however,
there is no need to keep partner

* informed. All partner wants to

know is that the contract has
been fulfilled; the details are
completely up to you.

South dealer

North-South vulnerable

Opening lead — Queen of
Spades

West opened the queen of
spades and continued the suit.
South ruffed and had to tackle
the trumps.

The temptation was very
strong to lead the king of hearts
out of sheer habit. This would
have been fatal. West would
win with the singleton ace, and
East would later get Lwo
additional trump tricks. The
three trumps and one spade
would defeat the contract.

Low Lead Better

South thought about the
trumps for an additional mo-
ment or two. If the hearts were
divided 3-2, he would have to
lose the two trump tricks no
matter how he played the suit,
He could afford to lead a low
trump the first time, and he
could lead the king of trumps
the next time. This would give
the enemy only the same two
trump tricks that were bound to
be theirs.

The advantage of leading a
low trump the first time was

that one of the opponent might

have the singleton ace. South
therefore led a low trump and
saved his vulnerable game
contract.

West had to win with the ace

of hearts. Now South could L

regain the lead and draw two
rounds of trumps with the King
and queen. He lost only two
trump tricks in all, and the
contract was therefore safe.

It was a somewhat unusual
concert by the Hartford
Symphony last evening at the
Bushnell, inasmuch as we had a

uest conductor, Harry

ewstone of the Sacramento
Sympbony This sort of thing
only happens about once a year.

In addition. we had Phillippe
Entremont, well-known French
pianist as soloist.

Mr. Newstone got things off to
a beautiful start with his
reading of -Haydn's Symphony
No. 93. He cut the orchestra
down, sharply in size and
produced ' a tone that was in
keeping: with the period,
something Mr. Winograd
doesn't do. The results quite
justified my complaints about
playing Mozart and Haydn with
all the strings available to Mr,
Winograd.

Haydn and Mozart just didn't
have such a big orchestra to
write for in their day and their
conceptions were for limited
resources of which they made
the very most. Mr. Newstone
apparently understands this
and gave a beautiful perfor-
mance right from the outset.

Phillippe Entremont was
featured in the Katchaturian
Piano Concerto, a modern work
of considerable popularity. It is
the sort of thing that is right
down the soloist's alley and it
was given an effective
performance on the part of both
Mr. Entremont and the
orchestra.

Personally, 1 think the work

- is over-rated. It isn't as hard as

it sounds, but it is noisy and
effective. It requires no
subtlety or true artistry. If you
have the technique to play the
notes, the work then plays
itself. A performance by a
player-plano would be every bit
as effective.

Following the intermission
we got Elgar's ‘'Enigma

Variations.” I have always.

found these a bore, and last
night was no exception. Mnr.
Newstone gave a well-considered
reading of the score, but
nothing can overcome . the
stodgy, Victorian prissiness of
the music.

Recently someone (I forgot
who) has made a ballet of this
work, doing research on the
characters of the fourteen
different people who are pic-
tured in the fourteen variations.
Served up in this guise the work
might be interesting and even
entertaining, but:when one
doesn't know the people con-
cerned, all of whom are long
since dead, the music fails to
have much viability.

It is still one of the best large
works by an English composer
of the I8th century, but it is
really the sort of piece that
should earn a doctor of music
degree for its author, and no
more. In Elgar’s case it earned
him a knighthood, but then
Queen Victoria was not noted
for her musical knowledge, and
the state of music in England at
the time was dreadfully low.

(It might interest you to know
"that Queen Victoria decreed

George
McGovern, envisioning his
army of zealots and his dis-
puted possession of a 700,000
name fund-raising list as gilt-
edged resources, has been
secretly trying to build a
national left-of-center political
organization outside the

Once McGovern's allies
failed to stop centrist Robert
Strauss from becoming
Democratic national chairman
De. 9, McGovern began casting
around to build the equivalent
of his own Democratic national
committee. Although outlines

. are fuzzy and prospects of its
surfacing are still uncertain,
the new group would back can-
didates and causes consistent
with McGovern's new politics
ideology. One McGovern ally
describes it as a left-wing
version of the AFL-CIO's Com-

_ mittee on Political Education

(COPE).

This brings back memories of
1965 when a defeated Sen.
Barry Goldwater sponsored the
short-lived Free Society
Association, thereby forfeiting
any claim to titular leadership
of the Republican party.

In that connection, McGovern

trusted lieutenants, Washington
lawyer Owen Donley, to
oversee the list.

Although all but 140,000 of the
names were generated after
McGdvern became nominee of
the party, Donley told us
McGovern considers the list his
“personal " property.'' He has
not even decided to lend it to
Strauss for one solicitation,
much less hand it over.

He most certainly is not. One
member of CPB's board
confides that White House
animosity killed any chance of
his program being retained.
The White House is angered by
Buckley's incessant criticism
of Mr. Nixon’s China policy and
by a Jan. 10, 1972, “Firing
Line’' program featuring a
critical view by prominent con-
servatives (including Sen.
James Buckley of New York) of
the President's first three
years in office.

Peter Flanigan, an influential
senior member of the White
House staff, has been an
implacable foe of Buckley ever
since his refusal to repudiate
Ohio Rep. John Ashbrook’s
conservative campaign against
Mr. Nixon in last year's
Republican primary elections.

Public Broadcasting insiders
discount the officially leaked
rationale for Buckley's
cancelation: to balance- the
sacking of liberal commenta-
tors and to remove dominant
personalities from public
affairs programming. Although
these reasons make sense, they

were concocted after Buckiey's .

Georgetown Snobbery

WASHINGTON — On the
assumption that discrimination
in housing remains a national
issue, it does nol seem overly
frivolous to report on a
conspiracy afoot in chic,
fashionable Georgetown to
deny equal rights to members
of the Nixon administration.

Anonymously, over drinks
and dinner, Presidential ap-
pointees have taken to com-
plaining that they have become
victims of Georgetown’s
traditional snobbery. It' seems
the bustling realtors of the
capital's most expensive
neighborhood are reluctant to
rent or sell property to
Republicans identified as
playing on the Nixon team.

Ruth Phelps, is for
kindergarten children '‘to
develop attitudes of liking to
come Lo school and liking each
other,'' and regardless of
whether the program is struc-
tured or open classroom ‘“‘We
want each child to achieve
success and his own success.”

Both Mrs. Phelps and Mrs.
Margery Banks stressed these
points in presenting their
kindergarten programs last
week to the Board of Education
and a handful of parents who
attended the meeting.

The kindergarten presenta-
tion, which originally had been
scheduled for the spring, was
moved up to the board's
January meeting at the request
of parents, some of whom felt
that there should be more of a
structured program and some
who felt the classes should be
more of an open type of educa-
tion.

The teachers explained that
their programs are structured
for about 40 minutes in the
beginning of the day and that
they receive the assistance of
the resource teacher, Mrs.
Jeanne Nielsen.

Curriculum

Children particpate in
language activities, visual and
audio preception problems,
social studies, arithmetic,
music and art, show and tell,
exercises and snack time.

“For doctors it’s just a job,”
said Mrs, Gruver. ‘‘Most of the
women here have had children
and cap emphathize with
women in labor better. We
don’t feel a woman should have
to fight to have her baby the

Mrs. Gruver characterized
the woman who seeks a
midwife as a young person
usually between 19 and 24 *‘who
is into earthy things" and is
often poor.

While hospital deliveries cost
several hundred dollars, Birth
Center midwives charge $35.
The fee, Mrs. Gruver said,
covers the cost of sterile
gloves, umbilical clamps,
scissors and other equipment
used during home delivery.

““Having your baby at home

makes it a whole family thing,"
shé said. '‘There’s nothing like
your own bed and what a thrill
for a husband to help deliver his
own child.”

Mann, who helped
organize the Northern
California chapter of the
American College of Nurse
Midwives in San Francisco,
urged a study of lay midwives.

T can't say nurse midwives
are better than the other, but I
think we should see what lay
midwives know,' she said.

Frances Cheney Platt who
issued the cookbook as a gift for
her friends was the only child of
Frank Cheney, Jr.

The first cookbook in
America that was truly our
own, that is, one not reprinted
from England, appeared in
1762. One of the very [first
cooking schools opened in 1876.
It was a common practice for
housewives and also ladies with
servants to keep cookbooks
containing '‘receipts.” Most
often, these were hand-lettered
or kept in the owner's own
handwriting.

Tony has also loaned me a
composition book kept by
“'N.W.J...copyist) 1859."
Anotheér in looseleal form
probably belonged to Anne W.
Cheney who was the unmarried
daughter of Rush, a brother of
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Frank Cheney, Jr. Anne had a
large household of servants
including a first and second
cook so, while she never cooked
herself, she kept a fine record
of recipes noting who had given
them to her,

I find these to be interesting
reading most especially as I am
compiling a group of old recipes
to be used in the Manchester
Sesquicentennial Program
needed this June. I would like

‘the recipe to be representative

of the year Manchester was
incorporated as a town — 1823.

Old Barn Takes On A New Ltl)ok'

By BETTY RYDER

A Manchester land developer with a
lot of know-how and determination,
has completed an almost impossible
task, that of restoring a huge barn,
parts of which are over 75 years old,
into a fashionable restaurant in
Mansfield.

Albert V. Lindsay Jr. of 111
Plymouth Lane, and of Land Planning
Associates of Manchester, acquired a
32-acre parcel of land on Rt. 32 in
Mansfield a few years ago.

Located high atop a hill, the barn,
complete with silo, offered an
extensive view of the surrounding
countryside, as well as a challenge to
Lindsay.

““Envisioning the restoration of the
barn, we strived to retain it as close to
its original state as possible,"" he said.

‘““We sandblasted the inside
thoroughly so that the beams and
walls remained as they had been, and
insulated on the outside before
redoing the exterior of the building,"
Lindsay added.

Much of the inside restoration was

done with the original beams and
where replacements were needed
they used railroad ties. No modern
countertops show in the restaurant -
textures and wood grains remain as
they had been years ago.

Lindsay, who has been in the land
developing business over 10 years, felt
conversion of the barn was "‘quite a
challenge."

‘““Bob Agnew, formerly of
Manchester and now of Hebron, who
did the structural design, would
sit with me and discuss just how we
wanted the finished product to look -
then we'd try to figure out how to
attain it.

““The old windows, many with
broken panes, were replaced with
thermopane windows in the same six
over six design, in keeping with the
decor of the original building,"
Lindsay said.

“The fieldstones used in the
entrance foyer and in the huge
fireplace in the lounge all come from
the property. Everything was made
right here including the trestle dining
tables,” he commented.

The 8,000 square foot facility,
now leased to Chuck's Steak House,
one of seven Hawaii-based
restaurants in Connecticut, with 23
other restaurants in California and
Hawaii, is built on three levels,

“When we agreed to lease it to
Chuck’s,”” Lindsay said, ‘‘we
naturally had to make a few changes
to accommodate a restaurant, but all
in all, our original design and ideas
held true.”

Entrance is gained through a-’
“‘cornerib’’ which opens into a
fieldstone foyer decorated with huge
barrels of colorful strawflowers. The
lower level has swinging doors
leading to the ‘“‘saloon’ an enormous
lounge with a 40-foot bar, kerosene
lanterns hanging from old barn
beams, a huge [ieldstone fireplace,
and cozy benches cushioned with
gingham, patchwork, and red
neckerchief pillows.

“A sliding door leads to the silo,
which is used for dancing, and in

Managed by ‘*Gus’' Abuda, the
restaurant menu is imprinted ‘on a
Lancer's wine bottle and offers such
repast’ as sirloin, filet mignon,
lobster tails, etc., and baked potatoes,
with sour cream and bacon bits, or
butter. .

““Gus'’, who has been in-the

restaurant business over 10 years, 5%
of which were spent with Chuck’s, has

- seen to it that all the 30 employes

were trained for a full month before
the faeility opened to the public.

“We are especially proud of our
meat and its quality,” Gus said. ‘“‘We

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Reports Laud Program
For Gifted Students

* By BARBARA RICHMOND
(Herald Reporter)

A self-evaluation by students,
comments of parents and
opinions of teachers and ad-
ministrators, all point to the
fact that the program for the
“gifted" students, a pilot one in
the Vernon School system this
year, is working out well.

The report on the program,
entering its fifth month,
involving 25 students at the Ver-
non Center Middle School and
25 at the Center Road
Elementary School, was made
to the Board of Education
Monday night.

While the state mandates
programs for children with all
types of learning disabilities,
the board has long been
concerned that the children on
the other end of the spectrum
have been neglected. It was
with this in mind that the board
voted to try the pilot program
starting this past September.

The students were asked to do
a self-evaluation after being
involved in the program for
several weeks and parents were
also asked to comment on their
reaction and those of their
children. Most comments in-
dicated the program, known as
Research and Independent
Study, is a valuable learning
experience, extending
knowledge, as well as
behavioral development,
beyond classroom walls.

The students selected to
initially participate in the
program were those who are
able to learn basic skills in less
time, with less of the necessary
busy work to learn a given skill.

The program is based on a
team approach between the
resource leachers and the

Tolland

classroom teachers. The
schedules-are flexible, with the
resource room setting based on
creative and _innovative
practices making use of an in-
terdisciplinary approach to
subject matter and materials.
Each student is on a highly
individualized program. Albert
Kerkin, assistant
superintendent of schools, said,
concerning the program,
"'Success is a relative thing as
50 different personalities are
involved right now."

Close coordination of the
program is accomplished by
David Parker, principal of the
Middle School, Joseph Novak,
principal of Center Road, and
the two teachers involved, Mrs.
Pauline Beckley and Mrs.
Jeanette Gasklll. The role of
the teacher is primarily that of
a consultant and a resource
person who promotes inquiry
and independent study.

It was explained that the
program differs from that of
the regular school program in
that there is a greater
flexibility for teacher and stu-
dent, no prescribed curriculum,
greater emphasis on higher
thought processes and greater
opportunity for development of
special talents and interests.

Al the elementary school the
program involves children who
are In Grades 3-5 and at the
Middle School, 6-8, The
program is a voluntary one.
Pupils may be referred by
parents, teachers, specialists
and administrators. Teachers
were asked to also consider
children whose lack of interest
or achievement might be a
result of a lack of opportunity to
use and develop some special
talents.

The students spend five to
eight hours weekly in the

“'gifted” program. They are
allowed to pursue any study of
their choice to any length, with
complete flexibility in time
with the only limit being when
equipment and facilities are
unavailable. The teachers and
administrators involved said
the students "‘have cooperated
to enrich each other as well as
being enriched through the
invaluable assistance offered
by specialist instructors.

Teachers and administrators
involved in the program have
recommended that it be
continued next year with a few
slight changes. It was noted
that 90 percent of the students
involved in the program have
made either general or high
honors in the Middle School and
have achieved equally high
performance on the elementary
level,

The board was also asked to
give serious consideration to
extension of the program to the
secondary level.

One Middle School student
made this self-evaluation: *'I
think that I really have used my
senses and talents and parts of
my unused brain. This program
has helped me so far a great
deal in my work. Working on
this special program I have
used things or done things that [
like...Like: painting whatever
you want, studying something
that I wanted to
study...something that interests
me, and no real deadline. 1
think being pushed to write a
report on something you don't
like is not so good for a kid. It
makes me careless about what
they are studying. This way you
care about what you learn
because you want to learn. This
program will help me in many
years to come because I am
sure I will learn a great deal.”

The summary report
prepared by the Tolland High
School accreditation team hits
hard at the lack of financial
support given the school by the
community, but gives no clue as
to the accreditation
committee’'s recommendation
for acceptance to the school as
an accredited institution.

Only one copy of the bulky
report was received by special
delivery yesterday by Dr.
Kenneth MacKenzie,
superintendent of schools.

Dr. MacKenzie read the
summary report to the board of
education members last night,
but stopped short of going into
the detailed report at this time.

The board agreed to withhold
any detailed information
regarding specific departments
until members had received
copies of the over-all report and
had discussed them.

The accreditation leam
viewed the *‘lack of equipment"’
at the school “with dismay,"
noting it even affected basic
instructional supplies.

First priority should be given
to waging a vigorous campaign
by the school board to make the
community aware of the

Tolland

financial shortcomings of the
schools, according to the
summary report.

Immediate plans for im-
proving local school funding
should be implemented, fully
utilizing the good plan and
faculty available at the school,
the report continues, terming
the failure to do so as
“wasteful."

Members of the school board
were quick to rise to the
defense of the Tolland
taxpayer, who is making great
effort to support the school
system despite its rapid growth
rate.

Board member Robert Dean
noted, however, the
accreditation team is not in-
terested in the effort, but the
results on the education of the
pupil and is he ready to meet
the demands of higher
education once he is graduated
from the high school.

No announcement regarding
the committee's
recommendations will be
available until a vote on the ac-
creditation is taken at the
spring meeting of the National
Association of Schools and
Colleges (NEASC).

The report does not just talk
money, according to Dr.
MacKenzie, but delves deeply
into each department at the
school.

Board Chairman James Cor-
nish noted the evaluation report
will be reviewed by the board,
adding it would be as objective
a report, as any group of
colleagues can prepare judging
other colleagues.

In other actions, the Board of
Education ratified the
appointment of Louis Zwingels-
tein as maintenance supervisor,
replacing retiring Alexander
Tobiassen; and tabled action on
a policy governing travel
reimbursement for teachers,
membership in the National
School Board's Assoclation, and
discussion of the CABE
Statewide meeting.

School enrollment remained
the same during the month of
December, although five
students in the third grade left
the school, while six new fourth
graders were added. Other
changes by grades only affected
one or two students, balancing
incoming and outgoing
students. Current enrollment
totals 2,815 students.

The board heard a lengthy
explanation of the science
program at the high school,
particularly the chemistry
course as presented by Victor
Ovadia, Science Department
chairman.

Town To Buy Payloader

The Board of Finance has
authorized First Selectman
Erwin Stoetzner to go ahead
and obtain bids for the purchase
of a new payloader, estimated
to cost between $28,000 and

$500,000 Grant

Given for Sewer

A $500,000 grant which will
extend sewer lines from the Rt.
30 end of Merline Rd. and
through the Thrall Rd. and
Skinner Rd. areas, has been
awarded to the town by the U.S.
Department of Housing and
Urban Development (HUD).

Voters have already
approved the sewer project
which is part of a $5.5 million
package program which will
eventually lead to sewer in-
stallations throughout the en-
tire town.

According to Mayor Frank
McCoy, the grant is the largest
amount any town can gel under
the program. He said that the
award may bring the per front
foot installation charge, to
homeowners, under the $20
mark if bids come in as an-
ticipated. He added that some
of the many bids involved in the
package, have come in high and
without the grant the charge to
abutters could have been higher
than the proposed $20 figure.

The town has also been
notified that the $139,000 due as
the final payment on the
redevelopment project, has
been released by HUD with the
caution that funding of future
renewal projects could be in
jeopardy as HUD “‘may not be
satisfied with the way the town
has handled one phase of the
first project.”

The payment of the $139,000
was held up because HUD was
not satisfied with the way the
town handled a request for a
variance to open a package
store in the renewal project.
The request was made by Peter
Lyga who had owned such a
store on Market St. where
buildings were torn down to
make way for the project.

The Zoning Board of Appeals
turned down the request for
variance twice and a third
appeal is still pending. The
variance is necessary because
the proposed package store
would be less than the required
distance from a church, schools
and another liquor outlet,

Because Lyga will be the
permiltee for the new store,
and not the owner, the ZBA
questioned whether this should

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have any bearing on its
decision. HUD maintains the
town has a responsibility to re-
locate Lyga whether he is to be
permiltee or. owner and due to
the delay in this action, HUD
has held up the final payment.

The town has been
considering phase two of the
redevelopment project but no
definite plans have been made
as yet, HUD, while not stating
that the town's application
would be turned down, has
however, indicated that the
Lyga situation would be con-
sidered when HUD is setting
funding priorities.

LOS ANGELES (AP) — Quarterback Bill Kilmer of the
Washington Redskins is familiar with Miami's “‘No-
Name"' defense—all 11 of them—for Sunday's Super Bowl
VII National Football League showdown."

“They have a defense and they all have names, and I
know every one, and their numbers, too," says Kilmer,
who is joined by his ace wide receiver, Charley Taylor, in
respecting the Dolphins’ zone pass coverage.

“T don't think you'll see many bombs in this game, from
the Redskins anyway,” says Taylor. “There are times
wher they have broken down but Miami just doesn't make
mistakes, and that’s the key. The only time you're going to
get a long pass is when somebody makes a mistake and
they don't make mistakes,"

Kilmer, who has talented receivers in Taylor, Roy
Jefferson, Jerry Smith plus running backs Larry Brown
and Charley Harraway, says Miami tries to force passes
up the middle. .

““They try to make you throw into areas where they can

react,” he says, “They try to funnel everything up the
middle, and they just make you work for everything you

can get."

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‘Hail to the Dolphins’

Vast Difference
In Philosophy

LOS ANGELES (AP)—"Everybody has to be himself...it's
nice to let the emotions run wild once in a while," said
George Allen, chief cheerleader as well as head coach of
the Washington Redskins.

The self that is Don Shula, though, is more subdued. “1
can’t see myself leading Larry Csonka in a rousing ‘Hail to
the Dolphins,” the Miami coach said Wednesday taking a
light poke at Washington's *‘Hail To The Redskins’' fight
song.

The quotations illustrate both a subtle and vast
difference, in the philosophy of these two National Foot-
ball League coaches, preparing their team for Sunday’s
Super Bowl VII at Memorial Coliseum.

The difference is not to be found on the field. It's in the
locker rooms, before and after each game. Allen is an
exponent of the rah-rah, fight-team-fight style, a concept
Shula doesn't follow

“I like things that motivate men,"" says Allen, who
believes that, along with his waves of player acquisitions
through trades, his college-style pep talks and cheers have
enabled him to transform the Redskins from a ragged
bunch of losers to National Football Conference
champions with an 11-3 record in just two seasons.

Shula didn't need emotional displays to help his team
win the American Football Conference championship and
attain the league's first perfect season in 30 years.

““We don't go for that rah-rah stuff,” he says, rejecting
the idea that cheers and slogans motivate players. Nor
does he go in for putting up ncwspaper stories quoting
opposing players.

“If a newspaper articles goes up in the locker room, it
isn’t me who puts it there ... we don’t win with newspaper
clippings,”” he said.

Since both practices obviously have worked—or helped—
both coaches, quite naturally, were supported by their
players. '

“It's a fun part of the game,” says Redskins running
back Charley Harraway. “It's sort of buill into the
atmosphere. H's become a part of us and we like it."

““Yeah, it keeps us kind of loose,"" adds quarterback Billy
Kilmer. “It's not really like college because there's so
much more at stake, but it's still enjoyable. It can give you
a sort of lift."

But Csonka, Miami’s top running back, doesn't see it
quite that way. *'You don’t have to jump around and slap
backs and all that,” insists. “It’s phony enthusiasm.

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Feared By Redskins

LOS ANGELES (AP) — Washington's Redskins fear the
Miami passing attack because nobody sees it enough to
know what it is.

Bob Griese can throw and Earl Morrall ean throw but
neither throws very much. What they do in the Super
Bowl Sunday remains to be discovered.

““They're very similar to our ball club offensively,” says
Coach George Allen of Washington. ‘‘We live by the run
and they live by the run. We pass sparingly and they pass
sparingly.

“They have two good outside receivers who can
block—Warfield and Twilley. The only difference might be
that with Griese in the lineup now, they have the threat of
the scramble pass. But any time he scrambles, he
scrambles at his own risk.n

When Griese suffered a broken ankle early in the season,
the 38-year-old Morrall was pressed into service. He led
the American Football Conference in passing with 83
completions in 150 attempts for 1,360 yards and 11
touchdowns.

He was also voted the division's top quarterback by The
Associated Press.

So when Coach Don Shula goes for Griese in this Super
Bowl game, you can see the estimation in which the
taciturn blond from Purdue is held.

In the New'’ Hampshire-
Vermont' heartland of the
northern. ski :country, most
areas are averaging 515 per
cent increases in business over
lagt, year, which, despite a
skimpy snow cover, was still a

School Lunch Shows Profit

The South Windsor school
lunch program is slowly pulling
out of the red, Mrs. Linda
Summers, school dietician, said
this week.

In a report to the board, a
profit of $811.47 was realized
for the month of November and
Mrs. Summers said she
believes the program will more
than break even at the end of
the fiscal year despite a $5,500
deficit in the self-supporting
program last year and an
overwhelming loss of $14,881
the previous year.

The program currently shows
a net loss of $3,394.48 and
according to Mrs. Summers,
the program has been operating
at a loss from the start. She
said in the schools, “Type A"
lunches are served daily which
provide the necessary
requrements of vitamins and
nutrients essential to the
growing child at a cost of 67
cents per meal to the lunch
program. Students are charged
45 cents per meal and the
system receives approximately
8 cents in government
supplements.

For this reason, she said it
was necessary to sell ice cream
and cookies and to create new
programs that would bring in
additional reveneus to take

o\W®
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care of the lunch program
needs.

This year at the high school, a
“Snack Shack' program and a
snack lounge for late risers and
hungry persons is in operation.

The *‘Snack" program, after
two months of operation has
shown a total profit of $1,275.90
which has greatly offset the
current deficit, Mrs, Summers
said. The '"snack shack’ has
also been a social success with
the student and has benefited
many students who have
previously gone without eating
in the mornings.

However, there has also been
a noticeable decline in the
participation of students in the
“Type A' lunch per day,
(approximately four per cent),
but Mrs. Summers says this is
resolving itself as students
realize they cannot spend all
their money on snacks and have
money to purchase lunches.

Judicial Counecil
Recommends
Improvements

HARTFORD (AP) — The
state's organization of judges
asks in its biennial report for
five more judges in the
Superior Court to deal-with that
court’s increasing work load.

The Judicial Council
recommends that one trial
judge be added in each of the
state's three largest
metropolitan areas—Hartford,
New Haven and Bridgeport.

Two other judges should be
available for assignment in the
other counties, says the report,
released Wednesday.

The Superior Court presently
consists of 35 judges.

The report states that the
number of unresolved cases on
file decreased in both the
Superior Court and the court of
Common Pleas, mainly because
an unusvally large number of
them were resolved last year.

"The increased demand on
the judicial system' goes beyond
a mere increase in numbers
because of the increasing
complex nature of the con-
stitutional rights of the accused
and the time-consuming role of
the judges in adjudicating those
rights,” the report said.

Reports of the council showed
increases in the number of
criminal cases disposed of by
the Superior Court until last

year's when 5,213 cases were
disposed of for the 1970-71
period. .

The council says only 4,790
cases were taken care of during
1971-72 while the number filed
continued to increase.

The state also should create a
special commission, exclusive
of the legislature, to propose
revisions of Connecticut's laws,
construction and statutes,
according to the council.

The council also recommends
that the presentencing waiting
limit be increaged from 10 to 30
days.

Other recommendations
which the council reiterated
from previous reports include:

—Improvement of jury-
selection procedures.

—Location of court facilities
at regional centers and
improvement of Circuit Court
facilities, some of which are
“an affront to the citizens who
appear there, to the attorneys
who practice there and to the
members of the judiciary who
sit there."

—Establishment of a cen-
tralized system of criminal
prosecution and defense.

—Raise the pay and benefits
of public defenders to be on par
with prosecutors.

HARTFORD (AP) — Many of
the recommendations of the
Governor's Commission on Tax
Reform are aimed at improving
Connecticut’s business climate.

““Business needs relief to get
Connecticut’s economy going at
the national rate,"' commission
chairman Francis Baker Jr.
said Wednesday.

He said existing Connecticut
business taxes discourage
expansion and modernization
because they tax investments
rather than profits. He cited the
personal property tax and the

sales tax on manufacturing

equipment as examples of un-

favorable business taxes.

The commission
recommended eliminating both
of those taxes.

Getting rid of the sales tax on
machinery and equipment
would “‘stimulate badly needed
new investment for plant
modernization and retooling on
the part of Connecticut
companies, and help in the
search for new industry outside
of the state,"' Baker said, The
commission said Connecticut's
manufacturing employment
had dropped from 482940 in
1968 to 394,700 in 1972. It also
said the state's personal
income growth rate of 4.7 per

cent in 1970-1971 was below the
national growth rate of 6.9 per
cent, and third from last
nationally.

Funds Sought

HARTFORD (AP) —
Connecticut's community
colleges will seek $275,000 in
federal funds for a new
program to help Vietnam
veterans, it was announced
Wednesday.

Dr. Rawlins Named
To Parole Board
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Student Tells
Of Spying Role

WASHINGTON (AP) — A Utah college student has
testified at the Watergate trial that he met weekly with
former White House consultant E. Howard Hunt to
exchange intelligence reports on Democrats for envelopes

full of money.

Thomas Gregory, a student at
Brigham Young University,
gaid ‘he was paid for infiltrating
the headquarters of Sen.
Edmund S. Muskie and George
McGovern, candidates for the
Democratic presidential
nomination.

Gregary testified that he was
recruited by a friend who was
soliciting agents to spy on
Democratic organizations. He
said a man identifying himself
as E.L. Warren paid for his
plane ticket to Washington
from Provo, Utah, and gave
him his first assignment of
infiltrating the Muskie camp.

He identified ‘‘Warren' as
Hunt, who pleaded guilty
Thursday to all six charges
against him, charges of con-
spiracy, burglary and illegal
wiretapping and eavesdrop-
ping, in connection with a
break-in at national
Democratic headquarters in
the Watergate complex last
June 17. Trial continues for six
others charged in the burglary.

Hunt told U.S. Dist, Court
Judge John Sirica that the
government’s description of a

wide-ranging political-
espionage operation ordered by
officials of President Nixon's
campaign committee was
essentially correct.

Hunt was released on §100,000
bond pending sentencing, which "
could be up to 50 years in
prison. Later, outside the cour-
troom, he said: “‘Anything that
I may have done, I did for the
best of the country.”

He added that to the best of
his knowledge, no high-level
Nixon administration officials
were involved in the espionage.

Hunt's guilty plea and
Gregory's testimony came as
the Justice Department
announced the filing of criminal
charges against the Nixon
campaign committee, alleging
violations of federal election
laws involving G. Gordon Lid-
dy, another defendant in the
burglary trial.

The criminal information—a
charge filed without a grand
jury investigation—accused the
Finance Committee to Re-elect
the President of giving Liddy
three cash sums totaling $29,300
without getting receipts.

then."

Mayor Moon Landrieu fnld a
news conference Thursday that
police “have cause to believe”
at least'two snipers were in the
hotel. A police spokesman cited
a large number of sniper-set
fires as an indication.

The spokesman said
investigators are interviewing
400 policemen and firemen who
battled the sniping and the fires
Sunday and Monday at the
Downtown Howard Johnson's
hotel. One sniper, Mark J.
Essex, 23, a black from Em-
poria, Kan., was killed by
police during the seige.

What each policeman saw
and heard during the shooting is

being cross-checked against the
recollections' of others in an

effort to determine whether
Essex acted alone, the
spokesman said.

One witness to the sniping
told the New Orleans Times-

Picayune he saw a second
sniper with Essex on the eighth
floor of the hotel.

He rolled over and
pointed his rifle at me and
started shooting.

‘“He shot three or four
times."

The witness described the
sniper as 5-feet-9, light skinned,
with a bush haircut and wearing
dark pants, a gray jacket and a
“'big belt”” around his waist.

HARTFORD (AP) — The Greater Hartford Transit
District Thursday night voted to present its own proposal
to the state to get the buses running again in the Hartford

area.
Acting on a proposal by
‘district member J. William
Burns of West Hartford, the dis-
trict voted 94 to present a
ible contract offer to the
state administration and, in
effect, pick up where it left off
Dec. I8 when talks between the
state and the district were
tabled.

At that time, the district
joined a statewide bus steering
committee to attack
Connecticut's bus problems on
a statewide basis.

Askeéd today if the vote meant
that the Greater Hartford
Transit District had withdrawn
from the steering committee,
Burns said no. ‘““We will
continue (with the steering
committee) if they want us to,”
he said.

He was charged with calling

steering committee members
from other municipalities to in-
form them of the district vote,
‘‘We haven't lost any interest in
the other communities” but
ully the step taken by the
GHTD '"'will effect a
reasonable, quick solution in
‘the Hartford area,” he said.

“If the statewide steering
group remains on its main
course,” he said, it would be a
long time before a settlement is
reached.

The statewide approach
“hasn't worked out,"" he added.
““We didn't expect a solution by
now but we did hope that we'd
be at least at the same point
when (the GHTD) broke off
with the state previously."

He said the new proposal
which was to be taken to the
state today contained “‘no
surprises to anybody. It.was an'
attempt to recognize all of the
points and the practical
situation as it exists.”

The proposal would have the
state provide 100 per cent of the
district’s operating cost during
the first year or until new
equipment arrived, Burns said.
After that, the state would pay
25 per cent of the first $375,000
of operating costs and 50 per
cent of any additional amount.
In addition, it calls for the state
to pay 75 per cent of
promotional costs to boost bus
ridership.

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Mixed Reaction

Market Surges;
- Crunch Feared

WASHINGTON (AP) — President Nixon's unexpected
lifting of most mandatory wage-price controls already has
set off reactions ranging from a stock market surge to dire
predictions of a price crunch on wage-earners.

Nixon Thursday abolished the
tight mandatory controls
except in the food and health in-
dustries, along with most of the
government machinery for
enforcing them. He set up in-
stead a system of voluntary
guidelines and asked Congress
to extend the standby control
authority, expiring April 30, so
that the government could
move in quickly to halt
excessive increases.

In a nutshell, Phase 8 of the
Nixon economic program
provides that prices may be
raised, but the increase should
not exceed the increase in
costs; wages may be increased
without government approval,
but for the present, raises are
expected to be kept within the
5.5-per-cent guideline in effect
since November 1971.

‘The old Phase 2 standards
will be retained for processors
and retailers of food, and for
doctor, dentist and hospital
bills. Those 'two areas have
seen some of the biggest price
increases.

In Chicago, Dr. John R.
Kernodle, board chairman of
the American Medical
Association, said Phase 3 dis-
criminates against the health-
care professions. He said there

is a possibility of “a flight of
allied, ancillary and support
personnel from the health field

The aim of Phase 3, Nixon
said, is to cut the inflation rate
to 2.5 per cent or less by the end
of the year — to keep fighting
inflation until the “impact is
felt at the local supermarket or
corner grocery stare.’’

Except in the T!Sef\'ﬁd areas,;
large business and labor unions
will no longer have to' get
advance approval for wage and
price rises. The looser
mandatory controls over con-
struction wage increases also
were retained and the
President said voluntary efforts
to hold down interest rates will
continue,

The stock market took off on
the announcement, pushing the
Dow Jones industrial -index
15.35 points above the previous
day before settling down for a
5.64-point gain to a new closing
high of 1051.70.

Analysts said expectation of
higher profits steamed up the
market,

But critics in Congress, most
of them Democrats,; said they
fear a surge of inflation that
will push prices up faster than
wages.

Kissinger,
Tho Confer
For Six Hours

PARIS (AP) — Henry A.
Kissinger and Hanoi's Le Duc
Tho conferred for another six
hours today on the fifth straight
day of their new Vietnam peace
session.

The meeting was briefly
delayed by fog and snow around
the Communist-owned villa at
suburban Gif Sur Yvelte. The
“l'lfa delegations lunched in the
villa,

There was no official word on
their progress. At one time
during the day, a North Viet-
namese delegation car arrived
carrying two typewriters, but
there was no immediate
explanation.

The two top negotiators have
now met for a total of more
than 27 hours since they
reopened their secret talks
Monday.

Kissinger, President Nixon’s
chief foreign policy adviser, has
held lengthy meetings with Tho
every day this week,
alternating between the Com-
munist villa at Gif Sur Yvette
and an American house in St.
Nom la Breteche. Both towns
are Paris suburbs,

Tho, wearing a fur hat in the
bitter cold, waved and smiled to
waiting newsmen as he arrived
first to host today's meeting.
Kissinger arrived a few
minutes later. He smiled but
did not wave.
