Judicial Counecil
Recommends
Improvements

>

HARTFORD (AP) — The
state's organization of judges
asks in its biennial report for
five more judges in the
Superior Court to deal-with that
court’s increasing work load.

The Judicial Council
recommends that one trial
judge be added in each of the
state's three largest
metropolitan areas—Hartford,
New Haven and Bridgeport.

Two other judges should be
available for assignment in the
other counties, says the report,
released Wednesday.

The Superior Court presently
consists of 35 judges.

The report states that the
number of unresolved cases on
file decreased in both the
Superior Court and the court of
Common Pleas, mainly because
an unusvally large number of
them were resolved last year.

"The increased demand on
the judicial system' goes beyond
a mere increase in numbers
because of the increasing
complex nature of the con-
stitutional rights of the accused
and the time-consuming role of
the judges in adjudicating those
rights,” the report said.

Reports of the council showed
increases in the number of
criminal cases disposed of by
the Superior Court until last

year's when 5,213 cases were
disposed of for the 1970-71
period. .

The council says only 4,790
cases were taken care of during
1971-72 while the number filed
continued to increase.

The state also should create a
special commission, exclusive
of the legislature, to propose
revisions of Connecticut's laws,
construction and statutes,
according to the council.

The council also recommends
that the presentencing waiting
limit be increaged from 10 to 30
days.

Other recommendations
which the council reiterated
from previous reports include:

—Improvement of jury-
selection procedures.

—Location of court facilities
at regional centers and
improvement of Circuit Court
facilities, some of which are
“an affront to the citizens who
appear there, to the attorneys
who practice there and to the
members of the judiciary who
sit there."

—Establishment of a cen-
tralized system of criminal
prosecution and defense.

—Raise the pay and benefits
of public defenders to be on par
with prosecutors.

HARTFORD (AP) — Many of
the recommendations of the
Governor's Commission on Tax
Reform are aimed at improving
Connecticut’s business climate.

““Business needs relief to get
Connecticut’s economy going at
the national rate,"' commission
chairman Francis Baker Jr.
said Wednesday.

He said existing Connecticut
business taxes discourage
expansion and modernization
because they tax investments
rather than profits. He cited the
personal property tax and the

sales tax on manufacturing

equipment as examples of un-

favorable business taxes.

The commission
recommended eliminating both
of those taxes.

Getting rid of the sales tax on
machinery and equipment
would “‘stimulate badly needed
new investment for plant
modernization and retooling on
the part of Connecticut
companies, and help in the
search for new industry outside
of the state,"' Baker said, The
commission said Connecticut's
manufacturing employment
had dropped from 482940 in
1968 to 394,700 in 1972. It also
said the state's personal
income growth rate of 4.7 per

cent in 1970-1971 was below the
national growth rate of 6.9 per
cent, and third from last
nationally.

Funds Sought

HARTFORD (AP) —
Connecticut's community
colleges will seek $275,000 in
federal funds for a new
program to help Vietnam
veterans, it was announced
Wednesday.

Searle Charles, executive
director of the state’s 12 com-
munity colleges said the
proposed program will include
recruiting veterans as students,
vocational education programs,
financial assistance, counseling
and job placement assistance.

Charles said the request for
funds came as the result of a
survey of the 2320 veterans
attending the state’s communi-
ty colleges.

He said that although several
of the colleges are making
special efforts to help veterans,
many of their needs still were
not being met.

‘“Increasing job
diserimination against Vietnam
veterans” and ‘‘a sense of
alientation due to lack of in-
terest in veterans’ lives were
among the ‘'biggest unmet
needs turned up for the sur-
vey,” Charles said.

Dr. Rawlins Named
To Parole Board
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Student Tells
Of Spying Role

WASHINGTON (AP) — A Utah college student has
testified at the Watergate trial that he met weekly with
former White House consultant E. Howard Hunt to
exchange intelligence reports on Democrats for envelopes

full of money.

Thomas Gregory, a student at
Brigham Young University,
gaid ‘he was paid for infiltrating
the headquarters of Sen.
Edmund S. Muskie and George
McGovern, candidates for the
Democratic presidential
nomination.

Gregary testified that he was
recruited by a friend who was
soliciting agents to spy on
Democratic organizations. He
said a man identifying himself
as E.L. Warren paid for his
plane ticket to Washington
from Provo, Utah, and gave
him his first assignment of
infiltrating the Muskie camp.

He identified ‘‘Warren' as
Hunt, who pleaded guilty
Thursday to all six charges
against him, charges of con-
spiracy, burglary and illegal
wiretapping and eavesdrop-
ping, in connection with a
break-in at national
Democratic headquarters in
the Watergate complex last
June 17. Trial continues for six
others charged in the burglary.

Hunt told U.S. Dist, Court
Judge John Sirica that the
government’s description of a

wide-ranging political-
espionage operation ordered by
officials of President Nixon's
campaign committee was
essentially correct.

Hunt was released on §100,000
bond pending sentencing, which "
could be up to 50 years in
prison. Later, outside the cour-
troom, he said: “‘Anything that
I may have done, I did for the
best of the country.”

He added that to the best of
his knowledge, no high-level
Nixon administration officials
were involved in the espionage.

Hunt's guilty plea and
Gregory's testimony came as
the Justice Department
announced the filing of criminal
charges against the Nixon
campaign committee, alleging
violations of federal election
laws involving G. Gordon Lid-
dy, another defendant in the
burglary trial.

The criminal information—a
charge filed without a grand
jury investigation—accused the
Finance Committee to Re-elect
the President of giving Liddy
three cash sums totaling $29,300
without getting receipts.

NEW.ORLEANS.(AP) — A wilness Inéists he saw v

snipers at a downtown hotel where six sniping victims

died, and the mayor says: “There may have been three of

then."

Mayor Moon Landrieu fnld a
news conference Thursday that
police “have cause to believe”
at least'two snipers were in the
hotel. A police spokesman cited
a large number of sniper-set
fires as an indication.

The spokesman said
investigators are interviewing
400 policemen and firemen who
battled the sniping and the fires
Sunday and Monday at the
Downtown Howard Johnson's
hotel. One sniper, Mark J.
Essex, 23, a black from Em-
poria, Kan., was killed by
police during the seige.

What each policeman saw
and heard during the shooting is

being cross-checked against the
recollections' of others in an

effort to determine whether
Essex acted alone, the
spokesman said.

One witness to the sniping
told the New Orleans Times-

Picayune he saw a second
sniper with Essex on the eighth
floor of the hotel. The witness
asked to remain anonymous.

“"He (the.second sniper) is
still loose,"" said the witness, a
hotel employe who went to the
17th floor of the Rault Center
and shouted across Gravier
Street to the hotel, warning
guests about the fires.

“I saw him (first) standing
on the 10th floor (of the hotel),”’
the witness said. ‘‘He lay down,
and he must have heard me
yelling. He rolled over and
pointed his rifle at me and
started shooting.

‘“He shot three or four
times."

The witness described the
sniper as 5-feet-9, light skinned,
with a bush haircut and wearing
dark pants, a gray jacket and a
“'big belt”” around his waist.

HARTFORD (AP) — The Greater Hartford Transit
District Thursday night voted to present its own proposal

Askeéd today if the vote meant
that the Greater Hartford
Transit District had withdrawn
from the steering committee,
Burns said no. ‘““We will
continue (with the steering
committee) if they want us to,”
he said.

form them of the district vote,
‘‘We haven't lost any interest in
the other communities” but
ully the step taken by the
GHTD '"'will effect a
reasonable, quick solution in
‘the Hartford area,” he said.

“If the statewide steering
group remains on its main
course,” he said, it would be a
long time before a settlement is
reached.

The statewide approach
“hasn't worked out,"" he added.
““We didn't expect a solution by
now but we did hope that we'd
be at least at the same point
when (the GHTD) broke off
with the state previously."

He said the new proposal
which was to be taken to the
state today contained “‘no
surprises to anybody. It.was an'
attempt to recognize all of the
points and the practical
situation as it exists.”

The proposal would have the
state provide 100 per cent of the
district’s operating cost during
the first year or until new
equipment arrived, Burns said.
After that, the state would pay
25 per cent of the first $375,000
of operating costs and 50 per
cent of any additional amount.
In addition, it calls for the state
to pay 75 per cent of
promotional costs to boost bus
ridership.

Mixed Reaction

Market Surges;
- Crunch Feared

WASHINGTON (AP) — President Nixon's unexpected
lifting of most mandatory wage-price controls already has
set off reactions ranging from a stock market surge to dire
predictions of a price crunch on wage-earners.

Nixon Thursday abolished the
tight mandatory controls
except in the food and health in-
dustries, along with most of the
government machinery for
enforcing them. He set up in-
stead a system of voluntary
guidelines and asked Congress
to extend the standby control
authority, expiring April 30, so
that the government could
move in quickly to halt
excessive increases.

In a nutshell, Phase 8 of the
Nixon economic program
provides that prices may be
raised, but the increase should
not exceed the increase in
costs; wages may be increased
without government approval,
but for the present, raises are
expected to be kept within the
5.5-per-cent guideline in effect
since November 1971.

‘The old Phase 2 standards
will be retained for processors
and retailers of food, and for
doctor, dentist and hospital
bills. Those 'two areas have
seen some of the biggest price
increases.

In Chicago, Dr. John R.
Kernodle, board chairman of
the American Medical
Association, said Phase 3 dis-
criminates against the health-
care professions. He said there

is a possibility of “a flight of
allied, ancillary and support
personnel from the health field

The aim of Phase 3, Nixon
said, is to cut the inflation rate
to 2.5 per cent or less by the end
of the year — to keep fighting
inflation until the “impact is
felt at the local supermarket or
corner grocery stare.’’

Except in the T!Sef\'ﬁd areas,;
large business and labor unions
will no longer have to' get
advance approval for wage and
price rises. The looser
mandatory controls over con-
struction wage increases also
were retained and the
President said voluntary efforts
to hold down interest rates will
continue,

The stock market took off on
the announcement, pushing the
Dow Jones industrial -index
15.35 points above the previous
day before settling down for a
5.64-point gain to a new closing
high of 1051.70.

Analysts said expectation of
higher profits steamed up the
market,

But critics in Congress, most
of them Democrats,; said they
fear a surge of inflation that
will push prices up faster than
wages.

Hugh Scott of Pennsylvania,
praised the move as in the in-
terest of free enterprise. They
said the success of earlier
administration measures
speaks well for the future.

Kissinger,
Tho Confer
For Six Hours

PARIS (AP) — Henry A.
Kissinger and Hanoi's Le Duc
Tho conferred for another six
hours today on the fifth straight
day of their new Vietnam peace
session.

The meeting was briefly
delayed by fog and snow around
the Communist-owned villa at
suburban Gif Sur Yvelte. The
“l'lfa delegations lunched in the
villa,

There was no official word on
their progress. At one time
during the day, a North Viet-
namese delegation car arrived
carrying two typewriters, but
there was no immediate
explanation.

The two top negotiators have
now met for a total of more
than 27 hours since they
reopened their secret talks
Monday.

Kissinger, President Nixon’s
chief foreign policy adviser, has
held lengthy meetings with Tho
every day this week,
alternating between the Com-
munist villa at Gif Sur Yvette
and an American house in St.
Nom la Breteche. Both towns
are Paris suburbs,

Tho, wearing a fur hat in the
bitter cold, waved and smiled to
waiting newsmen as he arrived
first to host today's meeting.

Usually, you need about 28
points to make game.

Very few players managed to

To help overcome the deficit,
Mrs. Porter, according to Dr.
Zanini, plans to supervise
portions alloted, watch and
scrutinize the waste.

Utilities

Dr. Cattanach informed the
board that the Connecticut
Light and Power Co. is reducing
its rates, retroactive tlo
October, and a conservative es-
timate would reduce the
board's expenses by §1,500 for
the year:

The reduction is a result of
the company's decision no
longer to give reduced rates to
all electric schools, and thus
pass on the savings to the other
schools.

The reduction was figured in
chairman Edward Hinchliff’s
resume of the total budget
presented at the Board of
Finance -meeting earlier this
week.

ADM Grant

Dr. Cattanach also reported
that $537 less than was
estimated in state grants for
ADM (average daily
membership at the schools)
will be received by the town:

This will not affect the
board's budget as the revenue
goes into the town’s general
fund.

Student Delegate

The Board of Education has
agreed to investigate the
possibilities of student
representdfion on the board,
following a recommendation
made Wednesday night by
Superintendent of Schools Dr.
Kenneth MacKenzie.

Board member Mrs. Carolyn
Kolwicz volunteered to
investigate the possibilities
offered by the suggestion,
which originates from CABE
(Connecticut of Boards of
Education).

Tony Tantillo Jr. has been
attending the board meetings as
an observer on a regular basis
for about 18 months, last year
as a member of the senior
class, and now as.a student at
the University of Connecticut.
He has also attended CABE
meetings at the board's invita-
tion along with members
of the Board of Education.

The school board agreed
Wednesday night to advertise
for a person to fill the newly
created department
chairmanship of the Business
Education Department at the
high school, but disagreed over
creating the positions of acting
chairmen for the home
economics and art departments
at the high school.

The art and home ec
departments are the only
remaining departments which
have not qualified for an official
department chairman, due to
the size of the teaching staff.

Board policy calls for three
teachers in a department
before a chairman can be ap-
pointed.

Dr. MacKenzie pushed hard
for' the appointments as acting
chairmen for the last two
departments, noting the
teachers may not have the
same supervisory duties as the
other chairmen, but have to do
all the other responsibilities
connected with the job, above
teaching without financial
recompense.

The TEA had agreed to
accept $150 as payment for the
acting department chairmen,
half of what a full chairmen
receives. The board had
suggested $100, with further
compromises apparently
necessary if the position is
created.

Reading Program Costly

Improvements in the reading
program for all four schools as
recommended by the outside
revaluation team last fall, will
cost the town about 3125.000.
according to reports presented
to the board Wednesday by
Reading Director” Mrs, Gloria
Matthews.

The reports prepared by each
school carry priority ratings for
the requests.

The board and Mrs.
Matthew's agreed
recommendations should be
carried out over a three or four
year period to ease the
financial strain they will cause.

The reading department
budget items will appear
separately in the budget, accor-
ding to Dr. MacKenzie, and will
not be repeated in the other
requests of the school
principals.

Included in the recommen-
dations are purchase of hard
items such as various types of
projectors, screens, language
masters and cassettes and
“software’’ including tapes,
filmstrips, reading materials
and books.

The budget was prepared by
using catalogue prices, and
savings could hopefully be
realized by hulk purchases and
bid preparations.

The budgets of recommended
items from Meadowbrook and
Hicks Memorial School were
both about $20,000; the middle
schools totaled approximately
$15,000 and the high school’s
totaled about $55,800.

Likely To Be Added

On the theory that we have no
place to go but up, 1973 should
be a livelier one than 1972,
Don't hold your breath,
however, while you hunt for
promising signs of it.

President Nixon, coming off
the biggest election victory in
history, told us he was going lo
shake things up—hand more
government back to lower
levels, bring in some new chaps
at the top so his boys won't
grow complacent.

Well, much of the shake-up is
over, and it hasn't been exactly
a grabber. For the most part,
the “new'" Cabinet looks like a
team of certified public
accountants.

All the real evidence suggests
we're in for more closed-circuit
government from the White
House than ever. White House
loyalists seem to be planted in
departments all over town.

As for that stuff about
dispersing some power to state
and local governments, the
hard fact of revenue-sharing
may mabke it partly true. It's a
pretty complex business, and
the Brookings Institution
already has promised us a
thorough study on how it works
out.

Meantime, reading about the
sending of '‘sharing’’ checks to
Sioux Falls or Bogalusa has
about as much snap as watching
a meter maid issue parking
tickets.

The moon adventure is over,
of course, though there may be
a brief flurry of reminiscence
when we're finally told what
those orange rocks mean. The
next thing on the space agenda
is Sky Lab, a huge, orbiting
headquarters for scientific
observations of the earth. It
could be immensely important,
but television's previews make
it sound like a big motel-in-the-
sky.

As they look up from

catalogues jammed with offers -

of goodies made by people with
boring jobs, many workers will

continue to tell us they hate
their work. As before, a lot of
them will now and then absent
themselves [rom. the factory
line, running off to enjoy things
made by others with boring
jobs.

Television, the great thinner-
out of good things, may be hard-
pressed. There will be no
Peking, and no Olympics
enlivened by a shoot-out with
fanatics. Viewers may even tire
of those hardy TV
perennials—the detective
serials wherein our heroes are
mostly shown getting in and out
of cars. They are called actors,
but I suspect their real job is
testing car doors.

With TV and the movies
having helped to democratize
sex and  violence, those who
think that exaggerations of life
are now the only salable
commodities may have a tough
year in 1973. What is there left
to distort?

We really are at some sort of
turning ppint in our history.
Marking time while we try to
figure out what to do next that
may be really satisfying.

It is no accident that in the
last year or two we've seen a lot
of published recollections of life
in America over the past half-
century. The time was
tarnished by wars and depres-
sion. But in most realms of
endeavor, it truly was a
“*golderi age,” To be told that
annoys Jpany people today.
They like to insist that the gold
comes only from a glow of
reminiscence.

As one who lived through the
50 years, I'll just categorically
declare that the gold was
indeed  there. And I can
remember the dross, too.

Are wé'going to find new gold
today, or let ourselves be
buried under mountains of
dross? It's really up to all of
us—not ‘Mr. Nixon or TV or
some .other practicing
alchemist. Do we have the
spirit in us?

WASHINGTON — An
undercover campaign by the
old-boy FBI network, past and
present, against Acting
Director L. Patrick Gray has
fully disclosed to the White
House the tainted legacy of J.
Edgar Hoover's 40-year reign
over the Federal Bureau of
Investigation.

Key administration officials
deny this campaign. will
influence President Nixon's
decision whether to nominate

,‘Gray as the FBI's permanent
.director or look. elsewhere.

Nevertheless, Mr. Nixon has
not yet made that decision.
What makes this significant is
that when the President named
Gray acting director after
Hoover’'s death nearly eight
months ago, he fully intended to
make it permanent.

Whatever happens to Gray,
the difficulties he has
encountered dramatize an un-
pleasant fact to the White
House: the sudden end of
Hoover's long personal tyranny
left a political snakepit at the
FBI. The Nixon inner circle is
determined that the new
director, whether Gray or not,
must radically clean house,

It is Gray's house-cleaning
that triggered the campaign
against him by old Hoover
hands. They were incensed by

Gray's purge of. Hoover~

favorites, particularly his
elimination of the bureau’s
crime records division,
operated by sycophants as a
propaganda agency for
Hoover's glorification.
Indeed, -the anti-Gray
campaigncan be traced partial-
ly to two old Hoover disciples:
Clyde Tolson, who retired as
the FBI's No. 2 man when

Hoover died, and Cartha
DeLoach, once Hoover's heir-
apparent and now a Pepsico
executive. Tolson, at age 72 a
semi-invalid, has displayed
surprising energy chipping
away at Gray's reputation in
order to enshrine Hoover's
memory.

But it would be gross
simplification to limit Gray's
detractors to the old Hoover
cligue. ‘"When Gray was
appointed; I said, 'At least

we've got a human being,’ "»~one. .

anti-Hoover agent told us, “but
we've been terribly
disappointed.”

That disappointment derives
mainly from the fact that Gray,
entering the FBI with three
young lieutenants unfamiliar
with the bureau, lopped off
many anti-Hoover heads along
with Hoover cronies. A prime
example is Harold Leinbaugh,
an anti-Hoover inspector in
Washington exiled by Gray to
Detroit.

Moreover, anti-Hoover
officials are disappointed that
Gray emulated Hoover in
spending much more time on
public relations than running
the bureau. They complain that
Gray, who underwent surgery
recently, does not spend enough
time'in Washington. Morale in
the domestic intelligence
division, a hotbed>of anti-
Hoover feeling, is no higher un-
der Gray.

The result: present and
former FBI men, pro-
Hooverites and anti-
Hooverites, are briefing
newsmen and White House
aides about Gray's “iniquities,
How can a man whose only
previous command experience
was as a submarine skipper in

Nixon’s FBI Snakepit

World War II, they ask, run the
far-flung FBI? How can a man
who spends long weekends in
Stonington, Conn., and is called
““Two-Day Gray'' at FBI
headquarters run an operation
of staggering dimensions?

Gray's enemies have no
substitute candidate but
describe the need for a quiet,
highly competent professional
less interested than Gray in
personal publicity. Two larger
anonymous assistant attorneys
general, Harlington Wood at the.
civil division and Henry
Petersen at the criminal divi-
sion, are mentioned.

The menace is clear. If Gray
is nominated, the old-boy
network will slip derogatory in-
formation to the Senate
Judiciary Committee, Liberal
Democratic Senators, eager to
prove Gray has politicized the
FBI by serving Mr. Nixon's
partisan interests, would be
expected to cooperate. .

But at the very least, Gray
seems innocent of such political
charges. Close students of the
FBI know that Hoover's famed
reputation for being above and
beyond politics was sheer
mythology and that Gray is non-
political by comparison.

Gray’s real problem is not
directly related to hostile
charges but goes to this puzzle:
how to govern an absolute
monarchy immediately after
the king's death. John
Ehrlichman, the President's
top domestic aide, is well
aware of this in considering his "’
advice to Mr. Nixon. The anti-
Gray campaign, whatever its
impact on Ehrlichman’s
recommendation, has ‘shown
the White House the need for a
strong hand to clean up the FBI. -

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An exotic, colorful Bird of
Paradise bloom adorns a
Manchester living room in the
home of Mr. and Mrs. Bernard
Levine on Green Manor Rd. It
is a flower that most of us see
only in a professionally staged
flower show.

‘T wanted a big plant,"" Mrs.
Levine explains, and she found
what she was looking for at a
nursery in Ware, Mass., last
summer, It is a very big plant,
in a big tub, so heavy that her
husband has fitted it with a
dolly, on small wheels, so it can
be moved without being lifted.
We pushed the plant from the
window to the fireplace for a
picture.

The blossom stalk, took two
months to grow. Three flowers
have opened in a cluster on the
single stalk, heavy enough so it
needs to be supported. Each
flewer has three pointed orange
petals and another arrow-like
“a tongue", as it is called, that
is part blue. Small drops of
nectar frorm on the blossom. If
the plant were growing in its
native South Africa, these
would attract insects, or hum-
ming birds.

The flat, green leaves, about
a foot long, are said to resemble
those of a banana plant, Midribs
on the young leaves are red. At
the base, the plant has
obviously made its own division
and has become two plants with
a common root. Mrs. Levine
thinks she may have the
courage to separate them in the
spring.

The garden encyclopedia that
I consulted says that division is
a normal method of
propagating a Bird of Paradise
plant, but it may also be grown
from seed. Whether seed will
form on a single blossom,
grown where there are no help-
ful insects, is a question. If seed
does develop it could be fun to
see whether it would
germinate.

Named for Queen

The scientific name of the
Bird of Paradise is Strelitzia
and it is, indeed, a relative of
the banana. The plant that Mrs.
Levine has brought to flower is
Strelitzia reginae, or Queen's
Bird of Paradise. It lives up to
its regal name.

Mrs, Levine grew up on a
farm in Columbia, where her
father, Sam Epstein, raised
cattle and chickens and her
mother kept the house well
filled with plants. *‘She really
had a green thumb,” says her
daughter, Ruth, and while most
of her mother's plants have
disappeared, she has a Christ-
_nas cactus that is a descendant
of one of them.

There are many plants in the
Green Manor home, including
several forms of cactus,
succulents, vines, African
violets and a potted palm tree.

Mrs. Levine regrets that her
parents’ farm, like many
others, has gone mostly into
building lots, but she she is
happy that part of it has

e
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become a recreation area for
the Town of Columbia. Whe she
was a child there were only two
neighbors on the country road
where the Epsteins lived.

Her parents came from
Europe and, because of quota
restrictions, went first to
Canada. Ruth was born in Mon-
treal, but came with her
parents to Connecticul while
still a baby, Her husband is a
manager of Kabel's Luggage
retail store in Hartford and she
is a part-time employe there.

Nurserymen Optimistic

Manchester nurseries were
represented at the annual
winter meeting of the Connec-
ticut Nurserymen's Association
in Meriden last week. Charles
S. Burr of C. R. Burr & Co.
introduced his successor, John
H. Hickman, head of a privale
investor group Wwith
headquarters in Cooperstown,
N. Y., that has purchased the
Burr business. Mr, Hickman,
who will be president of C. R.
Burr & Co., has said that the
business will stay in
Manchester. Mr. Burr will con-
tinue as a consultant.

Leon Zapadka of Woodland
Gardens was named to the
board of directors of the
Connecticut Nurserymen's
Association and made a report
to the convention as chairman
of a committee planning a short
course for nurserymen al the
University of Connecticut later
this month.

Mr. Zapadka is a member of a
committee headed by Ludger
(Skip) Guillemette of the East
Hartford Nursery that is
organizing a tour of southern
California in February to visit
nurseries and garden centers.

Both Gillemette and Zapadka
plan to go and take their wives,
flying to California and then
touring by bus for eight days.
The commitlee was looking for-
a few more cutomers at $399
apiece to make. the expedition
financially successful. They
would spend most of their time
visiting some of the country’'s
finest nurseries and garden
centers but had one day set
aside for Disneyland.

Also at Meriden were John
Whitham and Mrs. Robert M.
(Rebecca) Treat, whose
nurseries are ‘in Bolton.

The nurserymeén were in
optimistic mood at their annual
meeting, noting again that their
industry is one of the few in
agriculture that continues to
grow, in this part of the coun-
try,
increasing demand for plants
and landscaping services. It
was noticeable that a group of
young men is moving into
positions of responsibility.

Substitutes Needed"

Saving money in
Manchester's public schools
has: become, in the eyes of
many town taxpayers, one of
the leading issues facing the
board of education.

The conslant pressure on the
school system has resulted in
insufficient funds for building
improvements, teachers
salaries, and materials for
courses. Instead of making
these cuts in the quality of
education, the board should
consider cutting down on areas
unnecessary to the education of
the town’s students,

A considerable amount of
money could be saved by not
holding classes when the

regular teacher is not present.
Substitute teachers cost about
$18 per day to hire, and their
entire’ function ‘in the vast
majority of classes is to
“babysit’’ for 25 bored students
who have nothing to do that
they could not do equally well in
the cafeteria, or in a quiet study
hall,

And whoever heard of paying
a babysitter $3 an hour?

Often, students are tempted
not to go to these enforced
study-halls. Recently, the office
receiyéd the names of over 50
students who skipped one large
class. All -of the students
recognize the uselessness of
attendence, and this represents

a greal tapplation to ''get into
trouble.”

Why not, instead of forcing
students to attend useless
classes and increasing the risk
of their, fgelung demerits for
skipping, let them go to a free
study hall?

The resulting increase in the

probably not cost the school
anything, and would save it

@ach of the 180 days in a school
year) $18,200 in one yedr for one

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Just around the corner from
Main St. and on the south side of
Hilliard St. was the home of
The Manchester Herald until it
was burned out by a disastrous
fire. The Bissell St. home of
The Herald was built by the
Knights of Columbus and
occupied by them for a number
of years,

The Nelson and Morris ‘‘beef

box” was a two-story height
building between. a railroad
siding and Woodbridge St. a
short distance east of Main.
Refrigerator cars of western
beef carcasses were unloaded
directly through doors on the
north side and then out the
south side into wagons (later
trucks) for distribution to
retailers markets. Later that
building became a gain and feed
store.

0.C.'s parents remembered
when Mr. J.T. Robertson made
soap in his home kitchen and
walked from house-to-house
carrying a basket of it to sell.
As his business prospered, he
hired neighbors to help in
production and selling. Then the
old familiar cycle had started.
Often some pioneer has had the
courage to try, and the
perseverance to overcome dis-
couraging obstacles; to prove
the worthiness and
profitableness of a project,
There is money eager to get in
on the prospects of gain.

The J.T. Robertson Soap Co.
was formed and grew rapidly.
A new product “Bon Ami’’ was
invented. It was so successful
the firm was organized as the
Bon Ami Co. and expanded to
occupy all of the plant between
Hilliard St. and the railroad

opposite the 'freight station.
That factory building had been
an electrical equipment
manufacturing plant and then
the Unitype:

(Ed. Note: This column by
the Old Codger was written
before Monday night's fire that
swept through one of the Bon
Ami buildings.)

The chief ingredient of Bon
Ami was feldspar rock. It was
quarried or mined in
Glastonbury, - East Hampton,
the Haddams and Portland. The
broken stone was hauled on
horse-drawn wagons to the
plant in Manchester where it
was crushed and pulverized.
Those spar-wagons were a very
common sight during 0.C.'s
boyhood. Along the routes were
several piles of spar where
wagons had broken down and
unloaded to be taken away for
repairs.

A better quality of spar was
found in either New Hampshire
or Vermont and Bon Ami
operated its own mines there
and shipped the stuff to
Manchester by rail. Mining of
spar stopped in Connecticut
except for one big mine in
Portland. Its product goes into
the pottery works.

Our Mr. Verplanck's younger
son, Phillip, became the
superintendent of the Bon Ami
mines. Bon Ami's trademark
was a young chick and motto
was _“‘hasn’t. scratched yet."”
One time John '(Dusty) May
paraded in a large effigy of a.
baby chick. That was in the
parade at the opening of the
Bulkeley Bridge over the
Connecticut River in 1808.

LOS ANGELES (AP) — Manny Fernandez says his mind
has a quick trigger and the slightest pressure by the
Washington Redskins will fire this alarm: “'It's a run! It's
a run!"

The 250-pound defensive tackle of the Miami Dolphins
says that to be effective in sunday's Super Bowl VII, “We
have got to stop the run. We can't worry about the pass.
Our backs will have to take care of the pass.”

Specifically, how will the Dolphins try to stop Larry
Brown, who gained 1,216 yards rushing?

“You've jtst got to really not get blocked. When you get
down to it,”” Fernandez says, laughing at the simplicity of
his theory, ‘“that's all it really amounts to. You've got to
try not to get blocked, try not to get cut off from pursuit
and try to stay on your feet."" _

Brown, who amassed his yardage despite missing the
last two games of the regular season with a leg injury,
came back to gain 88 yards in 30 carries in the Redskins’
26-3 victory over Dallas for the National Conference
championship of the National Football League.

His running mate for four years, Charley Harraway,
gained 567 yards. His primary assignmetn has been
blocking for Brown.

Quarterback Bill Kilmer directs the Washington offense
and he says it may boil down to a guessing game against
Nick Buoniconti, Miami's veteran middle linebacker and
signal caller.

“We're going to use a lot of things in our attack,” says
Kilmer, when asked what he'll do to counteract the
outstanding pursuit of Buoniconti and other Dolphins. ‘“We
have ounterplays against the grain ... we have man-for-
man straight-on plays ... we have a lot of things.

““He'll be prepared, too," Kilmer says of Buoniconti..
"'He knots what we can do. It's just a matter of if he can
outguess me. That'’s the big problem."

*“We won't do anything special,’' says Buoniconti. ‘But
you can't key on Larry Brown. You can't underestimate
Charley Harraway either. He's a fine fullback."

“We live by the run; they live by the run,” says
Washington Coach George Allen of the biggest similarity
between the two teams. Even when these teams pass, it's
often play-action to capitalize on the running game.

The Dolphins boast the best rushing team in NFL
history—a record 2,951 yards—and the Redskins set their
single-season club mark of 2 082.

“A pinch hitter may be designated to bat for the
starting pitcher and all subsuquent pitchers in any
game without otherwise affecting the status of the
pitcher(s) in the game. A designated pinch hitter for
the pitcher must be selected prior to the game and
must be included in the lineup cards presented to the
umpire-in-chief.

“A designated pinch hitter shall not take a position
in the field in any game in which he appears as a

designated pinch hitter; nor shall he appear as a pinch
runner. His designation as a pinch hitter for the
pitcher limits him to that task exclusively.

“It is not mandatory that club designate a pinch

hitter prior to the game precludes the use of a
designated pinch hitter for that game. “Pinch hitters
for a designated pinch hitter may be used. Any
substitute pinch hitter for a designated pinch hitter
himself hecomes a designated pinch hitter.

A skier who is proficient
on hard pack can easily
adapt his skills to powder
conditions. The principles of
skiing remain the same no
matter what the consistency
of the snow might be—only

Softer skis,
of course, makes this easier
to do, but until you have ad-
vanced to the point where
you want to purchase special
powder skis, you'll find that
sitting back slightly has the
same effect,

The aspect of powder ski-
ing that inhibits most new-
comers is skiing the fall line,
Generally they fear too much
speed. But too much speed
is not a real problem in the
powder—the snow itself acts
as a brake against forward
motion. And many times
you'll probably find yourself
trying for more speed
cause it makes it easier to
initiate a turn. If you work
on making small radius
turns in the fall line, mastery
of skiing the powder should
came quickly and more eas-
ily, Certainly you'll fall, but
galling in powder is almost
un.

And once you have com-
pleted five, consecutive, good
turns, you'll be hooked for-
ever,

Pressure On Watergate

WASHINGTON (AP) — More
guilty-pleas may be brewing in
the Watergate trial, according
to reports, with defendants and
attorneys conferring over the
weekend after a mysterious
closed-door court session.

It was understood that four of
the defendants were feeling
pressure Friday to plead guilty
and avoid further trial, as did
former White House consultant
E. Howard Hunt Jr.

But at least two of the
deféndants, G. Gordon Liddy
and James W. McCord Jr.,
were reported holding out for a
full trial that may take many
weeks. It resumes Monday in
open session.

No public business was
conducted Friday in the trial of
the six remaining persons
charged in connection with the
break-in and alleged bugging
last June 17 of Democratic
National headquarters in
Washington's Watergate

complex.

After government
prosecutors argued peripheral
motions in the U.S. Court of
Appeals in the morning, U.S.
Pistrict Court Judge John J.
"Sirica moved it into a surprise
closed-door session in the
afternoon with only the

Fear

Fuel Oil
Shortages

HARTFORD (AP) — The cold spell cast on New
England in the last week is sending chills through oil

dealers.

Because supplies have already been reduced 25 to 50 per
cent due to wholesaler rationing, some dealers will run out
of home heating oil by the end of January if the weather
doesn’t warm up, Charles H. Burkhardt, executive vice
president of the New England Fuel institute said Friday.

But he said even warmer
weather would only delay the
crisis.

‘The northeastern oil industry
js pressing the federal
government to raise oil import

from 45,000 barrels per
day to 80,000 barrels. It also is
calling for the lifting of air
pollution regulations to allow
electric companies to burn
coal and oil. This
would divert millions of gallons
of home heating oil now used in
the generation of electric
power, says Raymond
Langfield, president of the
Connecticut Petroleum
Association,
Donald B. Craft, vice presi-

dent of Wyatt Oil, of New
Haven the biggest independent
oil dealer in New England, said
this winter had been 26 per cent
colder than last year, which
caused consumption of 150,000
more barrels of.oil per day in
New England.

Craft said many oil dealers
were receiving from 50 to 75 per
cent of the oil they received last
winter.

Croft, who said he had just
returned from the Midwest
where homes are now without
fuel, said there will be
temporary shortages of fuel in
certain parts of New England
this winter,
