State Has 365
Non-Public

Schools

HARTFORD (AP) — The
Connecticut Civil* Liberties
Union (CCLU) says that 65 pet
cent of the 365 non-public
schools in Connecticut are
church-related.

Non-public school enrollment
is 101,079, compared with
664,761 students in state public
schools, the CCLU says in
statistics prepared for a federal
court challenge of the state's
parochaid law.

The figures relating to the
enrollment in public and non-
public schools in Connecticut
were requested recently by a
three-judge panel hearing the
CCLU's constitutional
challenge of the law. The CCLU
maintains the law violates the
First Amendment separation of
church and state.

The law is Connecticut's
second attempt to provide state
aid to parents .of non-public
school children. The first was
declared unconstitutional by
the U.S. Supreme Court.

The CCLU says that 222 of the
non-public schools are of the
Roman Catholic denomination
and six are Jewish, two are
Seventh Day Adventist, three
are Lutheran, and one is
Episcopalian.

Eight other schools, the
CCLU says, are probably sec-
tarian and 122 were not
identifiably sectarian schools.

ZBA Allows Variance

School Budget

Review

Begins

BY JOHN A. JOHNSTON

Last night, the Board of Education, in the first of four
scheduled sessions, tackled its review of the recommended
$11.4 million 1973-74 budget, which was submitted by Dr.
James P. Kennedy, superintendent of schools, Jan. 8. The
other three review meetings are scheduled for the next
three Wednesdays, starting tomorrow night.

‘During the two hours, Dr,
Kennedy provided' the reasons
for the recommended $1,136,000
jump over the current budget,
based on last week's
restoration by the Board of
Directors of $115,000 for four
programs. He divided his
presentation between increases
by major categories and the
more pronounced increases in
individual programs as they
appear in the program budgel
format, which is being used for
the first time.

In the first half of his
presentation, Dr. Kennedy said
that the $579,000 for salary
adjustments is to take care of
the second year of a two-year
agreement wilh the teachers,
and the sum also includes some
fringe benefits.

About the $97,000 increase for
teaching materials, he
commented, ‘'As I have moved
around, I have heard over and
over again, from teachers and
parents, about the need to get
the tools into the hands of the
teachers. We have put a great
deal of stress on this.”

In the $82,000 increase for

maintenance, the largest single
addition Is $30,000, which 1Is
earmarked for reconditioning
of the high school fields. Dr.
Kennedy said that he may later
switch this item to the capital
improvement budget, which he
hopes to submit Jan. 24.

Dr. Kennedy accounted for
the additional §71,000 for new
staff in the regular program as
he later went through the
program budget,

In explaining the $66,000
increase for tutors and $37,000
for transportation, he said that
the need in both, especlally
where exceptional children are
involved, is now far
outstripping the budgel,

About the $60,000 increase in
fixed charges and other
benefits, the superintendent
commented that there is a
‘‘degree of speculation and an-
ticipation involved." However,
in his later treatment of
program budget items, he
pointed out that there has been
a 14 per cent jump in Blue Cross

Superbudget Ageney
Bill Introduced

WASHINGTON (AP) — A superbudget agency for
Congress was proposed today by Rep. Ogden R. Reid, who
said it is peeded ‘‘to strip the President of his power to
ignore congressional mandates."”

As envisioned by the New York Democrat, an “office of
budget and expenditure oversight’" in a reconstituted
General Accounting Office, would be an arm of Congress
with “‘broad powers to withhold funds or compel spending

by the executive (branch of

government). in accordance

with congressional mandates.

“The new agency also would

have the authority to pass on
. the administration's legislative

proposals, to -oversee
implementation of con-
gressionally approved
programs, and to force the
executive to provide Congress
with any information necessary
and proper to the discharge of
the constitutional
responsibilities of Congress."

In remarks prepared for a
news conference, Reid said the
budget office would “‘restore
the constitutional prerogatives
of the legislative branch."

Reid accused President
Nixon of grabbing authority
which the Constitution gave
Congress, refusing to carry out
programs approved by
Congress, evading con-
gressional supervision, and
refusing to give the legislators
information about
administrative actions.

Reid's legislation would take

away a president’s power lo
appoint the comptroller
general—head of GAO. Instead,
GAO would be supervised by
officials chosen by Congress.

Meantime, a bipartisan
Senate-House committee,
selected to devise better con-
gressional control of the
budget, decided Monday to
study the possibility of an an-
nual spending ceiling set by
Congress.

Last year, Congress rejected
President Nixon's request for a
$250 billion ceiling and power to
make spending cutbacks to stay
within the ceiling.

However, Nixon has
impounded funds without
specific congressional
authorization.

The bipartisan congressional
panel agreed to look into ‘‘the
relationship of impotndments
by the executive branch to
improve congressional control
of the b\‘ldget."

But progress toward
agreement was reporled on
those also.

The U.S, Embassy indicated
there would be further
meetings between Haig and
Thieu and said the schedule of
President Nixon's special
emissary was “open-ended."

There were unconfirmed
reports from. Vielnamese
sources that Haig brought a
personal letter from Nixon to
Thieu. Bul political sources in
Saigon and Washington
indicated that the halt in all at-
tacks on North Vietnam which
began Monday was not only a
sign of good faith to Hanoi but
also a message to Thieu that
Nixon considers a just
agreement is within grasp and
he is determined to conclude it.

Nixon ordered all offensive
military operations across the
entire territory of North
Vietnam halted Monday night,
citing progress in.the
negotiations between Kissinger
and Tho last week.

Nixon's action, which the
Florida White House termed a
“unilateral gesture,'’ gave

momentum to new peace hopes
and came amid a host of
reports that an agreement to
end the war would be signed
soon -

The White House refused to
discuss the reports of an
agreernent, saying instead that
“negotiations are in progress"
and Kissinger would return to
Paris "in the relatively near
future.”

U.S. officials in Washington
said Nixon's order indicated "
that Kissinger and Tho reached
basic agreement again during
their intensive talks last week.

South Vietnamese sources
said that among the provisions
of the revised draft proposal
being scrutinized by Thieu and
Haig is one calling for an
international force of about
3,000 men to supervise a cease-
fire.

Hanoi, according to
Kissinger, was demanding &
force of only 250 men when the
negotiations broke off Dec. 13,
while the United States wanted
up to 5,000. Thieu was seeking
even more.

The South Vietnamese
sources indicated Thieu would
accept a “'tacit understanding'’
on troop withdrawal in the
peace agreement providing the
withdrawal would be spelled
out in an accompanying
technical protocol.

Regarding restoration of the
demilitarized zone, which Thieu
sought in connection with his
demand for recognition of South
Vietnam as a sovereign,
independent state, Hanok_was
reported to have modifled its
earlier position and said it
would not oppose the 17th
parallel demarcation line as
long as it was described as tem-
porary.

Some sources in Washington
said that other than the
sovereignty and cease-fire
supervision provisions, the new
draft agreement contains the
basic provisions worked out by
Kissinger and Tho in October.

These include a cease-fire for
Cambodia and Laos as well as
Vietnam, the withdrawal of
U.S. forces from Vietnam
within 60 days of the signing of
the agreement, release of all
American prisoners of war, a
ban on troop reinforcements
and a limitation on replacement
of military supplies for both the
Saigon and Communist forces
to a one-for-one basis.

Killian Urges

Right To Know

Protection

“I'm for a shield law, not to
protect the reporter, however
enterprising he or she may be,
but to protect the right of the
people to know what is going on
in their government."

That's what Atty. Gen.
Robert. K. Killian told more
than 100 members and guests of
the Manchester Democratic
E{omen‘s Club at its annual

anquet Monday night at
Manchester Country Club.

Earlier in the day, Killian, in
a speech before the New Haven
County Junior Bar Association,
called for early enactment of a
shield law in Connecticut,

Killian said, "I don't know if
there is a necessity for a shield
law. There hasn't been until
this national and state
administration. It was always
thought that the First
Amendment guarantiees
Connecticut’s Right to Know
law. We have a Right to Know
law which is not being adhered
to or observed in any way. This
is {the problem we are
confronted with.

Citing the days when Louis
Gladstone was comptroller, he
told how, month after month,
Gladstone reported that the
state deficit was bigger and
bigger and that thé economy

was such that the revenue was
not going to hit the target. And
every month the announcement
came, it was like someone
hitting you over the head with a
Louisville Slugger, but there
wasn't one month that that un-
pleasant word didn’t come from
the State Capitol. Because that
is the way government is
supposed to be conducted, in the
glare of the light of publicity
and with the knowledge the
public has the right to know."

In the past, he said, the state
budget figures and budget
requests were always publicly
published and the agencies and
commissions of the government
rarely went into executive
session. “But that’s nol true
anymore,"" he added.

Going from the state to the
national level, he said, ‘'The
Nixon administration has
apparently taken over public
television,"” and cited the
canceling of the program
“Firing Line'' involving
William Buckley, because he
had become increasingly
critical of the administration.
He called it a "a thought
control process.’

Speaking about Connecticut’s
bus crisis, he said that, years
ago, the government provided
means for.meeting this kind of

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MCC History Instructor
Discusses Immigration

They had their impact upon
America, but America also had
its impact upon them. These
were the points that John F.
Sutherland, instructor of
history at Manchester Com-
munity College and director of
its Institute of Local History,
referred to several times in his
talk on '‘Immigrants in
America' to members of the
Manchester Historical Society
Sunday . afternoon at Illing
Junior High School.

For his purposes, Sutherland
concentrated on the period
from 1880 to WWI and
migrations of people from
southern and eastern Europe.
The nationalities that
dominated the waves, in this
order, he said, were Italians,
Jews from Russia, and
Armenians. For the most part,
he said, they were fleeing from,
rather than to, something.
Among the motivations for
their coming here were pover-
ty, lack of opportunity, and
persecution. From 1800 to 1860,
he said, 5 million emigrants left
their homelands for America;
from 1860 to 1900, 14 million;
and in the next 15 years,
another 14 million.

When two wolves visited
Manchester last November, it
was obvious that at least those
two were no mortal enemies of
man—in fact, they allowed
close on 300 people to pet and
fondle each of them without the
slightest sign of fierceness.

Wolves presumably inhabited
Connecticut until they were
pursued and hunted to extinc-
tion long ago by the early
setilers.

From time immemorial the
fiercesome (or should it be
fearsome?) repulation of the
the woll as a killer of man and
beast has been maintained,
fanned by the flames of fantasy.
What little scientific study has
been made of wolves showed

that these widely held beliefs
were largely unfounded.

In facl, certain dogs (the
Lupus kind) today are direct
descendants of the wolves,
Man's best friend evolved from
the caveman days when some
wolfpacks followed the bands of
hunter-gatherers, living off and
fighting over the offal,
begrudgingly bestowed upon
them occasionally by early man
as they sat around him just
outside the light of the
campfires.

As every living creature on
earth, wolves have their
rightful and useful place in
nature, which is essential to
maintain a balance of the
rodent population, their staple
diet in their natural habitat, as
so ably demonstraled by Farley
Mowat in his book “Never Cry
Wolf'" (1963). Mowal, living

Tolland SNETCQ Zone Bid
. Denied By ZBA:

The . Planning and Zoning
Commission last night denied a
request by the Southern New
England Telephone Co. for a
zone change from rural
residential to commercial for a
S-acre parcel of land near the
Green, and instructed the
zoning enforcement officer to
advise Exxon Corp. that they
must conform to new sign
regulations if they go ahead
with plans to change the pre-
sent Esso signs.

The public hearing for
SNETCO's zone change request
was held Dec. 19 and attended
by about 30 persons, most of
whom opposed the change, At
that time the telephone
company presented schematic
renderings of an 1l-foot-high
modern building with floor
space of 1bout 2,500 square feet,
of prebuilt degign. Construction
costs were estimated at
$150,000 to $180,000, which
would include costs of elec-
tronic switching system equip-
ment.

Objections voiced during the
public hearing included spot
zoning, opening the door for
other commercial uses,
spoiling the charm of the
Tolland Green, and the
architectural style of the
proposed building. Alternatives
suggested included the
telephone company purchasing
available commercial land on
Rt. 30, about 600 feet away, or
erecting its building on one half
acre, on the proposed site, and
deeding the balance of the five
acres to the town as open space.

Al last night's meeting
Chairman Douglas Prior read a

letter from Town Counsel King
which stated caution must be
used in placing restrictions on
property of SNETCO. Other
points brought out by commis-
sion members included the
rapid depreciation of capital
equipment and the building,
which would negate a large tax
income to the town after the
first year, the skimpy
presentation, and the fact that
the building would not
aesthetically benefit the area.
The vote was unanimous and
the twelve persons in
attendance were obviously
pleased with the action.

In the Exxon matter, the
zoning enforcement officer,
Charles Regan, advised the
PZC that Exxon Corp. plans to
replace the two Esso signs in
Tolland. One, an oval sign
which measures 59 square feet
would be replaced by a
rectangle of 67 square feet. The
second proposed sign would be
a 299-square foot rectangle to
replace a 315-square foot oval
sign. Commission member
Fred Frey reported that in two
other towns he has checked
with Exxon has been made to
conform with existing sign
regulations when they applied
for new permits. It was noted
that the second Esso sign is
located on a separate lot from
the Esso Station, which is also
owned by Exxon Corp. Atty.
King will be contacted
tonclarify whether this con-
stitutes an off-premise sign,
which would be in violation of
present regulations.

A drug program derived from
a combined Town Council and
Board of Education member
effort that will service the

the board is requesting $1,876 to |
supplement additional life’
insurance now when previously
it had estimated a deficit of
$6,828 for CMS and Blue Shield
insurance. She said she felt,
until a review is made, to
approve.the amount would be a
“‘premature act’’ on the
council’'s part as she believed
the amount was to be a "'built-in
reserve’ for female employees
who were interested in full
family coverage not the in-
dividualized program.

The board also asked the
council for an additional $11,167
to supplement the teachers'
salary account which was
settled over and above an $88.-
000 increase anticipated by the
board during budget
deliberations and written into
the 1972-73 fiscal budget.

Congress And Phase 3

One crutch has been thrown away.

President Richard Nixon has an-
nounced the lifting of controls im-
posed more than a year ago on the
economy to halt inflation. Only-areas
subject to direct control are foods and
health services. The remainder are
now under Phase 3 voluntary controls.

Reaction, quite naturally, has been
favorable from the business com-
munity and important segments of the
labor community, Unfavorable reac-
tion, quite naturally, has come from
Democrats and economists who favor
strong governmenl controls over
business,

The key to Phase 3 is how business
and labor accept the voluntary
guidelines. Both will have to keep in
mind that the President has until
April 1, unless the Congress extends
it, the power to reimpose mandatory
controls should the guidelines be sub-
stantially violated. It can be an-
ticipated too the Congress will extend
the price-wage freezing powers or will
act quickly should the need arise after
April 1.)

The easing of controls in effect does
ot mean a:blank check but merelya
shifting of more of the responsibility
for holding down inflationary

pressures to the private sector of the
economy.

The major problem now facing the
Nixon Administration will be getting
the Congress to hold the line on
federal appropriations to the $250
billion level targeted. If Phase 3 is too
work, and business and labor are to be
freed permanently from mandatory
controls, the Congress too must exer-
cise fiscal restraint.

The free-spenders in Congress now
have the ball and although there are
no elections until 1974, it is obvious
that the President’s decision to lift the
controls now will place much of the
onus of Phase 3's success or failure on
the Congress,

The Congress has been harping in
recent weeks for restoration of its
constitutional right to control federal
purse strings. Now it has a chance to
do so.

The question is whether it will meet
this opportunity responsibly. Of such
things election issues are made.

It will be largely up to the Congress
whether or not the Phase 3 economic
crulch canbe thrown away too and the
nétion’s économy finally freed from
all artificial governmental controls,
mandatory and voluntary.

Opinion And Reality

Public opinion polls generally show
a preponderance in favor of reduced
government spending and lower
taxes. The latest Gallup Poll, for in-
stance, shows the voters siding with
President Nixon, 54 to 39 per cent in
favor of holding down spending and
taxes,

Members of Congress read the polls
but they are preparing for a test of
strength with the President over a
wide variety of spending programs
and for an outright {ight over some of
Nixon's cuts, particularly in the areas
of sewage treatment facilities,
reduced farm subsidies, military cut-
backs and educational programs.

The reason is that the majority of
opinion is general, not specific, and
based in part on wishful thinking.
Congressmen know that when specific
cuts involve the areas they represent,
there are powerful demands to leave
them alone along with threats of
retaliation at the next election. They
know that spending is more popular
than economy, cuts always being

painful to somebaody.

That is why they are willing to buck
a President returned to office by a
landslide vote and contend the issue is
“the power of Congress against the

power of the President.” The truth is
that Congress has handed power to the
executive on a platter and ducked its
own responsibilities to impose the
taxes needed to fund extravagant
programs.

Everyone knows there is far-flung
waste and duplication in the sprawling
bureaucracy, President Nixon, who is
more aware of how bad the situation
is than probably anyone else, has an-
nounced his determination to trim off
the fat and give the people a better
goyernment with fewer bureaucratic
office holders. He is in a unique posi-
tion to get the job done with a
minimum of support from the
Democratic majority because he is
not running for office again.

Those who do face the electorate in
the next election and ensuing ones
should be made aware that the

Tmajority means business and is
capable of putting the national in-
terests above local and regional pork
barrels.

The way to do your part is to write
or telephone or telegraph your con-
gressman and tell him where you
stand on the inter-related issues of in-
flation, fiscal sanitly, taxes and
wasted millions.

Pettibone said we should first
point out to Mr. Nixon that his
recent conduct was in good
measure our fault, not his.

“After all,” Pettibone said,
“‘we spoiled him last November
by giving him loo many votes.
True, we hoped this would help
him develop a sense of
independence, self-reliance and
responsibility. But it hasn't
worked in the past.

And
when we spoiled Lyndon
Johnson in the same fashion he,
too, began kicking little
countries around. We simply
must realize that too many
votes are bad for Presidents.
They can’t handle them,”
Once we have confessed our
own mistakes, Pettibone said,

we must make every effort to
convince Mr. Nixon of ourlove,’

“It doesn’t matter so riichrhow
you deal with a five-year-old
Presidenit,"” he said, '‘as long as
he feels secure and cherished
by the warmth of your love.”

Then it may be possible to
have a long ‘‘man-to-man’’ talk
with the President. Pettibone
feels this is crucial.

We should begin, he says, by
explaining that everybody
bullies and fibs and sulks a little
and it's nothing to be overly
ashamed of. And he should pay
no attention to the taunts of his
little friends, like Senator
Saxbe, who says he's “lost his
senses."’

But he wouldn't want
anybody to do these things for
him, would he? So he really
should try harder to be a good
five-year-old President. And
perhaps if he could think about
it and explain to us very calmly
why he did these things, he'd
feel much, much better.

““That's the key," said
Pettibone. “Through our love
and understanding we must get
him to bring these things out in
the open, instead of keeping
them all bottled up inside,
festering.”

With our gentle guidance,
Pettibone said, he saw no
reason Mr. Nixon couldn't
become a kind, honest, outgoing
six-, seven-, or eight-year-old
President — and finally go forth
into real life a mature and
respected individual.

“All we have to do," said
Pettibone with a sigh, “is get
him to unlock the door and
come out of his room."”

President in Legal Pickle

WASHINGTON—Unless Con-
gress backs down—always a
possibility in an outfit that
prefers the bark to the
bite—President Nixon is in a
legal pickle on the issue of the
President’s power to impound
funds Congress has
appropriated.

This time, apparently, the
legislative branch is serious.
The Democratic chairman of 14
of the Senate's 17 standing
committees have joined a
Missouri suit, as friemis of the
court, which challenges Nixon's
right to hold back Federal
highway funds Congress told
him to spend.

Sen. Sam Ervin of North
Carolina, perhaps the Hill's
foremost Constitutional
scholar, is going about
thundering that the impounding
process '‘is contemptuous of
the role of Congress in our
tripartite system...The power
of the purse belongs exclusively
to Congress under the
Constitution.”” Ervin is right.
The President legally can't
spend a dime unless Congress
has authorized its spending and
then appropriated 10 cents.

But Nixon also has a case.
There, is nothing in the
Constitution that says a Presi-
dent has to spend the monéy
Congress has appropriated.
There also, of course, is nothing
that prohibits Congress from
enacting legislation forcing the
Chief Executive to spend
appropriated funds.- However,
Article 2 of the Constitution
says the ‘‘Executive power”
shall be vested in the President,
and that poses the question of

whether Congress legally may
infringe a President’s power of
wisely spending the publig's
money.

Obviously, Sam Ervin
believes Congress jolly well
may do just that. Whatever the
outcome of the highway case,
he will press for legislation this
year expressly prohibiting
Presidential impoundment.

At the same time, there is
evidence Nixon is not too sure
of his case. Late last year he

asked Congress to let him makeé’

whatever cutbacks he chose to
hold the budget to $250-billion
for the current fiscal year
ending next June 30,

The House voted him that
power, but the Senate debated
the proposition to death.
Nixon's legal beagles then said
the White House had the power
anyway.

So the highway fund suit is a
landmark case. A Federal
district court judge ruled last
year that the President didn't
have the power bf
impoundment, at least in
regard to highway trust funds.
The Justice Department
appealed to the Eighth U. S.
Circuit Court of Appeals, which
is where the 17 Senate
chairmen have now gone to join
the argument, the first all-out
test of the President’s power.

Unfortunately, the quarrel is
NOT merely a nice legal thing.
The taxpayer has a big stake
because government is almost
sure to cost him more dough if
Congress wins. Especially
toward the end of a session,
Congress is inclined to go hog
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wild and appropriate funds for a
passel “of pork-barrel projects
that serve no purpose except
the political interests of
individual members. In the
past, Presidents have found
that the only way to avoid tax
increases is simply not to spend
some of the money voted by the
Hill.

Indeed, members who have
pushed through free dentistry
for dogs in their districts
usually are relieved when- the

the funds. They can always go
back to the voters and point out
they did their best, only to have
the President thwart their
statemenlike efforts.

In a sense, then, the Presi-
dent is the taxpayers watchdog.
It is true that the White House
frequently goes spendthrift for
its own pet projects, but the
facts of life impose a certain
prudence on a President. He
has to come up with a budget
that will not drive the masses to
revolt, and thus he must think
at least twice before he joins a
spending spree that will force
an increase in taxes.

So although Sam Ervin is one
of my favorite legislators, I
hope the courts eventually rule
that any Congressional attempt
to force a President to spend
appropriated funds dilutes the
executive power given him by
the Constitution. Impoundment
may at times be both unfair and
unwise, but it's a lot easier to
hold one President responsible
than it is Lo seek out the culprits
on Capitol Hill.

A total of seven property
transfers have thus far been
recorded in the Town Clerk's
office, with more expected this
month.

Walsh, questioned after the
public portion of the meeting,
did elaborate somewhat on the
“new town'" plan by stating
that it would require a
minimum of 1500 acres. He
said it would contain about 6,000
dwelling unitswand about 20,000
people, with as much as 20 per
cent of the land being preserved
as open space.

According to an
accompanying brochure from
GHP, the new town “‘will be a
whole community in the sense
that it will accommodate not
only a wide variety of types and
prices of houses, but also the
related shops and services, job-
creating businesses and
industries, and cultural,
recreational and educational
resources.

“Related to the transporta-
tion facilities of this region, it
must not add to the tax burden
of the town in which it is
located, or impair that town's
ability to provide services to all
its citizens, In short, it must be
a valuable asset to the town,
economically, socially and
aesthetically.

"“The Greater Hartford
Process expects that the
physical creation of such a new
community will stimulate
needed changes in our existing
social systems by
demonstrating a better way of
living. It also anticipates that
such a new community will
constitute a pace setting exam-
ple for other developers and for
other commmunity
development programs in the
future.”

After it's
all over there's just one team left—the
winner....

“Our aim this year wasn't just to
get back into the Super Bowl but to,
win it."

They won it with a game plan that
worked almost to perfection. With
Larry Csonka, Jim Kiick and Mercury.
Morris plunging steadily through and
around the Washington line, the
Dolphins loosened up the Redskins'
defense just enough to give

I'm going to
stop that, too."

While Allen and his Redskins were
preparing to take their long flight
back to Washington, Shula was on the
phone with President Nixon.

Town Price Drops
For Former Bank

In May, 1971 the Town
Council was considering
purchase of the building owned
by the People’s Savings Bank
on Park Place in Rockville at
an asking price of $65.000. It
decided not to make any move
at that time and now it is being
offered Lthe same building for
$25,000.

The matter was discussed at
the meeting of the council
Monday night and it was agreed
to turn it over to the Permanent
Municipal Building Committee
(tPMBC) for ils
recommendation. This same
commitlee recommended, in
1971, that the building should
not be purchased outright by
the town noting that the needs
might bhetter he served by just
renting the property.

Council members said
Monday that the prime reason
for purchase of the property
would probably be to tear Lhe
building down and use the area
for parking space. The
Memorial Building, which will
soon be renovated and be used
more extensively for town
offices, is next door to the bank
property.

The first floor of the building
consists of two main rooms, one
of 4,027 square feet and
contains two vaults. The PMBC
said the walls and supporting
foundation are 18 inches thick
and supposedly completely
fireprool

The area used for the bank is
air-conditioned and has steam
heal generated by a 40-year-old
furnace and augmented by
electric heat in part of the area.
To the rear of the large area is
another 2800 square feet of
storage space

On the second floor is a
remnant of the old church. The
building was originally the
Rockville Methodist Church
building. This area has aboul 6,-
829 square feet and the ceilings
are about 40 feet high. The
floors are wooden and there isa
tin ceiling which the building
committee said is rusting out in
many areas indicating there is
a great degree of roof leakage.
It was also noted that this area
is unlighted and unheated

The committee also surveyed
the basement and found it
contains the remains of two old
bowling lanes and the remnants
of the original hot-air furnace
that was used to heat the
church.

The building is situated on an
87-foot frontage with 195 feet in
depth. With the building
standing there is room for the
parking of about 30 cars. The
building, constructed in 1866, is
made of brick with a slate roof
and, according to Lthe
committee, it has not been
maintained since the church
moved out in the 1950's, excepl
for the area used by the bank.

While some of the council
members felt the town should
purchase the building to have
the land for parking area,
Mayor Frank McCoy cautioned
them thal they should consider
the fact that it would cost the
town aboul $20,000 just to have
the building torn down which
would bring the cost to $45,000.
He suggested that the building
committee be asked lo review

the proposal again and lo also
gel two estimates on the coslt of
removal of the building.

the persons being appointed,
but rather with the balance or
make-up of the committees.

Houley apparently had done
“his homework' and outlined
for the other council members
the makeup of several of the
boards and commissions.

Houley questioned whether
the mayor had given reasonable
evaluation to the total
representation on the com-
missions. He also questioned
the appointment to the Transit
District which he said is '‘so
eritical right now."” He was
referring to the present
problem with the bus strike, He
emphasized that his criticism
was not of the person
appointed, James Ledbetter,

but rather that he would like to
know the philosophy of any
person who would be appointed
to this committee. He said, “'he
will have an important vote,"”
and expressed regrel that some
council members interpreted
his opinion as being critical of
Ledbetter,

Mayor Frank McCoy told
Houley, "I think if 1 were
spokesman for a minority party,
I would take your stand too but
the Republican party has not
been guilty of over-doing
majority representation...I feel
by giving unaffiliated voters a
place on the commissions we
are fulfilling our duties.”

The meeting began at 8 p.m.

Haig and Bunker returned to
the embassy, afterward and
spokesmen would not say
whether Haig would meet with
Thieu again or when he would
leave Saigon.

Haig also is scheduled to con-
fer with the leaders of Cam-
bodia, Thailand and Laos.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The head of the committee for
President Nixon's,inauguration Saturday has called on
three antiwar members of Congress to help keep protest

demonstrations peaceful.

Jeb Magruder, director of the Inaugural Committee,
predicted that the estimated 250,000 persons who will
watch the inauguration ceremony and parade will be

peaceful.

He said Tuesday he hoped
Reps. Bella Abzug, D-N.Y.,
Paul N. McCloskey, R-Calif.,
and Donald W. Riegle Jr., R-
Mich., would ‘‘call on their
people’ to exercise restraint at
an antiwar march and rally,
scheduled to coincide with the
inauguration,

""We would hope they will let
the American people have this
inauguration,”” Magruder told a
news conference called to dis-
cuss parade defalls. “We call
upon the leaders to keep their
demonstrators withjn. peaceful
and regsonable limits.”

the report originated at Thieu's
palace,

One senior U.S. official noted
earlier, however, thal it was
possible that the story was
leaked deliberately to CBS
because of objections by the
Saigon government to some
conditions it feels Nixon is im-
posing on it,

Thieu reportedly asked Haig
on Tuesday why the United
States is saving face for Hanoi
but not for Saigon. Thieu was
reported to have told Haig that
he couldn't say things publicly
contradicting what he told his
people earlier.

O’Neill Resignation
Confirmed By Officials

A report in yesterday's
Manchester Herald — that
William D. O'Neill has resigned
his director of public works
post to enter private employ-
ment — was confirmed lasl
night and this morning by
O'Neill and by Town Manager
Robert Weiss.

O'Neill, in his letter of
resignation to Weiss, says the
resignation is effective Feb. 23.
He has accepted a position with
the firm of Griswold and Fuss,
Manchester consulting
engineers,

Manchester's department
heads learned of the resignation
at a hastily convened staff
meeting yesterday in late after-
noon.

Weiss said today that, effec-
tive Feb, 23, Jay Giles, present-

*ly ‘administrator of the water

and sewer departments, will be
acting director of public works
and superintendent of the water
and sewer departments and
that he will hold the positions
until a successor to O'Neill is
named. He said he will adver-
tise soon for applicants.

O'Neill will be director of
public works management and
environmental service in his
Griswold and Fuss job. The
firm is expanding its services,
to include water-quality
analysis, inland wetland impact
studies, underwater
engingering inspections, public
works management analysis,
and park and recreation facility
design,

O’Neill said he Is leaving his
Manchester post with mixed
feeling and that he will miss
"the direct association with the
many dedicated town
employes, exciting programs
and the good public services
that Manchester fortunately
possesses."”’

He added, ‘‘However, my
new position offers a
challenging opportunity to
provide public service on a
broader base, through the
public sector. The advantage of
the position change is that I will
remain a Manchester resident
— allowing for continued in-
volvement in community af-

fairs.”

High in that involvement, he
said, is passage of the March 13
referendum — for purchasing
the 110-acre Laurel Lake and
for effecting improvements to
Manchester’s landfill area,

O'Neill, 34, has been
Manchester public works direc-
tor since April 1967. He was
South Windsor town engineer
before then. In Manchester, he
succeeded Walter Fuss, now a

_partner in Griswold and Fuss.

O'Neill is president of the New
England division of the
American Public Works
Association.

“I would like to formally
state,’" he said in his letter of
resignation, “‘that I was not ap-
proached by my future
employer (Griswold and Fuss)
until 1 was actively on the job
market, This was an ethical
conslderation that was careful-
ly followed,"

O'Neill said today he had

other opportunities for private
employment last April, October
and December, and that he con-
sidered but rejected them.

He declined to reveal the
salary he will receive with
Griswold and Fuss. ''I.am more
excited about the opportunity
than the money I will receive,"
he said.

O'Neill receives $19,496 an-
nually as Manchester director
of public works. He was
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receiving $14,716 annually on
July 1, 1969, when the 1968-70
fiscal year began. In the three-
year interval, his salary rose by
$4,780. His April 1967 starting
salary was $12,116.

O'Neill, a Canton, Mass.
native and a 1960 graduate of
the University of
Massachusetts, was assistant
town engineer in Windsor from
October 1962 to August 1965,
when he took the South Windsor
position.

Home Fuel Oil
Quotas To Be
Suspended

Rep. Silvio Conte said today
he had learned that President
Nixon will act by executive
order late today to suspend oil
import quotas on home heating
oll for a four-month period.

Conte, R-Mass., said in
Washington that Nixon would
make the announcement to ease
a fuel oil crisis in New England
and many other sections of the
country.

“This is an emergency stop-
gap measure which is vitally
needed now,'” Conte said. ‘This
is not the permanent answer.
That answer is to permanently
scrap all oil import quotas
totally and forever."

Conte said he now has 71 co-
sponsors for legislation in the
House that would permanently
abolish oil import quotas.

plans to seek any more political .
offices at the close of his pre-
sent term because of “illness
and fatigue.”
