Town Price Drops
For Former Bank

In May, 1971 the Town
Council was considering
purchase of the building owned
by the People’s Savings Bank
on Park Place in Rockville at
an asking price of $65.000. It
decided not to make any move
at that time and now it is being
offered Lthe same building for
$25,000.

The matter was discussed at
the meeting of the council
Monday night and it was agreed
to turn it over to the Permanent
Municipal Building Committee
(tPMBC) for ils
recommendation. This same
commitlee recommended, in
1971, that the building should
not be purchased outright by
the town noting that the needs
might bhetter he served by just
renting the property.

Council members said
Monday that the prime reason
for purchase of the property
would probably be to tear Lhe
building down and use the area
for parking space. The
Memorial Building, which will
soon be renovated and be used
more extensively for town
offices, is next door to the bank
property.

The first floor of the building
consists of two main rooms, one
of 4,027 square feet and
contains two vaults. The PMBC
said the walls and supporting
foundation are 18 inches thick
and supposedly completely
fireprool

The area used for the bank is
air-conditioned and has steam
heal generated by a 40-year-old
furnace and augmented by
electric heat in part of the area.
To the rear of the large area is
another 2800 square feet of
storage space

On the second floor is a
remnant of the old church. The
building was originally the
Rockville Methodist Church
building. This area has aboul 6,-
829 square feet and the ceilings
are about 40 feet high. The
floors are wooden and there isa
tin ceiling which the building
committee said is rusting out in
many areas indicating there is
a great degree of roof leakage.
It was also noted that this area
is unlighted and unheated

The committee also surveyed
the basement and found it
contains the remains of two old
bowling lanes and the remnants
of the original hot-air furnace
that was used to heat the
church.

The building is situated on an
87-foot frontage with 195 feet in
depth. With the building
standing there is room for the
parking of about 30 cars. The
building, constructed in 1866, is
made of brick with a slate roof
and, according to Lthe
committee, it has not been
maintained since the church
moved out in the 1950's, excepl
for the area used by the bank.

While some of the council
members felt the town should
purchase the building to have
the land for parking area,
Mayor Frank McCoy cautioned
them thal they should consider
the fact that it would cost the
town aboul $20,000 just to have
the building torn down which
would bring the cost to $45,000.
He suggested that the building
committee be asked lo review

the proposal again and lo also
gel two estimates on the coslt of
removal of the building.

To Town

Although the four minority
members (Democrats) voted
against them, the Town Council
Monday night approved a
lengthy list of appointments to
town boards and commissions.

. Houley, a Democrat, first

voiced objection to the ap-
pointments, explaining that his
objection had nothing to do with
the persons being appointed,
but rather with the balance or
make-up of the committees.

Houley apparently had done
“his homework' and outlined
for the other council members
the makeup of several of the
boards and commissions. He
said the Economic Develop-
ment Commission has eight
Republican members and two
Democrats; the Permanent
Building Committee has six
Republicans, two Democrats
and one unaffiliated person; the
Planning Commission with five
regular members and three
alternates, has six Republicans,
one Democrat and one
unaffiliated; the Recreation
Commission has nine members
and five are unaffiliated.
Houley said the Ree Commis-
sion, the Redevelopment
Commission and the Board of
Tax Review have a reasonable
balance,

Houley questioned whether
the mayor had given reasonable
evaluation to the total
representation on the com-
missions. He also questioned
the appointment to the Transit
District which he said is '‘so
eritical right now."” He was
referring to the present
problem with the bus strike, He
emphasized that his criticism
was not of the person
appointed, James Ledbetter,

but rather that he would like to
know the philosophy of any
person who would be appointed
to this committee. He said, “'he
will have an important vote,"”
and expressed regrel that some
council members interpreted
his opinion as being critical of
Ledbetter,

Mayor Frank McCoy told
Houley, "I think if 1 were
spokesman for a minority party,
I would take your stand too but
the Republican party has not
been guilty of over-doing
majority representation...I feel
by giving unaffiliated voters a
place on the commissions we
are fulfilling our duties.”

The mayor said according to
the state statutes minority
representation laws cover ail
appointed bodies and a 4-1
balance is required. He said on
boards where there is an 8-2
balance, the law is covered.

The following appointments
were approved: Edward Vinge,
Republican, to the Economic
Development Commission for a
term of four years; Gretchen
Mason, Republican, Economic
Development Commission, one
year; Donald Gandini,
Republican, Permanent
Building Committee, two
years: John Giulietti,
Republican, Planning Commis-
sion alternate, three years.

public transportation problem.
He criticized the subsidies
without end made by the
Meskill administration for the
purpose of transporting

He told of the plight of our
training schools and mental
hospitals: of how the
superintendents of two of these
institutions recently said that
not only are they not taking
care of their mentally retarded
in a humane and proper way,
but that they are living in
buildings which long since have
been condemned either by the
health department or the fire
marshal of the state building
department because they are
unfit or unsuited for human
habitation

Continuing the topic, he spoke
of the Connecticut Valley
Hospital being in danger of
losing its accreditation for
training psychiatrists, and said
that it is also probably true of
the Newtown State Hospital and
apparently going to be true of
the Norwich State Hospilal. *So
training grounds for
psychiatrists, psychiatrist
aides and assistants, that have
long existed in this state are
now in present danger of being
lost,” he said.

Speaking of the work done by
the attorney general’s office, he
said that, in the past two years,
it has done more [ederal court
work and been in more federal
court litigation than in all of the
previous 75 years of ils
existence.

SAIGON (AP) — Gen.
Alexander M, Haig Jr. met for
an hour tonight with President
Nguyen Van Thieu to discuss a
revised draft of a peace agree-
ment.

There appeared to be growing
evidence that a cease-fire was
nearing.

While the U.S. Embassy
would not disclose the sub-
stance of the conference, it
appeared that Thieu gave
President Nixon's special en-
voy some answers on the
revised draft.

Haig had waited in the wings
all day while Thieu met for 7z
hours with his National Securi-
ty Council and four military
corps commanders at
Independence Palace, reported-

ly to discuss what steps South
Vietnam would take to protect
the territory and people it now
controls, once a cease-fire goes
into effect,

Shortly after Thieu met with
his key advisers, Haig went to
Independence Palace with U.S.
Ambassador Ellsworth Bunker.

Peaceful Protests
Requested At
Inaurguration

WASHINGTON (AP) — The head of the committee for
President Nixon's,inauguration Saturday has called on
three antiwar members of Congress to help keep protest

Jeb Magruder, director of the Inaugural Committee,
predicted that the estimated 250,000 persons who will
watch the inauguration ceremony and parade will be

peaceful.

He said Tuesday he hoped
Reps. Bella Abzug, D-N.Y.,
Paul N. McCloskey, R-Calif.,
and Donald W. Riegle Jr., R-
Mich., would ‘‘call on their
people’ to exercise restraint at
an antiwar march and rally,
scheduled to coincide with the
inauguration,

""We would hope they will let
the American people have this
inauguration,”” Magruder told a
news conference called to dis-
cuss parade defalls. “We call
upon the leaders to keep their
demonstrators withjn. peaceful
and regsonable limits.”

Many Senators Favor

HARTFORD (AP) — At least
26 of Connecticut's 36 state
senators favor some kind of
shield law to protect newsmen
from ealing their sources,
according to an informal poll.

O’Neill Resignation
Confirmed By Officials

A report in yesterday's
Manchester Herald — that
William D. O'Neill has resigned
his director of public works
post to enter private employ-
ment — was confirmed lasl
night and this morning by
O'Neill and by Town Manager
Robert Weiss.

O'Neill, in his letter of
resignation to Weiss, says the
resignation is effective Feb. 23.
He has accepted a position with
the firm of Griswold and Fuss,
Manchester consulting
engineers,

Manchester's department
heads learned of the resignation
at a hastily convened staff
meeting yesterday in late after-
noon.

Weiss said today that, effec-
tive Feb, 23, Jay Giles, present-

*ly ‘administrator of the water

and sewer departments, will be
acting director of public works
and superintendent of the water
and sewer departments and
that he will hold the positions
until a successor to O'Neill is
named. He said he will adver-
tise soon for applicants.

O'Neill will be director of
public works management and
environmental service in his
Griswold and Fuss job. The
firm is expanding its services,
to include water-quality
analysis, inland wetland impact
studies, underwater
engingering inspections, public
works management analysis,
and park and recreation facility
design,

O’Neill said he Is leaving his
Manchester post with mixed
feeling and that he will miss
"the direct association with the
many dedicated town
employes, exciting programs
and the good public services
that Manchester fortunately
possesses."”’

He added, ‘‘However, my
new position offers a
challenging opportunity to
provide public service on a
broader base, through the
public sector. The advantage of
the position change is that I will
remain a Manchester resident
— allowing for continued in-
volvement in community af-

fairs.”

High in that involvement, he
said, is passage of the March 13
referendum — for purchasing
the 110-acre Laurel Lake and
for effecting improvements to
Manchester’s landfill area,

O'Neill, 34, has been
Manchester public works direc-
tor since April 1967. He was
South Windsor town engineer
before then. In Manchester, he
succeeded Walter Fuss, now a

_partner in Griswold and Fuss.

O'Neill is president of the New
England division of the
American Public Works
Association.

“I would like to formally
state,’" he said in his letter of
resignation, “‘that I was not ap-
proached by my future
employer (Griswold and Fuss)
until 1 was actively on the job
market, This was an ethical
conslderation that was careful-
ly followed,"

O'Neill said today he had

other opportunities for private
employment last April, October
and December, and that he con-
sidered but rejected them.

He declined to reveal the
salary he will receive with
Griswold and Fuss. ''I.am more
excited about the opportunity
than the money I will receive,"
he said.

O'Neill receives $19,496 an-
nually as Manchester director
of public works. He was
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receiving $14,716 annually on
July 1, 1969, when the 1968-70
fiscal year began. In the three-
year interval, his salary rose by
$4,780. His April 1967 starting
salary was $12,116.

O'Neill, a Canton, Mass.
native and a 1960 graduate of
the University of
Massachusetts, was assistant
town engineer in Windsor from
October 1962 to August 1965,
when he took the South Windsor
position.

Complaints about violations
of the “Blue Laws”-are not
unique to the 20th
century....they also existed in
the 19th century. In one of the
old log books at the Vernon
police station it reads “‘A
Rockville minister complained
u; the pt:jllce because the owner
of a candy store kept it open on
Sunday."’ oo

While all of the reports are
written in the fanciest of
handwriting, those writing
them were not the best spellers
in the world but they did go into
great detail on most of the
arrests. A great contrast to the
concise reports of today's log
books,

In those '‘good old days’' they
practiced discrimination to the
most extreme degrees. Beside
each arrest was written
whether the person charged
was black or white, their
nationality, whether they could
read or write and their
occupation. Quite different
from these days when, for the
most part, you have to
determine whether the arrested
person is male or female,
according to his name, and
rarely it is noted whether a
female is Miss or Mrs.

Even though horse and buggy
traveling was the prime mode
of transportation at the turh of
the century the log books do
contain some reckless driving
arrests and also arrests for
“abusing team."” Arrests for
just ‘‘drunk'' were also
numerous and although one can
be sure the log books were
written up in all seriousness, at
that time, one can't help but
smile at the detailed comments
accompanying most of the
arrest reports.

Strangely enough, the log
books contained very few
arrests for any serious charges
such -as hreaking and entering,
larceny, or-drug-related
arrests. Young pedble in those
days started to work at a very
early age and therefore arrests
of teen-agers were not too
numerous and rarely for
“anything serious,

[One entry, conceminﬁ' the=

jarrest of a teen-aged boy
explained that the boy had
broken some windows and was
accompanied by the comment,
““This is the young fellow that
will not work. His mother

They
were usually turned on after
dark and turned off at midnight
and on nights when the moon
was shining they did not bother
to light them at all. Now why
don't they do that now?

Oh, the arrest logs were very
colorful, they not only
contained the life history of the
accused but a very descriptive
report of the arrest
accompanied by ‘‘editorial"
opinions of the police officers.
Some of these reports just as
they were written, follow.

Use Geothermal
Energy Sources

By WILLIAM N, OATIS

UNITED NATIONS, N.Y
(AP) — The heat of molten rock
deep within the earth is being
harnessed to help meet the
energy needs of 18 nations. This
source is called geothermal
energy., [from Greek words

meaning earth-heat power

““I believe thal we are
witnessing the birth of a vast
new source of energy,’” says
Joseph Barnea, U.N. director of
resources and transport.

He addressed a seminar here
on the development and use of
geothermal energy, attended by
250 people from a dozen
countries

Barnea told newsmen the
participants agreed that this
type of energy was making a
breakthrough and was
widespread, clean and cheap

Nobody really knows what
keeps the rock molten. Scien-
tists theorize that it is friction
in the broken crust of the earth
and the radioactive decay of
materials underneath

In most places the molten
rock, or magma, is 15 to 25
miles underground. In some
places, where there are {issures
in the earth, it pushes closer Lo
the surface.

The magma heats other rocks
and these turn underground
water into hol reservoirs, six
miles or less [rom daylight.

If the hot water can find a
way, it cornes out in hot springs
or geysers. If not, it can be
tapped by a well drilled down Lo
where it is.

The wells bring up steam or
hot water, or both. The steam
can be fed straight through a
turbine lo run an electric
generator. The hol water can be
used to boil some volatile
liquid, like isobutane, into
vapor, and the vapor will spin
the turbine that runs the
generator

Tsvi Meidav of the U.N,
Resources and Transport Divi-
sion speculated that eventually
hot underground rocks could be
tapped for more than double the
energy in all the world's
estimated coal, oil and gas
deposits

He put it rather broadly: “We
believe that the stored
geothermal energy in rocks to a
depth reachable with present
technology is a few orders of
magnitude greater than the
energy contained in the es-
timated world fossil fuel
reserves.”

Meidav listed 18 countries
where geothermal energy is
now being used or developed —
the United States, Mexico,
Nicaragua, El Salvador, Chile,
Iceland, France, Italy,
Bulgaria. Hungary, Turkey, the
Soviet Union, China, Japan, the
Philippines, Indonesia, New
Zealand and Kenya. Barnea
said U.N. studies showed
Ethiopia had enough geother-
mal energy potential to previde
all Africa with electricity.

Italy has been producing
electricity from underground
heat since 18904 at the
Larderello steam field. which
helps light Rome

San Francisco gets
electricity from the Geysers, a
12-year-old steam field 85 miles
north of there run by the
Pacific Gas and Electric Co.

In the Imazrial Valley, the hot
water used 1o pgenerale power
will afterward be flashed into
steam in low-pressure
chambers and the steam will be
condensed to fresh water.

This fresh water will be
dumped into the Colorado River
to lower its salinity and help the
United States keep a Llreaty
pledge to Mexico to limil the
salt content of the river.

Geothermal water heats
houses, and in some places
greenhouses, in Boise, Idaho;
Burns, Klamath Falls. and
Lakeview, Ore., and parts of
Iceland, the Soviet Union,
Hungary and Japan

Hot Water from under the
ground is used in
manufacturing pulp and paper
in New Zealand, and in
breeding fish, eels and
alligators in Japan. It is a
source of various useful
minerals

Generation of electricity
doesn't amount to a great deal
yet. The installed geothermal
electric generating capacity of
the whole world is only about a
million kilowatls, a mere 15th
of the total installed capacity
from all power sources in New
England

But it is building up. Under a
1970 act of Congress, the U.S.
government is about to issue
leases for development on 58
million acres of federal land in
13 states.

An Interior Department
panel estimated last year that
geothermal energy in the
United States could, by the year
2000, be supplying 395 million
kilowatts, more than all the
LS. electric generating capaci-
ty today.

Barnea says it requires less
capital investment than other
power sources: §100 to §150 a
kilowatt now, against estimates
of $200 to $300 for a coal or oil-
burning power station and $500
for a nuclear power station in
1975. y

A geothermal electric plant
takes only two years to build.

Barnea sought to knock down
the notion, which he had found
in an oil-company paper, that
drilling for geolhermal energy
is a 4 ta 1 bet.

He said the United Nations
had found such energy
whenever it had drilled for it —
but had drilled only where there
were good surface indications
that steam or hot water would
be found.

He said also that there were
signs of geothermal energy in
more than 80 countries.

Charles Baldwin, consultant
to the California Senate, listed
some problems: Geothermal
wells cause land to subside.
They throw off some pollution
in noise, heat, bad smells and
harsh chemicals. Geothermal
electricity cannot be built up to
peak loads lo meet varying
needs through the day,

Junior High Space Needs

The Regional District 8 Board
of Education Monday evening
asked Dr, David Cattanach,
superintendent of schools, to
draw up educational
specifications for a new 7th and
8th grade facllity to alleviate
overcrowding at Rham High
School.

Drawing up of the
specifications for a facility to
house approximately 800
students with core facilities to
allow expansion to at least 1,200
students, was the first of ten
steps outlined to the board by
Dr. Cattanach.

The next step would involve a
district meeting to designate a
building committee and to
authorize funds for architects
fees and to investigate an op-
tion and/or acquire a site,

In this connection, Dr. Cat-
tanach explained that normally
a building committee is com-
prised of members from the
boards of education in the dis-
trict.

Also, the amount of money to
be requested would depend on
whether the board holds the
referendum after preliminary
plans are drawn up or waits un-
til the final plans are completed
and gone out for bids.

After the district meeting, an
architect would have to be
chosen, a site acquired and
preliminary plans and final
plans completed and sent out to
bid.

The referendum, as men-
tioned above, would be held at
the board's discretion.

THIRD GREAT
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The final step would be the
construction and acceptance of
the building.

The new addition, according
to Dr. Cattanach, with its
expansion to at least 1,200
students, would be sufficient to
house any increases in enroll-
ment up until 1980's. At that
time a re-evaluation could be
made considering such
possibilities as moving the 9th
grade into the junior high facili-
ty. 2
Dr. Cattanach felt that the
educational specifications
should be ready for the board’s
February meeting.

Present Overcrowding

The board also requested the
administration to present at the
February meeting concrete
proposals for solving overcrow-
ding which is a certainty the
next lwo years.

Already, with 1,111 students,
the school has exceeded
maximum capacity, which ac-
cording to the State Depart-
ment of Education is from 1,010
to 1,030.

Assistant principal Glen
Frank explained that all 29
general classrooms, as well as
the 22 specialized areas, are 100
per cent scheduled and the 10
small classrooms are 94 per
cent scheduled. In addition,
non-teaching areas such as the
auditorium and two cafeterias
are already 79 per cent
scheduled,

Classes are not the only
problems of overcrowding that

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Welfare And Tax Reform
Necessary

The Democratic leadership in the
Congress has apparently abandoned
any serious effort toward welfare
reform in 1973. Rep. Wilbur Mills has
indicated he prefers to concentrate on
tax reforms and others are relying
quite heavily on the impasse which oc-
curred in the closing days of the last
Congress between administration and
congressional versions of welfare
reform legislation.

It would appear the Congress is cop-
ping out so to speak.

Tax reform, while vital, is political-
ly quite loaded since any extensive
changes are bound to cause reactions
which if done this year hopefully will
have apated by the 1974 elections.

Welfare is equally politically loaded
but provides a greater chance for
political opportunism in that welfare
payments and programs reach many
people directly and if timed, like the
increased social security benefits of
the last session, can be touted just
prior to the election.

Tax law changes are indirect and
complex with the impact more dif-
ficult to pin down since most federal

taxes are paid by withholding and the
voter rarely notices fax cuts in his
paycheck because usually some other
publically financed program on a
national or state levels comes along to
offset it.

We realize that poth welfare and tax
reform are complicated and far-
ranging in their implications.

However, we also feel that much
research and effort has been done by
the Congress and administration on
welfare reform in the last seasion so it
would seem logical to pick up where it
left off rather than to wait a year and
have to all the gorund work over
again.

Maybe, by coordinating efforts,
both reform programs can be ad-
vanced in 1973. This seems logical to
us in that whatever welfare reforms
are finally instituted there is bound to
be direct relationship to the nation’s
tax revenue needs to finance them.

It is our hope the administration and
the congressional leadership will
reconsider the present priorities and
give the nation both welfare and tax
reform which almost all agree are
long overdue.

A Time For Restraint

While the nation has made con-
siderable progress in its battle against
inflation, it still has a tiger by the tail.
Now, President Nixon is hoping to
rely upon the common sense and
restraint of the American people, in-
dustry and labor in his efforts to
reduce the rate of inflation to 2.5 per
cent by the end of 1973,

Spiraling costs forced Nixon's
wage price freeze in 1971, followed by
mandatory controls in effect since
November of that year, Phase 3 of
Nixon's economic program now
abolishes mandatory controls except
in two problem areas, food and health,
and substitutes voluntary compliance
with a system of guidelines.

Industries and unions freed from
mandatory controls will not be free to
indulge in excessive wage and price
boosts that jeopardize anti-inflation
goals. If the guidelines are broken, the
government can roll back un-
reasonable increases.

Nixon promised ‘“‘special vigor" in
enforcing controls over food
processing and retailing, where con-
sumers have directed most com-
plaints about rising prices. A govern-
ment committee will renew federal
policies affecting food prices and a
non-government advisory panel will
study ways of stabilizing food costs,

and

which take about 16 per cent of the
average take home pay.

Guidelines state price increases
should not exceed increases in costs
‘‘even where costs have in-
creased, prices should not be in-
creased if the firm’s profit margin
exceeds the firm's base period profit
margin.”" Or a firm may raise prices
to reflect higher costs without regard
to its profit margin if the increase
would not exceed 1.5 per cent a year.

Americans have accepted controls
over the past 17 months as necessary,
with minumum complaint. Although
the rate-of inflation has been slowed
to about 3.5 per cent, unemployment
remains a problem along with con-
tinuing deficits in our balance of
trade.

Nixon's surprise move indicates his
faith in the restraint of industry,
labor, and.landlords, and in his ability
to enforce reasonable limits on
government spending, a major’ in-
flationary pressure. And it hedges
against a rush for higher wages and

. prices, while allowing for reasonable

flexibility.

Orderly transition from govern-
ment control to self-control can
achieve 'the reasonable stability the
country so urgently needs to dismount
the tiger of inflation. That tiger is still
very much alive.

It is a
little difficult to conceive of a firm doing business in
Manchester not joining an organization, such as the
chamber, which looks out for the businessman.

At The Herald we have started calling attention to the
big event with this postage meter note on all envelopes:

It's an ideal way to bring recognition to Manchester
from all parts of the country. So Mr. Businessman, if you
do a lot of mailing, why not investigate this promotion?

A reader sent us a letter with four or five questions, he
or she we don't know for sure, said they would like the
answers in this column so we'll do our best to oblige.

T understand a patient can have his name omitted from
the hospital column if he wishes, so your reasons that
having the column in the paper was an invasion of privacy
doesn't seem to be valid. I think the complete list could be
printed.

We would love to print the complete Manchester hospital
list. It was the hospital that wanted the column dropped,
not us, We told hospital officials awhile back that we don’t
believe that publishing just the discharges will be satisac-
tory to our readers.

It will be up to the voters to
supply answers to the
questions, "How important are
the recommendations by the
Manchester Charter Revision
Commission?”’ and *‘Was the
creation of the. commission
even necessary?"

The answers will be known
after a townwide referendum is
held on the proposed changes
and just as the 15 members of
the commission did in voting
for or against the proposals, so
will the individual electors vote
— according to their personal
interest or involvement, or for
no other reason than because
they seem like good ideas.

True — the CRC completed
its scope of inquiry — lo
examine and evaluate the
town’s present form of govern-
ment. It concluded that
the council-manager
government is the best for
Manchester and rejected a
change to a strong-mayor
government, as well as a much
milder change — for elecling a
mayor at-large.

But then, one must ask, '‘Was
it necessary to name 15 ltop-
flight persons to a commission
which spent hours and weeks
and months — just to tell the
people no change in
government is needed and then
to recommend some
insignificant changes —
changes which, il not made
would not significantly effect
the government which they
insist needs no change in the
first place”"

And, one can'l help
wondering also whether or not a
better name than
“‘commission’’ would have been
“omission.”” With only two or
three exceptions, the 15-
member commission consists
of former and present elected
and appointed officials. The
“‘omigsion’’ enters when one
considers the many ordinary,
every-day cilizens — never
appointed or elected official,
and yet, just as vilally in-
terested in Manchester's
charter and future as the people

described by one town director
last March as representing "'a
wealth of knowledge and
experience."”

College

Site Recommended

tral Community College by the
board of trustees for regional
community colleges.

funding problem, but “‘we've
got to do something,"’ says Gov,
Thomas J. Meskill.

In an interview with The
Associated Press, Meskill said
the unequal tax resources of the
169 Connecticut towns and
cities have produced
“frightening’’ disparities in the
education tax burdens on
taxpayers in different com-
munities.

In order to support his local
schools, a taxpayer in a
property-rich town presently
does not need to pay nearly as
high a tax as his counterpart in
a town with a slender grand list,
the governor said

"“He pays a hell of a lot less in
Greenwich than he does in
Voluntown, even though they
spend a lot more in
Greenwich,” he said.

“It's really kind of goofy,"
Meskill said, “‘and I think this is

where we're going to get killed
in the courts ... This is how we
finance” education.™

By making the municipalities
rely largely on local property
taxes on unequal resources,
“You're not providing by law
for equal education,”” the
governor said. ''The Constitu-
tion provides that we've got lo
provide a free elementary and
secondary education and the
courts are going to hold us to
that. If they strike down our use
of the property tax — and, the
more I read that report, I think
they might very well ..."

“Some people say, ‘If it isn't
constitutional, it ought to be’,
the interviewer said.

““That's about it,'' said
Meskill. *As I look at that
(report), number to number,
it's frightening. I just think that
the court (the U.S. Supreme
Court) is going to make us do
something, and rather than
wait and have them say, ‘Oc-
tober first of this year you've
gotl to do something about the
assessment thing; you've got to
have a new system in effect,’ I

think it's well that we
addressed ourselves to it.

“Now maybe we ought to just
say, ‘keep it on the back burner
until the court makes us doit’'—
but I think we do have to
consider the possibility and
have a plan of action.

‘I haven't decided yet
whether I'm going to recom-
mend it or not. 1t doesn't appeal
to me because it's fraught with
all kinds of political problems
... it's going to be a real irritant

"“I'm glad they (lhe tax
reform commission) addressed

themselves to it. I'm glad they
came up with a solution.
Whether or not I'll recommend
it, or whether or not it's
politically palatable ...

“Something has to be done in
this area, Whether this is the
thing or not, I don't know. We
have to do something."

The governor indicated that
‘“‘political problems' would
arise because richer com-
munities would have to share
their tax revenues with poorer
towns in order to equalize the
school tax burden.

tural scholarship when it at-
tempts to chronicle man's cre-
ative aspirations. It did it in its
encyclopedia on art, and it has
done it again in its latest, an
encyclopedia on the mimicry of
life we call drama.

These four volumes, in the
claim of the editors, bring “'into
focus the accomplishments of
the world’s major dramatists."
Actually, it'is more precisely a
work on dramatists and their
dramas since it follows mainly,
in alphabetic order, the leading
authors ‘in this field from the
Greeks and Romans to the 20th
century. True, there are also
about a hundred non-
blographical articles, inserted
alphabetically among the biog-
raphies, on what the editors
describe as ‘‘dramatic terms,
theater movements and styles,
anonymous plays.” It is unfor-

tunate that the limitations of
space and expense apparently
did not permit an expansion of
this category.

The dramatists are divided
“roughly” into "“major' and
“lesser.” The former — such
as Shakespeare, Moliere, Shaw,
Ibsen, O'Neill, Strindberg —
get from 20 to 40 pages each;
the least of the lesser may be
dismissed in a few lines. For
the most formidable con-
tenders, the format for each is
a brief biography, a critique
which the publishers say repre-
sents a consensus of reputable
critics, and synopses of all their
plays. For 300 others whom the
editors consider short of the
front runners, the space is less,
and only the most important
plays are synopsized.

Greatly enhancing the value
of the whole work, some 2,000
illustrations recall old and re-
cent productions. These fasci-
nate and arouse us to critical
efforts: several Hamlets or Ju-
liets force comparisons and, de-
spite stylized poses, tell us
something of the evolution of
acting.

Surprises in criticism are not
so great for the ‘classics,”
both ancient and modern: the
Greeks, Shakespeare, Marlowe,
Moliere, Shaw, Ibsen, Strind-
berg, Goethe, Schiller. We are
jarred a bit when we come to
Eugene O'Neill, generally con-
sidered America's greatest

ywright, and are told of his
“inability to write dialogue,”
that his experimentation fre-
quently ‘‘sustained material
which otherwise would be ex-
posed as shoddy or puerile,”
and that much of what we
cherished as poetry was mere
sentiment.

There are interesting sec-
tions on operetta and musical
comedy — wisely separated as
of European and American in-
spiration, respectively. But one
will look in vain for specific
treatment of, say, Konstantin
Stanislayski and his seminal
Moscow Art Theater, the Meth-
od School of acting, great direc-
tors, stage designers, critics, or
even actors.

With drama departments
flourishing in most universities,
this encyclopedia should be in
every serious library, both col-
legiate and public, even though
it is aimed at the general pub-
lic. Such private devotees of the
drama, who want to splurge a
bit, well might pinch a bit else-
where and make themselves a
gift of the set.

THE CATSKILLS. From Wil-
derness To Woodstock. By Alf
Evers. Doubleday & Co. 821
Pages. $12.50.

The Catskills have always
been New York City's closest,
and hence favorite, mountains.
On a clear day, they say, you
can see the Empire State Build-
ing ‘tower from the nearer
slopes. No matter that the
Catskills' name derives their
early Dutch nomenclature
meaning 'Tomcat Creek.”

Now comes Alf Evers, native
New Yorker who boasts of hav-
ing been born in Ulster County
in sight of the Catskills, to
chronicle their story from In-
dian times and before to the
Woodstock Festival. His pub-
lishers tell us that he has beena
farmer,  landscape gardener,
composer of greeting-card ver-
ses and author of more than 50
books for children. In addition,
he is a most thorough research-
er and recorder of something he
loves as much as the Catskills.

Those mountains are smaller
and much less dramatic than

their wild geological cousins,-

the Adirondacks, but softer,
gentler and more friendly.
Skipping over the prehistoric
and almost historic Indian
times, the Catskills figured
prominently in the early Dutch
settlement of New York. Later,
when the English took over,
there were great grantees and
landholders, most conspicuous
the scions of Robert Livingston,
a true lord of the manor, whose
descendants included Founding
Fathers and -a signer’of the
Declaration of Independence.
One of the quirks of history

that amuses Evers is the fact

that the mountains, which
should have been remembered
best for their association with
the lordly Livingstons, instead
became identified for most of
us non-New Yorkers with the
fictional creation of a famous
writer, Rip Van Winkle, by
Washington Irving.

Now, when Jewish resorts
have engulfed old Rip’s moun-
tain retreat and Sleepy Hollow,
anpther Catskill area has won a
controversial fame- as the site
of the Woodstock Festival, it is
interesting that Woodstock has
been building as a refuge for
artists and folk musicians and
an escape from pollution at
least since the turn of the cen-
tury.

In recounting the story of his
beloved mountains, Evers has
assembled an impressive sheaf
of ‘facts and photographs that
should please admirers of up-
state New York.

industry in ‘Connecticut,
modeled its proposals on the
New York State shield law.

Gov.- Thomas J. Meskill has
gone on record as opposing a
shield law, but several bills
have been filed. Legislative of-
ficials say the Guidera-
Bingham bill is likely to have
the greatest commiltee sup-
port.
Binghiam and Guidera said in
interviews that their bill would
prohibit newsmen from being
found in contempt unless a
Superior Court determined that
a crime had been committed
and an investigation made; that
the prosecution couldn’t get the
information from other
witnesses; and that there was
an “overriding government in-
terest.”

The bill proposed by the
Council on Freedom of Infor-
mation would have required an
overriding national emergency
and a determination that the in-
formation was relevant to a
violation of law.

Bingham said he couldn’t sup-
port a total shield law, but he
said his bill would prevent
grant juries from using
newsmen as investigators to un-
cover facts that police could ob-
tain from other sources,

All three conditions would
have to apply before a newsman
could be compelled to testify,
or found in contempt for
refusing lo answer questions,
Bingham said.

State College
Costs Rising

HARTFORD (AP) — The
cost to the State of Connecticut
of educating undergraduate
college students went up this
year $121 per student in (wo-
vear colleges and $25 per
student in four-year systems,
according to the Commission
for Higher Education.

The commission estimates
that the costs to the state this
year per student are $1,646 in
the two-year colleges and $2,060
in four-year colleges.

The commission figures place
the state cost at $2,343 per

The costs include operating
funds from the state General
Fund, office equipment, capital
repairs, and employe
retirement and fringe benefits.

Deducted are costS of
extension, public and communi-
ty services, graduate education
and research. When the cost per
student is computed, student
tuition is deducted.

Richard Lewis, commission
associated for administration
and finance, said that
regardless of the gystem, cost
analysis is a chancey business.

“If you have 12 people doing
the figuring, you'll end up with
12 different figures,’"' he said.

The object of the
commission’s cost analysis was
to arrive at state subsidies to
private colleges and
universities. The formula gives
the private colleges an amount
equal to one-half of the state
cost of education for up to 10
per cent of the college’s
Connecticut student enroll-
ment. This year about $§1.2
million has been allocated for
the program.

The new cost figures indicate
that the subsidy, at least 80 per
cent of which must be used to
aid state students at the private
institutions, will be $1,030 for
four-year private colleges and
$823 for two-year colleges.

HARTFORD (AP) — The
state Public Utilities Commis-
sion Tuesday announced it was
abandoning a controversial
proposal lo set up guidelines for
electronic news coverage of
commission hearings.

The PUC said in an order
dropping the proposal that
broadcasters would have been
helped by new rules, but “we
will not force the standards on
those who do not want them."

HARTFORD (AP) -—
Recommendations by the
Governor's Commission on Tax
Reform favor the rich by
placing the heaviest tax burden
on the poor, the United Auto
Workers union said Tuesday.

State industries could be
made more competitive with
other states through property,
sales, and use tax relief, but the
loss in revenues should be made
up by increasing taxes on
profits of industries, the union
said in a statement.

Profits of state firms are at
an all-time high, and industries
should bear;at least part of the
increased burden, said the
statement by Anthony J.
DeLorenzo, regional director of
the union, and Leonard F.
Dube, president of the union's
Community Action Program.

The union has in the past

endorsed a progressive state
income tax as a key element in
tax reform, but no mention was
made of it Tuesday,

The tax reform commission
said an income tax wasn't
necessary and that property
taxes could be made equitable
by equalizing assessments at
100 per cent of property value.

The commission suggested a
one-half per cent drop in the 7
per cent sales tax this year, but
coupled the reduction with an
inclusion of many items now
exempt.

The UAW said the drop would
present only an illusion of
savings for working péople
because of the expanded
coverage.

The union also attacked the
commission's proposed repeal
of the tax of dividends, The

Blue Law Repeal
Given Support

NEW HAVEN (AP) — Five
members of New Haven's nine-
member legislative delegation
said Tuesday they would
support efforts to repeal
Connecticut's Blue Law, which
projibits most businesses from
opening on Sunday.

Only Democratic Rep.
Thomas O'Dea said he was
definitely against repeal, and
the other three legislators
expressed reservations and
mixed opinions in a survey con-
ducted by the New Haven
Journal Courier.

New Haven's sole Republican
state legislator, M. James
Canali, said he favored
broadening the scope of what
can be sold on Sunday.

“I think the specialty store,
such as drug stores, should be
allowed to remain open on
Sunday without threat of
violating fhe law,” he said. “1
don't think it's sound for
department stores to remain
open on.Sundays. That would
make it just another day in the
week."

Currently, drugstores are
allowed to open on Sunday, but
they are permitted to sell only
essential items. Several bills
have been filed in the current
session of the General
Assembly affecting the Blue
Law, at. least one of which
would repeal the Sunday closing
statute.

Anthony Ciarlone and Reps,
Mary Griswold, Albert R.
Webber, Irving Stolberg and
Bruce L. Morris.

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Fire Insurance
wn Cigars’

Once upon a time a man tried
to collect fire insurance on a box
of cigars. Having smoked them
all, one at a time, he argued (.hal
they had been “destroyed by hrc_“
and were thereflore covered by his
palicy.

But the court pointed to a rule
which is followed almost every-
where in the field of fire insur-
ance: that damage done by a
“friendly” fire is not covered. A
friendly fire is one that is bumiqg
where it belongs—in an oven, in
a fireplace, or at the tip of a cigar,

“1n common parlance,” a court
explained, “one has not ‘had =
fire' so long as it has burned only
in the place where it was intended
to burn."

This rule has generally been ap-
plicd not only to things burned on
purpose, like the cigars, but also
to things burned hy mistake,

Consider two examples:

1) a housekeeper threw an en-
velope into the family furnace,
unaware that it contained a valu-
able ring;

2) & man unwittingly tossed
his wife's dentures, wrapped in
tissue paper, into a trash fire.

Both the ring and the dentures
were ruined in the flames, and
claims for [fire insurance were
filed in both cases. But both
cluims were later denied in court,
since the furnace fire and the
trash fire were friendly—burning
where they belonged.,

Of course, n fire may change
its character from friendly to un-
friendly.

Suppose that some red hot cin-
ders jump out of a crackling fire-
place and set fire to nearby drap-
erics. For this kind of damage,
you could indeed collect compen-
satlon under the ordinary fire in-
surance policy.

For, as one court pointed out,
most of the fires that eventually
do cause damage are fires that
were friendly when they began.

Shield Laws
Said Not

Necessary -

AMHERST, Mass. (AP) — A
pulitzer prize-winning
journalist says he does not
believe there is a need for
shield law bills to protect
newsmen.

Reporter Seymour Hersh of
the New York Times who won
the pulitzer in 1970 for breaking
the story of the My Lai
massacre, told the week-long
Copeland Colloquium at
Ambherst College that the first
amendment protects newsmen,

Hersh addressed the
coloquium along with two
former administration of-
ficials.

Hersh said the lack of a shield
law giving newsmen the right to
protect unnamed sources did
not handicap him in uncovering
the My Lai massacre.

He pointed out that American
people, especially those
involved in controversial
matters, like to talk. Hersh said
his first information on the
massacre started in a bar over
a couple of beers.

Richard Whalen, former aide
to President Nixon, said he left
the Nixon administration
because of a group of
“mediocre people.”

William Lake, a former aide
to presidential adviser Henry
Kissinger, said the
administration’s October peace
forecast was not a fraud.

Lake said it is impossible for
Nixon to guarantee the future of
Vietnam, but that in _the latest
rounds of peace talks the
administration has tried to get
the best terms possible for
America.

Gen. Robert Gard told
the colloquium he supports
Nixon in his plans to form an

all-volunteer service even
though he personally opposes
the concepl.

Q. I started receiving
widows' benefits at age 62 when
my husband died.

A. No. The only widow who
will receive 100 per cent of their
husband’s amount will be those
who started collecting widows'
benefits at age 65 or later.

Q. If T am now receiving
widows' benefits must I contact
the Social Security office to be
entitled to any increase due
me?

A. No . Widows already
receiving widows' benefits need
not contact the office. The Feb.
3 check will be automatically
adjusted to reflect any benefit
increase due you.

Q. I am presently receiving
Social Security benefits on my
own work record, although I am
a widow over 65. At the time my
husband died my own benefit
was more than 82 per cent of
my husband’s. Is it now
possible I could get more on my
husband's record?

A. It is very possible you may
be entitled to an increase as a
widow. You should contact the
Social Security office and they
will take the necessary action
to see if you're entitled to any
increase as a widow.

Q. Will all widows get some
type of increase in their
widows' benefit due 40 the new
law?

A. Most widows will receive
some increase. The amount of
the increase could range from a
fraction of 1 per cent up lo
about 21 per cent,

Q. Are there any widows that
will not receive an increase
under the new law?

A. Yes. About 11 per cent of
the widows will not receive any
increase, This group represents
(1) widows who started to
receive benefits in September
1972 thru January 1973 al age
60; (2) some widows who
remarried after age 60.

NEW YORK (AP) — The
trouble with winter ailments is
that they are too commonplace
and conventional.

The common cold, of course,
is for the mob, the 24-hour virus
for the riffrafi, And the flu is
hardly better. At the best it is
only for the hoi polloi.

One year it may be the Tokyo
flu, the next year the London
flu, but basically it is a disease
with lower class symptoms,
leaves one with second-rate
feelings, and hardly appeals to
anyone of distinction and
genteel breeding.

Is there any
malady that can make a person
of real sensitivity and social
standing feel it is worth his
time to be ill?

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Anti-Porno Bill Filed -

An anti-pornography bill,
similar to the one introduced
and defeated last year, has been
filed in the current General
Assembly session by two
Manchester lawmakers — State
Sen. David Odegard and State
Rep. Donald Genovesi.

The bill, called '‘An Act
Defining the Definition of
Obscenity,”” would make it
easier for persons to bring suit
against what they believe is an
obscene performance or the
dissemination of alleged por-
nographic material. It would
delete from the state’s 1971
penal code that clause which
requires that obscene material
must be defined to be “utterly
without redeeming social
value."

The 1972 bill passed the House
of Representatives in a close
voice vote. It was defeated in
the State Senate by a 14 to 21
vote, following a two-hour
debate.

The bill was drafted by
Manchester Town Counsel
David Barry, at the direction of

the Board of Directors. The
measure, which became known
as ‘“‘The Manchester Por-
nography Bill,"' was
recommended by an organiza-
tion calling itself Citizens
Against Pornography, formed
in October 1971 when an adult
book store, The Manchester
Book Shop, opened on Main St.

Citizens Against Pornography
was organized and headed by
the Rev. J. Grant Swank, an or-
dained minister of the
Nazarene church who was
executive vice president of the
Manchester Chamber of
Commerce at the time. The
Rev, Swank resigned his C of C
post on June 29, 1972. He left
Manchester in October for a
Church of the Nazarene post In
Fishkill, N.Y,

em.

I hope to follow the same

format as the last two years,
discussing what the legislature
has been doing, will be doing, or

ought to be doing. I will not be
propagandizing for myself or
the Republican Party, nor will I
rewrite the major news of the
day which is well treated by the
various news services. I do
appreciate the space given by
The Manchester Evening
Herald to provide this informal
information “from the inside."

The legislative activity so far
has, of course, been limited to
organization. Activities of this
sort have no immediate effect
on the public law, but the way
we organize—that is, the rules
under which we do the public
business—does have a great
effect on the quality of public
law that will eventually be
written. If you recall 1971, it
would be true that the public
was at least as upset with the
way its legislature behaved as
with the specific actions that
were taken,

Unheard of steps have been
taken to modernize your
legislature, Votes in the Senate
this year will be taken by roll
call in essentially all cases,
allowing a record of positions
taken and attendance. (In the
past, 80 to 90 per cent of the
bills passed on a "‘voice’ vote
and an individual legislator's
vote was not available for
public scrutiny.)

Individual bllls have been

submitted in proposed (non
technical) form, allowing.the
committees to study the merit
of ideas before formal drafting.
(In the past, vast sums of tax
dollars have been spent in
drafting thousands of precise
bills that were redundant or
would pever be acted on.)

An early deadline for
proposed bills was imposed,
allowing each committee to get
to work earlier on the subjects
before it. As with any sudden
change, there have been some
complaints, mostly from
legislators, who say they have
not had enough time to prepare
bills. However, bills can be put
in with little more than a
‘‘Statement of Intent," and
committees have the right to
prepare their own bills later if
the need arises. There has been
a marked reduction in the
number of bills submitted and
there should be less rush at the
end of the session.

I believe these changes, and
others, are good, and indicate a
more constructive mood of the
legislature,

The results are still be seen,
however—if there is to be a
more responsive and efficient
legislature it will be caused by
the desires and character of
those who serve here far more
than by any changes in rules or
procedures. ,

I remember what the
humorist, Sam Levenson, once
wrote in an article about
families. “In marriage and in
everything else it Is wise to
expect the worst, so if it turned
out to be only worse, it still
wasn't too bad."

That always seemed to be
good attitude toward
government, and this 1873
legislature, I think, is liable to
provide us all with better
service than expected.

Ju iter’s Big Red Spot

"Is So Much Hot Air

PASADENA, Calif. (AP) —
The planet Jupiter's mysterious
great red spot apparently is just
so much hot air — a huge,
hurricane-like spiral of it, a
California Institute -of
Technology astronomer says,

For more than a century
astronomers have. speculated
about the big blotch thal
measures about 20,000 miles by
8,000 miles.

Andrew P. Ingersoll,
associate professor of
planetary science, said he and
other scientists have concluded
within the last year that the
spot Is a swirling vortex of
heated gases rising through the
thick atmosphere of the planet,

He noted that the spot has
been under constant
observation since 1878 and has
been found to vary considerably
in color, form, intensity and
motion.

*Because of its long life, a lot
of people wanted to believe that
the great red spot is associated
with a solid object floating in

the atmosphere or a plateau
attached to the planet’s
surface,” said Ingersoll. “It
bothers people to think of an at-
mospheric feature lasting for
hundreds of years."”

But weather features on
Jupiter — the largest planet in
the solar system — do last that
long, he explained.

*"The reason may. lie with the
huge mass of Jupiter's
atmosphere which is probably
thousands of milel thick,”” he
said.

The earliest recorded
sighting of the spot was in 1857,
although scientists believe it
may have been detected as ear-
ly as 1664.

Even through the most
powerful telescopes, Jupiter
appears only.as a dense layer of
clouds with light and dark
bands encircling the planet.

“We don't know yet what the
surface of Jupiter is like,"" said
Ingersoll. "In fact, no one has
yet been able to establish that
the planet has a solid surface.”

& *
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Using infrared and ultraviolet
light methods of . analysis,
Ingersoll said, it was deter-
mined that the red spot was
caused by a region of high
pressure where the &ir Is
moving in a circular path.

It is called’ anticyclonic
movemnient because it circulates
in the opposite direction from
the air in a cyclone, Which
results from a low pressure
area.

The light and dark bands, also
are made up of circulating air
masses.

““It is important to
understand atmospheres on
other planets because of the in-
sight this knowledge gives into
weather patterns on. earth —
questions like why the wind
blows as hard as it does, for
example, or why large storms
on earth frequently have a
circular structure Wwith a
characteristic dimension,"
Ingersoll said.

1. To continuously study and
analyze the needs of the older
population in order o maintain
innovative approaches to their
changing needs.

2. To apply for State and
Federal or other grants which
would support areas of need
that are important to older
adults.

3. To coordinate local agency
programs, both publie and
private, which provide services
for the aged.

Chapter 35 ASSESSMENTS
FOR CONSTRUCTION' OR

(a) When sidewalks or curbs
are constructed or repaired, or
both, as part of a scheduled
area construction or repair
program ~ specifically
authorized by the Board' of

done with bituminous concrete
at no cost to him or paying the
difference in cost between a
bituminous concrete repair and
a Portland cement concrete
repair, this difference to be
determined by the Department
of Public Works and revised
annually on April 15.

(d) The owner of any lands so
assessed shall pay such
assessment within thirty (30)
days from the date of notice of
such assessment, provided,
however, that if the assessment
shall exceed the sum of One
Hundred ($100.00) Dollars, he
may notify the Collector of
Revenue within that time of his
election to pay the amount so
assesged in installments as
follows: In semiannual
payments, including interest at
the rate of six (6% ) per cent per
annum, for a period not
exceeding twenty-four (24)
months from the date of notice,
of such assessment.

Talks End

| Haig Returning
To Washington

SAIGON (AP) — Gen, Alexander M. Haig Jr. left Saigon
today after two days of talks with President Nguyen Van
Thieu on the new peace agreement draft worked out last
week by Henry Kissinger and Le Duc Tho.

Before returning to
Washington, Haig was visiting
Phnom Penh, Vientiane and
Bangkok to brief the
governments of Cambodia,
Laos and Thailand on the pre-
sent status of the peace
negotiations.

Thieu was reported to still
have reservations about the
protocols or technical in-
struments to bring the peace
agreement into being, and some
political matters also appeared
still unresolved. Despite this,
Thieu's foreign minister, Tran
Van Lam said in an interview
published Wednesday that
““peace is very near.'

Lam’s comment seemed to
indicate that the remaining
issues could be resolved quick-
ly.

Haig's conferences with
Thieu appeared to clear the
way for another round of
meetings in Paris next week
between Kissinger and Tho,
possibly followed by the in-
itialing of the peace agreement,

From Saigon, Haig flew first
to Phnom Penh and mel with
President Lon Nol.

After conferring with Lon Nol
for two hours, Haig flew on to
Vientiane and talked there with
Premier Souvanna Phouma for
an hour and 45 minutes. Haig
then flew to Bangkok to meet
with Thai leaders. He was to
leave Bangkok for Washington
Friday afternoon.

In Bangkok. U.S5. Am-
bassador Leonard Unger told
the American Chamber of
Commerce that U.S. military
strength in Thailand will be
scaled down when the Vietnam
War ends, but sufficient
strength will be maintained to
prevent violations of the peace
agreement. There are now
49,000 American troops
stationed in Thailand, carrying
on the air war in Vietnam.

Unger said it will be
"extremely important. . .that
sufficient strength be
maintained in the area, ready
and available to deter
violations of the agreement if
these occur."

The draft agreement calls for
a withdrawal of all American
forces from Vietnam within 60
days of signing.

The Manchester Charter
Revision Commission, in its
24th full-scale session since its
appointment, took action last
night on two remaining
unresolved items and cleared
its decks for a Feb. 6 report to
the Board of Directors,

It is recommending that the
$1,000 ceiling for purchases
without competitive bidding be
raised to $2500; and that the
zoning enforcement officer be
in the building inspector’s
office — al the same time
deleting the requirement that
the building inspector himself
be the enforcement officer.

Where to place the zoning
enforcement officer had been a
moot question for the CRC for
the past two weeks. It had been
the consensus that, unless he
were placed in an existing
department, a new department
could result — with office
space, staff and assistants.

The recommendation passed
by a unanimous voice vote,

The other recommendation —
for setting the ceiling at $2,500
for purchases without
competitive bidding — drew one
dissenting vote — that of David
Odegard.

'] fear the rise could weaken
the strength of competitive
bidding,"" said Odegard.

Watergate Trial
Interupted For
Appeal On Ruling

WASHINGTON (AP) — An ex-FBI agent testified in the
Watergate trial that he was paid $225 a week by President
Nixon's campaign staff for eavesdropping on Democratic
party telephone conversations.

Alfred C. Baldwin III said he listened from morning until
after dark and logged the contents of some 200 phone calls
that a security agent for the Committee for the Re-election
of the President had wiretapped.

Baldwin's testimony was
interrupted Wednesday after-
noon by a dispute over whether

he should name those whose ’

conversations he overheard.
Lawyers for some of the bugged
Democrats sought to keep their
private affairs from being aired
in court.

Lawyers in the case said U.S.
Dist. Court Judge John J. Sirica
ruled against the Democrats in
a closed-door hearing. The
attorneys said an appeal would
be carried to the Court of
Appeals today before the trial
could continue,

On trial in-the burglary-
wiretap case are James V.

McCord Jr., former security
chief of the Nixon campaign,
and G. Gordon Liddy, who was
counsel to Nixon's campaign
finance committee at the time
of the break-in at Democratic
headquarters last June.

Five others earlier pleaded
guilty and are awaiting
sentencing in connection with
the alleged political-espionage
conspiracy against Democrats.
The alleged plot came to light
after five of the seven were
captured at gunpoint inside the
Democratic National
Committee offices in
Washington's Watergate com-
plex.
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
