“ He loved this hill country,”  
said the Rev. Dr. Graham, 
resplendent in a dark robe 
edged near the neck in red.

The evangelist quoted the 
former president as saying, “ I 
love this country where people 
know when you are sick, love 
you while you are alive, and 
miss you when you die.”

Johnson, 64, was fatally 
stricken with a heart attack at 
the ranch Monday afternoon. 
He has had major heart attacks 
in 1955 and 1972.

His grave, filled at dark after 
the crowd had dispersed on foot 
and in buses and cars, was 
guarded throughout the night by 
four military policemen and 
two Secret Service agents, who 
sat in a car to avoid the cold.

M rs. Johnson  and the 
families of her two married 
daughters, Lynda and Luci, 
visited with friends afterwards 
at the ranch house, just up a 
narrow park road from the 
cemetery.

Johnson’s body was borne 
back to the family cemetery 
after funeral services at the 
National City Christian Church 
in Washington, the capital’s last 
farewell to the man who had 
served in the U.S. House and 
U.S. Senate and as vice presi­
dent and president.

More than 40,000 persons filed 
past his closed  casket in 
Washington on Wednesday, and 
another 32,000 paid their 
respects at the LBJ Library in 
Texas’ state capital, Austin, on 
Tuesday.

Johnson’s body was flown 
back from  Washington to 
Bergstrom Air Force Base, 
near Austin, aboard the big 
White House jet on which John­
son was sworn in as president 
Nov. 22,1963, shortly after John 
F. Kennedy was assassinated.

A motorcade carried the body 
65 miles to the cem etery, 
making the final turn down the 
park road that sweeps across 
the Pedemales and passes close 
to the ranchouse before cutting 
back across the river.

Among the mourners who 
gathered here for the burial 
w e re  S en s. H u b ert H. 
Humphrey, vice president 
during Johnson’s administra­
tion, Edward M. Kennedy, D- 
Mass., George McGovern, D- 
S.D., Edmund S. Muskie, D-

If the Board of Education 
takes the request for an ap­
propriation of some $8 million 
for expansion of Rockville High 
School to a referendum for the 
third time the impetus will 
have to c o m e  fr o m  the 
townspeople.

D iscussing school space 
needs at a special meeting last 
night, the board mem bers 
agreed they could not see any 
sense to bringing the question 
of the high school to another 
referendum unless the people of 
the town join forces and in­
dicate they will support such a 
request. ’Twice last year the 
townspeople were asked to ap­
prove appropriations for the 
school expansion program.

The first time the plans were 
presented as a single package 
with a price tag of $8.6 million 
which included a pool and ad­
ditional gym facilities. The se­
cond time the question was 
broken  dow n in to  th ree  
separate questions but was still 
defeated in a narrow vote.

Board chairm an Joseph 
P ow ers sa id , last n ight, 
“ without some type of ad­
d ition a l b u ild in g , dou b le  
sessions will go into a long-term 
situation.”

Because there is a space 
shortage at the Middle School 
level as well as at the high 
school, the board voted a few 
weeks ago to put the high school 
on double session^ next fall. 
This will release the Sykes 
School for use as an annex to 
the Middle School and put the 
freshman class which has been 
housed there, back at the 
regular high school.

With a rch itects  W illiam  
McHugh and David Eveleth, the 
board discussed the possibility 
of constructing an annex to the 
present high school facility (on 
a d ja c e n t  la n d  a lr e a d y  
purchased) to accomodate 600 
students. This is the number 
now housed at Sykes. The 
proposed building would house 
only 28 classrooms, a small 
library and a Small cafeteria, 
atnan estimated cost of $1.7 
million.

If such a building were con­
structed it could be completed 
in 11 or 12 m onths, the 
architects said and, while being 
built it would not interfere with 
classes at the existing high 
school. Some board members, 
however, felt such a building

would not solve the ultimate 
problem of space needs and at 
best would probably take the 
high school off double sessions 
only for one year.

Before the board comes to 
any decision it wants Dr. Ray­
mond Ramsdell, superinten­
dent of schools, to come up with 
figures showing the working 
capacity of every school in 
town, the number of useable 
classrooms in each and the 
number of pupils in each class.

Refering to a report issued 
this week by the Connecticut 
Public Expenditures Council 
(CPEC) on the projection of 
pu b lic  sch o o l en ro llm en t 
related to school capacities 
enrollment projection for the 
town of Vernon, Robert Dubeau 
and other board members and 
school officials, questioned 
some of the figures in the 
report. Dubeau said he felt the 
board should discuss the needs 
explaining, “ I think it’s futile to 
talk about building until the 
board defines the need.”

High School principal Martin 
Fagan told the board he felt it 
first had to decide what it 
wanted in the way of programs 
before it decides what direction 
to take in building.

Meanwhiie, if the townspeo­
ple would like to see a more 
extensive building program, 
one that would eventually solve 
the ultimate needs of the secon­
dary school, then they are 
urged to write letters, sign 
petitions and make telephone 
calls to the superintendent, to 
indicate they are in favor of 
such an action.

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Cease-Fire Accord
Signed In Paris

PARIS (AP) — Agreement on 
ending the war and restoring 
peace to Vietnam was signed 
today in the ballroom of an old 
Paris hotel near the Arc de 
’Triomphe.

For the United States it 
means the end of the longest 
war in its history and a conflict 
paid for in the lives of nearly 
46,000 men and billions of 
dollars.

’The signing took 18 minutes 
and ended with champagne 
toasts.

Separate documents were set 
aside for signing later in the 
day by the United States and 
North Vietnam.

Outside the old M ajestic 
Hotel demonstrators booed the 
U.S. and South Vietnamese en­
voys and cheered the North 
Vietnamese and Viet Cong as 
they arrived and left.

The demonstrators waved 
North Vietnamese and Viet 
Cong flags and sang the “ Inter­
n a tion a l” , the anthem of 
socialism.

This prompted an official 
protest from the South Viet­
namese to the French govern­
ment. A South Vietnamese 
s p o k e s m a n  s a id  the 
demonstrators marred “ the 
s e r e n ity ”  of the signing 
ceremony.

Secretary of State William P. 
Rogers signed for the United 
States and Foreign Minister

Tran Van Lam for South Viet­
nam. On the other side. Foreign 
Minister Nguyen Duy Trinh 
signed for North Vietnam and 
Mrs. Nguyen Tri Binh for the 
Viet Cong.

The main agreement signed 
by all four parties calls for the 
end of the fighting in Vietnam 
at"”midnight Greenwich Mean 
Time — or 7 p.m. EST.

The delegates signed at a 
table and then walked back into 
an adjoining room. They did not 
shake hands. But one informant 
who was present said the at­
mosphere in the adjoining room 
was relaxed and all four parties 
exchanged champagne toasts to 
peace and friendship.

Each delegation was given a 
copy of the documents, bound in 
d if fe re n t  c o lo r e d , go ld - 
embossed leatheri

The U.S. copies were in navy 
blue; the South Vietnamese in 
brown; the North Vietnamese, 
red, and the Viet Cong, green.

The close of the ceremony 
was delayed a bit because some 
copies had to be taken back to 
the envoys for signatures in­
advertently missed in the 
original rotation.

The champagne toasts lasted 
about 15 minutes and the envoys 
then left the conference hall 
without making any statements 
and returned to the waiting cars 
just as the sun broke through an 
overcast sky.

As the U.S. and South Viet­
namese delegations left, the 
crowd across the street booed 
and jeered, then burst into the 
“ International’ as the Viet 
Cong foreign minister, Mrs. 
Binh, came into view.

The South V ie tn a m e se  
delegation announced later that 
it had expressed “ its deep sur­
prise”  to the French govern­
m ent fo r  p erm ittin g  the 
demonstration to take place 
near the scene of the signing.

“ The French authorities had

promised the South Vietnamese 
delegation that no gathering or 
d em on stra tion  w ould be 
allowed near the center.”

Foreign Minister Lam then 
protested personally to Foreign 
Minister Maurice Schumann.

Reds Continue 
Grab For Land
SAIGON (AP) — Communist forces stormed into the 

major city of Tay Ninh and its Cao Dai temple today and 
attacked smaller towns across South Vietnam in what U.S. 
officials said was a grab for land before the cease-fire.

It has been widely presumed 
by allied officials that the Viet 
Cong would like to claim Tay 
Ninh City, a provincial capital 
55 miles northwest of Saigon, as 
a political base.

They believe it is important 
to the Communists because the 
city is near Viet Cong and North 
Vietnamese military bases and 
supply depots along the Cambo­
dian border.

around Tay Ninh. But they 
acknowledged enemy troops 
still held two edges of the city.

U.S. officials said the attacks 
might prove of some success to 
the Communists in giving them 
control in new areas before the 
cease-fire goes into effect at 8 
a.m. Sunday — 7 p.m. EST 
today.

TOKYO (A P ) -  P rim e 
Minister Kakuei Tanaka today 
proposed an international con­
ference of Asian and Pacific 
nations to discuss maintenance 
o f  p e a c e  and p o s tw a r  
reconstruction in Indochina.

In his policy speech at the 
opening of the Japanese Diet, 
or parliament, Tanaka also 
pledged efforts to improve the 
quality of Japan’s foreign aid, 
correct its trade imbalance and 
avoid another revaluation of the' 
Japanese currency.

He said it is “ Japan’s most 
urgent task”  to contribute to 
“ solidifying”  peace in Vietnam 
and that Japan is studying the 
possibility of an international 
conference of Asian and Pacific 
nations “ to exert utmost efforts 
fo r  r e h a b i l i t a t io n  and 
reconstruction o f the war- 
devastated Indochinese Penin­
sula pnd make the peace solid.”

The prime minister also said 
relations w ere im proving 
between Japan and the Soviet 
Union’ and expressed hope for 
“ meaningful and long-lasting 
Japan-Soviet cooperation”  for 
joint development of Siberia. 
But he stressed that relations 
with the United States are “ the 
most important”  to Japan.

Tanaka said his government 
w ill continue to m aintain 
Japan’s security treaty with the 
United States and continue to 
provide the United States with, 
land for military facilities “ for 
the benefit o f Japan’s in­
dependence and security.”

About 300 French and Viet­
namese, waving a forest of 
North Vietnamese and Viet 
Cong flags, stood behind police 
barriers opposite the entrance 
to the conference center.

POW Privacy 
To Be Protected

TRAVIS AIR FORCE BASE, Calif. (AP) — Americans 
who have waited to see Vietnam prisoners of war return to 
home soil may not see much when it actually happens.

Military officials who have been preparing “ Operation 
Homecoming”  for months said Friday they plan to keep 
the public, newsmen and photographers at a distance from 
the freed war prisoners who will be brought here.

En route from Vietnam to one
of 31 military hospitals near 
their homes, the POWs will 
stop at this sprawling air base 
50 miles northeast of San Fran­
cisco for varying lengths of 
time. ’The first are expected 
within two weeks.

Newsmen were shown Friday 
how the POWs will be taken 
from the giant C141 medical 
evacuation jets that will bring 
them home from Communist 
captivity.

But the Air Force said the 
public and newsmen are to be 
kept behind barriers about 50 
yards away.

All reunions between the 
former prisoners and thejr 
families will be private, Lt. Col. 
William Reslie said.

He said no interviews will be 
allowed unless the POW in­
forms the military he would 
like to give an interview and it 
is then cleared with a medical 
officer and an intelligence of­
ficer.

Some ex-prisoners may be 
loaded directly from the retur­
ning C141s into planes that will 
ferry them to otl\er military 
hospitals across the country, 
Reslie added.

Ex-prisoners who will stay at 
Travis will be kept in private 
rooms at David Grant Hospital, 
the base hospital, he said.

Reslie said he has orders 
from the Pentagon not to dis­
cuss further details of Travis 
preparation.

“ We don’t want to make it a 
circus,”  he said, adding that the 
military wants to keep the 
hpmecomirtg low-key.

He said there will be no 
bands, banners or other hoopla 
which might overwhelm the 
men, some of whom have been 
held captive for as long as eight 
years.

“ If the prisoner decides to 
come out and talk to the press, 
that’s up to him,”  Reslie said.

Interpol 
Unlike TV

OTTAWA (AP) -  In ter­
pol, the International Crim­
inal Police Organization, 
has been tracking down interna­
tional smugglers, counterr 
fdters and killers for nearly 
half a century.

But its function is over-dra­
matized and misunderstood by 
the public, says the first Can­
adian ever to lead the world 
agency which links police 
forces in 114 countries around 
the globe.

Commissioner W. Leonard 
Higgitt of the Royal Canadian 
Mounted Police, the first non- 
European president of Interpol, 
says the colorful image that has 
grown up around the organiza­
tion is both misleading and in­
accurate.

"Contrary to what the tele­
vision series says, Interpol 
doesn’t have high-level investi­
gators flying around the world.

“There are none of these 
guys out making arrests, tele­
phone calls from phone booths 
and so on. This is straight fic­
tion.”

Interpol itself has no investi­
gators, although it does have an 
administrative staff of about 
150 at its headquarters in St. 
Cloud, outside Paris.

Investigative work, and a lot 
of it, is done for Interpol but it 
is carried out by police forces in 
member countries, none work­
ing under the label of Interpol.

The agency exists to help 
countries hunt down interna­
tional lawbreakers and to ad­
vance law enforcement within 
participating countries, partic­
ularly smaller and less-develop­
ed nations.

Commissioner Higgitt, elect­
ed president last September at 
the annual Interpol general as­
sembly in Frankfurt, Germany, 
said he regards the agency as 
one of the finest world bodies in 
existence.

Day-to-day Interpol oper­
ations are run by a general 
secretariat under direction of a 
secretary-general. There is also 
an executive committee com­
posed of the president, three 
vice-presidents and nine dele­
gates.

The 
mark of the good player is to 
dig deeper and find Uie . extra 
play for the contract.

He 
emphasized that m otorists 
should be prepared fo^ the 
worst, even if it doesn’t look 
bad at this time.

The chief released a list of 
simplie checks, recommended 
by the International Associa­
tion of Chiefs of Police and the 
National Safety Council: I 

1, Visiltiliiy. Make sure all 
lights on your vehicle are 
working and that lenses are

c lea n . Also check  your 
windshield wipers and washers 
— Streaking wipers are dead 
wipers and should be replaced. 
Windshield washers should be 
kept full of anti-freeze solution.

2 . '  WINTERIZE. Recheck 
last fall's  preparation for 
winter driving. Make sure your 
car is tuned up and running 
properly. Check your brake 
fluid; make sure the brakes 
aren’t pulling to one side or the 
other. Check(, the tires — If 
they’re worn, replace them.

Snow tires help in loose snow, 
Reardon said, but you should 
carry tire chains in your trunk 
for deep snow or glare ice con­
ditions.

3. TOWING A -TRAII.ER.
“ Motorists must remember

that pulling a snowmobile 
trailer is different than driving 
a car alone,” Reardon said. It 
takes much longer to start and 
stop; cornering is slower; and 
backing and parking is more 
difficult. The chief said all

lights on trailers should also be 
checked.

Reardon said that one of the 
police department’s functions 
is to keep traffic moving, but 
motorists, can help by being 
prepared and driving carefully.

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Making A Peace
“ At last we are on the way out of 

it .”
This phrase seem s to summarize 

the r e lie f  and fe e lin g s  o f m ost 
Am ericans as the cease-fire is about 
to begin in South Vietnam.

But the way out, like the way into it, 
m ay be longer and m ore trying than 
we would like to admit.

Making a peace work will require of 
Am erica a unity of purpose it lacked 
in waging the war.

Making a peace work will require of 
A m erica a tolerance it lacks so often 
in its dealings with other nations. For 
just as we tragically found it im possi­
ble to win that war by going it a lone; 
the road to lasting peace cannot be 
built by Am erica alone.

Making a peace work will demand 
som e sacrifices, som e even more 
demanding than those o f a guns and 
butter w ar, like continued heavy 
expenditures for foreign  aid and 
defense; not because we are com ­
mitted to sustain Saigon indefinitely 
or to rebuild North Vietnam, but 
because keeping the peace, if it can be 
kept, must be based on reasonable 
strength.

Making a peace work will increase 
our responsibility as world leaders 
because as much as we might prefer 
to do so ; our presence in the days and

months ahead as the goals o f the Paris 
A c c o r d  a r e  i m p l e m e n t e d  is  
necessary.

The guns may becom e silent but this 
tragic war was a political, as well as 
m ilitary misadventure, and many 
political battles are yet to be fought. 
The peace, if we are to m ake it 
lasting, will not be one that is imposed 
on one side or the other but one that is 
mutually accepted just as the tenuous 
cease-fire is neither a victory nor a 
defeat but mutual acceptance o f the 
fact that m ilitary victory was im ­
possible.

No, A m erica, is not out o f it and 
won’t be for som e years to com e.

The question which each o f us must 
ask of ourselves and o f our coun­
trymen as the guns hopefully begin to 
go silent is quite simple.

Are we prepared to get involved in 
making a peace?

Or do we continue the course of dis­
unity , partisan sh ip , se lf-seek in g  
emotionalism that marked the war.

Will Rogers once said Am erica 
never lost a war nor won a peace. We 
didn’t win this war but m aybe we can 
win the peace. It will take renewed 
collective dedication, a patience of 
Job, and a willingness to trust not only 
our fellow Am ericans and allies but 
our form er enem ies as well.

Blacks Do Not Really 
Get Equal Break In Sports

Since the late Jackie Robinson 
becam e the first black m ajor league 
baseball player back in 1947, black 
athletes have not just broken the color 
line in sports but have smashed it to 
bits.

In sports today, it is said, the only 
thing that counts is whether you can 
play the gam e.

N o t  n e c e s s a r i l y ,  o b j e c t  tw o  
sociologists, Norman Yetman and D. 
Stanley Eitzen o f the University of 
Kansas.

F o r  the su p e rs ta rs , the Hank 
Aarons and Wilt Chamberlains and 
others, the doors are wide open. But 
for the journeym an black athlete, the 
one who needs two bounds to leap over 
tall buildings, it ’s a different world.

The sociologists studied college and 
professional basketball and baseball 
team s to reach their conclusions, 
which are summarized in Psychology 
Today magazine.

While on the surface the figures 
show a sharp rise in black parricipa- 
tion, a closer examination reveals a 
curious fa ct : M ost of the black 
p la y e r s  in both  c o l l e g ia t e  and 
professional basketball are starters; 
few are second stringers. They should 
be randomly distributed throughout 
an entire team.

In baseball, the situation is even 
m ore  striking. The mean batting 
average for blacks has remained 20 
points greater than the average for 
w h ites fo r  n early  two d e ca d e s , 
backing up an earlier claim  that not 
only do blacks have to outperform  
whites to get into baseball but they 
must consistently outperform  them to 
stay in.

While it is clear that the superior 
black athlete will win a starting role, 
say Y etm an and Eitzen, the un­
distinguished one is still likely to lose 
out to his white counterpart for a spot 
on the bench.

WASHINGTON-A series of 
smashing defeats for pragmatic 
y ou n g  R e p u b l ic a n
Congressman behind closed 
doors  o f the old guard- 
dominated House Republican 

Caucus has gravely deepened 
the depression brought on by 
haughty and in a tten tive  
treatment from  President 
Nixon’s Oval Office.

Those caucus decisions 
systematically cut off new 
blood from flowing into critical 
power slots, both on the Ways 
and Means C om m ittee as 
ranking Republican members 
on other committees. With the 

. old guard in iron-fisted control 
of the Republican cloakroom, 
the m ost pow erful figure 
shaping the party’s posture 
there is almost unknown away 
from  the C apitol’ s inner 
sanctum: 78-year-old Rep. Les 
Arends o f Illinois , House 
minority whip since the third 
term of Franklin D. Roosevelt.

The consequence is less 
id eo log ica l than ta ctica l. 
Arends-style Republicanism, 
though indisputably conser­
vative, is most concerned with 
maintaining the institutional 
status quo, especially the rigid 
seniority system . It seeks 
accom m odations with the 
Democratic leadership and 
avoids confrontations with the 
White House. Not surprisingly, 
it has driven many ambitious 
young Republicans out of the

House after a few terms of 
frustration.

Arends’s dominance stems 
from control of the House 
Republican Committee on 
Committees, an unwieldy 46- 
member body which deter­
mines the party makeup on 
legislative committees. As a 
Congressman from Wisconsin 
and chairman of the House 
Republican Caucus, Melvin R. 
L a ird  c h a m p io n e d  the 
Republican Young ’Turks before 
moving to the Pentagon in 1969. 
Since then, Arends has been 
unchallenged.

In this year’s secret sessions 
o f  th e  C o m m it te e  on 
Committees, Arends disagreed 
with minority leader Gerald 
Ford of Michigan on some com­
mittee assignments and won 
out each time. But there was no 
opposition from Ford on the 
committee’s biggest issue: a 
hotly contested vacancy on 
Ways and Means, the most im­
portant legislative committee 
in Congress.

The Y oung Turks w ere 
pushing Rep. William Steiger, 
35, a moderate liberal from 
Wisconsin with a reputation for 
aggressiveness and skill during 
six years in the House. As 
Secretary of Defense, Laird 
vainly intervened in Steiger’s 
behalf with old friends in 
Congress and even attempted, 
unsuccessfully, to break the 
White House neutrality.

O il in te re s ts , ge i/erou s 
contributors to Republicans, 
wanted a Texan (Rep. Bill 
Archer of Houston) and not 
S te ig er . A rends ram m ed 
A r c h e r  h om e, p r iv a te ly  
suggesting that young Bill 
Steiger had moved a bit too 
much to the left since coming 
here.

Nobody could accuse Ohio’s 
Rep. Clarence (Bud) Brown, 
J r . ,  46, o f  l e f t - w i n g  
deviationism, but he lost a bid 
for another opening on Ways 
and Means. Whatever their 
ideological disagreem ents, 
Steiger and Brown are both 
hard-hitting partisans who 
w o u l d  c h a l l e n g e  b a c k -  
scratch ing  accom odations 
within the committee between 
the R ep u b lica n s  and the 
masterful Democratic chair­
man, Wilbur D. Mills.

The same players struggled 
in the House R epublican 
Caucus. Steiger, representing 
the Young ’Turks, argued that 
Rep. John Erlenbom, 46, of - 
Illinois should jump one notch 
in seniority over New York’s 
Rep. Frank Horton as ranking 
Republican on the Government 
O p e r a t i o n s  C o m m i t t e e .  
Erlenbom is a moderate con­
servative and Horton a pure 
Eastern liberal, but again 
ideology was not the issue. '

Arends and the old guard 
guaranteed Horton’s easy vic­
t o r y  by a r g u i n g  that  
conservative philosophical an­
noyance with Horton should be 
ignored because the seniority 
system must not be splintered. 
L eft unsaid was A rends’ s 
distaste for the bumptious style 
of Erlenbom in refusing to cozy 
up to old-line D em ocratic 
leaders across the aisle.

In seeking support, Horton 
had underlined his intimate 
collaboration with the Govern­
ment Operations chairman: 
Rep. Chet Holifield of Califor­
nia, a pillar of the Democratic 
establishment. Erienbom made 
just the opposite argument: he 
would give Holifield hell, 
challenging the lopsided ratio of 
50 D e m o c r a t s  and 4 
R epublicans on the com ­
mittee’s staff.

F oxy , silver-h a ired  Les 
Arends has not challenged such 
inequities during 38 years in the 
House (34 under Democratic 
leadership). Instead, he has 
worked quietly for old guard 
control, making sure this year 
that, while reform seeps in 
elsewhere on Capitol Hill, iron 
seniority s îll governs House 
Republicans.

No wonder it is a depressing 
tifne for the Young Turks. They 
h ave la ck ed  a p a trop  iii 
leadership ranks since Laird’s 
departure and their own ranks 
a re  s te a d ily  d ep le ted  by 
fmstrated young Congressmen 
running for the Senate or 
entering the administration. 
Worst of all, Mr. Nixon has 
made it abundantly clear that 
he could not care less.

Report Lauds Rham, 
Recommends Repair

’The New England Associa­
tion of Schools and Colleges 
evaluation report on Rham 
High School, received and 
released by the regional board, 
com m ends the' school for 
excellent rapport between the 
staff and students and for the 
g e n e r a l l y  high l e v e l  o f  
professional training of the 
staffs

Areas studied in the evalua­
tion, which was conducted last 
November by 28 educators from 
throughout New England, were 
the school and community, 
philosophy and objectives, the 
curriculum, student activities, 
the library, guidance, adequacy 
of school facilities and the 
school staff and administration.

In a ll  a r e a s  o f  the  
curriculum, the report com­
mended the school on its 
philosophy and the active par­
ticipation by the staff and stu-

if

dent body in the development of 
the school’s philosophy.

Receiving high praise were 
the industrial arts, reading and 
b u s i n e s s  e d u c a t i o n  
departments. Several times the 
committee referred to bringing 
other departments up to the 
standards of these.

An adequate total student- 
teacher ratio, realistic limits in 
class size in some disciplines 
and the awareness of the 
majority of the staff of the 
strong points and weaknesses of 
the curriculum program were 
also commended.

Throughout the report ,  
however, it was mentioned that 
the community should become 
more involved in an effort “ to 
im prove school-com m unity 
dialogue”  perhaps starting by 
i n s t i t u t i n g  a r e g u l a r l y  
scheduled series of formal 
parent-teacher conferences.

The educators concluded in 
the report that there was a 
“ definite need for rekindling 
the fires of life within and 
around the building...returning 
Rham to its original status of 
Pride and Achievement.”

Needs
The visiting com m ittee 

recommended that immediate 
decisions be made and im­
plemented to provide facilities 
to accommodate increased stu­
dent enrollment, a step the 
regional board has already 
taken.

A d d i t i o n a l  s'taff needs 
recommended were for another 
assistant principal; additional 
c l a s s r o o m  t e a c h e r s  for  
business education, reading (2), 
homemaking, industrial arts, 
m usic, physical education 
(woman) and social studies; 
three aides for English, science 
and library.

A i s o ,  tw o  a d d i t i o n a l  
counselors to bring the student- 
counseior ratio up to 250 to 1; a 
library-teacher, a full-time 
social worker; and a work- 
study coordinator.

The following staff increases 
were also recommended: to in­
crease the health teacher to full 
time; to provide psychological 
services; to increase speech 
and hearing services; and to 
release time for English and 
social studies coordinators (one 
more period), the reading coor­
dinator (two more periods); the 
audio-visual coordinator (two 
more periods); and the special 
education coordinator (two 
more period).

.’The committee pointed out 
the accoustical problem in 
c l u s t e r s ,  and s u g g e s t e d  
providing m ore space for 
storage and classwork, four 
tennis courts, a track and field 
facility. It asked that budgetary 
provisions of between Vi and Vi 
per cent of the total budget be 
provided to fund sum m er 
curriculum development.

Maintenance
T h e c o m m i t t e e

r e c o m m e n d e d  th at  a 
“ systematic plan of building 
repair and maintenance be im­
plemented iimnediately to rec­
tify glaring defects, and that 
this plan continue to insure that 
the building does not again fall 
into a deplorable state of dis­
repair.”

In this respect the committee 
r e c o m m e n d e d  p a i n t i n g  
throughout, repairing broken 
rain leaders, improving cor­
ridor lighting, restoring an 
lavatory facilities, making all 
exit doors functional, and 
replacing cei l ing tiles as 
needed.

It  a ls o  r e c o m m e n d e d  
repairing emergency corridor 
i i g h t s ,  w i r i n g  in h o m e  
economics appliances, brokenl 
windows and lights, cafeteria] 
tables and chairs.

The committee strongly sup-1 
ported “ immediate action in all 
areas of safety neglect”  noting 
that “ the broken windows and 
doors have been in this condi-j 
tion for too long a period of] 
time.”

“ High priority”  the com ­
mittee recommended, “ should 
be given to the daily cleanliness 
of the building.”

Decision was reserved in U.
S. District Court this week on a 
m o t i o n  f i l e d  by -Nelson 
Freightways of Rockville and 
South Windsor, against the 
International Brotherhood of 
T e a m s t e r s ,  C h a u f f e u r s ,  
Warehousemen and Helpers of 
America, Local 671, calling for 
the issuance of a preliminary 
injunction and compensatory 
damages of $150,(XX).

’The plaintiffs claim that the 
union violated a collective 
bargaining agreement between 
it and the trucking company by 
instituting a strike at the South 
Windsor terminal. According to 
the legal papers, the union 
violated Article 46 of the agree­
ment which states that “ there 
shall be no strike, lock-out, tie- 
up or other legal proceeding 
without first using all possible 
means of a settlem ent as 
provided in the agreement.”  

Nelson charges that Richard 
E . Rob ido ux ,  s e c r e t a r y -  
treasurer of the union, acting in 
his official capacity and using 
William Barile, union stewart, 
as a site agent, called or in­
stituted a strike. The legal 
documents also state that in in­
forming Nyles Irving, terminal 
manager for Nelson at South 
Windsor and Charles Chilberg, 
company president, that the 
South Windsor terminal might 
be struck, no grievance or 
wrong was claimed under the 
existing collective bargaining 
agreement.

’The documents further state 
that on Jan. 15, 1973, at 6:45 
a.m., Warren Seifert, inbound

supervisor for Nelson, was in­
formed by two drivers who 
were returning from a trip, that 
they were forced to atondon 
their truck and freight at the 
terminal gate and that drivers 
who were scheduled to leave 
were told if anyone left the ter­
minal they would have to deal 
with Barile.

“ The court papers also say 
that' R obidoux te lephon ed ’ 
Barile about 8 a.m. that mor­
ning, sanctioned the strike and 
directed the activity and as of 
this date “ the Local 671 ter­
m i n a l  w o r k  f o r c e  ( a l l  
classifications) continue to 
strike under union sanction, 
despite the “ No strike”  proviso 
of their contract.”

Nelson further states that “ at 
the time the defendant took 
strike action against the plain­
tiff, and at the present time, the 
plaintiff was and is in full com­
pliance with its contractual 
responsibilities toward its 
employees and the union.”

Nelson charges that the union 
action of calling a strike was 
“ illegal, arbitrary, in violation 
of the aforesaid New England 
Supplemental Freight Agree­
ment, without sanction of law.”  
Nelson is claiming “ irreconclli- 
ble loss of revenues, customers 
and prestige because of its in- 
a b i l i t y  to m a k e  t i m e l y  
deliveries.”

A Fairy Tale
This home could well be called the house on the other 

side of the door. As a child, Mrs. Warren Gottier used to 
visit her aunt who was in the employ of the late Charles 
Dennison Talcott, original owner of the stucco mansion 
q)posite the Talcott mills on Main St., Talcottvilie.

She recalls peeking through the dining room door from 
the kitchen side in wondering awe a t the massive expanse 
of dark panelled rooms beyond.

Now, years la ter— as in a fairy tale — Mrs. Gottier finds 
herself with her husband and four of her five children 
living on both sides of that dining room door.

About five years ago, Mr. and Mrs. Gottier were 
awaiting a spring thaw so they could break ground for their 
new home. A chance invitation from a realtor friend that

they “ m ust see this house” changed their plans 
completely.

As Mrs. Gottier tells it, “ We woke up the morning after 
having gone through this house and we both knew, without 
any discussion, that this was where we wanted to live.” So 
the Gottier family moved in, and with new furnishings and 
decor, have brought light and life to a decaying manse of a 
form er era.

Fairy Tale House
The front entrance is rarely, 

if ever, used. Instead, the en­
trance under the porte-cochere 
and the rear entrance are the 
more frequently used.

The door from the porte- 
cochere entrance at the side 
opens into the dining room. An­
tique furniture with flowers 
painted on the china closet and 
buffet, a crystal chandelier and 
gold deep swag drapes add to 
the air of formality in an eating 
room, elegant with its large 
fireplace faced in green mar­
ble. Carpeting in a subdued 
green and tangerine pattern, 
matches the dark green wall 
covering, and appears in 
hallways and stairways.

A door at the opposite end of 
the dining room leads to the in­
door swimming pool, the only 
addition which the Cottiers 
have made to their home.

Dark walnut cupboards in the 
kitchen made by the Quakers in 
Pennsylvania combined with 
pale beige stipled plaster walls 
are set off by a plate rail on 
which Mrs. (]iottier displays 
some of her plates which come 
from all over the world. She oc­
casio n a lly  changes them  
around, and she prefers using 
them for buffet parties instead 
of matched china.
 ̂ An informal (jV^ingjirea, the 
other side bl the "counter range, 
is bright with emerald green 
carpeting. An antique oak table 
with matching original rush 
seat chairs is in keeping with 
the extensive use of oak 
throughout the home. A hand­
some Spanish cloth woven in 
gold, green and purple covers 
the table. Built in, under the 
range counter, is a garden set­
ting of artificial greenery set in 
white stone. Wide lace bordered 
curtains from Holland adorn 
the bay window. Time ticks 
away from a German pendulum 
clock on the wall.

Mrs. Gottier calls the large 
room leading from the dining 
area to the rear entrance the 
“muddy” room. It has been 
decorated to look very unmud­
dy with green paneled walls, 
green patterned indoor-outdoor 
carpeting and sheer green win­
dow curtains. Each member of 
the family occupies his own 

. green cupboard with outer 
wear, boots, skates, etc. And 
there is a small bathroom 
piapered in bright green stripes.

An auxiliary kitchen and 
laundry  room adjoin the 
regular kitchen.

The very formal living room 
with vaulted ceiling was known 
as the French music room when 
the Talcotts lived there. There 
used to be a grand piano in the

French window alcove. Now 
there is a grouping of Victorian 
furniture. A curved gold 
painted niche in each comer of 
the room holds an object d’art 
such as an ornately carved olive 
wood vase, a delicate vase of 
Venetian glass, an Egyptian 
vase, and a vase of Italian mar­
bles

The moss green carpeting is a 
neutral background for the gold 
divan and tangerine crushed 
velvet chairs grouped around a 
gold circular table. Green 
plants and an arrangement of 
orange and green feather 
flowers on a side console make 
attractive accessories.

The marble framed fireplace 
does not burn wood. It contains 
an electric unit, probably one of 
the first of its kind in the area 
when it was installed by Mr. 
Talcott, which is controlled 
from a switch panel in the hall. 
Lights near the divan, in the 
alcove, and the candelabra over 
the fireplace are also controlled 
from a switch panel in hoii

The family room, across the 
hair from the living room, un­
ique  for  i t s  e x t e n s i v e  
woodwork, features the Talcott 
coat of arms centered over the 
carved oak mantel above a 
large fireplace. Firewood is 
kept ihliigh backbench seats on 
either side of the fireplace.

A flower cage from Tangiers 
hangs over the gold crushed 
velvet cushioned window seat. 
In a corner with windows that 
overlook the swimming pool, a 
circular oak table is all set for 
chess, and in another comer is 
an electric organ.

A dark blue and red Persian 
mg defines the lounge area 
where two olive green velvet 
divans face each other. The pic­
tures grouped on the wall are 
reminders of the Gottiers’ 
travels. (Mr. Gottier owns his 
own t r a v e l  ag e n cy  in 
Rockville.) A stairway beneath 
the p i c tu r e s  leads  to a 
downstairs recreation room 
with fireplace where the fami­
ly, including five sons and one 
daughter at home, can play 
billiards, ping-pong and other 
games.

. The r^eption room inside the 
front entrance has been con­
verted into a gold ^arpeted of­
fice with embossed r ^  and gold 
wall covering where two desks 
face each other. A hint of the 
Orient has been added with an 
Himalayan tilt-top table and an 
antique teak and tapestry 
folding, screen. Mr. Gottier’s 
framed collection of foreign 
money hangs near shelves con-

t a i n i n g  o t h e r  f a m i l y  
memorabilia. French windows 
are dressed with pale gold 
sw ags  over  fu l l  l en g th  
patterned sheer curtains.

The master bedroom and 
ad jo in ing s i t t i n g  room, 
separated by tied sheer drapes, 
are a study in black, white and 
red. Black moire drapes over 
sheer curtains, tied back with 
gold ropes, dramatize the two 
wide ceiling-high windows. 
Two-tone gold flocked wall 
covering and a black and white 
patterned bedspread continue 
the bold, dramatic look.

A ruby velvet tasseled Cir­
cular pillow from Roumania, a 
French tete-tete phone on a 
c a r v e d  ivo ry  box f r om  
Switzerland, a Mexican pain­
ting of a red sunset on black 
velvet, and a Portugese um 
with a large green fern, all 
decorative accessories in the 
bedroom suite, are a few of the 
many items in the home that 
the Gottiers have collected 
from their world travels.

The guest room, a study in 
gold and red, features a 
fireplace with a brass fan. The 
pale gold grass wall covering 
bleq̂ dq with one gold draped 
waif which matches the gold 
bed canopy. Red shag throw 
rugs and a pair of hanging ruby 
glass petal lamps over a red, 
gold and green textured 
bedspread, make this a spec­
tacular room.

The servants’ quarters have 
been appropriately converted 
into a bedroom apartment for 
the four younger Gottier boys: 
Ricky,14; Guy, 12; Eric, 8, and 
Todd, 3. They have their own 
bathroom.

The bath adjoining the 
master bedroom suggests a 
Roman bath. Black tile walls 
and floor, a full mirrored wall 
with lighted colonnades, and a 
crystal chandelier above a 
sunken tub, would have pleased 
Venus. The tub, incidentally, is 
the original long, oval bathtub 
with legs, but set in the floor. 
When it was discovered that 
there was ample space under 
the floor, it was decided to keep 
the original tub and just set it 
lower. A memento of a bygone 
era is the wire soap holder 
hanging over the edge of the 
tub.

This comfortable mansion- 
home with tennis court is in a 
setting of sloping lawns, and 
large shade trees overlooking 
the once industrious Talcott 
Mills.

Pesignated Hitter Explained
The biggest change in m ajor league baseball in 1973, 

Am erican League style, will be the introduction of the 
designated pinch hitter.

“He won’t be a designated pinch-hitter, but a designated 
hitter” Manager Ralph Houk of the New York Yankees 
emphasized during his visit with the Yankee Caravan last 
Thursday at the Waverly Inn.

Over the dining table, with the cigar-chew ing manager 
at m y side, he said he “ would use a d e s ig n a te  hitter in 
every gam e.

“ A fter all, a guy on the bench is still a better hitter than 
your pitcher. I figure the designated hitter will bat second, 
third, fourth, fifth or sixth place in the order.
* “ When I first looked at the designated hitter rule, I 

didn’ t think I would like it. The m ore thought I gave to it, 
the m ore I thought it would be good for baseball. Detroit 
w ill probably benefit the m ost in our division with guys 
like Frank Howard, Norm Cash, Gates Brown, Ai Kaline, 
Duke Sims and Willie Horton.

“ The rule will help a team behind the most. There will 
be Ipss dead innings in the game. It is bound to upgrade 
baseball. I figure the scores will be closer.

“ Each team  will carry  at least one less pitcher, possibly 
two. I plan to have nine pitchers on our roster,”  he added. 
The Yanks had 10 a year ago.

If a designated hitter gets on base, he m ay be replaced 
by a runner, but he must leave the game.

‘ "The new rule is not really com plicated ,”  Houk added. 
“ It’ s really sim ple.

“ There w ill be m ore big innings am d it will help a good 
utility infielder, who can play two or three positions, to 
stay around a few  m ore years.”

May Hit Anywhere
The designated batter may hit anywhere in the order. He 

w ill be listed on the lineup given the plate umpire at the 
start o f every  Am erican League gam e.

“ The guy who will be hurt by the rule is the great 
athlete. The pitcher who can do a lot o f things besides 
throw the ball, like hitting, running the bases. Mel 
Stottlem yre, Bob Gibson, Jim  Palm er and Tom  Seaver are 
som e o f the guys I ’m  referring to.

“ The rule now m akes all pitchers even. It’ s no longer an 
advantage to have a good hitting pitcher in the order,”  he 
added in between lighting up an ever-present cigar stub.

He pointed out that even the good hitting pitchers don’t 
boast the batting ability o f men on the bench, other than 
pitchers.

“ There will be a lot m ore com plete (pitching) gam es 
this year,”  he warned. “ When you are trailing by a run or 
two late in the gam e, you won’ t be lifting a pitcher for a 
pinch-hitter anym ore.”

More Offense Added
■ Lee M acPhail, a key man behincCthe scene at Yankee 
Stadjuln as general m anager, also had som e interesting 
comnrtents on the DPH.

“ The new rule will add m ore offense to baseball. The 
problem s that we had in the last few  years was that 
defense took over with new stadiums that m ake it tougher 
for the pitchers, m ore twilight gam es, when it ’s tougher 
for the hitters, and better equipment in the form  o f bigger 
gloves.

“ Hitting records last year bear this all out. The offense 
has steadily been going downhill. It wasn’t what the fans 
wanted. The new rule will accom plish what we want - 
im proved o ffense .”

M acPhail, who works closely with Houk, and rates high 
in the Yankee organization, and ace high with newsmen, 
echoed the m anager’s feelings that the new rule was 
“ m ade to order for the Tigers.

“It won’t hurt any of us and should make for more 
interesting games.

‘ T f w e can get out fair share o f breaks, w e ’ll win the 
pennant,”  he warned.

Optim ism  was running over at the annual visit and for 
good reason.

Wiretapping 
Law Repeal 
Requested

HARTFORD (AP) -  A plea 
for repeal of Connecticut’s 
wiretapping law was made 
Friday by State Sen. Joseph J. 
Dinielli, D-Bristol, who called 
wiretaps an invasion of privacy 
and the beginnings of “ Big 
Brotherism” in government.

“We have reached a neW low 
in the invasion of privacy of the 
individual and disregard of our 
rights as Americans,” Dinielli 
told the legislature’s Judiciary 
Committee at a hearing.

“I can think of no other law 
enacted  during my three  
previous terms as state senator 
that I consider more onerous 
and objectionable than the 
wiretap bill of 1971,” Dinielli 
said.

Relatively few convictions 
result from wiretaps and elec­
tronic surveillance, Dinielle 
said. “Is it worth the cost in 
both dollars and liberty to listen 
in on many thousands of conver­
sations and people in order to 
gain one per cent convictions 
and most of those in petty 
gambling cases?” he ask ^ .

Because Gov. Thomas J. 
Meskill supports wiretapping 
by police, the Republican- 
controlled Judiciary Com­
mittee has “a very difficult 
decision to m ake,” Dinielli 
said.

“I ask you,” he said, “to real­
ly consider the benefits of 
wiretapping against all of the 
potential horrors and damage it 
will do the system we are all 
pledged to support.”

Meskill strongly objected to 
the softening of the wiretap bill 
he proposed in 1971, and said 
when the modified bill was 
passed later that year that it 
was a “ red-letter day for 
organized crim e in Connec­
ticut.”

On Legalizing 
Of Marijuana

HARTFORD (A P ) -  A 
freshm an sta te  le g is la to r  
Friday asked the Judiciary 
Committee to schedule a public 
hearing on his bill to legalize 
marijuana in Connecticut. •

Rep. Jam es H. Brannen,
. RColchester, said in a state­

ment that he doesn’t like his 
own con clusion  but fee ls  
legalizatim of marijuana is one 
of the stOT8„needed in the fight 
against d n w . He said the state 
should R e a liz e  marijuana and 
license its sale and advertise its 
detriment.”

“Those who fear marijuana 
do so not because of knowledge 
of its facts, but because of its 
connotations and the taboo it 
has carried for the past 35 
years,’’ Brannen said;

HARTFORD (AP) -  The 
state Department of Transpor­
tation has removed 30 miles of 
proposed new expressw ays  
from its long-range master 
transportation plan, but DOT 
says automobiles will still con­
tinue to be the preferred  
passenger carriers in Connec­
ticut for the foreseeable future.

‘‘T h ere are  co m p e llin g  
reasons <to believe the public 
will continue using personal 
v e h i c l e s  in i n c r e a s i n g  
numbers,” DOT said in its 1973 
master plan, issued Friday.

Removed from the plan are 
the pi^oposed Connecticut 189 
expressway between Hartford 
and Bradley International Air­
p o r t , - t h e  C onnect i cut  10 
expressway north from New 
H a v e n ,  and the  U .S .  44 
E xpressw ay from Winsted 
West to North Canaan.

In the meantime, DOT is 
p r o p o s i n g  to t ry  ou t  a 
“busway” between Hartford 
and B r a d l e y ,  a “ bus  
saturation” project in the 
Route 10 corridor in the New 
Haven area, and improvements 
to the existing Route 44.

Explaining why its top priori­
ty is still highways, DOT said 
that “the preference for the in­
dividual vehicle is evidenced by 
e v e r - i n c r e a s i n g  v e h i c l e  
ownership and consequent in­
creased traffic volumes.”

To critics who claim highway

travel is over-emphasized at 
the expense of mass transit, 
DOT said it “knows of no other 
m ass transit system  which 
could serve such scattered  

’"origins and destinations ef­
ficiently” as automobiles do.

“ With today’s technology, 
mass transit systems can be 
provided anywhere,’’ DOT con­
ce de d ,  but it a sk ed  the  
question: “Will there be de­
mand for mass transit and will 
the systems be utilized?

“Empty buses and rail cars 
do not solve any transportation 
problems,” it said.

Commenting on ther. report. 
Transportation Commissioner 
A. Earl Wood noted that of the 
$2.5 billion in transportation 
spending recommended by DOT 
during the next 10 years, $2.3 
bill ion is to be spent on 
highways. In contrast, $122.3 
million would be spent on rail 
service, $78.5 million on bus 
service, $17.2 million on “multi- 
model’’ passenger terminals, 
$26.5 million on airports, and 
$6.9 million on waterways.

Even so, the $2.3 billion 
recommended for highways 
will satisfy only $41 per cent of 
the state’s new highway needs 
between now and 1990, while the 
$250 million recommended for 
all other modes of transporta­
tion will fill 65 per cent of the 
needs for those form s of 
transport between now and 
1990, Wood said.

Susan B. Anthony was bom  February 
15,1820, in South Adams, Massachusetts. 
During her busy life of ^  years, she was 
a leader in the fight for women’s rights.

She believed in wom en’s suffrage 
(SUF-ridge) or the right for women to 
vote in political elections.

She also believed that women should 
have the same business opportunities as 
men. When she was teaching sch(X)l in 
Rochester, New York, she noticed that 
while she got a salary of $8 a month, a 
man  ̂doing the same job, got $30 a month. 
She tiiought this was unfair.

Miss i^thony traveled throughout the 
country giving talks. At that time in our 
history, it \ was unusual for women to 
speak in pub^c. She was even arrested in 
1872 for voting in a national election. 
Tm e to her fighting spirit, she refused to 
pay the fine of over $100.

She was active in many causes, in­
cluding the anti-slavery movement.

"Aim t S u s^ ’’,̂ £ ,̂she was her
friends ̂ d  op-workers, died in 1909. She 
did not live to the Nineteenth Amend­
ment to the Constitution become law in 
1920. This am endm ent gave women 
throughq9|̂ '0 e country the right to vote. 
But she mimy other dedicated women
paved the way. Even today, she is remem­
bered for her'contribution to the history 
of women’a^ghts in our coimtry.

Happy Birthday to One of the 
World’s Greatest Inventors

Thomas Edison was bom in Milan, Ohio, February 
1 ,̂ 1847. He was the youngest of seven children. He 
quit school at the age of seven after going for only 
three months. His, mother taught him at home. He 
was always asking questions. When he was nine 
years old he read his first chemistry book. He had his 
first job at the age of 12, selling newspapers and food 
on a train. One time a conductor boxed his ears. 
Another time a conductbr tried to help him get on a 
train by pulling him by his ear. He was never com­
pletely deaf, but he did have trouble hearing, During 
his lifetime he patented over 1,000 inventions. His 
most important invention was the electric light. He 
also invented the phonograph and the mimeograph. 
He improved inventions made by others, such as the 
electric train, the stock ticker, the generator and the 
motion picture. He was known as the “Wizard of 
Menlo Park.” Many of his inventions were made in 
his laboratory in that New Jersey town. He died in 
1931.
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Super Sport: Althea Gibson
Althea Gibson is a ĝ reat woman 

athlete. She is a tennis player who 
turned professional golfer. *

She won the (British) Wimbledon 
M d  the U .S. Championships in tennis 
in 1957 and 1958. She was voted the 
Athlete of the Year for both years. 
She was the third woman in history 
to win these championships and the 
first black ever to win a major tennis 
title.

Though she plays golf, her first love 
is tennis. She was the first black 
member of the Ladies’ Professional 
Golfers Association.

Althea was bom in Silver, South 
Carolina in 1927, but she grew up in 
New York. Although she mopped out 
of elementaiy school, she later re­
turned and finished high school. She 
graduated from Florida A&M College.
