Credential Flap
Delays Start of
Peace Discussion

SAIGON (AP) — The Viet Cong delegation refused at
two sessions today to present its credentials to the four-
party joint military commission, stalling the entire peace-
keeping apparatus, a source close to the talks said.

Hundreds more cease-fire
violations were reported across
South Vietnam.

A third meeting was called
for tonight in efforts to resolve
the presentation of credentials
and another diplomatic snag.
Nearly 150 additional North
Vietnamese delegates flown
from Hanoi to Saigon aboard
two U.S. Air Force C130
transports staged a plane sit-in
at Tan Son Nhut air base,
apparently refusing to fill out
customs and immigration
forms.

It was learned that U.S, Am-
bassador Ellsworth Bunker had
personally intervened for the
second time in two days in

Public Views
On Education
Solicited

HARTFORD (AP)—The state
chancellor for higher education
has called on Connecticut
residents to make a personal
contribution to the state's
master plan for higher educa-
tion.

Chancellor Warren Hill said
the recommendations of eight
committees which have been
studying higher education in
Connecticut will be made public
in early February as a first step
in compaosing the master plan.
Those recommendations will be
merged with recommendations
from public hearings that the
Commission on Higher
Education plans to hold this
summer and all the recommen-
dations will be considered in
drawing up the master plan.

Hill invited all citizens to the
public hearings, saying $111
million is spent in Connecticut
each year at 139 post-secondary
educational facilities and that
people should be concerned
about how the money is being

efforts to resolve the haggling.

The four parties — the United
States, South Vietnam, North
Vietnam and the Viet Cong —
met for a total of three hours in
morning and afternoon sessions
but accomplished ‘‘absolutely
nothing,”’ the source said.

‘‘It was jabber, jabber,
jabber,” he added.

The United States, South
Vietnam and North Vietnam
presented their credentials at
the first commission meeting
attended by all parties in the
morning, the source said, but
the Viet Cong refused without
citing a reason.

The protocol on the joint
commission makes no mention
of credentials.

The stalled conference of the
four parties marked the first
time the United States, North
and South Vietnam and the Viet
Cong met face to face across a
conference table in Saigon.

Two U.S, Air Force C130
transport planes landed shortly
before noon at Hanoi's Gia Lam
Airport, which American jets
had bombed only last month.
They picked up the 142 North
Vietnamese officers and men
who will beef up the Joint
Military Commission, then flew

them back to Tan Son Nhut,

while members of the
commission who arrived here
Sunday were holding their
initial meeting on the base.

But the second contingent of
North Vietnamese did not
disembark from the planes.
Seven hours after they landed
they were reported still aboard.

U.S. and North Vietnamese
officials held several short
conferences at planeside.

The International
Conffmission of Control and
Supervision also held its first
meeting. A Canadian delegate,
Michel Gauvin, told a news
conference that representatives
from Hungary, Indonesia and
Canada are "ready to move out
now,"

Truce Violations

SAIGON (AP) — The South Viethamese government and
its Communist opponents accused each other today of
widespread violations of the cease-fire. Officials of the
new international peacekeeping force expressed hope of
getting teams of observers into the field by Tuesday.

An American soldier died
today of wounds suffered Sun-
day, the first U.S. fatality since
the cease-fire went into effect.
In the four days prior to the
truce, four American military
men were killed, and 19 U.S.
soldiers and 12 U.S. civilians
were wounded.

The U.S. Command an-
nounced the withdrawal of
another 400 troops today, the se-
cond contingent of 400 men to
leave since the cease-fire
agreement took effect Sunday.

The Command said the men
were flown out of the country
by commercial airliners. This
dropped U.S. troop strength in
Vietnam, to 22,700 men. The

Hijacking Of
Bank Foiled

HUNTINGTON BEACH,
Calif. (AP) — Banks have been
run on, bombed and robbed.

Police reported Sunday that
Richard John Lee, 26, broke
into a motor home used as a
portable Bank of America
branch, ransacked it and then
tried to drive off with it.

The Viet Cong in a broadcast
accused the Saigon government
of “‘unceasingly violating the
cease-fire agreement by
military actions . . . throughout
South Vietnam."

It said its forces ‘‘throughout
the entire area of South
Vietnam have completely
carried out the cease-fire."

From one end of the country
to the other, seports flowed into
Saigon of sharp fighting.

In Quang Tri Province below
the demilitarized zone there
were heavy artillery barrages
just as before the truce. In
many other areas, small but
bloody battles were fought for
control of villages and hamlets
before the international
observer teams are deployed.

Military sources said a
document captured in the
Mekong Delta 'instructed Com-
munist troops to keep fighting
until the international teams
were in place, and to continue
where there are no teams.

South Vietnamese officials
reported that total casualties on
both sides since the cease-fire
was announced five days ago

‘approached the bloodiest weeks

of last year's Communist
offensive. They said 6,133 were
killed, including 3,322 enemy

-and 575 government troops. Of

these, 1,005 enemy and 168
government men died in the 24
hours beginning ‘at 6 a.m.
Sunday, two hours before the
cease-fire began.

But police reported that at
least 62 of the island homes had
already. been destroyed by
boiling lava and hot ash from
Helgafell, the nearby volcano
that erupted last week.

Stranded

BEIRUT (AP) — Ten
thousand Nigerian Moslem
pilgrims are stranded in Saudi
Arabia because the airport at
Kano, Nigeria, remains closed
after the airliner crash there a
week ago, the Saudi state radio
reported today.

King Faisal is giving food and
financial assistance to the
stranded pilgrims as they await
transport home, the radio said.

Heavy, Wet Snowtfall
Blankets Most Of State

Winter finally came to the
Manchester area Sunday night
— The first major snowstorm of
the season dumped more than
six inches of heavy snow before
the weather turned to snow
flurries before noon today.

Flurries will continue
through the afternoon and will
probably stop by early evening,
according, to the National
Weather Service at Windsor
Locks. Additional accumulation
of snow is estimated at between
one and three inches,

The snow piled up quickly
Sunday night, keeping highway
crews busy all night and today.
Plowing crews kepl up with the
storm, according to the Town
Highway Department, although
the very wet snow was heavy

" and difficult to push.

Traffic on local roads and
highways moved slowly this
morning, as visibility was very
bad, but no major tie-ups were
reported in the Manchester
area. Town and area police said
there were several ‘‘fender-
bender” collisions this mor-
ning.

Schools were closed today,
but very few meetings or ac-
tivities scheduled for tonight
were canceled. However, the
Manchester Adult Evening
School has canceled all classes
scheduled for tonight.

Service "stations in
Manchester were busy this
morning, answering calls to
pull cars out of snowbanks, to
plow driveways and parking
lots, and to start cars with
battery problems.

Many people were late for
work today in area businesses
and industries, but few workers
called in sick.

Taxi companies in the area

were flooded with calls for cabs
this morning. At about 10 a.m.,
the Manchester-East Hartford
Cab Co. said there was a two-
hour wait for service.

The Manchester office of the
Hartford Electric Light Co.
said there have been no power
outages. The Southern New
England Telephone Co. noted a
few isolated service
disraptions.

Road plowing operations in
Manchester started at about
8:30 p.m. Sunday, with about
eight trucks salting roads. At
about 1 a.m., when the Heavy
snow started to pile up, there
were about 30 trucks (both town
and contract crews) plowing
the roads.

Watergate
Trial Nears
Conclusion

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
government rested its case in
the Watergate peolitical
espionage trial today.

The government rested after
calling 51 witnesses including
seven members of President
Nixon's White House and cam-
paign staffs and two officials of
the Democratic party.

The case grew out of the
break-in and alleged bugging of
the Democratic headquarters
in the Watergate building com-
plex last June 17.

The defense was expected to
complete its presentation
briefly, and presiding U.S.
District Judge John J. Sirica
scheduled closing arguments
for both sides in the afternoon.

The jury was expected to get
the case either tonight or early
Tuesday after receiving its
instructions from Sirica.

Budget Offered As

Taxes, Inflation

WASHINGTON (AP) — President Nixon demanded
death for dozens of federal spending programs today,
called on Congress for a rigid 1974 budget ceiling of $268.7
billion, and cautioned that greater spending would mean
“high taxes, higher interest rates, renewed inflation, or all

three.”

"1 oppose these allernatives;
with a firm rein on spending,
none of them is necessary,"
Nixon said in his fiscal 1974
budget message, sent to the
new Congress as the foremaost
of the three major annual
presidential messages.

The document lived up to ad-
vance billing as an ax job on
many social, health, housing,
education, and antipoverty
programs of his Democratic
predecessors—programs Nixon
said had failed after a fair trial.

Despite the domestic cut-
backs, the budget called for
$81.1 billion of military outlays,
the second biggest defense
budget in history even with the
peace agreement in Vietnam. It
provided no funds for
reconstruction of South Viet-
nam.

Turning Point

Nixon called his budget a tur-
ning point -in national policy
though still written in the
familiar red ink—a $24.8-billion
deficit this year and a $12.7-
billion deficit in fiscal 1974, But
the President pointed to 113
program cutbacks and ter-
minations, worth $6.5 billion in
savings in this fiscal year alone,
and told the lawmakers:

"“The 1974 budget is the clear
evidence of the kind of change
in direction demanded by the
great majority of the American
people.

“No longer will power flow
inexorably to Washington."

The figures—some of them
leaked in advance by Nixon
himseli—were:

For fiscal 1973: Outlays $249.8
billion, receipts $225 billion.

For fiscal 1974: Outlays $268.7
billion, receipts $256 billion.

Nixon invited an intensified
power struggle with the
Democratic -controlled
Congress nol only on spending
but on two other old battle
fronts. He urged the bundling of
70 federal aid programs into
four broad ‘'special revenue-
sharing programs'' for the
states and cities, with. less
federal control., And he
repeated his call for a drastic
governmental reorganization
which Congress has resisted for
two years,

**A thorough overhaul of the

federal bureaucracy is long
overdue, and 1 am determined
to accomplish it,"" the Presi-
dent said.

No New Spending

Nixon proposed no new spen-
ding programs. Yel the 1974
budget will bring an $18.9-
billion increase in spending
over the year that ends June 30,
largely because of military pay
and price increases and what
Nixon called “‘uncontrollable
items'—including a $1.9-billion
increase in interest costs ongthe
climbing federal debt,

The $6.5 billion in cutbacks
and withholding of funds
already appropriated throws
down a challenge to Congress,
where every program has its
loyal supporters, and makes it
doubtful that Nixon can make
his ceilings stick.

However, he gains extra
leverage by insisting on the four
special revenue-sharing plans
for education, law enforce-
ment, job training and com-
munity development. Mayors,
governors and local pressure
groups who want to save a
doomed day-care or health
program, for instance, might be
able to do so by using revenue-
sharing money; they are likely
to apply heat on Congress to
provide such funds.

The upturn in defense
spending, to a total only half a
billion dollars smaller than the
$81.6-billion  peak of warfare
and atom-bomb outlays of 1945,
also is likely to strike sparks.

The total includes miilitary
foreign aid, atomic energy and
other indirect defense outlays,
but the share for the Pentagon
alone is up $4.2 billion from this
year, to a total of $79 billion.

End of the War Costs

The Defense Department said
moreover that it may have to
ask Congress for more money
lo pay for mine-clearing, troop
withdrawals, and other closing-
out costs in Vietnam. Other
sources said privately that
funds for Vietnam's reconstruc-
tion also are likely to be asked
later on. But Secretary of the
Treasury George Shultz told
newsmen that if new costs are

MAY BE FATAL

The art of being a good
dummy consists largely in
providing your partper with
enough trumps to guarantee
him control of the trump suit
and with enough silence to get
his work done. It must be
admitted, however, that it's
hard to maintain the silence
when your pariner misuses the
trumps you've put down for
him.

North dealer

Neither side vulnerable

Opening lead—Two of Spades

South won the first trick in
dummy with the king of spades
and promptly led the jack of
diamonds to draw a round of
trumps. East played low, and
the jack held the trick. So far so

Now South made the fatal
error of leading a second trump
from dummy. East stepped up
with the ace of diamonds and
shrewdly led a third diamond.

This left only one trump in
dummy. South could therefore
ruff one club and discard one
club on dummy’s ace of spades.
This still left him with one
losing club, so South was down
one instead of making his slam
contract.

Must Ruff Clubs

South should see that he
wants to ruff two clubs in dum-
my. Hence he must not make it
possible for an opponent to
reduce dummy to one trump.

After dummy's jack of
diamonds holds, South should
take the ace of clubs and ruff a
club with a high trump. East
should discard since he cannot
gain by overruffing. Now South
leads a heart to the king and
ruffs another club with a high
trump.

Only after doing this work
can declarer afford to lead a
second trump from the dummy.
Soath will draw trumps as
quickly as he can from this
point on, and the hand will
present no further problem.

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I suppose I'm going to get a
flock of letters to the editor
saying 1 am a rotten music
critic and don’t know what I'm
talking about, since I gave
“Otello” a good review the
other night at the Bushnell. I
am perfectly well aware that
there were a goodly number of
people in the audience who
didn't like it.

But that doesn't make it a bad
performance. These people are
basing their comments (and
some I heard were pretty
bitter) on personal prejudice
and complete ignorance of the
opera. There are altogether too
many fat, dumb, and happy peo-
ple who will go to an opera like
“Otello’" with the self satisfied
state of mind, ‘I know opera
and what's more I know Verdi.
Didn’t I see ‘Rigoletto’ once?"

The fact is that "Otello" is a
pretty heavy  opera.
Shakespeare is pretty heavy to
begin with and transcribed into
the total theater that Verdi and
Boito made of the play, it is
anything but easy to unders-
tand. It takes study, but study is
something most people are un-
willing to do.

The recording is available at
the library, but how many of
you took it out? And of those of
you who did, how many sat
down and listened to it un-
interruptedly all the way
through as many as three
times? But you won't hesitate
to call yourselves experts and
me a nincompoop!

There were many complaints
when Thomas Stewart and his
wife Evelyn Lear failed to
appear, because of iliness. Now
neither one has ever sung here
and their performance together
as Otello and Desdemona would
have been a first anywhere, so
not one of these self-appointed
experts could have foretold how
they would sing it.

Stewart makes a specialty of
Wagnerian roles, particularly
of Wotan. His wife is somewhat
more versatile, singing
everything from Italian opera
to Berg's '‘Wozzek.”” But this
wide variety does not allow her
to know the roles deeply. I've
never heard her sing that I
didn’t think of somebody who
could sing the role better,
although I know nobody who
can sing all the roles she sings
as well as she can.

But people were squawking
that they had been short-
changed. You think it costs less
money to bring singers from
Barcelona and Barbados thanit
does to bring singers who are
right here in this country? Use
your head! Bardelli had to be
flown from Spain and Fenn
came from Barbados. Consult
your local travel agent for
fares. And both will have had
excess baggage, too, Consider
the costumes.

Ferraro wasn'lt too good at
the outset, I will admit. His
opening ‘‘Esultate!™ is the
meanest entrance in opera for a
tenor. With no warmup he has
to hit “A-s" and "'B-flats.” He
hadn't sung at all for several
days, since he was really sick.
After singing a while in the
opera itself, his voice finally
loosened up and he sounded like
the fine tenor he really must be.

By that time, some of the
know-it-alls had gone home.
There were still plenty left,
however, to applaud Miss
Fenn's Ave Maria. Applause for
a prayer! Bravas for an appeal
to the Virgin! Oh yes, these peo-
ple knew exactly what was
going on. They are the same
ones who applauded mightily
near the end of Act I so that you
could not hear the ‘'Nachspiel”
and Maestro Moresco just gave
up and waved the orchestra to
quit, because nobody could hear
the rest of the music anyway.

In short, it wasn’t a bad per-
formance, but it was a bad
audience. And for those of you
who didn't like it may I say,
“Don't ever try ‘Falstaff.” " It
is even more involved. Just stay
home and watch soap opera;
that you'll be able to unders-
tand.

Otello is an extremely hard
role to sing. Caruso néver sang
it; Martinelli only sang it in his
later years when he was
thoroughly sure of his
technique; Richard Tucker has
never sung it and is on record as
saying he'll never try.
McCracken has given the role

up.

Nobody complained because
there was only one ‘‘name’ in
the entire cast, But they com-
plained last week with three
“names’’ in the cast, because
twoof them were not as adver-
tized.

People also complained
because of the ‘‘lack of
melody'’ in the opera. The
opera is full of melody. The
complainers don’'t even Know
the difference between a
melody and a tune. Verdi's ear-
ly operas are full of tune, neatly
tied up with musical ribbon and
strung together like beads on a
string.

Verdi's later operas have vir-
tually continuous melody and
no ‘‘recitativo secco.’” The
music doesn’t allow for so
much relaxation so people who
haven't made the effort to study
the opera can't follow it and
become bored.

Hebron Zohers Approve
Dog Kennel Bid

Following an executive
session last Wednesday, the
Zoning Board of Appeals voted
to grant the request of Zell A.
Butler for special exception to
permit the conversion of an
existing barn into an indoor dog
kennel on the corner of Old
Colchester Rd. and Niles Rd.
The only restriction was that
the permission is non-
transferable.

No oppossition was presented
at the public hearing 6eld by the
ZBA prior to its executive
session, and Butler's request
complied with all the
stipulations in the regulations.

It was brought out at the
public hearing, however, that
the Butlers were in violation of
present zoning regulations even
though they had received a
kennel permit from the town
clerk’s office.

The regulations, as written,
outline special exceptions when
a person must apply for a
kennel license. One of these
states in so many words that
owners of three dogs or less
need not apply to the ZBA for a
permit, implying that those
with four dogs or more must
come before the ZBA for a
special permit.

State law, however, requires
the town clerk to issue kennel
permits to anyone with four or
more dogs who apply for the
permits, thus automatically
putting the applicant in viola-
tion of the town's regulations.

The ZBA did not take issue on
this its executive session as this
is basically a problem of the
Planning and Zoning
Commission.

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Energy And Pollution

Mass transit is one answer to one

phase of the energy and pollution
crisis, since it would save gasoline
and oil and reduce the tonnage of
pollutants spewed daily into the
atomosphere by automobiles in
metropolitan areas, Yet, taxes on gas-
oline dedicated to building new
highways cannot now be diverted to
mass transit. In addition, a lawsuit is
pending to force President Nixon to
release all available highway funds
without regard to the spending ceiling
he is trying to enforce in his fight
against inflation.

Ecological considerations, so loudly
raised against the proposed Alaska
pipeline and against power generating
stations, are scarcely mentioned in
discussions of pouring more millions
of tons of cement into roadways.

Air pollution caused by motor
exhaust fumes has become so bad in
the Los Angeles area that William D.
Ruckleshaus, head of the
Environmental Protection Agency,
cautioned that the only way to reduce
it to acceptable levels would be to
ration gasoline during the summer
months.

Sprawling Los Angeles has no mass
transit system. In fact, the only new
one built in many years is the Bay
Area Rapid Transit (BART) which
has begun serving San Francisco and
its environs but is still not finished.

New York City suffers unreliable
service on the Long Island Railroad.

New Jersey railroads, vital to its

commuter residents, are dying of
financial malnutrition, while the
greater New York Port Authority and
the toll roads are prospering.

Both New Jersy and New York have
approved Port Authority participation
in financing mass transit but action is
yet to come,

Gov. William Cahill has
recommended a mass transit agency
to funnel surplus funds from New
Jersey’'s three toll roads into
highways, rail and water mass
transportation facilities.

Surplus above what is needed to pay
off current indebtedness and
commitments of the New Jersey
Turnpike, Garden State Parkway, and
Atlantic City Expressway, are
estimated at $30 to $60 million a year
by 1978, sufficient to float bonds of ten
times that amount,

The need is desperate. Gov. Cahill
agreed to give Jersey Central $470,000
in subsidies to keep the bankrupt line
carrying passengers at least until
March 21 while it works on a plan for
consolidation with the Reading and
Lehigh Valley Railroads.

Penn Central, the classic example
of a railroad in trouble, just got a %0
day delay in a threatened strike by the
United Transportation Unions over
unnecessary or featherbed jobs.

Congress has time fo enact
appropriate legislation before the
deadline but it is too engrossed in
quarreling with the President over its
Constitutional powers. Congress has
the power if it would use it.

The Bugaboo of Tension

The Health, Education and Welfare
Department believes there are 23
million people in the United States
who suffer from high blood pressure
and about half of them don’t know it.

Of those aware that they have high
blood pressure, only about half or 4.6
million sufferers are receiving
adequate treatment. Although the
cause and cure are unknown, high
blood pressure can be controlled with
proper treatment.

Some 50,00 deaths each year are

directly attributed to high blood -

pressure and it is a factor in heart at-

tacks, strokes and kidney failure,
Secretary Elliot Richards on told a

Washington conference on high blood

pressure that HEW could contribute
most to a decline in hypertension by
serving as a catalyst or clearing house
for seeking out and treating those
unaware sufferers and by aiding
voluntary and health professional ef-
forts.

He said community-wide efforts to
screen the population, detect the
sufferers and follow up treatment is
contemplated, disclosing President
Nixon is expected to ask Congress to
double the present $1 million
appropriation for the National
Hypertension program.

The conference included represen-
tatives of about 756 organizations

involved in this field of activity.

WASHINGTON—Capilalizing
on popular concern over the
heavily publicized energy crisis,
the oil and gas industry has
begun its first serious cam-
paign in 17 years to stop federal
regulation of natural gas
prices—as witness these two
backstage developments:

The decision has been made
at the White House that Presi-
dent Nixon this year will ask
Congress to pass legislation
decontrolling the price of
natural gas at the wellhead.

At the same Ltime,
arrangements are nearly com-
plete for one of the ad-
ministration’s most effective
congressional lobbyists—Dr.
Charls Walker, resigning as
deputy secretary of the
Treasury to become a private
Washington consultant—to
work for natural gas deregula-
tion on Capitol Hill.

The two developments are in-
terrelated in the eyes of
jubilant oil state congressmen.
Walker will be working closely
with the White House on many
projects as a private citizens.
His involvement buttresses the
seriousness of the President's
commitment to deregulation of
gas.

All this means the
deregulators are off to a big
jump against their enemies.

Nixon—can now take the
legislative offensive and even
hope for support from old
enemies,

Consider Sen. Henry M:
Jackson of Washington, chair-
man of the Senate Interior
Committee. Representing a
non-oilproducing state, he voted
against deregulation in 1956;
now he suggests the need for
deregulation,

Even more worrisome to con-
sumer lobbyists was the Dec. 23
editorial advocating deregula-
tion by the Washington Post,
scarcely a mouthpiece for the
oil barons. 'There is a tendency
in our part of the country to
assume that whatever is good
for the oil-and-gas lobby must
be disastrously bad for the rest
of us," said the Post.
“Deregulation of gas is an
exception to.this rule."”

To counteract the industry’s
new allies, the consumer lob-
byists count heavily on Rep.
Torbert Macdonald of
Massachusetts, chairman of the
House Commerce subcom-
mittee that handles natural gas
legislation. Macdonald voted
against deregulation as a
young, second-term con-
gressman 17 years ago. He has
not basically changed his views
and now has the power to do
something about it.

His and the consumer Jobby's
problem will be the reality of
fuel shortages, whose menace
is obliterating old ideological
battlelines. That's why the oil
and gas industry this time is
going to Congress with not only
unusually solid support from
the White House but with anun-
usually divided opposition.

Some of it is even understan-
dable.

On page 13, for example, you
can learn that members of
Congress will spend $1,865,750
for stationery in the 12 months
beginning July l—some of it
likely devoted to letters and
statements denouncing other
spending in the budget.

If you like to swim at Tybee
Island, Ga., turn to page 348,
where you'll learn the govern-
ment ‘plans to spend $616,000

during fiscal 1974 on beach-
erosion control,
, On page’ 818, the budget
declares that the Veterans Ad-

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Budget Asks
$93 Million
For Amtrak

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Nixon administration p
to Congress today a $93-million
outlay for Amtrak for continued
operation of a nationwide
network of railroad passenger
trains.

The initial two-year
experimental period for Am-
trak will end June 30. In its first
year Amtrak received $77,875,-
000, and in the current fiscal
year, its second, it is to get
$1086,900.

Amtrak has estimated losses
at $154 million the first year
and $128 million this year.

‘“The Administration
recognizes the importance of
rail passenger service, and will
recommend the continuing
operation of Amtrak beyond the
two-year experimental period
ending June 30,1973,"" the
budget message said.

Congress has ordered the
Department of Transportation
to make a detailed report by
March 15 on the effectiveness of
Amtrak, along with recommen-
dations for an intercity rail
system for the future,

President Nixon said the
March 15 report will contain
detailed recommendations for a
specific rail network,

Painting a grim picture of

“I will do everything in my
power to avert the need for a
tax increase, but I cannot do it
alone.

Office of Emergency
Preparedness, whose functions
will be shifted to other agen-
cies; and the National
Aeronautics and Space Council,
eliminated.

Nixon proposed a $1.7-billion

A deep cut was proposed in
special aid for schools in areas
where federal installations add
to education costs—the

dent Nixon's proposed budget
for fiscal 1974 is headed in the

‘right-direction, though it does

not go far enough, some
economists say.

The budget calls for federal
spending of $268.7 billion in
fiscal 1974, with a deficit of
about $12 billion. That
compares with a projected $250
billion spending total in $25
billion deficit for the current
fiscal year.

Professional economists
contacted by The Associated
Press said the President’s in-
tention was apparently to
reduce stimulation of the
economy by cutting back the
amount of money pumped into
it through deficit spending.
They indicated general ap-
proval of this intention.

However, four economists
said Nixon had not gone far
enough in the right direction.
““We should really be running a
surplus next year,” said James
O'Leary, executive vice-
president and economist for
U.S. Trust Co.

‘*Just to have a smaller
deficit isn't enough."”

O'Leary sees a booming
economy ahead, with the
danger of inflation fueled by
consumer demands. Of the two
major government weapons for
controlling the economy — tax
policy and monetary policy —

Selective Service Retired

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
credit-card-size piece of paper
that raised armies and led
hundreds to flee their homes to
avoid its reach has been
relired.

Bul the draft system which
monthly sent ‘“‘Greeting” to
'lhousands of young men is still
intacl and as alive as it was
during the peak of the Vietnam
war. Only the power to induct
men into uniform has been
retired.

Eighteen-year-old men will
still have to register for the
draft—and receive a draft
card—and standby lotteries will
be held annually.

The power to induct can be
reinstated—through an act of
Congress—and probably would

be in a national emergency. But
now, for the first time since
1948, men aged 18 through 35
will not face induction.

The farewell to the draft was
spoken by Secretary of Defense
Melvin R. Laird who told
newsmen Saturday:

“With the signing of the
peace agreement in Paris
today, and after receiving a
report from the secretary of the
Army that he foresees no need
for further inductions, I wish to
inform you that the armed
forces henceforth will depend
exclusively on volunteer
soldiers, sailors, airmen and
Marines."

The action puts the nation's
military on an all-volunteer
basis five months ahead of
President Nixon's goal.

The decision also canceled
induction orders for 5,000 men
who were to be drafted before
June 30, when legal authority to
induct young men into the
armed forces expires.

Some 300 young men who
almost became the last group
inducted escaped the draft
because of former President
Harry S. Truman's death and
the day of mourning declared
by Nixon.

Because the President
ordered most government
operalions closed Dec. 28 for
the day of mourning, Selective
Service directed draft boards to
cancel the orders of all men due
to be sworn into service on that
day.

During the Vietnam war, the
peak in inductions came in 1966

when 383,626 men were drafted.
By last year, the number of
inductions was down to 48,000.
Nobody was drafted after early
December,

With the end of the fighting
comes a question whose answer
was delayed pending peace in
Vietnam: What about the draft
resisters who fled the country
to avoid induction? Nixon
promised he would not consider
amnesty while the war
continued,

While there are no immediate
figures on the number of young
men who fled to avoid going to
Vietnam, there are hundreds of
them and the administration
has yet lo announce its con-
ditions for their return to the
United Stales.
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allotments, Samuelson said.

One thing the Nixon budget
proposal makes clear is that
federal budget deficits have
become routine for the United
States. Fiscal 1974 would be the
13th year out of the last 14 in
which the government has
spent more than it takes in
through taxes.

Can the government go on
running deficits indefinitely
without harm?

“One should keep in mind,"
said Francis Schott, vice
president and economist for
Equitable Life Assurance
Society, “that budget deficits of
this order of magnitude are a
very small influence on a $1.2
trillion economy."

Irwin Kellner, vice president
and economist at
Manufacturers Hanover Trust,
said the amount of federal debt
in relation to the entire
economy has been shrinking,
and he termed a moderate

Still, Kellner and others
believe that when full employ-
ment is reached, the budget
should show a surplus to avoid
overstimulating the economy
and aggravating inflatiogywhich
takes away the purchasing
powers of consumers.

Others say chronic deficits
are bad because they saddle
with a large uncontrollable
item in the form of annual in-
terest on the national debt —an
item which has been running at
about 8 per cent of the budget
total.

Such untouchable chunks
deprive the government of
ability to manipulate the budget
as a tool of economic policy.

Food Prices Up

5 Per Cent

WASHINGTON (AP) — New government figures today
indicate it cost a family $64 more to eat at home last year,
with higher farm prices accounting for $59 of the increase.

The Agriculture Department said the retail cost of a
“‘market basket" list of food items, theoretically enqugh to
feed a typical family of four for one year, was up 5.0 per
cent in December from a year earlier.

At the annu
market bask

rate, the entire
for one year

-would-have cost a record $1,338

last month, compared with
$1,274 in December 1971. Last
month aloné the basket cost $8
more .or 0.8 per cent, than in
November.

Accordihg to USDA statistics
showing \Wwhere consumer food
dollars go, ‘‘the farm value'' of
the December market basket
was $551, or $23 more than in
November and $59 above a year
earlier.

Meantime, the middleman’s
share of the basket was $787 in
December, down $15 from
November.

In December 1971, the
middleman’s share was $782, or
$5 less 'than last month. That,
coupled with the $59 increase in
farm value, accounted for the
$64 increase in the one-year
market basket,

The, USDA formerly
published dollar breakdowns
for the market basket but
recently discontinued the prac-

tice "l'he December rates and

comparisons were computed at
the request of newsmen.

Farm “prices, .although
volatile, have trended up over
the past year. Middleman’s
spreads tend to widen when
farm prices decline and then
narrow as prices go up.

Regardless, the USDA
reported that the December
farm value of what families pay
for a market basket of food was
up about 12 per cent from a
year earlier. The middleman’s
share, which includes
wholesale and retail spreads,
was 0.7 per cent higher.

The report, prepared by
USDA's Economic Research
Service, showed supermarket
prices rose for most items, in-
cluding meat, milk, lettuce and
eggs.

Beef, for example, cost more
than $1.14 per pound, up 2.3
cents from November and the
most since last August when it
was nearly $1.16 per pound.
That is an all-cut price, in-
cluding hamburger as well as
steak.

Ainendment To Ban

WASHINGTON (AP) — A constitutional amendment
banning most abortions was proposed today by Rep.

Layrence J. Hogan, R-Md.,

to counteract 'the Supreme

Court ruling striking down most state antiabortion laws.
The court said in a 7-2 decision that states may not forbid
women to have abortions during the first six months of

pregnancy

‘“Neither the United States
nor any state shall deprive any
human being, from the moment
of conception, of life without
due process of law; nor shall
the United States nor any state
deny to any human being, from
the moment of conception,
within its jurisdiction, the equal
protection of the laws."

" the United States nor any state

shall deprive any human being
of life on account of age, illness
or incapacity.”

He said he was persuaded
that ‘‘the word 'person,” as used
in the 14th Amendment, does
not include the unborn.”

The court ruled that states
may regulate ghe condition
under which a ons are per-
formed after the third month of
pregnancy and may ban
abortions entirely after. about
the 24th week of pregnancy
except when the mother’s life
or health is endangered.

The state cannot claim an

interest in preserving the life of

the unborn until the fetus
reaches the point of having ‘‘the
capability of meaningful life
outside the mother's womb,"
the court said.

Thinh Heads Home

authentic represeptatives, the
Provisional Revolutionary
Government.”

Trinh flew home three days
after signing the Vietnam peace
agreements. He was to stop in
Moscow and Peking en route.

PLEASANTVILLE, N.J.
(AP) — State Police have
charged a young Baltimore
man with arson in connection
with a fire at a rest home that
took the lives of 10 elderly
residents.

Harry Kemp, 22, was
arrested late Monday and is un-
der guard at Somers Point
Hospital for treatment of burns
he suffered in the fire. He was
to be arraigned today.

Kemp was one of six
residents of Street's Rest Home
who escaped the fire in the two-
story, wood-frame building,
along with two employes.

Vatican Position

BEIRUT (AP)— The Vatican
refuses to grant Israel
diplomatic recognition so long
as the Middle East problem
remains unsolved, Pope Paul's
envoy in Lebanon was quoted
today as saying.

Alfredo
Bruniera, recalled in an
interview that the Vatican's at-
titude was defined in 1948 when
it called on the United Nations
to seek the internationalization
of Jerusalem and the Holy

Delaying Observers

SAIGON (AP) — Procedural
disputes today continued to
delay the dispatch of cease-fire
observers into the South
Vietnamese provinces, and the
South Vietnamese command
reported more than 250 new
violations of the truce by the
North Vietnamese and Viet
Cong between noon Monday and
dawn Tuesday. But this was a
drop of 30 per cent from the
previous reporting period.

In Honoluly, the U. S. Pacific
Command said U. S. BS2
bombers and fighter-bombers
continued operations against
Communist forces in Laos and
Cambodia Monday al the
request of the Laotian and Cam-

bodian governments. It gave no
details.

Meanwhile, Vice President
Spiro T. Agnew arrived in
Saigon for his first stop on a
seven-nation tour of Southeast
Asia and reaffirmed the Nixon
administration’s support for
President Nguyen Van Thieu's
regime as the only legitimate
government of South Vietnam.
He also said the U, S.
governmenlt does not recognize
the right of North Vietnamese
troops to remain in South
Vietnam.

Agnew said he would holl
“‘important consultations™ wiiu
Thieu on postwar relations.

The two met first at the
Presidential Palace at a dinner

Thieu gave for Agnew. Sources
said they would meet again
Wednesday. The vice president
was scheduled to leave for
Cambodia Thursday and also
will visit Thailand, Laos,
Singapore, Indonesia and
Malaysia

The four-nation International
Commission of Control and
Supervision failed to get its
seven regional teams in place
and operational this morning as
called for in the cease-fire
agreement because of
procedural disputes within the
four-party joint military
commission made up of the
United States, South Vietnam,
North Vietnam and the Viet
Cong,

Target Of Congress

WASHINGTON (AP) — Amid
a deepening White House-
congressional rift over spen-
ding, a Senate subcommittee
begins hearings today on a bill
that would give Congress the
power to override presidential
impoundment of appropriated
funds.

Sen. Sam J. Ervin Jr., D-
N.C., is chief sponsor of the bill
and it is his Judiciary
subcommittee that is conduc-
ting the hearings.

Ervin said Monday that,
however worthy President
Nixon's motives in withholding
appropriations, Congress
cannot ‘‘legalize an inherently
unconstitutional act.”

“The Congress,”’ Ervin said,
“must not become a stepchild
of the executive, and the
presidency must not be allowed
to assume the powers of a
divine monarchy."

LONDON (AP) — Prime
Minister Edward Heath leaves
for Washington today with a
proposal for President Nixon
for a new peacemaking
approach in the Middle East.

Qualified British sources said
Heath wants Nixon to put
pressure on Israel to come to
terms swiftly while European
governments do the same with
the Arabs.

The sources said that
essentially Heath foresees a
parallel deployment of Euro-
pean and American influence
on the Arabs and Israelis
respectively to come to terms
swiftly.

Heath and Nixon begin their
two-day conference in the
White House Thursday. i will
be the President’s first
encounter with the head of a
foreign government since his
inauguration. It will be Heath's
first meeting with the
President since Britain joined
the common market Jan. 1. On
Friday, they continue their
discussions at Camp David, in
the Maryland mountains’ 75
miles from Washington.

While the leaders range over
policy, the more detailed
intricacies of foreign affairs
will occupy Britain's foreign
secretary, Sir Alec Douglas-
Home, and Secretary of State
William P. Rogers. -

Agnew acknowledged the dif-
ficulties in getting the cease-
fire machinery in operation
But he said this was '‘not sur-
prising when one considers the
long conflict, the suspicion and
animosity that has divided the
parties in the past, and the
complexity of moving from a
period of military struggle to
political competition.™

A second planeload of North
Vietnamese and Viet Cong
delegates to the joint military
commission sat overnight in the
plane that brought them to
Saigon, refusing to give tacit
recognition to the Thieu
government by filling out the
customs and immigration
forms required of all arrivals at
Tan Son Nhut airport. U. S.
Ambassador Ellsworth Bunker
called on Thieu a few hours
hefore Agnew arrived, and the
governmenlt waived the
requirement, as it had for
another planeload of balky
Communists on Monday. The
second group — 50 North
Vietnamese and 40 Viet Cong
who had come from Hanoi —
left the plane after sitting in it
for 21 hours.

The joint military
commission held two meetings
Monday, but both broke up in
disputes over the failure or
refusal of at least one of the two
Communist delegations to
present credentials. The com-
mission met again for four
hours Monday night and for
nearly three hours this mor-
ning, but there was no word
whether any issues had been
resolved.

Members of the International
Commission of Control and
Supervision, which is made up
of Canada, Indonesia, Hungary
and Poland, have said their
men_cannot move out into the
field until the joint military
commission provides transpor-
tation, security,
communicalions, ac-

comodations and guidance
where to go.

The ICCS held its second
meetling today, and the
members from Canada and
Poland spent the morning con-
tacting members of the joint
military commission in efforts
to get observation teams into
the field. A Canadian
spokesman expressed hope they
would be on their way by
Wednesday morning.

The North Vietnamese
Foreign Ministry issued a state-
ment accusing the Saigon
government of violating the
cease-fire. It also charged
South Vietnam and the United
States with harassing the
Communist delegations to the
joint military commission.

Foreign Ministers Nguyen
Dui Trinh of North Vietnam and
Nguyen Thi Binh of the Viet
Cong told a reception in Paris
that their forces have observed
the cease-fire strictly and will
continue to do so.

But the South Vietnamese
command in a communique
claimed that Communist forces
violated the cease-fire 311
times during the 24 hours en-
ding at 6 a.m. today.

“Thus, since 8 a.m. Jan. 28,
when the cease-fire went into
effect, Communist units
violated the agreement 737
times,"" the communique said.

The Saigon command
claimed that 666 North Viet-
namese and Viet Cong had been
killed during the past 24 hours
and said government casualties
were 128 dead and 468 wounded
in fighting all across the
country.

Since last Wednesday, when
the peace agreement was first
announced, 3,988 North
Vietnamese and Viet Cong
troops have been killed, the
Saigon command claimed. The
command said South
Vietnamese losses for the same
period were 703 dead and 2,704
wounded.

Tenants Cannot Serve
On Housing Authorities

HARTFORD (AP) — People
who live in public housing can’t
serve on housing authorities,
the Connecticut State Supreme
Court ruled today as it turned
thumbs down on a federal
policy of encouraging tenant
participation in housing ad-
ministration.

As a public officer, a housing
commissioner should not be
placed “in a position where his
private interest conflicts with
his public duty,” the state’s
highest court said in a un-
animous decision.

Regardless of whether a
housing commissioner is per-
sonally acting in good faith in
what he considers the public
interest, “'it is the policy of the

law to keep him so far from
temptation as to insure the
exercise of unselfish public in-
terest,”’ the Supreme Court
said, v

“"Whether or nol the tenant as
a housing authority
commissioner is in fact
benefiting himself individually
by his vote, his personal
interests are always directly or
indirectly involved in his vote
on the commission,” said the
court. “‘The fact ... that he is a
tenant makes it possible for his
personal interests to become
antagonistic to the faithful
discharge of his public duty."”

The Supreme Court issued its
ruling on a case brought by the
Housing Authority of New

Haven, which used to have two
tenants, Polly Moorer and
Joseph R. Peters, on its gover-
ning board. Al the original trial
of the case in Superior Court,
Judge Robert A, Wall refused to
order the State Department of
Community Affairs to give the
New Haven authority the
grants it had withheld because
Peters and Mrs. Moorer were
tenants.

Neither Wall nor the Supreme
Court, which upheld Wall's
decision, disputed the fact that
Congress allowed and the U.S,
Department of Housing and
Urban Development en-
couraged the membership of
tenants on federally funded
public housing authorities.
