were killed early today in a fire
that raced through Street's
Nursing Home, a two-story,
wood-frame home for the elder-
ly.
Six other persons were known
to have escaped, Fire Chief
Walt S. Schlundt said. All the
victims were believed to be
elderly, he added.

The building, estimated to be
at least 50 years old, was
destroyed by the blaze.

The home's fire alarm did not
work, Schlundt said. He said it
had been inspected recently as
required by state law.

The first alarm was turned in
by Absecon Police Sgt. James
Mong, who spotted the blaze
while patrolling a street that
serves as the Pleasantville-
Absecon border.

The dead were removed from
the structure by several rescue
squads. Although several bodies
were burned, officials theorized
all had died from suffocation.

“The smoke had apparently
gotten to them,” Schlundt said.

The victims were not
immediately identified.

Fire Marshal William Poley
said most of the dead were
found in or near their beds.

Schlundt said inititial
indications were that the fire
had begun in a linen closet.

Firemen were hampered
because the closest fire hydrant
is three-quarters of a mile
away, the chief said. While
some firemen secured hoses
together to reach the distant
hydrant, others fought the
flames with water carried in
tanks aboard the fire trucks.

Food Prices Up

5 Per Cent

WASHINGTON (AP) — New government figures today
indicate it cost a family $64 more to eat at home last year,
with higher farm prices accounting for $59 of the increase.

The Agriculture Department said the retail cost of a
“‘market basket" list of food items, theoretically enqugh to
feed a typical family of four for one year, was up 5.0 per
cent in December from a year earlier.

At the annu
market bask

rate, the entire
for one year

-would-have cost a record $1,338

last month, compared with
$1,274 in December 1971. Last
month aloné the basket cost $8
more .or 0.8 per cent, than in
November.

Accordihg to USDA statistics
showing \Wwhere consumer food
dollars go, ‘‘the farm value'' of
the December market basket
was $551, or $23 more than in
November and $59 above a year
earlier.

Meantime, the middleman’s
share of the basket was $787 in
December, down $15 from
November.

In December 1971, the
middleman’s share was $782, or
$5 less 'than last month. That,
coupled with the $59 increase in
farm value, accounted for the
$64 increase in the one-year
market basket,

The, USDA formerly
published dollar breakdowns
for the market basket but
recently discontinued the prac-

tice "l'he December rates and

comparisons were computed at
the request of newsmen.

Farm “prices, .although
volatile, have trended up over
the past year. Middleman’s
spreads tend to widen when
farm prices decline and then
narrow as prices go up.

Regardless, the USDA
reported that the December
farm value of what families pay
for a market basket of food was
up about 12 per cent from a
year earlier. The middleman’s
share, which includes
wholesale and retail spreads,
was 0.7 per cent higher.

The report, prepared by
USDA's Economic Research
Service, showed supermarket
prices rose for most items, in-
cluding meat, milk, lettuce and
eggs.

Beef, for example, cost more
than $1.14 per pound, up 2.3
cents from November and the
most since last August when it
was nearly $1.16 per pound.
That is an all-cut price, in-
cluding hamburger as well as
steak.

Target Of Congress

WASHINGTON (AP) — Amid
a deepening White House-
congressional rift over spen-
ding, a Senate subcommittee
begins hearings today on a bill
that would give Congress the
power to override presidential
impoundment of appropriated
funds.

Sen. Sam J. Ervin Jr., D-
N.C., is chief sponsor of the bill
and it is his Judiciary
subcommittee that is conduc-
ting the hearings.

Ervin said Monday that,
however worthy President
Nixon's motives in withholding
appropriations, Congress
cannot ‘‘legalize an inherently
unconstitutional act.”

“The Congress,”’ Ervin said,
“must not become a stepchild
of the executive, and the
presidency must not be allowed
to assume the powers of a
divine monarchy."

LONDON (AP) — Prime
Minister Edward Heath leaves
for Washington today with a
proposal for President Nixon
for a new peacemaking
approach in the Middle East.

Qualified British sources said
Heath wants Nixon to put
pressure on Israel to come to
terms swiftly while European
governments do the same with
the Arabs.

The sources said that
essentially Heath foresees a
parallel deployment of Euro-
pean and American influence
on the Arabs and Israelis
respectively to come to terms
swiftly.

Heath and Nixon begin their
two-day conference in the
White House Thursday. i will
be the President’s first
encounter with the head of a
foreign government since his
inauguration. It will be Heath's
first meeting with the
President since Britain joined
the common market Jan. 1. On
Friday, they continue their
discussions at Camp David, in
the Maryland mountains’ 75
miles from Washington.

While the leaders range over
policy, the more detailed
intricacies of foreign affairs
will occupy Britain's foreign
secretary, Sir Alec Douglas-
Home, and Secretary of State
William P. Rogers. -

Ambassador Ellsworth Bunker
called on Thieu a few hours
hefore Agnew arrived, and the
governmenlt waived the
requirement, as it had for
another planeload of balky
Communists on Monday. The
second group — 50 North
Vietnamese and 40 Viet Cong
who had come from Hanoi —
left the plane after sitting in it
for 21 hours.

The joint military
commission held two meetings
Monday, but both broke up in
disputes over the failure or
refusal of at least one of the two
Communist delegations to
present credentials. The com-
mission met again for four
hours Monday night and for
nearly three hours this mor-
ning, but there was no word
whether any issues had been
resolved.

Members of the International
Commission of Control and
Supervision, which is made up
of Canada, Indonesia, Hungary
and Poland, have said their
men_cannot move out into the
field until the joint military
commission provides transpor-
tation, security,
communicalions, ac-

comodations and guidance
where to go.

The ICCS held its second
meetling today, and the
members from Canada and
Poland spent the morning con-
tacting members of the joint
military commission in efforts
to get observation teams into
the field. A Canadian
spokesman expressed hope they
would be on their way by
Wednesday morning.

The North Vietnamese
Foreign Ministry issued a state-
ment accusing the Saigon
government of violating the
cease-fire. It also charged
South Vietnam and the United
States with harassing the
Communist delegations to the
joint military commission.

Foreign Ministers Nguyen
Dui Trinh of North Vietnam and
Nguyen Thi Binh of the Viet
Cong told a reception in Paris
that their forces have observed
the cease-fire strictly and will
continue to do so.

But the South Vietnamese
command in a communique
claimed that Communist forces
violated the cease-fire 311
times during the 24 hours en-
ding at 6 a.m. today.

“Thus, since 8 a.m. Jan. 28,
when the cease-fire went into
effect, Communist units
violated the agreement 737
times,"" the communique said.

The Saigon command
claimed that 666 North Viet-
namese and Viet Cong had been
killed during the past 24 hours
and said government casualties
were 128 dead and 468 wounded
in fighting all across the
country.

Since last Wednesday, when
the peace agreement was first
announced, 3,988 North
Vietnamese and Viet Cong
troops have been killed, the
Saigon command claimed. The
command said South
Vietnamese losses for the same
period were 703 dead and 2,704
wounded.

Tenants Cannot Serve
On Housing Authorities

HARTFORD (AP) — People
who live in public housing can’t
serve on housing authorities,
the Connecticut State Supreme
Court ruled today as it turned
thumbs down on a federal
policy of encouraging tenant
participation in housing ad-
ministration.

As a public officer, a housing
commissioner should not be
placed “in a position where his
private interest conflicts with
his public duty,” the state’s
highest court said in a un-
animous decision.

Regardless of whether a
housing commissioner is per-
sonally acting in good faith in
what he considers the public
interest, “'it is the policy of the

law to keep him so far from
temptation as to insure the
exercise of unselfish public in-
terest,”’ the Supreme Court
said, v

“"Whether or nol the tenant as
a housing authority
commissioner is in fact
benefiting himself individually
by his vote, his personal
interests are always directly or
indirectly involved in his vote
on the commission,” said the
court. “‘The fact ... that he is a
tenant makes it possible for his
personal interests to become
antagonistic to the faithful
discharge of his public duty."”

The Supreme Court issued its
ruling on a case brought by the
Housing Authority of New

Haven, which used to have two
tenants, Polly Moorer and
Joseph R. Peters, on its gover-
ning board. Al the original trial
of the case in Superior Court,
Judge Robert A, Wall refused to
order the State Department of
Community Affairs to give the
New Haven authority the
grants it had withheld because
Peters and Mrs. Moorer were
tenants.

Neither Wall nor the Supreme
Court, which upheld Wall's
decision, disputed the fact that
Congress allowed and the U.S,
Department of Housing and
Urban Development en-
couraged the membership of
tenants on federally funded
public housing authorities.

Funds for Roads,
Walks on Agenda

Public hearings will be held
Feb. 6 by the Board of

Directors for allocating $216,-.

000 in revenue-sharing funds for
road reconstruction and
$250,000 for sidewalk construc-
tion. Added to $20,500 from the
same source voted Jan. 9, the
total appropriations, if
approved, would equal $486,500.

The sum would be about
$19,000 in excess of the $467,775
actually received by the town—
$237,431 in December and
$230,344 early this month. It
appears likely the directors will
amend the proposed
appropriations — to equal the
available funds. Town Manager
Robert Weiss, when asked to
explain the proposal, said a 1973
quarterly revenue-sharing
payment of about $118,700 is
expected in April.

On Oct. 24, just two weeks
before a referendum was held
on a $536,000 appropriation for
‘roads and $200,000 for
sidewalks, the board's
Democratic majority an-
nounced it would finance the
program with revenue-sharing
funds, in order to save about
$100,000 bond in interest. Both
questions passed.

In the interim since the
referendum, three things have
happened to affect the proposed
appropriations:

... The directors learned they
couldn't use revenue-sharing
funds ‘for any project which
already is scheduled for federal
aid. Thus, because $300,000 of
the Vroad-reconstruction
program is the town's share of
a $1.2 million project for which
the federal government is
contributing $900,000, the sum
proposed to be taken from
revenue-sharing funds was cut
to $236,000, with $20,500 of it
appropriated on Jan. 9.

... The directors, also on Jan.
9, adopted an amendment to the
sidewalk ordinance— providing
for the waiver of assessments
against abutting property
owners when a sidewalk-
construction program is in-
itiated for safely reasons by the
Board of Directors. The
proposed $250,000 program falls
into that category.

The original $%200,000
proposal for sidewalks was
hiked to $250,000. The extra
$50,000, not included in the
referendum program but within
ithe rules of the amended
‘ordinance adopted Jan.-#] is for
sidewalks o the north side of
Hartford Rd., from the vicinity
of the housing for the elderly to
McKee St.‘

Lake paréel and $941,500 for
improvements to the adjacent
sanitary landfill area.

«... A $15,000 appropriation o
the Capital Improvement
Reserve Fund, for improving,
and enlarging the parking lot at
Mt. Nebo and to be financed
from the anticipated 1971-72
General Fund surplus.

... A $560 appropriation to the
Educational Special Projects
Fund, for a Work Study
Program and to be financed by
an equal state grant.

... A $34,000 appropriation to
the Capital Improvement Fund,
for regsurfacing and lighting two
tennis courts at the high school
and for resurfacing two tennis
courts at Bennet Junior High
School,

The appropriation would be
financed by the $35,000 the state
has paid, as its cost share for
converting space at Robertson
School into schoo!
administration offices.

The two tennis courts to be
improved at the high school are
the two closest to it. The four
courts near E. Center St.
already are improved and
lighted.

The two courts at Bennet are
behind the Main Building. The
old clay courts have not been
used for several years.

Weiss said the state is
expected to pay 50 per cent of
the $34,000 cost for the four
tennis courts.

President Defies Doctor

WASHINGTON — President
Nixon's official physician, Maj.
Gen. Walter Tkach, is an old
and valued friend, but as a male
who is putty in the hands of the
medical professional 1 am
delighted to learn that the
President has successfully
defied Wall's orders.

Nixon runs in place every
morning, a token gesture to the
vigorous life. But whereas he
once ran 400 paces, he recently
has cut that in hall. Tkach
remonstrated in vain, it is un-
derstood. Even when the good
doctor suggested a compromise
of 250 paces, the President
stood firm. It was his opinion,
said Nixon, that 200 paces were
enough for a busy man.

I am sure Walt is right. Exer-
cise helps blood circulation and
lowers fats in the blood and is
therefore important in preven-
ting heart attacks. But it is nice
to know that we have a leader
who is strong enough to stand
up to his doctor, and assume
responsibility for the con-
sequences. Obviously, Richard
Nixon is not afraid of his doc-
tor. Perhaps more important,
he stands on principle.

There are those who will say
that even a President should not
be permitted to indulge a whim.
They will ask what difference
does 50 paces make if it pleases
your doctor. They will say the
doctor knows best, and any ac-
tuary will agree.

But Nixon's stand warms the
cockles of this subversive—and
probably fatty—heart. There is
in fact a great deal of
difference between 200 paces
and 250 to the person who is
jogging them off. It is the
difference between enjoying, or
at least tolerating, exercise,
and finding it a crashing and
perhaps exhausting bore. It is
the difference belween what
the patient wants to do and
what the medical world says he
should do.

Nor is this a small thing. I
have a friend who was bullied
by his doctor on the subject of
boiled eggs. The friend
preferred his eggs boiled three
minutes. His doctor ordered
that they be boiled only two and

a half minutes, and my friend,
thinking thoughts of coronaries,
surrendered. He hates the taste
of eggs boiled only two and a
half minutes, but he still eats
them in that state every mor-

ning.
My friend -is both strong-
willed and discriminating in all

other matters, but on the sub-
ject of boiled eggs he is not only
eraven but a traitor to haute
cuisine. Everybody knows that
only a three-minute egg is fit to
be eaten. It should not be boiled
two minutes and 59 seconds or
three minutas and one second.
Three minutes, precisely, are
required to produce a boiled
egg whose white is firm and its
yolk yielding.

We make the mistake con-
stantly of dismissing as a petty
detail matters of the utmost im-
portance to civilization and
community ethies. It is all right
with me if a man prefers to in-
sult his insides with a four-
minutes egg, so long as he
refuses to settle for a three-
and-a-half minute egg or an egg
that has been barbarously

- boiled for four minutes and 10

seconds. After all, principles in
little things are about all we
have left these days.

Besides, it is imperative that a
President stand firm on such
little things. Right though Walt
Tkach may be about exercise,
there is reassurance in the
knowledge that Richard Nixon
refuses to jog those 50 ad-
ditional paces. We don't want a
President who might be per-
suaded to cede Rhode Island to
the Russians on the grounds
that it's only a little state.

Alter all, the United States
didn't become a great nation by
overlooking the moral
significance of the small print.
It wasn't the size of the tax on
tea that made the colonists
mad.

Nixon Is A Loser
At The Plitical Helm

By BRUCKE BIOSSAT

President Nixon, for awhile
al least, is evidently going to
{ry to be his own political man,
without any ranking om-scene
adviser. The situation is unique
in modern presidential history.

White House officials of
course have told us they are dis-
mantling the inside political
setup used to help reelect the
President. Even if it were not
0, no one on that special staff
really qualifies as a well-
grounded national political tac-
tician.

Nor do others, like top ad-
viser H. R. (Bob) Haldeman, fit
that role. He may execule
political judgments, but that is
something else

Obviously the President jsn't
looking to the Republican
National Committee for help.
Otherwise he would not have
named as new chairman the
former UN ambassador,
GGeorge Bush, whose political
experience beyond Texas is
limited.

On several counts, it could be
argued that Mr. Nixon's lack of
a close-hand political strategist
doesn't matter.

First off, he's not running
again. Secondly, his cir-
cumstance is not whelly new to
him. In critical phases of his
1972 campaign, he was making
his own key political decisions.
Third, he's a pretty good reader
of the public mood, so he knows
the country is bored silly with
politics and wouldn't want lo
hear about any political
maneuvering right now,
anyway.

These lines of argument are,
however, defective, The
Republican party must try to
live on after the President
leaves, It must choose a
successor nominee in 1976, and
in 1974, as a vital preliminary,
must try to retain important
governorships in
Massachusetts, New York,
Michigan and California—and
seek to recapture Ohio and
Pennsylvania. (GOP Gov.
William Cahill's chair in pop-
ulous New Jersey is at stake
this year.)

Watching the President's re-
cent party-building efforts with
organized labor, one might con-
tend he isn't doing badly for
starters, that he is not ignoring
the question of the party legacy
he will leave.

It's a little early to claim too
much for that effort. And,
begides, a party trying to
prepare for its next tests needs
a lot of top-level guidance,
almost daily, on grubby but
significant political matters.
When it has a president in of-
fice, the White House is the in-
escapable power focus, the
natural center for inquiry.

The President simply doesn’t
have time to fill that need con-
sistently. Attention to political
problems is bound to be erratic.
In a vacuum, decisions either
won't get made, or they may be
made inadequately at lesser
levels.

Furthermore, Mr. Nixon's
personal performance isn't
altogether reassuring. With
some limited exceptions, he
relied heavily in 197" on
political mechanisms desig 1ed
to serve his re-election ne. ds
rather than help his party aad
other office-seekers. The whole
White House operation was
geared for narrow purpose.

If the preparatory struggles
of 1974 will require more than
that, better judgments, indeed,
than were applied in 1970, when
key governorships went down
the drain in a bad case of Nixon
overkill. Since he did have ad-
visers then (John Mitchell,
Murray Chotiner, Harry Dent),
it might be contended he could

do better alone. Doubtful, for a
busy President, trying to lead a
party, the answer to bad advice
is not to get advice at all.

Rowland Evans and Robert Novak
Reagan for President

SACRAMENTO, Calif —Gov.
Ronald Reagan plans to an-
nounce within the next t
months that he will not run for
the U. S. Senate or any other of-
fice in 1974—a decision, oddly,
that could help propel him into
the 1976 presidential
sweepstakes.

Completing eight years of
controversy as governor,
Reagan has also abandoned his

Jold dream of reverting to
rancher in the' California desert
to live out his remaining years
on horseback. Instead, he will
lake to the national banquet cir-
cuil, perhaps as head of a con-
servative citizens group, and
preach the gospel of limited
government.

The businessmen, politicians
and staffers who advise Reagan
view this as the best path to the
White House. Aware of Vice
President Spiro T. Agnew's low
estate there, they see Reagan
(62 years old on Feb. 6) as the
logica) heir to the conservative
domestic policies of President
Nixon's second term.

The first step down this long
path is the decision not to run
for anything in 1974. There is no
truth in current rumors at the
state capitol that Reagan will
seek a third-term to avert a
bloody Republican primary.
There remains an outside
chance he might run for the
Senate, but his key advisers are
against it.

For one thing, it's too risky.

Private polls show Reagan run-
ning behind Democratic Sen.
Alan Cranston, up for reelec-
tion in 1974. A loss to liberal,
colorless Cranston would end
Reagan's fabulous political
career.

However, Reagan's populari-
ty here seems rising again after
its recent decline, and the
issues during his last two years
as-governor seem on his side,

He is pushing anti‘erime

legislation and calling for
taxpayer distribution of an $850
million budget surplus. He will
be extremely active pushing
capital punishment legislation
against adamant opposition
from the Democratic-
controlled legislature; con-
sidering overwhelming passage
last November of a capital
punishment referendum,
Reagan has the popular side.
At the same time, abrasive
issues that damaged Reagan’s
popularity—taxes and higher
education—are subsiding. Nor
is Reagan today nearly the
zealous partisan of his early
years as governor. His recent
“‘State of the State'' message
was conciliatory, and he has
developed surprisingly warm
relations with Democratic
Assembly speaker Bob Moretti.
All this means Reagan would
be a formidable foe against
Cranston. But to what avail?
Reagan has no zest for the
Senate's back row, and his sup-
porters regard it a poor

launching pad for 1976.

Instead, after campaigning
nationwide for Republican
candidates in 1974, private
citizen Reagan will go on what
he calls ‘‘the mashed potato cir-
cuit." Plans are barely bégun
for a foundation to promote
Reagan's philosophy (‘‘maybe
sort of a conservative Nader’s
raiders," says,one Reagan in-
sider). Like Righard M. Njxon
ins1967:68, Reagan would; be
troubled by neither governmen-
tal duties nor ‘enbarrassing
Senate votes.

Reagan and his ‘@nner circle
see him not only as the logical
heir of Mr. Nixon's. conser-
vative domestic policies but the
President's tutor. They quite
correctly believe Reagan's im-
placable opposition contributed
to Mr. Nixon's desertion of the
Family Assistance Plan and
less accurately view current
Nixon budget-slashing as an im-
itation of the Reagan California
muodel.

Indeed, the tutorial rule is
overt. In his last two private
meetings with Mr. Nixon just
before and after the:election,
Reagan—using ‘‘reading
sheets'' prepared by his
staff—lectured the President on
“impingement’ of the federal
leviathan on state government.

What makes Reagan's’am-
bitions credible even atihis age
is the possibility of a vacuum on
the Republican right. ;Texas
Democrat John B.| Connally’s
intentions | toward
Republicanism, though strongly
suspected, are not et proved.
Vicé President |Spifo T.
Agnew's performanre has not
impressed Republican conser-
vatives for some time (par-
ticularly in California, “where
his numerous vacations g
Frank Sinatra in Palm Spy :
have raised doubts about his
seri  of purpose).

Early though it is, Reagan
even has the beginning 'of a
national apparatus: New York
political mastermined F.'Clif-
ton White, who built Barry
Goldwater’'s successful
delegate-hunti;gﬂ operatipn in
1964 and ran gan's doomed
eleventh-hour campaign for the
nomination in 1968. Reagan
does not blame White for that
failure and confers with him
from time to time. Those con-
ferences are likely to become
more frequent as 1976 ap-
proaches,

Parents are taught to
differentiale belween Llhese
situations in which the child is
making it difficult for himself
to meel his own needs as a
person, apart from his parent,
and those situations in which
the child is making it difficult
for the parent to meet his own
needs.

Verbal communication
proven to be effective in helping
another person overcome
difficulties in meeling his own
needs and specific methods of
preventing conflicts between
parent and child are explained.

Methods of combating the
“power-struggle” are taught,
whereby instéad of the "“‘win-
lose’" methods by which
conflicts are resolved, parents
are taught the ‘‘no-lose’’
method whereby a solution
mutually acceptable can be
found.

One Manchester woman,
whose husband completed the
course, and who is now taking
the course herself,.speaks very
highly of it. .

Her three children-are ages
16, 13 and 9, and she felt the

y y“

program proved very
successful for her family.

She did add. however, that
she felt the younger Lhe
children were when the parent
(6ok the course, the more
beneficial it would be.

“When they gel to be teen-

agers, itsia little more difficult

to undo some of the habits that
have already been formed," she
said. ,

She further nofed that her
husband was finding the
communication skills helpful in
his own adult relations at work.
, According to Dr. Goodwig,
the PET course was first
presented on the West Coast in
1964 and ‘‘spread like wildfire
into the Midwest.

“It has been presented in
Glastonbury, Bloomfield and
West Hartford, and the new
course Lo begin Monday is open
to residents of Manchester,
Rockville, Vernon, South Wind-
sor, and adjacenl
communities,' Goodwin said.

The Manchester Savings and
Loan Association, Inc., has
reported that 1872 was its
greatest growth year since its
organization in 1891.

DeBusschere — a very, very

A committee appointed last
April by Mayor John Thompson
and consisting of Manchester
industrialists Mark Kravitz,
William Thornton and Robert
Fuller, is' recommending an
immediate across-the-board
salary increase for all town
employes not covered by union
contracts — depa) t heads,
assistant department heads and
supervisors.

The committee submitted its
report to the Board of Directors
last night, following its study of
salaries for similar positions in
the Manchester area, in the
state, in towns of similar size in
the nation and in private
industry.

Bagically, its report stated
that Manchester salaries for its
top 17 Jobs (department heads)
is behind the norm. It
recommended immediate
solary adjustments for them,
recommending also that the
adjustments be retroactive to
July 1, 1972, the beginning of the
current fiscal year,

Its report estimated the
immediate cost for the 17 top
jobs at about $23,000. The
salaries for assistants and
supervisors, the report stated,
also should be adjusted — in
relation to the 17.

Service
Officer Dies

FAIRFIELD (AP) — Joseph
W. Ballantine, a retired foreign
service officer who assisted
Cordell Hull when the
American secretary of state
summoned Japanese envoys
after the sneak attack on Pearl
Harbor, died Monday at the Van
Doren convalescent home. He
was 83 and lived in New York
City.

Born of American missionary
parents in India, Ballantine
attended college at Amherst
and entered the foreign service
after being graduated in 1909.

Stennis Condition
Extremely Serious

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sen. John C. Stennis, a power in
the Senate’s Southern bloc and an ardent supporter of a
strong U.S. military, was in ‘“‘very serious’’ condition
today after being shot twice during a holdup in front of his

home here.

A spokesman at Walter Reed Army Medical Center said
at 6 a.m., EST, today that chances were ‘“‘guarded’ that

the 7l-year-old Mississippi

Democrat would recover.

Stennis is chairman of the Senate Armed Services Com-

mittee.

However, the s}okesman said Stennis was ‘‘conscious
and resting comfortably.”” The next briefing on the
senator’s condition was scheduled for 4 p.m., EST.

Stennis underwent 8% hours
of surgery Tuesday night and
early today for bullet wounds in
the lower rib cage—the most
serious wound—and in the left
thigh.

Hospital spokesman Maj.
Frank Garland said Stennis
awoke 10 minutes after the
operation ended at 3:20 a.m.,
EST.

The senator's vital
signs—heart rate, pulse, blood
pressure and respiration—were
all described as '‘stable."”

Asked about the length of the
surgery, Maj. Garland said it
was '‘congistent with the extent
of the wounds."

The hospital’s ‘very serious"
classification is the most
serious classification it has.

Stennis was shot at 7:40 p.m.
Tuesday as he alighted from his
car after returning to his home,
Police were looking for two
black teen-agers in connection
with the shooting.

One of the youths reportedly
demanded money, saying '‘Get
‘em up."" Stennis offered no
resistance, according to ac-
counts, turning over his wallet
and wristwatch.

“Now we're going to shoot
you anyway,”’ the youths are
quoted by the senator as saying.
The police version of what the
youth said was '‘We ought to
shoot you anyway.""

Two shots were fired.
Stennis, still conscious,
staggered into his home and
directed his wife to summon
aid.

Maj. Garland said at a
briefing following the surgery
that the most serious wound
was caused by the bullet which
enlered Stennis’ lower rib cage.
He said it tore downward
through the middle part of his
stomach, piercing the pancreas
and damaging a major vein that

empties blood into the
intestinal tract.

The bullet then passed
through the first portion of the
large intestine and lodged in the
fleshy portion of the right thigh.
The spokesman said the bullet
was not removed during
surgery and that “‘its presence
creates no problem.”

Garland said the second
bullet struck the senator's left
thigh, but was only a flesh
wound.

Doctors who operated on
Stennis did not attend the
briefing and the spokesman did
not indicate precisely how long
or exactly what was done
during surgery. Nor did he dis-
close the identities of the
doctors, although an earlier
report said the hospital’s ““first
team'’ was working on Stennis,

Police said Stennis was shot
during '‘an ordinary street
robbery,"” which reportedly
netted two assailants only 25
cents in cash, a gold wristwatch
and a wallet.

Police said they had
descriptions of the assailants
and were searching for two
black men, reportedly in their
teens.

According to police and
colleagues, Stennis ‘did not
resist the two when they con-

“ fronted-him in front of his home

at 3809  Cumberland St., about
four miles northwest of the
White House in what was
described as a quiet
neighborhood.

Nixon Asks Congress
For Fiscal Restraint

WASHINGTON (AP) —
President Nixon loday
predicted a very good year,
perhaps a great one, for the
American economy and called
on Congress and the country to
prepare for the end of wage and
price controls.

Nixon said” this means
supporting / his foremost
economic policy, the restraint
of federal spending, so that big
deficits do not turn “'a healthy
expansion into a feverish boom
followed by a recession."

In the second of the major
presidential messages to the
new Congress, the annual
Economic Report, Nixon
hammered on the cost-cutting
theme as insistently as he did in
Monday's budget message.

“We must develop more
reliable and responsible at-
titudes and methods for dealing
with the federal budget,"" he
told Congress, ‘'so that it is not
perpetually on the margin of an
inflationary explosion.

““We must prepare for the end
of wage and price controls, and
be willing to show the same
courage in taking them off as
was shown in imposing them."

At stake, said Nixon, "‘is
whether we can make 1973 the
prelude to a sustained period of
growth and stability in a free
economy.”’

The need to moderate a
potentially runaway boom was
stressed both by Nixon and, in
an accompanying 300-page
report, by his three-member
Council of Economic Advisers.
A tise of about 8 per cent in
gross national output would be
appropriate instead of 1972's 11-
per-cent rate, said the council
hieaded by Dr. Herbert Steln,

Such an increase, the council
said, would reduce the
unemployment rate to about 4.5

per cent by the end of 1973. The
gererally accepted goal for full
employment is to reduce
joblessness to 4 per cent; the
present rate is 5.2 per cent.

The advijsers said they were
not implying that 4.5 per cent
was necessarily the floor to the
unemployment rate, but went
on:

"It does.imply a belief that a
more rapid expansion of the
economy within 1973 would
endanger the further reduction
of the inflation rate that is
desirable, ‘and would do so
despite the continuing price-
and wage-controls program.”

Nixan noted that the 1972
increase in national output, one
of the largest in 25 years, was
achieved despite a decline in
military spending and without

rising prices. The cost-of living
went up slightly more than 3
per. cent, he said, "“a far cry
from the runaway inflation rate
of 6 per cent that confronted us
in 1969.”

He set these immediate
goals: "Output and incomes
should expand. .Both the un-
employment rate and the rate
of inflation should be reduced
further, and realistic
confidence must be created
that neither need rise again."

“Only by holding the line on
federal spending will we be able
to reduce the inflation rate
further in 1973,"" Nixon said.

Quake in Mexico

Kills 10, Hurts 100

MEXICO CITY (AP) —“At
least 10 persons were reported
killed and 100 others injured in
a strong earthquake that rocked
Mexico from the central
Pacific coast to the capital,

The tremors late Tuesday
afternoon coincided with the se-
cond eruption in two days of the
Fire Volcano in Colima state,
on the Pacific coast. Colima

was one of the areas hardest hit

by the quake.

The 'government said six of
the deaths occurred in the tawn
of Tecoman, Colima, and most
of the injuries were reported
from the surrouding valley.

Another four persons were
killed in Gomez Faris, in
Jalisco state near the border
with "Colima, government

said four buildings were
destroyed in the village of
Tonila on the slopes of the
volcano.

A government com-
munications worker, Pablo
Pacheco, witnessed the erup-
tion of the volcano,

‘‘We saw it explode and throw
up a pink ball of flames," he
reported, "It began to vomit
rocks and pure smoke.”’

The volcano is 50 miles north
of Colima City, the state capital
310 miles west of Mexico City.

The Tacubaya Seismology
Center in'Mexico City reported
that the quake registered 7.5 on
the Richter scale and was
centered in a mostly un-

Town Manager Robert Weiss
today commended the
assessor's office for its
“diligence and thoroughness’
in its operations.

“Particularly is it to be
commended,” said Weiss, “for
its investigation of personal
property, which showed a
sizable increase. It comes at a
timeg when many towns are
witnessing a decrease in this
category, due to the state’s
gradual elimination of
manufacturers' and retailers’
inventory tax."

The new Grand List actually
was $274 428,296 to start.
However, exemptions totaling
$5,893,665 for real estate,
$14,735 for personal property
and $1,322,810 for motor
vehicles brought it to the $267,-
197,086 figure.

The real estate exemptions
were $110,017 more than they
were last year, and the personal
property exemptions $5,542
more. The exemptions for
motor vehicles, however, were
$6,830 less than they were a
year ago.

The new Grand List, which is
computed at 65 per cent of
market value, consists of $212,-
270,183 for real estate (it was
$206,277,002 last year),
$31,092,257 for personal proper-
ty (it was $28,796,742), and
$23,833,646 for motor vehicles
(it was $21,816,475).

By state statute, today, Jan.
31, is the deadline date for
release of the Grand List,
Except for the totals, no other
figures were available (number
of dwellings, commercial and
industrial buildings; lots, motor
vehicles, barns, horses, cattle,
etc;). They will be released
later,

Last year's Grand List rose
$7,687,687 or 3 per cent over.the
one for the year before, With it,
the Board of Directors was able
ta hold the 187278 tax line at its
1971-72 level. It provided the
board with $374,000 in
additional General Fund tax
revenue,

With this year's Grand List
the board can anticipate even
more in General Fund reven
— $550,000. :
