Heating
Oil Costs

Increase

HARTFORD (AP) — Presi-
dent Nixon's order lifting
foreign oil import quotas has
resulted in a two cent-per-
gallon increase in the price of
home heating oil in the Hart-
ford area, and it may go higher,
says an industry spokesman.

After the early January
Presidential action, large oil
companies, which were running
short of home heating fuel, im-
mediately bought up “almost
every drop'' of oil on the Euo-
pean market, said Donald D.
Craft, president of the New
England Fuel Institute.

“Those refineries in Europe
are in the business of supply
and demand,'" Crafts said
Thursday. ‘‘The highest bidder
got the oil.”

The May 1 date the President
set for re-imposition of the
quotas compounded the
problem, said Raymond
Langfield, president of the
Connecticut Petroleum
Association. He said the action
meant that oil companies
couldn’t sign long-term con-
tracts,  agreeing lo buy oil
during the summer wnen prices
are lower.

““They couldn't approach
those guys and say ‘give us so
many loads now at reasonable
prices and we will buy so many
loads this summer when you're
buyers' with the May 1
deadline,” said Langfield.

Discuss Problems

By Barbara Richmond
(Herald Reporter)

Space needs, what to do about
them; instituting a family
education course; are 12-
month-schools feasible, school
officials discussed these
problems during a panel
meeting sponsored last night by
the Rockville Area Clergy
Council.

Such problemns are not unique
to any one town, at least in the
Tri-Town area of Vernon,
Tolland and Ellington,
Discussing their related
problems were Dr. Raymond
Ramsdell, superintendent of
schools in Vernon; Dayton
Shepherd, Ellington's
superintendent, and James Cor-
nish, chairman of the Tolland
Board of Education.

A responding panel made up
of the Rey. John Lacey, pastor
of the first Congregational
Church of Vernon and two
laymen, Munroe Palmer of
Vernon and Murray Wheeler of
Tolland, directed questions to
the educators.

Starting the ball rolling was
Palmer who asked Shepherd
what he sees as the basic need
of the Ellington education
program. "“The greatest need in
Ellington that affects the
education program, is
facilities,"" Shepherd said. He
explained that lack of space is
the biggest problem not only in
keeping existing programs
going but in trying to start new
programs.

Ellington voters about a year
ago turned down a request for
an appropriation to build a new
high school. Vernon
experienced the same problem
when its high school expansion
program was twice rejected by
the voters.

The Rev. Mr. Lacey quizzed
Dr. Ramsdell as to the good
that might come out of double
sessions (which Rockville High
School will be going on next
fall) or the problems he sees
which might arise from them.

Conceding that the program
will bring aboul some
problems, Dr. Ramsdell cited
as one of these problems the
fact that the students will be
limited in their selection of
courses. He also expressed
deep concern with the amount
of free time the students will
have. He agreed thal some
students will be gainfully
employed, some will study, but
the great majority will be
“hanging around."”

Dr. Ramsdell said he has
heard many people express con-
cern about the effect the double
sessions will have on the
athletic program. While
agreeing it would affect this
phase of the program and
admitting he was concerned,
Dr. Ramsdell was firm in his
conviction that it ‘‘comes
second to the education
program."’

In answer to questions from
the audience, all three
educators agreed that a 12-
month-school program is not
“in."" Shepherd added, "‘In spite
of all of the things against it, 1
think the time will come when
we will have it New
England is slow in making
changes.”

Cornish, noling that Tolland
is one of the fastest growing
towns in eastern Connecticut,
said there is a bulge at the sixth
grade level (Middle School). He
said the Middle School was built
to accommodate some 600
students and now houses mare
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than 900. The town is in the
process of adding classrooms
on to that building, he said.

Deparling from the space
problems, Wheeler asked
Shepherd what his feeling was
concerning the Adult Living
Course proposed for Ellington
High School. The subject has
been a controversial one in
Ellington with the town divided
in its opinion on its institution.

The course would teach all
phases of sadult living, but
Shepherd said, ‘I feel there has
been an over-emphasis on the
sex education part of the
course." Noting he has a con-
servative background,
Shepherd said he is concerned
‘‘when we get into the areas of
controversy that affect home
and school.” “Even though I
believe these things should be
done in home and church, they
are not being done,"” he said.

Shepherd added, T have to be
in favor of the course in
Ellington High School, I think it
is needed by the children who
do not communicate with their
parents nor are affiliated with a
church."”

Pastor Lacey asked Dr.
Ramsdell if such a course has
been instituted in the Vernon
School system, noting a
committee to investigate such a
course was formed several
years ago. Dr. Ramsdell
explained the Board of Educa-
tion and the curriculum
committee were working on
such a course bul ‘‘are
proceeding very slowly."

“"We are blamed for all of the
ills of the world,"’ Dr. Ramsdell
said and Pastor Lacey replied,
“Join the club, the churches are
blamed for many things too."”

Referring to the adult
education course, Cornish
expressed concern about the
personnel who would be
teaching the course. He said
some teachers are not trained
to teach sex education and
family living, in a comfortable
way, and the students would
realize this. While all three
educalors agreed the children
should learn about these
subjects In the home, they also
agreed this was not happening
in most cases.

Last night's panel was
moderated by the Rev, William
Schneider, assistant pastor of
St. Bernard Church, Rockville.
The Rev. F'. W. Schuster, pastor
of the United Methodist Church,
Talcottville, is chairman of the
series of programs sponsored
by the Clergy Council. Next
week the discussion will focus
on the programs provided by
the Hockanum Valley
Community Services Council.

The meetings are held at the
First Evangelical Lutheran
Church on Orchard St. from
7:30 to 9:30 p.m.

Rescuers Search

For Blast Victims

EAGLE GROVE, lowa (AP)
— Rescuers searched through
tons of debris today for more
victims of an apparent gas
explosion which ripped through
a popular restaurant in this
small farm town during a

Friday night “fish Iry.”

By daybreak, five bodies had
been recovered from Lhe
wreckage of the Chatlerbox
Cafe and two adjoining stores,
which also were demolished in
the blast and fire.

Arsonist Sets
Off Flash Fire

In Restaurant

MIAMI BEACH, Fla.

(AP) — Police say a ‘‘cold-

blooded’’ arsonist touched off a flash fire in a crowded
cafeteria that left more than a hundred persons injured.

Many of the injured were bruised or cut as the some 250
patrons, most of them elderly, rushed to escape the flames
Friday night. Others suffered burns or shock, authorities

said.

Checks at four Miami area
hospitals indicated an injury
list of at least 125, with 10 of
those listed in serious condi-
tion.

Police Chief Rockey
Pomerance said early loday
*‘we have a logical suspect now
being questioned'’ but no
charges had been filed.

Police said the arsonist
walked into the cafeteria short-
ly before 11 p.m. EST carrying
a container ‘‘which has been
described as everything from a
bucket to a jar.

““He emptied the contents of
the container on the floor of the
cafeteria near the front, looked
around the crowded room, lit a
match and ignited the sub-
stance, then immediately fled
the building,”" a police
spokesman said.

“Once the substance was ig-
nited, it created a flash-fire
situation that was immediate
and intense. People panicked
and tried to get out of there any
way they could.

‘‘He must have been
coldblooded as hell.” '

One witness, cafeteria
employe Shea Thomas Britt,
said he was standing six feet
from the arsonist when the man
threw the material on the floor.

‘“The man then looked around
with a smile on his face and lit
the match,'" Britt, 18, told
newsmen.

Ben Schwartz, a retired
Miami Beach resident, said

that, the instant he saw the man
throw the match, there was
“‘complete darkness. We went
out the front door in a
stampede.”

Another diner, Joseph
Greenberg, said the flames
“went right to the ceiling. I was
forced lo the back of the
cafeteria, and the smoke suf-
focated me. It was chaos, a
nightmare."'

Greenberg and some 20 other
persons fled to the back of the
restaurant and huddled in a cor-
ner away from the wall of
flame, Others smashed a plate-
glass window to escape.

‘Miami Beach Fire Chiei
Lawrence Kenney said several
dozen other persons were
trapped inside the restaurant
because of a turnstile entrance
at the front of the food line,

An employe at another
restaurant a block away, Ber-
nie Collado, said he heard two
explosions. He said he rushed
into the street and ‘'scores of
old people were lying on the
sidwalks and in the road
moaning and screaming in lots
of pain."

“It logked like all those old
people were just blown into the
streets,"" Collado said.

Scores of rescue vehicles and
private cars rushed the injured
to hospital emergency rooms as
firemen extinguished the
flames in the cafeteria, popular

.with -elderly low-income

residents and tourists.

Mayor Kenneth Brauman and
agents of the lowa Bureau of
Criminal Inyestigation said a
total of 13 persons were
believed lo have been in the
area when the blast let go at the
height of the dinner hour,
Authorities said the explosion
apparently was triggered by a
natural gas leak.

There were apartments on
the second floor of one of the
buildings, but authorities said it
could not be determined at once
if they were occupied al the
time of the blast. All three
buildings were made of brick.

Three of the live bodies, not
immediately identified, were
found still sitting in a booth in
the cafe.

Among the missing, Brauman
said, was Donni Blue, 42, Eagle
Grove truck driver and son of
former Iowa Gov. Robert Blue.

Estimates of the dead im-
mediately after the blast
ranged up lo 24.

A fire apparently fed by
natural gas which authorities
said they were unable to shul
off immediately raged through
the wreckage and prevented
any efforls Lo search the debris
for hours after the explosion.

Two large cranes were
brought in from Fort Dodge,
about 20 miles away, to help
with the search.

Al the blast, the floor of the
restaurant plunged into the
basement and the walls in
tumbled in.

The adjoining Coast to Coast
hardware store and Loucke's
Jewelry Store also were
demolished.

The blast shook the entire,
north central lowa farm town
of 4,489 and was heard at farms
far . into the countryside.
Firemen from Humboldt,
Clarion and Webster City
helped the Kagle Grove fire
department fight the blaze,

“It was a holocaust,” said
Webster City fireman David
Hamsen, “When we rolled in
here, the streets were full of
rubble. But these people
cleaned the streets in 15
minutes so we could get the fire
trucks through."

The high school wrestling

squad from Cedar Falls, lowa,

had been in the cafe minutes
before the explosion. Several
members told newsmen later
there was a strong smell of gas
as they left.

American steel mills recovered
from a crippling slump in mid-
1971 by shipping 91.8 million
tons in 1972.

According to figures from the
American Iron and Steel
Institule, the total, though
falling short of some industry
prediclions, is nearly five
million tons better than 1971.

In the final quarter alone, the
industry’ shipped out 24.4
million tons, the institute said
Friday.

Flu Deaths Up

ATLANTA, Ga. (AP) — For
the fourth consecutive week,
deaths from English influenza
and related respiratory
ailments have exceeded the
expected level, the Center for
Digeasd Control reports.

The center's weekly report
released Friday showed there
were 1,027 deaths in 122 cities
across the nation for the four
weeks ending Jan, 27.

The figure compared with I -
105 deaths attributed to the
Hong Kong flu during the same
period a year ago.

The CDC said the English flu
has been confirmed in 30 states,
with the Pacific area con-
tinuing to be the hardest hit.

The International Commission of Control and Supervi-
sion announced that its seven regional teams would be in
the field and operational Monday to investigate alleged
cease-fire violations, nearly a week behind the schedule

designated in the agreement,

In Paris, a South Vietnamese
spokesman [or the Saigon peace
delegation said talks would
begin very shortly with the Viet
Cong on a political solution,

The agreement signed in
Paris a week ago says: "'The
two South Vietnamese parties
shall sign an agreement on the
internal matters of South Viet-
nam as soon as possible and do
their utmost to accomplish this
within 90 days after the cease-
fire comes into effect.”
cease-fire officially began at 8
a.m. Saigon time last Sunday.

In a third major develop-
ment, U.S. spokesmen dis-
closed that American, South
Vietnamese, North Vielnamese
and Viel Cong members of the
subcommitlee on captured per-
sons of the four-party joint
military commission met to
plan for prisoner exchanges.

The substance of the talks was
not disclosed.

Vietnamese celebrated the Tet
lunar new year. President
Nguyen Van thieu called it “the
first peaceful new year after 15
vears of war."”

Pentagon Papers
Trial Continues

LOS ANGELES (AP) — The
judge in the Pentagon papers
trial ha§ declared the govern-
ment was wrong to withhold
important evidence from
Daniel Ellsberg and Anthony
Russo, but he has has ordered
the trial to continue,

U.S. District Court Judge
Matt Byrne denied, defense
motions for dismissal and mis-
trial late Friday, but he warned
he may impose ‘‘sanctions’
penalizing the government for
its actions later in the trial,

He said the government held
back documents which might be
helpful in trying to prove
Ellsberg and Russo innocent of
espionage, conspiracy and theft
in connection with the release
to news media of the Pentagon
papers, a top-secret study of
U.S. involvement in Vietnam.

“There Is no question in my
mind that the nature of the
documents were and are
exculpatory and should have
been turned over,” Byrne said.

The documents in question
were studies by government
analysts which concluded that
more than half of the Pentagon
study would have been
worthless to an enemy when
released.

The government, which had
been under a court order since
last April to give such material

to the judge, did not do so. The
prosecutor, Asst. U.S. Atty.
David Nissen, said at various
times that no such material
existed. The studies were sur-
rendered by Nissen only after a
government witness mentioned
a report the judge had never
seen.

Byrne then launched a probe
which unearthed 37 separate
documents, 13 of which were
ordered turned over to the
defense immediately because
they contained evidence which
might aid the defense. Most of
the studies were more than a
year old.

Before they were discovered,
the government had been
seeking to prove through
testimony that Ellsberg and
Russo endangered the nation by
releasing material harmful to
security and defense.

Ellsberg, 41, and Russo, 36,
both former government
researchers, admit they made
coples of the study available to
news media in 1971, but they

. contend the papers were of no

value to an enemy and of great
value to the American public.

The defense attorneys, in
their move for dismissal, ac-
cused the government of con-
ducting “a devious and decep-
tive prosecution.”

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‘Seagull Allegory
Subject of Movie

HOLLYWOOD (AP) — A

year ago, if Hall Bartlett had
proposed a movie about a
|, the town would have
concfided that the producer-
director had gone bananas.

But during the past year
“Jonathan Livingston Seagull"
has become -a publishing
phenomenon. Hard-cover sales
have reached three million, and
that is claimed to be a record
for any book except the Bible.
The book was recently
published in paperback with a
first printing of three million.

Since the lwo biggest money-
making films of recent times
also were based on huge best
sellers — “Love Story" and
““The Godfather'' — Bartlett's
film project is viewed with
great promise.

“And I found out about the
book by accident,’” the
handsome film maker recalls.
“A girl 1 was dating told me
about this book she was
reading, a spiritual allegory
about a seagull. She said I just
had to read it, but it didn’t
sound very promising to me."

A few weeks later, Bartlett
read in Life magazine about
Richard Bach, the pilot-author
whose tiny volume was
becoming popular with readers
everywhere. One day last
March, Bartlett took a copy to
his barber's and read half of it
while waiting for his haircut.

“Something went off in me,"
he says. 'l said to myself, 'I
gotta make this picture.”

He telephoned the publisher
in New York immediately, then
reached the author.

‘““This may sound
presumptuous,” said Bartlett,
whose years in the film jungle
have taught him the folly of
being shy, but “1 am the only
one to make a picture of
‘Jonathan Livingston Seagull.""

Bartlett outlined the way he
wanted to film it: with no
human actors and no animation
or cartoons; sea gulls would
play the roles, with human
voices delivering the dialogue.

His telephone salesmanship
worked: Bach was impressed
with the filming proposal. He
had been in and out of 10 film
deals, but all wanted to
introduce other elements
beside live gulls. He was aboul
to sign a contract with David
Wolper.

Bartlett worked fast to offset
the Wolper deal. He offered
Bach $100,000 — $50,000 down
and the rest over three years;
one-third of the producers’
profits; authorship of the
screenplay; approval of the
film when it was completed.
Bach opted for Bartlett

Now Bartlett had to scramble
to find the money. By
coincidence he completed the

agreement while he was |

attending a conference of in-
dustrialists near San Diego. He
told the gathering of his coup
and learned that the majority of
them were reading the book. To

his astonishment, two of the |

couples agreed to invest the
million dollars needed for the
film.

Bach came to California to
work on the seript.

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“It's about 90 per cent the. -

same as the book,' said the
producer. “'We added a love
story — not the Hollywood kind
— and an allegorical sequence
involving a hawk.”

Casting was a big problem.
Bartlett hired trainers who
trapped gulls under a govern-
ment permit. The birds, it
seems, vary greatly in
appearance and intelligence.

“When gulls eat, their heads
sink into the necks,'' the
producer observed. '‘We needed
ones with long necks."

Mental Héalfh Sérvices
To Seek More Funding

HARTFORD (AP)—Connec-
ticut mental health officials
will revise a hospital training
program and seek more money
from Gov. Thomas J. Meskill in
an effort to keep state mental
health services from losing
ngtional accreditation, accor-
ding to Mental Health Com-
missioner Ernest A. Shepherd,

Shepherd made his comments
at a Friday news conference
called in response to reports
that Norwich State Hospital's
accreditation had been reduced
to a "provisional status" and
that the three-year residency
training program at Connec-
ticut Valley Hospital also faced
loss of accreditation.

As a result of the surveys

carvicd out by -the
Chicago hased Joint Commis-
sion on Accreditation of
Hospitals, Shepherd said, his
department “‘is confronted with
the need to correct certain
kinds of conditions.”” He
blamed the need for changes on
higher national standards
rather than on a decline in the
quality of the programs,

A spokesman for Norwich
State Hospital said earlier this
week that the improvements
recommended at his institution
included more privacy for
patients in sleeping and
bathroom areas and changes in
record keeping. The Connec-
ticut Valley training program
has been cited for lack of cer-
tain course offerings, according

Ribicoff Suggests

FBI Be GivenlIllicit

Drug Control Task

NEW HAVEN (AP) — The
FBI should take over enforce-
ment of laws against illicit
drugs including heroin, Sen.
Abraham Ribicoff, D-Conn.,
said today.

Since most illegal drug traffic
is controlled by leaders of
organized crime, he said, il's
only natural the FBI should
have the biggest responsibility
for stopping it.

Taking note of reports that
Roy Ash, the director of the
budget, has been assigned o
pull together the various
governmen!t agencies con-
cerned with drugs, Ribicoff
said:

‘“It's time for the petty
bureaucratic infighting to end.”

He said there are now 10
separate government
departments spending $200
million on drug law enforce-
ment.

“The FBI would be more than
pleased lo take it over,” he
said. “'If they're not, they
should take il anyway."

In remarks prepared for a
speech to a Lions Club luncheon
in New Haven, Ribicoff said the
worst infighting has occurred
between the Justice
Department's Bureau of Nar-
cotics and Dangerous Drugs
and the Treasury Department’s
Customs Bureau.

Describing the FBI as “the

best law enforcement agency in
the country,” the senator said
he would call congressional
hearings on why it is excluded
from drug enforcement.

““While the government agen-
cies push papers,” he said,
criminals are on the streets
pushing drugs.”

Schreiber, a vice president of
the Connecticut Association for
Mental Health (CAMH), said

the standards that the state

programs must measure up (o
“may indeed warrant closer
evalvation.™

Schreiber, speaking only for
himself and not for CAMH, said
he didn't know exactly what ac-
crediting standards were being
used for the state hospitals but
that standards for mental in-
stitutions have in some years
been similar to those for
general hospitals.

I question whether the stan-
dards applicable to or modeled
on a general hospital facility
should be in all cases applied to
a care giving facility which is
fundamentally psychiatric in
nature,” he said.

Shepherd said that although
the Connecticut Valley training
program faces accreditation
problems, the accreditation of
Connecticut Valley itsell and
that of Fairfield Hills State
Hospital in Newtown seemed
safe for the rest of the year.
Those Lwo institutions, he said,
received two-year ac-
creditations before the com-
mission developed and
published its new standards last
summer,

Shepherd said the new stan-
dards he considers responsible
for the accreditation crisis may
have resulted from concern by
the acecrediting commission
over the federal government's
having given way to the states
in financing mental institutions.

He called his theory "pure
speculation,' but suggested it
seemed the commission had
taken the attitude: ‘‘Somehow
we've got to get the states to
maintain their services
adequately’’ in the face of a
decline in federal aid.

When Everybody Showed Up
At The State Capitol

The snow was gone from
Capitol Avenue, but the traffic
still backed up for blocks both
east and west of the State
Capitol on The Day Everybody
Showed Up.

The police stationed in front
of the Capitol port-cocherre
found themselves inundated by
an avalanche of cars seeking a
place to park.

Into the old building with the
golden dome streamed crowds
of people. All 187 legislators
arrived by 10 a.m. Not one of
the legislatives employes was
sick, and they all showed up for
work, too.

The governor and his staff,
the treasurer's investment
sages, the finance com-
missioner and his brain trust,
the secretaries of the secretary
of state, the legislative interns,
the girls who man the cafeteria,
the news reporters, the lob-
byists, the janitors—Everyone
was on the job that horrendous

y.

Then the buses began to
arrive. Social Science classes
from the Thomas J. Meskill
Junior High School in New Bri-
tain, senior citizens from the
Ruby Cohen Golden Age Center
in Colchester the League of
Women Voters chapter from
Bozrah, a Boy Scout troop from
Oxoboxo—all wanting to tour
the Capitol and watch the
General Assembly do its thing.

And the witnesses arrived to
testify at the public hearings.
Crowds of sportsmen opposing
gun controls, environmentalists
angry about power lines,
teachers upset over threats to
their tenure rights, labor unions
pressing for protection of their
pensions, veterans protesting
the proposed abolition of the
Soldiers’, Sailors' and Marines'

Inside the building, it was dif-
ficult to move through the
jammed corridors and lobbies.
Students and Boy Scouts
cascaded up and down the
stairways., Waiting lines
formed by the two elevators.
People who wanted to testify at
hearings had to stand outside
the doors, cranning their necks

and cupping their hands at their
ears.

In the Hall of Flags, the
Shakespeare Festival rock band
was blaring to a shoulder-
to shoulder multitude under the
auspices of the Arts Commis-
sion.

In the Hall of the House,
where a hearing went on all
morning, witnesses refused to
leave the chamber in order to
let the House gb into session at
2 p.m. Some of them had found
the documents in the represen-
tatives’ desks to be interesting
reading, and they were handing
them around to each other,

In the Senate, a group of
would-be accountants was
taking a personnel examina-
tion. They, too, grumbled when
the senators appeared and
wanted to use their desks.

By unofficial count, 10,000
people entered the doors of the
Capitol that day; The Day
Everybody Showed' Up. The
State Fire Marshal's hair
turned white; the legislative
leaders grew hoarse from
shouting; the governor burned
his hands on the rope which he
used to get out of the building
from a second floor window.

It was an awful day. Or,
rather, it will be an awful day
when it arrives. The old Capitol
building, which will celebrate
its 100th anniversary this
decade, is bound to be
overwhelmed some day if it has
to keep on accommodating all
the functions it now accom-
modates.

The imaginary crush
described above s not all that
far-fetched. There have been
people who refused to leave the
hall of the House before a
House session.

There have been hearings
which attacted so many people
that the Bushenll Memorial
Auditorium had to be barrowed
to accommodate them.

Some people sifting in the
chairs of the senators and
representatives have been
known to rummage through the
desks.

Personnel exams are held in
the House and Senate
chambers, i

Weekly concerts, dances and
dramas are held in the Hall of
Flags.

Long waiting lines at the
cafeteria are par for the course
on busy session days.

There have even been a few
occasions when hundreds of
demonstrators have invaded
the building and occupied the
Hall of the House,

A study of the adequacy of the
Capitol building which was done
in 1966 concluded that ‘‘totally
new facilities'' should be built
to house the General Assembly
and its growing staff, and the
old building should be turned
into a museum.

But people gagged on the
price tag on the new govern-
ment complex recommended
by the Capitol Center Commis-
sion.

The $140 million worth of con-
struction which the commission
recommended for the 1970's,
'80’s and ‘90's was just too big
an expenditure for a state
government which was facing a
huge deficit when it received
the commission’s final report in
1969. But the price tag has con-
tinued to increase as construc-
tion costs have spiraled up-
ward. Nowadays, $280 million
might be an overly consers,
vative estimate. :

The old State House on Main
Street in Hartford became so
inadequate before il was
replaced by the present Capitol
building that legislators had a
hard time squeezing into their
seats for important votes. On
some occasions, historians say,
lobbyists got there first and
cast votes as though they were
lawmakers.

The problem now is not in-
adequate space within the
legislative chambers
themselves, but a shortage of
space for public hearings, com-
mittee meetings and offices for
legislators and staff.

The old building is structural-
ly sound and can stand
presumably for centuries to
come, How much longer it can
continue to serve effectively as
the seat of Connecticut’s state

government remains to be seen, -

Faces

Pay Suit

NEW BRITAIN (AP) — Of-
ficials of the Amalgamated
Transit Workers Union plan to
bring suit against Connecticut
Railway and Lighting Co. to win
severance pay and pension
rights for workers who have
lost their jobs because CR&L
has decided to get out of the bus
business.

Philip Bragile, president of
the union Local1103 in New Bri-
tain, said Friday the old con-
tract between the union and
CR&L carried a provision for
severance pay during
negotiations and that the clause
covers a full 10 weeks of pay at
straight time. He said this
would apply to all but a handful
of the 240 workers who will lose
their jobs as a result of CR&L's
demise as a bus line.

The union represents CR&L
drivers, mechanics and office
workers in Bridgeport, Water-
bury and New Britain. The
company informed the State
Public Utiltiles Commission
earlier this week that it was
surrendering its bus franchises
in the three areas, a move the
PUC said puts the firm out of
the bus business.

In addition to seeking
severance pay, the union will
press its demands for pension
benefits for retired CR&L bus
line workers, Brasile said. The
union maintains that the PUC
ordered the company to initiate
a pension fund a year ago.

However, a company

spokesman said the pension
clause was tied to the contract
with the union that expired last
September. CR&L suspended
its bus operations Oct. 11.
! Brasile said that in addition
to those employes how would be
eligible for severance pay,
about 115 others currently
receive pension benefils
ranging from $55 to $105 a
month.

He said the union has hired a
lawyer and plans a general
membership meeting Sunday in
Bridgeport to discuss a suit
against the utility,

Meanwhile, three firms have
filed for a permanent permit to
operate on CR&L'’s routes in
New Britain,

The New Britain Transporta-
tion Co, has asked the PUC for
permission to take over all of
the CR&L routes in the area.

Major Concern

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Will ‘Secret War’ Be -
Followed By ‘Secret’ Peace

You could hardly tell a dove from a
hawk in Congress (and may we never
need to use those terms again) when
the Vietnam cease-fire was
announced.

While the former were perhaps not
as brimming over as the latler with
praise for President Nixon's
steadfastness in pursuing a peace
agreement that has a chance of
working and lasting, both were united
in their expressions of joy that the
war has finally come to an end.

A pointed — almost poignant
comment was made by one
congressman, however.

““The President has been so
secretive both about his warmaking
and his peacemaking,” said Rep.
James V. Stanton, Ohio Democrat,
“‘that T and other members of
Congress up until this time lack suf-
ficient information to judge whether
President Nixon has achieved a peace
with honor, whatever he means by
that word. We [ind ourselves in a
situation where a very complicated
war ends up in a highly complicated
truce.

“‘Now that reasons for secrecy no
longer exist, as President Nixon
himself asserted Tuesday night (Jan.
23), I would hope that he takes
Congress into his confidence and
seeks the legislative branch in efforts
to maintain the peace.”

That, in a nutshell, pretty well sums
up the role of Congress throughout the
Vietnam war. It was an executive
war, a presidential war, from
beginning to end and Stanton has good
reason to wonder if it is also going to
be a presidential peace.

In the beginning, lacking the full
information on which Lyndon B.
Johnson based his fateful decisions,
Congress could only trust his
judgment, as did the nation as a
whole.

(Indeed, the American public still
lacks that information and we are

having a trial—the ‘‘Pentagon
Papers’ trial—over the revelation of
some of the secret assessments and
reports which led to our involvement
in Vietnam.)

In the middle of the war, lacking

solutions or a consensus on
alternatives, Congress could only con-
tinue to support the President. Its
repeal of the Tonkin Gull resolution,
which President Johnson had used as
his authority to take whatever steps
he considered necessary to meet
North Vietnam's military threat to
South Vielnam, was a symbolic
gesture, changing neither the past nor
the present.

Finally, at the end, Congress was
reduced almost to a position of
impotence and futility, talking
endlessly about voting a cut-off of war
funds by this date or that date, yet
fearful of undercutting President
Nixon in the Paris negotiations.

Even now it may be asked what
Congress can contribute, as Stanton
hopes, to “efforts to maintain the
peace." If it so much as debates a ban
on any retaliatory use of U.S. air
power in case the Communists break
the peace, it will no doubt be accused
of encouraging the very possibility of
renewed agression.

A "‘war powers’’ bill that has been
kicking around Congress for a long
time would, among other things, limit
executive latitude in responding
militarily to a crisis to a 30-day
period. But it has been criticized on
the grounds that not only would it not
have prevented Vietnam but it could
actually endanger future national
security,

Whatever else it did, the Vietnam
war raised serious and fundamental
questions about the constitutional
division of powers and responsibilities
between the legislative and executive
branches, questions that may now be
transferred to the domestic scene in
the hot controversy between Congress
and President Nixon over spending
authority.

But as for peace in Vietnam, in the
final analysis it depends upon the good
will of the signatories lo the treaty.
And as for the chance of future
Vietnams, it depends upon whether
the world has learned anything, and
whether the great powers are ready to
lead it across President Nixon's
envisioned threshold of a new era of

peace.

no sewage or water plant and no
more available land than could
be found in any one of the
outlying Hartford Region
towns? Because, as Hartlord
Process tells us: “‘a good
community must have balance
as an essential quality’ and by
building high income
development to upgrade Hart-
ford obviously misplaced
persons will be uprooted due to
this renewal. They must have a
place to go and a proposed
community such as this would
be well and good if, when they
are offered a place in this
modern refugee camp, they go
willingly and purposefully to
the industry and jobs which are
in existence prior to their
move.

Fourth, a last thought: are
Hartford Process and DEVCO
non-profit, charitable
organizations—HARDLY!

As in the case with many
Covenlry citizens, we have
through hard work and effort
attained the little we now have,
and with time and money at a
premium we cannot alone hope
to effectively block this project.
But together it can be done. If it
isn't we may well be singing a
different rendition to the
popular tune entitled: **What
Have They Done to My Town,
Ma!"

' Rowland Evans and Robert Novak
Kissinger and the Arabs

WASHINGTON — Growing
pressure from Arab countries
friendly to the United States is
now being exerted on President
Nixon to intervene directly and
personally in the stalemated
but potentially explosive Mid-
dle East confrontation through
Henry Kissinger, his national
security adviser.

Whether Mr. Nixon decides to
move the intractable Arab-
Israeli dispute into Kissinger's
office, where for four years the
President centered all the
secret diplomatic action on the
Vietnam war, is still uncertain.

What is not uncertain is that
Jordan's King Hussein, due
here next week, and the highly
influential Cairo editor,
Mohammed Hassanein Heikal,
who will follow the king here in
March, are both convinced that
real progress is out of the
question without President
Nixon's intimate involvement,
and that means Kissinger's.

Serious administration
efforts to liquidate the effects
of the six-day war of 1967 ended
in December 1971, when Mr.
Nixon decided to open the
weapons’ pipeline to Israel.

That decision followed three
years of patient diplomacy by
Secretary of State William P.

A Valid Point

WASHINGTON — Heaven
forbid I should be caught dead
endorsing the  Dbasic
philosophies of Supreme Court
Justices William O. Douglas
and Thurgood Marshall but they

lost a legitimate argument to

their colleagues the other day.

The Court did its proper duty
in ruling unanimously that
black defendants in state
criminal trials are entitled to
have prospective jurors asked

whether they have any racial-

prejudices. Bul in a partial dis-
sent, Douglas and Marshall
vainly held that a judge should
also ask prospective jurors if
they had a bias against beards.
The other seven justices con-
cluded that a judge’s refusal to
inquire about such a prejudice
was not a ‘‘constitutional
violation."

Involved was the due process
clause of the 14th Amendment,
and I suggest that given the
times in which we live Douglas
and Marshall had a valid point.

It ig a fact of life that some
people (sometimes including
thee and me, my friends) take a
dim view of folks who opt for
hirsute adornment of their
features. Because a beard -has
become the badge of many so-
called ‘‘radicals,’ not to say in-

dividuals with whose politics
Middle America happens to dis-
agree, the male who eschews
the razor is often viewed with
disfavor. A rather large propor-
tion of the public tends to dis-
miss him with terms like
“weirdo."’

Or, as Douglas aptly put it,
prejudice against hair growth
symbolizes for some people '‘an
undesirable life style
characterized by unreliability,
dishonesty, lack of moral
values, communal (Com-
munist) tendencies and the
assumption of drug use."”

The general public may be
right about some or even all
these judgments, but that's
irrelevant in a courtroom.
Quite aside from the fact that a
lot of bearded males parade a
morality so rigid as to approach
the tedious, I do not wish even a
dope pusher to be convicted
merely because he was unwise
enough to appear for trial with
a beard. i

If the guy is innocent, or even
if he is guilty, I want the jury to
judge him on the evidence, not
on his appearance. Thus, I
agree with Marshall that it
makes no difference to a defen-
dant whether he has been
prejudged for skin color or hair

length. .

The idea, after all, is to givea
defendant as fair a trial as
possible. It is no good arguing
that there is no constitutional
issue involved. We live in the
times that prevail, not in the
times we would chpose, and
there is no gainsaying the fact
that our times have produced
new prejudices that could
affect a defendant's trial. Bias
is bias, and I should not like to
see the national president of the
Elks tried by a jury containing
an individual who hates all
Elks.

Indeed, in such a case I'm
sure any judge would carefully
interrogate the would-be jurors
to uncover any Elk-haters, and
I can only hope that most
judges likewise are on the
lookout for beard-haters. Un-
fortunately, even some judges
are paranoid about hair growth.

As for the ruling on checking
possible racial bias in a
prospective juror, it was a long
time coming. Despite all the
progress made, there are still
citizens who can't stand blacks,
and it seems 'incredible that a
judge in South Carolina refused
to inquire about bias in the case
upon which the Court’s un-
animous decision was based.

Rogers and his top Middle East
troubleshooter, Assistant
Secretary Joseph J, Sisco.

But
when Mr. Nixon, bidding hard
for Jewish votes and under
severe political pressure from
the powerful American-Jewish
community, yielded to Israel
Prime Minister Golda Meir's
request for more F-4 Phantoms
and other military equipment in
December 1971, the Rogers
plan was quietly buried and
diplomacy abruptly ceased.

Worse yet from the Arab
vantage point, the demise of the
Rogers plan was viewed from
Cairo, Amman and other Arab
capitals as proof of what the
Israelis had been quietly
claiming ever since Rogers un-
veiled his settlement proposal
in 1969: that it was never more
than a plan of the State
Department (scored by Israel
as a haven for anti-Israeli
“*Arabists"’) and lacked the sup-
port of President Nixon and the
White House.

Moreover, the failure of Mr.
Nixon to give full support to the
Rogers plan, and then to
undermine it at a critical mo-
ment in 1971 by ending the ban
on U.S. weapons for Israel, has
seriously damaged Roger's
personal prestige and credibili-
ty in the Arab states.

That was made brutally clear
to us in Cairo two months ago,
when a high Egyptian official
referred to Rogers as '‘naive."”
No matter how unfair that
judgment is, the fact that it
exists is a major explanation of
the quiet but rising Arab
pressure to involve the White
House itself in new efforts to
break the dangerous Middle
East deadlock.

Another reason is Kissinger’s
success as Mr. Nixon's
negotiator on the Vietnam war.
The legacy of that success is
now beginning to haunt
Kissinger,

South Carolinians possibly are
the most charming people I
know, but the judge must have
been aware that skin color is an
issue in some circles,

Meanwhile, there is another
side to the constitutional coin,
namely the right of a white to a
fair trial in predominately
black communities such as the
District of Columbia. It is no
secret that in some cases it is
impossible for a lawyer towina
case for a white before an all-
black jury in Hell City. So far as
I've been able to learn, few
judges here ask a would-be
black juror if he is prejudiced
against whites. I refer them to
the Supreme Court’s 9-to-0 decl-
sion.

Yet, no decisions about
Kissinger’s direct participation
in any new Middle East moves
have been made, nor has the
White House decided what the
new American settlement plan
should be. Officially, the
administration is sticking with
the so far unworkable scheme
for an “interim' settlement
which would open the. Suez
Canal but leave Israel in
possession of most of the Sinai
peninsula.

The reason the White House
has not yet decided on a
settlement plan is the
transformed political scene in
the Middle East. With the
Russians expelled from Egypt,
and Israel prohibitively
superior in military power,
some experts argue that Mr.
Nixon should do nothing.

But doing nothing risks an
Egyptian military adventure
which might bring Moscow
back to Cairo in force. It also
assures growing hatred for the
U.S. throughout the Arab world,
which controls most of the
world's oil reserves. Even oil-
rich Kuwait, a U.S. friend,
unanimously passed a
parliamentary resolution two
weeks ago barring all Kuwaiti
oil to any country helping Israel
in a new Middle Eastern war.

Thus, Arab leaders who
privately want Kissinger to
negotiate a settlement will
arrive here with all options
open. The surprising fact that
they are now looking to an
American Jew for help is ironic
evidence of a desperate
dilemma.

BOSTON (AP) — Boston
Archbishop Humberto S.
Medeiros, one of 30 new car-
dinals named Friday by Pope
Paul VI, believes the basic
problem facing the Catholic
Church is a lack of faith.

““There has been a weakening
of faith on the part of many,"
Medeiros said at a news con-
ference called after Pope
Paul's announcement. “If we
become too preoccupied with
the things of this world, then we
lose sight of the things in the
next world,"

Medeiros said he anticipates
a growing return of people to
the church in the days ahead.

“I am deeply grateful to his
holiness Pope Paul VI for the
singular honor which he has
graciously conferred upon the
clergy, religious and laity of the
archdiocese of Boston,”
Medeiros said in a prepared
statement.

“By making me their chief
shepherd, a member of the
Sacred College of Cardinals,
even though this is a sign of the
Holy Father's warm affection
for me personally, still we must
bear in mind that ultimately the
honor belongs to the faithful
portion of the Lord’s flock . . ."

Medeiros said he sees no
change in his daily role and said
he hoped lo remain in Boston,
“but I don't plan my life— God

Asked if the Catholic Church
needed to change, Medeiros
said he needed to change—"I
need to become more Christlike
every day."

He declined comment on any

specific changes that might be
made in the church and said its
basic structure can't be
changed.
Medeiros came to Boston in Oc-
tober of 1970 and presented a
sharp contrast to his
predecessor, the famous and
outgoing Richard Cardinal
Cushing. He has generally con-
ducted his office quietly, at-
tracting a minimum of atten-
tion. )

The 57-year-old cardinal took
over as archbishop of Boston,
following Cushing's surprise
retirement, Oct, 7, 1970.

‘Of New Cardinal

Cushing, who served in
Boston for 26 years, was one of
the most colorful Roman
Catholic churchmen of his time.
He died Nov. 2, 1970, about a
month after his retirement.

Cushing was as famous for
his role as spiritual adviser to
the Kennedy family as he was
for his service to the poor.

Medeiros came to Boston
after spending four years as
bishop of Brownsville, Tex,,
where he was known as a cham-
pion of poor and migrant
workers. -

His dedication as a tireless
defender of Spanish-speaking
farm workers stirred con-
troversy in Texas, but earned
him the applause of liberals.

The cardinal is a native of St.
Michael in the Portuguese-
controlled Azores, and he
emigrated to Fall River, Mass.,
with his family in 1930 when he
was 14.

He learned about poverty
while working for 62 cents a day
sweeping the floors of a textile
mill and going to school at night
to learn English.

Medeiros was the first
prelate of neither English nor
Irish descent to head the Boston
archdiocese since the first
bishop, John Lefevre of
Cheverus, returned to France
in 1823.

When he came to Boston, he
said, “‘Frankly, [ did not
deserve to be your shepherd,
and I do not deserve to be
shepherd of the justly renowned
church of Boston.

“I am nothing but a priest. I
am trying my best. I want to be
a belter one,”” he said.

Since coming to Boston,
Medeiros has been vocal in his
criticism of liheralized abortion
laws. He has called abortion
“the new barbarism', and
called for an end to ‘“‘laws
making abortion available and
easy.”’

The pontiff announced when
he named the 30 that he will
elevate the new princes of the
Roman Catholic church at a
consistory March 5.

It will be the fourth con-
sistory of Pope Paul's reign and
will increase the College of Car-
dinals to 145 members, the
largest it has ever been.

. Seeks Moratorium

On New Institutions

HARTFORD (AP) — Connec-
ticut doesn't need any more
state colleges now, according to
a study released Friday.

The study alls for a five-year
moratorium on establishment
of new colleges because ‘‘there
is no region of the state serious-
ly lacking access to higher
education in some adequate
form."

It also recommends that
University of Connecticutl
branches throughout the state
remain two-year institutions.
Instead of expanding these
branch colleges to four-year in-
stitutions— as_proposed by a
number of state legislators this
year—the UConn branches
should offer “‘extension service
and selected graduate offerings
for adults,” the report said. The
study on new college needs is
one of several which are being
considered as part of a “Master
Plan for Higher Education”
being developed by the Com-
mission for Higher Educatign
(CHE).

The CHE unveiled the con-
clusions and recommendations

Mai
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of eight ‘‘resource groups” at a
meeting Friday.

As one group sees the situa-
tion, public higher education is
at a crossroads. The rapid
growth of colleges and univer-
sities has slowed, and coupled
with this leveling-off is a “‘trend
toward disenchantment with
higher education, as manifest
in public attitudes and declining
percentages of students seeking
i."”

What is needed now, accor-
ding to this report, is greater
emphasis on quality and
greater sensitivity on the part
of the educational establish-
ment to the needs and desires of
society—including vocational
opportunities.

This will mean changes in the
courses of study, especially at
the state colleges, the
traditional training grounds for
public school teachers,

Because enrollment in public
schools has peaked and is
entering on a period of decline,
the need for teachers is also
declining.

not rise again for many years,
if ever,"” said the report.

With the pressure of growth
lifting from the colleges and un-
iversities, it's time to work
toward more meaningful educa-
tion and increased cooperation
between the academic world
and the larger community, the
report said.

It called for “the kind of in-
tellectual leadership that would
make our system of higher
education a mecca for
scholars from all over the
world, while supporting,
through research and advanced
graduate study, our state’s
leadership in business and In-
dustry."”

Meskill Asks
Fight Against
Fund Cuts

HARTFORD (AP) — Gov.
Thomas J. Meskill is asking
Connecticut's congressional
delegation to fight President
Nixon’s proposed cuts in
federal aid to education.

The cuts would mean a loss of
over $500,000 in so-called "“Title
Five" funds which are being
used to pay the costs of plan-
ning and evaluation, public in-
formation, and programs for
gifted children, Meskill said.

In a report to the governor,
State Education Commissivner
William J. Sanders said the
proposed cut-off of tederal
money for “Title
Five”programs comes ‘‘just at
a lime when the need for these
services is the greatest."

““The loss of these monies will
be serious,’’ Sanders said. ‘‘Not
only will there be an immediate
financial loss to Connecticut,
but the loss will extend to our
department and to the local
school systems throughout the
state.”

Vernon
Seeking
Of Bike

A bike route for Vernon
residents is being proposed by
Mayor Frank McCoy who has
asked Town Planner Joseph
Pastic to draw up plans for such
a route.

The mayor said he has asked
Pastic, when preparing his
proposal, to put particular
emphasis on the use of the Penn
Central rights-of-way. He
explained that the state s on
the verge of acquiring these
areas, but the Department of
Transportation has indicated
that until such time as they are
used by the state for other pur-
poses, such as mass transit, the
town will be allowed to use
them.

The mayor attended a
meeting of the Department of
Transportation, last week, con-
cerning the state's improve-
ment program and learned that
the use of these rights-of-way
for mass transit is not
projected for a number of
years.

Mayor McCoy and Dr. Joseph
Kristan, the town's health of-
ficer said they both [eel strong-
ly that a bike-way which would
encourage bicycling would con-
tribute greatly to the town's
health and physical fitness.

The possibility of linking Ver-
non's bike route to one which is
being established in
Manchester, has been discussed
by Mayor McCoy and
Manchester's mayor, John
Thompson.

Mayor McCoy has asked

director, to place the bike route
proposal on the next agenda of
the Recreation Commission and
at that time Pastic will present

a preliminary proposal. The
Conservation Commission,
which has also indicated an in-
terest in such a program, will
be invited to that meeting.

The mayor is also calling for
a survey of housing in the town,
The survey will initially be’
aimed at obtaining information
from those families presently
living in multi-family units with
the hope that such information
will crystalize the town's needs
for housing, the mayor
explained.

Conducting the survey will be
Health and Sanitation Inspector
Charles Vassilopoulos and
Housing Code Inspector John
Darcy. Mayor McCoy
emphasized that all informa-
tion will be strictly voluntary
and no one will have to divulge
any information if he does not
wish to do so.

The results of the survey will
be compiled by Pastic and the
mayor will report to the public
as soon as the report is com-
pleted. Mayor McCoy indicated
that many problems exist in the
public housing field at the pre-
sent time, not the least of which
is the question as to a communi-
ty giving its own residents
priority over those coming in
from other areas.

Mayor McCoy has also issued
a proclamation declaring
tomorrow, Elderly Citizens
Day in Vernon in keeping with a
proclamation issued by the
governor for the entire state,

Mayor McCoy said the pur-
pose of the proclamation is to
call attention to continuing con-
tributions of elderly citizens to
the enrichment of the lives of
other lownspeople.

Dooley on Committee
To View Agency Rules

Thomas H. Dooley, represen-
tative in the General Assembly
from Vernon's 56th District,
has been appointed lo a lwo-
year lerm on the Legislative
Regulation Review Committee.

What is plaque?

Plaque is a very thin, sticky, fuzzy film
of bacteria colonies and food particles that
constantly builds up on your teeth and along
the gum line. Plaque fits like a turtle neck
sweater around the neck of your teeth.

What does plaque look like?

Plaque is almost invisible. You can find
it by chewing a pill called a disclosing tab-
let. The tablet is made of a harmless vege-
table dye. The plaque shows up red, telling
you which areas need to be cleaned.

How can you get rid of plaque?

You can get rid of plaque by flossing.
“When you floss, you use a kind of dental
tape or string called floss. You carefully slip
the floss between your teeth and scrape it
against your. teeth. Your dentist will show
you how. You should floss once a day.

Do you have to brush, too?

Yes, flossing and brushing work together.
You should brush with a toothbrush with
soft bristles. By using short wiggles, the
bristles will wiggle beneath the gums. Gum
care is important to dental health, too.
