Cease-Fire Termed
Unsatisfactory

SAIGON (AP) — The
chairman of the international
peacekeeping group for
Vietnam declared today the
cease-fire is unsatisfactory. He
blamed the warring
Vietnamese sides for failing to
abide by the Paris agreement.

In spite of this, he said,
international observer teams

will fullfill their obligation to
try to stop the shooting that has
persisted through three weeks
of supposed peace.

Canadian Ambassador
Micahel Gauvin, chairman of
the International Commission
of Control and Supervision, said
the peacekeeping organization
will begin deploying its teams

to subregional sites across
Vietnam on Wednesday and will
complete the move by the Feb.
26 deadline stipulated in the
peace agreement signed Jan,
27

Gauvin said a team from the
international commission will
go into the field Tuesday to
investigate the downing of a

US. helicopter Friday at An
Loc, 60 miles north of Saigon.
Five American crewmen were
wounded, one critically.

The United States blamed the
Viet Cong and asked the
commission for a full investiga-
tion. The unarmed CH47
helicopter was on a
peacekeeping mission when it

Transit District Officials
To Review Bus Pact Today

HARTFORD (AP) — The
Greater Hartford Transit
District meets today to hear a
tentative agreement worked
out between GHTD and state of-
ficials to restore bus service to
the Hartford area.

The key to the agreement is
the penny-a-gallon gasoline tax
signed into law Friday by Gov.
Thomas J. Meskill, said state
Rep. George Ritter, D-
Hartford, a member of the
GHTD.

“The tax certainly would be
one way the transit district
would have to meet any
deficits,” Ritter said, *‘but
during the first period of time
the state would pick up the
entire deficit.”

The tax can be levied by
trangit districts on member
towns beginning July 1 to
provide mass transit funds.

But Ritter said the cutoff of
state aid was ‘‘not limited to
July, and probably would go
way beyond July 1."

Ritter said he ‘‘was advised”

President Huddles
With Labor Council

MIAMI BEACH, Fla. (AP) —
President Nixon was greeted by
a handshake from AFL-CIO
President George Meany today
as he arrived at a hotel fo
discuss wage controls, rising
prices and foreign trade with
the nation's most powerful
group of labor leaders.

Nixon traveled the few miles
from his Key Biscayne home to
the AFL-CIO's headquarters on
Miami Beach by helicopter.

Some 50 people, including
Meany, were waiting when
Nixon arrived at the hotel
ramp. With the President, was
his newly appointed Secretary
of Labor Peter J. Brennan, a
former New York trades union
president.

““‘Obviously, they will be
talking. about trade and the re-
cent international monetary
steps the President has taken,"”
said White House Press
Secretary Ronald L. Ziegler
after Nixon entered a closed
meeting with Meany and
Brennan.

“Also, they will be talking
about the economy in general,”
Ziegler told newsmen.

Nixon, Brennan and Meany
spent a few moments alone in
the conference room before the
full meeting with the 35 AFL-
CIO executive council members
began.

Ziegler said earller the closed
meeting was expected to be a
full and free discussion.

Said Meany: ‘‘He wanted to
come. We'll play it by ear.”

The labor council is a
politically mixed group that
divided in the recent presiden-
tial election into three groups:
Nixon supporters, neutrals and
backers of Democratic
nominee George McGovern,

But on economic matters —
expected to be the central
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theme of the meeting — most of
the union leaders are united in
opposition to, or at least serious
concern over, Nixon's Phase 3
wage-price controls and federal
policies to deal with the
declining U.S. position in world
trade.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The potential pollution of rural
America is the subject today as Congress passes up any
holiday ceasefire in its battle with the Nixon
administration over impoundment of funds.

The House Agriculture
Committee, meeting in an un-
usual holiday session, is
considering ways to reinstitute
a Farmers Home
Administration program that
grants funds to rural com-
munities for water and sewer
systems,

Committee Chairman W.R.
Poage, D-Tex., ‘*has the bit in
his teeth and he's running with
it,"" an aide to another
congressman said Sunday.

Agriculture Secretary Earl L.
Butz announced on Dec. 27 that
there would be no more

ing this fiscal year on four
specific programs for which
Congress had already approved
money.

With Poage providing the
leadership, the House has
moved to reinstitute the Rural
Environmental Assistance
Program and FHA disaster
relief. Those two, plus the FHA
sewer development and Rural
Electrification programs, are
all affected by the Dec. 27
Nixon administration move.

NEW YORK (AP) — Fire
Chief John T. O'Hagan says the
explosion that killed 40 menina
Staten Island gas storage tank
Feb. 10 was caused by gas
trapped ih polyurethane insula-
tion and a spark of
undetermined origin.

O'Hagan said Sunday he
doubted whether that variety of
insulation would ever be
permitted again in similar
tanks in the city. A less flam-
mable type originally approved
was not used because it was
then unavailable, he said in a
television interview.

Troop Strength

SAIGON (AP) — The US.
Command announced today the
withdrawal of 1,564 more
American troops from Viet-
nam, reducing the total U.S,
force to 14,180 men, the lowest
in a decade,

A total of 9,320 American
servicemen from Vietnam have
now been reassigned to other
bases in Southeast Asia or
elsewhere in the world or sent
back to the United States since
the cease-fire Jan. 28.

Dollar Steady

LONDON (AP) — The
devalued U.S. dollar held
steady in quiet trading on world
money markets today.

The U.S. currency was
stronger in London and Tokyo
but weaker in Frankfurt and
Zurich, changes were small.

In London, the pound was
being traded at $2.42895, slight-
ly down from $2.4325 late
Friday.

179 POWs Freed

NEW DELHI (AP) — India
repatriated 179 sick or wounded
Pakistani prisoners of war
today. Twenty-three of them
were carried on stretchers
across the frontier at Wagah,
the only point on the border
open to traffic.

India now has sent home
almost 800 of the more than 91,-
000 Pakistanis captured in what
was then East Pakistan during
the December, 1971 war.

Another 540 men captured on

the western front were
repatriated last Dec. 1, when
Pakistan returned Lhe 618
Indians it held.

Meets With Japanese Leader

Kissinger Briefs
Japanese Leaders

TOKYO (AP) — Henry A.
Kissinger briefed Japan's
leaders today on his visits lo
Hanoi and Peking and heard
them 'express hope the
reconstruction of Vielnam can
begin soon,

Arriving from the Chinese
mainland, where on Saturday
he had an unexpected two-hour
meeting with Chairman Mao
Tse-tung, President Nixon's
national security adviser went
directly into a one-hour and 40-
minute conference with Prime
Minister Kakuei Tanaka and
Foreign Minister Masayoshi
Ohira.

Afterward, Ohira told
newsmen little more than that
the talks revolved around a

wide spectrum. of subjects, in-
cluding Vietnam
reconstruction, the inter-
national monetary situation and
China's relations with the
United States and Japan.

Kissinger confided to the
Japanese the gist of his talks
with Mao, but Ohira said he had
been asked not to disclose it.
Nixon's director of
communications, Herbert
Klein, indicated an announce-
ment will be made on
Kissinger's return to the United
States.

Ohira emphasized that it was
Nixon's decision— as a mark of
the importance of Japanese-
American relations — that

Kissinger stop over here en
route home.

It was apparent that
Japanese leaders welcomed the
gesture, coming as it does in
the midst of mounting
opposition criticism of the
Tanaka government for having
to float the yen in the wake of
U.S. devaluation of the dollar.

Tanaka was forced by the
dollar devaluation to cut the
ven loose and let it float, in
effect carrying out a
revaluation he had repeatedly
vowed not to. As a consequence,
his own political fortunes are at
their lowest since he took office
last July. The American
contribution to this state of af-
fairs has not made Washington
any more popular here.

Since Kissinger has been
traveling, and is not in close
touch with the monetary
upheaval, it is believed he
listened rather than talked on
that subject.

On Vietnam reconstruction,
in which the Japanese are
eagernto participate, nothing
was said about definite future
plans, Ohira said, but he
suggested the Japanese had ob-
tained some valuable insights
into how they might proceed.

Kissinger was smiling
broadly when he alighted from
his special Air Force plane, his
spirits apparently undampened

If George Washington were
alive today, he might well
receive the following letter,
sent to his Mt. Vernon, Va.

“Dear Mr. Washington:

“It is with deep regrel that
we must inform you that you
must return all Social Security
payments paid you since your
retirement "from active
employment. Please call our
Washington, D.C. office for an
appointment, so that we may
make an audit of your account.

They designate
Feb, 19 as your birthdate, What
makes the situation even more
puzzling is that they listed it as

“That is why we must forfeit
all benefits paid you. We regret
that, because of the stalute of
limitations, we cannotl
prosecute you for falsifying the
information on your Social
Security application.

_printed, this country’s school
children will continue to be
deceived into believing you
really were born on Feb. 22,

Soviet
Plane
Crashes

PRAGUE, Czechoslovakia
(AP) — A Soviet airliner, ¢
trailing smoke and flames,
crashed on landing at Prague
airport today and unofficial
reports placed the death toll at
“‘about 50."

Airport sources said the
Aeroflot TU154, a three-jet
craft on a regularly scheduled
flight from Moscow, carried 84
persons and 15-30 of them
survived.

The entire crew, except for
one stewardess, were among
the survivors, sources said. The
rear portion of the plane
containing the turbofan engines
was the most severely
damaged, they added. The cap-
tain, blood streaming down his
face, was seen being led to an
ambulance.

Without giving details, the
official Czechoslovak news
agency CTK confirmed the
plane crashed "‘during a landing
maneuver' and ‘‘some of the
crew and passengers
survived.'' The ageficy
qualified the crash as
“'serious."

An investigation commission
headed by Transport Minister
Stefan Sutka was at the scene,
the agency said.

It could not be determined
immediately whether any
Americans were aboard.

The crash was the second air
disaster to strike Soviet
aviation in the last four months,

There was necessarily some
trick photography in the film,
since he was playing both parts,
and at one point actually had to
shake hands with himself. I still
wonder how they managed that
one.

The plot was reasonable and
included a sequence in which
Caruso did a couple of quick
sketches.

As a caricaturist, Caruso
contributed regularly to “La
Follia di New York,” an
Italian forebear of the 'New
Yorker'' magazine. The
publisher of the “Follia" even-
tually put out a book of these
caricatures and it has enjoyed
many reprints from time to
time. It is still availabe,
although not as the corner
bookstore.

Caruso married Dorothy
Park Benjamin in 1918 over the
strenuous objections of her
father, a wealthy industrialist.
He had a turbulent life so far as
women are concerned and this
was his only marriage although
he had two children by Ada
Giachetti and was involved in a
couple of paternity suits beside.

He ruptured a blood vessel in
his throat while singing, Dec.
11, 1920, He tried one more
appearance Dec. 24th but the
voice was gone, After a number
of operations he died in Naples,
Aug. 2, 1921. The cause of death
was never publicly announced
but it is generally believed to
have been cancer,

South wasn't thinking of
frying pans when she played
today’s hand. These modern
women! So, when East took the
first two diamond tricks and
then led another diamond,
South ruffed with the ace of
hearts.

South knew that West was out
of diamonds, and the idea of the
high ruff was to prevent West
from ruffing. You can't blame
South for disliking a ruff by
West, but in the attempt to es-
cape from this frying pan she
fell right into the fire. ,

Declarer continued by
leading the jack of hearts for a
finesse. This lost to the queen of
hearts, and back came another
diamond.

Ruffs Again

South ruffed high again and
then drew trumps. She had
already lost three tricks and the
contract depended on managing
the clubs without loss. There
was no way to do this as the
cards lay, so South was down
one,

Now let's go back to the third
trick, when East led the nine of
diamonds. If South had stayed
in the frying pan, she could
have discarded a club, allowing
West to ruff. Annoying, but not
fatal; the contract would then
be unbeatable.

No matter what West
returned, South could draw
trumps and discard another
club on dummy's ten of
diamonds, Declarer could then
claim the rest of the tricks.

" The program is proposed by
Drz Ralph Yule Jr., professor of
science education at Eastern
Connecticut State College
(ECSC).

The program began at the
Florida State University in the
early 1960's. Since that time,
well over 300 writers,
scientists, junior high science
teachers and others have
contributed to the effort, said
Edmondson.

The program began with over
5,000 students and 50 teachers in
the seventh grade program.

the 1969-70 school year over
70,000 students in 22 states and
the Philippines were inyolved in
the trial of three grade levels.

According to data presented
to board members, ISCS
classroom equipment consists
of all the materials necessary
for up to five classes of 30
students each, .

Cost of the equipment for
each grade level is about §780
for the classroom kit and five
classroom supplements. This
amounts to about $5 per stu-
dent.

Some items may aiready be
available in the school and the
entire equipment kit would not
necessarily have to be
purchased.

According to the program,
one of the most effective ways
of determining how well
students. .are doing is the stu-
dent self-test designed to
reflect the behavioral objec-
tives of the course. After com-
pleting the work in each
chapter the student checks his
own progress by completing a
series of quesitons and
activities,

Bureaucrat Under Fire

Nothing in years has shaken
up Washington bureaucrats like
the firing of Mr. A. Ernest
Fitzgerald, the Air Force ef-
ficiency expert.

Mr. Fitzgerald, as you know,
was given the sack after he told
Congress about $2 billion in
excess costs for the C-5A
transport plane. The Air Force
had no choice but to make an
example of him.

Not that he was fired for
blowing the whistle on. cost
overruns. Not for a minute. He
was fired, Air Force Brig. Gen.
Joseph J. Cappucei
subsequently testified, because
of anonymous accusations in his
file.

The gravest charges in his
file, which was finally made
public at a U.S. Civil Service
Commission hearing, were that
he was ‘‘a pinch penny, who
worked late at the office” and
“drove an old Rambler."

You can imagine the effect
Mr. Fitzgerald's shocking
example has had on his
colleagues. One of the first to
be called on the.carpet was
Frederink J. Freckle, the
Pentagon's Deputy Assistant
Analyst for Cost Qverruns ‘and
Congressional Junkets; A

the President is offering. He
has slashed the budget almost
everywhere, even including
efense spending if allowance is
made for the extra cost of
increased military wages and
inflation.

That's red meat for the
always restive taxpayer, and
Byrd recognizes its attraction.
On Nixon's charge that
Congress is not fit to guard the
public till, Byrd has urged his
colleagues ‘‘to act forthwith to
retrieve and establish it§
constitutional power of the
purse.” What he is saying is
that if spending is to be cut
Congress should get the credit,
not the President.

I may be overly optimistic,
but it seems to me the brawl is
good news for taxpayer.
Already, a bipartisan “‘budjet
procedures committee” named
by Congress last fall has
delivered an interim report on
plans for giving Congress
machinery for setting up its
own spending ceiling. The
report said the Hill should set
limits on both spending and
appropriations early in the
year—with the obvious inten-
tion of getting a jump on’the
Executive. Congress also would
set its own debt celling and
revenue-raising target, !

Congress being—well,
Congress—it will take at least
two months to set the
machinery for this retrieval of
the purse's power. Meanwhile,
however, John McClellan, D-
Ark., chairman of the Senate
Appropriations Committee, has
asked each subcommittee
estimate "‘the lowest practical
and feasible amount' it
considers necessary for
programs under its jurisdic-
tion.

In short, Richard Nixon
already has won a battle in his
war with the Hill. A Congress
fearful of losing its equal rights
under the Constitution in effect
is jolning the White House ip
moving toward tighter and
more responsible—and respon-
sive—spending policies. It
would be premature to drink 2
toast just yet, but the time is
ripe for pricing champagne.

State Fires

HARTFORD (AP), —
Connecticut recorded 58 deaths
in fires during 1972, seven fewer
than in 1971, the State Police
Department reported Friday.

Fires in the state also injured
another 125 persons, the report
stated.

A member of Lhe
department’s . Public Safety
Division, commenting on the
report, complained that some
fire marshals have been doing a
poor job of making the required
fire reports to the state.

‘‘Some towns haven't
reported a fire in nine years,”
said Cpl. Donald Ferris.

Although the reporting
situation has been improving,
he added, the lack of full
reports makes it almost im-
possible to detect trends in the
annual figures.

For example, reports show
that about $12 million in fire
damage occurred in- 1871 but

nearly $15 million resulted last
year. The figures would
indicate a 256 per cent increase
in fire loss, but the increase
actually is the result of more
thorough reporting, Ferris said.

The division received 5,932
fire reports last year compared
with 3,866 reported in 1971.

Ferris noted that 16 of the
state’s 169 cities and towns
reported no fires in 1072 and
another six said they had only
one fire. A year earlier 32
communities reported no fires.

““The statistics are far from
accurate but they are all we
have to go on,” he said.

Some fire marshals on the
other end of the scale appear to
be doing better jobs than
others. Fairfield reported 353
fires, more than any of the
state's largest cities. Fairfield
was followed by Trumbull, with

Some Favor Floating Currencies

NEW YORK (AP) — The
value of many national curren-
cies are now temporarily
floating in relation to the dollar,
and in the view of a small
minority of businessmen and
economists they should be left
to float forever.

The idea, most forcefully
promulgated by Prof. Milton
Friedman of the University of
Chicago, is to let currencies
find their true values in the
market place, just as do butter
and eggs and transistors and
automobiles.

Under the existing system,
currency values are agreed
upon among nations and then
maintained as long as possible.
This is accomplished by each
nation's central bank buying
currencies that are weak, and
selling strong ones.

When market forces dictate
change, these nations then
formally adjust values up or
down by revaluing or devaluing,
often accompanied by
speculative convulsions and a
threat to free trade, -

Friedman’s adherents argue:
*Why should we let politicians
and bankers and economists set
the price of money?"" In recent
years, sald Friedman, the
market has always asserted its
dominance despite
governmental intentions.

The majority view with fear
the prospect of trying to do
business with a currency whose
value isn't pegged to a specific
figure but which fluctuates with
supply and demand. ““How can
you plan ahead?" they ask.

But to Friedman, somewhat
mellower these days as he feels
his views confirmed,
establishment attitudes nat
only are unproven but may in
fact be the cause of monetary
instability.

‘‘What is more unstable than
the fixed exchange rate?" he
sald, referring to the confuslon,
uncertainty and shock of the
decision to mark down the price
of the dollar, But the
establishment apparently
thinks otherwise.

To Friedman, the West
German finance minister,
Helmut Schmidt, personifies
the futility of bucking the
market. ""To avoid revaluation
of the mark for one week he
accumulated $6 billion."”" he
said, "‘and cost the German
people $600 million."

All attempts to compel the
market to stay within fixed
rates have failed in recent
years, he said. Sharing that
view is J.W. Van Gorkom,
president of Union Tank Car
Co., who said: 'The market
either validates or vetoes what
government does."”

Van Gorkom, who serves on a
monetary study committee of
the Council of Economic
Development, asserls:
“'‘Businessman can understand
market forces and deal with
them, but they cannot predict
government; it has different
motivations."

He maintains that there is no
mystery to dealing with a
floating currency. Businessmen
are always dealing with the
unpredictable. Assessing the
future, he said, is their art and
skill whether dealing with

maleciad, libut or money costs.,

““This is a strange
phenomenon,” he said, “‘these
bankers and economists being
the authorities, constantly
telling business it couldn't get
along with a [loating rate. I'm
telling you we'd get along
better with one."”

Those who believe in floats
feel history is with them. They
note now that the Japanese yen,
Swiss franc, British pound,
Canadian dollar and lalian lira
are all freely seeking their
value against the dollar.

If these currencies are
permitted to continue floating,
constantly adjusting their
prices to each other —
businessmen and others could
protect themselves by buying
currencles for delivery at a
fixed price in the future,

If you know you will need
10,000 yen next August, for-
instance, you could buy them at
current prices, plus a small
premium. You would thereby
protect yourself from a further
rise in the yen's price.

The assumption made is that
the prewiuwin, which is the
seller's charge for accepting

the risk, will be smaller than
Lthe possible revaluation,

If permitted companies could
also hedge on the future by
buying currencies now and
lending out the money until
needed. But if floating rates
become commaon, in all
likelihood an active market in
foreign currency futures would
develop.

One already exists, in fact:
the International Monetary
Market at Chicago, in which
currency for future delivery
may be purchased on margin,
That is, only a small down
payment need be made, with
the remainder on delivery.

When it was begun nine
months ago the founders frank-
ly expressed some doubts. But
the chairman, Leo Melamed,
now states, “It is unmistakably
clear that such a market can
exist."

Until then, says Friedman, a
lot of bitter lessons will be
leamed by the establishment,
"I could have taught Schmidt a
lesson for a lot less than it cost
him.'" the professor said.
“Considerably less."

Surcharge
Proposed

WASHINGTON (AP) — Rep.
Wilbur D. Mills, chairman of
the House Ways and Means
Committee, says President
Nixon should take three im-
mediate steps to strengthen the
dollar and fight inflation.

First, the Arkansas
Democrat said Friday, Nixon
should impose a 15 per cent
emergency surcharge on
imports “‘until new and more-
liberal trade arrangements can
be formalized with our trading
partners abroad.”

Such action, he said in a
statement, would ‘‘induce the
major participants in the
international monetary system
to work quickly for currency
and trade reforms that should
begin with a soon-to-be-held
international monetary con-
ference."”

The caucus, made up of 12
senators and 25 congressmen, is
the first of its kind in
Washington. [t will work for
federal attention and money to
help solve New England
problems.

The caucus will be directed
by Jill A Schuker. 27, a former
atde to Rep. Michael J.
Harrington, D-Mass. She was
also deputy press secretary to
Democratic vice presidential
candidate Sargent Shriver.

The caucus, she said, *'is a
supportive mechanism for the
entire New England delegation,
Bipartisanship is the potent
force of the caucus, and the
worslt mistake we could make
would be to gel into partisan
controversy

The research office will be
headed by Paul A. London, an
economist who has worked on
the Senate Banking, Housing
and Urban Affairs Committee.

“The overall effect of federal
policies tends to be cumulative
on a region such as New
England,” London said, and
presently '‘an economic
analysis of those policies is not
done'* to measure their impact

The caucus plans to meet
every other Wednesday for
breakfast.

"“The main thrust will be to

see that New England gets
what's coming to it,”" said Rep.
Silvio O. Conte, R-Mass,

Two areas of immediate
concern lo the caucus,
spokesmen say, will be oil im-
ports and the effect of the
federal budget.

The delegates took no formal
action here but the subjects
they discussed will be con-
sidered again when the union’s
special collective bargaining
confereénce meets in Detroit
March 22-24. That conference
will determine the union's goals
in negotiating contracts with

Negotiations begin in July
and contracts expire Sept. 14.

Making overtime voluntary
has been discussed by the union
for years. Bul this year
Woodcock said the issue is
“front and center' among its
goals. ““We are no longer going
to tolerate a situation where the
Big Three compel people to
work."

Woodcock said Friday that
over-all the union wants “t0
make a strong impact in the
bargaining this year in
noneconomic areas.”’

Petty, at 35 a brawny figure
of steel nerves and black hair, a
Fu Manchu mustache now
crowning his piano-key smile,
had done the job for which he
had spent two weeks in Daytona
Beach preparing.

He had accepted a check for
$34,100, had helped provide
entertainment for a crowd of
103,000 — a record for the
sprawling Daytona Inter-
national Speedway — and had
taken the measure of strapping
Buddy Baker, his teammate
until the two split up last
September.

“"Hard work did the job," the
6-foot-3, 210-pounder said as he
wiped grime and grease from
his forehead. '‘Coming from
behind like that shows that
when you hang in, don't quit and
have faith, you can win.,”

It was hard work. In winning
the biggest stock car race in the
country for the fourth time,
Petty most certainly might
have lost the prize he wanted so
badly had it not been for the
misfortune of Baker, a 225-
pounder who almost certainly
wept in his cockpit, :

Area Chambers Share Views
On Taxes, Sunday Sales

BARBARA RICHMOND
(Hesuld Reporter)

The members of the
Rockville Area, South Windsor,
and Enfield Chambers of
Commerce are pretty much
agreed in their views on laxes
And the blue laws concerning
Sunday store openings.

in questionnaires sent out to the
three groups about two weeks
ago and the returns were tallied
Friday.

The combined resulls
represent a polling of 561
chamber members, Replies
were received from 213 or 38
per cent. By a vote of 118 to 88,
the members said they would
like Lo see a surplus in the state
budget, if any, go toward
reducing existing taxes while 88
of the members would like to
see it employed to reduce the
state debt.

In a 133 to 78 vote, the
members would like to retain
the current sales tax
exemptions on children's
clothing and personal services
while the others would like to
eliminate this tax and
simultaneously reduce sales tax
by one-half per ceat.

Of the total membership, 134
would support a reduction in
sales tax of at least one-half per
cent if it would mean a
reduction in state services and
assistance while 71 members
would be against such a move.

Substitution of a state income
tax for a sales tax, in whole or
in part, was not favored by 116
members while 92 would be in
favor of such a substitution.

Elimination of the current six
per cent tax on dividends would
be approved by 152 members
while 56 would nol approve this
action. .

Some relief in business taxes,
such as gradual elimination of
the local property tax received
an overwhelming vote of 169 .to
36, in favor, as did the question
as to whether the concept of
equalizing the cost of educalion
throughout Connecticut would
be favored. This was a 137 to 66
vote in [avor.

Only four members would be
in favor of unemployment
benefits being paid to strikers.

The timely question as o
whether members favor
government using public funds
to subsidize private enterprise
to provide public bus service

members with a 35 per cent
vote of the membership voted
along the same lines as the
three groups with the vote on
the first question going 38 in
favor of using any surplus to
reduce stale debt and 46 for
reducing existing taxes.

Concerning the retaining of
the sales tax on children’s
clothing and personal services
the vote was 55 for,while 32
favored elimination of this and
reduction of the sales tax.

A move to reduce the sales
tax, even if it would mean a
curtailment of .state services
and assistance, was favored by
55 members while 31 would
favor substitution of a state in-
come-tax for a sales lax.

Klimination of the current six
per cent tax on dividends,
without a state " income lax,
would be favored by 64 while 22
would not favor this move,

Only 18 voted againsl some
reliefl in business taxes such as
gradual elimination of the local
personal property tax while 65
indicated they [eel this would
be a good move.

The concepl of equalizing the
cost of education throughout
the state was favored by 63
members while 24 were not in
favor. An increase in present
real estate conveyance lax
would be approved by only 13
while 70 voted against,
Unemployment beneflits for
sirikers would be favored by
only.- three members and
disapproved by 83.

Government use of funds to
subsidize private enterprise for
public bus transportation was
disapproved by 59 while 24
favored such a plan.

Noting that there seems to be
general agreement that
Connecticut's outmoded blue
laws should be changed, the
members were asked Lo vole on
one of several alternative
approaches.

Of the members voting in the
three groups, 85 would be in
favor of abolishing the blue law
completely; 19 would maifitain
it essentially as it is, bul with
increased penalties and stricter
enforcement; 40 would appoint
a representative commission of
interested parties to do a
thorough study and to come up
with recommendations
(meantime maintaining status
quo.) 22 members would be in
favor of allowing a retailer to
remain Gpen any six days of his
choice; 3 would allow the town
government to decide what day

a4 store must close; 7 would
permit stores to be open seven
days a specified number of
times during their peak season
and 29 would scrap the existing
laws and replace with new ones
based solely on economic
justification.

Thirty-six members of the
Rockville area chamber voted
in favor of abolishing the blue
law completely. Enforcement
of stricter penalties and
maintaining the blue law as it
is, was favored by 11 members;
15 were in favor of a study being
made; 5 in favor of any six day
openings; | would have all the
town government decide the
question; 1 would permit' the
stores to be open seven days
during their peak season and 14
would replace the laws.

‘I'he questionnaires were
prepared by the chairmen of
the legislative and retail
committees of the three
chambers and were designed to
obtain the views of chamber
members on the lwo limely
issues.

The results of the poll will
now be relayed to legislators
from the three towns with a
view lo oblaining maximum
consideration of membership
views in up-coming legislation,

*In newspapers and on radio
and television," he said, “‘a
Vietnam veteran who shoots
people from a rooftop gets enor-
mous publicity. But very little
is said about the thousands of
Vietnam veterans who got back
into society and got jobs.”

Keogh, a bH6-year-old
Nebraska native, joined Presi-
dent Nixon's campaign staff as
chief of research and writing in
1968, after 30 years as a
working journalist. He replaces
as head of the USIA Frank
Shakespear, who resigned to
return to private life.

Keogh also said the climate
of rapprochment between the
U.S. and the Communist bloc
makes the role of the USIA
even more important.

*“The whole relationship in
the world is now one of ideas
rather than bullets,” he said.

Ordered

HARTFORD (AP) — A US.
District Court judge today
temporarily  barred the
gecretary of state and Circuit
Court from prosecuting the
Connecticut Citizen Action
Group for refusing to pay a $35
state lobbying fee.

Judge T. Emmet Clarie
ordered a three-judge panel to
hear the constitutionality of the
fee.

Bid To Reopen
ITT-Hartford Case
Rejected By Court

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Supreme Court today
rejected consumer advocate Ralph Nader’s bid to reopen
the ITT-Hartford Insurance Co., antitrust case that raised
a furor over alleged political influence last year.

Nader and Washington
lawyer Reuben R. Robertson
Il appealed .the ruling of a
federal district court judge in
Connecticut who blocked their
participation in the
government-initiated antitrust
suit and held that the govern-
ment need not reveal its
reasons for negotiating a settle-
ment.

The justices affirmed the
lower court’s opinion over the
dissent of Justice William O.
Douglas who said he would
grant a hearing on the issue.

Nader's appeal asked the high
court to widen citizen
opportunity to intervene in an-
titrust suits and to give the
judiciary a firm role in
assessing settlements achieved
by negotiation.

The suit to block ITT's
acquisition of Hartford was one
of three filed against the
conglomerate by the govern-
ment in 1969,

The Justice Department lost
two of the suits after trial. With
the Hartford acquisition still
before Judge Joseph
Blumenfeld, the parties to the
suits proposed consent decrees,
which were negotiated
together.

The agreement, entered in
1971, permitted ITT to retain
‘Hartford, but called for the
divestment of three other com-
panies whose annual sales

* totaled more than $1 billion,

Nader's attempt to intervene
came in May, 1972, with an
attack on the government’s
failure to state what the appeal
described "as the main reason
for negotiating a settlemnent —

the hardship it would cause to
stockholders of the companies,
and the resulting effect this
would have on the entire stock
market.

That explanation surfaced in
Senate hearings on the
confirmation of Richard G.
Kleindienst as attorney
general. The hearings
examined the seftlement for
political influence after a
memorandum attributed to an
ITT lobbyist surfaced.

The memorandum linked
promised ITT financial
for the Republican National
Convention in 1972 to a more
favorable attitude in the Justice
Department. The
administration and ITT
vehemently denied any im-

iety in what until then had
been hailed as a major
government antitrust victory.

Noting that some 70 per cent
of all antitrust actions end in
negotiated settlements,

Thomas Meskill
signed a bill last Friday which
authorizes regional transit
districts to .support bus sub-
gidies by levying a one-cent-
per-gallon tax within district
towns.

The tax cofld not be levied
until July 1, however, and plans
call for the state to subsidize
Hartford area bus service while
ther GHTD was moving into
control.

Bus service would thereby be
provided, until June 30, at
levels existent prior to the
cessation of service, Connec-
ticut Co. buses stopped rolling
88 days ago when the
Amalgamated Transit Union
went on strike.

A decision on which path
Manchester will follow must be
made by June 30, Thompson
said.

If an east-of-the-river transit
district is formed, many
problems — including bus route
locations and times — would
have to be worked out before
the state withdraws its subsidy
for bus service.

It is likely that private bus
companies would provide
service for a new transit dis-
trict, Thompson said. Whether
bus companies could provide
such service is being explored.

Thompson mentioned that
GHTD take-over of bus service
would be a ‘“‘rather unhealthy
step,” as it would create a third
level of government — a
regional taxing authority.

““We have tried to avoid
regional government,"” Thomp-

- Several of the delegates who
crowded into the Capitol
conference room, however,
urged a delay in voting on the
contracts until transit district
officials meet with the UMTA.
A letter last week from UMTA
Deputy Administrator John
Paul Jones to several Connec-
ticut officials said such a
meeting could discuss UMTA's
concern that all levels of
government might not be
properly involved in trying to
solve the state bus crisis.

Colin Pease, an aide to the
governor who is soon to move to
a Transportation Department
post, said Transportation Com-
missioner A. Earl Wood hadn’t
yet received his copy of the
letter from Washington and
would have no comment before
it arrived, Hartford Mayor
George Athanson, one of the
letter's addressees, made the
document public during the
weekend,

The contracts provide for a
takeover of ConnCo service in
Hartford by the transit district,
which would use federal
funds—if the UMTA approves—
to buy ConnCo buses and new
buses. ConnCo would not have
to give up its Hartford
franchise under the arrange-
ment, according lo Pease.

The state would directly
subsidize ConnCo’s operations
from the Public Service Tax
Fund while the transit district
was moving into control.

After its takeover, the
district would subsidize the
ConnCo division to assure that
the company didn't have to
spend more than 95 per cent of
the division's income in
expenses.

A recent move by Lhe
legislature authorizes the dis-
trict to support its subsidies
from a gasoline tax subsidy
within district towns. Transit
district member Mark S.
Shipman of Newington called
for his colleagues to announce
where they stood on using the
controversial surcharge, but his
motion was tabled.

The tenative contract
between the state and the tran-
sit district was negotiated and
recommended to the district by
two of its members, J. Willlam
Burns of West Hartford and
George J. Ritter of Hartford.
Several members at the
meeting questioned the
legitimacy of the appointment
of those two men as a
negotiating committee for the
district.
