Several POW s Critical 
O f Am nesty Proposals

Returned American prisoners 
of war, some voicing sharp 
criticism of amnesty for draft 
evaders, have refrained from 
discussing Indochina prison 
camp conditions in detail.

One ex-POW said, however, 
“it will be a shock” for the 
American public when the full 
story of their captivity unfolds.

“Conditions in the United 
States are so good, I just think 
the American people are going 
to be very surprised or shocked 
by some of the things that took 
place,” Army Capt. Mark A. 
Smith told newsmen Friday in 
San Francisco.

Smith, 26, of Hawthorne, 
Calif., said “if and when we get 
all of our people back, we can 
tell the whole story,” adding it 
would be “explosive.” 

Speaking a t L etterm an  
General Hospital, Smith was 
among freed  POWs p a r­
ticipating in a series of news 
conferences across the nation. 
They had been warned by the 
Pentagon not to discuss prison 
camp conditions or “anything 
that might be harmful to those 
men still imprisoned.”

The more than 20 former 
prisoners who took part in the 
interviews are among 163 
POWs so far released. 'There 
are 407 military men and 15

civilians still prisoners in North 
and South Vietnam, according 
to lists provided by the North 
Vietnamese.

On the amnesty issue. Army 
Sgt. Ken Wallingford, 24, of 
Austin, Tex., reflected the 
stance of several returnees in 
saying of draft evaders: “I 
don’t think they should let them 
back. They are  not tru e  
Americans.”

“If they can’t go and fight, 
they have no business coming 
back to their country,” said 
Wallingford, who said he had 
been chained inside a cage 
while being held captive by the 
Viet Cong. He spoke at Brooke 
Army Medical Center in San 
Antonio, Tex.

Navy Capt. Harry T. Jenkins 
told newsmen at San Diego 
Naval Hospital: “I don’t know a 
single man who fought the war 
who would have accepted 
amnesty, and I certainly don’t 
know why anyone who refused 
to figh t should be given 
amnesty.”

Jenkins, 45, of Coronado, 
Calif., also joined other ex- 
POWs in c r itic iz in g  the 
American antiwar movement.

“I think they shamed our na­
tion in the eyes of the enemy by 
dealing with them on their 
grounds,” Jenkins said. “1 am a 
little bit disgruntled with the 
small minority who see fit to

Democrats May 
Take Bus Issue 
Back To Court

HARTFORD (AP) -  The 
Democrats are considering 
another lawsuit to force the ad­
ministration of Gov. Thomas J. 
Meskill to use state funds to 
solve the bus crisis, House 
Minority Leader Carl Ajello 
said Friday.

“Without some such drastic 
action,” said Ajello, “the ad­
ministration will simply con­
tinue to protest its good inten­
tions while, in fact, mass tran­
sit is dead in Connecticut.”

Ajello said the new law 
allowing transit districts to 
levy a penny-a-gallon tax on 
gasoline “will not help to solve 
the mass transit problems of 
Connecticut.”

Meskill “has signed a bill into 
law that allows him to abdicate 
the responsibilities of his of­
f ic e ,”  said  the Ansonia 
Democrat.

'The Democrats filed suit last 
year against the administration 
in an effort to get a court order 
requiring the transportation 
commissioner to use the Public

Service Tax Fund to get com­
muter buses running again.

Superior Court Judge George 
Saden rejected the suit, but 
since that time, the state 
Supreme Court ruled that a 
mass transit act enacted last 
September is in full effect 
despite the governor’s attempt 
to veto it. The high court’s 
ruling apparently opened the 
door for another suit by the 
Democrats.

Republicans claim the law is 
self-contradictory and un­
workable because it forbids the 
use of any state subsidies in any 
way that would benefit the of­
ficials or stockholders of any 
bus company, either directly or 
indirectly.

Ajello said Democratic at­
torneys are looking into the 
possibility of filing a new law­
suit, and “if the details of such 
an action appear practicable we 
shall ask a caucus this coming 
week to authorize the im­
mediate institution of such ac­
tion.”

In the fourth of a series of 
nation-wide radio addresses on 
his State of the Union report, 
Nixon said the federal govern­
m en t u n d e r to o k  too 
many—“ sometimes almost 
utopian”— social programs 
during the past decade which in 
case after case “amounted to 
dismal failure.” Now, he said, a 
policy of fiscal responsibility 
needs to be implemented to 
reform the federal programs 
for human,resqurces.__ ' . ...

This year offers opportunity 
for great advances, Nixon said, 
because of the end of the Viet­
nam war, which he termed 
“one of the most unselfish mis­
sions ever undertaken by one 
nation in the defense of 
another.”

Nixon said he will send 
Congress within a few days a 
message on urgently needed 
reforms in social programs in­
tended to cure past failures.

“Too much money has been 
going to those who were sup­
posed to help the needy and too 
little to the needy themselves,’’ 
he said. “Those who make a 
profession out of poverty got 
fat ; the taxpayer got stuck with 
the bill; and the. disadvantaged 
themselves got little but broken 
promises.”

“ We must do better than 
t h i s , ”  he ad d e d . ‘ ‘The 
American people deserve com­
passion that works—not simply 
compassion that means well. 
They deserve programs that 
say yes ,to human needs by 
saying no to paternalism, social 
exploitation and waste.”

“What I said was what I had 
thought and what I thought

The incident 
has stirred an international 
furor.

Dayan said now that the three 
recorders of the so-called 
“black box” had been examined 
“we know more or less what 
happened.”

He said he felt what happened 
was the outcome of three 
elements of error by:

—The Libyan airline itself.
—The Cairo air control.
—And the misinterpretation

of events by “our own people.”
’The Israelis traced the last 

minutes of the Libyan airline 
flight and called it “a combina­
tion of misunderstanding and 
mistakes and a lack, of respon­
s ib i l i ty  of th e  c o n tro l  
authorities in Egypt.”

Hod said the civilian plane 
coming through the Egyptian 
air defense network unharmed 
“had presented us with a dilq.m- 
ma.”

“ Our systems could not take 
into account such a situation. 
We thought the plane hostile,” 
he said.

Elazar continued this theme, 
saying that although the air­
liner was a civilian craft the 
Israelis could not assume it was 
carry ing  passengers on ,a 
peaceful mission.

Elazar said the plane came 
into Israeli air space south of 
Suez City about 100 miles from 
where any civilian airliner 
should have been.

This has not happened since 
the 1967 Middle East war, he 
said.

Elazar said the aircraft “was 
not acting like it carried 
civilian passengers,” but was 
acting “very strange.”

After ignoring the warning 
shots from the Israeli planes.

the Boeing 727 continued 
toward Egypt and appeared to 
the Israelis as “an attempt to 
escape.”

He said for some time now 
the Israelis had been expecting 
some kind of hostile air action 
and had acted accordingly.

“Had we known it was a 
civilian aircraft carrying live 
passengers ... we would not 
have used force to make it 
land,” the general said.

He said he had made the deci­
sion to force the airliner down 
and “that it was a correct 
decision” under the c ir ­
cumstances at the time. “The 
result was regrettable.”

He said he had been informed 
of the plane’s intrusion over one 
of the most sensitive military 
areas in the Sinai a few minutes 
after it crossed into Israeli air 
space.

Refuse Recycling Goal 
Of Greenwich Officials

GREENWICH (AP) -  This 
well-to-do town has stepped to 
the forefront of the recycling 
movement in the state with its 
plans to create a local reclama­
tion center, environmental 
authorities say.

•G reenw ich th is  week 
received a proposal prepared 
by a professional firm for a 
door-to-door refuse reclama­
tion collection. Residents and 
business employes would 
separate paper, bottles and 
cans, which would be delivered 
by paid refuse collectors to a 
new collection plant.

For two years volunteers in 
Greenwich, as in many of the 
Connecticut communities, have 
been delivering refuse to 
reclamation centers to be 
recycled. Greenwich officials 
say the 2,203 tons of glass, 
paper and metal they have 
separated from refuse headed 
for the incinerator have saved 
the town about $16,000.

Those efforts led to formation 
of the Greenwich Recycling Ac- 
tion  B oard , w hich Com­
missioned the study.

‘'We have w atched the 
Greenwich recycling program 
for nearly two years and feel 
that the town is far ahead of 
other areas in the state,” said 
EUiptt S. Rose, an official of 
Connecticut Paper Corp. of

Waterbury, which prepared the 
proposal.

“It is a pioneer effort and 
Greenwich can lead the way in 
recycling for other towns 
throughout the s ta te ,” he 
added.

The proposed reclamation 
plant would cost close to $400,- 
000 and would require three to 
four months’ construction time. 
Allocation of the funds will be 
discussed at a budget hearing 
scheduled for March 28.

Items for recycling would be 
separated from other refuse at 
homes, schools, offices and 
other businesses and then 
collected by existing pickup 
services. In Greenwich, as in 
most o ther com m unities, 
delivery to reclamation centers 
is done by volunteers.

Officials will attem pt 'to 
amend the local sanitary code 
to provide a penalty for failure 
to separate those items.

“ If every person who lives 
here or works here will give 
just a little bit and be willing to 
separate recyclable items in his 
home or place of business, then 
our p ro je c te d  re c y c lin g  
program will work,” said First 
Selectman William B. Lewis.

When sep a ra ted  re fuse  
reaches the plant, papers will 
be baled and taken to paper 
mills for recycling, glass will

be crushed and taken to centers 
in New Jersey, and steel and 
a luminum  cans  wi ll  be 
separated magnetically and 
taken to locations in New York 
and New Jersey.

Briggs Baugh, a member of 
the recycling board, said the 
town probably would arrange 
for hne firm to operate the new 
center and possibly build it, too

Efforts in Greenwich to 
reclaim refuse qppear to have 
headed off a rapid increase in 
the annual ra te  of trash 
collected in the town. Between 
1957 and 1970 the amount in­
creased about five per cent 
each year, according to Francis 
Perna, commissioner of public 
works.

Two years ago 54,000 tons of 
refuse were collected, or about 
1,500 pounds per resident.

In 1971, incinerator input 
dropped eight per cent, the first 
decrease in recent years, and 
last year it rose only three per 
cent Perna said.

“The curve has now leveled 
off and recycling has to be 
given a large share of the credit 
for this,” he added.

Because it costs $7 to in­
cinerate one ton of refuse, the 
separate recycling process 
eventually could save the town 
a substantial amount of money, 
Perna said.

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INDIRECT EVIDENCE 
MAY BE IMPORTANT 

By ALFRED SHEINWOLD 
When you want to play a side 

suit accurately, you can often 
draw trumps and play the other 
suits to gather evidence. It’s 
dangerous to use this method 
when you have to play the side 
suits to find out how to play the 
t r u m p s ,  but  you mu s t  
sometimes take this risk.

North dealer 
North-South vulnerable 
Opening lead — Two of 

Hearts

East took the first two tricks 
with the king and ace of hearts 
and then switched to a club. 
South saw that he would have to 
lose a diamond sooner or later, 
so that the contract depmded 
on clearing the trumps without 
a loss.

The normal way of' playing 
the trumps is to lead a spade to 
the king and then return a spade 
and decide whether or not to 
finesse.

This method of playing the 
trumps would do South no good 
at all. What’s more, South knew 
it. East had bid two suits and 
surely had at least 10 cards in 
those suits. East was not going 
to show up with length in 
spades.

Gets Count
East almost surely had three 

cards in diamonds and spades 
combined. If so, South could 
count East’s spades by counting 
his diamonds.

For this reason declarer 
cashed the ace of diamonds and 
then led a low diamond toward 
his hand. If East had started 
with a singleton diamond, he 
could ruff the second diamond, 
but then South would play low 
and save the king of diamonds 
for later.

As it happened, East was able 
to follow suit with a second dia­
mond. This made it clear that 
East had only one spade. If 
E ast had discarded, South 
would have played East for two 
spades.

Having obtained the count, 
South took the king of diamonds 
and cashed the ace of spades. 
When the ten  of spad es 
dropped, South led the jack of 
spades through West for a 
finesse and thus avoided the 
loss of a trump trick.

We Find Some Heroes
Americans who have found little to 

a d m ire  in th e  V ie tn am  w ar 
discovered heroes in the returning 
prisoners of war and their sober, 
proud and dignified expressions of 
faith in God and their country.

O ld - fa s h io n e d  p a t r i o t i s m ,  
apparently out of style in some 
quarters, should get a rebirth from 
the quiet eloquence of men like Capt. 
J. A. Denton of Virginia, proud to 
have served their country in difficult 
c ircu m stan ces  and profoundly 
grateful to their country and their 
Commander in Chief President Nixon, 
for “hanging in there until peace with 
honor was won.”
” A grateful President responded 

“my time is yours on that point.” So, 
in good time, returning heroes will 
visit the White House.

Their faith and trust kept their 
morale strong. Their discipline and 
regimen of exercise kept them fit and 
whistling “California, here I come,” 
kept up their hope of freedom. And as 
Navy Capt. James B. Stockdale of 
Illinois said, they lived on loyalty, 
“ loyalty to each other, loyalty to the 
m ilita ry  ethics, loyalty to our 
Commander in Chief.”

Soberly happy, they relished their 
freedom as only men who have lost it 
can, and they eagerly assuaged their 
hunger for home, family, hot showers 
and remembered favorite foods.

Their fellow countrymen appeared 
as hungry to show their appreciation 
as the men were for steak and ice 
cream , chicken and straw berry  
shortcake, and perhaps most of 
all—the news, never so precious as 
when it is kept from you.

In contrast to the comparative 
indifference that has greeted most

returning servicemen, the POW’s met 
a pent-up outpouring of sentiment 
expressed in gifts from ice cream to 
automobiles.

The comparatively good physical 
and mental condition of the men 
released by the North Vietnamese and 
Viet Cong came as a pleasant surprise 
to American medical teams ready for 
anything. None needed emergency 
treatment and those on stretchers and 
crutches will get the attention they 
need at home.

These men a re  tru ly  heroic, 
toughened by hardships, and will 
make with honor and dignity the tran­
sition from captivity to freedom and 
the adjustment to a changed world 
and changed family circumstances.

For most, an accumulation of non- 
taxable back pay with interest will 
ease the return to the ordinary world. 
For some, the amount will exceed 
$100,000 .00 .

More than two million veterans of 
the fighting in Vietnam have come 
back without stirring much of a ripple 
in the public consciousness, too much 
aware of its own dissentions. But 
when the Veterans Administration 
planned to cut Vietnam veterans dis­
ability benefits. President Nixon 
acted quickly to put a stop to that kind 
of c a llo u s  econom y and  th e  
bureaucrat responsible was booted 
out of office.

Let the country honor the POW’s 
who stand as an example to us all, but 
let it not forget those who gave their 
lives nor those who served their turn 
and escaped capture. Let us now 
renew or faith in God and our country 
and strive for the mutual respect and 
reconcilliation essential to our 
national well being. ^

The Cuban Agreement

It has proved possible for the United 
States and Cuba to agree, at least on 
the need to deter airplane hijackings, 
a bothersome crime to both countries.

The agreement, reached quickly 
despite the required round-about 
negotiations through the good offices 
of Swiss diplomacy, calls for the 
e x tra d it io n  or p ro secu tio n  of 
hijackers. Essentially, this means 
that Cuba will return or prosecute 
American fugitives, while the United 
States will continue to accept Cuban 
refugees who do not endanger crew or 
passengers of a ship or plane in 
fleeing, to Florida mostly.

Since 1961 there have been 101 
attem pts to force airliners to fly to 
Cuba with fugitive criminals, some 
claiming political asylum, others 
simply kidnappers, murderers and 
robbers. Of these, 85 reached their 
Communist haven. They became a 
p u isa n c e  to F id e l C astro, \^ho 
interned them, appropriated at least 
temporarily the ransom.booty of those 
who had it, and let the planes fly back 
to the United States.

Castro apparently concluded there 
was no propaganda profit in giving
criminals asylum and let the United 
States know be was ready to join in an 
effort to put a stop to the hijackings.

Castro’s initiative was welcomed, as 
he knew it would be, and the 
negotiations begun Nov. 25 ac­
complished their broad goal Feb. 15.

The five-year agreement indicates 
the more conciliatory attitude of 
Communist countries since President 
Nixon broke the ice with his visits to 
Peking and Moscow. It could be a 
precursor of renewed diplomatic 
e x c h a n g e s  and m o re  n o r m a l  
relations, which should be advan­
tageous to both countries, despite our 
reluctance to deal with a Communist 
dictator who has been as pesky as a 
pebble in a shoe.

Castro has no love for America and 
has sought to export violence and 
revolution to Latin America. These 
efforts have not succeeded and 
a p p a r e n t l y  have s lowed to a 
standstill.

We have good reason to be wary of 
Communist pledges, so often broken. 
But if Castro observes the anti­
hijacking agreement, we should not 
hesitate to take the initiative toward 
more normal relations with our island 
neighbor.

After all, the United States ranks 
only behind Cuba in Cuban population 
and we have many mutual problems 
that can’t be solved by not speaking to 
each other.

Award goes without further ado 
to New York City Councilman 
Thomas Cuite, a Brooklyn

As' you know, Mr. Cuite in­
troduced a bill recen tly  
requiring that “ The S tar 
Spangled Banner” be played at 
all sporting events.

The proposed law has always 
comd under fire. “Why just 
sporting events?” critics ask. 
“Why not symphonies, operas 
and the ballet, too?”

This carping is unjust. 
E v e r y o n e  knows t h a t  
symphonies, operas and the 
ballet are attended only by 
Commie fags. Sporting events 
are the real America—as 
American as our inalienable 
right to boo the Dodgers, Mom 
and apple pib.

The only flaw in the bill is 
that it imposes no penalties for 
those who fail to stand when our 
National Anthem is played—and 
i n c r e a s i n g l y  co m m o n  
scandalous occurence.

Who hasn’t been offended on 
seeing those in ticket lines 
outside the stadium go right on 
disrespectfully chattering while 
the notes of our sacred Anthem 
waft through the air?

Worse yet, studies show that 
more than 18.2 per cent of our 
seemingly loyal football fans 
fail to rise from their easy 
chairs when our stirrin g  
Anthem is played on radio or 
even television. (We can be 
certain this figure does not in­
clude our President.)

But surely we should show 
our Anthem the same respect in 
the privacy of our homes, 
particularly if impressionable 
children are present, as we 
show if in public placed

Hfr. Mixon made clear he was 
iolexcsted in no tax reform bill 
off auy hind. BGIIs replied he 
was pmmg to have one passed, 
like i t  o r not. Mills then 
switched adraitly to possible 
tax “’’ranpiificatiion”—excusing 
from an federal income taxes 
awy franly of foor earning less 
than tUMS and lowering the 

effective rate (on

adjusted gross income) to 50 
per cent.

These proposals suddenly 
kindled Mr. Nixon’s interest in 
tax reform, which may explain 
his remarks six days later on 
the walk to 'Trader Vic’s. But 
whereas a euphoric President 
may promise tax reform 
proposals “sooner than you 
think,” the promise comes 
without the ’Treasury ready.

Indeed, Mr. Nixon’s offhand 
remarks were sloughed off at 
the Treasury. Amazed at the 
P residejit’s prom ise, one- 
official pointed it out to a 
Treasury policymaker. “Oh, 
no,” he replied, quite incorrect­
ly. “You’ve got it wrong. The 
President was talking about 
trade legislation.”

Treasury officials are aware 
the tax “simplificaiton” that 
fascinated the President could 
permit Mills to pursue his old 
dream of major capital gains 
reform (including a graduated 
capital gains tax geared to the 
length of the holding period) 
certain to be fiercely opposed 
by business.

Mills is likely to agree to the 
Treasury’s plea for trade 
hearings before drafting the tax 
bill. The big confrontation 
would then come once the trade 
hearings were finished. Mills 
would be inclined to return to 
the tax bill; the Treasury would 
beg him to turn immediately to 
drafting a trade bill.

In other  words,  the 
Treasury’s interest in tax 

pieced together an reform remains constant: just 
lie account of what about zero. But with Mr. Nixon 

it could be another matter. He 
has departed from normal 
procedure in two important 
respects;  meet ing Mills 
without note-taking aides or 
other Congressmen present, 
and talking off-the-cuff with 
reporters. Straying that far 
from his usual rigid isolation, 
the President might now even 
stray a bit from his own 
priorities.

CIRCUIT COURT 12 
Manchester Session 

John E. Morton Jr., 80, of 109 
Spruce St., had his one-year Jail 
sentence on a non-support con­
viction suspended by Judge 
Nicholas Armentano in Circuit 
C o u rt 12, M a n c h e s te r ,  
’Thursday.

Morton was placed on proba­
tion for two years, with Judge 
Armentano’s stipulation that 
Morton make back payments to 
the court’s Family Relations 
Office for the support of his 
three children.

Morton was tried and con­
victed of non-support on March 
4,1971, and he was sentenced to 
a year in jail by Judge Armen­
tano. He appealed the case to 
the Circuit Court Appellate 
Division, and last month tee 
local court received an order of 
dismissal from tee appellate 
panel. No reasons for dismissal 
of the appeal were given.

While tee appeal was pen­
ding, execution of tee jail term 
was stayed and Morton was 
free on a $3(X) appeal bond. 
Dismissal of tee appeal meant 
that Morton would have to 
serve the sentence, court of­
ficials said, but Morton’s at­
torney, David (jiolas, filed a mo­
tion seeking modification of the 
sentence.

try  is a  redwood and pine A- 
fram e type home. Rustic in

There a re  bad and good 
e m e rg e n c y  r o o m s ,  and 
Manchester Hoqiital falls in the 
latter category, according to 
Dr. Robert Butterfield.

D r. B n tte rfie ld , of the 
M anrhfstg Hoqiital Emergen­
cy Department, was a featured 
qieako' a t the second annual 
safety program sponsored by 
the Tolland Junior Woman’s 
Club Wednesday evening.
. Uses and abuses of the 
e m e r g e n c y  r o o m  w e r e  
explained by Dr. Butterfield, 
Dr. Paul Gramling of Rockville 
Eknergency Departmait and 
Helen Brissette, president of 
the Emergency Department 
N u r s e s  of C o n n e c t i c u t  
(EDNAC).

Dr. Bntterfield showed X- 
rays of fractured bones, spoke 
about burns, nose bleeds.

sprains and punctures. He 
stressed the importance of 
adul ts  obtaining te tanus  
boosters at least every ten 

and more often if around 
b o r ^  frequently.

Speaking of the emergency 
room crises featured in last 
Sunday’s Parade magazine. Dr. 
Butterfield agreed that the use 
of e x - m i l i t a r y  m e d i c a l  
corpsmen and nurses would 
lessen the load of doctors.

Dr. Grambling stated he is 
the only full-time physician on 
staff at Rockville Hospital 
Emergency Department. His 
talk concentrate on poisoning 
and drug overdose,  both 
accidental and otherwise.

According to the Poison 
Control Center, there were 142 
f a t a l i t i e s ,  e x c lu d in g  
barbituates, in 1970. Of these 78 
were suicidal, half from carbon 
monoxide and a third from 
medication drug overdose.

B ra in a rd  Lauds 
T ran s it Solution

State Rep. Jesse Brainard of 
Coventry, representing the 53rd 
Assembly District (Coventry, 
Tolland and l^Uington), says 
that be supported the recently 
signed bill permitting com­
munities to establish regional 
transit districts because it is 
“ the most realistic way of 
dealing with the present im­
passe between a few large city 
bus com panies and their 
employes.’*

“ My constituen ts came 
through load and clear,’’ said 
Brainud, “that they would not 
tolerate a one cent, statewide 
tax on gasoline to bail out a 
handf u l  of c i ty  bus line 
operators, who, despite legal 
m o n o p o l i e s  u n d e r  PUC 
regulations, have demonstrated 
that they sW  can’t hack it. The 
new law not <»ly provides a 
means piduig up current 
and future deficits throu^ a 
l^a lly  imposed levy on one 
cent in taxes on gas sold within 
a transit system, it also sets 
new incentives and oppor­
tu n ities  for local busline 
operators to operate profitably.

“ The D em ocrats,’’ said 
Brainard, “are attonpting to 
mix oil auid water by claiming 
that mass transit and localized 
bus transportation are one and 
the same, and the sta te’s 
reqioasibility.

“A mass transit system, one 
that integrates road, rail, air 
and water, is unquestionably a 
concern not only of the state, 
but of the Federal government 
as well .  The . problems,  
however, of tiie (Connecticut 
Company and its operations, or 
the CCRL, are highly localized 
problems and should be 
resolved at that level under the 
realistic ground rules the new 
legislation makes possible. The 
new law also provides a long 
needed override control to cen­
tralized union pressures that 
have been largely responsible 
for increasing costs to bus 
operators, such as union in- 
slstance in feather-bedding 
practices to maintain little- 
used routes, operate at off-peak 
hours, and siphon off revenues 
to support mounting fringe 
benefit packages at the expense 
of maintenance and deprecia­
tion costs of the rolling stock.’’

“Put in its simplist terms,’’ 
Brainard conclude, “this new 
law enables a board of locally 
elected officials to levy the one 
cent tax whenever in its judg­
ment operating costs fall into 
the red. If the franchised 
o p e r a t o r  can o p e r a t e  
profitably, then no regional tax 
is necessary or justified. If he 
can’t, the local agency can look 
around for another operator 
who can.”

HARTFORD (AP) -  Gov. 
Thomas J. Meskill has ap­
pointed six persons to the 3^ 
m e m b e r  c i t i z e n s  group 
studying Connecticut River 
flood management under the 
New England River Basins 
(Commission.

The six are former Water 
Resources (Conunissioner John 
C urry  of Mil ford;  West 
Hartford Mayor Ellsworth 
Grant; F. Walker Johnson, a 
member of the Greenwich 
Conservation Commission; 
Evon Kochey of the Lakeville 
Ecology Lehgue; Christopher 
Percy of Sinubuiy, a member 
of the Connecticut River 
Watershed Council; and George 
Simpson of Hartford, director 
of th e  F a r m  B u r e a u  
Association.

The 1770,000 study will take 
two-and-one-half years.

Dr. Grambling stressed the 
importance of staying calm, 
gett ing  help quickly and 
bringing the poison container to 
the hospital with the patient.

Dr. Gramling also reported 
the rising problem of alcohol 
abuse, describing a typical 
pe r son ’s appearance  and 
behavior upon arrival at the 
emergency room with a case of 
the “DT’s.” Approximately 
157o of cases of the “DT’s” end 
fatally.

Manchester Hospital’s new 
Emergency Department was 
added in December 1971 and 
has six full-time physicians on 
staff. Dr. Gramling noted 
Rockville Hospital is a small 
facility that can handle almost 
every emergency, but not the 
volume of Manchester.

Both doctors agree persons 
should call their own physicians 
f i rs t ;  however, in a true 
emergency s i tuat ion one 
shouldn’t  wait for a return call.

Mrs. Brissette, on staff at 
M an c h es t e r  E m erg e n cy  
Department, explained that the 
patient is evaluated by the 
nurse as to the degree of urgen­
cy and sent to the appropriate 
area for treatment.

EDNAC advocates the use of 
R.N.’s, trained in emergency 
procedures, to treat certain 
types of cases freeing the doc­
tors for true emergencies, such 
as cardiac arrest.

Mrs. Brissette stated that 
M anchester’s Emergency 
Department saw 33,000 patients 
in 1972, compared to 6,000 in 
1959. Projected figures for this 
year are 40,000, many of which 
are not true emergencies’ and 
which could easily be treated by 
trained nurses if this were 
allowed under state statutes. 
She explained that the h i^  
p e r c e n t a g e  of abuse  of 
emergency facilities is c i^ ting  
increases in insurance rates 
and hospital costs.

Both the Tolland Volunteer 
A m b u lan ce  A s s o c i a t i o n  
(TVAA) and the Tolland 
Volunteer Fire Department 
manned displays and exhibited 
equipment. Over fifty persons 
attended the program and were 
encouraged to practice on the 
TVAA’s “resuscitation Annie,” 
a lifesize dummy.

Pamphlets were distributed 
including information on home 
safety, poisons, artificial  
respiration, heart trouble signs, 
fire prevention and a first-aid 
summary.

Mrs. Brissette displayed a 
c h a r t  of M a n c h e s t e r ’s 
emergency cases from 1959 
through 1972. She pointed out 
t h a t  Rockvi l le  Hospi ta l  
Emergency Department is 
p r e s e n t l y  a t  t h e  s t a g e  
Manchester was in 1965. She 
stated the EDNAC is looking 
f o r w a r d ' t o  R o c k v i l l e ’s 
continued growth, both to serve 
their immediate area and to 
alleviate the situation at 
Manchester.

The Board of Selectmen has 
voted to ccHitinue to meet the 
first and third Tuesday of each 
month as they have in the past, 
despite a recommendation 
from the Democratic Town 
Committee.

6.

Joseph Pepin, Lee Adams, 
Francis Sellars and Robert 
Bertheiumall said they were 
concerned and thought that if 
the area was not constantly 
sanded “someone will 4)0 killed 
there.”

Sellars said he has called the 
first selectman about five times 
and one night when he couldn’t 
get him hie called the state 
police and “it got sanded.”

The condition exists there, 
said Adams, because the 
drainage ditch is full of leaves 
and debris, and when the water 
comes off the hill, “It can’t go 
into the culvert and just builds 
up on the road Into ice.”

He said cars have ended up on 
his front lawn because of the 
condition. He added that he 
feared someone not aware of 
the ice could easily end up in 
the middle of Rt. 6 and cause an 
accident. Sellars also said there

NEW YORK (AP) — A “ reasonably optimistic”  Marvin 
Miller, fresh from briefing a number of players in Los 
Angeles, was back in New York today for another round of 
negotiations aimed at reaching a settlement of the dispute 
that has prevented m ajor league baseball teams from, 
opening spring training camps.

“ We have bwn meeting daily,”  said Miller, executive 
director of the Major League Baseball Players Associa­
tion. “ We will meet Saturday. Also Sunday...if necessary. 
Based on the last lew days we are reasonably optimistic.”  

Asked if a settlement could be reached within 48 hours. 
Miller replied, “ I hope so.”

Miller met Friday in Los Angeles with about 60 players, 
including Frank Robinson of the California Angels, Juan 
Marichal of the San Francisco Giants and Don Sutton, 
player representative of the Los Angeles Dodgers.

“ The p la yers  a re  so lid ly  behind the P la y ers  
Association,”  Miller reported. “ They are more united than 
ever. The purpose of the meeting was carried out—to 
provide players with an up-to-date report of negotiations in 
New York.”

Friday’s meeting was the first of seven scheduled 
around the country during the next two w wks if no settl^ 
ment is reached. Spring training officially begins March 
1—pitchers and catchers usually report before that—and 
Miller has said there will be a meeting of all player 
representatives in New York March 1 if the owners refuse 
to open the camps by that date.

The key issues in the dispute are the reserve clause, 
which binds a player to his team unless he is traded, sold 
or released, and salary arbitration.

NEW YORK (AP) -  Tracy Smith 
chased convicts for two years. Now 
he’s chasing track records—and get­
ting them.

Smith, a Los Angeles policeman for 
two years b.efore resigning last 
August, tracked down the world in­
door threemile mark Friday night 
with a blazing clocking of 13 minutes 
7.2 seconds at the National AAU 
Championships before  a roaring 
crowd of 15,943 at Madison Square 
Garden.

His time shot down the old mark of 
13:09.8 set by schoolteacher George 
Young in 1969.

Another world record was smashed 
by 30-year-old George Woods, a 6-foot- 
2, 300-pound giant who now is an ad­
missions counselor at his alma mater. 
Southern Illinois University.

Woods, using a borrowed shot from 
rival Bruce Wilhelm of the New York 
Athletic Club, heaved the 16-pound 
ball 69 feet 9Vz inches at the Columbia 
Airdom e, where three afternoon 
finals were held.

But he had to wait before his record 
toss was certified. Following Woods’ 
throw, which bettered the mark of 69- 
5% by A1 Feuerbach earlier this year, 
Wilhelm said: “ I know that the shot is 
underweight and illegal. Don’t bother 
weighing it,”  he told chief field judge 
Dr, Charles Blanford.

The ball was weighed anyway—and 
found to be legal.

Meanwhile, Marty Liquori won 
what he said would be his final indoor 
race, capturing the mile in 4:03.5, 
edging dogged Reggie McAfee of the 
University of North Carolina, ^ho had 
the same time.

Olympic champion Rod Milburn of 
Southern University put on a game ef­
fort in winning the 60-yard hurdles for 
the second consecutive year in 7.0 
seconds.

Another Olypipic champion, Randy 
W illiam s o f the U niversity  o f 
Southern California, won the long 
jump with a leap of 26 feet, 5V4 inches.

Russia’s Ludmila Bragina, the 
women’s Olympic 1,500-meter cham­
pion and world record holder, was an 
impressive winner in the mile, but 
Valery Borzov, the men’s Olympic 100 
and 200-meter champion from the 
Soviet Union, again failed to win in 
the United States. Miss Bragina drew 
loud cheers from the crowd by racing 
to a meet record of 4:40.0, but Borzov 
finished third in the 60-yard dash in 
6.1, behind Ivory Crockett, an Olym­
pian from Trinida-Tobago, and Herb 
Washington, the Big Ten Conference 
indoor and outdoor sprint champion 
who had been unbeaten this season. 
Both Crockett and Washington were 
timed in 6.0 seconds.

Steve Smith, holder of the world in­
door pole vault record at 18 feet, one- 
quarter inch, failed three times at 18-1 
after winning at 17-8.

John Craft of the University of 
Chicago Track Club bettered his meet 
record in the triple jump with a leap 
of 54-8'/ .̂ Other men’s winners in­
cluded George Frenn in the 35-pound 
weight throw, Dwight Stones of Los 
Angeles in the high jump, Marcel 
Philippe of Fordham University in the 
1,000, and Fred Newhouse of the 
Philadelphia Pioneer Club in the 600.

Nastase faulted on services while 
aiming the ball at linesman Tom 
McDermott, hit balls far past the 
baseline or well short o f the net and 
stood motionless as shots bounced 
well within his range.

In addition to the fine by the IPA ’s 
Management Committee, Nastase 
faces possible disciplinary action by 
the U.S. Lawn Tennis Association.

V eteran  tenn is o f f ic ia l  M ike 
Blanchard, judge of the match, said of 
the display by Nastase: “ I’ve never 
seen anything worse.”

G o t t fr ie d , the ten th -ra n k ed  
Am erican player who was easily 
defeated by Nastase in the Clean Air 
Tournament last year, said the perfor­
mance by Nastase, “ wasn’t fair to 
m e, or to anyone else.

Although the glass shattered, 
the bottle retained its original 
shape because the fragments ad­
hered to the film o f cellulose 
nitrate inside.

From this accident the idea

Haven, Balzano earned his high 
school diploma, from night 
scho o l .

After graduation, Balzano 
became a licensed optician in 
Connect icut  and in 1971 
received a Ph.D. in political 
philosophy from Georgetown 
University in Washington, D.C.
