Vietnam Conference Opens In Paris

PARIS (AP) — Secretary of
State William P. Rogers called
on an international conference
on Vietnam to set up simple
machinery to make certain
peace there does not fall into
jeopardy. Canada expressed its
displeasure at the present
system and threatened to pull
out of the peacekeeping
commission in South Vietnam.

Rogers suggested to the
opening session of the con-
ference that it should establish
a simple link with the
peacekeepers in the field and
that if six or more of the parties
meeting here find that peace is
in danger then the conference
‘“had the right and
responsibility to reconvene."

Canada officially informed
the conference that it will quit
the four-nation peace
supervisory commission in
Vietnam by April 30 unless an
international authority is
established to deal with cease-
fire violations.

This stand put forth by
Foreign Secretary Mitchell
Sharp was supported in princi-
ple at least by Rogers during
the 2%s-hour session.

U.S. officials said the method
for setting up an authority to
deal with peace violations is
open to negotiation.

‘‘However,” Rogers said, “‘a
simple mechanism for
reconvening must exist.”

It seems obvious, the

secretary continued, that the
parties have a responsibility in
the event of violations which
threaten the peace,
independence or right of self-
determination of the
Vietnamese people.

This is both a joint and
individual responsibility, he
said, which means all par-
ticipants should consult with
each other on a regular basis
concerning the agreement.
Rogers said there should be
some link between the con-
ference members and the four
parties manning the
International Commission of
Control and Supervision —
Poland, Hungary, Indonesia
and Canada.

Transit District Gas Tax
Alternate Called Daydream

HARTFORD (AP) — A
proposal to allow transit dis-
tricts to dip into the state
gasoline tax without having to
impose a local surcharge
amounts to little more than
“daydreaming,” says House
Speaker Francis Collins.

“I really think that's a little
bit of daydreaming,' the
Brookfield Republican said.
““That exact same proposal
came before the legislature last
week in the form of an
amendment and was defeated,"

transit districts would be able
lo tap the state gasoline tax for
one penny of every gallon sold
in the district.

It was proposed by state Rep.
George C. Ritter, D-Hartford,
and is supported by Senate
Majority Leader Lewis B.
Rome, R-Bloomfield, and the
Senate chairman of the Finance
Committee, Lawrence J.
DeNardis, R-Hamden.

Ritter, who is also a member
of the Greater Hartford Transit
District (GHTD), said he was
urging the plan because the

SAIGON (AP) — A North
Vietnamese spokesman said
today that no American
prisoners of war will be
released on Tuesday, but U.S.
officials were hopeful of last-
minute word from Hanoi
announcing about 140 more
POWs would be handed over.

“There will definitely not be
any POW releases Tuesday,
“the chief North Vietnamese
spokesman in Saigon, Bui Tin,
told newsmen. He added that
the list of the next prisoners to
be turned over also would not
be delivered today. He said
word was soon from
Hanoi, but he did not know
when it would come.

Lower Court
Told To Review

Abortion Law

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Supreme Court today told a
lower court to re-examine its decision on a 1972
Connecticut Jaw that prohibits abortion except when
necessary to save an expectant mother's life.

The high court vacated a
decision by a federal court in
Hartford last September which
declared the law
wnconstitutional. The Justices
instructed the court to look at
their decision of last month in
which the court ruled that
states may not materially in-
terfere with the decision
between a woman and her
physician to terminate
pregnancy within the first six
months.

During the final three
months, the court said, the
states may limit abortions to
those required to preserve the
bealth of the mother,

The 1972 law supplanted
Conmecticut's 1860 statute on
abortion. That law had been
earlier appealed to the’court.
The justices sent that appeal
back to a federal court in New
Haven suggesting it was moot.

The high court on Oct. 16, 1972
had stayed the action of the
federal court in Hartford, thus

A permitting the state to continue

its ban on abortion. Today's
action automatically removes
that stay.

Jan. 22 abortion ruling in cases
dealing with laws in Georgia
and Texas.

In applying for reconsidera-
tion, Texas had accused the
high ¢ourt of imposing its own
“social beliefs"” in order to
strike down the abortion law in
the Jan. 22 decision.

The two Connecticut laws
were similar. Connecticut had
appealed to the lower court
decision.

State officials had claimed
the 1972 law was based on scien-
tific evidence that “‘the unborn
child is an alive, separate and
distinet human entity from the
time it is conceived."

The appeal asked: ‘'Does not
the government of Connecticut
have a compelling state
interest to protect the lives of
its unborn -children so as to
override any Interest on the
part of their mothers to
extinguish those lives ... 7"

The three-judge court in
Hartford decided, 2 to 1, that
the law represents an
unwarranted intrustion into a
woman's right ‘'to privacy and
personal choice in I?Qmers of
sex and family life."”

Opposed Two
Tax Proposals

NEW HAVEN (AP) —

The Connecticut Conference of

Mayors and Municipalities has fired another barrage of
letters at the state capitol urging the legislature to reject
proposals that would reduce local revenue,

The letters, which were
announced Sunday, would
reduce certain tax incomes
more than $100 million below
present levels by 1884, the
conference said.

The chief executives object to
two specific bills, both of which
were recommended by the
Governor's Commission on Tax
Reform.

One measure would gradually
eliminate property laxes on
most types of personal property
of private business and
industrial concern,

The commission estimated
that the provision would cut
local tax revenues by $7 million
in the first year, escalating to
$70 million a year by 1984,

That proposal was labeled by
the mayors as “‘a giveaway to
certain private interests at the
expense of the homeowner."

The other measure would do
away with state reimbursement
to cities and towns for
state mandated property tax
exemptions on commercial in-
ventories beginning in 1976. The

.Y
-

commission estimated that the
change eventually would
eliminate $32 million in revenue
for the state’s 169 cities and
towns each year,

The mayors described the
second proposal as “‘an abdica-
tion of responsibility by the
state."

The conference argues that
the loss of revenue from
business and industry would
cause an increase in property
tax on homeowners to make up
the difference.

“We are very much in favor
of encouraging industrial and
commercial growth but not at
the expense of the
homeowners,'' conference
President John J. Sullivan, first
selectman of Fairfield, said in
the letter.

Rather than repeal the state
reimbursement for- inventory
tax write-offs, the state should
reimburse the communities for
their full losses, the conference
$ald. Reimbursement now s
based on revenue levels of 1964
and 1967, as provided in existing

statutes.

The next operatic offering of
the season comes March 9
which isn't very far off. It will
be a double bill, combining
Mascagni's ''Cavalleria
Rusticana” with Puccini's “II
Tabarro." This, of course, is not
the traditional lﬁnlring which
unites *'Cav'' with "'Pag," and I,
for one, cheer loudly for the
change,

“Tabarro' is not at all well
known but it Is an excellent
companion to the very well
known ‘‘Cavalleria," since both
are "‘verismo'' operas; that |s
to say operas dealing with very
ordinary people, not romantic
royalty, or gods and goddesses
as is so often the case. I don't
need to tell you about “Cav”
but I had better inform you
concerning “'II Tabarro."

The titile means '‘The
Cloak," an article of wearing
apparel that becomes very
important at the end of this one-
act opera. First, you'd better
get the characters in mind,
There is Michele, 50, the owner
of a barge tied up in the Seine
on the deck of which the action
takes place. He is married to
Giorgetta, only 25, whose
affection for her husband has
cooled and who is having an
affair with Luigi, 20, a
stevedore, unbeknown to
Michele.

There are three other minor
characters, Talpa, another
stevedore; his wife, Frugola,
and Tinca, still another
stevedore. Talpa and Frugola
are in their fifties, while Tinca
is about 35.

The curtain actually goes up
before the music starts in this
one, the only case of its kind
that I know in opera. The
stevedores are finishing loading
the barge as Michele and
Georgetta look on. She repulses
her husband's show of affection
and he strides off huffily down
the gangplunk to the shore.

Georgetta now offers the
workmen some wine and they
crowd around, drinking her
health. An organ grinder goes
by on the quay and plays a tune
for dancing. Tinca is too clumsy
a partner for Georgetta and is
replaced by Luigi. Talpa sees
Michele returning, and the
dancing stops very quickly as
the men return to work.

It develops that all three
stevedores are to accompany

the barge to Rouen in the
morning as Frugola appears.
She is an old crone and a
professional rag-picker. You
will have seen Rita de Carlo as
Lola in "“Cav," just previously
and you'll never recognize her
in her get-up for this one.

Talpa and Frugola leave
wearily for home, Michele and
Tinca also leave the stage and
we have Georgetta and Luigi
alone. They make
arrangements for a rendezvous
in one hour's time, Georgetta
lighting a match to signal that
the coast is clear for their
dalliance.

Luigi leaves and Michele com-
es up from below, asking
Georgetta why their love has
cooled. He invites her inside his
cloak for warmth, but
Georgetta will have none of it,
saying their love has cooled
because they are both older
than they were. Then she goes
off to bed while Michele
remains on deck apparently
reconciled to what she has just
said.

No sooner is she out of
hearing, however, then he cries
out, ""You whore!" He goes to
the quay where he can see in
the window of the barge and
discovers his wife still dressed,
and apparently waiting for
something or someone. In a
soliloquy he tries to make up his
mind as to who his wife's lover
may be, but comes to no
conclusion.

On deck again, he sits down,
charges his pipe and strikes a
match to light it, unwittingly
giving the signals to Luigi, who
quickly approaches. Michele
hides himself when he notices
the movement, then throws
himself on Luigi and strangles
him.

Georgetta is roused by the
noise and comes on deck to see
what is going on, so Michele
quickly hides Luigi's body
under the cloak and stands in
front of it as if nothing had
happened. Georgetta comes up
to him and asks him to warm
her underneath. his cloak as he
had offered earlier.

With a terrible cry he opens
the cloak and discloses the
lifeless body of her lover as the
curtain falls.

That's it so far as the plot is
concerned, but it is not the
opera. The music is Puccini at
his best, It is one of three

“Pagliacci” which are far
more popular. This is not to
belittle those operas, bul to give
you an idea of what a fine work
“Tabarro'' really is.

The cast will include Placido
Domingo, just about the finest
tenor around today. The
soprano will be Maria Galvany,
noted for a big voices and fine
acting ability. She will be
making her first appearance in
Hartford. Rita de Carlo, a
favorite here, for the numerous
roles she has sung will be the
rag-picker, as I mentioned, and
Giovanni Ciminelli, about
whom [ personally know
nothing, will be the Michele.

WASHINGTON — The strong
probability that Dr. Henry
Kissinger's latest visit to Com-
munist China will sweeten
relations between Washington
and Peking carries with it an
ominous risk: always-
suspicious Moscow may read
far too much into the new U.S.-
Chinese talks.

As one top expert says
privately, “The Soviets are
climbing the wall'' over
Kissinger's Peking journey.
The result, although still
regarded as unlikely, could be a
sudden Soviet decision to use
force against its mortal enemy,
Communist China, in a
resumption of fighting in
eastern Siberia,

It could be—again, not likely
but possible—a swift nuclear
strike against the growing
Chinese nuclear capability
which, experts here estimate,
will be beyond a sudden
knockout punch from the Soviet
Union or anywhere else by 1975.

Soviet leaders scoff at all
such Western talk as abhorrent
nonsense. Further, they read it
as deliberately inspired anti-

In fact, however, that Soviet
line grossly underestimates the
Nixon-Kissinger team's own
acute awareness that the game
of triangular world politics
now being played with Moscow
and Peking is extremely
dangerous to all three parties.

Sitting in the cathird seat
rapidly warming its relations
with both Moscow and Peking,
the U.S. is in a position to play
one off against the other—‘to
diddle the commies,” as one
high official puts it, to
Washington's own advantage.

Thus, any sudden indication
that Mr. Nixon is playing
games with one of the” Com-
munist powers at the expense of
the other could act immediately
to ‘‘de-stabilize’’—to use the
vernacular of Nixon aides—U.S.
relations with the suspicious
power.

It is precisely such "“‘de-
stabilization''—a possible
byproduct of Kissinger's war-
ending visit to Peking with no
parallel visit to Moscow—that
now worries top policymakers
here. Even without ‘‘de-
stabilizing'" the new harmony
between Washington and
Moscow, some experts here
have been saying privately for
months that the odds are at
least 50-50 in favor of a Soviet
strike against the growing
Chinese nuclear arsenal.

If the Kremlin has actually
pondered such a military
strike, any hint that Washington
and Peking were coming closer
together, at Moscow’s expense,
would obviously make it more
likely.

The analogy used here takes
the form of a question: How
would Washington
policymakers react if Mexico
were about to reach a second-
strike nuclear capability
against the U.S.?7 That is
precisely the chilling prospect

in China which now confronts
Moscow.

It is certainly nct the
administration’s purpose to
wage psychological warfare
against Moscow by seeming to
threaten intimacy with Peking
at Moscow's expense. To the
contrary, ‘‘de-stabilization™ of
relations with the Soviet Union
is regarded with horror.

Thus, Kissinger's agenda in
Peking is actually loaded with
mundane items: admitting

American newsmen routinely, .

more cultural exchanges, more
trade and, most important, a
U.S.-Chinese deal to help keep
the peace in Southeast Asia.

That means seeking an
agreement not to feed Hanoi
weapons in the highly critical
phase when the 60-day period
covering the exit of all US.
troops expires.

Kissinger was sent to Peking
to make one other major point:
contrary to critics convinced
that Mr. Nixon's only purpose
in the long Vietnam
negotiations was to cover an
“honorable” U.S. withdrawal,
the President genuinely
believes political stability can
be established there—if China
helps. What he dimly perceives
is postwar reconstruction for
all Vietnam in which Peking
will have a significant role
along with Washington.

But none of that is likely to
convince Moscow the U.S. and
China are not conspiring
against her, just as nothing
could have convinced China the
U.S. was not conspiring against
her if Mr. Nixon had sided with
Soviet-allied India instead of
China's ally, Pakistan, in their
1971 war.

Thus, while the Washington
role of top dog in the triangular
world politics carries powerful
assets, it also carries risks that
cannot be mathematically
calculated. If Moscow -
one day decide Peking is
getting too much out of
Washington, the Kremlin won't
stop in at the White House
before acting.

Broadcasting Co.

Kissinger said that while he
was in Hanoi, he presented a
U.S. analysis of the missing in
action, “‘particularly where we
had some evidence that a flier
had parachuted ... or where we
had collateral evidence that a
person might have been taken
prisoner.

Kissinger, President Nixon's
chief adviser on national
security, told NBC correspon-
dent Barbara Walters, '‘North
Vietnam will never relinquish
its desire to take over South
Vietnam.' But that is not the
issue, he added.

'The issue is will they want
to unify Vietnam by force or
are they willing to rely on an
evolutionary process,”’
Kissinger said. He said he
thought the North Vietnamese
were considering a ‘‘peaceful
revolution .. for the first time in
their history and in their lives."”

He said the United States was
not opposed to unification
through. peaceful, political
means. ‘‘If the performance on
one part or the other is so
clearly superior to that of the
other that it tends to achieve
moral superiority over the
other, that is not an American
concern,”” he said. ;

The wide ranging interview
also touched on Kissinger's
working relationship with the
President. First, he said
reports of a strain in their
relationship during the last
stages of the peace negotiations
were unfounded. Then he
provided a glimpse of how he
and Nixon work together.

“The President, before 1 go
out on a diplomatic mission,
doesn't write down specific
points that I am supposed to
achieve ... What the President

Good News

Hard To
Detect

NEW YORK (AP) — The
public has became accustomed
during the past few years to
receiving some very distasteful
cost-of-living figures sauced
over with official comment that
things were better than they
seemed.

If the news looks bad, it is
often s0 only because of the
interpretation given the facts
by newsmen without' educated
tastes. If it is good, well then it
is proof that the pudding is
delectable.

Thus it was that, last July,
newsmen were admonished for
using raw cost-of-living figures
— figures which do not take into
consideration expecled,
seasonal variations in con-
ditions.

“To look at these figures in
an unadjusted way is like
looking out the window at night
and saying there is an eclipse,”
said Dr, Herbert Stein,
chairman of the President's
Council of Economic advisers,

On the same day, Stein was
pleased to interpret and extol a
sharp increase in economic
growth and a fall in the inflation
rate as ''the best combination
of economic news to be

released in one day this
decade."”

Secretary of Agriculture Earl
L. Butz has now done something
of the sort again — not that the
performance hasn't been
repeated before. What makes
Butz' commentary unique is
that he has served the sauce
before the pudding.

Some bad news is due this
week. The Cost of Living Index,
prepared by the Labor
Department, will be released
and will show, Butz says, a rise
of ''2 to 3 per cent or something
like that.”

That would be, by his own
calculation, the biggest
monthly rise in 20 or 25 years. It
is a rate that by any intelligent
interpretation is a cause for
serious concern in a nation
fighting- for its economic
stability.

But the news media have
been preblamed. The public
already has been told by the

seprefary that the figures may -«

be interpreted by the big city
and urban press in a grossly
unfair manner,

“During the last two months,
we had seasonal wintertime
rises .in farm prices, largely
due to weather and
transportation shortages," he
said. The increase therefore
shouldn’t be interpreted on an
annual basis.

On such a basis, which the
government uses for inflation,
jobs, housing starts, balance of
payments, budget surpluses and
deficits and the like, food prices
in January rose at a 24 to 36 per
cent annual rate.

But, said Butz, ‘‘that use of
statistics is like saying if you
have a cold this week it is as an
annual rate of 52 colds a year.
That kind of arithmetic is
preposterous,. and the urban
papers ought to know better.

Yes, preposferous. So also is
the rate on a monthly basis.
And s0 is the insinuation that it
is acceptable or that the
problem is not only with' the
rate but with incorrect
interpretations or lack of un-
derstanding.

And who can say the nation
doesn’t have a very bad cold?
For two straight months, farm
prices have risen 5 per cent,
and that's a mighty fever:

ZBA Grants Bus Firm
Variance For Parking

George Negro's variance
request to allow parking of
buses on Rural Residence Zone
land' at 775 Vernon St. was
gran Monday. night by the
Manchester Zoning Board of
Appeals (ZBA). .

ZBA members voted 4-1, in
closed session after public
hearings, to grant a temporary,
one-year variance. John
Cagianello, who said he failed
to'see a legal hardship, cast the
dissenting vote. v

The varignce will allow
Negro to park up to 18 of his
buses on the site. Atty. Josiah
Lessner, representing Negro at
the public bearing, stressed
that the site would be used only
for parking buses — no lighting,
no utilities, no housing, and no
dispatching facility is
contemplated for the site.

There would be minimal
improvements to the land,
Lessner said — Gravel would be
brought in, and there would be a
“small amount' of bulldozing.
Lessner, presenting several
pictures of the area, said the
proposed parking lot is
surrounded by several acres of
wooded land, and is not visible
from the street.

Negro's buses are now parked
on a lot at the corner of
Brainard Pl. and Johnson Ter.,
as a nonconforming use in
conjunction with the old Silver
Lane Bus Co. garage on
Brainard Pl. which predated
the adoption of zoning in 1938,
according to_Lessner.

Lessner said the parking of
buses there has been the source
of many problems — Area
residents have long complained

to town officials. Lessner said
Negro wants to move the buses
from the Brainard St; lot, but
‘“he has no place to go in
Manchester,'' ‘as zoning

Miss Eleanor
Wilson of 27 Brainard Pl.,
apparently favoring the
application to use the Vernon
St. site, said “I've been trying
to get rid of these buses for
years."

Considering the application in
closed session, ZBA members
noted that the board had
granted Negro a variance for
parking buses off Vernon St
once before. A variance which
allowed parking of 12 buses and
an office trailer there expired
Jan. 31.

Member James Tani said he
favored Negro's plans to use
the Vernon St. land if it meant
getting the buses out of
Brainard Pl.

Only one town resident spoke
at the hearing. David Shapleigh
of 49 Westwood St. said the
number of commerical

The United States had
expected about 140 to be
released today, the halfway
point between the cease-fire
Jan. 28 and the March 28
deadline for release of all

American POWs and
withdrawal of all American
forces from Vietnam.

A four-page statement from
the U.S. delegation called on
North Vietnam and the Viet
Cong's Provisional
Revolutionary Government “to
implement the obligations they
have accepted in the Paris
agreement and protocols and to
take immediate action to fulfill
their commitment to release
1J.S. POWs in accordance with
the withdrawal rate of U.S. and
free world forces.

"This withdrawal has now
reached over 50 per cent of
those forces which were in
South Vietnam on Jan. 28, 1973,
when the agreement came into
effect.

Mayor John Thompson, in his
introductory remarks, urged
support of the Laurel Lake

Federal grants have enabled us
to hire some persons,
employment for youth is dif-
ficult; paid tribute to Chief
James Reardon for his
assistance with youngsters in
trouble.

Rick Gowen, Youth
Commission: Seeking the es-
tablishment of a Coffee House
and a recreation center in town
is needed.

Ed Tomkiel, Sesquicenten-
nial: Planning for the parade
and other promotional events is
well under way.

Clarence Welti, Planning and
Zoning: A new approach is
being studied toward
apartments.

Theresa Parla, Conservation:
Handbook being compiled on
open spaces; also looking into a
noise ordinance, and hope to
administer the Inland-Wetlands
Act.
