~ Goals Defended

‘ WASHINGTON. (AP) —
President Nixon, ¢observing that
his revamped social welfare
program has aroused
‘‘intense controversy and
considerable misunderstan-
ding,'’ defended ' his changes
today in a special message to
Congress

-~ The lengthy message itself
contained no surprises and
confirmed expectations that
Nixon would back away from
his 1989 welfare reform

program, that would have, in
effect, guaranteed a minimum
annual lncome for poor
families.

Much of the emphasis was on
justifying the reorganization
and in some cases, scrapping of
past federal activities in the
area of human resources.

Pledging that he will display

“‘compassion that works — not

simply compassion that means
well,”” Nixon took credit for a
record human resources budget

'Vietnam Peace

Back-Up

Pact

Gets Approval

PAR!S (AP) —

agreed today on a nine-point declaration to back up the
Vietnam peace agreement, and the document was to be
approved this afternoon at a plenary session of the
international conference on Vietnam, officials from both

Communist and non-Communist delegations reported.

Both' sides made significant
concessions to achieve' the
compromise, the sources
reported.

North Vietnam and its Com-
munist allies abandoned their
previous insistence that the
conference could only, be
recalled by a majority of the 12
delegations, This would have
given each side a veto.

In return, the United States
and its allies agreed to mention
the Viet ‘Cong’s Provisional

lytionary Government as a
full-ftedged cbnference
participant.

To appease the Salgon
government, the final article of
the declardtion states that the
signatories do not necessarily
recognize each other.

The| compromise was
approved by a drafting com-
mittee representing the 12
“foreign ministers attehding the
conference.

Two of the articles deal with
detailed procedure for
reporting cease-fire violations
and reconvening the conference
in emergencies.

The conference can be called
back together by the United
States and North Vietnam joint-

ly or by any/six conference
participants. But because of
vigorous Communist objec-
tions, U.N. Secretary-General
Kurt Waldheim was excluded
from any active role in the
peacekeeping arrangements.

With word from Saigon that
North Vietnam lad told the
Americans it was going to
release 142 more U.S. prisoners
of war, Secretary of State
William P. Rogers was
expected to attend the plenary
session of the conference this
alternoon.

President Nixon ordered
Rogers to go to the meeting
only if the United States
received detailed assurances of
the POW release. Rogers was
receiving hour-by-hour reports
from Saigon, and American
officials sald prospects for a
settlement '‘‘look more
positive.”

The plenary session had been
planned for the morning.
American officials said it was
postponed because the drafting
committee was still at work on
the declaration, not because of
the POW dispute.

legislative proposals.

As he had promised, Nixon
again said he would ask

“~"Congress for a new law “‘for

alleviating the often crushing
burdens which property taxes
place on many older
Americans,” but -he did not
spell out what he had in mind.

Discussing his controversial
dismantling of the Office of
Economic Opportunity, Nixon
pictured the move as
strengthening antipoverty
programs by moving them into
Cabinet departments directly

‘“The only ma]ot OEO
program for which termination
of federal funding Is
recommended in'my budget is
community action,"" he said.

With $2.8 billion of federal
funds having been spent since
the program was launched in
1965, Nixon said further funding
“no longer seems necessary or
desirable.”

The President also saw some
abuses in the legal services
program but contended it has
done much to advance the
concept of equal justice for all.

Meskill Testifies
Against Absolufe
News Shield Law

WASHINGTON ‘(AP) — Gov. Thomas J. Meskill of
Connecticut urged a congressional subcommittee today
not to give news reporters an absolute shield” against

having to name their sources.

"‘Protection of the press is
not an_end in ‘itsell,” Meskill
said in prepared testimony. *'To
the extent that legislation
protecting the press protects in-
dividuals — and to that extent
only — is it in concert with the
First Amendment."

By !‘Protecting individuals,"
Meskill said he meant
protecting the rights of defen-
dants to face their accusers.

Also, society must be able to
prosecute criminals without

" being stymied by an inability to

get evidence from newsmen,
Meskill told the House
Judiciary subcommittee.

“Convicting a guilty party is
equal in importance to avpiding
conviction of an innocent
person,'’ he said.

Meskill said- that shleldmg
newsmen and their sources
except in cases of ‘‘compelling
and overriding national
interest'’ would not protect the
rights of most defendants, nor

* would it give prosecutors in

most criminal cases the power
they need fo get testimony from-
newsmen: Few cases involve

.

questions of ‘‘compelling
national interest,” he said..
““If a.compelling and
overriding national interest
could not be found i order to
prevent publication of the
Penlafon Papers,'" said
Meskill, “I think we can agree
that a compelling and
overriding national interest is'a

“rare bird, indeed."

Meskill said reporters should
not always be forced to testify,
and should be protected from

“fishing expeditions'’ and from
being used ‘‘as an investigative
arm of the police,”

*'I urge you to draw your bill
so that it exempts reporters
from (estifying needlessly or
when ' the need for their
testimony can be obviated by
testimony from other sources,”
he said. ‘I strongly urge you,
however, not to make the shield
absolute, for in so doing you
will run the risk ‘of letti
innocent men be convi
while shielding criminals who
deserve not protection but
conviction."

FOR SETTING TRICK
By ALFRED SHEINWOLD
There is a happy land, far, far
away, where you never have to
work for your tricks. Until you

But it was a bragthat
was made good by the hired
help. Originally this work was
supposed to be played without a
conductor but that was
impossibly 'difficult last night
so Mr. Winograd decided on the
interpretation.

He did pretty well with the
first and third movements but
the finale was curiously lacking
in excitement and dyngmic
shading, while the slow move-
ment was pretty dreary even
though it was an accurate
rendition of the notes, Mr.
Winograd doesn't deserve half
the credit that goes to his
musicians. i
In a way the major work of
the evening was still to come;
“Harold in Italy” by Hector
Berlioz, with Robert Glazer,
principal violist of the
orchestra, as soloist. It
received a rather unusual treat-
ment.

In the first place, the viola is
an instrument that is easily
covered; it plays in the center
of an orchestra's tonal range.
The cellos and basses are below
it and the second and first
violins ‘are above it; on top of
this the instrument isn't very
large and can't begin to make
as much sound as a cello, for
example, which is also easily
covered.

Mr. Winograd was aware of
this problem and he generally
kept the orchestra down so Mr.
Glazer could be heard in the
solo passages. When the “‘tutti’’
passages came along; however,
he decided to let the orchestra
play at full volume. This gave
us a reading replete with
excessive contrast and made
_Mr. Glazer seem weak in tone.

Actually> he played very
nicely. The solo literature for
viola is destinctly limited and
while this is not the best work
by Berlioz, Mr. Glazer had a
solid comprehension of it both
technically and artistically;
more 80, I might add, than the
conductor. Accordingly I award
the soloist fulsome praise for
his performance but I have
considerable reservations on
the performance as a whole.

The program opened with “A -

Thanksgiving Overture’” by
Earl George, born, in
Milwaukee in 1924 according to
the program notes. He isn't in
Baker's ‘‘Biographical
Dictionary of Musicians," nor
is he included in Ewen’s
“‘composers Since 1900, so it is
difficult to understand why he
was included on the program
when Mr. Winograd is not noted
for playing modern American
composers.

The plece was a completely
carpetered thing based on, the

Keep On the Heat

WASHINGTON—Even these
days, public opinion sometimes
gets things done. After a decade
of horsing around, while the
dope pushérs were murdering
our children, the politicians
finally have heeded Vox Populi
and tougher drug laws are a
virtual certainty across the
land within the next year or
two.

President Nixon's Justice
Department went so far as lo
ask the death penalty for
certain narcotics traffickers.
New York's Gov. Nelson
Rockefeller got into the act
with a proposal for mandatory
life sentences for Llraffickers
and for addicts,convicted of
violent crimes. Now even John
Lindsay—Mistér Permiss-
ive—has discovered the;issue.

The New York mayor doesn't
like ¢he Rockefeller plan,
naturally. But he now has his
own “tough'’ ideas on the sub-
ject. He aould appoint 48 nar-
cotics judges, tighten the plea-
bargaining and parole systems,
and concentrate on Big
Business operators in lhe slow-
death industry.

For example, Lindsay would
increase the mandatory

minimum term ‘for a Class A

felony from 15 to 25 years.
Perhaps more impottant, he
would strengthen parole
procedures so that fellow serve
at least one-third of their
maximum sentences instead of
the present one year before
becoming eligible for parole.

- Hanoi Challenges Nixon

WASHINGTON—Having 50
disrupted the proposed inspec-
tion process that fighting has
continued unabated during
nearly four weéks since the
“ceasefire' in Vietnam, Hanoi
now can be counted on to
renege on its agreed troop
withdrawal from Laos.

This adds up to a coherent
Communist strategy:
maximum military pressure in
South Vietnam as the U.S.
totally disengages. By stalling
inspection through the [our-
power Joint Military Commis-
sion (JMC), the Communists
have permitted heavy
operations by North Viet-
namese Ltroops throughout
South Vietnam. But to survive
in the south, these troops need
their logistical base in Laos,
where 60,000 North Vietnamese
regulars are stationed and
showing no sign of leaving.

Thus,, with the war

supposedly ended, yet.another

Indochinese challenge is posed
for President Nixon. Experts
here believe only heavy U.S.
pressure can force -Hanoi to
keep its promise and withdraw
its men from Laos. But Hanoi is
counting on Mr. Nixon's iron
resolve finally to submit to
overwhelming American senti:
ment to get out of Indochina
and stay out.

The attempted land grab in

South Vietnam by Communist
forces after the ceasefire was
widely predicted. In addition,
South Vietnamese government
troops, unwilling to accept
Communist advances just
before the ceasefire by suicide
missions, went on a
“‘peacetime’ offensive to get
more land.

Despite this muthal complici-
ty, however, continued fighting
at a high level was a systematic
goal of Communist officials at
JMC meetings in Saigon.

The pattern was set at the
first closed-door meeting. Gen.
Gilbert Woodward, U.S.
representative on the and
his South Vietndmese
counterpart opened by placing
on the table their identity cards
and credentials. The Vietcong

and North Vietnamese

representatives refused to
follow suit, stubbornly resisting
the formality of presenting
their credentials or giving their
names.

That impasse continued for
days. When it was broken, the
Vietcong representative—Lt.
Gen. Tran Van Tra, actually a
North Vietnamese officer and
member of Hanoi's Communist
central committee—instigated
more delay. He demanded the
U.S. abandon its bases in South
Vietnam, though Woodward
ingisted "all bases .had heen

turned over to the Saigon
government. Tra next' plunged
into the quagmire of mutual
prisoner exchange, though this
was clearly out of the JMC's
jurisdiction,

The result: no inspection
teams were sent into the in-
terior while\ fighting
equalled—sometimes sur-
passed—the peaks of the last six
months. During one night last
week, Communist gurmers fired
1,400 mixed mortar and
artillery rounds into South Viet-
namese airborne troops at
Quang Tri. “It's the noisiest
ceasefire in history,’" one U.S,
official commented.

Though international
inspection teams have finally
gone into the field, their
effectiveness is questioned.
Delays in< investigating Com-
munist violations are expected
from Polish Hungarian
inspectors. Even the teams
are expected to inhihit frontal
assaults in regimental
which may explain this week's
slight reduction in combat,

Whatever the inspection
teams accomplish, however,
Hanol is planning a continued
military presence in South
Vietnam. Nobody familiar with
the country believes the
Communists could win an inter-
nationally
referendum today. Instead,
they are banking on military
muscle to win them heavy
representation in a national

assembly without risk of elec-

tions.

That muscle depends on the
logistical ‘base In Laos, and
experts here believe the North
Vietnamese—despite their
promises in Paris and Vien-
tiane—have no Intention of
withdrawing troops from Laos.
Nor, these experts feel, do they

t any more pressure to
withdraw than when they
violated with impunity the 1961
Geneva agreement on Laos.

In 1961, a token withdrawal of
some 40 soldiers satisfied the
Kennedy administration. In

token—maybe 4,000 troops—to

than a token wlll require

Could it'be the farmer who
will be most severely tested?
While farm prices have been
riging very sharply, the amount .
of the food dollar that goes to
farmers Is still well below what
it wds 25 years ago.

Still, because of the direction
in which farm prices have been
moving, it ig likely that
pressure will build for food
price relief at the source, the
farm, which is guaranteed to be
viewed by the farmer as highly
unjust.

Some trying days are ahead
for budgeteers, and if there is
any escape it isn't highly visible
now. Meatless days, perhaps?
Few families are likely to
accept them 1if they can con-
tinue eating meat without
borrowing money to do so.

The dearth of practical
alternatives is exemplified by
Agriculture Secretary Earl
Butz, who a lost his
temper and suggested that
things aren't really as bad as
they appear. He blames the
urban newspapers for creating
a negative illusion.

If his reasoning can be
followed at all it seems to
suggest that you can do your
part to hold down food prices by
eating fewer newspapers or at
least by not believing the
official government ﬂgures
they print.

““Of all the land in Coventry,
the section which has heen
acquired by DevCo probably
has the least likelihood to be
adequately developed to the
dimension. being proposed by
the Hartford Process-DevCo
plan for northwest Coventry."

With these words, Albert
Bray of the Committee for the
Preservation of Coventry,
described the development

* potential of the land tract

owned by DevCo, at a meeting
of the newly-formed CPC this

‘week.

Bray, who is a science
teacher in Lebanon, said that

. “every indication would tend to

dissuade the average developer

from this area.” Heé outlined

three major reasons for not
permitting development in this
secto -

T 21 =
“First,"” said Bray, Coventry

has twice defeated a sewer plan
for the town. There is no reason
to assume that future
referendums will be any more
successful. Therefore we must
view this land in non-sewered
terms. On-site septic disposal
for thiz area indicates ‘that
better than 75 per cent of the
land in question is severely
limited and is therefore not
developable. There is little
likelihood of a private /sewage
system being established,
which in a sense guarantees
that much of northwest
Coventry will never be
developed.

“'Second,”” Bray continued,
“‘between 40 and 45 per cent of
the land would be protected by
Public Act 155, the Inland
Wetlands Act. This means that
a major portion is either
swamp or covered by surface
water for substantial parts of
the year. Furthermore, this
parcel is a major stopover point
for migratory birds in that it
provides an ample food supply
and shelter during bad weather.

“Finally," said Bray, “‘a new

‘master plan for future growth

in ,Connecticut, which
categorizes the area as limited
for development. The state plan
is comprehensive in scope and
extends itself even beyond
regional limitations. ‘To dis-
regard the broader basis of the
state plan at the local level
could only lead to chsos,” and
kind of
haphazard development which
DevCo-says it wants to avoid.

“‘We have to rethink what we
want for a future Coventry,”
Bray said. “Wé must consider
not only the implications of
ecological imbalance, but the
potential of being at odds with
comprehensive state planning.
We cannot simply accept a plan
for development which selfishly
dwells upon one “aspect of
growth and disregards total
progress for our state.”

Bray called for “‘an in-depth
view of what any
developmental steps might im-
ply for our ecology and, most
importantly, to our town.

HARTFORD (AP) — The
Hartford City Council , voted
Wednesday night to remain in
the Greater Hartford Trnaist
District only on the condition
that bus service within the
district be financed by a penny
reduction in the state tax on
gasoline. :

The proposal that the state
surrender the penny per gallon
tax and turn it over to bus
subsidies must be approved by
the General Assembly before it
could take effect. Support for
the proposal has been minimal.

The City Council also voted
unanimously to withdraw from
the district if that body
approves an extra penny per
gallon tax on gasoline.

Enabling legislation for the
penny surcharge was signed
into law by Gov. Thomas J.
-Meskill recently and since then

'has drawn criticism from

several towns within the transit
district.

Hartford Transit District, thus
protecting the. town from any
financial involvement of the
district. The conditional
withdrawal proposal was made
by Councilman Richard
MacDonald at the council ses-
sion recessed from Monday
night.

According to Mayor Frank
McCoy, only Windsor and West
Hartford have indicated they
would remain in the nine-town
transit district, Rocky Hill,
Wethersfield, and East Hart-
ford have passed conditional
withdrawal resolutions this
week, and Hartford joined the
group last night-as did Vernon.

The proposal, effective
immediately, will allow Vernon
to withdraw from the transit
district on the making or
seconding of any of four
motions.

They are: an agreement
between the state and the dis-
trict, -an agreement between
the district and the Hartford
Division of the Connecticut Co.,
an agreement between the state
and the Connecticut Co.

Mayor McCoy said that he
had been told that no action
would be taken at today’s
district meeting.

Volpe Says Nixon Will
Push For Mass Transit

WORCESTER, Mass. (AP)—
President Nixon “will battle
very hard" to divert $700

“thillion to $800 million in

highway trust money for mass
transit, former Transportation
Secretary John A. Volpe said
Wednesday.

At a news conference, the
new ambassador to Italy said
that the President told him "‘he
will fight” for the use of
highway trust money on a selec-
tive basis.

Volpe, who as secretary of
transportation saw similar
efforts on his part defeated by

' the highway lobby and by

Congress, said President Nixon
gave him assurance to fight for
it last week. Volpe was in
Worcester to receive an
honorary doctor of humanities
degree from Assumption
College.

At his news conference,
Volpe also said he expected the
highway trust fund money for
mass transit will be made
available to communities and
states on an optional basis.

“Probably on a basis close to
the revenue sharing system
rather than through categorical
grants," he sald, He said the
communities and states would
be allowed to use the money
according to their needs. Under
such a system, he said, it is
expected about half of the
money will be used for highway
construction and half {or mass
transit systems.

With fthe President’'s full
backing of the proposal, Volpe
1said the program would have a
good chance to pass Longress
this time.

In addition to the highway
trust fund money, the federal
government also plans to use §1
billion from general revenue to
support mass transportation
development, Volpe said.

About his own efforts to
divert money from the fund,
Volpe said “we almost got it
across."”” He described’ his
efforts as "'carrying the ball to
the seven-yard line. You like to
cross' the goal line but we did
not quite make it."

Talking about his new post as -

ambassador to Italy, the
former three-term governor of
Massachusetts called it ‘“the
capstone of my career’’ and ‘‘a
job that includes more than just
socializing."

He said the post is one of
“tremendous responsibility,
particularly for an ambassador
in Italy,”” a country he
described as '‘on the crossroads

of the world and a major United
States ally."”

It is enough of a challenge to
keep John Volpe going,'" he
said, although he expected his
pace would be a little less

~hectic than as transportation

secretary or as governor of
Massachusetts. Volpe is 64.
Volpe is the first American of
Italian background to lead the
U.S, mission in Rome and with
