Tests Set

HARTFORD (AP) — Three
state agencies are éxperimen-
ting in réducing the amount of
sodium chloride -used 'in snow,
and ice removal operations on
highways located within 20
reservior watershed areas,
Gov. Thomas J. Meskill said

Meskill said the test project
calls for using up to 50 per cent
less sodium chloride for snow
and ice removal on about 70
miles of ‘ selected highways
during the remainder of the
winter.

Recently, a Health Depart-
ment officlal expressed con-
cern about increases in the
sodium chloride content of
several public water supplies.,

When Manchester voters go
to the polls March 13, they will
consider a proposal that dates
back to November 1967 — town
use of Laurel Lake for dumping
garbage and refuse.

The March 13 referendum is
on a proposed §1,391,000
appropriation — $449,500 for
purchasing the 110-acre Laurel
Lake, and $841500 for
renovating the sanitary landfill
area.

At a Nov. 14, 1967 Board of
Directors meeting, Town
Manager, Robert Weiss was
sharply - criticized: for not
keeping the board informed of
plans to drain Laurel Lake, of
an application for a zone change
in the area, and of town
operations in dumping garbage
and refuse there — against
zoning regulations.

At an informal meeting of the
Planning and Zoning
Commission the week before,
Robert C. Dennison, who with
his brother, Wells C. Dennison
owns Laurel Lake, revealed the
lake was being drained of its
water and, under an agreement
with the town, was to be filled
with garbage and refuse.

He said that, because the lake
was in Rural Residence Zone
and because the town's zoning
laws forbid dumping garbage
and refuse there, he and his
brother were applying for a
change to Industrial Zone.

He said that, under the
agreement with the town,
Laurel Lake would be filled to
the level of surrounding
property. The town, he said,
would get 7 to 10 years added
use of the sanitary landfill area.

What set the directors off in
their criticism of Weiss was a
remark by Dennison that the
town already was dumping
garbage and refuse on.about 300
feet of Dennison property to a

height of about 30 feet —
non-conforming area.

Weiss, in answer to
questioning by directors,
acknowledged the town was
dumping garbage and refuse

there and said it was at his

direction. He said there was no
formal agreement with the
Dennisons. The agreement, he
said, was verbal.

When several directors said
in frustration that the town, if it
were to conform to its own
regulations, must immediately
seek a zone change for the
Laurel Lake area, Weiss
revealed an application already
had been filed and the request

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Hubert H. Humphrey, D-Minn i
said today he will sponsor
legislation designed to save the
nation's cities from a retreat on
domestic problems.

Humphrey told a joint
meeting of the National League
of Cities and the U.S.
Conference of Mayors he will
introduce his resolution in the
Senate later today.

‘It will say what the
President’s budget does not,”
Humphrey told the closing
session of the three-day
meeting. ‘It will challenge the
President's assumption that in
a time of peace we actually
need a bigger and higher
military budget.”

Humphrey told the 1,400
municipal leaders that he
wanted to prevent “an era of

retreat’’ on domestic problems
like the one he said followed the
Korean War in the 1850s.

Specifically, Humphrey said
his resolution would hold
budget outlays within Nixon's
proposed spending ceiling but
would ‘‘pare the.fat from a
bloated, overgrown military
budget” and begin immediate
tax reform.

The senator said an es-
timated $10 billion to $14 billion
from reduced military spending
and saving some tax reform
would be devoted to pressing
domestic needs.

“We cannot let the problems
of the 1980s result from the
indifference of the 1970s,"
Humphrey said. '‘We must
seize the opportunity now
before us.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Before the United States

provides aid to North Vietnam,

Secrefary of Defense Elliot

L. Richardson says, there must be.a real cease-fire in

force in South Vietnam.

He said $2.9 billion earmarked in the defense budget for
Southeast Asia could be tapped for reconstruction aid to
Hanoi, but only in direct proportion to the reduction of

hostilities.

“If there isn’t a peace to be
strengthened and to be
preserved, we can’t very well
begin the work of
reconstruction,”” Richardson
said ‘at a news conference

Tuesday. .

Richardson said the $2.9
billlon ‘‘allows for 'some
relatively low level of con-
tinuing hostilities and a resupp-
ly of South Vietnaimese and
Laotian forces that this would
necessitite.”

But as the fighting decreased,
more money becomes available

for reconstruction aid, he said.

Congresfional critics have
said they fear aid to Hanol
might come from domestic
program budgets, a possibility
President Nixon has ruled out.
There have also been fears that
aid funds would come from
other sources if Congress disap-
proved.

Within the over-all $79 billion
Pentagon budget for fiscal 1974,
Richardson said there are no
hidden dollars which the
administration plans to use for
aid to Hanol,

that when the Presidefit signed
the revenue sharing bill at
Independence Hall in
Philadelphia, he was also
signing the death knell for
many of the critical programs
so long supported and so long
fought for by many of you here
in this room."”

Killian Bus Plan
Tagged ‘Rehash’

HARTFORD (AP)—A bus subsidy proposal by by At-
torney Gen. Robert K. Killian was described Monday by
Deputy Transportation Commissioner F. Colin Pease as
“‘a rehash of ideas and proposals already put forth in the

course of negotiations."

Killian had proposed earlier
Monday in a Bridgeport address
that money from the stale’s
Public Service Tax Fund be
used to finance “‘essential'’ bus
service in thé state. Local
money would be used toprovide
additional service, under
Killian's plan,

The use of the Public Service
Tax Fund for bus subsidies has
long been advocated by some
Democrats, though Killian
added the distinction between
essential and additional ser-
vice.

Pease said In a statement
that Killian's proposal to use
state money for essential ser-
vice “falls short of what the
state has already offered.”” He
noted that in earlier
negotiations the state offered to
provide 25 per cent of all state

. bus subsidies on the condition

that local transit districts
would make up the remaining
75 per cent.

That state proposal drew
criticism from many municipal
officials, who said the state's
share-should be larger.

Killlan also proposed thnt
“highly discriminatory' local
gasoline taxes should not be
used to pay for bus subsidies,
He cx,lled for the initiation of

legal action to take away the
strike-bound Connecticut Co.'s
franchise to provide bus service
in Hartford, New Haven and
Stamford. {

In a reference to Killian's
proposal that the state pay only
for essential bus service, Pease
said he was pleased to see that
Killian supported the concept
“that towns are not given a
blank check on the state
treasury to draw on at their
whim.

*‘The governor has been guar-
ding against such a drain on
state funds from the very out-
set,” Pease said.

Killian also said that any
solution to the bus crisis should
protect the rights of former bus
drivers who now receive or are
seeking pension payments.

But Pease labeled *
table to the state government’’
Killlan's “suggestion that the
taxpayers pay the pension of
bus drivers.”

““We do not feel that it is fair

The Town Council last night
took the final step to assure that
the town will retain ownership
of Buckland Rd, when it un-'
animously passed a resolution
calling for acceptance of a
proposal to reconstruct the
road as outlined at a Feb, 20
public hearing. .

The proposal will ire
securing rights-of-way from
property ‘owners on Buckland
Rd. needed to widen Buckland
Rd. to 36 feet from the Oakland
and Ellington Rds. intersection,
south to Deming St., and 30 feet
from.Deming St. south to the
Manchester town line,

Only one complaint was filed
against the proposal, and it was
made by John Sele of 350
Buckland Rd. Sele said he was
not opposed to the widening, but
was against the unequal town
take-lines of property 'since it
required taking more land from
the east side than’ from the
west.

The intent of the town is not
only to widen the road, but to
eliminate dips and to straighten
the numerous curves wherever
possible, according to the
proposal.

Deputy Mayor Robert Smith
was granted a request to abs-
tain from voting on the proposal
as he owns property fronting on
Oakland Rd. but which sides on
Buckland Rd. Mrs. Sandra

. Bender, council member was

absent for the voting,

In other action the council ap-
proved a report of a new salary
schedule coverimg municipal
employes, The report was not
reviewed, but will be discussed
with employes before the new
salary scales go into effect,
Mayor Abraham Glassman
said.

After the meeting Coun-
cilman' Robert Hornish said the
basic changes advanced pay in-
crement steps from 13 to 19.
Another Councilman, Howard
Fitts indicated earlier that the
work done by the committee
resulted in the “'final product
being a good one."

The council was also
presented with a petition from
Dénald’Marra, secretary of the
newly formed cl " group,
South Windsor Association of
Citizens, (SWAC).

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Curry Sees No Tax Break
In New Town Development

Public finances were the
subject of this week's meeting
of the Committee for the
Preservation of Coventry.
Member James Curry said he
finds it difficult “to accept the
claims of Greater Hartford
Process-DevCo that industrial®
and commercial development
of Coventry can significantly
alter our tax base.

“There is little evidence,”
said Curry, "to indicate t
communities which tolera
substantial growth in these
areas enjoy any major reduc-
tion in their mill rate.
Furthermore, there will be a
need for Coventry to improve
its roads to accommodate
increased travel.”

With reference to DevCo's
stated plans for development of
the “‘new community,” Curry
said, “'They have already said
that there might be as much as
a one-year lag between
residential occupancy and the
initial receipt of tax revenues
by the town. That means we
will be expected to carry the
financial burden of the new
town for at least twelve months
before any benefits will inure to
Coventry."

Curry continued, ‘‘I'm fed up
with this kind of economic

tics. We're entitled to
some plain answers to some
simple questions and Process
just isn’t giving them to us.

“'We are being told that our
taxes will be lowered if we
allow the new city to come in.
But what we are not being told
is that our expenses in other
areas will increase. The best
example is insurance rates.
Automobile and homeowner's
premiums will skyrocket. What
we save in taxes we’ll be paying
out in other areas. Interestingly
enough, most of these increased
profits will accrue to the very
people who are so strongly
supportive of Process-DevCo.

“On top of that, nobody has
given us any assurances that
our taxes will go down except to
cite an error in Columbia,
Maryland's total development

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Terrorism Must be Stopped

The tragedy at Khartoum strikes at
the very fundamentals of civilized
society.

Its implications transcends national
boundaries and while the Sudanese
capital may be remote from
Manchester, the effects of the
terrorist assassination of hostages
must cause each of us to reassess this
precarious world and its future.

For the criminal action of the Black
September terrorists is not limited
merely to the men killed who were the
chance victims of their demented
killers.

The issue before each of us is how
far can we, in the name of humanity,
tolerate these violences against our
civilization?

Where do we draw the line in
negotiation with criminals for the
lives of hostages? At what point do
we, as a civilization based on fun-
damental laws of human decency, say
there is a price which cannot be paid
by society as a whole for the life or
lives of a few individuals?

This is very agonizing and it is
grossly unfair to impose this burden
upon national leaders and the
relatives and friends of the hostages
alone. We must and should have a
vigorous debate on the issue of how
far our country and other countries
should go in protecting its citizens
against this bestial form of extortion
and kidnapping.

Decision, it appears to us, is in-
escapable. \

Unless terrorists groups, be they
Black Septemberists involved in
Mideast politics or American bred
criminals holed up in sporting goods
stores, are given an unmistakable un-
derstanding there can be no
bargaining on the basis of criminal
acts they will continue attempts to

. trade human lives for their ends.

We must be prepared, and perhaps
this is the most difficult decision of all,
to have the courage.and solidarity to
stand by such a non-negotiating deci-
sion for it will be most surely tested
by the criminal terrorists.

Standing by such a policy might well
mean the death of some future
hostages; but no matter how abhorent
this thought may now seem, the stark
realities of terrorist extortion and
assassination leaves us little choice.
Another sacrifice, should it occur,
would not be in vain if it hastens the
end to' this expanded form of
criminality which seems to increase
with each tragic attempt to negotiate.

Terrorism must be stopped. It will
cost a price. We must be prepared to
pay that price or words written,
seemingly ages ago, will again have
meaning:

““The one means that wins the
easiest victory over reason: Terror
and force."" The author was the most
brutal terrorist of all—Adolf Hitler.

Heading For The Sunset?

The sheriff may appear only on the
late, late show in Connecticut,
presumably leading a posse in pursuit
of a notorious band of outlaws, if a
proposed amendment to the Constitu-
tion clears the General Assembly and
meets with a favorable vote of the
people in 1874.

Sen. George L. Gunther, R-
Stratford, claims sheriffs, Nutmeg
style, are no longer needed. He says
they survived the abolition of county
government 14 years ago and the
scrutiny of the Constitutional Conven-
_ tion in 1964, clearly an indication of
the durability of the office which goes
back at least to the days of Robin
Hood and his tilts.with the notorious
Sheriff of Nottingham.

The role has been dwindling for
some time. As the state became more
urban, town and state police have ab-
sorbed police functions and according
to Gunther, the sheriffs who had the
job of running the jails, lost this func-
tion when jails were consolidated into
the state Department of Correction.

Now the sheriffs must do something

/

beside draw a paycheck but apparent-
ly it is very minor and very insignifi-
cant, Maybe someone can defend the
position and its retention.

In the meantime, we think the
assembly should seriously consider
Gunther's proposal and let the people
decide. Now eight sheriffs on the state
payroll may not amount to much in
dollars and cents but if they are not
really contributing to better govern-
ment this money might mean eight
more staff members in a custodian in-
stitution, an undermanned agency, or,
if you really want to dream, a saving
of thousands of dollars to the
taxpayer. :

Our only regret is that this casting
of a critical eye on whether or not cer-
tain state officials and func‘tionaries
are necessary to good government in
Connecticut is limited only to sheriffs.
We think it would be wise for the
assembly to .periodically appraise
every public service position in the.
state in the light of services per-
formed, the costs of these services,
and if there might not be a better way
of getting the job done.-

WASHINGTON — The inten-
tionally abrasive style of
Howard Phillips in dismantling

Until Jan. 20, Phillips had

| OEO with sobriety and modera-

tion. But at the inaugural
worship service in the White
House, he had a brief conversa-
tion with Haldeman that
profoundly affected his perfor-
mance at OEO.

Both Haldeman and Phillips
now deny anything of substance
was said. But soon afterwards,
Phillips told friends with some
delight that Haldeman urged
him to “'sock it to them’ at the
antipoverty agency. According
to Phillips, Haldeman told him
not to worry about criticism
because the White House was
behind him all the way. To in-
timates, Phillips interpreted
this as a White House license
empowering him to crack down
hard with a sledge-hammer, not
the subtlg scalpel.

And crack down he did, with
interviews, leaked memoranda
and feisty congressional
testimony which turned Phillips
into a national figure overnight,
He had extended his
writ—abolition of OEO,
justifiable on administrative
grounds—into an ideological
holy war that was losing allies
for the President. As a resuit,
the White House quietly
muzzled Phillips and attempted

-to remodel him into a less

zealous and combative posture.

The story of Howie Phillips at
OEO shows that the Nixon ad-
ministration has not entirely
outgrown its first term con-
fusions. More seriously, it also
reveals a dangerous underpin-
ning to the exuberant self-

confidence of the second term:

The
worship service chat with
Haldeman was the final straw
which convinced Phillips he had
powerful backing for an
ideological crusade along YAF
lines.

The tipoff came when J.
Laurence McCarty, right-wing
foe of liberal Republican Sen.
Edward Brooke in
Massachusetts, was named
head of Legal Services at OEQ
without clearance from Brooke.
The torrent of ideological
pronouncements from Phillips
followed.

It was suggested
that some core items, such as
cafeteria, gym and library, be
addenda on the referendum; or
that they be included in the
basic plan before being pat to a
referendum.

In reply to these suggestions,
board member Steven
Marcham stated '‘it would be
arrogant to put the same figure
back’' to a referendum.

‘capacity of liaison between

administration and the board’s
space study committee, showed
sketches drawn up by
architects McHugh ‘&

' Associates, proposed cost

The newest proposal includes
a 36-room addition in the
southeast corner of the existing
high school, where faculty and
visitor parking Is now, to be
attached to the main building
by two covered corridors.

Saigon Agrees
To Free POWs

SAIGON (AP) — The U.S,
government apparently
intervened today to help set-
tle a dispute over the
exchange of Vietnamese
prisoners. The dispute
threatened to delay the
release of the 286 Americans
still held in Communist
camps and threatened the
peacekeeping commission
with collapse.

The Saigon government
agreed, after an eight-day im-
passe, to release 6,300 military
prisoners — or ahout one-third
of the 19,734 it still holds — in
the second POW exchange. It
released 7,000 in the first
exchange but lowered the
number to 3,000 for the second
phase, contending the
Communists had not accounted
for thousands of missing South
Vietnamese troops.

The Communist delegations '

threatened to boycott the U.S.-
Vietnamese Joint Military
Commission until Saigon
agreed to free more men. They
called on the United States, asa
signer of the cease-fire
agreement, to intervene.

New Haven Teacher Strike Continues

NEW HAVEN (AP)-

. Striking public school teachers
% planned to continue their
: walkout for a second day today
. as a legal battle shaped up over

a court order that calls for an
end to the strike before the
opening of school on Thursday.

Stephen J. Papa, president of
the Board of Education, said
the board would 'continue to
keep schools open; for the
system’s 21,400 pupils. He said
40 per cent of the system’s 1,340
schoolteachers were in school
Monday and that substitutes
and supervisors aided them'in
maintaining an abbreviated
class schedule,

“We had five schools with
almost perfect attendance:
teachers and students,” he
sald. \

But New Haven Federation of
Teachers (NHFT) President
Ronald O’Brien said- 952
teachers — or more than 70 per
cent of the total — had stayed
out of class with the support of
“hundreds of our students."

““The Board of Education’s
contrasting figures of teacher
participation...represent, as the
board knows, a gratuitous
concoction,” O'Brien said in a
statement, .

At the request of the schoo
board, Superior Court Judge
Norman M. Dube signed a tem-
porary injunction Tuesday

ordering an end to the strike by

5 p.m. Wednesday. School
board sources said the docu-
ment was served against 52
teachers who, are NHFT
representatives or members of
its governing board and that it
proyided a fine of $100 per day
for " continuation of the strike

“beyond the deadline.
