at 8 p.m.

Last May Transcendental 
M editation (TM ) becam e 
regularly available in Hartford 
for the first time when five 
teachers recently returned 
from several m o n ^  intensive 
tra in in g  with M aharish i 
Mahesh Yogi in Majorca, Spain, 
opened a center at 5 Lincoln St. 
Lrctures were held periodically 
in the surrouding areas, in­
cluding a few at Mott’s Com­
munity Hall and at Manchester 
Community CoUege. Many peo­
ple have taken the basic course, 
v ^ ch  consists of two hours’ in­
struction on each of four con­
secutive days. s

According to Andrew Linton, 
TM official, there are about 10 
teachers in the Hartford area, 
and three are directing their 
energies towards establishing a 
center in Manchester, or near­
by, and teaching full-time in 
this area.

Interest in TM has been 
growing throughout the world 
to the past decade, he said. 
About 200,000 Americans now 
meditate, most of them having 
learned the practice in the past 
two years. The number of

teachers to this country has 
grown from about 50 to about 3,- 
000 in the past five years, and 
the technique is available now 
in some 60 countries, he said.

Maharishl’s teaching is most 
popular in the highly developed 
western countries, principally 
the United States, Canada, Ger­
many, England and Sweden.

Linton says TM is a technique, 
for active people, rather than 
any means of withdrawing into 
a re c lu s iv e  w ay o f l i fe . 
Meditators typically report 
feeling more calm, energetic, 
and joyful. It is a simple and 
natural procedure for allowing 
a person’s attention to turn 
within, to subtler, quieter levels 
of thinking and to eventually go 
beyond , o r  “ tra n scen d ”  
thinking and reach a pure field 
of inner wakefulness.

Through this refining o f 
thought, meditators gain a deep 
level of rest,>measured at Har­
vard and University of Califor­
nia at Los Angeles (UCLA) to 
be twice as deep as the rest 
gained to sleep,”  he added.

In the past few  y ea rs , 
p r o f e s s i o n a l s  and
academicians, as well, have 
found diverse benefits from the 
practice. In Hartford, Dr. Ber­
nard G lueck , d irector  o f 
research at the Institute of 
Living, has been investigating 
the therapeutic potential of TM 
w ith m en ta lly  d istrubed  
patients there.

He will present some of his 
psychiatric findings at a sym­
posium March 13 in a different 
field: “ Transcendental Medita­
tio n  and M a n a g e m e n t  
Enrichment.”  This symposium 
is sponsored by Rensselaer 
Polytechnic Institute.,

Dr. Hans H. Neumann, chair­
man of the Public Issues Com­
m ittee of the Connecticut 
Public Health Association, says 
the tendency to overheat 
classroom s is producing a 
variety of adverse effects on 
performance and achievement 
by students.

"It is known that mental 
stimulation increases at lower 
te m p e ra tu re s ,”  he says. 
“ Conversely, as temperatures 
r ise , p e rcep tiv en ess  and 
alertness are dulled.”

WASHINGTON (A P ) -  
P r e s id e n t  N ix on  u rged  
Congress today to permit state 
and local governments to tap 
$3.5 billion of federal highway 

. funds during the next three 
years to improve mass transit 
systems.

In a special message on 
com m un ity  deve lop m en t, 
Nixon said the money would be 
e a r m a r k e d  “ fo r  urban 
transportation needs, including 
capital improvements for bus 
and rapid rail systems.”

A nother fea ture  o f the 
message was a call for a better 
communities act to provide 
states and communities with 
$iz.3 billion a year of special 
revenue sharing money “ to be

spent as they desire”  to m'eet 
development needs.

Until the proposed legislation 
could take effect on July 1,1974, 
Nixon said “ funds already 
available to the Department of 
H ou sin g  and U rb a n  
Development will be used to 
m a in ta in  and s u p p o r t  
community development.’ ’ 

Nixon ca lle d  anew fo r  
creation of a department of 
com m u n ity  d e v e lo p m e n t  
“ which would pull under one 
roof various programs now in 
the Departments of Housing 
and Urban D evelopm en t, 
Transportation, Agriculture 
and other agencies.”

RIO DE JANEIRO, Brazil 

(AP) — A total of 150 bodies 
were delivered to the Rio 
morgue during toe annual four- 
day carnival that ended early 
Wednesday.

Most of toe dead had been 
shot, -knifed, drowned or fallen 
from high places. .

In Sad Paulo, Brazil, the 
morgue recrived 66 bodies, and 
the major cause of death was 
traffic araidents. Sao Paulo is 
toe country’s biggest city, but 
its carnival is much duller than 
Rio’s.

Sentenced
ZURICH, Switzerland (AP) — 

Edith Irving was sentenced to 
two years in jail today for her, 
part in the $^,000 Howard 
Hughes autobiography hoax. 
She could have gotten five 
years.

The prosecution had called 
for only 18 months and asked 
fo r  it  to  be su sp en d ed . 
Prosecutor Henry Ardinay told 
toe Zurich Superior Court she 
evidently was acting under toe 
influence of her writer husband, 
Clifford Irving, who is now 
serving a 2Vi-year sentence at 
toe U.S. Federal Penitentiary 
in Louisburg, Pa.

Oppose Ottina
NEW YORK (AP) -  The 

head of the National Education 
Association says the teachers’ 
organization will oppose Senate 
confirmation of Dr. John R. 
Ottina as U.S. Commissioner of 
Education.

NEA President Catherine 
Barrett said Wednesday that 
Ottina, nominated for the 
federal post this week by Pjjesi- 
dent Nixon, was a “ manager”  
and “ not backgr^ounded in 
education.”

Two Bombs 
Explode 
In London

LONDON (A P )  -  Tw o 
powerful bombs, apparently 
planted in cars, went off outside 
the Old Bailey courthouse and 
g o v e rn m e n t  o f f i c e s  in 
Whitehall today.

At Old B ailey, a police  
spokesman said; ‘ There are in 
excess of 150 casualties.”

The M ayor’ s Downtown 
Action Committee proposal to 
hire a downtown planning 
consultant for one year would 
involve an economic review of 
the entire Manchester area, not 
just Main St., it was pointed out 
at the committee’s meeting this 
morning.

C o m m it te e  m e m b e r s , 
concerned with opposition to 
the consultant expressed at 
Tuesday night’s Board of Direc­
tors meeting, reiterated earlier 
statements that downtown 
planning would benefit the en­
tire town.

Most committee members 
speaking this morning were 
stilU optimistic about gaining 
fhiancial support, from both the 
town and private downtown 
interests, for the hiring of toe 
planning consultant for one 
year.

It would cost $20,000 to hire a 
planning consultant for one 
year.

’The mayor’s committee was 
concerned this morning mostly 
with opposition expressed by 
Michael Dworkin, president of 
the P a rk a de  M erch an ts  
Association, at the directors 
m eetin g  T u esday  n ight. 
Dworkin, who said his group op­
poses use of taxes for a special 
in te re s t  g rou p , in stead  
recommended a complete sur- 
vey  and a lo o k  at a ll 
Manchester shopping areas, 
plus those of suurounding 
to w n s , to d e t e r m in e /  
Manchester’s future. V

Assistant Town M ana^r 
John Harkins said at this^or- 
ning’s committee meeting that 
the d ow n tow n  plA^nnin^

consultant would have to con­
s ider the en tire  area in 
assessing the downtown poten­
tial. Harkins noted that the 
consultant’s work would benefit 
the Parkade and other shopping 
areas as well as doWritown 
Manchester, and he suggested 
that Parkade merchants also be 
asked to assist in toe study.

He said a major housing 
study already is under way 
within the government and 
asserted;

“ Within toe next six months, 
I intend to submit to the 
Congress my policy recommen­
dations in this field, based upon 
toe results of that study.”

While urging diversion of 
som e highway trust fund 
m on ies  to m ass tra n s it  
programs, Nixon said he would 
provide “ ample resources to 
advance the interstate system” 
of superhighways. However, he 
called for greater flexibility in 
use of interstate funds. He said;

“ Some communities nowTfeel 
unduly obligated to spend 
federal monies on controversial 
interstate highway segments in 
urban areas. I u rge the 
Congress to allow states and 
localities to transfer such funds' 
to the construction of other 
federal-aid highways and mass 
transit capital improvements. 
In this way, we can help resolve 
con troversies which have 
slowed work on a number of in­
terstate links in urban areas.”

Nixon said he wanted to 
emphasize “ that this proposal 
does not represent an arbitrary

federal shift of funds from  
highways to transit.”  He said 
the aim is to allow  local 
governments “ to choose the 
best solution for their urban 
transportation problems.”

In what he termed a compa­
nion measure to his ̂ highway 
bill, Nixon said he will caU for a 
$3-biUion increase in federal 
funding for mass transit capital 
grants, bringing total spending 
authority for such programs to 
$6.1 billion.

In urging prompt action on 
toe better communities act, 
Nixon said his goal is “ to 
r e p la c e  in f l e x ib l e  and 
fragmented categorical grant- 
in-aid programs, and to reduce 
toe excessive federal control 
that has been so frustrating to 
local governments.”

He said “ funds would be used 
to assure that no city receives 
less money for community 
d eve lop m en t than it has 
received under toe categorical 
grant programs. ”

Other Nixon proposals:
—A responsive governments 

act to provide $110 million to 
strengthen the planning and 
management capabilities of 
state and local governments.

—A new disaster assistance 
act that would continue federal 
assistance bu^Would give state 
and locril authorities “ far more 
latitude and responsibility in 
the use of those funds.”  

—Expansion of toe national 
flood insurance program “ to 
allow participation by more 
communities in flood-prpne 

,  areas and to increase toe limits 
of coverage.”

Teachers Defying 
Court Injunction

NEW HAVEN (AP) — Public school teachers continued 
t h ^  strike against the Board of Education for the third 
^  today despite a temporary court injunction that could 

/Inean fines or arrest for 52 teachers.
“ We a n t ic ip a t e m o r e

teachers to stay out of school 
today,”  although picket lines 
may smaller because of rain, 
according to a spokesman for 
the New Haven Federation of 
Teachers. “ In terms of toe 
rain, we’re asking teachers to 
make their presence known 
(outside the schools) and then 
stay in their cars,”  he said.

'The federation has filed “ a 
motion for dissolution”  of the 
temporary injunction against 
the Strike and is awaiting a 
decision on that motion, he 
said.

The Board of Education kept 
schools open on a shortened 
schedule for its 21,400 pupils, 
conducting classes with the aid 
of substitutes, supervisors and 
non-striking teachers.

The in ju n ction , issued 
Tuesday by Superior Court

Judge N orm an M. D u be, 
became effective at 5 p.m. 
W ednesday. It o rd e rs  52 
representatives and governing 
board members of toe New 
Haven Federation of Teachers 
to end the strike or face possi­
ble arrest and fines of $100 per 
day for each day the strike con­
tinues.

Federation President Ronald 
O’Brien told some 300 teachers 
at a Wednesday rally outside 
the Board of Education offices:

“ To hell with toe board’s 
latest offer, and it’s back to the 
picket line we go.”

The board’s most recent new 
contract offer was for a 3.5 per 
cent wage intrease, while the 
teachers have been calling for a 
7 per cent boost. The teachers 
had been working without a 
contract since Sept. 1.

Its opposition was to the 
terms of a tentative agreement 
with Robert C. Dennison and 
Wells C.̂  Dennison, owners of 
toe parcel.

M POA re p r e s e n ta t iv e s  
objected to the provision for a 
75 per cent cost default by toe 
town, if it didn’t complete toe 
purchase within the five years; 
to a requirement that the town 
secure a zone change to In­
dustrial for the parcel, prior to 

' assuming its ownership; and to 
the provision for giving the 
Dennisons a right-of-way to 
their landlocked property, in 
the event the town didn’t buy it.

The MPOA requested also the 
proposal be placed before the 
voters for approval or disap­
proval, at a townwide referen­
dum.

The following week, on Nov. 
21, toe directors unanimously 
r e je c te d  the p rop osa l to 
purchase toe acreage over a 
five-year span for $492,800; in­
dicated its backing for the land­
fill concept for garbage and 
refuse disposal; and instructed 
Town Manager Robert Weiss to 
negotiate a new purbhase-price 
package.

The directors agreed the 
proposed purchase would be 
subject to a townwide referen­
dum. They agreed also that, 
when the question was to be put 
to referendum, it would include 
proposed borrowing for the 
purchase cost and for the cost 

,o f„ im p rovem en ts  to the 
sanitary landfill area.

On Dec. 5, Weiss presented 
/ h e  d i r e c t o r s  wi th  a 
renegotiated contract with toe 
Dennisons. It gave the town a 
six-months option to purchase 
the property for $450,000, with 
the purchase price to be paid ih 
two installments, but toto in 
the same fiscal year — 1973-74. 
W e i s s  r e c o m m e n d e d  a 
February referendum op* a 
proposed $1,391,000 appropria­
t i o n ,  w i t h  $450,000 f o r  
purchasing Laurel Lake and 
$941,000 for improvements to 
toe sanitary landfill area.

The purchase would be sub­
ject to state approval of toe 
landfill operation and of plans 
to improve it, to adequate 
financing of toe proposed ap­
propriation, and to a change to 
Industrial Zone for toe parcel— 
the latter prior to toe referen­
dum.

The directors accepted<all toe 
terms of toe six-months option 
but one — they rejected toe 
proposal for a 
dustrial Zone BEFORE the 
referendum.

Otherwise, they argued, only 
toe Dennisons would hanefit if 
toe referendum were to lose.

On Dec. 12, again unanimous­
ly , t h e y  a c ' c e p t e d  the  
renegotiated option “ in prin­
ciple,”  provid^ the require­
ment for a zone change prior to 
toe referendum were removed. 
They directed Weiss to resume 
talks with toe Dennisons.

Ten days later, Weiss an­
nounced the Dennisons had 
dropped their insistence on a 
zone change prior to the 
referendum.

With that provision removed 
from toe renegotiated agree­
ment and with the directors 
already on record backing toe 
rest of the agreement “ in prin­
ciple,”  a public hearing was 
scheduled for Jan. 2 of this year 
on toe proposal. ̂  The public 
hearing was quiet and without 
incident. A week later, on 
Jan. 9, toe d im tors authorized 
a March 13 townwide referen­
dum on toe proposed $1,391,000 
appropriation.

It would appear that two nations 

seeking to im prove relations with 
each other would have the approba­
tion o f the rest o f the world and so 
they do, except when other nations see 
a potential threat to themselves in the 
accord.

When the United States and the 
Peoples Republic of China agreed to 
exchange liaison offices, a step short 
of form al diplom atic relations, they 
took pains to assure the world — and 
S o v i e t  R u s s i a  — t h a t  t h e i r  
relationship would never be directed 
against a third country.

That was plain enough, perhaps, to 
ease any anxiety M oscow m ay feel 
about its Asian and Am erican rivals 
drawing closer together. But it did lit­
tle to allay the fears o f Nationalist 
China, which long has been an in­
dependent government on Taiwan.

The United States has steadfastly 
m aintained it would not a b a n d ^  
Taiwan.

Both China and the U.S. omitted

their fam iliar refrains on that point 
but they did say neither would seek 
“ hegemony in the P acific area”  and 
both opposed anyone else seeking 
dominance there.

This proved of scant com fort to 
Taiwan, whose uneasy status as a na­
tion depends upon Washington and 
Peking.

Exchanging missions m ay serve 
many important purposes of form al 
diplomatic relations, one being to 
facilitate broadened trade between 
two countries.

President Nixon’s  historic visits to 
Peking and M oscow and the end o f the 
war in Vietnam paved the way for the 
new accord, and Russia’ s border dis­
pute with China may have caused 
China to seek a closer relationship and 
direct comm unications with the U.S.

In any event, it appears to be 
another step toward the era o f peace 
the President seeks. But the path 
ahead is clearly a narrow one.

In fact many of these are 
produced and labeled for the 
chains by the national adver­
tiser.

1 doubt if many are even 
looking at T-Bones, (I have to 
use capitals) at $1.86 to $1.89 
but one large chain has offered 
them for $1.69 for several 
weeks with full tenderloin.

One mother claimed she had 
cut out baby food and sub­
stituted their own type food. My 
brothers were r a i ^  on this 
and even given a chicken leg to 
chew at the age of 10 months. 
Has she ever tasted baby food? 
They had better health Uian the 
children today.

I wonder if your shopper ac­
tually investigated the average 
shopper’s basket? If so. I’ll 
wager that she found nearly 
dne4ialf as follows: cake or 
cake mix, pie, ice cream, jelly 
or jam, cookies, candy, at least 
one variety of 6 or 8 pack 
throwaway soda, (bottle prices 
are passed on to the buyer), 
frozen w affle, pancake or 
french toast mix and prepared 
meals, frozen dinners, etc., etc.

A pound of stew beef and a lit­
tle flour plus the ingredients for 
her (ch iden  backs and necks) 
soap plus toast (from day old 
bread) makes a meal. Wait 
there’s more, fooey on chicken 
broth.

Evidently the poor old senior 
citizen is so senile that he or sh  ̂
is unable to gnup the price in­
creases as much as Ms Teen­
age shopper.

Well I have news for her. Go 
t9  Senior Citizens Club and ask 
them. Cheese up 12 cents on a 6- 
onnce package; eggs, pork, 
beef up 90 to 40 cents per pound.

th e  senior citizen being on a 
limited fixed income would be 
the last to know, while Ms 
Teen-age shopper or even those 
in the 20’s  and 90’s, throw their 
cartons of cigarettes into the 
basket and ginan about the h iA  
price o f food. the way with 
RavioU at 57 to U  cents a cian.

why not make, your own? Or 
does the coffee clatch in­
terfere?

I looked into Mr. and Mrs. 
Average Shopper’s basket for 25 
years, 22 as manager of a large 
chain and found. this. Senior 
citizens are pretty much in a 
rut,, they make their meals 
from scratch and still use the 
old fashioned m ethods of 
washing dishes and cleaning 
pans, etc. ^

Ms Teen-age (married) has 
to try immediately the latest 
product on the market.

Further if a person buys 3 
cans at 75 cents (quote); if it is 
good merchandise he is in­
telligent, as by the time he 
checks the shelf price it will 
already have gone to 29 cents 
per item. I’ll bet ovCr half of 
our young shoppers could not 
make a decent, complete meal 
from scratch without wearing 
out the cook book, further if the 
shopper doesn’t know simple 
fractions, she should be taken.

TTiere are many varieties of 
cheese dishes, (at $1.29 per 
pound) that may be made for a 
family of 4?

Does your writer know the 
marginal profit that a chain 
store makes after finding 
steaks under shelving, frozen 
foods, milk, cream and other 
perishables, left on the shelves 
to spoil? Don’t blame them. 
There is the source, that is paid 
not to raise food, the middle 
man, labor, cost of truckihg, 
etc. Buy one share of any com­
pany and you will find where 
the supermarket trap really is.

To the editor:

I was shocked and dismayed 
at the stand of the Manchester 
Property Owners Association 
on Uie Laurel Lake issue. It was 
always my impression that they 
were working for the taxpayers 
of Manchester, now I question 
it.

I attended the meeting at 
Waddell School when the public 
-was not a l l ow ed  to ask 
questions but simply to write 
questions on cards and they 
wpre answered without rebut­
tal. The thing that was stressed 
over and over again was that 
landfill would cost $3. per ton 
and incineration would cost $13. 
per ton. This fact might im­
press some people but it did not

impress me and many others 
who thought about the figured 
the difference.

The amount quoted is $1,391,- 
000 for the project but the 3^ 
year projection of cost at $4,-
500.000 was soft pedaled, liiis 
would be the cost to the year 
2008. Borrowing the amount of 
money we need for this project 
would cost the taxpayers of 
Manchester approximately $1,-
400.000 in interest at 5% per 
ceqt over a 20-year period.

In other words it will cost 
more in interest than the whole 
amount quoted by our Town 
Fathers for the purchase and 
for putting it in shape for use. 
Before they can use it at all 
they must divert the Hockanum 
River and either cover it with 
four feet of clay or spread a 
plastic sheet over it to contain 
the fluids which will seep due to 
the rain and moistiuc content of 
the garbage. This is very 
poisonous and can contaminate 
rivers and streams.

In the Sunday Clourant there 
was an article stating that the 
State o f Connecticut has 
petitioned the legislature for 
the erection of 25 refuse dis­
posal plants in 35 towns, one of 
which is Manchester, by the 
year 1985 and that land for these 
plants would be in environmen­
tal parks.

Where does that leave us? 
What would we do with this 
land? We now have, on con^r- 
vative estimates, eight years of 
dumping at the present site and 
with care and separation of 
reusable materials, this could 
easily be stretched to the 
required 1985 dateline. We 
could  save the taxpayers 
millions of dollars and have a 
much better form of disposal 
than we could have by landfilL

It is very difficult to unders­
tand why we are having a public 
referendum . before the state 
has either accepted or rejected 
the land in question. Referenda 
co$t money and this one should 
not be held until after we know 
what the state will do. The 
referendum should wait for 
state approval .before akking. 
the people vdtether or not they 
want to spend more than $2,- 
000,000 oQ land they can do little 
with after the incinerator plant 
is in operation.

Taxpayers. Think about it.
Decide if you want to throw. 

away this aniount of money 
when we ail have all we caii do 
to make ends meet now.

’The admirable theme of Mr. 
Nixon’s second Administration 
w as to g e t the F e d e r a l  
Government “ off the backs of 
people,”  as he put it, and let 
them solve their own problems.

Exactly how he hoped to 
achieve this noble goal did not 
become clear until February of 
1973.. With meat prices soaring 
and housewives up in arms, it 
was Federal Reserve, B o ^  
(Hiairman Arthur Bums who 
pointed the way. -  ’ :

If, people had a problem 
buying meat (even on a lay­
away plan), he said, they could 
solve their problem themselves 
by sim ply not eating the 
stuff—at least one day a week.

‘ "The American public,”  he 
said, “ would be just as Well off 
if it spent less on meat and 
more on cheese.”

The wisdom of Mr. Bums’ 
m o d e s t  p r o p o s a l  was 
immediately apparent. Millions 
o f  patriot ic .^ A m e r ic a n s  
jubilantly gave up eating meat 
one day a week. In fact, some of 
the poor were so patriotic they 
hadn’t eaten any in years.

Naturally, solving their own 
problem in this fashion quickly 
instilled in Americans a new 
sense of seif-reliance and a 
capacity for sa^crifice—qualities 
Mr. Nixon held dear. He was so 
pleased, he appointed Mr. 
Burns Director of the Federal 
Bureau of Problem Solving.

’The first problem Director 
Burns turned his attention to 
was the high cost of medical 
care. ‘ "This certainly isn’t the 
Government’s problem,”  he, 
said. “ It’^the problem of those 

’ who get sibk.
‘"Fhe answer, then, is simple: 

don’t get sick.”
“ By golly!”  Cried millions of 

Americans worried about the 
$150-a-day cost of a hospital 
bed. “ Why didn’t we think of 
that?”

Overnight, Americans were 
not only more self-reliant, but 
healthier, too. And once the

Many of 
them stilLfavor aid to JHanoi in 
principle, but if the money 
doesn’t come from domestic 
programs it will have to come 
from higher taxes, and few of 
out national legislators are 
brave enough to embrace that 
alternative. Nixon knows this. 
He keeps telling Main Street 
teat a t ^  boost can be avoided 
only if Congress goes along with 
his campaign to reduce F^eral 
expenditures.

’There is, of course, a way to 
end the stalem ate. Hanoi 
continues to insist that it won 
tee war, a claim supported by 
many of tee anti-Nixon liberals 
on tee Hill.

Conunents such ■ as “ Good 
luck, Bemie,”  and “ We’re with 
you, B ernie”  were heard 
among the crowd, many of 
whom had hoped the hearing 
would be open.

Hartshorn had requested an 
open bearing, but since he is a 
non-tenure teacher, the option 
rested with the board which 
decided on a closed hearing.

Charges brought against 
Hartshorn have not been 
released and may never be, 
because the board is not 
required to furnish to the public 
a transcript of the hearing.

She started out 
loyjng m  rice cereal for babies 
that looks Uka soap flakes and 
ends up like iso much wallpaper 
paste. The thicker it was, the 
patter she, liked it.

She would get hung up on one 
tUof and eat it every day for 
months. I am certain her gram­
mar school teachers wonder 
how I can write about food. She 
took a peanut butter and grape 
jelly sandwteh tb school for 
lifn^ evetj, day for years.

Whenever she decided she’s 
had enougli of her current 
craze, I would rack iqy brains 
to think of something that 
would appeal to her. She didn’t 
nke milk and she-did like 
starchy foods. I remembered a 
aiilk-rice soup my childhood so 
r.called my mother. When she 
gave me the recipe, I laughed at 
its simplicity.
T im . Quish lived next door 

to us when he was growing up. 
tiro  loved milk-rice soup and 
would ask for it whenever he 
ate lunch at our house. One 
night on the spur of the moment, 
Tim’s mother invited us for a 
cookout. The kids said, “We’d 
rather have milk-rice soup.”
> Tim’s father said, “I’m going 

to have some too. 'That’s one of 
yopr soups I have never 
taPted.” I went home and was 
hack in half an hour with a big 
p o t. The c h ild re n  w ere 
delighted but Tim’s father 
thought I had lost my gourmet 
touch.

Milk-rice soup is nothing but 
cooked rice to which you add a 
big hunk of butter, as much 
milk as you want for the con­
sistency you like, salt and 
pepper to taste. It will thicken 
if you put the soup into the 
refrigerator. Just add more milk 
when reheating and correct the 
seasoning before serving.

If yop, serve buttered and 
seasoned rice with a meal and 
have some left over, you 
already have the basis for the 
soup. I think it best if you add 
the milk and stir it around 
before refrigerating. Then, 
when the kids come in for 
lunch, you only have to heat it 
up. Make a little extra rice 
i^en  using it for supper so you 
can make two dishes at once.

It is believed that the cultiva­
tion of rice in the U.S. got its 
start in 1694. A captain named 
SmiUi gave a bag of rough rice 
to a shopkeeper in Oiarleston, S. 
C. having brought it from 
Madagascar. Within a genera­
tion, South Carolina and 
Georgia would produce more 
than a million barrels a year.

Rice is one of the oldest 
cultivated crops in the world. 
Some historians say it originated 
in southern India, othere give 
the Chinese credit. At any rate, 
it was brought to Europe by 
Alexander the Great. The 
Arabs introduced rice to the 
Spanish who in turn brought 
rice when they came to Ws 
country.

To the Chinese and the Hin­
dus, rice i ^  symbol of fertility. 
This is where we take our tradi­
tion of throw ing ric e  a t 
newlyweds. Another story 
claiins the rice was thrown to 
ward off evil spirits. Supposed­
ly, they would be so busy eating 
rice that they would not bother 
the bride groom of whom they 
were jealous.

After the Civil War, the 
cultivation of rice spread into 
Louisiana, from there across 
the southern part of our coun­
try. In Louisiana we find the 
famous Creole cooking. Creole 
cuisine is a combination of 
classical French cooking com­
bined with Spanish, Indian, 
Acadian and we might say, 
African, for the slave added Ids 
touch.

During the 1800’s, everyone 
went to the French Market on 
Sunday m orn ings. Some 
residents of New Orleans wopld 
go to early Mass on Sunday, 
Uien go into the market to buy 
fresh foods for Sunday dinner. 
Others might go to breakfast. 
We would undoubtedly call it 
brunch as the breakfasts were 
served from eleven until three 
in the afternoon.

There, too, one would find the 
famous Creole hot rice cakes, 
or calas tout chaud. The first 
recipe is a very simple one, the 
second more elaborate. Both 
are authentic.

C alas T o u t C haud  
(H o t R ice  C ak es)

1 cup boiled rice 
3 eggs 
% cup sugar 
V4 nutmeg 
1 cup flour
3 teaspoons bqking powder * 
Vt teaspoon salt
Beat eggs until thick; add 

sugar and other ingredients. 
B e a t v ig o ro u s ly  u n ti l  
thoroughly blended. Drop by 
teaspoonfuls into deep hot ftAi 
fry until golden brown. Drain on 
heavy paper and sprinkle with 
powdered sugar. SerVe hot. 
(Properly made, the cakes 
^ould be very li t̂ot and puffed 
up).

Business Mirror
Bond Market Makes

NEW YORK (A f )  -  Bonds 

are ba«k. Partly in reaction to 
th e  e x c e s s e s  o f  th e  
performance race, billions of 
dollars of these traditionally 
conservative securities are 
being snapped up by individuals 
and pension funds.

The turn, which gradually has 
. been gaining momentum since 

1969, is in inariied contrast to 
the heady days of the 1950s and 
1960s, when anyone who sat on 
bonds when he could ride with 
s to ck s  was con s id ered  a 
laggard.

Ironically, the turn came at 
about the same time that 
message was being relayed to 
colleges and other nonprofit 
institutions by the Ford Foun­
dation, which said they could 
p r o t e c t  th e m s e lv e s  by 
becoming more aggressive, 
performance minded investors.

In effect, these institutions 
were told to get off their assets 
and to seek the bigger returns 
available in stocks. Backing 
this advice was a University of 
Chicago study showing equity 
investments averaged 9 per 
cent between 1926-1964.

Then came yie 1969-70 market 
debacle in which many high 
flyers dived to earth, some so 
hard they haven’t yet dug 
themselves out. TTie trend to 
bonds might already have 
begun, but the collapse of 
stocks added momentum.

From 1946 to 1965, according 
to figures supplied by Channing 
M an agem en t C o rp ., the 
investing public added almost 
no bonds to their savings. But 
purchases in 1969 exceeded 
sales by 95 million.

Martin E. Segal, resident of 
Wertheim Asset Itenagemenl 
Service and an authority on 
pensions, notes that bonds in 
pension portfolios fell from 45 
per cent in 1955 to 27 per cent in 
1970, while stock holdings 
jumped from 30 per cent to 59 
per cent.

Not only has the trend been 
a rrested , but Segal nbw ■ 
maintains that bonds yield as 
much as stocks. “ A good bond 
portfolio under the care of a 
competent bond manager could 
come close to or equal the 50- 
year average yield of the stock 
market,’ ' he states flatly.

Pension funds are for the long 
t e r m , he e x p la in s .  A 
sustainable yield is more im­
portant than a fluctuating yield,

“ If the return is volatile, your 

„ costs are volatile.” .•
One aspect of the re-valuation 

of bonds is the development of 
bond funds — mutual funds with 
bond ra th e r  than s to ck  
portfolios. Last year investors 
bought more than 91 billion 
WOTth of them, a figure likely to 
be topped in 1973.

As an example of the trend, 
Channing began a bond fund a 
little more than a year ago and,

it already is larger at 936 
million than its 25-year-old 
conunon stock fund.

The impetus is provided by 
recent istudies of bond versus 
stock yields. A.G. Becker Co., 
an investment banker, found a 
select list of equity portfolios 
returned only 6.2 per cent in the 
years 1962-71, far below the 7.5. 
per cent return on some quality 
bonds available today.

Another Becker study showed

that a managed bond portfolio, 
with dividends reinvested, 
achieved a 41.9 per cent r e t ^  
fnmi Sept. 30, 1969 to Sept. 30, 
1972, whUe the top quartUe of 
equity investmoits in the study 
r^unied 40.2 per cent.

Henry Renard, Channing 
senior ^ ce  president, observes 
that with bond rates h i^  and 
the l i f e  o f  bon ds lo iig , 
seemingly small changes in

rates can produce enonnous 
effects*

“ A move from 7.5 per cent to 
7.4*per can mean as much 
as 1 per cent in the price of a 
bond. In the case of a 9100 
miiHnn portfolio that means 
9100,000 a year. A 1 per crat 
yield increase, compounded 
over 20 years, generates an in­
crease equal to 83 per cent of 
the initial capital."

Tax Reform
Hearings
Continue

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 
U.S. Chamber of Commerce 
today urged Congress not to 
re p e a l tax  law s it sa id  
encourage investment and 
development of U.S. productivi­
ty-

Walker Winter of Chicago, 
chairman of the chamber’s 
taxation committee, told the 
House Ways and Means Com- 
m ittee “ federa l spending 
reduction is the key to tax 
reduction.”

Specifically, Winter advised 
the com m ittee  to reta in  
speeded  d ep rec ia tion  o f 
business assets, the present 
reduced taxation of capital 
gains, depletion allowances and 
existing rules on taxation of 
foreign income.

He called, however, for 
repeal of the minimum tax im­
posed on income otherwise 
protected from taxation and for 
liberalizing the ceiling on tax- 
free dividends, now limited to 
the first flOO.

In sharp contrast, Americans 
for Democratic Action called 
for tougher taxation of capital 
gains and for repeal of a 
num ber o f p rov is ion s  it 
described as “ great loopholes 
... which benefit the wealthy 
but are completely useless to 
the vast majority of lower and 
middle income taxpayers.”

Leon Shull, national director 
of ADA, said in prepared 
testimony, “ We are dangerous­
ly close to a total breakdown in 
public con fid en ce  in the 
fairness of our tax system .... 
This breakdown in public trust 
is unhealthy in a democratic 
society.”

WASHINGTON (A P ) -  
Wholesale prices soared 1.9 per 
cent last month for the biggest 
rise since the early Korean War 
inflationary surge in 1951, the 
government said today.

The rise in February included 
another sharp increase of 3.9 
per cent for farm products and 
processed foods, *the third big 
monthly jump in a row that 
added up to an annual rate of 56 
per cent.

Prices of a broad range of 
industrial raw materials rose 
1.1 per cent, the largest 
monthly increase in 22 years, 
said the Labor Department’s 
Bureau of Labor Statistics.

The report appeared certain 
to raise new criticism  of 
President Nixon’s loosened 
Phase 3 economic controls, par­
ticularly from organized labor 
which itas charged that wage 
hikes are virtually frozen at 5.5 
per cent while food prices 
continue to soar.

The over-all rise in the 
bureau’s wholesale price index 
was a little  less—1.6 per 
cent—on a seasonally adjusted 
basis. Farm products and 
processed foods were up 3.2 per 
cent seasonally and industrial 
raw materials one per cent on 
that basis.

'The report said the index rose 
at an annuaj rate of 11 per cent 
over the pAst six months, which 
included five months of the 
more stringent Phase 2 controls 
and oiie month of Phase 3.

“ Prices in the last three 
months of the period advanced 
more rapidly than in the first 
three months, reflecting an 
unusual climb in prices of farm 
products and processed foods 
and feeds in D ecem b er, 
Jan uary  and F eb ru a ry , 
together with a faster pace for  ̂
industrial commodities toward 
the end of the period,”  it said.

W ood  o f  
B loom field, another board 
mem ber. “ I can ’ t see the 
necessity for it since the board 
of trustees is avaiiable for ali 
students, and faculty members 
in their regular meetings.”  

James E. Dyer, 26, is the only 
trustee now meeting with such 
groups. He m aintains his 
sessions have caught the in­
terest of many students who 
knew little, if anything, about 
the board and never thought of 
going to its regular sessions 
with their problems.

“ I have bumped into a lot of 
students who didn’t even know 
what the Board of Trustees 
was,”  he said. “ There is a 
crying need for this kind of 
meeting.”

Dyer met with 550 students 
Tuesday and Wednesday at 
Southern Connecticut State 
College in New Haven and with 
other students last month at his 
a lm a  m a t e r . W e ste rn  
Connecticut State in Danbury. 
He plans sessions Monday at 
E a ste rn  C o n n e c t icu t  in 
Willimantic and another next 
W e d n e sd a y  a t C e n tra l 
Connecticut in New Britain.

“ If some of the other board 
members don’t regard these 
meetings as being productive, 
that’s their prerogative,”  Dyer 
said. “ But I would advise my 
fellow board members to at 
least try it, because it doesn’t 
hurt to listen.”

Dyer said som e Western 
Connecticut teachers told him 
at his session there that they 
feared reprisals from  the 
college administration for 
speaking out on campus issues. 
At the Southern Connecticut 
session, he heard calls from 
students for better security, 
free  tuition for Vietnam 
veterans, and more birth con­
trol counseling.

Trustee Francis W. Hogan of 
Torrington noted that the board

holds regular meetings, with its 
studhM advisory members, at 
all thOxState colleges and in 
Hartforo^x

“ Hie m m ings are and 
anyone can c<me in,”  he said. 
“ No one is prohibited from 
bringing.up what they want.”  -

He said the meetings usually 
proceed along the lines of an 
agenda prepared in advance 
and* that the board does “ not 
often”  depart from the agenda. 
Any student with a subject he 
wishes to discuss can phone the 
board’s office and get the topic 
on the agenda, he said.

Dyer, however, said many 
students never hear of the 
trustees’ meetings, even those 
on th eir  own ca m p u ses , 
because of poor publicity. He 
advertises his own discussion 
sessions with boldly printed 
leaflets.

Mrs. Bernice Niejadiik, said 
the board receives student 
recommendations at its regular 
sessions from  the student 
advisory committee.

“ W e 'h a v e  con siderab le  
communication with the ad­
visory committee,”  she said. 
But, she'added, “ I am not 
certain to what degree students 
have been  using it (the 
committee).”

Dyer said many students 
don’t know of the advisory com­
mittee’s existence. But he said 
the student board has improved 
student-trustee commimication 
to a certain degree since the 
student panel was established 
two years ago.

He said his sessions serve a 
s e c o n d a r y  p u r p o s e  o f  
permitting comm unication 
between students and staff at 
the college where the meetings 
take place. At the Southern 
(Connecticut session, he said, 
students discussed campus 
security with the chief of the 
campus poiice. ^

“ A lot of the iraues that,come 
up are small, local issues, but 
we give an opportunity for them 
to come up,”  he said.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 
total number of Americans at 
work rose sharply in February, 
in d ica t in g  an expanding 
economy, while the unemploy­
ment rate edged up slightly, the 
Labor Department reported 
today.

Total employment rose near­
ly 800,000 to 81.8 milUon, the 
Bureau of Labor Statistics said.

The total number of un­
employed workers rose 170,000 
to 4.8 milUon for a seasonally 
adjusted rate of 5.1 per cent of 
the work force. This was up 
from 5 per cent in January, the 
report said.

The report noted a substan­
tial gain in the length of the 
average  work week o f 24

minutes to 37.3 hours for non­
farm payrolls.

The longer work week also 
helped boost average earnings 
of some 50 milUon rank and file 
workers by |1.50 to 6139.48 per 
week.

The bureau said average 
weekly earnings were up $8.47, 
or 6.5 per cent, per week over 
the past year. Over the same 
time span Uving costs rose 3.7 
per cent.

By State House

In a racial breakdown, the 
bureau said the unemployment 
ra te  fo r  w h ite  w o rk e rs  
remained unchanged at 4.6 per 
cent with a total Of 3,949,000'

The rate for nonwhites — most­
ly Negroes— edged up from 8.9 
per cent to 9 per cent with a 
total of 895,000..

The average length of un­
em ploym en t con tin u ed  a 
downward trend, falling to 10.5 
weeks in February for the 
lowest level in two years, the 
report said.

The rise in unemployment ac­
companying the big jump in 
employm ent was due to a 
larger-than-expected increase 
in the civilian labor force of 
650,000 on a seasonally adjusted 
basis. This was the biggest 
monthly increase in the past 
year, the report said.

Thus, while total employment 
rose sharply, there were still 
more new job seekers than jobs 
for them.

Construction employment 
rose 90,000 and service jobs in­
creased 265,000 reflecting a 
sizable increase in retail trade 
after two months of stagnation, 
the report said.

DEP Says Town
Sewage Plant 
Not Adequate

The Town of Manchester has 
been  to ld  by the S ta te  
Department of Environmental 
Protection its $3.2 million 
secondary Treatment Plant, 
opened July 1971, “ no longer 
adequately' protects against 
pollution of the waters of the 
state.”

The town has been ordered to 
take such action as is necessary 
to correct the situation. It has 
been given to Aug. 31 of this 
year to prepare an engineering 
report « f  the townwide sewage 
system,^nd it has been given to 
March 31, 1974 to prepare and 
present a plan for needed 
repairs to the system, including 
plans for expansion of the 
treatment plant, if needed.

The $3.2 million plant, opened- 
and dedicated July 1971 but still 
r e q u i r i n g  s o m e  m i n o r  
construction, was part of a $4.8 
million townwide sewage 
improvement project, intended 
also to-elimiimte operation of 
the 8th District Treatment 
plant.

The project was approved by 
referendum April 1968, when 
the voters authorized a $1.1 
million bond issue to finance 
the town’s share of the cost. 
The remaining $3.7 million, or 
77 per cent of the cost, was 
financed with federal and state 
funds.

The DEP order states that 
the sewage flow through the 
Secondary Treatment Plant 
from July 1,1972 to Oct. 1,1972 
equaled the capacity estimated 
for the plant by the year 1985, 
and that during the months of 
November and Decemeber of 
last year and Jknuary of this 
y e a r  e x c e e d e d  the 1985 
estimate by almost 35 per cent.

“ The excessive  sew age 
quantities,”  said Jay Giles, ac­
ting public worksxlirector, “ are 
believed to be a result of 
infiltration of ground water into 
the sewage collection system M 
the town and the 8th Utilities 
D istrict, through defective 
sewer mains and manholes. 
This condition - becomes ap-
