Prices
Jump Up
Again

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Wholesale prices soared 1.9 per
cent last month for the biggest
rise since the early Korean War
inflationary surge in 1951, the
government said today.

The rise in February included
another sharp increase pf 3.9
per cent for farm products and
processed foods, rthe third big
monthly jump in a row that
added up to an annual rate of 56
per cent.

Prices of a broad range of
industrial raw materials rose
1.1 per cent, the largest
monthly increase in 22 years,
said the Labor Department’s
Bureau of Labor Statistics.

The report appeared certain
to raise new criticism of
President Nixon's loosened
Phase 3 economic controls, par-
ticularly from organized labor
which has charged that wage
hikes are virtually frozen at 5.5
per cent while food prices
contlinue to soar,

The over-all rise in the
bureau's wholesale price index
was a little less—1.6 per
cent—on a seasonally adjusted
basis. Farm products and
processed foods were up 3.2 per
cent seasonally and industrial
raw materials one per cent on
that basis.

The report said the index rose
at an annual-rate of 11 per cent
over the past six months, which
included five months of the
more stringent Phase 2 controls
and one month of Phase 3.

‘Prices in the last three
months of the period advanced
more rapidly than in the first
three months, reflecting an
unusual climb in prices of farm
products and processed [oods
and feeds in December,
January and February,
together with a faster pace for,
industrial commodities toward
the end of the period,” it said.

The Town of Manchester has
been told by the State
Department of Environmental
Protection its $3.2. million
secondary Treatment Plant,
opened July 1971, “no longer
adequatély protects against
pollution of the waters of the
state."

The town has been ordered to
take such action as is necessary
to correct the situation. It has
been given to Aug. 31 of this
year to prepare an engineering
report of the townwide sewage
system, 'and it has been given to
March 31, 1974 to prepare and
present a plan for needed
repairs to the system, including
plans’ for expansion of the
treatment plant, if needed.

The $3.2 million plant, opened
and dedicated July 1871 but still
requiring some minor
construction, was part of a $4.8
million townwide sewage
improvement project, intended
also lo.eliminate operation of
the B8th District Treatment
plant.

The project was approved by
referendum April' 1968, when
the voters authorized a $1.1
million bond issue to finance
the town's share of the cost.
The remaining $3.7 million, or
71 per cent of the cost, was
financed with federal and state
funds. '

The DEP order states that
the sewage flow through the
Secondary. Treatment Plant
from July 1, 1972 to Oct. 1, 1972
equaled the capacity estimated
for the plant by the year 1985,
and that during the months of
November and Decemeber of
last year and January of this
year exceeded the 1985
estimate by almost 35 per cent.

‘“The  excessive sewage
quantities," said Jay Giles, ac-
ting public works director, ‘‘are

lieved to be a result of
infiltration of ground water into
the sewage collection'system of
the town and the 8th Utilities
District, through defective
sewer mains and manholes,

Agree On Pay

The Board of Education and
Coventry Federation of
Teachers have both approved a
fwo-year contract, covering the
1973-74 and 1974-75 school years,
marking the first time in
several years that salary
figures have been set in time
for the April and May town
budget sessions.

For several years
negotiations between the par-
ties in the contract have bogged
down in the spring and ended up
in either mediation or arbitra-
tion, or both. But this time, the
board and the CFT began their
contract talks two months
earlier than usual, and wound
up negotiations in nine sessions,

Teachers voted approval of
the contract earlier this week,
and the board approved it un-
animously last night,

Major changes in this year'’s
document include, of course,
salary increases, and an in-
crease in the len of the
teachers’ school year. In the
latter case, teachers will be
paid for 180 teaching days, plus
five days of board-sponsored
programs, such as in-service
training, for a total of 185 paid
days. Currently, teachers are
paid for 182 days.

Another change is a $1,000 in-
crease in board-paid life in-
surance coverage for the
employe, up from the current
$6,000.
Salary Schedule /

Salaries for 1973-74 represent
a total raise of 6.5 per cem{, of
which 4 per cent is the normal
increment (as the teacher
moves up a step on the salary
scale) and a 2.5 per cent in-
crease, The same raise will
also be in effect for the 1974-75
school year.

In the current contract,
teachers received a 4 per cent
increment, plus a 1 per cent in-

crease, for a total raise of 5 per
cent. Averaging out this year's
contract, last year's contract
and the two years of the new
contract in terms of pay hikes,
teachers will, at the end of the
new two-year contract period,
have received an average raise
of about 5.5 per cent for each of
the four years.

The new contract is based on
a four-column schedule, as is
the current contract, all going
from Step 0 (first-year teacher)
to Step 12 (12 years of
experience). The four column
headings-are bachelor’s degree,
bachelor’s degreé plus 30 hours
of study or master’'s degree,
master’s degree plus 15 hours
‘of study, and master's degree
plus 30 hours of study.

For the 1973-74 school year, a
teacher on Step 0 of the
bachelor’s column will receive
$7,635 and in 1874-75 will receive
$7,826. The current salary at
this step is $7,449. The top
salary in this column at Step 12
will be $12,154 in 1973-74 and
$12,458 in 1974-75. The current
figure is $11,858.

In the remaining columns,

the figures are as follows, with

the current salary in
parentheses: bachelor’s plus 30
or master's, Step 0, $8,256, $8 -
462, ($8,055); Step 12, $13,141,
$13,469 ($12,823).

567, $8,781 ($8,358); Step 12,
$13,637, $13,977  ($13,303);
