Tougher Economic 
Controls Proposed

W ASHINGTON (A P ) -  
Contending that President 
Nixon’s program of economic 
controls is impossibly weak. 
House Banking Committee 
Chairman Wright Patman is in­
troducing a bill to stabilize 
rents apd freeze all prices and 
interest rates for 60 days.

“ The bill is a recognition of 
the obvious; that Phase 3 isn’t 
working and that immediate ac­
tion is needed to halt the 
spiraling increases in prices, 
rents and interest rates,”  Pat­
man said in a statement Sun­
day.

He said the bill, whose out­
lines were hammered out by 
Democratic members of the 
Banking Com m ittee, would 
freeze prices and interest rates 
at March 16 levels, and give the 
president 60 days to develop a 
system of rollbacks.

After that period, said Pat­
man, a Texas Democrat, the 
president would be requir^ to 
impose mandatory economic 
controls when the inflation rate 
exceeded an annual rate of 3 
per cent for any three months 
or 7,y» per cent over a year.

In addition, rents would be 
stabilized at Jan. 10 levels, sub­
ject only t6 specific cost in­
creases, and the president 

could order further rent rollbacks.
Under Phase 3 of Nixon’s 

econ om ic program , which 
started in January, there are no 
limits on rents or interest 
rates; no firm guidelines for 
price increases, and no man­
datory wage-increase limits on 
most of the economy. However, 
the food, construction and 
health-care industries remain 
under mandatory controls.

Sen. William Proxmire, D- 
Wis., called Sunday for a six- 
month freeze on wages and 
prices in view of the large 
number of major labor con­
tracts to be negotiated this 
year. The Senate defeated a 
similar proposal last week.

Appearing on CBS’ "Face the 
N a tio n ,”  P rox m ire  a lso  
predicted that Congress will 
stay within the spending limits 
Nixon urged for the coming 
fiscal year — but not the way 
the President suggested.

with the deadline for tljeir 
release only two days away.

’Hie Pathet Lao radio broad­
cast, monitored in Saigon, also 
disclosed that a representative 
of the U.S. Embassy in Vien­
tiane met with Soth Phetrasy, 
the Pathet Lao representative 
in the Laotian capital, and 
asked for the release of the nine 
Americans.

A spokesman for the U.S. 
delegation to the Joint Military 
Commission in Saigon said the 
delegation has received no for­
mal communication from the 
Pathet Lao, but added that 
"possibly something is begin­
ning.”

The North Vietnamese have 
relayed assurances several 
times from the Pathet Lao that 
the nine Americans captured in 
Laos will be released.

Land  ̂ Lumber^ And Labor 
Driving Up Housing Costs

H A R T F O R D  ( A P )  — 
Increased costs of land, lumber 
and labor have sent Connecticut 
housii|g prices soaring.

During the past five years, 
the average honne price has 
risen about 5 per cent each 
year, according to James F. 
Carey, executive director of the 
C on n ecticu t R ea l E state  
Commission.

“ And that’ s probably a' 
conservative estimate,”  he 
said.

G a rd n er  W. D o g h e rty , 
executive vice president of the 
Greater Hartford Board of 
Realtors Inc., said the increase 
was more like 26 or 27 per cent 
in the 17 towns comprising the 
Greater Hartford area.

"For the first three months of 
this year the average cost of a 
3-4 bedroom house has been just 
under 336,940,”  he said.

Despite the costs, middle- 
income residents apparently 
still constitute a good home 
buying market.

"They can’t afford it but 
they’re buying them,”  said Joe

Lacava, past president of the 
Home Builders Association of 
Hartford County, Inc.

A former rule of thumb was 
that a family could afford a 
home that 6ost roughly two and 
a quarter to two and a half 
times its income, Dogherty 
said.

“ But I ’ve heard of some 
mortgages recently that make 
me wonder how the people will 
ever pay them off,”  he said.

“ The average home buyer 
would have to be making at 
least 312,000 or more a year in 
order to afford a 5-6 room ranch 
house in the 330,000 range,”  
Carey said.

A lot of people “ are com­
pletely annihilated right off the 
bat”  because they can’t afford 
a downpayment, he said.

This in turn "rem oves a 
tremendous volume (of poten­
tial home buyers) and prevents 
developers from building on a 
volume basis that would bring 
down the prices,”  according to 
Carey.

He added that the cost of land

and construction discouraged 
developers from  building 
houses with less than six and a 
half to seven rooms,

Dogherty said there was 
evidence that younger couples 
in particular were turning to 
townhouses and condominiums 
as the o n ly  a f f o r d a b l e  
alternatives to apartment 
living.

“ They simply can’t find any 
houses in the 319,000-320,000 
rangei”  he said. .

Scarcity is a major factor in 
the rising costs, Carey said.

“ The highly regulated use of 
land by policing agencies, such 
as the state Environmental 
Protection Agency with its open 

' space program, is causing less 
property to be available,”  he 
said.

A. Douglas Proctor, a major 
Hartford area developer, said 
he started selling 1,400 square 
foot lots in 1946 for 31.875. The 
same lots would cost 315.000 
today, he said.

“ Builders tell me the cost of 
framing a seven-room house 
has gone up 33,500 in the past 
four years,”  he said.

Richard Davis, director of 
the Homebuilders Association, 
said lumber costs alone on a 
small house have gone up 31,200 
in the past two to three years 
with increased land and labor 
costs adding another 32,000- 
33,000 to the total.

‘ ”The cost of lumber is almost 
prohibitive,”  Carey said.

‘ ‘ T h e r e  h a v e  b e e n  
trem endous violations o f 
Phases 1, II and HI (of the 
P r e s i d e n t ’ s w a g e - p r i c e  
guidelines) and the cost of 
lumber is still going up,”  he 
said.

“ And instead of making the 
supply for this country the 
lumber companies are shipping 
it to Japan and other places 
where they can get top dollar 
for it and selling lumber of 

' lower quality here,”  he added.
“ ’This has caused a great deal 

of problems for developers 
because some of the lumber 
(they receive) is not up to 
specifications,”  he said. “ This 
causes the builder to start 
modifying the type of house he 
is building, which is costly.^’

ICC Proposes Drastic 
Rail Reorganization
WASHINGTON ( A P )  -  

Congress has received from the 
Interstate Commerce Commis- 

°sion proposed legislation that 
would drastically reorganize 
and m o d e r n i z e  the 
Northeastern railroad system 
with the help of public funds.

Saying in its detailed report 
and draft bill sent to Congress 
Saturday that the railroads 
alone are incapable of meeting 
the enormous cost of the plan it 
outlines, the ICC suggested a 1 
per ' cent tax on all surface 
freight charges in the United 
States to enable the federal 
government to' pay a share of 
the bill.

The ICC said the physical 
plant of the railroads, which 
serve 17 states and the District 
of Columbia, is a hodge-podge 
of track and yard facilities that 
grew up in an era before the ad­
vent of trucks, private cars and 
airplanes.

Since then, the commission 
said, changes in technology, 
t raf f ic  and industry have 
resulted “ in a system which 
possesses far greater capacity 
than is ne<eded; a system which 
is antiquated not only with 
respect to the state o f Its 
physical plant but as regards 
the fundamental location and 
design of that plant.

“ The cost of rehabilitation of 
an antiquated system, upon 
which maintenance has b^ n  
neglected for years, will be 
enormous,”  the 39-page report 
said, adding that available es­
timates of 3800 million to 3800 
million for the Penn Central 
alone “ are probably not un­
realistic.”

“ The Northeastern railroads 
a re  c le a r l y  in capable  of  
generating funds anything like 
this magidtude either from in­
creased revenues, or in private

money markets,”  the commis­
sion said.

“ Public funding appears to be 
the only alternative.”  The draft 
bill is entitled "FederalAid 
Railroad Act of 1973.”

The ICC said implementation 
of the plans would cost the 
governm ent betw een |400 
million and 3500 million a year.

Although the ra ilro a d s  
received government aid in 
their formative years, the com­
mission said, “ more recoitly it 
has been their competitors ^ t  
have benefited.”

The report cited public sup­
p o r t  o f  d e v e l o p m e n t ,  
maintenance and operation of 
highways, waterways and air­
ways and said:

“ We believe that the time has 
come for the Congress to con­
sider whether a correlative fun­
ding program to assure the

During the past week I 
happened to hear an acquain­
tance of mine being inter­
viewed during the intermission 
of the Cleveland Orchestra 
broadcast concert. He was Alan 
Hovhaness (former spelling 
Hovaness according to Baker).
A still former spelling is Ghec- 
makjian, according to Gruber 
who grew up with him. In those 
days we both lived in Arlington, 
Mass., which is a suburb of 
Boston.

I was in high school and Alan 
was in .junior high when the 
music supervisor for the town 
(yes they had music super­
visors in that day) approach^ 
me with the idea that 1 should 
be friendly with Alan, who was 
a genius. I may have been 14 at 
that time which would have 
made Alan about 10-11. Three or 
four years difference in our 
ages at that time was terrific; 
today it would be nothing at all, 
of course.

Alan, together with a boy 
named Sidney Hegh, had 
written a musical comedy 
which had been produced at 
Junior High West in the town, 
and Grace Pierce, the music 
supervisor was convinced she 
had discovered a genius. (It 
turned out she was right.) But 
Alan didn’t get along with the 
kids in school, and she elected 
me to be his friend since she 
knew I was musical and came 
from a musical family. She also 
knew my mother and could 
exert some pressure that way 
as well.

Just because we both musical 
didn’t make us bosom pals. At 
that time I was not really hot 
for music, though Alan was, 
and he wasn’t hot for baseball 
or the Boy Scouts, although I 
was. It was a good try on Miss 
Pierce’s part, but I  can’t say it 
was mightily successful.

A la n ’ s fa th e r  w as a 
chemistry professor at ’Tufts 
and he wanted his son to have 
an academic education, after 
which he could study music if 
he so desired. Alan couldn’t see 
wasUng time with academic 
studies when his only interest 
was music. I was reasonably 
good student (B-A average) and 
Miss Pierce undoubtedly felt 
that association with me might 
get Alan to pay attention to his 
regular studies, in which he was 
failure.

because his academic grades 
were nearly nonexistent. He 
studied harmony, counterpoint 
and the rest of the stuff on 
which composers are raised, in­
cluding com position  w ith

Frederic Shepherd Converse, 
then dean of the institution. 1 
asked Freddie about hihi and he 
said he thought Alan really had 
something. (Again somebody 
was right.)

Papa hd cut off h|s support-so 
Alan had to lock for an “ angel,”  
whom he found in Brookline, 
Mass. He was named Harold 
(? ) 0. Van Ness, and Alan 
decided to take his name but 
not exactly, which accounts for 
the two spellings indicated by 
Baker. ( I  went through about 
five spellings, and it had been 
hard enough to learn to spell 
Chekmakjian.)

Alan had a number of good 
breaks. There was an orchestra 
in Arlington, even in those days, 
sim ilar to the Manchester 
Civic, and it played some of his 
early works, so Ire heard them. 
This is a tremendous help, in 
case you don’t known it. He also 
had a local piano teacher, 
Adelaide Proctor, who was a 
pupil of Heinrich Gebhardt 
(who taught Lennie Bernstein, , 
in case you didn’t know it) and 
she gave up every other lesson 
to Alan, while she footed the 
bill.

In his early days Alan had yen 
for the music of Sibelius, and 
eventually he got to study wlto 
him in Finland. It was at this 
time that I lost all track of 
Alan. I only know that after he 
returned to this country, 
Sibelius was down in the depths 
and he started on a new tack. 
He destroyed everything he had 
written to date and it wa3 a 
very considerable amount of 
work. Then he started on an 
Armenian kick.

He has always gone his own 
way since then, and I have to 
give him credit. He was no 
fo llow er o f Stravinsky o r  
Schoenberg; if anything he was 
an orientalist, but not wild one. 
Fritz Reiner found his music 
and while he headed the 
Pittsburg and the Chicago, 
recorded some forty works by 
Hovhaness, which meant that 
he had some big fights with 
RCA’s A and R department.

It was now East’s turn to 
think. It was clear that South' 
had the queen of hearts since 
the opening lead of the jack 
denies the queen. ( I f  the 
leader’s suit is headed by <^-10 
he leads the queen rather than 
the jack.) I f  South had the ace 
of diamonds he would surely 
win two hearts, five diamonds 
and at least two clubs.

East therefore saw that the 
contract could not be defeated 
unless West held the ace of 
diamonds. Was it reasonable to 
hope that West held this card? 
Quite reasonable, for South 
could easily hold the values for 
a response of one notrump 
without having the ace of 
diamonds.

Low Lead Needed 
All of this reasoning per­

suaded East to shift to a low 
spade. There was not enough 
time to set up the hearts, but 
spades were a different story.

South won the first spade with 
the jack in his own hand, but the 
trick did him no lasting good. 
H e had toi go  a f t e t  the 
diamonds, permitting West to 
take the ace. West then led his 
remaining spade, and East took 
four spade tricks to defeat the 
contract.

To tell you the truth, Alan 
s c a r e d  m e. He p la y e d  
Moussogsky’s “ Pictures At An 
Exhibition”  on the piano, when

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Japan^s Economic Secret
There is no secret about Japan’s 

emergence as a leading industrial and 
economic power since its defeat in 
World War II nor about the yen’s rise 
of 17 per cent in a single year against 
the once mighty dollar.

But what is the secret of the 
Japanese rise to formidable com­
petitor in the world’s markets? Once 
best known for toys, silk, and shoddy 
m erchandise, modern Japan  is a 
prime source of optical equipment, 
cam eras, radio and television sets, 
economical automobiles, and many 
other quality products. There is no un­
employment.

How come? The secret is pride in 
sharply increased productivity, the 
result of a unique system of labor and 
m anagem ent relations. Japanese 
workers are proud to be “company 
m en” a term  more likely to be used as 
an epithet in these United States. 
They are loyal and hard working, 
enthusiastic not bored.

T h e i r  a s t u t e  c o m p a n y  
m anagem ents a re  concerned and 
compassionate in dealing with their 
men as individuals, not as a faceless 
"labor force.”

Together, they glory in the results 
of their labors — more goods for less 
money.

Japan has shown its appreciation 
for the help given by the United 
States, a benevolent victor in war. 
Japan’s economy is booming and they 
have revalued the yen upward to help 
our growing trade deficit. They are 
willing to import more American

goods — beef, oranges, grain, even 
computers.

In contrast to American workers, 
who cherish the right to strike and 
prize their mobility, the Japanese 
worker rarely moves from the com­
pany he starts with. The company 
could be described as paternalistic, a 
word often used critically here. That 
is to say, the company provides a host 
of fringe benefits, vacation spas, free 
hospitalization, training, promotions 
and other things that tend to keep the 
workers on the job with “ his” com­
pany until he retires or dies. As a 
result, the worker puts loyalty to his 
company only after his devotion to 
country and family.

The Japanese version of cradle to 
grave security is company made, not 
government controlled. It works well 
and it obviously is not so costly as to 
hurt Jap an ’s com petitiveness on 
prices of her products.

Japan’s example is worth careful 
study as American labor and manage­
ment prepare for important contract 
negotiations in the months ahead. The 
railroads and their unions reached 
agreement long before expiration of 
current contracts on a basis that has 
some points in common with the 
Japanese system.

Is it “ square’’yto be a “company 
man?” Isn’t the welfare of the square 
employe bound up with that of the fair 
employer? Could it be that Japan’s 
“secret” is based simply on the old 
fashioned American ideal of a square 
deal all around?

WASHINGTON- As a citizen 

flatly  opposed to blanket 
amnesty for draft dodgers and 
deserters, I wish the White 
House would avoid detouring 
onto irre le v an t paths in 
explaining President Nixon’s 
anti-amnesty stand.

One of the lines put out in re­
cent days by administration 
spokesmen, notably including 
Vice President Agnew, is that 
draft dodgers and deserters 
must be punished because they 
haven’t admitted they were 
wrong  ̂ Fiddle faddle.

The government should leave 
to the preachers and Dr. Ben 
Spock lofty pronouncements on 
morality and stick to the point, 
which is that laws have been 
v io lated  by the copouts. 
Arguments are rarely won on 
moral points, especially in 
Washin^on, for the quite valid 
reason that one man’s morality 
is another man’s hogwash. The 
country is well populated with 
folks who wouldn’t steal a dime 
in the day-to-day pursuit of 
living, but who regularly cheat 
on their income tax.

Nixon himself has put the 
issue in simple terms, saying 
bluntly that he speaks as the 
Republic’s chief law enforce­
ment officer. Presumably he 
would look kindly upon a dodger 
or deserter who confessed to 
the error of his ways, but I can’t 
see him patting the guy on the 
back and telling him to go and 
sin no more. After all, the con­
fessed burglar or even the 
politician convicted of corrup­
tion is not permitted to go free 
merely because he admits his 
guilt.

However, if the term morali­
ty is to be bandied about, it 
could better be applied to a 
point made by Agnew in a re­
cent speech to the Veterans of 
Foreign Wars. Amnesty for 
draft evaders and deserters, 
said Agnew, would encourage 
Americans to avoid their 
responsibilities to their govern­
ment.

In short, there is the future to 
be considered. We can all hope 
there will be no more wars, but 
eternal peace has not yet been 
guaranteed and it cannot be 
even if we elect Indira Ghandi 
world dictator. ’Therefore, it 
would seem risky, if not down­
right idiotic, to set a legal 
precedent which would permit 
young men — and young 
women, I suppose — to choose 
the wars they would fight.

jBlanket' amnesty jvould do 
just that. This country is still a 
melting pot and ties with the old 
countries, old cultures and old 
religions are still strong. In ad­
dition, there will always be 
those who will use any excuse 
to stay out of uniform when 
shots are being fired in anger.

If blanket amnesty were 
granted for the Vietnam 
copouts, the young Jew would 
be on unassailable ground if —

let us be farfetched — he 
refused to defend the United 
States against Israel. So would 
the black who dodged the draft 
for a war against an African 
country. The ranks of the 
“ conscientious objectors” 
would be filled with expedient 
third-and fourth-generation 
ethnics who would invoke ithe 
right of freedom of choice 
granted by a Vietnam amnesty 
and refuse to take up arms 
against Great Britain, Ireland, 
Italy, Poland, France and 
Lichtenberg. Why not?

Tlie name of Abraham Lin­
coln (will we never let that poor 
man rest in peace?) is constant­
ly raised by assorted unin­
formed and squishy-thinking 
amnesty advocates. He forgave 
everyb^y, didn’t he?

Not quite. Lincoln granted 
amnesty to deserters in the 
Civil War, but only if they 
returned to their units and 
served out their enlistments, 
with forfeiture of pay and 
allowances and, in some in­
stances, with additional time 
tacked onto their original tours 
of duty. The Confederate 
soldiers were granted amnesty 
because they fought in a Civil 
War, which legally has always 
been a different package of 
goods.

Indeed, the calling up of Lin­
coln’s name giyes me an idea. 
Instead of condemning the draft 
dodgers and deserters to a term 
of public service, why not dress 
them in the uniforms of 
America’s peacetime armed 
forces for a couple of years? 
’They might suffer some bloody 
noses and cut lips at the fists of 
their comrades, especially 
those who had served in Viet­
nam, but I’ll think about that as 
soon as I finish inventing a 
perpetual motion machine.

WASHING’TON -  Israel’s 
backstage support of the 
Jackson amendment aimed at 
forcing the Soviet Union to 
lil^pralize its Jewish emigration 
p ^cy  has suddenly endangered 
the spec ia l >,relationslUp 
between President Nixoh’s ad- 
m in is tra tio n  and P rim e  
Minister Golda Meir’s govern­
ment.

The Jackson amendment, 
denying equal trade treatment 
to toe Soviet Union unless toe 
Kremlin halts punitive emigra­
tion fees charged Soviet Jewish 
intellectuals, is gaining support 
in Congress with a velocity that 
has shocked toe White House. It 
d ire c tly  th re a te n s  con­
gressional passage of most- 
favored-nation treatment for 
toe Soviet Union which Mr. 
Nixon promised Communist 
p a r ty  boss L eonid  
Brezhnev—and that promise is 
viewed by the President as ab­
solutely essential to his four- 
year policy of detente with 
Moscow.

“H the Presidnet’s personal 
pledge to Brezhnev falls 
because of Israel and American 
Jews, we will take them on,” 
one top presidential assistant 
told us. Just that means is left 
unspecified, but Mr. Nixon’s 
concern has been conveyed—in 
m uch m o re  d ip lo m a tic  
terms—to toe Israeli govern­
ment.

Accordingly, one Nixon polit- 
cal adviser has received private 
assurances that Israel (in his 
terms) “will cool it” on the 
question of toe Jackson amend­
ment. But there is great doubt 
that Mrs. Meir’s government 
will dare openly oppose it in toe 
vigorous and unquivocal way 
desired at toe White House. 
•Thus, a s e r io u s  b re ak  
threatens.

When Golda Meir was there a 
few weeks ago, Mr. Nixon 
politely but firmly warned her 
that he would not risk wrecking 
U.S-Soviet detente on the 
extraneous issue of Soviet 
Jewish emigration.

Mrs. Meir was politely but 
firmly noncommittal, holding 
that this was p u r^y  U.S. 
domestic issue. There the • 
matter was dropped.

Since then, presidential 
emissaries have let toe Israeli 
government understand the. 
following in no uncertain 
terms: Israeli, through the 
p o w e rfu l lobby  of the  
American-Jewish community, 
must share major responsibili­
ty if toe Jackson amendment 
passes. Then, Israel would have 
to answer to Richard M. Nixon 
himself.

The amendment by Sen. 
H enry  M. J a c k so n  of 
Washington, an anti-Soviet 

, hard-liner, quickly attracted 
some 70 Senate sponsors when 

' introduced last fall. Biit toe 
Israeli ambassador here, Gen. 
Itzhak Rabin, wisely argued 
that U.S. inteiierence in Soviet 
internal affairs—no matter how 
warranted by the injustice of 
the exorbitant emigration 
fees-would be counterproduc­
tive. He was overruled by toe 
Israeli government.

’Thus, during toe presidential 
campaign last f&ll, with Mr. 
Nixon courting toe normally 
Dem ocratic Jewish vote, 
American-Jewish community 
leaders with intimate ties to toe 
Israeli government lobbied 
furiously for White House 
backing of toe amendment.
 ̂ At an October m eeting 
between Jewish leaders and 
White House aide Leonard Gar­
ment, Garment was attacked 
for allegedly not pushing Mr. 
Nixon hard enough to get

behind the amendment. On 
another occasion, John N. 
Mitchell, Mr. Nbcon’s former 
campaign director, warned toe 
President that American Jews 
were “totally worked up” over 
Soviet bars to Jewish emigr^ 
tion.. To capitalize his gains 
among A m erican Jew ish  
voters, Mitchell said, M^. 
Nixon must publicly demand a 
change in Mospow.

None of this had the sUghte:^ 
impact on toe President. ^  toe 
contrary, Mr. Nixon did not 
believe tha t the Jackson 
amendment stood a chance. It 
was not until Mrs. Meir’s visit, 
after the powerful Rep. Wilbm* 
Mills of Arkansas co-sponsored 
the amendment, that Mr. Nixon 
suddenly realized how much 
ground he'had lost.

The tide is overpowering, 
barring an unexpected dis­
avowal by Mrs. Meir. In toe 
words of Democratic Rep. 
Morris Udall of Arizona: “’The 
Jewish lobby is such that the 
Jackson amendment is going to 
go through like greased li^ t-  
ning.

LOS ANGELES (AP) -  
Safeway Stores has named the 
United Farm Workers Union in 
a $150 million damage suit, 
alleging “conspiracy, extortion 
and harrassment.”

The Superior Court suit was 
filed Friday, th-' same day 
Superior Court .Judge Ciiinpbell 
M. Lucas issued a temporary 
restraining order in an earlier 
suit limiting toe number of 
UFW pickets at Safeway stores 
in California..

The judge limited toe number 
of pickets to seven per store 
and ordered an April 12 hearing 
on a preliminary injunction in 
the matter. ’The ruling also 
orders pickets to stay at least 
eight feet apart and forbids 
them from interfering with 
customers or employes or 
trying to force customers to 
listen to any union complaint 
against Sfeway.

The union is demanding that 
Safeway buy only iceburg let­
tuce picked by UFW members 
and has called for a boycott of 
the stores until they do.

HAMILTON, BERMUDA 
(AP) — Harry (tox manages a 
superm arket and is in the 
treasure business too. He has a 
collection worth perhaps $250,- 
000, found beneath the sea off 
Bermuda.

Cox is going to Portugal and 
Spain soon in efforts to trace 
the origins of his hoard — 
several clues lead him to 
believe it was owned by a Por­
tuguese navigator of the late 
16th century.

Cox s ta r te d  finding the 
treasure in July 1968 while he 
was diving with friends from 
his yacht Sheerwater about 6V4 
m iles  northw est of th ese  
islands.

He suddenly spotted a coral 
fo rm a tio n  w hich, to  h is 
experienced eyes, indicated the 
presence of encrusted coins.

He probed the area  and 
turned up several coins and 
what he believed was a brass 
bracelet. However, a friend on 
the  boat was ce rta in  the 
bracelet was gold — and the 
hunt was on.

Over a period of time, the 
search brought to light gold 
bars with Spanish markings; 
unmarked gold bars; an assort­
ment of rare gold Portuguese 
coins; a 15-foot solid gold 
double-link chain ; a gold 
manicure set in the form of two 
caryatids and a number of

formed with seven pearls, gold 
rings and a device used for 
navigation in the late 1500s.

There was also an amazing 
co incidence. The o rig inal 
s e a rc h  had u n co v e red  a 
beautifully worked solid gold 
ring with a space for, a gem, 
probably  the sin g le  m ost 
valuable discovery. ’Two years 
later, during diving operations 
at the same site, a friend found 
an emerald which fitted exactly 
into the ring.

Expert examination revealed 
the emerald to be a rare stone 
weighing six carats, attributed 
to the El Muso mine in Colom­
bia. The ring has been ap­
praised at $80,000.

Other less-valuable artifacts

were also found — but no trace 
of the ship which bore them.

Cox was soon to find himself, 
em broiled in court ba ttle s  
which stretched over four years 
and which eventually  con­
firm ed him as undisputed 
owner of thp treasure.

In July 1968 he had been under 
a ' two-week treasure-hunting 
contract with an American syn­
dicate, headed by Franklin R. 
Foster of Baltimore.

Cox sa id  he found th e  
treasure three days after the 
c o n t r a c t  e x p i r e d ;  th e  
Americans contended the con­
tract was still in effect. In May 
1971 a court ruled that the con­
t r a c t  had e x p ire d . T he 
A m erican sy n d ica te  w ent

before the Bermuda Court of 
Appeal, but last April the 
appeal was dismissed.

’h ie  legal maneuverings over, 
nearly four years after he found 
the treasure, Cox then entered 
prolonged negotiations with the 
Bermuda government, which 
was interested in buying part of 
the trove.

Cox did not wish to sell the 
emerald ring, and the govern­
ment did not want all the 
remainder of the treasure.

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Mrs. Erminia Lownuui, tax 
collector, has taken issue with 
statements made at the recent 
town meeting concerning taxes.

She said there are no great 
expanses of open space in 
Columbia. This was in response 
to a statement made by James 
Carey of Lake Rd. who said at 
the m eeting there is no 
business in town, farm land has 
a low assessment and open 
space also has a low assess­
ment.

Carey said there weren’t any 
great amount of taxes from 
those areas, and that it was 
“ the little guy who owns a 
house and lot who is bearing the 
brunt.”

Mrs. Lowman said those per­
sons owning open space who 
applied and qualified under 
state Public Act 490 are paying 
taxes on these properties.

“ Most of these also own a 
home and lot on which they are 
paying the same proportionate 
tax as everyone else in town,”  
she said.

Mrs. Lowman said if there 
was no such act, many land 
owners would be forced to sell 
land to developers because the 
individual would not be able to 
afford the taxes.

This would result in more 
houses in town, more people 
With children to be educated 
and therefore a bigger cost to 
the taxpayer, she added.

She said, “ It is a known fact 
that the taxes from the average 
home do not begin to pay the 
cost of educating the child from 
that home.”

“ There are many who have 
land in town who do not come 
under Public Act 490, and they 
are the ones feeling the results 
of revaluation more than the 
average homeowner who just 
owns a house and lot, because 
land values in the past ten years 
have really skyrocketed,”  said 
Mrs. Lowman.

The tax collector said another 
group which contributes in a 
Targe measure to the tax effort 
are the business establishments 
on Rts. 6 and 66.

She said people should stop 
and consider the sizeable con­
tribution of tax dollars made by 
that group.

Taxpayers should also be. 
reminded that 79 per cent of 
e v e ry  tax d o lla r  here is 
allocated to education, she said.

" I f  the business concerns 
were not here making their tax 
contribution to the town, our 
homeowners would have to 
assume an even larger share of 
the tax burden,”  she said.

Seeks T o w n ’ s H e lp  
Max Lessenger of Columbia 

Lake has ask ^  the selectmen 
for assistance in installing 
culverts at his proposed 20-lot 
subdivision c a l l^  Chestnut Hill 
Acres on Doubleday Rd.

According to Lessenger, his 
engineers, Mozzochi Associates 
o f G lastonbury, designed 
culverts in the subdivision using 
15,24, and 30-incU pipe. He said 
the Planning and Zoning Com­
mission chairpian, Bruce Brad­
ford, told him the pipe should be 
increased to 24,-30, and 36 inch 
pipe.

He said he was willing to ab­
sorb the cost, which would be 
about $10,000, according to his 
engineers.

However, he said, with the 
PZC recommendation, the 
material alone would cost about 
$10,000. He said if he was sup­
posed to so lve the water 
problem of the whole^treet, 
then the town should be willing 
to absorb at least labor costs, 
which would be about a third of 
the total cost.

The selectmen agreed to 
meet with the PZC.

Lessenger also told  the 
selectmen he was going to 
“ fight”  revaluation of other 
property he owns on Doubleday 
Rd.

He said 12 acres located west 
of the sanitary landfill was

assessed for $300, but- with 
revaluation jumped to $9,250. 
He said it was corrected by the 
revaluation concern to $8,800.

According the Lessenger, the 
property is so wet it cannot be 
used, yet it still received the 
high assessment.

Lessenger said he filed a 
complaint with the Board of 
Tax  R ev iew  but has not 
received a dismissal of his 
application.

“ When I get the dismissal 
from the BTR, I ’m taking 
fu r th e r  a c t i o n , ”  s a id  
Lessenger.

He said he would take it to 
court if necessary.

“ I t ’s the principal of the 
matter. How could this proper­
ty jump 30 times from the old 
assessment? It ’s ridiculous,”  
he said.

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Small
Investor
Needed

NEW YORK (AP) -  The 
securities industry .is growing 
increasingly distressed about 
the decline in share ownership 
atid trading activity by in­
dividual investors, whose 
numbers had doubled in the 
decade of the 1960s.

The concern is shown in 
advertis ing  program s, in 
statements by stock exchange 
offic ia ls  and in testimony 
before congressional com ­
mittees, where the industry 
hopes to win backing for in­
vestor tax incentives.

The people whosb business is 
now being sought include small 
investors, the very ones that 
many brokers turned down in 
recent years because of heavy 
volume and the feeling tht 
small accounts failed to pay 
their way.

As a result, many individual 
investors took their money |

. elsewhere. For the 12-month 
period ended in mid-March, 
shareowner population declined 
by about 800,000, the first such 
drop since the mid-1940s.

The loss is being felt not only 
in^brokers’ pocketbooks but in 
the functioning of the markets, 
where activity on some days is 
made up largely of institutional 
trading. ’There exists a serious 
loss of liquidity.

A market is liquid when buy 
and sell orders are easily 
matched because there is an 
abundance of traders. In a 
liquid situation, buy and sell 
ordei’s are matched without 
sharp price change.

Institutions, however, trade 
many thousands of shares at a 
time^ and it is sometimes im­
possible to match buyer and 
sellers quickly without permit­
ting prices to rise or drop 
sharply.

The evidence is seen daily in 
stock price listings.

James Needham, New York 
Stock-Exchange chairman, con­
cedes the liquidity problem.- 
“ The p u r it ie s  markets need 
the individual investor, both 
small and large,”  he said in 
commenting on declining share 
ownership.

Needham is among securities 
industry spokesman who have 
testified, or plan to testify, 
befoffi the House Ways and 
M elW  ConimtttdV, seeking 
legislation to make share 
ownership more attractive.

W h i l e  c o u c h i n g  t h e i r  
testimony in idealistic terms, 
th e  m o t i v e  o f  i n d u s t r y  
spokesmen is at least partly 
that ol self-survival. The NYSE 
claims the nation’s economic 
and social objectives require 
broad ownership— but so do the 
goals of stock exchanges and 
their members.

Another concern increasingly 
expressed is that the capital 
ne^s of American corporations 
might not be met in future 
years unless investors are 
provided with more encourage­
ment.

One of Needham’s proposals, 
which are similar in some ways 
to others presented or planned 
for presentation, is to increase 
to 6 ^  from 6100 the dividend 
income exclusion on income tax 
returns.

He would also permit com­
missions paid on purchases and 
sales to be treated as deduc­
tions against ordinary income.
At present, such commissions 
cannot be deducted, a rule 
Needham considers illogical.

A third proposal would per­
mit a lim itedjto deduction for 
individuals 'who buy stock as 
part of a personal pension plan, 
p r o v i d i n g  t h e y  a r e  not  
a d e q u a t e l y  c o v e r e d  by 
employer-sponsored plans.

Another widely sponsored 
proposal, offered by Needham 
and others, would tax capital 
gains on securities at a rate 
that would decline with the 
length of time the securities are 
held.

Many investors are believed
to be locked into stocks in which
they have big gains, these 
securities leaders feel, because 
to sell would be ,to incur too 
large a tax bite. This, they say, 
damages capital mobility. You 

• might add that it hurts com­
missions too.

The chairman’s thesis, it 
appears, is that the individual 
investor is needed for the func­
tioning of free enterprise, by 
the corporations which need 
capital, by the exchanges which 
need Uquidlty, by the brokers 
who n e ^  commissions.

The oft-scorned individual in­
vestor ought not to forget it.

NEW YORK (A P ) -  
V ir g in ia  T e c h  p la y e d  
“ Follow the L ieder,”  and he 
brought them to the brink of 
the N a t io n a l In v ita t io n  
Tournament title.

Then Bobby Stevens pushed 
the Gobblers over the threshold 
and onto the throne with a 
mind-bending 92-91 overtime 
victory...and the luck of the 
Irish had run out.

“ When the game is on the 
line,”  the little junior guard 
said as pandemonium still 
raged in Madison Square 
Garden, “ I like the ball.”  

C raig L ied er, who had 
bombarded Notre Dame with 18 
points in the first half of

Sunday’s nationally televised 
championship game, got only 
eight more in the second half. 
But it was the final two that 
gave the Gobblers a second life.

It was a 20-foot jump shot 
unleashed as the buzzer 
sounded the end of regulation 
time. It was a perfect shot, one 
which tied the score 79-79. And 
it climaxed a frenetic climb 
from a 12-point deficit in the 
final six minutes^qPTegulation 
play.

But Notre Dame bounded out 
to a 91-87 lead with 55 seconds 
to go in the extra period. It 
seemed again that Virginia 
Tech’s dreams were flickering 
out.

Twelve seconds later, though.

the dream was very much alive 
as Stevens, fouled as he sank m  
off-balance one-hander from lo 
feet away, completed the three- 
point play with a free throw.

TTie score was 91-90, Notre 
Dam e had the ba ll—and 
Virginia, with 18 seconds to go, 
needed it desperately.

Virginia Coach Don DeVoe 
gestured as if to say, "Grab 
him !’ ’ and Charlie Thomas 
clutched Gary Brokaw. Two 
foul shots would lock it up for 
the Irish. But Brokaw missed 
the first of the one-and-one and 
Allan Bristow got the rebound. 
Virginia had the ball back and 
called time out with 12 seconds 
on the clock.

Stevens took the inbounds

pass and looked at Lieder—but 
Brokaw was swarming all over 
the intended target. Notre 
Dame had busted the play.

So Stevens improvised. He 
wheeled around one defender 
and, with nine seconds left, shot 
a 15-footer from the left side of 
the key.

The ball hit the rim and 
twisted out to the right side. 
And, as players fell all over 
themselves trying to get it, 
S teven s, at 5 -foot-lO  the 
shortest man on the court, 
saved it in the comer.

One second...He jumped and, 
from 10 feet away, flicked the 
ball softly toward the basket.

No seconds...The buzzer

sounded...and the ball b a it^  
rippled the cords as it want 
through the hoop.

Madison Square Garden was 
bedlam!

“ It was a hell of a way>to 
lose,”  said Digger Phelj^^the 
d iscon sola te  N otre Daine 
coach. “ It was the kind o f Wing 
where. If those last .three 
seconds had disappeared,ijWe 
would’ve been the winnei#Snd 
they would’ve been the Ipahrs.

“ But there’s no way I ’m 
going to be ashamed of these 
guys. 'They played well and they 
played hard and, if a break here 
or there had gone the other 
w a y , it- w o u ld ’ v e  b een  
different.”

Bartow, Iknown as “ Clean 
Gene,”  said he believes “ in the 
positive thinking approach”  in 
sending the Tigers against the 
vaunted Bruins. “ I think we can 
win.

John Wooden, now in his 25th 
year as boss of the amazing 
Bruins, seemed relaxed, almost 
regarding Memphis State as 
just another opponent.

maintenance of needed rail ser­
vice should be undertaken;”

I 'T h e  m a in te n a n c e  of 
highquality railroad service to 
the Northeast ...is e ss^ tia l to 
the economic health of the 
region and the nation as a 
whole,”  the report said.

Many of the railroads, ICC 
said, including Penn Central, 
the region’s largest, have been 
forced into reorganization un­
der federal bankruptcy laWs. 
Some, the conunission said, are 
th rea ten^  with collapse.

The commission said that 
government takeover of the 
railroads or combining the 
many lines into a single system, 
thus eliminating competition, 
“would not be in the public In­
terest.”

Instead, it suggested using a 
“ three-step project-approval 
and contracting  procedure 
similar to that of the Federal- 
Aid Highway Program, with the 
ICC determining what work to 
do and the work itself being 
c a r r i e d  o u t by r a i l r o a d  
employes, subject to inspection 
and approval of the commis­
sion.

The result, according to the 
ICC, would be “an integrated 
system of railroad main lines 
and related yard and terminal 
facilities,” to be updated accor­

ding to the secretary o  ̂
tt^nsportation’s continuing 
review of national needs.

’The bill would, appropriate'up 
to $400 million i  year to bring 
all the lines, yhrds and t ^  
niinals to be include(| in the iq>- 
dated system up to federal stan­
dards.

B ecause the  fed e ra l-a id  
system would be limited to 
avoid duplication, the dommis- 
sion said, carriers owning lines 
included in it would have to 
allow others to use their tracks 
for a reasonable fee.

U nder a com plex  le g a l 
arrangem ent, the . ICC said, 
bankrupt roads would lease 
their properties to the govern­
ment for an amount equal to 

. their losses and continue to 
operate them under govern^ 
ment supervision. T he govern­
ment would recover its invest­
ment if the railroad again 
became profitable.

“It is the hope and conviction 
of the commission,’̂  the repoH 
said, “that profitable, privately 
owned rail services can once 
a g a in  be p o ss ib le  in  th e  
Nortiieast, provided that the 
system is ratioYialized and the 
present crisis can be over­
come.”

Ice Rink Proposed For Bolton

Plans are under way for the 

development of a $900,000 ice 
skating facility in Bolton. The 
propos^ project will be built 
on the property known as 
Bolton Industrial Park on Rt. 6, 
across from Munson’s ^Candy 
Kitchen.

Bolton Industrial Park con­
sists of 18 acres; of which five 
will be devoted to the rink. The

remaining 13 acres will be for 
future development.

Area businessmen who will 
be the developers of the rink 
are Ted Trudon, William H. 
O’B rie n , and  W. H a rry  
England. It will be under the 
management of Rink Manage­
ment service of Burlington, 
Mass.

According to present plans 
thfe new skating facility will 
consist of one rink of the stan­

dard 85 by 200 feet size with a 
sehting capacity for 950 people. 
A Sept. 1 opening date is 
expected. An additional rink 
will be added in the future.

The prime beneficiaries of 
the rink will be figure skating 
and youth hockey. 'There will be 
general skating three times a 
week; however the bulk of the 
ice time, between 50 and 60 per 
cent, will be devoted to youth 
hockey, both instruction and 
league play.

A total program is planned 
for figure skating enthusiasts.
The program will be under the 
direction of Nancy Graham, a 
fo rm e r  O lym pic  b ro n z e  
medalist and five times U.S.

The Bolton m anagem ent 
group staff includes 15 qualified 
teachers who are expected to 
establish programs including 
patch, freestyle and dance 
sessions.

Education’s budget to teaching 
materials and new and replace­
ment equipment. “For several 
years teachers have felt that 
p roper im plem entation  of 
p ro g ra m  in M a n c h e s te r  
requires additional materials 
and equipment,” the MEA said.

“The elementary physical 
education teacher and elemen­
tary music teacher provided for 
in the budget is, in the opinion 
of teachers, a step in the right 
direction ,’’ the MEA said. 
“Teachers in the past have 
often strongly voiced the need 
for additional certified teachers 
in art, music, and physical 
ed u ca tio n  in e le m e n ta ry  
schools.”

Weiss’ recommendation for 
the 1973-1974 school operating 
budget is $10,957,400. His figure

Mrs. Norman Eldridge isn’t 
panicked by the shrinking 
dollar. She says she has found a 
system to beat it.

'Through careful shopping and 
budgeting down to the last 
penny and a simple life style 
centered around the home, the 
E ld rid g es  and th e ir  two 
children live in a way she 
regards as comfortable on a 
gross annual income of about 
$9,000.
\

“Though I’ve seen prices go 
up over the years, I have 
learned by trial and error how 
to cut all the corners and 
spread our money as far as it 
will go,” says Betty Eldridge, 
an energetic and good-humored 
housewife. “We Could never 
have all that we do now if I 
w asn’t carefu l about our 
spending.”

While Mrs. Eldridge stays 
home'cooking and sewing and 
caring  for K athy, 7, and 
Timothy, 12, Norman Eldridge, 
44. works down the street as a 
m echanic on construction

machinery. His salary fluc­
tuates according to how much 
overtime he can get.

Federal statistics put the cost 
of living in Portland on a par 
with that of other metropolitan 
areas around the country.

Never Etil Sletik
The family never eats steak, 

uses butter, or snacks on 
chocolate bars. But at every 
meal th ere ’s a variety  of 
vegetables Betty has canned 
herself, turkey or roasts bought 
during specia l sa les , and 
homemade cakes and pies. The 
Eldridges rarely go out to 
restaurants or to the movies. 
But they do own their home and 
have two snowmobiles, a 1968 
Chevrolet, a camper trailer, 
and a 24-foot above ground 
swimming pool.

The financial wizard in ' the 
house is Mrs. Eldridge, who 
knows as much about interest 
rates and food prices as she 
does about making elderberry 
jelly. She is probably the kind of 
woman President Nixon was 
talking about when, he said 
recently “ The greatest and 
most powerful weapon against

high prices is the American 
housewife."

Be'tty goes shopping at the 
supermarket only once a week, 
on Thursday after the sales 
have been advertised in the 
local paper. She strolls down 
the aisles with a carefully 
drawn shopping list, adding up 
as she goes along', and carries 
no more than $20 in her purse.

Slir«“w«l
A shrewd bargain hunter who 

used to work in a supermarket 
10 years ago, Betty always buys 
house brands, staples in large 
quantities, and nieats and many 
other items only when they’re 
on sale. With a freezer as large 
as her living room sofa, she can 
store large quantities of sale 
products. She picks, up three 
turkeys when they’re 39 cents a 
pound instead of the usual 65 
cents, several pounds of chuck 
roast when it's  down to 79 
cents, bacon on sale at 88 cents 
instead of $1.29 a pound, and 
several half gallons of ice 
cream on sale for 78 cents.

Betty grows, cans and freezes 
vegetables like string beans, 
beets, carrots, broccoli and 
califlower and figures she saves

about $30 a month thei;e. She 
buys fruits on sale and carefully 
selects the best ones.

“ I alw ays look for th'e 
oranges with the smoothest 
skins and smallest pores,” said 
Betty, feeling her way through 
a mound advertised as 10 for 98 
cents. “That’s how you know 
the skin is thin and that means 
you get more orange for your 
money.”

Betty always checks the 
dam aged  goods c o u n te r , 
looking for reduced items like 
torn bags of flour or sugar, 
dented cereal boxes, but never, 
she cautioned, dented cans. She 
buys detergent at Sears when 
it’s on sale at $10 for 45 pounds, 
a supply that lasts her about six 
months.

Always looking for the 
money-savers, Betty drives to a 
nearby farm to get potatoes at 3 
cents a pound instead of 10 
cents and several dozen eggs 
that she says are bigger a t 50 
cents a dozen than those in the 
store costing 80 cents.

Fish is expensive even in the 
coastal town of Portland, and 
Betty has learned that less

costly fish like hake and cusk 
can taste ju st as good as 
haddcK-k if baked in milk. Most­
ly. the family eats a lot of 
chicken (bought whole because 
Betty says that's  six cents 
cheaper per pound than the 
quartered fryers) and chuck 
roast, that Betty bakes slowly 
for several hours in a dutch 
oven to make it more tender 
and tasty. A four-pound roast 
beef, bought on sale, can last 
the family for three dinners.

O ne ExIruMig-unee
As far as she can figure, 

B e t t y  s a y s  h e r  o n ly  
extravagance is occasional 
store-bought cookies (“ I should 
really bake them myself but 
sometimes I don’t have the 
time and Norman loves cookies 
so much the children call him 
the cooky bandit.” ) and cheese 
bought at the delicatessen, 
which costs about 20 cents more 
a pound than superm arket 
cheese.

"(I just don’t  like the taste of 
those  s l i c e s  wrapped in 
plastic.” )

The last time the family went 
to a restaurant was for Mr. 
Eldridge’s birthday. They

celebrated without him — hp 
was working overtime out of 
town — with cafeteria-style 
steak dinners at $1.79 at a self- 
service place.

Mr. and Mrs. Eldridge don’t 
drink or smoke (except for 
Norman’s occasional pipe) 
don’t bowl, and rarely go to toe 
movies unless it’s something 
suitable for the children. They 
d o n ’t s u b s c r i b e  to any  
magazines, but do get the 
evening paper and sometimes 
read condensed books.

They give about $20 a month 
to church and charity. “We’re 
not so poor that we can’t give,” 
Mrs. Eldridge said.

evenings, from 6 to 11, are 
spent in front of the black and 
white television set, where 
Norman, a genial, taciturn 
man, usually dozes off in hfat 
favorite reclining chair.
