maintenance of needed rail ser­
vice should be undertaken;”

I 'T h e  m a in te n a n c e  of 
highquality railroad service to 
the Northeast ...is e ss^ tia l to 
the economic health of the 
region and the nation as a 
whole,”  the report said.

Many of the railroads, ICC 
said, including Penn Central, 
the region’s largest, have been 
forced into reorganization un­
der federal bankruptcy laWs. 
Some, the conunission said, are 
th rea ten^  with collapse.

The commission said that 
government takeover of the 
railroads or combining the 
many lines into a single system, 
thus eliminating competition, 
“would not be in the public In­
terest.”

Instead, it suggested using a 
“ three-step project-approval 
and contracting  procedure 
similar to that of the Federal- 
Aid Highway Program, with the 
ICC determining what work to 
do and the work itself being 
c a r r i e d  o u t by r a i l r o a d  
employes, subject to inspection 
and approval of the commis­
sion.

The result, according to the 
ICC, would be “an integrated 
system of railroad main lines 
and related yard and terminal 
facilities,” to be updated accor­

ding to the secretary o  ̂
tt^nsportation’s continuing 
review of national needs.

’The bill would, appropriate'up 
to $400 million i  year to bring 
all the lines, yhrds and t ^  
niinals to be include(| in the iq>- 
dated system up to federal stan­
dards.

B ecause the  fed e ra l-a id  
system would be limited to 
avoid duplication, the dommis- 
sion said, carriers owning lines 
included in it would have to 
allow others to use their tracks 
for a reasonable fee.

U nder a com plex  le g a l 
arrangem ent, the . ICC said, 
bankrupt roads would lease 
their properties to the govern­
ment for an amount equal to 

. their losses and continue to 
operate them under govern^ 
ment supervision. T he govern­
ment would recover its invest­
ment if the railroad again 
became profitable.

“It is the hope and conviction 
of the commission,’̂  the repoH 
said, “that profitable, privately 
owned rail services can once 
a g a in  be p o ss ib le  in  th e  
Nortiieast, provided that the 
system is ratioYialized and the 
present crisis can be over­
come.”

“Teachers in the past have 
often strongly voiced the need 
for additional certified teachers 
in art, music, and physical 
ed u ca tio n  in e le m e n ta ry  
schools.”

PORTLAND, Maine (AP) 
Mrs. Norman Eldridge isn’t 
panicked by the shrinking 
dollar. She says she has found a 
system to beat it.

'Through careful shopping and 
budgeting down to the last 
penny and a simple life style 
centered around the home, the 
E ld rid g es  and th e ir  two 
children live in a way she 
regards as comfortable on a 
gross annual income of about 
$9,000.
\

“Though I’ve seen prices go 
up over the years, I have 
learned by trial and error how 
to cut all the corners and 
spread our money as far as it 
will go,” says Betty Eldridge, 
an energetic and good-humored 
housewife. “We Could never 
have all that we do now if I 
w asn’t carefu l about our 
spending.”

While Mrs. Eldridge stays 
home'cooking and sewing and 
caring  for K athy, 7, and 
Timothy, 12, Norman Eldridge, 
44. works down the street as a 
m echanic on construction

machinery. His salary fluc­
tuates according to how much 
overtime he can get.

Federal statistics put the cost 
of living in Portland on a par 
with that of other metropolitan 
areas around the country.

Never Etil Sletik
The family never eats steak, 

uses butter, or snacks on 
chocolate bars. But at every 
meal th ere ’s a variety  of 
vegetables Betty has canned 
herself, turkey or roasts bought 
during specia l sa les , and 
homemade cakes and pies. The 
Eldridges rarely go out to 
restaurants or to the movies. 
But they do own their home and 
have two snowmobiles, a 1968 
Chevrolet, a camper trailer, 
and a 24-foot above ground 
swimming pool.

The financial wizard in ' the 
house is Mrs. Eldridge, who 
knows as much about interest 
rates and food prices as she 
does about making elderberry 
jelly. She is probably the kind of 
woman President Nixon was 
talking about when, he said 
recently “ The greatest and 
most powerful weapon against

high prices is the American 
housewife."

Be'tty goes shopping at the 
supermarket only once a week, 
on Thursday after the sales 
have been advertised in the 
local paper. She strolls down 
the aisles with a carefully 
drawn shopping list, adding up 
as she goes along', and carries 
no more than $20 in her purse.

Slir«“w«l
A shrewd bargain hunter who 

used to work in a supermarket 
10 years ago, Betty always buys 
house brands, staples in large 
quantities, and nieats and many 
other items only when they’re 
on sale. With a freezer as large 
as her living room sofa, she can 
store large quantities of sale 
products. She picks, up three 
turkeys when they’re 39 cents a 
pound instead of the usual 65 
cents, several pounds of chuck 
roast when it's  down to 79 
cents, bacon on sale at 88 cents 
instead of $1.29 a pound, and 
several half gallons of ice 
cream on sale for 78 cents.

Betty grows, cans and freezes 
vegetables like string beans, 
beets, carrots, broccoli and 
califlower and figures she saves

about $30 a month thei;e. She 
buys fruits on sale and carefully 
selects the best ones.

“ I alw ays look for th'e 
oranges with the smoothest 
skins and smallest pores,” said 
Betty, feeling her way through 
a mound advertised as 10 for 98 
cents. “That’s how you know 
the skin is thin and that means 
you get more orange for your 
money.”

Betty always checks the 
dam aged  goods c o u n te r , 
looking for reduced items like 
torn bags of flour or sugar, 
dented cereal boxes, but never, 
she cautioned, dented cans. She 
buys detergent at Sears when 
it’s on sale at $10 for 45 pounds, 
a supply that lasts her about six 
months.

Always looking for the 
money-savers, Betty drives to a 
nearby farm to get potatoes at 3 
cents a pound instead of 10 
cents and several dozen eggs 
that she says are bigger a t 50 
cents a dozen than those in the 
store costing 80 cents.

Fish is expensive even in the 
coastal town of Portland, and 
Betty has learned that less

costly fish like hake and cusk 
can taste ju st as good as 
haddcK-k if baked in milk. Most­
ly. the family eats a lot of 
chicken (bought whole because 
Betty says that's  six cents 
cheaper per pound than the 
quartered fryers) and chuck 
roast, that Betty bakes slowly 
for several hours in a dutch 
oven to make it more tender 
and tasty. A four-pound roast 
beef, bought on sale, can last 
the family for three dinners.

As far as she can figure, 

B e t t y  s a y s  h e r  o n ly  
extravagance is occasional 
store-bought cookies (“ I should 
really bake them myself but 
sometimes I don’t have the 
time and Norman loves cookies 
so much the children call him 
the cooky bandit.” ) and cheese 
bought at the delicatessen, 
which costs about 20 cents more 
a pound than superm arket 
cheese.

"(I just don’t  like the taste of 
those  s l i c e s  wrapped in 
plastic.” )

The last time the family went 
to a restaurant was for Mr. 
Eldridge’s birthday. They

celebrated without him — hp 
was working overtime out of 
town — with cafeteria-style 
steak dinners at $1.79 at a self- 
service place.

Mr. and Mrs. Eldridge don’t 
drink or smoke (except for 
Norman’s occasional pipe) 
don’t bowl, and rarely go to toe 
movies unless it’s something 
suitable for the children. They 
d o n ’t s u b s c r i b e  to any  
magazines, but do get the 
evening paper and sometimes 
read condensed books.

They give about $20 a month 
to church and charity. “We’re

Shopping for food, cosmetics, 
paper goods, householil 
cleansers and other products 
can- be your quota of confusion 
for the week. Displayed on the 
shelves is an array of packages, 
containing in many instances 
the same h*sic product in 
d if feren t  quantities, at 
different prices per weight or 
measure.

With so many brands and 
sizes to choose from, how are 
you to decide what brand and 
what' package size offers the 
best buy for your already hard- 
pressed shopping dollar?
‘ The b est. answer is unit 

pricing. Unit pricing is the iden­
tification of price per standard 
unit of weight or measure of 
certain consumer goods, such 
as price per pound, quart or 
count. Unit pricing enables you 
to make a meaningful cost com­
parison  among the many 
different brands and package 
sizes of products. For example, 
by knowing the cost per pound 
o f peanut butter, you can 
c h o ^  the size container that 
gives you the most for your 
money.

’The department of Consumer 
Protection began enforcing the 
unit pricing law last year when 
Conn^ticut became the seqpnd 
state in the country to require 
most store owners to label cer­
tain products with their unit 
price. ’IhC regulations spell out 
the ̂ p e s  of products to be unit 
priced. ’The list includes meat 
and fish products, canned 
goods, detergents, cereals, 
butter, coffee, jellies and jams, 
m a yon n a ise , baby fo o d s , 
n a p k in s , p a p e r  t o w e ls ,  
aluminum and plastic wraps, 
instant breakfast foods, flour, 
soda, cooking oil, macaroni 
products, pet foods, salad 
dressings, and jarred or boxed 
fruits and vegetables, to name a 
few.

G e n e r a l ly ,  s o l id  fo o d  
p ro d u c ts  and p o w d ered  
c lea n in g  com pounds are 
required to show their price per 
pound. Most liquid products are 
priced per quart. nDducts sold 
in aerosol cans are usually 
priced per pound. Wrapping 
materials and paper products

'There is a ^ ea t p o ^ tfa l for £ 
saving mbney when yoiu use unit 
pricing. Unit pricing will help 
you decide which is the better 
buy: the “ Economy”  28-ounce 
box of Brand X detergent at 
$1.19 a box or the “ Regular”  18- 
ounce box of Brand Z detergent, 
which costs $.79. The unit price 
label would show you the price 
per pound of detergent, saving 
you from computing it in your- 
head, therebymaking price 
comparison much simpler.

If you have ever confronted 
the baffling store-long display 
of dry cereal containing every 
brand and every conceivable 
package size, you will ap­
preciate unit pricing. The unit

price label on cereal discloses 
the price per pound. If the unit 
price per ̂ und for Brand Y 
cereal is $.50 and an 18-ounce - 
“ Family”  size sells for $.56 and 
a 24-ounce “ Juihbo”  size for 
$.63, it’s quick and easy to s ^  
that the “ Jumbo”  is the better 
buy. The 18-ounce box gives you 
only two ounces over a pouqi) 
and costs 6 cents more for those 
two ounces. That’s 3 cent an 
ounce. The 24-ouhce box is eight 
ounces over a pound, and costs 
13 cents more for that portion 
over one pound...less than 2 
cents an ounce.

> required to be priced per pound. 
Probably, it will be a while 
before we adjust to seeing these 
items priced per pound. But, 
once we become accustomed to 
it, this method of price com­
parison will enable us to deter­
mine the best buy in yet another 
confusing aspect'of our weekly 
shopping.

file  unit pricing regulations 
also prescribe the exact method 
by which the unit price is to be 
sh ow n . T he d is t in c t iv e  
characteristic about the unit 
price labels used in Connecticut 
is that the unit price is required 
to always appear to the im­
mediate left of the selling price. 
Usually, the unit price tags are 
posted on the shelf edge im­
mediately below the displayed 
product. In certain cases where 
this is not p oss ib le , the 
regulations permit the retailer 
to show the unit price by 
another method provided that it 
is equally conspicuous to you.

The only types of food stores 
which are exempt from unit 
pricing requirements are the 
so-called “ owner-operated 
single retail stores.”  Generally 
this refers to the small family- 
owned and operated comer food 
markets. A market of this type 
is not the sort of place where 
the c o m p a r is o n -m in d e d  
shopper is apt to go to do the 
weekly food shopping. You will 
not find unit pricing in these 
stores and it is not necessary 
for the store owner to do so.

Evening Herald prints stories about 
automobile accidents, personal in­
juries, and on some occasions deaths 
caused by auto mishaps.

With more cars on the road, and in 
some instances more traffic on roads 
not built to handle the volume, this is 
more or less expected as a “ cost” of 
modem life.

It is difficult to offer any hope for 
improvement despite the increased 
emphasis in recent years on safer 
roads, safer cars, stricter licensing of 
drivers, stiffer penalties for traffic 
law violations, etc.

And locally, the situation may or 
may not be improving.

However, nationally, it has been 
reported the highway death rate in 
1972 was the lowest in U.S. history. 
This is based on the Highway Users 
Federation formula of a death rate of 
4.5 per 100 million miles of motor 
travel. For comparison, this rate was 
4.7 in 1971 and 15.1 in 1936.

The bad news is despite the fact that 
on a per million mile basis the death

rate is down; in 1972, 65,300 persons 
died on the highways of this nation 
compared to 54,000 in 1971. Add to that 
the two million persons who were dis­
abled by injuries and the $17.3 billion 
in estimated costs of highway ac­
cidents and you can see there is no 
cause for relaxation.

Driving is a full-time job with 
emphasis on the defense. The Federa­
tion has some other figures to bear 
this out. There are 96.3 million 
passenger cars, 21.2 million trucks 
and buses, and 3.7 million motor­
cycles and scooters registered in the 
United States. They are using 3.7 
million miles of road (an increase of 
only 18 per cent since 1921) to travel 
1.15 trillion miles.

It is obvious that more and more are 
driving on the streets and roads in 
Manchester as well as the rest of the 
nation. These statistics offer little 
hope of relief and it really boils down 
to just one statistic, you as a driver, 
and how you intend to remain one that 
doesn’t  con tribu te  to accident 
statistics.

The Tax On Bread
In 1962, Congress imposed a hidden 

tax on bread amounting to about two 
cents on a one pound loaf. It was done 
in the form of an excise tax on conver­
sion of wheat into flour, in other 
words, a tax on milling grain.

Commonly known as the “bread 
tax,” the excise levy was passed on, in 
turn, by the miller to the baker to the 
grocery and finally to Ihe consumer.

The “bread tax” was passed during 
the Democratic administration of 
President Kennedy and a Democratic 
con tro lled  Congress under the 
Argricultural Adjustment Act to pay a 
portion of the cost of farm subsidy 
payments which President Nixon 
would like to phase out.

Some Democrats, too, have recon­
sidered. Rep. Ella T. Grasso of 
Connecticut has introduced a bill to 
repeal this “unnecessary tax” in 
order to provide “some consumer 
price relief for these important food 
items.”

Mrs. Grasso maintains that the 
current high cost of eating makes it 
essential to give the consumer “every 
assistance available to lower the 
market basket price of food.” While 
the 16 per cent of net disposable in­
come spent on food in the United 
States is the lowest of any ^untry , 
continuing price advances have made

food costs a major concern of the « 
breadwinner, the housewife and the 
government.

The Cost of Living Council and the 
Department of Agriculture view 
record high crop price^n  many coun­
tries as well as the U.S. as being 
caused by demand outrunning supply.
If this view is correct, then increasing 
supplies as new and larger crops 
come to market will cause prices to 
turn downward.

However, an official of a leading 
British food company says “the era of 
cheap food is over,” a view shared by 
many.

Russia’s huge purchases of grain 
and China’s first grain deal with us in 
a generation suggest a potential de­
mand of unprecedented size. Their 
needs are likely to continue even if 
t hey a r e  s u c c e s s f u l  in t he i r  
agricultural programs and fortunate 
in their weather.

President Nixon believes supplies 
will increase when farmers are paid 
to produce instead of being paid not 
to.

Congress should recognize that if 
the subsidies are ended, there won’t 
be any need for a tax on bread to help 
pay them.

Whether or not Congress sees fit to 
act on the subsidies, it should not 
hesitate to repeal the bread tax.

To the editor;
Among most people today 

there is a consensus of opinion 
on food prices, too high. I do not 
disagree, but would like to add 
that everything, is too high, 
clothing, shoes, cars, gasoline, 
appliances, wages, etc. Of 
course, because we all have to 
eat, food prices are the target 
of most people’s wrath.

S ince I am  a sso c ia te d  
directly with the small minori­
ty of people (4 per cent of of the 
population) which produces this 
nation’s food supply, I would 
like to give some reasons for 
the high cost of eating.  ̂

F irst, because 'of adverse 
weather conditions throughout  ̂
our country and abroad, feed 
prices have been significantly 
higher. Here is the northeast, 
wet weather made it impossible 
to plant or harvest some of the 
crops.

In the four month period from 
September to January, dairy 
feed prices have jumped from 
$66 a ton to $95 a top (an 
increase of 45 per cen t). 
Similar increases have been 
fe lt by beef and poultry 
producers.

Second, there is a shortage of 
beef. Producers hesitate to 
increase herds when record 
high production costs make it a 
risky business. Even though 
beef import quotas have been 
removed by the government, 
countries such as New Zealand 
and Australia which normally 
export beef to the U.S.A., 
cannot do so because of insuf­
ficient supplies. Therefore, the 
shortage continues and the 
price remains high.

’The majority of Americans 
fail to realize that farmers are 
expected to get less net income 
in 1973 than they did in 1972, in 
spite of higher prices for their 
products. A farmer’s costs for 
labor, machinery, land rental, 
livestock replacements, and 
other essential items have all 
increased much more rapidly 
than the income he gets for his 
products.

The average net income per 
farm, in the United States in 
1972, according to the latest 
USDA figures, was $6,797.

It is strange that many people 
feel that the farmer must live 
at a low income level so the rest 
of the population can get food at 
the lowest possible cost. In this 
country, people spend a smaller 
percentage of their income on 
food then in any other country 
in the world.

Many may also feel that 
because farmers have land they 
are rich. This is true in some 
cases but what does he have if 
he sells out? Money, yes, but his 
way of life is gone and the state 
is the poorer for it. The more 
farmers forced out of business, 
the higher the food prices, and 
the less open land we have for 
(he ecological'balance.

WASHINGTON -  Frustra­
tion within the Nixon ad­
ministration in trying to stamp 
out global terrorism against 
U.S. diplomats was deepened 
when Jordan’s King Hussein 
commuted the sentence of 17 
Palestinian terrorists.

Hussein is the intrepid leader 
of Arab moderation who con­
ducted a bloody war to destroy 
the Palestinean guerilla move­
ment in his country. If he now 
refuses to carry out the death 
sentence, other Arab leaders 
will do no more.

’Thus, the hope within the 
White House to put a crimp in 
the dangerous escalation of in­
ternational terror by merciless 
example once again has failed. 
That example would have been 
sharply made if Hussein had in­
sisted on the no-mercy policy 
being quietly preached by the 
Nixon administration to its 
Arab friends.

Among those rescued from 
the sentence of death in Jordan 
was. a top leader of A1 Fatah, 
the Palestin ian  nationalist 
movement, named Abu-Daoud 
— a principal factor in the 
Black September murdei' of 
two U.S. diplom ats and a 
Belgian in the Saudi Arabian 
emtossy at Khartoum March 2. 
The K h arto u m , te r r o r i s t s  
dem anded th a t Daoud be 
released from jail in Amman, 
Jordan.

W o rr ie d  A m e r ic a n  
diplomats, to the contrary, 
were privately hoping that Hus­
sein would respond to the Khar­
toum terrorists by threatening 
to execute Daoud and his 16 co­
conspirators immediately if 
any of the diplom ats held 
hostage in Khartoum were 
harmed.

Caught between these conflic­
ting pressures, the Jordanian 
governm ent decided to do 
nothing. Then, two weeks after 
th e  m u rd e r of th e  th re e  
Western diplomats, Hussein an­
nounced his decision to com­
mute the death sentences of 
Daoud and his whole gang.

’That decision almost certain­
ly rules out any chance Sudan 
will now actually carry out the 
dhath penalty against the Khar­
toum terrorists, no matter what 
sentence is finally imposed.

Thus, once^ again the hope 
within the Nixon administration 
that international terrorism  
can be stymied by example 
com es to  naught, a g rim  
p o s ts e r ip t  o t a c h il l in g  
statistical record. In the past 
five years, 10 U.S. diplomats 
have been brutally murdered, 
kidnap attem pts have been 
made against 21, of which 14 
were successfully carried out, 
12 have been wounded and three 
have been intended victims of 
knife attacks.

In addition to being one of 
th o se  th re e  k n ife -a tta c k  
targets. Secretary of State 
William P. Rogers was also 
target of a Black September 
plot during his tour last year of 
the Arab ^eikhdoms. ’That plot 
was discovered and aborted.

The deadly hand of inter­
national violence being con­
ducted by Black September — 
and other outlawed political 
extremists in many countries 
having nothing to do with the 
Middle East — threatened to 
strike again one day last week 
in the snug, middle-class sub­
urb of an American city.

A high State Department 
diplomat arriving there for a 
week-end visit was stunned 
when two American police of­

ficers, each carrying a sub­
machine gun, met him at the 
airplane and refused to leave 
his side for two days. The 
reason: a tip to the FBI that 
terrorists might be stalking 
him.

But while security officers 
can make a major effort to 
protect high-level-diplomats 
and their families, nothing ap­
proaching complete protection 
is in sight—even for a diplomat 
spending a quiet weekend with 
his familyit

To (he "contrary, security 
experts now believe that as 
principal U.S. diplomats in 
major embassies get heavier 
protection, terrorists will strike 
in m ore rem o te  ca p ita ls , 
b e l ie v in g  th e m  m o re  
vulnerable. That may explain 
recent terrorist attacks in such 
places as Thailand and the 
Sudan.

Moreover, while it is U.S. 
po licy  n e v e r  to  y ie ld  to 
blackmail, other countries play 
the game differently. Thus, the 
U.S. refused to pay a cent to 
ransom Ambassador Clinton 
Knox from anti-government 
Haitian rebels in January. But 
the Haitian government put up 
$70,000 and supplied an airplane 
(refused by the U.S.) to buy off 
the rebels.

Likewise, West Germany’s 
policy has been to yield to 
terrorist demands — ^  hope 
terror Won’t  return.

B ut to  a d m in is t r a t io n  
strategists, that induces more 
terror, not less. They believe 
the quickest Way to cure this 
fatal disease is drastic escala­
tion of the risks of attack and 
drastic reduction of rewards. 
Even if all countries agreed, 
the disease won’t  end any time 
soon.

A motion to hire an accounts 
payable supervisor for the 
Board of Education office lost 
for want of a second during a 
discussion of audit recommen­
dations at a meeting of the 
board Monday night.

With reference to a report on 
internal control in the board of­
fice, made by the town auditors 
who commented that the educa­
tion department bookkeeping 
personnel are not totally aware 
of their job functions due to 
la ck  o f  e x p e r ie n c e  and 
adequate supervision, business 
m anager Charles Brisson 
explained the time frame was 
an important factor in the com­
ment.

Brisson said o f the six 
bookkeepers in the office at the 
time of the auditing, three had 
been on the job less than three 
months and one less than eight 
months. He explained there is a 
tremendous turnover of help in 
the business office because of 
unsatisfactory wage scales.

The b u s in ess  m a n a g er  
recommended that the board 
appoint an accounts payable 
supervisor to train, answer 
questions and offer immediate 
supervision to the bookkeepers. 
He said the position was ap­
proved several years ago by the 
board, but was not filled  
because of the lack of trained 
personnel. He said if the board 
approved the position now, one 
of the present bookkeepers 
would be advanced one labor 
grade and it would not require 
hiring a new person.

that adequately furnish more 
than enough information about 
outstanding encumbrances. He 
said the daily purchase order 
report gives complete data 
regarding every purchase order 
issued for the fiscal year.

Brisson took exception to 
what he termed an “ Inference”  
that the department misses due 
dates for returns. ’The auditors 
commented that “ ’The Board of 
Education returns are not 
always timely filed and a sub­
stantial tax overpayment and 
subsequent application was dis­
closed.”  Brisson said the com­
ment refers to a quarterly 
social security report which 
was filed late and the amount 
r e m itte d  w as in c o r r e c t  
resulting in a substantial over­
payment.

He explained an investigation 
determined that this was a 
clerical error caused by the in­
experienced personnel in the 
business office. He said the 
state was advised that the 
report would be late and the of­
fice was led to believe that no 
fin e  w ould be a ssessed , 
however six months later an $80 
fine had to be paid. He said a 
system of checks has been in­
stalled to assure the same thing 
doesn’t happen again.

To a comment of the audit 
firm that the board’s computer 
input and output documents are 
n ot t o t a l ly  f i le d  and 
safeguarded from fire, Brisson 
said funds are being requested 
in the 1973-74 budget to 
purchase fireproof cabinets and 
safes for these records.

’Hie auditors also questioned 
why the Continuous Progress 
Program checking account is 
not subject to the signatures of 
the town treasurer and town ad­
ministrator. Brisson explained 
that the board established this 
account as a school activity 
fund under the . authority

granted them by the General 
Statutes. He said this was done 
to avoid any conflict over the 
legal existence of such a fund 
outside of the General Fund.

The auditors also commented 
that the Special Education 
Grant records, maintained by 
the board and tl^ ^ w n  finance 
department, are nSt always in 
agreement. Brisson agreed this 
may be true but questioned why 
the auditors did not state which 
records were correct. He said 
the board records, which coq- 
tain the details of expenditures 
only, since the revenue goes to 
the town, were aud its and 
found satisfactory.

In this connection Brisson 
said the problem  revolves 
around the fact that the educa­
tion department is responsible 
for reporting to the state both 
receipts and disbursements, but 
in many cases is not informed 
or is misinformed by the town, 
regarding receipts. He added 
that the recommendation, as 
discussed with the auditors, 
should have read Special Fund 
Grants, not Special Education.

Brisson said he has discussed 
the matter with town finance 
personnel and they are working 
to w a r d  im p r o v e d  c o m ­
munications.

A final conunent made by the 
auditors concerned the Scool 
Activity Funds and the fact 
transactions are not supervised 
by the Board of Education 
finance personnel.

Brisson commented that un­
der the Vernon system the 
school finance personnel are 
not assigned any responsibility 
with respect to school activity 

■funds. He said it is his un­
derstanding that the school 
principals have the immediate 
re sp on s ib ility  under the 
superintendent.

Labreque, who had been 
revived outside, WD$ taken to 
Manchester Memorial Hospital 
where he was treated and 
released, according to hospital 
officials.

“ A budget cut of over $400,000 
from the Board of Education 
program will have serious im­
plications on the program that 
we try to offer our students 
next y e a r ,”  A tty .

’The budget recommended by

Berra was one of baseball’s all-time catching greats. He 
was’̂ good enough to win enough votes to be enshrinned in 
basetoU’s Hall of Fame in 1972.

Baseball has always been his life since he was a skinny 
Uttle kid on The Hill in St. Louis.

'Today,, he’s determined to establish himself as a winning 
manager with the New York Mets. Due to Gil Hodges’ 
death'on the eve of play a year ago, Berra found himself a 
big league manager for the second time. He previously ran 
Uie idiow for the New York Yankees.

Berra was holding court in the Mets’ first base dugout at 
A1 Lang Field under bUstering sun when our paths crossed, 

flitting was the discussion of the day.
Berra’s theory for the lack of home runs today, as com­

p a r t  to when he was swinging a big bat for the Yankees, 
reverts to the youth of the times.

“Hitting is booming a lost art because of Little League 
basebaU,” he noted. Two of his sons were in the program 
at one time in New Jersey.

“You get some kid out there on the mound, a big one 
about six feet, and he’s tturowing to a little guy a foot 
smaller and he just throws th ball right past him. 'The little 
guy never gets the bat off his shoulder and he only gets up 
twi(te in a six-ihning game. All of a sudden the little kid 
doesn’t have any confidence.”

Between signing autographs for some youngsters who 
managed to crawl out onto the dugout roof, Berra 
expanded on his theory for the shortage of hitters.

*Forget Organised Bit*
“What they ought to forget is that organized bit, just let 

the kids choose up sides and play dmong themselves. Then 
that kid might get up 50 times a game.”

Harry Walker, a former National League batting champ 
and manager, now a hitting coach with the St. Louis Car­
dinals, who riiare this West Coast city with the Mets, 
related that the hitting averages a te  down because batters 
just don’t get enough practice swings in.

“Take a pitcher. He throws 100 or more pitches down 
here in batting practice. A guy with a bat is lucky to get 15 
or 20 swings a day. Pitchers have a big advantage, right on 
through the regular season.”

Berra made a startling statement when he added, 1 11 
tell you something else that helps hitters - playing softball. 
You can’t swing Iwrd at a softball so i t  teaches you to keep 
your eye on the ball and to swing easy.”

The trustees and directors of 
MMH heiped sponsor an ad in 
th e  H a r t f o r d  C o u ran t  
expressing opposition to the 
biil.

One of the hospitals listed as 
a sponsor — New Britain 
General — has denied it is a 
sponsor and says it is still 
studying the proposed bill.

In a prepared statement, 
MMH explains its basic objec­
tion to the bili is that “while it 
is purported to be a mechanism 
to control hospital rates, it ac­
tually removes from the 
trustees their prerogatives and 
turns them over to a state agen­
cy-

“The bill provides that the 
hospital must submit its budget 
annually to the state on a line- 
by-line basis, and if the com­
mission and hospital disagree, 
‘the commission shall order the 
institution to adopt a budget 
which the commission deems 
acceptable.’ Thereafter, the 
commission has complete 
authority to regulate any 
transfer of line items in the 
budget.

“Budget approval on a lin^ 
by-line basis is held imprac­
ticable, unworkable, and to all 
intents and purposes, would 
amount to state operation of the 
hospital.

“The bill makes no mention 
of quality of care.”

Also, MMH says, the bill 
exempts state institiRions. 
“The rate of cost escal»ion in 
state institutions have been 
greater than in community 
h o s p i t a l s .  M a n c h e s t e r  
Memorial Hospital and the 
Connecticut Hospital Associa­
tion (CHA) can see no possible 
re as on  why cont rol s  on 
facilities and services expan­
sion in state institutions should 
be different from those applied

to MMH.
“Iii the spring of 1872, Gover­

nor MeskiU asked the CHA to 
submit to him a report concer­
ning the rising cost of operation 
of Connecticut hospitals with 
recommendations for control of 
such costs. ’The CHA submitted 
its report to the governor in 
November 1972. The CHA 
pointed out that the hospitals of 
Connecticut compare favorably 
with the hospitals of all sur- 
roundipg states wiih respect to 
quality of care and cost of 
operation. Hospital costs in 
Connecticut were less than in 
any of the surrounding states, 
and the rate of escaiatioq was 
less than hospitals operated by 
the state itself.

“Nevertheless, the CHA in­
formed the governor that it was 
in favor of controi of hospital 
rate increases and expansion of 
facilities in order to maintain 
puMic confidence in its in­
stitutions. The-CHA is still in 
favor of such legislation.

The CHA recommended to 
the governor that legislation be 
enacted which would ac­
complish the following:

(1) Increase the size of the 
Council on Hospitals and 
provide that a majority of its 
members be repesentatives of 
the general public.

(2) Require approval by the 
commission of all expansion of 
hospital facilities over |150,000 
or such lesser sum as may be 
p r e s c r i b e d  by f e d e r a l  
regulations; require approval

shock. “Well, it took me all day 
to figure out how to do it, but I 
got it done.”

Every month, after the bills 
for the telephone, heating, 
insurance, mortgage and 
Timothy’s braces have been 
paid, there’s about $10 to $40 
left over which is promptly put 
into the bank. K^s. Eldridge 
says  she  d o e s n ’t fee l  
comfortable unless there’s a 
minimum of $2,000 in savings.
Because she rarely buys on,the. 
installment plan, she likeS to 
have t h a t  money for  
extraordinary bills and luxuries 
like the snowmobiles.

Their monthly payment for 
mortgage and taxes is $95.

What If?
What if suddenly Mr. 

Eldridge was earning $12,000?
Betty and Norman have to 

stop and think what such a 
windfall would mean to their 
lives. “I know,” said Betty with 
the enthusiasm of a child at 
Christmas. "A Winnebago 
trailer so we could take a vaca­
tion and drive to California and 
visit my mother. And then we’d 
build a garage. Maybe buy a 
new stove, a camera. A router 
to finish furniture for Norman. 
A potter’s wheel for me...”

But for now the Eldridges 
concentrate on enjoying those

things in life that are fm .  The 
family plays table tennis on a 
new table that Norman and Bet­
ty gave each other for Christ­
mas. They go ice skating, skiing 
on the local hills and look 
forward to spring and long 
hikes and picnics.

A few Saturdays ago, the 
Eldridges went to a nearby 
fishing town, visited two 
museums, browsed through the 
shops, watched the boats come 
into the harbor, and treated the 
children to icecream cones.

“It was a lovely afternoon,” 
remembered Mrs. Eldridge. 
“And the whol^ thing only cost 
us 50 cents.”

The composing room of The 

Manchester Evening Herald is 
now all-electronic.

Our editorial department is 
equipped with Olivetti Editor 3 
C typewriters for Optical 
Oiaracter Recognition. Sixty 
per cent of all our editorial 
copy, including heads, is OCR. 
produced.

The copy is dispatched into a 
Graphic Systems Scanner, 
which contains a laser beam, 
and does what it says; Scans 
the copy and produces a paper 
tape.

The’ tape is then fed into a 
Hendrix 5200 CRT terminal for 
proofing and editing. The 
operator has the story in front 
of him on the video screen, he 
can add or delete words or 
lines. When he is satisfied that 
the story is okay, he pushes a 
key which activates one of our 
two Photon 813 Pacesetters.

We have automatic cut-offs 
on our Photons and the paper 
film is fed automatical^ into 
the Pako processor for instant 
development and paste-up.

The rem a in d er  o f  ou r 
editorial copy, as well as adver­
tising material, is set on AKI 
Auto-Count Keyboards which 
actually contain a miniature 
computer. After the story is 
set, the tape is automatically 
fed into the proofing terminals. 
This editorial material consists 
primarily of stories written by 
our correspondents who aren’t 
e q u ip p e d  w ith  OCR 
typewriters. However, on many 
days, we do have a girl OCR 
type the correspondent’s copy.

There is no significant time 
difference in either keyboar­
ding the correspondent’s story 
or retyping it and converting it 
to OCR.

Our AP wire tape is fed into 
the proofing terminal and the 
operator has the hard copy for 
editing.

All our equipment is on line, 
the keyboards. Scanner, and 
two editing terminals, and the 
two Pacesetters.

Our classified is set fresh dai­

ly. The terminal operator 
follows a kill sheet from the 
classified department, and runs 
in the new ads in the proper 
classification.

We use a conveyor to move 
editorial and advertising copy 
into the composing room. ’This 
cuts down grratly on the traffic 
of bodies. In our composing 
room , we a lso  em ploy  a 
revolving carrousel system in 
which the operator can paste up 
pages, then if he is waiting for 
copy, move the Lazy S ^ n  
around to him and work on 
pasting up ads without getting 
out of his chair.

I wouldn’t say our equipment 
is trouble-free because you peo­
ple know better. However, the 
Scanner gives us less problems 
than any of our equipment. 
Once we got the proper coding 
and formulas established for 

■ our-editorial department, we 
have had little or no problems 
with the Scanner.

We have had some minor 
problems with the proofing ter­
minal but have discovered we 
can actually  produce the 
newspaper with one. There has 
also b^ n  down time on the 
Pacesetters, but here again we 
have discovered with the speed 
that one machine will produce 
our newspaper.

At present, we are keyboar­
ding our classified, but late this 
summer there is an excellent 
possibility we will OCR our 
c lass ified . Our g irls  are 
equipped with the typewriters 
now and are getting familiar 
with them.

In fact, everyone in our plant, 
including the publisher, is 
e q u ip p e d  w ith  an OCR 
typewriter.

We could actually teach our 
advertising executives to 
produce copy for a display 
advertisement on their OCR 
typewriter. However, we don’t 
plan to get into that one. I feel 
their job is to sell but in three or 
four years down the pike, who 
can tell, good dispatch girls 
that are excellent typists might 
come in handy.

Needless 
to say the first 90 days were 
hectic, as with any cold-type 
operation, but due to the

assembly room, is carpeted the 
same as the business office and 
is air-conditioned.

In addition to making the all- 
electronic conversion, we also 
constructed a new addition and 
undertook considerable renova­
tion of part of the existing 
building, such as the press 
room , and converted  our 
form er ed itoria l room  to 
newsprint storage.

You might f M  it of interest 
that our big camera room is 
equipped with an automatic 
plate developer. In our mail 
room we have a new conveyor, 
stacker, and automatic tie 
machine.

It is hard to believe 
that those medieval looking 
things could have been used.

One of the major steps in 
creating a newspaper is in the 
p rin ting . The p ap er goes 
th ro u g h  a long, com plex  
process before it is printed. s

After the aluminum plates 
used to make the sheets have 
been finished, each plate is 
taken to the printing room. 
Here the top and bottom edges 
are c r im p s  so they will fit 
easily on to the cylinders of the 
press.

On each cylinder of the press, 
there are two sections — high 
and low. When a paper is being 
made with two sections — for 
example, 32 pages — the sheet 
with page one and sixteen will 
be on the low cylinder. Pages 
seventeen and thirty-two will be 
on the high cylinder.

The ink train drops on to the 
cylinders, touching and inking 
them. Two other cylinders, 
called ̂ b b e r  blankets, also 
drop Automatically and touch 
the cylinders. The paper is 
drawn off from huge rolls on 
the printing machine, moving 
through all the cylinders, ob­
taining an impression on both 
sides. It then goes over idlers, 
and finally down th ro u ^  the 
folder.

Inside the folder, the collect 
cylinder horns one section until 
the other one comes through. 
When the other one comes 
through, it is thrown inside the 
first one. The sections are cut 
and folded until they are spit 
o u t of th e  f o ld e r  a s  a 
newspaper. Sheldon Cohen, mechanical superintendent, activates the Graphic Systems Scanner and 

feeds the reporter’s coded story into the machine. The Scanner contains a laser beam, and 
does exactly what it says, scans the story a t the rate of 83 characters per second and 
produces a coded paper tape.

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Setting of type for advertisements is accom plished on AKI Auto-Count Keyboards. The 
machines actually contain a miniature com puter, and operator Herb Kingsbury can deter­
mine the size, style of type and the length of line by simply pushing buttons.

After news copy has been released from  the Photon machines it travels through a film  
processing unit and is developed automatically. Jim Sullivan applies a thin coat of wax to 
the back o f the copy for page paste-up, as they refer to it in the trade. A fter the page is 
com pleted, it is photographed, and then the im age is transfered to an aluminum sensitized 
plate for the press.

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How Paper 
Processed

In the processing department 

of The Manchester Evening 
Herald, four men operate the 
many machines. Mr. Robert 
Hubbard, one of the men, has 
woriied at The Herald for five 
years. He got his training at the 
American Newspaper Research 
Institute. He also worked at 
other newspapers before com­
ing to Manchester.

The Herald is now made iira 
whole new building and under a 
new system. Mr. Hubbard’s old 
job included operating large 

plates and simple letter­
presses. Now be works with 
chemicals, ink and water, and 
s e n s it iv e  c a m e r a s . The 
machines he uses are modern 
and complicated. The most im­
portant are the camera, film 
processor, plate burner, plate 
processor, and the printing 
press.

It takes ten minutes to 
p rocess  one page o f the 
newspaper, and about one hour 
to run Qye daily 1&,000 papers off 
the press. When a page arrives 
from  the composing room 
where it is put together, it is 
f i r s t  p h o to g r a p h e d . A 
luxometer reads the lightest 
and d a rk est parts  o f  a 
photograph for the right 
amount of exposure. After the 
film is developed, it is touched 
up with opaque and placed on 
one of two plate burners. The 
im age is burned into .an 
aluminum plate. This machine 
uses a light sensitive coating 
and a bright arch light.

The plate developer applies 
two substances to the plate, 
gum and lacquer. When it is run 
through the press, two separate 
rollers for water and ink are 
applied. The lacquer attracts 
the water to the non-image 
pmis. Ink is attracted to the 
gum to make an image. There 
are controls on the press for the 
amount of ink and water in each 
column.

T h is  c o m p le t e s  th e  
processing department’s job. 
From here the newspaper goes 
to be bundled and delivered.

Making A Town Newspaper
By M arty M aidelis

When som^ne mentions a 
newspaper building, they im­
mediately picture an old man in 
a smock laboriously setting 
type. On the contrary, the 
newspaper is a very com ­
plicated industry. Only a few 
things are processed by man.

As soon as you walk through 
the new entrance of The 
H erald , you can see the 
business and the advertising 
departments of the paper. Both 
of these departments are com­
posed of about 12 typewriters 
and typists. Here news articles 
are typed on computerized 
typewriters. This is the first 
step of all material that goes 
into the newspaper.

Now the typ ^  articles and 
advertisements are sent into 
the composing room on a con­
veyer belt. The articles are 
placed in a computerized elec­
tronic scanner that transfers 
the typed articles onto a thin

paper tape by punching holes in 
various places. These holes 
represent characters and punc­
tuation. This tape is then placed 
in another com pu terized  
machine that transfers the 
holes from the tape onto film in 
regular print.

The film is then automatical­
ly deve lop ed  in another 
machine. When the film comes 
out, it looks exactly like it does 
in the newspaper. Now some 
people take these articles and, 
by hand, paste them to a white 
sheet of paper that represents a 
page from the newspaper.

When the composite sheet of 
white paper is completely filled 
it is  b ro u g h t  in to  the 
photographic room where the 
sheet is photographed by a 
graphic camera. The negative 
of Uie composite sheet is then 
developed by a fully automatic 
machine. The machine then 
passes the negative into a room

where the images from the 
negative are burned into an 
aluminum plate. At this time 
the aluminum plate looks blank.

The alum inum  plate  is 
brought into the printing press 
room and is fed by hand into 
another m achine. In this 
m achine you can see the 
a l u m i n u m  p l a t e  b e in g  
processed. Laquer and water is 
rubbed on by the machine. 
When the plate emerges from 
the machine, the images are 
visible. The plate is taken and 
two edges are bent to nt the 
cylinders of the rotary printing 
press.

The rotary press itself is 
about 150 feet long, 15 feet high, 
and about 7 feet wide. It is run 
by three men. At both ends nf 
the press are gigantic rolls of 
paper. Hie paper is printed in 
one continuous roll.' When the 
paper comes out of the press, it 
is printed, cut, and folded

exactly the way it is when you 
read it. The entire circulation 
of the paper is printed in about 
45 minutes.

The printed papers go in a 
conveyer belt into the circula­
tion room. Automatically the 
papers are stacked into ^oups 
by a machine. The pile is sent 
down the conveyer belt where 
people count and specially 
stack the papers for the paper­
boys. The stacks proceed down 
the conveyor where they are 
automatically bound with a 
metal band. The papers then go 
outside on the conveyer to be 
picked up by people who deliver 
the papers to paperboys.

As you can  s e e ,  the 
newspaper is a very com - 
^ cated  industry. Most of it is 
don e  a u t o m a t i c a l l y  by 
machine, but man still is a very 
important factor. Without the 
people who run it, the machines 
couldn’t be fed or maintained.

Two T alks Planned 
On Wounded Knee

W OUNDED K N E E , S.D. 
(A P ) — Hopes for a peaceful 
settlem ent o f the seige of 
Wounded Knee hinged today on 
two negotiating sessions 150 
milea apart.

Kent Frizzell, assistant U.S. 
attorney general, said Tuesday 
he would m eet today with 
representatives of two separate 
grou ps  o f  In d ian s  from  
Wounded Knee in an effort to 
negotiate an end to the 29-day- 
old occupation.

Separate meetings — one just 
I ou ts ide the v i l la g e  w ith 
' r e p r e s e n t a t iv e s  o f  the 

American Indian Movement 
(A IM ) and the other in Rapid 
City with a group seeking to 
d is p la c e  A I M ' in  the 
negoiiations — reflected an ap­
parent split among those still 
inside the viliage following the 
departure of two AIM  leaders.

T h e  m e e t in g s  w e re  
announced on the heels of a 
statem ent by Sen. James 
Abourezk, D-S.D. that a  settle­
ment had been reached in 
Wounded Knee and that AIM no 
longer was in a leadership 
position.

Abourezk said he was told the 
A IM  leadersh ip had been 
replaced by four Oglala Sioux 
representing the reservation’s 
Civil rights organization.

Frizzell called the Abourezk 
statement “  optimistic,”  but he 
added that he too was more 
op tim is tic  in v iew  o f the 
scheduled meetings. He said 
the statem ent “ indicates 
responsible and reasonable 
areas of negotiation.”

Earlier, it was reported that 
AIM  leaders Russell Means and 
Dennis Banks had slipped past 
federal and tribal outposts and 
escaped from  the village, 
apparently late Monday or ear­
ly Tuesday during the heaviest 
exchange of gunfire of the 
seige.

I Committee Favors
I Death Penalty Bill

HARTFORD (A P ) — Sixteen 
men sat around a table at the 
state capitol ’Tuesday. Some 
might say they were playing 
God.

The Judiciary Committee 
voted 12-6 for a bill re-imposing 
th e  d e a th  p e n a l t y  in 
Connecticut under specific 
gu idelines fo r  ju r ies  apd 
judges.

The U.S. Supreme Court 
ruled capital punishment un­
constitutional in 1972, because 
of the indiscriminate way in 
which it was applied. It left the 
door open, the committee felt.

for mandatory death penaltiei^ 
under certain circumstances.

Under the bill, the death 
penalty could be imposed in the 
case o f: the murder o f a 
policeman or fireman on duty, a 
hired murderer, a murder by a 
convict already serving l i f e ' 
Imprisonment, a kidnap in 
which the victim dies as a 
result o f the kidnap and a 
second-offense non-addict drug 
pusher Whose sale of heroin or 
cocaine resulted in death.

The bill retains Connecticut’s 
two-step process o f f i rst  
deterinining guilt or innocence 
and then deciding sentence.

But it spells out certain 
mitigating circumstances un-

'der which the death penalty 
could not be imposed.

They include cases in which 
the defendant is under 18, 
whose mental capacity was im­
paired, who was under unusual 
duress at the time of the crime, 
whos e  i n v o l v e m e n t  was  
relatively niinor or in the case 
of a defendant who could not 
reasonably have forseen the 
death of the victim.

Rep. Irving Stolberg, D-New 
Haven, led a block of four 
opponents in the committee 
debate, saying the state was 
p l a y i n g  God and that  
proponents had never proven 
the deterrent effect of capital 
punishment.

Brando had actually left for the 
beseiged Indian village.

“ Cabaret”  collected eight 
Oscars, including one for Joel 
Grey as best supporting actor 
as the music hall’s master of 
ceremonies.

Bob Fosse, “ Cabaret”  direc­
tor, wort the best director 
Oscar. It was his third major 
award in three days. On Sunday 
night he had won two Tony 
a w a r d s  — B r o a d w a y ’ s 
equivalent of the Oscar — as 
director and choreographer of 
the musical “ Pippin.”

The record for Oscars is held 
by “ Ben Hur,”  which won 11 in 
1959.

“ The Godfather”  won three 
Oscars — for Brando, best film 
and fo r  b e s t  a d a p t e d  
screenplay. The film had been 
heavily favored to sweep the 
awards.

Eileen Heckart was named 
best supporting actress for her 
role as the possessive mother of 
a young  b l i n d  ma n  in 
“ Butterflies Are Free.”

Littlefeather read the complete 
text of Brando’s refusal of the 
Oscar.

She said the refusal was “ not 
meant to demean or embarrass 
those who be l i eve  in the 
custom”  of the Oscar.

“ The American Indian was 
cheated and starved and shot,”  
she said, adding that “ history 
will surely judge us ... because 
our treatment of the Indian for 
the past 100 years contradicts 
... that we are humane and 
shows that we do not live up to 
our promises.

“ What has this got to do with 
the Academy Awards?”  she 
quoted Brando. “ I think the 
answer is that the motion pic­
ture industry is as responsible 
as any in making the character 
of the Indian and presenting 
them as savage and evil.”

She concluded, “ I think 
awards at this time are inap­
propriate until these conditions 
are corrected.

T w o  f i l m s  h e a v i l y  
represented in the nominations, 
“ Th e  E m i g r a n t s ’ ’ and 
“ Sounder,”  did not receive a 
single award.

Manchester Board of Educa­
tion members agreed Monday 
night that they must make a 
decision soon on whether to ask 
the town’s Board of Directors 
for another appropriation for 
the current 1972-1973 fiscal 
year.

’The Board of Education faces 
a decision of whether to go back 
to the Board of Directors or to 
build the necessary items into 
next year’s budget. Dr. James 
P. Kennedy, superintendent of 
schools said.

In January, the Board of 
D irectors approved an ad­
ditional $115,(X)0 appropriation 
to the school budget, to fund 
four programs which had been 
operating under deficit finan­
cing.

But the Directors appropria­
tion of 8115,000 fell veiy  short of 
the school board’s request for 
an additional $208,000. The 
Directors’ action reinstated 
adult education, dental hygiene;

extra curriculum, and private 
school busing programs, but 
didn’t cover cafeteria deficit, 
accumulated sick leave for 
teachers, and contractual  
salary agreement with certified 
personnel.

To make ends meet. Dr. 
Kennedy has held $100,000 of the 
1972-1973 budget as a sort of 
contingency fund to cover un­
expected costs. And the items 
for which that $100,000 was 
originally budgeted — mostly 
t e a c h i n g  s u p p l i e s  and 
maintenance equipment — have 
had to wait.

“ We still have deficits in 
salaries, accumulated sick 
l eave ,  and the c a f e t e r i a  
operations,”  Dr. Kennedy told 
the school board Monday night. 
“ The only way we can pay com­
mitted salaries is to continue to 
hold funds which were allocated 
for maintenance and supplies,”  
he said.
