Two Talks Planned

representatives of two separate
groups of Indians from
Wounded Knee in an effort to
negotiate an end to the 29-day-
old occupation.

Schools Consider

Asking MoreFunds

Manchester Board of Educa-
tion members agreed Monday
night that they must make a
decision soon on whether to ask
the town's Board of Directors
for another appropriation for
the current 1972-1973 fiscal
year,

The Board of Education faces
a decision of whether to go back
to the Board of Directors or to
build the necessary items into
next year's budget, Dr. James
P. Kennedy, superintendent of
schools said.

In January, the Board of
Directors approved an ad-
ditional $115,000 appropriation
to the school budget, to fund
four programs which had been
operating under deficit finan-
cing.

But the Directors appropria-
tion of $115,000 fell very short of
the school board’s request for
an additional $208,000. The
Directors’ action reinstated
adult education, dental hygiene,

extra curriculum, and private
school busing programs, but
didn't cover cafeteria deficit,
accumulated sick leave for
teachers, and contractual
salary agreement with certified
personnel.

To make ends meet, Dr.
Kennedy has held $100,000 of the
1972-1973 budget as a sort of
contingency fund to cover un-
expected costs. And the items
for which that $100,000 was
originally budgeted — mostly
teaching supplies and
maintenance equipment — have
had to wait.

“We still have deficits in
salaries, accumulated sick
leave, and the cafeteria
operations,’”” Dr. Kennedy told
the school board Monday night.
“The only way we can pay com-
mitted salaries is to continue to
hold funds which were allocated
for maintenance and supplies,”
he said.

The funds being held would
have been spent for teaching

The San Francisco research
doctor who questioned him has
supervised over 8,000 such in-
terviews and says the potential
attack victim could be spotted
by his voice, manner and even
constrained facial
characteristics.

Dr. Meyer Friedman, car-
diovascular research director
at Mount Zion Hospital here,
contends that men with certain
personality traits are more
prone to heart attacks, even
though they may eschew
cigarettes and cholesterol-
laden foods. He is quick to add,
however, that such high-risk
men increase their chances of a
coronary when they smoke or
eat a lot of fatty foods.

Friedman, an energetic 63
and a former coronary victim
himself, says there are two
types of personalities— Type A,
those with high-risk behavior
patterns; and Type B, less in-
tense men less likely to have
heart trouble.

“Coronary disease develops
only in the Type A heart, the
rich ground from which cor-
onary victims are plucked,”
Friedman said in a recent inter-
view. “Ten per cent of the As
between 35 and 60 will get a
heart attack."”

"A" men have ''free floating
hostility, insecurity, look at
everything as a challenge and
are addicted to habit for-
mulations. The Type A man
makes everything in his life a
matter of time urgency." he
said.

The Type B man is not rushed
or bound by habit to set near-
impossible goals for himself.

‘**A’s never say they're good
at something, they Intimate it
by the projects in which they
are involved. A ‘B’ knows very
well how good he is and will say
so. He has a horizon and
limits," Friedman said.

‘‘Horizon" is a key word for
Friedman, since he feels men
limits to their work
and involvements can/more
effectivly pace their behavior.
‘“An A is rarely cold-
hearted,” he said, commenting
it is the Type B executive who
is able to fire an employe
without remorse. “The A cares
about stature, who people think
he is and the opinions of his
peers and supervisors. He is
goal-oriented and doesn't see to
the right or left."”

Describing his prescription
for behavior moderation in the
Type A, he said, ‘“The changes
come when you know the ends
should justify the means, and
the end you get a man to realize
is his death.”

BROADWAY’S GREATEST
MUSICALS. Illustrated Edi-
tion, By Abe Laufe. Funk &
Wagnalls. 502 Pages. $10.

This is the sort of book one
likes to sit down with and run
through  nostalgically, awak-
ening memories of Broadway
hits that delighted most of us
and a few that we have read
about, but none of us still living
ever saw.

‘‘Blogsom Time,” ‘“The Stu-
dent Prince,” *'Show Boat,"

8ing,"” on down to the later ones
such as “‘Oklahoma!", ‘‘South
Pacific,” "My Fair Lady,"
*West Side Story,"” ''Camelot,”
“Hello, Dolly!"”, “‘Fiddler On
the Roof,” ‘‘Man of La Man-
cha,” ‘“Hair,"” “Cabaret.” The
very names make us suspend
any critical reservations we ,
ever may have had as we recall
fondly the names of perform-
ers, composers, lyricists and
producers who gave us such
pleasure, mostly in what we
would like to consider our
youth.

There are some interesting
pictures of scenes, but not
enough. More of them would
help the illusion we arestill
sitting in the orchestra or more
likely - the gallery of the old
theaters, many of which have
been torn down.

The book goes back only to
1884 and “Adonis,” which, in-
terestingly for us, burlesqued
the Greek myth of Pgymalion
and Galatea, That later would
serve George Bernard Shaw
and still later Alan Jay Lerner
and Frederick Loewe in ‘'My
Fair Lady."”

The book well could have
gone back to 1866 and what is
generally accounted the first
Broadway musical, ‘‘The Black
Crook."” Although the girls were

At the same time, he credits
the American Bar Assoclation
with helping to head off four
mediocre candidates after it en-
dorsed Clement F. Haynsworth
Jr. and G. Harrold Carswell
only to see the nominations re-
jected by the Senate.

Kohlmeier covered the Court
on a daily basis for The Wall
Street Journal while Nixon un-
dertook fo give it a ‘‘law and
order” cast.

Blackmun, to be named to the
Court, and that the two of them
promoted Hershel H, Friday, a
Little Rock, Ark., lawyer who
was one of four potential Nixon
nominees found to be wanting
professionally by the ABA and
discarded by the President.

The book strives to support
the theories with close atten-
tion to Nixon's own pronounce-
ments, including his 1968 cam-
paign attacks on the decisions
handed down under Chief Jus-
tice Earl Warren, and to the
decisions themselves, before
and since Nixon entered the
White House.

HARTFORD (AP) — Dogs
that are spayed or neutered will
cost their owners less, under a
bill drafted by the legislature's
Environment Committee.

The bill would raise all dog
registration fees but charge
less for altered dogs. And, it
would give $15 refunds to dog
owners who alter their dogs.

‘“We're destroying 100,000
animals a year in this state and
it has got to stop," sdid Rep.
Grant B. Apthorp, R-Griswold,
whose subcommittee handled
bills dealing with dogs.

The of the bill is to
reduce indiscriminate breeding
by giving spayed and neutered
dogs a financial break.

Apthorp said that the full En-
vironment Committee had
killed two bills to change the
way animals are destroyed by
the Connecticut Humane Socie-

ty.
He said he visited society

shelters. and found no valid *

evidencé that the society's
high-altitude euthenasia
method is inhumane.

The society testified last
month that it had to destroy 50
to 60 unwanted animals a day at
its five shelters.

““The main thrust of this bill
is to stop that slaughter,” said
Apthorp. The idea is to stop it at
the source, however, by

attending a 22-hour standard
and advanced Red Cross
course.

A third group of men are now
attending an Emergency
Medical Technician class being
given at an area hospital.

In the past three weeks 52
men in the department have
been instructed in cardiac
pulmonary respiration (heart
message.) This course involves
a three-hour session by a
representative of the Heart
Association.

Charter Commission
Will Meet April 4

The Manchester Charter
Revision Commission has
scheduled a meeting for April 4
to clarify 2 of its 12 recommen-
dations for charter change. The
clarification will be at the
request of the Board of Direc-
tors

The directors, on March 20,
accepted the other 10
recommendations. It requested
clarification of the proposal for
placing the water and sewer
departments under the jurisdic-
tion of the department of public
works, and the one for
emergency borrowing without a
referendum.

The directors appeared con-
cerned that the job of water and
sewer superintendent might be
subordinated to a minor posi-
tion. It was concerned also that
water and sewage fees might
become intermingled with
General Fund monies.

On the proposal for emergen-
cy borrowing, the board wants
to know who would declare of-
ficially. that an emergency
exigts. It also wants to
‘guarantee that the borrowing
would be by a two-thirds vote of
the ‘entire nine-member board.

Thé directors are asking one
other consideration by the
Charter Revision Commission.
They want it to give its "“further
reaction” to the question of
what form of government is
best for Manchester.”

The commisgion already has
recommended that the council-
manager form of government
be preserved. By its action, it
rejected a proposal for a
change to a strong-mayor
government, recommended by
the executive board of the
Manchester Property Owners
Association.

The request for the com-
mission’s “‘further reaction” is
because of a 1,464-signature
petition filed with the Board of
Dirctors March 20 by the
MPOA.

Men Entering Nursing inVolume
After Centuries Away " from It

But times are again chang-

ing. Men see nursing as a new
,frontier profession. Enrollment
in schools of nursing across the
country reflect this new" atti-
tude. Such schools and profes-
sional assoclations are recruit-
ing men on a massive scale,
inting out veterans benefits
or education and scholarship
assistance.

In 1953, total male en-
rollment in nursing schools in
Ohio was 18. In 1971, the fall

" enrollment in just one city in
that state, ‘Cleveland, was 49,

. according to the National Stu-
dent Nurses Association.

Shortages of nurses in hospi-
tals across the country is one
factor in the increase of men in
studént nursing programs.

Former military medical
corpsmen are being hired by
hospitals to supplement profes-
gional nursing staff and encour-
aged to continue their training
to enter the nursing field.

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Project Concern
Requirements on
Percentages Hit

A recommendation by Mar-
vin Eisenberg, principal of Eli
Terry School, to apply for
federal funds to expand Project
Concern for 1973-74 was in
effect turned down last night by
the the South Windsor Board of
Education. The board objected
to the requirements set by the
Nixon administration, that a 6.7
percentage of minority stuents
be maintained in each school
participating in the Program.

Board members felt that the
federal program left the town
with no flexibility in its alloca-
tion of children in local schools.

The board voted unanimously
to appoint Eisenberg and board
member Donald Burghius to in-
vestigate the possibility of
effecting a change in the
government's percentage
requirements.

This action means that South
Windsor will continue Project
Concern in the coming school
year with the same number of
minority students it now has,
The study committee will not
be able to finish its work before
the April 16 deadline for filing
for the federal grant.

The number of Project
Concern students in South
Windsor schools now is 37. They
are housed in Eli Terry, Avery,
Wapping, Ellsworth, and
Timothy Edwards schools and
in the high school.

Project Concern was funded

“in the past by Title I funds
which are about to run out, ac-
cording to Eisenberg. New
federal legislation, the

School Assistance
Act (Title 7), would give money
directly to the towns if they
maintain in their schools one
half of the minority school pop-
ulation in Hartford and surroun-
ding towns. The minority pop-
ulation in this area is 13.4 per
cent, This means that towns un-
der the program would have to
maintain a minority population,
including local minority
students, of 6.7 per cent on an
annual basis.

Board members and the

employe’s contribution from
the present 2% per ecnt to 5 per
cent, and increasing pension
benefits by 2 per cent for every
year after age 55 and with 25
years of service an employe
stays on the job.

Saigon Says
Truong Lies

The Saigon government said
today that David Truong made
a “‘blatant li¢" in charging that
he was denied re-entry to South
Vietnam and that his father and
other political prisoners were
released to bolster President
Nguyen Van Thieu’s image
before he goes to the United
States next week, according to
an AP dispatch.

Truong's father, Truong Dinh
Dzu, a peace candidate who ran
second to Thieu in the 1967
presidential election, was
released from prison Sunday
along with nearly 1,200 other
prisoners.

Truong told a news
conference in Chicago Monday
that the release of his father
and the other prisoners was ‘“‘a
blatant effort to give new
image for Thieu's trip to the
United States.” Truong also
said he has been denied permis-
sion three times since 1967 to
return to South Vietnam.

Truong was scheduled earlier
this month to speak at
Manchester Community
College. He was spending the
month of March on a national
speaking tour in association
with the American Friends Ser-
vice Committee. Several

waited at the door of
the auditorium, but Truong

never appeared for his engage-

In addition, the MEG is
proposing retirement with full
benefits at age 62, with the op-
tion of working to age 65, for
employes without 26 years of
service. The extra years also
would be with 2 per cent per
year added for benefits.

Pension Board Chairman
Fred Geyer, who sat in on last
night's meeting, sald the MEG
request, if implemented, could
add as much as $400,000 per
year to the town’s contribution
to the Pension Fund. Last July,
one ‘of the proposals by the
Police Union was for lowering
to 50 the retirement age for
policemen. Geyer, last night,
said he had no estimate of the
cost to the town if the proposal
is implemented.

The Pension Board has
requested a $714,225 town con-
tribution for 1973-74. Town
Manager Robert Weiss has
slaghed it to $300,000 in his ten-
tative budget,

Geyer explained that the
town's contribution, based on
the acturial valuation prepared
by the Martin E. Segal Co. of
Hartford, almost always adds
up to 4 times the employe’s con-
tribution.

The percentile factor for
policemen for 1973-74 is at 18.7
per cent (the police contribute §
per cent), and for general
employes 11.8 per cent (the
employes contributre 2% per
cent).

The percentile factor, he
explained, takes into considera-
tion the payroll, age of
employes, estimated future
salaries, the mortality rate, the
turnover of jobs, earnings on in-
vestments, and other factors.

He said the town will have 95
pensioners drawing benefits as
of June 30, 1973, and that 42 of
them will draw less than $100 a
month, with a few in the $60-a-
month range.

He said it's not inconcelvable
that some future retirees,
policemen for example, will
retire at $6,000 or more a year,
and that one already has.

He said the Manchester Pen-
gsion Fund contains about $3
million at present and the
town's actuary has estimated
benefit payments annually at
about $500,000 by July 1, 1980,

Asked to define adequate fun-
ding of the Pension Plan, he
said it means enough money in
the fund 30 years from today to
pay off in full every person In
the plan today.

“A pensien fund is never
adequately funded and there's
really no fear for the future in
Manchester. Towns, unlike
commercial and industrial ven-
tures, don't go out of business,
What should concern all of us,
however, is that by not funding
adequately today, we are mere-
ly passing on the burden to
future taxpayers."”

Dealers Thrive
On Commodities

NEW YORK (AP) — A seat,
or right to trade, on the Chicago
Mercantile Exchange, where
frozen pork bellies are the chief
attraction, is now worth more
than a seat on the New York
Stock Exchange, where
General Motors shares are
sold.

In the latest seat sale on the
Big Board, a broker paid $95,000
for the right to transact his
business there. On the Mercan-
tile Exchange the price was
$120,000. {

This is but one way of il-
lustrating the tremendous in-
terest that has developed in
guessing the future price of
commodities, which include

besides those bacon bellies,

such items as corn, coffee, iced
broilers and silver.

In all, there are scores of
commodities traded, at least
60, on exchanges in various
parts of the country, but mainly
in Chicago, home of the largest,
the Chicago Board of Trade,
and the Mercantile Exchange.

Seeking profits that stock
market traders don’t even
dream of, about 500,000 traders
are now active in commaodities,
compared with 50,000 a decade
ago.

That is the personal rather
than official estimate of
Michael Weinberg Jr., Board of
Trade chairman, who projects
no less than three million active
traders by 1980. And big profits
are usually, but not always, the
attraction.

As an illustration, a
speculator put up $1,000 margin
on Nov. 16, 1972, for a single
contract of soybeans — 5,000
bushels — to be delivered this
March. By Feb. 16, 1973, he had
earned a profit of §11,670. He
paid a $30 commission.

This seemingly dispropor-
tionate reward is his for cor-
rectly calculating such forces
as supply, demand and
weather. There are other fac-
tors too, but it was those three
interrelated factors primarily
that pushed prices from $3.68 to
$6.03 a bushel. .

One contract of iced broilers,
weighing 28,000 pounds, was
bought last November at $28.25
a hundredweight. The margin
was $300. The commission was
$30. The net profit, based on a
Feb. 16 price of $39.25, was $3,-
078

A silver contract of 5,000 troy
ounces was bought at $1.83 an
ounce with only $500 down. It
was sold on Feb. 16 at $2.22 an
ounce, providing the trader
with a profit, after deducting
the $30 commission, of $1,920.

These are, to be'sure, excep-
tional illustrations. There has
been an almost continual "up”
market since last fall. Con-
sumer demand is high. Food
sales abroad have spurred in-
terest. Bad harvest weather
curtailed some crops.

There is another side to the
market, and that is down, If a
trader isn't thoroughly in-
formed and disciplined as a
monk he can lose everything
from his tie to his shoelaces by
playing the market long when
prices are f[alling.

If he accurately forecasts a
price drop, and acts on the
forecast by selling short, he can
make a sizable profit in a down
market. There's money to be
made both ‘ways.

EmergencyEffortAimed
At Preventing Blindness

UNITED NATIONS, N.Y.
(AP) — An emergency cam-
paign is under way to save a
generation from going blind in
the new country of Bangladesh,
It means giving every child un-
der 6 a dose of high potency
Vitamin A, and it is succeeding,
Dr. Wadie Kamel reports.

Dr. Kamel, a public health -

gpecialist, estimates that 150,-
000 Bangladesh youngsters
went blind from malnutrition in
1972. Food distribution and
health services had been
crippled by a destructive

cyclone in 1970, followed by the -

Pakistan-India conflict of
December 1971.

UNICEF, the U.N. Children’s
Fund, sent Dr. Kamel to
Bangladesh last November to
tackle the problem. He says: "I
had never seen such retarded

growth and malnutrition in my .

life."

Dr. Kamel worked for more
than a decade the Middle
East fof'thé"World Health'
Organization and other inter-
national organizations.

In a crisis, he continued, you
try to help those with the most
serious problem. Malnutrition
of children can be checked, but
“once the eye is insulted by
Vitamin A deficiency, it is
irreversible."”

The cornea changes from
white to, muddy, scars develop
and it may disintegrate com-
pletely.

“It is such a sad story,”
Kamel said. ‘“The body begins
to recover from severe
malnutrition except for the
eyes, which are lost forever.”

Even a fair diet would have
warded off xerophthalmia, the
medical name for Vitamin A
deficlency so severe it affects
the eyesight. But in 1972 there
were no vegetables or fruit for
the poor of Bangladesh or their
children. Eggs, also a natural
source of the vitamin, had to be
sold or traded for dire
necessities.

One thing going for
Bangladesh was a nationwide
program in malaria eradica-
tion. Medical and DDT spray
teams were in contact with
every village and family.

Through these teams the Dac-
ca government in cooperation

~‘with UNICEF and the: World

Health Organization ordered
distribution of oral doses of
Vitamin A to each of the coun-
try’'s 15 million small children
twice a year.

Such a mass “vitamin vac-
cination'” had never before
been undertaken for a whole
country, Dr. Kamel said.

UNICEF purchased the
Vitamin A at a cost of seven-
tenths of one cent for each

peanut-sized capsule, or $7,000 |

a million. They were airlifted to
Bangladesh starting in
December, as Dr. Kamel

returned to his regular post as §

director of international heaith
programs at the University of
Illinois Medical Center in
Chicago.

Already, three million
children have had their first
capsules containing 200,000 in-
ternational units of Vitamin A.
The program is bringing
expected results — eyesight is
being saved, Dr. Kamel
reported. He visited
Bangladesh again in February
and March. =

The malaria teams are in-
structed to visit each household
and personally see that each
child swallows one capsule with
water, For those too small to
swallow, the vitamin I8
squeezed from the capsule into
the baby's throat, UUNICEF
provided 6,500 pairs of scissors
for cutting open the ends of the
capsules.

Mothers are not supposed.to
give the vitamins. Dr. Kamel
explained they would overdose
those of their children who

requirement,” the renting of
space, He said at today's rates
it would mean About $50,000 a
year, adding that such a rental
proposal would have to include
substantial monies to convert
the space to library use plus a
subsequent commitment to rent
for many years to make the
conversion worthwhile.

in cost since construction rates,
he said, are rising at an average
of 12 per ¢ent a year, He also
alluded to the $67,000 federal
grant which he said will be lost
if the referendum is defeated.

world opinion.

To make police departments even more
reflective of their communities, qualified men
and women should recruited from every
segment of the community.

times society demands of the police officer:

more than it does of the rest of us. The list of
police officers killed in the line of duty is
witness to that.

Club Status

The Board of Education voted
Monday night to retain hockey
at Rockville High School at the
club level and referred a
request for $2,500 to help sup-
port the club, to the budget
committee for its recommenda-
tion.

Richard Tingley, athletic
director at the high school,

explained he was withdrawing
an original proposal that
hockey go varsity. He said if a
boy is on a varsity team then he
is prohibited from playing on
any other teams according to
rulings of the Connecticut
Interscholastic Athletic
Confl (CJIAC),-As a club
the members can play on other
teams involving hockey or
other sports. Even as a club if
the team played at least 10
other schools it could be
accepted as a state team in
tournaments, Tingley said, but
he added that some of the team
members do play on other
teams so the club will not play
in state tournaments.

Tingley explained that ren-
ting of lcm time is the most
expensive for the hockey
team. He said it costs about $50
an hour and is about one-half
the expense of the program. He
asked the board to approve an
amount of $2,500

Former State Sen. Robert
Houley, representing the Ver-
non Youth Hockey Association,
presented a resolution for con-
gideration of the board. The
resolution urged the retention
of hockey as a club rather than
a varsity sport at the high
school.

The resolution further
explained that the hockey
association is aware of its com-
mitment to maintain a share of
the financial obligations of the
high school hockey club and
urged that the board give con-
sideration to the request for
some $2,500, to be used prin-
cipally to pay for ice time.

Tingley was also asked to
give his opinion as to the effect
the double sessions at the high
school, next year, will have on
the athletic program.

O’Hara States Views

WASHINGTON (AP) — Rep.

Raise Helped Keep Living Standard Even

MINNEAPOLIS, Minn. (AP)
— A recent $2,000 raise has
enabled the Marvin Menzels to
maintain last year's standard of
living.

“‘That should tell you
something right there,” said
Menzel, about his raise and
promotion to a product
manager at Honeywell Inc., the
electronics and computer firm.

“Very few people have that
good fortune and if it takes that
drastic an increase to maintain
your standard of living then I
think the situation is pretty
serious.”” His increase comes to
about 13 per cent.

Menzel, his wife Dawn and
two children live modestly if
not frugally on his new gross in-
come of $17,000. While the
Menzels haven't had to make
any major cutbacks, except for
buying less expensive cuts of
meat, neither can remember
ever being so conscious of
money and prices.

Menzel is planning to replace
his 1969 Ford — she has a 1971
Pinto — but not before he does
some serious comparison shop-
ping.

Deliberate More

‘I can't remember when I've
been so deliberate about buying
a car,” said Menzel, 29. "It will
probably be a trauma,"

Last summer they planted a
small vegetable garden for the
children to play with. This year
they plan to raise vegetables.

Recently they tallied their
canceled checks for food from
Jan. 1 through March 15 of last
year and came up with $299.
This year the figure was
$380.38.

‘‘But we aren't exactly eating
like we were eating last year,”
said Mrs. Menzel, 25. “You
watch more closely. You go
from hamburger to the roast.
You try to figure out where is
the most waste by shrinkage or
by bone.”

Sirloin steak is now a
company-only treat and a week-
ly menu more than likely will
include spaghetti, hash, pork
and chile. Sometimes she shops
several times in one week
because, she said; she can't
face spending a large sum of
money all at once.

“It makes\me so sick,"
lamented the slim blonde. *I
look at the meat prices and I
feel guilty. I guess it's a crime
to pay that mich when you eat
it and it's gone."

A year ago she shopped at
only one grocery store. Now it's
two and recently, when ghe
wanted to fill her freezer, she
went to three.

Study Newspaper Ads

For that shopping trip Mrs.

Menzel scrutinized four full-
page newspaper ads, clipped
coupons and made three shop-
ping lists, Before it was all over
the excursion took two hours
and cost $50.17 for 10 bags of
groceries.

Bananas were 10 cents a
pound where she bought them;
12 cents elsewhere, The beel’
steak she bought was 89 cents a
pound; $1.59 at another store.
She got turkey for 49 cents a
pound instead of 59 cents and 79
cents at two other markets.
Velveeta cheese spread was 89
cents; $1.290 other places. A
Sara Lee pecan coffee cake was
69 cents at one store and 99
cents at the others,

The Menzels do not keep a
formal budget but their joint
checking account, which they
balance carefully, serves that
purpose.

Shie writes a check for
everything, even 72 cents o the
newsboy.

Though she has to pay for the
checks, there is no service
charge because they opened a
ready reserve service — a line
of credit for overdrafts. They
have only used the service
twice, by accident, and they im-
mediately paid it up to avoid in-
terest charges. She thinks using
a checkbook deters spending.

Both cars are paid for. In
fact, she paid cash for the Pinto
and insisted that the car dealer
remove the white sidewall tires
and radio in order to bring down
the cost. Menzel makes all the
caf repairs.

Pay Cash

Their decisions to buy are
made carefully. They almost
always pay cash and always
buy sale items. When they
bought their Mediterrean-style
bedroom and living room fur-
niture on sale, they persuaded
the store to give themacutona
color television and stereo con-
sole, too

“We told them the price we
could pay and they agreed,”
said Mrs. Menzel, “Everything
we bought for this house was on
sale or else we Hon't buy it.”

Their only installment pay-
ment is on the 25-year, 7% per
cent mortgage on their $32,000,
three-bedroom home on the out-
skirts of HEdina, a prosperous
suburb of Minneapolis. Though
they could have gotten more
house for less money in another
suburb, they chose this one in
what she calls the ‘‘poor mgn's
end of Edina" so the children

could go to the area's good-

schools.

The Menzels have a simple
lifestyle, centered around the
Lutheran church and their

family. They do not drink or
smoke,

She has no ambition to have a
large house, a swimming pool
or membership in the country
club, not far from: their home.

"Her most expensive dress cost

$40, a purchase she feels guilty
about but she rationalizes that
she has worn it frequently. If
she had two wishes it would be
for a second bathroom and a
gold charm bracelet for the two
charms she has collected.

He needs a new suit, a $150
expenditure, and possibly he
would like a pool table for their
basement recreation room. He
will buy the suit, The pool table
he can do without.

Do Own Repairs

They do most of the repairs
on their home. They remodeled
the kitchen for about $1,000,

.which included the purchase

price of a garbage disposal and
dishwasher. They had the
linoleum floor laid professional-
ly, though they took up the old
carpet and did the sanding
themselves. They also installed
an imitation brick wall
covering.

Kristine, 5, attends a morning
nursery school which costs §21
a month but so far most of the
children’s expenses are small,
Swimming lessons for Scott, 7,
at a municipal pool are only $3
for a course,

However, Mrs. Menzel feels
the prices of children’s clothes
are outrageous. Kristine
recently spotted a rain jacket in
a store for $23. They didn’t buy
it.

One thing she refuses to com-
promise on is shoes. Scott's
cost §17; Kristine's, $15.

Garage sales are big business
on the street of pastel,colored
ranch-style homes and Mrs.
Menzel often buys clothes for
the children from neighbors. A
winter coat for Scott cost $4.
She also got an eight-year-old
sewing machine for $50 and she
makes some of the children's
clothes on it.

She tries to convey good spen-'
ding habits to the children.

When Kristine wants to pick out *

four packages of candy for her
birthday party, she makes her
choose only three. She resists
tie temptation to let the
children add items to the
grocery cart.

Even Scott recently
exclaimed about the increase in
prices when thé tooth fairy left
him 25 cents for a molar, in-
stead of the usual 15 cents,

“I guess the tooth fairy is
doing all right,"” said Mrs:
Menzel. é

Menzel saves through a stoek

When the stock goes
up in price, he sells it and uses
that money for major cash
expenditures, such as insurance,
premiums. Each menth he also
automatically buys a $25
savings bond for the children's
education.

By the end of the year, they
may have $1,000 left in savings,
not counting the savings bonds.

On last year's vacation they
went to visit her parents in
Louisville, Ky. This year when
Menzel has a business trip to
California he plans to take the
family to Disneyland,

lee To Church

A deeply religious couple, the
Menzels give close to 10 per
cent of their income to the
church or the various causes
that come to their attention.
Two weeks ago, a man in
church took up a collection for
the Indians at Wounded Knee,
S.D. Menzel gave $8, every pen-
ny in his pocket. Last week they
joined an adopt-a-grandmother
program and paid their first
call on an 86-year-old woman.

All things considered the
Menzels think the cost of living
increase may have come along

at a time to make them think .
twice about their spending.
habits. *

“It's probably been a good
side effect on the cost of living
increase — an increased
awareness of how you are spen-
ding your money,”” Menzel said.
“We are fortunate In not having
to make any major
adjustments, to some one as
fortunate as we are it could be a
blessing. For someone who is
on a not too much lower income
level than we are, 1 see nothing
but disadvantages ... "

Troops Leave

On Quiet Note

SAIGON (AP) — The last
main group of Americans to
leave Vietnam went quietly for
the most part — some smiling,
and all under the watchful eyes
of the North Vietnamese and
Viet Cong.

A delegation of three North
Vietnamese officers led by Lt.
Col. Bui Tin, and three Viet
Cong officers, scurried about
the tarmac of Tan Son Nhut air
base, taking movies and still
pictures and checking
manifests with names of the

rting Gis.

The last big-bellied C141 left
Tan Son Nhut for Yokuta Air
Base in Japan, en route to
Travis Air Force Base in

California, shortly before 6
p.m.— 5 am., EST.

It was not the last plane to
carry Americans from
Vietnam, however. A C130
stood by ready to ferry out
stragglers, and Americans ser-
ving on the four-party Joint
Military Commission who won’t
leave until Friday and
Saturday.

But for the 82 aboard the last
Ci41, Vietnam soon became a
memory. Aboard were one
WAC, a civilian and 80 Gls,
mostly officers.

They rolled up to the plane in. -

two buses, then dragging
suitcases and souvenirs, ed
their way through reporters and

television cameramen there to
record the last GIs to leave,

The GIs also had to pass the
attentive eyes of Bui Tin, an
affable, ever-smiling little man
who is North Vietnam’s official
spokesman in Saigon.

Before the GIs were allowed
off the bus, Tin insisted that he
be shown the manifest for the
Ci41 flight. He also insisted on
knowing who the last man
aboard would be.

‘*Very important,
important,” he said.

The last man turned out to be
an Air Force colonel, David
Odell of Crystal Lake, IlIl., who
celebrated his departure by

President To Make Major
Speech Tonight At 9

WASHINGTON (AP) —
President Nixon will make a
major radio-television address
at 9 pm. (EST) tonight on
America’s post-Vietnam role in
the world and on the economy
at home, the White House
announced. !

Presidential press secretary
Ronald L. Ziegler, in reporting
that Nixon had asked for and
received radio and television
time, refused to give details on
what he planned to discuss.

The national address comes
on the day that the United
States officially ends its decade
of involyement in Vietnam with
the return of the last U.S.
prisoners of war and the
withdrawal of the last
American forces.

It also comes at a time when
the administration faces
pressure from consumer and
labor gdroups to take steps to
curb soaring food prices.

But Ziegler gave few hints on
what Nixon would say
concerning the economy.

He told newsmen, '‘Now that
all prisoners of war have been
released and United States
troop withdrawals have been
completed, the President has
requested radio and television
time for tonight at 9 p.m. to

address the nation on our
foreign policies and our role in
the world and to discuss
domestic matters including the
economy."’

The address will be broadcast
live from the President's Oval
Office and probably will last
les; than 15 minutes, Ziegler
said.

He specifically ruled out the
Watergate controversy as one
of the domstic issues to be
discussed.

The fact that the President
planned no pre-speech sessions
wasg seen as an indication that
no major change was
forthcoming on administration
economic policy.

Mitchell Denies
McCord Charges

WASHINGTON (AP) — Former Atty. Gen. John N.
Mitchell denied today what he called ‘‘slanderous and false
statements” that he approved plans to wiretap the
Democratic National headquarters.

The Washington Post said in
its Thursday editions that
James W. McCord Jr., a con-
victed Watergate conspirator,
told a Senate subcommittee
Wednesday that his information
concerning Mitchell came from
G. Gordon Liddy, a former
White House aide.

Mitchell denied the
accusation in a statement
issued through the committee
for the Re-election of President
Nixon. Mitchell, a former
chairman of the committee said
in his statement:

‘‘1 deeply resent the
slanderous and false
statements about me concer-
ning the Watergate matter
reported as being based on
hearsay and leaked out of the

* “I'have previously denied any
prior knowledge of, or
involvement in, the Watergate
affair and I again reaffirm such
denials."”

Liddy, who has been
described as chief engineer of
the wiretap, has been convicted
for his part in the Watergate
incident and sentenced up to 20
years in prison and fined

WASHINGTON (AP) — A
Richard S. Schweiker, R-Pa.,
introduced a bill today to help
returned prisoners of war
toward early retirements and
pensions.

Ex-prisoners, military or
civilian, would be credited with
two days toward retirement for
each day in captivity.

““The extreme suffering and
deprivation endured by these
brave men entitles them to an
opportunity to begin anew,”
Schweiker said in a statement.

Quit Buying Pork

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Japan, - the biggest single
customer of the American
farmer, has temporarily quit
buying U.S. pork but
government experts think sales
will resume shortly as present
supplies dwindle.

There have been some
reports in the meat trade that
the curtailment of Japanese

pork buying — now in its second '

week — is a big factor in
dramatic declines of midwest
hog prices in recent days.

Duel Prime Rate

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Nixon administration is
working on a dual prime rate
for bank loans that it believes
will help keep interest rates
down for small businessmen,
homebuyers, farmers and
consumers.

A spokesman for the Com-
mittee on Interest and
Dividends said guidelines for
the dual rate will be issued in
two to four weeks.

One prime rate would be for
large corporations. It would be
allowed Lo float free of
government restraint,

The second — for smaller
borrowers — would be subject
to supervision of the
committee,

The allocation for the first
‘half of 1973 will total
$2,989,800,000, an increase of
$339,229,144 over the allocation
for the second half of 1972.

The allocations will be paid in
two equal installments directly
to each eligible unit of
government. The first payment
will be mailed on April 6 and
the second in early July.

Director Graham W. Watt of
the Office of Revenue Sharing
said the increased funds for
1978 result from use of more
recent -population data and
actual rather than estimated
1972 state income tax collec-
tions.

California jurisdictions will
receive the largest amount in
the first half of 1973, about $322
million, an Increase of 15 per
cent, followed by New York,
about $331 million, an increase
of 12.7 per cent.

The largest percentage
increase is for Arizona, an in-
crease of 20.5 per cent to $30.2
million.

Energy Supplies Hinge
On High Prices, Imports

WASHINGTON (AP) —
President Nixon and his energy
advisers appear convinced they
must encourage price increases
on natural gas and greater
imports of oil, but they ap-
parently haven't decided just
how to manage it.

The President’'s energy
message to Congress, promised
since last February, is &till an
estimated four to six weeks
away and officials said in a
series of interviews that no
final decisions have been made.

But they generally agreed
that the quota system which
now limits oil imports would
not be eliminated. Under that,
system, oil can be imported by
quota-holders without paying
any special financial penalty to
the U.S. government.

The President’s forthcoming
energy policy, hewever, will
probably propose either a tariff
schedule or an auction system
allowing additional imports to
those willing to pay the price,
these energy officials said.

The price may vary — higher
on finished products thap on
crude oil, and higher for Middle

Eastern oil than Western
Hemisphere oil — with the
goals of encouraging construc-
tion of crude-oil refineries in
the United States and building
reliance on secure sources.
Such preferences could |
written into a tariff schedule,
or injected into an aumction
system by establishing various
minimums for acceptable bids.
Natural gas exploration and
development must be
encouraged, these officials
said. Interstate prices are now
regulated by the Federal Power
Commission., Under
consideration, they said, is the
idea of asking Congress to
remove the FPC's legal
authority to limit prices.

Whatever specific steps are
eventually taken, there seemed
little doubt that the general
directions have already been
endorsed by President Nixon.

In his International
Economic Report to Congress
last week, the President stated:
“For at least the next few years

it appears inevitable that
mcreaslng quantities of

-

imported petroleum will be
needed to sausfy our growlng
energy needs."

Concerning natural gas he
said: “If current prices are
maintained by regulation,
forecasts of the future balance
between supply and demand
indicate that the gas shortage
will become progressively
more severe,"

A presidential energy
consultant said he also con-
‘sidered it essential to en-
courage greater use of coal, a
fuel .that is domestically
plentiful but paralyzed by anti-
air-pollution restraints.

Administration sources said
the President might ask the
states to postpone for a few
years their enforcement of the
most stringent federal clean air
standards.

Primary air gquality
standards designed to protect
human health must be met by
1975, under the Clean Air Act of
1870

Secondary standards,
protecting plants,  animals,
property and the environment,

need be met only within a
“reasonable time,'" but 22
states have already set 1975 as
the deadline for these standards
as well,

An administration energy
expert said a delfiy"of three or
four years in enforcing the
secondary standards would
allow the use of coal until ad-
vanced devices, capable of
taking the air-polluting sulfur
oxides out of coal-smoke, are
installed.

Other energy policies said to
be under consideration include
acceleration of the leasing of
federal offshore petroleum
fields and energy saving steps,
such as requirements of better
building - insulation;
encouragement of mass transit
development, and standards to
increase mechanical and
industrial efficlency.

The energy officials reported
that gasoline rationing was not
under consideration at present
and there would probably be no
major new requests for money
to fund energy research in
fiscal 1974,

The first C141 from Hanoi
landed 40 men early tonight in a
drizzle that failed to dampen
the enthusiasm of a cheering
crowd of 600 Americans.

The second Cl141 touched
down 42 minutes later with the
other 27. :

‘“This is a day of joy and
pride,” the senior man on the
first flight, Air Force Lt. Col.
James W. O'Neill, 42, of Las
Vegas, Nev., told the exuberant
crowd. ““What could be more
joyous than to be delivered
from your enemies and return
to your friends.

“The pride we have in our
nation and our government
could not be greater. And this
day justifies our faith. POWs
never have a nice day, but we
get one great day. Each of us
thanks all of you for this
unforgettable day."”

All the men‘on the first flight
appeared healthy and smiled
broadly, but several had been
injdred and saluted with their
left hands. One of them, Air
Force Capt, Keith H. Lewis, 33,
of Goldsboro, N.C., was on
crutches.

Security was more relaxed,
and a number of teen-age girls
were allowed to rush up to the
prisoners and hand them
bracelets bearing their names.

Air: Force Capt. Willlam A.
Spender, 29, of McAllen, Texas,
was greeted by a Filipina, Alice
Pascua, who had been his house

maid when he was stationed at
Clark in 1969. She held up a
large sign reading “To Bill
Spencer with Love. Alice.”

Crying tears of joy, she
shouted her welcomes to him, .
and he told her to visit him later
at the base hospital.

Another 82 POWs released
Tuesday and Wednesday in the
final phase of. the prisoner
repatriation were already at
Clark. :

Military officials said “they
would begin leaving for home
Friday, with 27 military men
and five civilians freed by the
Viet Cong to depart first,

Although Hanoi said earlier
that the men freed today were
the last American POWs held
by the Communists, the Viet
Cong announced that one more
American, Capt. Robert White
of Newport News, Va., would
be freed on Sunday or Monday.

White, whose name had not
been on any earlier POW lists,
was expected to be turned over
in the Mekong Delta South of
Saigon, where he reportedly
was captured in 1969 after his
airplane was shot down.

“It’s one hell of a surprise,"
said his wife in Williamsburg,
Va.

White will be the 588th
American POW freed since the
Vielnam cease-fire on Jan, 28.
About 1,300 more Americans
are listed as missing in action,
and international teams are to
move oul across Vietnam to
search for traces of them, a job
that is expected to take years.

Wounded Knee
NegotiationsUp

WOUNDED KNEE, 8.D. (AP) — Two groups of leaders
now claim they represent Indians occupying Wound
Knee, and federal officials must determine today which
group should be involved in negotiations.

Negotiating sessions in Rapid City and near Wounded
Knee failed to materialize Wednesday because Indian and
federal negotiators could not agree on who was
representing the group of militant Indians which has held

this village since Feb. 27.

‘“We're in the process of
trying to arrange a meeting in
Pine Ridge,'’ Sen. James
Abourezk, D-S.D., said after a
Rapid City session failed to
bring progress toward resump-
tion of peace talks.

"“The meeting that was
supposed to have come off
Wednesday did not because the
people that we had been told
were representatives of people
inside Wounded Knee were, in
ract,l not representing those

p e.'l

The scheduled meeting out-
side Wounded Knee was
postponed, apparently because
there was no agreement on who
should be present.

A meeling did take place in
the village late Wednesday
between occupying Indians and
six attorneys who were
permitted to enter Wounded
Knee under a federal _court
order.

One of the attorneys, Mark
Lane of New York, said he was
told negotiations would not
resume until there was a cease-
fire and until atforneys were
permitted to deliver medical
supplies to the villagg,

Government officials said a
cease-fire has been in effect
since midday Tuesday and
would continue. The court order
directed that attorneys for the
Indians and medical supplies be .
allowed into the village. The
atlorneys were not allowed to
take in medical supplies
Wednesday.

Indians allied with Oglala
Sioux Tribal Council President
Richard Wilson set up
roadblocks outside federal
blockades which have ringed
the hamlet since the Indian oc-
cupation’ and permit only
marshals and ll‘Bt1 agents
