Nixon Seeking

Public Support
For Budget

- WASHINGTON (AP) — President Nixon has imposed a
ceiling on supermarket and wholesale meat prices, effec-
tive now, while he seeks a permanent cure to soaring food

costs.

Spurred by housewife unhappiness and meat-counter
boycotts, the President told the nation Thursday night he
was switching economic signals and in effect freezing
beef, pork and lamb prices at about their current levels.

Disclosure of the meat-price
ceiling was tucked into a
televised address hailing the
end of U.S. involvement in Viet-
nam, sternly warning Hanoi to
quit violating the peace agree-
ment, and calling for public
support in his budget battle
with Congress

Members of Congress
generally supported Nixon's
economic move. But some
Democrat raised a cry of 'too
little, too late’’ and said they
would continue to push for a
freeze on all prices. And
leaders of a nationwide con-
sumers’ boycott said they in-
tend to carry out their plans
despite the presidential action.

“This is not enough. We
boycott,” said June Donovan of
Los Angeles, one of the
planners of the week-long
boycott of meat and pultry
scheduled to begin on Sunday.

Reaction Mixed

Among Congressional reac-
tion to the Nixon order:

“A long step in the right
direction,’’ said Senate
Republican Leader Hugh Scott
of Pennsylvania.

“A formula for shortages,"
said Sen. William memire. D-
Wis.

“Fundamentally a mistake,”
sald House Agriculture Com-
mittee Chairman W. R. Poage,
D-Tex. “'I just don’t think it will
bring about a reduction in

. anything except the supply of

meat."”

In his 20-minute address,
Nixon made only neetmg)
reference to housewife unhap-
piness, but sources reported it
was a major factor in causing
him to discard his' insistence
that food prices curbs wouldn't
work, :

Nixon said his administration
would press in the over-all fight
against inflation, then conceded
that positive statistics *‘are no
comfort at all to the housewife
who sees meat prices soaring
every time she goes to the
market."

Stresses Action

““What we need is action that
will stop the rise in meat prices
now,” he said after recounting
recent steps to increase
supplies and bring prices down
later this year.

““That is why I have today
ordered the Cost of Living
Council to impose a ceiling on

South Windsor

prices of beef, pork and lamb,"
the President said, adding:

“The ceiling will remain in
effect as long as is necessary to
do the job. Meat prices must
not go higher. With the help of
the housewife and farmer, they
can and should go down.”

Here, according to ad-
ministration officials, are the
major points of the meat-price
ceiling and related Nixon ac-
tions:

—Effective at 9 p.m. EST
Thursday, meat retailers,
wholesalers and processors
cannot charge more than a
figure computed on the basis of
sales for past 30 days. In
most cases, the price ceiling
will be at or slightly below
current levels. The ceiling does
not apply to poultry or seafood.

—By April 9, ceiling-price in-
formation must be posted at all
meat counters. Internal
Revenue Service agents will
police the ceiling, just as they
did the 1971 across-the-board
price freeze.

—A special clause allows
sellers of imported meat to
pass along, dollar-for-dollar,
any cost inereases they incur.
But this provisions does not
apply to domestically produced
meat.,

—The administration,
meanwhile, is asking Congress
to promptly give Nixon authori-
ty to suspend tariffs on
products in short supply. This
could affect, for example, im-
ports of meat and other
materials such as lumber.

Nixon's ceiling order does not
apply at the farm level — prices
of "‘cattle on the hoof and pigs
with a squeal'’ won't be
affected, Treasury Secretary
George Shultz said.

In his address, Nixon said the
meat-price oelllng will help In
the battle against inflation but

sald “it is not a permanent
solution."”

State Animal Nominations

The search is under way for a state
animal. Recently the Connecticut
General Assembly indicated it is
receptive to suggestions and is en-
couraging grammar school children
to make nominations.

Although we are out of that class,
despite some suggestions from some
quarters that we made it only through
some hanky-panky, we submit the
following for the Assembly’s auguest
consideration:

The Greyhoundus Connecticutus, a
large box-like critter which has
recently taken to hibernating from
late fall until early spring because it
cannot forage for itself.

Then there is the Bugling
Bureaucratus which is a fattish
species which gathers mainly around
federal troughs, which are being
phased out, and the result is a clamor
right out of an Albert Hitchcock
movie.

A not so rare species is political

predator, Democratic Outsiderus,
which nips and yaps at its direct
cousin, Republicanus Insiderus,
which depending on the whims of the
Nutmeg zookeepers, [requently is
known as Republicanus Outsiderus,
when the Democratic Outsiderus is in-
siderus.

Number One Problem

After two years of study, visits to 36
nations, and the expenditure of a
million dollars, the National Commis-
sion on Marijuana and Drug Abuse ap-
parently learned little, It held
alcoholism to be the nation's biggest
drug problem, the use of heroin se-
cond, and marijuana a distant third.

The Commission reported a year
ago that marijuana was virtually
harmless to the casual user and
recommended then, as it did again
this month, that criminal penalties be
ended for smoking pot or possessing
small quantities of it.

Fortunately, President Nixon and
Congress declined to acc?pt the first
recommendation and doubtless will
reject the second. \

The Commission, headed by a.

former Pennsylvania governor, Ray-
mond Schaffer, has reached some
dubious and controversial con-
clusions. Research has not proved
marijuana to be ‘‘virtually harmless”
despite emperical judgment of some

casual users that they have not been ~

-harmed,

The Commission called herojn use
““a serious problem’ but held it
‘“seldom is associated with violent
crime,” a conclusion bound to bring
jeers from policemen contending with
muggings, armed robberies, and other
crimes by heroin addicts.

Alcohol did not become less
dangerous when it became legal again
after prohibition. Its use increased
and so did the number of alcoholics, a
number estimated at anywhere from
six to nine million. The solution to this
problem alone is too great for any
Commission and poses a major
problem for society as a whole.

It is more

dangerous than alcohol, which im-

mobilizes the over-user, because it is

a hallucinogenic which can induce

highly, active behavior as well as un-

predictable.

Creeps’ Dangerous Game

WASHINGTON — Confron-
ting new exposures in the
poisonous Watergate scandal,
the White House — during
formetr Atty. Gen. John N.
Mitchell as a secret in-
termediary — has ordered the
Committée to Reelect the
President (CRP) to open up a
new counterattack,

At least six new legal and
public affairs aides, possibly
more, are being hired to give
CRP — usually called Creep —
added muscle to take over the
main chore of what could be a
decisive political baltle
between the administration and
its legion of critics, including
growing ‘numbers of hlgh -level
Republican politicians, on the
political espionage issue,

Thus, nothing has changed in
the Nixon strategy in handling
the Watergate scandal. Creep,
financed by funds contributed
to reelect Mr. Nixon, should
have lost its reason for being
last November. Mitchell quit as
Creeps director immediately
after the bugging and break-in
at the Democratic
headquarters in the Watergate
last June 17 and has had no for-
mal political position since. Bul
Creep and Mitchell are used by
the White House to keep its
hard-nosed reaction to the scan-
dal rigid and unbending.

The threat of convicted
Watergate bugger James W.
McCord, Jr., to impficate
higher-ups in the scandal has
generate appeals [rom some
highly-placed Republicans that
the White House make a clean
breast of the whole sordid
business, no matter who is in-
volved, To the contrary,

MacGregor, presiding over
that meeting, agreed with
everything'said. But the White
House insisted it was not in-

thinking and talking common
sense about inflation even if —
as in the cases of Pete
Stischok, plumber, and George
Witte, farmer — they seem to
be arguing against their own
pocketbook.

The Board of Education
heard a on ‘the newly
formed English Arts
curriculum planning from its
committee chairman, Donald
Sierakowski, this week.
According to Sierakowski,
thirteen teachers, representing
all four schools, make up the
committee whose purpose is to
prepare a systemwide
behaviorally orientated

program.

The system presently has no
sequence in English programs
from the lower grades through
high school. The committee is
using the state Department of
Education Curriculum
Guideline as a basis for a plan
of development in four areas:
Viewing and listening, speak-

The board also committed
itself to the hiring of a teacher
for the Middle School for a new
French-Spanish program for
the seventh grade. Since sixth
grade students are now signing
up for next year's course,
School Superintendent Dr.
Kenneth MacKenzie requested
that a firm commitment be
made at this time.

The program is expected to
be expanded to include both
seventh and eighth grades in
the 1974-75 school year,

In other action, the board
accepted with regret the
resignation of Mrs. Mary
Estock, a business education
teacher at Tolland High School.

tion as of the end of this school

In an effort to eventually
have all school libraries open on
a' full-time basis, the budget
committee of the Board of
Education agreed Thursday
night to add two schools to the
list in the proposed budget.

Part of the agreement was to
gradually do the other school
libraries and to let the ad-
ministration decide which two
will be added next year. The
‘recommendation will be
presented to the full board at a
special meeting to be held Mon-
day night.

At the present time the
librarians work 20 hours. A full-
time schedule would mean an

_additional 10 hours a week. The
libraries at the High School,
Middle School and Center Road
School are the only,ones now on
a full-time schedule.

Action on updatinig all of the
libraries was prompted by
requests made at last Monday's
board meeting held in conjunc-
tion with the Northeast School
PTO meeting. PTO members
strongly urged the board to put
that library on a full-time
schedule citing as one reason
the fact that the library is a
well-equipped multi-media
center.

The Northeast School along
with the Maple Street School is
involved in the Individually
Guided Education (IGE)
Program. Budget committee
members did not feel this fact
should be used as a crutch for
keeping the libraries open full
time.

The board recalled it had
committed itself a year ago to
open all of the libraries full-
time, but the lack of sufficient
funds prevented it from doing
so. Funds are still a prime

problem. Some of the schools
are keeping their libraries open
through the efforts of PTO
voluriteers and also with
students from the high school
workstudy program.

If two schools areadded in
the proposed budget, the ad-
ditional cost will probably be in
the area of $2,000, If all schools
were added it would mean an
increase of about $8,000.

The education budget
recommended by Dr. Raymond
Ramsdell, superintendent of
schools, totaled $7,627,823. The
budget committee has gone
through the budget making its
culs and that recommendation
will be made to the board Mon-
day night and from there it will
go to the Town Council for its
approval. The budget as
recommended by Dr. Ramsdell
only represented a seven per
cent increase over the current
budget.

Meat Ceiling
uestions
nswered

WASHINGTON (AP) —
government's ceiling on meat
prices is effective immediately,
but retailers have until April 9
to work out the maximum
prices which they cannot legal-
ly exceed.

Az of that date, they will be
required to post the ceiling
prices on cards at least three by
four feet, displayed prominent-
ly where items are sold.

Here are some questions and
answers on how the ceiling will
work:

Q. Is this the same as a price
freeze?

A. It's not a freeze. The
difference is that a freeze
would keep prices where they
are, while a ceiling places a
limit on the top price, but not
the minimum.

Q. Does that mean prices will
come down?

A. They should come down
slightly, and the government
hopes they will come down
significantly as time goes by.

Q. But it looked as if prices
might be about to fall anyway.
Won't this serve as a tempta-
tion for retailers to keep them
at the ceiling?

A. The administration thinks
not. It says that an increasing
supply of meat, already in the
works, will bring down prices,
especially sinix there will be no
temptation for producers and
processors to hold back meat in
hopes of higher prices.

Q.. How long will it last?

A. Indefinitely. Treasury
Secretary George Shultz said it
will last “‘until the problem is
solved,”” meaning until prices
come down.

Q. What happens if the
butcher ignores the ceiling, or
if he reduces the quantity and
quality of meat at the ceiling
price?

A. He'd be breaking the law,
A nationwide enforcement
network using Internal
Revenue Service personnel is
being organized. However, the
government is counting on most
people to cooperate.

Q. You've mentioned the
retailer. Will only his prices be
controlled? '

A. The ceiling affects meat
processors, meat wholesalers
and meat retailers. The cattle-
ment and farmer are excluded.
The administration says
market forces will control the
price at which the live animal is
sold.

Q. How will the ceiling price be
determined?

A. It's not the top price, but
the lowest price at which 10 per
cent of a particular meat item
sold during the 30-day period
ending March 28, starting down
from the top price.

Q. What does that mean?

A. If 8 per cent of the lamb
chops in a store sold for $1.85 a
pound during the period and 2
per cent or more sold for §1.75 a
pound; then $1.75 would be the
ceiling price.

Q. What if 50 per cent sold for
$1.65 Why wouldn't that be the
ceiling price?

A. The administration is
giving the retailer, processor
and wholesaler the benefit of
the doubt, assuming that it was
necessary for them to charge
the higher prices because of
their costs, and assuming it is
not unlikely their costs will
return to that level. If the costs
fall, then the administration is
counting on them to reduce
prices accordingly.

NEW YORK (AP) — Black
militant leader H. Rap Brown
and three codefendants have
been convicted of holding up a
West Side Manhattan bar and
assaulting a policeman.

A State Supreme Court jury,

returning the verdict Thursday,

said it was ‘‘hopelessly
deadlocked” on other charges
that the robbers attempted to
murder police in an ensuing
shootout.

Judge Arnold:- G. Fraiman
then dismissed the panel of 11
men and one woman—including

. three blacks—which had
deliberated over the case for 19
hours since midday Tuesday.

Brown’s attorney, William M.
Kunstler, immediately
denounced the verdict as “‘a
miscarriage of justice” and
said it would be appealed. The
prosecutor, Asst.

Jack T. Litman, called it “‘a
fair and very honest verdict.”

Brown and the others face a
maximum of 25 years in prison
on the robbery charges and 15
years on the assault conviction.

The Boston Flower Show has

The acacias, in their large
tubs of soil, were massed in
skillfully designed islands to
right and left of a wide center
aisle. Visitors entered the
flower show between cascades
of graceful yellow flowers drop-
ping from the taller trees to be
met from below by upright
golden flower spikes of other
acacias of a different variety.

The roof of this National
Guard drill shed is so high
above the floor that the
nurserymen who set up the gar-
dens could bring in the tallest
trees they had equipment to to
handle. There were pines and
other evergreens to form a
splendid background for
blossoming dogwood, rhododen-
drons and azaleas in full bloom.

As one experts at a sprin
show, there were tulips and daf-
fodils in masses, some large-
flowered primroses that most

gardeners would ehvy, even as
artificial pool with waterlilies
and a few goldfish,

Poisonous Garden Plants

Wellesley College and the Ar-
nold Arboretum of Harvard
University had combined their
talents to show a collection of
plants, some of them general
favorites, that are poisonous.
The were lovely plants with
some rather frightening infor-
mation on the labels.

It is a surprise to learn that
daffodil bulbs contain a sub-
stance that can cause severe
gastroenteritis, although I
never heard of anyone eating a
daffodil bulb, and this may also
explain why they are not eaten
by rodents

Bulbs of the early blooming
snowdrop are described as
dangerous if eaten by small
children and the orange fruits
of lily-of-the-valley will affect
the heart unpleasantly if they
are eaten. Hyacinth bulbs are
poinsonous.

I think it is generally know
that the pretty red fruits that
ripen in the fall on the yews in
our foundation plantings are
dangerous and children should
not be allowed to eat them, The
poison, we were told, is concen-
trated in the single black seed
that can be seen on each of the
red berrles.

Rhubarb stalks are a favorite
for pies, but the leaves contain
oxalic acid and have been
known to cause death. A single

fatal.

The leaves, stems and
flowers of our beautiful state
flower, the Mountain Laurel,
are poisonous if chewed and
swallowed, we were told, and
Delaware Indians were said to
have used Mountain Laurel for
suicide.

The red berries of Jerusalem
cherry, which are seed pods and
not cherries at all, are
described as “‘violently toxic."

Foxglove, which has the
Latin name digitalis, contains a
substance that acts on the heart
and is used medicinally, It
could be fatal in large amounts.

The green berries of lantana
are poisonous. Hydrangea con-
tains cyanide and it has been
known to kill livestock.

Even the pretty primrose has
an affect like a poison ivy on
some susceptible people and the
milky sap of poinsettia can
cause skin irritation. If you get
sap on your hands when you cut
back the poinsettias, it would be
well to wash your hands.

A Little History

Holy Cross College, which is
always given its full name at
the flower show as the College
of the Holy Cross, had built a
small and interesting exhibit on
a historical theme. There were
window boxes and there was a
boxwood plant trimmed in
topiary fashion to look like a
bear, both inventions of the an-
cient Romans. The French
were given credit for espalier
work, in which a fruit tree is
trained with its branches flat
against a wall. Spain introduced
the practice of growing plants
in pots.

Where to Park?

On a negative note, the
parking problem at the Com-
monwealth Armory is terrible.

had good points, Extravagant,
rentetl backdrops and multiple-
piece sets were certainly im-
pressive, and scene changes
were immediate, so that the
flow of the production was un-
interrupted. However, the more
elaborate sets, Horace
Vandergelder's Feed Store and
thef Harmonia Gardens
taurant, could have been
.used !to better advantage, as
will be discussed later. The
leads were costumed beautiful-
ly, in bright colors and the
styles of the 1890’s, and the Har-
.monia Garden waiters were in
tical vests and pants. The
rest of the chorus, unfortunate-
ly, was a conglomeration of
various styles that detracted
from the overall production,
Some girls belonged back in
“Oklahoma!'’, while others
might have done a little
research to discover that in the
nineteenth century women did
not wear big scooping
necklines, sleeveless dresses,
huge wooden belt buckles, and

Lady Bulova watches. Although

the make-up of the leads was
overdone, it was nothing com-
pared to the butchery inflicted
on the chorus, which vascillated
in coloring between a nauseous
Indlan-orange and a ghastly
death pallor. The false
moustaches and beards of the
men were commendable
(witness the exaggerated bush
given to the judge for comic
effect) while the women, es-
pecially Dolly and Mrs, Molloy,
were bedecked with ap-
propriate hairstyles,

Lighting lacked variety.
Spotlights were used extensive-
ly, even when the stage was
brilliantly lit, and so lost their
novelty. Changes in intensity of
light were apparent only on the
ramp and, to a lesser extent in
the feed store. More color in the
lighting plot would have
enhanced the mood of the Har-
monia Gardens Restaurant
scene, and all the vocal solos.

The constant jiggling of the
lamp shutters was annoying,
though in some instances, ad-
mittedly, unavoidable. The
sound system, for once, did not
emit any high-pitched
screeches, and was a vast im-
provement over other years; no
one is credited for sound in the
program, so I must offer praise
to the anonymous person or per-
sons who performed a near-
miracle.

Dramatically, ‘“Dolly” was
dull. This was not the fault of
the leads, who in most cases
exhibited fine potential, but
that' of the director, Miss
Martha White, who ignored cer-
tain basic requirements of
stage composition, movement,
and character development.

The first scene in Horace
Vandergelder’s feed store is a
prime example of both good and
bad composition and move-
ment. The set consisted of a
variety of platforms, stairs,
and entrances, with many dis-
tinct acting areas. In other
words, adirector's delight. The
staging of "It Takes A Woman”
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‘Hello, Dolly’OpeningNight

took full advantage of the set,
with a male chorus popping out
at all levels to join Horace
Vandergelder in song.. The
energetic entrances and exits of
the chorus, plus the pleasing
pictures that resulted, made
this one of the more popular
numbers, Then again, there
was the dialogue by the cash
register between Horace and
Dolly. It was so static I thought
the two were rooted to the
floor. There were many
moments in the conversation
where movement might have
been initiated and levels
utilized, but were not. The pic-
ture that resulted was utterly
lacking in interest.

This scene is also illustrative
of both good and poor character
development. Cornelius  and
Barnaby, employees of Horace
Vandergelder, had a great thing
going. The two characters in-
teracted beautifully, so that
their relationship to each other
was immediately apparent.
Sadly, their relationship to
Vandergelder was less ap-
parent, because they were reac-
ting to what he sould have been,
an exacting tyrant, rather than
what he was, a teddy bear. Dol-
ly, too, tried to force a stronger
character from Vandergelder,
but was unsuccessful,

Donna Healy starred as Dolly
Levi, and a fine job she did, too.
Her voice was clear and sweet
and the perfect range for the
role. As the aggressive, all-
intrusive match-maker, Donna
should have displayed more
energy, but at any rate her
poise and charm were not lost
to the audience. Of all the leads,
her character, though not fully
realized, was the most consis-
tent. I Put My Hand In’’ dis-
playéd her exceptional talent.

Dave Kolumber's Horace
Vandergelder was without
depth and color. Dave’s voice,
though full, lacks power, and
Vandergelder, who should have
been a dominating character,
took a backseat to stronger per-
formances.

Environmental Summer Program

" the Loomis Institute in Windsor

for six weeks participating in
an Environmental Science
p . What I hope to do in
this article is to ‘sell’ this
program to at least one or two
.students in Manchester High.

The Research in En-
vironmental Sciences program
— sponsored by the Dorr Foun-
dation — will be going into'its
.3rd year this summer using the
well equipped f3cilities of the
Loomis Science Building. (The

\program usually rents the
equipment that Loomis doesn’t
have from neighboring colleges
to insure that the proper equip-
ment is on hand.)

The course itself is com-
parable in scope to the
“Ecology and Man’’ course
available at Manchester High,
covering much of the same
material in six weeks, Under
the guidance of five college in-
structors — three of whom held
phd’s last year — the program
is structured so that each of the
44 students will spend 1/8 of his
time in each of the following
areas: -

1. dm association with a
staff member conducting a
speciffic research project. A

structure :guch -as .this -allows.
the student the opportunity to
pursue a smaller and narrower
line of research on his own
within the context of the overall
program. Last year's five main
projects were: Structural and
Dynamic Aspects of a Pond
During the Summer Months,
Microbal Activities in a
Selected Environment, Insect
Interaction in a Field, Floristic
Analysis, and, Ecological
Studies of a Woodlot.

2. A formal lecture course
conduoted by the Director with
assistance from the staff and
visiting scientists. A -general
outline of the lecture course
would include: The Ecosystem,
Community and Population

cs, Ecosystem throught
time, and Man and the
Biosphere.

3. Some time is given to the
understanding and use of
laboratory and computer equip-
‘ment as they are incorporated
in analytical techniques,
Conventional and biological
equipment will be uti both
in the laboratory and tne
field. (Such as PH mters,
colorimeters, spéc-
trophotometers, water
sampling and testing kits.(

However, Igdon't ‘want to

s

make the impression that this
course i8 six weeks of hard
studying. Sure it is a demanding
coursé, but almost every
weekend there are oppor-
‘tunities to escape from
studying. Last year there were
many trips to Tanglewood
Muxic Center, a concert by
“Chicago” at Yale Stadium,
and trips to numerous concerts
in Hartford. Many, including
myself, went off touring
different New England colleges
to help formulate college plans.
And of course we all used the
eight tennis courts of the
school.

In my estimation, the course
is idéal for anyone interested in
the environmental sciences but
it does have one drawback —
the cost. $600 is a substantial
figure for a six-week course,
but it is well worth it for those
who don't have the time to take
the “Ecology and Man" course
at the high school, or for those

who want a more concentrated

- program on the environment.

As Ermengarde, Nancy
Donovan’s main duty was to
weep copiously and still look
pretty, which she managed with
aplomb. Mark Silhavy sported a
cheerful grin and light-hearted
feet, which made up for lines
which weren't quite loud
enough. More could have been
done with Jennifer Davis's por-
trait sof the bawdy heiress,
Ernestina,

The Waiter's Gallop saw
many mistakes, but I am in-
formed that it vastly improved
during subsequent perfor-
mances. Anyway, the waiters
more than redeemed
themselves in a well-done
chorus-line welcome to Dolly
Levi.

The chorus, as usual,
detracted from every scene in
which it appeared. “Put on
Your Sunday Clothes,” which
should have been rousing, was
merely pathetic, as more than
275 kids crammed onto the
stage, overflowed on the stairs,
and jammed in the hall
doorways, Further,” the sound
they delivered ‘was miniscule
for so many voices, and the
space they took up left no room
for meaningful movement or in-
ventive choreography. Perhaps
this could be tolerated-if the
chorus members were
enthusiastic, but the majority
of them are not. The active ones
giggle, twitch, and make eye
contact with the audience; the
listless ones barely bother to
open their mouths and look like
the last place in the world they
want to be is on the Bailey
Auditorium stage. The require-
ment that all choir members
appear in the musical is
ridiculous. With a chorus of
between 25 and 50 talented
singers and dancers, appéaring
in the chorus would be an honor
rather than a duty, and the
musical would be improved a
hundredfold. Other choir
members would be busy
researching and sewing authen-

‘tic costumes, learning about

and applying make-up, "and
designing, building, and

ting sets and backdrops. They
would certainly be learning
more about musicals than they
are now.

“Hello, Dolly's” curtain call
was in insult to the intelligence
of the audience. I see no reason
for the whole chorus to parade
around the stage, unless it's to
let the mommies #nd daddies
view their little darlings, whom
they see every day of their
lives. And flowers across the
footlights, that age old tradi-
tion, should have gone long ago.
Too much emphasis is already
placed on performance, when
technical work is just as impor-
tant. The star system certainly
has no place in a high school.
Finally, "bravo bravissimo”,
instigated by the chorus every
year, belongs backstage or at a
cast party,

‘*Hello, Dolly!"" had potential
— more 80, I believe, than any
musical since ‘‘Mame."" Yet the
same mistakes that have been
made continue to be made, and
the musical will not rise above
mediocrity until changes are in-
stituted.

I enjoyed “Hello, Dolly!"” But
I left the auditorium feeling
that I, and the cast, had been
cheated from the kind of perfor-
mance that, with so much
talent, was so obviously possi-
ble. — Claudia quhl

HARTFORD (AP) —
divorce reform bill passed by
the Connecticut House of
Representatives might
eliminate hypocrisy in the court
room but not necessarily dirty
linen.

By a 123-24 vote 'l'hnreday the
House passed the bill, which
was hailed by its supporters as
*‘a great step forward.” .

Critics of the bill, however,
said its accompllahmenta would

. {be minimal and- ‘that it would

‘not necessarily eliminate all of

. the fussing and ' fighting that
| often accompanies divorce.

The original ‘‘no-fault'

__provisions that were written in

the bill' had been eliminated
previously by an amendment,

¥, The new bill still ' will require
the taking of evidence before a
“Mmarriage can be dissolved but
it allows parties to use the
irretrievable breakdown of
their marriage as a grounds for
filing a complaint,

It‘also would allow a divorce
to be granted in cases where the
parties had lived apart for 18
months,

« The bill goes next to the
Senate.

Attempts to reinstate a
no-fault provision in the bill,
whereby parties by mutual
agreement could have their
marriage dissolved without a
hearing on evidence, failed
Wednesday as ‘several
amendments were defeated.

The bill was changed,
however, to require a judge to
hear testimony from witnesses
for either party.

The bill also provides for
reconciliation hearings if one of
the parties requests them, a
90day cooling off period after a
complaint is filed and legal
counsel for children.

J{CPEC Predicts State

Surplus

‘HARTFORD (AP) — The
Connecticut Public Expen-
diture Council Thursday
predicted a $59 million surplus
in state funds for the fiscal year
ending June 30, or roughly $40
million more than originally an-
ticipated.

The increase is expected to
come from $25 million in ad-
ditional revenue plus $15
Jmillion left unappropriated
from the current year’s budget,
the council said.

The private watchdog group
‘also issued several warnings
about future spending and
called for: two constitutional
amendments to require
‘balanced annual budgets and to
.prohibit bonding for current
operaling expenses.

‘““While this, higher than
.expected surplus is en-
couraging, public officials are
urged not to overlook the fact
that...the 1973-74 budget in-
cludes a $27.5 million windfall
in federal revenue sharing...
and a $28.7 million surplus from
the 1971-72 fiscal year,” the
council report said.

‘“These non-recurring
revenue increases/will not be
repeated, leaving a potential
gap of $56 millién in the finan-
cing plan for the 1974-75
budget," thé report said.

‘'Additional restraints on
state spending are necessary if
spending is to be kept in line
with Connecticut’s economy
and its- ability to pay without
tax increases in future years,"
it said.

“If present spending trends
continue, new or higher taxes
will be needed to keep future
state budgets in balance."”

The report predicted little
change in total revenue for the
coming year despite Gov.
Thomas J. Meskill's
recommended tax reductions
totaling $53 million.

This, it said, was because
revenue estimates in the gover-
nor’s budget probably were low
based on current economic
trends.

The report said estimates
from the corporation business
tax, the cigarette tax, utility
laxes, fees and investment in-
come appeared to be par-
ticularly conservative.

The | growth rate for state
expenditures in the current

year is slightly lower than inre- *§

cent years, the report said.

Steele Pushes
Three Bills To
Aid Householders

WASHINGTON (AP) — U.S
Rep. Robert H. Steele, R-Conn.,
said he is co-sponsoring three
bills aimed at combatting the
high cost of housing faced by
homeowners and apartment
renters,

Meskill said the some 20
groups involved ‘in the con-
ference had already taken the
first step by sharing informa-
tion. The conference, which has
alreay held two meetings, was
organized by High Noon, the
Urban League and the Hartford
NAACP.

Meslkill said many
"unnecessaﬂly —‘Sear
because of ignorance of
the federal cufbacks |n
domestic programs 'will mean.

“For example, friany people_
in the State of Connecticut are
unnecessarily fearful and write
to me daily, expressing concern
for the closing of' day care
centers, due to the'demise of
the Office of Economic Oppor-
tunity.

“No state-funded
day care center will be
closed..."”

Meskill also responded to
criticisms of his administration
for allegedly not giving social
service a high priority.

“Perhaps they (the critics)
are not award of the fact that
Human Resource Development
expenditures for anti-poverty
programs have increased from

budget of $9.2 million,"" Meskill
said.

One program whose funding
is still in question because it is
not provided for in the
President's budget is the
summer Neighborhood Youth
Corps, Meskill said.

“This means, assuming we
all agree that-the employment
needs of our young citizens are
of vital importance and that the
officials of each municipality
and my administtation must
jointly adopt the most viable
plan to provide summer
employment,' Meskill said.

Meskill said it was important
that the group, once it has
decided on priorities and goals,
to know where tp go for action.

“I wouild stronigly suggest, for
expediency in the processing of
a proposal, that all local alter-
natives be ' exhausted
thoroughly before a request is
presented to the state level for
final consideration,” Meskill
said.

He said: ‘‘There
are no U.S. military advisers
being left behind in the guise of

civilians.”" He said civilian per-
sonnel are in Vietnam as ad-
visers but none is involved in a
military capacity.

The Viet Cong joined the
North Vietnamese today in
charging the United States with
cease-fire violations. Col. Vo
Dong Giang, deputy chief of the
Viet Cong delegation, charged
that 17,000 U.S, military per-
sonnel remain in Vietnam dis-
guised as civilians.

Giang also denied widespread

‘"Any appreciable ‘drop in
farm prices on meat will surely
lessen the incentive for farmers
and ranchers to increase
production,’’ William J.
Kuhfuss, head of the two-
million-member group, said
Friday.

In Des Moines, Oren Lee
Staley, president of the
National Farmers Organiza-
tion, said on Friday that
Nixon's ceiling on meat prices
“'was clearly a discrimination
against the American farmer.”

In Kalamazoo, Mich., the
head of the Michigan NFO said
the organization has agreed by
a 4-1 margin to continue its
refusal to sell meat to collec-
tion points.

The head of the lIowa Farm
Bureau said on Friday that, if
livestock producers cannot
receive a fair return on their

money and effort, ‘‘the con-
sumer may have to be satisfied
with mush,"

In Denver, the head of the
National Farmers Union called
Nixon's announcement of the
price controls *‘only the latest
in a series of actions against the
American farmer."”

There was some favorable
comment on the retail price
ceiling. An official of the Ohio
Cattleman’s Association, Ed
Johnson, said Ohio producers
are “'feeling pretty good'' about
the controls.

“They're saying it would
have been a whole lot worse if
{Nixon) had put the price
ceiling al the farm," Johnson
said

Oregon Gov. Tom McCall
said he believed Nixon was
“'moving in the right direction"
but said “*his decision to put the
crunch on the livestock industry
is discriminatory.” It makes
just one segment of the
economy appear to be the
culprit.”

Among meat packers reac-
ting to the price ceiling was the
Armour Co., which issued in
Phoenix, Ariz,, a statement
saying there might be plant
shutdowns unless on-the-hoof
meat prices also were con-
trolled.

Housewives and consumer
groups, meanwhile, said they
were going ahead with plans for
a national meat boycott star-
ting Sunday.

A spring storm centered over Oklahoma today dumped
snow onto the High Plains and spawned thunderstorms and
heavy rains from the Gulf Coast to the central Midwest.

Heavy-snow warnings were
posted for northwest Kansas,
western Nebraska and
northeastern Colorado, and
roads became impassible over
western Oklahoma Panhandle
and portions of eastern
Colorado.

Hundreds of families in rural
Las Animas County, Colo.,
were isolated Friday night.
County officials declared a
state of emergency and asked
the governor to send exira
snow-removal equipment and
personnel.

About 220 University of
Oklahoma students were
stranded in Springfield, Colo.,
overnight when buses they were
riding were unable to continue
on a snowbound Colorado
highway.

The students, who numbered
aout one-sixth of the tiny com-
munity's popilation, spent the
night in the high school gym,
and townspeople were ‘‘trying
to scrap up enough food and
bedding to feed and sleep
them,' according to an officer.

Heavy rains fell from
Alabama and Mississippi
northward across Arkansas into
Missouri and eastern Kansas
ahd threatened communities in
eastern Missouri with flooding
from the already-swollen
Mississippi River.

Flash-flood watches and war-
nings were posted over much of
the area.
