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Dog Track Bid
Passes Hurdle

Three Manchester men have
passed the first hurdle in their
plan to construct a $5 million
dog-racing facility in
Colchester.

The nine-member Colchester
Planning and Zoning Board last
night unanimously approved an
amendment to the town's
zoning laws, to include dog-
racing facilities as a permitted
use in any Residential-
Agricultural Zone, providing at
least 20 acres are involved.

Proposing to build the facility
on a 44-acre site are: Richard
P. Hayes, real estate broker
and land developer; Stephen J.
Cavagnaro, owner of Cavey's
Restaurant; and Raymond F.
Damato, building contractor
and developer.

About 350 persons reportedly
attended a public hearing last
Wednesday on the request by
the Manchester men. Reaction
appeared at least evenly
divided, -possibly even on the
enthusiastic side, among those
persons favoring the track, ac-
cording to published reports.

The next step for the
developers is to make applica-
tion to the same Colchester
board for the dog-track facility,
based on formal plans. If that

« permission is granted, the next
step would be to apply for a
license from the State Commis-
sion on Special Revenue.

Atty. Joseph Goldberg of
Norwich, counsel for the
applicants, explained the

reason for seeking a zone
- reguldation amendment instead
of an outright zone change. He
said, in the event the state com-
mission turns down a request
for a license, the parcel's
zoning status will remain un-
changed — Residence-
Agricultural — and would not be
opened to commercial use.

Hayes, Cavagnaro and
Damato plan a facility to in-
clude a track, a grandstand,
clublrouse, dining . rooms,
kennels for boarding dogs,
living-recreation quarters for
personnel, maintenance
buildings, and other related
buildings and structures,

In addition to constructing a
complete dog-racing facility,
they plan a year-round skating
rink. The $5 million proposal
would beon property belonging
to David Levine — at Old Rt. 2
and O'Brien Rd.

The semi-enclosed grands-
tand would accommodate 3,000
persons, and the parking lot
would accommodate 2,700 cars.

Atty. Goldberg told the
Colchester Planning and Zoning
Board that timing could be an
important factor, on the basis
that only two such facilities are
likely to be licensed by the state
for all of Connecticut.

He said projected revenue
from the facility to the town
would be $200,000 from real es-
tate alone and that, in addition,
some sort of profit-sharing
from pari-mutual funds is
planned for Colchester by the
principals.

With Nixon Aide

WOQUNDED KNEE, S.D.
(AP) — Miljtant Indian leader
‘Russell’ Means heads for
Washington under arrest today
to meet with federal officials
under provisions of a peace
agreement ending the 37-day
seige of Wounded Knee, Indians
who held the village are
scheduled to lay down their
arms Saturday.

Means, head of the American
Indian Movement, and three
other representatives of the in-
surgent Indians will meet in the
capital Saturday with Leonard

, Garment, special consultant to

President Nixon. They will dis-
cuss the need for and the
workings of a presidential trea-
ty commission,

The six-point agreement en-
ding the siege was signed late
Thursday by the AIM leaders
and Asst. U.S. Atty. Gen. Kent
Frizzell. In addition to Means’
trip to Washington, the pact
calls for:

—The Indian militants to
leave Wounded Knee, submit to
arrest and be taken to Rapid
City for arraignment as soon as
word is received that the
Washington meeting is under
way at 9 a.m, EST Saturday;

—A federal investigation of
Indian affairs on the Pine Ridge
Reservation, where some 11,000
Oglala Sioux live, and an audit
of tribal funds,

—The Justice Department to
consider and—where ap-

propriate—bring civil suits to
protect legal rightsiof in-
dividual Oglala Sioux Indians
against unlawful acts by the
tribal or federal governments;

—A' presidential treaty com-
mission to re-examine the 1868
treaty with the Sioux nation;

—And a meeting in
Washington next month
between Indian leaders and
White House representatives to
discuss Indian affairs.

Means surrendered to federal
officials after the peace agree-
ment was signed. He was

larceny, civil disorder, obdtruc-
ting federal officers, burglary,
assault, arson, unlawful posses-
sion of firarms and conspiracy.

Mass Transit
Funds Upped
By Committee

WASHINGTON (AP) — A three-year, $18-billion
highway bill approved by the House Public Works Com-
mittee provides an additional $1 billion a year for mass
transit, but leaves intact the highway trust fund.

Under the bill reported out
Thursday by the committee,
mass-transit funds would come
from general revenues rather
than the $6 billion-a-year
highway trust fund.

Glenn Anderson, D-
Calif., leader of House efforts
to crack the highway trust fund,
alted that stipulation '‘a sham,
designed to pay lip-service to
mass transit, while continuing
to construct more and more
highways in areas desperately
needing alternatives to the
auton‘;oblle."

A bipartisan group -
gressm‘:: seeking to break the
trust promised a fight ,in the
closely divided House Rules
Committee, which must give
prior clearance pefore such a
measure could be offered on the
House floor.

A highway bill passed by the
Senate would permit cities and
i states to use their portion of the
highway trust fund for mass
transit purposes. If the House
passes a different version, a
conference committee will try
to work out a compromise.

The House Public Works
Committee approved the
highway bill after a three-day
markup session open to the
public for the first time under
new House rules.

The bill includes a new 10,000~
mile ‘‘junior interstate'’
system to_suce the present
$3-billion-@year, 41,500-mile in-
terstate expressway program,
which now is B0 per cent com-
plete. !

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
total number of Americans at
work increased sharply in
March while the unemployment
rate dropped slightly, as the
economy continued to expand,
the Labor Department reported
today.

Total employment rose by
700,000 over the month to an all-
time high of 83.9 million on a
seasonally adjusted basis, the
department’s Bureau of Labor
Statistlcs said.

The total number of un-
employed whrkers edged down
to 4.37 million for a seasonally
adjusted rate of 5 per cent of
the work force. This was down
one-tenth of one per cent from
February's level, the report
said. '

The report said the number of
workers without jobs last
month declined about in line
with usual February-to-March
movements,

Meat Price Drop

Noted In

Major

Supermarkets

Meat prices dropped today in one of the nation’s major
supermarket chains, marking the- first extensive victory

The Grand Union Co., the
nation's 10th largest chain,
lowered prices of beef, pork,
lamb and veal by at least 10
cents per pound below the
ceilings imposed last week by
the Nixon administration.

The price reductions are lo
continue through April.

Grand Union President
Charles G. Rodman made the
price trim announcement
Thursday and said the action
had been ‘‘triggered” by the
meat boycott.

The Grand Union move failed
to spark any major price
lowering by other large super-
market chains and the general
effect of the boycott throughout
the nation ranged from the
closing of a major beef packing
company in Kansas to no effect
at all

The National Beef Packing
Co. said it will close its plant in
Liberal, Kan,, today and re-
main closed until the price
situation improves.

In New York state, a
spokesman for the State
Department of Agriculture said
it's too early to tell the result of
the boycott, but he said as of
now there was no indication the
boycott was biting into beef
prices at either retail or
wholesale level. However, he
did say that some prices among
tradesmen are rising.

On the retail market scene,
New York State retailers said
their sales were down as much
as 50 to 80 per cent at some
locations.

In Seattle, Safeway Stores
Inc., the largest retailer in the
area, estimated that meat sales
were down about 10 per cent
since the boycott began April 1.

But many supermarket of-

“for backers of the nationwide meat boycott.

ficials said meat prices would
not be cut until wholesale
prices are lowered, despite con-
tinuing poor sales.

Many retailers and
wholesalers said the full effect
of the meat boycott probably
will not be known until next
week, following the weekend
buying.

Under the meat ceiling
regulations imposed by Presi-
dent Nixon, retailers must start
posting price ceilings for beef,
lamb, and pork products near
meat counters beginning Mon-
day.

Meanwhile, leaders of Fight
Inflation Together (FIT), the
organization that provided the
major spark for the boycott,
said they plan to continue it by
refusing to buy meal on
Tuesdays and Thursdays.

Lillian Miller, one of the San

. Fernando Valley, Calif.,

housewives who founded FIT
late in February, said Thursday
that if prices aren’t lowered the
group will call another week-
long boycott.

But Rex McNalley, the
manager of the Moody Farms
feedlot at Pampa in the Texas
Panhandle, said that if the
rebellions housewives could
ride out a High Plains winter
with cattlemen “I don't think
they'd have the guts to boycott,

“If we were not getting the
beef prices we're getting now,
we'd be bankrupt. As far was

we're concerned, the United .

States still has the cheapest
food of anybody in the world.
It's astounding to me why
housewives and Congress would
like to completely destroy it."

Seeking New FBI Chief

Gray’s Nomination
Withdrawn In Face
Of Opposition

WASHINGTON (AP) — A Justice Department official, a
former Illinois governor and a Los Angeles judge are
among those being rumored as possible successor to L.
Patrick Gray III as director of the FBI.

President Nixon concluded Thursday night that the
Senate would not accept Gray, his first choice, who ap-
parently fell victim to the Watergate bugging case.

Nixon announced from .the
Western White House that he
acceded to a request by Gray
and withdrew his name because
“it is obvious that Mr. Gray's
nomination will not be ‘con-
firmed by the Senate."” _

White House Press Secretary
Ronald L. Ziegler said Nixon
has not decided on a successor
and that the preliminary
screening of possible nominees
has not even begun.

Atty. Gen. Richard G.
Kleidienst, who expressed deep
disappointment that Gray was
not confirmed, was quoted as
saying that the administration
has no names lined up as alter-
native choices.

But during Gray's month-long
appearances before the Senate
Judiciary Committee, several
names were mentioned in
Washington rumor mills.

Heading the rumor list are
John Ingersoll, director of the
Bureau of Narcotics and
Dangerous Drugs; former Gov.
Richard B. Ogilvie of Illinois,
and U.S, District Court Judge
Matt Byrne of Los Angeles, who
is presiding over the Pentagon
papers trial,

Also metioned have been
Henry Petersen, head of the
Justice Départment’s eriminal
division, and. Police Chief Jerry
V. Wilson of the District of
Columbia. But some ad-
ministration sources say they
doubt Petersen;iand Wilson
would be considered.

The Washington Post today
quoted sources as saying that
administration officials have
sounded out Senate Judiciary
Committee Chairman James O.
Eastland and Democratic Whip
Robert Byrd to see if Petersen
and Ingersoll would be accep-
table,

Gray said he asked Nixon to
withdraw his name because it is
“my deep conviction that the

FBI, a great and unique
American institution of vital
service to the president and the
American people, is entitled to
permanent leadership at the
earliest possible time."

The 56-year-old former sub-
marine commander has held
the title of acting director since
J. Edgar Hoover died last May.
He was in deep trouble almost
from the beginning in seeking
confirmation before the
Judiciary Committee because
of his actions in heading the
FBI's investigation of the
bugging and burglary of
Democratic headquarters last
year.

He ignited the wrath of
Democratic senators when he
disclosed that he had given raw
FBI files compiled during the
investigation to White House
Counsel John W. Dean IIL

Gray also told the committee
he continued the practice even
after concluding that Dean
probably lied to FBI agents.

President Nixon suggested
that Gray was the unfortunate
victim of the Watergate con-
troversy.

In his statement, Nixon said:
“Because [asked my counsel,
John Dean, to conduct a
thorough investigation of
alleged involvement in the
Watergate episode, Director
Gray was asked to make FBI
reports available to Mr. Dean.

“His compliance with this
completely proper and
necessary request exposed Mr.
Gray to totally unfair innuendo
and suspicion and thereby
seriously tarnished his fine
record as acting director and
promising future at the
bureau."’

Nixon said he had asked Gray
to stay on until a successor is
approved by the Senate.

‘Wrong Man Cast
Adrift’ — Weicker

WASHINGTON (AP) — “The wrong man has been cast

adrift by the White House,”

Weicker, R-Conn.

says U.S. Sen. Lowell P.

Weicker was referring to the withdrawal by L. Patrick
Gray, of Stonington, of his name for consideration for
director of the Federal Bureau of Investigation.

Weicker wouldn't say who he
had in mind, but he has recently
called on White House chief of
staff H.R. Halderman to resign
because of his alleged

knowledge of ‘‘personnel and ,

policies'" behind the Watergate
bugging incident.

Weicker is on the Senate com-
mittee investigating the inci-
dent, and the freshman senator
has been conducting his own in-
vestigation.

Gray, of Stonington, Conn.,
announced Thursday he was
withdrawing his name because
the FBI “is entitled to perma-

nent leadership at the earliest
possible time."" Gray’s nomina-
tion has been held up in the
Senate Judiciary Committee
over the Watergate affair.

Weicker, who has been a
staunch supporter of Gray's,
said on hearing of the
withdrawal: ''I received this
news with a sense of deep
anger. The wrong man has been
cast adrift by the White House.

“It's a sad commentary on
the times when a man of Pat
Gray's caliber goes and others
of lesser caliber stay on in high
places."

Equalize Schools

The U.S. Supreme Court's ruling up-
holding the use of local property taxes
to finance public schools has, perhaps
predictably, beeh decried by a
number of educators.

‘““The yield of crops and the concen-
tration of wealth in individual com-
munities will continue to determine
the kind of education each child
receives,’’ says Allan M. West, acting
executive secretary of the National
Education Association.

“Thus the quality of education a
child receives depends in no small
part upon the accident of birth or
residence—the place a child’s parents
happen to live."”

This is essentially true, but it is also
true that a great many other things in
life also depend upon the accident of
birth, beginning with looks and basic
physical stamina — the kind of
parents one happens to ‘“‘choose.”

The question'is how far government
should attempt to level out the in-
equalities of life, and this seems to be

one thicket which the Supreme Court
wisely refrained from leaping into.

If it is properly within the domain of
the courts to equalize the financial
disparities between a state’s school
districts, what about the disparities
between the quality of police and fire
protection and other government ser-
vices in each community? Then there
is the larger question of educational
inequalities between the states
themselves.

As West points out, there'is nothing
in the decision to prevent the states
from reforming their own school
finance systems. Justice Lewis F.
Powell Jr., writing for the majority,
made clear that the court was not en-
dorsing the status quo,

This, and the fact that there have
been so many class-action suits on the
issue, not just the one in Texas on
which the court based its decision,
suggests that it is a very real problem
which the individual states must
sooner or later find ways of
remedying. '

Libbers And Food Prices

Shut Up and Play Watergate

Our furious Congressmen are
about to arrest the President or
somebody. That's because
nobody in the White House wills
talk to them about The
Watergate Scandal.

Thus the Nation is in the grips
of a Grave Constitutional
Crisis. An aroused public is
asking searching questions,
such as, ‘““What IS The
Watergate Scandal?"

Actually, to’understand The
Watergate Scandal, all you
need do is buy a set of the
exciting new fun game,
“"Watergate!" Once you have
read and comprehended the
simple rules, the whole thing
becomes crystal clear and you
will become a Well-Informed
Citizen.

First of all, Watergate! is
played by 4,371 players and two
dice — all 4373 of which
should be loaded.

The object of the game is to
get to the White House. Or, if
you are so inclined, simply to
get the White House.

The first players are a group
of Cuban refugees and ex-CIA
agents. They land on a square
marked Watergate! They land
there to get Larry O'Brien.
They hate Larry O’Brien
because he is a hippie.

Each of these players then
receives a card which reads:

*'Go to Jail. Go directly to Jail. »

Do not pass Go or any other in-
formation. Collect $10,000 a
year."

The other players then draw
cards and money. They draw
their money from a box
marked, ‘‘Stans.” There is lots
and lots of it. It is very clean
money. It has just come back
from a laundry in Mexico.

The cards the players draw
are most interesting. For
example, should you draw a
card reading, “‘Segretfi,'"! you
immediately — poof! — vanish.

Many of the cards force you
to leave the White House. The
card makes you
move to Chicago. And you can’t
talk. The “Mitchell'" card is a
bit better. With it you resign
from The Committee to Re-
elect the President Among
Other Things and become a rich
Wall Street lawyer. But your
wife’s name is Martha. So you
don't get to talk either.

In fact, only one player in the
whole game gets to talk. He's
the lucky one who draws the
“Zeigler" card. This entitles

him to say, "‘No comment,’" 16,
347 times.

A good card to draw is
“FBL'' This empowers you to
investigate crime. To in-
vestigate crime you go directly
to the White House. The players
there don't know anything
about crime. You are so
grateful you give all your secret
information about crime to
their attorney. He will keep
your secret because he, of
course, can't talk.

Sometimes the wrong cards
get mixed in. One might say,
‘““Remember to contribute
$300,000 the day after the elec-
tion. Receive either one Am-
bassadorship to Luxembourg or
one phone call entifling you to
get out of a Swiss jail free. But
such cards are from a similar,
but different, game.

This brings us to where you
draw your cards. You draw
your cards from the President.
The reason for this is Rule 246a,
It says: "“As long as nobody
talks, the President holds all
the cards,"

Once you have mastered
these simple rules, you will un-
derstand The Watergate Scan-
dal better than our
Congressmen now do — or,
most likely, ever will.

Unfortunately, pilot tests
show that 98.6 per cent of poten-
tial players become frustrated
and take up three-dimensional
chess instead.

With a well-informed public
critical in this hour of Grave
Constitutional Crisis, it's clear
that what this country
desperately needs is a return to
the simpler scandals of

Too Little, Too Late

WASHINGTON — Invoking
meat -controls with such
typically Nixonian stealth that
some high-ranking White House
aides were not consulted in ad-
vance, President Nixon now
confrofits a major new political
problem: a runaway Congress
ready to enact mandatory
wage-and price control far
tougher than he wanfs.

In the candid words of one
presidential assistant, the new
ceilings on beef, lamb and pork
may only further dramatize the
issue of food inflation, ‘“tossing
gasoline'' on congressional
fires already burning furiously
in favor of a stringent new con-
trols law.

Thus, Rep. Wilbur Mills of
Arkansas, a formidable critic
of the permissive Phase III con-
trols program, is now prepared
to use his great influence as
chairman of the House Ways
and Means Committee to force
House passage of an across-the-
board wage-and-price freeze
similar to the historic freeze of
Aug, 15, 1971,

Mills had strongly
recommended a total retail
food-price freeze to Secretary
of the Treasury George Shultz.
When Mr. Nixon bowed to the
angry public clamor against
soaring food prices by imposing
a ceiling severely limited to
meat, Mills was both surprised
and displeased. He had
expected a much broader
emergency program.

Accordingly, Mills is now
prepared to take the floor of the
House to fully support all
aspects (except an interest rate
ceiling) of an across-the-board

freeze that-Rep. Wright Pat-
man of Texas, chairman of the
House Banking Committee, will

" propose when he brings up the

bill extending presidential
wage price controls authority.

Moreover, Mr. Nixon's bold
appeal to the voters over the
head of Congress to back him in
the battle over vetoed spending
bills is also likely to stimulate
the same congressional de-
mand, particularly among the
Democratic majority, for a far
tougher controls law than the
White House wants. If such a
bill went to the White House
and were vetoed, the
Democrats could use that veto
as protection against voting for
higher domestic spending.

Even worse for the President
than these unwanted con-
gressional repercussions is the
mood widely shared among
politicians that Mr. Nixon is
just groping with, not coming to
grips with, the inflation crisis.

Some leading outside
economists, for example, were
certain that Mr. Nixon shifted
ground and trimmed his
emergency controls program at
the last minute. His economic
advice still comes mainly from
authors of the disastrous Phase
Il — led by economics czar
Shultz, a doctrinaire free-
marketeer who has always op-
posed controls. The decision is
perceived by the outside
economits as a sop to public de-
mand — too little, too late— by
an administration that isn’t
sure what to do.

This mood, moreover, may
explain the dramatic contrast
between Wall Street's tepid
reaction, the day after the meat
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decision, and the record rise in
stock prices on Aug. 16, 1971,
the day after Mr. Nixon's
across-the-hoard [reeze. The
probable interpretation: Wall
Street's money men, with vast
interests at stake in the anti-
inflation battle, were left whol-
ly unconvinced that the
President's meat decision will
help much.

Likewise, if the President’s
new_ceiling on meat was sup-
posed to appease AFL~CIO presi-
dent George Meany, as many
Demderats believed, it was a
failure. Meany's blast at the
White House for putting a
ceiling on meat at the highest
prices in history means one
thing: his potent lobby will be
turned loose for a total effort to
persuade the House to impose
stringent price controls.

Nor is there any
mathematical formula showing
that the new meat controls will
actually work. Packinghouse
operators now cannot bid for
choice cattle at higher prices,

which means cattle feeders’

cannot raise their prices to
compensate for rising, still un-
controlled feed costs. This
could actually reduce the supp-
ly of beef to the market, while
keeping prices at their current
peak, and lead to rationing,
black markets — or both.

In short, Mr. Nixon has taken
a high-risk political gamble
with a meat-controls program
that satisfied neither Congress,
consumers mnor most
economists. If the President
has restored credibility in his
Phase III anti-inflation
program, the evidence still lies
somewhere off in the future,

The Planning and Zoning
Commission met privately at

capabilities.

The PZC still has not dropped
the issue however, and is
waiting for test results to be
tompleted by town engineers
Griswold and Fuss,

The engineers inspected the
school’s septic system
Wednesday, and reportedly are

Tolland

going to be on the site again
today to review their findings.
The PZC hopes to have a deci-
sion before tonight's town
meeting,

The PZC's actions, taken
after Clifford Williams con-
tended the septic fields are
draining into Crandall's Pond,
the town recreation area, have
incensed several local officlals
including First Selectman
Erwin Stoetzner; Building
Committee chairmen; Robert
Smith, Dr. Kenneth MacKen-
zie, superintendent of schools;
James Cornish, School Board
chairman

Cornish says the same
number of pupils will be using
the school whether or not the
addition is constructed — if the
septic system is inadequate for
the addition it is inadequate for
the school at present.

The PZC took its action,
despite a certified approval of
the system by the State Health
Department. The original sep-
tic system was designed to ac-
commodate both the present
school and the second phase ad-
dition. The only reason the
school was built in two stages:
was the lack of sufficient town
bonding capacity at the time of
approval three years ago.

If the addition is approved
tonight, as anticipated, the
town can now proceed with
awarding the construction con-
tract, according to Smith.
Without the PZC approval,
state statutes would have
prohibited this action, delaying
the project.

Tonight's meeting will be
held at 8 pm. in the Hicks
Memorial School.

Firemen’s Proposed Pay
Draws Mixed Reception

Fire Department Chief Ron
Littell ran into mixed reactions
on his proposed budget for the
fire department which would
for the first time provide finan-
cial reimbursement to the
firemen.

The entire general govern-
ment budget was presented
during a hearing last night and
it generated more interest and
disagreement than Tuesday’s
hearing on the education
budget.

Taxpayers made it clear that
they expect federal revenue
sharing funds to be used to hold
down the tax rate, not to
purchase capital improvement
items,

Finance Board Chairman
Stewart Joslin agreed in prin-
cipal. The finance board has not
pinpointed particular items to
be purchased with federal
revenue sharing funds, opting
instead for listing the depart-
ment budgets which qualify for
the aid. The budget includes
$334,358 in this category to
which the $192,000 in available
revenue sharing funds could be
used.

As expected, the fire depart-
ment became the focal point of
last night’s hearing.

While no one questioned the
extent of service provided by
the volunteer firemen, many
were opposed to the $15,525
allocation which cover granting
a small pay or ‘expense
allowance for 50 firemen.

Inconsistancies developed in
the complaints however; Larry
Bresnahan, a constable, makes
$2.75 an hour. He “‘enjoys being
a cop” that's why he's a con-
stable. The firemen are
firemen because they like it
too, he added.

But Littell noted that if he

She meant the money that
Pierre S, du Pont had spent for
the purchase of a 1000-acre’
private estate in 1908 and the
money he later left in trust to
maintain and improve the gar-
dens for the enjoyment of the
general public.

The 50-cent charge is
quite new and must be due to
the inflated cost of everything,
including the wages of 200
employes.

New Exhibit Areas

One is a glass-roofed azalea
house which seems to occupy an
area formerly used as an
auditorium. The azaleas were
already in full bloom and we
had a view through the doorway
of a huge display of orchids.

The other new area was
divided into six or eight small
gardens, each assigned to a
landscape architect to design as
he saw fit. Some of the
architects, or their helpers,
were working there with
shovels or pruning shears get-
ting their ‘“‘example gardens,”
as these will be called, ready
for public showing.

Also new to us was a room
devoted to bonsai plants, not
yet open except that we could
look through the windows.
There will be 50 plants, in pots,
dwarfed and shaped in the
Japanese manner, and of many
varieties. The oldest plant, we
were told, has been growing in
the same pot for 160 years. The
youngest specimens considered
ready for exhibition have been
trained at least four years.

Espaliered fruit trees are
being shown, for the first time,
in a section of greenhouse that I
estimated was 20 feet high.
These are apples, peaches,
pears, and perhaps other fruits,
pruned to grow flat against a
wire screen. Thege will make
an attractive display when they
bloom in a few weeks and then
when the fruit forms and
ripens.

Cyclamen and Primrose

Accent plants were “several
small flowering crabapple
trees, no more than five feet
tall, in full bloom, and both blue
and white cineraria in'big tubs.

We missed the feature we had
seen before in the big conser-
vatory, a giant Norfolk Island
pine, which towered to the high
glass roof when we were at
Longwood about a year ago. It
was an out-sized specimen of a
plant we see in private homes
and public buildings, with
feathery horizontal branches of
small evergreen leaves. It must
have over-reached itself and
been removed.

In the tropical greenhouse

and in a palm house, two stories ,

high, there was the pleasant
splash of running water. In the
desert room we noted a jade
plant, which many of us have at
home in junior sizes. This old
boy was six feet tall with a
trunk eight inches through at
the base. The plant must also
have been six feet wide.

There were sweet peas on a
trellis 10 feet tall, close enough
50 you could lean over and sniff
their fragrance, and pansies in
pots that had been staked up so
they grew two feet tall.

Plans To Be Unveiled

For Kennedy

AMBRIDGE, Mass, (AP)—
Detailed plans for the $30
million Kennedy Memorial
Library complex will be an-
nounced May 29, the 56th an-
niversary of the birth of John F.
Kennedy, a Library Corp.
spokesman said Thursday.

Robert Fitzgerald, ‘a first
cousin of the former president,
said Library Corp. will spend
more than $20 million for the
library, bus depot, parking for
at least 1,000 cars and tax-
generating retail space.

Harvard University will
spend another $5 to $10 million
for buildings to house the
Kennedy Institute of Politics
and 150 faculty apartments,
Fitzgerald said.

Cambridge City Manager
John H. Corcoran and the Har-
vard Square Development Task
Force Wednesday announced
the beginning of a ‘‘formal
design review process’ for the
12.2 acre site.

The site was donated by the
state in 1966, but construction
has been delayed while the
former occupant of the site, the
Massachusetts Bay Transporta-
tion Authority, sought a new
location. Current plans call for
the MBTA to vacate the site
late this year or early in 1974.

Cambridge City Councilman
Francis Duehay has criticized
the site as “ill-planned” and
has said the library complex
could be “‘a national monument
or a national disgrace.”

Duehay, who is dean of ad-

One day Mrs. Fenn was going
to her mail box which was on
the other side of the road. Her
crow dove down from the barn
roof and began cawing excited-
ly and fluttering right in front
of Mrs, Fenn's face. He had
never acted like that before. It
was almost impossible for her
to proceed.

When she did get close
enough to see it, there was a
large rattlesnake at the base of
the mailbox post, Mr. Fenn
answered her call and dis-
patched the snake.

One time 0.C: killed a good
sized rattler in the forest where

he was working and left it
beside the road. On reaching
home, he: told his son, whose
kids (0.C.'s grandchildren) had
never seen a rattier, about it,

Since it was to be a long
evening of daylight and the dis-
tance not over ten or twelve
miles, he decided to drive down
to show it to the kiddies.

He tells that as they sat in the
car looking down at it stretched
out full length, they noticed the
head move a little and the
mouth open and shut. Their dad
pried the mouth open with a
couple of sticks and found that a
large beetle had crawled in and
was moving around enough to
cause the motion noted.

It seems that once a snake
starts to swallow something he
cannot reject it because his
teeth point inward slightly.
That, of course, is the teeth
they use on their food.

Poison fangs are different.
They lay back against the roof
of the mouth until the mouth is
opened wide so they become
practically straight up and
down. Then the fangs turn out
straight ahead and can be
driven in by a direct thrust,
They are hollow and inject the
venom like a doctor's hypoder-
mic needle,

A snake can swallow an
object much larger than its own
diameter because the lower jaw
becomes unhinged from the up-
per. After taking in a good meal
a snake is inclined to keep pret-
ty quiet until the object has
been reduced in size. That
doesn’t take very long. Snakes
must have very powerful
digestive juices because they do
not regurgitate anything the
way owls do to get rid of such
things as bones and hair that
they cannot digest.

0.C. came upon a black snake
that had a bunch at least twice
the diameter of its normal
body. It couldn't crawl fast
enough to get away if he had

wanted to catch it.

Some kinds of snakes lay eggs
in the sun to be hatched by it.
Others bear their young already
able to crawl away. There is no
truth in the story that young
snakes go into their mothers
mouths for safety. 0.C.
believes any snake will devour
any smaller snake it can catch.

Inventories
At New Point

WASHINGTON (AP) — A
government spokesman says
gasoline inventories have
dropped to their lowest point
this year and hinted of possible
shortages this summer if
refineries do nol increase
production.

Darrell M. Trent, acting
director of the president's Of-
fice of Emergency
Preparedness, Thursday said
gasoline inventories dropped to
212 million barrels and added
that U.S. refinery operations
last week dropped to 88.7 per
cent of capacity.

He said there is "‘an extreme-
ly tight inventory situation"
developing on the East Coast
and in Texas and Louisiana Gulf
Coast areas where gasoline
stocks last week were 15 per
cent below a year ago.

“If significant localized shor-
tages and market disruptions
are to be minimized, it is im-
perative that refineries in-
crease production to a level
closer to operating capacities
and to concentrate a larger
share of the yield to gasoline,”
he said.

Survey of Manchester's

from the present 22,276 square
feet to a needed 40,676 square
feet.

The Municipal Building

Tolland Okays
Addition To
School Plant

Plans for the $1.8 million Tolland Middle School addition
were unanimously approved by a 69-0 vote at last night's
town meeting — despite this week’s last minute confusion
over the school’s septic fields.

The addition is the first
school construction project to
receive taxpayer:approval in
the area during the past couple
of years.

The approval was granted
without discussion, and no
reference was made to the.
Planning and Zoning Commis-
sion (PCZ) disapproval of the
plans Monday night, or the sub-
sequent investigation of the
school’s leeching fields.

Additional leeching fields will
have to be installed at the
school, according to a verbal
report received from town
engineers Griswold and Fuss,
PZC Chairman Douglas Prior
said after the meeting. A
written report is expected by
the PZC next week.

The Board of Education will
award the construction con-
tract tot he J. S, Nasin Co. of
Willimantic, low bidders for the
construction of the 47,000-
square-fool addition. The low

bid was based on a square-foot
cost of $28,50, or $1,525,000, with
a 365-day completion date set.

The difference between the
bid cost and the $1.8 million
dollars is made up of architec-
tural and miscellaneous
expenses including a $70,000
contingency fee which will have
ta be tapped for the expansion
of the school’s-leeching fields.

Included in the addition are a
gym;. home economics, in-
dustrial arts, art and science
facilities as well as five
classrooms.

The schoal is currently over-
crowded with approximately
900 students enrolled in
facilities designed for 760. Next
year's incoming fourth grades
will add a net increase of about
50 youngsters to the current
enrollment,

It is hoped that four of the
five classrooms will be ready
for use by mid year to relieve
the overcrowding.

The people whose
business takes them to the
Town Hall should receive
primary consideration. Three
features of a Town Hall directly
concern the public,

"*First, there should be
adequate and accessible
parking facilities. Second,
departments should be designed
with areas where the public
may have easy access and may
be served effectively. And
third, department heads should
have private offices or con-
ference areas where individual
needs of the public can be
met." '

He concludes, ‘‘Manchester’s
present municipal facilities are,
generally speaking, deficient in
all these areas. It has long been
recognized that adequate
facilities produce an increase in
employe effectiveness, as well
as a more satisfied public."

Rockies
Blanketed
By Snow.

April snows piled up to 7 in-
ches .in the eastern. Rockies
today while rain over the Gulf
Coast states aggravate& an
already serious flood situation
in the lower Mississippi River
‘valley.

A flash-flood watch was
issued for Mississippi, where
floods already have caused an
estimated $120 million in-
damages ahd forced the
evacuation of 5,620 homes.

At St. Louis, the river crested
earlier than expected and the
pressure shifted downstream
from Arkansas to Louisiana.

Snow blanketed areas east of
the Continental Divide from the
Canadian ' border to northesn
Colorado and east into
Minnesota.

Twelve boycott organizers
from Massachusetts, New
Hampshire and Maine met
Friday in Woburn, Mass., and
called for reduced meat

purchases by consumers for the
rest of April and for a second
week-long boycott in May.

Mrs. Barbara Shuttleworth of
Vernon, Conn., organizer of
that state's boycott, called the
boycott a success but said it had
gone on long enough and hoped
it would not last past today.

In Garden City, Kan,, Don
Fender, manager of the
Farmland beef packing plant,
announced Friday it would
cease operations today and
probably be closed all next
week. He blamed the action on
the boycott and its disruption of
the market. It was the second
western Kansas packer to close
in 24 hours; the National Beef
Packing Co. in Liberal also
closed Friday,

An official of the Meat
Cutters Union in Boise, Idaho,
estimated 100 to 125 members
of his 700-member union were
laid off Friday.

Meat packing plants in Idaho
and Chicago reported either
layoffs or reduced work weeks.

Cattle trading was reported
generally light at Kansas City
and Wichita markets, with
some cattlemen predicting a
boycott by farmers on bringing
their stock to market.

NEW YORK (AP) — Gov. Thomas J. Meskill of Connec-
ticut, leading a delegation of 40 industrialists from his

state into New York City, has

urged corporations to leave

the city and relocate in what he called “‘the good life’" of

Connecticut.

A city official quickly
responded that life was good
enough here— and business was
better.

Meskill's public selling points
in the Friday visit included lack
of a state income tax in Connec-
ticut, the presence of an expan-
ding labor pool still running a 6
per cent unemployment rate
and the chance to work in what
he called ‘‘a good place to live
and raise a family."

The Republican governor
denied his arguments were an
attempt to ‘‘raid" the city, but
Ken Patton, Mayor John V.
Lindsay’s Economic Develop-
ment Administrator, didn’t
agree.

It does not serve much of a
purpose for neighbors to raid
neighbors and it might have an
adverse effect,” Patton" said.
His job is to attract business to

New York.

My kids are doing all right
living in the Park Slope section
of Brooklyn,” the city official
added, “'As for business, New
York City is the incubator of
business for the whole nation."”

Meskill was asked if his group
perhaps had "‘hinted”’ that New
York presented disadvantages

for living as he praised his own
slate.

‘““We don't feel hints are

necesary,’" he chuckled. “I'm

going to get out of town right
after this news conference.”

And, as Meskill drove along
the West Side Highway past
shabby buildings near the Hud-
son River waterfront, he asked:
‘‘How can anyone live here?"

Meskill, who hosted a
luncheon for 200 New York and
New Jersey corporation heads
before the news conference,
said they had “expressed an in-
terest in Connecticut in the
past” or had indicated they
were thinking of moving to
another state.

"“We don't want to effect a
change here, but if it does, we
want it to come to our state,”
Meskill said.

The governor said unemploy-
ment had dropped last year
from about 9 per cent to about 6
per cent in Connecticut, but he
added that 22,000 new jobs must
be created each year “just to
keep up with the present un-
employment rate."

He said he told the business
leaders that firms relocating in
his state reporied that the
‘absentee rate was less, the
rate of turnover was less, this
commutation time was less and
people were happier than prior
to the change.” ,

He said more than 35 ‘‘com-
panies of international stature"”
had relocated or announced

Meeting Set

WASHINGTON (AP) — With
the terms of the Wounded Knee
disarmament pact already in
dispute, militant Indian leader
Russell Means is to meet with
federal officials Sunday lo dis-
cuss treaty grievances.

Means, head of the American
Indian Movement, expressed
skepticism about the success of
the session with Leonard Gar-
ment, a special consultant to
the President, and other federal
officials.

“We will not, disarm until
such time we are assured their
actions, based on the govern-
ment negotiations, are
sincere," Means said on his
arrival here Friday.

This contradicted reports
that the six-point agreement
signed by Indian leaders and a
representative of the U.S. At-
torney General's office spelled
out exact terms of a disarma-
nent, o

The pact was said to require
that Indian militants leave
Wounded Knee in South
Dakdta; submit to arrest, and
be taken to Rapid City, S.D., for
arraignment as soon as word is
received that the Washington
meeting is underway.

The meeting with federal of-
ficials was postponed for 24
hours late Friday, according to
a spokesman of the National
Center for Dispute Settlements,
to work out minor details and
give all parties more time to
arrive in Washington. Original-
ly set for 9 a.m. today, it now is
scheduled for Sunday at 9 a.m.

Asked by reporters what he
will do if the negotiations fail,
Means replied: “I'm getting
back to Wounded Knee as fast
as I can before they massacre
us.”

Military Action
Option List
Given Nixon

WASHINGTON (AP) —
President Nixon asked for and
received from the Pentagon a
list of possible military actions

PUC For Rate

Increases

HARTFORD (AP)—Two Connecticut power companies,
blaming rising costs and a need to show a profit in order to
attract new capital, have filed for their second rate in-
crease in a little more than a year.

And a Hartford-based citizen
interest group, blaming the
companies’ own policies for
their need for more funds, plans
to continue its legal battle
against rate increases for the
two Northeast Utilities sub-
sidiaries.

The Connecticut Light &
Power Co. asked the state
Public Utilities Commission
Friday for a 5.9 per cent or §12
million boost in electric rates
and a 13.4 per cent or $5.1
million increase in gas rates,
The Hartford Electric Light Co.
asked at the same time for a
$3,796,000 increase in its
revenues that would mean a 3
per cent rise in its rates for
electric power,

Last year, HELCO was
awarded a 4.8 per cent increase
and CL&P was permitted an in-
crease of about 5.9 per cent.

The increases granted last
year have been hotly contested
by the Connecticut Citizen Ac-
tion Group, at first before the
commission and then in court.

The CCAG maintains the
companies' rate structures are
improper, that the companies
are wrong to charge advertising
costs to their operating budgets
and that the advertisements
create an artificially high de-
mand for power that con-
tributes to higher company
expenses. .

On Tuesday, Hartford Com-
mon Pleas Judge James F.
Collins rejected a motion filed
by the PUC and the companies
that would haye blocked further
CCAG legal action to reverse
last year's increase:

CCAG Chairman Toby
Moffett sald Friday night that
his group would fight the new
increase requests, either as an
issue separate from last year's
boosts or on the grounds that
they shouldn't be put into effect
until the challenge to last year's
hikes is permanently settled.

““We'll be there, one way or
another," Moffett said. *‘You
can count on that,"

HELCO and CL&P asked the
PUC Friday to let them put 50
per cent of their proposed in-
creases into effect immediate-
ly. They would refund the ad-
ditional money they collect if

the PUC eventually should turn
down their increase request,

The increase CL&P is
seeking would raise average
monthly residential electric
bills by amounts ranging from
65 cents to $1.04. Gas customers
using gas for heating and
cooking would pay an annual in-
crease of about §15.00.

The HELCO request, if
granted in full, would mean an
electric bill increase of 2.2
cents per day for customers
using 6,000 kilowatt hours$ of
electricity per year for lighting,
cooking and other uses. Elec-
tric heating customers using
20,000 kilowatt hours per year

would pay an annual increase of

$13.00.

The companies said in
statements issued Friday that
their new need for funds

resulted largely from the in-

creased cost of materials, new
construction programs to keep
pace with the demand for
power and the need to show a
healthy profit in order to at-
tract new capital.

Northeast Utilities had a 34
per cent rise in profits for the
year ending Feb. 28. A
spokesman said the profit rise
was nof really as large as it
seemed in light of minimal in-
creases in earnings two years
ago and uncertain years ahead.

Steele Proposes
