Tolland voters approved the revised charter yesterday
by 39 votes. Approximately 33 per cent of eligible voters
participated in the referendum which created a position of

town manager for Tolland.

Total votes cast in favor of the revision was 672, which
was above the necessary minimum of 15 per cent of the

town's electorate.
Folke Erickson, leader of a

. group opposed to the change,

said ‘‘they fought a good hard
fight — the people have
spoken.”” Charter Revision
Committee Chairman William
Summers III said that last night
was the end of a long work
process for his committee.

Kevin Cavanagh and Robert
Dumont, co-chairmen of the
Citizens for Charter Com-
mittee, gave credit for the ap-
proval to the Charter Revision
‘Committee and the voters, for
being *‘aware.” Cavanagh, an
active Democrat and Dumont,
former Republican selectman,
attributed the effectiveness of
their committee to the fact that
it was completely bi-partisan.
They expressed the hope that
the two parties working
together would carry over into
the new council.

Several changes will take
place once the grovisions of the
charter go into effect this fall.
The most obvious change is that
the chief executive officer of
the town will be the town
manager “who shall gerve at
the pleasure of the selectmen.”

All of the above appointments
shall be made on the basis of
merit and fitness. However,
any person holding a position as
of Nov. 1 who has served in that
position for at least one year
shall be retained without tests.

Counsel, Library Board, alter-
nates to the Planning and
Zoning Commission and the
Zoning Board of Appeals, direc-
tor of health, director of Civil

HARTFORD (AP) — A bill for a state commission to
control hospital costs, with the power to set rates and cut
budgets, cleared the Connecticut General Assembly

Wednesday.

Gov. Thomas J. Meskill hailed the passage. "I believe
the state can no longer sit idly by and watch, hospital
charges bring financial ruin to families,” he said.

The bill received final
legislative approval in the
Senate 284, after a lengthy
attempt by Democrats to
reduce the power of the com-
mission. .

Many of those who voted for
it expressed reluctance and
concern that the commission
might reduce the quality .of
health care. But they said the
escalating cost of medicine had
to be checked.

The 15-member cost commis-
sion will review the budgets of
Connecticut’s 36 private
_hospitals, nursing homes and
other private health facilities
beginging July 1, 1874,

Hogpitals must receive prior
approval for rate increases
greater than 6 per cent or
capital expenditures over $100,-
000. )

But the commission can only
delay for six months rate in-
creases between 2 and 6 per
cent and capital projects
between $25,000 and $100,000.
Lesser amounts do not need ap-
proval.

Nursing homes must receive
prior approval for any rate in-
crease over the 4 per cent a
year.

The commission will conduct
public hearings prior to gran-
ting rate increases, or ap-
proving annual budgets,

Democrats and one
Republican offered nine
amendments to the bill that
passed the House 119-27 last
week. Most of the amendments
were almed at the com-
mission's power to ‘“‘approve,
deny or modify" hospital
budgets.

Sen, - George Gunther, R-
Stratford, said the bill took a
“meat-ax’’ approach to the
problem of high hospital costs
and went beyond the concept of
controlling costs.

Sen. Joseph Fauliso, D-
Hartford, said the commission
could “‘strangle’” hospitals and
he called the bill "'punitive." He
voted for the f[inal bill,
however.

The House had earlier
amended the bill to give
hospitals full freedom in
transferring funds within the
operating budget. Thus, even if
the *‘commission ordered a
hospital to delete 50 nursing
positions, the hospital could
keep the positions, but would
have to cut an equivalent
amount from somewhere else
in its budget.

This amendment removed

“line-by-line" control over the '

budget, according to the bill's
father, Rep. Morris D, Cohen,
D-Bloomfield; a- dentist,

““At 'long last, the hospitals
must realize that the people—
and their elected represen-
tative im government—demand
efficlency as well as quality
care in our medical in-
stitutions,” Dr. Cohen said.

The Senate defeated
amendments to bring state
hospitals under the com-
mission’s authority and to
require hospitals to submit five-
year plans of development.

The cost of the commission
was estimated at $350,000 next
year and $560,000 the year after.
The commission would hire a
director, an assistant director,
clerks and cost accountants.

Sen. Ruth Truex, R-
Wethersfield, said she was
“serlously concerned’ about
the effects the commission
would have on the quality of
Connecticut's health care.

Her instinct was to vote
against the bill, she said, but
she said she would vote for it
because of runaway costs and
because hospitals have the
public at heart.

Her comments were
applauded by several senators.

Senators Louis Cutillo,
William Sullivan, James
Murphy Jr. and George
Gunther voted against the bill.

Four others were absent at
the time of the vote: Sens.
Wilber Smith, Harry Burke,
Joseph Dinielli and Philip
Costello Jr.

William B. Jones issued a
broadly . worded order
Wednesday enjoining Howard
Phillips, acting director, from
proceeding further with the ad-
ministration plan to phase out
the antipoverty agency.

munity Action Agencies will be
funded for their programs at
least through 1973."" The
Chicago action also was filed by
a union local that represents
OEQ employes.

The White House and the
OEO said they would have no
comment on the two decisions
until government attorneys
studied them.

Phillip R. Kete, president of
the government union local in

Washington, told an overflow
crowd of about 100 in the lobby
of OEO headquarters after
Jones issued his decision: “We
are proud to have fought, and
happy to have beaten, this
attemipt to violate the laws of
the United States."

He urged President Nixon to
replace what he called **Howie
Phillips and his wrecking
crew' with managers who will
carry out the Economic Oppor-
tunity Act as, he said, the union
members will. The crowd
cheered.

The suits in Washington and
Chicago raised an issue that has
agitated the capital for
months—the alleged usurpation
and denial by the executive
branch of government of
programs enacted by Congress
and presumably mandated by
the legislative branch to be
carried out.

The latest OEO renewal by
Congress, for example,
“'directs” that the agency con-
tinue into 1975. .

President Nixon, in his 1974
budget message last Jan. 29,
spelled out proposals to
transfer responsibiility for cer-
tain OEO functions to other
agencies.

Downtown Group

The Town of Manchester is
proceeding with plans to up-
grade the roadway, sidewalks,
and drainage of Purmell Pl
Town Manager Robert Welss
told the Mayor’s downtown Ac-
tion Committee this morning,
and hopefully the work will be
done this spring.

Weiss, noting that the town is
still doing engineering work for
the project, said the work will
probably include repaving of
the street, restoration of
sidewalks on the east side of the
street, installation of drainage
system, and reorganization of
the layout of the Purnell
Parking Lot.

The street needs total
reconstruction, Weiss said, but
funds are not available for a
complete job.

Democrat Leaders

Huddle To Work

Out Controls Bill

WASHINGTON (AP) — Facing almost certain defeat in
their drive for a tough price-rollback bill, House
Democratic leaders huddle today to seek a compromise or
a temporary extension of the existing economic-control

law.

Tentative agreement was
reached Wednesday on a 60-day
extension of the president’s dis-
cretionary control powers
which expire April 30.

That agreement was reached
after a Banking Committee
measure for stiff controls ran
into heavy opposition in the
House Rules Committee,

The Rules panel hearings
were recessed until next week,
leaving little time for final con-
gressional action on the bill
before the Easter recess star-
ting April 19 and extending to
April 30.

A 60-day extension of existing
law could be passed by the
House without Rules Com-
mittee clearance next Monday,
but it could not be amended.

The extension was designed
to give the Banking Committee
time to draft a new bill to soften
opposition from farmers,
cattlemen and some business

groups.

The original bill would roll
back prices, interest rates and
rents to Jan. 10, 1973, levels, It
is opposed by the Nixon ad-
ministration, which wants the
existing law extended.

Noting that his committee
had approved the rollback
measure by a 21-9 vote, Patman
said all House members should
be allowed to propose and
debate amendments if they
want to.

Without Rules Committee
clearance, he complained,
members ‘‘will be denied this
right."”

“'Controls are never an easy
solution,”” Patman said, citing
rising living costs and “the
averages of runaway inflation,"

He blamed President Nixon
for having ‘‘placed the nation in
an economic condition where it
must make such tough
decisions.”

Patman said “special con-
ditions should not be allowed to
rule congressional decisions.
Congress must have the
courage to rise above this."

Opening lead — Queen of
Hearts

West opened the queen of

hearts, and South won with the
ace. He returned the king of
diamonds, and West took the
ace.
West continued with the jack
of hearts and East overtook
with the king. East then exited
safely with a diamond and
South won in dumnmy with the
eight of diamonds.

Declarer needed the rest of
the tricks and therefore had to
hope that East held both black
kings. The problem was to take
two spade finesses and one club
finesse without getting out of
the dummy. Not an easy task.

Book Play Wins

It was easy for this declarer,
however, since he knew the
“book”’ play. He led the queen
of spades from dummy. East
played low and South played the
jack under dummy’s queen!

Declarer continued with dum-
my'’s ten of spades. East didn't
dare cover with the king, for
South would take the ace of
spades and get back to dummy
with the nine. When East
played a low spade, dummy’s
ten held the trick.

Now declarer could shift to
clubs, finessing with the queen.
This finesse worked also, and
South could safely claim the
rest of the tricks.

South would lose his game
contract if he failed to drop the
jack of spades under dummy’s
queen. He would then have to
win the second spade trick with
the jack and he would never get
back to dummy for a club
finesse.

Partner opens with one
heart, and the next player
pusses. You hold: Spades, 8-

What do you say?

Answer: Bid four hearts. This

Stern Heard
At Bushnell

By JOHN GRUBER

Isaac Stern just about filled
the Bushnell last evening,
appearing as soloist with the
Hartford Symphony as he has
done several times in the past.
He chose the long-winded
Tschalkowsky ‘violin concerto
to display his talents and did a
very fine job of it. Arthur
Winograd conducted, allowing
the orchestra to get a bit loud at

~ times.

This particular concerto is
one in which performers are
likely to scrape and force, and
in the past this has been one of
Mr. Stern's failings, but last
night he kept things within the
limits of his instrument, for the
most part, Perhaps as he gets
older he has less desire to stun
his hearers and more sympathy
for the intentions of the com-
poser.

In any event he played very
well and almost redeemed a
concerto that is prolix and
overblown. Technically it is
quite difficult, but performers
today surmount its problems
with apparent ease, so one now
goes to hear the music rather
than to observe an athletic per-
formance.

Mr. Stern played artistically
and the piece “‘arrived.” It is
too long, and no virtuoso can
overcome this fault, although
Mr. Stern almost managed to
make us forgive Tschaikowski
by his masterful handling of the
slow movement. There are

longer works, of course, but in

them the composer had more to
say.

Overture to ‘‘Benvenuto
Cellini"” by Berlioz, which went
well. Like the Tschaikowsky
work, it has little by way of
musical content, in fact even
less than the Russian work, but
mercifully it is much shorter.
Mr. Winograd and his cohorts
gave it a good performance,

I was interested in the
Beethoven Second Symphony
which comprised the remainder
of the program. It is rather
seldom heard, and I feel it is un-
duly neglected. There is a tradi-
tion that the even-numbered
Beethoven symphonies are of
less value than the odd ones but
there is little to back it up.

Perhaps it is because we
seldom hear the even-
numbered ones, but they seem
to have a spontaneity that is
lacking in the others, This par-
ticular symphony was com-
posed while the composer was
desperately in loye with the
Countess Giuciardi which was a
hopeless affalt since her father
refused to give his daughter to
an unknow musician of uncer-
tain fortune.

Itis a human symphony and
one which would be better liked
if it were better known. Mr.
Winograd endeavored to endow
it with traces of a later
Beethoven, and missed the in-
herent charm of the work in
many respects. Still it was
enjoyable and the orchestra
sounded well.

Congress Cries, Laughs
At Postal System

WASHINGTON — A diplomat
just back from a two year stint
in Ceylon recently remarked
that the pace of mail deliveries
in the U.S. didn’t bother him.
"‘After all,"" he explained, “in
Ceylon it took about six months
to receive a regular letter from
the United States,"

For many other Americans,
however, the speed — or lack of
it — of postal' deliveries has
become acutely aggravating.
Even Postmaster General

Elmer T. Klassen, in recent-

Congressional testimoney, ad-
mitted his agency has been so
“hell-bent’’ on cutting costs
that ‘‘we perhaps lost track of
~ services." .

Members of Congress are
being hard-pressed by their
constituents to force corrective
action upon the U.S. Postal Ser-
vice, a quasi-federal corpora-
tion which replaced the old Post
Office Department in August
1971 with the promise of better
service. Instead, by most ac-
counts, the service has
deteriorated badly.

“If we assume the Post Ser-
vice is doing the best it can,
there must be something wrong
with the system,"” said Senator
Wallace F. Bennett, (R-Utah).
The Utahan, who has asked the
Senate Post Office and Civil
Service Committee to come up
with solutions, chronicled some
of the complaints from unhappy
constituents. Several have said
their. airmail letters from the
East Coast take as long as a
week to arrive. A Salt Lake
City businessman wrote that an
airmail special delivery letter
from the West Coast took eight
days and that service' from
Chicago to Salt Lake “is taking
six to twelve days if we receive
our mail at all.”

One writer complained to

tor Bennett that “‘a person
own car could deliver
his own than the

postal service is doing.'’
California Senator Alan
Cranston (D-Calif.) in recent
testimony before the Senate
Committee, listed five “hasty
and ill-advised policy
decisions’” by the Postal Ser-
vice which he said has in many
areas “‘slowed mail delivery to
a crawl.”

The decisions according to
Cranston include: (1) a totally
unrealistic hiring freeze; (2) a
lop-heavy administration; (3)
good employes who “‘unwisely
were urged to retire early”; (4)
attempts to automate mail
handling with ‘‘untested
systems,’’ and (5) reduction of
mail service.

Cranston said more than 5,000
Californians have written him
during the last year to complain
about mail service. However, if
the Senator appears pessimistic
about the possibility of early
improvement, at least he hasn’t
lost his sense of humor over the
situation.

Something Good on the Hill

WASHINGTON — Something
good has come down from
Capitol Hill. It is the long over-
due vote for the House Banking
and Currency Committee for a
rollback of all prices, interest
rates and rents to the levels
prevailing on Jan. 10, the day
before President Nixon
deserted| the consumer by im-
posing his bloodless Phase III.

Phase III, if it escaped the
notice of some casual reader, in
effect permits the seller to
charge whatever prices the
traffic will bear. Predictably, it

has produced a new inflationary
surge which among other things
begat a national boycott of
meat,

Even members of Congress
don’t know what will happen to
the rollback provision of the bill
extending \the President's
authority to establish wage and
price controls until April 30,
1974. But if Congress suddenly
suffers an attack of sanity, the
amendment will be voled with a
minimum of foolishness.

The rollback is needed
because in the furor over high
food prices everybgdy seems to
have ignored l:g’ fact that
prices of practically everything
else have soared up into the
stratosphere. As a result, the
farmer has been unfairly cast
as inflation's No. 1 villain,

Consider some agriculture
Department figures: Prices for
all items consumers buy in-
creased 58 per cent from 1952 to
1972, but food prices went up
only 47 per cent. Wages during
that same 20-year period in-
creased much faster than food
prices and now are two and a
half times higher than in 1952.
Thus, the average family now
spends only 15.7 per cent of its
after-tax income for food, as
against 23 per cent in 1952, '

Such statistics of course do
not dilute my sympathy for
housewives like Mrs. Vincent
Ramundo of North Haledon,
N.J., and Mrs, Valeria Simo-
nian, another New Jersyan,
who spearheaded the meat
boycott in their area. Their

families have to eat to live, and
they understandably directed
their attack against food prices.

But the farmer has to live,
too, and he must find it curious
if not outrageous that so little
attention has been paid to the

items. Nobody, it would seem,
has organized a movement to
protest the high cost of the
equipment the farmer must
buy, nor the clothing for his
family. There have been no.
pickets assigned to automobile
plants or shoe stores or fur-
niture factories.

The response of the city
dweller generally is that the
farmer is rich, living off the
high_price of’ food. This is a
cruel myth. The average farmer
family's income last year was
under $6,800, which in New
York City, say, would be con-
sidered perilously close to the
poverty level, Even the big cor-
porate cattle producers are not
wallowing in ill-gained wealth;
most of them are netting less
than 8 per cent on their in-
vestments. And one study
showed that a typical small
Southwest rancher earned only
$327 after expenses last year.

In short, Phase III — and for
that matter, Phase II — have
been disasters for the whole
country. The farmer may have
benefitted from higher food
prices, but he has suffered
along with the rest of us working
stiffs from the spiraling cost of
other consumer items. At the
same time, the farmer only
now is recovering from more

.than a decade of low farm
prices.

Well, the buck stops at Presi-
dent Nixon. He has been guilty
of attempting to control infla-
tion by improvisation.
Detesting controls, he keeps
trying to wish away the high
cost of living. Now the
Democrats in Congress are
threatening to take the ball
away from him with their move
to roll all prices back to last
January, and if they succeed he
will have no one to blame but
himself. But the Democrats
will be only partial heroes- if
they fail also to address-
themselves to the high cost of

MINE'S EYE

MORGANTOWN, W. Va,
(AP) — To detect perilous con-
ditions and prevent mine dis-
aster, West Virginia University
has installed what is believed to
be the world's first electronic
monitor system for a coal mine.

The experimental system is
designed to summon miners
from their work places before
dangerous conditions produce
noticeable signs of crisis.

Technicians have Installed
sensors at strategic locations in
a mine operated by Eastern
Associated Coal Corp. near
Morgantown. The sensors are
connected through data relay
stations to the university’s engi-
neering sclences building,
where a computer analyzes the
sensors' findings and signals
any danger.

Save Girl

WENATCHEE, Wash, (AP)

kept nine-year-old Sandra Kim- |

ble alive for nearly a month
have done their job. Doctors
have started making grafts of
the youngster's own skin to get
her back on her feet.

Sandra, whose nightgown
caught fire from an_electric
heater on March 13, has been
recelving daily applications of
the skin of pigs under the super-
vision of -Dr. Ben Knecht and
physiotherapist Carmen
Bossenbrock at Deaconess
Hospital. The technique was
developed by Dr. Knecht in 1065
at the University of Iowa and
pioneered there.

Under the method, pigskin is
laid on the burned areas daily
after the old skin is washed
away. Doctors say it reduces'
the chance of infection,
prevents fluid loss, eases pain
and improves the appetite.

Sandra's pigskin dressings,
which cost more than $100 a
day, came from clean hides of
freshly killed swine flown from
the Burn Treatment Skin Bank
in Phoenix, Ariz.

The hides are treated so as to
be sterile, shaved and cut into
strips. Rolled over gauze, the
pigskin is packaged, sealed and
refrigerated.

Sandra needed about two and
a half rolls of pigskin every
other day. It had to be removed
within one to four days or the
child’'s body would have
rejected it with violent reac-
tion.

Dr. Knecht, who came to
Wenatchee a year ago, says the
first 48 hours are crucial in
guarding against ‘‘burn shock,”
and that’s when the pigskin
serves as a savior.

Sandra began receiving
grafts of her own skin on
various parts of her body on
Tuesday.

Goldwater
Sees Damage
In Bugging

BOSTON (AP) — Republican
candidates will lose all over the
country next year and the GOP
will be out of the White House
in 1876 unless President Nixon
acts now to clear up the
Watergate case, says Sen,
Barry Goldwater,

Further, the Arizona
Republican said in an interview
published by the Christian
Science Monitor, the damage
done to Nixon's image by the
case is drying up financial con-
tributions to the GOP.

Goldwater said that when he
urgd Nixon to speak out on the
situation, he was told by the
President, “I've already done
something.” The senator said
he was later told Nixon's staff
would testify before a grand
jury, *““which I don’t think is
e ’l!

“All of us who support Nixon
are going to be on the line in the
1974 election,” Goldwater said,
adding that he might not sup-
port the President if he found
out Nixon had known of the
bugging of Democrat

the GOP, the senator said he
has received ‘‘letters and calls
from Republican friends of
mine all around the country,
and they are saying ‘no more
money to the Republican
National Committee until this
(Watergate) is cleared up.”

Goldwater said now is the
time for Nixon to speak out on
Watergate.

‘*He has to,” he said. “Idon’t
want to see this man end his
term with something hanging
over him that will keep the
Republigans from electing
another president'’ because
people felt they couldn’t trust
Nixon.

The senator said he believes
Republicans can salvage their

* gituation, “if the President was
not involved,” and if his top
aides were not involved.

Of Valuable Art

PARIS (AP) — Pablo
Picasso’s family announced
today that it is giving the ar-
tist’'s immensely valuable
collection of paintings by his
contemporaries to the French
nation.

The gift, announced by the
family’s Paris attorney, Roland
Dumas, does not include the
enormous collection of works
by Picasso which the artist
never sold.

Art dealers are fearful that
the market value of Picasso’s
work will collapse if the family
is forced to sell off a substantial
number of these paintings to
pay inheritance taxes on the
rest of his large fortune.

The collection being given to
the nation is in the villa at
Mougins, on the French
Riviera, where Picasso died
April 8 at the age of 91.

It includes paintings by
Matisse, Modigliani, Dufy,
Braque, Rousseau and others,
and most have never been seen
by the public.

"They are pictures which he
had purchased since the begin-
ning of the century and are
works of the greatest painters
of the modern period,”” Dumas
said.

He added that the only condi-
tion attached to the donation
was that the pictures should
hang together on exhibit in the
Louvre.

Picasso’s legitimate son,
Paulo, confirmed that his
father left no will. In addition to
his widow, Jacqueline, and
Paulo, the artist is survived by
two illegitimate daughters and
an illegitimate son, and a legal
battle may have to be fought
through the French courts to
determine the division of the es-
tate,

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Death Penalty Bill
Passed By House

HARTFORD (AP) — The
Connecticut House of Represen-
tatives has moved to
reestablish capital punishment
in the state despite questions of
the bill's-constitutionality and
criticism-that death was an in-
effective way tp reduce crime,

A bill that would make death
mandatory, barring
extennating circumstances, for
six specific crimes cleared the
house Wednesday on a vote of
83-49 following more than three
hours of debate. It now goes to
the Senate,

Fewer than half of the
members listened to all of the
arguments for and against the
bill, and the several proposed
amendments that were struck
down.

One of the amendments
would have required the gover-
nor to throw the switch that ac-
tivated the electric chair when
an execution was committed.

The amendment was offered
by Rep. Irving Stolberg, D-New
Haven, who was the strongest
opponent of reinstituting
capital punishment,

The amendment was ruled
frivolous and out of order by
House Speaker Francis J.
Collins, R-Brookfield, whose
ruling was upheld by a majority
of the house.

USDA Experts Use

The same fate befell another
of Stolberg's amendments that
would have opened all
executions to the public and
permitted them to be televised.

The closest vote on an amend-
ment came on a Stolberg
proposal to strike the proposed
bill and ingtead eliminate
capital punishments where it
still exists in the statutes,

Several representatives said

"the amendment provided the

day's only true chance to vote
on whether Connecticut should
have a death penalty.

The vote was 76-57 against the
amendment with 18 members
absent. Nineteen were absent
when the final vote was taken.

The House also defeated an
amendment that would have
had the bill take effect July 1,
1976 instead of Oct. 1 this year,

Stolberg was one of several
members who questioned
whether the bill, as written,
would be constitutional. He said
most of the mitigating factors
present in the bill, which would
allow a person convicted of a
capital offense to escape the
death penalty, made the penal-
ty discretionary.

A judge or jury at a post-
trialsentencing hearing would
have to decide if any of the
mitigating factors was present,

Protein Basis
For Cost Analysis

WASHINGTON (AP) — Let's
say you have a choice between
a sizzling porterhouse or a ser-
ving of dry beans. Would your
selection be influenced if you
had to pay for it—and you knew
the beans cost a 10th as much
and had the same nutritional
value?

Experts from the U.S.
Department of
Agriculture—wary of such
ticklish items as food controls
and meat boycotts— didn't pose
the problem exactly that way
today. But that's the way it
came out,

What the USDA experts did
was to put out some advice on
how to stretch the food dollar
for protéin-rich, body-building
foods necessary in family nutri-
tion. They very carefully
avoided any recommendations.

Measured in terms of
February grocery prices, a six-
cent serving of dry beans will
provide the same amount of
protein as 66 cents worth of
porterhouse steak or 67 cents
worth of lamb chops, the
experts said.

Further, according to the
USDA cost figures, when it
comes strictly to meat and
poultry, the best buys for
protein-eonscious shoppers are
whole chicken and hamburger.

Free Tuition
For Veterans
Advocated

HARTFORD (AP) — Connec-
ticut Atty. Gen. Robert Killian
Wednesday' called on the
General Assembly approve a
bill providing free tuition at any
state institution of higher lear-
ning for Vietnam veterans,

Killian criticized Gov.
Thomas J. Meskill for vetoing a

"similar proposal last year,

saying the measure would
create a special class of citizen.

“In my judgement, these are
a special and most deserving
class, and, like veterans of
other wars, they have a right to
be so treated,” Killian said in
an address to the Hartford
County Medical Association.

Killian also called for
legislative approval of a
p to create a veterans
affairs office to coordinate
state employment and
educational efforts for
veterans.

“As I see it, the General
Assembly should act at this ses-
sion to adopt these proposals on
the basis of the best estimates
available, with the understan-
ding that this is a prudent in-
vestment in human resources
that will enrich the life of our
society by many times the
cost,” Killian said.

Killian told the physicians he

assistance for their educations
from the GI Bill

““One way to determine good
buys among meats and meat
alternates is to compare the
costs of amounts ... that
provide equal protein,” the
Agricultural Research Service
said in a report.

Twenty grams of protein, for
example, is about one-third of
the recommended daily
allowance for a 20-year-old
man. A three-ounce serving of
cooked lean beef, pork, lamb,
veal, turkey or fish provides
about 20 grams of protein or
more.

On a 20-gram basis, the
protein-cost rating of bacon, for
example, is 63 cents; hot dogs
35 cents and bologna 47 cents.

Some other ratings on this
20gram protein scale: peanut
butter 12 cents; milk and eggs
18; beef liver; turkey and
canned sardines 20; liverwurst
34 and veal cutlets 63.

One pound of beans, accor-
ding to the Burea of Labor
Statistics, cost 26 cents in
February. Translated, that
meant that 20 grams of bean
protein cost 6 cents.

By comparison, porterhouse
steak cost $1.97 a pound, or 66
cents for 20 grams of protein.

The highest-priced meat on
the scale was lamb chops at
$2.18 per pound for a 20-gram
protein cost of 67 cents,

New Pollution Standards

‘WASHINGTON (AP) — En-
vironmental Protection Ad-

‘ministrator William D,

‘ has granted a
one-year extenglon of the 1975
antipollution standards for

| automoblles, but established in-

terim standards requiring some
use of new antipollution
devices,

Ruckelshaus set interim stan-
dards which, he said, would
require the use of “catalytic
converters” on all domestic
automobiles sold in California
in 1975.

A somewhat less strict stan-
dard was set for the rest of the
nation and Ruckelshaus said it
“will likely result in some
catalysts used on some models
nationwide by 1975."

In Detroit, General Motors
said it was "disappointed and
dismayed’’ by the ruling.

“‘While the 1975 standards, as
originally established, have
been delayed for a year, the in-
terim standards will be most
difficult to attain and may well
require the use of catalytic con-
verters nationally,"” GM board
chairman Richard Gerstenberg
said in a statement. He sald the
company intended to study the
decision and ‘“‘determine the
best course of action from the
standpoint of the consumer and
the environment,”

There was no immediate
comment on the ruling from the
other major auto manufac-
turers, who last year asked for
a one-year extension.

The United Auto Workers this
week joined in-the plea, saying
the union feared for the health
of the avto industry.

Rv: " elshaus said he believed
" « the “oxidation catalyst’ —
the antipollution device on
which the U.S. auto industry
has been working — could do
the job and must be used if the
legal requirement for a 90 per
cent reduction of auto
emissions is to be achieved.

He sald the purpose of his in-
terim standards was to ‘‘phase
in"' the use of catalysts.

The 90 per cent emission
reduction, originally scheduled
for 1975-model cars, now must
be achieved by the 1976 models.
The present law permits no
further extension.

The original standards would
have limited hydrocarbon
emissions to 0.41 grams per
mile compared with the 3.0
grams permitted in 1974.

Instead, Ruckelshaus has now
set the 1975 standard at 15
grams, exactly half the 1974
level, and he set a separate
standard of 0.9 grams per mile
for California in 1975.

The original standard for car-
bon monoxide would have been
3.4 grams per mile in 1975, com-
pared with 28.0 grams in 1974.

The interim standard, in-
stead, will be 15 grams in 1975
nationwide and 9.0 grams in
California. :

The interim standards are
somewhat tougher than those
proposed, in general, by auto
companies who sought the one-
year delay.

In making the announcement,
Ruckelshaus said, “‘this is a
terribly complex and important
decision that involves the whole
mix of our nation’s struggle for
a cleaner environment,

“Involved are billlons of
dollars, hundreds of thousands
of jobs, the single most impor-
tant segment of our economy,
the largest aggregate man-
made contributor to air pollu-
tion and the ambivalence of the
American public’s intensive
drive for healthy air and ap-
parently insatiable appetite for
fast, efficlent, and convenient
automobiles."

Ruckelshaus 'said because of

the potential disruption of
society involved in attempting
to apply the catalyst technology
across all car lines in one year,
“I belleve it is the better part of
wisdom to phase In the
catalyst.”

SLRB Nullifies

Parity Clause

HARTFORD (AP)— A parity
clause in the contract between
New London’s firemen and the
city was nullified Wednesday by
the state Board of Labor
Relations. Y

The board, in a 16-page deci-
sion, said the parity clause in-
fringed on the collective
bargaining rights of the city’s
policemen,

The parity clause, which in-
sured that firemen would get
the same minimum benefits
negotiated by the policemen in
their contract bargaining with
the city, had been the object of
an appeal to the board by New
London Police Local 724.

The board struck down the
contract provision, ordered the
city to remove it from the
existing contract and forbid the
city from entering into future
parity agreements. It also
noted that there were similar
parity provisions in contracts
between 13 other cities and
their police and firemen,

The decision said the parity
clause meant that the police
negotiators were carrying a
‘*double load’' in their
bargaining with the city.

“In effect, they would be
negotiating for the firemen a8
well as for their own
members,” the board ruled.

The board's ruling may be
appealed to the courts, but a
spokesman for the city said no
decision had been made on an

appeal.

No Parity Clause
In Town Contracts

There is no formal parity
clause in Town of Manchester
contracts with police or
firemen, Town Manager Robert
Weiss said today, noting a State
Labor Relations Board ruling
which nullified such a clause in
a contract between New Lon-
don’s firemen and that city.

“We have informally main-
tained parity, however,"” Weiss
said, ‘‘although it's not written
into our contracts."

A parity, or equal treatment,
clause guarantees that firemen
get the same pay and benefits
as policemen, Weiss noted that
firemen regularly seek to in-
clude a parity clause in their
contract with the town.

GOP Directors Feel

Tax Rate Can Be Cut

The Republican members of
the Manchester Board of Direc-
tors, in a joint statement today,
said they believe it is ‘‘feasible
that the tax rate of the town can
be cut.”

The nine-member board is
conducting workshop sessions
on Town Manager Robert
Weiss' tentative budgets. Weiss
is recommending a 2-mill in-
crease in the General Fund tax
rate and a 0.29-mill increase in
the Town Fire District tax rate.

Soon after Weiss released his
tentative budgets, Mayor John
Thompson stated it is his goal,
and that of the entire Board of
Directors, ‘‘to hold the tax line
in 1973-74."

The statement by the minori-
ty Republicans (James Farr,
Vivian Ferguson and Charles
McKenzie) reads:

“In view of the expected sub-
stantial increase in revenue
sharing funds, plus the increase
in the Grand List, and an
expected sizable surplus from
last year's town budget, the
minority members feel strong-
ly that an in-depth study of the
proposed budget may very well
enable the board to meet the
requirements of all town
budgets and effect a saving to
the taxpayer."

None of the three
Republicans would comment on
the extent of the tax cut they
say is feasible. They said they
will know more after the
board’s budget workshops are
ended.

An audit of the town's 1971-72

fiscal year, released Monday,
shows about $340,000 in unem-
cumbered 1971-72 cash surplus
available. Also available is
about $500,000 in added tax
revenue from a Grand List up
about 4 per cent, and about $1
million in available and an-
ticipated revenue sharing funds
for the 1973-74 fiscal year. Still
to be determined is a posssible
surplus in the current fiscal
year, which ends June 30.

The battle cry for continued
meat boycotts was sounded
Wednesday as 150 women, all
boycott leaders, met on Capitol
Hill as the National Consumers
Congress.

“I really think the consumer
movement started here today,”
said congress chairman Betty
Furness, New York City’s com-
missioner of consumer affairs,

The group immediately
called for two meatless days
each week and designated May
5 as a national day of protest
against high food prices with
demonstrations scheduled
across the country.

The women also called for the
resignation of Agriculture
Secretary Earl Butz and urged
the administration to affect a
““major rollback of food
prices." .In addition, they
passed a resolution demanding
that the President reduce
exports of scarce foods and

take action to spur domestic '

food production and food im-
ports.

In Chicago, the president of
the American Meat Institute
said that a rollback in food
prices would produce one of the
worst meat shortages in the
nation’s history.

Herrell DeGraff said a
rollback to the Jan. 10 level
would cost the livestock and
meat industries $1.25 billion,
and would produce only short-
term benefits for consumers.

But, he said, the industry's
ability to provide meat would
be curtailed resulting "‘in the
most serious meat shortage
ever, with a return to meat
rationing and black markets."

The boycott laaders beat
down a proposal td endorse a
congressional bill which would
roll back food and all other
prices to Jan. 10, 1973, levels.
One woman argued that the
legislation does not go far
enough to lower prices.

Region StudyProposed
To Prevent ‘Red Tide’

BOSTON (AP) — A regional
organization has been proposed
to deal in an organized way with
any future outbreaks of the
“red tide’’ along the New
England coast.

A special committee appointed

by Massachusetts Public
Health Commissioner William
J. Bicknell said in a
preliminary report that the Bay
State take the lead in dealing
with the problesh.

The committee was ap-
pointed after the red tide algae,
which secretes toxins which
contaminate - shellfish, forced
the closing of shellfish
harvesting from Maine to Long

Island Sound last September,

The committee report
recommended that an eight-
member committee of sclen-
tists and public health experts
to develop a coordinated
program should the algae strike
again. The committee would be
headed by a full-time officlal
paid $25,000 a year.

The report also called for 25
monitoring stations throughout
New England to check
periodically the toxic level of
shellfish, improved testing and
research facilities and 24-hour
policing of contaminated areas
and tighter inspection of
shellfish outlets.

-Manchester?

(Fourth Senatorial District)

I have often been asked
"“What is the toughest part of
tour Job in the Senate?'’ There

only one answer and that is
time. There simply is not
epough time available In a day
to do everything that should be
done that day.

Besides the obvious Senate
sesgions (all of which require
thought and research on the
bills to be voted on) and com-
mittee meetings (which often
require hours of attendance to
do minutes of work), there are
innumerable requests for infor-
mation from groups or In-
dividuals and, of course,
paperwork.

I thought it would be in-

" teresting to keep track of my in-

coming mail for a typical week,
the last week in March.

I found 168 total com-
munications, ranging from a
postcard saying “VOTE YES
ON S.B. 714" to a 50-page report
on state finances published by
the Connecticut Public Expen-
diture Council.

The greatest volume by
~weight provided data on issues
with 12 reports received from
the legislative staff and 33 from
various special interest groups.
The largest humber of
separate items were 91 per-
sonal expressions _of opinion
from residents within my dis-
trict, mostly cards and letters
with a few telegrams mixed in.
I really don’t understand why
anyone would send me a
telegram gince a letter is more

< personal and readable, and a

telephone call i8'quicker — and
either’Is less expensive than a
telegram. I guess some people
think of a telegram as being
more impressive — I don’t.

Perhaps that is an indiosyn-
cracy of mine. If so, it is
because two years ago I
received a large number of
telegrams asking me to vote for
a particular bill. I really
couldn’t understand why 1
should in that particular case,
so I called several of the names
to get further information. The
people-I called had no idea of
what I was talking about and it
turned out that an organization
had ordered the telegrams and
signed the names of its
members to it.

“These are \ittle bo
and girls dressed

I suppose this amounts to
stepping on the toes of Western
Union and those of you who
have sent me telegrams. I cer-
tainly don't mean to offend
anyone — if T have you can let
me know — please feel free to
write or call.

There was also 15 personal
expressions of opinion from out-
side of my district, people who
are writing to the entire
membership of committees. I
presume these people have no
particular interest in me so I do
not write back; however, many
of their letters are very helpful,
particularly when they concern
localized matters which I would
not normally know of.

Last, there were 17 having to
do with scheduling, primarily
notices of meetings or In-
vitations.

All of this amounts to 24 com-
munications each day of a
seven-day week, almost all of
which should be read and most
should be responded to in one
way or another.

Incidentally, most of us have
bought this idea that the public
is apathetic but almost one hun-
dred letters a week from my.
small area of Connecticut
would indicate that this is not
true, and it isn’t true in my
experience, Also, I find almost
everyone who writes me to be
honest, understanding, and
sincere.

In my three years in the
Senate I have only had a dozen
or so communications that
were full of outright lies ar
really “unreasonable and
abusive.

I do remember getting one
letter that was so vicious that I
just didn’t know what to do with
it. I brought it into the Senate
and asked one of our more
experienced senators how one
would respond to such garbage.
He read it and suggested I send
it back from whence it came
with a note attached saying,
“Thought you would like to see
what some nut is sending out
over your signature.”

I would like to think I have
learned something from about
everyone I have ever met and
that was a real gem. The author
of that response is no longer in
the senate, however.
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Labor Man in Cabinet
Finds Old Friends Irked

WASHINGTON (AP(— In of-
fice less than three months,
Labor Secretary Peter J. Bren-
nan is finding it tough for a un-
ion man to serve in the Nixon
Cabinet and keep his. former
labor associates happy.

Brennan ran into trouble
Tuesday following his first
appearance to discuss legisla-
tion at a congressional hearing,
presenting the administration’s
proposals for increasing the
minimum wage. Labor leaders
accused him of selling out to the
White House.

““We are not surprised at the
administration’s position,”
snapped AFL-CIO President
George Meany. '‘We are
aghast, however, that Brennan
has so completely abandoned
the trade-union principles he es-
poused for all of his life before
coming to Washington."

President Nixon tapped Bren-
nan, a Democrat and
“hardhat” leader of New York
building-trade unions for the
past 15 years, to be his labor
secretary last November. The
union leader supported Nixon's
re-election,

At the time, most labor
leaders praised Nixon’s choice
of Brennan, the first trade-
union official appointed to the
labor post since President
Eisenhower picked Martin
Durkin, president of the
Plumber's Union, in 1953.
Meany hailed Brennan as "‘a
very good choice. He'll make a
very fine secretary of labor."

Meany’'s stinging criticism
followed Brennan's testimony
before the House Labor sub-
committee in which he
proposed that the  minimum

. wage be increased from $1.60

an hour to $2.30 over a three-
year period. Included was a
request for a lower wage for
teen-age workers, something
Brennan opposed in his confir-
mation hearings.

"1 don't consider this your
proposal,’’. said subcommittee
Chairman John H. Dent, D-Pa.,
“but that of an administration
that shows little concern for
those who need it most."

Brennan explained later at a
meeting of the national meat-
cutters union that the proposal
is a compromise effort by the
administration to get a
minimum-wage-increase bill
passed this year.

Y"ls‘l\e'\r
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The youth-differential issue
blocked an increase last year
when the House approved a bill
containing one and the Senate
passed a bill without it. Efforts
at a compromise failed.

In a rambling, often-
defensive speech to the
butchers, the labor secretary
indicated that while he did not
approve of the administration's
position on the issue he had to
go along.

Brennan said he took the job

*"to bring the voice of labor into
the Cabinet.

‘‘But when you get on a team
you have to play with the

team,” he said, quickly adding ' |P

that ‘it doesn’t mean you have
to double-cross your friends.”
But Meany asserted that
Brennan—*‘‘this life-long union
man'—was following ‘‘the dis-
credited line of the United
States Chamber of Commerce”
on the minimum-wage issue.

Congressman Reinstitutes
WWII-Style Victory Garden

SPRINGFIELD, Md. (AP) —
Rep. Silvio O. Conte dug up part
of his back yard in this
Washington suburb today to
lant a vegetable garden. He
called it an ‘‘anti-inflation
cultivation."”

The Sl-year-old
Massachusetts Republican sald
he was protesting the
government’s $4 blllion farm

subsidy program that pays
farmers not to plant crops.
Conte also said he hopes his
example will encourage others
to do the same in an effort to
bring down produce prices.

“'If people across the country
will do this, it can be very effec-
tive,”” he said. ‘'It worked
during World War II with the
victory gardens. It can work
again.”

Conte said he put in lettuce,
radishes and onions last
weekend and was digging up
more ground to sow string
beans, garlic, pepper and
tomato plants.

MIDDLETOWN (AP) —
James Pardue, 25, charged by
the state with robbery with
violence in a $26,000 Danbury
bank robbery in 1970, has been
transferred from the state jail
in New Haven to the state Men-
tal Health Department's
Security Treatment Center,
Deputy State Correction Com-
migsioner Raymond Lopes said
Wednesday.

For F_ederal School Aid

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sen.
Claiborne Pell proposed a new
federal aid plan for the nation's
public schools as an alternative
to President Nixon's special
revenue sharing for education.

The plan suggested by Pell,
chairman of the Senate educa-
tion subcommittee, includes
extension of (wo major aid
programs; per-pupil grants to
school districts; property-tax
rebates, and incentives to
states that equalize expen-
ditures among districts.

Pell said in a prepared Senate
speech that the Nixon proposal
*‘is simply a less attractive ver-
sion of the education-revenue-
sharing bill we found so unat-
tractive in the last Congress.”

The Rhode Island Democrat 3

predicted there would be little
support for the new administra-
tion measure but promised his
panel would give it a fair
hearing.

Pell's alternative package
would include these features:

—A four-year extension of
present major federal aid
programs including the
Elementary and Secondary
Education Act and aid for areas
with concentrations of federal
employes. But he said these
might well be revised as the
subcommittee works on the
bill.

—A new general aid program
of $100 paid to school districts
for each child enrolled in a
school, plus $25 per child for
those whose family income is
less than $4,000, roughly the
poverty level for a family of
four. This would not start until
1976.

—Federal payments of up to
10 per cent of a state’s aid-to-
education program if the state
adopts plans to equalize educa-
tion expenditures among school
districts. This would begin in
1977.

—A new plan of rebates to.

homeowners and renters for a
portion of their local property
taxes, beginning in 1976,

—A sharp reduction in the
level of authorizations for
federal education programs.
The administration has been
spending far less than -the
authorizations.

The rebate on property taxes

that exceeded five per cent of
his income. This would apply to
a homeowner who paid the tax
directly or to a renter who paid
it indirectly.

After the first year, states
would have to continue the
rebates with Washington paying
one-third of the cost.

Nixon's special revenue-
sharing proposal would fold into

block grants to the states
several of the present major
categorical programs including
much of the Elementary and
Secondary Education Act, the
biggest federal aid program.

It would make available $2.7
billion next fiscal year com-
pared to about $3 billion allotted
for the separate programs in
the current year.

British Reject
Death Penalty

LONDON (AP) — British
legislators firmly rejected
today a bid to re-introduce
capital punishmerit.

The death penalty for murder
was abolished in 1965. In a vote
for nonparty lines in the House
of Commons, members decided
by 320-178 that there was no
good case to bring back the
hangman's noose or any alter-
native method.

Campaigners for the return of

-the hangman's noose claim that

guerrillas in Northern Ireland
can kill police officers and
British soldiers fighting the in-
surrection there with little
chance of being executed if they
are captured.

Opponents of hanging claim
the death penalty is barbaric
and point to past hanging where
“‘mistakes’’ may have been
made and innocent people

& executed.

Use of revenue sharing funds
dominated the Board of
Selectmen meeting. Tuesday
night, Selectman Charles
Thifault has continuously
charged First Selectman Erwin
Stoetzner with misleading
townspeople by "saying the
revenue sharing funds cannot
be used simply to reduce taxes.

Stoetzner disputes this, and
cited a recent court decision in
which a town was forced to pay
a 110% penalty for improper
use of funds. According to the
first selectman, the funds must
be used for capital im-
provements in specific areas.

Problems with new carpet at

Nathan Hale, Robertson, and

-Keeney St. Schools, and the
Town Building Committee’s
acceptance date for the Nathan
Hale School addition will be the
subjects of arbitration between
the Town of Manchester and
Bartlett-Brainard & Eacott
Inc., the general contractor for
the school projects.

Members of the Town
Building Committee (TBC)
held a special meeting Tuesday
night with representatives of
the general contractor, and ap-
parently no progress was made
toward settlement of the carpet
problem. *‘'‘They wouldn't
budge,” TBC Chairman Paul
Phillips explained, saying that
the matter will be referred to
Town Counsel David Barry for
legal action.

“They (Bartlett-Brainard &
Eacott) have been very un-
cooperative all the way through
the school renovation and addi-
tion projects,” Phillips said.
Phillips said he could not recall
any other school projects where
there have been such dis-
agreements with a contractor,

Paul Hawley, vice president
of Bartlett-Brainard & Eacott,
said the disagreement is over
terminology, and his firm “is
not trying to agitate the town."

The carpet problem at the
three schools involves the lack
of a slatic-control fiber which
was called for in the contract
specifications. The TBC is
holding the general contractor
responsible for installation of
the wrong carpet, which cost
approximately $3,000 less than
the specified carpet, according
to architect Richard Mankey.

The contractor claims he was
relieved of the responsibility to
provide static control carpet by
a letter from the architect.
Town Counsel Barry - told the
TBC that, in his opinion, the
architect's letter didn't change
the contract specifications.

TBC members have dis-
cussed several alternatives as
solutions to the carpet problem,

the contractor replace the
carpet; an adjustment of the
contract price to reflect the
lower-cost carpet installed; or
installation of humidifiers at

Mankey told the TBC |

Tuesday night that installation
of humidifiers at just Robert-
son School — where there have
been complaints about elec-
trical shocks received as a
result of the carpet — would
cost about $15,000.

After hearing the alternatives
suggested by the TBC, Hawley
indicated Tuesday night that his
firm would not take any correc-
tive action, according to
Phillips.

The matter of the acceptance ‘

date for the addition to Nathan
Hale School involves the date
for the start of a one-year
guarantee of the work.

addition, but Hawley said there
is “‘no way"' that date can be
accepted by the contractor.

Mid-Air Crash
Kills 16 Men

MOUNTAIN VIEW, Calif,
(AP) — “The flames were 30 to
40 feet in the air and the
wreckage was covered . with
black smoke. There was no way
to get in there.”

Fireman Ron Kimball was
describing the scene after a
National Aeronautics and Space
Administration plane and a
Navy aircraft collided in flight,
plummeted onto a golf course in
piggyback fashion, exploded
and burned. Sixteen men
aboard the planes died; one was
critically injured,

““The one plane just set down
on top of the other," said David
Frame, 25, who was working on
the Sunnyvale Municipal Golf
Course when the planes crashed

Thursday. None of the golfers
or employes on the course was
hurt.

The Navy Iimmediately
named a board of investigation
to try to learn why the two four-
engine planes wére so close
while approaching the Navy's
Moffett Field, less than a half
mile away. Both aircraft were
on short test flights from
Moffett.

Eleven of the men killed were
in a Convalir 990, a $2.5 million
transport-type jet the National
Aeronautics and Space Ad-
ministration used as a flying
laboratory.

The other five victims and the
survivor were aboard a Navy
P3 Orion turboprop, described

New Criminal

Justice

Bill

Sent Governor

HARTFORD (AP)— A bill to
join all prosecutors in Connec-
ticut superior and circuit courts
is on its way to the governor,

But a bill to reform the
state's divorce statute has been
left waiting in the lurch.

The state senate voted 22-12
Thursday to establish a
criminal justice division in the
Judiciary Department to coor-
dinate crime fighting activities.

The House, meanwhile, voted
107-31 to reject a senate amend-
ment to the divorce bill and
thus send the measure to a joint
conference committee.

The vote on the criminal
justice. bill split along party
lines with Democrats calling it
unnecessary.

The bill would create the of-
fice of chief state's attorney
and gives him power to oversee
all prosecution activities,

He and. his deputy would be
appointed by the chief justice of
the Connécticut Supreme Court
and would become the first
state level officials with power
to fight criminal cases.

State's attorneys and
prosecuting attorneys woald
continue to be appointed by
superior and circuit court
judges respectively but no
longer would be restricted to
operating only In the counties
or circuits from which they
were appointed.

The senate amendment to the
divorce bill would have
cancelled several previous
house amendments and essen-
tially returned the bill to its
original form.

" In that form all existing

grounds for divorce would be
abolished and instead an in-
dividual would petition a
superior court judge to dissolve
his or her -marriage on the
grounds that it was
irretrievably broken.. v

The house amendments had
retained the existing divorce

grounds but added irretrievable_

breakdown and 18-month
separation to the list,

Rep. James F. Bingham,
R-Stamford, urged defeat of the
senate amendment, predicting
it would cause Gov. Thomas J.
Meskill to veto the bill,

The six-member conference
committee. is expected to meet
next week to try to approve a
compromise version of the bill.,

In other action Thursday:

—The senate passed and sent
to the govermor a bill that
prohibits sex discrimination in
public accomodations.

—The house passed and sent
to the senate two bills that
would give Connecticut banking
institutions authority to make
mortgage loans on property
outside the state.

—The house also passed and
sent to the senate a bill that
would allow local housing
authorities to sell moderate in-
come housing units to private
interests. .

The senate passed a bill to
require a spare ‘air brake
system on new school buses
purchased after next year,

by the Navy as a $10 million
submarine chaser.

School Aid-Impact
Funds Released

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Nixon administration today
confirmed it will release $507
million in impact aid to
thousands of school districts
located near federal in-
stallations. -

The Department of Health,
Education'and Welfare said a
statement will be released later
explaining how the money will
be distributed.

The decision marks a sharp
turnaround in thinking at the
White House. Earlier, it had
Jimpounded a substantial por-
tion of the funds.

The impact aid to be dis-
tributed to some 4,650 school
districts by midyear includes
$68 million in one-time
assistance to areas hit by

 Tropical Storm Agnes last

June.,

The decision will be especial-
ly important to districts with
large numbers of nonmilitary
federal employes living but not
working in their communities.
Many had feared they would
lose millions of dollars already
locked into their budgets,

The. allocations will be
prorated under last year's for-
mula, HEW sources said.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sen.
Edward W. Brooke, R-Mass.,
sald Thursday he had heen
assured by Defense Secretary

LOS ANGELES (AP) — An
orghfiizer of.the nationwide
meat boycott the first week in
April says there'll be another
the first week of May.

June Donavan, chairman of
Fight Inflation Together, an-
nounced a second boycott
Thursday, saying prices are
“still outrageous.” She said the
new campaign will run from
April 30 through May 6.

HARTFORD (AP)—A racial-
ly integrated, multi-income
community planned for the
shores of Lake Candlewood
north of Danbury has drawn
mixed reactions from New
Fairfield and Sherman of-
ficials.

The 326-acre project, which
planners hope will accomodate
8,000 people, needs the approval
of the two towns’ zoning boards
before it can go forward.

Kenneth Mcllveen, chairman
of the New Fairfield Zoning

Selectman Denis M. Leahy of
New Fairfield said the project
would, for the sake of "a

money-making venture," ig-
nore present laws limiting new
land parcels to one or two
acres.

““We're growing in leaps and
bounds now and we're not ready
for what we have,"" Leahy said.
I think it would turn New Fair-
field from a suburban town into
an urban town."

'New Fairfleld has 7,600
residents, Sherman’s popula-
tion is 1,500,

The $50 million project,
called "‘WatersEdge,"” is being
planned by the Suburban Action
Institute (SAI) and by Steve
Weil of New Fairfield, a
businessman who owmed the
land. SAI has been active in op-
posing zoning laws In Fairfield
County, Conn., New York and
New Jersey that it considers
discriminatory to ‘low-income
and minority families.

SAI Director Paul Davidoff

said Thursday that 40 per cent
of the residents would have
family incomes of less than $13,-
000, Connecticut’'s median
level. Rents for low-income
families would be subsidized by
an SAI subsidiary.

Another SAI director, Neil N.
Gold, said there would be no
quotas for blacks, ‘‘Rather than
exclude them, we will try to in-
clude them,' he said.

The development, to be buiit
without federal or state funds,
would include apartments and
condominiums, a village
center, a recreation center and
a school, cted over a
10-year period.

Rents, before developer sub-
sidies, would range from $160 a
month for a one-bedroom apart-
ment to $260 for a four-bedroom
unit. Townhouses would sell for
$22,000 to $32,000.
