Problems with new carpet at

Nathan Hale, Robertson, and

-Keeney St. Schools, and the
Town Building Committee’s
acceptance date for the Nathan
Hale School addition will be the
subjects of arbitration between
the Town of Manchester and
Bartlett-Brainard & Eacott
Inc., the general contractor for
the school projects.

Members of the Town
Building Committee (TBC)
held a special meeting Tuesday
night with representatives of
the general contractor, and ap-
parently no progress was made
toward settlement of the carpet
problem. *‘'‘They wouldn't
budge,” TBC Chairman Paul
Phillips explained, saying that
the matter will be referred to
Town Counsel David Barry for
legal action.

“They (Bartlett-Brainard &
Eacott) have been very un-
cooperative all the way through
the school renovation and addi-
tion projects,” Phillips said.
Phillips said he could not recall
any other school projects where
there have been such dis-
agreements with a contractor,

Paul Hawley, vice president
of Bartlett-Brainard & Eacott,
said the disagreement is over
terminology, and his firm “is
not trying to agitate the town."

The carpet problem at the
three schools involves the lack
of a slatic-control fiber which
was called for in the contract
specifications. The TBC is
holding the general contractor
responsible for installation of
the wrong carpet, which cost
approximately $3,000 less than
the specified carpet, according
to architect Richard Mankey.

The contractor claims he was
relieved of the responsibility to
provide static control carpet by
a letter from the architect.
Town Counsel Barry - told the
TBC that, in his opinion, the
architect's letter didn't change
the contract specifications.

TBC members have dis-
cussed several alternatives as
solutions to the carpet problem,

the contractor replace the
carpet; an adjustment of the
contract price to reflect the
lower-cost carpet installed; or
installation of humidifiers at

the three schools to control | .

static electricity problems.

Mankey told the TBC |

Tuesday night that installation
of humidifiers at just Robert-
son School — where there have
been complaints about elec-
trical shocks received as a
result of the carpet — would
cost about $15,000.

After hearing the alternatives
suggested by the TBC, Hawley
indicated Tuesday night that his
firm would not take any correc-
tive action, according to
Phillips.

The matter of the acceptance ‘

date for the addition to Nathan
Hale School involves the date
for the start of a one-year
guarantee of the work. The TBC
has set March 6, 1973 as the
start-of-guarantee date for the:
addition, but Hawley said there
is “‘no way"' that date can be
accepted by the contractor.
Hawley says the one-year
guarantee should have started
when the Nathan Hale addition
was occupied, in September
1972. But the TBC wouldn't set
that date, because there were
several unfinshed items in the
school at that time.
Completion of several minor
items in the Nathan Hale
kitchen will not come until this
summer, Hawley told TBC
members, because the work
will take about two weeks,

Mid-Air Crash
Kills 16 Men

MOUNTAIN VIEW, Calif,
(AP) — “The flames were 30 to
40 feet in the air and the
wreckage was covered . with
black smoke. There was no way
to get in there.”

Fireman Ron Kimball was
describing the scene after a
National Aeronautics and Space
Administration plane and a
Navy aircraft collided in flight,
plummeted onto a golf course in
piggyback fashion, exploded
and burned. Sixteen men
aboard the planes died; one was
critically injured,

““The one plane just set down
on top of the other," said David
Frame, 25, who was working on
the Sunnyvale Municipal Golf
Course when the planes crashed

Thursday. None of the golfers
or employes on the course was
hurt.

The Navy Iimmediately
named a board of investigation
to try to learn why the two four-
engine planes wére so close
while approaching the Navy's
Moffett Field, less than a half
mile away. Both aircraft were
on short test flights from
Moffett.

Eleven of the men killed were
in a Convalir 990, a $2.5 million
transport-type jet the National
Aeronautics and Space Ad-
ministration used as a flying
laboratory.

The other five victims and the
survivor were aboard a Navy
P3 Orion turboprop, described

New Criminal

Justice

Bill

Sent Governor

HARTFORD (AP)— A bill to
join all prosecutors in Connec-
ticut superior and circuit courts
is on its way to the governor,

But a bill to reform the
state's divorce statute has been
left waiting in the lurch.

The state senate voted 22-12
Thursday to establish a
criminal justice division in the
Judiciary Department to coor-
dinate crime fighting activities.

The House, meanwhile, voted
107-31 to reject a senate amend-
ment to the divorce bill and
thus send the measure to a joint
conference committee.

The vote on the criminal
justice. bill split along party
lines with Democrats calling it
unnecessary.

The bill would create the of-
fice of chief state's attorney
and gives him power to oversee
all prosecution activities,

He and. his deputy would be
appointed by the chief justice of
the Connécticut Supreme Court
and would become the first
state level officials with power
to fight criminal cases.

State's attorneys and
prosecuting attorneys woald
continue to be appointed by
superior and circuit court
judges respectively but no
longer would be restricted to
operating only In the counties
or circuits from which they
were appointed.

The senate amendment to the
divorce bill would have
cancelled several previous
house amendments and essen-
tially returned the bill to its
original form.

" In that form all existing

grounds for divorce would be
abolished and instead an in-
dividual would petition a
superior court judge to dissolve
his or her -marriage on the
grounds that it was
irretrievably broken.. v

The house amendments had
retained the existing divorce

grounds but added irretrievable_

breakdown and 18-month
separation to the list,

Rep. James F. Bingham,
R-Stamford, urged defeat of the
senate amendment, predicting
it would cause Gov. Thomas J.
Meskill to veto the bill,

The six-member conference
committee. is expected to meet
next week to try to approve a
compromise version of the bill.,

In other action Thursday:

—The senate passed and sent
to the govermor a bill that
prohibits sex discrimination in
public accomodations.

—The house passed and sent
to the senate two bills that
would give Connecticut banking
institutions authority to make
mortgage loans on property
outside the state.

—The house also passed and
sent to the senate a bill that
would allow local housing
authorities to sell moderate in-
come housing units to private
interests. .

The senate passed a bill to
require a spare ‘air brake
system on new school buses
purchased after next year,

School Aid-Impact
Funds Released

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Nixon administration today
confirmed it will release $507
million in impact aid to
thousands of school districts
located near federal in-
stallations. -

The Department of Health,
Education'and Welfare said a
statement will be released later
explaining how the money will
be distributed.

The decision marks a sharp
turnaround in thinking at the
White House. Earlier, it had
Jimpounded a substantial por-
tion of the funds.

The impact aid to be dis-
tributed to some 4,650 school
districts by midyear includes
$68 million in one-time
assistance to areas hit by

 Tropical Storm Agnes last

June.,

The decision will be especial-
ly important to districts with
large numbers of nonmilitary
federal employes living but not
working in their communities.
Many had feared they would
lose millions of dollars already
locked into their budgets,

The. allocations will be
prorated under last year's for-
mula, HEW sources said.

She said the
new campaign will run from
April 30 through May 6.

Wilbur D. Mills, chair-
man of the House Ways and
Means Committee, said
Thursday in New York that the
answer to "‘rampant runaway
inflation" is *‘a complete freeze
without time duration.”

The Arkansas Democrat said
he has suggested to Nixon thal
the only way to control rising
prices is to "go back where he
was on Aug. 15, 1971." That was
the date on which Nixon began
a 90-day freeze on wages and
prices.

I think it would turn New Fair-
field from a suburban town into
an urban town."

'New Fairfleld has 7,600
residents, Sherman’s popula-
tion is 1,500,

The $50 million project,
called "‘WatersEdge,"” is being
planned by the Suburban Action
Institute (SAI) and by Steve
Weil of New Fairfield, a
businessman who owmed the
land. SAI has been active in op-
posing zoning laws In Fairfield
County, Conn., New York and
New Jersey that it considers
discriminatory to ‘low-income
and minority families.

SAI Director Paul Davidoff

said Thursday that 40 per cent
of the residents would have
family incomes of less than $13,-
000, Connecticut’'s median
level. Rents for low-income
families would be subsidized by
an SAI subsidiary.

Another SAI director, Neil N.
Gold, said there would be no
quotas for blacks, ‘‘Rather than
exclude them, we will try to in-
clude them,' he said.

The development, to be buiit
without federal or state funds,
would include apartments and
condominiums, a village
center, a recreation center and
a school, cted over a
10-year period.

Rents, before developer sub-
sidies, would range from $160 a
month for a one-bedroom apart-
ment to $260 for a four-bedroom
unit. Townhouses would sell for
$22,000 to $32,000.

One important difference
between tournament bridge and
ordinary rubber bridge is that
in a tournament the same hands
are played at many different
tables. If the results are
different, you can't complain
that you had bad cards, They
were just as bad for everybody
else.

Opening lead — Three of
Hearts

In today's hand, most players
ruffed the opening heart lead,
returned a diamond to dummy,
and led a trump back. West took
the ace of spades and cashed
the ace of diamonds to find out
why East had played the nine on
the first round of that suit.

It was then easy to lead
another diamond and give East
a ruff. Eventually South had to
give up a club. Down one.

The successful players ruffed
the first heart and immediately
returned the king of trumps.
There was no diamond ruff, and
the J-10 of spades dropped.
Result: four spades bid and
made.

Not Guesswork
If East had A-x of spades, the
other line of play would be
better. The successful players
just happened to guess a little
better, you might say.

Not so. The first trick reveals
that East has started with five
hearts headed by A-J or
possibly A-Q-J. Moreover, East
almost surely has either the ace
or king of clubs. (If West held
both of the top clubs he would
have led the king of clubs,) If
East held both of the top clubs
he would have led the king od
clubs.) If East held good
hearts, a high club and the ace
of spaces he would have
doubled four spades. Hence

% West should hold the ace of

spades.

Once you locate the ace of

% spades in the West hand, there
¥ is no advantage in leading
% spades from the dummy. Lead
% them from your own hand and

avoid the risk of a diamond

Actually the dancing was the
weakest part of the show but it
was reasonably acceptable,
while the rest of it was stun-
ningly professional. Costuming
was also somewhat on the
sleazy side, but this can be
forgiven in a student produc-
tion.

The work was a “succes de
scandale'” when first produced
in Paris but its satire on
everything from opera to
marriage by way of classical
myth is strikingly modern
today. There were some really
excellent portrayals last
evening, but since two casts
will alternate, I shall follow my
usual custom with these
productions and name nobody.

Actually the work is in two
acts with two scenes in each
act. As presented at Hartt, the
first two scenes become two
separate acts, and since they
require nearly an hour each,
this is a logical change, Act TII
in the present production is
really the original Act II with
two scenes., ;

There was a lot of fun to be
had and the cast seemed to be

" epjoying itself. The tempo was

excellent and most of the prin-
cipals played with a finish that
belied their years. The music
isn't too difficult so both
orchestra and vocalists
acquitted themselves well.

Incidentally, three
Manchester students are in the
cast, in roles ranging from
small to minuscule. They are
Duncan Bockus, Ilga Paups and
Donald Embser.

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Real Test To Come

The score, at the time of this
writing, is Nixon 2, Congress.0, in the
battle of the vetoes.

Recently, the House failed to
muster enough votes to override
President Nixon's veto of a rural
sewer andl water grant bill.

Last week, the Senate failed in a
similar effort to override his veto of
the $2.6 billion vocational rehabilita-
tion program.

Both bills had been vetoed by the
President as a part of his pledge to
veto any bill sent to him which he felt
called for excessive public funds or
programs which either duplicate
others or do not have merit.

Thus the battle lines are becoming
more defined as the executive and
legislative branches assert their
powers.

Neither bill, however, represents a
true test since the programs involved
were not truly national in scope.

Obviously, in the House voting for
example, it was not too difficult for
Republican leaders to hold city or
urban-oriented congressmen in line.

Similarly, the Senate vote, while in-
volving a huge sum, was on a vast

collection of programs which involved’

expansion of them rather than com-
plete elimination. The failure of the
bill merely means at this stage that
most of the programs will continue at
present levels or through other
means.

One jmplication cropping up
frequently is that the proposed shift
from categorical grants to block
grants to the states, counties and
towns, would enable local agencies to
carry on the objectives of the
vocational and rehabilitation
programs more effectively and ef-
ficiently.

A better test, we feel, will come
later in the session as the Congress
gets more and more feedback from its
committees on new legislationand the
cost of such legislation. The two bills
already vetoed and sustained were ac-
tually re-introduced bills vetoed by
the President late in the last session.

As we see it, the real test may well
be the categorical vs. block grant con-
cept itself.

Congress in the past has favored the

categorical grant because the con-.

e B e

gressman is a key element in it. He
can say, ‘I voted for sewers, better
schools, ete.,”” and cite specific
dollars and cents spent from the
federal treasury in his district and the
communities in his district.

Block grants, on the other hand,
would leave the decision of how and
where the funds would be used to the
states and other local governmental
units involved.

The congressman can see himself
be shoved aside as a hero and left
exposed as a possible villian. The
locally-decided project which
succeeds will reflect glory on the ad-
ministration’ which made it possible
by cutting the federal apron-strings.
However, should one go sour, it will
be the congressman who is cam-
paigning more frequently and who is
more accessible to his constituents
that will bear the brunt of the
criticism.

He is then faced with the dilemma
of trying to fix blame on the distant
administration which is difficult at
best or pledging some congressional
controls which is re-tying the apron
strings, and saying in effect, that
because some of his constituents can’t
be trusted, all must be regulated.

It would be our hope that the block
grant concept will be given a try. We
can only suggest, as others have also,
some transitory combination program
might be necessary to minimize the
detrimental effects of changes on
many of the programs under
categorical grants which are working
well, yet permitting the shutting off of
those which are obviously failing.

Analysis of the success and failures
of the categorical grants as a whole
should be tempered by individual
successes and failures since such in-
formation could prove valuable in
providing guidelines and experiences
for the benefit of state and local of-
ficials when they set and administer
programs under block grants.

Clearly, it is time for the ad-
ministration to bend a little and for
the Congress to take a more con-
ciliatory attitude.

The fact remains, methods to the
contrary, that both desire and want
federal funds to achieve optimum
results. And more important this is

what the people are demanding too.

Easter Finery

WASHINGTON — It just oc-
curred to me that no one I
know, male or female, is buying
a new outfit for Easter Sunday.
This is sensible, I suppose,
reflecting the rather grim
rationality of the age, but I
wonder if it does not take some
of the zip out of the day.

Easter was big when I was a
boy in a small Massachusetts
town. Everybody wore
something new to church even
if it was only a $1 necktie or a
hat smothered in spring
flowers. The lushest display of
fashion was seen at Notre
Dame Church because inl a day
when the WASPS were
declining in both numbers and
wealth the French-Canadiens
had become the big spenders.

But the Irish and Italians at
St. Mary's, most of whom lived
in three story frame
“tenements,” did their best by
custom. The Italian girls,
shepherded down the aisle by
their stern-faced mothers,
seemn in memory to have been
particularly chic and comely,
although there were always
enough Moriartys, Duffys and
Hogans to make a decent Irish
showing.

Two weeks before Easter, a
boy was marched downtown by
his mother or father (or, in the
case of one unfortunate friend,

an only child, both). I was .

I hated the Polish friend who
bragged that at his church a
young pastor dashed through
the Stations of the Cross in 15
minutes.

When Easter Sunday finally
came, after the lengthy and, to
a boy, morbid Good Friday ser-
vices, it was a release. Lent’s
suffering was over until the
next year — when, if things
broke right, the boy would be a
bareback rider in the circus.
Actually, the new blue serge
suit meant nothing to me except
as a symbol of deliverance
from forced religiousity,
although 'release was delayed
until Sunday dinner when
the syit was taken off and
replaced by mufti more suited
to climbing trees.

Yet the suit was an important
component of custom. It was'a
bought and worn as one of the
parents' — if not the boy’s —
tributes to the Man who had
risen. My Protestant mother
put it simply one year when I
argued there was no point in
getting dressed up because I
was serving mass and the suit
would be concealed by cassock
and surplice.

“Just put on that suit,” she
said quietly. “It’s Easter Sun-

fastened into a new blue serge ¥
suit at the Edwards Co., the 3
leading department store. My 3
shoes were bought at ¥
Gregoire’s, whose patriarch 3
had served my Scottish mater-
nal grandmother, and my shirt,

tie, long black lisle stockings
and cap at Goodwin Bros.

Caps came in various shades
and patterns, mostly awful, but
all had one thing in common.
This was a roll of tissue paper
inserted in the crown to give the
cap bhody: The cap was “‘new"'
only while the tissue paper was
in place. When the paper wad
discarded, or, more likely,
snatched by some bigger boys
and ripped to shreds, the cap
became old.

One cap, worn proudly by a
friend named Francis
0O'Shaughnessy, set a new
world's record for aging. On an
Easter Sunday automobile ride,
the cap was snatched from his
head by a girl named Betty, and
the tissue paper thrown to the
winds. It was never found.

One reason Easter Sunday
was such a joyous occasion was
that Lent was so utterly
austere. A boy was expected to
suffer during Lent, especially if
he was a Catholic nurtured by
an Episcopalian who knew her
duty and did it. She was not
going to let people say, ““What
can you expect from a Protes-
tant mother?"

So there were church ser-
vices every Wednesday and
Friday evening and confession
every Saturday afternoon. It
was always winter during Lent,
and after a mile-long walk the
church was: if anything colder
than the icy outside, Father
Mullins didn't waste money on
electricity, either, so St.
Mary's seemed as gloomy as
Good Friday on Golgotha, But
Father Mullins never scrimped
on the devotions. They lasted
for what seemed hours, while I
suffered on bare, splintery
kneeling rails. !

Japan’s American Problem i

TOKYO — When thésthise.
bureaucrat in the Ministry of
International Trade and In-
dustry (MITI) personally
delivered to Prime Minister
Kakuei Tanaka statistics in-
dicating an easing of the
economic threat to the US.-
Japanese alliance, Tanaka's
reaction was typically blunt: I
don't believe it.

The MITI bureaucrats
predicted that the present $4
billion Japanese surplus in
trade between the two counties
would drop to §$2.8 billion over
the next year. Tanaka, a
politician-businessman with a
distrust for bureaucrats, thinks
that guess wildly over-
optimistic. So does American
businessman Robert Ingersoll,
the U.S. ambassador to Japan.
Tanaka and Ingersoll in-
dependently conclude a surplus
of around $3.6 billion would be
more realistic,

The continued huge surplus
means deeper trouble yet ahead
in U.S.-Japanese relations.
Ingersoll will press ever harder
to open Japan to U.S. imports,
but (as we reported earlier)
there seems little hope here for
American products. The result:
continued pressure on Japan to
lessen exports to the U.S.,
renewing bitterness here that
Japan must sacrifice to save
non-competitive American
business.

The deepening dispute over
trade contributes to stresses
between the two economic
superpowers which have per-
sisted since the ‘'Nixon shocks”
18 months ago. U.S.-Japanese
relations have never been the
same. Scheduled reciprocal
visits between Tanaka and
President Nixon, Emperor
Hirohito’s proposed American
tour and Dr. Henry A.

Kissinger's three visits here
bave failed to convince the
Japanese that they are taken
seriously in Washington.

It was deeply resented here
when Treasury Secretary
George Shultz went to Europe
during this year's world
monetary crisis and ignored
Japan. Government officials
are insulted by the absence of a
Japan expert on Kissinger’'s
staff and complain that
Kissinger himself is really not
interested in Japan. Tanaka
recently grumbled to his
foreign minister, Masayoshi
Ohira, about his ambassador's
lack of influential contacts in
the White House.

All this- might. well be- en-
dured, even by the sensitive
Japanese, were it not for the
economic reality of the trade
imbalance. The official
Japanese line is that Japan is
now abandoning its export men-
tality and turning to_internal
development. But privately,
there is intense irritation that
American business inefficiency
is forcing Japan to suppress
exports.

It could get worse. MITI's op-
timistic forecasts hope the up-
valuation of the floating yen
will restrain exports — es-
pecially autos — by increasing
prices. But the reputations of
the Toyota and Datsun are
such, U.S. officials here fear,
that they will still sell in the
American market.

As for the end of an export-
conscious mentality, U.S. of-
ficials privately feel Japanese
businessmien are only giving it
lip service, Agreeing, one in-
dustrialist asked us: ‘“How do
you tell an international sales
manager not to sell?”

Thus, the prospect is for
more U.S. muscle — possibly
tariffs authorized by the

forthcoming trade bill — td hold
down exports, breeding still
more resentment here. ¢

That resentment eoul‘ get
serious if serious economic
dislocation results in Japan. So
far, only the textiles industry
has suffered. In that ease,
Japanese are bitter thal the
textile agreement forced on
them by Washington has badly
hurt the Japanese indostry
while not really the
beleaguered, tive
American industries. 3

The undercurrents of irrita-
tion are played down by older,
high-ranking officlals -who
recognize Japan’s debt for'past
U.S. generosity and reliance on
the present U.S. nuclear shield
for protection .against J. 's
two Communist neighbors:
China and, more p.ru v
the Soviet Union.

But that very reliance angers
a younger generation of
Japanese nearing power, in-
cluding Diet members the
ruling Conservative party. who
are markedly less pro-
American than their elders.
Because Washington Kknows
Tokyo needs the Seventh Fleet,
these Diet members say, the
Americans feel free to coerce
Japan economically. 3

Thus, the tiresome disputa-
tion over boring trade statistics
cannot be separated from
passionate political questions.
In an interview with us,
Foreign Minister Ohira
described the huge Japanese
trade surplus as “‘unsound/~ an
abnormal situation which must
be rectified.’”” But rectification
may entail Japan bowing to
U.S. pressure against éxports,
conflicting with the new
nationalism rising among
younger Japanese — a
phenpmenon worthy of a:final
column from Japan.

HEW Rejects
UConn Equal
Job Plan

STORRS (AP) — The federal §

Health, Education and Welfare

Department has criticized a
government-mandated plan by
the University of Connecticut to
eliminate discrimination in the
school’s hiring policies.

HEW's Boston Office of Civil
Rights informed UConn's Ac-
ting President Edward V. Gant
in a letter made public
Thursday that the university
plan for equal employment is
‘‘essentially defensive in
nature’’ and fails to meet
federal standards.

HEW rejected the plan to
have Gant as university provost
act as the school's. equal
employment opportunities of-
ficer. The federal agency said it
was unlikely that Gant could
properly handle the respon-
sibilities of EEO. officer
because of his other com-
mitments.

The plan was drafted several
months ago after an HEW
report that charged the univer-
sity’s hiring policies were in
violation of federal guidelines
prohibiting hiring discrimina-
tion because of sex or racial
considerations.

UConn responded with a
denial of the HEW allegations,
but the federal agency said the
university's plan failed to con-
tain detailed procedures for
development and implementa-
tion of programs that would
eliminate hiring deficiencies.

HEW informed Gant that the
university would have until
May 1 to revise and resubmit its
plan or fdce sanctions and
penalties which could involve
cancellation of federal con-
tracts and loss of federal funds.

HARTFORD (AP) — A
librarian and a member of the
Connecticut Civil Liberties
Union (CCLU) stated their op-
position Thursday to bills

One of the bills redefines
obscenity, while the other
restricts sale of pornographic
material in places frequented
by minors.

Bridgeport attorney Alvin

He said the bill sponsored by
Reps. Bernard L, Avcollie, D-
Naugatuck, and Michael R.
Colucci, D-Waterbury,
redefining obscenity was
similar to one struck down
recently by a New Jersey

““Playboy” magazine guilty of
obscenity.

Avcollie said he didn't care
what adults read, but he was
concerned about exposure of
children to obscene materials.

“Poor Man’s Fertilizer”

Last Sunday’s snowfall,
melted in a few hours, did no
harm to vegetation of any kind,
and if you were smart enough to
spread fertilizer and ground
limestone on your lawn before
the little storm, these nutrient
materials were dissolved and
carried down to the roots
thoroughly and gently.

A late snowstorm is often
referred as ‘‘poor man's
fertilizer" and this gentle
soaking as the snow mells is
beneficial to the turf whether
you had spread your lawn
fertilizer or not.

It has also been supposed that
there was some nutrient
material in the snow itself as it
brings down the smoke and
other pollutants from the
atmosphere, Certainly the air
was washed clean and delight-
fully clear by the little storm.

Grass “Greening Up"

The grass in Manchester's
parks and playgounds is
‘“‘greening up nicely” in the
words of Ernest Tureck,
superintendent of parks.

spreading fertilizer and lime,
but they have some special
problems that most of us are

spared.

‘People take short-cuts across
the grass at corners of the park
paths and destroy the turf. The
maintenance men loosen up the
soil, add fertilizer, limestone
and lawn grass seed, and hope
the new seedlings will get a
start before they are trampled
again.

On the baseball diamond at
Mt. Nebo there is a ‘‘turf build-
up”’ that has been getting worse
for ‘several years and is now
being fixed. The problem occurs
at lﬁe edge of the infield grass
where the shortstop and the
second baseman play. As they
move onto the dirt or “‘skin”
portion of the infield, and back
again on the grass, they track
some of the infield clay onto the
turf,

Running in to field a ground
ball and returning to his posi-
tion, the ball player would
carry only tiny amounts of clay
on his spikes, but it rattles
down among the grass plants
and, after several seasons,
there is a discernible mound.
The cure is to lift the turf
carefully and scrape away
some of the clay under the
grass roots, then set the turf
back in place.

Spring Lawn Care

It is high time for the first
application of lawn fertilizer,
and limestone if needed. A year
ago in April this column passed
along some recommendations
on lawn fertilizer from Stanley
Papanos of Coventry, turf
specialist for the Extension
Service throughout the state.

As a reminder, the rule is one
pound of nitrogen for 1,000
square feet of lawn, for each
application. Then if you stick to
the rule you will make three
more such applications, one in
June, one in late August and the
last one in October. You will
have fed your lawn grass four
pounds of nitrogen for 1,000
square feet for the season’s

growth.

There is a little arithmatic in-
volved but it is not too com-
plicated. The fertilizer formula
is the key, and Mr. Papanos
always adds the admonition to
‘“read the label.” If the fer-
tilizer formula is 10-6-4, it
means that there are 10 pounds
of nitrogen in 100 pounds of the
mixture in the bag, so 100
pounds of the fertilizer is

enough for 10,000 square feet of '

lawn.

If you don’t know how big the
lawn is, pace it off and make a
rough estimate. It doesn't have

Again it is essential to “‘read
the label."”

Race Back in Meadows?

' The Manchester Garden Club
heard this week about the con-
toversy in Wethersfield over a
proposal to build a horse track
on 355 acres of Connecticut
River meadow land. The
speaker was Mrs. Richard Wolf
of Wethersfield, president of
the Great Meadows Conserva-
tion Trust, vigorously opposing
the project.

Mrs. Wolf’'s talk had been
scheduled before the race track
got into the news, and began
with a description and a history
of the Great Meadows, covering
more than 4,000 acres,in
Wethersfield, Rocky Hill and
Glastonbury. The conservation
trust was formed by citizens of
the three towns to preserve the
meadows as open space.

The land is all in the river's
flood plain, Mrs. Wolf said, and
part of the race track proposal
is construction of a dike to
protect the area from flooding.
Stable space for 1,800 horses
and parking facilities for 15,000
cars are contemplated.

The controversy is local at
this point, with decisions yet to
be made by Wethersfield town
authorities. If the issue gets
into the legislature, Mrs. Wolf
hoped that Manchester conser-
vationists would join the opposi-
tion.

State Hospital
Group Studying
New Control Bill

NEW HAVEN (AP) — The
Connecticut Hospital Associa-
tion will continue studying a
newly passed hospital-
regulations bill to decide
whether part of it may be il-
legal, an official of the associa-
tion said Thursday.

One of the “flaws' in the bill
is the section that would permit
the new cost-control commis-
sion ‘'to dictate a budget to a
hospital,"" said Charles B.
Womer, Association President.
That section and others will be
studied by the Association's
legal specialists to determine
“whether there are elements
that are illegal,” he said.

The measure, which was sent
Wednesday to Gov. Thomas J.
Meskill after 28:4 passage by
the senate, would create a com-
mission to replace the merely
advisory Council on Hospitals.

On Oct. 1 the commission
would assume varying
regulatory powers over rate in-
creases of 2 per cent or larger
and building projects costing
$25,000 or more.

Meskill spearheaded the
current legislation and has said
he approved of the version
passed by the General
Assembly.

The 15-member commission
will begin reviewing the
budgets of Connecticut's 36
private hospitals, nursing
homes and other private health
facilities on July 1, 1974.

‘“The Association right along
has supported a strengthening
of the council on hospitals,”
Womer said, but it remains op-
posed to control over hospital
budgets.

Womer, administrator of
Yale-New Haven Hospital,
complained that the legislation
does not provide for budget
adjustments in case of an un-
expected increase in the
number of admissions or a
sudden cost increase.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
House was asked Thursday to ig-
nore President Nixon's
p for a major shift in
financial aid to college students
and to continue the present
programs for another year.

A request for .5 million in
emergency f was made
by House' Appropriations Com-
mittee members to carry on the
existing programs at their pre-
sent funding levels.

The request also will include
$122.1 million for the program
of basic grants that Nixon
wants to make the foundation of
his student-aid program, in-
stead of the $622 million he
requested.

Unlike other confrontations
between Nixon and Congress
this year, this one does not in-
volve spending. At stake is
whether Congress or the
executive branch has control of
government policies.

Nixon has budgeted $395.6
million for student aid, the
same total the Appropriations
Committee members are

, but he has a different
idea on how it should be spent.

In a massive education bill

enacted last year, Congress -
provided for the new program -

of basic opportunity grants,
which guarantees every student
$1,400 a year for his college
edication minus whatever his
family is expected to con-
tribute.

The proposed administration
formula effectively rules out
any federal aid for a family
with an income much over $10,-
000 a year, and at that level the
grant would only be a few hun-
dred dollars.

While approving the new
program, Congress insisted the
existing student-aid programs
be continued in order to provide
additional sources of federal
support for needy students and
to give some flexibility to the

Merger Doomed | .4

The planned merger of the
Capitol Region Council of
Governments (CRCOG) and the
Capitol Region Planning Agen-
cy (CRPA) appears doomed,
CRCOG chairman Richard
Blackstone confirmed yester-
day.

Blackstone, who is mayor of
East Hartford, said the mayors
and selectmen who belong to
the 26-town CRCOG object to
HUD (federal department of
Housing and Urban Develop-
ment) guidlines governing
grants to planning agencies.

The objectionable guideline,
said Blackstone, calls for
citizen membership on the
policy board of any organiza-
tion receiving $100,000 or more
in planning money.

The council of governments,
explained Blackstone, is a
loosely organized and volunteer
organization of elected of-
ficials, ""and that's the way they
want to keep it.

*‘Basically,” he said, ‘“the
mayors and selectmen don’t
want to accept shadow govern-
ment. Citizen participation
comes too close to regional
government to suit them."

CRCOG and CRPA represen-
tatives met with HUD officials
Wednesday to discuss HUD'’s
action in cutting off the $100,000
grant promised the planning
agency. Cancellation of the
grant, said HUD officials, is
because of noncompliance with
federal equal opportunity and

citizen participation guidelines.

Lawrence Thompson,
Hartford-area HUD directar,
said Wednesday the $100,000
might still be released, if
CRCROG developes a planning
arm or if the council and agen-
cy are merged.

Blackstone replied that the
mayors and selectmen did not
want to comply with federal
guidelines. on adequate citizen
participation. ‘“That position, in
effect, would make us ineligible
for the $100,000, even\if we
merged,"”" he said.

He said his council is asking
the CRPA to appeal the HUD
decision, canceling the $100,000
— but not under the conditions
set down by HUD.

‘“In my opinion,”" said
Blackstone, ‘‘the requirement
for citizen participation is not
Democracy in action. After all,
we are elected officials —
elected to make decisions for
our constituents. Some of us
will not be re-elected or will not
seek re-election. Yet, the
citizens appointed to the council
would remain on it — before,
during and after local elec-
tions."’

He said also that Hartford
offficials are ‘‘making
proposals which are too deman-
ding for acceptance by the
other members of our council.”

He posed the question,
“Would the City of Hartford
accept three citizens for its City
Council — to participate in all
discussions and to vote
alongside its elected officials?"

Approved For
School Budget

The Board of Finance voted
last night to approve a $7,000
request from the Board of
Education for an additional ap-
propriation to cover expen-
ditures in the present operating
budget and to bring the request
to the annual budget meeting to
be acted upon.

The deficit had been an-
ticipated earlier in the year to
be $11,000. However, latest
figures now indicate that deficit
items amounting to $13,817 will
be partially offset by surplus
items totaling $6,853.

The largest deficit the board
has had to cope with this year is
an additional $8,000 for special
education tuition, an item over
which it has no control.

Other deficit items are $2,600
for substitute teachers salaries,
$1,200 for testing, $10,000 for
special education transporta-
tion, $750 for heat, $700 for
utilities, $700 for contracted
services, $400 for equipment,
$168 for contracted teachers,
$124 for retroactive pay, and $25
for replacement of equipment.

The board is realizing its
largest surplus through a $2,800
savings on gasoline tax and $1 -
150 under custodians salaries
due to change in staff.

Other surplus items include
$755 for transportation in-
surance, $700 for the Rham late
bus, $500 for site work at Gilead
due to work done by the town,
$448 for the superintendent’s of-
fice, $350 for homebound in-
struction, $100 for custodial
supplies and $50 for staff
physicals,

Budget

The school board reviewed its
proposed 1973-1974 budget of
$663,615 with the finance board,
pointing out where anticipated
increases occur, bringing the
proposed budget $107,709 higher
than the current budget.

Under the administration

series, which includes board
-clerk salaries, contracted ser-
vices such as the
superintendent’s office, and
other board expenses, the in-
creases in $4,348.

The largest increase in this
series is a new item of $2 418 for
participation in a Title VI
special education area coor-
dination program.

The instruction series is up
$51,942 over the current year.
This series covers salaries for
principals, teachers and other
instructional staff as well as
textbooks, library and audio-
visual materials and teaching
supplies.

The only series showing a
decrease is health services
where the Public Health Nur-
sing Agency has taken over the
cost of nurses aides, thus
reducing this series by $2,995.

Another large increase
appears in the transportation
series where an additional $28,-
896 is requested. Most of this in-
crease is due to the necessity of
adding more runs because of

Hartford.

Receipts

Some of these increases will
be partially offset by receipts
through state grants where the
administration is estimating a
$24,155 increase over this year’s
receipts.

However, the school board
does not receive these receipts.
They are paid directly to the
town's general fund.

state's proposed plan of conser-
vation and development,

Lufkin said in his letter to
Cusick, ‘From initial in-
dications, it seems that the new
community will have urban
characteristics which will not
be in ‘accord with those of the
limited development area noted
on the: state plan.”

He added that DEP’s im-
mediate concern was the issue
of sewers and that the ‘‘lack of
data or commitment on this
subject could jeopardize
DevCo's eventual participation
in the regional sewer plant."”

Lufkin’s letter to Cusick
followed a' March 19 meeting
between DEP and DevCo.

In his letter to Lufkin, Cusick
said, "'We came away feeling

that our purpose in coming to

your office that day to set up a
mutually - constructive
operating relationship had been
substantially rebuffed.

““The attitude of DEP
representatives was, in our
view, very obviously based on
the assumption that DevCo’s in-
tention is to rape the en-
vironment."

Cusick, in his letter to Lufkin,
asked that the DEP complete
its list of '‘areas of primary
concern’' mentioned by Lufkin,
and prepare objective stan-
dards and criteria which the
DEP will use to '‘measure the
acceplability'’ of DevCo's
proposals.

The areas of primary concern
referred to by Cusick had been
originally outlined by Lufkin as
being water quality in respect
to supply acquisition and its
effect upon stream flows, as
well as surface water runoff

and ground water intrusion.
Also, data concerning air quali-
ty in respect to new source
effect on regional air quality
and the attainment and
maintenance of future regional
standards is being sought, as
well as ‘data on solid waste
management and its collection,
volume reduction and
recycling.

Other. issues of concern to
DEP are wetland and water-
coursé preservation, transpor-
tation systems, noise abate-
ment, recreation planning,
natural resource and- wildlife
management, and flood plain
and stream encroachment.

DEP has regulatory control
over these aclivities and will
need to review DevCo's
systems ‘“to insure complete
analysis of the environmental
impact of so large a com-
munity,” according to Lufkin.

Frisina
Pleads
Guilty

John Frisina of Andover, a 48-
year-old electronics technician,
pleaded guilty to first degree
manslaughter Friday in the
Christmas Day death of his es-
tranged wife.

Frisina had been charged
with first degree murder in the
shooting death of Anna Frisina,
39, in the home of neighbors on
Bear Swamp Rd., Andover.
State police alleged he walked
into the home, exchanged some
words with his estranged wife,
and shot her.

Superior Court Judge Jseph
F. Dannehy will sentence
Frisina May 17. Frisina faces a
maximum sentence of 20 years
in prison and $10,000 fine.

On Feb. 5, an 18-member
grand jury brought an indict-
ment of murder against
Frisina. The grand jury
proceedings were secret only
Frisina was allowed to hear the
evidence.

Tolland County Superior
Court Judge Joseph Dannehy,
on motion of Frisina's attorney,
George Sherman of Harrford,
had the court appoint two psy-
chiatrists to examine Frisina to
determine whether Frisina is
mentally diseased or mentally
defective as defined in the state
statutes.

Prior to Friday, Frisina had
been held since his Dec. 25
arrest, on a $125,000 bond in the
Connecticut Correctional
Center at Hartford. His bond
has now been lowered to $50 -
000,

WASHINGTON (AP) —
ding slightly to congressional
complaints, the White House
has released records showing
President Nixon's re-election
committee paid $149,201 for 55
campaign’ flights on presiden-
tial aircraft.

The administration, however,
withheld names of passengers
and details of many other
flights made during the cam-
paign on the grounds such infor-
mation is personal in nature
and subject to executive
privilege.

Congressional auditors ob-
tained summaries of flight
records of 135 trips made by
planes of the 89th Military
Airlift Wing at Andrews Air
Force base, Md. The unit
provides air transportation for
the President, his family,
cabinet members and other of-
ficials.

The summaries will be placed
in the Congressional Record
today, Sen. William Proxmire,
D-Wis., said.

The refusal by White House
counsel John Wi Dean HI to
provide all the records
requested was cited in House
testimony early this month as
the only recent lack of coopera-
tion between the White House
and the General Accounting Of-
fice, the investigative arm of
Congress.

In an investigation requested
by Proxmire, U.S. Comptroller
Gen. Elmer B. Staats asked the
White House last October for
copies of passenger manifests
and flight logs for all trips
made during the campaign,

In a report to Proxmire,
Staats said 103 trips were made
by White House and cabinet of-
ficials in September,

* October and the first week of

November., Twenty-three of
these trips were paid for by the
Committee for the Re-election
of the President, he said.
""However, information ob-
tained by our Office of Federal
Elections showed an additional
32 trips made by the presiden-
tial crew and paid for by the
finance committee to re-elect
the President,” Staats said.
Staats reported that of the 103
trips, 34 were made by cabinet
