Most of the nation’s big cities 
say they cannot meet a May 31, 
1975, federal deadline to clean 
up their air, without controls 
that could cost motorists hun­
dreds of dollars and forbid 
som e p riva te  ca rs  from  
entering the city.

With little public attention, 
plans are' being drawn or com­
pleted that wouW fundamental­
ly change the life style in many 
cities, could threaten segments 
of the local economy and force 
sizeable expenditures on local 
taxpayers without federal aid.

Under the Clean Air Act of 
1970, 21 states and the District 
of Columbia had until Monday 
to file plans to control auto- 
produced carbon monoxide and 
smog in 3 cities or urban areas.

The federal Environmental 
Protection Agency (EPA) has 
not tallied the responses, but an 
Associated Press survey found 
that at least 14 states failed to 
file their plans.

The survey of complete and 
incomplete plans showed that 
many states, even as they out­
lined measures required to 
m eet the 1975 standards, 
requested two-year delays. 
Some are refusing even to con­
sider the actions necessary to 
comply with the law.

Federal A ction  
Several states said they were 

banking on federal auto emis­
sion standards to help them 
meet their requirements. Now 
they say that Environmental 
P rotection  A dm inistrator 
William Ruckelshaus’ decision 
last week to give automakers a 
one-year extension tpi 1976 to 
meet emission standards has 
thrown off their calculations 
and is forcing them to consider 
even harsher controls.

All these states told EPA last 
year that they would need some 
transportation controls to get 
excessive auto pollution down 
to levels that protect public 
health.

The approaches in the plans 
vary from state to state.

Only 20 persons turned out for 
the inal public hearing April 4 
on plans to reduce Baltimore’s 
traffic by 40 per cent to meet 
1975 standards, The draft plan 
called for giving different 

. colored license plates to the 
800,000 a u to s  in the 
metropolitan area. Cars would

bb permitted in the central city 
on alternate days according to 
the color of the license plate — 
a measure to encourage car 
pooling and bus use.

W ant M ore T im e 
Pennsylvania submitted a 

plan to meet, the standards for 
Philadelphia and Pittsburgh by 
1975 but called the restrictions 
“ totally unacceptable”  and 
asked lor  an extension to 1977.

The plan for 1975 called for 
cutting the number of cars 
entering the state’s two largest 
cities by as much as one-third. 
One way suggested would 
restrict cars, on a rotating 
basis, assigning cars to groups 
based on their license plate 
number, and banning specified 
groups on a given day.

Buj Pennsylvania said it 
could meet the standards by 
1977 without the controls by 
expanding bus and rail service, 
charging higher parking and 
toll fees for private cars, giving 
buses exclusive highway lanes 
and in s titu tin g  a tough  
maintenance and inspection 
program for auto emission con­
trol devices. ^

Arizona, which is asking for 
an extension to 1977, would 
require owners of 1.5 million 
vehicles to pay $90 to $100 to in­
stall catalytic converters on 
their vehicles.

New York would require 
owners of 5 million cars around 
New York City to install $175 
emission ’ control devices on 
pre-1975 vehicles.

The New York City plan 
would also ban the sale of 
leaded gasoline by mid-1974 and 
ban cruising taxis in the central 
business district.

In Los Angeles, where a court 
has extended the deadline to 
1977, EPA itself proposed 
reducing the gasoline available 
by 86 per cent through rationing 
in order to cut traffic by 80 per 
cent.

T he 1969 , C o n n e c t ic u t  
Parochaid act appropriated $8 
piillion in state aid for non­
public schools. It provided for 
20 per cent reimbursement for 
teacher salaries in secular sub­
jects and fuU reimbursement 
for certain textbooks and 
materials.

FolloN ving th e  CCLU 
challenge, the U.S. District 
Court in (ionnecticut ruled the 
law violated the Constitution’s 
separation of church and state 
doctrine.' That was in 1970. It 
enjoined the state from paying 
any money to the schools.

On app<»l to the Supreme 
Court, the injunctioh was lifted 
and $1.5 million in aid was dis­
bursed. The court overruled ihe 
law, however, and the state 
then sought the refunds.

P aym ents ranged from  
amounts as low as $23.40 to a 
Catholic elementary school in 
Manchester (which repaid it 
the following day) to about $40,- 
000 for some major private high 
schools. Dr. Villa said.

The G en era l A ssem bly  
passed a “ forgiveness”  act in 
1972 allowing the schools to 
keep the money, but Gov. 
Thomas J. Meskill vetoed it. He 
said it was unfair to th^ Khools 
which had repaid their funds.

The same legislature then 
passed a different parochaid 
law, providing for payments to 
the parents of children atten­
ding private schools, $75 for 
each elementary student and 
$150 for each high school stu­
dent.

HARTFORD ( A P ) - G o v .  
Thomas J. Meskill used the 
weight o f his o ffice  today in 
a bid to discourage two o f 
C o n n e c t i c u t ’ s l a r g e s t  
utilities from  raising gas 
and electric rates.

The Connecticut Light and 
Power Co. (CL&P) ai^ Hart­
fo rd  E le c t r i c  L igh t Co. 
(HELCO) have asked the state 
Public Utilities Cotnmissiou for 
permission to raise rates in 
both areas.

If the increases go into effect, 
“ the cost o f living to the 
hom eowner is going u p ,’ ’ 
Meskill said during a morning 
news conference.

The governor said both com­
panies had inform edhim  by 
mail of their plans to seek ap­
proval of the rate hikes and that 
he was aware of their reasons.

He has replied by mail to the 
chief executives of both com­
panies today, the governor said.

"As I am sure you know;' 
there Is growing disconteiii 
over spiraling prices which 
erode paychecks and strain 
family budgets,”  he wrote, 
•"rhe recent mrat boycott is a 
dram atic, exam ple o f the 
public’s concern and frustration 
over these ever increasing 
prices.”

’The governor told newsmen 
he h op^  the two utilities would 
decide to withdraw their 
requests. If they don’t, he 
added, the PUC would have to 
consider the rate revisions.

“ We don’t normally interfere 
with the PUC,”  Meskill said in 
response to a question of 
whether his office would take 
part in any formal hearing 
p r o c e d u r e s  on th e  ra te  
requests: He did not say wether 
it would in this case.

CL&P, which serves many 
areas of the state, is asking for 
increases of $12.1 million in 
electric rates and $5.1 million in 
gas rateB.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  
The Watergate investigation 
is gaining momentum after 
President Nixon abandoned 
the blanket claim o f in­
nocence for White House 
aides, i

/  Nixoh said Tuesday he will 
send his aides to testify publicly 
as demanded by Senate in­
vestigators preparing for 
hearings next month.

He said he launched a new

presidential inquiry into the 
matter last month, about the 
time Watergate burglar James 
McCord began telling his story 
to a Senate committee and a 
federal grand jury.

This time the President’s in­
quiry is being conducted by per­
sons outside the White House 
staff, some of whose members 
reported ly  have been im ­
plicated in McCord’s secret 
testimony.

Nixon’s re-election committee 
was reported to have offered 
the Democratic party $525,000 
in d a m a g es  to s e t t le  a 
multimillion-dollar package of 
lawsuits over the Watergate 
raid. But Democratic National 
Chairman Robert S. Strauss 
said he wouldn’t accept any 
offer until it becomes clear that 
the affair will be aired suf­
ficiently in public inquiries.

Nixon disclosed his actions in 
a three-minute statement to 
newsmen at the White House. 
No questions were permitted.

He said he met Sunday with 
Atty. Gen. Richard G. Klein- 
dienst and Asst. Atty. Gen. 
Henry Petersen who gets 
r e p o r t s  o f  g ra n d  ju r y  
testimony.

"I  can report today that there 
have been major developments 
in the ca se ,”  Nixon said, 
“ ...real progress has been 
made in finding the truth.”

He wouldn’t elaborate on the 
developments or name anyone 
who might be under suspicion. 
But he also said he has told in­
vestigators that no officials are 
exempt from prosecution, and 
said he’ll suspend any govern­
ment employe indict^ in the 
case and fire anyone convicted.

White House l^ess Secretary 
Ronald L. Ziegler said that 
supersedes Nixon’s longstan­
ding claim that administration 
officials have been cleared, 
because the latest statement 
stems from “ serious charges”  
that Nixon said first reached 
him March 21.

The President’ s original 
claim was made more than 
seven months ago on Aug. 29 at 
a California news conference. 
Nixon said then that presiden­
tial counsel John W. Dean HI 
had concluded an independent 
investigation of the burglary 
and wiretapping of Democratic 
o ff ice s  at the W atergate 
building.

N ixon  sa id  then 
“ categorically”  that Dean’s 
probe indicate nobody then in 
the White House or the ad­
ministration was involved. 
However, reliable sources say 
McCord has testified that 
another conspirator, G. (tardon 
Liddy, told him that Dean 
himself helped plan illegal 
bugging and relat^ activities.

Nixon now has abandoned his 
attempts to keep Dean and 
other White House aides off the 
Senate witness stand. He 
capitulated to demands by a 
special ;^Senate investigating 
committee, headed by Sen. Sam 
J. Ervin" Jr., D-N.C., that 
presidential aides testify in 
public and uhder oath.

Ervin’s hearings begin May 
15, with live television coverage 
permitted. Nixon said televi­
sion publicity wasn't a “ central 
issue”  behind his reluctance to 
allow testimony by his aides.

Nixon’s statement brought 
murmurs of approval from 
Republicans, some of i ^ m  
have warned of looming S ec­
tion disaster because of Nixon’s 
handling of the affair.

H A R TFO R D  (A P ) -T h e  
struggle over Connecticut’s ban 
on phosphate detergents' has 
bubbled over into the Senate 
after a House vote to delay the 
ban from going into force.

The 85-M vote Tuesday was 
largely along party lines, with 
the majority Republicans well 
in control. The bill would delay 
from June 1,1973 to June 1,1974 
the ban on the detergents and 
would order a lO-mohth state 
study of phosphate and non­
phosphate compounds.

Republicans supporting the 
delay pointed to reports that 
children had died from eating 
phosphate substitutes and that 
some non-phosphate detergents 
weakened the fire resistance of 
clothing.

But Minority Leader at Large 
William R. Ratchford, D- 
Danbury, claimed the bill was 
“ the most heavily lobbied bill 
we’ve had this session” .and 
said the lobbying pressure 
came from phosphate detergent 
manufacturers. •.

The anti-phosphate program 
threatened by the bill was 
passed ta 1971 when Democrats 
controlled the legislature. It 
said detergents sold after the 
beginning of 1972 could have a

maximum phosphate content of 
8.7 per cen t and that all 
phosphates would have to be 
eliminated by July of this year.

It e x e m p te d  fr o m  its  
provisions detergents used in 
dishwashers and certain com­
mercial applications.

Jin Tuesday’s debate. Rep. 
jMbrilyn Pearson, R-Stratford, 
maintained that Uie “ added zip 
in our washing m achines”  
provided by phosphates could 
end only in “ ugly and dead 
waters.” '

Representatives concerned 
about substitutes’ possible 
effects on children should work 
on to placing controls on sub­
stitutes, she said.

But Rep. Frank W. Ciampi of 
W a te rb u ry , one o f  f iv e  
Democrats supporting post­
ponement of the ban, main­
tained that “ No one seems to 
know exactly what phosphates 
are doing and what the sub­
stitutes are.”  A federal report 
on phosphates is likely next 
year, he noted.

Rep. Hairold G. Harlow, R- 
Lltchfield, said that “ the detri­
ment to the people of Connec­
ticut will be much worse”  if the

Tax Refund 
May Lag

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 
Internal Revenue Service says 
late-filing taxpayers will have 
to wait at least six to seven 
weeks before any refund checks 
due them are put in the mail.

An IRS spokesman said 
Tuesday the vast majority of 
tax refund checks should be 
processed and sent out by the 
end of May.

But some may take longer, so 
any taxpayer who has failed to 
receive an expected refund by 
that time should wait until mid- 
June before contacting the IRS 
service center where he filed 
his return, the agency added.

Latest figures by the IRS 
show that almost $10 billion in 
refunds will be mailed out 
during the next two months.

Through April 11, the IRS had 
processed 36.3 million refunds 
totaling $12.5 billion. U is 
expecting to send a total of $^  
billion in refunds to taxpayers 
this year;.

Find Short Suit 
The question was: Which suit 

was South short of? He obvious­
ly had a long spade suit and 
three diamonds. If South had a 
losing singleton, that was the 
suit that East wanted to lead.

If South had a losing singleton 
in hearts, West would have a 
strong eight-card heart suit. In 
that case. West would have led 
a heart instead of a trump. 
What’s more, West might have 
entered the bidding. Since West 
had not bid and had not led a 
heart, this possibility had to be 
rejected.

There was no such reason for 
discarding the possibility that 
South had a singleton club. This 
m atched up with all the 
evidence. Hence East should 
have known that a club return 
was best.

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Cutbacks Have A Price
Nobody has shed m any tears about 

the United States finally getting its 
troops out o f South Vietnam. And 
there are those who want us to get 
them out o f Southeast Asia entirely.

As periodic as the seasons are the 
trial balloons sent up in Washington, 
about cutting back our troop com ­
m ittm ents in Europe.

F oreign  aid esp ecia lly  m ilitary  
form s, is getting an ever-increasing 
scrutiny by budget planners in the ad­
m inistration and the (Dongress.

W e, as a nation, want peace. We 
don ’ t like the idea o f being the w orld ’s 
policem an nor its Santa Claus. ’There 
are too m any things being left undone 
at hom e to which w e should address 

■ ourselves and our lim ited wealth.
Since this is the attitude, the Pen­

tagon, w hich has a fat, fat budget as 
everyone knows and has decried for 
years, is cutting back on bases which 
presum ably are no longer vital to the 
national defense and cost m oney to 
m an and operate.

But there ’s the rub. It seem s that 
when the cuts com e close to hom e like 
in neighboring Massachusetts, peace 
and world stability, aren’t so wonder­
ful. F or the closure o f m ilitary bases 
m eans loss o f jobs, loss o f payrolls, 
and other disruptions o f the econom y 
and as a result the so-called fat in the 
Pentagon budget becom es m uscle 
vital to our defense but only on a dis­
trict by d istrict basis. To put it blunt­
ly, Bay State m ilitary installations 
a re  v ita l, but perh aps th ose  in 
M ississippi or Nevada or G eorgia, are 
not.

The fact rem ains the concern over 
m ilitary installations and their need is 
not a m ilitary question but a political 
one.

I f  ou r co n g re ssm e n  had th e ir  
druthers, every congressional district 
would probably be an arm ed cam p, 
whether it was in the national defense 
interest or not.

The problem  has been that after so 
many decades o f involvem ent as the . 
w orld ’s policem an, cutting back the 
role, cannot end at the ocean ’s  edge 
anym ore than our com m ittm ents to 
world peace can end there.

The transition from  a quasi w ar­
tim e m ilitary establishment to a m ore 
peace-tim e one m ust be accom panied

by cutbacks at hom e as w ell as 
abroad.

W e do not say the cutbacks being 
planned are  the w isest ones nor 
necessarily the ones which should be 
given top priority. But if  we sincerely 
believe that if the United States can 
and must relinquish som e o f its inter­
national burdens, it will and must be 
accom panied by dom estic changes in 
the military as well. If not, then it is a 
hoax on the taxpayer.

Instead o f casting about for means 
to rescind o r  forestall m ilitary cut­
backs congressm en Concerned might 
do w ell to seek ways and means to es­
tablish, as a part o f the defense 
policy, program s which would keep 
the human and econom ic dislocations 
o f such decisions at a minimum.

It seem s to us the Defense Dept, 
has lots of m anpower and m oney to 
spend on preparing fo r  wars, which 
m ay never com e, but sadly neglects 
devoting any man pow er or funds to 
preparing for peace, which m ay never 
com e, but which w e all hope will 
someday.

Communities and states too should 
realize by now that there are no "^per­
manent”  m ilitary installations and 
m ilitary goods manufactured by state 
industries aren ’t guaranteed forever.

W e always m ake the mistake of 
counting too heavily on these things in 
o u r  e c o n o m y  a n d  th e  q u i c k  
withdrawal is painful when world con­
ditions change m ilitary needs.

W e  c a n  t a lk  a b o u t  a l l  th e  
econom izing in the m ilitary we want 
but when the budget ax falls close to 

' hom e, we should not, if  we are honest, 
c ry  foul.

The true strength o f A m erica ’s 
defense establishment is not men, 
b a s e s ,  t h e ir  l o c a t i o n ,  a n n u a l 
purchases and expenditures, but 
rather its overall effectiveness.

T h e  e x t e n t  th a t  m a n p o w e r , 
fa c i l it ie s  and m on ey  m ak e our 
defense fo rce  m ilitarily effective is 
the criteria ; not the econom ic impact, 
good or bad, it m ay have on any one 
particular area.

If is on this basis that the closures of 
bases, w herever they are, must be 
evaluated. The sad thing is that what 
m ight be good politics doesn’t always 
m ake for a good national defense.

Silent U.S. Warning
W A SH IN G TO N  -  The 

extraordinary Israeli govern­
m ent d isc lo su re  that an 
American diplomat played a 
leading role in the defeat of 
D efense M in ister M oshe 
D ayan ’ s brazen plan fo r  
Israel’s continuing absorption 
of Arab lands dramatized the 
rising concern both here and ini 
Israel that Dayan and the 
Israeli hawks are going too far.

Once Prime Minister Golda 
M eir and the controUing 
moderates in the Israeli L^bor 
cabinet decided not to allow 
Dayan’s plan to be put to a 
cabinet test, where it would have 
been beaten, the matter could 
have been laid to rest.

But instead, the quiet, low- 
key intervention of Assistant 
Secretary of State Joseph J. 
Sisco, President Nixon’s top 
Middle East troubleshooter, 
was intentionally leaked in

Jerusalem by government of­
ficials. In short, the controlling 
moderates chose to publicize 
A m e rica n  r e s is ta n c e  to 
Dayan’s disturbing plan for un­
lim ited Israeli or JeWish 
purchase of Arab-owned lands 
in the Israeli-occupied west 
bank of Jordan.

The two reasons for this 
highly unusual conduct: to but­
tress the anti-Dayan decision 
with the political tecking of the 
U.S., Israel’s powerM ally;: 
and to put the Dayanites, both 
in and out of the Labor party, on 
notice that Dayan’s presumpr 
tuous plans for territorial 
expansion could bring an un­
welcome reaction from Presi­
dent Nixon.

Thus, a high U.S. official is 
responsible for the fact that the 
full text of a remarkable speech 
by Foreign Minister Abba Eban 
Last month is now making the 
rounds here.

' remarkable because it directly 
contradicted, without naming 
Dayan, the aggressive foreign 
policy positions the defense 
minister has been taking in his 
cam paign to stake out a 
‘ ‘Greater Israel’ ’ political posi­
tion for the battle over mntrbl 
of the Labor party when Prime 
M inister M eir eventually 
retires.

Eban’s speech, which went 
unnoticed by the U.S. embassy 
in Tel Aviv, was a daring plea 
a g a in s t  th e  c o n t in u in g  
“ dispossession of Arabs”  in the 
lands captured by Israel in the 
1967 war.

“ An article is published (in 
the Israeli press) stating that 
the dispossession of Arabs is an 
indispensable condition of the 
realization of Zionism,”  Eban 
said. “ This is pure libel.”

By contrast, Dayan on March 
29 said it was intolerable that 
“ the government of sovereign 
Israel should restrict Jewish 
land purchases in Judea and 
Sararia”  — the Biblical lands 
which include much of the 
Israeli-occupied west bank of 
Jordan.
. Without ever naming Dayan, 

Eban also attacked hawkish 
plans for the future of the oc­
cupied territories “ which are 
characterized by maximalism 
at the expense of the rights of 
others, and of the prbspects of 
peace.”

“ The question that is now 
asked everywhere,”  Eban said, 
“ is not about Israel’s courage 
and resourcefulness, which are 
everywhere taken for granted, 
but about its human qualities.”  

Eban has thus made himself 
the spokesman for the anti­
hawks and is trying to stake out 
a moderate position of ids own 
in the coming battle over con­
trol of the Labor party.

The Nixon adndnisteation is 
watching this developing battle, 
and its implications for future 
U.S; policy toward Israel and 
such pro-U.S. Arab states as 
Jordan, Lebanon and Saudi 
Arabia, with special attention.

On Israel’s daring, far-flung 
ndlitary attacks across inter­
national b ord ers  aga in st 
Palestinian guerrilla bases, of­
ficials here are maintaining a 
placid calm. But on demands by 
the Labor party’s leading hawk, 
Moshe Dayan, for establishing 
Jewish settlements anywhere 
in the captured territories — 
and for purchasing Arab lands 
which Israeli or American 
funds — these same officials 
are not placid at all.

Mrs. Meir’s decision, backed 
by the U.S., to go against 
Dayan’s demand, together with 
Eban’s courageous appeal to 
the “ human qualities”  of 
Judaism, are a signal thaf the 
hawks do not yet dominate 
Israel — and a warning of U.S. 
displeasure if they ever do.

Council Votes to Sell 
Industrial Park Land

The Town Council Monday 
sanctioned the sale of four 
acres of land in the Vernon In­
dustrial Park but deferred ac­
tion on the sale of another 
parcel until it is given further 
study by the town’s Planning 
and Economic Development 
Commissions.

The council agreed to sell 
four acres of land to developer 
David Webster.

The Planning Commission and 
the Economic Development 
Commission (EDO have ap­
proved the transaction.

A request of Mai Tool Com­
pany, which was one of the first 
industries to go into the In­
dustrial Park, was referred to 
the Planning Commission and 
the EDC for further study.

The council was told that the 
company wants the land to 
make a ball field for  its 
e m p l o y e s .  The c o u n c i l  
express^ concern, as did the 
EDC, because the land wanted 
is front footage on Bolton Rd.

In its original consideration 
of the request the EDC dis- 
cus'sed three possible options 
but all involved the front 
footage on jBolton Rd. The coun­
cil was told’ that about 350 feet 
left on Bolton Rd. is the only In­
dustrial Park front footage 
available.

After studying the three op­
tions the EDC settled on the one 
which would offer the company 
about pne-half acre with 100 
foot frontage on Bolton Rd. at a 
price of about 86,300 or 86,500.

The matter has not gone to 
the Planning Commission for 
its opinion.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  En­
vironmental Protection Ad­
m in i s t r a t o r  W il l ia m  D. 
Ruckelshaus asked Congress 
Tuesday to ease its 1976 
requirement for control of 
nitrogen oxide emissions from 
automobiles.

Ruckelshaus also said his 
agency will reclassify all but 
tw o a ir  q u a lity  r e g io n s  
previously believed to require 
general controls on nitrogen 
oxides.

The two exceptions are Los 
Angeles and C!hicago where 
nitrogen oxides, a constituent of 
smog, are still considered a 
serious (iroblem.

Testifying before a Senate 
pollution subconunittee headed 
by Sen. Edmund S. Muskie, 
D-Maine, Ruckelshaus said 
scientific measurements of 
nitrogen oxide, on which both 
the auto standards and the 
general air quality standards 
had been based, turned out to be 
wrong.

In most areas, Ruckelshaus 
said, “ it is clear that major cut­
backs in nitrogen oxides 
em issions clearly  are not 
necessary at this time and will 
not be necessary during the 
next several years.”

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Polish Air Force Record 
Set Straight By Historian
STORRS (A P )  -  I f  you 

believe the Polish Air Force 
was destroyed on the ground by 
Germany in 1939, you’re living 
in the never-never land of myth, 
says a University of Connec­
ticu t H ealth  C enter psy­
chiatrist.

Dr. Michael A. Peszke of 
Glastonbury, who was born 
near Warsaw and who is an 
aviation history buff, says the 
facts indicate that the PAF 
played a much nobler role 
during World War I I  than 
historians generally give it.

The September 1939 Ger­
man invasion of Poland, he 
says, was one of the high points 
for the PAF, which also figured 
m ore prom inently than is 
generally recognized in the Bat­
tle of Britain.

Peszke said in a telephone in­
terview that he based his con­
clusions, appearing in the 
March issue of the Journal of 
th e  A m e r ic a n  A v ia t io n  
Historical Society, on official 
documents of the German 
Luftwaffe and British ministry 
reports.

The truth, he said, was that 
“ Polish bombers made deter­
mined attacks on the German 
forces for two wwks”  in the 
1939 German biitzi In addition, 
he said, Polish fighters carried 
on for six days, until their dis­
tant observation and radio con­
trol points were overrun by 
German Panzer tanks.

In the Battle of Britain from 
July 10 to Oct. 31, 1940, every 
fifth fighter pilot who defended

England was a Pole, Peszke 
said.

“ Most people who w rite  
about World War H tend to 
commit the most crassly ig­
norant statements in terms of 
the Polish nation,”  said Peszke, 
whose father was a Polish Air 
Force officer. “ The quotes and 
is s u e s  th e y  r a is e  a re  
erroneous.”

For instance, he said, “ you 
read about the Polish calvary 
charging German tanks. That’s 
a myth.

“ I f  you repeat something 
o ften  enou gh ,’ ’ he said , 
“ everybody believes it.

“ Another myth is that the 
Polish Air Force was destroyed 
on its own landing grounds by 
the Germans,”  Peszke said. 
‘ "That isn’t true. Don’t take my 
word for it. Take the word of 
the German Luftwaffe. In the 
article, I  quote the sources and 
the references.”

In the Battle of Britain, 
generally considered a turning 
point of the war with German 
losses put at more than 2,600 
planes, British pilots downed 
three German planes for every 
pilot lost, he said.

“ Polish pilots flying with 
Royal Air Force units ^ r e d  
four for one,”  he said. “ Pilots 
in all-Polish squadrons at­
tached to the RAF scored nine 
for one.”

He said the P A F ’s 303rd 
Fighter Squadron downed 126 
enemy planes in the famous 
battle.

“ In all, 154 Polish pilots

fought in the Battle of Britain, 
and 30 died in it,”  Pesdce said.

Peszke said he wasn’t trying 
to minimize the effort of the 
British, “ who undoubtedly won 
the Battle of Britain.

“ ’The point is that if you read 
even s em i-o ffic ia l B ritish  
historians, you really have to 
read between the lines to find 
out how important thd Polish 
contribution was...it was more 
than just a couple of pilots 
flying a couple of planes^”  he 
said.

During the 1939 invasion, he 
said, the PAF “ fought in out­
dated gull wing PZL  l l ’ s 
aga inst a ll o f G e r m a n y ’ s 
bomber might and half of its en- 
t i r e  f i g h t e r  f o r c e .  
Nevertheless, they shot down 
126 planes and lo ^  116,”

During that battle, he said, 
the PAF  lost 234 men and 325 
planes.

“ The Luftwaffe, according to 
its own records, lost 743 men 
and 285 planes, plus 279 other 
planes that were damaged 
beyond repair,”  he said.

A fter Poland fell to Ger­
many, he said, “ most Polish 
pilots escaped and ended up in 
Britain, where they flew British 
Hurr icanes  and Spi t f i res  
th ro u g h  the  w a r ,  s o m e  
s w i t c h i n g  to A m e r i c a n  
Mustangs near the end.”

During the entire war, he 
said, Polish fighter units shot 
down 745 German planes and 
went on 73,486 missions.

Cow Diet 
May Help Humans

ATLANTIC CTTY, N.J. (A P ) 
— A  new diet for dairy cows 
m a y > e d u c e  the l e v e l  o f 
saturated fats in milk.
. The diet doubles the amount 
o f desireable polyunsaturated 

, fatty acids in the milk, .accor­
ding to scientists from the Ohio 
Agricu ltu ra l Research and 

i Development Center.
Animal products — meat, 

milk and eggs — are major 
sources of saturated fats in the 
human diet. Saturated fats have 
been linked to rising blood 
cholesterol levels, and these in 
turn are a risk factor in heart 
disease.

“ R esearch  ev idence in- 
idicates that most people can 
lower the diolesterol level in 
their blood by modifying their 

, d ie t to  p a r t ia lly  rep la ce  
saturated fat with unsaturated 
fats rich in polyunsaturated fat- 
t y  e s s e n c e , ”  t h e  O h io  
researchers said.

Cattle and sheep, although 
they eat low fat foods, create 
high levels o f saturated fats in 
m e a t  and m i l k  b e c a u s e  
microorganisms convert the 
polyunsaturated fats in their 
diet to saturated fats during the 
digestive process.

Australian scientists have 
developed a method of coating 
the animals’ dietary polyun­
saturates so that they are not 

; converted; A U.S. firm  is now 
' working toward production o f a 
\ supplem^t in Uiis process. The

is doing similar work.
The Ohio researchers. Dr.

, Experimental Biology today 
that they worked on another 
method o f protecting polyun­
saturated oils fed to dadry cows.

A m ixture o f w ater and 
soyflour was put together, with 
the soyflour containing in^ 
numbers 10 to 12 per cent' 
linoleic acid, a major polyun­
saturated  fa t t y  acid . The 
resulting product was dried out 
and eight jpounds a day of it was 
fed to each of three lactating 
Jersey cows.

“ The experimental diet effec­
tively increased the level of 

, polyunsaturated fatty acids in 
the milk fat from 10 to 19 per 
cent,”  the Ohio researchers 

> reported.
Saturated fatty acid in the 

milk fat was reduced from 56 to 
40 per cent, they said.

Nixon’s bill, called the Trade 
Reform Act of 1973, calls for a 
reduction of trade barriers if 
other nations are wifilng to 
lower theirs, one purpose teing 
to bring exports, which, totaled

This proposal was widely 
referred to in the press as “ un­
precedented and sweeping,”  
but Flanigan insists it is not.

“ Phony charge,”  is how he 
described that accusation. “ It 
emerged because o f the con- 
fronatation of the President 
with Congress. We are not 
seeking sweeping new power. 
We are asking for authority

given in the past, to reflect the 
new experiences.”

The second major aspect of 
the proposals, the right to 
restrain imports for five years 
so as to  p r o t e c t  ce r t a in  
American industries, has also 
been criticized as an attempted 
usurption  o f  pow er .  But 
Flanigan notes that (Congress 
retains its veto.

“ It ’s a hell of a matter to go 
into negotiations with fewer 
chips than the other guy,”  he 
said, referring to the broad 
powers held by negotiators for 
some other nations.

biturate abuse and of alcohol 
misuse, if it can be shown that 
this use of the chemicaT would 
be safe.

The scientists also said their 
' work has shown the cyclic AMP 

is the key to the way the central 
nervous system depressants 
work in the body. If this is true.

Did The Insurance

SAN DIEGO, Calif. (AP) -  A 

University of California at San 
Diego scientist says a small, 
egg-shaped rock which pierced

meteorite.

It is believed to be the first 
ever recovered in California, 
Dr. Robert C. Finkel, a UCSD 
research chemist, said Monday.

Cyclic AMP is a naturally 
produced body chemical dis­
c o v e re d  by D r. E a rl W. 
Sutherland o f  V anderbilt 
Univeraity, a  ̂discovery that 
won for him a Nobel FTize in 
medicine.

The chemical functions as a 
messenger for hormone signals 
in the body, has a role in 
gyn etics and acts in the 
transmission of electrical im­
pulses in nerve and muscle 
tissues.

Cohn said the work by his 
group could produce the first 
clin ica l application of th e ' 
Sutherland d iscovery . He 
presented his report to the 57th 
annual meeting of the Federa­
tion of American Societies for 
Experimental Biology.

Cohn said he would like to 
. begin working with human sub­

jects and is talking now with 
U.S. Army officials about these 
plans.

Cohn said his group has used 
a c o m m e rc ia lly '  prepared 
cyclic AMP substance. The syn­
thetic chemical is injected into 
the brain or spine at about three

Q u i e t  M e r i d e n  C r u s a d e r  
S a y s  H e ’ s S o n  o f  G o d

M E R ID E N  ( A P )  -  A 
bearded, 49-year-oId man who 
claims he is the son of God has 
gather^ a following of 200 in 
Iiferiden.

And new disciples have been 
coming every week to the office 
bu ild in g  w h ere the s e lf -  
pw hdm ed prophet, who calls 
himself simply "Julius,”  has 
been conducting his quiet 
crusade since January.

R i ^ e l t h e i f  JoentaUy, uh- 
balahc^, a blaqdiemer and 
egotist or actually the Lord,”  
Julius tells those who visit him 
for the first tiine.

"Well, I am the son of God. 
This is no boast, no baloney. I 
am the real thing. I don’t have 
to prove anything to you. You 
must prove yourself to me.”

His followers mostly are 
young people in their teens and 
early 20s. They say they have 
come from as far as (^lifor- 
nia—som etim es a fter  un­
satisfying religious experiences 
elsewhere—and believe that at 
last they have found the Lord.

M any o f  them  w ork  in 
J u l iu s ’ s '  f i v e - r o o m  
headquarters, the office of 
Tampco, a religious music 
company that has already put 
oiit one record, “ God is Alive.”  

The o ffice  is filled with 
typists, artists and others who 
^ n d  most of their day working 
on the publication of sheet 
music. But every day at 3 p.m. 
all work stops and the ^ f f ,  
barefoot, joins Julius for his 
daily settee .

Om observer described the 
scene this way:

The service begins with 
fvayers for Meriden city 
officials, as a gesture of 
friendship to the city where 
Julius has based his movement.

Then, after a pause, Julius’ 
body is wradeed by a spasm, 
followed by similar trembling 
and shudders from the others 
around the chicle. It is said to 
b e ' the daily ritual for the 
faiti^ul>

One of the faithful is Ted 
Rankin, 20, from  St. Paul, 
Minn. He said h e 'a n d  his 
girlfriend began to travel 
Ground the country last year 
after getting a "supernatural 
message that I was to be used 
by G od.”  A fter driving to 
Houston and Colorado, he 
lacked up a hitchhiker who was 
on his way to see Julius.

"W e asked him about Julius 
and he told us about the second 
coming,”  Rankin recalled. “ As 
Soon as he told us, something 
hit us and we believed it. And 
when we saw Julius we knew it , 
was true. He is the I^ird.”
; Ju lius w as born  Ju lius 

Schacknow, bom in Brooklyn to 
poor parents. He quit school 
after the 11th grade to join the 
wartime Navy.

“ I was on Guam in October 
1946 when I consciously stepped 
out of my body, felt the full sen­
sation 61 being in bodies, 
one physical and the other 
spiritual,”  he said. “ W i ^  a 
few naomenta my iqiirltual b < ^  
WGS Intrpduqed Into God s 
presence.”

Three more times, he said.

God appeared before him. “ I 
felt Hls gut moving under the 
pressure of my hand. 1 felt His 
ribcage,”  he said.

By Januam 1970, Julius said, 
he learned he was the son of 
G od . He tra v e led  am ong 
religious groups across the 
country but got fed iq> with 
"phoniness and radieteering 
hypocrites,”  he recalled, and 
finally came to Meriden. .

“ 'The area withhi a aevoi-inile 
radius o f Meriden has the 
greatest potential tor good in 
the world,”  he said. “ God haa 
allowed something special 
here. The founding fathers were 
very dedicated and the basic in­
tent today is to do right.”

Julius has expressed respect 
for Meriden in another way, 
too.

In a letter to the Court of 
Common Council, he pledged 
his group would adhere to the 
laws of Meriden on the grounds 
that local officials had been put 
in their posts by the will of God.

Yet Julius is not universally 
accepted in the city.

The Board of Directors of the 
M e r id e n  C h a m b e r  o f  
Commerce, which welcomed 
Tampco as a member when it

f ir s t  ca m e  to tow n, has 
withdrawn the membership.

“ Our decision t o  take them on 
as members was an error,”  
said Sanford S. Shorr, the 
chamber’s executive vice presi­
dent. "We thought when they 
applied that this organization 
was predicated on a musical 
function.”

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HRC Told How Schools •V'ji

Work With Maladjusted'^^Z.

(H erald Reporter)
The maladjusted child in the 

Manchester school systent was 
the subject discussed by Mrs. 
Jean ciunpbell, senior school 
social worker last night at a 
m e e t i n g  o f  th e  H um an  
Relations Commission.

For the past 17 years, Mrs. 
Campbell said, school social 
workers in Manchester have 
been working with a variety of 
exceptional children with a 
s p e c ia l  fo cu s  on helping 
educate the socia lly  and 
em ot ion a lly  m a la d ju sted  
youngster.

To prevent education and 
l e a r n i n g  p r o b l e m s ,  a 
prescreening kindergarten 
p r o g r a m  w as  f o r m e d .  
Manchester is the first area 
town to have tw o specia l 
kindergartens. The first, she 
said, is for children with 
language difficulties; the other 
is  a d e v e l o p m e n t a l  
kindergarten for the child, who 
is  n ot q u i te  r e a d y  f o r  
kindergarten.

There are nine pre-primary 
s p e c ia l  c la ss e s  betw een  
kindergarten and Grade 1. 
These classes are highly in­
dividualized, she said, to hiuidle 
whatever the child’s need mig^t 
be. The junior high schools now 
have learning centers, and next 
year there will be a learning 
center at M anchester High 
School.

More learning centers are 
being planned to the elemen­
tary schools, where a child can 
be assigned to a learning center 
to meet his needs.

By 1974, there w ill be only 
state certified special educa­
t io n  t e a c h e r s  and n o t  
specialized teachers of the 
mentally retarded, physically 
or emotionally handicapped or 
reading and language dis­
abilities. This will do away with 
labe l in g ,  which leads to 
barriers for the child, Mrs. 
Campbell said, and all needs 
will be met in one particular 
place.

This year, a model vocational 
program was developed for a 
youngster returning from  a 
state institution. Next year, if 
funding is available, she said, a 
sheltered workshop without 
walls may be formed to the 
school system.

Each schoof w ill have plan  ̂
ning and placement teams next 
year, she said. A team wiU be 
com p(»ed of the school 
cipal, two teachers, the s^ o o l 
social worker and, if needed, 
the s ch oo l  p s y ch o lo g is t .  
Working together, this team 
would decide what a child’s

needs are and determ ine 
whether the needs are more 
than a regular classroom could 
provide.

For the most part, every ef­
fort will be made to educate a 
child to the framework o f the 
nei^borhood'school, she said. 
A social worker wOl work to 
classrooms trying to identify 
existing problems at an earlier 
point, and the learning centers 
will facilitate the teaching of 
the youngsters.

The Human Realtions Com- 
m i s s i o n  d i s c u s s e d  th e  
recom m endation o f  Town 
Manager R obert W eiss that 
$22,022 be set aside to the town 
budget to be used for a human 
services coordinator. The com ­
mission advocated the hiring of 
such a coordinator at an annual 
salary of between 114,000 and 
$17,000.

Ed Madora of radio station 
WINF said that an open forum 
of the air, which has been under 
discussion by the commission, 
could be scheduled on Sundays 
from 8 p.m. to midnight. The 
format would include two 2- 
hour segments.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Rep. 
E lla Graaao, D-Conn., said 
Tueaday she has asked the 
federal Food and Drug Ad- 
ministratiiMi and the Depart- . 
ment o f Agriculture to ban the 
uae of nitrates and nitrites “ un­
til such a time as tbene sub­
stances have been proven 
safe.”

Nitratesand nitrites are com- 
itttki food additives to bacon, 
ham, hot dogs, corned beef and 
oU m  processed meats as well 
aa pome nnoked fish.

Grasso said Tuesday 
that recent research shows that 
those substances can become 
cahcer-productog agents called 
idttosamtoes. This transition 
occurs, she said, when the 
nitrates and nitrites com e to 
coptact with chemicals known 
sis amines which may be pre­
sent inthe same fck>d or to other 
food raten at the same time. 
t> Mrs. Grasso cited several fin­
dings to support her request for 
a halt of the use of nitrates and 
nitrites:

—Data o f FDA scientists 
p r e s e n t e d  a t  1971 House 
Intergovernmental Relations 
S u b c o m m it te e  hearin gs  
revealed that nltrosam ines 
were found to ham and other 
cured meats tested.

—In the same subcommittee 
hearings, a paper submitted by 
five FDA scientists stated that 
some smoked fish tested con­
tained nltrosamines.

—In a press release dated 
December 14, 1971, the USDA 
a n n o u n c e d  that s o m e  
frankfurters purchased at retail 
stores contained nltrosamines.

—A joint press release, dated 
February 5, 1972, from  the 
USDA and FDA reported that 
findings o f new studies in­
dicated that nitrosamine was 
m ore prevalent than previously 
recognized.

“ Despite the findings of their 
dwn scien tists, as well as 
others, FDA and USDA of­
ficials have failed to minimize 
the risk for the,consumer who 
purchases certain processed 
meats and fish,”  Mrs. Grasso 
saW.

(AP) — Governm ent rein ­
forcements circled Wounded 
Knee today following a heavy 
exchange Of gunfire that 
wounded at least tw o and 
possibly six of the militant In­
dians who have held this village 
51 days.

A border patrolman from  
Montana said he and about 25 
colleagues had been brought to 
to aid the 900 U.S. marshals and 
FBI agents around the village 
after the 90-minute gunfire 
exchange Tuesday morning and 
sporadic shooting the rest of the 
day.

An unidentified member of 
the estimated 150 Indians oc­
cupying Wounded Knee was 
lis t^  to very critical condition 
this morning after undergoing 
brain surgery to a Rapid City 
hospital. A supervisor at the 
hospital said the man had suf­
fered a gunshot wound to the 
head.

A government spokesman 
said at least one other Indian 
had been wounded during the 
exchange and no federal law­
man had been hit. Sources on 
the Pine Ridge Reservation 
said four other militants were 
wounded but the five had been 
treated t o  the village.

Top Court 
Backs Laws 
On Spills

W ASHINGTON (A P ) -  
Federal law presents no hairier 
to tough state laws imposing 
full U tility  on shippers for oil 
spill damage, the Supreme 
Court unanimously held today.

The court in an opinion 
written by its environmentalist 
William 0 . Douglas upheld a 
law which had been declared in­
valid by a three-judge federal 
panel in Florida.

The state law imposes strict 
liability for damages caused by 
oil spills in Florida’s territorial 
waters from any oil handling or 
drilling operation, or from any 
ship involve with such a facili­
ty.

“ We find no constitutional or 
statutory impediment in per­
mitting Florida, in the present 
setting of this case, to establish 
any 'requirement or liability’ 
concerning the impact of oil 
spillages on Florida’s interests 
or concern,’ ’ Douglas wrote.

Metals’ Prices Soar
New York—Prices in the so- 

called “ p lat inum group”  oi 
metals increased sharply in 
1972. Platinum went from a low 
o f $102 per troy ounce to |160, 
palladium from 335.60 to |72 
and iridium from $146 to $626 
before stabilizing at $300.

In his first energy message to 
Congress in 1971, Nixon com­
mitted his administration to 
developm ent o f the “ fast 
breeder”  nuclear reactor as the

By converting  plentifu l 
atomic elements into usable 
fuel, the "Breeder”  would in­
crease greatly the world ’ s 
atomic fuel supply, even while 
it generates power.

A year earlier, a Cabinet task 
force recommended replacing 
the present quota system of oil 
im ports with a system of 
tariffs, but Nixon did not act on 
the plan.

Since then, however, the 
nation’s domestic fuel supplies 
have fallen far behind rapidly 
grow in g  en ergy  dem and, 
creating pressure for major 
new policy decisions.

In recent years, natural gas 
consumption has increased 
faster than new supplies could 
be found. By last year, some 
companies had begun refusing 
new customers.

Within the past two years, 
U.S. oil producers caught up 
with the production capability 
of domestic oil fields.

At the same time, almost no 
new oil refineries were being 
built in the United States, so 
that refinery capacity became 
by last sum m er a m ajor 
production bottleneck.

Summer gasoline consump­
tion broke all records last year 
and refiners, adjusting &eir 
production to that demand, 
short-changed the reserves of 
fuel oil which they should have 
been building up for winter.

“ We thought we could catch 
up,”  said one industry source.

But they could not, and the 
result was a shortage of fuel oil 
and diesel oil last winter.

Recent reports indicate the 
pendulum may be swinging in 
the other direction, threatening 
g a s o lin e  sh o r ta g e s  th is 
summer.

HARTFORD (AP) -  State 
Atty. Gen. Robert K. Killian 
subm itted to the general 
assembly Tuesday four bills he 
said would “ remedy abuses in 
the sale and distribution of gas­
oline and petroleum products.”

One measure would beef up

A second bill would guarantee

“ I cannot em phasize. too 
strongly that our consumers 
and our retail gasoline dealers, 
now almost totally at the mercy 
of the major oil companies, 
need and deserve the protection 
afforded by these bills,”  Killian 
sa id  in a le t t e r  to "the 
le^lature.

At Stamford Hospital, Ad­
ministrator l^gar L. Giebel 
said “ I would suspect that we 
will probably offer this seijvice 
(abortions) as soon as the 
legislature sets guidelines.”

The cooperative extension 
service a t Mississippi St^te 
University said Monday, "As of 
right now every acre in the 
state is too wet to plant.” .

Nearly a half million acres of 
Mississippi farmland are under 
w a t e r .  R a y  C o n v e r s e ,  
agriculture statistician for the 
s t a t e  D e p a r t m e n t  of  
Agriculture and Commerce, 
said one million acres were 
covered at one point.

Converse said it would be im­
possible to determine just how 
much of a financial loss is in­
volved in state agriculture due 
to the flooding.

He said between |6  million 
and 68 million in soybeans and 
cotton from last year still 
hasn’t been harvested and " it’s 
pretty much gone.”

Temperatures plunged into 
the teens in some areas during 
the cold snap the second week 
in April, nipping peach and ap­
ple blossoms in Uie bud.

Officials in Chilton County, 
A l a . ,  s a y  r e c o r d  low 
t e m p e r a t u r e s  v i r t u a l l y  
destroyed the county’s 63 
million peach crop. Sen. Jolm 
Sparkman asked Agriculture

Secretary Earl Butz to declare 
the county a disaster area.

The Illinois crop reporting 
service estimated 80 to 90 per 
cent of Illinois’ 61-38 million an­
nual peach crop will be lost as 
well as 50 per cent of the state’s 
66 million annual apple crop.

Temperatures that dropped 
as low as 18 degrees at points in 
Virginia damaged some 20 per 
cent of the peach crop and 5 to 
10 per cent of the state’s apple 
crop. Dr. Ross Byers of the 
Winchester F ruit Research 
Laboratory said as a result con­
sumers can expect higher retail 
prices for the two fruits this 
summer.

The sam e was tru e  for 
sev e ra l o th e r f rui t  crops 
damaged by the cold. Arkansas 
officials said 50 to 75 per cent of 
the strawberry crop grown in 
central Arkansas was wiped put 
and Michigan cherry growers 
lost up to one quarter of their 
622 million crop when the mer­
cury nosedived to 10 degrees 
along Lake Michigan.

S crap ie  K ills Sheep, G oats

Red Trawlers 
Violate Law, 
Says Sargent

BOSTON (AP) -  Soviet 
fishing trawlers are illegal^ 
using restricted areas off the 
M a s s a c h u s e t t s  c o a s t  in 
“ flagrant violation” of inter­
national agreem ents, Gov. 
Francis W. Sargent diarged 
Tuesday.

’The governor protested to the 
federal government that <“ 1S 
large Soviet stem  traw lers 
were located one to ten miles 
inide the areas” on March 10, 
a c c o r d i n g  to  a i r p l a n e s ,  
patrolling the area.

“These areas were closed to 
pro tect spawning haddock 
which are now all but commer­
cially extinct because of earlier 
Soviet O ver-explo itation ,”  
Sargent-wrote in a letter to the 
National  O ceanic and At­
mospheric Administration.

“It seems inconceivable to 
me that such a flagrant viola­
tion could be ignored,” Sargent 
wrote. He said the incident sub­
stantiates contentions that only 
U.S. fishermen are penalized 
for violations of areas closed by 
the international agreements.

Sargent  asked the U.S. 
Commerce and State Depart­
ment “to take immediate ac­
tion to protest this violation.” 
He said also that the violations 
“ reflect the ineffectiveness of 
current international conserva­
tion controls and dictate a 
change in United States policy 
which allows such practices to 
continue.”

Bill Would Curb 
Dog Population

HARTFORD (AP) -  A bill to 
curb the dog population explo­
sion has been approved by the 
C o n n e c t i c u t  G e n e r a l  
Assembly’s Environment (tom- 
mittee.

The m easure would give 
financial breaks to owners of 
dogs that have been spayed or 
neutered.

State Rep. Grant B. Apthorp, 
R-Griswold, sponsor of Uie bill, 
said Tuesday it is designed to 
solve “the problems of over­
population of dogs which has 
turned our state dog shelters 
into slaughter houses in order 
to keep the number of animals 
under control.”

Apthorp said the state kills 
about 33,000 dogs each year.

The bill would set a new fee 
schedule of 65 a year for an 
altered dog of either sex, 67.50 
for an unaltered male and 610 
for an unaltered female.

Fees now are 63 for male or 
spayed female and 67.20 for an 
unspayed female.

’The state also would provide 
615 toward spaying if the bill is 
passed.

House Votes 
Road Projects

HARTFORD (AP) -  Despite 
criticism from a number of 
Deniocrats, the Connecticut 
House of Representatives voted 
final approval Tuesday of 
legislation which will a s s i^  top 
priority to 37 road-building 
projects throughout most of the 
state.

The vote was 84-35. Most of 
the dissenting votes were cast 
by Democrats.

The list was drawn up by the 
state Department of Transpor­
tation with the approval of (jov. 
Thomas J . Meskill. He is 
expected to sign the 6270 
million bill.

The projects are among 167 
programs which had been ap­
proved during past legislative 
sessions.

Democrats claimed that the 
grouping of the projects in one 
bill was an example of the 
executive branch of sta te  
government taking responsibili­
ty from the legislature.

House Ma jo r i ty  L eade r  
Gerald F. Stevens, R-Milford, 
replied that there are so many 
uncompleted highway projects 
in the s ta te  because past 
legislature have approved in­
dividual projects to please 
voters in certain communities.

Every year the Ivy League 
schools go out in search of 
ap p lican ts  f rom m inority  
groups and turn on the Big Sell.

But there always are more 
applicants than room, and 
every year thousands of these 
turned-on young people get 
rejection letters from schools 
like Harvard, Brown, Dart­
mouth.

And their world crumbles.
Until a couple of years ago, 

these young people were left to 
p i c k  up t h e  p i e c e s  by 
themselves.

Now that’s being changed. 
’The Ivy League schools, along 
with their affiliated women’s 
college and M assachusetts 
Institute of Technology, are set­
ting out to help the rejected.

•They’ve set up an after- 
rejection placement service 
that aims a t getting these 
rejected students into other 
colleges.

David Evans, assistant direc­
tor of admissions at Harvard, 
set up the program in 1971.

He sent letters to 450 rejected 
applicants (out of more than 6,- 
000 turned down by Harvard 
that year) and offered to help 
place them someplace else. 
Ninety-two accep t^  the offer, 
and he got every one of them at 
least one college offer.

’The average was four offers 
for every rejected student.

This year, the program has 
been adopted by the rest of the 
Ivy League and MIT, and Evans 
expects 1,200 of the rejected 
applicants will accept his 
group’s offer for help.

“ These a re  very strong 
students—median College 
Board sco res in the high 
500s—who have been badly ad­
vised, if at all, in high school,” 
Evans said.

“These are highly visible kids 
to our alumni recruiters and to 
recruiters from other colleges 
like us,” he said. “We ask them 
to apply here. We give them

handsome books. We m ay eyoi 
waive their aK>lication fee.

“ They think we’ve com­
mitted ourselves to them when 
of course we haven’t. They may 
not apply anywhere else, or 
they may apply Just to a local 
community college.

“After this big buildup, have 
we no responsibility to these 
kids? Don’t  they desefve 
something more than, ‘We’re 
sorry?” ’

Evans’ group doesn’t offer to 
help every student turned down 
by MIT or the Ivy League. This 
year tiiere will be close to 60,000 
rejected out of approximately 
80,000 applicants.

The group sticks to what are 
judged to be highly qualified 
minority group persons.

“We do not get in touch with 
another college unless we judge 
that there is a high probability 
that the college will be in­
terested in our candidates,” 
Evans said.

He estimated that 80 per cent 
of the applicants his group will 
contact this year will be blacks, 
Indians or Spanish-Americans.

Mrs. Schaffer 
Would Destroy 
Old Records

HARTFORD (AP)-The wor­
ding of the state law to the con­
trary , old election petitions 
aren’t worth keeping “ for eter­
nity,” says Secretary of the 
State Gloria Schaffer.

Mrs. Schaffer has asked the 
General Assembly to pass a 
new law permitting her to dis­
card the petitions and certain 
other documents that now are 
to be preserved for all time.

Backyard Jousts Revive Chivalry
SACRAMENTO, Calif. (AP) 

— The clang of sword-smitten 
armor is w^ting across subur­
ban California backyards.

Knights in homemade armor 
with wooden swords and shields 
are part of the monthly revels 
of the Society for Creative 
Anachronism, devoted to things 
medieval.

Each member of the group 
has a title and a coat of arms.

And, said Lady Cheryl of 
Castlwhyte, “everyone brings a 
medieval-style sack lunch—like 
m eat, cheeses, bread. And 
everybody brings their own 
wine. We stress mead.”

She explained that mead is a 
fe rm en t^  drink which includes 
honey, and is much favored by 
slayers of dragons.

Lady Cheryl spends most of 
her time as Cheryl White, wife 
of .‘20th century plumber David 
White. The couple hosted the 
latest revel for about 35 persons 
last weekend in their backyard.

White is the local chapter’s 
“ senseschal,” or head of the 
shire. And the Sacramento area 
is known as the Shire of the 
Golden Rivers of the West 
Kingdom.

“A revel starts about one in 
the afternoon and may go until 
three in the morning,” Mrs. 
White said during an interview 
Tuesday.

“ If someone joins just for the' 
socializing, they usually don’t 
stay with it. You have to get in­
volved or you just get lost.”

Members say the society

began in Berkeley, Calif., about 
se v e n  y e a r s  ago w i t h  a 
gathering of medievalists in a 
backyard.

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Manchester Getting New Traffic Signs
Manchester is having new 

traffic signs installed. The in­
stallation of the new signs 
whidi are in compliance with 
the new federal r^ulations on 
traffic control devices, wiU be 
completed on all town roads by 
the first week in May.

The town has received a $4,- 
800 federal grant for the signs, 
according to P olice Chief 
James Reardon. The grant will 
cover approximately half of the 
cost.

Hie new signs are being in­
stalled because there have been 
ch a n g e d  in th e  f e d e r a l  
regulations which govern traf­
fic control signals. The signs 
presently in use in Manchester 
do not comply with these new 
regulations. The new signs are 
of an international type which 
utilizes symbols as opposed to 
the written word.

According to a pamphlet, 
printed by the U.S. Department 
of Transportation, the use of 
symbols has many advantages 
over the use of word messages. 
They provide instant com ­
munication, as they can be un­
derstood at a glance without

having to be read; they over­
come language barriers, which 
is beciuning more important as 
international travel becomes 
more conunonplace.

In the sign shop in the police 
sta tion ’ s basem ent, John 
Baldyga, chief mechanic, and 
the police mechanics make the 
signs which are being put up 
around town.

According to Baldyga, the 
sign making represents a great 
savings to the town. When the 
town buys the metal sign plates 
and decals and bonds them 
together through the use of 
town personnel, it saves ap­
proximately 50 per cent of the 
cost of a finished sign. When old 
signs are taken down, the old 
decals are striped from the 
plate, or slug, using a chemical 
solvent. When slugs are reused 
in this manner, the signs cost 
less than 35 per cent of the price 
of the finished sign, even when 
the cost of the chemical solvent 
and labor is figured into the 
price.

Baldyga also said that one 
man can strip 800 signs in the 
course of a working day.

HARTFORD (AP) -  Fewer 
Connecticut high school pupils 
are continuing their education 
after their four high school 
years have ended, says the 
state Department of Education.

. F ro m  th e  c l^ s s  that 
V^aduated last Jude, 61.7 per 

wnt went on to some form of 
college education, compared to 
a high of 69.6 per cent in 1970, 
the department said.

Last year’s percentage was 
almost as low as the rate in 
1964, the last year before the 
figures started climbing, the 
department reported as it 
released a survey of the 1972 
class.

The decline was due in part to 
higher tuition costs, more jobs, 
an end to the draft and changing

attitudes toward higher educa­
tion, according to Willis H. 
Umberger, associate com ­
missioner of administrative 
services.

Of the 37,871 pupils who 
graduated from high school last 
June, the department said 5,915 
w en t to public four-year 
colleges in the state and 1,717 
went to private four-year 
colleges in Connecticut.

A total of 6,650 wenfto out- 
ofstate public and private 
colleges.

On the two-year college level, • 
3,638 of the June high school 
graduates entered public 
colleges and 468 enrolled at 
private schools, the state 
E d u c a t i o n  D e p a r t m e n t  
reported.

TALLAHASSEE, Fla. (A P )-  
Tired of waiting for Congress to 
act, the Florida Senate has 
voted unanimously to replace 
the name Cape Kennedy with 
Cape Canaveral original nam e- 
on all st^te road maps and 
highway' signs.

The area had been called 
Cape Canaveral from the 16th 
Century until President Lyndon 
J o hns on  c h a n g e d  it by ,  
proclamation in 1963, shortly 
after the death of Resident 
John F. Kennedy.

State Sen. Lori Wilson said 
she felt it was never Johnson’s 
intention for the entire Cape to 
bear the Kennedy name, only 
the space center area. She said 
the bill now awaiting action by 
the Florida House was not an 
attempt to “ show any dis­
respect toward President John 
Kennedy, who was a great 
pfesident.”

Florida first asked Congress

several years ago to change the 
name back to Cape Canaveral. 
The proposal passed the U.S. 
Senate last year but stalled in 
the House.

The town will furnish Trash- 
Away with gasoline purchased 
at 14.5 cents per gallon. Trash-

effect, realize a profit of 16.5 
per gallon on all gasoline Trash-

The town does not pay federal

GEORGE C. MARSHALL: 
ORGANIZER OF VICTORY. 
1943-1945. By Forrest C. Pogue. 
Viking. 683 Pages. $15.

The panorama oif the ordeal, 
superhuman labor ,and ultimate 
triumph of the Allies in World 
War II, as seen by one of the 
chief architects, Gen. George 
C. Marshall, U.S. Army chief of 
staff, continues to unfold slowly 
but very informatively from the 
Marshall records down in Lex­
ington, Va.

The slowness with which this 
complex viewpoint is emierging 

inevitable in the circum­
stances of its preparation, and 
allowing for the personalities 
involved. Unlike so many prin­
cipals in the war, Maishall se­
renely rejected lucrative offers

for his own memoirs, a major 
'reason probably being- that he 
did not want to hurt the feelings 
of wartime associates.

But, in the Interest of history, 
he a g t ^  to allow access to his 
papers, now gathered in the 
Marshall Library in Lexington, 
the site of his alma mater, Vir­
ginia Military Institute. And in 
his last yean  he gave much 
time to long interviews and 
tape recordings by Forrest C. 
Pogue, a former Army histo­
r i c  with front-line combat ex­
perience hi the war, now direc­
tor of the George C. Marshall 
Research Foundation and exec­
utive director of the Ubinry.

Pogue has been publishing 
this official biography of Mar­

shall for over a decade. Three 
volumes have appeared, «nd at 
least one more dealing with the 
general’s sorvice as secretary 
of state and of defense should 
come out in four or five years.

like to play the outfield as an oc­
c a s i o n a l  b r e a t h e r  f r o m  his 
catchingchores. However now he’s 
changed hismind.

“ Not with toe ouUielders we’ve 
got,”  he said. “ They don’ t need 
anyone else.”

Although it’s very early in toe 
season, Fisk knows that players who 
work regularly get tired toward the 
end of toe year.

“ I’ll catch every game Kasko wants 
me to,”  he said. “ I know I’ll probably 
run out of gas in August, but I’ll do 
what toe man wants.”

ALEXANDRIA, Va. (AP) -  
The N ational C o lleg ia te  
Athletic Association says it has 
investigated two athletes who 
filed a lawsuit against the 
national organization.

Arthur Bergstrom, NCAA 
c o m p tro lle r , to ld  a U.S. 
District Court Tuesday that the 
investigation of runners Dennis 
Walker of Adelphia and Fred 
Samara of the University of 
Pennsylvania was a “ normal 
infractions case.”

He admitted, however, that 
they were the only two NCAA- 
member student athletes who 
participated in the U.S.-Soviet 
Union track meet in Richmond, 
Va., last month and the only 
two who were investigated.

W alker and Samara are 
seeking a permanent injunction 
against the NCAA to bar it from 
placing sanctions against the 
two for competing at Rich­
mond.

“ The scope of the injunction 
is rather limited,”  the court 
was told.

Judge Albert V. Bryan Jr. 
had issued a temporary injunc­
tion March 16, enabling Walker 
and Samara to participate in 
the meet, which was sponsored 
by the Amateur Athletic Union.

Six other ath letes from  
NCAA-member schools, in­
cluding high jumper Chris Dunn 
of Colgate, long jumper Bill 
Rea of Pittsburgh and triple 
jumper Barry McClure of Mid­
dle Tennessee, dropped out of 
the meet because they'fqared 
sa n ction s aga in st e ither 
themselves or their schools.

Dean Hays, head track coach 
at Middle Tennessee, testified 
that Bergstrom told him the 
school would have to suspend 
McClure if he competed or face 
sanctions from the organiza­
tion. Bergston later denied 
making the statement.

Ron Bazil, athletic director

Welfare Hearing 
Staff Inerease 
Reported

HARTFORD (AP) -  The 
W elfare  D epartm ent has 
received approval to fill vacan­
cies for four fair-hearing of­
ficers to deal with its backlog of 
about 800 complaint cases, ac­
cording to state personnel 
records.

The records show that Deputy 
Welfare Commissioner Henry 
Boyle asked for authorization 
for the four hirings because 
“ we have 800 cases ‘backed up’ 
because of the lack of personnel 
to conduct these hearings.”

The hearings are conducted 
to permit a welfare recipient to 
protest a departmental ruling 
or assistance award.

“ The state Welfare Depart­
ment has had to refuse requests 
for fair hearings because of the 
existing backlog,”  Boyle wrote 
April 10 on a hiring request 
form. The request recently was 
approved by the Personnel and 
Finance Departments.

REPAYS KINDNESS
PALO ALTO, Calif. (AP) -  
During a recent rainstorm, 
H ow ard  Y o u n g  n o tice d  a 
German shepherd, completely 
soaked and sh ivering ju st 
outside his home.

He took the dog into his 
garage, wiped the water off 
with newspapers and wrapped 
the dog in a blanket until the 
rain slackened.

A few days later. Young 
heard a tap on the back door. It 
was the German shepherd with 
a n e igh bor ’ s paper in its 
mouth.

In the Tennessee case, the 
majority said lower courts 
erred in freeing Willie Lee 
Henderson because blacks were 
systematically excluded from 
the grand jury.

Henderson had pleaded guilty 
to the 1948 atempted robbery 
and murder of a Nashville, 
Tenn., liquor store employe. He 
was sentenced to 99 years. He 
launched his attack on the 
exclusion of blacks from the 
grand jury 25 years later.

C l i f f o r d  H. D a v i s ,  a 
Mississippi black, was con­
victed with two white men of 
attempting to rob the First 
National Bank of Hickory Fiat, 
Miss. Three years after his con­
viction, he too claimed it was 
constitutionally infirm because 
of system atic exclusion of 
blacks from the grand jury.

“ When a criminal defendant 
has solemnly admitted in open 
court that he is in fact guilty of 
the offense with which he is 
charged, he may not thereafter 
raise independent claim s 
relating to the deprivation of 
constitutional rights that oc­
curred prior to the entry of the 
guilty p lea,”  said Justice 
William H. Rehnquist for the 
majority.

Veteran Justices Potter 
Stewart and Byron R. White 
joined President Nixon’s ap­
pointees in the majority deci­
sion. Dissenting were the 
court’s three liberals. Justices 
William 0 . Douglas, William J. 
Brennan Jr. and Thurgood

“ We’re not starting all over 
again,”  planning consultant 
Dennis Brown told the Mayor’s 
Downtown Action Committee 
this morning in discussing his 
suggested course of action for 
r e n e w a l  o f  d o w n t o w n  
Manchester.

“ We’re drowning in previous 
s t u d i e s , ”  B r o w n  s a id ,  
explaining that his role, when 
he is officially contracted to 
start work, will be to analyze 
earlier downtown plans, study 
development opportunities, and 
suggest a plan of action.

Brown, with the Farmington 
planning firm of Brown, Donald

& Donald, has been selected by 
the Downtown Action Com­
mittee to study downtown’s 
problems and coordinate plan­
ning.

Emphasizing that he will not 
come up with a “ pie-in-the-sky” 
plan. Brown saw his job as “ a 
s e r i e s  o f  l i ght ing  l i t t l e  
candles.”  The result of his 
year’s work won’t be another 
multi-million-dollar clearing 
and redevelopment project, he 
stressed today.

Brown presented a suggested 
six-month course of action, 
which would start about June 1 
with a dinner meeting of all 
persons interested in downtown 
revitalization. At the meeting. 
Brown said he would offer a

slide presentation, “ Downtown 
Manchester, Its ftoblem s and 
Opportunities — Where We Are 
and Where We Are Going.”

Brown said he would expect 
to conduct bi-weekly meetings 
with the downtown committM, 
and by July 1 the committee 
should be able to select three 
physical projects which could 
be accomplished while more 
complex studies are under way.

The projects, which could be 
less or more than three, should 
have “ high bang for the buck”  
capability. Brown said, to let 
people know that something is 
being done. Downtown people 
have expressed a desire for fast 
action in the district.

By Septmber, Brown said a 
report on development oppor­
tunities, which will be prepared 
by the William B. Martin Corp., 
will be submitted. The report, 
to contain information on 
physical development plans and 
econonnic potential, will be a 
“ very practical guide”  for the 
coming years, Brown said.

Submission of a preliminary 
report on actual development 
proposals would come about 
October 1, Brown said. This 
report will be prepared with 
assistance of the downtown 
committee, or representative 
subcoihmittees.

The final report, expected to 
be completed by November, 
would contain review and syn­
thesis of previous plans; a sum­
ma ry  o f  p r o b l e m s  as a 
framework, for economic and 
p h y s i c a l  s o l u t i o n s ;  and 
proposals for action, including 
a schematic plan of proposals 
and detailed costs, timetables, 
and so on.

“ At the end of six months we 
should know where we’ve been, 
where we are, and where we 
are going,”  Brown said. Noting 
that the six-month course of ac­
tion would of course be very 
flexible. Brown said, however, 
that , taking longer to a c ­
complish the studies would 
probably “ bore everyone to 
death.”

Town Manager Robert Weiss 
said that it will be important 
for the consultant to work 
closely with downtown in­
terests, and he suggested that 
six months might be too short a 
period of time.

D o w n t o w n  c o m m i t t e e  
inember Philip Bayer said the 
“ timing is just as essential as 
being r i^ t .”  Showing results 
quickly is important, he con­
tended, as otherwise people 
might lose interest.

Herald publisher Burl Lyons, 
also a committee member, said 
the six-month timetable “ gets 
us moving.”

D o w n t o w n  c o m m i t t e e  
members seemed to react very 
favorably with this morning’s 
meeting with Brown, the first 
official meeting with the whole 
committee.

Joseph Garman, a downtown 
merchant who isn’t a com ­
mittee m em ber, said that 
Brown’s presentation was the 
most realistic and genuine ap­
proach he has seen in 18 years. 
“ Hiis is the way it should have 
been approach^ a long time 
agoi”  Garman said.

The Commerce Department 
said the c o u n t r y ’ s gross 
national product rose $40.6 
billion from January through 
March to reach a seasonally 
adjusted annual rate of $1,235 
trillion.

The increase compares with a 
GNP advance in the fourth 
quarter of last year of $30.9 
billion or 11 per cent at an an­
nual rate.

The gross national product is 
the value of the nation’s output 
of goods and services and is the 
broadest indication of the 
economy’s performance.

Without the rate of inflation 
of 6 per cent, the real output 
during the first quarter was 7.9 
per cent, compared with real 
growth of 8 per cent in the 
fourth quarter of 1972.

But the rate of inflation of 6 
per cent during the period was 
bad news for the economy. It 
was the biggest quarterly jump 
since the fourth quarter of 1970 
when it was 6.3 per cent.

The 14.3 per cent increase in 
the GNP equaled the increase 
in the first quarter of 1971 when 
the economy was recovering 
from a General Motors strike 
and from a recession.

The government economic 
goals for 1973 are for an in-' 
crease of 10 per cent in the 
GNP, including 2Vi per cent in­
flation, but the quarterly figure 
showed the rate of inflation was 
m ore than double the ad­
ministration’s goal.

Consumer expenditures ac­
counted for a major portion of 
the first-quarter increase. They 
were up $28 billion in the first 
quarter, compared with $17.1 
billion in the fourth quarter last 
year.

Purchases of durable goods 
increased $9.3 billion compared 
with the increase of $2.2 billion 
in the previous quarter, and 
purchases of autos and related 
equipment were up $4.8 billion.

New car sales reached 12.5 
million units at an annual rate.

Other increases in the con­
sumer category were non­
durable goods, up $12.5 billion, 
com p a rt wito $8.4 billion in 
the fourth quarter; spending on 
food, up $6.2 billion; spending 
on clotl^g , up $3.5 billion and 
spending on services, up $6.2 
billion.

The GNP report noted that an 
increase in after-tax personal 
income of $22.7 billion was less

Rev-Share
Program
Requested

WASHINGTON ( A P )  -  
President Nixon today proposed 
a $2.3-billion program of shared 
revenues to help cities, urban 
counties and the states finance 
community-aid programs.

The proposal, if approved by 
Congress, would abolish the 
government’s present system 
of grants to assist community 
development.

Under Nixon’s proposal, 
funds would be allocated direct­
ly to local governments to per­
mit development in accordance 
with loca l  ob ject ives and 
priorities without first getting 
approval from Washington.

By aUpcating funds according 
to formula on the basis of need, 
the administration said, many 
communities not reached under 
the present grant program 
would receive funds.

Secretary James T. Lynn of 
the Department of Housing and 
Urban development, said in 
sending the administration 
proposal toCongress, “ the time 
has come to^reduce federal con­
trol, red tape and reviews”  of 
c o m m u n i t y  d e v e l o p m e n t  
programs.”

“ This aid will have no strings 
attached as long as it is used for 
community developm ent,”  
Nixon said last month in an­
nouncing his special revenue 
sharing proposal.

“ Your local leaders can go on 
spending it the way Washington, 
was spending it if they like. But 
they would also be free to work 
out better plans without having 
to get Washington’s a)>proval,”  
he continued.

Nixon first proposed the com­
munity development legislation 
in 1971 but failed to muster 
enough support in either the 
House or the Senate.

PUC Criticizes Use 
Of ‘ Statistics’
HARTFORD (AP) -  The 

state Public Utilities Commis­
sion has criticized the Southern 
New England Telephone Co. 
and a Hartford city councilman 
fo r  supposedly extracting 
“ selective statistics”  from the 
company’s linancial reports in 
separate efforts “ to prove a 
point.”

The commission, which nor­
m a l l y  l i m i t s  i t s  p ub l i c  
statements to the decisions it 
releases on utility cases, issued 
a special release to protest 
S N ^ ’s publication of certain 
figures that' it said “ may make' 
management look good to 
stockholders”  but do nothing 
“ to enlighten the public.”

The release, issued by Com­
m i s s i o n e r s  H o w a r d  E.  
H a u s m a n ,  R a y m o n d  S. 
Thatcher and Wil l iam L. 
Hadden Jr., also rapped Hart­
ford Councilman Nicholas Car­
bone for figures he used in 
asking the PUC to consider a 
rollback on SNET rates.

The PUC said that SNET in 
its most recent quarterly finan­
cial report “ selected for press 
release emphasis a comparison 
of first quarter 1973 profits with 
those o f first quarter 1972, 
which was before a rate in­
crease went into effect.”

A better comparison, the 
PUC said, would be between 
quarters after the increase took 
effect last April. The PUC 
provided the following possible

wording for a profit statement 
based on such a comparison: 

“ SNET earnings in the first 
quarter of 1973 continued the 
downward trend which started 
in the fourth quarter of 1972. 
Fourth quarter 1972 earnings of 
$1.08 per share dipped 3.6 per 
cent from third quarter 1972 
results of $1.12 per share and 
first quarter 1973 earnings of 
$1.06 per share declined another 
1.9 per cent from fourth quarter 
earnings of $1.08 per share.”

The PUC said SNET’s com­
parison made “ earnings look 
very much im proved”  but 
t h w a r t e d  the  p u b l i c ’ s 
“ legitimate interest in finan­
c ia l  results o f regulated 
uUlities.”

The PUC also had criticism 
for Nicholas R. Carbone, 
majority leader of the Hartford 
City Council, who has asked the 
PUC to review the SNET rate 
increase with a view toward 
possib ly  ordering a p rice  
rollback. Carbone said the in­
crease had resulted in revenues 
in excess of the $36 million 
figure anticipated by the PUC 
at the time the increase was 
awarded.

“ He did not bother to mention 
t ^ t  SNET operating expenses 
also went up by $7.6 million 
above PUC estimates and in­
terest expense by $4.5 million 
above PUC estimates,”  the 
PUC said of Carbooe’s com­
ments.
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
