HARTFORD (AP) — The CkmnecUcut Citizen Action 
Group today said two Middiebury ofHcials had ties with 
Uniroyal Corp. that could “ help account for the under
assessnutot”  of Uniroyal’s 
Research Center.

Last weekend the CCAG and 
two other citizens’ groups 
charged that Uhlroyal was 
shortchanging the city by near­
ly 1^,000 a year because of an 
alleged underassessment for 
the company’s property fax.

The Ralph Nader-brlginated 
group said Middiebury town 
counsel William Larkin was a 
local (Counsel for Metropolitan 
Life Insurance Co., owner of 
the Unlroyal property;

“ The conflict of interest here 
is painfully obvious,”  said 
(XCAG director Toby Moffett. 
“ As an attorney, Mr. Larkin 
should know better. The Code of 
Professional Responsibility, 
which governs the ethics of 
lawyers, forbids attorneys to 
continue in the employe of one 
client if the interests of another 
client may impair his indepen­
dent professional judgment.”

Larkin denied in a telephone 
interview that he was counsel 
for Metropolitan Life, but he 
acknowledged that his 
partner was representing the 
insurwce company in a Ipw- 
suit.

‘T  don’t feel there’s any con­
flict of interest as far as I’m 
concenied,”  Larkin said. “ My 
partner pas been occasionally 
defending Metropolitan in some 
lawsuits...But I didn’t eiren

know about it. So, I feel there’s- 
no conflict of interest at all.”  

Moffett said“ such situations 
are virtually inevitable to any 
small town where a mammoth 
corporation moves in and tries 
to dominate.

Magruder has been quoted as 
saying that Mitchell and White 
House counsel John W. Dean HI 
approved of and helped plan the 
W a te r g a te  o p e r a t io n  
spearheaded by (J. Gordon Lid- 
dy.

Asked to com­
ment on what Dean would tell 
the jury, his attorney, Robert 
McCandliss, said: “ Mr. Dean 
has made his statement and 
will stand on it.”

The New York Times quoted 
what it said were sources close 
to the Watergate case today as 
saying that Dean supervised 
payment of more than $175,(K)0 
in $100 bills to the seven defen­
dants and their lawyers after 
the June bugging. The story

“ I have done that twice and I 
did today,”  he replied. “ I 
testified fuUy, freely and openly 
and that’s about the story.”

Mitchell had testified briefly 
before the grand juiY last fall. 
He had also ^ven a deposition 
in a civil suit in which he denied 
prior knowledge of any dis­

cussions about surveillance of 
the Democratic National (Jom- 
m it te e , a s ta tem en t he 
appeared to contradict Friday.

Magruder also has been 
quoted as saying that Mitchell 
and Dean arranged payoffs to 
buy silence from the men ac­
cused of the consp iracy . 
Mitchell said he personally 
handled no payoff money and 
hasn’t met any defendants or 
their lawyers since the break-in.

A newsman pressed Mitchell

“ We feel that all of the facts, 
when evaluated in the l ip t  of 
existing law, will soon convince 
everyone that there was no 
criminal violation,”  Hundley 
said.

Convicted Watergate con­

spirator McCord sued the Nixon 
cam paign Friday fo r  $1.5 
million in damages, claiming 
he was led to believe his actions 
were legal and were approved 
by “ the highest officials”  of the 
campaign, including Maurice 
Stans, Hugh W. Sloan Jr.,' and 
Magruder.

Mc(Jord was convicted with 
Liddy after a four-week trial 
and awaiting sentencing June 
15.

He said finance chairman

Maurice Stans and campaign 
treasurer Sloan had “ f6re- 
knowledge and approval”  of 
everything McCore did, and 
that Mlagruder, Liddy and co- 
conspirator E. Howard Hunt 
“ knew, ratified and condoned, 
either expressly or Impliedly”  
what McCord was doing.

McCord and four men from 
Miami were arrested inside the 
Democrat’s headquarters in the 
early morning hours of June 17.

—Martha M itchell had a 
spokesman call a newsman to 
detail what she had been doing 
while husband John testifled in 
Washington. The spokesman 
said Mro. Mitchell was in her 
New York apartment. Mrs. 
M itch e ll cou ld  be heard 
speaking the background. “ I’m 
not worried for myself,”  she 
said. “ I’m worried for my coun­
try.”

NEVER UNDERESTIMATE 
THE POWER OF A TEN 

By ALFRED SHEINWOLD
We all count our “poinU” so 

carefully that we tend to forget 
the value of cards lower than 
the jack. To curb this tendency, 
note the key card in today’s 
hand — a mere ten spot in 
declarer’s weakest and shortest 
suit.

South dealer 
Neither side vulnerable

Spades

West opened the king of 
spades and South won in dum­
my with the ace. He drew 
trumps with the ace and king 
and then led the seven of spades 
from dummy.

East stepped up with the 
eight of spades, but his effort 
came to nothing. South played 
the ten of spades and West was 
obliged to win the trick. Now 
West was in trouble. Whatever 
he led was going to cost a trick.

Captures Queen - 
West actually returned a dl- 

mond. South played low from 
the dummy and captured the 
queen with the king. He then 
finessed with the ten ot 
diamonds, cleared the suit with 
dummy’s ace and discarded a 
club on dummy’s last diamond. 
He could then afford to give up 
two club tricks.

A spade return would not 
have saved West. Declarer 
would ruff in dummy, discar­
ding a diamond from his hand. 
Two top diamonds and a dia­
mond ruff would set up dum­
my’s last diamond for another 
discard.

There would have been a 
different story to tell if East 
could have, won the second 
spade trick with the eight.

Why Phase 3 Failed
P residen t N ixon ’ s strategy for 

phasing out wage and price controls 
through a system  o f voluntary con­
tro ls  fa iled  becau se  nobody was 
willing to exercise controls voluntari­
ly. And Nixon’s “ club in the closet”  
designed to clobber Phase 3 offenders 
proved an em pty threat because there 
w ere too many o f them.

The result has been m ore inflation 
and a renewed demand for wage and 
price roll backs or a return to man­
datory controls. G eorge Meany, presi­
dent o f the AFLrCIO, has resum ed his 
role as a cr it ic  o f N ixon’s econom ic 
policies and is demanding stringent 
price, interest and rent control, plus a 
senseless threat to tie w age demands 
to the price  o f m eat. .

While som e m em bers o r -G d ^ e s s  
m oan about the growth o f ex ^ u tiv e  
powers, there is little disposition to 
take responsibility in fighting infla­
tion. It is politically m ore expedient to 
castigate the President for  impoun­
ding funds and to keep on deficit spen­
ding.

The House voted 293 to 114 a one 
year extension, to April 30, 1974, o f 
Nixon’s econom ic powers. It was a 
victory for the administration but it 
leaves the problem  squarely in the 
President’s lap. The real triumph for 
Nixon and com m on sense was the 
rejection  o f all attempts to roll back

prices to March 16 level or to fix a 
ceiling on all except farm  prices at 
the April 16 level.

Opponents cited the administrative 
difficulties involved in a roll back. 
Business and organized labor opposed 
the proposal which drew its support 
from  so called liberals. - -

Treasury Secretary G eorge Shultz 
said he did not expect Nixon would im - , 
pose a new wage price freeze but 
m ight seek tighter controls in less 
dram atic ways.

’The trouble with controls is that 
they bandage over the underlying 
malignancy and do not touch the root 
causes of inflation; chiefly continued 
governm ent d e fic it  spending and 
excessive expansion o f the money 
supply. They do not a ffect wage in­
creases which have no relationship to 
increased productivity.

Worst o f all, the talk o f freezes or 
roll backs diverts attention from  the 
root causes.

The explosive inflation that oc­
curred during the first part o f the year 
was a shock to the planners and to the 
public.

Political pressures now m ay force  
Nixon to reim pose tight controls and 
keep them for  a year or m ore.. Con­
trols won’t get rid o f the inflationary 
push. That bug-a-boo will be with us 
until the runaway federal budget is 
brought under control.

Nixon Still Strong

WASHINGTON -  Maybe 
Pollster George Gallup hasn’t 
been talking to people who eat. 
his latest nationwide survey 
shows that roughly two persons 
in three (65 per cent) approve 
of the way Richard Nixon is 

( handling his job as President.
Gallup announced his findings 

the day after the administration 
admitted that farm product and 

, wholesale food prices increased 
3.2 per cent in February, a 
figure that works out to a whop­
ping annual rate of 38.4 per 
cent. Meanwhile, the unemploy­
ment rate edged upward from  ̂5 
to 5.1 per cent.

This is hardly the stuff of 
which Presidential popularity 
is manufactured. It suggests 
that Gallup^ boys and girls in­
terviewed an awful lot of 
Republican millionaires.

But that is churlish and, 
anyway, unprovable. The only 
explanation seems to be that 
Nixon has scored so heavily in 
the foreign field that the 
public—as represented by 
Gallup’s findings-is willing to 
pay its right arm for a pound of 
i^hamburger. I can hear Vox 
Poluli saying somethtaig like, 
“ Sure. I can't afford the high 
cost of living, but on the other 
hand...”

The other hand is that Nixon 
has arranged a cease-fire in 
Vietnam, piisoners-of-warJ»ye 
been coming hom e,,and an

atmosphere of detente has 
been achieved in our relations 
with Communist China and the 
Soviet Union. For a nation that 
has been mixed up in some kind 
of war almost contittdaHy«liee 
P e a r l H a rb o r , even  the 
precarious “ peace”  raging in 
Vietnam has to look g o^ .

An item in the Gallup Poll 
supports this conclusion . 
Nixon’s low point to date, notes. 
Gallup, was recorded in June ' 
1971, “ and reflected the public’s 
growing concern over the 
flagging economy and the con­
tinuing war in V ietnam .'’

Federal spending, if Nixon gets 
aw ay w ith  his a u sterity  
progTcun, would not be felt for 
another year or so, whereas the 
price of bread is a reality today. 
Are we really that patient?

I think not all that patient. 
The public’s patience is bound 
to wear thin unless Richard 
Nixon soon does something, 
about today’s high prices, even 
at tomorrow’s expense.

And to me 
the poll also reflects the 
people’ s support for Nixon 
policy the Democrats seem 
determined tp ignore at their 
p e r il—a b ig  red u ction  in 
Federal spending. By now, 
most Americans are aware that 
the first step toWai^ curbing in­
flation is to reduce the Federal" 
government’s competition for 
goods and services.

Not all signs are negative. ‘ 
The White House has let it 
privately be known that last 
weekend was the President’s 
“ economic weekend,”  dur|ng 
which he started coming to 
grips with runaway inflation.

Moreover, there are signs 
that Mr. Nixon is beginning to 
listen to some of the outside 
experts — and such powerful 
but unheeded inside experts as 
Dr. Arthur Bums, chairman of 
the Federal Reserve Board — 
for the first time since Shultz 
sold him on the disaster of 
P)iasera.

I t ’ s about tim e. A lbert 
Sindlinger, the nation’s top. 
expert on the habits, spending 
and confidence of the American 
consumer, now computes from 
his spongelike national polling 
that at leai^t one m illion  
Americans have bought new 
1973 model automobiles in ad­
vance of a buying pattern which 
would normally have delayed 
the purchase until 1974 models.

Sindlinger, whose data is 
avidly devoured by the White 
House (if not by Shultz), also is 
finding that television sets, 
another big ^nsumer item, are 
being bought at an annual rate 
of 13 million — one-third higher 
than normal.

The reason is the same in 
both cases: the psychology of 
fear that inflation has become 
u n c o n tr o lla b le  und .that 
“ forward buying”  m ew s a 
better bargain today over next 
year.

liie  hidden danger in this 
Sindlinger finding is that a

mere one-third of the nation’ s 
consumers are responsible for 
it. Many of them are. union 
members under contracts with 
built-in cost-of-living* escalator 
clauses. That guarantees a con­
tinuing inflation spiral.

Until very recently,. Shultz 
and his laissez-faire policies 
have managed to dominate the 
in fla t io n  d e b a te  in the 
President’s Oval Office to the 
point that some esteem ed 
economists actually think Mr. 
Nixon has been getting sugar- 
coated statistics.

Now, however, for the Hrst 
time since the presidential 
campaign, Shultz is being at­
tacked by AFL-CIO president 
G eorge Meany. A steady 
stream of private criticism 
against Shultz is reaching the 
President from  such eon*> 
gressional grandees as Rep. 
Wilbur Mills, chairman”of'th6 
House Ways and Means Com­
mittee, And from the ivied < 
to w e r s  o f  th e  o u ts id e  
world—but not all—private 
economists are describing the , 
quiet, unassuming Shultz as ) 
stubborn, dogmatic and beyond 
the reach of the political : 
pragmatism essential to his of- ;; 
flee. ^

His rigidity, in fact, goes ~ 
beyond econ om ics to the 
vicious battle over the energy 
crisis now dividing the ad­
ministration. The environmen­
talists regard Shultz as enemy 
No. 1, a free market dogmatist 
who believes government has 
no right to stop construction of | 
such huge energy users as glass 
buildings, without windows. 
That, He has isaid, is a “ private 
decision.”

But that is unim portan^pj- 
pared to his refusal-^d to 
now -to heed the frigh^hing 
p o l i t i c a l  d a n g e r s  n ow  
threatening the Republican par­
ty over the issue of runaway in­
flation.

Shultz appears still to be in 
high standing with the Presi­
dent. He is still Mr. Nixon’s 
chosen spokesman for choice 
White House briefings. He Xtill 
is the cool^ dispassionate-ad­
vocate. But that may not be 
enough. With the president’s 
hand now free to come to grips 
with inflation, he is not to 
let even the favored Shutlz 
stand in his way. He can’t, with 
the consumer price index 
galloping ahead at a 14 per cient 
annual rate.

Knicks Hold Trump Hand 
In Playoff Against Celtics

BOSTON (AP) — The New York Knicks held the trump 
hand in Uie National Basketball Association’s Eastern 
championship playoff today while the Boston Celtics 
worried about the condition of super star John Havlicek.

The Knicks, confident and poised, gained the home court 
advantage while going up 2-1 in the best-of-seven series 
with a 98-91 victory Friday night before a packed crowd of 
15,320 at the Garden.

While the Knicks were congratulating each other on a 
top defensive effort, the Celtics were hurting in more ways 
than one. The loss stung, and so did the post-game report 
on Havlicek.

The Boston captain suffered a right shoulder injury when 
caught in a pick involving New York’s Dave DeBusschere 
and Bill Bradley in the third period, and was ineffective 
the rest of the way. He even missed two free throws with 
the Celtics trailing 92-85 and four minutes to play.

“ I think it was Dave,”  Havlicek said. “ It was a good 
play. I’ve been through a million picks like that, but we hit 
shoulders. I just couldn’t shoot after that. I missed some 
decent shots and even two or three foul shots.”

Helped out of his uniform jersey by a couple of writers, 
Havlicek said: “ It’s sore on top. If I had to predict right 
now, I’d have to say I couldn’t play in New York Sunday.”

Dr. Thomas Silva, the Celtics’ team physician, 
scheduled X-rays for today, but said examihatiori showed 
no sign of a separation. He added that he is “ always op­
timistic”  and hoped Havlicek would be ready for the fourth 
game.

After swapping shootout victories in the first two games, 
the two teams were ragged in the third encounter. New 
York moved in front 29-27 after one period and then 
capitalized on Boston’s poor shooting for a 58-46 halftime 
lead.

RANCHO LA COSTA, Calif. (AP) -  Lee ’Trevino is 

within sight of achieving two of his prime career goals.
He had a one-shot lead going into today’s third round of 

the $200,000 MONY-Toumament of Champions. Once mote 
he ticked off those major targets he hhs set for himself:

“ I really want to win this tournament,”  Trevino said 
after fighting gusty, shifting winds for a one-under-par 71 
in Friday’s second round.

“ I consider this one of the most important toum ^ents 
in the world-maybe No. 4. You want to win any tourna­
ment you play in, but M en you beat the champions of all 
the other tournaments, then you’re a champion of cham­
pions.

Blackmail 
Of UAC
Charged
EAST HARTFORD (AP) -  

Federal Bureau of Investiga­
tion agents have arrested a 
Seymour man they allege 
attempted to extort $200,000 
from United Aircraft Corp. 
(UAC) In East Hartford, a 
major aerospace manufacturer 
a n ^  the s t a t e ’ s la r g e s t  
erriployer. '

Sogaard N. Strandholt, 46, 
was charged Thursday night 
with violating the federal anti­
racketeering statute. He was 
released on $10,000 bond after 
arraignment before a U.S. 
magistrate in New Haven 
Friday morning.

The FBI and S. Atty. John A. 
Sale said Strandholt irirote four 
letters to UAC counsel Erwin 
Baldwin between April 2 and 
April 15 which contained a 
“ threat of retaliation”  against 
the UAC board chairman, the 
company presiderit and their 
families.

Sale said the first letter, 
received April 2, demanded 
$150,000 and instructed Baldwin 
to place a personal advertise­
m ent in the New Haven 
Register addressed “ Attention 
Achilles.”  Baldwin did so on ad­
vice of the FBI. The ad ran 
A pril 5 a n d ’ 6 and rea d ; 
“ Achilles OK call this number 
5692218.”

On April 8, a second letter to 
Baldwin warned him to “ keep 
the feds out of this,”  and told 
Baldwin to take $150,000 to a 
phone booth on the Merritt 
Parkway, Sale said. Sale would 
not give further details but said 
“ nothing happened”  as a result 
of this letter.

On April 11, Sale said a letter 
warning “ this is your last 
chance”  told Balwin to leave 
$150,000 in the parking Ipt of the 
Holiday Jnn in. Bridgeport 
Baldwin placed a bag of papei 
in the parking lot as FBI agents 
observed. The bag was not 
picked up. ^

Sale said on April 15th, 
Baldwin received a fourth 
letter which described itself as 
the “ absolutely last warning.”  
It also said Achilles can make 
things “ very hot”  for United 
Aircraft. It demanded $200,000 
and instructed Baldwin to go to 
a pay telephone at a gas station 
on the Merritt Parkway in Fair- 
field April 19. There, the FBI 
sa id , B a ld w in  r e c e iv e d  
telephoned, instructions to 
proceed to a stone wall off Park 
Avenue in Bridgeport and 
deposit the bag.

Sale said the FBI observed 
Strandholt driving past the area 
and later arrested him iri the 
Trumbull Shopping Park near­
by.

Federal officials would not 
reveal details of the letters or a 
p oss ib le  m otiv e . A ,.UAC 
spokesman said Strandholt had 
never been an employe of the 
company.

CAPE KENNEDY, Fla. (AP) 
— A new Canadian c o m ­
munications satellite circled 
toe earth today to expand ^ r -  
vice to that nation’s remote 
northland and provide a new 
telephone link between Alaska 
and the continental United 
States.

The satellite, named Anik 2 
after the Eskimo word for 
brother, was launched by an 
American Delta rocket Friday 
night into a great elliptical or­
bit ranging from about 130 to
22.300 miles above the earth.

T e lesa t C anada ground
stations will calculate the 
precise orbital path for three 
days and on Monday night will 
send a radio signal to fire a 
rocket motor that will lock toe 
payload in a stationary orbit
22.300 miles high.

After extensive checkout, 
Anik 2 is expected to be placed 
in commercial operation in 
about four weeks.

Its twin, Anik 1, was launched 
N ov. 9 and is p rov id in g  
telephone and television service 
for toe first time to scores of 
remote Canadian communities, 
some norto of toe Arctic Circle. 
For many of these villages, the 
only previous communication 
with the outside world was by 
shortwave radio.

MENLO PARK, Calif. -  The 
best detective for nabbing per­
sons who use a coinputer as a 
partner in crime is a computer, 
reports Don B. Parker, a 
researcher in computer abuse 
and security.

“ I have studied 130 cases of 
computer crime and almost 
every one was discovered by 
accident,”  Parker said on 
Friday at Stanford Research 
Institute.

In one ofthese, an accountant 
embezzled 81 million from his 
company in six years. The ac­
countant used a computer to 
limit the amount he took at any 
one time and to distribute the 
shortage among accounts 
where it wouldn’t be noticed. 
Parker said.

Other illegal operations by 
skilled program manipulators 
included the stealing of cor­
poration information or assets 
and toe theft or copying of com­
puter programs..

“ If all we’re doing up to now 
is accidentally discovering 
these things, one wonders how 
much of this kind of criminal 
activity is going on that never 
gets detected,”  he said.

“ So my message to the 
p ro p r ie to rs  o f com puter 
systems is:

"The computer is the ideal 
tool for detecting wrongful 
manipulation of its systems. I 
say we better be using it now.”

Parker, heading SRI studies 
on computer security, has 
worked more than six years on 
analyzing criminal u se ^  data- 
processing systems. ^

He has designed a detection 
and reporting system for a 
large bank as a model for 
techniques to uncover any il­
legal activities.

Parker said the computer can 
be programmed for continuous 
checking of the smallest details 
and in a random fashion.

“̂ The penetrator with an 
embezzling or theft scheme in 
mind may even know the basic 
rules of toe detection system,”  
Parker said.

“ But he still can’t know what 
changes are being made, day by 
day, hour by hour or minute by 
minute.”  ■

For instance, an attempted 
retrieval of confidential infor­
mation would be reported by 
the computer with the names of 
the people running, using and 
guarding it at the time, he said.

From there the security peo­
ple can check for any possible 
collusion or unusual activity 
patterns, he said.

“ The possibility of exposure 
represents a real threat to the 
computer criminal, who has an 
investment in his professional 
life that would be ruined if his 
acts became known to his 
associates,”  Parker said.

for JNext Month
Skylab, our country’s first earth orbitiiig 

space statioi(^ is scheduled for launching 
sonaetime next month. It will be placed into 
orbit about 270 miles above our planet.

The purpose of the Skylab mission is to 
gather information about the earth, the sun, 
man and space. About 60 experinients will be 
earned out.

Skylab experiments about the EARTH will 
help man learn about this planet’s resources 
and problems, such as air and water pollution, 
flooding and erosion.

Skylab experiments about the SUN will 
tell inan more about his most important 
source of energy. These sun (or solar) experi­
ments will also tell us how the sun affects the 
weather.

Skylab MEDICAL experiments will in­
crease man’s knowledge about himself. For 
long periods of time, crews will be living un­
der weightless conditions.: How will this af­
fect man’s balance, heartbeat, circulation and 
sleep?

Skylab experiments about SPACE will ‘ 
find out more about the stars and the upper 
atmosphere. New machines for use in space 
and new methods to help astronauts to move 
around in zero gravity will be tested.

To carry out the mission, three different 
crews will live in Skylab during an eight- 
month period.

The mission will begin with the launch of 
an unmanned Saturn V, canying, the work­
shop which will automatically assemble in 
space.

Twenty-four hours later, the first astronaut 
crew will be launched in a command service 
module. This module will hook up with Sky­
lab- The three man crew will remain on Sky­
lab for 28 days.

Sixty days after the first crew returns, an­
other crew will be sent up to visit the work­
shop. This mission will last 66 days. ̂  ^

The third and last crew will be launcheid - 
about 30 days after the second crew returns 
to Earth. Tliis visit is schooled to last for 
another 56 days.
