' finished business before them— 
consideration of a sanitary- 
sewer swap with the Town of 
SouU Windsor.

T he d ir e c t o r s ' co n d u ct  
meetings on the first and se­
cond Tuesday of each month. 
They have public hearings on 
agenda items on the first 
Tuesday and take actions on the 
second.

The proposed sewer exchange 
is for about 400 acres of Hart­
man T obacco land in both 
towns, the site of a proposed 
industrial - commercial - resi­
dential development.

The proposal was on the 
board’s agenda April 10. By a 
unanimous vote, the board 
tabled action, pending more in­
formation on the estimated 
effluent flow and the effect it 
would have on the town’s 
already overloaded Sewage 
Plant.

Town Manager Robert Weiss, 
who is recom m ending the 
sewer exchange with South 
Windsor, has submitted figures 
which ' predict a near-equal 
sewage flow by gravity in each 
town, should the development 
materialize.

In placing the item for recon­
sideration next Tuesday, 
Weiss, “ It is our opinion that 
the sewer exchange between 
the two towns is equitable, the 
sewer plant can accomodate 
the area, that the area was 
planned to be included in the 
original design of the plant, that 
we have an obligation fo service 
the area, and that it would be 
preferable to do so with a gravi- 

• ty flow.’ ’

affair:

—Gray, the acting FBI direc­
tor who had already withdrawn 
his nomination for permanent 
chief, quit “ to preserve in both 
image and fact the reputation, 
the integrity and the effec­
tiveness of the FBI.”  The 
resignation followed disclosure 
that he destroyed documents 
from the safe of convicted 
Watergate conspirator E. 
Howard Hunt.

—Ehriichman admitted being 
present when the documents 
were handed to Gray, but 
denied he ordered their destruc­
tion.

—E h r i i c h m a n  a l s o  
acknowledged.that he met with 
representatives o f financier 
Robert L. Vesco, who con­
tributed to the, Nixon
re-election campaign. But he 
said he took steps to keep Vesco 
associates from claiming White 
House support for a Lebanese 
bank <igal.

—■The secretary of commerce 
accepted “ with regrets”  the 
sudden resignation of Jeb 
Stuart Magruder, former depu­
ty director of the Nixon cam­
paign, who has become a cen­
tral character ita the Watergate 
probe.

Haldeman and E ^ rtlin an  
were alcmg on the "President’s 
publicized trip Friday with Sen. 
John C. Stennis over the flood 
area in w est M ississippi. 
Reporters asked to meet with 
them but they refused.

For the weekend the Presi­
dent was widiout hls advisors in 
the Catoctih Mountains, a 
favorite retreat in times of 
crisis: He canceled a scheduled 
Saturdky m eeting with his 
economic advisers.

T he N ew  Y o r k  T i m e s  
reported today that White 
House counsel John Dean IH 
has told federal prosecutors he 
will not testify on alleged 
wrongdoing by Haldeman and 
Ehriichman without being 
granted immunity from further 
prosecution.

‘The prosecutors and Dean 
were not reached for comment.

T he T i m e s ,  q u o t i n g  
associates, also said that 
Ehriichman and Haldeman’s 
battle to retain their positions 
has delayed the President’s 
decision on what steps to take.

In a broadcast interview in 
Topeka, Kan., Sen.

In announcing his resigna­
tion, Gray called attention to 
“ serious allegations concerning 
certain acts of my own during 
the ongoing Watergate in­
vestigation (that) are now a 
matter of public record.”

Bill AdTonees—

HARTFORD (AP) — A massive plan to recycle Connec­
ticut’s garbage has cleared a major legislative hurdle in 
substantially the a hy
of Environmental Prot^tion

The Finance Committee
voted 154) Friday to approve the 
bill, which would created an in­
dependent Solid Waste Authori­
ty that would spend $250 million 
on the new system.

The full program, results of a 
one-year study by the General 
Electric Co., is expected to take 
15 years to implement.

The authority would be able ' 
to issue bonds, sign contracts 
and condemn limd.

Richard Chase, deputy En- « 
vironmental Protection com­
missioner, told the committee 
that within three to five years 
the authority would construct 
the first of 2S waste-proceiuing 
plants, with the Bridgeport 
area getting the first one.

He ia id  garbage would be 
picked up at individual homes 
and depraited at a receiving 
d e p o t  It would then be 
transferred to one of the 2S 
reprocessing plants where non­
combustible waste jvould be 
separated.

The combustibles would go to 
five “energy” plants to be 
burned for fuel. Under the plan, 
80 per cent of the 10,000 tons of 
garbage^geneiAed in the state 
every day wotpd be 
either as fuel metal
and glass. ,

to drum up sup^rt for foe 
mining of Haiphong harbor.

The report said the money 
was paid out of a cash fund con­
trolled by Herbert L. Porter, 
scheduling director for the 
Committee for the Re-election 
of foe President. The fund also 
had been the source of $5,300 
paid convicted Watergate con­
spirator G. Gordon Liddy while 
he was committee counsel.

Noting- that the Justice 
Department had not yet acted 
on a March report on a secret 
$200,000 contribution to the 
com m ittee, the C ongress’ 
watchdog agency strongly 
recommended that 'Atty. Gen. 
Richard Kleindienst act on the 
irregularities. The GAO does

not have subpoena power or en­
forcement authority.

There was no immediate 
response from  the Justice 
Department.

Phillips S. Hughes, director 
of foe GAO’S office of federal 
elections, said the agency’s 
major concern was not with the 
relatively small irregularities 
found.

“ Rather we regard foe events

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Non-Indian Side 
Of Wounded Knee

The Battle of Wounded Kee is still 
being fought, but mainly the weapons 
and anununition now are pen and ink.

This is the last major battle (or 
massacre, if you will) between In­
dians and U.S. troops that took place 
a t Wounded Knee, S.D., on Dec. 29,> 
1890 — not the current confrontation, 
between militants of the American In­
dian Movement (AIM) and U.S. 
marshals.

Millions of Americans, who never 
heard of either the place or the battle 
before AIM splashed it onto the front 
pages, have learned that Wounded 
Knee was a frontier My Lai in which 
brutal American troops shot down 
some 200 defenseless Indian men, 
women and children. Or so they have 
been told.

It was not quite that way; objects 
. military historian Brig. Gen. S.L.A. 

Marshall, in a new book on the Indian 
Wars, “Crimsoned Prairie.”
„ ̂ The Indians, believing themselves 
immune to the white man’s bullets, 
began the fight with a treacherous 
'su rp rise  a ttack  on unsuspecting 
troopers of the 7th Cavalry, to whom 
the Indians had surrendered.

Maralwll condemns the slaughter of

Indians that followed the initial at­
tack, but notes that 29 of the soldiers 
lay dead and 33 wounded—a loss “ too 
commonly disregarded or treated as 
insignificant by Americans bent on 
making of Wounded Knee something 
that it definitely was not.”

“Bury My Heart at Wounded Knee” 
is a lovely phrase, he says. “It is still 
a false and misleading sentiment, 
dignifying conspiracy and honoring 
treachery.”

In a review of Marshall’s book. Dee 
Brown, author of “Bury My Heart at 
Wounded K nee,”  charges th a t 
Marshall “accepts without question” 
a version of the incident that makes 
the Army look good. Indian survivors 
had a different story.

Yet the fact that more than 60 
seasoned troopers were casualties 
suggest that 7th Cavalry faced 
something more than helpless op­
ponents.' T here  w ere no Army 
casualties a t My Lai.

If by s(une mischance—or worse,,if ; 
by calculation— violence erupts again 
at Wounded Knee, it is disturbing to 
contemplate that there will probably 
be as nlany versions of what happened 
as there are about the tragedy that oc­
curred more than 82 years ago. ,

Maine to C alifo rn ia  the 
professional bleeders and self- 
serving politicians continue tc 
play their broken record, chan­
ting ad nauseam that poverty is 
the root cause of our national 
crime wave. Society is to 
blame, not the criminal, we are 
told as we cringe behind locked 
doors.

There is political mileage.in 
the chant,' and better jobs at 
higher pay for the upUfters, as 
Rep. C h arles  R an g e l, a 
Democrat from New York’s 
Harlem district, undoubtedly 
was aware when he chivvied 
Washington Police Chief Jerry' 
Wilson at a House hearing the 
other day.

Rangel charged that neither 
Wilson nor Resident Nixon 
showed enough interest in — 
you guessed it — “the root 
cause of crime,” which he 
described as poverty and 
assorted social ills including 
slum neighborhoods, unemploy-, 
ment and lack of job oppor­
tunities. Wilson replied, much 
too mildly, that Nixon “didn’t 
aisk me to be mayori He only 
asked me to be the chief of 
police.”

Wilson might have informed 
Rangel that much of today’s 
crime is a different package of 
goods from that of ^  bad old 

^^ys when a man stole a buck to 
irajn&od. Indeed, he might have 
reminded Rangel of a situation 
existing in The Bnmx, next- 
door neighbor to Rangel’s dis­
trict.

Poverty would seem to have 
nothing to do with what Bronx 
President Robert Abranu told 
a news conference was a “reign 
of terror” on the city’s buses 
waged by gangs of youths, 
many of them high school 
students. Operating during the 
daylightfhonrs from 2 to 7 p.m., 
these gangs have stripped 
women passengers, hijacked

buses, and staged "Jesse  
James” holdups in which whole 
busloads of passengers were 
robbed.

More frightening, there is a 
vicious pattern to this reign of 
terror. A 62-year-old woman 
was kicked in the ribs by a 
teenage boy as she was leaving 
a bus. "

A student was mugged and 
then thrown out of a bus window 
by his assailants. Three high 
school girls were sexually 
molested by another gang while 
the bus driver sat 1^, helpless. 
The gangs, said Abrams, “seem 
to enjoy the sight” when they 
force women passengers to di^ 
robe.

And that is why today’s crime 
wave is different. There has 
emerged a pattern of sadism 
which has no “root cause” in 
deprivation. A criminal does 
not rape and disrobe women, 
throw a young boy out of a bus 
window and kick a 62-year-old 
woman in the ribs because he is 
poor. He does these things for 
kicks, not because he needs 
money.

Tales of beatings qnd torture 
have become commonplace in 
the nation’s newspapers. As 
Rangel was prodding Chief 
Wilsmi, a grandmother in a 
Washington suburb was being 
savagely beaten and then 
strangled while she was baby-

World War II POWs 
Recall Treatment , 
In American Campŝ

WASHINGTON -  To aU but 
the-m ost callous observers, 
knowledge of the brutal treat­
ment systemically accorded 
many American P.O.W.’s in 
Vietnam has been met with in- 
digation and shock. • 

Although a hand full of anti­
w ar ac tiv is ts  apparen tly  
believes that, had the shoe been 
on the other foot, the United 
S ta tes would have acted 
similiarly, available evidence 
indicates otherwise. During 
World War H, for example, of­
ficial government figures show 
fewer than 1,000 of the nearly 
436,000 P.O.W’s interned in the 
U.S. died while in capUvity.

A student of the P.O.W. 
experience in the United States, 
Stan Soffin of Michigan State 
University, confirmed that the 
U.S. policy toward its German, 
Italian and Japanese prisoners 
was “totally unlike” the pqlicy 
carried out by North VietnSm.

“Althou^ there was isolated 
cases of mistreatment, overall 
the P.O.W’s held in this county 
were treated very well,” said 
Soffin in an interview. The MSU 
journalist instructor added, “in 
fact, one former prisoner I 
spoke with said the P.O.W’s 
held in the United States often 
were better off then their 
fa m il ie s  back  hom e in 
Europe.”

Further indication of the 
hum anitrian treatm ent of 
P .O .W ’s th a t g en e ra lly  
prevailed in the United States 
Comes in an article appearing 
in the Utah Historical Quarter­
ly, entitled “ German and 
Italian prisoners of war in Utah 
and Idaho.” It is co-authored by 
two Utah based historians, 
Ralph Busco and Douglas 
Alder.

sitting With a 21-month-old,^ 
grandson. The creeps have' 
iearned how to remove finger­
nails, the science of toucttog 
light^ cigarettes to a victim’s 
eyeballs, the careful mutilation 
of a female breast, a male’s 
genitals. These are crimes 
committed becau^ a boy was 
brought up in a ghetto?

Rangel and his ilk are talking 
destructiy;p,and cruel sophistry. 
None of oiir poor today is as 
poor as the immigrants wbo 
flooded into America in the late 
18th and early 19th centuries. 
Ihere were no billion-dollar 
welfare programs in that era, 
only poorhouses. Few im­
migrants could speak English, 
but there was no demand that 
classes in public schools be con­
ducted in a foreign language. 
Slum conditions were ap­
palling; none of the tenements 
had central heating, let alone 
TV sets, stereos and radios 
bought with welfare money.

Worse —- from today’s point 
of view — our forbears knew 
they had to work if work was 
available. No one suggested 
that a job paying X dollars a 
week was inadequate for toe 
head of a family and that the 
Federal government therefore 
must augment his wage with a 
handout to keep the family 
above toe “poverty level.” It 
seems strange that the poor of 
America’s youth did not take 
out their fru stra tions by 
beating, raping and torturing 
the better-heeled.

Poverty is sad and an affront 
to mail’s dignity. But society 
has legislate to alleviate toe 
lot of toe underprivileged so 
that today’s poor are rich in 
comparison to yesterday’s. And 
yet in a country where no one 
has to steal to eat, the broken 
record keeps echoing the 
fashionable sqpeal that poverty 
excuses crim e . We have 
bereme a nation of nitwits.

“We tried our best to locate 
some survivors and only found 
a few. But they were quite 
positive, and I beUeve the whole 
program was humane,” said 
Alder in an interview. “Of 
course, toe prisoners were so 
far away from toe battle area 
that it was po^ible to t ^ t  
them in more casual manner, 
thus allowing them to become 
part of the work force and to 
move rather freely in- com­
p ariso n  to the  V ietnam  
situation.” f  ?

Some 450 P.O.W. camps were 
established in toe U.S. during 
World War H, including ^  in 
toe Utah and Idaho area. Re^ 
cent recollections of some of 
toe “alumni” of toe Utah-Idaho 
camps contrasts sharply with 
the horror stories* told by 
P.'O.W.’s returning from Viet­
nam.

German prisoner of war, 
Hans Johann Gruenheit was in­
terned at Preston, I ^ p .  In an 
interview with Busco and 
Alder, Gruenheit called his stay 
in Preston, where he worked 
with supplies, " th e  most 
carefree time in all my life.”

Ruggerio Purin, an Italian 
prisoner who sign^ fhi agree­
ment disavowing Musscriini’s 
regime mter Italy capitulated 
in September, 1943, spent most 
of Ms time working in Salt' 
bake City. “I was treated 
better by the American ariny 
than by my own Italian army” 
be said when interviewed.

“ I suffered while in the 
Italian army. There were times 
when I even had to beg for food 
from civilians in order to stay

alive,”  Purin added. Now 
married to a Utah woman he 
met during the war, toe former 
P.O.W. said, “I rem m ber how 
humane my treatment was here 
a s  a P r is o n e r  of W ar. 
Otherwise I would never had 
returned to live in this coun­
try.”

A third former P.O.W. who, 
like Gruenheit and Purin chose 
to live in toe U.S. after toe war, 
was Mario Alfredo Alfcmsi, an 
Italian captured by the British 
while abroad a submarine that 
was torpedoed near Gibralter.

“Mario Alfonsi related that 
while in toe custody of GrCat 
Britain he was interrogated 
once every day for infor­
mation,” toe historians wrote. 
“In toe United States he was 
required only to give his name, 
rank and serial number.”

Ihey added, “Mario felt that 
the fair treatm ent he had 
received while a prisoner of the 
United States was in a large 
measure responsible for Us 
shift to allegiance to the 
Democratic system.”

To verify their initial fin­
dings, b as^  on a relatively 
small sampling of opinion, toe 
h is to r ia n s  a lso  s e n t. 
queStionaires to the addresses oi 
51 former P.O.W.’s in Germany 
who they believed had been in­
terned in U tah.and Idaho. 
Although 33 questionaires were 
re turn^ as unknown, 10 con­
firmed former P.O.W/s 
completed and returned toe 
forms.

“In general, toe responses 
from Germany were strongly 
corroborative of the evidence 
gathered Jn this country,” 
wrote toe-historian. “Like the 
documents and interviews 
collected here, they did not 
report a clean slate. They all 
said they were required to work 
and 3 stated they were forced to
do s o .....one prisoner reported
being brutally handled wUle in 
toe United States, and 2 said 
they saw others handled un- 
humanely wUle on European 
soil. The remaining few did not 
/record any such instances.”

The historians reported that 6 
of the 10 men said their 
experience as prisoners of war 
in U.S. “influenced their im­
p re s s io n  of A m erica  
positively,” 3 reported no 
change in their previous opi­
nion, and felt more nagative 
about the U.S.' after his P.O.W. 
experience.

One of toe Germans wrote 
that “I can only report positive­
ly during my stay as a prisoner 
of war in the U.S.A.” The 
form er prisoner, Gerhard 
Granit, worked as a rc o o k '^  
Bushnell Hospital, Utah  ̂ and 
said, “I often forgot I was ac­
tually a prisoner I had very 
good contact with toe civilians 
working there and I received 
toe same quality of housing and 
food as toe patients and toe U.S. 
Army personnel.”

Another of the Germans 
wrote simply, "P residen t 
Roosevelt w ant^ Wh German ° 
prisoners of war to^be treated 
as guests of toe United States. 
And that is what happened.”

It is true that isolated in­
stances of inhumane treatment 
of P.O.W.’s in toe United States 
are available. However, those 
instances were unique, rather 
than common. The tragedy in 
Vietnam is that toh reports of 
brutality, especially prior to 
19^, appear to be common and 
not unique.

WASHINGTON -  The 

seemingly bottomless pit of

To delay “going to toe 
country” until grand juries, 
fe d e ra l co u r ts  and con­
gressional investigating com­
mittees have all had their say is 
to run the risk that the poison 
now permeating the White 
House will spread and^^eaten 
the entire executive'branch 
with .neurotic civil war and 
eventual stalepiate.
’ The effect of this civil war 
now raging inside toe White 
House is far more destructive 
to the President — and to his 
party — than generally un­
derstood.

Republican leader in the 
Midwest told us: “They look 
like a bunch of rats snitching on 
each other.”

Yet, if Mr. Nixon attempts 
toe full and complete explana­
tion to the American people 
some Republican politicians 
are begging him for, later dis­
closures not now imagined 
could give toe lie to whatever it ; 
is that Mr. Nixon has to say in , 
his own defense on Watergate,

Time and again since toe 
Republican buggers were sent

Once 
McCord started to sing, toe 
White House plan to forbid 
“former and present” aides 
from testifying before any con­
gressional committee collapsed 
like a house of cards — wUch it 
always had been.

There are, moreover, shrewd 
White House studen ts  of 
Watergate who are convinced 
Mr. Nixon made a mistake 
April 17 when he pinpointed 
March 21 as toe precise date on

which “serious charges came 
to my attention” involving 
Watergate. wUch led to his 
“infiln^e new inquiries” into 
the matter.

How can'“Mr. Nikon be cer­
tain, these aides are asking, 
that a g^and jury, a con­
gressional committre dr some 
other investigative body wooi’t 
obtain'a swonf statenuent that 
the President was forewarned 
long before March 21 oT the 
Watergate involvement by cer­
tain members of bis own inner 
staff? But dwarfing this are 
possible new revelations, 
frightening to Republican 
politicians, wUch may well 
expose a whole new set of il­
legalities before the end of the 
investigations into Watergate..

Thus some party operatives 
with ties close to toe WUte 
House are now certain that Ugh 
officials of toe Committee to 
Reelect the President'or WUte 
House aides are vuUerable on 
campaign mail-fraud charges, 
wholesale violations of cam­
paign spendiog-laws and other 
political enibarassments.

Hence, Nixon’s dilemma 
is clear. If he heeds the voices 
of caution and says nothinjg to 
toe American people until toe 

. “bottom line” is visible,' he 
risks an ever worsening crisis 
of leadership. If he appeals to 
Us countrymen now, and takes 
advantage 'of 'toe yearning to 
find him wholly innocent of 
prior knowledge of Watergate, 
etc., or toe far more sinister 
post-Watergate cover-up, he 
risks even greater potential 
dangers.

The web of deceit woven 
around toe President by Us 
closest advisers won’t untangle 
easily. .

DETROIT (AP) — Kansas City Manager Jack McKeon 
figured it was inevitable that Steve Busby would pitch a 
nohitter.

He told him so last year, when the young right-hander 
was pitching for him at Omaha, the Royals’ Triple-A farm 
club.

“ He was pitching a no-hitter against Tulsa,’ ’ related 
McKeon. “ Then he gave up a single in the nin^ iniiing. I 
went out there and told him, ‘Don’t worry about it. You’ll 
pitch a no-hitter in the big leagues.’ ’ ’

“ He’ll pitch a couple more, too,”  the first-year Royals 
field boss added, after th23-yearold rookie pitched a 3-0 no­
hit victory over the Detroit Tigers Friday night.

Busby walked six and struck out four in becoming the 
first American League hurler to pitch a no-hitter since 
Oakland’s Vida Blue against Minnesota Sept. 21, 1970.

“ I’m just flabbergasted. I don’t know what to ^ y ,”  the 
6-foot-2, 205-pounder from Fullerton, Calif., said'between 
“ thank yous”  to the hoard of teammates who flocked to 
him offering congratulations.

“ This is the greatest thrill in my life,”  he added, 
somehow sounding less excited than his fellow Royals, who 
were yelling with joy at his effort. It was the first no-hitter 
in Kansas City’s 18 years of major league baseball, in­
cluding 13 years the Oakland Athletics franchise was in 
K.C.

Busby had combined with a three-inning reiief job by 
Doug Bird to pitch a no-hit exhibition game against Detroit

B O STO N  ( A P )  -  T he 
Chicago White Sox. and the 
Boston Red Sox, the hottest hit­
ting teams in the American 
League, uniimbered their bats 
and hoped for a break in the

He had given up 26 hits and 14 earned 
runs in IS 2-3 innings.

“ He skipped his last turn,”  McKeon said. “ People were 
saying I lost faith in the guy. But he just had a stiff 
shoulder.”

Busby got behind many batters, yet got the right pitches 
when he needed them.

“ I had to change my grip in the fourth inning because my 
balTwas sinking and running away from the batters,”  he 
said. “ I wanted it to go into them.”

McKeon, who had relievers warming up several times 
and went out once to talk to Busby late in the game, said he 
had no intention of removing him unless Detroit got some 
hits.

“ If he walked the bases loaded or walked a run in I 
wouldn’t have taken him out,”  McKeon insisted.

It was the first no-hitter at Tiger Stadium since Detroit’s 
Virgil Trucks had one Tay 15,1952, in a 1-0 triumph over 
Washington.

The last time one was thrown against the Tigers at home 
was June 30, 1948—Bob Lemon’s 2-0 game for Cleveland.

Detroit’s last game without a hit was Sept. 10, 1967 in 
Chicago, when Joe Horlen blanked the Tigers 6-0.’

In the other American League games, the Texas 
Rangers defeated the Milwaukee Brewers 4-2, the 
Cleveland Indians dowped the California Angels 6-2 and the 
Oakland A’sjiipped the Baltimore Orioles 4-3 in 12 innings. 
Two games were rained out—Minnesota at New York and 
Chicago at Boston.

“ People here don’t want (adult) baseball. We just don’t 

have the players. Young men out of high school who were 
baseball players are now playing softball. Baseball players 
don’t want to play baseball Mel Siebold, recreation depart­
ment head, toW members of the Advisory Park and 
Recreation Commission at its meeting this week.

This response came after the void of adult baseball was 
noted in the Manchester program.

“ We are even having trouble with out Alumni League. 
Right now we have four teams and I predict in four years 
we won” t have any. The boys in that 15-17 age bracket just 
are not interested in plajring baseball. Oiir Alunnini Junior 
League is still going strong with eight'teams, he added. 
Younger boys make up the latter loop.

Commission member Joel Janenda, supporting Siebold, 
said, “ ’There are just not enough men to play baseball. The 
men above high school age do not want baseball”

“ My psychology has always been to accomodate where

there is the greatest demand for activities and try and 
meet them. If we have 10 people who want an activity, we 
try to accomodate them,”  Siebold said.

Adult baseball has been dead in Manchester for more 
than a decade except for American Legion and Moriarty’s 
participation in the Hartford Twilight League. The latter 
plays home every Tuesday night at Mt. Nebo.

Local Twilight League baseball went out of the picture 
two decades ago and Intermediate League brand folded 
several seasons ago. Meanwhile, slow pitch Mftball 
arrived on the scene and has dominated sprihg and 
summer activity in Manchester.

Siebold told commissioii inembers that he couldn’t un­
derstand how privaie enterprises (such as Little League 
baseball and Midget League football) want the Recreation 
Department to provide them with a field owned by the 
town. “ It’s gotten so that we have to check the availability 
of fields, used by these groups, before we can schedule our 
own program first.”

U.S. Cagers Ready 
For Six-Game Set

LOS ANGELES (AP) — The United States and Russia 
collide in a six-game basketball series starting Sunday, but 
it won’t be a replay of the controversial gold medal game 
of last summer’s lympics.
...“ If we felt we had to prove ourselves,”  says Soviet 
Coach Vladimir Kandrashin, whose Olympic team won a 
disputed 51-50 decision over the Americans at Munich, “ we 
would have brought along our most experienced team.”

Still, the USSR national team bears greater resemblance 
to its Olympic squad than does the Bob Cousy-coached 
collection of U.S. collegiate stars.

Cousy’s team, which plays the Russians again Monday 
night in San Diego and four more times during the 
eightgame Soviet trip, will be strengthened by Bill Walton, 
UCLA’s 8foot-ll giant who didn’t try out for the Olympic 
team.

Walton, a junior who has been national collegiate player 
of the year the past two seasons for the champion Bruins, 
has said he intends to play in only the first two two games.

Besides Walton’s skills, CJousy has Providence’s All- 
American -guard, Ernie Di<5regorio, and two Olympic 
veterans, 83 guard Tom Henderson from Hawaii and 89 
forward Bobby Jones froth North Carolina. Olympians Jim 
Brewer, 89, Minnesota, and Doug Collins, Illinois State 
All-American guard, were picked for the team but Won’t 
play. Brewer said he doesn’t want to miss classes and 
Collins has an ankle injury.

There were those who called the U.S. Olympic team less 
than representative, especially without Walton, and (Jousy, 
responding to the question of how well he expected his 
team to do, said:

“ I think we’ll have a very representative team. If we 
don’t hold our own, you have the boach to blame.”

The Russians won seven out of eight games in a 1971 tour 
of the United States but Coach Kandrashin says he is 
pessimistic this time.

Cousy, ex-Bston Celtic great who coaches the Kansas 
City^Omaha team in the Netional Basketball Aesociation, 
said the U.S. Olympic team was beaten when it played a 
deliberate game against Russia, but the Americans will 
accelerate play as well as press on defense.

“ Good-perhaps we will learn something,”  Kandrashin 
said.

Can spiders spin webs under weightless 
conditions? This is one of the many ex­
periments to be conducted as part of t^e 
Skylab mission. Skylab is our countr^s 
first space station.

I lie  trip to Skylab will 
take about seven hours. As soon as pos­
sible, the spiders will be put into separate 
cages already stored aboard.

The insects will 
get no food since carrying live flies into 
space would be a problem.

The type of spideiT'Chosen for this 
sion is the female cross spider. This spider 
was picked because it weaves a web almost 
everyday.
Why bn earth send spiders into space?

Accord^g to Dr. i^fter Witt, world fa­
mous %iider researcli expert, no otoer liv­
ing thtog can express Jtself in riich an 
easily predictable and measurable Way as 
a spider when it weaves a web. After years 
of research. Dr. Witt knows exactly what 
kind of web the female croM spider, at a 
certain age, will weave. This spider is de­
pendable because web building is itl̂  ̂
strongest indtinct. It must build a web to 
trap food.

By knowing so much bbout spider-be­
havior on eaj& . Dr. W itt can easily comr, 
pare it with spider behavior in space by

. This experiment w as. suggested by 
Judith Miles, a high school student from 
Lexington, Mass, was one of the win­
ners in a contest sponsored by NASA, in 
which some 35,000 students suggested ex­
periments.
