Whether or not the closing of some
gas stations, because-of shortage of
gasoline is temporary or not, it would
appear that Connecticut motorists
and others in the Northeast especially
may be faced with the real prospects
of having to curtail travel plans unless
more gasoline is produced or ways are
used to conserve present supplies.

It 'is the congervation of -present
supplies, or getting more miles per
gallon, that each motorist can do
something about since he has no con-
trol over, gasoline production other

- than his willingness to pay for the gas
when he can get it.

Suggestions for getting more miles
to the gallon have been released by
the Auto Club of Hartford of the
American Automobile Assn, and
should be considered by each of us as
the suggestions not only will conserve
gasoline but save us some money also.

First, the club says, slow down, It
costs you almost 50 per cent more
money to drive at 70 to 80 miles per
hour as it.does to drive 50 mph. The
average' car uses gasoline most' ef-
ficiently at 40 mph.

Second, use the propei‘ octane for
your car. Too high an octine wastes
money and too low lessens perfor-
mance and can cause engine damage.

Third, keep your car's engine in
tune because an out-of-tune engine
can reduce mileage by as much as 23
per cent,

Hépe This Is a Sweet

Maybe we expected too much in his
Watergate report.

And finally, turn off the engine
when you are parked or waiting. One
minute of idling burns: more gasoline
than restarting.

Granted most experienced drivers
do most of these things but in the light
of possible gasoline limitations and
the realities of higher gasoline and’
other living costs, a reéview of our
driving habits and application of these
simple measures will help conserve
both gasoline and money, both of
which are desirable for the motorist
and in the public interest,

Remember, engineering technology
can solve a lot of problems but the op-
timum use of mechanical equipment
to achieve economy and efficiency
such as your family car is still a
driver’s respongsibility.

Hanoi-zing the War

BINH DINH PROVINCE,
South Vietnam — Any lingering
misconception that this is a
South Vietnamese civil war can
be erased by a remarkable re-
cent development: cadres from
the North Vietnamese army's
3rd Division demobilized to fill
civil political
Communist-controlled hamlets
of Binh Dinh province.

That completes ‘Hano-izing
the Communist struggle for
South Vietnam. What started as
# South Vietnamese insurgency:
was long ago taken over

militarily by North Vietnamese .

regulars. Now, using the
ceasefire to try making the
Vietcong's Provisional
Revolutionary Government
more than a political abstrac-
tion, Hanoi Was placed
northerners as political ad-
ministrators in the handful of
hamlets it controls, here and
elsewhere in South Vietnam.

This undercuts the old U.S,
doctrine that the war will
never end until the underground
Communist apparatus — called
the Vietcong Infrastructure
(VCI) by the Americans — is
eradicated. For years,
Washington pressed Saigon to
wipe outthe VCI through the
Phoenix program, highly con-
troversial and never very
successful. What is happening
now, however, suggests that not
the VCI but legions of invading
North Viethamese troops con-
stitute the heart of the in-
surgency, s

One basic reason why
northerners are taking over
politically in attempts to build a
Vieteong nation is the failure of
the VCI to recover from its
devastating losses in the failed
1968 Tet olfensive.

The answer is that Hanoi
wants to control in Binh Dinh
and elsewhere with its own
men. Hanoi's strategy in South
Vietnam today is principally
military. pot political.

Unwilling either to hold elec-
tions sure to be waon by Saigon
or to begin building a new
guerrilla:political structure,
Hanoi relies on military mus-
cle,

Thus, the Communist cutting
edge here “is the North Viet-
namese 3rd Division prowling
around the province. After a
{ull'fate in March, the 3rd Divi-
sion — reinforced and
resupplied since the ceasefire
began — went on the warpath in
April assaulting government
outposts in Binh Dinh.

Consider one recent night in
Tam Quan district, the
province's most flercely con-
tested area. North Vietnamese
sappers overran an oulpost
manned by about 20 South Viet-
namese rangers, sent up from
Saigon. The toll: 16 rangers
killed — one of the bloody Com-
miunist ceasefire violations that
seldom attract world attention.
That same night, a few Com-
munist mortar rounds were
fired into a nearby village,
abandoned during the 1972 Com-
munist offensive but slowly
being reoccupied by refugees
cbaxed back by the govern-
ment.

By massacring government
outposts and frightening
resettied village, Hanoi sends
this message to refugees: Stay
in your refugee camp and do not
return to your village until we
are in ‘control.

Today in History

It works. Tam Quan district’s
return-to-village program is
faltering. Around 40 per cent of
the new seftlers feturn to
refugee camps, some going
back immediately after picking
up free tin roofing and rice in
the reseltled village.

The reason is mainly terror.
Besides accelerating attacks on
outposts and resettlement
village, there are frightening
rumors (partly Communist-

spread) of a Ho Chi Minh's

birthday offensive on May 19,
With Korean troops departed
from Binh Dinh, the defense is
entrusted to the 22nd South
Vietnamese Division which
turned and ran in the central
highlands a year ago. Although
the reorganized 22nd has per-
formed much better lately, it
still inspires less than total con-
fidence here. 3
Intelligence experts doubt the
rumored Ho Chi Minh offen-
sive, but Hanoi. still has two
future options here. If can
attempt cutting South Vietnam
in two with the total conquest of
Binh Dinh: Or it can continue
harassing village resettlement,
undermining confidence in the
government’s ability to protect
its citizens. Both options are es-
sentially military, lotally
dominated by Hanoi and carry
few elements of genuine civil
war — a description fitting the
Vietnam war generally today.

Say Most at Hearing

There were only about 35 per-
sons attending Tuesday night's
public hearing on the town
budget, bul most of them were
there to complain that the
general government budgel is
not high enough. :

The education budget
reflected a smaller increase
than the general government
budget, but the Town Council
voled to reduce it by $25,000,
and ‘suggests that adjustments
be made in the andio-visual ac-
counts.

Al the start of the hearing,
Mayor Frank McCoy explained
that the town and education
budgets lotaled $11,621349, an
increase of 6.5 per cent or $713,-
364 over the current budget.
The town budgel totals $4,047 -
063, up $258,854 or 6.8 per cent;
and the education, $7,674.286, up
$454,510 or 6.4 per cent,

He said the lotal wage and
salary increases in the town

" budget reflect an increase of 5.1

per cent, well within the $5
guldelines set by the President.

The Public Works hbudget,
excluding funds for a new
sewage Llreatment plant, is
down $77,237 to $742,198, Funds
for the treatment plant will be
85 per cent reimbursed by the
federal government,

The police budgel increased
by $80,606 to $628.888. This is
mostly due to the union wage.
scale and the addition of two
men to the force.

The debt service i8 up $57,000
to §1,203,400 mainly due to
sewer installation costs, the
mayor said, but added that this
will be olfsel by /increased
revenues when homeowners tie
in lo the sewer lines.

The municipal Insurance ac-
count was also higher by $107 -
045 Lo $175,000 due to the retro-
rating plan and a deficit from
the current year which will be
paid off next year, the mayor
explained. !

The council has already cut
some accounts by considerable
amounts. when reviewing the
mayor's recommendations. Cut
were $9,800 for a public works
truck, $10,000 from_the snow
removal budget, and $6,800

In a letter sent to the mayor,
Mrs. Gingras asked for a full-
time caretaker at Valley Falls
Park. The mayor answered that
this ‘would mean additional
costs and that the recreation
budget is a tight one. He added
that the' police will have a
motorevele nexl year for
patroling the park and Mrs.
Gingras commented, ‘‘That
makes me shudder, ™

!ahchael Turk also called for
action that would increase the
budget, noting he did not feel
federal revenue sharing funds
should be used to reduce the tax
rate, He said some could be
used for open space and other
Such programs.

Mayor McCoy said the
original intent of the program
was to reduce the burden of the
property tax or for capital im-
provement programs, He said
Veérnon is taking a middle-of-
the-road approach and to
hopefully stabilize {axes over
the five-year period,

Mrs. Ann LeTendre said,
“I'm opposed to the budget, I
don't think you are spending
enough.'” She criticized the
council for not taking long-
range planning into considera-
tion, and questioned what
happened to the capital im-
provements account.

The mayor said the account
still exists but the council did
not wish to put any funds into it
a5 the town has a history of not
wanting lo appropriate money,
ahead for projects.

Mrs. LeTéndre said she
would not feel bad to have the
tax rate go up one mill, adding
that the town has to spend more
money in such areas as recrea-
tion and suggested hiring of a
full-time recreation director.

Turning to salaries in
general, Mrs, LeTendre said

. the town Is lower in salaries

and they should be increased.

Richard Hopkins, an active
member of the Lake Street
School PTO, commenting on
the education budget, said he
felt it was a very reasonable
one but expressed concern
about the “‘movement afoot'' to
avoid double sessions at the
high school next year, He said
he doesn't like double sessions
but:he likes crowding students
less.

Christine's bedmale.

Other paoliticians, the secret
service and-s certain key civil
gervanls also knew whal was
going on, Some newsmen were
aware of the essential facts; but
libel laws barred their dis-
closure. ¢

Macmillan quit within four
months; officidlly because of il-

Iness, If he hadn't, he almost
certainly, would have been
pushed out because just about
every lawmaker, newspaper of
standing and voter believed it
was the prime minister’s duty
to ensure thal he knew what
was going on inside and outside
his government.

British- and American
pelitical structures and
traditions are vastly different,
even within the democratic
framework they share,

A ‘British prime minister has
Lo quit if it becomes clear that
he has lost the confidence of the
House of Commons, something
usually demonstrated by defeat
on a major policy issue, or if
the members of his ‘party in
Commons decide it's time for
him to go.

An American president has to
quit before his four-year term
is over only if the House of
Representatives votes im-
peachment charges dgainst him
and two-thirds of the Senate find
him guilty. This has never
happened,

The Boston Tea Party — one
of the heroic episodes which led
to the birth of a new nation —

. will be hailed on a block of four
new U.S. postage stamps to be.

issued July 4. The block of
8-cent stamps is a postal recog-
nition of the Bicentennial of the
American Revolution, The
place of issuance is, naturally,
Boston:

The quartet of stamps, each a
design entity, combine to com-
plete the scene of 1773 when
enraged colonists dumped
chests of tea from /British ships
into Boston Harbor as a protest
of the English-levied tax on tea

The over-all design shows
two British ships, colonists in
boats and a portion of the dock.
Each stamp is inscribed hori-
zontally *"'The Boston Tea
Party, U.S.""in black and '8¢’
in red. A vertical inscription, in
black, is *'Bicentennial Era,"
followed by a modification of
the Bicentennial logo in red.

The importance of thé'Boston
Tea Party to the cause of the
colonists can be assessed by the
comments of an angry King
George 111 who wrote his prime
minister; “The die is now cast,
The colonies must either sub-
mit or triumph."’

Collectors desiring [irst-day
cancellations may send them to
"“Boston Tea Party Stamp,
Postmaster, Boston, Mass.
02109." Enclose the proper re-
mittance, which is 32 cents for

the block of four (in' money

order or certified check but not
cash or stamps). Requests
must be postmarked no later
than July 4. Due to the size of
the combination of the four
stamps, the accompanying en-

‘velope should be addressed low

and to the jeft.

Collectors of Israell stamps
and unusual. pictorially can-
celed cachéts can still obtain
two comgpanion official souve-
nir covers of the limited edition
of the 25th anniversary of Israel
Independence issued for the Je-
rusalem Fair.

The white envelopes are dec-
orated with the blue and silver
menorah symbol of the Jerusa-
lem Fair and an'enlarged repro-
duction of the stamp depicting
the great Lion's Gate at Jerusa-
lem,

One cover carries the Israel
stamp with tab and features the
famous Moroccan lamp at the
Jerusalem Museum. This rare
cancellation, dated Nov, 22 in
Jerusalem, was used only for
that one day to greet the fair
The compapion cover, com-
memorating the opening on
Nov. 23 of the Los Angeles 25th
anniversary of Independence
Jerusalem FEair, carrigs the
U8 Albert Einstein stamp

Egg clusters are beginning to
hatch now, -according to Dr.
Milton Savos, extension
entomologist at UConn. Usually -
they hatch around May 1, but
due to the warm weather, they
are early this year. The young
caterpillars, about one elghth of
an inch long, “will seek the
foliage of oak, white and grey
birch, willow, linden, apple, or
Colorado Spruce. Later, when
larger, the caterpillars will
feed on HRemlock, pine, and
spruce. Evergreens with oaks
around them should be watched
closely from the third and
fourth weeks after the gypsy
moth has hatched.

Leaflets on homeowner
control of the gypsy moth can
be obtained at the Town Hall,
sBooth-Dimock Library, and
&orter Library, or by writing to
the Publications Department of
the Connecticut Agricultural
Extension Service, UConn,

There are predators at work ¢
to help in the control of the
gypsy moth, according, to 1 |
Schuessler, but they are not |
enough (o control periodic I
severe oputbreaks.

Various factors involved in
the extent of gypsy moth out-
break and the damage to trees
that they cause are weather,
parasites, disease, type of
growth and size of egg masses,
Rain can prevenl the cater-
pillars from eating.

Various forms of control
available to the homeowner in-
¢lude doing nothing and
allowing nature .to control the
outhreak; destroying the egg
masses; or destroying the
caterpillars by hand picking,
spraying, or banding.

Aerial spraying of '‘Bacillus
thuringiensis can be done
through permission. of the
Department of Enyironmental
Protection. Neighbors can get
together and request a private
firm to aerial'spray at a cost of
approximately §15 per acre,
Schuessler said that the elm
span worm, another defoliator,
will not be much of a problem
this year. All eggs brought in

for examination were
parasitized, he said.

Q. My momer who lives in
another state, was hespitalized
while visiting me. Will
Medicare help pay [or the am-
bulance service needed to take
her home?

A. No. Your mother's
medical insurance 'can only
help pay for ambulance service
within the locality normally
served by the hospital.

Q. My wife recently had a
stroke that left her with a
severe speech prablem, She's 66
now. If she gets speech therapy
al home through home health
visits, will Medicare coverage
pay for it?

A. Yes, Medicare will pay for
up to 100 home health visits
each calendar year, if your wife
needs speech therapy, if she's
confined to her home, and if her
doctor has dc!ermined she
needs home health care and
sels up and periodically
reviews a plan for the Care.
Also, the home health agency
must be one that participates in
Medicare,

Q. My uncle, who lives with
me, has coverage under
Medicare, and he's always
asking me questions about the
program. I used to get the
answer out of his Medicare
handbook but he's lost it. Can
you explain what a “benefit
period" is?

A, A "benefit period” is a
period of time for measurmg
your uncle’s use of hospital in-
surance benefits. It begins the

Bﬁt day he enters a hospital,

it ends when he has not
been a bed patient in any
hospital or skilled facility for 60
days in a row,

Q. Our family doctor says my
father will need a hospital bed
for use at home. Since my
father has both parts of
Medicare, who decides if he
should buy a bed or rent one?
A. Your father does. However,
your father should keep in mind
that Medicare payments are
made over a period of time,
based on the reasonable rental
rate for a hospital bed. These
payments stop when his need
for the bed ends. The length of
time your father may need the
bed is an important factor in
deciding whether to rent or
purchase one.

Q. I don't know how it
happened, but I have two
Medicare cards, One cird has
my Social Security number on it
and the other has my late
husband’s number on it. Which
card should I use?

A. The card you should use
depends on whose earnings
record you are now getting
monthly Social Security checks.

immediately and they will tell

you which card to keep.

WASHINGTON (AP)— Eight
months ago President Nixon
said the FBI and Justice
Department ‘had " investigated
the Watergate raid thoroughly,
and that his counsel, John W,
Dean III, had cleared all
adrministration employes of in-
volvement.

Now, after firigh Dean and
accepting resigdfitions from
Atty. Gen, Richard Kleindienst
and Acting FBI Director L.
Fatrick Gray III, the President
says his faith was misplaced.

Here is what the President
said then, at an Aug. 29, 1972,
news conference, and what he
said Monday night:

THEN: "“These
investigations, the investiga-
tion by the FBI, by the Depart-
ment of Justice, have, at my
direction, * had the total
cooperation of ... not only the
White House—but also of all
agencies of government. In
addition to that, within our own
staff, under my direction,
counsel to the, President, Mr.
Dean, has conducted a
complete inyestigation' of all
leads which might involve any
present members of the White
House staff or anybody in the
gavernment, I can say
categorically that his investiga-
tion indicates that no ane in the
White House staff, no one in
this administration, presently
employed, was involved in this
very bizarre incident."

NOW: “As the investigations

Volunteer Army
Short Manpower

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
General Accounting Office es-
timates the new all-volunteer
military will fall short of man-
power goals unless it hires
more civilians, recruits more
women and lowers ils in-
telligence standards.

A GAO report says the
military next year could fall
11,000 to 83,000 short of its goal
of 345,000 new recruits —
primarily for the Army and
Marines — under present
mental-ability levels and high
school graduate quotas,

The GAO analysis, based on
GI volunteer trends in past
years, was prepared for
delivery today to the House
military-manpower subcom-
mittee.

It said the military could
compele with the civilian labor
force for 433,000 to 580,000
women a year, but only plans to

recruit 36,700 women a year by
1977.

“It is apparent,”” the GAO
report said, “'that much greater
potential exists to use women in
uniform."”

The report algo said the Pen-

tagon has decided to turn some-

35,000 military jobs over to
clvilians next year instead of
70,000. y

“Here again,'’ the report
said, "'significant additional
polential exists.'

The GAO also suggested the
military could attract into un-
iform civilians with especially
needed military skills by
signing them up at higher rank
rather than enlisting them as
recruits;

In Death Penalty

NEW HAVEN (AP)—Connec-
ticut's newly passed death
penally suffers from an “‘ar-
bitrariness in the sentencing
procedure'’ that could make it
unconstitutional, according to a
former dean of the Yale
University Law School.

Louis Pollack, now a
professor of law:at Yale, said in
4 study prepared for the
Connecticut . Civil Liberties
Union that the U.S. Supreme
Court struck down several
capital punishment laws in its
recent landmark decision on
the grounds that they provided
for too much discretion in
determining whether a person
would be executed,

“It is apparent that the (new
law) reflects an attéempt...to
avoid the constitutional pitfalls
of sentencing discretion,"
Pollack said, “'But notwithstan-
ding the best efforts of the

drafters, discretion aplenty

abounds In the bill as drafted,

and that discretion is in ‘my
judgment fatal to the con-
stitutionality."

Under the law, Pollack said,
the six capital offenses are ‘'so
ambiguously defined as to
make it almost impossible’ to
chart rationally the cir-
cumstances which would lead
to a verdict of guilt on the one
hand and innocence on the

othér... Here the process is con- *

stitutionally. significant in that
4 guilty verdict brings into play
the possible imposition of the
death sentence."

Pollack said the legislators
who drew up the law were
working under “‘a constitutional
impossibility — maiptaining the
idea of a death sentence while
insuring that ‘it would, in prac-
tice, almost never be im-
posed,"'

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Wholesale prices of food and
farm products declined in April
for the first time in six months
but the drop was more than
offset by the biggest jump in in-
dustrial prices in 22 years, the
government reported today.

The decrease in prices for
processed foods and farm
products was led by a 2.8 per
cent drop in meaf prices, ap-
parently reflecting the effects
of the recent nationwide con-
sumers meat boycott and Presj-
dent Nixon's ceiling on meat
prices.

But the prices on a broad
range of industrial raw
materials rose 1.4 per cent, the
largest monthly increase since
January 1951, said the Labor
department's Bureau of Labor
Statistics.

The industrial commodities
index is regarded as a truer
meastre of inflation than food
prices as it is less affected by
seasonal changes,

Over-all, wholesale prices

‘rose eight-tenths of one per cent

in April, a significant jump but
below the ecord 2,2 per cent in-
crease in March.

Centralized School
Management Planned

The central administration of

the Manchester school system
has begun to formulate a total
management system — PPBS
(Planning, Programming,
Budgeting System) — which the
Board of Education is expected
to act on soon.

innovative PPBS, being
used by a few Capitol Region
towns under different names, is
not entirely new to Manchester
— Dr. James P. Kennedy,
superintendent of schools, said
some of the PPBS procedures
were used in formulation of the
school board's proposed 1973
1974 budget. PPBS, according
to a tentative procedures
mantal being considered by the
school board, will "involve the
(school) staff in establishing
goals and objectives, reviewing
program accomplishments, and

budgeting for program im-
plementation."

“The emphasis is going to be
on outcome rather than on the
learning process,'' the tentative
manual states.

One of the ideas built into
PPBS is involvement of more
townspeople in the school
system'’s planning and decision-
making process. 1t will be the
responsibility of the community
to determine what the schools
should accomplish, and it will
be the responsibility of the staff
to determine how the objectives
will be accomplished.

An important part of the
PPBS proposal, Dr. Kennedy
says, is eyaluation. It is
expected that the public, as
well as school administration
and staff, will play a major role
in program evaluation,

The tentative PPBS manual,
which is subject to modification
before school board approval,

establishes detailed lists of
program responsibilities for
key staff members. A program
structure chart is divided into a
learning program (including
regular and special programs)
and .a policy and  direction
program (mostly ad-
ministrative functions).
Program managers will be
selected for each of the
suggested program categories,
and the “managers’ will be
responsible for development of
a "'program analysis'" including
description, purposes, str-
cuture, goals and objec-
tives,evaluation, constraints,
projections, and budget,
Regular learning programs
Include categories such as art,
music, physical education,
science, reading, and so on.
Special learning programs in.
clude adult education, en-

State Senate To Act
On Budget Bills Today

HARTFORD (AP) — Only
Senate action today remained
before Connecticut's 1973-74
fiscal package—including a $1.2
billion state budget, a'cut in the
state sales tax and elimination
of the tax on dividends, and a
$105 million capital bending
package—went to Gov, Thomas
J. Meskill for signing.

The budget and accom-
panying tax and bonding bills
served as fodder for a full day
of debate in both branches of
the legislature Wednesday’

The budget cleared the House
90-57 on a straight party vote
while the other bills passed in
both houses. '
“When it was all over,
however, not everybody was
happy with the results.

Perhaps'the least happy were
rank and file state employes
who failed lo receive an across-
the-bgard cost-of-living raise.

Between 300 and 500 of them
spent the morning parading in
front of the capitol protesting
the omission. Thomas C. Lyon,”
president of the Connecticut
State Employees Association,
said he planned to call a
meeting of state workers in the
near future to discuss a possible
work stoppage,

Also unhappy were
Democratic members of the
House who saw a series of
budget amendments defeated.

An amendment that would
have provided a 8 per cent pay
increage for state employes
making less than $10,000 a year
and 3.5 per cent for those ear-
ning more was beaten 76-68.

Another that would have
provided property tax rellef at
the rate of $3 per person lost 89-
65.

One that would have canceled
scheduled salary increases for
state commissioners and their
deputies—whose salarigs aren't

covered by the slale merit
system—was defeated 79-65.

Senate Democralts planned o
offer the same amendments
plus others that lost in the
House when the budget was
considered today.

With ‘a  Republican. majority
in that chamber as well,
however, the amendments were
expected to meet the same fate,

Prior to passing a bill
reducing the sales tax from ¥ to
6.5 per cent, Democrats in both
branches. tried to amend it to
cut the tax further to 6 per cent
and to remove it from utility
bills. .

The amendments lost in both
chambers while the bill passed
24-12 in the Senate and 95-51 in
the House.

The most emotianal debate in
either chamber centered on un-
successful proposals to add ad-
ditional money for the
Mansfield Training Schodl for
the mentally retarded to the
bonding package.

The Senate defeated an
“amendment to authorize $1.6
million for the school while the
House turned down a proposed
$8.9 million addition.

The governor’s approved tax
package will:

—Eliminate the 8 per cent tax
on dividends, '

—Phase out the personal)
property tax on praperty
acquired after the 1973 assess-
ment date,

—Provide $10 million in state
reimbursements to lowns for
the loss of taxes alter July 1,
1974, The bill does not involve
motor vehicles, boats, air-
planes, Inventories or public
utility property,

" —Continue the capital gains
tax at 6 per cent on 50 per cent
of ‘capital gain. ’

—Allow businesses to deduct
Rast losses before paying the 8

per eent corporate income tax.

—Continue phasing out the
manufacturing inventory lax,

—Adopt a minimum alter-
native franchise tax.

—Include insurance com-
panies under the corporate in-
come lax,

—Continue the tax on
alcoholic beverages at the rate
of $2.50 per gallon instead of
having it revert to the pre-1969
level of $2 per gallon scheduled
lo take effect July I

Major bond authorizations,
which require individual ap-
proval by the State Bond Com-
mission before they can be
built, include; .

House Republicans praised
the budget as reasonably
meeting the needs of Connec-
ticut citizens in 'a way that
made a tax cut possible.

Democrals, however, said
the budget didrit go far enough
in meeting needs In the areas of
education, jobs, housing,
welfare, mental health and aid
Lo municipalities.

They also accused the ad-
ministration of _un-
derestimating revenue while
overestimating expenditures in
order to create a hudget surplus
that could be used in 1974—an
election year. 4o

ASNE President J. Edward
Murray of The Detroit Free
Press told the convention

“Watergate looks like Presi-
dent - Nixon's: Waterloo in his
long war with the free press.

For the press, certainly,
Watergate is a watershed,
demonstrating for our genera-
tion, al least, the indispensibili-
ty to the nation...of unfettered
investigative reporting.”
MeGovern sajd he knows of
“no'direct evidence .. to im-
plicate Mr. Nixon in the plan-
ning of political espionage or
the subsequent obstruction of
justice.. Like all of you, I hope
he was not involved. He denies
that he was—and I, for one,
must believe him, "
Presidential counselor Anne

For Summer Jobs

Said ‘Catastrophic’

:NEW HAVEN (AP) — Failure by the federal govern-
ment to provide more money for youth jobs this summer

could cause
Connecticut
said today.

John J. Sullivan,
the Connecticut Con
Mayors and Municipalities and
John J. Driscoll, president of
the State Labor Council,
pointed to a national survey
that claims the nation's
municipalities can use funding
this summer for 1,018,891 youth
jobs.

They called in letters to
President Nixon and Connec-
ticut congressmen for a new
federal allocation of $476.9
million for such jobs throughout
the nation, of which $394 million
would go to Copnecticut.

Without such federal funding,
they said, the unemployment
situatéon next summer will be
