WASHINGTON (A P) -  
Wholesale prices of food and 
farm products declined in April 
for the first time in six months 
but the drop was more than 
offset by the biggest jump in in­
dustrial prices in 22 years, the 
government reported today.

The decrease in prices for 
processed foods and farm  
products was led by a 2.9 per 
cent drop in meat' prices, ap­
parently reflecting the e ff^ ts  
of the recent nationwide con­
sumers meat boycott and Presj- 
(lent Nixon’s ceiling on meat 
prices.

But the prices on a broad 
ran g e  of in d u s tr ia l  raw  
materials rose 1.4 per cent, the 
largest monthly increase since 
January 1951, said the Labor 
department’s Bureau of Labor 
Statistics.

The industrial commodities 
index is regarded as a truer 
measure of inflation than food 
prices as it is less affected by 
seasonal changes.

Over-all, wholesale prices 
rose «ght-tenths of one per cent 
in April, a significant jump but 
below the ecord 2.2 per cent in­
crease in March.

The central administration of

The innovative PPBS, being

Between 300 and 500 of them 
spent the morning parading in 
front of the capitol protesting 
the omission. Thomas C. Lyon,' 
president of the Connecticut 
State Employees Association, 
said he planned to call a 
meeting of state workers in the 
near future to discuss a possible 
work stoppage.

A lso  u n h a p p y  w e re  
Democratic members of the 
Hou^ who saw a series of 
budget amendments defeated.

An amendment that would 
have provided a 6 per cent pay 
increase for state employes 
making less than $10,000 a year 
and 3.5 per cent for those ear­
ning more was beaten 76-68.

Another that would have 
provided property tax relief at 
the rate of $3 per person lost 89- 
65.

One that would have canceled 
scheduled salary increases for 
state coipmissioners and their 
deputies—whose salarijep aren’t

covered by the state merit 
system—was defeated 79-65.

Senate Democrats planned to 
offer the same amendments 
plus others that lost in the 
House when the budget was 
considered today.

With a' Republican majority 
ill th a t cham ber as well, 
however, the amendments were 
expected to meet the same fate.

P rio r  to passing a bill 
reducing the sales tax from f-to 
6,5 per cent, Democrats in both 
branches, tried, to amend it to 
cut the tax further to 6 per cent 
and to remove it from utility 
bills.

The amendments lost in both 
chambers while the bill passed 
24-12 in the Senate and 95-51 in 
the House.

The most emotional debate in 
either Chamber centered on un­
successful proposals to add ad- 
d i t i o n a l  m oney  fo r  th e  
Mansfield Training School, for 
the mentally retarded to the 
bonding package.

Democrats, however, said 
the budget didrHt go far enough 
in meeting heeds in the areas of 
education , jo b s , ' housing, 
welfare, mental health and aid 
to municipalities.

They also accused the ad­
m in i s t r a t i o n  6f u n ­
derestimating revenue while 
overestimating expenditures in 
order to create a budget surplus 
that could be used in 1974—an 
election year.

"And I tfike no joy today from 
the President’s difficulties.

ASNE President J. Edward 
Murray of The Detroit Free 
Press told the convention:

“Watergate looks like Presi­
dent. Nixon’s-Waterloo in his 
long war with the free pre.ss.

F or the p ress, certa in ly , 
W atergate is a watershed, 
demonstrating for our genera­
tion, at least, the indlspensibili- 
ty to the nation...of unfettered 
investigative reporting.”

McGovern said he knows of 
”n() direct evidence ... to im­
plicate Mr. Nixon in the plan­
ning of political espionage or 
the subsequent obstruction of 
justice..

;NEW HAVEN (AP) — Failure by the federal govern­
ment to provide more money for youth jobs this summer 
could c a u s e V ’catastrophic” situation in cities and towns, 
Connecticut i^ n icip al officials and the state AFL-CIO 
said today.

John J. Sullivan,- Resident of 
the Connecticut Conrisfence of 
Mayors and Municipalities and 
John J. Driscoll, president of 
the S tate  Labor Council, 
pointed to a national survey 
th a t c la im s the n a tio n ’s 
municipalities can use funding 
this summer for 1,018,991 youth 
jobs.

They called in letters to 
President Nixon and Connec­
ticut congressmen for a new 
federal allocation of $476.9 
million for such jobs throughout 
the nation, of which $394 million 
would go to Connecticut.

Without such federal funding, 
they said, the unemployment 
situation next summer will be 
"catastrophic, inviting graVe 
dangers to our cities and 
towns.”

Sullivan,.who is first select­
man of Fairfield, and Driscoll ' 
said the Nixon administration

has no plans to provide, direct 
n a tio n w id e  fu nd ing  th is  
summer for the Neighborhood 
Youth Corps program. The 
federal government, they said, 
wants cities and towns to use 
Emergency Employment Act 
funds to hiring disadvantaged

Vital^Programs Aided 
By Cancer Fund Gifts

Vital programs of research, 
education and service account 
for 79 cents of every dollar 
spent annually by the American 
Cancer Society^  David A. 
Gdlas, chairman dt the town’s 
Cqncer Crusade, said today.

Golas, who is serving as 
chairman for the fourth c o n ^ -  
tive year, said cancer research 
activities have scored dramatic 
advances and last year received 
$24 million, or about 35 per cent 
of ACS expenditures.

“ T hese v ita l r e se a rch  
projects and all ACS activities 
are financed by contributions 
by the American people during 
the society’s April crusades, 
and from  beq u ests  and 
l e g a c i e s , ’ ’ G o la s  sa id .  
"Manchester residents have 
always been generous in their 
support of these activities and 
we look forward to a continua­
tion of that tradition in 1973.’ ’

ACS expenditures on public 
education reached $11.3 million 
or about 16 per cent. “ Here the 
emphasis is on impressing upon 
the public the necessity of 
periodic health checkups to dis­
cover cancer at its earliest and 
most curable stage,”  Golas 
said, "as well as informing 
them'about cancer’s seven war- 
nip^ signals."

Another 10 per cent, or $7 
^ m i l l i o n ,  is d e v o t e d  to 

professional education to 
provide physicians, dentists, 
nurses and other medical per­
sonnel with information on the 
latest methods of detection and 
treatment of cancer.

“ Patient and community ser­
vice,”  Golas said, “ received 
about 18 per cent, or nearly $13 
million, for easing the burden 
cancer imposes on its patients 
and their families."

Another $21 per cent, or some 
$15 million, supported fund 
raising and managementVof the 
society’s activities.

During its h istory, the ACS 
aided in supporting the develop­
ment of proceduresTike the Pap 
test that has helped cut the 
death toll tor uterine cancer in 
half in the past 25 years, Golas 
said. “ Advances in drug treat-

ment and radiation, wliich is 
taking Hodgkin’s Disease out of 
the hopeless category, were 
also aided by ACS funds. 
Furthering the success of these 
advances'requires ‘'more''fun­
ding and cooperation. The best 
way to fight cancer is still two­
fold; with a checkup and a 
check.”

Golas asks that all cancer 
volunteers finish their collec­
tions and make their returns to 
either the American Cancer 
Society office, 237 E. Center 
St., or the' Connecticut Bank 
and Trust Co. Main St. Ofifee.

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Air Bag Given O.K.
Automobile air bags, desiped to 

lAfla'te and deflate in milliseconds 
while cushioning drivers and front 
seat passengers in a crash, have 
received a lot pf publicity. A lot of it, 
based on early test failures, has been 
bad.

Proponents of the devices have had 
to spend an inordinate amount of time 
defending them against claims that 
they might go off accidently or 
deteriorate with age or harm the 
hearing when they inflate explosively.

Of late, however, air bag advocates 
have stopped being defensive as the 
list of those whose lives have been 
saved by the bags grows.

On F8b. 20, for example, Ralph 
Worsey of Wauconda, III, rammed 
the rear of a parked police car at 68 
miles an hour. Though he was not 
wearing a seat belt, he suffered only a 
broken wrist and a few cuts and 
bruises because his car was equipped 
with an air bag system. The officer in 
the police car was seriously injured.

This is one of the incidents 
discussed in an article, “How Real 
World Crashes Are Increasing Air 
Bag Acceptance,” in the April issue of 
the National Safety Council’s “Traffic 
Safety” magazine. ,

In addition to “ real world” crashes 
where air bags have deployed as 
intended, test crashes conducted 
earlier this year have also been com­

pletely successful, says author Jim 
K ielty  of the co u n c il’s public 
information department.

As for fears that the bags might go 
off when they were not supposed to, he 
reports that a fleet of 2,000 Mercurys 
has traveled more than 18 million 
miles under all types of driving 
conditions with not one instance of 

' improper deployment of the air bag
system. 7

Although a federal court order has 
indefinitely delayed a requirement 
that air bags be installed on all 1976 
cars. General Motors will offer the 
bags as an option on some of its 1974 
models.

How much will a ir bags cost? 
Estimates range from $110 on up- 
—way up. GM’s “ballpark” figure is 
$ 2 0 0 .

Nobody knows how many 1974- 
model new car buyers will want to 
spend this much money on a device 
they hope will never be called into 
use, says Kielty.

“However,” he concludes, “what 
safety benefits can be expected from 
such options as a vinyl roof, pogver 
windows, power radio antenna, 
sequential turn signals, simulated 
wood grain interior, a rear arm rest, 
‘sports striping’ or a stereo tape 
system in the event of a 30-mile-per- 
hour head-on crash?”

Picket Your 
Congressman
To the editor;

Because of their deep con­
cern and desire to help people 
understand the farmers’ plight 
concerning the price of food, 
Tolland County Farm Bureau 
and Robert Post, first select­
man of Andover, arranged a 
meeting recently in the elemen- 
tary school in the little town of 
Andover. People from a four 

, town area including farmers, 
w o rk e r^  ai\d in d u s try , 
educators, and the press dis­
cussed the meat boycott and the 
price of food in general.

The panel consisted of a 
homemaker who is the wife of a 
poultryman, a beef grower, a 
dairyman, an educator in the 
School of Animal Industries at 
UConn and a man in the retail 
meat business. All spoke most 
knowledgeably and a great deal 
of understanding came about 
concerning the other side of the 
story of the price of food and 

- meat in particular and why a 
boycott is not the answer to the 
problem.

However, now th a t the 
meeting is over and I think 
about what was said, I wish 
these thtoughts had been 
brought out, thus my letter to 
you.

It is my personal belief that 
the price of food is not terribly 
high when I consider what I pay 
for other things. American con­
sumers are not ^^ware of how 
well off they are. They do not 
give farmers credit for the pre­
sent level of high production 
and efficiency which they have 
achieved. Food prices are not 
really h. 'h  when compared 
with most everything else. 
Farm-produced food rose 30 per 
cent from 1947-49 to 1971, while 
t e consumer price index rose 
i» p »  cent, non-foo^ items rose

in-79 per cent and services 
creased 137 per cent. The un- 

■ jqueness of a farmer’s business 
is that he must always purchase 
supplies at retail but almost 
always must sell his product at 
wholesale. I feel that the 
farmer is just beginning to 
make a living more in line with 
his fellow men.

However, farmers and Farm 
Bureau a re  try ing  to do 
something • about the total 
problem of inflation. The most 
serious question our country 
faces at the monfCnt is whether 
we can get our 'fiscal house in 
order or not. ’The Farm Bureau 
is involved in a campaign to 
attempt to help control infla- 
•tion, balance the budget, and 
avoid a tax increase. In order to 
do this, federal spending must 
be reduced. The American 
Farm Bureau Federation has 
s u b m itte d  to C o n g ress  
proposals to reduce the federal 
budget of 1974 that would save 
13.4 billion and provide for 
balancing the budgets.

The best interests of the coun­
try were served whenffhe bill to 
roll back prices was defeated. 
With the defeat of this bill, we 
will not be turning over to the 
C ongress the m a tte r  of 
handling the economy. They 
have proved they cannot 
manage their own fiscal af­
fairs. We’ve been led into 
deficit after deficit by the 
Congress which is the real 
cause of inflation, not the price 
of meat.
, Perhaps, now that the women 
of the nation have learned that 
they can unite and be ' heard, 
they will direct their efforts 
toward the real culprit, infla­
tion. Before jumping on another 
meat boycott bandwagon, stop 
and think, we all as individuals 
m ust rea lize  our respon­
sibilities. We must stop deman­
ding government program s

which we think we cannot get 
along without. As farmers have 
learned, in the case of REAP, it 
is possible to sacrifice and it is 
necessary when considering the 
total national welfare.

Ladies, you would do better 
picket your congressmen who 
vote to perpetuate deficit 
government spending.

Over the long run there is no 

valid reason for a fuel-energy 
crisis.

Over the Short run, the only 
excuse is lack of foresight. For 
the'potential available sources 
of fuel and e n e r^  are great 
beyond imagination.

As long as this reporter can 
remember, it has been clear to 
scientists that the United States 
would run into energy shortages 
unless decisive long range ac­
tion was taken. We.have known 
for decades that control of our 
oil supplies eventually would 
fall into the hands of Middle 
East nations, which could prove 
disastrous to the US. political, 
economic and national security 
interests.

For more than 20 years scien­
tific and industry conferences 
have detailed these predictions 
with technical precision. 
Inevitably these scientists had 
practical solutions;

For the long range — the 
development of solar energy 
which could provide great 
amounts of power for literally 
millions of years.

For the intermediate term — 
nuclear fusion power, using 
b a s ic a l ly  c h e a p  “ raw

materials,” available in suph 
.plentiful abundance that their 

e x h a u s t i o n  is no t  even 
predicted.

For the nearer te rm  — 
breeder nuclear i;eactors which 
provide new fuel as a by­
product, thereby stretching our 
resources of atomic fuel for a 
very long time to come.

For “today,” these scientists 
had been  p r e d i c t i n g  a 
widespread use of marginal 
coal, oil shale and other 
resources by efficient methods 
to be developed in this nation’s 
laboratories and a much wider 
use of “conventional” atomic 
power plants.

Yet these same conferences 
reported time and again that 
heavy restrictions had been 
placed on research budgets in 
c r u c i a l  a r e a s  where 
breakthroughs seemed possi­
ble.̂  *■ .

Today, solutions to all the 
above problems are proceeding 
— but slowly. There seem to be 
no insurmountable technical 
difficulties. But research takes 
effort, men and materials and 
that-.m eans money. Crash 
programs require “multiples” 
of money, as witness the race to 
the moon.

If we could, as a nation, af­
ford to spend upwards of $20 
billion over the span of a few 
years on space missions, why 
have we not been able to bring 
into being a crash program of 
energy research? Why is it that 
we spend for energy, a fraction 
of what we spend on space when 
energy growth is vital to the 
nation’s existance?

If the United States and 
private industry would spend on 
energy . research and related 
basic studies proportionately as 
much as the nation’s chemical 
and drug industries do in their 
product areas, the United 
States bould bring into being a 
fuel-power research crash 
progcam considerably greater 
thap the Apollo moon project. It 
probably would be just as effec­
tive.

Shopping for Sympathy

WASHINGTON -  The 
working stiff will always get a 
fair shake in this space, on ac­
count of I’m one myself only 
more so because no porcine 
exploiter has me on his list for 
paid vacations, a pension and 
fringe benefits. But don’t get 
me started on the high cost of 
Blue Cross for an independent 
contractor.

On the other hand. I’ll have to 
go shopping for sympathy for 
members df the four major un­
ions  who h a v e  opened  
negotiations with the U.S. 
Postal Service by askihg for 
everything but breakfast in bed. 
’The unions, representing some 
600,000 postmen, are seeking a 
new contract to replace the 
two-year agreements which 
expire July 20.

’These demands leave me cold 
because off the record of the 
past decade the postal workers 
are lucky they have not been 
outlawed by a revolutionary 
council of outraged citizens. I 
don’t doubt that most postmen 
put in an honest day’s work, but 
I cling to the old-fashioned no­
tion that folks should be paid off 
on performance and what 
passes for mail service' in this 
Republic has long been a sick 
joke.

All right. Management has 
been inept, inefficient and 
mostly incapable of tightening 
operations to achieve delivery 
of a first-class letter across the 
street. But the postmen must 
share the blame — even the 
good ones — because their un­
ions have been more concerned 
with lagniappe than service.

With mail service on the 
verge of collapse, the unions 
are asking for what amounts to 
a 30-hour work week, instead of 
the present 40. They will call it 
a 35-hour week, but in fact their 
demand calls for a seven-hour 
work day with a 30-minute

lunch period and two 15-minute 
washup halts. Apparently, the 
unions are determined to show 
that service can, too, get worse.

The unions w^pt to continue 
the presen t con trac t ban 
against layoffs. They want a 
more liberal sick leave policy 
which would p e r m i t  an 
employee to enjoy his first five 
days of leave merely by signing 
a statement that he is ill. They 
want management to pay the 
full cost of health insurance in­
stead of the present 40 per cent, 
that full cost of life insurance 
instead of the present one-third, 
and up to $200 per month in 
added retirement benefits.

True, the unions are not 
specifically demanding wage 
increases. All they want is 40 
hours pay for a 30-hour week, 
a l t h o u g h  the  w o r k e r s ’ 

-bargaining positions speaks of 
the need to negotiate for more 
money at a later date.

The ghastly thing about the 
situation is that the unions 
probably will get everything, or 
almost everything, they ask. 
This eventuality is assured by 
the unions’ not-sg-secret but en­
t i re ly  i l lega l  l as t - resor t ,  
weapon. It is called a strike.

There is of course a law 
against strikes by Federal 
employes which provides fines 
and jail penalties for violators. 
Forget it. Although thousands 
of postal workers went on strike 
in 1970, not one of them was 
even charged with breaking the 
law and, indeed, the postmen 
were rewarded with hefty pay 
rises for their mockery of the 
statute books.

Postal officials say they’re 
confident the postmen wouldn’t 
dare, to istrike again. They’re 
dteamers. TTiat collection of 
self-serving rabbits khown as 
Congress bailed out the strikers 
in 1970 and will do so this time. 
As George McGovern found

out, labor still has plenty of 
m u s c l e ,  and  t h e r e ’s a 
Congressional elation coming 
up next year. Few of our 
legislators wish to campaign as 
candidates who sent strikers to 
jail or fined them five bucks 
apiece.

It is all a sick-making out­
rage, but I don’t know what the 
plain citizen can do about it 
except move to Togoland or slit 
his throat. Meanwhile, those of 
us who collect examples of 
chutzpah can add the postal un­
ions’ ddfnands to our hoard. 
They are saying please remit 
for services unrendered.

Birth Rate 
Declines

HARTFORD (AP)-Connec- 
ticut’s birth rate has been going 
down steadily for three years. 
But while students of the pop­
ulation picture qan offer a 
series of possible reasons for 
the decline, they concede that 
they are still far from a com­
p le te  ex p lan a tio n  of the 
phenomenon.

“There is no one reason and 
demographers can’t even tell 
you what the reason is,” said 
Cheryl King, a member and 
past executive director of the 
Connecticut Federation of Zero 
Population Growth (ZPG).

Harold S. Barrett, chief bf the 
Office of Public Health in the 
state Health Department, said 
the birtji decrease could be a 
cyclical phenomenon but that 
his office had found no final 
explanation.

Barrett’s office announced 
Wednesday that preliminary 
statistics showed 8,969 births in 
the first three months of 1973 
compared to 9,845 in the same 
period last year.

Initial Connecticut figures for 
all of last year showed 38,866 
births, representing a birth rate 
of 12.6 per 1,000 residents. 
There were about 45,000 births 
in 1971 and some 50,000 in 1970.

’The Rational birth rate has 
been on the decline since 1957.

Many population experts 
point to easier contraceptive 
measures as the biggest factor 
in declining birth rates. But a 
harder question seems to be the 
reasons Uhat couples decide to 
use contraception instead of in­
creasing their family size.

One reason for such family 
decisions, Cheryl King said, 
could be high prices and con­
cern over the cost of raising a 
child in the future.

Another possibility she cited 
is that “Some people will say 

.there is a change in society’s 
preference in its norms for a 
num ber of ch ild ren  In a 
family.” She quoted U.S. Cen­
sus Bureau surveys that in­
dicated young women in 1967 
wanted to have an average of 
2.9 children but a similar group 
in 1972 wanted only 2.3.

Third, she said, “A lot of peo­
ple a re  postponing having 
children.” If that theory holds 
true, she added, “We may see a 
backlash in two or three years 
when people who noware 23,24 
and 25 decidejt’s finally, time to 
have a child.” , ^

She acMed as a fourth reason; 
“ If i n d ^  women are finding 
satisfaction outside the home in 
interesting, developing careers, 
they could prefer to keep their 
family si2e very, very small or 
have no children at all.”

She said it was difficult to tell 
why C o n n e c t ic u t  h as  
experienced one of the lowest 
birth rptes in the nation.

“Are more women working 
here? Is it because we’re 
between^ New York City and 
Boston ejnd women have more 
career Orientations instead of 
family ones?” she asked. “No 
one can really say for .sure.”

Barrett said the birth decline 
could be'cyclical..

“I think we’re getting back to 
a period right in the Korean 
War peifiod when there just 
weren’t as many kids,” Barrett 
sa id . “ T h ere  a re  few er 
marriages and we’re just get­
ting lessi'birth certificates.”

He p re d ic te d  th a t  the  
decrease would continue in the 
near future.

When thd 5,000-birth drop 
between 1970 and i971 was an­
nounced,’ ZPG founder Richard • 
M. Bowers of Hartford at­
tributed 75 per cept pof the 
decline to the availability of 
abortions on request in New 
York.

The rqst of the drop, he 
' claimed, was due to economic 

conditions, birth control pills 
and the increase In voluntary 
sterilization.

’The Board of Finance, in an 
open letter to residents, is 
recommending rejection of the 
proposed $1,693,856 Regional 
District 8 Board of Education 
budget for 19731974 at the dis­
trict’s annual budget meeting 
at Rham High School Monday 
evening at 8.

The proposed budget, if ap­
proved, would mean a total cost 
to Hebron of $726,625, or a $118,- 
508.30 increase over toe present 
budget.

The finance board's action, 
which was unanimous and with 
toe concurrence of its ex-officio 
m em ber. F irs t  Selectm an 
Aaron Reid, is based upon 
m u tu a l a g re e m e n t th a t  
proposed double sessions for 
Grades 7 and 8 are totally un­
warranted and unnecessary. 
Also, toe board believes the 
school is not operating at 
anywhere near its intended 
classroom capacity — 80 per 
cent of classroom capacity 
being utilized was^eited by a 
member of toe administration, 
according to toe board, within 
the past ipohto. ’

The Tinance board has also 
come out strongly in toe latest 
town report relative to im­
balance of representation on 
toe regional board.

The board points out that 
Hebron pays nearly half toe 
cost of Rham .High School, but 
has only one-third representa­
tion on toe board.

In addition, the town bears 
approximately 37t4 per cent of 
toe costs of toe Central Office 
Committee, but only has a 25 
per cent representation on toe 
committee.

The board feels that unless 
this imbalance of representa­
tion is corrected, the only con­
trol that the taxpayer may 
exercise oyer the expenditure 
of 90 per cent of budgeted 
monies is at the annual budget 
meeting.

If further points out that the 
proposed budget can only be 
accepted or rejected, and in 
view of toe “ take it or leave it” 
options, recommends continued 
rejection until such time as the 
reg io n a l board  abandons 
proposed double sessions for 
next fall.

To back up its strong feeling 
against toe double sessions, the 
finance board has made a ^7,- 
100 reduction in the local board 
of education budget for es­
timated transportation costs 
for double sessions. This 
represents approximately one 
mill for the tox rate.

In conclusion, toe board urges 
that "residents of Hebron make 
use of their only opportunity tq

act upon toe regional budget by 
attending toe budget meeting.”

“Yougg people are going to 
have to what we did during the 
D ep ression !”  com m ented 
Eleanor Riker. It was the week 
of the meat boycott. We began 
to talk as the hairdresser 
worked along. “Let me write 
about what you did then!” I 
asked.

Eleanor went home to her 
three-floor mansion, Lawrelea, 
at 680 Spring St. She sat in the 
breakfast room overlooking 
Case Pond at Highland Park 
and reminisced. She took out 
her old Boston Cooking School 
Cookbook by Fannie Farmer, 
printed in 1928, and leafed 
through it.

She thought, “I don’t suppose 
anyone today wouM think that 
we went through or maybe 
would cqre very much that we 
went through the Depression.” 
(The period known as the 

/Depression began with the 
stock market crash in 1929 and 
continued into the thirties).

At the time, three of the 
Hikers’ five children had been 

’ bom. Eleanor thought about all 
the fun they had had with the 
garden, canning food, everyone 
pitching in to help. “ It brought 
the family closer together. We 
spent the weekends working 
and' it was never anything but 

! fun.”
; “The main problem in those 
) days was meat and it’s still 
' meat today. Most people used 
;to have a real family noonday 
;meal on Sunday. You can be 
;sure that I considered I had 
money in my pocket whent he 
grandparents would invite us 
,down to Sunday dinner. It isn’t 
]done so much now because peo- 
jple are out playing golf or 
observing sports so they can’t 
1̂1 sit down together,” she con­

tinued.
. “ Sunday was the day we 
would have a roast for dinner, 
i t  was the main meat for the 
jweek and it made you plan to 
jise in leftovers. Of course, you 
could ha^e it cold the next day 
Syith ^rayy. You always made 
plenty of‘̂ av y  for Ulat reason. 
|liced  bread with hot gravy was 
very popular at that time.”
'  “ If there was any meat left, 
croquettes would be made. If 
)rou had a Idmb roast, for exam-' 
pie, you would take the cooked 
bone, simmer it up with water 
^  seasonings to make a little 
stock so you would have it for 
the croquettes. You can do the 
same with chicken, or turkey or 
even bones left from steak.”

"There are so many kinds of 
croquettes,” E leanor said. 
“Mushroom and fish and sweet­
breads. Of course, sweetbreads 
and kidneys were inexpensive 
then though they’re not now. 
We loved kidney stew and 
sometimes I would take a whole 
beef liver and stuff it.”

She mentioned that she had 
seen pigs feet and marrow 
bones in the butcher’s case 
recently along with oxtails 
which make a rich brown soup. 
“AH the old-fashioned things 
were being brought out again. I 
was told that they were always 
available but they c e r ta f i^  
weren’t in evidence like they 
are today.”

Larry, a retired engineer and 
Eleanor are avid members of 
the Veteran Motor Car Club, a 
natiolhwide organization of an­
tique car collectors.

Neither he nor his employer 
consider his blindness a han­
dicap, however, since he’s been 
selling cars for more than 35 
years.

"Need a new Chevrolet, or a 
good used car or truck? See Ed 
Casm er-he's the one with the 
white cane." That’s how the 
company advertises the 59- 
year-old form er insurance 
salesman.

Even with the strong glasses 
he wears, Casmer still has only 
five per cent vision in his one 
eye and is considered legally 
blind.

Casmer Mfured his left eye in 
1930 while hammering a nail. A 
chip from the hammer hit his 
eye and eventually it had to be 
removed. Due to the lack of an­
tibiotics at the time, the other 
eye also became infected.

“For the past seven or eight 
years I can just barely get 
around,” Casmer said. But that 
hasn’t stopped his sales.

One man has bought 11 new 
cars from Casmer over the past 
22 years.

His b iggest problem  is 
showing potential customers 
the cars in -the used car lot 
across the street from the 
dealership.

But he said te customers are 
usually understanding and don’t 
m ind  w andering  o v er by 
themselves to look at them.

The Second District con­
gressman, speaking at the 72nd 
annual dlimer meeting of the 
Greater Manchester Chamber 
of Commerce, said that produc­
tion of such plants could create 
tens of thousands of new jobs In 
the state.

The critical need for a major 
new en ergy  so u rc e , the  
pressing need to reinvigorate 
the region’s economy, ready 
access to basic fusion power 
fuel (sea water), and presence 
of le a d in g  c o r p o r a te  
researchers give Coilnecticut 
an advantage for development 
of fusion power plants, Steele 
said.

Fusion power, unlike nuclear 
fission power now in limited 
use, is “cheap, safe, and com­

He noted that 
n u c le a r  fu sion  is being  
recognized as the long-term 
answer to the world’s growing 
power needs.

Steele, urging that Connec­
ticut and New England take the 
lead in fusion power develop­
ment, said that the region is 
more severly affected by the 
energy crisis than other areas 
of the country. New England is 
far from most domestic'energy 
sources, he said, and must in­
creasingly rely upon foreign 
imports of petroleum products.

Manchester has been assured 
by the Department of En­
vironmental Protection it will 
receive a formal ruling before 
the end of this month on per- 

. mits for its sanitary landfill 
area.

Robert L. Schulz, director of 
the DEP’s Solid Waste Divi­
sion, said the department 
recogn izes M an ch ester’s 
timetable for. purchasing the 
llO-acre dry-bed Laurel Lake, 
for requesting a change to In­
dustrial Zone for the area and 
for instituting improvements.

On March 13, Manchester 
voters approved a $1,391,000 ap­
propriation, w ith^9,500 of it 
for purchasing the acreage 
from Wells and Robert Den­
nison, and $941,500 for im ­
provements to the existing and 
expanding area. The purchase 
is contingent on the issuance of 
state permits and a change to 
Industrial Zone. The town’s op­
tion to purchase expires May 
31. Its request for a zone change 
is on the May 7 agenda of the 
Planning and Zoning Commis­
sion.

A public hearing was held 
y e s te r d a y  on one of 
Manchester’s applications — a 
permit to discharge sewage 
from the sanitary landfill into 
the watershed of the Hockanum 
River and into the river itself. 
The bearing was conducted by

Robert B. raylor, director of 
the DEP’s division of Water 
Compliance and Hazardous 
Substances.

The hearing concerned itself 
alm ost en tire ly  with the 
problems of leachate control 
and Manchester’s proposal to 
establish a leachate-control 
system. Leachate is the liquid 
generated by the decomposition 
of garbage and refuse. The 
request for a permit to dis­
charge sewage m eans, in 
effect, to discharge leachate.

Following are the other 14 
conditions to be placed- on any 
permits forthcoming:

“1. That a Proper sanitary 
landfill method of operation in­
volving spreading, compacting 
and covering of all solid wastes 
daily shall be carried out in ac­
cordance with the provisions of 
the Public Health Code of the 
State of Connecticut.

The impending energy crisis 

is “one of the most serious 
problems facing the United 
States and the world today,” 
Steele said. Gasoline rationing 
has begun in Florida, he said.

and the gasoline shortage has 
even been felt in^/lanchester — 
the Regal Service Station at 947 
Center St. was forced to close 
for ten days due to shortages, 
he said.

Contributing the energy shor­
tages, Steele said, are the in­
creasing need for fuels foiY 
transportation and utilities, 
"which are two of the most in­
efficient sectors of the economy 
in converting fuel to energy.” 

Automobiles waste fuel, he 
said, noting that “what we are 
doing is sharply increasing the 
use of gasoline to help clean up 
pollution from the automobile.” 

D o m e s tic  o il and g as  
reserves a re  dim inishing, 
Steele said, and the need to inri- 
port oil is already creating 
critical financial and political 
problems for the U.S.
