At the same time, the Senate 
has shown since the Watergate 
investigation began that it “ is 
determined to recapture its 
authority’ ’ from President 
Nixon, said the '76-year-old 
senator,,' who heads a senate 
select committee investigating 
allegations liked with the 1972 
campaign.

Ervin was in New Haven Sun­
day to receive an award for 
meritorious public service from 
the Yale P olitical Union.

Town Adopts $18 Million Budget

The Town Council has com­
pleted its deliberations on the 
1973-74 b u d g e t, and is 
recommending to the May 21 
town meeting a budget of $3,- 
445,317, down somewhat from 
the $3,534,058 discussed at last 
month’s budget hearing.

The final figure represents a 
mill rate of 56.2 or 1.1 more 
than the present tax levy of 55.1 
mills.

In the final budget, the Town 
Couhcil has cut the police 
request from $136,750 to $128,-

They increased Weiss’ revenue 
estim ates by the use of 
revenue-sharing funds.

In the only non-unanimous 
vote last night, the board 
allocated $11.1 million for the 
Board of Education. Weiss had 
recommended $10,957,400. The 
school board had requested 
$11,370,491.

The $11.1 million allocated is 
$270,491 less than requested but 
still $810,000 or about 8 per cent 
more than the schools received 
for the current year.

The vote on the $U.\ million 
allocation was 5 to 4, with 3 
D e m o cra ts  jo in in g  1 
Republican to vote "hay.”  
Democrats Anthony Pietran- 
tonio, John Tanl and Phyllis 
Jackston . and Republican 
James Farr voted against it.

will go for classroom supplies 
and for building maintenance, 
as indicated.

Tani remarked, ” I only hope 
the Board of Education can do 
the job with what we’ve given 
them.”

Mrs. Ferguson said she 
backed the increase because 
she is convinced there are 
many things lacking in the 
school system that should be 
there. She requested that the 
$143,000 increase the board 
voted go specifically for books, 
supplies and maintenance. She 
said she will oppose any further, 
approriation to the school board 
for 1973-74.

Mayor John Thompson, in his 
budget message, noted, "it was 
by the narrowest margin our 
decision was made,”  adding, 
“ ’t is a vote of confidence in the 
Board of Education and our 
new su p e r in te n d e n t of 
schools.”

a very casual air, just as though 
he d idn ’ t hold the king. 
Declarer next led the jack of 
hearts from dummy and East 
played a low trump.

Since the first trump finesse 
had worked. South took it for 
granted that the second finesse 
would work also. He played a 
low trump from his hand and 
the ceiling fell in!

West won with the king of 
hearts and returned a trump. 
This cleared out dummy’s 
trumps and left South with a 
losing diamond still in his hand. 
Down one.

Therefore, The Herald sent a man 
up to the top o f Case Mountain for a 
few  hours and he brought back a set of 
commandments for politicians and 
their prolific organizations.

These are:
1. I am the voter your master, who 

brought you out o f obscurity, out of 
the house of anonymity. You shall 
have no other allegience before me.

2. You shall not make for yourself 
an image, or likeness o f anything that 
is not your true self. For I am a

%jealous master and will visit upon you 
or any of your children my wrath 
should you deceive me.

3. You shall not take the trust of 
public office in vain for I, the master, 
will not hold guiltless t h o s ^ h o  fail to 
merit my trust..

4. Remember the taxpayer and keep 
him happy. Six days you labor on his 
behalf and on the seventh you may 
rest knowing you have earned it by 
labor rather than by promises.

•5. Honor thy country and thy party 
that your days may be long in the land 
of public service the voter gives you.

6. You shall not kill the ideals you 
swear to uphold by faithless and world­
ly acts of graft, greed and corruption.

- 7. You shall remain faithful to the 
C onstitution and* riot enter into 
adulterous acts with those who would 
subvert it.

8. You shall not steal.
9. You shall not bear false witness

against your colleagues, your op­
ponents, the j>ress, nor yourself.

10. You shall not covet higher office, 
nor its power, nor its prestige, nor 
anything that it has.

This has been sent on to Congress 
where at last report the following has 
happened;

Loyalty to voters was made optional 
except during the last three weeks of 
the campaign; Madison Avenue lob­
byists watered down the image com ­
mandment on the basis of the high un­
employment it could cause; three was 
stricken because the Congress passed 
a resolution reaffirming its belief in 
“ due process of the law ,”  keeping the 
taxpayer happy was in a joint con­
ference com m ittee since the House 
wanted to spend m ore money to keep 
them happy, the Senate wanted to cut 
taxes to keep them happy, and 2,347 
special interest lobbying groups 
wanted both; and 5,6,7,8,9 and 10 were 
re fe rred  to the com m ittees  on 
legislative oversight which, at last 
reckoning was 25 years behind in their 
work.

But do not give up hope. The 
superintendent of docum ents and 
historical sites has agreed to inter the 
original version in>the cornerstone of 
the New Watergate Hotel, which by 
law, will house the headquarters of all 
p o l i t i c a l  p a r t i e s ,  l o b b y i s t s ,  
wiretappers and special campaign 
comm ittees. It will be the epitome of 
modern architectural art in that it 
will have 30,000 revolving doors to cir ­
cumvent the Washington Press Corps 
which spends almost all its time 
try in g  to in t e r v ie w  p o lit ic ia n s  
entering or leaving buildings.

P.S. The commandments were to be 
on a brass plaque but since the New 
W a t e r g a t e  ( a l s o  k n o w n  a s  
Leavenworth East) will cost $358.2 
million, instead of the $1.1 million 
originally estimated, it will be placed 
in the Congressional R ecord  and 
forgotten since no one reads it.

Cancer Losing To Science
We are now three years into the 

decade in which it is hoped that men 
will see the final victory o f medical 
science over cancer. Progress has 
been and continues to be| madeP- on 
many fronts.

One of the most recent steps was 
the announcement by Dr. Albert B 
Sabin, developer of live-virus polio 
vaccine, that he and a colleague had 
found a link between two common, 
viruses and certain form s of cancef.

The announcement was properly 
cautious: There is evidence that the 
viruses, which ordinarily cause fever 
blisters and cold sores, play an impor­
tant role in som e types o f cancer “ in 
certain individuals under special con­
ditions.” . ’

According to George Goldfenberg, 
p r e s id e n t  o f  O rm on t D ru g  & 
Chem ical, few  researchers now think 
in term s o f “ curing”  cancer, par­
ticularly in light of the widely held 
vieW^'that the body is constantly 
producing abnormal cells.

^ ‘ T he even tu a l answ er — and 
r e s e a r c h e r s  s tre ss  that it w ill 
probably be a series o f  answers rather 
than a single ‘m iracle cure’ — may

w ell be in d iscov erin g  w ays to 
stimulate the body’s own defenses 
against cancer,”  says Goldenberg, 
whose company has invested heavily 
to develop an “ early warning”  cancer 
detection system.

There are alm ost 200 types of 
cancer, he notes, dnd it is not known 

, how many are caused by viruses. But 
the field of immunology offers new 
hope for very early diagnosis of 
cancer as well, as its treatment, he 
adds.

For instance, a 'R ussian  research 
team in Moscow has discovered an 
immunological test for diagnosing 

; liver cancer, widespread in South and 
West Africa and Southeast Asia.

Researchers in London are seeking 
to develop a mass-screening skin test 
based on the work of Lebanese-born 
American scientist Dr. Jack Makari.

But research is long and difficult. 
The answer, suggest Goldenberg, m^iy 

, be a “ United Nations of Medicine”  
where cancer research, regardless of 
the end goal, could be conducted and 
financed In a concerted, intensified ef­
fort to eliminate the disease as a 
m ajor killer.

Soiling the Presidents INest

Open Forum

WASHINGTON -  The depth 
of White House deception of 
President Nixon’s own official 
family reached a barely credi­
ble low point in February when 
two top White House aides 
p ro m ise d  S e c r e ta r y  o f 
Commerce Frederick Dent that 
Jeb Stuart Magruder was whol­
ly innocent of any involvement 
in Watergate and ordered Dent 
to hire him.

Frederick Malek, who had 
been the President’s personnel 
chief before becoming deputy 
d irector o f the O ffice  o f 
Management and- Budget, was 
one of those two aides.

It is entirely possible that 
Malek was personally unaware 
of Magruder’s deep involve­
ment in Watergate, but that in 
itself would be a most sinister 
possibility. It would mean that 
the White House aides who did 
know the facts were using an 
unwitting Malek as their agent 
to place such Watergate-tainted 
aides as Magruder in new and 
high government posts.

But White House counsel 
John Dean III, described by 
high former administration of­
ficials as the second of the two 
White House aides involved in 
selling Magruder to Dent, most 
definitely did know all about 
Magruder’s Watergate involve­
ment.

Dean was the author of the in- 
house Watergate report for the 
President last summer which 
completely whitewashed the 
White House of any Watergate 
involvement. For Dean not to 
have known about the complici­
ty of Magruder, then with the 
Committee to Reelect the 
President, is inconceivable.

But White House pals of 
Magruder, a protege .of ex-staff 
chief H.R. Haldeman, ap­
parently felt more loyalty to

Magruder for having agreed tb 
deny under oath any Watergate 
knowledge or complicity than 
to Dent or to President Nixon’s 
Commerce Department.

Dent, clearly  concerned 
about what amounted to a 
White House order to give 
Magruder a $36,000-a-year 
which did not xequire Senate 
confirmation, was told by the 
White House that Magruder had 
been  “ q le a r e d  by the 
(Watergate) grand jury”  and 
that Dent had nothing to worry 
about. Dent also told friends 
th at u nder A m e r ica n  
jurisprudence, a man is inno­
cent until proven guilty.

Magruder worked in his 
Commerce Department job, 
driven around town in a 
chauffeured limousine paid for 
by the Committee to Reelect 
the President, until he was 
fired on April 27. That was 
shortly after he went back to 
federal prosecutors and began 
to sing.

Sues For Divorce
An extraordinary private 

communication from sponsors 
of the big (but undersold) fund­
raising dinner May 9 for the 
House and Senate Republican 
campaign committees contains 
a flat statement that “ the 
Republican party was not in­
volved and ought not to be imr 
plicated in the Watergate in­
cident.”

That quote, from an April 25 
statement by Sen. Robert Dole 
of Kansas, former party chair­
man, was included in a cotn- 
munication to party that fat 
cats under the letterhand of 
“ New Majority Dinner Com­
mittee,”  which said.

“ At no t im e  has the 
Republican National Com­
mittee or its financial arm, the

Republican National Finance 
C om m ittee , or the c o n ­
gressional or senatorial com­
mittees, been accused of' any 
wrongdoing in their political ac­
tivities or handling of campaign 
funds last year.”

The reason for this appeal for 
mercy, based on the fact that 
the White House-supported 
Committee to Reelect the 
President had no link to the 
Republican National Com­
mittee, is the threatened failure 
of the May 9 fund-raising dinner 
to yield anything like what it 
should. As of two days ago, less 
than $600,0()0 in cash had been 
taken in, about half the goal for 
one week before the event 
itself.

Sponsors of the dinner hoped 
the claim by Dole that the 
“ Republican party”  as such 
had noth ing to do with 
Watergate will appeal to the 
party loyalty of regular donors 
who are just as disillusioned 
with the Committee to Reelect 
the P res id en t and with 
Watergate as are Dole and the 
party professionals.

“ The fact remains,”  said the 
unsigned letter mailed 10 days 
ago to 26,000 Republican 
donors, “ that many of our sup­
porters identify these (regular 
party) committees as part and 
parcel of what they are reading 
fti their papers. ’This is very qn- 
fo r tu n a te  b e ca u s e  the 
“ Watergate affair”  has had an 
effect on our fund raising...We 
cannot let these committees be 
Kurt financially and in turn 
politically, by activities last 
year of which they had no 
part.”

No Republican-controlled 
White House in this century has 
been criticized so frontally by 
the regular party organization.

I Council Rejects Review 
Of Double Session Plan
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Ordinances asking for a total 
appropriaUon of $12.7 million 
were approved by the Town 
Council Monday night and June 
19 was set as the date for a 
referendum.

A public hearing, preceding 
the council meeting, didn’t 
produce any negative remarks 
on either the ordinance which 
asked for an appropriation of 
$2.2 million for extension of 
sewer lines or $10.5 million for 
expansion of the sewage treat­
ment plant.

Several persons living in the 
areas where the proposed 
sewer lines will go spoke in 
favor of the proposal, noting 
they would be anxious to tie in.

One installation will involve 
the Richard Rd., Berkley Dr. 
area, and the other the Over­
brook Dr. area and will involve 
several streets.

Mrs. Phyllis Campbell, who 
said she represented the 71 
members of the League of 
Women Voters, listed several 
reasons why the league is in 
favor of expansion of the 
sewage treatment plant.

One of the reasons is that the 
state mandated the addition 
and another is the fact that 90 
per cent of the cost will be 
financed by state and federal 
funds which will make the cost 
to Vernon taxpayers minimal, 
Mrs. Campbell said.

Commenting on the tertiary 
process which will be installed 
at the expanded plant, league 
members feel this is the best 
method to deal with future 
clean-up of the Hockanum 
River. Mrs. Campbell. added 
that with employment 6t this 
system, classification of the 
Hockanum could change fropn, 
a class C river to class B, which 
would increase its recreation 
potential.

She added that the league 
recognizes that the Zimpro 
Process to be installed is a new 
one, but that it is the understan­
ding of the group that if the 
system, once installed, does not.

Residents from the three

Attemj)ts were made, but 
overruled by moderator Emery 
Taylor of Hebron, to put 
motions on the floor to reject 
the budget even before it'had 
been presented by the board for 
consideration by the assembly.

^ •/sked  before a motion was 
passed to cut off debate.- These 
dealt with double sessions 
proposed for the high school 
next year, and were directed at 
D r. D av id  C a t ta n a c h ,  
superintendent of schools.

To the first question, “Is 
Rham High School being used 
to 100 per cent capacity in a

sound education way?” Dr. Cat­
tanach stated that it is "being 
used to full capacity as rated 
through the proper formula.” 

To the second question, “Will 
the children be getting a better 
education on double sessions?” 
Dr. Cattanach replied “as op­
posed to putting them all In this 
building, yes.”

Richard Grant, chairman of 
the Hebron Board of Finance, 
felt that rejection of the budget 
was “gratifying despite the fact 
debate was ciit off before actual 
enrollment classroom figures 
could be presented, regardless 
of rating.”

NEW YORK (AP) “The 
newspaper didn’t flinch or 
buckle under pressure. It’s good 
for journalism and the country. 
It’s time to be cautious, not to 
speculate but stick to the facts 
as we did.”

That's how Washington Post 
reporter Robert Woodward 
summed up his reaction to his 
newspaper’s receiving the 1973 
Pulitzer Prize for meritorious 
public service for its work on 
the Watergate scandal.

Although the award went to 
the newspaper, The Post’s 
n u n ag in g  e d i to r , . Howard 
Simons, singled out-for praise 
Woodward and fellow reporter 
Carl Bernstein. ’The two young 
reporters have spent the last 10 
m o n th s  p ro d u c in g  th e  
newspaper’s major disclosures 
of White House involvement in 
the 1972 campaign espionage 
operation.

David Broder, the Post’s 
national political correspon­
dent, also received a Pulitzer 
Prize for commentary for his 
political columns on the 1972 
election campaign.

Pulitzer Prizes announced Mon­
day were:

Place for Little Man 
Even in Basketbrawl

CHICAGO (AP) — Because erstwhile relief pitcher John Curtis 
of the Boston Red Sox suddenly found his “ plate sense,”  the 
Chicago White Sox’ nine-game winning streak now is history.

Curtis pitched a masterful five-hitter in his first start since 
April 19 after three relief chores and subdued Chicago 4-1 at rain- 
sUcked White Sox Park Monday night.

“ The kid pitched an outstanding game and it’s hard to win with 
just one run,”  said Chicago Manager Chuck Tanner following his 
American League West-leading club’s first defeat since April 22 
and only its second setback in 15 games.

“ I ’m still pleased, darn pleased with our start. I'll take a .713 
percentage (15-6) all year.”

Curtis on April 29 showed signs of getting the White Sox’ 
number. The left-hander who is an off-season sports writer then 
hurled 4 1-3 innings of one-hit scoreless relief in a game won by 
Chicago 5-0 at Boston.

Some 11 innings of relief work since his last start, Curtis said, 
“ gave me a chance to get plate sense—spot the catcher’s glove 
and throw to it.

“ Basically, I’m a ground-ball pitcher, not a strikeout artist. I 
told my wife going into this game that this was going to be a real 
test against a good club in its own park. It would tell whether I 
have overcome my timidness in not going out and challenging 
people.”

Curtis only struck out three, while walking four, but two of his 
strikeouts were biggies. He fanned Carlos May after John Jeter’s 
double to end the l ^ t e  Sox third and struck out Ken Henderson 
for the second out alter Dick Allen’s leadoff double in the Chicago 
fourth.

The only Chicago run came in the sixth on May’s single, a wild 
pitch and Henderson’s single.

By that time, the Red Sox and Curtis had all the runs they 
needed on weak-hltting John Kennedy’s two-run triple in the fifth. 
Wet turf aided that Boston spurt.

Orlando Cepeda’s apparent single opening the fifth went for a 
double when centerfielder Henderson slipped and fell. After a 
walk and a force play, Kennedy slammed another normal single 
to right, but (Chicago’s Jeter slipped, fell, and the ball skidded 
past him for a triple.

Boston also got single runs in the seventh and ninth off starter

and loser Stan Bahnsen, who not only had a four-game winning 
streak snapped, but also had a two-season mastery over Boston 
shattered.

Bahnsen, now 4-2, had defeated the Red Sox in his last eight 
decisions dating back to May 20,1971, when he last lost to Boston
5- 2 in Fenway Park.

Boston Manager Eddie Kasko said Curtis would become his 
fourth starter. “ Actually, this was the first time I needed a fourth 
starter in two weeks,”  said Kasko.

“ With the weather and schedule lapses, I decided to rotate only 
three pitchers-Bill Lee, Marty Pattin, and Luis Tiant. I ’ll say 
Curtis really was aggressive last night—he went right after every 
hitter.”

In the only other American League action, Baltimore trimmed 
California 8-2. New York at Minnesota was rained out.

In the National League, Pittsburgh edged Los Angeles 5-4, San 
Diego defeated the Chicago Cubs 4-1, Houston blanked Montreal
6- 0, Philadelphia nipped Cincinnati 3-2 in 14 innings and the New 
York Mets beat Atlanta 7-2. San Francisco and St. Louis were not 
scheduled.

NEW YORK (AP) — Even in basket- 
brawl, there’s a place for the little man.

E rnie' DiGregorio of Providence, the 
littlest man on the floor, proved it Monday 
night as he sparked the U.S. squad to an 
89-80 overtime victory over the touring 
Russian National basketball team before 
15,734 at Madison Square Garden.

“ Ernie sure got us going when we 
needed it, didn’t he?”  praised U.S. Coach 
Bob Cousy, a pretty fair little man in his 
own right. “ He picked us up when we were 
in trouble, big trouble.”

Ernie D. sank a pair of baskets in the 
final minute of regulation play to erase a 
73-69 Russian lead, hit two baskets in over­
time and set up two more to put the 
Americans out ahead, then stymied the 
Russians with his artful dribbling and 
ballhandling. '

“ As I ’ve said before, Ernie is the best 
player—pound for pound—that I ’ve seen in 
college this year. Some of the things he 
does are just amazing,”  Cousy add^ .

The Russian coach, Vladimir Kan- 
drashin, was equally impressed.

“ If we had him, we wouldn’t lose any 
games,” ' Kandrashin said.

From the time he re-entered the game, 
with 2:08 to go in regulation, up until the 
finish, Ernie D. was the whole show.

“ At the end I felt I had to take over—and 
I did,”  said the six-foot All-American. 
That he did. His shooting was deadly, his 
passing brilliantly accurate, his dribbling 
dazzlingly deft.

In the overtime, with the U.S. squad 
safely in front, he ran circles around the 
Russians as they tried to take the ball 
away from him. None could catch him."

“ 1 don’t think any of them can take the 
ball away from m e,”  he said afterwards, 
with more honesty than braggadocio. “ It’s 
not their style.”  *

Ah, their style—basketbrawl. ‘
“ It’s not quite basketball as we know 

and love it,”  said Cousy, smiling.
“ Blatant, dirty fouls,”  said 69 center 

Len Elmore of 'Maryland. “ They do 
e v e r y t h in g  th e y  ca n  g e t  a w a y  
with-elbows, grabbing your jersey, hit­
ting in the back when you go for rebounds. 
It’S brutal.”

“ You can really get hurt in this kind of 
game,”  observed 610 Ron Behagen of 
Minnesota.

“ It’s rough out thdre,”  said 68 Marvin 
Barnes of Providence. “ That’s the way 
they play— that’s the way they’ve been 
taught to play.”

V^at the Russians lack in finesse — and 
they lack a lot — they make up for in 
power. Under the boards they can hold 
their own with anyone, but they do not 
have the finesse or agility  o f  the 
Americans. So they concentrate on what 
they do best—hammer away under the

boards until the ball drops through, or a 
foul is called.

“ It’s a rough game, but those are Inter­
national rules and we agreed to play by 
them,”  Cousy said. • ^

“ You have to learn to be as scientific as 
possible regarding fouls,”  he explained. 
“ Our guys still try to make the block, 
avoid the foul. We have to learn to foul in­
telligently, like the Russians.”

A total of 75 fouls were called on the two 
clubs. Eight players fouled out. Five of 
them were Russians, including the team, 
star, Aleksandr Belov, who had 13 points.'

DiGregorio led both clubs with 25 points 
and 11 assists. Barnes, in his best showing 
since injuring his knee in the NCAA 
semifinals, had 21 points, many on spec­
tacular feeds from diGregorio. Elmore 
had eight rebounds and Behagen seven to 
pace the Americans, who outrebounded 
the visitors 32-28.

The United States led by as many as 
nine points in the first half, although the 
Russians closed to 36-35 at intermission.

The U.S. team moved ahead by seven at 
55-48, but the Russians eventually scored 
six straight points to take a 62-61 lead. ’The 
visitors were ahead by four, 73-69, before 
Ernie D. took over.

’The roughness of the game went both 
ways. “ The United States was veiy rough 
out there, like they have been in the other 
games,”  contend^ Kandrashin, who was 
so upset at the officiating of Renato 
Righetto of Brazil aiid Martti Huhtamaki 
of Finland .that he threatened to take his 
team off the floor and not play the over­
time. __

Behagen, Barnes and Elmore alUcalled 
the series rougher than anything they’ve 
seen in college, or elsewhere.

“ They’re rough, but they do it for a 
reason,”  pointed out Barnes. “ They play 
hard,)but I respect them for it.”

Elmore was a bit more upset by the 
pounding.

“ It was dirty, dirtier than the other 
games,”  he said. “ They got away with a 
lot more than they should have.”

How does a little man like Ernie D. sur­
vive a game of basketbrawl?

“ If you go to the basket at full speed, 
you might get killed,”  DiGregorio said. 
“ When I go toithe basket and beat a guy, I 
don’t feel free, because of the others. I 
don’t want to break my neck.

“ But you’re out there to play, ro you 
take a little banging — and you give a 
little.”

The victory gives the U.S. squad a 4-1 
lead in the series, which officially con­
cludes Wednesday night in Baltimore. The 
Russians will then play a game against an 
AAU club in Lexington, Ky., May 11 before 
going home.

Sanitarian Describes Paper Pickup
BETTY RYDER 
(Herald 'Reporter) 

C u rb sid e  c o lle c tio n  of 
newspapers for recycling and 
the most effective methods 
used were discussed Monday 
night at the Manchester Conser­
vation meeting.

Guest speaker Philip Block, 
registered sanitarian for the 
Wethersfield Health Depart­
ment, conlmented on the collec­
tion methods in area towns, 
namely. Rocky Hill, West Hart­
ford, Glastonbury, Wethersfield 
and Bloomfield.

He placed special emphasize 
on the need for publicity, con­
venience and reliability, so that 
residents would know just when 
newspapers would be'collected 

. in their respective areas.
“ A program that will give 

residents paper pickup reliabili­
ty, 52weeks of the year, will be 
successful,” Block said.

Block enlarged on the amount 
of savings that could be realized 
if all newspaper, glass and 
aluminum were removed from 
the collections before it was 
dumped in the landfill.

He fe lt the com m ission 
should weigh the cost of Qollec- 
ting all refuse, rather than 
salvaging the papers, glass and 
aluminum, against the cost of 
running out of space at the land­
fill.

He cited instances where 
other towns separate the white 
goods (refrigerators, washers,

. etc.) and salvage them for 
scrap metal.

“They also separate the glass 
and this is sold, then the 
newspapers,” Block said.

Mrs. Theresa I^arlai commis­
sion chairman, asked about the 
d i f f ic u l t ie s  in v o lved  in 
removing m etals from the 
refuse, and was informed by 
Block that a New Haven com­
pany has a shredder that it 

, brings to the refuse site and 
removes the metal.

Peter Lombardo, who is un­
der. contract to the Town of 
M anchester to collect the 
refuse, asked Block about the 
number of stops necessary if 
newspapers were separated 
from the general refuse.

B lock re p lie d  th a t the 
separate collection of papers 
should shorten the truck pickup 
routes, since newspapers take 
up approximately 1/3 of the 
truck’s available space.

He a lso  questioned  the 
feasibility of the town having to 
bail newspapers before they are 
accepted by Lydall & Foulds in 
Manchester, which is the com­

pany utilizing collected papers 
here.

Mrs. Parla mentioned that 
Lydall & Foulds had given the 
town the bailing machine, but 
Block still felt bailing the. 
newspapers Was unnecessary.

BRANCHVILLE (AP) -  A 
Penn Central commuter train 
derailed at an overpass here 
today killing one man and in­
juring two others.

State Police said the dead 
man was riding id the second 
car which tipped on its side and 
he fell through a window onto 
the pavement of the road 
beneath.

’The victim was identified as 
Leo McLaughlin, 74, of Dan­
bury. ’The Penn Central station 
manager in Danbury said he 
was a retired railroad employe.

’The first six cars of the 10-car 
train were derailed in the 7; 30 
a.m. accident at the Simpaug 
’Turnpike overpass in the Town 
of West Redding.

The second and third cars 
both tipped on their sides.

“Fortunately today they had 
the older cars up front and most 
of the people were sitting in the 
back,” said John Schmuecker, 
of Bethel, a conunuter who 
rides the train regularly. He

said there would have been 
many more injuries otherwise.

John Muller, 54, the engineer, 
said about 50 passengers were 
aboard the train, the 6:52 from 
Danbury to Grand Central Ter­
minal, when he felt a bump and 
stopped the train.

Muller, of West Redding, said 
the train was going about 35 
miles an hour at the time of the 
derailment. Cause of the acclT 
'dent was not immediately 
determined. About 1,000 feet of 
track was torn up.

position.

The two injured men were 
identified as Dr. Thomas P.

Killian Asks
Protest On
Petroleum

interested, aroused and insistent citizenry so that those in 
high levels of government in Washington will move to 
protMt the independents in the petroleum business and 
also the consumer.

Killian was the breakfast 
speaker a t the Insight ’73 
Forum, sponsored by the 
Greater Manchester Chamber 
of Commerce at The Steak Out 
in Talcottville.

"When hamburg rose to $1.09 
a pound, the people hollered, 
and a celling price was es­
tablished. When is Washington 
going to move on the petroleum 
industry? When gasoline goes to 
55 cents a gallon, when fuel oil 
is 30 cents, when we stop buying 
American cars and go to 
foreign markets? Washington 
will respond only to what the 
people demand,” commented 
Killian.

The attorney general went on 
to say that major oil company 
profits for the last quarter are 
up around 25 per cent and 
zooming. He added that some 10 
independent petroleum dealers 
have gone out of business but 
there isn’t a single major that 
has closed its doors.

“Is there a petroleum shor­
tage?”, asked the attorney 
general, who then went on to 
relate:

“'Tw o^ajor firms are in­
sisting that their retailers get 
into a mini-operation. If the 
firm is selling 40,000 gallons of 
gasoline a day, the majors are 
saying if you sell 60,000 gallons.

’The disclosure, from sources 
close to the Senate’s Watergate 
committee, came ’Tuesday as 
the panel announced it will open 
long-awaited public hearings 
next week. v

The committee said it may 
grant partial immunity to the 
man who has sought it the 
hardest—ousted White House 
counsel John Dean III.

In addition to Dean, the com­
m ittee reportedly is con­
sidering extending immunity to. 
the four Miami men arrested in 
the Watergate June 17, and also 
to Jeb Stuart Magruder, a 
former Nixon campaign of­
f ic ia l, and to convicted 
Watergate conspirators E. 
Howard Hunt and G. Gordon 
Liddy.

Dean has been quoted as 
saying he has information 
linking President Nixon to a 
cover-up of the bugging of 
Democratic headquarters in 
the Watergate.

The Senate sources said the

only opposition to considering 
immunity for Dean came from 
the panel’s ranking Republican, 
Sen.
