(AP) — The countdown ad-
vanced on schedule today for the launching of Skylab,

-America’s first space station, which is to serve as a giant
“‘cabin in the sky" for nine astronauts in the next eight

months,

More than 700,000 gallons of liquid oxygen and liquid
hydrogen fuel were pumped into the Saturn § hooster as the
count entered the final hours for the planned 1:30 p.m.

EDT liftoff,

Skies were cloudy and there
was a possibllity of rain during
the day, the weatherman
reported.

If the laboratory orbits
successfully, the three-man
Skylab 1 crew will rocket into
space Tuesday and link up with
the station for a record 28-day
mission,

The astronauts — Charles
Conrad Jr.,, Dr. Joseph P.
Kerwin and Paul J, Weitz —
were to watch the Saturn 5 1ift-
off from a viewing area three
miles from the launch pad. The
33-story-tall rocket is to drill
the station into a 270-mile-high
orbit.

Then the spacemen will make
preparations for their own
launch aboard a smaller 22-
story Saturn IB rocket at 1 p.m.
Tuesday,

Also here are members of the
Skylab 2 and 8 crews who later
in'the year are to visit the same
laboratm‘, each for 56 days.

 Nine In All

The nine astronauts will con-
duct extensive medical, sclen-
tific, earth resources ‘and space
mantfacturing experiments to
determine how well man can
live and work in space for long

ods

What they learn will set
guidelines for long duration
missions of the future; sich as
permanent space stations or
journeys to other planets.

The information also may
have far-reaching con-
sequences in bringing benefits
from space to mankind,
expecially in the survey of
.earth's hidden natural
resources.

Donald K. Slayton, director of
flight crew operations, said
Sunday that Conrad, Kerwin
and Weitz are “fully trained,
confident .and looking forward
to getting the big one off
‘tomorrow and riding the little
one on Tuesday.'' 'The
astronauts Sunday sun-bathed
on a Cape Kennedy beach after
flying here from Houston, Tex.,
where they underwent final
training,

When they board their or-
biting laboratory, they will find
“all the comforts of home,
reports Conrad, the: Skylab 1

commander. He is a veteran of

three previous space trips, in-
‘cluding a walk on the moon.
No' more cramped quarters
flike the Mercury, Gemini or
Apollo capsules. Skylab is as
vlarge as a three-bedroom house
.and has 60 times more volume
;than Apollo.
*  Private Bedrooms.
Each astronaut will have his
‘own bedroom. There is a
'kitchen and a pantry packed
‘with a ton of food ranging from
filet mignon to ice cream,

There's & shower and a tollet,
stereo sets, books, changes of
clothing, playing cards, a dart
board, exercise machines and a
picture window for viewing
earth, And every seventh day
will be a day of rest.

And the Skylab 1 crew will
have a live-in doctor. Kerwin, a
physician, will handle the
medical experiments which
have priority on the first mis-
sion, He has a dispensary
elaborately equipped to
monitor the health of the
astronauts.

Upon reaching orbit Skylab .
will weigh 170,000 pounds. When *
the astronauts’ spaceship hooks :
up with it, it will weigh a total :
of 199,750 pounds and will be 118 *

feet long.

With a total of six wing-like :
solar panels extended it will be :

a . strange-looking  space con-
traption. The panels convert the
sun's rays to electrical energy,

In addition to the ferry vehi-
cle, which is a modified Apollo
ship, Skylab has four major sec-
tions:

— The 22-footdiameter or-
bital workshop, two-stories
high, which contains the
astronauts’ main living and
working space. Bedrooms,
kitchen, wardroom and dispen-
sary are located on the first
floor, Upstairs is a storage and
work area containing science
equipment, a food freezer,
water storage tank and film
vaults,

— Forward of the workshop is
an airlock module, which
serves as part of the
passageway between the ferry
ship and the workshop and
which i3 the nerve cggter of the
cluster, It contains? heat and
electrical controls ‘and com-
munications gear. It also will
be a pressurization chamber for
astronaut space walks.

— Also part of the passage is
the multiple docking adapter,
where the ferry ship docks, and
which contains the controls of
the solar observatory equip-
ment and earth resources in-
struments.

— The telescope mount, the
world’'s first manned solar
observatory which contains six
telescopes for studying the sun,

'stars and other celestial

objects, It weighs 24,656
pounds.

The huge spacecraft will be
visible in areas of the world
that it streaks over at dawn and
dusk. It will appear as a bright
star.

The Skylab 1 astronauts are
to return to earth June 12, set-
ting up the laboratory for a visit
by the Skylab 2 crew on Aug. 8.
The skylab 3 team is to rocket
up to the lab on Nov. 9.

Reduction
Talks Open

VIENNA (AP) — The East
West talks to arrange for
negotiations on a reduction of
armed forces in central Europe
opened here today with a nine
minute meeting.

The first gathering dealt only
with organizational details such
as the seating order, Delegates
agreed to meet again Tuesday.

The Russians have for the
first time publicly termed the
meetings of ‘'great impor-
tance'’ and ‘‘great
significance," raising hopes
they might be resolved to
negoitiate seriously on the
balanced troop reductions
desired by the United States,

The 19 nations were still
months away at least from get-
ting down to talking about how
many of which nation's troops
might be pulled back. There
were hopes that such substan-
tive negotiations could begin in
the fall.

Double-Deck Bus
Hauls Hashish

BOSTON (AP)— Customs agents planned to resume dis-
mantling a London double-decker bus today in which they
had discovered 750 pounds of hashish in a false ceiling.

Five persons, members of the
same family, were arrested
after agents, aided by a detec-
tive dog named ''Duke,” spent
12-hours Saturday dismantling
the bus to find the drug, Agents
estimated its value at $1.5
million,

The bus, which had been con-
verted to a camper, arrived
aboard the SS Iran Shahr from
Cochin, India, agents said.

Electric saws, hammers,
crowbars and other tools have
been used by 10 agents in the
search. In the area between the
ceiling of the first deck and the
floor of the second, agents said
they found two 12 foot rows, 18
inches wide and eight inches
deep, crammed with hashish,

The drug was wrapped in
plastic bags molded to resem-
ble imitation footwear soles.

Arrested were John Murray,
24, and his wife, Kathy, 23, of
Lake City, Calif.; Richard
Murray, 20, and his wile,
Patricia, 20, and Dennis
Murray, 23, all of Walnut
Creek, Calif.

Agents said the five bought
the bus in London for $600 and
spent §9,000 to remodel it,
making the interior look like a
plush eabin cruiser,

The five paid the caplain of
the ship $5,000 to be carried
aboard as crew members,
agents said.

‘Absurdity’

W.ASHINGTON (AP) — A member of President Nixon's
Cabinet says the Senate Watergate investigating com-

mittee is launched on a '
publicity-hungry chairman.

The hard-line attack by
Agriculture Secretary Earl L.
Butz was dismissed by Chair-
man Sam J. Ervin Jr., D-N.C,,
as an “‘absurdity.'" The
exchange came as the com-
mitee prepared to open public
hearings and colncided with
several new developments in
the spreading Watergate scan-
dal:

—Former acting FBI director
L. Patrick Gray I11 was said by
The Washington Post to have
been told by two FBI officials
several weeks after the
Watergate break-in there were
signs of a coverup.

The Post quoted sources as
saying the officlals urged Gray
to alerl Nixon but that he
refused on grounds It might
appear he was seeking
presidential guldance.

It could not be determined,
the Post said, if this occurred
before a July 8 telephone call in
which Gray reportedly told
Nixon he was disturbed that ac-
tions by White House aides
were confusing the FBI's
Watergate investigation.

—One of those aldes, John W.
Dean III, ousted White House
counsel, was reported by Time
magazine to have been asked by
Nixon two months ago to sign a
virtual confession that he was
the only White House aide to
cover up facts in the Watergate
case.

—Dean, who has.vowed he
will not be made a scapegoat in
the case, was quoted in an inter-
view with Newsweek magazine

GOP Violation
Of Registration
Laws Alleged

HARTFORD (AP }—Democratic leaders have called for
an investigation of published reports that jobs and

promotions in the state civil

service come more easily to

people who help solicit new registrants for the Republican

party.

The leaders penned a letter
Sunday to Circuit Court of-
ficials asking for an inguiry to
determine if crimes have been
committed against civil service
and other laws. Senate Minority
Leader Charles T. Alfano, one
of the signers of the letter, said
he would propose to the
legislature today that a bi-
partisan legislative commis-
sion conduct a separate in-
vestigation

Officials of the Republican
party could not be reached for
comment. A spokesman for
Republican Gov. Thomas J.
Meskill sald the governor would
have no immediate comment on
the reports.

The Hartford Courant said in
copyrighted stories’ publighed
Sunday and loday that people
interested In getting a civil ser-
vice job or advancing in their
present posts sometimes are
advised o get their Democratic
and independent friends to sign
‘“"changeover forms"’
transferring their affiliation to
the Republican party.

People who have excelled in
collecting the forms have found
the road to jobs and promotions
easier, the paper said. Civil ser-
vice employes are barred by
law from receiving favors as'a
result of political activity,

The forms are legally
required to be notarized in the
presence of the person signing
them. But the Courant said
many of the forms have been
signed by patrons in bars and
restaurants and notarized
afterward by GOP justices of
the peace. ]

The paper sald most of the
notarizing activity oceurs in
Hartford, but that “suspect
applications’ have also been
located in New Britain, "New
Haven and Meriden.

The Courant sdid many inter-
views for state jobs are held at
GOP offices. - Applicants are

referred to state agencies after
they agree to help boost the par-
ty's ranks, the paper said.
Some applicants are asked to
list their past political ac-
tivities and availability for
future political work on forms
marked, ‘‘Confidential for Gov.
Thomas J. Meskill,"" according
to the paper.

Dean is oné of a list of 20
witnesses so far scheduled to
appear before the Senate's
Watergate Investigating com-
mittee which opens public
hearings Thursday,

The work of the committee
was praised Sunday by its
ranking Republican member,
Sen. Howard H. Baker of
Tennessee, as the '"‘most non-
partisan Important inquiry I
have eyer seen,'

As Baker was saying his fears
had proved groundless that the
four Democrats on the seven-
member committee would take
partisan advantage, the panel's
objectivity was attacked by
Agriculture Secretary Butz.

Bulz told a news conference
the Senale investigation iy an
inquisition conducted “largely
for political reasons'' and
called Chairman Ervin “a
publicity-seeking senator."

In his reply, Ervin noted
every Republican in the Senate
voted to set up the commiltee,
suggested Bulz stick to
agriculture.

HARTFORD (AP)—College life never can return to the

way it was before thé disrupti

ons of the late sixties, accor-

ding to the president of Trinity College.

‘'As things have settled down
since 1970 and you have a
change in the climate, there are
many of my colleagues who
suggest we can go back lo the
old ways of doing things," Dr,
Theodore D. Lockwood said.

“But this is short-sighted. I
don't believe tha! things
haven't changed in a fundamen-
tal way."

Lockwood, interviewed as the
college began observances this
week of its\|50th anniversary,
said the greatest lesson of the
turbulent years _is that “‘we
have to be quité ready to
experiment, I don't think
education will ever work if
you're unwilling to take risks.

“"We wint to be very alert to
whatever changes may occur in
student interest,'" he sald. “*And
we have tried to find new ways
in which:to work with the com-
munity In terms of the
resources we have available."

«Lockwood pointed to Trinity's
Individualized Degree Program
as one of its greatest depar-
tures from tradition. The
program permils community
members who can'l attend
classes because of work or
family obligations to earn a
degree through units of in-
dependent study agreed upon
with Trinity faculty,

‘“We have (traditionally
restricted our student body to
persons between the ages of 18
and 22," he said. '"Now we want
to experiment with a different
approach to education. All of us
need to find some alternatives
for older peopla. But few have
looked outside of traditional
classroom instruction,*

Trinity is in a strong position
to try such programs because of
a high ratio of facully to its 1.~

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Last Wednesday evening
Arthur Winograd brought the
Subscription Concerts of the
Hartford Symphony Orchestra
to & close for another season,
his ninth here, The program in-
cluded the Overture to Verdi's
"Forza del destino, the Bizet
“Symphony in C major,” and
Stravinsky's ‘‘Sacre du
printemps."’

After nine seasons Mr.
Winograd is a little better than
when he first came here but not
much. He remains what the
French call a “batteur,” which
translates as ''beater.” He
seems completely concerned
with keeping the orchestra
together; nratters of period and
style ‘do not seem lo concern
him so that his readings in
general are uninspired,
however accurate they may be.

The best performed number
was the Stravinsky work, which
he has done here before and
done very well, as a matter of
fact, But this is really a ballet
score and depends for its effect
on a steady, pervasive beat.
This Mr. Winograd has, so the

effect was good. The work itself .

is showing its age, however,

Youthful Gallic vivacity was
in short supply during the Bizet
symphony, which isn't very dif-
ficult. The notes were there, all
right, but the performance
sounded as though the condue-
tor had never heard the com-
poser's “‘Pearl Fishers," as an
example of Bizet style, and
hadn't even paid too much
attention to ''Carmen."

These are operas, of course,
and maybe Mr, Winograd just
doesn't like opera. The Verdi
overture lent some credence to
this belief; it sounded like a
task to which he had set himself
and which he would duly per-
form.

In short, Mr. Winograd
remains a competent time-
beater as I said at the begin-
ning. One could do worse, I sup-
pose, but it isn't very exciting
or inspring.

Now lo continue with the

Germany, there are so0 many
opera houses that I'can only hit
a few of them. More than 40
opera companies regularly
produce opera in West Ger-
many alone. The opera house
that the tourist is most likely to
visit is the Festspielhaus in
Bayreauth, a small city in
Bavaria. This is because it is
the Wagner shrine.

It seems unbelievable that an
opera house should exist to pre-
sent the works of only one com-
poser, and then only for five
weeks In the year. Nevertheless

Nixon is being hurt by the smelly
aura of Watergate, Some critics agree
with Ralph Nader's assessment that
Nixon was not honest in his report to
the people. However, Senator George
McGovern, defeated rival for the
presidency, told the American Society
of Newspaper Editors he believes
Nixon's denial of any personal in-
volvement in the Watergate wiretap-
ping and expressed support for the
President's efforts to restore his
leadership.

Nixon's choice of Elliot Richardson
as attorney general with complete
authority over the Watergate in-
vestigation, including the power to
name a special prosecutor, ran into
immediate criticism that he should
have named a special prosecutor of
high standing, not a member of his
own administration,

Congress was not satisfied. A hand-
ful of senators, led by Republican
Charles Percy of Illinois, adopted a

A Blow At

Dealing with criminals is a losing
game and demeaning to governments
forced by humane consideration to
bow to their demands. The latest
pawn in too long a series of kidnap-
pings and murders for political ran-
som is the American Counsul General
in' Guadalajara. ,

Mexico promptly complied with the
demands of the guerrilla gangsters by
freeing 30 prisoners accused of bom-
bings, bank robberies, shootings and
subversion, and flying them to asylum
in Cuba.

But the kidnappers countgred with
new demands before they finally
released Terrance G, Leonhardy,

President Luis Echeverria quickly
yielded to the kidnappers in an effort
to save the life of Leonhardy and the
American people are grateful. But the
overritling problem remains — how to
prevent foreign diplomats from being
the targets of assassins and abduc-
tors.

Terrorists in South America, in the
Middle East and in Africa, have
brutally ripped aside the age-old
obligation of host governments to

resolution calling upon the President
to appoint a new chief prosecutor, One
suggested Richardson's confirmation
might be held up until that action is
taken.

Nixon was reported annoyed by the
Senate action but he should not allow
his pique to prevent him or Richard-
son from acting on what appears to be
sound advice. It would be a help to
Richardson, who will have his hands
full in turning over the Defense
Department to a successor and of
rebuilding trust in the Justice Depart-
ment as reflecting his own integrity
and high principles.

Meantime, Washington observers
engaged in speculation about further
indictments in the Watergate affair.

A Senate Committee is preparing
for televised hearings into the
Walergate affair about May 15,
providing a political forum of doubtful
value. The Grand Jury is the proper
legal investigative agency and is
bound by due process of law. The
Senate Committee is not.

The public will watch the public dis-
play but should not forget that the real
investigation is taking place behind
the Grand Jury doors. '

Mr. Nixon’s Legitimacy

CARLISLE, Pa. — A
President's job is to govern —
not to reign in theory but to rule
in fact, from day to day, in all
the small and big decisions. But
to rule and govern there must
be no quesiton about his
legitimacy, Otherwise every
act of his will have to run a
barrage of doubt.

Richard Nixon's crucial
ordeal today is the ordeal of
legitimacy. He goes on gover-
ning, grimly, tenaciously, and
he smiles In the photographs as
if nothing had happened. But
what happened is that his right
to govern has been called in
question, and therefore his
capacity to govern is badly im-
paired.

Democratic societies usually
don’t think about legitimacy, as
monarchical ones do. They take
it for granted and go about their
business, until a shadow falls
across the men in charge, Then
comes the shattering question:
Do these fellows have the right
to be in charge? Once the ques-
tion getsposed, it is hard to get
it out of your mind until it is
answered.

In the end, in a functioning
democracy, only the people
themselves can answer it—not
Congress or the diplomats or
the military, not the press or

.commentators, or even the

judges. For the question of Mr.
Nixon's legitimacy rests on
whether he is toleraBly
believable, and that can be
answered only by whether the
people want him to stay — want
him hard enough to swallow
their very palpable doubts
about believing him,

In some other political
systems the question of
legitimacy often rests with the
defense services, If the officers
get politicized and decide that a
government isn't legitimate, it
I8 curtains for the government
— even though the officers, with
all their naked power, may
have a hard time establishing
their own legitimacy, as
witness the junta of Greek
colonels. Even De Gaulle, at
the height of the uhiversity
revolt, had to go ‘to the gar-
risons to check on whether his
government was still credible.

Fortunately, this isn't trie in
the United States. The officers
have not been politicized and
are unlikely to be; They con-
tinue to keep the: line sharp
between their own funcitons
and'those in the civilian govern-
ment which controls them.

The middle ranks you see
here at the Army War College
— lieutenant-colonels and

«wolonels — don't restrict

themselves to military strategy
and hardware. They have a fesel
for current trends and realities
in American soclely, And
because they do they are as
puzzled and' heartsick as their
civilian . counterparts
anywhere.

Perhaps more so, because
their day-loday currency is
authority. They have to know

how to use and maintain it
They depend on it. And the
danger in Washington is that
the President's authority is
eroded, and that a vacuum of
legitimacy has set in.

There are to taints on it— the
lega and the moral. The legal
depends on how badly you think
the election was rigged by the
secret funds and dirty tricks of
the men running the
President’s campaign. If the
result had not been so
overwhelming, both in popular
and electral vote — if there had
been a close fractional margin
— the legitimacy would dis-
appear. Even with the
landslide, it is a limping
legitimacy at best. :

The moral taint is even more
serious. It reaches beyond the
rigging and the election laws, to
the whole climate of the Whice
House and the way it operated.

Government rests on a dialogue

of trust — between rulers ard
people, between the govern-
ment and other government.
but where you uncover a tissue
of stratagems, pretensions and
lies, trust stifles. It has no air of
truth to breath in.

I've said that, in the end, the
people themselves will decide
President Nixon's fate. But
they can't decide until they get
a'clearer picture of him and his
character. His an able and
resourceful man, all compact of
will and maneuver. He prides
himself on having survived
crises before and he looks back

on them as the divisions of his
life, almost as if the life were a
pilgrimage and the crises were
like Stations of the Cross,

But in all the past crises, the
danger has been in the situation
from which he has managed to
extricate himself. This one is
different. This time he is part of
the situation — in fact, the
erisis is about him, since it isa
crisis of legitimacy. And he
cannot extricate himself from
this one until the people have
resolved their doubts about
him.

Most of them are skeptical,
but they are also hardheaded
and, if they can help it, they
don't want to go through the
tensions of his resignation or
impeachment, and of handing
the chaos over to a new govern-
ment, They may swallow their
doubts when they know the
worst there is to know about
him, and can face it. But it is he
who must tell them — not
anyone else, As long as he holds
back from telling them, the
trial-by-press (whose dangers
Sen. William Proxmire (D-
Wis.) has put his finger on) will
have to continue, as the only
way of unraveling what
remains.

Tell us, Mr. President. Talk
to us again, and this time with
no double meanings, no secret
corners in the hotise of truth, no
holds barred. If you can't trust

_the people, they won'l trust

you, and your legitimacy will be
impaled on their disbelief.

One
summer morning when | came
downstairs late for my
oatmeal, bacon and eggs and
griddle cakes | overheard my
mother telling my big brother
Ben that the night hefore Pa
had seen “a man in overalls
carrying & stick walking funny
down ‘South Street."” Pa had

gone out and sent the man on

his way.

“Was he a robber?” I asked
hopefully.

"Of course not, replied Ma,
perhaps trifling with the truth
to reassure her m(?hty man-
child. *'He had had drink."

WASHINGTON (AP) — A
/" new system of free legal aid for
the nation's poor has been
proposed by President Nixon.

Nixon Friday called for ¢rea-
tion of a Legal Services Cor-
poration to provide legal help in
civil actions to persons '‘who
would otherwise be unable to
afford it."" He sajd it would be
“independent of political
pressures,"

The proposal was a new ver-
sion of a 1971 bill that Nixon
vetoed because of costs after its
provigions were liberalized by
Congress.

‘“Justice is served far better
and differences are settled
more rationally within the
system than on the street.

To Probate Change

Manchester Judge of Probate
William FitzGerald has
declared his opposition to a bill
pertaining to changes in
probate court supervision. The
measure already has been ap-

- proved by both houses of the

e

legislature and is about to be
signed into law by the goverrior.

The bill provides for the ap-
pointment of a probate judge as
administrator of the probate
system, instead of a Superior
Court judge as administrator,
as is the law now.

The present administrator is
Superior Court Judge Jay
Rubinow of Manchester. The
bill specifies that the ad-
ministrator must be an elected
probate judge, appointed by the
chief justice of the Supreme
Court.

Judge FitzGerald stated he
opposes the change in his
capacity ''as a judge of probate
and as a citizen.”

Acknowledging that 'on an
issue as important as this is one
cannot make the decision baséd
on the individual presently oc-
cupying the office," he added,
“but, it certainly should be a
consideration."

Judge FitzGerald has made
his feelings known to the
chairmen of the legislature's
Judiciary committee and to
Manchester’'s. representatives
and senators in the General
Assembly. And now, he said, “I
want the public to know where I
stand."

‘*Probate courts,'’ he
explained, '‘are unique in that
they are the only courts in

““Connecticut that charge fees

for-their services and that
supervise the handling and
destination -of vast sums of
money — in estates and trusts.

“Under Judge Rubinow,
practice§ and procedures in the
probate courts have been made
uniform, and supervision'of the

Judge FitzGerald said he
backs statewide redistricting of
probate districts, on the basis
that many of the existing ones
obviously are too large, and
many more too small,

He said he is opposed to two
bills passed by the legislature
which split the Hartford
probate district and another
one downstate.

“The bill creates further
part-time probate districts and
18 ill-advised,”" he said.

“The public,”” he said, *'is en-
titled to uniform procedures
and to courts in which the
judges are available and con-
cerned with the problems of
those who come before them.

“Ideally, this could best be
accomplished by probate courts
uniform in size and large
enough to support a full-time
judge — yet, small enough so

that judges could give in-
dividual attention to each

Judge FitzGerald said the
Connecticut probate system,
from the viewpoint of cost to an
estate, is a very inexpensive
procedure.

'The principal cost to the es-
tate in the event of a death is
taxes and legal fees,” he said.
““Better than 60 per cent of the
cases pending in the
Manchester Probate Court are
handled by the heirs without the
benefit of an attorney,"

However, he advised persons
involved with complicated tax
returns or succession returns or
Irge and complex estates to re-
tain an attorney because, “‘if
the succession tax returns are
handled correctly, great tax
savings can be effected.”

Explaining that, '‘The
probate court cost in handling a
deceased's estate is based on a
percentage of the gross taxable
estate," Judge FitzGerald gave
the following examples:

For a $2,000 gross taxable es-
tate the probate court fee is $20,
for $5,000 the fee i3 $50, for $10,-
000 it is $100, for $15,000 it is
$112.50, for $20,000 it is $125, for
825000|t is $127, for $50,000 it is
$200, and for $100,000 it is $325.

Lack of Abortion Law
Criticized by Dooley

State Rep. Thomas H. Dooley
{D-Vernon) told the General
Assembly's Public Health and
Safety Committee Friday that
1ts decision to enact no abortion
law whatever was “an absolute
abdication of legislative respon-
sibility."

Dooley, a member of the
committee, sald, "‘Our failure
to at least bring a bill before the
entire General Assembly for
debate is a total cop-out.” The
committee yoted 13-12 to leave
the regulation of abortion in
Connecticut to the Public
Health Couneil.

We are merely lateraling
the problem to a regulatory
body who may or may not act,”
Dooley. said, He added, "'We, as
legislators, are charged to
enact laws not merely to
delegate such responsibility to
appointed regulatory agencles
who are answerable to virtually
no one."

Dooley explained that the
Supreme Court ruling left the
state with no law governing
abortion. He said there is no
statutory requirement that
abortions be performed only by

Coventry

licensed physicians, no criteria
as to the necessity of proper
medical facilities, no prohibi-
tion of abortion even during the
third trimester of pregnancy
and no protection of a child
born alive during an attempted
abortion.

“For the legislature to go out
of session until next year
without enacting appropriate
legislation is incredible
irresponsibllity,"" Dooley said.

Dooley contends that the peo-
ple of the state are left totally
in the dark as to their rights and
duties. “They are being told, in
effect, to consult the Supreme
Court rulings for guidance,” he
sald.

“During the next week a
bipartisan effort will be made
to reconsider the action of the
committee,”” Dooley said, ad-
ding that he Is hopeful that the
group can succeed in getting a
bill out for full debate in the in-
terests of all of the citizens and
to provide the unborn with at
least the Constitutional protec-
tions set fourth by the Supreme
Court.

For Rutherford

INDIANAPOLIS (AP) — There apparently won't be any 200-
mile-per-hour laps at Indianapolis Motor Speedway this May.
And Johnny Rutherford, a cool-headed Texan who bears the scars
of battle, could care less.

The 35-year-old veteran driver from Ft, Worth, Tex., victim of
a trail of broken engines and parts at Indianapolis over the years,
captured the front-row pole position for the May 28 500-mile race
in first-round qualifying Saturday.

He did it by pushing his Team McLaren car around the 2%-mile

oval at a four-lap speed of 198.413 m,p.h. to top Bobby Unser's old
10-mile standard by almost three miles per hour. His fast lap of
109.071 m.p.h. missed the 200 mark by 21 one-hundreths of a se-
cond.

A few minutes later, Rutherford was telling newsmen: "It
wouldn't hurt my feelings a bit,if they slowed these cars down 20
miles an hour, or even more, We're going too fast for close com-
petition."”

The first weekend of qualifying for the world's richest auto
race—the 1972 payoff exceeded $1 million for the sacond straight
year—saw 30 drivers make the lineup, leaving only three spots to
be filled In final runs next Saturday and Sunday.

The 30 qualifiers averaged a sizzling 192.572 m.p.h.—almost
nine miles per hour faster than last year—and forecast a
minimum Speed of almost 180 even to make the field.

The weekend thus was a mixture of blazing speed, %o high that
even Rutherford was somewhat troubled, and tragedy.

Art Pollard, a 17-year veteran and one of the best liked drivers
in racing, was killed in a searing, grinding crash of his Cobre-
Eagle during a warmup session that preceded Saturday’s initial
qualifying runs, B

Pollard, who had celebrated his 46th birthday in the garage
area exactly a week before his death, was the 35th driver to lose
his life at the pation’s oldest racing facility.

There was gloom in the garages after Pollard’s crash, but it
wasn't noticeable on the track as driver after driver went to the
line for a shot at the elusive 200 m.p.h. barrier so narrowly mis-
sed by Rutherford, a handsome figure of a:man who shows burn
scars on his face and a withered arm that resulted from a near-
fatal crash'in a sprint car a‘few years ago.

Bobby Unser, who had posted one and four lap records of
196.678 and 195.940 to claim the pole position for the 1972 race,
was the second best qualifier with a speed of 198.183 m.p.h., good
for a start In the middie of the front row.

The other front row position for a three-abreast start went to

.Mark Donohue, the 1972 winner who qualified one of Roger
Penske's McLarens at 197.412 m.p.h.

Purposes Outlined

The Manchester Board of
Education Monday night
adopted a statement of '‘The
Purpose of Education in the
Manchester Fublic Schools' as
the first step in development of
a flexible policy guide.

The school board also adopted
guidelines to administratjon for
management of the schools,
and approved charts detailing
functional responsibilities and
program structure within the
school system,

The statement. of purpose,
which describes the purpose of
education and the mission of
the schools, is basically a state-
ment of philosophy, "'A founda-
tion has been laid for what we
think and believe is important
for all of the studenis in the
Manchester public schools,"
Dr. James P. Kennedy, school
superintendent, said.

The purpose of education as
described in the statement, Dr.
Kennedy said, is to serve
primarily as a basis for goals
and objectives to be developed
in all "school programs, ''The
general goals for each of our
programs must, in some way,
be tied to this statement,” Dr.
Kennedy said.

The management guidelines

adopted Monday night, which
will be placed in the Board of
Education Policy Guide along
with the statement of purpose,
will “‘give direction to the cen-
tral administration as they
attempt to plan ahead for the
appropriate management of the
Marichester public schools,"”
Dr. Kennedy said.

Key items in the manage-
ment guidelines include use of
school board policy as a *'sound
instrument' in management,
anincrease in public understan-
ding and support of the schools,
the assurance of continued
development of school
programs and staff, and im-
proved management of
facilities and resources,

CAPE KENNEDY, Fla. (AP)
— The crippled Skylab space
Station developed a new
problem today when
temperatures of 100 degrees
were recorded ingide the
laboratory. The space agency
called it a serious problem but
still hoped to launch three
astronauts to link up with the
station on Sunday.

“It's too early to tell if we're
in an unmanageable situation,"
reported flight director Neil
Hutchinson, ‘‘But the Skylab
cluster is Hot and it's a problem
that we'll have to be able to
solye if the mission is to con-
tinue."'

Hutchinson also reported a
problem with a stabilizing
gyroscope in the spaceship con-
trol system.

These add to the difficulties
of space agency experts who
are trying to salvage three
manned missions from

America's first space station.

The laboratory was launched
unmanned Into a perfect 272-
mile high orbit Monday, but suf-
fered a severe blow when two of
six solar panels failed to extend
properly.

The panels are designed to
convert the sun's energy lo
electrical power. With two pan-
els inoperative, the power supp-
ly of the Skylab was cut in half.

Skylab 1 astronauts Charles
Conrad Jr., Dr. Joseph P,
Kerwin and Paul J. Weitz were
to have ridden another rocket
into space today lo link up with
the station for a 28-day space
adventure.

But the space agency late
Monday postponed the
astronauts’ liftoff until Sunday
lo give experts a chance to
work out a new flight plan
adapted to the reduced power
supply.

Community Thanked
For School Support

Dr. James P. Kennedy,
Manchester’s superintendent of
schools, Monday night thanked
the community and the town's
Board of Directors for their
support of the 1973-1974 school
operating budget. But he also
expressed concern for
programs that will have to be
cut, because the approved
school budget is less than what
the Board of Education had
requested.

Dr. Kennedy, speaking for
the school administration at
Monday night's Board of
Education meeting,
acknowledged the town direc-
tors’ bipartisan support of the
school budget. He also thanked
townspeople for their support of
the school board's requested
hudget.

However, the superintendent
said "'We'll regret some actions
we'll have to take' because the
school budget was cut.

The Board of Directors last
week approved a school
operating budget of $11.1

million. The approved school
budget is $142 600 more than the
recommendation of Town
Manager Robert Weiss, but the
approved figure is $270,491 less
than the Board of Education's
request for §11,370,491.

Dr. Kennedy reported that
the central administration is
now working on recommen-
dations for what services will
be cut to bring the operating
budget into line.

High priority will be given,
however, to classroom supplies
and maintenance Items, Dr.
Kennedy assured the school
board,

Dr. Kennedy said the school
administration felt it and the
school board had requested a
conservative budget based on
needs, "'‘We recognize our
responsibility to make an even
stronger case, in the future, for
support of the education
budget,”” Dr. Kennedy said.

The adopted $11.1 million
school budget for 1873-1974 is
about eight per cenl more than
the current 1972-1973 budget of
$10,290,000,

Kissinger told the late FBI
director J. Edgar Hoover he
was 'extremely concerned'
about news: leaks affecting
foreign policy.

One of the taps picked up con-
versations of Daniel Ellsberg
and figured In last week's dis-
missal of charges against him
