pa r a d o x  lost . By Fred­
eric Brown. Random House. 2t0 
Pages. J5.95.

The death last year of Fred­
eric Brown was a punishing 
blow for science-fiction fans. 
He was one of the few writers in 
the genre who wrote tight, clear 
prose that was wonderfully im­
aginative without getting bog­
ged down in the "hard” sci-fi 
school that emphasizes science

to the point where it takes an 
engineering degree to under­
stand it.

Brown’s plot lines were di­
rect and evolved logically to a 
satisfying end. The 13 stories on 
display here amply illustrate 
this. All are good examples of 
Brown at his best. If one, or 
more, must be singled out as 
better than the others then pick, 
more or less a t random. "Pup­

pet Show,” a very different 
take-me-to-your-leader type of 
tale, and “Ten Percenter,” the 
story of a talent agent who took 
10 per cent — of everything.

THE GREAT AMERICAN 
NOVEL. By Philip Roth. Holt, 
Rinehart, 382 Pages. |8.95.

Philip Roth’s latest book isn’t 
at all what its title says it is. It 
is, however, a stunning comic 
tour de force.

A dazzling melange of irony, 
satire and just plain nonsense.

one'can only marvel that Roth 
was able to sustain his hu­
morous romp over so long a 
distance without the fragile 
structure falling in on him at 
the midway mark. For the nar­
rative line, if it can be called 
that, is relatively simple. It is, 
according to the sometime nar­
rator aptly called Word Smith, 
that during the Depression and 
World War II years the Com­
munists plotted to subvert De­
mocracy by shaming the Amer­
ican national pastime, baseball. 
’The team chosen for infiltration 
is called the Ruppert Mundys 
of, of course, the Patriot

Ixjague. How the Commies go 
about securing their objective 
makes for one of the wildest 
shaggy dog stories in current 
fiction.

Even better than the main 
narrative, however, are the nu­
merous asides and digressions 
made by Roth as the reader 
wanders through his book.

The prologue, in which Roth 
takes some healthy swings at 
“The'Great American Novel” 
mystique, contains an excellent 
satire of the Ernest Heming­
way style. One vignette espe­
cially, which is set in a tele­

graph office, sounds as if the 
dialogue were lifted from He­
mingway’s story, “The Kill­
ers,” which Roth, of course, 
meant it to sound like. A read­
er doesn’t have to know the 
work of Hemingway, or Mel­
ville, Hawthorne, Twain, James 
or Joyce, to enjoy this book, 
but it helps.

Nor does it hurt to have 
knowledge of the ancient gods 
and goddesses, especially after 
reading the lineup of the 1943 
Ruppert Mundys. The; team 
boasts such stalwarts as 
Frenchy Astarte at shortstop.

John Baal at first base. Hoth­
ead Ptah catching, and Roland 
Agni in centerfield. Symbol 
hunters will have a grand time.

- Written in the lieisurely style 
which characterized many 18th 
century novels, it is only fitting 
that Roth should make a bow to 
the detailed interludes, a la 
Henry Fielding, that fitted be­
tween chapters in those books. 
And so he does. They are to be 
found at the head of each chap­
ter and they are well done.

And when Roth isn’t funning 
his colleagues of the past and 
present? Well, he comes up

with a lot of little gems of his 
own. Such as the burial of the 
Mundy manager where, “When 
the last prayers had been utter­
ed . . .  each of the Mundy regu­
lars stepped up to the grave, 
and with a bat handed him . . .  
fungoed a high fly ball iii the 
direction of the setting sun. 
’Then a solitary bugle p lay^  
‘Take Me Out to the Ballgame

Roth, who disappointed some 
with his “The Breast” and 
“Our Gang,” hits a homer this 
time up.

legislative leaders will head 
home from the 1973 General 
A s s e m b l y  wi t h  v e r y  
different pictures of what 
th e  s e s s i o n  has  a c ­
complished. ■

Top R epublic 's look at the 
4Y2-month session as an un­
usually orderly one that passed 
a series of vital bills in record 
tinie.. They point with par­
ticular pride to the one-half per 
cent sales tax reduction and to 
the newly authorized solid 
waste disposal system.

But Senate Minority Leader 
Charles T. Alfano of Suffield 
summed up the feelings of 
many other Democrats when he 
declared, “I can think of very 
few bills that the 1973 session 
will go down in history for.”

Alfano and his colleagues say 
the majority Republicans did 
very little for the average man 
an d  th re w  aw a y  th e  
legislature’s independence in 
their cooperation with Gov. 
Thomas J. Meskill.

‘‘I ’m co n ten t w ith the 
session,” Senate President Pro 
Tern Peter L. Cashman, R- 
Lyme, said.- " I  think our 
legislature is extremely respon­
sive to the wants and needs of 
the people.”

The new commissions es­
tablished to control hospital 
costs and fight crime were high 
on Cashm an’s lis t of ac ­
complishments, along with the 
passage of a budget free from 
deficit spending. He said the 
legislature is ready to conclude 
most of its work this week, well 
ahead of the Ju n » 6  adjourn­
ment date fixed by the state 
constitution.

In the House, Speaker Fran­
cis J. Collins of Brookfield and 
Majority Leader Gerald F. 
Stevpns of Milford joined in 
citing the sales tax cut and the 
elimination of the dividends tax 
as among the legislature’s 
greatest accomplishments.

‘"There is just as much con­
cern for human needs in this 
session as there has been in the 
past,” Collins said.

But House Minority Leader 
Carl Ajelio of Ansonia said the 
tax reductions were no mark of 
Republican ability or imagina­
tion because they were “pretty 
mechanical and a response to 
thie state of the economy in 
Connecticut.”

Collins countered Ajellp’s 
remark with the comment; 
“Whether it’s mechanical or 
not, it has been achieved. If 
that’s mechanical. I’d like to

see  a lo t m o re  of such  
mechanical things.”

Alfano said “a lot more could 
have been done in connection 
with tax reduction in view of 
the state’ Collins said he saw 
no truth to Democratic claims 
th a t the GOP co n tro lled  
legislature subordinated its 
authority to the Republican 
governor.

" W ith  a R e p u b lic a n  
legislature and a Republican 
executive we have been able to 
work very well together," he 
said. “It makes not only for a 
b e tte r  G eneral Assembly 
operation but it’s far better for 
the state than when the two 
branches were constantly at 
odds, bickering over partisan 
is s u e s  and  t r y in g  one- 
upmanship.”

Neither Cashman, Collins nor 
S te v e n s  s a id  th e y  had  
experienced m ajo r d isap ­
pointments during the session! 
All th ree , how ever, said 
procedural problems of the ses­
sion, including occasions on 
which bills weren’t printed in 
time for public hearings, would 
need correction in the future.

Stevens said he was par­
ticularly proud that the session 
saw “the passage of 350 to 400 
less bills than is usually the 
case in a session.”

“I’ve never felt Connecticut 
needs a thousand new laws 
every tim e the legislature 
meets. In the past we have 
adopted much more legislation 
than necessary,” he said.

Stevens added that he was 
pleased by revised procedures 
that call for open committee 
meetings and roll-call votes.

■

The merger of the staffs of 

The Greater Hartford Process 
Inc. and its subsidiary. The 
Greater Hartford Community 
Development Corp. (DevCo) is 
being recommended to the 
boards of directors of both 
organizations by Olcott D. 
Smith, chairman of Process, 
and Roger C. Wifkins, chairman 
of DevCo, according to an an­
nouncem ent by Wilson C. 
Ja inseh , cha irm an  of the 
Greater Hartford Corp.

In addition, the recommenda­
tion will be made that F. Peter 
Libassi, president of Process, 
be named also to the presidency 
of DevCo, whose president, 
P atrick  j .  Cusick J r . has 
tendered his resignation effec­
tive May 31.

Cusick will remain as a con­
sultant during the transition 
period.

The appointment of Libassi 
and the recommended merger 
of the staffs will become effec­
tive upon approval of the boards 
of Process and DevCo, which 
will continue to serve as con­
trolling bodies for their respec­
tive organizations.

According to Jainsen, “The 
merger of the staffs of these 
two strong community devljlop- 
ment organizations marks a 
logical evolution in the Greater, 
Hartford process.

“ As we com bine social 
development with the actual 
physical development, the in­
tegration of social, cultural, 
economic and physical plan­
ning, and all our efforts, is now 
timely.

Kissinger-Tho
Talks Renewed

PARIS (AP) — Henry A. 
Kissinger and Le Due Tho met 
today for the first time in three 
months to discuss how to en­
force the Vietnam cease-fire 
they negotiated last winter.

Kissinger was host at the ses­
sion in an American-owned 
villa on a golf course at St. 
Nomla-Breteche, 15 miles 
southwest of Paris. Neither he 
nor Tho made any statement 
but they shook hands smilingly 
at the door and waved cheerful­
ly to the newsmen in front of 
the house.

Their chief advisers also 
attended the opening session.

GOP Leader 
Comments On 
Watergate

On Tuesday, Manchester’s 
political party chairmen-<were 
asked the question, “ What 
e f f e c t  do you th in k  the 
Watergate Affair and the dis­
closure of allegedly improper 
voter enrollment practices will 
have on Manchester’s election 
in November?”

GOP chairman A. Paul Berte 
said he had "no comment.” He 
said he was waiting to see what 
■comment Democratic chair­
man Ted Cummings had.

Cummings’ reply to the ques­
tion was, "We’ll win on our 
record,” adding, "Our people 
on the Board of Directors and 
the Board of Education and in 
other town offices have done a 
good job and have projected a 
good record to the public.”

He said he deplores the re­
cent disclosures in Washington 
and in Hartford.

“The whole picture makes it 
tough for an honest politician to 
continue,” he said. “I t’s the 
honest people who make the 
system tick, and now even they 
are suspect, however wrongly.” 

Noting the Democratic lead 
in registrations in Manchester, 
he said, “The Republicans are 
playing catch-up and I don’t 
think they’ll ever catch up.” 

Wednesday night Berte read 
the following statement at a 
meeting of the Republican 
Town Committee and then dis­
tributed it to the press;

“ I would like to comment 
briefly on the statements made 
Tuesday in the Manchester 
E v e n in g  H e ra ld  by th e  
Manchester Democratic town 
c h a i r m a n ,  c o n c e rh in g  
Watergate and the disclosure of 
allegedly  im proper voter 
enrollment practices, as stated 
in the Hartford Courant.

"I was both somewhat sur­
prised and disappointed to see 
such com m entary . Unfor­
tunately, there are always 
some people who want to turn 
any breath of scandal into

Kissinger on his arrival from 
Washington Wednesday night 
said he would do everything 
possible to improve implemen­
tation of the cease-fire agree­
ment.

“ If our colleagues from 
North Vietnam approach these 
meetings with the same at­
titude,” he said, “ then I am 
confident we will make major 
progress toward this objective 
and speed the normalization of 
relations between the United 
States and North Vietnam."

President Nixon’s national 
secu rity  adv iser and the 
member of the North Viet­
n am ese  P o li tb u ro  w ere  
expected to continue their 
latest round of talks for three or 
four days. Kissinger reportedly 
wants to be back in the United 
States before his 50th birthday 
May 27.

The two men who negotiated 
the peace agreement in Paris 
met last when Kissinger visited

Hanoi Feb. 10-11. Following a 
crescendo of allegations by 
each side that the other was 
flouting the agreement, the 
United States and North Viet­
nam agreed to have Kissinger 
and Tho meet figain i^ an 
attempt to make the cease-fire 
work.

Deputy Asst. Secretary of 
State William Sullivan and 
Deputy Foreign M inister 
Nguyen Co Thach laid the 
groundwork with a meeting in 
Paris late last month to es­
tablish a list of each side’s 
grievances against the other. 
Informants said they settled 
none of the issues but helped to 
clarify each government’s un­
derstanding of the other's posi­
tion at that time.

Some diplomats believe that 
Hanoi may feel its bargaining 
position has been strengthened 
since then by the Watergate 
scandal and by congressional 
moves to end all U.S. military 
action in Indochina.

Nixon warned Hanoi in his 
State of the World message 
May 2 that continued infiltra­
tion of North Vietnamese 
troops and arms into South 
Vietnam would risk a “revived 
confrontation” with the United 
States. The diplomats said 
there are signs that Hanoi 
thinks Nixon would have dif­
ficulty carrying out his threat, 
and there has been no report of 
a decline in Communist infiltra­
tion.

The usually mild-mannered 
Tho raised his voice angrily 
when he arrived from Hanoi 
Monday, denouncing alleged 
American bombing raids on 
areas of South Vietnam con­
trolled by the Viet Cong. He ig­
nored U.S. denials of the at­
tacks and said if they were 
repeated, he would walk out on 
Kissinger.

It was the first time Tho had 
voiced such an ultim atum  
publicly in four years of talks 
with Kissinger.

Senators Begin 
Watergate Inquiry
WASHINGTON (AP) -  A 

tribunal of seven senators 
opened today historic hearings 
into the Watergate scandals of 
President Nixon’s re-election 
campaign with a pledge to 
determine whether America’s 
political and judicial systems 
have been undermined by sub­
version.

Sen. Sam J. Ervin Jr., D- 
N.C., the committee chairman, 
opened the nationally televised 
hearings in a crowded Senate 
caucus room.

He said if Watergate charges 
are proven true, “ then the 
burglars who broke into the 
h e a d q u a r te r s  of th e  
Democratic com mittee... were 
breaking into the home of every 
citizen in the United States.”

And he said if that is the ease, 
they sought, to steal something 
far more valuable than jewels 
or m oney-“the right to vote in 
a free election.”

The hearings began 11 months 
to the day after five men were 
arrested inside Democratic 
headquarters on a wiretapping 
mission.

In his opening statement, Er­
vin rec ited  the record of 
Watergate, and the published 
charges of broader political 
surveillance and sabotage.

He said the scandal has “cast 
a black cloud of mistrust" over 
American government, and 
promised candid and intensive 
investigation to uncover all the 
facts.

Sen. Howard H; Baker, R- 
Tenn., said in his opening state­
ment that the American people 
“must be the final judge of 
Watergate ...

“The very fact that we are 
now involved in the public 
process of cleaning oui* own

house before the eyes of the 
world is a mark of the greatest 
strength,” Baker said.

Even as the .Ipng-awaited 
Senate investigation  took 
center stage, Watergate in­
quiries proceeded on other 
fronts.

Gen. Robert E. Cushman said 
W atergate consp ira to r E. 
Howard Hunt Jr. lied to him 
about why Hunt wanted help 
from the Central Intelligence 
Agency two years ago.

Cushman, then CIA deputy 
director, talked to newsmen 
before en tering  a closed 
hearing of the Senate Armed 
Services Committee.

He s a id  b e fo re  H unt 
appeared, John D. Ehrlichman, 
then a top Nixon aide, called to 
ask Cushman to “give him 
(Hunt) a hand.’’ But Cushman 
said he does not believe 
Ehrlichman lied to him.

At U.S. D istric t Court, 
former FBI acting director L. 
P a tr ic k  G ray III v is ited  
W atergate prosecutor Earl 
Silbert. Gray quit his job April 
27 amidst the Watergate furor. 
The Watergate grand jury was 
to hear from Roy Sheppard, 
who was granted immunity 
Wednesday and is said to have 
rem oved eight cartons of 
records from the White House 
complex the day after the 
Watergate-breakin.

Baker portrayed the men and 
policies that led to the complex 
web of*events now known 
collectively as Watergate as 
political amateurs and said he 
has found no evidence either the 
Republican or Democratic 
national committees played any 
role “in whatever may have, 
gone wrong in 1972.”

“We will inquire into every 
fact and follow every lead un­
restrained by any fear of where 
that lead may ultimately take 
us,” Baker said.

He said the very fact that the 
American government is now 
engaged “in the public process 
of cleaning our house before the 
eyes of the world” marks the 
resilience and enduring nature 
of American institutions.

Connecticut Sen. Lowell P. 

Weicker Jr. a member of the 
Senate committee investigating 
the Watergate break-in, made 
the following statement at the 
opening of today’s public 
hearing:

“The gut question before this 
committee is not one of in­
dividual guilt or involvement. 
The gut question, for com­
mittee and country alike, is and 
was how much truth do we 
want.

A few men'gambled that 
Americans wanted the quiet of 
efficiency rather than the tur­
bulence of truth. They were 
stopped short of the goal by 
another few who believed in 
America as advertised.

So, the story to come has its 
significance not in the acts of 
men breaking, entering and 
bugging the Watergate, but in 
the acts of men who almost 
stole America.”

South then ran  the six 
diamonds. This gave him seven 
tricks with dummy’s a(3e of 
hearts as the eventual eighth. 
One add itiona l tr ick  was 
needed.

As he ran the diamonds. 
South wondered what he would 
do for his ninth trick. ’The best 
chance, probably, was to throw 
East in with a spade and let him 
take his tricks. Then, if all went 
well. East would be foreed to 
lead a heart away from K-x up 
to dummy’s ace-queen.

East Catches On
East saw this little plot com­

ing so his first discards on the 
diamonds were the deuce and 
the three of hearts. If East 
were thrown in later, he would 
be able to take five tricks in all 
and would have only one heart 
to lead back to dummy at the 
end.

East’s maneuver was very 
shrewd, but he had reckoned 
without his partner. West had to 
make three discards o p  the 
diamonds and saw no use in 
keep ing  h e a r ts  when his 
partner had just thrown two of 
them away. West therefore dis­
carded his three small hearts.

South wasn’t the best player 
in the world, but he did know 
how to count. When he saw five 
small hearts discarded on both 
sides of him, he realized that 
the king was now blank. He 
therefore led out the ace of 
hearts and took three tricks in 
that suit, making his contract 
with an overtrick.

Rhode Island 
Gets No BWs

PROVIDENCE (AP) -  A 
state procurement officer says 
Rhode Island government cars 
will have gasoline after June 30, 
but it probably will cost more 
than expected.

“We’ve been almost assured 
by our supplier that they won’t 
le t us go d ry ,” Fred erick  
Harlow Jr .  reports. The current 
one-year contract wth Gulf Oil 
Co. expires June 30.

L a st Monday the s ta te  
purchasing office opened what 
were expected to be eight bids 
on gas for the fiscal year begin­
ning July 1.

But instead of bids, the office 
received polite notes saying the 
companies Were not prepared 
tO' make offers at this time.

Similar developments have 
been reported in other states. 
Rhode Island sources said it 
was caused by an unwillingness 
by s u p p lie rs  to c o m m it 
themselves in a market facing 
shortages and price increases.

After the failure to obtain 
bids, the state purchasing office 
began seeking out suppliers. 
Harlow said the state may have 
to arrange to buy gas fdr its 
cars on short-term contracts 
r a th e r  than a y ea r-lo n g  
arrangement.

’The problem means the state 
probably will have to pay more 
for gas beginning July 1 than 
e x p e c te d , H arlow  s a id . 
However, he said Gulf gave 
strong indications it would be 
willing to supply the state after 
June 30.

Harlow said the purchasing 
office would consult with Gulf 
and other suppliers to work out 
a suitable arrangement.

Purchases from Gulf for this 
fiscal year are expected to total 
1.4 million gallons of regular 
gas and 300,000 gallons of 
premium gas, mostly for state 
police cars, Harlow said.

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Registration Reform
The disclosure last weekend of 

alleged Republican efforts to use 
“political spoils” as an inducement to 
get Democrats to change party af­
filiations and to "recruit” Democrats 
to re-register as Republicans raises 
several questions about the Connec­
ticut "voter making” system.

First, however, there should be no 
question that those who engaged in the 
practice and violated existing state 
laws concerning the registration 
process should be given their day in 
court and if found guilty punished.

Second, we think the present 
process of "voter making” should be 
examined on a non-partisan basis.

In a day and age when the trend is 
toward a more accessible and easier 
method of registering voters the 
Connecticut system seems cumber­
some by comparison. For example, 
the state requires voters to sign in the 
presence of a notary public, and yet 
the Congress is giving serious con­
sideration and debate to a postcard . 
method of voter registration for 
national elections.

Second, the concept of registration 
by party with the option of remaining 
unaffiliated, leaves in our mind a 
legal question that those choosing, for 
whatever reason, to be listed as unaf­
filiated are disenfranchised in those 
instances where challenges require 
party elections.

Many states permit voter registra­
tion without party designation. In 
primary elections, they can vote 
either party but not both, in the 
secrecy of the polling booth. Party af­
filiation becomes a matter of par­
ticipation and involvement, open and 

, above board, rather than a numbers 
game at which party has the most 
“registered” voters.

The lack of party affiliation on the 
voter registration card in such states ' 
eliminates to a large degree political 
job discrimination from this source. 
We agree the person, who by choice

and action, takes an active partisan 
role in a campaign will by tradition be 
rewarded if his party wins and will 
gain nothing if his party loses. This is 
all part of the game.

The issue raised in the Connecticut 
situation is that alleged changes of 
party affiliation were encouraged 
with illegal offer of rewards for doing 
so and it has been further alleged 
some of these illegal committments 
have been fulfilled.

Unaffiliated registration would 
eliminate this evil and force the 
major political parties to address 
their campaigns to the entire elec­
torate and if they win they should be 
representing all voters instead of 
those carrying the proper party card.

The issue before us in the registra-' 
tion matter is not, and should not be, a 
sam pling ground for po litica l 
philosophy, th e  registration process 
should be a safeguard  ag a in st 
fraudulent voting by those not eligi­
ble, orderly and just conduct of elec­
tions, and an attempt to insure every 
legally eligible voter an opportunity to 
register easily and simply and have 
his right to expression of political 
choice to remain secret, if it is his 
choice, from registration to the 
polling booth.

It will be tough on the political par­
ties in one sense in that they will have 
only one way of knowing their 
strength, the votes that are cast in 
elections; but this is really the 
statistic that counts, not the'number 
of “ r e g i s t e r e d ”  D e m o c r a t s ,  
Republicans, or Mugwumps.

■If and when Connecticut steps out of 
the dark ages of "voter making” by 
eliminating political party designa­
t ion ,  i t  m ig h t  a l so  c o n s i d e r  
experimenting with direct primaries, 
allowing the whole electorate a voice 
in selection of candidates and then we 
could really stop playing politics all 
the tirne and begin practicing 
democracy.

Good Help Hard to Find

David Packard, the industrialist 
who served as deputy secretary of 
Defense, was Nixon’s first choice as 
Defense secretary, but he preferred 
p r i v a t e  l ife to r e t u r n i n g  to 
Washington.

That  post went to James  R. 
Schiesinger, whose experience 
appeared to fit him admirably for the 
tough job of managing the huge 
Defense Department and its manifold 
problems. He left the directorship of 
the Central Intelligence Agency to be 
filled by his career assistant, William 
Colby.  P r i o r  to heading CIA, 
Schiesinger served as assistant direc­
tor of the Office of Management and 
Budget and as chairman of the Atomic 
Energy Commission.

House cleaning of the White House 
s taff  in the af te rm a th  of the 
Watergate scandal has moved swiftly 
and the new appointees appear tO" be 
meeting with general approval.

There remains the task of finding a 
permanent director of the Federal 
Bureau of Investigation. William 
Ruckelshaus accepted it only on an 
acting basis after the resignation of L. 
Patrick Gray.

The essence of the task is to find a 
man who can command respect on the 
order of J. Edgar Hoover, who served 
wi th  d i s t i n c t i o n  u n d e r  fou r  
Presidents. Waves of criticism came 
and went but Hoover remained un­
moved. Unfortunately, Hoover did not 
relish rivals and cultivated anonymity 
for his men as much as he sought 
favorable publicity for him self. 
Promotion from the ranks, therefore, 
is an improbable solution.

The director of the FBI must be a 
man of recognized stature and integri­
ty, who is independent, and who can 
win Senate confirmation. Above all, 
he must avoid even the appearance of 
giving or receiving political favors.

There are such men. May the Presi­
dent find exactly the riglit man and 
soon. /

Castro Tries To Surrender

Rowland Evans and Robert ISovak
Watergate^s Foreign Shadow

It isn’t generally known, but 
for the past two weeks Fidel 
Castro has been trying to sur­
render.

For some reason, Mr. Castro 
gained the im pression the 
White House was littered with 
safes, satchels, cartons and 
shoe boxes stuffed with $100 
bills. “We can no longer resist a 
nation,” he sadly told his peo­
ple, “as wealthy as that.”

So he placed a dramatic call 
to The ^ i t e  House. “Connect 
m e,” he said grandly, “ To 

Whomsoever is in charge”
“I’m sorry, sir,” said the 

switchboard operator, “but that 
position is out of service at this 
time.”

“Then give me the President.
I will speak directly to the 
President.”

“ I ’m s o r r y ,  s i r ,  th e  
President’s temporarily dis­
connected. But we all hope he’ll 
pull himself together soon.” 

“Look, this is a matter of top 
importance. I will speak to a 
member of his General Staff — 
H a ld e m a n , E h r l ic h m a n , 
Kleindeinst...”

“’Those numbers have been 
permanently disconnected, sir. 
I f  you c a l l  D i r e c to r y  
Assistance...”

"Y ou  m ean  the e n t i r e  
General Staff has resigned? 
Who’s taken sole command. Ad­
miral Doenitz?”

“No, sir. General Haig. But 
he’s very busy.”

“ Reading ‘Seven Days in 
May’? All right, I suppose it’s a 
legal m atter. Give me the 
President’s trusted counsel, 
John Dean III.”

I’m sure the President would 
love to give him to you sir — if 
he could lay his hands on him. 
Would you care to be connected  ̂
with Martha Miiohell. I have" 
her number.”

“I called to talk, not listen. I 
suppose I’ll have to settle for a 
subordinate. Give me Mr. 
Chapin, Mr. Magruder, Mr. 
Krogh, Mr. Young, Mr. ...” 

“ I’m sorry, sir. They can no 
longer be reached a t this 
number. They’ve resigned.” 

“ I’m getting that way myself. 
Put me through, then, to The 
White House press secretary’s 
o ffice. I w ish to m ake a 
dramatic announcement.”

“I’m afraid all you’ll get is

their recording service, sir. It 
says, ‘The President doesn’t 
know anything about anything. 
No comment. Please go away.”

“Wait, I have it. Transfer me 
to the (!:IA. I’Ve had a lot of 

. dealings with CIA.”
“ Is this an overseas call, sir? 

I’m afraid the CIA no longer 
handles overseas calls. They’re 
too busy with domestic matters 

u n le s s  y o u ’d l ik e  to  
burglarize a psychiatrist’s of­
fice?”

“Why would I do that?” 
“ Nobody knows, sir. Not 

around here.”
“Wait! If the CIA is handling 

domestic matters, I obviously 
want the director of the FBI.” 

“So does the FBI, sir. In fact, 
a director is at the head of their 
Ten Most Wanted List.” 

“Madre de Dios! This is Fidel 
Castro! I want to surrender!” 

“ Oh, surrender? Then you’ll 
want , the Justice Department, 
sir. But no m atter how much 
you’re willing to talk, I doubt 
they’ll grant you immunity.” 

Five days later, Mr. Castro 
landed on Key West to begin his 
historic March on Washington. 
His avowed goal is to take over 
The White House — on the 
grounds that no one else is using 
it.

Thus far, the Nation has not 
been alerted to the danger — 
the news media being full oc­
cupied with other matters.

WASHINGTON -  A public at­
tack on Greek exile leader 
Elias Demetracopoulos as “an 
obscure, Greek Communist 
journalist” at the height of the 
presidential campaign last fall 
has now been linked to an anti- 
McGovern letterwriting cam­
paign inspired by John B. Con- 
nally’s Democrats-fo^-Nixon 
organization.

Federal investigators dig^ng 
into the black propaganda 
primary campaign attacks on 
Sens. Edmund Muskie, Hubert 
H. Humphrey and Henry M. 
Jackson  in F lo rid a , New 
Hampshire and elsewhere last 
y ea r have now uncovered 
evidence linking the attack on 
D e m e tr a c o p o u lo s  to  
Democrats-for-Nixon.

Shortly after his nomination 
last, sum m er. Sen. George 
McGovern gave a statement to 
Demetracopoulos, a Greek 
exile leader, pledging to cut off 
all U.S. military aid to Greece 
if elected. On Aug. 18, Mayor 
John P. Rousakis of Savannah, 
Ga., wrote McGovern that he 
was “ shocked and appalled” 
both by this policy and by 
McGovern’s “ irresponsibility” 
in choosing'“an obscure Greek 
Communist journalist” as his 
mouthpiece.

That “obscure Greek Com­
munist journalist” could only 
be D e m e tr a c o p o u lo s ,  a 
respected editor and writer in 
pre-1967 Greece who has been 
lo b b y in g  a g a in s t  G reek  
s to n g m a n  G e o rg e

Papadopoulos and Mr. Nixon’s 
support for him ever since.

The a t t a c k  on 
Demetracopoulos via Mayor 
Rousakis’s private letter to 
McGovern was then published 
throughout the U.S. in the Gree- 
American press — not at the 
time it was written but just 
three weeks before the election. 
On Nov. 28, la w y e rs  for 
Demetracopoulos form ally ' 
asked the mayor to retract 
what looked like an “ intention 
to defame” the exile Greek 
leader.

But it was not until Jan. 8 that 
the mayor found time .to reply, 
and his reply stated that he had 
been wrong. It also stated that 
his original use of the word 
"C om m unist” to describe 
Demetracopoulos “was based 
on a report that was given to 
me.”

When we called the mayor to 
ask the source of this “report,” 
he was evasive but finally said 
he had “ read it” in a newspaper 
column. When we asked him to 
quote from that column, he said 
the column had reported that 
Demetracopoulos, upon leaving 
Greece after the coup d’etat in 
1967, stopped off in Poland for a 
few days.

This was the entire basis for 
his labelling Demetracopoulos 
“Communist,” he insisted to 
us. .“No one prompted me'on 
this,” the mayor said.

But according to federal in­
vestigators, the essence of the 
mayor’s letter to McGovern

was originally drafted on 
Democrats-for-Nixon letter­
head  and se n t to M ayor 
Rousakis. The mayor’s own 
le tte r  became a principal 
exhibit in the anit-McGovem 
campaign of Sam Nakis, named 
vice chairman of Democrats- 
for-Nixon in September to at­
tract the large Greek ethnic 
vote to Mr. Nixon.

Mrs. Switaski will be named ’The simple explanation was
soon.

When the governor felt the 
flack of criticism getting hotter 
from Lt. Gov. T. Clark Hull and 
State ’Treasurer Robert Berdon, 
he was handed a way out by the 
General Assembly. It added 
five Superior Court judges to 
the 35 on the bench. Meskill im­
mediately named Hull and Ber­
don to fill two of the new 
judgeships. And he appointed 
long-time GOP legislative com­
missioner Joseph Goldberg of 
Norwich to a seat on the Circuit
Court. Goldberg, as legislative 
conunissioner, is a carryover 
f ro m  p r e v io u s  G e n e ra l  
Assemblies.

’Thus, Meskill was able to 
remove obstacles to his iron 
control of the Republican party 
and, in the process, fill the pen­
ding vacancies with people of 
his own choosing — people who 
will be loyal to Meskill policies, 
this year and next year, when 
candidates again will be chosen 
for state office.

With S ta te  C om ptroller 
Nathaii Agostinelli, who has 
been one of the thorns in an 
otherwise “Republican Rose 
Garden,” Meskill is following a 
different course.

An attempt is being made to 
transfer some of the con­
stitutionally granted functions 
of the state comptroller’s office 
to other state departments.

A power play is developing 
between Personnel Director 
Edward Simpson oh one side 
and Agostinelli on the other. 
Simpson is being backed by 
R o b e rt L euba , M e sk ill’s 
executive aide.

A Republican-backed bill 
proposes transferring  data 
p rocessing functions and 
purchasing functions from the 
comptroller’s department to an 
expanded personnel depart­
ment.

’The state’s two auditors — 
Republican and Democratic — 
boto oppose^the bill. They ques­
tion the n e ^  for transferring 
the data processing system}, 
employe retirement system, 
payroll system and purchasing 
system. They say all are 
working well in the comp 
troller’s office.

L ast y ea r , the G eneral 
Assembly, then Democratically 
controlled, approved, a bill 
which would have given the 
comptroller’s office certain 
responsibilities held by the 
finance commissioner.

’The bill was backed by the 
D em o c ra ts , who p ra ise d  
Agostinelli. It was opposed by 
the Republicans, who also 
praised Agostinelli but refused 
to, take any powers away from

he isn’t a lawyer.
Attempts were made last fall 

by the GOP leadership to con­
vince Agostinelli he should seek 
the Republican nomination for 
First District congressman. He 
d e c lin e d , e x p la in in g  he 
preferred to serve in state of­
fice. In the last several months 
he has had offers to federal 
posts in Washington. He turned 
those down for the sam e 
reason.

As to what the future holds 
for him — it is only speculation, 
at least until the 1974 GOP State 
Convention. ’Uiere are those 
who say Meskill and Gaffney 
will try to “dump” Agostinelli 
and to replace him on the state 
ticket with a candidate more 
acceptable to them.

T he m oot q u e s tio n  is , 
“Acceptable to whom?” Nate 
Agostinelli has a great backing 
statewide — not alone among 
R ep u b lican s, but am ong 
Democrats and unaffiliated as 
well. A move to “dump” him 
from the ticket may backfire.

New Learning Program  
Meets With Approval

At the end of its first year, 
Phase I of the Sequential Lear­
ning Program appears to be 
well on the way to success, if 
the reaction of staff, parents 
and children is any indication. 
An evaluation of Phase I, which 
covers only kindergarten so far, 
had been promised for this 
year, when the program was in 
the planning stages.

Atout 75 residents turned out 
for the evaluation report last 
night, most of them parents of 
children in the program, and a 
show of hands at the conclusion 
of the session showed only one 
individual against the continua­
tion of the program, which will 
be implementi^ at the first 
grade level this September.

Last night’s report was given 
at Coventry Grammar School 
by Phase I teachers at that 
school, and tonight at 7:30, the 
Phase I teachers at Robertson 
School, along with some ad­
m inistrators, will offer a 
similar program, to which all 
interested residents are in­
vited.

The four teachers at CGS in­
volved in the program, Billie 
Kapp, Paula Coughlin, Carol 
Bollinger and Robert Doyle, 
presented the m eat of the 
evaluation last night, noting 
both its  strengths and its 
w eaknesses. All teach ers  
claimed enthusiasm for the 
program, saying the interest 
and enthusiasm of the children 
is one of the most impressive 
factors.

Strengths of the program 
were specifically outlined as an 
opportunity for the teachers to 
give full attention to a small 
group; additional supervision 
and guidance for children who 
are working with the teachers; 
sharing of staff ideas; support 
of all staff members in the 
responsibility of planning, set­
ting up centers, e tc .; and 
g r e a t e r  in d e p e n d e n c e  
developed by the children.

Other strengths include more 
individual instruction for the 
children; availability of more 
interest centers and activities 
than one teacher could provide; 
additional reinforcement of 
teach ing  through ac tiv ity  
centers; greater opportunity 
for self expression; te tte r op­
portunity for the development 
of the whole child; increased 
exposure to a variety of adult 
personalities and ideas; im­
proved report card; and finally, 
increased enthusiasm and in­
terest on the part of students 
and their parents.

The concerns, or weaknesses, 
cited by the teachers include 
lack of private space for certain 
activities; the academic load of 
certified teachers; academic 
expectations; scheduling; the 
complexity of the skill charts 
by which each child’s progress 
is measured; the scheduling of 
math; and student help.

It was pointed out during 
open discussion that, last year, 
it had appeared necessary to 
knock down w alls in the 
kindergarten wing in order to 
a c c o m m o d a te  th e  o p en  
classroom concept, but now 
that teachers were complaining 
about lack of privacy. Mrs. 
Bollinger explained that this is 
not a serious concern of the 
teachers, and that they have 
learned to live with it. She 
pointed out that if the teachers 
were given the choice between 
the self-contained classroom 
and the present open set-up, 
they would choose the open 
classroom situation.

One of the greatest strengths 
of the program, mentioned 
many times during the discus­
sion, was the fact that the open 
classroom situation allows for a 
much greater variety of in­
terest and learning centers, 
rather than the duplication that 
is necessary from classroom to 
classroom hi a more traditional 
situation.

D o n a ld  H a rd y , 
superintendent of schools, 
reported on test results, stating

that the children were tested in 
early November and late April 
w ith  th e  M e tro p o l i ta n  
Readiness Test. He said that 
there are no comparable test 
results from last year, vdien the 
more traditional - kindergarten 
program was still in operation, 
but cited the test results from 
this year as being a perfectly 
valid criterion by which. to 
measure progress.

One of the more significant 
aspects of the testing, accor­
ding to Hardy, is the fact that so 
many children scored in the 
above average area, and that 
scores of children in the two 
schools involved are  very 
similar, which, be said, is a 
tribute to tbe coordination 
between the staffs of the two 
schools.

A typical statistic cited in the 
test results was on the word 
meaning section of the test, 
where, in November, 88 of the 
youngsters tested  were at 
average level or above, with 56 
below. In April, 116 tested at 
average or above level, while 32 
were below.

Hardy said he was very im­
pressed with the test results, 
but stressed that they alone 
cannot be considered a criteria 
of the success of the program.

C arolyn M oore, a CGS 
teacher involved in the planning 
of Phase 2A, the first grade, 
which will begin in the fall, 
reported that the planning 
procedures are progressing 
well, and that the first grade 
teachers have benefited from 
the work done in the planning of 
Phase I.

Dr. Hardy reported that, if 
th e  S eq u en tia l L ea rn in g  
P r o g r a m  c o n t in u e s  on 
schedule. Grades 2 and 3 will be 
brought in in September of 1974, 
Grades 4-6 and Grades 7-6, the 
latter in the form of a modified 
m odular scheduling set-up, 
would follow, with the high 
Khool going to a total modular 
scheduling arrangement to be 
implemented in the fail of 1976.

Dr. Hardy told those present 
that he is very confident of the 
success of the total program, 
and asked for support of the 
Board of Education budget at 
Monday night’s town meeting.

1 package lemon gelatine 
grated rind of one lemon 
9” baked pie shell
Soak apricots and prunes over 

night in cold water. In mor­
ning, bring to a boil with just 
enough water to cover fruit, 
then cook slowly 15 minutes ad­
ding sugar the last 15 minutes. 
Drain and reserve the liquid. 
Cool and cut apricots and 
prunes in half.

Dissove lemon gelatine in Vs 
cup boiling water, add one cup 
reserved liquid and add to 
ap rico ts and prunes, mix 
together and chill, fill baked pie 
crust. Chili until set and top 
w ith sw eetened  whipped 
cream. Sprinkle lemon rind 
over cream.

Banana Cream Pie 
Vs cup sugar 
5 tablespoons flour 
Vs teaspoon salt
2 cups milk
2 egg yolks, beaten slightly 
1 tablespoon butter
W teaspoon vanilla
3 ripe but firm bananas 
baked 9” pie shell.
Combine, sugar, flour, salt in

top of double boiler. Add milk 
slowly, mixing thoroughly. 
Cook over rapidly boiling water 
until well thickened, stirring 
constantly. Cook 10 minutes 
longer, stirring occasionally. 
S tir sm all am ount of hot 
mixture into egg yolk, then pour 
back in to  rem a in in g  hot 
mixture while beating vigorous­
ly. Cook two minutes longer. 
Remove from heat and add 
butter and vanilla. Cool.

Peel and slice bananas into 
baked pie shell. Cover im­
mediately with filling. Top with 
SWeetned whipped cream or 
meringue.

Mix 2 cups sifted flour and 
one teaspoon salt. With pastry 
blender, cut Ys cup yellow 
shortening into flour until par­
ticles are pea-sized.

A unique pilot program  
geared to train  the han­
dicapped, who are 16-years or 
older, in food service industry 
occupations, will be initiated 
June 25 through Aug. 17 at 
Manchester Community ollege.

Funding for the program will 
be financed by a grant of $19,107 
in federal and state funds, from 
the Bureau of Vocational Ser­
vices of the state Board of 
Education.

Sponsored by the business 
careers division of the college, 
HELP (Handicapped Earning 
and Living Project) will be 
e x p e d ite d  th ro u g h  th e  
cooperative efforts of the 
college, Mansifield' Training 
Center, and special education 
programs at public schools in 
Manchester, East Hartford, 
W indsor, R o ck v ille  and 
Colchester.

Anyone interested in con­
tributing to this program finan­
cially, voluntarily to transport 
students, or employ the trained 
handicapped may contact Fred 
A. Ramey Jr., director of the 
business careers division and 
project director of HELP; or 
Richard E. Vizard, assistant 
division director, business 
careers division, who is serving 
as assistant .project director. 
There will be no cost to the 
parent of the handicapped 
tra in e e  se lec ted  for the 
program.

TTie eight-week program will 
enable the handicapped to 
become self-sufficient and 
qualify them for employment 
as cook’s helpers, vegetable 
cooks, salad makers, pastry 
cooks, custodial workers, and 
other food service industry 
tasks.

Commenting on the upcoming 
program, Ramey said, “We 
plan to conduct three sessions a 
year-one in the summer, and 
the other two to run concurrent­
ly with our regular college 
sessions.

"Fall and spring sessions will 
meet a minimum of three days 
a week over a 15-week period,” 
he said.

"Admission will be limited 
initially to 18 persons, who 
must be recommended by the 
special education supervisors in 
their respective towns. Final 
selections will be made by the 
adm issio n s c o m m itte e ,”  
Ramey added.

A pplications for tra in ee  
openings are about twice the 
number of available openings; 
however, those not chosen for 
this summer’s project will be 
considered for the fall or spring 
sessions.

“ We feel this particu lar 
program will do more than 
equip the handicapped to hold a 
job, but will benefit him psy­
chologically in that he will be 
a tten d in g  a co lleg e  and 
associating with other college 
students,” Ramey said.

Vizard said,"Since this is a 
pilot program, we will learn as 
we go, but feel assured that 
upon co m p le tid n  of the  
sessions, participants will be 
well qualified for' full-time 
employment.”

Norman Fendell, director of 
special education for the Town 
of Manchester, ■ expressed his 
g reat in terest in .this step 
forward to aid the handicapped. 
Fendell, who has worked close­

ly with the handicapped in 
various programs including the 
M a n c h e s te r  S h e l te r e d  
Workshop and the Senior 
Citizens Center, feels more 
students are capable of respon­
sible positions, and with MCC 
as the training groqnd, they will 
be taking a giant step toward 
fulfilling this goal.

“ Providing an educational 
and work environment within 
which the handicapped trainees 
can im prove the ir social 
aw areness is a g rea t ego 
builder,” Fendell said.

"It’s what they need, it’s 
what their parents need, it’s en­
couragement for both.”

’The program will utilize the 
c o l l e g e ’s food s e r v i c e  
laboratory which has nine work 
stations, two students for each 
station all equipped with sink 
and stove. All other necessary 
e q u ip m e n t  such  a s  an 
automatic dishwasher, mixers, 
ovens, etc., is available on site.

Under the grant, the term 
handicapped includes those who 
are physically handicapped, 
emotionally disturbed, mental­
ly re ta rd^ , and those with 
learning disabilities.

Edward Mongeau will be the 
instructor for the sum m er 
program. Mongeau is from New 
Britain and has had over 20 
years experience in the food in­
dustry. Assistant instructors 
will be JoAnn Hoff, a graduate 
student in home economics at 
the University of Connecticut in 
Storrs; and Dan Swanicki and 
Dennis Durwin from MCC’s 
Hotel Food Service P ro^am .

Another phase of the program 
which the educators hope will 
receive community participa­
tion is a daily lunch service.

Shopliftiiig Law 
Change Loses 
In House Voting

HARTFORD (AP) -  An 
amendment that would, have 
strengthened the hand of store 
detectives against shoplifters 
has failed to win approval in the 
House of Representatives.

T he m e a s u r e ,  w hich  
proponents hope to reintroduce 
in another form, would have 
protected the detectives and 
other store workers from false 
arrest lawsuits if they stopped a 
suspected shoplifter who later 
turned out to be innocent.

At p r e s e n t ,  in n o c e n t 
customers who are stopp^ and 
searched can file civil suits 
against those who dejain them.

M ajor opposition to the 
amendment Wednesday came 
from Democrats who said the 
bill violated shoppers’ civil 
rights. ’They claimed that wor­
ding in the bill allowing a 
suspected shoplifter to be 
detained “ in a reasonable 
manner and for not more than a 
reasonable tim e” was too 
vague and could lead to 
harrassment of customers.

S upporte rs of the b ill, 
however, said merchants had 
lost huge sums of money 
because of shoplifting and 
needed the law for their own 
protection.

T he N a tio n a l  R e ta i l  
M erchants Association es­
timates that shoplifters made 
off with $3.5 billion worth of 
goods in the United States last 
year.'

Most Connecticut shoplifters 
steal ^less than $50 worth of 
merchandise on each of their 
expeditions, store security men 
say. Larceny in that amount is 
punishable by a $100 fine, 30 
days’ imprisonment or both.

T he a m e n d m e n t w as

withdrawn by Rep. James F. 
Bingham, R-Stamford, House 
chairman of the legislature’s 
Jud ic ia ry  C om m ittee. He 
promised to offer another 
measure covering the same 
ground after discussions with 
Democratic House leaders.

The failure of the amendment 
was followed by House ap­
proval of several other changes 
in the state penal code. The 
change package was sent to the 
Senate on a 137-1 vote.

Under one of the changes, a 
person guilty of negligent 
killing with a motor vehicle 
would face six months in jail 
and a fine of $1,(X)0. Another 
change provides that the owner 
of a building can use deadly 
force to prevent a trespasser 
from commiting any crime of 
violence.

J^POA Issues Statement 
In Support of Its Ad

Two o f f ic e r s  of th e  
Manchester Property Owners 
Association (MPOA) have 
issued a statement supporting 
their paid advertisement con­
cerning education, which 
appeared in The Herald May S, 
and rebutting a statem ent 
issued last week by Mr. James 
Kennedy, superintendent of 
schoo ls, and A tty. Allan 
Thomas, chairman of the Board 
of Education.

The MPOA statement, signed 
by Frank A. Utakis, first vice 
president, and Mrs. P eter 
SadloSki, second vice president 
of the MPOA, follows.

"On Monday night. May 7, the 
Manchester l ^ i d  of Directors 
voted to increase the education 
budget. This has been called by 
some a vote of confidence in the 
Board of Education. However, 
since three Democrats and one 
Republican voted against this 
increase, it would be just as 
easy to call this a vote of lack of 
confidence.

“Now, on Wednesday, May 9, 
D r. J a m e s  K em n ed y , 
superintendent of schools, and 
Mr. Allan Thomas, chairman of 
the M anchester Board of 
Education, have shown that 
they just might deserve this 
lack of confidence by their 
attempt to discredit the facts 
shown in a recent MPOA adver­
tisem ent. This, does seem 
rather silly as these facts were 
taken directly from Board of 
Education budget documents. If 
Messrs. Kennedy and Thomas 
do not believe figures compiled 
fro m  th e i r  own b u d g e t 
docum ents, then how can 
anyone be expected to have con­
fidence in them?

“ D r. K ennedy and Mr. 
Thomas claim to have the goal 
of clearer accountability for the 
funding of education. This may 
wEijl be so, but they have 
demonstrated just the opposite 
with their computation of per- 
pupil operating cost. We do not 
know how these gentlemen 
arrived at their figures, but 
here are the facts:

"From page 47,1973-74 Board 
of Education budget document; 
October 1972 enrollment 10,004; 
projected 1973-74 enrollment, 
9,873.

“From page two, 1973-74 
budget document: Amount ap- 
proprkfed 1972-73, $10,290,000; 
amount requested 1973-74, $11,- 
370,491;';/

“ 'rtlfiSi^fore: School year 1972- 
1973 -  $10,290,000 divided by 
10,004 pupils equals $1,028.58 
cost per pupil. School year 1973- 
1974- $11,370,491 divided by 9,-

Rharh

873 pupils equals $1,151.68 cost 
per pupil. A one-year increase 
of $123.10.

“ The Connecticut Public 
Expenditure Council 1971-72 
cost-per-pupil was $939.13. 
Therefore, the two-year in­
crease in per-pupil cost would 
have been $212.23 if the full 
budget request had been 
granted. This represents a 22.57 
per cent increase in two ywrs 
time.

“Our figures are based on 
published facts from Board of 
Education documents. What do 
Dr. Kennedy and Mr. Thomas 
base their figures on?

“As with the facts on per- 
pupil cost, all the other facts in 
the MPOA advertisement case 
directly from Board of Educa­
tion documents. If they have 
any argument with the presen­
tation of these facts, then it is 
with themselves and their own 
misleading presentation.

“ Another very im portant 
point brought up by Messrs. 
Kennedy and Thomas is that of 
proper administration being 
necessary to the educational 
process. The key word here is 
proper — a proper administra­
tion does not spend $47,419 in 
administrative salary increases 
for the 1972-74 school year, and 
then claim they are having a 
hard time finding the money for 
sufficient classroom supplies 
before the school year is two- 
thirds done.

“No, the Manchester Board 
of Education has yet to show us 
that they should have a vote of 
confidence. Perhaps if they 
were to spend more time ad­
ministrating and less time 
defending indefensible facts, 
then we might not find accoun­
tability so difficult to achieve,” 
the Utakis-Sadloski statement 
concluded.

P&W  Dedicates 
Disposal Plant

EAST HARTFORD (AP) -  
Six years afte r Connecticut 
adopted its Clean Water Act of 
1967, a waste treatment plant 
capable of handling six million 
gallons a day was dedicated 
Wednesday by Pratt & Whitney 
Division of United Aircraft 
Corp., the state’s largest single 
industrial plant.

Located on the east bank of 
the Connecticut River, less than 
a mile from Pratt & Whitney’s 
huge industrial complex in East 
Hartford, the new plant is part 
of a $6 million pollution abate­
ment program United Aircraft 
began in 1965 in an effort to 
reduce pollu tion  from  its 
operations in East Hartford,' 
Middletown, Southington and 
North Haven.

Bruce N. Torell, president of 
P&W, said the new facility is 
one of four the company has 
completed in the past year. He 
said that since 1940 when the 
company began installing pollu­
tion abatement systeml, the six 
rnillion-square-foot East Hart­
ford complex has been fitted 
with more than 900 individual 
pollution control devices.

“We hope that you wHl look at 
it as a symbol of what can be 
done in the battle  for en­
v ironm en tal c le a n lin e ss ,” 
Torell told a gathering of state 
and local officials who attended 
the dedication of the new treat­
ment plant.

“Our enginers have come up 
with ways to conserve the large 
quantities of water we use in

manufacturing operations — 
this goes hand in-hand with 
waste treatment,” he said. “We 
recycle our solid wastes — 
metal chips and scrap metal 
from machining operations. We 
collect >vaste p a ^ r  and com­
puter punch cards within the 
division for recycling, and 
whenever possible we. order 
recycled stock in filling our 
needs for paper products.”

‘"The new plant demonstrates 
what industry can do to help in 
the fight for environmental 
purity, and is indicative of the 
steps to which we at United Air­
craft will go to help protect the 
environment.!’

T orell sa id  the cost of 
operating the new treatment 
facility will be about $150,000 a 
year. It was estimated the plant 
would handle an average of four 
million gallons of wa$te water a 
day.

The plant, designed by James 
A. Minges & Associates of Far­
mington and built over a three- 
year period from 1969 to 1972 by 
Associated Construction Co. of 
Hartford, began operations last 
October. It treats only in­
dustria l w astes; biological 
wastes from the factory are 
handled by a separate sewage 
system.

Torell explained that the new 
plant is fully automated, has a 
built in alarm system to signal 
malfunctions, and a back-up 
system' to insure continuous 
treatment functions around-the 
clock.

Solid Waste 
Plan Okayed 
By Assembly

HARTFORD (AP) — A proposed $250 million statewide 
solid waste disposal system has won approval in both 
branches of the Connecticut General Assembly while ac­
tion on repealing the state’s Sunday blue laws has been 
postponed until 1974.

The bill to establish a Connec­
ticut Solid Waste Authority 
sailed through the House of 
R e p r e s e n ta t i v e s  116-10 
Wednesday ■ then passed un­
animously in the Senate.

’The plan calls for developing 
29 plants to dispose of the 10,000 
tons of garbage Connecticut 
residents generate each day.

The waste material would be 
separated first into that which 
could be recycled and that 
which would be burned either 
as waste or possibly as fuel.

Restrictions
The legislature put two new 

restrictions into the bill aimed 
at countering previous objec­
tions to the plan. One would 
assure legislative representa­
tion on the authority’s 10- 
member governing board. The 
other would limit the authority 
to building only one pilot plant 
and to spending no more than 
$50,000 for other construction 
during the first year the waste 
disposal plan is in operation..

By a 20-14 vote the Senate 
referred to the 1974 legislative 
session a bill to repeal all of 
Connecticut’s restrictions on 
Sunday sales.

Supporters of the bill called 
the blue laws “archaic” and 
“unenforceable.” However, op­
ponents, such as Sen. Romeo 
Petroni, R-Ridgefield, called 
the bill “a radical departure to 
a custom developed over many 
years,” and said total repeal 
went too far.

The Senate also approved un­
animously a $4.3 million bond 
appropriation to build and 
remodel facilities for the men­
tally retarded at the Mansfield 
and S o u th b u ry  T ra in in g  
Schools.

Interest in the schools was 
sp u rre d  by unsuccessfu l 
attempts to include money for 
them in a $105 million bond 
authorization bill passed earlier 
this month.

Elsewhere Wednesday:
—The House passed and sent 

to the Senate a bill that grants 
new rights to Connecticut In­
dians and creates an Indian Af­
fairs Council to work with the 
Department of Environmental 
Protection on matters relating 
to Indians.

Tax Relief Bill 
For Elderly 
Renters Passed
HARTFORD (AP) — Fifteen million dollars in tax relief 

for the elderly and $4.3 million in construction bonds to 
benefit the mentally retarded highlighted one of the last 
full days of Connecticut’s 1973 legislative session 
Thursday.

As the House of Represen­
tatives debated into the night 
’Thursday, the Senate adjourned 
until next Wednesday when it is 
expected to finish its business.

The legislature is finishing its 
five-month session three weeks 
ahead of the constitutional 
deadline of June 6.

The major action Thursday 
was passage by the Senate of 
Gov. Thomas J . M eskill’s 
proposed tax relief for the 
elderly. It provides direct cash 
relief from state funds ranging 
from $50 to $500 for those over 
65 who m e e t in c o m e  
requirements.

'The proposal now goes to the 
House.

The bill gives renters their 
first state tax relief by repaying 
part of their rent and utility 
receipts. Homeowners already 
receive credit on property 
taxes, but are expected to 
receive greater relief under the 
new plan.

The cost to the state will be 
$15 million but checks won’t be 
mailed until after July 1974.

Another popular issue-a $4.3 
million bond for three mental 
retardation facilities-went to 
the governor’s desk.

Mansfield Training School 
will receive $3 million to con­
struct six new resident cot­
tages. The Southbury ’Training 
School will get $700,000 and the 
Central Connecticut Regional 
Center in Meriden will receive 
$310,000.

Alleged Killers 
Of Six Persons 
Apprehended s  -

WELCH, W.Va. (AP) — ’Three men sought in the killings 
of six members of a Georgia family were captured today 
near this southern West Virginia town, state police said.
, No details on the capture were immediately available. 

A fourth man sought in the
case was captured Thursday at 
a police roadblock near here.

George Wangee, a 35-year-old 
escaped convict, was arrested 
Thui^ay at a police roadblock 
set up after four men robbed a 
grocery store across the border 
in Virginia.

Dungee was held in the 
McDowell County jail in Welch 
after making a statement to 
local authorities.

He was arrested Thursday 
a f te r  four men robbed a 
grocery store in Slate Creek, 
Va., of $3,000 and several 
pistols and rifles.

Police said Dungee’s three 
companions fled into a remote 
mountainous area after Dungee 
was captured. FBI agents had 
joined West V irginia and 
Virginia police in the search.

The four were winted in con­
nection with the murder of six 
members of a Reynoldsville,

Ga., family Monday night. ’The 
bodies of Ned Alday, 62; his 
brother, Aubrey, 57; and sons 
Jerry, 35, Chester, 32, and Jim­
my, 25, were found early  
Tuesday in the mobile home in 
which Jerry lived. Police later 
found the nude body of Jerry’s 
wife, Mary, 26, nearby.

Police said all the victims 
had been shot in the back of the 
head from one to sevenvtimes 
with four weapons ranging 
from .22 caliber to .380 caliber. 
The woman had been raped.

The four men crossed the 
border into West Virginia after 
allegedly robbing a grocery 
store in Slate Creek, Va., of $3,- 
000 in cash and several pistols
and rifles.

An environmental impact act 
requiring all state agencies to 
prepare environmental impact 
sta tem ents on all p rojects 
passed in both branches. The 
act was amended tt not take 
effect until 1975.

The House gave initial ap­
proval to a conduct code for lob­
byists.

Watergate 
Developments 
Summarized
WASHINGTON (AP) -  Here 

are major developments in the 
Watergate case;

HEARINGS-Watergate burg­
lar James W. McCord Jr. is the 
only w itness scheduled to 
testify today, the second day of 
Senate hearings into allegations 
grow ing out of th e  1972 
presidential campaign.

WASHINGTON (A P) -  
Watergate burglar James W. 
McCoi^ Jr. testified today he 
was told President Nixon was 
aware of offers of clemency 
made to him.

He told the Senate Watergate 
committee that he was told by 
John Caulfield, a White House 
aide, that the President was 
aware of the offers of clemency 
and “ the results of the meeting 
would be conveyed to the 
President.”

He also said “at a future 
meeting there would likely be a 
personal message from the 
President himself.”

“The President’s ability to 
govern is at stake,” McCord 
said Caulfield told him at one of 
th e ir  m eetings—"A nother 
Teapot Dome scandal is possi­
ble and the government may 
fall.”

McCord said he repeatedly 
told Caulfield he would not 
accept the offer.

Caulfield told him the others 
arrested were going along by 
pleading guilty or keeping silent 
but "you are not following the 
game plan,” McCord said.

Sen. Sam J. Ervin, D-N.C., 
chairman of the committee, 
repeated throughout McCord’s 
te s tim o n y  th a t  h e a rs a y  
te s t im o n y  w ould  not be 
accepted in a court of law and 
that the references to Nixon 
w e re  su c h  s e c o n d -h a n d  
evidence

McCord said the offer “was 
conveyed to me in 1973 by John 
Caulfield to remain silent, take 
executive clemency by going 
off to jail quietly and I was told 
there, I would receive financial 
aid and later rehabilitation.”

Then, McCord said, Caulfield 
assured him of the President’s 
interest.

The meeting in January was 
during the time McCord and G. 
Gordon Liddy were on trial for 
the June 17, 1972, breakin at 
D e m o c r a t ic  P a r ty , 
headquarters.

McCord and Liddy were the 
only two of seven persons 
charged who stood trial. The 
other five pleaded guilty to 
charges of conspiracy, burglary 
and illegal wiretapping.

McCord did not say where the 
meeting took place. He made 
his statement when committee 
counsel Sam Dash asked about 
political pressure applied to the 
defendants.

McCord to ld  abou t the 
meeting with Caulfield and
said:

“ I was further told at a 
* January meeting in 1973 that 

the President of the United 
S tates was aw are  of our 
meeting, that the results of the 
meeting would be conveyed to 
the President and at a future 
meeting there would likely be a 
personal message from the 
President himself.”

McCord said he got mixed up 
in the Watergate affair because 
he was told Atty. Gen. John N. 
Mitchell, presidential counsel 
John W. Dean Iff and Nixon 
cam paign  deputy  Jeb  S. 
Magreder had approved it:

McCord, taking the stand in 
the second day of televised 
hearings, said he was sorry he 
had been involved in the affair. 
He repeated  th a t he had 
received money ,a fte r his 
burglary arrest, and that he 
was told it came from the Com­
mittee for the Re-election of 
the President and was given in 
return for his silence.

Speaking slowly, in a husky 
low voice, the retired Central 
Intelligence Agency employe 
said the CIA had in no way been 
involved in the wiretapping. 
"Quite the contrary,” he said.

■rhe c o m m itte e ’s ch ief 
counsel, Sam Dash, asked 
McCord, "Why, after a lifetime 
of work as a law enforcement 
officer, without a blemish on 
your career, did you engage ... 
in a program of burglary and 
breakin?”

McCord said there were a 
number of reasons, but "a very 
important” one was that “the 
attorney general himself, Mr. 
John Mitchell, at his office had 
considered and approved the 
operation, according to Mr.

Watergate building in the early 
hours of last June 17.

Shoffler, saying nothing that 
hadn’t been made public before, 
related how he had spotted a 
man, who later turned out to be 
Alfred C. Baldwin, on a balcony 
of the Howard Johnson motel 
across the street from the 
Watergate building that mor­
ning.

Two members of the seven- 
m an S en a te  c o m m itte e .

In testimony offered later to 
various investigators, McCord 
linked former Atty.

Bruce In Peking
TOKYO (AP) -  The Chinese 

h a v e  o p en e d  th e i r  new  
relationship with the United 
States with a show of official 
restraint bordering on coolness.

The Chinese unfurled no flags 
and beat no drums to welcome 
David K. E. Bruce, who opened 
a U.S. liaison office in Peking 
on Monday.

Seven Killed '
BELFAST, Northern Ireland 

(AP) — Seven persons were 
killed during the night in the 
worst upsurge of violence in 
N orthern  Ire land  in nine 
months.

The dead included four 
British soldiers, two civilian 
men and a  14-year-old girl.

A booby-trapped car blew the 
soldiers to pieces after they left 
a dance at a hotel near their 
barracks at Omagh. The blast 
left a crater two feet deep in the 
parking lot and sent fragments 
of the bodies into an adjoining 
field.

Nuculear Test
RIO BLANCO, Colo. (AP) -  

A nuclear device four times 
greater than the bomb that 
destroyed Hiroshima exploded 
a mile beneath the Colorado 
Rockies in an effort to free 
natural gas trapped in un­
derground rocks.

But the powerful explosion 
produced only a slight ja r on the 
ground.

The blast, called Project Rio 
Blanco, involved detonation of 
th re e  30-kiloton n u c lea r  
mechanisms with a force equal 
to 90,000 tons of TNT. The 
detonation took place Thursday 
about 22 miles from here in 
northwest Colorado.

Ecology Topic At Land 
Trust Annual Meeting

Ecology, pollution, and the 
various conservation problems 
facing Connecticut were among 
the  to p ic s  d isc u sse d  by 
Ellsworth Grant, mayor of 
West Hartford, as he addressed 
the first annual dinner meeting 
of the Manchester Land Conser­
vation Trust, Inc.,(MLCT) 
Thursday night at Willie’s Steak 
House.

Mayor Grant hit upon the 
grow ing po llu tion  to the 
Connecticut River, its effect on*' 
shoreline property, and marine 
life.

Grant, who has long been in­
volved in community affairs, 
served as vice chairman of the 
“Governor’s Clean Water Task 
Force” which was instrumen­
tal in the passage of the Clean 
Water Act of 1967.

“I want to congratulate your 
group on completing its year,

and joining many other towns in 
the s ta te  in an effort to 
preserve land,” he said.

“Remember the time when 
the air was clean and sex was 
dirty?” he asked.

“I made a film a few years 
ago on the Connecticut River 
dealing with the pollution and' 
ecology, called ‘The Long Tidal 
River,’ and it was not until in 
the '60s that people began to 
wake up to the problems,” 
Grant said..

He updated the efforts of the 
Connecticut River Watershed 
Council and said, "The river 
today is 30 per cent cleaner 
than it had been just a few 
years ago.

“By the end of 1974 the 
Connecticut River should be 
suitable below Middletown to 
the mouth.

“By 1976 water quality will be 
restored for recreational use,” 
he said.

In explaining the purpose of 
land trust groups, (Jrant said, 
“ We try to be the broker 
between the seller and the even­
tual acquirer of the land. That 
way we are aware of just how 
the land will be utilized, and 
what activities will be in­
volved."

He cited the more than 2,000 
slips and moorings along the 
banks of the Connecticut River 
and comparing the traffic said, 
“ it’s almost like the Berlin 
Turnpike in its hay day.”

He further stressed the need 
for more emergency plans for 
dealing with oil spillage and the 
asthetic pollution made by 
plants in the Middle Haddam 
area

“ I am fearful the thermo­
pollution will endanger the 
marine life in the river,” he 
said.
