But some registrars 
have asked that the authority be 
granted to them in the wake of 
published claims that some 
justices of the peace have il­
le g a lly  n o ta rized  v o te r s ’ 
requests to join the Republican 
party.

Meskill, in a television inter­
view Sunday, said the law 
should empower the,registrars 
to certify the switchovers. But 
he also said there had been no 
proof to date that the published 
allegations concerning the 
justices of the peace were true.

The H a r tfo rd  C o u ra n t 
claimed in copyrighted stories 
last week that state civil ser­
vice jobs and promotions were 
being given to people who con­
vinced  th e ir  f r ie n d s  and 
acquaintances to switch their 
party affiliation to the GOP.

The paper added that some 
justices of the peace notarized 
switchover forms illegally by 
perlforming the certification 
outside the presence of the 
signers of the forms.

The charges are under in­
vestigation by Hartford County 
State’s Attorney John LaBelle.

In a reference to LaBelle’s in­
quiry, Meskill said: "If there’s 
something wrong, let’s get it 
out in the open. We’re not going 
to cover anything up."

On another matter, Meskill 
was asked by a newsman if his 
fight against the rate increases 
sought by the Hartford Electric 
Light Co. and the Connecticut 
Light & Power Co. reflected a 
new, consumer oriented image 
he was' suddenly trying to 
project.

" I ’d prefer to think you’re 
seeing the real image and not a 
new im age,” the governor 
responded.

Meskill said utility com­
p a n ie s  h av e  had b e t te r  
justifications for past rate in­
creases than they have at the 
present time.

“ I feel so strongly that the 
utilities have been very fairly 
treated and they are getting a 
good return on their money and 
they don't need a rate in­
crease,” he said.

Meskill, who has announced 
his intention to testify against 
the rate increases before the 
Public Utilities Commission, 
said he had full confidence in 
the commission but still wanted 
to make a personal contribution 
to fighting the rate boosts. Two 
of the three PUC members are 
Meskill appointees.

Asked about sta te  hiring 
practices, Meskill said that 
perhaps 32 state employes — 
workers in his office and the 
lieutenant governor’s office — 
might have been hired on 
political grounds.

"I think that when a governor 
is elected and a lieutenant 
governor is elected they are en­
titled to hire people around 
them who are in line with their 
political views and their views 
of programs,” he said.

tensively. He wrote many ar­
ticles and short stories, which 
were translated into French, 
German, Swedish, Hindustani 
and Japanese.

Described as "big, fair man;

Mitchell,
Stans Plead 
Innocent

NEW YORK (AP) -  Former 
Atty. Gen. John N. Mitchell and 
former Commerce Secretary 
Maurice H. Stans pleaded inno­
cen t today to charges of 
p e r ju ry , co n sp ira cy  and 
obstructing a federal investiga­
tion of New Jersey financier 
Robert L. Vesco.

Mitchell, Stans, Vesco and 
former New Jersey Republican 
leader Harry D. Sears were 
named in a federal indictment 
May 10 that grew out of a secret 
8200,000 contribution from 
Vesco to President Nixon’s 
reelection campaign.

Sears, who with Vesco was 
charged with .conspiracy and 
obstruction of justice, also 
pleaded innbeent today before 
U.S. District Court Judge John 
M. Cannella. Vesco left the 
country more than two months 
ago and subsequently ignored a 
subpoena.

The indictment alleged that 
Mitchell and Stans, while 
leaders of President Nixon’s re- 
election campaign. Interfered 
with an investigation of Vesco’s 
Investors Overseas Services by 
the Securities and Exchange 
Commission.

Mitchell was U.S. attorney 
general and Stans was com­
merce secretary under Nixon. 
They and Sears have claimed 
innocence in the case.

The SEC probe resulted in the 
filing of a civil complaint on 
Nov. 27 in which Vesco, 20 other 
persons and a score of cor­
porations were accused of 
looting 1224 million from lOS 
mutual funds.

Allegations in the indictment 
that the SEC case ag'ainst 
Vesco was altered  at the 
request of StanS led to the 
resignation^ last Wednesday of 
G. B r a i r d  C ^k  as SEC chair­
man.

All four defendants are ac­
cused of three counts each of 
obstructing justice and one 
count of conspiracy. Mitchell 
and Stans were also accused of 
six counts each of perjuiy.

Vesco, who is believed living 
in Costa Rica, is also reported 
wanted in Switzerland for 
questioning on suspicion of 
fraud. Official sources have 
said arrest warrants have been 
issued for him and five other 
p re se n t and fo rm e r  .lOS 
executives.

Mitchell took a leave of 
absence from his New York law 
firm after the indictments were 
announced.

Proposals include changing 
the minimum number of town

Kowalski explains, “With all 
endorsements of town com­
mittee membership, candidates 
for m unicipal office, and' 
delegates to conventions being 
done by c a u c u s ,  e v e ry  
Democratic elector in the town 
will have a voice in party 
decisions and will have the op­
portunity to serve his party in 
the area of his choosing.” 

Copies of the proposed bylaws 
will be-available at the caucus 
or in advance by contacitng 
Kowalkski at 875-4862 or at 872- 
6845 Judy Dean, study com­
mittee secretary.

Coventry Voters Okay 
$3.4 Millidn Budget

By an overwhelming 378-21 
vote, Coventry voters last night 
approved a $3,445,317 budget for 
the 1973-74 fiscal year, for a mill 
rate of 56.2, which is 1.1 mill 
higher than the current levy.

With typical New England un­
predictability, the voters who 
last year were reluctant to 
grant the Board of Education a 
5.5 per cent increase in its 
budget, th is year literally  
hooted down an attempt to cut 
$54,000 from education ap­
propriations. A motion by 
William Miller of Brewster St. 
to do just this was quickly 
defeated, with fewer than a 
dozen hands raised in support of 
such an amendment.

The increase in the school 
board budget for the new fiscal 
year,is 9.5 per cent, whNp in 
general government it is 7.8 per 
cent.

It was an unusual session for 
a number of reasons. During 
d iscussion on thh various 
budget items, close to 450 peo­
ple were sitting in the high 
school gym, considered to be 
very high attendance for a town 
meeting on any subject. Most of 
those present had come to sup­
port the entire budget, and 
there appeared to be little 
organized effort to make cuts of 
any kind.

’The exception to this was the 
C oventry  V o lun teer F ire  
Assodation, which was con­
ducting a last minute public 
battle with the Town Council 
over its ambulance appropria­
tion. ’The CVFA had requested 
in earlier sessions with the 
council that $3,000 to cover 
depreciation on its ambulance, 
which is owned by the men of 
the department, be placed in 
the 1973-74 budget.

The council turned down this 
request, and suggested instead 
that the $3,000 be placed in the 
capital improvements fund, to 
be pulled out when a new vehi­
cle must be purchased.

This arrangement was not 
agreeable to the CVFA, which 
announced over the weekend 
that it would suspend am­
bulance service on June 30. At 
last night’s meeting, CVFA 
Chief Roger Bellard moved that 
most of the $3,000 be eliminated 
from the budget, leaving a $1.00 
balance in that account, but this 
motion was overwhelmingly 
defeated.

Town Council C hairm an 
Albert Bradley told those pre­
sent last night that the council 
is ready at any time to sit down 
and discuss the situation with 
the CVFA, but CVFA President 
Harold Crane told the Herald

Utility Lawyer 
Critical Of 
Gov. Meskill
HARTFORD (AP)—The attorney for Connecticut’s 

largest power company Monday criticized GoV. Thomas J. 
Meskill and the Connecticut General Assembly for publicly 
denouncing the firm’s request for a rate increase.

Attorney Michael F. Halloran 
spoke as the Public Utilities 
Commission (PUC) opened its 
hearing on the Connecticut 
Light and Power Company's 
(CL&P) requesl for a $17.2 
million increase.

Meskill is among more than 
20 individuals and represen­
tatives of businesses and towns 
who have asked permission to 
appear before the commission 
to oppose the request.

Halloran filed no formal 
objection to the governor’s re­
cen t s ta tem en ts  but said 
Meskill and the legislature had 
created publicity that easily 
could hurt the company’s case.

Meskill asked CL&P to 
withdraw its request and sub­
sequen tly  sen t p e titio n s  
throughout the state to gather 
names of persons who oppose 
the increase. The legislature, 
meanwhile, adopted a . resolu­
tion asking the PUC to deny the 
request. .

Halloran called Meskill’s ac-‘ 
tions “clearly a violation of 
Connecticut’s Administrative 
Procedures Act that falls x>ut- 
side the form al scope of 
regulatory procedures.”

“If this was a normal judicial 
procedure we could ask for a

change of venue because of the 
prejudicial publicity,” he.said.

Halloran said the three PUC 
commissioners were in an un­
tenable position because the 
governor appoints them and the 
legislature approves their an­
nual appropriation.

The commission spent Mon­
day listening to CL&P’s chief 
fiscal officer, Ernest l ! Grove 
Jr., review annual reports of 
the company and the Northeast 
Utilities Service Co., of which 
CL&P is the largest operating 
member.

Cross-examination of com­
pany witnesses is expected to 
last 10 days or more.

The hearing is the first of two 
the PUC will hold in the coming 
weeks.

Election of officers, new building plans, and an ominous 
warning of possible future accreditation problems were 
highlights of the annual meeting of the Regional Council 
for Manchester Community College Monday night in the 
faculty lounge.

The possible accreditation 
problems came in a letter to the 
state trustees, a copy of which 
was read to council members 
by Dr. Frederick W. Lowe Jr., 
president, which granted only a 
three-year (instead of the nor­
mal five) accreditation to 
ano ther s ta te  com m unity 
college.

The letter implied that unless 
certain changes were made in 
the state’s over-all educational 
system providing for less direct 
involvement of non-academic 
agencies and personnel, in 
academic decisions, future ac­
creditation of all the state’s 
community colleges might be 
jeopardize.

MCC, Dr. Lowe noted, was 
accredited for the full five 
years two years ago by . the 
regional accrediting agency, 
the New England Association 
of Schools and Colleges.

Because of the generalities of 
the le tte r  and its implied 
political interference on a state 
level in the state’s education 
system, the council asked that 
copies be attached to the 
minutes for their study, efforts 
be made to make legislators 
and others in the education field 
aware of the situation, and 
after the implied barriers to 
future accreditation have been 
studied, evaluated, action can 
be taken so that accreditation 
of MCC and others in the 
system will not be jeopardized.

James Nakos, vice chairman, 
presided at the session which 
elected  him chairm an  to 
su c c e e d  D r. Donald W.
MorHsOn. Nakos was instructed 
to send a letter of commenda­
tion and appreciation to Dr.
Morrison for his long service to

the council and the college.

Fruits and vegetables were 
higher than normal and beef 
prices continued to»c.limb, but 
the government said the in­
crease was much smaller than 
in recent months.

Prices on a broad range of 
consumer goods other than food 
moved up sharply in April, 
reflecting recent wholesale 
price increases since the Nixon 

^administration dropped price 
controls in January.

The jump in over-all con­
sumer  p rices pushed the 
government’s retail price index 
up at a seasonally adjusted an­
nual rate of 9.2 per cent over 
the past three months. Tlie ad­
ministration has set a goal of 
reducing inflation to 2.5 per 
cent by the end of the year.

The April consumer price In­
dex for all items showed a 
climb of 0.9 index points from 
March, up from 129.8 to 130.7.

in a separate report the 
bureau said average weekly 
wages in April rose four-tenths 
of a per cent, to $141.72. The 
rise resulted from increases of 
0.5 per cent each in the average 
work week and in average hour­
ly earnings which were partial­
ly offset  by a seasonally  
adjusted 6-tOths of a per cent in­
crease in consumer prices.

The M a n c h e s te r  C iv ic 

Orchestra and Chorale gave a 
thoroughly excellent program 
at Bailey Auditorium Sunday 
evening, which was attended by 
an audience of a little larger 
than usual size. Jack Heller 
c()nducted and chose an in­
teresting and varied program.

It opened with Barber’s "Se­
cond Essay for Orchestra,’’ a 
well-carpentered work of no 
great musical significance but 
of considerable difficulty so far 
as the orchestra is concerned. 
To the credit of the musicians, 
they did a good job of it, par­
ticularly in the strings. And Dr. 
Heller did a good job of conduc­
ting.

I had my doubts whether or 
not they could handle a work 
that is this complex but they 
showed that they were really 
very competent, even though 
there were moments of in­
security. I did, however, object 
to the bald statement in the 
program  notes: "S am uel 
Barber and Aaron Copland are 
regarded as the two leading 
American composers of this 
generation.’’

They are two of the best 
known, but that certain ly  
doesn’t make them the leading 
composers. ’There are others 
just as good in my estimation 
and in the estimation of the con- 
doctors who chose works by 
American composers for inclu­
sion on their programs.

An amusing novelty was the 
inclusion of three excerpts 
from Mozart’s "Schauspiel,’’ 
"The Im presario,’’ done in 
English. Pierre Marteny was 

. the im p resario  (who was 
'originally Mozart hiniself), 
Thomas Vasil his assistant, 
Carol Ann O’connor as Madame 
Goldentrill, Donna Schutz as 
Miss Silverpeal, and Richard 
Parke as Mr. Angel. '

It was a good cast and the 
thing was well done. Mr. Heller 
employed the full string sec­
tion, a much larger force than 
Mozart had (just about twice as 
large, in fact), but he managed 
to keep them down so the voices 
were not overpowered. ’There is 
a different sound, however, 
when 51 strings play softly and 
24 (the original number) play 
moderately.

The big num ber of the 
evening came after intermis­
sion and was Rossini’s famous 
"Stabat Mater,’’ given in its en­
tirety, with the soloists men­
tioned above and the Chorale, 
which had beeq trained by 
Ralph Maccarqne. ’This turned 
out to be really stunning.

’The chorus sounded extreme­
ly well and numbered about 80 
singers. 'The work is technically 
well within the powers of both 
orchestra and chorus, so the 
end result was of very high 
caliber.

Rossini wrote a dram atic 
score which is always pleasing 
to an audience, even though it is 
far too theatrical to be con­
sidered as good religious music, 
something it purports to be. He 
certainly knew how to be enter­
taining with his opera and he 
apparently wanted to be enter­
taining with this work. He 
succeeded. There have been 
other composers, notably Ver­
di, who followed'the same path 
with the same results.

At an informal presentation 
of plans at a PZC meeting May 
7, Schoenhardt was advised that 
the zone change must be ob­
tained", and a variance from the 
Zoning Board of Appeals 
granted for the gas stations 
before the plan of development 
could be considered and acted 
upon.

The ZBA has scheduled a 
public hearing for the gas 
stations at 8 p.m. May 29 at the 
Town Hall.

According to the developer 
the “Travel Center” would in­
clude a 100-room  m otel, 
restaurant with facilities for 
200 diners, 4,000 square feet of 
office space, a “bazaar” with 
general purpose stores, and a 
lounge and washroom area for 
professional truck and bus 
drivers.

The land is now zoned com­
mercial to 1,000 feet back from 
Merrow Rd. and Schoenhardt 
wants the entire parcel com­
mercially zoned.

S u g a r  H ill  W ater

By a standing vote of 119 to 
85, voters of Hebron, Andover 
and Marlborough last night 
accepted the Regional District 
8 B oard  of E d u c a t io n ’s 
proposed 1973-1974 budget of 
81,680,256.

’This budget was 813,600 less 
than the one proposed two 
weeks ago which was rejected 
by a vote of 143 to 97. '

Again discussion centered 
around the board’s proposal to 
add II new teachers and an 
assistan t principal, and at 
times discussion became quite 
heated.

B oard m em ber E v e re t t  
Graham of Hebron told those 
attending that the board’s main 
in te re s t  " i s  p rov id ing  a 
reasonable high school educa­
tion for your kids. We are not 
after your thanks,” he added, 
but we are after your coopera­
tion and support, not your con­
demnation.”

Emery Taylor, a resident of 
Hebron, referred to the yearly 
" b a t t l e "  betw een  board  
members and residents, mainly 
over teacher salaries and the 
lateness in signing of contracts. 
(The board presently has gone 
in to  m ed ia tio n  w ith the 
teachers.)

He felt the board was an 
‘‘e x c e l le n t ’’ b o a rd , bu t 
reminded members that the 
people who come to the district 
budget meetings “have every 
right to ask you questions.”

With the acceptance of the

budget, the levy on the three 
towns is as fellows; Andover, 
8362,379 as o p ^ e d  to 8317,162, 
this year; Hebri)n^j118,274 m  
opposed to 8608Tu 6; pmA 
Marlborough, 8463,357 as op­
posed to 8405,100.

The total proposed budget is 
8211,922 higher than the present 
operating budget but could still 
be higher when negotiations 
with teachers are completed,

B u d g e ted  fo r te a c h e r s  
salaries for-1973-1974 is 8852,422 
which includes only the normal 
increment of approximately a 3 
per cent increase.

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The Right Step
The designation by the House of the 

second Sunday in January  as M artin 
Luther King Jr . Day will require 
Senate approval and the governor’s 
signature before it becomes effective; 
however, we think it is a step in the 
right direction.

M artin Luther King J r . deserves the 
honor, not onjy for his leadership of 
fellow blacks in their struggle against 
inequities, but because of the tragic 
circum stances of his assassination.

However, Gov. Thomas J. Meskill, 
when he vetoed a sim ilar bill two 
years ago, had a valid point also. In 
honoring the late Rev. Dr. King with a 
sta te holiday falling on his birth date, 
it could increase the number of paid 
holidays for sta te  employes.

The cost to the state, if  it were to

honor just one m an this way. would 
not be too burdensome. The problem 
is that in the future there m ay well be 
m en or women just as deserving as 
the late Rev. Dr. King and neither the 
sta te ., nor private business for that 
m a tte r ,  can afford  an excessive 
num ber bf paid holidays in addition to 
regular vacation, sick leave, and 
o ther employe benefits.

Therefore the House com prom ise 
Ijill of using a Sunday to honor the late 
Rev. Dr. King is a reasonable one and 
se ts  a p recen d en tjo r honoring other 
outstanding citizens of Connecticut 
and the nation in the future. After all 
the idea is to pay tribute to the 
m em ory of the person honored, not 
c rea te  another holiday with pay for 
s ta te  employes.

Simple Justice
It is refreshing to hear a liberal 

Dem ocratic senator rem ind the na­
tion of our m ost basic tenet of our 
American system  of justice — that an 
accused is innocent until proved guilty 
beyond a reasonable doubt. It is 
regrettable that such a rem inder was 
needed, as needed it was in the w elter 
of accusations, rum ors and innuendos 
presented as unanswered questions 
that have characterized the afterm ath  
of the W atergate burglary.

One D em o c ra t has 
suggested that not only should P resi­
dent Nixon resign but also Vice P resi­
d e n t A gnew , h is  c o n s t i tu t io n a l  
successor in the event of his incapaci­
ty to serve. Agriew’s nam e has never

figured in any of the W aterga te  
speculations and why he should step 
aside for Speaker of th e  House Carl 
A lberts is im possible to see — except 
for the originator of the idea.

John W. Dean III, fo rm er White 
House Counsel, is quoted in an in te r­
view with Newsweek m agazine as 
saying Nixon never asked him  for an 
investigative report on W atergate 
even though Nixon told the American 
people otherw ise. Tim e m agazine 
quoted an associate of D ean’s as
saying h^ made no Watergate in­
vestigateigatibn.

Senator Howard Baker, R-Tenn., 
rankjfig Republican on the Watergate 
inyestigating committee, said he has 
no reason at present to believe Nixon 
was not telling the truth when he said 
he had no participation or knowledge 
of either the Watergate bugging or its 
alleged Coverup.

The question of impeachment. 
Baker called “the most severe form 
of iffy questions.”

A Washington Democrat, Rep. 
Thomas Foley, branched impreach­
ment talk as both “presumptive and 
dangerous,” and declared his convic­
tion Nixon will not resign nor be im­
peached.

Meantime, let every American ac­
cord the President the same rights as 
the basest criminal, ttie presumption 
of innocence until proved guilty.

WASHINGTON -  President 

Nixon’s continued aloofness 
from the crisis that has carried 
him to the brink of ruin was 
brought home by his amazing 
non-reaction to the newspaper 
reports linking a high ad ­
m inistration official to one 
aspect of the Watergate scandal 
for the first time.

Mr. Nixon did not summon 
the official to ask him about it. 
Nor did hb seek to find out the 
truth for himself. Nor did the 
development stim ulate any 
Oval Office conversation at all.

Beyond this incident, the 
P re s id e n t is sim p ly  not 
available for the long serious 
analysis of Watergate and its 
explosive dangers that many

asso c ia te s  believe is im ­
perative. Although he has seen 
a few Republican Congressmen 
lately, they have left his office 

-deeply disturbed by Nixonian 
d e ta c h m e n t  f ro m  th e  
Watergate wreckage.

T h u s , w h ile  s tu n n e d  
Republican politicians are 
beginning to talk of the real 
possibility of impeachment, 
Mr. Nixon seems unable to 
wrench himself out of the habit 
of business as usual. In the 
judgement of key officials both 
inside and outside the White 
House, Mr. Nixon is confiding 
in nobody. That he did not dis­
cuss those headlines with the 
high administration official 
who was involved neatly fits 
that pattern.

Similarly, he has resisted the 
changes being pushed by three 
top White House officials —

But in fact, Mr. Nixon’s 
presidentiai life has changed 
very little, leading to doubts by 
both his supporters and his 
enemies that he means to keep 
his promise of a new open-door 
policy. The symbol is Mr. 
Nixon’s refusal, as we write 
this, to hold even one press con­
ference — much less regular 
meetings with reporters which 
his new top aides feel is im­
perative.

WASHINGTON -  Nuts of the 
radical-chic variety continue to 
abound among those charged 
with supervising the public 
school education of children in 
the Washington area. Their 
witless attitudes are of more 
than local concern because if 
they get away *with th e ir  
dangerous flummery the con­
cern almost surely will become 
national.

- Two recent examples show 
how determined is authority to 
s tr ik e  w hat it fee ls is a 
“modern, realistic” posture 
toward the drug problem.

In Prince Georges County, 
school officials approved for 
general circulation in high 
school libraries a book titled 
“Go Ask Alice,” a 15-year-old 
girl’s mostly four-letter-word 
account of her sordid life as a 
drug addict. The girl eventually 

.died of a drug overdose. In 
M o n t g o m e r y  C o u n t y ,  a 
proposed get-tough approach 
toward drug abuse in schools 
was condemned by all but one 
member of the Board of Educa- 
tioh as an attempt to “create a 
police state" in the schools.

“Go Ask Alice” was placed 
on restricted reserve when the ' 
county sheriff complained that 
his 12th-grade sister brought it 
home as part of an English 
assignm ent. Such reserve"* 
requires that a student give a 
reason for borrowing a book 
before it is delivered into his 
hot little hands.

Well, I’ve read the pestilen­
tial tome, and as an educational 
tool it has roughly the sanrie 
value as “Deep “Throat.” As its 
publishers, Avon Books, admit 
in a preface, the book “does not 
offer any solution" to the drug 
problem. That’s putting it mild­
ly. Although the story told is a 
tragic one, the poor little girl 
who wrote it was so obviously 
fascinated by her addiciton that 
the end result is the glorify drag 
abuse in a left-handed fashion.

There is, of course, the argu­
ment that this messy thing is in­
tended as a warning to children, 
an argument I reject. If the 
idea is to tell kids how to escape 
Alice’s fate, the book is a sick

/

joke, since it merely recounts 
the girl’s persistent pursuit of 
her habit. “There ‘are hundreds 
of hygienic books aimed at 
guiding children away irom  
drags, a fact of which eveirthe 
bubbleheaded .members of the 
school system’s library com­
mittee must be aware.

Besides, schools used to be 
preoccupied with teaching their 
students to speak and write in 
the language of civility. To ap­
prove “Go Ask Alice” as a text­
book is to proclaim that lear­
ning four-letter-words and 
assorted bathroom phrases is 
not only permissible but part of 
the child’s “education.”

The Montgomery County con­
tretemps is just as infuriating. 
Donald J. Maccallum, director 
of the county’s Office of Drag 
Control, proposed that first­
time*' student drug offenders 
should be suspended, second 
offenders expelled and teachers 
fired who do not support es­
tablished drug policies.

You’d have thought the man 
had r e c o m m e n d e d  da i ly  
floggings. A School Board 
member denounced the Mac­
callum proposals as “spying on, 
hassling of and arresting of 
s tu de n t s  as a m a t t e r  of 
routine.” Another protested 
that M accallum’s call for 
locker searches and" more 
supervision of school lavatories 
would result in “ invasion of 
privacy."

Surely, these irrational reac­
tions must be regarded as 
preposterous in a school system 
described by County Executive 
James P. Gleason as “a sanc­
tuary for passing drags” where 
“kids can order any drag they 
want.” Although the concept 
these days is honored more in 
the breach, students legally do 
not have a right to break laws 
or school regulations," a fact of 
academic life they implictly 
accept when they register.

No parent wants his child 
needlessly “hassled” (a dread­
ful word) or spied upon by 
school authorities. But the 
problem is not one of cutting 
classes or throwing spitballs 
but of drug abuse, and if

tightened supervision hurts the 
little addicts’ feelings most 
papas and mamas will try not to 
lose too much sleep about it. 
Meanwhile, after the “Go Ask 
Alice” incident, I should not be 
s u r p r i s e d  i f  so m e  
“progressive” teacher decides 
it would broaden the minds of 
his charges to show them a few 
dirty movies.

backers are now saying that his 
refusal to meet the press and do 
it soon will undermine their 
ciaims that the Oval Office has 
been openeikup to bureaucrats 
and politicians as never before.

In addition, the President still 
seems so far removed from 
e v e r y d a y  g o v e n m e n t  
operations that even White 
House aides themselves know 
little about what the future 
holds. One obvious example is 
the case of Gen. Haig as 
“ interim” staff chief.

Haig wants to get out of 
politics and back to his job as 
vice chief of staff in the Army

within a few weeks, or even 
sooner. Yet, one top White 
House aide sees two years as 
the proper tenure for Haig. 
Another believes he will be kept 
on for two months. In all 
probability, Mr. Nixon does not 
know.

Under military discipline, 
Haig has no choice in the 
matter and must accept the 
risk of watching his brilliant 
Army career dirtied or even 
destroyed if he is kept in an es­
sentially jiblitical job at the 
White House. Although Haig 
tells intimates he wants to open 
up the White House and restore 
bipartisan civility, he is totally 
sub jec t  to o rd e rs  of the 
Commander-in-Chief. Some 
Republican critics see that as a 
possible sinister reason the 
President chose him.

Finally, Mr. Nixon’s sudden 
decision to bring John B. Con- 
nally into the White House 
a d d ^  still more confusion. Top 
White House aides were led to 
understand Connally would 
have no voice in major policy 
decisions. Yet he is now 
preparing to draft a new anti- 
inflation policy in effect  
repudiating Secretary of the 
Treasury George Shultz’s dis­
astrous Phase III.

It is very much like earlier 
y e a r s  of the  Nixon a d ­
ministration: confusion, uncer­
tainty, presidential aloffness. 
The shock is that so little seems 
to have changed in the face of a 
crisis of historic proportions 
which has far from ran its full
course.

Perhaps next week you will 
find that a laundry or dry 
cleaner has misplaced your 
clothes. You give the store 
owner a few days to find them, 
but when you return, he is 
apologetic biit emptyhanded.

A week or two passes, but 
still the laundry cannot be found. 
You feel the laundry was worth 
150, but the owner won’t offer 
you more than $5. What can you 
do?

•You can sue the owner of the 
laundry for $50 — the amount of 
money you feel he has caused 
you to lose.

And you can do this yourself, 
without having to hire a lawyer, 
by going to the small claims 
court. ■ In small court the 
rules are so simple that you 
don’t need a lawyer.

Small  c l a i m s  co u r t  is 
people’s court -  a place where 
you can sue someone without 
paying money for a lawyer. 
Here are a few other example 
of cases commonly taken to 
small claims court:
—If you buy a dishwasher, 
television, or other appliance 
and it breaks down right away 
but the store refuses to refund 
your money.

—If you buY something in a 
store but the merchandise 
delivered to you is not exactly 
what you ordered, and the store 
refuses to give you what you 
agreed to buy.

—If someone damages your 
property and refusek to pay you 
for repairs.

—If your landlord refuses to 
return your security deposit 
when you vacate your apart­
ment.

Any person 18 and over, with 
a just complaint, may use the 
court; a minor may use it by 
having his parent or legal guar­
dian go with him to file the 
claim and then to the trial. You 
can sue an individual, a cor­
poration, a partnership, or an 
association. A business may 
also bring action against in­
dividuals.

You may now use the srfiall 
claims court to sue any person 
you think owes you money for. a 
sum of $750 or less. If the per­
son owes you more than $750, 
you can still sue in small claims 
court, but by suing for that $750, 
you forfeit any claim you had on

the rest of the money he owe 
you. If you want to sue for more 
than $750, you must do it in the 
regular civil court where you 
may need a lawyer.

By suing in small court, you 
, will be able to take advantage 

of the simple, quick procedure 
of the court, and the fact that 
you do not need a lawyer.

The person or company you 
are suing must either (1) live in 
Connecticut, (2) work in 
Connecticut, or (3) have an of­
fice in Connecticut. The small 
claims court has no power out­
side of the state boundaries.

"rhere are 18 small claims cir­
cuits in the State of Connec­
ticut, each serving a definite 
geographical area.

When you sue someone, you 
can pick the circuit most con­
venient for you; however, 
either you or the party you are 
suing must be resident of or 
doing business in the circuit 
where the case is entered.

Small claims court is the 
place to go when you feel you 
are owed money for:

a ) rent or security deposits
b) damage to property (must 

get estimate or paid bill for 
repair)

c) loans — personal or com­
mercial

d) merchandise purchased
e) a l so  m e r c h a n d i s e  

purchased which was
1. not delivered
2. misrepresented
f) service rendered
g) also services rendered not 

completed or not properly per­
formed

h) any other claim for money 
damages of $750 or less.

The Department o f Consumer 
Protection has published a 
booklet, “How To Sue In Small 
□aim s Court In Connecticut.” 
The booklet tells you how to 
start a suit, what to do while 
you are waiting for the trial 
date, and what to do at the trial. 
The booklet also lists Circuit 
Courts in the State and gives 
examples of letters and forms 
surrounding a small claims ac­
tion.

The town contributes 25 
j)er cent of the $90,000 cost and 
the federal government 75 per 
cent. The town is contributing 
also an additional $10,000, for 
work not under the TOPICS 
program.

Town E n g in e e r  W alte r 
Senkow appeared Monday night 
at an 8th District board meeting 
and said the town has applied 
for additional TOPICS funds to 
pay the added cost of corrective 
measures acceptable to the dis­
trict board.

Some Motor Accidents 
Traced to Missed Meal

Abribrmally low blood- 
sugar levels, induced by 
missed meals, may be a 
direct cause of accidents.

This Is the view of Miss 
M. S. Christian, Head of the 
Accident and Emergency 
Department at Wexham 
Park Hospital, Slough, Eng­
land. In accident studies 
she found that several 
truck drivers who crashed 
for no apparent reason had 
extremely low blood-sugar 
levels.
. In three cases, the drivers 

were either confused, faint 
or .ill but each recovered 
after a shot of intravenous 
glucose and a meal. None 
of them was diabetic and 
all were young and healthy. 
The common factor was 
that each driver had at 
least 12 hours’ starvation.

This new danger was dis­
covered by Miss Christian 
during a survey she Is un­
dertaking of the "unknown 
factors” In road accidents.

The survey, which will 
also look Into the effects of 
such factors as tranquiliz­
ers and diabetes, includes 
a question to establish the 
relationship between the 
time of the accident and 
the last meal. .

Symptoms associated with 
low blood-sugar are weak­
ness, drowsiness, dizziness, 
thental confusion, double 
vision, aggression and other 
abnormal behavior. Be­
cause symptoms can show 
at levels not much lower 
than those after the nor­
mal 12 hour overnight fast, 
anyone undertaking a long 
journey should not skip a 
meal.

Truck drivers who make 
early starts without break­
fasts are obviously at risk 
but so may be people on 
slimming diets. Just how 
widespread the problem is 
is not known, but clearly 
should be a matter of con­
cern.

Powered or unpowered, 
drum or disc, your car’s 
brakes are one of the sim­
plest systems in your car 
and one of the most critical 
to your safety. So an under­
standing of the following 
seven common points of 
failure is vital, says the 
Canadian Safety Council.• • •

1. Fade is one o f the most 
common problems.

Although cheap or defec­
tive linings, fluid or drums 
may be at fault, the usual 
cause of fade is simply 
overheating from severe 
service. ’Three things can 
happen, any of which can 
cause partial or total brake 
failure. If two or three 
happen simultaneously, you 
have very little hope of 
stopping your car.

FIRST, excessive heat can

Other than the self start­

er, probably nothing has 
contributed more to driving 
pleasure than the automatic 
transmission. As trouble 

free  as this 
com plicated  
mechanism is, 
it is not in­
destructible. 
There are a 
few  th ings 
w h i c h  can 
sh orten  its 
life.

For exam­
ple : a driver 
stalls his car 
light, finally 

gets it running again and, 
with engine roaring, moves 
his shift lever to “D” . Or 
on a steep upgrade, he is- 
waiting for a red light to 
turn green. He uses the 
gas pedal instead of the 
brake, allowing the engine 
to hold him in position.

If cars could talk, his 
would cry!

These are two of the 
most common abuses to 
which automatic transmis­
sions are subjected. But 
there are more.

Have you ever seen some- • 
one park by giving the car 
ahead (or behind) a good 
solid nudge to make extra 
space? If the nudged car is 
in "park,” a little gadget 
inside the transmission can 
be broken. This happened 
more than once.

Use your parking brake 
instead of ’’park” whenever 
there is a possibility of being 
bumped or pushed by an­
other car.

While we’re on the sub­
ject of “park,” NEVER move 
your shift lever to "park” 
while the car Is in motion. 
’This can have the same 
unfortunate result as being 
bumped.

Some drivers manage to 
put their cars in reverse 
while they are going for­
ward. Although the auto­
matic transmission has a 
sfiecial locking device to 
prevent this from happen­
ing, who knows if the device < 
Is working?

’The jar when a wheel 
suddenly contacts dry sur­
face after spinning fast on 
ice can be disastrous to a

Abuse it, and you may be 
faced with a whopping re­
pair bill.

HERE’ S HOW TO FIND . . .

A Good Place
-- ------------------TO SERVICE YOUR CAR—
Currently, 28 per cent of 

U.S. families own two or 
more cars and the routine 
maintenance of these auto­
mobiles is being looked after 
increasingly by the woman 
of the house. The American 
Petroleum Institute suggests 
that the same care be given 
to selecting the right service 
dealer as is given to choos­
ing the family doctor, den­
tist, or attorney.

How do you find the right 
service outlet where you are 
confident your car is in 
competent hands? API has 
these suggestions:

• Ask your friends, to 
find out which place they 
patronize.

• Shop around before you 
have to call for serious help. 
Drive in sometime when the 
outlet is not too busy. Have 
something definite in mind 
to have done to your car, 
something that can be done 
while you wait. Observe the 
manner in which the work 
is being done, the caliber of 
the manager and atten­
dants, and ask some ques­
tions. If the place is a busy 
one, you may have to make 
an appointment, but a busy 
facility is usually an efficient 
one.

• See if the attendant uses 
test equipment.-Since auto­
mobiles run on a , series of 
chain reactions, test equip­
ment will help check all the 
links of the chain, protect 
you from unnecessary ex-

' piense and help you get 
better overall performance 
from your car.

• Appearance is another 
thing to consider. A. sloppy 
shop may be a sign of ineffi­

ciency. All the test equip­
ment in the world can’t do 
much good if it’s kept in the 
back of the shop covered 
with old rags. ’This is a good 
indication that the equip- ■ 
ment Is seldom\used, and 
probably won’t to, used on 
your car either.

• Notice displays of acces­
sories and tires. A neat and 
adequate supply is a good 
sign that the part or product 
you may need will be avail­
able when you need It.

• If the atm osphere 
smacks of bargains, beware! 
Sales are one thing, bar­
gains another. Cut-rate 
brake jobs and such are 
dubious at best. A good 
serviceman knows what has 
to be done, and he knows 
how much he must charge 
to cover his cost of doing 
it right.

• Finally, don’t go in with 
the notion that a man who 
wants to check this, that, 
and the other, without being 
asked, is a sharpie salesman. 
Checking and servicing your 
car is his business, and a 
part of this service is to call 
to your attention problems 
you may not have noticed— 
a bald tire, a leaking radia­
tor hose, a loose fan belt — 
any of which, if neglected, 
can cause trouble, even dan­
ger for you.

You have the option of 
buying or not buying what 
your serviceman recom ­
mends, but at least you’ll 

'v know what lies ahead. Pre- 
fvelltlve, maintenance — or 
servicing your car properly 
before serious trouble strikes 
— saves money in the long 
run, not to mention time 
and aggravation.

tempcft-arlly weaken the 
drum and cause it to distort 
from the pressure of the 
shoes inside it. ’This may 
allow excessive movement of 
the shoes and cause the 
pedal to go all the way to 
the floor.

SECOND, heat may cause 
the brake fluid to boll and 
become compressible; this 
would also allow the pedal 
to go to the floor.

JfliNALLY and most com­
monly, heat glazes the lin­
ing, giving it an almost 
liquid coating that acts as 
a lubricant, preventing the 
buildup of friction necessary 
to stop the car.

In a minor case, all the 
cure that’s needed is time— 

15 to 30 minutes at the most 
— to allow the brake parts 
to cool. When they do, they 
will operate normally if they 
have not been damaged by 
excessive heat. The trick is 
to recognize the onset of 
brake fade and get the car 
stopped before it gets worse. 

• * •
2. When the brakes don’ t 

take hold until the pedal al­
most touehes tfte floor, this is 
known as excessive pedal trav­
el and is a serious problem.

If not corrected, it will 
lead to a total brake failure.

A simple adjustment may 
cure the problem, but a 
complete system check is 
called for because there 
may be a leak or other crit­
ical hydraulic defect. If the 
pedal goes all the way to 
the floor, do not attempt to 
drive; have your car towed 
to a repair shop.

• • •
3. Spongy pedal is usually 

caused by air getting into the 
hydraulic system when the 
fluid level is low.

Correction may require 
only a simple "bleeding” job. 
that usually costs a fe"w 
dollars for an hour’s labor. 
But there could also be a

serious mechanical failure; 
get a thorough inspection. •

4. Wheel pull or failure o f 
the car to stop in a straight 
lino ran result from a defec­
tive brake or simple malad­
justment.

It can also be caused by 
excessive wear somewhere 
in the steering system or an
oil leak from an axle 

But don’t treat it m  an 
annoyance; it will probably 
get worse — perhaps sud­
denly — and it could etisUy 
cause you to lose control of 
your car. Have it looked at 
right away.

• * •
5. Squeal sometimes comes 

from certain brands o f extra- 
hard brake linings.

It’s annoying, but not nec­
essarily a danger sign. On 
the other hand, the noise 
may result from a mechan­
ical malfunction or worn lining.

Excessive or sudden new 
brake squeal calls for a 
checkup. • » •

6. Drag may be caused by 
many things, biit the scraping 
sound is a sure si|pi that some­
thing is wrong.

To neglect  dragging 
brakes (partly engaged) will 
not only allow them to ruin 
themselves but will inevi­
tably lead to a total failure.

*  *  •

7. Pulsation or chatter, a 
vibrating sensation you may 
feel at the pedal or notice at 
the wheel, comes from a loose 
support plate or from a bro­
ken or out-of-round drum.

It is usually a minor 
problem to correct but it 
needs immediate attention.

Keep this iln mind about 
^brakes: when defective they 
never get better of thelr 
own accord; they only get 
worse. And when a defect 
shows up, total failure may 
be only seconds away. —

HELPFUL HINTS FOR SAFE DRIVING
When an engine misses 

as the car is accelerated but 
runs fine at light load or 
idle, the probable reason is 
that a worn plug may mis­
fire because of increased 
compression pressure at 
heavy load.

* • •
When cleaning your wind­

shield, don’t force the wiper 
blades aside. Some of the 
late model electrically driv­
en wipers can be perma­
nently damaged by forcing 
them to another position.

Some ignition problems 
don’t show themselves ex­
cept in wet weather. ’That’s 
when cracked insulation is 
most likely to fall. Avoid 
trouble by having boots and 
cables inspected when you 
buy new spark plugs.

If you should be adding 
water to your car’s battery, 
be careful not to overfill. 
Spilled acid will attack 
metal hold-downs, cables 
and other parts adjacent to 
the battery.
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Computer Helping Design Safer Highways
Provides Accident Facts for Every 
500 Feet of Ontario Motor Roads

Ontario’s highways are 
some of the niost closely 
watched roads In the world. 
Since 1945, the province has 
built up an accident report­
ing system that gives Min­
istry of Transportation and 
Ck>mmunications personnel 
an accurate picture of the 
accident rate and traffic' 
volume for every 500 feet 
of the 13,000 miles of high­
way in the province.

One of the originators of 
the program, Tom Mahony, 
M TC’s Adm inistrator of 
T ran sp o rta tion  Safety , 
worked closely with the On­
tario Provincial Police to 
set up a key point system 
In 1947.

“The province is divided 
into 17 O.P.P. districts and 
we related our system to 
this division,” he explains. 
“ In each district we agreed 
to designate well - known 
points such as Junctions of 
highways, district bounda­
ries, or county lines as ref­
erence or key points.

“We also established the 
m ileage  betw een  these - 
points.

Accidents IVoied 
“ I f  an accident occurred 

at one of these points or 
near them, the investigat­
ing ofllcer was asked to 
note this on the collision 
report.

“ E ven tu a lly , the key 
points were situated every 
500 ^ e t or 1/lOth of a mile 
on the highway, and we 
gradually got a very de­
tailed picture of what was 
happening on the road.” 

Mahony further explained 
that this knowledge greatly 
assisted highway engineers 
in the planning and design 
of highways. In addition. 
Traffic Engineers gain pre­
cise knowledge of the effect 
of lane markings or other 
physical aspects of the road 
on drivers.

When the system was first 
set up, copies of the acci­
dent report were sent to 
Mahony and processed by 
the former Department of 
Highways. Inevitably how­
ever, the computer began 
to play a large role in the 
program.

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use a new collision report 
form. Says de Valence, 
“This form has taken us 
one- step closer to complete 
automation, which will no 
doubt come within five 
years and is a tremendous 
achievement when you con­
sider we have to process 
approximately 150,000 colli­
sion reports anually.”

But does this vast infor­
mation gathering network 
affect the final design of 
highways?

“ It  certainly does/’ says 
Mahony. Out of all the data 
comes a book called Traffic 
Volum es and C o llis ion  
Rates. !‘We watch the colli­
sion rates rather closely

“We base' our collision 
rate on the number of ac­
cidents occurring per mil­
lion vehicle miles of travel. 
The fatality or death rates, 
however, are based on 100 
million vehicle miles of 
travel.”

Mahony says that the 
difference in the method 
of computing collision and 
death rates is simply the 
result of a policy decision 
to follow the system set out 
by the U.S. National Safety 
Council. “The resulting fig­
ures are easier to handle 
and compare to U.S. fig­
ures,” he says.

Rotary Engines Still 
RequireMaintenance

Some experts say the 
Wankel (rotary) engine Is 
the au tom otive  power 
source of the future. Other 
equally qualified authorities 
maintain that the present- 
day piston engine, although 
modified, will be with us for 
an indefinite period.

No matter who is correct, 
two facts are beyond dis­
pute. ’The rotary engine is 
already an on-the-road re­
ality. And this rotary en­
gine, despite ite simplified 
design, will continue to re- ' 
quire regularly scheduled 
maintenance.

However, as different as 
the rotary engine is, there 
are still familiar basic main­
tenance needs. The rotary 
engine uses a conventional 
ignition .system. So periodic 
tune-up is as important to 
the Wankel-type engine as ' 
it is to the piston engine.

The Mazda version of the 
rotary employs two rotors 
(combustion chambers) and 
each rotor uses two spark 
plugs, or four per engine. 
These plugs Are three times

In each engine revolution 
and the combustion cham­
ber environment in which 
they perform is much more 
demanding than in a con­
ventional engine. As a re­
sult, service or replacement 
is recommended at 4,000 
miles.

Since two plugs are used 
per rotor, two separate dis­
tributors are needed to fire 
the plugs in proper se­
quence. In other respects 
the Mazda ignition system 
is normal. Therefore, when 
tuning the engine, attention 
should be paid to;

• Cleaning, regupping or 
replacing spark plugs

• Compression check 
' • Carburetor check

• Idle and timing settings
• Condition of distributor 

components
• Spark plug wiring
• Air, oil and fuel ffiters
• Battery and electrical sys­

tem
Other important malnte- , 

nance checks on a rotary 
engine concern the cooling 
system and the oil supply.

Dear C and J:
One way not to save is to 

scrimp on preventive main­
tenance. That dollar you 
didn’t spend could end up 
costing you five. For in­
stance, there’s no surer way 
to cause premature engine 
wear than to skip recom­
mended o il and f i l t e r  
changes. Neglecting tune-up 
is going to cost you money 
in excessive gasoline bills, 
charges for road service 
when your car won’t start 
and possible engine damage. 
Not checking the air in 
your tires, having tires 
improperly balanced could 
wear out a set of tires 25 
percent prematurely. So, to 
avoid paying those whop­
ping repair bills that shatter 
budgets, earmark some 
money for preventive main­
tenance. It  pays off In the 
long run.

Don't Pass Up 
Free Services 
At Outlets
May Cost You Money 

Later If You Do

Maybe the best things In . 
life aren’t really free, but If 
you pass up those free serv­
ices offered by service out­
lets, It may cost you.

Take the simple precau­
tion of checking battery 
water levels. It requires 
only a few seconds of time 
and absolutely no money. 
But If battery flhjd levels 
are allowed to drop'and the 
condition Is not detected, it 
could mean premature de­
terioration of the battery. 
It  could cause an Incon­
venient “ can’t start” as 
well.

During hot, dry periods of 
summer, battery water Is 
more likely to evaporate. 
So, especially during warm 
weather months, have the 
battery checked every time 
you stop for gas.

In addition to water lev­
els, have th e  b a ttery  
checked for corrosion and 
soundness of the cables.

Another free service that 
can save you money is 
checking the tires for prop­
er inflation. Both under­
inflation and overinflation 
can be harmful to tires, 
wearing them out prema­
turely. For accurate read­
ings, do not have the tires 
checked after you’ve driven 
more than a few miles.

Other free checks that 
will help prevent trouble 
include inspection of oil 
level and windshield wash­
er fluid. Low levels of oil 
can lead to engine damage 
and no fluid in the washer 
reservoir could hamper vis­
ibility at a critical time.

Cleaner Engines Call 
For Better Cooling

In designing anti-emis­
sion systems to help reduce 
air pollution, car manufac­
turers are installing hotter- 
running engines In today’s 
vehicles. Therefore, It. has 
become even more critical 
that cooling systems be In 
top condition to handle the 
higher engine temperatures.

Th is  means tha t the 
cooling system should be 
checked twice a year for 
the following:

L e a k - f r e e  r a d i a t o r ;  
soundness of all hoses and 
connections; properly op­
erating thermostat; radia­
tor cap Is sealing efficiently; 
water pump is working, and 
coolant levels are normal. 

Proper mixture of coolant,

for both summer and wmter 
operation, is about 50 per 
cent ethylene glycol-type 
antl-freeze and 50 per cent 
water. This so-called per­
manent-type antl-freeze 
should be replaced every two 
years or 30,000 miles, which 
ever comes flrst. ,

While on the subject of 
antl-freeze, the "self-seal­
ing” variety that claims It 
can stop radiator  leaks 
offers only a temporary so­
lution to a leak problem. 
Containing, generally, an 
asbestos - type compound, 
the “ leak-proof” antl-freeze 
Is effective only for a short 
time. Once revealed, the 
leak should be located and 
Repaired

How to Get M a j^u m  Safe Miles Out of Tires, Told by Expert
By RODGER WARD '  J W

I ’ve learned a lot about 
tires and what makes them 
last longer, perform better, 
thanks to my years as a 
race car driver and profes­
sional tire tester. Now that 
^ have a performance safety 
tire on the market with my 
name on It I'm even more 
Interested In seeing that 
motorists ewrywhere get 
the right facib.on prolong­
ing tire life.

The tricks to getting 
those extra miles of tire life 
aren’t all connected solely 
with the condition or quality 
of the tires installed on a 
car however. Improved driv­
ing techniques will help ex­
tend tire life, as will taking 
care of your car’s tires from 
time to time. I  have a list of 
seven things to do that I 
know will prolong the life 
of your tires.

• • *
WATCH THAT INFLA­

TION I Perhaps the greatest 
single determining factor In 
tire mileage Is the air pres­
sure at which tires are run. 
Check the owner’s manual 
for your car — this Is where 
the load range data will be 
useful — and follow the 
recommended air pressure 
for the tires you now use.

The D epartm en t o f 
Transportation estimates 
that some 33 million tires a 
year are destroyed by under- 
inflation. This represents a 
loss of some $750 million to 
car owners. So remember, 
the few minutes a simple 
tire pressure check takes 
will save you money.

I f  you get a tire that Is 
larger than normally called 
for on a given car, this Is 
all right — ̂ as long as the 
wheel rim will accept the 
larger tire. Undersized tires 
could fall you In a sta’ess 
situation. An imderslzed tire 
will not safely carry the 
weight of your car and Its 
payload.

Another point about tire 
sizes. Be sure that the same 
tire sizes are In service on 
the same axle.

• « «
CUTS, BRUISES AND 

BUBBLES: Tires that have 
sustained actual damage are 
a serious safety hazard. A 
sidewall cut can let go when 
it’s least expected, some­
times with dls^trous re­
sults. So for sikfety’s sake 
check your tires for cuts, 
bruises and bubbles.

coin, you should never as a 
habit use the panic stop, 
or other such hard-driving 
techniques as late breaking, 
unless you absolutely must 
as an evasive maneuver.

Taking comers and curves 
at high speeds Is one of the 
best ways I  know to reduce 
tire mileage. When your car 
builds up a lot of forward 
momentum, and you ask 
the tires to absorb the side­
ways force of a quick turn, 
you’re burning mbber.

I f  you must drive over 
curbs or driveway entrances 
where you work or where 
you live, take them very 
slowly. A curb taken at high 
speed can do more damage 
to ply cords than the aver­
age driver knows, and a 
wheel can be deformed or 
even destroyed.

This kind of checking 
must be done with the tire 
free of the road, so that It 
can be spun and checked on 
the entire circumference of 
the tread as well as the 
sidewall that faces Into the 
car. I f  the tire rubber Is 
abraded over a considerable 
distance, and the tire looks 
as though It may be dam­
aged, there’s only one thing 
to do. Have the tire removed 
and the Inside checked for 
possible cord damage.

Bubbles that Indicate rub­
ber layer separation ' §re 
cause for immediate re­
placement also. A young tire 
w ith  a s id ew a ll bubble 
should be taken back to the 
point of purchase for war­
ranty consideration.

SUSPENSION ADJUST­

MENTS CRITICAL TOO: 
Proper alignment of a car’s 
front-end will help to get 
more miles out of a set of 
tires. And If you rotate tires 
regularly, accurate front- 
end alignment will Improve 
the wear of all road tires.

Another point to remem­
ber is that shock absorbers 
also should be checked reg­
ularly for effectiveness and 
correct operation. I f  the 
shocks are weak they won’t 
keep those tires on the road 
and frequent bouncing Im­
pact will take its toll in 
shortened tire life.

Competency Examinations Help 
Mechanics Earn Certification

I f  a car with an auto- 
matic transmission starts in 
all selector positions, what Is 
the cause o f the malfunc- 
Oon? What must be done to 
correct disc brakes that are 
overly sensitive to Ught ped­
al pressure?

In  165 cities throughout 
the country late this fall, 
mechanics will be answering 
similar questions contained 
In a four-part series of tests. 
Successful completion of the 
battery will demonstrate 
that an individual has the 
necessary competence and 
skills to be certified as a 
General Automobile Me­
chanic.

The voluntary mechanic 
certification program Is the 
first project of the National 
Institute fo r Automotive 
Service Excellence. Head­
quartered In Washington, 
D.C., the independent, non-, 
profit body was organized 
by concerned segments of 
the vehicle service industry 
to Improve the quality of 
automobile repairs through 
testing and educational 
projects.

The Institule will work 
with the public government 
and the service industry to 
create new approaches, new 
methods that will help bring 
into being improved auto­
mobile servicing standards 
and reliable measurements 
o f service competency.

On four consecutive 
Tuesday evenings, mechan­
ics will take an 80-question, 
multiple-choice examina­
tion on one o f the four au- ‘ 
tomobile areas in which a 
good mechanic should have 
knowledge.

Those passing all four 
tests and who have at least 
two years o f  automobile 
work experience will be cer­
tified, The recognition cer­
tificate will be valid for 
three years after which time 
a recertification test will be 
necessary.
?ach test will cost $10 and 

If the mechanic so chooses 
he may spread out comple­
tion of the battery over a 
one or two year period. A l­
though he Is recognized 
for successfully completing 
each parf, full certification 
will not be granted until all 
four tests have been passed.

Educational Testing Service, 
a nationally-known organi­
zation which will also ad­
minister and score the tests.

1116 questions do not re­
late to specific vehicle makes 
or models — domestic or 
imported, but focus instead 
on basic systems. The first 
covers power plants—a car’s 
basic engine, fuel induction, 
ignition and exhaust sys­
tems. The second asks ques­
tions about transmissions, 
clutches, drive-lines and 
axles.

Test number three In­
volves suspension steering 
and brake systems while the 
final test covers starting 
and charging systems, basic 
body, electrical and air- 
conditioning systems.

Those mechanics who do 
not pass the tests the first 
time, may retake an exam 
when it Is again offered six 
months later. It  was empha­
sized that mechanics who 
are competent In a given 
test area should pass the 
first time. Those who do 
not will find out In which 
areas skills are lacking so 
that they may prepare ac­
cordingly for eventual cer­
tification.
