BRIDGEPORT (AP) — A ‘‘sea of fire"" trapped and
killed three young brothers on the top floor of a four-story

tenement early today.

Asst. Fire Chief Joseph Von Ehr said it appeared two of
the young boys tried to escape the flames. He said their
bodies were found in a living room while the third
youngster was discovered in a rear bedroom.

Von Ehr identified the vie-
tims as Robert Russell, 8, and
his brothers, Rodney, 9, and
Larry, 10, Their mother, Doris
Russell, was admitted to
Bridgeport Hospital in
“serious” condition suffering
from lacerations and smoke in-
halation.

A fourth Russell child,
Dagothy, 11, was reported in
fair condition at Bridgeport
Hosptial where she was suf-
fering from smoke inhalation,

A hospital spokesman said a
girl identified as Deborah Lee,
20,, also was admitted in fair
condition with smoke inhala-
tion. Bhe was listed as a resi-
dent of the Russel apartment.

Mattresses blocking the front
door to the hallway were bur-
ning when firemen arrived and
caused ““an impediment (o get-
ting access to the front
stairway,'" he said.

“A back draft or smoke
explosion’” blew ‘‘a couple of
firemen out a back door' as
they tried to enter the hallway
from the rear, Von Ehr
reported. [

Seven firemen suffered
smoke inhaltion and minor cuts
battling the flames. Six of them
were hospitalized.

The six-family tenement
building included stores at
ground level. Firemen
evacuated the building which
suffered "‘heavy water .and
smoke damage," Von Ehr said.

The cause of the fire was not
determined immediately.

EDT to start the astronauts on
what could be a marathon
Journey,

Ten minutes later Mission
Control reported they were
safely in orbit more than 100
miles high.

The 85-ton space station had
passed over the Cape Kennedy
area minutes before launch and
when the astronauts achieved
orbit it was some 2,500 miles
northeast of them.

When the astronauts reached
orbit, the Skylab station was 2,-
500 miles ahead of them, over
the North Atlantic, and about
150 miles higher,

The astronauts: carry with
them three (folded gold-and-
silver shades, one of which they
liope to, erect to shadow the
Skylab from the sun and permit
them to take up oceupancy for a
record 28 days in space..They
also have tools that might free
4 jamuned . solar panel and
replacements for film and
medicing belleved to have beén
spoiled by the high heat in the
station’s cabin,

Preparing various sun shields
under a crash program almost
cpused another delay in the
astronaut liftoff, It already has
been postponed 10 days hecause
of the launch mishap that
ripped a-heat shield from the
Skylab on May 14,

Commander Conrad, with ad-
vice from the ground, will make
the decision on which of the
three sunshades to use after an
on-the-gpot assessment.

The astronauts plan to fly
around the Skylab first to
assess damage caused when the
heat shield was torn off 63
seconds after launch.

Experts estimate that, once a
shield'is erected over the sun-
baked craft, temperatures
ghould drop to a livable 60 to 70
degrees. within a day or two.

We have received an unsigned
letter from one who recalls our
attention to conditions that
were customs in Manchester
around the turn of the century,

Be it known that we had no
hospital in town then and often
the doctor's first knowledge of
an approaching birth was his
sudden call to attend it.

The letter writer's mother
was one of those women on
whom the doctors relied in each
neighborhood. They were not
mid-wives nor registered as
nurses, They asked for no pay.
They were just faithful sisters
to any other woman who needed
help. They put the affairs of
another and her family ahead of
their own during their emergen-
cy.

It ever lhere were angels on
earth those women should be
counted among them.

Here is the letter:

“I would like to pay tribute to
the late Dr, Joseph A. Higgins,
who came to Manchester in the
year of 1909 or 1810. My mother
was one of his first patients.

He came carrying a walking
cane. Later as he got more
patients, he asked my mother if
my brother (age 15) could drive
a buggy for him.

It was quite a struggle
making house calls, in all kinds
of rain and snowstorms.
Driving out into the country on
mud roads to reach the sick, My
brother then would have to take
the buggy to the livery-stable,
and walk home. My mother
always waited up for him, o
see he had something hot to
drink. ‘

Finally my brother got double
pheumonia and almost died.

Then the doctor brought one of
the first automobiles to
Manchester, It was white and

% green; quite an attraction. How

proud I was to get a ride in that
car.

The doctor's practice grew
fast. Now, so many babies were
being born in our neighborhood.
Babies were born in their
homes then, and at times, when
the doctor arrived, there was
nothing reatly, So the doctor
would say, ‘Go get your
Mother.' Mother would change
her big long apron, and away

she would go, playing nurse,
And I am sure in other
neighborhoods, - somebody’s
mother also had to play nurse,

Dr. Higgins' practice grew
very large and he became one
of Manchestersoutstanding do-
tors. To some he was a doctor;
to'others a friend; but to us he
was big brother. Dr. Higgins
died in 1926. Later his brother, a
Dr. Edwin Higgins, came to
Manchester and was just as
beloved as his brother Joseph
Higgins.

It was O.C's good fortune to
be very well acquainted with
one of those unheralded
heroines, and an account of her
many experiences would fill an
interesting book with tragedy,
comedy and down to earth
living humanity.

Dr. D.C.Y.Moore summoned
her to a case where & man 80
years old had a wife of 18 years
age. After a baby was born the
doctor said there was another
to follow, Although the mother
said *'no” the doctor could not
agree and so there was
"twins." When the doctor still
announced there was still
another the mother said
positively “*No more."

She could not help it but there
was a ftriplet born. She had,
however, made up her mind and
hence forth made no claim to
number three. She cared well
for “her twins"" but the old man
always had to do all the taring
for "his triplet."" To the best of
our knowledge many years
later the triplets had developed
into fine young people.

On another case to which Dr,
Moore had requested her aid
she was told by the young
mother about her youth in the
"old country” in Europe.

It seems a young man had
been granted permission to
take her to a fair in a
neighboring town. She said,
"When we were: leaving in the
morning my mother said ‘you

bring her back just like you
take her.' "' <

But he didn't. So they were
married and came to this coun-
try where they had their first-
born son. He grew.up o be fine
young fellow and became an of-
ficer in the U.S. Navy.

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Base Closings

Americans have nursed so long at
the federal breast that the mere
thought of having to get along on their
own gives them severe teething
problems.

Cries of anguish went up across the
land at the recent announcement by
the Department of Defense that it
planned to shut down or cut back 274
domestic military bases, eliminating
some 26,000 civilians and 16,600
military jobs.

Closing of the Air Force Base in
Laredo, Tex., claimed Mayor J.C.
Martin, will deprive his city of $15
million a year. "I was stunned,"” he
said. “We are economically depen-
dent on the base.”

In Rhode Island, where the Navy is
the state's largest employer,
Democratic Rep. Fernand St. Ger-
main predicted that closing of all
naval facilities in Newport would
have ‘'consequences that may ap-
proach that of the depression of the
'30's,"

As usual, Arizona Sen. Barry
Goldwater had a biting comment: “It
i ironic that members of Congress
who have yelled the loudest in recent
years for lower defense spending are
among those complaining because es-
tablishments in their states were
closed,”

A funny thing has been happening,
however, on the way to the closing.

As noted by Alan L. Otten in the
Wall Street Journal, “a dispropor-
tionately large share of military in-
stallations and defense contracts
seems to gravitate to the home areas
of high-ranking members of com-
mittees dealing with military
matters."

According to a survey by
Congressional Quarterly, he says,
two-thirds of the members of the
Senate and House Armed Services
committee represent states or dis-
tricts where military outlays are the
largest source of federal funds,

One city that will not be having
teething problems is New Orleans, -
which happens to be in the home dis-
trict of Rep. F. Edward Hebert, who
happens to be chairman of the House
Armed Services Committee.

Indeed, Rep. Hebert issued a press
release in March informing his con-
stituents that 1,700 new jobs and
millions of dollars in military payrolls
and construction outlays were coming
into the district — “‘undoubtedly the
largest single move made by any
branch of the military into the New
Orleans area in history,"

Some of the Navy personnel are
being transferred from Omaha. This
elicited a blast from Sen. Carl Curtis
of Nebraska who claimed that the
whole thing was “‘an attempt by the
Navy to cater to the demands and
wishes"" of Rep. Hebert and that
rather than saving money, the moves
would cost the taxpayers an extra
$41.5 million or more.

But all is not gloom for those com-
munities not fortunate enough to have
friends on the congressional military
committees.

According to Members of Congress
for Peace through Law, a group of
congressmen dedicated to trimming
the fat off defense budgets, the closing
of a base does not necessarily result in
economic disaster.

Preliminary findings in a study
being conducted be the MCPL show
that in communities which have
received special assistance after local
base closings, 79,456 defense-oriented
jobs were replaced by 80,762 new non-
defense jobs.

Moreover, base closings have
provided communities with
vocational and technical training
facilities for 10,000 students, 3,000
former military housing units to meet
civilian housing needs and facilities
for industrial parks and recreation
areas.

Nation of Phonies

WASHINGTON, D.C.+— In
many ways we have become a
nation of phonies. We call it
Memorial Day weekend, but it
I8 in fact a weekend dedicated
to gold-brickers that they may
loaf for three days instead of
one, the better to enjoy what
used to be an annual tribute to
our war dead.

The age, of course, is unsen-
timental, perhaps because
Americans have had so much
war during the past 32 years.
Yet it is sad that Memorial
Day’'s meaning passes un-
noticed by so many millions of
the citizenry. Its very unob-
trusiveness — no fireworks, no
gift-giving — would seem to
plead with a people not'to be too
worldly or cynical to spare a
moment's thought enroute to
the golf course or ball game for
the men who died in their wars.

There is no obligation to
proclaim as heroes these
millions of dead: Men who go to
‘war are not always the stuff of
which heroes are made. Most of
them admittedly would not
fight if the decision were theirs.
But that is what gives them an
authentic glory. By and large,
Americans are a peace-loving
people, and when they serve
honorably in a way they
deserve the gratitude of their
countrymen for doing well what
they abhor.

Gen. James Garfield, a Civil
War commander later to
become President, said it in his
speech at Arlington National
Cemetery on May 30, 1868: *'We
do not know one promise these
men made, one pledge they
gave, one word they spoke; but
we do know they summed up
and perfected by one supreme

“act the highest virtues of men

and citizens. For their country,
they accepted death.”

Admittedly, a touch florid for
1878, For one thing, none of
these men wanted to die. But
they did in effect ‘*accept
death” by serving. They
grumbled and sometimes
sought to avoid death by can-
trivance, by doing their best to
stay out of harm's way, but
they did their duty merely by
donning the uniform.

Even today, it is possible to
think well of a grandfather who
was wounded at Antietam and

.came back to fight at Get-

tysburg with the 15th
Massachusetts Volunteers,
Besides, John Tully happenéd
to be a fervent opponent of
slavery.

Indeed, in a day when

professional ideclogues fill the
air with their harangues on civil
rights, it seems at least sur-
prising that they are the first to
sneer at the idea of a Memorial
Day. True, the War Between
the States was a national
tragedy, but at least the men of
both sides put their lives on the
line for their beliefs instead of
carving peaceful and profitable
careers out of civil unrest,

Down with war. Of course,
down with war. However deep
the beliefs that produced it, the
Civil War was an American fol-
ly because it sent brother into
battle against brother, A hun-
dred years later, Vietnam has
taught vs that there are wars
that even we can’t win,
although we can salvage
something of our humanity by
recalling that at least we didn't
use The Bomb,

But, misguided or not, there
are wars in our history in which
Americans died, whether they
believed them just or simply a
necessary evil. We might re-
mind ourselves that Memorial
Day also honors those who gave
the nation its independence, and
those who fought Hitler in a
conflict waged on behalf of in-
ternational civil rights,

Finally, our indifference to
Memorial Day is sad because
the day comes at best time of
the year, when spring finally
has arrived — spring, hailed by
the poet Henry Timrod as
giving us "that nameless pathos
in the air which dwells with all
things fair."" For this reason, if
for no other, we should
remember those in military
graves for whom spring will
never come again.

What It’s About

It's an awesome game of
truth and consequences. Let us
hope we are learning the truth.
The Watergate participants are
learning the consequences, to
their rue, Thus far the story is
about the particular people —
what they did, whom they ac-
cused, how they defended
themselves; whom they give
the lie lo, whom they cor-
roborate. It makes fascinating
reading, in a nonstop-suspense
drama In which the nation’s
identity and perhaps its sanity
are at stake,

But assessing the scene as a
whole, following the Senate
committee hearings, watching
the story unfold in all its
majestic inevitability like a
tragic Greek enactment, the
question I keep asking is not
whom it's about but what it's
about.

Some of the immediate
answers are clear. In terms of
value it's about the honesty and
crookedness in high places, In
terms of power it's about the
arrogance and corruptions of
power. In terms of institutions
it's about the Presidency and
elections and the curious ways
we have of financing cam-
paigns.

But after we have said this,
something has still eluded us, in

many ways the most crucial
something. As the whole
episode has unraveled, from the
first bug and blueprint and
game plan to the last disclosure
in the Senate hearings and the
grand jury and the courts, it
has been about the centrality of
the image in our time,

To say this is to say that it's
about secrecy and exposure,
about imagemaking and image
manipulation, about the power
of the government (open and
secret) to shape its images, and
the ‘counterpower of the press
and other media to reshape
them.

In the process of learning
something about image-making
and image-breaking, we are
also getting a glimpse of the
misty, dark nether world which
attaches itself to any ad-
ministration, especially one as
deliberate about managing im-
ages as the Nixon Administra-
tion.

It is a world that worships the
bottom-line resultism,
whateyer the means used to
achleve the results. It is a world
of narrow, gimlet-eyed
technicians, some (not all) of
whom may also be fanantics,
driven by a sense of the enemy
and a destructive loyalty to the
“‘boss" which may lead them Lo

they are doing, presumably in
his behalf.

It is a world of shoddy prin-
ciples and shabby values. It
doesn't even have the derring-
do of the high flown superman
spy tales. It is a sneaking,
skulking world of grown men
engaged in forging documents,
stealing letterheads, mailing
out scandalous libels, furtively
buying burglary tools, listening
to endless phone conversations,
rifling psychiatrists’ files. It is
a cutthroat world of threat and
counterthreat and blackmail.

Then, as soon as the lies get
unstuck and patches of light
come. through the bedraggled
shutters, it is a world of
snilching and telling to save
one's skin at the expense of
others, of coldly trading off dai-
ly doses of dramatic news leaks
against the promise of immuni-
ty. It is a world of cloak-and-
dagger men in the service of the
image technicians, and
breaking-and-entry men in the
service of both, and smart
lawyers in the service of all
three.

It is a tawdry nether world, I
know something like it will crop
up again, but I trust never with
so much ugliness. The press has
emerged well from it, with a
prestige it hasn't enjoyed since
the attacks on it began. This is
all to the good. But all the
media would do well to
remember that contral to their
whole enterprise is the shaping
of political images, and that the
effort to select and distort those
images Is what the whole
Watergate project was about.

Very self-conscious about the
agency origins of H.R. (Bob)
Haldeman and John
Ehrlichman, the advertising
fraternity is asking itself some
soil-searching questions these
days. Is this what the whole
packaging, branding,
ballyhooing, image-managing
stuff is all about?

The soul-seaching is bound to
be healthy. There are honest as
well as dishonest admen. There
are those who care about being
citizens as well astechnicians.

But the media people must
also remember that they are
the image purveyors.
Everything is aimed at the
readers and listeneQ'vthmugh
their mediation. 'What s
hidden, what is leaked, what is
disclosed, how it is presented —
this depends on the media, They
have become one of the great
power institutions of this socie-
ty. Necessarily, they are in an
adversary relation to any and
every administration. But the
First Amendment means that
the administration cannot be in
an adversary relation to them,
and hit back-at them.

Today they are riding high,
because the earlier Agnew at-
tacks and the Clay T.
Whitehead intimidations and
the Watergate shenanigans
have all come a cropper. But in
long-range terms we in the
media must be aware of our
power, not only to track down
culprits but also to distort for

our own political preferences
the images that file through the
passes we guard. This puls a
special responsibility on us.

Shipyard
Workers
Suspended

GROTON (AP) — A
spokesman for the Electric
Boat Division of General
Dynamics Corp. said Thursday
that 52 workers at the Groton
shipyard have been suspended
without pay following a wildcat
walkout Tuesday.

8.J. Wornom, public affairs
director for Electric Boat, said
the workers, members of the
International Brotherhood of
Electrical Workers local at the
shipyard, were suspended
because of “a wildeat illegal
work stoppage.” He did not in-
dicate how long the suspensions
would remain in effect.

A union spokesman said the
workers were among 70 IBEW
members who left work to at-
tend a special union meeting
called to discuss ‘‘mistreat-
ment of union members." He
declined to elaborate.

The company termed the
walkout a violation of the con-
tract between Electric Boat
and the Metal Trades Council,
an organization composed of 12
separate unions that represent
workers at the submarine
shipyard,

One union official said the in-
cident stemmed from continued
worker unrest following the
company's shutdown of the
shipyard on a Saturday in April.
The company maintained the
shutdown resulted from a lack
of work, but the union said it
came after company executives
toured the plant and com-
plained about workers being
idle.

FAA Sets
New Rules
For Pilots

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Sweeping new rules which
could ground a number of
veteran private and commer-
cial pilots will go into effect
Nov. 1,

FAA officials said the
tightened requirements will
affect student pilots, private
pllots, instructors and commer-
cial pilots—those who fly
executive aireraft.

In order to upgrade flying
skills to handle the larger and
faster private and business air-
craft produced in recent years,
the FAA ruled that, after Nov.
I, all private and commercial
pilots must take a flight review
every two years;

Currently there is no such
requirement for pilots of small
planes. An FAA spokesman
said the biennial flight review
will not be a flight check, such
as is required of airline pilots,
but rather a survey in which a
flight instructor will note any
weaknesses in plloti?i and ad-
yise the pilot how 10 remedy
them.

One year later, on Nov. 1,
1974,, instrument ratings will
become compulsory. Currently
privafe fliers are not required
to prove ability to fly by in-
struments,

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We think of rhododendrons as
luxuriant large shrubs bearing
lovely masses of bloom in
white, or pink or rose, but a
biuve ribbon was awarded Sun-
day in the state show of the
Rhododendron Society of
Connecticut to a miniature
plant that grows about two in-
ches tall,

The little rhododendron was
entered by Anthony Angelini of
Torrington and the blossom was
shown in a tiny bud vase. It is a
rhododendron that can be
grown as a ground cover,

Best of show in the exhibit at
the Pond House in Elizabeth
Park, Hartford, was another
small rhododendron, a dwarf
type of Carolinianum, also
white, Dr. Frederick Serbin of

Then in spite of the fact that
most flowers are blooming ear-
ly this spring, the rhododen-
drons seemingly took their own
sweel time about coming into
flower. The azaleas were ready
but the rhodedendrons would

have profited by the extra
week.

Guy Wallis and Gunther
Winkler are both engineers at
Pratt & Whitney Aircraft, but
were not acquainted until they
met at the Rhododendron Socle-
ty. Now both are not only
growers but amateur
hybridizers, choosing parent
plants, crossing one with
another and growing seedlings
which they hope will be new,
different and important
hybrids.

Bloomfield entered a small °

branch of his plant, with four
blossom clusters, each about
two inches in diameter.

Best of show among azaleas
was a deep pink bloom of the
Elsie Lee variety entered by
Rudy Berg of Groton. It was of
normal size for an azalea but
the show made the point that
azaleas and rhododendrons,
classified together as a single
genus, are plants of great diver-
sity. Dr. Donald Wyman of the
Arnold Arboretum says there
are 4,000 kinds, and the number
grows each year as new hybrid
crosses are produced.

Wapping Man President

East-of-the-river growers had
prominent parts in the state
show. Guy Wallis Jr. of Wap-
ping is president of the state
chapter of the Rhodododen-
drom Society, and Gunther
Winkler of Bolton was exhibit

an.

Exhibitors came from as far
away as Riverton, Bridgeport
and Groton, but Mr. Winkler
thought the show was held a
week early for best results, The
Connecticut peoplé ran into
competition fron a national
show in Pittsburgh scheduled
this coming weekend. Some of
their best exhibitors and all the
people they wanted as judges
were to be in Pittshurgh.

Look for Yellow Flower

Both of them, like other
hybridizers, are hoping for a
yellow rhododendron that will
be hardy enough to survive New
England winters. Mr. Wallis
has started with a native white
Catawba rhododendron for har-
diness ant crossed it with two
varieties that have some yellow
color In the blooms. Seedlings
will bloom for the first time
when they are about seven
years old and then he can select
the best of these for further
crosses.

Mr. Winkler, starting with

different parents, is doing much

the same thing, and since it
may take several generations
to produce a desirable new
plant, they are both embarked
on what could be a lifetime
project.

Mr. Wallis, from his study of

the subjéct, does not expect
much yellow color to appear in
the first generalion,
“Realistically, he admits the
possibility that he may never
find what he is looking for. In
the meantime, he is following
an interesting hobby that
provides beautiful flowers for
the Wallis garden.

Assessed

BOSTON (AP) — Gasoline
will be available in New
England during the Memorial
Day weekend but low-lead fuel
may be in short supply in some
areas, the Massachuseits Divi-
sion of the American
Automobile Association says.

The AAA report was based on
spot checks Thursday with ser-
vice stalions in key areas and
with independent agencies,

AAA said its survey showed
this situation:

or

Massachusetts —gasoline
generally available except for a
shortage of low-cost, low-lead
fuel in the Boston metropolitan
area,

For New Hampshire—near
normal supplies in all areas.

For Maine—short supply of
low-lead gasoline, with some
stations open shorter hours.

For Connecticut—short supp-
ly of low-lead in the Hartford
area. Possible shortages at
stations in Fairfield and
Greenwich and on the Connec-
ticut Turnpike in Fairfield and
Branford. Some stations may
limit sales to 10 gallons per car.

For Rhode Island—short
supply of low-lead in the
Providence area. Some stations
plan to close Sunday but reopen
Monday.

For, New York—Amoco
stations on New York City
parkways limiting sales to 10
gallons per vehicle. Amoco and
Chevron stations on the New
York Thruway between Tappan
Zee Bridge and Rochester are
limiting sales to 10 gallons.

Infoline Cuts Red Tapé

For Those With Problem

(Herald Reportér)

Slicing through the system,
Infoline is like great big
scissors cutting red
tape. It's a knight in white ar-
mor coming down the pike
trying to find answers for peo-
ple with problems."

That is how Michael Speciale,
assistant coordinator of In-
foline, envisioned the free, con-
fidential referral service, as he
explained its functions to a
Manchester study group touring
Infoline's West Hartford
facilities recently.

Infoline, also known as
Helpline, tries to find answers
Lo the problems of residents in
the Greater Hartford area 24
hours a day and seven days a
week. By dialing 521-7150,
callers will be provided with ac-
curate information, help to sort
out problems presented,
receive counselling if necessary
and then will be connected with
an appropriate agency,
Speciale told the group.

referral service receives and
how the calls are handled,

“Infoline is the in s
not the expert, but its staff
knows how to get the
system,” Speciale told them.
“It is not a provider of services,
and though it receives a lot of
legal questions, it is not a
lawyer. It just tries to find
answers,"" he added.”

The types of problems it
handles, he said, are those con-
cerning family, employment,
mental and physical health,
welfare, legal aid, housing,
finances, children, youth, old
age, recreation, and consumer
protection,

The group concensus was that
Infoline is a valuable resource
for Manchester, especially in
the area of after-hours mental
health crisis calls.

Thursday, Speciale was in
Manchester to discuss Infoline
with members of the Communi-
ty Services Council at its
luncheon meeting at
Manchester Country Club.

“During the first four months
of 1873," he said, ““Infoline has
received 54 calls frem
Manchester. This is 3.46 per
cent of all calls received from
the Capitol Region, although
Manchester represents 7.4 per
cent of the population in the
Capitol Region.”

He said that 39 of the calls
from Manchester came during
business hours; 13 were made
between § p.m. and midnight;
and 2 between midnight and 6
a.m. Four of the 39 calls were
placed by agencies, one from
Manchester Memorial
Hospital, one from the town
health officer, one from Child
and Family Services, and one
from an unidentified agency, he
said.

The calls, he said, came from
people without jobs, with in-
adequate income problems,
hazardous living conditions,
transportation difficulties,
legal or physical problems,
marital or family conflict, in-
adequate home and family
management, need of day care,
inadequate housing, family at-
titude problems, and one in-
stance of problems arising

from the

of social disability.

He said that, in a small
percentage of the calls, there
was no service that was
awnilahl le, but in most cases,
people recelved satisfactory or
at least partial belp. About 23
per cent of the callers were
able to solve.their problems
themselves, he said.

A special feature of Infoline
is that a follow-up is done on all
calls to be sure that
have been given and that
caller is satisfied, he said.

Manchester Memorial
Hospital, Hartford's hospitals
and the Newington Children's
Hospital, are active par-
ticipants with Infoline, and
view their participation as an
extension of service already
provided through their various
hospital departments.

An information and referral
service, such as Infoline, can
only show you the tip of the
lceberg, but that tip is a
barometer for community
problems,” a member of the In-
foline staff recently said while
summing up facts from the
referral services annual report.

The report states, ‘'Not only
is there a difference in the
types of problems presented by
various age groups, but there are
also some marked differences
in the types of problem calls
that arise from the various
towns in the Capitol Region.”

If you live in Hartford, finan-
cial and transportation
problems would plague you
more than your suburban
counterpart. But if you live in
the suburbs, you are more in
need of advice regarding legal
assistance, mental health care
and family problems, the report
points out,

“Family breakup problems,
as presented to Infoline, are
three times as prevalent in the
suburban towns as they are in
Hartford,'" says the report.

Four men pleaded guilty to
companion charges of illegal
possession of marijuana
Thursday in court. The four,
originally charged with illegal

Both were extradited earlier

The two have been taken to
State Prison at Somers to begin
serving their sentences.

Cheneys Had Big Impact
On Manchester’s Growth

SOL R. COHEN
(Herald Reporter)

For. anyone not living in
Manchester during the glorious
Cheney years, it is understan:
dably difficult to appreciate the
impact the Cheney family had
on the town In every sphere of
aclivity.

There was something in the
character of the people who
comprised the Cheney clan that
went far beyond self interest
and economic goals.

The Cheneys were successful
businessmen who had a high
sense of civic responsibility.
They were genuinely interested
in their employes and their
problems and they were proud
of the community growing up
around their factories.

Basicdlly, they believed
business and community rose
and declined in concert,

The Cheney family, even
before it built its first factory.in
1838 at Hop Brook and drew its

power through a water wheel,
and through the years to 1955,
when it sold its name and
facilities to J.P. Stevens Co.,
was deeply involved in all
aspects of Manchester’s life
blood — its culture, its schools,
its business and its govern-
ment,

Cheney Bros. was sold by J.P.
Stevens to LaFrance In-
dustries, which sold it to the
present owner, the Geri Co, of
New York, a family-owned
operation again which employes
about 400 persons.

The Pioneer Parachute Co,,
one of Marnchester's top com-
pany's today, was formed by
Cheney's in 1938,

Manchester, still known the
world over as “The Silk City,"
took on the slogan, also, of “A
City of Village Charm."

The Connecticut Manchester

-18 the third largest municipality

by that name in the world, sur-
passed only by Manchester;
England and Man_chester, N.H.

Historic Gavel

Among the treasures of the
Manchester Board of Realtors
fhresenled many years ago by

e National Association of
Real Estate Boards is a
historical gavel,

It is made of wood grown at
George Waghington's home at
Mount Vernon and Thomas
Jefferson's home at Monticello;
The steel is from the USS
Missouri, on whose
quarterdeck the Japanese
surrendered to General of the
Army MacArthur and Fleet Ad-
miral Nimitz,

At & ceremony held on the
evening of Nov. 11, 1046, during
the Altantic City convention of
the nmational association,
Charles C. Wall, representing
the Mount Vernon Ladies
Association, made a symbolic
presentation of the wo';o: from
George Washington's home o
Boyd T. Barnard, then presi-
dent of the national assoclation

'(NAREB).

Mr. Henry Alan Johnston,
vice president of the Thomas
Jetferson Memorial Founda-
tion, appeared and made a
similar presentation of woad
from Monticello,

Capt. Logan Ramsey, com-
manding officer, Naval Air
Bases, Fourth Naval District,
represented the Uniled States
Navy and presented the historic
steel from the battleship
Missourt.

President Barnard, in
receiving these presentations,
announced that from the Mount
Vernon and Monticello wood
and the USS Missouri steel,
gavels would be made for
presentation to each other of
the member bdards of the
National Association of Real
Estate Boards.

It required approximately a
year-and-a-hali to season the

Despite the Cheney influence
in all facets of town activities,
Manchester never typified the
usual ‘‘company town,"
possibly because It was a
humanistic, not paternalistic,
attitude the Cheneys had.

It was in the early 1900's that
the company's close bond with

community became cemented
in all endeavors of living.
wood and to fashion the gavels.
The. steel plate from the USS
Missouri had to be remelted
and treated in order that it
might be rolled into sheets,
This service was contributed by
the Carnegie Illinois Steel Cor-
poration. From the thin sheets
were made bands to encircle
the gavel heads and descriptive
plates for the boxes which con-
tain the gavels. They read:

“This gavel Is presented to
the member board receiving it
as a memento of World War 11
and of the services rendered by
Realtors everywhere to their
country during the war years. It
is a blending of the old and the
new — the old ideals that guided
this country through its infancy
and the new strength that
protected it in its recent days of
peril,

““This gavel should be
returned to the National
Association of Real Estate
Boards if the Board recelving it
ceases, for any reason, to be a
member of the NAREB.”

The National Association of
Real Estate Boards'
The gavel is presently in the

custody of Louis Dimock, presi- .

dent of the Manchester board,
and at the completion of his
term of office, it will be pasgsed
on to his successor who then has
the custody of the gavel during
his term of office.

It purchased hundreds of
acres of land, which it sold at
low prices to workers for house
lots, or which it used for houses
it rented out to its workers,

It built and macadamized
roads in the vicinity of the plant
and it built schools in the south
end of town. A boarding house
for 100 teachers was erected, a
library was started, water, gas
and electric plants were con-
structed, a fire department es-
tablished, and a short-spur
railroad operated. A Cheney
Hall was constructed for plays,
productions, meetings, dances
and speeches, and even a public
bath facility erected on Main
St. for the use of those town
residents who had none of their
own.

The schools it built were in
the old Ninth District — later
absorbed by the town. In 1815,

the State of Connefticut es-

tablished the State Trade

ucation Shop on School St.;
now called Howell Cheney
Technical School in its modern
building and housed on W. Mid-
dle Tpke. Both are direct
descendents of a textile appren-
tice school set up about 1910 in
Cheney Bros, mills,

Mary Cheney Library near
the Center still has books from
the old South Manchester
Public Library, established on
Wells St. by the Cheneys, The
books were saved in the 1013
‘Great School Fire.

Before the Wells St. library
was established, space was

* provided for them in Cheney

Hall, and before then, they
were circulated among the
workers at the mills,

The idea of a Cheney library
started when the girl workers
brought books to the mills, to
read to each other and to
lighten the monotony, When
production increased
noticeably, the workers and the
company contributed funds for
purchasing new books.

Christopher Spencer, a
Manchester native and
superintendent of Cheney Mills
machine shop, produced and
patented the Spencer repeating
rifle in 1860. He was encouraged
by the Cheneys,

President Abraham Lincoln
personally tested the rifle at the
request of the Cheneys and
Spencer. The federal govern-
ment ordered 222,000 pieces and
used some of them at the Battle
of Gettysburg.

The rifle was designed and
perfected at Cheney's
Manchester plant and was
manufactured in Boston,

Because Hop Brook had no
great water supply, Cheney
Bros. built the Taylor Reser-
voir for its manufacturing and
fire-protection neells and for
supplying homes near ts mill
area.

PRESTIGE AREA

In 1889, when the need
developed for still more water,
the company organized the
South Manchester Water Co., a
wholly owned Cheney sub-
sidiary, and constructed Porter
Reservoir and then Howard
Reservoir. The company
supplied most of the water for
people in the area south of Mid-
dle Tpke. and west of Autumn
st.

Later still, the company built
Globe Hollow Reservoir. Even-
tually, the entire water system,
including the huge Globe
Hollow tract, was purchased by
the town. It included the
privately owned Manchester
Country Club, which stood on
Cheney-owned land and now
stands on town-owned land.

The Cheneys built a gas plant
to supply lighting for the mills,
for Cheney-family residences
and for workers’ homes, with
the gas generated from coal,
The plant was expanded later to
supply most of Manchester. It
was sold to the Hartford Gas
Co

When the shift came to elec-
tricity, Cheneys built and incor-
parated the Manchester Elec-
tric Co, — servicing not only the
mills; but the entire town as
well,

The company had a steam-
generating plant near the mills
and a water-powered auxiliary
on the Hockanum River near N,
Main St, — actually, on Union
Pond. The North End plant and
the pond were acquired later by
the Town of Manchester. The
electric company was sold by
Cheneys in 1937 to the Connec-
ticut Power Co.

Probably the most interesting
and romantic of Cheney’s
auxiliary enterprises was the
South Manchester R.R. Less
than two miles long, it was con-
sidered the shortest rallroad in
the United States and, possjbly,
the only family-owned railroad
at the time.

Built aboyt 1859 by the Hart-
ford, Providence and Fishkill
R.R. Co. and operated by it for
10 years, it was chartered in
1866 by the state Jegislature as
the South Manchester R.R.
Cheneys acquired it about 1869.

In the 1880's, the line ran 18
passenger trains daily betwéen
the north and south sections of

town. In addition to bringing
Cheney workers to and from the
plant and their homes, it also
carried freight,

The number of passenger
trains dropped to eight a day
when trolleys and automobiles
began to appear on the streets
of Manchester. Still, even in
1023, the last year it was’
operated by the Cheneys, it
carried 136,789 passengers. The
line was taken over by The New
Haven R.R. — later the Penn
Central.

The Cheneys built many
houses and cottages for their
workers on a rental basis —
with the policy of selling them
to. the renters on reasonable
terms, whehever pogsible. The
Cheneys were proud of their
policy of no tenements and no
slums,

In 1837, in a giant three-day
auction, Cheney Bros. disposed
of 248 separate parcels,
assessed at a total of $1,081,000,
The public sale brought $831-
275, for 75.1 per cent of the
assessed value. The proceeds of
the sale went to the
Reconstruction Finance Corp.,
toward payment of a federal
loan.

Those persons who were ren-
ting the properties had first
chance to purchase them and 61
renter-families did just that.

Timothy Cheney’s Legacy

Story by
June B. Tompkins

When Timothy Cheney, clockmaker, farmer
and miller, built his home on Hartford Rd.
sometime around 1780, he probably un-
knowingly established a precedent for quality
home building for his heirs and descendents.

As the pictures on this page will attest, the
original model was well followed for good
design, classic architecture, comfort, and
magnificent landscaping achieved mainly by
leaving the surrounding grounds in their
natural setting.

Complemented by appropriate shrubbery
and flowering trees-every home in the Cheney

compound, though individual, fits into a
beautiful park-like setting in the South of
Manchester.

A variety of stately trees provides large
areas of cool shade in summer. In the fall, the
spacious rolling lawns are carpeted in riotous
autumn foliage — the mass of bright yellow
leaves around the former Rush Cheney man-
sion, in particular, brings a new brightness to
the dark brick building.

Although the Cheney homes were within a
short walking distance of each other, privacy
was maintained by scenic driveways that
curved around the great estates, the gardens
specially tended by members of the Cheney

family, and the non-symmetry of the location
of the homes,

It may have been the impression of the
Cheney residential area which inspired the
epithetical phrase — Manchester, a city of
village charm. It is pleasant to see that, in
spite of the houses that mushroomed like so
many boxes during the World War II years,
there are stjll many shaded streets and
properties that have not been afflicted by
eager bulldozers.

Manchester’s physical charm is still evident
in the obvious efforts of its residents to plant
trees where others have been uprooted, and to
plan attractive landscaping.

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U.S.Trade Surplus
Recorded In April

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
United States recorded its first
trade surplus in 18 months
during April, Secretary of
Commerce Frederick Dent said
Thursday.

Dent noted that April was the
third straight month that
exports reached new record
levels, while imports declined
for the second month.

But Dent said he could not yet

predict that the nation is in a per-

manent trade surplus position.

He released ‘the figures one
day earlier than usual at a
special news conference. It was
unusual for the country's trade
figures to be announced in this
way, Usually they are an-
nounced in-a Commerce
Department press release.

Exports exeeded imports
during April by $196.3 million.
Much of the favorable shift in
the trade balance resulted from
a decline in imports from
Canada.

Dent said the trade figures in-
dicate that the two devaluations
of the U.S. dollars in the past
two years ‘‘are having a
stimulating effect on sales of
U.S -made goods .,."

Other factors, he said, are an
economic boom abroad and a
slowing of purchases of forelgn
products,

The United States had a trade
deficit of $5.3 billion in 1972 and
a deficit of $2 billion in 1971, the
first trade deficits in recent
Amerlean history.

Dent noted that despite the
April surplus, the trade deficit
for the first four months of the
year was al an annual rate of
$1.9 billion, meaning that if the
performance of the first four
months continued throughout
the year the year-end deficit
would be $1.9 billion,

The last previous monthly
surplus was in September of
1971 when it was $308 million,

The floodwaters of the
Mississippi River are receding
at Ste. Genevieve, Mo.
Townspeople find their lives
slowly returning to normal; and

Fractured Hand
Sidelines Griffin

BOSTON (AP) — Doug Griffin of the Boston Red Sox is a

man of many falls.

He courts disaster as a second

baseman, fearless of any runner while making the pivot on

a double play,

A slender 6-footer, listed at
170 pounds, Griffin is upended
with unusual regularlity,
Somehow he escapes with
minor culs and bruises.
