The Manchester Board of
Education ' Wednesday night un-
animously approved 1073-1974
budget cuts of $270 491 to bring
the operating budget in line

The largest reduction — $147,-
373 — was made in the area of
salary items. Cuts were also
made In projects, supplies,
transportation for special
education students, buildings
and grounds, equipment, stu-
dent activities, and field trips.

Beldon Schaffer, chairman of
the board's personnel and
finance committee (which

.made the budget cut

recommendations) said “‘we're
cutting the budget to the bone,”
He noted that the reductions
don't allow for a contingency
fund, and administration of an
$11.1 million budget without a
contingency fund will be
“tough.”

Schaffer said that the board

HARTFORD (AP) — Connecticut State Employes
Association officials say the $300 bonuses for state
employes anounced by Gov. Thomas J, Meskill is *‘a step

in the right direction.”

But CSEA President Thomas
Lyon and Executive director
Edward Gallant noted that $300
is less than half the amount
they had requested from
Meskill. They added that a
special delegate meeting still is
scheduled for Friday with the
agenda calling for discussion of
a possible work stoppage, work
slowdown or political action by
state workers,

CSEA had argued that,
because of recent increases in
the cost of living, state
employes should be given an ad-
ditional $750 over a 12 month
period. Friday's meeting was
called after the General
Assembly refused to include a
cost-of-living raise in the fiscal
1974 state budget, which
becomes effective July 1.

Gallant said $300 was about 4
per cent of the average state
employe salary,

“The fact that it is a lump
sum is of special a value,”
Gallant explained, “‘It's a chunk
of money people can get their
hands onto.”

Lyon added that the CSEA
would continue to work for a
cost-of-living raise for state
employes next year:

Talks Center On NATO

Pompidou Warns

Nixon A

gainst

Unilateral Action

REYKJAVIK, Iceland (AP) — President Georges Pom-
pidou of France warned President Nixon today that there
would be “great danger' in any unilateral cutback: of
America's 300,000 strong military force in Europe.

In the first session of the
French-American summit con-
ference, the two leaders ranged
widely over the problems con:
fronting the North Atlantic
Treaty Organization

Their exchanges were ‘‘very
useéful and constructive,” a
French spokesman said after
the 2%-hour meeting which ran
on 30 minutes beyond its
scheduled span,

While Nixon and Pompidou
were [ocusing on the political
and strategic issues of the tran-
satlantic  partnership, their
foreign and finance ministers
were meeting separately on the
more practical and technical
problems that divide the United
States and France,

Secretary of State William P,
Rogers and Fareign Minister
Michel Jobert examined the
tense situation in the Mideast,
in Vietnam where a frail peace
settlement is barely hanging
together and in Cambodia
where [ighting persists. On
each of these issues there were
gaps between the two sides.

On the money, lrade and
economic front, Treasury
Secretary George P, Shultz and
Finance Minister Valery
Giscard d'Estaing discussed
ways in which key governments
can act to help restore a stable
world monelary system. Here,
too, American and French
ideas differed.

Ronald L. Ziegler, White
House press secretary, told
newsmen the emphasis in the
first presidential exchanges
was on “'the eyolution in the
future of the Atlantic alllance.”

He reported that Henry A.
Kissinger, the President's ad-
viser on national security af-
fairs, sat in the entire session,
Pompidou was accompanied
only by his own interpreter.

In discussion of the future of
the transatlantic partnership
Pompidou, according to his
spokesman, Insisted on “the
extraordinary [mportance of
the presence of U.S. troops in
Europe and on the great danger
of a unilateral reduction of
these troops."

His meaning, on the basis of
known French positions,
seemed clear, +

Pompidou was signalling, in
the first place, France would
resist any U.S. move to bargain
defense concessions to the
European allies for economic
concessions,

The Nixon administration has

disavowed any such intention.

The French, nevertheless,
suspect deals of this kind could
result from Kissinger's
proposal for linking
negotiations on transatlantic
political, defense and economic
subjects,

The French leader also Had in
mind the current conference in
Vienna on East-West force
culs.

France has stayed out of
these talks,

In the French view they could
lead to an imbalance, with the
Western powers left in a
weaker position in relation to
the arms and armies of Com-
munist Europe

The - plants have aroused
much controversy, but you'd
wonder why if this program
were your sole guide to the sub-
ject. It's so low-key and dis-
passionate, it may cause
slumber instead of interest.

To its credit, it does correctly
emphasize that there'll be no
mushroom cloud of an atomic
explosion even if the worst
happens at a nuclear plant; the
plants are in no way potential
A-bombs.

And it does let opposing fac-
tions on the show discuss at
length the safety of nuclear
power plants, where the,
primary danger in a major ac-
cident would be a “venting’' of
radioactive matter into the air
or ground.

But nowhere in the show is
there a specific example of any
kind of‘mishap or incident at a
nuclear power plant,

Such an example, with {l-
lustratios and expert opinion on
what went wrong and why,
would have greatly helped
viewers decide whether present
safeguards are adequate or if
more are needed.

According to _an Atomic
Energy Commission
spokesman, there has been only
one radiological accident —
which he defined as a serious
incident resulting in plant
damage or human injury — in
the history of any commercial
nuclear plant in the United
States.

He sald no ‘one was hurt in
that accident, which occurred
in the reactor section of a small
plant near Detroit in 1966.

Through the show, we visit
operating plants, hear experts
and critics of AEC safety
guidelines, visit the worlds of
thermal pollution and nuclear
wasle storage and examine
other potential. sources ‘of
power. '

All this makes the show seem
too broad and diffused. For my
dough, it would have had far
more impact had it truly con-
centrated on the continuing
debate over the safety of
nuclear power plants.

Air Waves Access
Issue Now Back
In FCC’s Lap

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Supreme Court has left to
Congress and the Federal Comn-
munications Commission the
question of access-on-demand
to-air time on the nation's radio
and television stations.

The court held 7 to 2 Monday
that neither the Constitution
nor federal legislation requires
broadeasters to sell time for
statements on public issues as
they sell time for commercials.

However, the majority opi-
nion indicated there exists no
prohibition to having some
form of access on demand.

The ruling removed a major
question for the FCC, which can
now conclude a two-year
examination of the issue,

“To some extent, it's been
wailing for this,” an FCC
spokesman said, adding that a
commission pronouncement
could be expected within the
year.

The study has focused on the
way commission regulation
works to bring ‘‘fairness” to
presentation of public issues,
and the question of access,
whether by commercials or a
paid editorial on a public issue.

“Rather, the point is that
Congress has chosen to leave
such questions with (fie com-
mission to which it has given
the flexibility to experiment
with new ideas as changing con-
ditions'require," Burger stated,

“Conceivably at some future
date, Congress or the commis-
sion — or the broadcasters —
may devise some kind of
limited right of access that is
both practicable and
desirable,”” he wrote. Burger
pointed to the fact that the FCC
already has proposed a regula-
tion requiring cable television
systems to keep open a public
access channel.

In any event, he continued,
the activities of the commission
over a period of 40 years reflect
a search for reasonable regula-
tion compatible with the First
Amendment.

Everything moves fast in our
society, even the slowings-
down, There has been a slwing-
down of the passionalé
movements, a new mood in the
inner cities and also on coliege
campuses, a quieter
atmosphere in the courtroom,
a slower pace of constitutional
interpretation.

It is
likely to show itself viable for
some time. College girls
graduating today look forward
to marriage and children. But
with a difference. They will not
give up their training for jobs
and careers, and in them they
will demand and get equal
treatment with men. And inside
the family, women have found
their identities as persons, and
while the nuclear family will
survive, it will never be the
same again.

If T understand the current
state of the values of the young,
you are no longer focused on
demonstrations and activisms
for their own sake., Bul you

have nol become apathetic or -

You are rather
part of a values shift from
making a living to making a
life, from acquisitive and power
values to those of fulfillment
and wholeness. I read you as
wanting to find a new kind of
authenticity in your lives, new
connections with each other, a
greater simplicity and
naturalness in the ways you
live.

Why The Canadians Are Pulling Qut

SAIGON (AP) — Canada has
pulled dut of the four-nation
Vietnam peacekeeping ‘force
because it is convinced North
and South Vietnam cannot be
stayed from a return to
fullscale warfare.

The Canadian assessment s
that the weakness of the
ceasefire agreement, the un-
cooperativeness of the
Hungarian and Polish members
of the cease-fire commission
and the attitudes of both Viet-
namese sides must lead in-
evitably lo renewed war,

Senior Canadians in Saigon
say it has become more and
more apparent that the Viet-
namese sides are drifting
toward a “fatal acceptance"' of
a military rather than a
political solution to their
differences,

These Canadians even offered
a war timetable recently, The
Viet Cong and the North Viet-
namese are now in a position to
mount limited offensive
operations, they said. By the
end of the monsoons in October,
the Communist side probably
will be able lo mount an offen-
sive on the same scale as the
massive offensive in the spring
of 1972, the Canadlans es-
timated.

It was just this sort of even-
tuality that the four-nation
International Commission of
Control and Supervision was
sent to Vietnam in February to
prevent. Canada's throwing in
the towel seriously weakens the
peacekeeping force’s potential,
most observers here feel,

Maine
‘Shifting’
Tourists

PORTLAND, Maine (AP) —
The buildup of summer people
on the Maine Coast has led the
state for the first time to do
something about it: move the
tourists inland.

“We got people in southern
Maine who'd like to blow up the
bridge' at Kittery so no out-
siders could get to the coast,
says Roger N. Woodcock of the
Department of Commerce and
Industry (DCI).

The DCI is now promoting
package tours aimed at
achieving a more ‘‘equitable"’
distribution of summer visitors
in the Pine Tree State,

That means directing tourists
away from the more passive
glories of coast watching to all
that hiking, climbing and
fishing to be done in Maine's
vast “‘outback."”

An angler intent on trout can
plunk down $240 and be flown by
float plane to four days of
fishing at the remote Buckhorn
Camp on Jo-Mary Lake or pay
$410 to go on a week-long
"'guided deluxe canoeing adven-
ture' on the Allagash River.

Museum buffs can fly to
Bangor International Airport
and start the seven-day bus tour
that includes stops at a dozen
Maine communities, a cruise on
the Kennebeg River and a foray
into Acadia’National Park.

Woodcock says the tour
program is still in its first
phase and his division of ‘the
DCI doesn't expect too much
this year from the tours,

The state is helping to
promote the tours by providing
brochures and advertising in
newspapers and travel agent
trade magazines.

The number of inguiries from
travel agencies is growing
steadily, especially from
Capada, Woodcock said.

That may augur well for the
state's strategy to reduce
tourist pressure on the coast,
because Canadians have been
flocking to Maine's western
coast for.decades.

Middle East
Oil Imports
Said Vital

WASHINGTON (AP) — A
Ford Foundation researcher

~ said Wednesday that projected

US. energy requirements in-
dicate a need for massive in-
creases in oil imports from the
Persian Gulf area.

The researcher, S. David
Freeman, told the Senate
Foreign Relations Committee
projections indicate that by
1985 the United States will be
importing halfl its oil supply,
compared to 30 per cent last
year.

U,S. presidential adviser
Henry A. Kissinger reportedly
has laid the groundwork for a
tighter peace agreement in his
recent talks in Paris with Le
Due Tho of the Hanoi Politburo.

‘Bub reports of progress in these

talks were not enough to con-
vince the Canadian government
that it would be useful Lo keep
its people in Vietnam.

From the beginning, the
Canadians were unhappy about
their mission. -

““This will have to be the last
time Canada enters Into this
sort of thing without having a
say in the writing of the peace
agreement,'one Canadian of-
ficer in the field commented.

A senjor Canadian in Vietnam
charged recently that the U.S.

government had ‘“betrayed"
Canada by leading it to believe
that “secret accords' with
Moscow and Peking guaranteed
that the vague provisions of the
cease-fire agreement would be
kept, particularly that there
would be no Communist
military buildup.

Other major problems
developed.

The Viet Cong withdrew its
field representatives because of
demonstrations against them
that the government staged in
Hue, Da Nang and other areas.
There are now no VC personnel
with the commission outside
Salgon,

The Viet Cong also filed few
cease-fire complaints, with the
result that 95 per cent of the

commission’s investigations
were of charges by the Saigon
government. Yet the com-
mission's field teams reported

obyious violations of the '

ceasefire by the Saigon forees
thal were not being reported.

One Canadian officer
lamented ‘in Qui Nhon; “We
know only a tiny percentage of
what is going on here."

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Gasoline Shortage

Pinches Bulk Buyers

By BOB MONROE
Associated Press Writes

The fuel shortage has ended
bidding battles by major oll
companies for bulk contracts,
and some states and cities
around the country are having
difficulty getting supplies, even
at higher prices.

Urban transit authorities also
are feeling the crunch, About 30
have recelved notices of fuel
curtailment, and at least two
face the threat of having to cut
back service.

Bulk buyers traditionally
have purchased surplus fuel the
major companies had left after
supplying their stations. They
got annual contracts and
bargain prices.

Now the shortage has created
a seller's market. The com-
panies say they don't want to
bid because they don't have the
supply to meet the over-all de-
mand. Observers note they also
make more money on their
refail trade.

New Jersey invited 24 firms
to bid on a'bulk gas contract
and got one response. Frank M.
Papale Jr., director of the
state’'s Division of Purchase
amnd Property, said the bill will
be $384,000 more than last year.

Dallas County in Texas will
pay 50 per cent more for fuel
under its new contract and Los

Angeles County, 67 per cent.
Linwood F. Ross, state
purchasing agent for Maine,
feels ''we were lucky to get
even one bid" on a new fuel con-
tract. The price per gallon
jumped six cents and will cost
the state an additional $500,000,

The American Transit
Association surveyed 90 city
transit companies and found
one-third reported that they had
received fuel curtailment
notices, But it noted most had
not had to reduce services yet,

The Metropolitan Transit
Commission in Minneapolis
needs about six million gallons
of fuel annually for the 720
buses it operates in a seven-
county area. It accepted its
only bid—for 3.8 million gallons
at 14.9 cents, compared with
11,88 last year.

“We'll have to go out and try
to hustle the rest,' said
executive director Camille An-
dres. Unless more fuel is made
available, he said, the prospect
now is for-curtailment of
routes,

"“The industry simply is not
soliciting this kind of (bulk)
business,"' notes Jack Rehberg,
director of the Montana

. Petroleum Association. Would-

be buyers will have to compete
in the market place for fuel just
like everybody else, he said.

Indicator Digest, which sur-
veys market literature and
business and money indicators,
claims: that its own average
“‘now shows unmistakably that
the present bear market rivals
the historic 1926-1832 crash, and
in some respects is even
worse.”" :

From the peak of December
1968, it says, '‘the entire body of
stocks"' has dropped 55 per cent
on average. And “if you look
beyond the top 50 institutional
favorites,"” it notes;, you can
find 70 to 90 per cent declines.

Such erasure of values would
seem. to indicate rock bottom.
However, nobody can really say
for certain, because a selling
climax that finally clears the
alr. can only be seen in
retrospect, Many declines look
like climaxes, only to be
followed by more declines.

Favors

“We're functioning complete-
ly normally,” he said, in an ef-
fort to dismiss rumors that the
investigation of alleged
wrongdoing by high officials in
the administration has caused
paralysis of government func-
tions.

Weinberger was asked if the
"‘air would be cleared” if Presi-
dent Nixon answered questions
before Senate investigators,
and he replied, “No."”

He was asked whether he
thought the President might be
indicted, and responded that he
had never ‘“‘considered"’ such a
possibility.

Weinberger appeared at a
news conference to announce
plans for implementing the $4.8
billion cash assistance program
for an estimated 6.2 million

aged, blind and disabled per-
sons, starting next January.

. Asked whether his
appearance was scheduled to
coincide with Watergate, he
said it 'was not; he said that he
was merely carrying out his in-
tention of visiting all 10 HEW
regions;

On Scandal

NEW YORK (AP) — James
A. Farley, the venerable
Democratic political strategist,
Wednesday said he hoped that
despite the Watergate scandal
“‘nothing will happen to bring
about an impeachment'' of
President Nixon,

“It would be disastrous. It
would divide the country in a
way that it has never been
divided before," said the
former Democratic party
national chairman and Post-
master General under Presi-
dent Franklin D. Roosevelt.

Farley, celebrating = his
85th birthday, told newsmen at
his annual news conference in
the board room of the CocaCola
Export. Corp., of which he is
chairman, that he was taking
this position on impeachment
because he hgs “such a high
regard for the office of the
President."

Asked if he would still main-
tain this position even if
grounds were established that
President Nixon were somehow
involved in the Watergate scan-
dal, Farley said he hoped that a
way could be found to avoid im-
peachment because of the
wrenching effect it would have
not only in the nation but also
abroad.

Farley bowed out of active
participation in national
politics in 1940 after breaking
with Roosevelt, whose third
term he had opposed,

It was Farley who had a
major role in ‘'‘selling'’
Roosevelt and the Democratic
party to the voters in 1932 and
1936. Over the years, he had
gained considerable fame as a
political prognosticator.

He predicted that Roosevelt
would have a popular plurality
of 7.5 million in 1932, in'a cam-
paign that he directed.

His estimate was only less
than half a million too high.

LOS ANGELES (AP)—"If it
can happen to'me, it can happen
to you," Clty Councilman
Thomas Bradley said as he
campaigned to become the first
black mayor of America's third
largest city.

Bradley, 55, is the son of a
Texas field hand and the
descendant of plantation slaves.
His parents brought him. and
their other five children to Los
Angeles from Calvert, Tex., 48
years ago:

At the age of 9, Bradley was
delivering newspapers. In high
school he became a quarter-
mile runner and an all-city foot-
ball tackle. He won an athletic
scholarship to UCLA.

He quit school in 1940 and
became a policeman at $170 a
month. During the next 21 years
he worked juvenile, detective
and public relations details,
rising to thé rank of lieutenant
before retiring. At nights he
went to law school and earned a
degrée.

Bradley ran for the City
Council in 1963 and became the
first black elected to that 15
member body.

Two weeks ago Bradley
returned to UCLA and spoke
about his life.

"I grew up under the system
that said you can't do this, you
can't- go there, you cannot
achieve this position,” he said.

“Don’t try to go to college
because it won't do you any
good. You know, a black
youngster — a Negro youngster,
that's what we were called then
— can never make it. Just be

. content to get on with junior
high school if you can. I refused
to listen to that kin.d of advice."

_ WASHINGTON (AP) — A
civil liberties group filed a
class action suit on behalf of 82
federal prisoners Wednesday
contending their mail is cen-
sored and that they are not
allowed to receive political
publications.

The lawsuit, filed in U.S.
District Court by the National
Prison Project, charges that
there has been unlawful in-
terference with and censorship
of prisoner mail to and from
their attorneys, courts,
members of Congress, news

2 . media, family and friends.

The complaint also alleges
that the federal prisons refuse.
to permit prisoners to receive
publications of a political
nature such as Mohammed
Speaks, Ramparts, Prisoners
Digest International Black
News, Right On and The
Outlaw.

The suit asks the court to
declare the various mail prac-
tices of the defendants un-
constitutional and for aninjunc-
tion to stop them from con-
tinuing the practice.

Union Reform

Group Ready
To Disband

CHARLESTON, W.Va. (AP)
— Miners for Democracy, the
reform movement that ousted
the United Mine Workers union
regime of W. A. “Tony"' Boyle,
must be phased out and
forgotten, its organizers say.

“The MFD was a good, viable
force for what it was intended,
It got what we wanted: the
right to elect our people. But we
are United Mine Workers and
not Miners for Democracy,”
sald Jack Perry, newly elected
president of the union’s District
17 here.

MFD was formed after the
1960 murder of Joseph ‘'Jock"
Yablonski, who was killed a
short time after he lost a bid.to
unseat Boyle as union presi-
dent,

The movement eventually
won new court-ordered elec-
tions, and last December Ar-
nold Miller and his MFD slate
won control of the 200,000-
member Union.

MFD also came ko symbolize
other intraunion fights against
the Boyle leadership, which
went to power in the 1960s with
the blessing of the late John L.
Lewis. Among them were
demands that Boyle quit ap-
pointing local leaders in the
UMW’s districts and allow
miners to elect them,

Now, even as miners under
MFD banners win the first elec-
tions in decades for most dis-
tricts, MFD leaders say it it
time to think of the UMW first,
Some observers view it as an
effort to achieve a united front
for contract negotiations in
1974.

Currently, about half the un-
ion’s members belong to MFD-
controlled districts. Officials
say the distinction should not be
emphasized.

*'We don’t care whether he's
a Miller man or a Boyle man, as
long as he's a coal miner,"" said
Lawrence Hays, a monitor In
Indiana, “That's all behind us
now. We're all United Mine
Workers."

A union official conceded,
however, that the union is not
united.

"Some of the wounds will
stay fresh just because there
are some divisions,'" he said.

Some 4,000 miners went on
strike several weeks before the
elections in what they termed a
protest of Miller's interference
in district affgirs.

“We've got to forget the
past,'’ the official said.
“Remember, we're going to
have a tough battle' with the
coal operators when the 1974
contract comes up, We're still
union men.”

Approved Wednesday. was a
73-per-cent increase in the price
of natural gas to be sold to a
major interstate supplier by
three independent producers,

The chairman of the
threemember commission, in a

dissenting opinion, said the ac- -

tion could have a nationwide
effect on natural gas prices.

The gas from two offshore
Louisiana fields will be sold to
the giant Tennessee Gas
Pipeline Co., which supplies
consumers from Texas to New
England, at 45 cents per thou-
sand cubic feel—19 cents above
the present rate,

Chairman John N. Nassikas
had recommended a 35-cent
rate, as did the commission
staff. The majority order
criticized the staff's viea as
“'basically shortsighted,'

Commissioners' Rush Moody

Hijackers
Change
Demands

BOGOTA, Colombia (AP) —
The hijackers of a Colombian
airliner today dropped their
demands for the release of 140
leftist prisoners here but raised
their money ransom from $200 -
000 to $400,000,

The four-engine turboprop
Electra was on the ground In
Aruba, a Dutch island in the
Caribbean north of Venezuela.

The aircraft took off from
there before dawn today with
the two masked hijackers and
their hostages for Lima, Peru,
but it was forced to return to
Aruba because the engines' oil
ran low.

A report from Princess
Beatriz Airport in Aruba said
the hijackers then permitted 33
women and children to leave
the aircraft for food and
medical attention. That left 58
passengers and crewmen
remaining on board with the
hijackers,

The plane was hijacked in
Colombia Wednesday by the
hijackers armed with sub-
machine guns. Early today the
Colombian government
rejected the hijackers’ original
demands.

The student Town Council
met last night as part of town
government day and got a taste
of what the "'real" Town Coun-
cil is up against in the day-to-
day operation of the town.
Dealing with a four-item agen-
da, the students took action on
items and dealt with a lengthy
and somewhat eccentric
“audience of citizens' which,
while obviously “planted” for
the occasion, nevertheless
brought up complaints that are
typical of these sessions with
the real Town Council.

High School senior Doug
Whipple was selected by his
fellow councilmen as chairman
of the group, with Vivian
Lestage as secretary. Other
students councilmen ingluded
Janice Kobylanski, Sheila
Sewell, Glenn Gillon and Betty
Cooper. Craig Edmondson was
town manager.

Leading off the session was
the audience of citizens, with a
South River Rd. resident rising
immediately to complain -that
water from her neighbor's land,
“gallons and gallons of it," was
draining onto her property and
she wanted the Town Council to
“stop it immediately." Another
resident, claiming to be the
neighbor of the complaint, rose
to deny the charges and asked
the Town Council to *'make this
woman stop."

A resident of Eastview Acres
then requested that the unpaved
portion of Brigham Tavern Rd,
leading to that development be
paved “'right away," Others in
the audience complained about
roaming dogs, early dump
closings, howling dogs at the
pound, and noise from a nearby

carnival aperating this week on
the high school grounds, This
latter complaint was handled
by Chalrman Whipple, who
tactfully asked the resident,
“Have you tried ear plugs?"

All' other complidints were
channeled to appropriate
departments for handling on the
spot.

Gelting Into the meat of the
agenda, the council took up the
question of charter revision,
dealing specifically with the
proposed change in Board of
Education members' terms
from four to two years.

After considerable discus-
sion, including members of the
audienc@the council voted 5-1
in favorfof the switch to two-
year terms,

Members of the audience con-
tributed background informa-
tion on this point, noting that
there are definitely two schools
of thought. There are those who
feel the Board of Education
should be set up in the same
manner as the Town Council,
all seven members of which are
elected every two years. There
is some feeling aht this weuld
make the school board more
responsive to the wishes of the
people.

On the other hand, it was
pointed out, there are those who
feel two years is only long
enough for a school bodrd
member to gel his feet wet, and
also that an emotional issue
could cause townspeople to
literally throw out an incum-

“bent board at election time and

choose seven newcomers, thus
cutting off continuity.

During council discussion of
the matter, student councilmen
felt that if a board member had
demonstrated ability and
strength, he or she would
probably win reelection at the
end of two years anyway, and

wit this as the main point, voted
in favor of the two-year term.

An agenda item concerning
the possible acquisition of ad-
ditional town beach property
was referred to the council's
Steering committee for study.

An evaluation of the town's
recyeling program, {o either
discontinve it or expand it, was
referred to the next council ses-
sion for action, in order for. the
recycling chairman to present
his proposals for the program.

The last time, a request from
the “Friendly Aid Society” to
waive the clause that prohibits
the sale of alcoholic beverages
on town property, was not acted
upon last night. The council felt
that there was not enough infor-
mation contained in the
request, other than the fact that
the society in question wishes to
hold a beer fest on the high
school grounds. Council
members felt also that, since
school grounds were involved,
the request should be discussed
with the Board of Education.

While last night's agenda was
1 mock one, it did deal with
juestions that are typical of
real Town Council agendas, and
last night's session was the con-
*lusion of a successful day for
all involved, Students holding
various offices spent the day in
the Town Hall doing real Town
Hall work, and the first town
jovernment day may become
an annual event.

KANSAS CITY (AP) — The
tornado’s awesome power has
affected thousands of
Americans this spring, but none
have been hit harder then those
who live in mobile homes.

Deaths and destruction left
by twisters and windstorms
have prompted efforts to en-
courage both effective
anchoring of mobile homes and
construction of shelters by
owners of mobile home parks.

Allen Pearson of the National
Weather Service's Severe
Storms Forecast Center in Kan-
sas City said about 60 persons
have died in storms this year,
about 24 of them in mobile
homes.

Georgla, South Carolina,
Texas and Ohio were the states
listed by Pearson as having
been hit hardest by tornadoes
this year. Numerous twisters
also have been reported in 14
other states,

Total property damage has
not been estimated, but most
experts agree a high percen-
tage of it was suffered by
mobile homes.

Dr. James P. Kennedy,
superintendent of schools, in his
recommendation to the school
board, sald there will be an es-
timated 25 per cenl increase
this fall In the number of MHS
students who ‘are involved in
COEP. ""Two additional

teacher-coordinators will need -

to be employed,"" Kennedy said,
“if we are to expand this
program to meet’ the
requirements of all the students
who wish to sélect it."

More than 400 MHS students
have indicated a desire to par-
ticipate in COEP this fall.

COEP, a student-centered
work experience involving MHS
and selected employers in
Manchester, combines both
academic and work-oriented in-
struction, as well as on-the-job
experience. The program is
divided into three basic areas:
Health services, distributive
education, and diversified work
experience,

Thomas Rodden, one of the
present teacher-coordinators,
told the school board
Wednesday night that: the goal
of COEP is to ‘‘give the
students a direction."”

Occupational
Safety Bill
Signed

HARTFORD (AP) — Gov.
Thomas J. Meskill signed into
law Wednesday a bill to have
the state assume responsibility
for enforcing the federal Oc-
cupational Health and Safety
Act,

The bill had been opposed
strongly by Democrats and the
Connecticut Citizens Action
Group (CCAG), who feared the
state would be less stringent
than the federal government in
enforeing the act,

Supporters of the measure
argued that the state had
almost six times as many peo-
ple as the federal government
to make on-the-job inspections.

The act takes effect imi-
mediately. The next step will be
for the state labor com-
missioner to draft health and
safely standards for various
working conditions,

The federal government will
continue to pay half of the $700,-
000 annual cost of inspections.
Washington presently bears the
entire cost.

Prior to passage of the 1970
federal act, Connecticut had its
own inspection program,

Meanwhile, Meskill vetoed a
bill that would have approved
disabllity compensation for
police and firemen at Bradley
International Airport.

“Immigrants—legal and ({l-
legal—come here to work,"
Sherman said, "And it is a myth
that they take jobs away from
Americans,

*‘This country has always
relied ol an underclass to do un-
desirable jobs. Now, with such
liberal welfare benefits, our un-
derclass Americans don't want
to be field hands, maids or
janitors,"” Sherman added,

“But if you come from a
country where $1.50 is a for-
tune, you don't mind those jobs,
and that's where the illegal
aliens fulfill a vital function
here.”

R\acé Ended As
In Both Tragedy,Rain

INDIANAPOLIS (AP) — The 57th Indianapolis 500-mile race
ended as it began—in tragedy and in the rain.

Gordon Johncock was awarded the victory Wednesday, two
weeks after Art Pollard was killed in & crash during practice, two
days after David “Salt" Walther was burned badly in an abqrted
start of the race, and two hours after driver Swede Savage was
critically injured and a crewman killed.

The triumph by the small and dapper Johncock was witnessed
by an estimated 20,000 spectators surrotinded by more than 200 -
000 empty seats at the Indianapolis Motor Speedway,

“I have been running races for 18 years, a lot of them very
frustrating, but this has made it all worth it,"* said Johncock.

The race was red-flagged to a halt after 133 laps—332%
miles—because of rain. When asked if he was happy the rain
came, Johncock replied: “No, I'd like to have seen it go 500
miles."

Johncock averaged 159.014 miles per hour for the shortest race
in the event's long history, The race was over in 2 hours, 5
minutes and 27.66 seconds. 1

The 36-year-old Johncock-is-expected to get more than $200,000
in prize money from the third straight Indy purse of more than $1
million,

Johncock beat Billy Vukovich by 1 minute, 25 seconds, while
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third place went unofficially to Roger McCluskey, Mel Kenyon
placed fourth and Gary Bettenhausen was fifth.

Savage, 26, of Santa Ana, Calif., was involved in the second
serious accldent in his career. He was critically injured in a
sports car race at Ontario, Calif,, in 1971,

He was reported in critical condition at Methodist Haospital in
Indianapolis with fractured legs and burns on his face, arms and
right hand. -

Armondo Teran, a 22-year-old bachelor from Culver City,
Calif,, died about one hour after he was struck by a fire truck
driving tHe wrong way on the pit road while it hurried toward.
Savage's accident,

At Cheney Tech

Scientific theories don’t merely go up in smoke for these
Howell Cheney Technical School students who use both
hands and head in order to understand a simple physics
lesson.

After constructing model rockets from kits purchased at
The Craft and Hobby Center on Main Street as well as
from materials found in any home basement, aspiring
astronauts gathered with science teacher James Krone
(pictured nose down) on the Cheney Tech athletic field.

Each rocketeer was given the chance to launch his
experiment individually.

The success or failure of each flight was evident by a
billowing silk parachute or streamer parading in the sky.
Each rocket contained either a parachute or a streamer
depending on the preference of the young pilots.

Cheers or jeers accompanied the outcome of each
launch, as fellow classmates judged the appearance,
preparations and ultimate result of the flight. .

The highlight of the astronautical adventure was the
launching of a 64-inch rocket, one of the largest attempts
by any model rocketeer. Hopes soared to airy heights as
student Phil Nadeau adjusted the final wires and rods sup-
porting the gargantuan structure.

Countdown: five..four..three.. two.. and poof! It was
nothing but a pipedream for young Nadeau as his con-
structed physics lesson thudded down to earth.

According to Krone, the launch was unsuccessful due to
a power loss before the rocket was off the ground, By
expending all the energy on launching it, there was no

. remaining power to drive it to its destination.
\, Despite technical mishaps, the young pilots fully intend
‘ to attempt another launch. '

And with sufficient energy, they might even meet Skylab

WASHINGTON (AP)— Here,
in brief, are the latest
developments in the Watergate
scandal:

TESTIMONY—Congressmen
taking testimony from leading
figures involved in various
aspects of Watergate say some
present and former top officials
in government are telling
different versions about the
same aspects of the scandal.

ERVIN—Sen. Sam Ervin Jr.,
Watergate committee chair-
man, said the American public
would be shocked if the con-
tents of top-secret papers taken
from the White House by fired
Counsel John W, Dean III were
revealed, He said the papers
disclose a ''Gestapo mentality"’
existed at the highest levels of
the Nixon administration.

RICHARDSON—Atty, Gen.
Elliot L. Richardson ordered
the Juetice' Department to
deliver directly to Cox any
reports related to the scandal.

He said Justice Department in-
vestigations and prosecutions
should be continued, but that
Cox should be consulted before
significant decisibns are made;

AGNEW--Vice President
Spiro. T Agnew said in a
Cleveland speech that the
American people would prefer
Congress to spend more time on
the energy crisis than in
speculation over Watergate,

— As progress is made, "'a
meeting at the depuly foreign
minister level, on an ad hoe
basis, might be desirable” to
determine whether the allies
could agree on a statement of
principles — another term for

Kissinger's suggested “‘new
Atlantic charter.”

— "Whether or not there
should be a sumniit of the Euro-
pean leaders with the President
will be decided after the results
of all these other negotiations
can be evaluated.”

Kissinger seemingly played a
key role in the Ieeland summit,
It was*he who met with Jobert
on the eve of the first session to
lay out a blueprint for the talks.
He alone participated in the
Nixon-Pompidou meeting
Thursday,

When a French spokesman
was asked why Pompidou had
not called in an adviser of
similar status, he replied, “The
president feels he can deal with
these matters on his own "

There was no way for an out-
sider to judge whefher”preoc-
cupation with the Watergate
scandal had fimited Nixon's
personal préparation for the
summit, In any case, he often
has had Kissinger at his side
when conferring with heads of
government,

The Bureau of Labor
Statistics sald the: 1.8, job pie-
ture was essentially unchanged
since last November although
the economy was in the midst of
one of its most vigorous expan-
sions in history during that

As in April, the number of
people that the bureau counted
out of work totaled 4.4 million.
The work force remained at 84
million, the bureau said.

Employes Association meet

today to discuss how to get

larger. pay raises, and questions of legality have been
raised for at least some of the $300 bonuses Goy. Thomas
J. Meskill has recommended state employes be granted.
CSEA President Thomas Lyon and executive director
Edward Gallant have said the bonuses Meskill announced
Wednesday are welcomed, but aren't sufficient to meet the
rising cost of living, The organization had asked for $750

for each employe.

Gallant said the delegates
would consider a work stop-
page, work slowdown or forma-
tion of a political action group
to pressure the state to increase
state employe salaries

Meanwhile,_Democratie
V. Donahue said
granting fthe bonus to 168
legislativel employes might be
illegal,

Donahue said a section of the
General Statues clearly
prohibits bonuses to legislative
employes, The executive direc-
tor of the Legislative Manage-
ment Committee, David B.
Ogle, agreed with Donahue that
the law presented ‘‘a real
problem," and added the com-
mittee’s counsel was studying
it -

The Persannel Policy Board,
which is responsible for deter-
mining salaries of executive
branch employes, was
scheduled to meet today to ap-,
prove the lump sum bonus.
Similar approval for employes
in other branches of state
government must come from
the Judiciary Department,
Commission on Higher Educa-
tion and the Legislative
Management Committee.
