Unemployment 
Rate Unchanged

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 
nation’s unemployment rate, 
still failing to respond to the 
economic boom, held stubborn­
ly at five per cent of the work 
force in May, the government 
said today.

T he B u rea u  o f L ab or  
Statistics said the U.S. Job pic­
ture was essentially unchanged 
since last November although 
the economy was in the midst of 
one of its most vigorous expan­
sions in history during that 
period.

As in April, the number of 
people that the bureau counted 
out of work totaled 4.4 million. 
’The work force remained at 84 
million, the bureau said. The 
figures were adjusted to take 
seasonal job patterns into ac­
count.

Actually, there was a small

decline in total unemployment, 
but the drop was about in fine 
with the usual job picture from 
April to May, the bureau added.

The report cast new doubt on

Bay Stat^om petes 
In Lotteryx Sales

NEWTON, Mass. (AP) -  
Behind the razzle dazzle of 
drawings and payoffs in the new 
state lotteries, there’s another 
gam e-earnest com petition 
between a Massachusetts agen­
cy and a New Jersey consulting 
firm to sell lottery technology.

Lotteries, noW used by seven 
states and planned by several 
others as painless money­
raising gimmickSf require com­
plex computer programming 
and knowhow.

This is for sale, and the two 
ac tiv e  sa lesm en  a re  the 
Massachusetts State Lottery 
Commission and Mathematica, 
Inc., a Princeton, N.J., con­
sulting firm.

The Massachusetts commis­
sion prides itself on operating 
almost like a private business. 
”We have a profit and loss men­
tality,” said Russell W. Shan­
non, the commission’s lawyer. 

-  T h is  is  w h a t b o th e rs  
Mathematica. ,

”I don’t believe government 
agencies should compete with 
private business,” said Tibor 
Fabian, Mathematica’s presi­
dent. "They should run a good 
lotteiy in Massachusetts and 
not sell lo tteries to other 
states.”

If it insists on selling them, 
he said, “Massachusetts should 
pay corporate income tax to the 
federal government and any 
other sta te  taxes that are 
applicable. They should have to 
pay the same expenses as other 
businesses.”

But according to William E. 
P erra u lt, d irec to r of the 
M assachusetts lottery, the 
profit motive is built in. ”Our 
c h a rg e  w as to r e tu rn  a 
maximum amount of revenue 
to the state. I don’t think 
there’s anything unfair about 
that.”

M assachusetts is selling 
seven programs that range 
from basic weekly lottery to a 
ticket distribution system. 
Each program contains a batch 
of magnetic computer tapes, as 
well as keypunch instructions, 
processing schedules, filing 
system s and tra in ing  for 
technicians who will run the 
lottery.

Massachusetts originally 
bought its basic weekly lottery 
program from New Jersey for 
$25,000. But when it resells this 
and o th e r  p ro g ra m s , 
Massachusetts guards against 
new competition by stipulating 
that the programs cannot be 
sold again by their new owners.

So farv according to lottery 
officials,\M assachusetts has 
sold a baMC weekly lottery 
program to ^^ ry lan d  and all 
but closed aXdeal to sell its 
season ticket, p rogram  to 
Connecticut. A sMson ticket is 
good for one y e ^  of weekly 
drawings.

Maryland paid Massachusetts 
$60,000 for the progranq, and of 
that, Massachusetts returned 
$25,000 to New Jersey amf^kept 
the rest.

New Jersey’s only prog, 
sale was to Massachusetts, 
some other state comes to 
we’ll confer with them,” said'^ 
Ralph Batih, director of the 
New Jersey lottery. “But we’re 
not in any way acively selling 
our programs.”

P errau lt, a form er sta te 
college math professor, said he 
had contacted all the states that 
now havf lotteries, as well as 
some that have passed legisla­
tion legalizing lotteries.

Massachusetts’ selling ap­
proach has been low keyed, a 
lottery official said. “ We 
haven’t gone Madison Avenue 
yet.”

But Favian of Mathematica 
said, “I know for certain that 
there’s a good deal of business 
promotion behind it so far in 
other states.”

Perrault said Massachusetts’ 
programs are priced lower than 
the states can develop them on 
their own. “The packages are 
so attractive that they sell 
themselves.”

However, Fabian maintained 
th a t  M a th em atic a  couRL^ 
provide computer program­
ming and consulting cheaper 
th a n  if  s t a t e s  buy 
Massachusetts’ programs and 
hire outside consultants.

T he n e x t s te p  fo r  
Massachusetts, Perrault said, 
is to develop gambling games 
for other states, even if they 
are not used in Massachusetts.

” We are looking in that direc­
tion,” Perrault said.

Massachusetts has provided a 
basic lottery program only for 
Maryland. Mathematica has 
developed them  fo r  New 
Jersey, New Hampshire, Penn­
sylvania, C onnecticut and 
Michigan.

State Expands 
Its Bureaucracy

HARTFORD (AP) -  The 1973 

General Assembly created 18 
com missions and advisory 
boards with 185 members, com­
missioned at least seven special 
studies and laid the groundwork 
for sizable growth in the state 
bureaucracy.

The immediate costs will 
range from limited expenses 
for non-paid advisors to a $32,- 
000 salary for a new chief 
state’s attorney. No one has 
predicted the taxpayer’s burden 
in years to come.

■The Republican-controlled 
legislature established a new 
^ a t e  D e p a r tm e n t  of 
Commerce, Hospital Cost Com­
mission, solid waste authority, 
gasoline price commission, new 
Division of Criminal Justice, 
two new crime-fighting offices 
within the state police, a Pen­
sion Division, pre-retirement 
office. Division of Occupational 
Safety and Health, and a Plan­
ning and Budget office. Nine 
judges were added to the Cir­
cuit and Superior courts and 
four new probate judgeships 
were c rea t^ .

Each of the newly created 
agencies has the potential of 
becoming larger, although the 
legislture set restrictions on 
several of them. The solid 
waste authority, for example, is 
restricted to 30 employes in ad­
dition to the 10 directors who 
are paid expenses.
■ By contrast, the new chief 

state’s attorney, in charge of 
criminal justice, is permitted 
to “establish such bureaus.

divisions, facilities and offices 
and se le c t p ro fe ss io n a l, 
technical and other personnel, 
including detectives, as he 
deems reasonably necessary 
for the efficient opEiVation and 
discharge of the duties of the 
division...,” The deputy state’s 
attorney will be paid $31,000 a 
year.

The 15 members of the new 
Hospital Cost Commission will 
be paid $50 per day plus 
expenses for each day they 
work during the five years they 
serve. The commission, which 
will set hospital rates, will hire 
an executive director.

One major study — to draft 
legislation for court 'unification 
— carries a $35,000 price tag for 
a staff. The commission’s 15 
m embers are not paid; A 
19member commission to study 
school financing also has a $35,- 
000 budget.

A third study commission, on 
parole and prisoner rehabilita­
tion, has 15 members and the 
authority to hire consultants. 
One smaller study will in­
vestigate the feasibility of 
g re e n  b e l ts  a lo n g  
superhighways. Neither study 
plan has a prescribed budget.

The legislature created 18 ad­
visory boards and increased the 
size of others.

NEW YORK (AP)' -  The 
ABC television network has air­
ed a two-hour videotape of the 
Indianapolis 500. It’ll probably 
show the 1974 model next May, 
but I can’t see why.

The main saving grace of 
ABC’s delayed Wednesday 
night broadcast of the Indy 500 
was the sober, thoughtful com­
mentary of Jim McKay and 
Scottish race driver Jackie 
Stewart.

They prov ided  the few 
hopeful notes Wednesday night 
when ABC rebroadcast the

day s earlier fiery Speedway 
accident that seriously injured 
a driver and resulted in the 
death Of a pit crew member.

The scene of wreckage and 
massed fire tfticks ane am­
bulances on the track was 
followed within a minute on TV 
by a cheery STP commercial 
th a t  b e g a n  -w ith  Andy 
Granatelli booming out to his 
garage help: “Okay, fellas! 
Let’s get going!”

ABC did give us later a 
trackside picture of a shocked, 
somber Granatelli on his way to 
the winner's circle, if that was 
any help.

Technically, ABC's camera 
work during the race was 
excellent. ABC's use of slow 
and stop-motion replays time 
and ag a in  c a p tu re d  and 
magnified the horror of two 
fiery, crashes -  one that 
stopped the race Monday and 
the second that delayed it more 
than an hour Wednesday.

Stewart, a top driver on any 
race yircuit and an outspoken 
advocate of racing safety, had 
to. leave the rain-delayed race 
Tuesday for one later this week 
at Monaco.

But before he left, he and 
McKay intelligently analyzed 
the way this year’s Indy 500 was 
begun, pointed out for viewers 
what might have caused Mon­
day’s accident and unsparingly 
noted the potential hazards of 
both the Indianapolis Speedway 
and the cars racing on it.^

McKay, working either solo 
or with a commentator, stood 
out — as he did during last 
y e a r 's  Munich Olympics 
tragedy — as both a solid 
professional and as a man who 
can be deeply shaken, just like 
the rest of us, by disaster.

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Events And Taxes
President Nixon, by now, must 

k n o w  o n ly  to o  w e ll  w h a t  a 
p red ecesso r, A braham  L incoln, 
m e a n t w hen he d e s c r ib e d  th e  
presidency as a place where a “ man is 
more controlled by events than events 
controlled by a m an.”

The cu rren t P residen t, not to o '  
many months ago, vowed there would 
be no tax increases in his second term  
unless the actions of a “ spending” ' 
Congress forced him to ask for them.

But as of this writing, the ad­
m inistration is giving serious con­
sideration to an increase in the pre­
sent four cent a gallon federal gas­
oline tax. We, in Connecticut, know 
what the reaction will be since the 
s ta te  a d m in is tra tio n  p roposed  a 
sim ilar levy to finance m ass transit 
district operations.

The im portant thing though is not 
Nixon’s prom ise concerning taxes; but 
that he finds events forcing him to 
consider it ra ther than congressional 
action since, sad to say, the Congress 
has accomplished little, spending or 
o th e rw ise , s ince  it convened in 
January.

The events a re  inflation, an over­
heated economy, and growing concern 
the prosperity bubble might burst into

a recession or a t best s ta r t  deflating 
faster than the adm inistration wants 
it too.

The gasoline tax is under study only 
because it offers some attractive 
pluses such as a m eans of reducing 
consumption of a  commodity in short 
supply and the attendant so-called 
“ecological” benefits of less gasoline 
combustion.

However, it has a drawback in that 
it will hit the pocketbooks of many of 
the less affluent who depend on auto 
transportation.

It m ay be the proposal is a trial 
balloon but the reaction, or lack of it,

, bodes ill for the m otorist since it 
would appear that of all the areas in 
which the adm inistration might have 
chosen to use taxes as a weapon to 
cool the over heated economy, the in­
come tax surcharge for one, the gas­
o line ta x  is p robab ly  th e  m ost 
palatable politically ju s t as it was 
here in Connecticut when m eans of 
financing m ass transit w ere being 
sought.

The question arises then:
Will gaso lin e  u se rs  n a tio n a lly  

p ro test a s  loudly as  they did in 
Connecticut? If they do not, we fear 
the adm inistration and the Congress 
will enact it.

Brick Not Best Water Saver
An expert who has, uh, looked deep­

ly into the situation has some sobering 
news for those thousands — perhaps 
millions? — of people who a re  keeping 
bricks in their bathrooms in the mis­
taken notion that they are helping the 
cause of conservation.

Placing a brick into a toilet tank to 
save w ater is not only “ ridiculous” 
but “ is a pure case of environmental 
e m o tio n a lism ,’’ s ta te s  F re d  E. 
Schmuck, chairm an of the board of 
the Association of Industry Manufac­
tu re rs  (Plum bing-Cooling-Heating- 
Piping). He is also president of Fluid 
m aster, Inc., a company that makes 
some of the mechanism that shares 
the space with the'bricks.

Schmuck’s blast is inspired by the 
news that thie City Council of Concord, 
Calif., is considering purchasing and 
d is trib u tin g  50,000 b rick s . L ast 
December, Cherry Hill, N .J., actually 

^did purchase 34,0(jo bricks in the hope 
of saving 34 million gallons of water 

I  annually.
Theoretically, a brick should save a 

volume of water equal to its displace­
ment. But in the actual operation of a 
tank, explains Schmuck, the stopper

reseats and stops the flushing action 
with two to three inches of w ater 
remaining.

This w ater will keep a horizontally 
placed brick continuously submerged 
and will cover over 30 per cent of a 
vertically placed brick. In order to 
displace w ater which actually flushes, 
any object placed in the tank m ust be 
over the minimum drainage level.

Thus a horizontal brick does no good 
a t all and the savings from  a vertical 
brick a re  very minimal.

Much better than a brick, says 
Schmuck, is a tall, weighted plastic 

1 )  bottle standing in the tank. B etter still
is lowering the upper w ater level an 
inch or two by bending the float ball 
dow nw ard  o r by in s ta l l in g  an  
adjustable ballcock.

Lowering the w ater level by two in­
ches, which does not adversely affect 
flushing, results in over five tim es the 
water savings than from  a standing 
brick—over 20 gallons a day for an 
average family.

This, notes Schmuck, will ju st about 
counter the w ater wasted by a leaky 
faucet o r by running the dishwasher 
with only half a load.

Diligence Needed
To the editor:

The presidency has become 
much more than the one man 
the American electorate chose 
to be inaugurated. The Presi­
dent, once inaugurated, ap­
points many people to a wide 
range of ofhces and functions. 
A ^ e a t  majority of these ap­
pointments are subject to 
Senate approval, but the Presi­
dent usually gets the man he 
wants.

Two good examples of ap­
pointed men that have tremen­
dous amounts of power are the 
heads of the CIA and the FBI. 
These two agencies are not 
specifically set up in the 
Constitution, as is the case with 
the cabinet of the President. 
These two agencies were 
originally set up with a definite 
purpose in mind and they have 
the capacity to serve real and 
useful purposes. However, 
when they are used to protect 
the reputation of a political 
figure, they become a waste of 
the taxpayers’ money. As an in­
dependent agency with a 
capable, and competent direc­
tor not owing his job to his 
political beliefs, the agency 
could be far more effective. 
And in such fields as the CIA 
and the FBI are involved, 
national security could be much 
better served.

Possibly guidelines should be 
set to pick department heads 
within the executive branch of 
the federal government. Some 
sort of merit system would be 
ideal but not politically feasi­
ble. Our present secretary of 
labor’s biggest claim to fame is 
his leading a parade in support 
of his present boss.

President Nixon hasn’t had a 
full' cabinet for quite a while. 
Because of the power a cabinet 
secretary has it is hard to im­
agine how our government 
could function at full capacity. 
President Nixon may not be to 
blame for all these ills. The

Senate has both the priviledge, 
and the obligation to question 
and check executive ap­
pointments. Possibly if they 
had been more diligent we 
would not be in our present 
state of affairs.

Unreasonable Policy

WASHINGTON -  H one can 
believe a recent Reuter dis­
patch from Tel Aviv — and one 
is trying not to — the Israeli 
government has adopted a very 
unreasonable policy toward 
foreign correspondents who 
apply to cover operation of the 
Israeli army.

R e u te r ’s Colin B ick le r 
reports that henceforce these 
knights of the tyj«writer must 
pass a rigid physical examina­
tion, including five minutes on 
one of those horrid exercycles, 
in order to qualify for ac­
creditation. The explanation is 
that the Israelis don’t want 
th e ir  tro o p s  held up by 
“overweight, tired, nervous, 
over-drinking, unhealthy jour­
nalists.”

I will not go so far as to. 
depose that there is no other 
kind of war correspondent. 
Times have changed, and I sup­
pose there must be one or two 
newsmen somewhere who are 
models of physical fitness. 
After all, I personally knew two 
such during the bad old days of 
World War II, namely Wes 
Gallagher, who I think recently 
was appointed king of the 
Associated Press, and the 
Chicago Trubune’s Bob Cromie, 
who ran a mile a day, traded his 
liquor ration for candy bars and 
still was the nicest ^ y  in the 
Gen. Georgie Patton’s press 
corps. „

But even in the more antisep­
tic year 1973,1 should think the 
turndown rate among aspiring 
war correspondents in Tel Aviv„ 
would be horrendous. With few" 
exceptions, reporters are not 
physical fitness nuts. They tend 
to take cabs to the cable office 
two blocks away and believe 
that if they have pounded a 
typewriter for a couple of hours

and bent an elbow into the.night 
they have had enough exercise.

Besides, covering a war is not 
th a t m uch of a physical 
workout. Correspondents most­
ly ride in jeeps and helicopters 
in their pursuit of the fighting, 
and agility is called for only 
when falling shells require the 
reporter to leap from a jeep 
into the nearest sewage ditch. 
Admittedly, I found this a touch 
more challenging during a brief 
stay in Vietnam, but I always 
made it. The survival instinct 
does a lot even for a middle- 
aged citizen.

As for World War II, the 
hardships were mostly those of 
personal inconvenience. It 
takes time for a correspondent 
accustomed to sleeping in a bed 
enclosed by a house to adjust to 
a blanket roll set in a muddy 
Normandy field and drenched 
by nightly downpours. Anyone 
who has foolish ly  ta s ted  
scram bled powdered eggs 
knows that a war correspondent 
also makes sacrifices, for his 
boss if not his county. Shaving 
with cold water from a helmet 
is not recommended for males 
with tender skin.

We also made do. When 
athlete’s foot struck, the result 
of a paucity of hygiene, there 
was no alternative but to 
carefully pour precious whisky 
over the toes. A rumor floated 
by a jealous enemy that I 
caught the used fluid in a pan­
nikin for future internal use 
was boundless.

Bathing became an obses­
sion. The gamely atmosphere in 
a m ess tent jam m ed with 
reporters whose bodies have 
not known soap and water for 
weeks is indescribable in a 
family newspaper. It is also a 
situation that causes otherwise

decent men to descend to the 
lowest levels of cunning.

Even now, my indignation 
lingers when I recalll the time I 
fu rtively  rented  the only 
bathroom in a small hotel in 
Etain, France, for $20 an hour. I 
left to rustle up a piece of soap 
hidden alongside the engine in 
my jeep, and when I returned 
found a former friend named 
John Wilhelm selling baths to a 
h o rd e  of re e k in g  c o r ­
respondents for $10 per three 
minutes. I got my bath three 
days later in a creek outside 
Verdun.

When the war became a touch 
more organized, the press was 
housed in assortment of hotels 
and brothers all over Europe. 
These accommodations were 
heaven after months of cam­
ping out, but there were draw­
backs. 'Thanks to enemy bom­
bings, there was seldom any 
running water and even when a 
trickle was coaxed out of the 
pipes it was cold, muddy, and 
often teeming with animal life.

There were also bed bugs — 
insects in such numbers they 
must have migrated from the 
Balkans, d ram  by reports of 
toothsome tidbits provided for 
their taste buds by a beneficient 
American army. We were 
armed with DD'T powder, not 
yet denounced as an en­
vironmental scourge, and the 
bed bugs loved it iMcause it 
made such cozy nests. Once, in 
B ad H am b u rg , an old 
Washington hand named Buck 
Griffin won a $100 sweepstakes 
by killing 37 of the beasties in 
two hours.

Those indeed were the days— 
an era in which a war cor­
respondent was called upon 
only to suffer, not run a mile in 
under four minutes.

the opening of the 57th 500-Mile 
R ace . It would create  the 
biggest traffic jam  the city had 
ever seen. The previous day the 
500 Festival Parade was a 
success despite a 22-mile-an- 
hour wind and tornado war­
nings in some parts of the state.

After two starts because the 
track was too wet, the race 
would begin four hours late. 
Bobby Unser was in the lead.

j Flight-Pay Rights Ended^l 
I For Swivel-Chair Brass
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Steak $12,86 A Pound In Tokyo
WASHINGTON -(A P )  -  

Senior air officers in swivel- 
chair jobs lost their flight-pay 
rights today, but the Pentagon 
has asked Congress to restore 
them.

’The Defense Department said 
it has sent two bills to the 
House calling for:

—A temporary seven-month 
extension, until Dec. 31, in 
current flight pay for colonels. 
Navy captains, generals and ad- 
m i r a l s  in n o n c o m b a t 
assignments.

—A revamping of the entire 
flight-pay system based on an 
officer’s years of experience in 
military aviation rather than on 
rank and length of over-all ser­
vice, as now.

’The net effect of the new 
system would provide higher 
flight pay earlier in a pilot’s 
military career and decrease 
those payments later on, ending 
after 25 years instead of run­
ning for a full military career of 
30 years or more.

One major objective cited by 
the Pentagon is to encourage 
younger pilots to stay in ser­
vice.

In a letter to House Speaker 
C arl A lbert, the D efense 
Department said the proposed 
legislation “responds to con­
gressional criticism  of the 
existing flight-pay system ,’’ 
which costs more than $200 
million a year.

The Pentagon disclosed its 
legislative package, which was 
sent to Capitol Hill two weeks 
ago, after a new blast at the 
flight-pay system by Rep. Les 
Aspin, D-Wis.

’Die May 31 cutoff in flight 
pay was written into this year’s 
defense budget bill.

A m ajor criticism  of the 
flight-pay system is that it

Stockholm $4.03 and The Hague 
$2.53.

Canberra, where Australian 
h o u se w iv e s  h a v e  b e e n  
protesting rising meat prices, 
sirloin steak sold at $1.66 per 
pound, the only capital other 
than Buenos Aires an(j Brasilia 
where it sold for less than here.

The survey included 14 items, 
ranging from sirloin and chuck 
roast to ham, frying chicken 
and b read . In 11 of th e . 
c a t e g o r ie s ,  sh o p p ers  in* 
Washington were shown paying 
less than the median ‘or mid­
point price for all the countries.

According to the survey, for 
example, sirloin steak showed a 
median price of $2.56 per pound 
for all the countries, 77 cents 
more than in Washington, D.C.

Beef production was down to 
14 per cent from April 1972, and 
pork was 9 per cent less, the 
department said.

The report said eating habits 
in other countries vary widely 
and that quality and types of 
meat cuts also differ by coun­
try.

“This is something we in­
herited,” said Prof. Edward J. 
Duda, director of the Bartlett 
Arboretum iindicating a rove 
of curiously small trees, with 
ball-shaped crowns, bdt with 
leaves of maple, birch, oak and 
other familiar native Connec-' 
ticut shade trees.

From their age, the trees 
should be 50 feet tall, and some 
of them closer to 100 feet. 
Instead of being left to grow 
naturally  they have been 
severely pruned, with branches 
lopped back almost to the trunk 
year after year. Small new 
branches have sprouted to be 
pruned back in their turn. The 
trees are no more than 10 feet 
tall.

The top of each tree is a dense 
clump of foliage on a mass of 
small limbs and twigs, within 
easy reach from the ground or, 
at most, from a small step- 
ladder. The trunks, for the first 
few feet, are free of limbs and 
much larger in diameter than 
you would expect from the 
height of the tree.

Yet the "pollarded” trees, as 
*■ they are called, were not grown 

as freaks. This (Wanting was 
made by the Bartlett Tree 
Expert Company and the trees 
were cropped close to the 
ground so that they could be 
really observed if attacked by 
insects or disease, and the 
results of any pest control 
methods that were being tried 
could also be closely studied. 

C itizens Raised Money 
The Bartlett Arboretum was 

established by the founder of 
the company, the late F.A. 
Bartlett, as his home and base 
of operations, and in addition to 
many acres of natural growth, 
there are specimen trees of 
many unusual varieties that 
Mr. Bartlett planted.

The company, during his 
lifetime, had also established a 
private experiment station in 
North Carolina, and after his 
death the decision was made to 
move the headquarters to that 
state and put the Starhford 
property up for sale.

This happened in 1964, and a 
group of Stamford citizens 
acted quickly to find some way, 
if possible, to save the area as 
open space. State and federal 
funds for such projects were 
more easily available, perhaps, 
than they are today, and when

for the Bartlett Co., was taken 
over as a staff member by the 
University when it became the 
owner on Jan. 1, 1966, but Mr. 
Kelsey died in December of 
1972. Under present budget 
policies of the state govern­
ment, such vacancies are not 
filled, although Prof. Duda 
hopes there may be better 
times and more help ahead.

Working alone, he has lec­
tured to groups of University 
students who come on one-day 
trips occasionally from Storrs, 
and last summer he gave a 
three-credit course attended by 
40 teachers. There will be 
another such summer course 
this year.

School children irf the Stam -, 
ford area make more use of the ' 
resources than any other group. 
More than 3,000 children from 
the  schoo ls took p a r t  in 
programs at the Arboretum 
during the school year. They 
are helped by 40 volunteer 
guides, recruited by the same 
group of people who raised the 
money that made the purchase 
of the Arboretum possible, and 
have now formed a permanent 
B a rtle tt A ssociation. The 
volunteers give one morning 
each week to work with the 
children.

Dr. Duda will have funds this 
summer to hire six college 
students for their vacation 
weeks and they will help him 
catch up on grounds infiprove- 
ment work.

T hrough the Swamp
The most interesting part of 

our day was a trip on foot over 
what is called the Bog Walk. It 
is a long, curving boardwalk, 
elevated a foot or so aboye the 
black muck of a huge swamp. It 
gives a close look at a fine 
natural wetland, and the Bog 
Walk is credited to the Stam­
ford Girl Scouts.

The girls wanted some kind of 
a project to help the Arboretum 
and when P rofessor Duda 
suggested a boardwalk through 
the swamp, the girls decided 
they w an t^  to work on it. They 
wrote out a proposal and sub- 
niitted it to the Readers’ Digest 
which gave the girls a $500 
grant. 'That was enough to buy a 
lot of boaTds and, with help 
from interested adults, the 
walk was built.

There is an orchard of nut 
trees on the Arboretum proper­
ty, a fine display garden of 
dwarf conifers, an exhibit of 
normally ‘ ‘evergreen ’ ’ • trees 
that have mutated to produce 
varieties with yellow foliage, 
including juniper,- hemlock, 
cedar and false cypress. There 
is a collection of deciduous 
trees with purple foliage, in­
cluding birch, beech, maple, 
plum and privet.

Dr. Duda says the. primary 
collection for the near future 
will be azaleas and rhododen­
drons, plants that thrive in the 
Stamford area and will provide 
a valuable display for home 
owners who can see them all in 
bloom and dec ide w hich 
varieties they would like to 
own.

The Arboretum property is 
open to the public from 8:30 to 
sunset every day, but no picnics 
are allowed and no horse back 
riding. Dogs are not welcome 
and visitors are not supposed to 
pick any wildflowers.

Where the crew was working 
there was a high spreading 
white oak tree and in a high 
crotch a hawk’s nest with young 
ones. When a man came along 
we showed him the nest and 
said we wished we could shoot 
the old birds and do away with 
the young before they got big 
enough to deplete our game.

He told us how mistaken we 
were to blame the hawks for the 
scarcity of game because they 
only hunted for undesirable 
rodents and snakes. He evident­
ly thought squirrels and snakes- 
were undesirable.

One of the lads on the crew 
pulled a hat over his ears, but­
toned his coat collar up around 
his neck, put on a pair of gloves 
and went up the tree to the nest. 
’The old hawks mdde it unplea­
sant enough so he was glad to 
get down but not before he had 
thrown down a half devoured 
partridge.

Birds legs and feet have a 
very practical design. When the- 
leg is out straight as in walking, 
the toes can spread obt for 
better balance and to serve like 
snowshoes where the way is 
soft. When the leg is drawn up 
next to the body as when taking 
a step, flying or roosting, the 
toes are pulled together with 
considerable power. When a 
bird roosts to rest or sleep, it

squats so the toes automatical­
ly clench on the perch. It cannot 
loosen its hold until it stands up 
to straighten its legs.

This is how hawks and owls 
are able to drive their needle 
sharp talons into their prey. 
O.C. once observed how it 
works.

He was just sitting by a 
woods road, “Between the dark 
and the daylight, when the night 
is beginning to lower.” Owl’s 
feathers are so soft that they 
a re  s ilen t in fligh t. One 
swooped down from a white 
p ine t r e e  and landed  on 
something in the road, and 
spread itself out flat. It held 
tha t pose until the victim  
stopp^ struggling, then flew 
away with it.

An owl’s greatest enemy is a 
crow. Perhaps that should be 
reversed after dark. If a crow 
spots an owl in the day time he 
calls in for reinforcements and 
they come l^urrying. They 
worry the owl when it sits still 
and attack it when it tries to fly. 
The odds are all in the crows’ 
favor because they are such 
superior aviators. Probably an 
owl has all the advantage if it 
discovers a crow roost at night. 
He has superior night vision.

After O.C. had kept seven 
owls in a cage for some time he 

. was told to give them their 
freedom. They stayed in the 
neighborhood roosting hi the 
maple trees until so many com­
plaints came in of neif^bors 
losing chickens, that O.U was 
told to shoot them off. “Where 
nobody lives, and the dogs baric 
at strangers” is not the only 
tough country for a boy.

Franchises Booming Again

NEW YORK (AP) -  As 
recently as three years ago the 
future of retail franchising was 
in doubt, after a series of 
bankruptcies that followed 
questionable business practices 
which led to a rash of in­
vestigations.

I t  s e e m s  t h a t  som e 
operations subsisted on the 
p r o c e e d s  f ro m  s e l l in g  
“ protected te rr ito r ie s” to 
franchises rather than selling 
the product itself. They cut up 
the United States into segments ' 
and sold it all over agato.

Some of the franchise deals, 
mainly in the fast food area, 
were only hucksters’ dreams, 
but that didn’t bother Wall 
Street which enthusiastically 
joined the game by selling 
shares in the dreams to equally 
unwary investors.

’̂ i c a l ly ,  it is the businesses 
built bn dreams that disappear 
first in a recession, and so 
many of the franchise games 
went under when the economy 
shrank in 1970. ’Their goal was 
expansion; to shrink meant 
death.

And now, the International 
Franchise Association, which 
always wanted the world to 
know that there were sound, 
old-line com panies in the 
business, announces that a new 
boom is under way.

A sales growth of between $10 
billion and $15 billion is fore­
seen for this year, bringing the 
total to about $160 billion. The 
IFA also expects that 10,000 to 
15,000 more outlets will be 
opened, to make a total of 430,- 
QOO plus.

This, claims Jerry Opack, 
executive vice president, is the 
s e c o n d  g e n e r a t io n  of

franchising, a generation much 
more stable, better regulated, 
and with the weeds, such as 
those described, uprooted.

But th e re  appear to be 
problems, and regulatory of­
ficials now are running down 
what they claim are pyramid 
s c h e m e s .

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Belfast Strife Perverts
Editor’s Note: Associated 

P ress correspondent Colin 
Frost has cjovered the com­
munal s tr ife  in N orthern 
Ireland since the current round 
began in mid-1969. He returned 
there this week after several 
months and in this dispatch 
tells what he found.

BELFAST, Northern Ireland 
(AP) — To the retu rn ing  
visitor, life in Belfast seems to 
be in one of its better periods.

A Saturday evening with only 
four bombs ... A weekend with 
only three violent deaths, one of 
them a 4-year-old boy hit by 
mistake.

People are out on the streets. 
The soldiers at the scores of 
checkpoints are relaxed and 
cheerful.

But beneath the surface the 
tensions of years of turmoil are 
stirring again for the summer 
bloodletting. July and August 
a re  the “ bad” months in 
N o r th e r n  I r e l a n d ’s 
bloodstained calendar. People 
know it and are frightened.

The elections for district 
councils Wednesday were an 
attempt to turn the people to 
orderly politics. But the bombs 
that hit the center of Belfast

during the voting gave notice 
that the Irish Republican Army 
is still in business.

The IRA’s three-year cam­
paign to end P ro te s ta n t 
domination of Northern Ireland 
and reunite the six counties 
with the Roman Catholic Irish 
Republic has already wrought 
more damage than did Hitler’s 
bombs in World War II.

The property toll runs into 
scores of millions of dollars. 
Whole stretches in the center of 
Belfast have been flattened. 
The main shopping center is 
guarded  like  p fo r tre s s ;  
everyone and every vehicle is 
searched on entry. But still the 
occasional bomb gets through.

One person in every nine has 
chang^ his home during the 
troubles, most of them out of 
fear.

I n t i m i d a t i o n  — the  
threatening note in the letter­
box, the brick through the win­
dow — is part of life where the 
Catholic and Protestant com­
munities overlap. If the war­
ning is ignored, the gasoline 
bomb is next.

As people move out to the 
western subUrbs, the troubles 
t r a v e l  w i t h  th e m .  In 
Bal lymurphy  and Ander- 
sonstown, whole blocks of new 
apartments are empty, their 
windows shattered in crossfire 
between the IRA and the 
British Army.

Houses, built within the past 
two years already are bricked 
up or shuttered with corrugated 
iron.

There  is a heavy psy­
chological toll, too — the trou­
ble stored in young minds that

m ay  ex p l o d e  in f u t u r e  
generations.

‘"The exploitation of children 
is one aspect that singles itself 
out in vileness,” said the 
Roman Catholic bishop of 
Belfast, Dr. William Philbin. -

"They are enticed by bribes, 
by reminders of injustices past 
and present, by lies and threats 
and by any and every other 
means into executing infamous 
orders.

“The weakest in charactor 
and lowest in intelligence of a 
whole generation of children

are being pelwerted into habits 
of viciousness and hatred. ’They 
are being taught that evil is 
good.”

From the other side of the 
r e l i g i o u s  _ d i v i d e ,  the  
Presbyterian church in its an­
nual report made a similar 
assessment. It said youngsters 
are turning to drink and 
violence. People are either 
p h y s i c a l l y  o r  m e n t a l l y  
exhausted or to a degree 
brutalized.

“Many are no longer easily 
shocked by the grim events in 
their situation.”

Urban Renewal 
Fund Battle 
Promised

WASHINGTON (A P) -  
C ongressm an  R o b e rt M. 
Giaimo, D-Conn., Thursday 
said he intends to iead a floor 
fight to restore $1 billion to the 
nationai appropriation for ur­
ban renewal programs.

However, Giaimo said that 
although he thought Congress 
would restore funds cut by 
President Nixon, he was not op­
timistic that Nixon would sign 
such a bili, and he said it was 
uniikely that Congress would 
overide a presidential veto.

The Nixon administration 
budget proposes to  slash  
national urban renewal funding 
from $1.45 billion in the current 
fiscql year to $137 million for 
the fiscal year beginning July 1.

Despite Giaimo’s criticism of 
the adm in istra tion  urban 
renewal cuts, he said he doesn’t 
object to dismantling the U.S. 
Office of Economic Opportuni­
ty, whose Gimmunity Action 
programs Giaimo often has 
criticized.

Giaimo contended that the 
President “does not have the 
power to cut off a program that 
h a s  b ee n  m a n d a te d  by 
Congress.” Giaimo also argued 
that Congress has through the 
last three adm inistrations 
allowed too much power to slip 
to the presidency.

TTie Board of Education last 
night changed certain boundary 
l in e s ,  so th a t  som e 13 
youngsters eligible to attend 
Phase I of the Sequential Lear­
ning Program (kindergarten) 
in the fail will attend Robertson 
School instead of Coventry 
Grammar School. The reason 
fo r  th e  c h a n g e  is  th a t  
s ig n i f ic a n t ly  lo w er 
registrations for the program 
at Robertson would find only 
about 15 children per session 
there, as opposed to between 21 
and 24 per session at CGS.

Discussion on these enroll­
ment figures were conducted in 
executive session last night, 
with the board then announcing 
adoption of two motions. The 
first is “that the present boun­
dary line designating student 
enrollment at the two elemen­
tary schools be adjusted so that 
all children living in Waterfront 
Heights and Hemlock Point 
who would have been enrolled 
in Phase I in the fall of 1973 at 
Coventry Grammar School will 
instead by enrolled at Robert­
son.”

The board last night also 
adopted a resolution publicly 
e x p re s s in g  “ i t s  s in c e re  
gratitude and thanks to the peo­
ple of the Town of Coventry for 
their overwhelming support of 
the educational budget at the 
town meeting of May 21. It is 
further resolved that we view 
this citizen action as a vote of 
confidence for the board’s per­
formance over the past year 
and pledge ourselves toward 
further efforts at improving 
and upgrading the quality of 
education in our community.”

The student Board of Educa­

tio n , ch o sen  a s  p a r t  of 
Wednesday’s town government 
day, was present at last night’s 
session and heard Dr. Donald 
Hardy, superin tendent of 
schools, offer praise for student 
performance in connection with 
the event.

Hardy said he had had a 
lengthy m eeting w ith the 
students yesterday and that 
they had come up with some 
suggestions that he felt had 
merit.

Speed Kills at Indy
Now that the rain has stopped, the dust settled, at least 

two lives lost, several others, drivers and spectators, 
seriously injured, all is calm at Indianapolis, here’s one 
corner who feels the annual mayhem at the faihe<f 
brickyard should be altered or stopped.

Indy has become a death trap, because of excessive 
speed, and the latest in the long history proved once again 
that death lurks at every turn although the finest racing 
equipment and the most skilled drivers are behind the 
wheeU

I’ve enjoyed watching, in person, and via teevee, 
automobile racing over the years. I’m sure that I’ve been 
£I8 thrilled as anyone since midget racing was introduced 
at West Springfield by Mai Barlow, Jay Rubinow and A1 
Warner, all of Manchester, with Bill Tuthill promoting, 
nearly three decades ago.

Since that time, big cars, modified stocks and midgets 
have been on the scene in this area.

There is a place on the sports calendar for all forms of 
racing, but with limitations.

True, it’s been proven that big cars can attain speeds of 
over 200 miles per hour at Indy. Next it will be 225 and 
better per hour for the chauffeurs.

Many race drivers claim its safer running on the track 
than tiding to buck traffic on the highway. Hogwash.

The Indy field of drivers is great, make no mistake about 
it. You don’t jump out of the family car and qualify for the 
Memorial Day classic. It takes years of training, and 
experience.

'  Cars Look Like Planes
The latest Indy cars look more tike airplanes...and they 

fly, too.
'Die race drivers are a special breed. The old timers 

don’t want any safety cages on their equipment. It’s like a 
hockey player. The most important part of his body is his 
head but he refuses to wear a helmet.

When Art Pollard diedthe first day of time trials, he was 
the 33rd driver to lose his life at Indy, insiders claim he 
might have been spared if his car was equipped with a 
safety cage.

America is still blood-thirsty for the 500, best evidence 
being the reported 300,000 fans on hand-for the scheduled 
race last Monday. They saw one of the worst pile-ups in 
history, even before one lap was completed. Next year, if 
the race goes on, and it probably will, andif accomodations 
were available, the attendance would soar to 400,000.
'A  goodly number of race fans, for. any event, go for the 

excitement, and this includes accidents. Most fans look for 
accidents as part of every show. The most spectacular, the 
better. Few, however, if any, want to see any driver in­
jured, whether it be in big, midget or stock cars.

Eliminate the track mishaps and attendance would fall 
off sharply.

Something has got to be done at Indy. It- will be in­
teresting to see what developes in the weeks ahead.

The Indy field, and a triumph, is the goal of every big car 
driver. There is no bigjger prestige race in the country. It is 
also fast becoming ^ e a t h  trap, too.

The average famity driver is well aware that speed kills, 
yet more speed with each passing year is the goal at In­
dianapolis.

Mud and Memories 
Linger At Speedway
INDIANAPOLIS (AP) — The crowds 

were gone, the cars were being put on 
trailers and taken away, the drivers were 
gone, but the mud, trash and memories 
lingered at Indianapolis Motor Speedway 
Thursday.

The 57th edition of the Indianapolis 500- 
mile race turned out to be the toughest in 
history to get run. Twice it was washed 
out and four times it was marred by 
tragedy with a driver and a crewman 
dying, two drivers injured seriously and 10 
spectators hospitalized.

Twenty-four hours after the race finally 
ended in the rain at 332V̂  miles. Speedway 
Supt. Clarence Cagle said he wasn’t sure 
where to start with the cleanup of the 539- 
acre plant.

Many of the areas in the infield used for 
parking on race day are a quagmire, and 
the nine-hole gold course in the infield 
area is more than grass in many places.

Hotels, restaurants, airlines, school of­
ficials and police found Thursday general­
ly just a normal business day after the 
hectic events of the early part of the week._

Although hotels and m otels and*  ̂
restaurants had turn away business for

two extra days because of the rain post­
ponements, almost everyone was happy to 
see it over.

There were manpower problems-at the 
Speedway, both inside and out.

By Tuesday only 72 Speedway guards 
were on duty, compared with 180 Monday. 
The number fell to 57 Wednesday.

Those people are privately employed by 
the Speedway, but the police outside­
directing traffic and handling the huge 
throngs of visitors and campers — are not.

There were 600 Indianapolis policemen 
on duty Tuesday, but the force was cut to 
100 W ednesday m orning. Winston 
Churchill, Indianapolis police chief, said 
100 more policemen were placed on duty 
when word came the race would be run.

A number of officers worked 40 straight 
hours.

Mayor Richard G. Lugar, noting that the 
Speedway does not offset city expenses 
relating to the Indy race, said, "I'm  sure 
we’ll have to re-evaluate the given 
extremities of the situation. AH the 
burdens involved and the turmoil that was 
caused by the postponements this year.”

They're hurting physically, as well as 
mentally. If the casualty list grows much 
bigger, trainer Buddy LeRoux will have to 
double the space of his room.

The Red ^ x  had to play a three-game 
series this week with the California Angels 
without Carl Yastrzemski^ who had hit in 
eight straight games while raising his 
average to .284.

Second baseman Doug Griffin is 
sidelined for four to six weeks with a 
broken left hand. Catcher Carlton Fisk 
somehow manages to hang in the lineup, 
and do a good job, despite severe bruises 
on his entire body.

Third baseman Rico Petrocelli still is 
bothered by a bad knee. Ageless shortstop 
Luis Aparicio has to be concerned about 
an ankle which forced him out of the 
lineup earlier in the season.

Center fielder Reggie Smith has been 
plagued by injuries. Left-fielder Tommy 
Harper is a guy who plays with pain most 
of the time, getting taped up and then 
going all out.

Harper and Smith had to retire early

deficit for a 7-6 victory, salvaging the 
finale of the series. Harper pulled a mus­
cle after getting two hits and drawing a 
walk.

BOSTON (AP) — Frank Robinson, a 
sure bet for baseball’s Hall of Fame, soon 
may be facing a tough decision. Is it worth 
something like 3100,000 a year, for at least 
a couple of seasons, to tecome the first 
black manager in the major leagues?

Robinson, who will be 38 on Aug. 31, still 
swings a mighty bat, and is collecting a 
bundle on the start of a two-year contract 
with the California Angels. Best guesses 
range from 3150,000-3200,000 per year.

That’s a lot of scratch for any guy, par­
ticularly for an aging player who can still 
limp to the plate and deliver big hits under 
the American League’s designated hitter 
rule adopted this year. A manager gets a 
lot less.

However, Robinson, the only man ever 
to, win the most valuable player award in 
both the National and American league, 
long has nursed a desire to become a 
major league manager, a position which 
no black has penetrated.

“ I ’ve thought about managing for 
maybe 10 years,” Robinson said Thursday 
after helping the Angels to a 7-6 victory 
over the Boston Red Sox. “Howevef, I 
haven’t talked to anyone.”

The big right-handed slugger, who won 
' MVP honors in 1%1 in leading Cincinnati 

to the pennant and again in sparking the 
Baltimore Orioles to the flag in 1966, was 
the National League’s rookie of the year in 
1956. That was a long time ago.

Now, bothered by a bad leg and facing a 
future of more pulled muscles, Robby 
faces a big decision.

A report out of Washington Thursday 
quoted Joe Danzansky as saying that 
Robinson was at "the head of my list” of 
managerial candidates for a team in the 
nation’s capitol in 1974. Danzansky heads a 
group which has purchased the San Diego 
Padres for transfer to Washington..

’Tve talked with a couple of writers in 
Washington, but I haven’t heard from Mr. 
Danzansy or anyone else,” Robinson said. 
“However, I might be interested in the 
job. It would depend on a lot of things.

“I ’ve thought about managing for a long 
time, but I want a job in the major 
leagues. I’ve managed in winter ball (San- 
turce, P.R.) for four years and have really 
enjoyed it.

“I have to be realistic about the whole 
thing. I may be able to play another two or 
three years, but really how much longer? 
If there is a firm offer to stay in baseball, I 
have to consider it. The game has been 
good to me and I enjoy it.”

Robinson called the Padres a “young 
expansion team.” He indicated he would 
need a long-term contract by saying he 
thought the Padres several years away 
from becoming a pennant contender.

He also has strong throughts about a 
black managing, or playing, in baseball.

"I don’t think fans look at a man’s 
color” , he said. “Blacks don’t go out to the 
park to see blacks. They go out to see a 
ball player.”

California General Manager Harry 
Dalton, who acquired Robinson in a . big 
trade with Cincinnati as a general 
manager at Baltimore appeared surprised 
when told of the report from Washington.

“ It’s the first I’Ve heard about it,” 
Dalton said.

Asked whether he would give permis­
sion for Robinson to talk to Danzansky and 
the Washington group, Dalton said: “ I 
would have to think about it. You can see 
what he has meant to our ball club in jiist 
two months.”

C olum bia  v o te rs  have  
authorized the purchase of a 
landfill site on Rt. 6 for use as a 
sanitary disposal area. The 
price is $26,000 and the land will 
be bought from the state.

The town had voted for the 
purchase at a special town 
meeting April 10, but the vote 
was challenged by petitioners 
who felt there should be more 
information on the cost of the 
total operation.

The f i r s t  p e titio n  w as 
declared invalid by the town 
counsel, but a second one, 
signed by 150 persons was 
declared valid and the meeting 
was called.

Jam es Carey, one of the 
petitioners, explained that the 
group petitioned the town to 
raise several questions about 
the best type of waste disposal 
system . Before the town 
accepts the expected expen­
diture of 14 mills, certain op­
tions should be investigated, he 
said.

He added the town should ap­
point a committee to study the 
problem and issue a report, 
afte r which the taxpayers 
should decide which system is 
best and how much money the 
town should spend.

Albert Hadigian, another 
p e titio n e r, said money is 
provided by the state for dis­
posal systems and added that in 
the future there will be a state 
master plan for waste disposal.

F irs t Selectman Howard 
Bates said the selectmen have 
been in touch with the state 
Department of Environmental 
Protection (DEP) since its in­
ception and before that with the 
State Health Department.

He in tro d u ced  C harles 
Kurker, an engineer with the 
DEP, who outlined a state plan 
to eliminate all incinerators 
and reduce the number of 
sanitary landfill areas. He 
added that a complete state 
system  is expected to be 
working in about 15 years.

Kurker said Tuesday’s action 
should not be postponed. The 
present site on Doubleday Rd. 
should be closed as the state

recommended four years ago.
Robert Russell, a town resi­

dent, then moved to defeat 
Carey’s motion, saying it in­
c lude  nothing in the warning 
about appointing a committee 
and nothing about what the 
town was going to do with the 
land.

Russell added, “The town has 
twice voted to buy the land and 
the town has the money. The 
s e le c tm e n  sh o u ld  have  
purchased it earlier."

Dr. Bruce Bradford said 
there is an urgency to close the 
dump now. Bringing refuse to 
another town or bringing refuse 
to the present dump, "leaves 
me cold. Buy the site on Rt. 6 
and do something tonight that's 
positive.”

Mrs. Marilyn Kassman asked 
that the projected 14-mlll rate 
increase be explained.

Carey said the site will cost 
$26,000 (to be paid from 
revenue sharing funds). The 
engineer’s preliminary costs 
are unknown, site preparation 
costs are unknown, equipment 
would cost $204,000 and $10,000 
would *be spent for storage of 
equipment and preparation 
would cost $20,000 to $30,000 a 
year.

Bates said the area on 
Doubleday Rd. "is teeming 
over.” The town spends money 
to truck and fill gravel on 
Doubleday Rd. to meet state 
requirem ents of landcover 
every night, he said.

Regarding land development, 
Bates introduced John Lenard, 
licensed engineer, who has been 
to the Rt. 6 site and submitted a 
quotation for the job for $1,800. 
The Weaver Associates had es­
timated the job at $4,500.

A landfill area is different 
from a dump, said Lenard. One 
can live with it and it fits better 
in today’s environment. He es­
timated the operation including 
a bulldozer would cost between 
$10,000 and $15,000.

Navy Frowns 
On Tattoos

SAN DIEGO, Calif. (AP) -  
"Tattoo City" is getting a little 
fire from the Navy.

Capt. William Carson, chief 
of dermatology at San Diego 
Naval Hospital, wants the state 
to close the dozens of tattoo 
parlors in the city.

"New York has done it, and 
I’m surprised that a state as 
progressive as California has 
made no move to stop it, said 
Carson.

As the site of a major Navy 
base, San Diego has been called 
“Tattoo City" since World War 
II and thousands of sailors have 
used the parlors.

But Carson said many often 
-check into the hospital right 
after getting tattoos.

“They do not seem to realize 
that a tattoo is a permanent dis­
figuration...as far as infection 
goes, it’s just something you 
don't see," he said, noting that 
the Navy has a program to 
remove unwanted tattoos.

Doc Webb, who has been in 
the tattoo«busii16Bs 40 years, 
says his shop is v isited  
periodically by state health in­
spectors. And, he said ser­
vicemen account for only half 
his business. The rest include 
women and businessmen.

Today s most popular tatoo is 
one of Jesus Christ, Webb said.

But despite the protest, tat­
toos and sailors seem destined 
to go on.

A 23-year-Old sailor from 
Long Beach who identified 
himself only as Clem says he 
set a personal goal of 52 tattoos, 
one for every month he’ll spend 
in the Navy. He has exceeded

AUGUSTA, Maine (AP) -  
Maine’s 15 Elks lodges have 
been ordered to surrender their 
1973 liquor licenses, ending a 
protracted legal battle over a 
controversial "whites-only” 
clause in the Elks’ national 
charter.

The order, contained in cer­
tified letters from the Bureau 
of Alcoholic Beverages, was 

/  mailed to Elks lodges across 
the state and to Maine’S tone 
Moose lodge in South Portland.

The U.S. Supreme Court 
recently upheld aiMaine law 
which bars liquor licenses to 
o rg an iz a tio n s  which d is ­
criminate on the basis of race.

The lodges had been serving 
liquor under temporary permits 
issued early this year while the 
case was pending before the 
high court.

Asst. Atty. Gen Charles R. 
Larouche said that in order to 
resume selling liquor, the

lodges would have to eliminate 
the discriminatory clause and 
wait the statutory six-month 
period to reapply after a denial.

Last week, the Elks” grand 
exalted ruler, Francis Smith of 
Sioux Falls, S.D., said he will 
recom m end to the  E lk s ’ 
national convention in July that 
the controversial policy be 
dropped.

Smith said the court judg­
ment upholding Maine’s an­
tidiscrimination law represents 
a financial threat to many in­
dividual lodges.

The Loyal Order of Moose 
voted this week at its conven­
tion in Chicago to amend its 
membership policy by deleting 
references to race from its con­
stitution and bylaws.

Elks officials have predicted 
that the order’s charitable work 
will suffer from the loss of 
liquor sales revenue.

Die NYC Ship Collision

WASHINGTON (AP) -  A 

na tio n - 'sp an n in g  jo u rn e y  
appears in prospect for three 
convicted W atergate con­
spirators whose release was 
authorized from a federal 
prison so they could testify 
before a Los Angeles grand 
jury.

Los Angeles D istrict At­
torney Joseph Busch says he 
wants the men—E. Howard 
Hunt, Bernard L. Barker and 
Eugenio Martinez—to testify 
before a county grand jury that 
w ill look into the o ffice  
burglary of a psychiatrist who 
treated Daniel Ellsberg.

That grand jury is scheduled 
to begin its proceedings next 
week. S pecial W ate rg a te

prosecutor Archibald Cox said 
F riday the men would be 
released tem porarily  from 
federal prison in Danbury, 
Conn,, to testify when they are 
called.

Cox also disclosed that he and 
Samuel Dash—the chief counsel 
for the Senate Watergate in­
vestigating committee— had 
agreed to meet to talk over 
problems Cox sees arising from 
the Senate hearings.

In a statement, Cox said the 
hearings posed "the risk of 
s e r io u s  d a m a g e  to  in ­
vestigations and any resulting 
prosecutions ...” He said topics 
discussed with Dash a t a 
preliminary session Wednesday 
included "possible ways of 
reducing the harm.”

Meskill Lauds 
Legislature

HARTFORD (AP) — “ I want to congratulate you on a 
job well done and on a session which will, I hope, become a 
model for future sessions,” Gov. Thomas J. Meskill told a 
joint session of the General Assembly on the last night of 
the 1973 regular session.

The occasion Friday night ■ 
was a contrast to previous final
nights which usually ended 
som etim e a f te r  m idnight 
following a flourish of last- 
minute legislation.

By contract, the 1973 session, 
\rah the first Republican con­
trolled legislature in roughly 
two decades, finished its 
business last week, a full two 
w eeks ahead  of i ts  con­
stitutional deadline of June 6.

In a speech lasting less than 
15 minutes Meskill said that in 
addition to its efficiency the 
1973 General Assembly would 
be remembered best for what it 
had produced.

The governor singled out tax 
reform  and creation of a 
hospital cost commission as 
major accomplishments of the 
session.

The latter, which will review 
irivate hospital and nursing 
home budgets, "promises us a 
unified, coherent and logical 
health care delivery system in 
Connecticut at the lowest possi­
ble cost,” he said.

"The 1973 session... will als be 
remembered as the first ses­
sion in a quarter of a century to 
reduce the sales tax,” he said.

"Connecticut’s dubious honor 
of having the highest sales tax 
in the nation has become a thing 
of the past,” he added.

The legislature lowered the 
sales tax from 7 to 6.5 per cent, 
removed the tax on dividends 
and provided for tax relief for 
elderly  home owners and 
renters starting in 1974.

Republican leaders from both 
houses said afterward they 
w ere  proud to a s so c ia te  
th e m se lv es  w ith  the  a c ­
complishments of the 1973 ses­
sion.

Democrats, by contrast, were 
less enthusiastic.

“There could have been more 
tax reduction,” said Senate 
Minority Leader Charles T. 
A lfano, D -S uffie ld . ;‘,‘He 
(Meskill) didn’t bother to men­
tion that he has been responsi­
ble for a 40 per cent increase in 
ta x e s  d u r in g  h is  ' a d ­
ministration,” he said.

House Minority Leader Carl 
R. Ajello, D-Ansonia, criticized 
Meskill for taking credit for 
th in g s  th a t  w ere  sought 
previously by Democratic ad­
m inistrations such as the 
hospital costs bill.

P rio r to the speech, the 
Senate unanimously approved a 
resolution calling for a con­
stitutional amendment to make 
the office of justice of the peace 
appointive rather than elective. 
The amendment will go before 
voters in November 1974.

Meanwhile, Senate Majority 
Leader Lewis Rome, R-Bloom 
field, said the Senate will meet 
Monday to nominate a hew 
p residen t pro tem pore to 
replace Peter L. Cashman, 
R-Lyme.

Cashman resigned to succeed 
T. Clark Hull as lieutenant 
governor upon Hull’s promotion 
to the state Superior Court 
bench.

Hunt has told a federal grand 
jury here that he hired Barker 
and Martinez to break into the 
office of Dr. Lewis Fielding in 
an attempt to obtain the psy­
chological file of Ellsberg, then 
a defendant in the Pentagon 
Papers case.

Fire, Explosions 
Follow Accident

NEW YORK (AP) — An American container vessel 
ram m ed into a Belgian tanker early today in New York 
H arbor near the Verrazano-Narcows Bridge, setting both 
ships ablaze amid a series of explosions.

six persons dead, including the 
taptain of the American ship. 
More than 20 were reported in­
jured among 68 known sur­
vivors. Four crewmen were 

'‘listed as missing.
The suspension bridge at the 

harbor’s entrance was closed 
temporarily when the burning 
ships drifted underneath, with ' 
flames leaping hundreds of feet 
into the sky over the strait 
between Brooklyn and Staten 
Island'.

The dead captain was iden­
tified as William Patterson of 
Clifton, N.J. Police said he suf­
fered an apparent heart attack 
after the collision.

Fireboats and police launches 
cut through a flaming oil slick 
to rescue crewmen from the 
container ship, the Sea Witch, 
and the 699-foot tanker Esso 
Brussels. Firemen continued 
battling the conflagration as the 
ships drifted farther into the 
outer harbor.

A survivor from the Sea 
Witch, David Bracy, 31, of Bar 
Harbor, Maine, who was in the 
ship's engine room at the time 
of the collision, said: "I think 
we lost our steering gear.”

Bracy, who suffered arm 
burns, said crewmen clustered 
at a spot on the ship’s afterdeck 
before being rescued by a 
fireboat.

A no ther crew  m em ber 
aboard the American ship, 
Michael O’Connor, 20, of West 
Orange, N .J., said; “There 
were flames on the ship and in

the water — we couldn't jump. 
Some of us were trapped in a 
passageway.”

M ore than  a thousand  
residents lined the Brooklyn 
shore near the bridge to watch 
as helicopters, tugs, police 
launches, fireboats and am­
bulances responded to the 
emergency.

One man who reported seeing 
the vessels collide said: "I 
heard a boat horn sounding for 
a minute before . . .  1 saw a 
fireball.”

Another witness said: "There 
were numerous explosions 
within the big fire — several as 
the ships went under the 
bridge.”

“There was a tremendous 
roaring sound all the time — it 
almost smothered conversation 
on the $hore,” he said.

The blaze broke out about 
12:45 a.m. when the Sea Witch 
slammed into the Esso Brussels 
amidship while the tanker was 
anchored in the Narrows just 
north of the bridge, according 
to Edwin Sheppard, chief fire 
marshal for the city.

Sheppard said the Sea Witch 
"veered into the Brussels.”

"Just prior to when it hit, the 
cargo vessel sounded the 
general alarm, which probably 
saved a lot of lives,” Sheppard 
said.

A survivor from the tanker 
said it was carrying 40,000 tons 
of crude oil due to be offloaded

Hijacked Dane’s 
Odyssey Ends

BUENOS AIRES, Argentina (AP)l — Two m asked 
gunmen who crisscrossed 15,(WO m iles of Latin A m erica in 
a record airline hijacking finally m anaged to escape today, 
but they got only $50,000 for their trouble.

Their escape became known
after the exhausted pilot, Capt. 
Hugo Molina, landed the air­
liner in Buenos Aires.

Molina said the hijackers had 
made off with the money in 
Resistencia, an Argentine city 
500 miles north of here. They 
escaped into the sparsely 
se ttl^  Chaco region in a pickup 
truck, he told newsmen.

“The hijackers ordered me to 
fly  to  R e s is te n c ia  and 
th r e a te n e d  to  Lkill th e  
stewardesses. if I refused,” 
Molina said. “In Resistencia 
they fled in a pickup truck 
provided by .the local police. I 
don’t know where they went.”

The next stop after Resisten­
cia was Asuncion, Paraguay, IS 
minutes’ flying time away, then 
to Buenos Aires, a 3‘/4-hour hop.

Molina taxied his airliner to 
an air force terminal at the 
Buenos Aires Airport and cut 
his motors. The door opened, 
and six crew members, in­
cluding three stewardesses, left

the craft. Two uniformed air­
line employes and a civilian 
then entered the plane, and 
quickly departed. Police sur­
rounded the craft briefly, then 
they too left.

The gunmen hijacked the 
Cdlom bian a i r l in e r  on a 
domestic flight Wednesday and. 
in the next two days forced two 
sets of pilots to fly to Panama 
and Aruba, then on to Ecuador, 
Peru, Argentina, Paraguay and 
back to Argentina.

M o lin a , a C o lo m b ia n , 
volunteered to board the plane 
in Aruba to relieve Capt. Jorge 
Lucena, the original pilot.

The hijackers’ first demand 
was the release of 140 Colom­
bian prison inmates. But the 
Colombian government said no. 
The next demand was $160,000. 
After flying about Central 
America and the Caribbean for 
a day, they finally received 
$50,000 in A ruba from  a 
represenUtive of SAM, the air­
line which owns the plane.
