Schneider said space agency 
officials planned a day-long 
meeting today at the Marshall 
S p a c e  F l i g h t  C e n te r ,  
Huntsville, Ala., to discuss the 
p o ten tia l fo r su c ce ss  and 
dangers involved in the space 
walk repair job.

They’ll also d iscuss the 
possibility of extending the 
scheduled 28-day mission as 
much as 10 days to make up 
experiments lost because of low 
power.

“This is a veiy desirable 
thing to do, but we don’t want to 
take a chance with our crew,” 
the director said of the space 
walk. "The prime consideration 
will be; Is it a safe thing to 
do?”

Schneider said the salvage 
attempt could come as early as 
Wednesday but there will be no 
hurry because “ we’d rather do 
it right than rushed.”

Assembly Bills Affecting 
State’s Elderly Reviewed

By JAMES CARRIER 
Associated Press Writer

HARTFORD (AP) -  From a 
m ajor tax break to a change in 
the name of Senior Citizens 
Day, the elderly received more 
b e n e fits  from  th is  y e a r ’s 
legislature than from the 1971 
and 1972 sessions.

The Republican majority ap­
proved 10 bills that will directly 
benefit those over 85 years of 
age and five other bills dealing 
with the elderly. A total of 160 
hills for the elderly were in­
troduced this year, many of 
them duplications.

In the Democrat-controlled 
1971 and 1972 sessions com­
bined, eight bills for the elderly 
were passed.

" I  think they did better this 
session than all the sessions,” 
said  W illiam  N. M acK ay , 
associate executive director of 
the Capitol Region Community 
C ou ncil. The cou n cil has 
documented the fate of legisla­
tion for the elderly.

Relief for the elderly has 
been a popular to p ic  for 
legislators for years, but the 
bills often failed somewhere in 
the legislative process.

In 1971, for example, 144 bills 
for the elderly were introduced, 
including 82 promising tax 
relief. TTiree were passed and 
signed into law. One created 
Elderly Citizens Day, the se­
cond gave free hunting licenses 
to the elderly and the third was 
a re v is io n  of p ap erw ork  
regulations for those filing for 
relief.

T h irte e n  b ills  w ere in ­
troduced in the shorter 1972 ses­
sion and five became law. The 

‘m ost notable was the a c t

re q u ir in g  e v e ry  tow n to 
designate a municipal agent to 
assist the elderly.

Senior citizens have often 
received token attention from 
the legislature, says state Sen. 
Ruth Truex, R-Wethersfield. 
^ i s  year, she said, “ a lot of 
really significant legislation for 
the elderly has come out. I 
think we’ve gotten down to very 
needy things.”

The Republicans are proudest 
of the tax relief of up to $500 for 
those families earning less than 
$7,500. F o r the first time, 
renters will be eligible for 
relief granted now to property 
owners.

There is concern that some 
property owners will lose their 
tax break under the new system 
of estimating relief. But the 
proponents | estimate that at 
least 17,000 tenters will become 
eligible for ihe first time for 
relief ranging from $50 to $500.

Soviet SST

GOUSSAINVILLE, France (AP) -  Aviation experts 
sifted through the wreckage of a Soviet supersonic airliner 
today trying to learn why the pride of Russia’s civilian air 
fleet crashed.

One bill approved by the

The elderly will also benefit 
from the reduction in the sales 
tax from 7 to 614 per cent.

Another b ill would allow 
municipalities to increase in­
dependently the relief they give 
to the elderly to as much as 75 
per cent of u person’s tax pay­
ment. The'state will not reim­
burse towns for the higher 
relief, however, as it does in the 
tax break program for those 
earning under $7,500.

Another tax bill permits some 
elderly  persons to pay no 
property tax at all during their 
l i f e t im e s .  M u n ic ip a lit ie s  
recover their missing revenue 
from the person’s estate after 
he dies.

Other bills for the elderly 
would:

—Appropriate $100,000 for 
e x is tin g  M eals-on-W heels 
programs for shut-ins.

—Increase benefits for cer­
tain retired state employes.

—Require landlords to pay 4 
per cent interest on apartment 
security deposits larger than 
one month’s rent.

—Exempt groups of 10 o r 
more senior citizens from the 
10 per cent admission tax' at 
amusements and movies.

—Change the name of Elderly 
Citizens Day to Senior Citizens 
Day and move it to May 1.

—Allow convalescent homes 
to have dental facilities for 
residents.

—Require physicians to tell 
patients what medicine is being 
p re scr ib e d , a llow  g e n er ic  
names to be used in prescrip­
tions and allow the posting of 
prescription prices.

—M ake e ld e r ly  housing 
projects eligible for federal 
funds.

Mrs. Truex said the elderly 
w ere fin a lly  reap ing  the 
benefits of the 1971 White House 
Conference on Aging, which 
proposed many of the bills 
passed this year.

HARRISON, N.Y. (AP) -  A 
medical examiner says a note 
in French found near the body 
of Air Force Capt. Edward A. 
Brudno, a former prisoner of 
war, translates roughly to “life 
was not worth living.”

B rud no’s body w as d is ­
covered Sunday at the home of 
his wife’s parents,. where he 
had been living ^ince his return 
last February from more than 
seven years of confinement in 
North Vietnam.

A psychiatrist from Newton, 
M a ss ., .said he had been 
treating Brudno recently.

Police called the death a 
suicide. But the Westchester 
County medical examiner’s of­
fice said it would not rule on the 
death until further medical 
tests were complete.

However, Dr. Henry Ryan, 
the deputy c h ie f  m ed ica l 
examiner, said, “I know the 
police have told people it was a 
suicide. They have reason to.”

Ryan said Brudno had a 
plastic bag over his head when 
his body was found on a bed. He 
said the bag “ wasn’t obstruc­
tive” and that more tests, in­
cluding examination for drugs, 
will be needed.

The time of Brudno’s death 
was set at late Saturday night 
or early Sunday.

Harrison police said Brudno, 
who would have been 33 today, 
had left a will dated May 22 and 
nine sealed letters in addition to 
the note in French.

South has quite a bit of work 

to do in today’s hand. To begin 
with, he must bid his hand 
vigorously enough to become 
declarer. A timid player might 
let E ast play the hand at 
diamonds. Second, South must 
set up his clubs and draw 
trum ps while keeping the 
savage diamonds at bay.

East dealer
Both sides Vulnerable
Opening lead — Three of 

Diamonds
South can see at a glance that 

he must lose two trumps, a dia­
mond and the ace of clubs. He 
can afford to lose nothing else.

West opens a diamond, and 
the suit is continued. South 
ruffs the second diamond and 
leads a club to knock out the 
ace. Back comes a diamond, 
and South must ruff again.

Now S o u th  sh o u ld  do 
som ething about trum ps. 
Otherwise, the opponent with 
only two trumps may ruff a 
club; and then the opponent 
with three trumps will still get 
his two trump tricks.

South cannot afford to lead 
out the ace of trumps and then 
lead a low trump. West would 
take .the queen and the king of 
trumps, thus drawing all of the 
trumps. And then West could 
lead his last diamond to defeat 
the contract.

Instead, South must lead one 
of his low trumps, keeping A-x

SAN DIEGO, Calif. (AP) -- A 
psychologist says research in­
dicates elem entary school 
pupils with unusual names such 
as Hubert and Elmer are likely 
to be discriminated against in 
the teacher’s gradebook.

Dr. Herbert Harari of San 
Diego State University says his 
research shows some unusual 
names are branded as “losers’ 
n a m e s ”  by e x p e r ie n c e d  
elementary-school teachers.

S tudents tra in ing  to be 
teachers don’t seem to share 
the prejudice, he says.

Harari saM the experiment 
grew out of research he and an 
associate did seven years ago in 
Florida. That study concluded 
that children bearing unusual 
first names are taunted by 
classmates more often' and are 
less likely to be popular.

Other names used in the first 
experim ent included Cecil, 
Blair, Riza, Gladys, Rhoda, 
H illary , P ercy , G ertrude, 
Bertha and Adelle.

Harari said that last year he 
decided to te s t te a c h e rs ’ 
perceptions of unusually named 
children. He took four com­
positions written by fourth and 
fifth -g rad ers  and told 80 
teach ers  and teachers-in - 
training in 10 San Diego schools 
that two had been written by 
boys named David and Michael 
— names found to be popular in

the earlier study — and two by 
Hubert and Elmer.

No m atter how the com­
positions were shuffled, Hubert 
and Elmer consistently fared 
nearly one grade worse than 
David and ^ c h a e l among the 
t e a c h e r s ,  H a r a r i  s a id .  
Teachers-in-training gave all 
four equal marks.

“Teachers know from past 
experience that a Hubert or ah 
Elmer is generally a loser,” the 
p sy c h o lo g is t sp e cu la ted . 
"Because he is taunted he 
reacts by becoming belligerent, 
aggressive and antagonistic 
toward teachers. One thing he 
doesn’t do is study.”

Different results emerged 
from a similar experiment with 
girls’ names, Harari said. The 
popular names of Karen and 
Lisa averaged 1.5 grades higher 
than Bertha but a half grade 
lower than Adelle, another un­
popular name.

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Government Edging 
Into ^Monopsony’

In economics, “monopoly” is the 
te rm  that describes the domination of 
a m a r k e t  by a s in g le  s e l l e r .  
“ Monoposony” is, the te rm  th a t 
describes the domination of a m arket 
by a single buyer.

The la ter is of m ore than m erely 
ac ad e m ic  in te re s t  to  econom ic 
theorists. According to a recently 
released study, the federal govern­
m ent has acquired the characteristics 
of a monopsony as a buyer of goods 
and services in a t least one field and is 
on the way to monopsony in others.

The study — “ Monopsony: A Fun­
dam ental Problem  in Government 
P rocurem ent” — was commissioned 
by the Aerospace Industries Assn., 
which represents the m ajo r m anufac­
tu re r s  of th e  n a tio n ’s a i r c ra f t ,  
spacecraft, m issiles and related  com ­
ponents.

The study warns that the problem s 
presented an all-powerful single buyer 
a re  no longer restric ted  to defense 
and space suppliers. G overnm ent 
agencies a re  taking an increasingly 
active role in such areas as m ass tran ­
sit, education, health and environm en­
ta l protection.

The significance of this trend, the 
study points out, is apparent from the 
f a c t  t h a t  f e d e r a l  g o v e r n m e n t  
purchases now constitute nearly 10 
per cent of the gross national product.

The annual increase in these kinds 
of government expenditures over the 
last decade (adjusted for inflation) 
has been nearly 3 per cent. Many 
forecasts project increases of 24 per 
cent or m ore in the current decade.

“ One of the unique and distressing 
aspec ts of the process by which

governm ent acquires m ajor (produc­
tion) system s,” the study says, “ is 
that all too often all of the parties in­
volved a re  unhappy with the results.

“Congressional and executive agen­
cy  sp o k e sm e n  f re q u e n tly  c i te  
exam ples of schedule slippages, 
technical failures and cost overruns.

“ Industry in turn points to changing 
requirem ents, excessive regulation, 
inequitable procurem ent practices 
and unacceptably low profits.

“ A confused public, generally un­
sophisticated on the subject, is likely 
to conclude that governm ent officials 
and  p r iv a te  in d u s t ry  a r e  m is - 
allocating and m ism anaging scarce 
public resources.”

As a follow-up to the study, the

Aerospace Industries Assn, is now 
calling on Congress to establish an in­
d e p e n d e n t r e g u la to r y  b o a rd  to  
m o n ito r and lim it  g o v e rn m e n t’s 
monopsony power, ju s t as the Justice 
D e p a r tm e n t’s a n t i - t ru s t  d iv is ion  
lim its the use of monopoly power in 
industry.

It re c o m m e n d s  th a t  th e  b as ic  
criterion which should govern the 
procurem ent process, as well as the 
actions and approvals of such a 
regulatory board, should be the con­
ditions and ou tcom es th a t would 
resu lt in a balanced fre e -m ark e t 
situation.

“ In the end,” the association sta tes, 
“ what is in jeopardy is not one or two 
industries but ra th e r our capability, 
as a nation, to undertake program s in 
which the resources of governm ent 
and industry m ust be com m itted to 
the developm ent and im plem entation 
of solutions to society’s problem s.”

WASHINGTON -  Although 
President Nixon has made no 
specific request yet that he 
return to full-time duty in the 
White House, the wise and 
experienced Bryce Harlow has 
been secretly giving Mr. Nixon 
and the White House staff in­
valuable help .there since the 
Watergate scandal broke open, 
while keeping his job as a 
Washington lobbyist.

That v^orries friends of 
Harlow, former*high aide to 
Presidents Eisenhower and 
Nixon and now Washington vice 
president of Proctor and Gam­
ble. If White House demands on 
his time continue, he will either 
have to take a leave of absence 
from the nation’s largest soap 
company or say no.

With W atergate scandals 
flooding the White House, 
Harlow will not risk involving 
Mr. Nixon in new criticism that 
the nation’s business is being 
handled by a highly-paid lob­
byist operating out of the White 
House.

Republican s ta te  chairm en 
May 16, pointed up a similar 
conflict-of-interest involving 
Gen. Alexander Haig, Jr., ^ e  
President’s “interim” chief of 
staff and one of the few aides in 
whom Mr. Nixon now reposes 
total trust.

Harlow told the Southern 
Republicans that Haig either 
would have to give up his role 
as the President’s chief aide, 
with highly sensitive duties 
going far beyond the usual 
traffic-cop function of a staff 
aide, or “ leavy the Army.”

The reason: no military of­
ficer, Harlow said, should be 
permitted (or compelled, as in 
Haig’s case) to fill an essential­
ly political job at the highest 
civilian level of the govern­
ment.

Harlow’s own predicament as 
outside advisor on continuous 
call from the White House as 
similar, and he knoWs it. He left 
Mr. Nixon’s White House as 
cabinet-level head of the con­
gressional lobbyist staff in 
D ecem ber 1970, to  m ake 
money, after 23 years in the 
government, 10 of them in the 
White House. The fact that the 
President is now calling him 
back for “consultation” shows 
how thin the White House staff 
really is, with Haig (full-time) 
and John B. Connally (part- 
time) the only replacem ent for 
the H aldem an-Ehrlichm an-.

Is Agnew 
Programmed?

Suspicions by conservative 
Republicans that Vice Presi­
dent Sprio Agnew is being total­
ly programmed-by the White 
House to his own political detri­
ment were fed last week when 
he referred to the Watergate

ymanufactured”scandal as a 
issue.

In a little-noticed speech May 
21 to the Republican Bull 
Elephant Club (composed of top 
congressional aides), Agnew 
also called Watergate “ the 
a l le g e d  and  in s in u la te d  
wrongdoing” that Republicans 
a t  l a r g e  sh o u ld  av o id  
“protesting” too much.

That’s the tone of the Vice 
President’s speeches around 
the country, all of it designed to 
serve his boss.

Conservatives hoping to run 
Agnew for President in 1976 are 
horrified. *rhey think the only 
correct’ and safe posture for 
Agnew now is to say nothing. To 
risk tainting himself with the 
s in  of p r e te n d in g  th a t  
Watergate is only a minor 
classi^, say his conservative 
friends, could do irreparable 
damage to Agnew’s political 
future.

A CIA Defender
Sen. Stuart Symington of 

Missouri, seeking to save the 
Central Intelligence ’Agency 
(CIA) from t̂ he W atergate 
wreckage, believes it has been 
assaulted not only from Presi­
dent Nixon’s erstwhile aides 
but from the staff of the Senate 
Foreign Relations Committee.

Symington, a member of the 
Foreign Relations Committee 
as well as acting chairman of 
the Armed Services Com­
mittee, boiled with anger over 
recent published reports that 
former CIA director Richard 
Helms deceived the Senate 
about, the agency’s Watergate 
involvement during his confir­
mation hearings to become am­
bassador to Iran early this 
year. A furious Symington told 
his colleagues that the charge 
w as le a k e d  by F o re ig n  
Relations Committee staffers, 
out to cut down bojh Helms and 
the CIA.

However, Helms received a 
unanimous clean bill of health 
from Symington and other 
Armed Services Committee 
members after their investiga­
tion into possible Watergate 
links. Any attempt to force 
Helms out of Teheran will be 
vigorously opposed by an in­
fluential bipartisan bloc of 
Senators.

Steve at Sandgate, a lovely 
hamlet in the town of Arlington. 
In his mid-20s now, Steve was 
part of his time in the college 
generation of the late ’60s. 
After the fervors and fevers of 
that period, in Cambridge and 
New York, he took almost three 
years out to travel around the 
world and keep notes for a 
book. He came to know out-of- 
the-way cultures and far places 
a good deal better than those of 
my own generation who may 
have roamed as much in our 
lifetime but have already stuck 
to  w o rld  c a p i t a l s ,  th e  
diplom atic rounds and the 
beaten routes.

He has been living here since 
and is now more than half-way 
toward completing a house he is 
bu ild ing  p re tty  m uch by 
himself, on a tree-rich moun- 
taintop on which he plans to set­
tle down, finish his book and 
make a life.

I reflect on what my sons and 
their fellows are thinking and 
doing, and it carries some 
promise for our time. We are a 
restless, mobile era, not a 
rooted one. Amongst the flights

to reduce life to its crucial 
elements and strip away the 
nonessential, the distorting, the 
poisonous.

For I am certain that the in­
stinctual, healthy, natural un­
iverse is within us — if we don’t 
cut ourselves away from it, and 
clu tter ourselves with the 
superfluous. We carry our psy­
chic baggage with us wherever 
we go. You can travel light and 
vigorously, or you can drag the 
counting-house and ticket-tape 
with you — guilt and anxiety, 
frenzy and emptiness.

I use the phrase "elemental 
life” deliberately, to get at 
what is basic and irreducible. 
Therfe are elements in the in­
dividual life as in the universe. 
The Greeks listed earth, air, 
fire and water as the elements. 
We could go far and not to do 
much better. a

Earth is the rooted element. 
The chief trouble with cities is 
not the crowd, for a good 
sweating humanity can be 
earthy, but the fact that we live 
in a rented cubicle — literally 
and metapholtically — far from 
the earth our mother, cut away

and perchings of our lives we do from fruitful work and span­
less perching than flying, less taneous affections.
rooting than roaming. We have 
been tearing up what roots our 
fathers had put down; We are 
overspecia lized , vh  have 
forgotten how to do things for 
ourselves, how to become 
generalists in life itself, how to 
be whole men and women.

That may be the task of those 
of our young people who find 
themselves recoiling from the 
huckstering life and drawn to 
the elemental life. Watdrgate 
may be the ultimate expression 
of a rootless hucksterism that 
clings to power by any means in 
order to fill the emptiness of 
spirit which comes from seeing 
everything as vendible and 
everyone as expendable. If so, 
then Sandgate may prove the 
answer to Watergate, as a way 
of life and a source of values.

Judge
Rebuked

PROVIDENCE (AP) -  A 
judicial order requiring the 
baptism of an infaflt girl M ore 
she can be put up for ad<^on 
has been criticized by the week­
ly newspaper of the Roman 
C a th o l ic  D io c e se  of 
Providence.
 ̂ In its lead editorial Friday, 

“The Visitor” said the order in­
volved an alliance of church 
and state which has "the state 
moving to enforce religious dis­
cipline.”

’The editorial referred to a 
decision by Family Court Judge 
Michael DeCiantis, a Catholic, 
who ordered the adoption agen­
cy to have the child baptized as 
a condition to adoption.

’The unwed ihother, also a 
Catholic, had told the court she 
did not tove her baby baptized 
because she did not know the 
religious preference of the 
adoptive p ^ n t s .

DeCiantis had expressed con­
cern that under tee church’s 
teaching, the child could not go 
to heaven if it died before it was 
baptized.

The ed ito rial said, ‘‘We 
Catholics have spent much of 
our history in this country 
battling laws and fighting at­
titudes that would use the force 
of civil legislation and the 
courts to make us conform to 
the practices of other reU^ons.

”We therefore should be par­
ticularly sensitive to efforts, no 
m atter how informal the set­
ting, to use the power of civil 
law to enforce the practices of 
our own religion.”

The newspaper also said the 
judge’s statements “show a 
rather elemental understanding 
of the sacrament of baptism. 
This sacrament is more than a 
cleansing of the child’s soul of 
original sin,” it said.

Most of the problems of the 
Senior Citizens in the three- 
town area of Vernon, Tolland 
and Ellington center around the 
need for better transportation 
facilities.

This was one of the many 
facts learned at an all-day con­
ference Saturday at Ellington 
High School and attended by 
nearly 200 retired persons.

The elderly group questioned 
why belter transportation 
facilities were not provided for 
other than those living in the 
housing projects for the elderly. 
They suggested better accom­
modations as far as busing to 
the shopping areas.

The Vernon recreation bus 
does make a trip to the shop­
ping areas but the elderly in­
dicated they do not have time to 
do the ir e rran d s such as 
banking, shop and have lunch, 
before the bus is due to return.

They also said there is a need 
for transportation to the doc­
tor’s office, dentist, church and 
other such places. A represen­
tative of FISH was at the con­
ference and she explained the 
function of her group. She said 
FISH provides help in emergen­
cies but is not for just routine 
cases where a person just 
wants a ride somewhere.

Spurred on by the suggestion 
of G len R o b e rts  of th e  
Rockville Area Chamber of 
Commerce, other community 
groups teamed together to plan 
and carry out the conference.

Security
He also listed security as one 

of the needs of the older person. 
To emphasize his thoughts, 
Dickstein read a poem, “Who. 
Will Take Grandma?” The 
poem detailed how everyone 
had kind thoughts and fond 
memories of grandma but no 
one could find a spot for her to 
live out her old age.

"Nobody has to take grand­
ma; she needs some help ahd 
some services, but nobody has 
to take her,” Dickstein said.

A social worker, specializing 
in geriatrics, Dickstein said he 
is in this field because he is 
afraid of what will happen when 
he gets old.

uerstanding are needed, not 
pity.”

Following a luncheon which 
was provided by the Chamber 
and caterer Gardner Ruggles, 
the persons attending were 
divided into small groups to dis­
cuss their views and express 
their needs. After this one-hour 
session everyone returned to 
the auditorium and each group 
leader made a capsule report of 
his group’s discussion.

People Power
Sholom Bloom, director of 

the State Department on Aging, 
emphasized the need for people 
to do things for themselves, He 
said, “people power is impor­
tant, it gets things done.” He 
also cited the need for a com­
mission on aging in each of the 
three towns. He said there are 
only 55 such commissions in the 
entire state.

Howard Dickstein of the staff 
of Manchester Community 
College cited love as one of the 
Im portant needs of those 
growing older. He said older 
people have a need to feel 
loveable and beautiful. “They 
must have self-approval,” he 
said.

The retired persons were 
then asked to react to the 
speakers. Speaking first was 
^ r c o  Piazzo of Rockville who 
questioned why the older people 
can’t have a little building of 
their own where they can go to 
get together and play pool or 
cards and such.

He talked about the Teen 
Center that has had to be 
re p a ire d  so m any tim e s  
because it has been wrecked by 
the young people. He said, “The 
money for this comes from us, 
but we don’t have a place big 
enough where we can go at 
night and play pool and such.

Mrs. Andrew Morgan of 
Ellington commented on a 
statement made by Dickstein 
that one-third of life is spent 
growing up and two-thirds 
growing old. She said she feels 
too many people give up too 
quickly.

“We can do a lot for ourselves 
... my reaction is to do for 
ourselves as long as we can and 
then when we can’t do anymore 
someone will help.

Dislike Word
Francis P itkat, executive 

director of the Vernon Housing 
Authority, opened this portion 
of the program by explaining he 
felt many older persons will not 
ask for welfare when they real­
ly should. He said it is perhaps 
because they do not like the 
word welfare but “ there is no 
reason, other than political, 
why such a program can’t come 
under the heading of Social 
Security.”

Donald Berger, Mrs. Pear­
sall, Miss Cora Webb, Mrs. 
Priscilla Smith and Albert 
Smith w ere am ong those 
leading groups and each group 
seemed to agree on the need for 
better forms of transportation, 
b e t t e r  c o m m u n ic a t io n ,  
bookmobiles and m eals on 
wheels.

’The slow process of Medicare 
was also discussed along with 
the exhorbitant' cost of drugs 
and other necessities such as 
eyeglasses.

Want Sidewalk
’The residents of Ellington’s 

Senior Citizen housing project 
emphasized the need for a 
sidewalk from the project and 
leading to the shopping center 
down the street.

Mrs. Helen Abuza, president 
of the Hockanum Valley Com­
munity Services Council who 
coordinated the conference, 
called for the coordination of 
efforts, the setting of priorities 
and the start of work on some of 
the problems.

Arab 
and Israeli youngsters who 
have never seen the inside of a 
gambling club are experts at 
the game.

Even with adults, the betting 
stakes rarely exceed the price 
of the cup of Turkish coffee that 
accompanies the game. That’s 
18 cents.

Israelis call the game “ shesh 
besh ,”  and i t ’s the m ain 
pastim e of bored soldiers 
keeping watch in the desert or 
along the Suez Canal.

B ackgam m on has been 
around the Middle East for 
about 3,000 years, but Arab 
merchants in Jerusalem report 
that, with the craze spreading 
around the world, its popularity 
also is growing in Israel.

Shesh besh sets now sell for

$2 for a wooden board to about 
$35 for a Iqvish outfit fashioned 
in mother-of-pearl.

Arabs in Old Jerusalem roll 
the dice across the backgam­
mon boards as they smoke their 
bubble bubble pipes. ’The scene 
would have looked the same 
centuries ago.

Arabs call the game trie trac, 
which may have come from the 
sound of the dice rattling across 
a wooden board. The Israeli 
name shesh besh is old ’Turkish 
for six liv e , the h ighest 
numbers on the dice.

Like checkers, basic shesh 
besh can be learned in a few 

' minutes. But experts say that 
like chess, it takes years to 
master.

Backgammon boards or their 
precursors were found in the 
ruins bf the ancient city of Ur, 
mentioned in the Bible as the 
home of Abraham.

Many Nations 
Extending Sea 
Territory

UNITED NATIONS, N.Y. 
(AP) — To British fishermen, 
Iceland’s 50-mile limit is out­
rageous.

But it may be a taste of things 
to come as one coastal country 
after another stakes claims to 
what were once regarded as the 
high seas.

At least six Latin American 
countries, including Brazil and 
Argentina, have proclaimed 
20Q.-mile territorial waters. 
Guinea, on the west coast of 
Africa, claims a 130-mile wide 
coastal strip, Gabon 100 miles.

Many other countries have 
posted exclusive fishing or 
economic zones far offshore. 
They include Chile, Costa Rica, 
Nicaragua and Peru, with 200 
miles; India, Pakistan and Sri 
Lanka with 112 miles; Ghana, 
100 miles, and Morocco, 70 
miles.

C anadian  E nv iro n m en t 
Minister Jack Davis has said 
his country 'plans to claim 
exclusive fishing rights oyer its 
entire continental shelf, in 
some places wider than 200 
miles. This would take in the 
Grand Banks of Newfoundland, 
traditional fishing grounds for 
the United States and many 
other countries;

Three miles, the traditional 
territorial limit, is recognized 
today by a dwindling number of 
countries, including the United 
States. Iceland and many 
others maintain that there is 
nothing in international law to 
stop a country from claiming 
more.

Iceland' refuses to. accept 
jurisdiction of the World Court 
in. its fishing dispute with Bri­
tain. It says the court has' no 
law under which to rule.

This may change as a result

of world conferences on the law 
of the sea planned for Geneva in 
July, New York in November, 
and Santiago, Chile, next April.

Some 90 participating nations 
hope to write new maritime 
conventions reconciling the in­
te re s ts  of m ajo r powers, 
coastal nations, the affluent, 
the needy and the landlocked.

Preparatory meetings in ear­
ly spring at U.N. headquarters 
indicated that general agree­
ment may be reached on a new 
12-mile maximum territorial 
limit — providing there is 
enough flexibility to grant 
exclusive fishing and mining 
p re s e rv e s  m uch f a r th e r  
offshore to countries deman­
ding them.

The territorial issue would be 
re so lv e d  by c r e a t in g  a 
“patrimonial sea” between a 
country’s territorial waters and 
international waters. In its 
patrimonial sea, a coastal coun­
try  would have exclusive 
economic rights but perhaps 
share legal jurisdiction with 
other countries and with inter­
national agencies regulating 
such matters as seabed mining.

Width of the patrimonial sea 
would depend on factors such as 
water depth, geography, in­
terests of nearby countries and 
the coastal country’s technical 
development and needs.

The U nit^  States has an­
nounced support of the future 
12-mile maximum territorial 
l im it, p rov ided  ab so lu te  
freedom  of navigation is 
guaranteed through straits now 
in international waters.

On the fishing issue, it has 
voiced cautious approval for 
preferential rights to coastal 
countries, provided the in­
terests of faraway fishermen 
are protected.

President Almost

Mrs. Smith said she and her 
husband, who were married 
after his return to the United 
States four years ago, were 
seated at a table at the White 
House affair when another 
guest indicated a desire for an 
extra helping of the seafood 
appetizer.

She spotted a tuxedo-attired 
man bending over a nearby 
table, reached around and 
tapped him on the shoulder.

“Could you please ...” she 
recalled saying.

I’m a male chauvinist pig. 
M aybe I ’m n o t a m a le  
chauvinist pig.

But whether or not I am. I ’m 
tired of being called one by a lot 
of strident women who ought to 
be tossed into the town pond as 
common scolds.

A lot of men I know are also 
getting  annoyed by being 
denounced as male chauvinist 
pigs by a pack of female 
harridans who wouldn’t be 
pleased by a man if he were a 
cross between Sir Galahad and 
St. Francis.

Because of a courtesy to the 
fair sex learned at my mother’s 
knee — the lesson was applied 
with the back end of a hairbrush 
— I wouldn’t refer to these 
$hrewish ladies as female 
chauvinist pigs.

But female they are — and 
chauvinists they are. The dic­
tionary defines chauvinism as 
"undue partiality or attach­
ment to an ideal or cause.”

I submit that a majority of 
th e  w om en  of A m e r ic a  
them selves recognize that 
some of these apostles and their

c la im s  a r e  r id ic u lo u s ,  
h y ste rica l and downright 
laughable. Some of these 
female chauvinists seem to 
want not equality with men but 
outright war between the sexes.

pete with him on fully equal 
terms in the career field.

Even if she is trying to take 
his own job away from him, she 
expects him to -

Push her way through the 
revolving door as they enter the 
office building.

Let her enter the elevator 
first.

Let her get out of the elevator 
first.

Defer to her during office 
conferences.

Watch her flaunt sex in a way 
he can’t.

Let her have the first cab he 
can hail on a rainy day, if they 
leave the office at the same 
time.

Light her cigarettes at office 
functions.

Reach for the tab first if they 
ha’ve a business luncheon.

Yes, she is woman — he is 
man. Even though she is after 
his very bread and butter, he 
can’t treat her as a rival. 
Politeness is forced on him by 
every tradition of the past.

What can a man do to deal 
with the underhanded tactics of 
this new hybrid type of woman 
he now confronts more often 
every year?

The truth is that it is all so 
new to him the average man 
hasn’t figured out yet what he 
can do -  except to break his 
sword across his knee and sur­
render. As Socrates said, 
“Once woman is made equal to 
m a n ,  she b e c o m e s  his  
superior.”

Batters Again Singing Blues

Blue Like Old Self 
Halting Red Sox

BOSTON (AP) — American League batters once again are 
singing the blues because of Vida Blue. ’The Oakland A’s hard- 
throwing left-hander is looking more and more like his old self.

Blue allowed only four singles and an unearned run in eight in­
nings before letting Horacio Pina mop up Sunday as the A’s 
romped to a 12-1 victory over the Boston Red Sox.

“ I really can’t compare him with two years ago, but he threw 
real good,” Boston slugger Carl Yastrzemski said. "He moved 
the ball around well and his fast ball had plenty on it.”

‘"This was probably Vida’s best game, velocity-wise, this 
year,” Oakland Mapager Dick Williams said. “He was very 
quick, much quicker. However, he wasn’t going to go nine even if 
he had a shutout going. Pina needed the work. He hadn’t pitched 
for eight days.”

Blue, who won’t be 24 until next month, won 24 games and was 
the American League’s Cy Young Award and most valuable 
player award winner in 1971.

He was a stubborn holdout in a bitter salary dispute with A’s 
owner Charlie Finley last season. After intervention by Baseball 
Commissioner Bowie Kuhn, he reluctantly signed in May. He was 
unable to regain his form, finishing with a 6-10 record before 
losing in his only appearance in the World Series.

“I think bad weather this spring and then a knee injury which 
put him out 16 days set Vida back this year,” Williams said. j ”he 
looked good the last time out and he looked better today. Thats a 
good sign.”

“ I really don’t know what to say,” Blue said after improving 
his record to 4-2. “ I missed about three starts with a bad knee, 
but I think I’m throwing good again. As for the past. I’m not 
thinking about it. I’m concerned only with today.”

Blue, who struck out 301 batters in his big year, fanned only 
four against the Red Sox, but was tough until the Red Sox broke 
through for their only run in the eighth.

’Two errors, including a controversial call on first baseman 
Mike Hegan, and Orlando Cepeda’s single provided the Boston 
run.

Hegan had his major league record of 178 consecutive games by 
a first baseman without an error snapped on a ground ball he 
fielded. He had trouble getting the ball out of his glove, whirled to 
second base, saw he didn’t have a chance and then threw too late 
to Blue covering first.

Many of the A’s and the Red Sox felt that it should have been 
scored a hit d r a fielder’s choice. Blue felt he deserved an error. 
Hegan said he didn’t juggle the ball. ’The scorer ruled otherwise.

Panel Opens 
Probe Of 
Ship Crash

NEW YORK (AP) -  With 
eight persons known dead and 
eight more still missing, a 
Coast Guard board of inquiry 
convened today to look into why 
a U.S. container ship rammed a 
Belgian oil tanker in New York 
Harbor.

’The collision early Saturday 
to u ch ed  off a s e r ie s  of 
explosions and a huge fire 
which still flickered early today 
on the container ship. Sea 
Witch.

Firemen had suspended con­
tinuous firefighting on the Sea 
Witch Sunday for fear that too 
much water in her holds would 
capsize her. But sporadic 
firefighting continued as new 
areas flared up, the Coast 
Guard said.

The Coast Guard said the 
danger of capsizing now was 
not great because the ship was 
partly beached. ’The fire was 
not considered out of control, 
the Coast Guard said.

The Sea Witch, according to 
witnesses, suddenly veered off 
course and struck the anchored 
tanker Esso Brussels at 12:42 
a.m. Saturday. As the ships 
drifted south, both engulfed in 
flames as they passed under the 
nearby Verrazano Narrows 
Bridge.

One question that was bound 
to come up at the inquiry con­
cerned the steering mechanism 
of the Sea Witch. The Coast 
Guard has said it appeared the 
ship’s steering mechanism was 
a "prime factor” in the colli­
sion.

Some of the .survivors said 
Sea Witch had experienced dif­
ficu lty  w ith its  s te e rin g  
mechanism in the past.

A total of 63 survivors, most 
of them uninjured or with only 
minor injuries, were picked up 
in a massive rescue effort that 
followed.

The (toast Guard's inquiry 
was expected to be complicated 
by the absence of both captains. 
John L. Paterson, 55, of (jlifton, 
N.J., skipper of the Sea Witch, 
suffered an apparent heart at­
tack shortly after the accident 
and died. The tanker’s skipper, 
Constantine Derk, was among 
the nissing.

After their repatriation Sun­
day, one of the pilots told 
newsmen he had Ireen beaten 
about his body and on the soles 
of his feet and had been sub­
jected to electric shocks on 
several occasions.

Another said that, when they 
reminded their captors of the 
Geneva Convention governing 
the treatment of prisoners of 
war, they were told the rules 
didn’t apply to them.

In exchange for the pilots, 
Israel han d ^  over 56 Syrian 
and Lebanese POWs and a 
Druse leader from the occupied 
Golan Heights who was con­
victed of spying for Syria.

Impeachment
Discussion

WASHINGTON (AP) -  A 
House discussion of whether 
President Nixon’s actions in the 
Watergate affair are grounds 
for impeachment has been in­
i t ia te d  by Rep. P au l N. 
McCloskey Jr., R-Calif.

McCloskey has reserved an 
hour after the close of regular 
House business Wednesday to 
discuss the matter, and invited 
other members to participate.

Under the Constitution, the 
House is responsib le for 
remedying any executive mis­
conduct, and therefore has a 
duty to examine the President’s 
connection with the case, 
MqCloskey said in a letter to all 
House members.

HARTFORD (AP) - College 
courses for Connecticut prison 
inmates have won high marks 
in a progress report on the 
courses’ first two years. But 
state officials say a money 
squeeze could jeopardize the 
future expansion of college 
behind bars. ,

“I think that unless there is- 
additional federal money it will 
need to level, off,” said Dr. 
Searle F. Charles, executive of­
ficer of the state Board of 
Trustees for„ Regional Com­
munity Colleges.

“We’re hoping, however, that 
with the monies the Correction 
Department can secure through 
the state Department of Educa­
tion plus any support we can 
give, to at least continue at the 
present level,” he said in an in­
terview.

The program, operated joint­
ly by the Correction Depart­
ment and the com m unity 
colleges, now involves about 200 
prisoners at most state prisons 
and jails. The inmates work in 
their institutions and on college 
campuses and earn standard 
community college credits.

The courses offered under the 
cooperative arrangement have 
included English Composition, 
Accounting, Psychology and the 
Social and Intellectual History 
of Europe. Searle said funding 
cuts forced a ’reduction of 
courses , this spring from last 
fall’s levels. .

The p r o g r e s s  r e p o r t ,  
prepared by researchers from 
the community college system, 
found that grades received by 
the prisoners were as good as, 
and in most cases better than, 
those achieved by the colleges’ 
regular student bodies.

“The (prison) students were 
m o re  e n t h u s i a s t i c  and 
aggressive than I have taught in 
some time, making a very 
stimulating class,” one instruc­
tor quoted in the report said.

“ G en e ra lly , they  w ere 
superior to the students that I 
had taught at the campus, both 
in ability and motivation.”

Searle estimated that 20 to 45 
per cent of theprisoners 'who 
take college courses “are really 
interested, in the sense that 
they continue with not just one 
or two courses but several.” He 
added, however, that many 
students who. take only a 
limited number of courses have 
good records for the work they 
have taken on.

Searle said several prisoners 
will receive associate degrees 
this year. He said that due to 
th e  sh o rt hiwtory of the 
program, it was impossible to 
determine if many released in­
itiates were continuing their 
education on the outside.

Creating

The spokesman added that 
the thrust of Arco’s national 
advertising will be directed 
“ toward urging the public to 
help overcome the problems of 
air pollution, traffic congestion 
and energy conservation.”

H.R. Hammerman, adver­
tising director for Standard Oil 
of California, a San Francisco- 
based firm that is the state’s 
le a d in g  g a s  m a r k e t e r ,  
described his company’s neW 
ad policy and said: “We’ll be 
talking car care and good fuel 
economy.”

In a bid to discourage gas­
oline sales, some oil firms are 
doing away with promotion 
gimmicks such as glasses, 
knives and recipe cards.

Joining the trend, Mobil is 
running a secies^ of newspaper 
advertisements urging gasoline 
economy through the use of car 
pools and better-planned shop­
ping trips so that as many 
purchases as possible are made 
in each outing.

One result of this change in 
focus is expected to be a con­
siderable trimming of adver­
tising budgets of oil companies, 
which can amount to an es­
timated $30 million annually at 
Exxon, formerly Standard Oil 
of New Jersey.

Congress Concerned 
Over Proposed / 
Arms Sale To Arabs

WASHINGTON (AP) — ’The impending sale of perhaps 
two dozen F4 Phantom jets to Saudi Arabia appears to be 
causing concern in Congress as well as in Israel.

Joseph Sisco, the State Department’s chief Middle East 
expert, will appear before a House Foreign Affairs sub­
committee Wednesday to explain what the chairman con­
siders “a distinct change in our policy.”

U.S. officials insist that up to 
ndW all that is settled is that the 
United States has agreed in 
principle to sell a limited 
number of jets to Saudi Arabia 
and that a similar sale to 
Kuwait “is under active con­
sideration.” However, other 
squrces say the deal is well 
enough fixed so that Saudi 
Arabia can expect to begin 
taking delivery of at least a 
squadron of the planes late this 
year.

Simeha Dinitz, the Israeli 
ambassador to Washington,' 
carried his concern to Sisco on 
May 24 and May29, and then to 
presidential adviser Henry A. 
Kissinger last Saturday.

Other Israeli sources said 
they are not panicked by the 
arms deal and can understand 
U.S. desires to secure the Per­
sian Gulf and to try to balance 
Soviet arms shipments to Arab 
opponents of Saudi Arabia, 
Kuwait and Iran.

’These sources say there is no 
basic contradiction between 
U.S. and Israeli positions on 
stability in the Gulf—only on 
whether providing the super­
sonic F4 fighter-bombers is the 
appropriate means of obtaining 
that security.

The sources pointed out that 
jets in Saudi Arabian hands 
could strike Israel and return to 
their bases without refueling. 
Besides, the Israelis are not 
persuaded by the U.S. argu­
ment that clauses in the sales 
contracts would guard against 
transshipment to Egypt and 
other avid antagonists of Israel.

One Israeli official asked 
s i m p l y \ “ What would the 
United States do about it if the 
jets were transferred?”

Sisco, the assistant secretary 
of state for Near Eastern and 
South Asian affairs, will testify 
before a 13-memter subcom­
mittee headed by Rep. Lee 
Hamilton, D-Ind. \

Senate Demos 
Pushing For 
New Controls

WASHINGTON (AP) — Declaring President Nixon’s 
economic controls a failure. Senate Democrats are 
pushing legislation to freeze wages and prices for 90 days.

In a unanimous vote Monday, the Senate Democratic 
caucus vowed to take immediate steps to bring the 
proposal to a floor vote by attaching it to any appropriate 
bill.

Subdivision Plan 
Draws Opposition

’The resolution endorsed by 
the caucus calls for a man­
datory freeze of prices, profits, 
wages and salaries, rents, and 
consumer interest rates.

’The caucus declared Nixon’s 
Phase 3 economic controls “an 
unmitigated failure,” and said 
“prices are now rising at the 
fastest rate in 22 years.”

Sen. W alter F. Mondale, 
DMinn., sponsor of the resolu­
tion, added, “ Everybody, 
b u s in e ssm e n  as w ell as 
economists and others, agrees 
that Phase 3 has been a dis­
aster.” t

M a jo rity  L e a d e r  Mike 
M ansfield told newsm en 
following the closed session 
that 33 or 34 of the 57 Senate 
Democrats attended and none 
dissented.

The resolution  com m its 
Senate Democrats to attach a 
mandatory-freeze provision “to 
the first appropriate bill com­
ing before the Senate.”

Sen. W illiam Proxm ire, 
DWis., a resolution cosponsor, 
said the best vehicle might be a 
bill raising the ceiling on the 
national debt because it would 
be difficult for Nixon to veto.

’The caucus action portends a 

new clash with the administra­
tion which is sticking by the 
relaxed controls of Phase 3. Ad­
vocates of a freeze may have 
picked up support since March 
and April when the Senate on 
two o cc as io n s  d e fe a te d  
measures imposing a six-month 
freeze.

Senate Republican Leader 
Hugh Scott said Monday that an 
across-the-board freeze is too 
drastic but “ some fbrm of 
selective controls may be 
needed.”

Meanwhile, the administra­
tion tightened some price 
regulations for hospitals and 
nursing homes but promised an 
easing of controls over the con­
struction industry.

Chairman John T. Dunlop of 
the Cost of Living Council ad­
vised construction contractors 
and unions to act now to avoid 
“the mess” existing in the in­
dustry prior to government con­
trols.

Before the 1971 freeze, there

was one strike for every three 
construction contracts that 
expired and were renegotiated, 
he said, calling that "a lousy 
performance.”

’The construction industry has 
remained under a separate and 
stricter set of government 
regulations than most other 
segments of the economy.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 
Senate’s Watergate committee 
resumed its televised investiga­
tion today after spuming the 
request of special prosecutor 
Archibald Cox for a three-month 
postponement.

Sen. Sam J. Ervin, D-N.C., 
the chairman, said the com­
mittee decided in executive ses­
sion that "duty requires it to 
decline” the Cox request for a 
delay.

He cited the Senate resolution 
ordering the investigation, and 
said the panel does not share 
the fear expressed by Cox that 
the courts might permit the 
guilty to go free because of the 
public inquiry.

Furthermore, Ervin said, the 
committee believes there is a 
greater likelihood that other 
p e o p le  in d ic te d  in th e  
Watergate case can receive fair 
trials in “an atmosphere of 
judicial calm” after the Senate 
investigators have completed 
their task.

And so, after an executive 
session that lasted more than 
an hour, the Watergate panel 
began questioning its 12th 
witness, Mrs. Sally Harmony, 
secretary to Watergate con­
spirator G. Gordon Liddy when 
he was counsel at the Com­
m ittee for the Re-election of 
the President.

—Columnist* Jack Anderson 
said Mitchell told the Senate in­
vestigators last month that he 
approved those payments in an 
attempt to avoid embarrassing 
the Nixon campaign.

Fuel Plan
WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 

Senate was expected to vote 
today on a bill requiring the 
Nixon administration to draw 
up a nationwide gas and oil dis­
tribution plan.

A resolution attached to the 
bill Monday urges the states to 
lower their maximum speed 
limits to 55 miles per hour or by 
10 m.p.h., whichever is greater, 
to conserve fuel.

President Nixon, who was 
given power by Congress six 
weeks ago to come up with an 
allocation plan, decided on a 
voluntary approach.

Dollar Sinking
LONDON (AP) — Confidence 

in the U.S. dollar continued to 
sink in Europe today as the 
American currency hit new 
lows and the price oif gold new 
highs for the fifth straight day.

Dealers again blamed the 
dollar’s trouble largely on the 
Watergate"’ scandal, as they 
have done each business day 
since the U.S. currency began 
i ts  l a t e s t  p lu n g e  l a s t  
Wednesday.

But for the first time, leading 
bankers and treasury officials 
dropped hints that the present 
system of floating exchange 
rates may not be enough to 
avoid another international 
monetary crisis.

Watergate Issue 
Sidetracked At 
Governors Meet

STATELINE, Nev. (AP) — Democrats have decided 
against trying to bring President Nixon’s handling of the 
Watergate scandal before the National Governors 
Ck)nference.

They decided to drop any" 
organized W atergate move 
after some warned that such 
political issues are taking too 
much attention here from other 
national problems.

A suggestion by Democratic 
Gov. Patrick J. Lucey of 
Wisconsin that the Watergate 
affair has so paralyzed the 
federal government that Presi­
dent Nixon should resign failed 
to win endorsement from any of 
his colleagues on Monday.

"I think it is essential to try 
to focus attention on some of 
the other critical problems that 
a re  facing the coun try ,’’
D em ocratic Gov. Wendell 
Anderson of Minnesota told 
newsmen as the conference 
turned today to the nation’s 
energy and economic problems.

In a switch of plans. Vice 
President Spiro T. Agnew was 
flying here to meet informally 
with the governors. Many of the 
governors consider Agnew to be 
the administration official most 
sympathetic to their problems 
because of his prior post as 
governor of Maryland.

He was expected to receive 
complaints from governors of 
both parties about the impact 
on s t a t e s  of th e  a d ­
ministration’s impoundment of 
millions in federal funds voted 
by Congress.

Democrats, meanwhile, were 
redrafting proposals dealing 
with the economy and Presi­
dent Nixon’s special revenue 
sharing proposals in hopes of 
making them acceptable to 
enough Republicans to gain the 
needed three-fourths vote when 
the conference takes up policy 
resolutions Wednesday.

One resolution calls for a 
return to strict wage and price 
controls to curb inflation.

The Other urges federal 
assurances that the states 
won’t suffer economically by 
the proposed switch from 
categorical grant programs, 
each directed a t a specific 
problem, to special revenue 
sharing, under which states and 
localities would decide where 
the federal money would be 
spent.

Among the suggestions the 
commission plans to submit are 
H illiard Pond, Hockanum 
Linear Park, the acquisition of 
Manchester Water Co. land. 
Case Mountain, walkways and 
bicycle paths and the preserve^ ‘ 
tion of farmlands. It was 
further decided that the letter 
would indicate that other needs 
would be under study by the 
commissjon and would be sub­
mitted in the fall.

Mrs. Parla, commenting on 
the Case Mt. project, said the 
commission is still waiting for 
Town Manager Robert Weiss to 
present the results of the two 
appraisals made on the land.

She said, “HUD (Housing and 
Urban Development) is waiting 
to hear from the town before it 
can proceed.”

Juan Sanchez, director of the 
Natural Science Center on Oak 
Grove St., where the commis­
sion meeting was held, spoke to 
members about the Center, its 
activities in conservation now, 
and its future plans.

Sanchez said, “Our main ef­
fort is to try to get teachers to 
bring classes out-of-doors, not 
just in science classe.
