Walpole
Prisoner
Found dead

WALPOLE, Mass. (AP)— An
inmate at the maximum securi-
ty Walpole State Prison was
found burned to death in his cell
early today, the Correction
Department said.

A spokesman said Patrick R,
Gonsalves, 33, of Boston, was
found in his cell in the
maximum security Block 8 at
about 2 a.m.

"‘Apparently something flam-
mable was thrown at him, then
a match,'" said John A.
MacLean, a spokesman for the
department. ‘‘There are no
precise details yet."

It was the latest incident in a
chain of violence at the troubled
prison, which erupted in a
major riot several weeks ago.

MaeLean said Gonsalves was
serving a four-to-ten year
sentence for breaking and
entering in the night and
larceny. He said the inmate had
been out on parole, but was
returned to the prison after
parole was revoked April 25.

The matter has been referred
to Norfolk County Dist. Atty,
George G. Burke and the state
police for investigation,
MacLean said.

least four highways in the state
where pavement expanded and
buckled because of intense
heat.

Manchester’s school lunch
program, which has been

operating with a deficit’

throughout the 1972-1873 school
year, should be back in the
black by fall, the Board of
Education learned Monday
night. :

Dr. James P. Kennedy,
superintendent of schools, told
the board that unspent funds in
the current school operating
budget could be added to
federal money to wipe out the
deficit. Kennedy said the school
board will be asked to approve
a transfer of funds soan.

The cafeteria program
entered the current school year
with a $17,000 deficit, and in
January an, audit showed the
program was §18,000 in the red.
Indications 'were that the
deficit was increasing,

Kennedy noted that the school
board made several efforts to
reduce the deficit. In March,
the prices of school lunches
were increased a nickel duetoa
“dramatic increase' in food
prices.

Unspent funds in the current

(1872-1973) budget, held back
from maintenance programs,
could be transferred fo the
cafeteria budget, Kennedy said
Monday night. He said the
school system has been notified
it will receive $9,000 in federal
funds — in lieu of undelivered
commodities — which could
also be applied to reducing the
deficit.
. “‘We should come pretty cloge
to starting the next school year
without a cafeteria deficit,"
Kennedy said.

In federal court, US. Dist
Judge John J. Sirfea granted
immunity for ousted White
House counsel Dean and former
Nixon campaign deputy
Magruder. The Senate had
asked that the two be granted
prolection from being
prosecuted for their testimony
The immunity won't necessari-
ly prevent prosecutors from
building a case against them on
the basis of other evidence,
however.

Sirica also ordered Dean to
appear at the Watergate grand
jury without Immunity. His
lawyer said Dean would decline
Lo answer questions on grounds
of possible self-incrimination.

A unanimous vote by the 75
geople who attended last night’s
udget meeting accepted the
Board of Education's 1973-1974
budget of $746,000 and the
Board of Finance levied a mill
rate of 74 mills.

The meeting, which lasted.

less than five munutes,
followed two previous meetings
at which the school board's
budget was rejected, ‘once
because it was toolow and once
because it appeared to be too
high.

However, the $746,000 budget
accepted. was only $424 less
than the budget rejected at the
second meeting.

The town's total budget is $1 -
926,848, This includes, in addi-
tion to the school board's
budget, the $454,223 general
government budget and §726,625
as Hebron's share of the
Regional District 8 Board of
Education’s budget,

Both the general government
and regional board budgets
were approved at the annual
budget meeting on May 14,

At its regular meeting,
following the budget meeting,
the finance board, in addition to
setting the levy, discussed the
administering of road funds and
the possible illegality of the re-
cent regional budget meeting,
both items having been
questioned by the Hebron
Taxpayers Association.

Road Funds

At the finance board's May 19
special meeting, Mr. and Mrs,
Andrew G, Mulligan had
questioned the procedure for
handling funds put up by con-

~ tractors for the construction of
roads.

Aaron Reid, first selectman,
had explained that the builder
br contractor puts fund into a
special escrow account for. the
purpose of actually building the
road himself and that the town
does not keep records of these
monies as they are nol the
town's. A=

Richard Grant, chairman of
the Finance Board, informed
the Mulligans and other
members of the agsociation last
night that the matter had been
discussed with the auditor,
town counsel and the
selectmen.

According to Grant, the
auditor has expressed the opi-
nion that since there are no
funds in the town's hands, he
would not expect an audit on the
funds.

From the legal standpoint,
Duane Totten, town counsel,
felt there was nothing wrong
with the procedure.

Regional Meeting

Totten, in a letter to the
selectmen, relayed a request
from Mulligan to the town to
have the recent vote on the
regional budget ‘‘declared void
because of procedural
irregularities."”

Totten was referring to the

association’s complaint about
the ‘‘failure of the moderator to
state the qualifications Lo vole
and the lack of any system to in-
sure that those present were
qualified to vote."

The consensus of the finance
board was that legally it would
not be the town's responsibility,
but that the association should
proceed on its own if it wished
to take further action.

The agreement was based
mainly on the fact that any such
action should have been taken
immediately following the May
21 hudget meeting. Totten men-
tioned that he was not exactly
sure of the ''statute of
limitations'' but that past
experiences have proven that
courts “frown on action being
taken at a later time rather
than immediately at the
meeting."

The Board of Education last
night voted to atand by its deci-
sion to put the high school on
double sessions next year, and
Joseph Powers, chairman of
the board, called for assistance
in improving space conditions
at the school.

A group of parents, headed
Mrs. Lester Baum, .sever?l’
months ago presented a petition
to the board asking for a change
of its decision on double
sessions. Another group, just
last ‘week, came forth with a
petition calling for the double
session plan to remain as it is.

At a special meeting of the
board, last week, the matter
was aired thoroughly with
parents and teachers given an
opportunity. to express their
views,

At last night's meeting, board
member Robert Dubeau, made
the motion asking for the
board's reconsideration of its
position on double sessions; The
motion was seconded by Mrs,
Marie Herbst.

Dubeau said that the matter
had been kicked around since
last January and then the peti-
tion was presented asking the
board to reconsider.

Dubeau said, “We have heard
people out and I think it incum-
bent on the board to either
change or re-affirm its
decision,"’

Board member, Maurice
Miller, said *'I think long before
we received the petition op-
posing double sessions that the
board itself was against double
segsions and the decision was a
painful one. We have a respon-
sibility to all people and there

comes a time when we have to
make a decision and stand by it
and take our licks,"" Miller said.

"I think it was a sound deci-
sion and the only one we could
have made and we have o
stand by It,"" Miller said.

William Houle explained that
there were a number of other
alternatives the board did
entertain but it was agreed it
was striving for a short-term
solution.

Mrs. Marie Herbst said, “We
cannot discuss double sessions
without looking at Grades K-12,
She said the board had to con-
sider which plan would ‘do the
most for the most students and
she ‘said she feels the decision
very nicely stabilizes K-8,

Meanwhile the board will be
studying a proposal to.go to
another referendum. to’ ask for
an appropriation to expand the
high school. Two such requests
have already been turned down
within the past year, thus
making it necessary to go to the
double sessions.

It was explained that the
space problem was not only at
the high school but also at the
Middle School level. The Sykes
School, which has been used the
past several years for the
freshman class of the high
school, will be used to house
Grade 6 next fall.

Grade 6 should be included in
the Middle School but that
school has gone over its 1,500
population mark and cannot
house Grade 6 students. Last
year these students were
farmed out in the various
elementary schools,

Truth Will Out
The Press and Watergate

(Beloit, Wla.,'Dnily News)

These are not the best of days for
the United States of America,

The country is beset with a hundred
different troubles, including such
highly visible and debilitating matters
as the Watergate scandal, inflation
and the shaky half-peace in Southeast
Asia.

Figuring prominently in the unhap-
py picture are the news media —
newspapers, television and radio. The
American public is literally bom-
barded with headlines and newscasts
that raise questions concerning of-
ficialdom's conduct and fuel an at-
mosphere of recrimination.

It is not an uncommon conviction
that the nation's press had generated
this near-hysteria unnecessarily; that
disclosures which threaten to bring
dishonor to those in high office are
somehow a disservice.

Such thinking is deficient on several

counts, not the least of which is a

perspective. It ignores the fundamen-
tal fact that the American system of
laws and government simply could not
function without an informed public,
or with office holders who regard

themselves above being accountable

to those who elected them.

The diligence, courage and com-
pleteness that has characterized
press performance in the unfortunate
Washington episode is in fact shining

‘example of the real quality of the
American systém,

It cannot be denied that there is a
headiness apparent in the manner of
the more liberal practitioners of the
journalist art. It is quite obvious, for
example, that some writers and com-
mentators are taking vicarious
delight in kicking the President of the
United States when he is down.

Richard Nixon has earned the enmi-
ty of many in the news media. His
otherwise brilliant performance in the
presidency is badly tarnished by his
gratuitous and frequently hostile
treatment of the press. He'and his ad-
ministration are paying dearly for
their refusal to communicate, for
their arrogance and for their now-

apparent efforts to deceive and mis-
lead.

This is no attempt to equivocate or
justify the press handling of
Watergate, et al, In those instances
where gossip has been presented to

~ the public as gospel; where there has

been no visible effort made to give
perspective to situations which,
viewed out of context, point a dam-
ning finger at the White House,

Rather, this is to suggest that, on
balance, the performance of the press
in recent months has been in the best
tradition — and in the best interests —
of the country,

We share the concern of many, that
serious and unnecessary harm can be
done by overzealous pursuit of
culprits, as may be occuring in the
current scandal. But we reject the no-
tion that irreparable harm has been,
or will be, done.

There hazZeen set in motion a dis-
covery pr :vs? which has every
prospect of exposing the whole truth.
It is a process that has the President's
endorsement. But is is a process that.
does not command the full confidence
of many in Congress, in the news®
media; and in the public at large.

There is now, for example, the

suggestion that by refusing to be sum-
moned before a cohgressional panel
or grand ‘jury, President Nixon is
seeking to avoid personal implication
in: the Watergate coverup attempt.
These doubters conveniently forget
that the system of checks and
balancés was established for the
precise purpose of avoiding situations
where any branch — executive,
legislative, or judicial — could bend
another branch to its will,

The truth will out. Whatever the
eventual outcome of the Watergate
mess, not everyone will be pleased,
Grievous damage has indeed been
done, and things could get much
worse before they get better. But all
is not lost and all will not be lost so
long as the nation's free press works

as hard at being fair, as it has at being
free,

A Suggestion

To the editor:

I attended the meeting of the
town directors which drew a
large crowd of people to the
public hearings on the proposed
abandonment of Parker Streer
in the vicinity of the Lydall Inc.
mills.

It reminded me of a state
DOT hearing 1 sat in one in
September, 1971, on the $48
million job of widening the
Wilbur Cross Highway for 1.6
miles in the Buckland area and
a connection with 1291, The
first DOT speaker informed the
crowd right off the bat that 'we
have examined all the alter-
natives to this plan we are
presenting, and they are not
acceptable." In short, the DOT
had its mind all made up and
the public hearing was held
merely to comform to the law
which requires it.

June 5, after listening more
than an hour to a lot of hot and
humid oratory, the directors
promptly decided not to con-
sider any alternative highway
plans but voted to abandon the
part of Parker Street between
Colonial Road and Mitchell
Drive. The manner in which
this was done seems to indicate
that this public hearing, too,
was unnecessary becduse a
majority of the directors had
their mihds made up before the
hearing began. I suspect, also,
that it shows that Lydall Inc,
has a lot of clout, as they say in
Chicago.

Several other things at-
tracted my attention at the
meeting.

On the meeting agenda, ac-
tion was proposed on many
allocations of revenue sharing
received from Washington,

I think the term revenue
sharing is ‘a misnomer.

The  federal govern-
ment has operated for years on
a‘series of whopping deficits
which are one of the causes of
our galloping inflation. The an-
nual deficits are the result of
appropriations and expen-
ditures which exceed income.
What the President and
Congress are really doing is
doling out to states, counties and
towns, money that isn't there in
fact, and has to be borrowed by
one method or another, thus in-
creasing the national deficit
and debt,

Deficit sharing is more ac-
curate term to apply.

At the municipal building, I
was aisomshed at the way
hallways, corners, nooks and
crannie% are being taken up by
expanding office space. It has
reached the point where it is
beginning to look rather
ridiculous. There has been talk
for years of making an addition
to the municipal building and 1
recalt that perhaps there is a
committee which is supposed to
be working on it. If so, may we
call for a report and plans for
some rapid action on acquiring
more municipal office space by
one method or another? If any
of the sesquicentennial visitors
to town look over the insideé of
our municipal building, they

audience were sweating
profusely even in summer
clothing.

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NEW YORK, N. Y. — A
decade ago, in Paris, 1 lived
where I could keep a close
watch on Charles de Gaulle
nearby in his Elysee Palace,
ringed around by a wall of
spikes and guns; I was one of a
number of Americans at that
time who saw themselves as De
Gaulle-watchers and Europe-
watchers.

It was the time of blossoming
hope in the White House, when
a young President had
proclaimed an era of Western
interdependence, when eager
intellectuals talked of a Grand
Design for a united Europe
linked with' America. But de
Gaulle was, for Americans, the
wicked monster immurred in
his cave, who had devoured
Harold MacMillan and the
British and was waiting for the'
fat meal of affluent America.

I was writing a book on De
Gaulle, the Common Market
and Europe. 1 attended De
Gaulle's press conferences
religiously, made my rounds of
all the experts, talked with
Jean Monnet, from whose
teeming brain the idea of a
Common Market and an in-
tegrated Europe had sprung.

I'recall especially a luncheon
meeting of the Correspondents’
Club where De Gaulle's chief
nuclear expert, Gen, Andre
Beaufre, held forth on the
French deterrent and the sins
of American policy. Imported
to answer him was a visiting
American called Henry
Kissinger- but he was feeling
pretty split over the whole
business: * While he disliked
French policy, he disliked
American policy just as much.

The years have peeled away.
The book, alas, is still in the
writing. John Kennedy is dead;
50 is De Gaulle, who destroyed
Kennedy's European policies
but who was himself felled (like
a great oak, wrote Andre
Malraux) by the French people,

in whose name he marched
grandly on the stage of history.
The British are in the Common
Market, and Edward Heath —
De Gaulle’s sacrificial victim
in the fight over British entry—
has replaced MacMillan as
prime minister.

George Pompidou continues
De Gaulle's nationalist policies

— on NATO, on gold and the

dollar, on'a general hostility to
the United States, but in a less
grandiose way. Willy Brandt
has replaced Conrad Adenaver
at the helm in Germany, rever-
sing the old cold war policies
and leading Europe toward
detente, Richard Nixon has
reversed his own cold-war
policies, but is in deep trouble
because in burying the cold
warrior he didn't bury the
below-the-belt political fighter
at home, and his subterranean
image has come up to devour
his global one. And Henry
Kissinger, who disliked both
American and French policies
equally a decade ago in Paris,
now Is trying to: develop an
American policy of his own for
Mr. Nixon which they call the
“New Atlantic Charter."

It is a curious, unparalleled
situation. Mr. Nixon has had
talks with Heath, Brandt,
Giulio ‘Andreotti of Italy and
Pompidou. The Leonid
Brezhney visit comes later in
the month, and his own Euro-
pean visits in the fall, The trou-
ble is that the European talks,
which could set the frame of
America's connection to
Europe for years to,come, area
sideshow. The main event is in
the Senate Committee Hearing
Room where the TV cameras
are trained.

* In the competition between
Mr. Nixon's foreign urgencies
and his domestic disabilities,
the foreign urgencies are
droenrf ouy. It is a time of
grand projects and of small
men. What many Americans

The Europe Connection
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seem to be saying is that until
they get the true measure of
Mr. Nixon's doings at home,
they cannot give their major
attention to his projects abroad.

In long range terms, this will
be a loss to the nation and to
Europe as well. The whole
direction of the Europe-
America connection has
changed during the decade.
NATO is still important, but the
nonmilitary tasks are far more
important, The question of
mutual troop reduction on both
sides depends on more general
settlements between the
Soviets-and the West,

The new issues between the
United States and the Common
Market countries are those of
monetary reorganization and
trade relations. That is the
point of Kissinger's New Atlan-
tic Charter. Pompidou may
have tried to freeze out Mr.
Nixon at their meeting in
Iceland but this need not
forebode an Ice Age ahead for
the decades to come.

Both sides owe this, if
anything, to the great aging
figure of Jean Monnet. If any
ideas have survived in the
quarier-century since World
War 11, they are Monnet's, His
shadow flourishes where De
Gaulle's has withered. He
worked for a United States of
Europe, but never with the idea
of opposing it to the United
States across the ocean. His vi-
sion was always a pragmatic
one anq' a unifying one.

As the Walergate show
moves on merrily, is there a
chance ‘thal Americans will
also be pragmatic and pay
some attention to the ongoing
work of foreign policy? It is
time for Richard Nixon to talk
again to the people and say,
“"On Watergate, I await your
judgmenl Do with me what you
will in the-end. Byt meanwhile,
there are policies to be shaped
and work to be done."

Board May Allocate
Rev-Sharing Funds

When the Manchester Board
of Directors adopted an $18.-
184,076 General Fund budget for
the fiscal year starting July 1, it
estimated that about 69 per cent
of it would be financed from
property taxes, 21 per cent
from state and federal aid
(including state education
related grants), 2 per cent from
surplus still available from the
197172 fiscal year, 4 per cent
from miscellaneous sources,
and 4 per cent from revenue-
sharing funds.

The 4 per cent from revenue-
sharing funds comes to $772 500
and the board, at its meeting
tonight, is expected to allocate
it as follows:

Sanitation Division, $346,000;
Street Lighting, $108,456;
Police Department, $117,569;
Public Health Nursing, $60,000;
Child Guidance Clinic, $26,400;
Manchester Drug Advisory
Council, $10,000; East Catholic
High School Nursing Care, $7.-
075; and Sheltered Workshop,
$7,000. .

The §772,500 would come
from funds anticipated in the
1973-74 fiscal year — about
$222,000 in July,-$222,000 in Oc-
tober, $222,000 next January,
and $222,000 next April.

To date, Manchester. has
received $690,053 in revenue
sharing funds and has allocated
$451,000 of it — $250,000 for
sidewalks and $201,000 for
reconstruction of Hilliard St.

A balance of $290,053 exists in
the revenue sharing account
and the directors may take ac-
tion Tuesday night on allocating
all but $2,053 of it ($237,900), as
follows:

Develop Manchester
Recreation Center in accor-
dance with the approved
development plan, $20,000.
Original estates for the
development came to about
$300,000. Assistant Town Direc-
tor John Harkins now estimates
the cost at about $100,000.

If you're concerned about
exactly what you're eating

“when you eat a “meat patty,"

take heart, so is the U.S.
Department of Agriculture.
The USDA is also interested in
various vegetable and soybean
derivatives that can be
textured, colored and flavored
to closely resemble meat, com-
plete with pleasing tasted and
appearance.

The, Department of
Agriculture has proposed new,
stricter standards for the com-
position and labeling of meat
patty-type products. The new
proposal includes — for the first
time in meat and poultry
product standards —
requirements governing the
protein content of a food
product, and percentage
labeling of ingredients.

This proposal would set stan-
dards for two types of patly
products. — Those {o be labeled
as a "meat patty" would be
restricted to a patty made from
ground meat which may con-
tain added fat up to a celling of
30 per cent fat. Appropriate
seasonings could also be added.
These patties could be labeled
"“beef,"” "‘veal" or other animal
names only if the meat actually
came from that type of animal.
— All other patty products
would be labeled ‘‘patty with
meat."” They would have to con-
tain at least 60 per cent meat,
could not exceed 30 per cent fat,
and could contain other in-
gredients such as meat
byproducts, poultry products,
water, cereal, starches,
soyproducts and seasonings:

Most importantly, all “patty
with meat'" products would
have to list the percentage of all
ingredients. Also, these “‘patty
with meat" products would
have to contain 90 per cent as
much protein as “meat pat-
ties,"

The minimum protein quanti-
ty and quality provisions for
“patty with meat" products
would prevent nutritionary
deficient products from being
sold to you in restaurants or in-
stitutions, for example, where
you usually don't have access to
labels or ingredients informa-
tion,

The Department of
Agriculture has also proposed
1o establish specific labeling
and content standards for the
use of  textured vegetable
product (TVP) in processed
meat products, (This would in-
clude processed food such as
chili con carne, meat stew,
meal loaf, hash and spaghetti
or other kinds of meat sauces
and gravy.) The proposed
Tegulations are designed to in-
sure descriptive labeling and
prevent deception.

If the proposal is adopted,
product names would depend on
the size and amount of TVP
particles used in the product,
For example, “chili ¢on carne”
containing more than 3 per cent
large-particle TVP would have
to be labeled *‘chili con carne
with textured vegetable
product.” Smaller TVP par-
ticles could be used in any
amount without changing the
product name. Specific TVP in-
gredidents would have to be
listed in the product’s in-
gredient statement in either
case,

Any coloring added to the
TVP would also have to be in-
dicated in the name of products
which exceed the standard.

The Department of
Agriculture stresses that the
products made with TVP under
the proposal would still have to
meet the current minimum
meat content standards. Chili
con carne made with TVP, for
example, would still. have to
contain at least 40 per cent
meal.

Products made with TVP are
comparatively high in protein
and could increase the protéin
content of foods when used in
place of cereals and other
starch-based binders.

This proposal would give con-
sumers the opportunity of
choosing a broader range of
products, but, at the same time;
would insure that these
products were specifically
labeled so that consumer would
kmow exactly what he was
buying.

WASHINGTON»\(AP) -
Supreme Court Justice William
J. Brennan Jr. Monday refused
to give force to a newly enacted
Rhode Island anti-abortion
statute.

A U.S, Distriet Court Judge in
Providence, R. 1., declared the
law unconstitutional,

State Atty. Gen. Richard J.
Israel asked Brennan to block
the effect of that judgement
until the state can appeal to the
U.S. Circuit Court in Boston,

Had Brennan Issued the stay,
it would have meant the
reinstatement of the abortion
law. The case is now pending
before the Circuit Court.

Brennan's action came
without comment,

Earlier this year, the high
court ruled that the states may
not materially Interfere in a
decision reached by a woman
and her physician to have an
abortion during the first six
months of pregnancy.

OAKMONT, Pa (AP) — The brash
optimism and bubbling confidence of
youth exists side-by-side with the
disconcerting doubts and nagging un-
certainties of early middle age in the
field arrayed for the United States
Open Golf Championship.

On the one hand, there's the bright,
unlined face of Lanny Wadkins,
winner of the Byron Nelson Classic
and a strong challenger in-a half-
dozen other major tournaments this
seaspn.

Wadkins as the foremost
representative of the youth movement
on the pro tour, Casper as an aging
superstar seeking to regain the magic
that once was his.

“It's my putting,” said Casper,
echoing a refrain that is familiar
among his age group.

“I'm playing better now, tee to
green, than 1 have in a couple®of
years, But I'm putting just awful. It's
very frustrating to be unable to score
as well as you're playing."

Casper, for years known as one of
the premier putters on the tour, said
“it's something that can come and go.
Right now it's gone; but it can turn
around overnight.”

He finished second in the Andy
Williams-San Diego Open, was fourth
two other times and has been in the
top 10 five times.

She attributed the success of
the “‘rescue' of the passengers
to the Rev. Gibson Lockwood of
Newington and fifteen-year-old
Wayne Poglitsch of Windsor
who unfastened the seat belt of
one passenger blocking the en-
trance to the plane. After the
three men were pulled from the
wreckage, the plane exploded,

The pilot of the plane, Eugene
Rourke of Walingford, was
found roaming the area “in a
daze," she-said

Among those who assisted in
stemming the growth of the
fires from the roofs of the cot-
tages was Lee Watkins, his
grandmother said.

Voting 6-3 the justices simply
affirmed the judgment of a
three-judge court in Hartford
that held the state cannot keep
charging the higher fees after
the students have hecome
Connecticut residents.

Connecticut had appealed.
They contended the Constitu-
tion gives states "'a wide range
of discretion in enacting laws
which affects some of the
residents differently from
others."

The system had been
challenged. One challenger,
Margaret Marsh Kline, applied
to the university while she was
living in California, She was
married to a University of
Connecticut student and they
took up residence at Storrs. The
second, Patricia Catapano,
moved to Connecticut from
Ohlo after she was accepted as
a graduate student,

Fees were imposed by the
state legislature as of Oct, 1,
1971, Students who lived out of
state when they applied were to
be charged $150 in tuition and
an additional $250 nonresident
fee for the fall semester.
Residents were not charged
anything.

For the spring semester the
out-of-state students were to
pay a $425 tuition fee and an ad-
ditional $200 nonresident fee,
Students classified as Connec-
ticut residents paid only a $175
tuition fee.

The three-judge court in
Hartford, in striking down the
system last June said that even
if it is permissible for a state to

charge a higher tuition for out
of state students these students
could not be locked into that
category throughout their
careers and even after they had
become Connecticut residents.

Since the lower court ruled
last June, most of the 1,500 out-
of-state undergraduates at the
University of Connecticut have
been treated and charged as if
they were state residents, a
UConn spokesman said.

Under the system ruled un-
constitutional, out-of-state
residents paid $1,000 more per
year for a Connecticut college
education. They paid $850 a
year tuition, compared to $350
for state residents, and $850 in
fees, compared to $350 for state
residents.

Residency requirements es-
tablished by the General
Assembly allow a student to be
considered a state student if he
lives in the state six months,
registers to vole and registers
his motor vehicles in Connec-
ticut,

Prior to the court’s ruling,
any student who entered from
out-of-state as a Freshman was
considered out-of-state
throughout his years at UConn.
Hundreds of graduate students
are also affected by the ruling,
although most of them meet the
residency requirements, the
spokesman said.

There are relatively few out-
of-state residents at Connec-
ticut’s four state colleges and 12
community colleges,

Because all tuition fees ro
into the state's general fund,
the court's ruling means a
revenue loss of more than $750 -
000 per year. The university
loses the additional $500 in fees
which support auxiliary ser-
vlc:s. the U-Conn ‘spokesman
said.

Quizzing Stans

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Former Commerce Secretary
Maurice H. Stans faced inten-
sive questioning today about a
document that indicates he set
up a $l-million fund in his
department for “‘activities that
will be beneficial to the
President’s reelection.” Stans
swears he never saw the
memorandum.”

Stans reluctantly began
testifylng before the Senate
Watergate committee Tuesday
after the panel rejected efforts
+to delay his appearance.

He will be followed to the
witness table by former Nixon
campaign deputy Jeb Stuart
Magruder who, sources say,
""spilled his guts" to Senate in-
vestigators after being granted
limited immunity from
prosecution. Magruder is
believed to have ‘played a key
role in trying to cover up the
Watergate scandal and has im-
plicated other high officials.

The potentially explosive
memorandum regarding Stans
was brought to light by Rufus L.
Edmisten, the committee's
deputy chief counsel, who in-
itialea the questioning o1 we
man who left the Commerce
Department to raise campaign
money for President Nixon.

The document, dated July 28,
1971, and marked ‘'confiden-
tial” for then-Atty. Gen, John
N. Mitchell from Magruder,
said Stans had ‘‘built up a dis-
cretionary fund at Commerce
that will total approximately
$1,000,000,""

""He js using this fund for con-
ferences, hiring and other ac-
tivities that will be beneficlal to
the President's re-election,

*1f you feel It is ap-
propriate,” the memo con-
tinued, "“Secretary Stans might
discuss this concept with other
Cabinet officers to see if they
can develop the same kind of
fund within their own
departments."’

Presidential chief of staff
H.R. Haldeman was marked to
receive a blind copy of the
memo,

Asked to explain what was
meant by the document, Stans
replied: “T cannot tell you very
much about it. I have no idea
what the concept was. I think it
must have been based on some
misunderstanding or other.

"“I had no fund in the Depart-
ment of Commerce apart from
an authorized, budgeted fund of
the department, and I think
either Mr. Magruder or Mr.
{Dick) Whitney (Stans's
political  aide) would be the
ones to have to explain that
memorandum.”’

Stans also was asked If he
met with Mitchell last June 24,
one week after the Watergate
break-in ‘‘to find out from him
what had happened,"

He replied that he probably

had a meeting at that time but
didn't recall discussing
Watergate or “whether there
were others involved" in addi-
tion to the five men arrested in-
side Democratic headquarters.

Magruder is reported ready
to testify that he attended such
a meeting and that Stans was
told the incident involved per-
sons higher in the re-election
committee than James W.
McCord Jr., the campaign
security chief, who was caught
in the break-in,

Political tempers flared for a
few' minutes “Tuesday night
among members of the
Manchester Board of Directors
and the relative non-partisan
calm the board has been
enjoying for the past 18 months
appears to have gone up in
smoke.

McKenzie is a former
member of the Board of Tax
Review.

The second proposal was for
an ordinance which approves
the merger of the Capitol
Region Council of Governments
with the Capitol Region Plan-
ning Agency and assures
Manchester membership in the
merged group. This proposal
carried 5 to 3, with all three
Republicans voting "‘no."’

Prior to the vote on the $31.-
000 appropriation for revalua-
tion, Mrs. Ferguson announced
she was opposed to the ap-
propriation and to revaluation

“1 feel the public: doesn't
want it,"" she said

Farr, too, said he wouldn't
support townwide reyaluation.

Revaluation is required every
10' years by state law and
Manchester's last one was as of
the October 1966 Grand List,
Mayor ' John Thompson
explained, “'The purpose of a
revaluation is Lo see that people
are fairly taxed and that in-
equities are corrected.'”

Utilities reported continuing
heavy demands for water and
electrigity during the day and
officials said attendance at
state beaches and muncipal
swimming pools was “extraor-
dinary.”

The long-range forecast in-
dicates the warm weather will
be around through the coming
weekend, However,
temperatures are expected to
peak in the mid:80s for the
remainder of the week with
overnight low readings in the
60s and low 70s,
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
