“The manager,” he said,
“should administer, but not
govern. He sholld never
attempt to crusade over the
heads of the directors.

"“The Board of Directors,"” he
added, ‘‘must leave the
manager unhampered by in-
dividual suggestions or by
attempts at pressure.

"All actions of the Board of
Directors and the manager,'" he
concluded, “‘should be carefully
studied gand thought out, or
there will be a collapse of good
government."

Mr, Childs has been a
member of the National
Municipal League since 1917
and served as its president for
many. years prior to becoming

WASHINGON (AP) — In
freezing prices for up to 60
days, President Nixon may
have permanently etched wage-
price controls into the US,
economy, a resull he deeply
wants to avoid.

The President admitted the
failure of his largely voluntary
Phase 3 program, the system of
wage-price restraints he
devised as a transition to a free
ecanomy.

But runaway inflation
changed his plans. Nixon chose
the strongest option before him,
a new price freeze, and said it

‘would be followed by a tough,

new mandatory system of
wage-price controls to be
kniown as Phase 4.

In announcing his new
program Wednesday night,
Nixon was haunted by his words
of assurance about the economy
only a few months ago.

When he dumped the man-
datory wage-price cntrol
system, in favor of Phase 3 on
Jan. 11; Nixon said his move
could “‘mean ever greater price
stability with less restrictive
bureaucracy."

He predicted Phase 3 would
hasten the return of the nation's
free-market system.

But inflation exploded in the
first four months of the year
Consumer prices rose at an an-
nual rate of 9.2 per cent, Food
prices alone went up at an an-
nual rate of 25.4 per cent.

“Everybody admits Phase 3
was a failure,'' Treasury
Secretary George P. Shultz told
newsmen, “Let's not argue
about that."”

Nixon sought to assure the
American people that the tough
new controls that will be up-
coming “'will not be designed to
get us permanently into a con-
trolled economy."

“On the contrary, it will be
designed as a befter way to get
us out of a controlled economy,
and to return as qaickly as
possible to the free-market
system,” he said.

That was also the purpose of
Phase 3.

Shuitz conceded there will be
a large increase in the federal
bureaucracy once Phase 4 is in-
stituted. He didn't say how
many people will be added, but
it is clear that much tighter en-
forcement is expected.

Nixon's decision represented
a triumph for former Treasury
Secretary John B. Connally,
who had urged strong actidn,
over milder proposals urged by
Shultz and Herbert Stein, chair-

Phise 4 controls, Nixon said,
“will involve tighter standards
and more mandatory com-
pliance procedures than under
Phase 3" and will include
special measures to stabilize
retail food and gasoline prices.

Members of Congress had
mixed reactions to the
President’s moves;

Sen. William Proxmire, D-
Wis., chairman of the Joint
Economic Committee, voiced
some reservations but sald he
would withdraw for 80 days his
pending Senate amendment to
freeze wages, prices and con-
sumer interest rates.

Republicans generally sup-
ported the President, ''Right on
target,'' sald House GOP
Leader Gerald R, Ford.

Democrats were less
enthusiastic. "I'm fearful that
it may not be broad enough,"
said House Speaker Carl
Albert,

""Toq little, too late, Loo com-

Nixon told the nation in his 15-
minute address from the Oval
Office that the economy is
strong—-""we are in the middle
of one of the biggest, strongest
booms in our history."

—A request that Congress
allow him to eliminate tariffs
on imported meat and other
scarce items such as plywood
and zine, plus authority to sell
more surplus commodities
from government stockpliles,

—A promise of new farm
legislation to put **high produc-
tion ahead of high prices," a
threat to veto any spending bill
that exceeds his proposed
budget, and a plea that
Congress quickly clear the way
for the Alaska pipeline to com-
bat oil and gasoline shortages.

Nixon sald he didn't freeze
wages because they hadn't been
a significant cause of price in-
creases. They will remain for
now under Phase 3 guidelines
which generally call for pay
boosts to be held to 5.5 por cent
a year.

But officlals made clear that
wage controls are forthcoming
in Phase 4, which Nixon said
“will: recognize the need for
wages and prices to be (reated
consistently with one another."

NEW YORK (AP) — Public
television's gavel-to-gavel
broadcasts of the Watergate
hearings may be a boon for
local stations. But they're
causing a financial pinch for the
outfit aclually covering the
hearings — the National Public
Affairs Center for Television.

James Karayn, president of
the organization says it is hun-
ting for more money and “we'll
take it from anybody. We'll
even take it from the Com-
mittee for the Re-election of
the President."”

Center officials say it costs
the center ahout $12,000 each
day o televise the hearings live
and to tape them for rebroad-
cast at night.

They say the coverage has
produced a tremendous viewer
responsé — more than 70,000
letters, most of them approving
— but it also has cut sharply
into the center’s budget for its
Own programming.

Commuters
Want Probe
Of Railway

WESTPORT (AP)— Claiming
the lives of Penn Central
railroad passengers “are in
constant jeopardy,” a Fair-
field County commuters’ group
has called for a congressional
investigation of the line,

The Commuters Action Com-
mittee of Fairfield County said
in a letter this week to Connec-
ticut's congressional delegation
that the federal lawmakers
should investigate both the
management and operation of
the railroad.

""The lives of 33,000 regular
commuters on the New Haven
line alone are in constant
jeopardy,” the letter said. The
committee’s call follows a Mt.
Vernon, N.Y. train accident
last Friday in which one person
died and 140 were Injured.

Frank Merlino Jr., the presi-
dent of the action committes,
said in an interview today that
the railroad’s situation “has
gone beyond the point of local
investigations or even an ICC
(Interstate Commerce Com-
mission) investigation into the
matter,"

Meanwhile U.S. Rep. Ronald
A. Sarasin, R-Conn., said he had
asked Gov. Thomas J. Meskill
to work for quicker improve-
ment of the commuter line,
which Connecticut and New
York State oversee jointly.

“While there has been some
recent improvement in the New
Haven, with the long awaited
delivery of some new equip-
ment, the fact that an accident
like this can happen is evidence
that much still needs to be
done,” he said.

PBS officials say the evening
broadcasts are shown on an
average of 80 per cent of those
stations. And scores of them
use the pauses in the center's
hearing coverage to ask
viewers for donations,

As of Monday, the response —
either by phone-in pledges or
contributions by mail — had
netted WNET here $45,000 in
cash since the May 17 start of
the hearings, according to sta-
tion officials. .

PBS, which liké“the genter
says viewer reaction to
coverage of the hearings has
been excellent, says it has no
figures on how much cash
viewers kave sent in throughout
the United States. Karayn es-
timates it at $750,000.

Center officials say despite
their money problems they'll
continue covering the
Watergate hearings to the end.
But they hope for additional
funds — possibly from the Cor-
poration for Public Broad-
casting — that will let them
avoid cutbacks in their own
programs for the fall TV

found In the attic/of a house ino

the Devonshire village of Stoke
Gabriel.

The drawing is of a house in
Brixton, London, where the
Dutch artist stayed in 1872
when he was about 20. There he
fell in love with Eugenie Loyer,
his landlady’s daughter, but she
spurned him as she was already
engaged. :

Her granddaughter, Mrs
Katherine Eugenie Maynard,
took the drawing with her when
the family moved to Dev-
onshire. She was going to
throw It away, but “then I no-
ticed the work that had gone
into it and decided to put it
aside in the attic," she said.

Mrs. Maynard has no in-
tention of selling the picture
right now. *'I have presented it
on loan to the new Van Gogh
museum which is opening in
Amsterdam in June," she said.

Dol'lar' Devaluatibn Be

EDITOR'S NOTE — For
years the United States has
been buying more from foreign
countries than it was selling, In
part to correct this, the United
States has twice devalued the
dollar. Following is the first of
two articles detailing the. im-
pact of these actions.

LONDON (AP) — Two
devaluations of the dollar since
December 1971 are beginning to
pay off in the sales of American
goods abroad, an Associated
Press survey of Europe and
Japan shows,

Americans are beginning to
compete once -again in world
markels against the West Ger-
mans and the Japanese, their
toughest competitors.

The potential seems even
greater than the result so far,
But progress has been slow and
experts predict it will take
another two years for the

United States to wipe out its
1972 trade deficit of about $6.5
billion.

Devaluation by 8.58 per cent
in December 1971 and another
10 per cent last February meant
cheaper prices for U.S: goods

overseas, but not necessarily’

higher sales immediately.

The survey showed that if
America wanted to be No. 1 in
world trade, its-businessmen
would have to try harder.

"I could have doubled my tur-
nover this year if U.S. supplies
were available,' a British im-
porter of American fabrics
complained in London.

A consumer boom in the
United States has sharply cut
back the flow of goods available
for export to many European
industries. Anyone in Britain
ordering U.S. machine tools,
for example, faces delays up to
18 months in delivery.

But selling in Europe is not
always easy. Many U.S.
manufacturers would have to
retool their products for
Europe where screw threads,
for example; are different.
Most electrical equipment has
to be for 220 volts rather than
110, Adaptation costs money.

In Tokyo, another problem
arises. Design can be more im-
portant- than price, Japanese
imports of U.S. consurrer goods
are growing, bul no one
predicts an American sales
bonanza.

U.S. goods, like clothing and

~furniture, are simply not being

made in sizes that suit the
Japanese.

“When Japanese department
stores buy imported goods,
design and quality are the most
important considerations,'
says Tetsutaro lida, a Tokyo
chain store executive. "Price
comes. last.

Effort Started To Save
Hartford Job Corps Center

HARTFORD (AP) — Federal
plans to phase out New
England’s only Job Corps
center have angered some
center residents and sparked a
campaign to keep the center
from going under.

“You gee it on TV: 'Join the
Job Corps.' Then they throw
you out. What kind of a thing is
that?'" asked Marguerite
Bailey, a 19-year-old resident at
the center who has been
studying for her high school
diploma and preparing for a
career as a supervisor of
childrens’ daycare centers.

“I can't see why they would
advertise to put you on the road
and then push you off," she
said.

The center, located in an
aging three-story house on the
edge of downtown Hartford, as
been in operation for two years.
It houses 30 young women, from
16 to 21-years-old, who divide
their time between continuing
their formal education and

studying clerical, food service
and other skills,

Labor Department officials
decided Monday to close the
center because they said it was
too expensive for the number of
people it served. The center's
annual budget is $130,000, or
about $4,333 per resident.

Mrs, Della Still, who directs
the center, said “I think the
cost is well worth it for what
we're giving the individual."
She noted that the center
supplements its daytime
educational programs with con-
sumer and health seminars in
the evenings and offers
counseling to the girls’
families,

Mrs. Still said center
residents;, staff members and
the Community Renewal Team,
a Hartford civic group, will try
to drum up new financial sup-
port for the center.

"I only came to the center a
month and a half ago, but I have
grown very attached to it,"”
Miss Bailey said. “I'll do

In Brussels, headquarters of
the nine-nation European Com-
mon Market, officials say the
United States is now selling
more, bul prospects are
limited. This is partly because
price has little effect on the
sales of some key American
exports to Europe. In these
categories devaluation offers
virtually no benefits,

"'Nobody else makes Boeing
747s,"" a Common Market
expert explained. “The price
doesn't make all that much
difference. If they cost 20 per
cent more instead of 20 per cent
less, the airlines would still buy
them,'

In this field, American sales
to Europe depend more on
developing new technology than
in lowering prices. In Rome,
trade officials suggested U.S.
prospects may be clouded by
cutbacks in the space program,
limiting developments in some
high technology areas.

Farm products are another
important U.S. export to
Eurape, but again, price has li-
tle influence, this time because
of trade barriers.

When devaluation of the
dollar last February reduced
U.S. farm prices by 10 per cent,
the Common Market duties on
farm produce went up by exact-
ly the same amount,

Surveys in Britain and West
Germany showed that relatives
ly few U.S. firms have lowered
their prices because of devalua-
tion. Some appeared to consider
informing distributors, and
changing price lists more of a

petitive advantage was worth.
Others said increased costs of
U.S. supplies, high shipping
rates or added costs of
operating in inflationary Euro-
pean economies have eaten
away the benefits from
devaluation and kept prices
steady. Whatever the reason,
some advantages offered by
devaluation were lost.

These reasons help explain
why price cuts from a devalua-
tion don’t automatically expand
overseas trade. Yet all the
evidence suggests that the U.S,
trade picture is improving
slowly.

In April, the United States
made a profil on its trade with
the rest of the world of $196.4
million, -according to U.S. of-
ficial figures, It was the first
US: trade surplus for any
month since September 1971,
Devaluation was said to be an
important factor.
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About two-thirds of the 1972
US. trade deficit was with
Japan, and the picture there is
bright. Finance Minister Kiichi
Aichi expects the United States
will show its first monthly
trade profit with Japan since
February 1971 when the May
figures come out.

Often U.S. goods cannot com-
pete abroad against locally
produced rivals. In Britain, for
example, Americans cannot
outsell British goods. But U.S.
businessmen are doing better
against other foreigners like
the Germans and the Japanese.
Much of this is due to the
devaluations.

The various currency
adjustments of the past two
years have now raised the price
of the German mark by 20 per
cent against the dollar and the
Japanese yen by 16 per cent,

In the long run, however,
devaluation may not be the
most important factor in im-
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proving the U.S. trade plcturé.

Inflation is now a worse
problem in many European
countries than it is in the United
States. Bome economists think
this will eventually prove a
bigger help to the US, foreign
trade effort than the benefits
from devaluation,

Because economists general:
ly have found that it takes about
18 months before the results of
a devaluation become apparent,
there are few hard figures to
back up the reports of
businessmen except for the
April trade figures,

WASHINGTON — John D.
Ehrlichman, one' of the most
powerful men in America until
his resignation from the White
House staff- April 30, began his
political career in 1960 as a
political espionage agent for
Richard M. Nixon spying in
Gov. Nelson Rockefeller of
New York and the Democratic
national:convention, LY

As an unknown 35-year-old
zoning lawyer from Seattle,
Ehrlichman was officially
listed as a Nixon advance man
in 1960 working under his close
friend and former UCLA
classmate, chief advance man
H.R. (Bob) Haldeman. In fact,
he was an undercover agent
stalking Rockefeller's abortive
campaign for the Republican
presidential nomination, Later

he was assigned as a secret’

observer to the 1960
Democratic convention in Los
Angeles that nominated John F.
Kennedy, -

Thus, whether or not the
courts finally tie him ditectly to
the Watergate scandal,
Ehrlichman’s meager political

was in the little-

known clandestine side of cam-
paigning. Indeed, as recently as
August 1968, when Ehrlichnian
turned. up a the Republican

national convention as a high .

Nixon aide, fellow staffers
thought of him mostly as a
“security" man,

Ehrlichman made no secret
of his political beginnings in a
May 1970 interview with
William W, Prochnow, then
Washington correspondent for
the Seattle Times (now an aide
to Democratic' Sen. Warren
Magnuson of Washington).
Because of his anonymity,
Ehrlichman said, he was
assigned to “operative work"
stalking Rockefeller.

For example, Ehbrlichman
told of driving a Rockefeller
car in the Governor's campaign
procession in North Dakota —
apparently his June 34, 1060,
swing through Fargo and
several other towns, “The
Rockefeller people thought 1
was from North Dakota, and
the North Dakota people
thought 1 was from
Rockefeller,” Ehrlichman told
Prochnow: He enjoyed

repeating the same story to
friends in Seattle,

Ehrlichman described his un-
dercover duties at the Los
Angeles Democratic convention
as twofold: (1) to examine at-
titudes of the Southern
delégates; (2) to prepare a
dossier on the Kennedy cam-
paign apparatus.

For a Coalition Government

NEW YORK, N.Y. — The focus
is shifting. While the nation still
watches the Watergate story
spellbound, there is little doubt
left in most minds about the
fact (not the extent) of Presi-
dent Nixon's involvement in
corrupt election operations.
The new focus is on how
workable the government will
be, how badly the society has
been wounded, how sorely it
will suffer from dismay and dis-
belief at home and loss of con-
fidence abroad.

Somehow, in the end, the
culprits will be punished. The
President is a special case only
hecause he is President and the
stability of the society is
tangled up with him. Whether
or not we like it, that is how it is
in the American system.

Presidential government is a
more rigid system than is
healthy — more rigid, say, than
parliamentary cabinet govern-
ment. If this were a Western
European country, the Nixon
government would have fallen
by now and been replaced by
the opposition prime minister
and his shadow cabinet. And
confidence in the government
would have heen restored.

But this is the United States,
with presidential government
which has many merits, but
flexibility in deep crisis is not
among them,

In every deep crisis, the
Presidency has to bear the
brunt of it and take measures to
resolve it. But this is a case
where the crisis is in the
Presidency itself, and the
President can‘t resolve it
because instead of being part of
the resolution he is part of the
problem itself.

We have no means for a com-
plete shift of power in such a
crisis to-the opposition party
and its leaders. Instead we have
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a rigid setup of impeachment
(or forced resignation) and the
succession of the Vice Presi-
dent who must be from the
same party and who was
originally chosen mierely as a
runpningmate, not as an alter-
native leader, Hence the
Democrats have been un-
derstandably chary about
pushing for impeachment, nor
is the nation yet ready for it.

How grievously have we been
hurt? How deep is the wound?
It is very deep. Any sober stu-
dent of history knows that so
complete a disbelief in the
state—whether it comes from
the moralists or the cynics—has
in the past been the prelude to
social and political overturns.
We Zhink this is impossible in
America, but can we be cer-
tain?

In this case there are safety
valves: — the belief that the
courts have worked (especially
in the case of U.S. District
Judge John J. Sirica), that the
press has worked and that the
Senate investigation is working.
Thus the disbelief is not about
all political institutions but
about the crucial one.

The question the special
prosecutor, Archibald Cox,
raises is cropping up in letters
to the editor around the nation.
The nub of it is that there is a
three-ring circus in operation —
the grand jury, the Senate in-
quiry, the daily press
revelations, It makes for racy
reading and viewing, say the
letters, but what precedents
does it set and how does it make
for due process of law?

I share the disquiet, especial-
ly since I recall another Senate
committee inguiry (Joe
McCarthy's) and the newspaper
headlines he tried to use, and
how complacent Richard Nixon
was about them and how angry

&<
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the liberals were. I don't like
double standards, whether in
morals or government.

But this is an extraordinary
occasion, and must admit
extraordinary measures. The
Senate inquiry (despite Cox'
pleas) has taken hold of the im-
agination too, strongly to be
stopped now. It is too good as
radio and TV political theater
to be replaced by the necessari-
ly secret processes of the grand
Jjury alone. The instinct of the
people is sound here: Let them
all go on together, in a healthy
rivalry, to yield maximum
light, After the dismal years of
secrecy we need the light,

But this only sharpens the
need for some greater stability
and confidence in the Presiden-
cy while the secrets and the
penalties unfold. If impeach-
ment is too traumatic, and
since we don't have cabinet
government, the best solution
will be to throw safeguards
around the President and the
Presidency. This can be done by
getting an informal but public
agreement from the President
that he will put a coalition
government together for the
remainder of his tenure.

It isn't enough for him to be
reorganizing his White House
staff, as he keeps doing
periodically; he must also
reorganize his government,
share the top Cabinet posts with
Democrats, agree on a power
balance in Congress and con-
trive some sort of overview on-
major decisions on the
economy, foreign policy and on
the dollgr abroad. It can be
done. There is nothing in the
Constitution to prohibit it

The President won't like it,
but he has little choice if the
practical options are the coali:

Despite Mines

WASHINGTON (AP) — Rus-
sian and other freighters have
delivered well over 150,000 tons
of cargo to North Vietnam since
the United States suspended
minesweeping, Pentagon
sources estimate.

This suggests ship caplains
are confident the mines, laid by
U.S. Navy planes as late as last
December, have  deactivated
automatically as American of-
ficials said they were pre-set to
do.

A Navy task force is expected
to resume minesweeping at
Haiphong and other North Viet-
namese ports in a few days now
that U.S. and Hanol negotiators
have reached agreement to
carry out terms of the Vietnam
cease-fire pact signed last Jan.
2.

The task force of about 18
ships, which dispersed in late
April, is reported lo have
reassembled at Subic Bay in the
Philippines,

Pentagon spokesman Jerry
W. Friedheim said a chief
reason for minesweeping is to
assure that the mines have
deactivated.

About 11,000 U.S. mines were
dropped into North Vietnamese
waters, principally in the ap-
proaches lo seven North Viet-
namese ports, but U.S.
minesweepers exploded only
one mine after clearing
operations began at Haiphong
on March 6,

A minesweeping specialist
said' LS, officials know that the
North Vietnamese earlier con-
ducted some minesweeping at
Haiphong, North Vietnam's
principal port.

Within a few days of the start
of the U.S. Navy's mineclearing
work in early March, the Pen-
tagon reported the first Soviet
freighter had entered Haiphong
harbor since the mining during
the previous May.

The volume delivered at
Haiphong still has not ap-
proached the 200,000 tons a

Cargo

month which was the pattern
before President Nixon ordered
the North Vietnamese harbors
closed in May 1072. But it
appears to be moving in that
direction.

Friedheim said the American
task force had virtually com-
pleted its work at Haiphong
when the suspension was
ordered. However, he said,
“there would be still some
small percentage of risk in the
Haiphong channel.”

Rome's imperial past and was
believed to be as eternal as the

“When the Colosseum falls,
Rome will fall; when Rome
falls, the world shall fall."

Moonlight Gasoline Market Blooming

By BOB MONROE

NEW YORK (AP) — The gas-
oline shortage has produced a
small, shadowy market where
some fuel-starved independent
gas station chains are paying
premium prices to distributors "
for supplies.

The market, described by
some independents as
"‘moonlight gasoline” or ‘‘back
door deals,’’ operates at the

local wholesale level.
Independents confirmed its
existence in many sections of
the country but it appears to ac-
count for a relatively small
volume.

The distributors, industry
middlemen known as jobbers,
generally buy their gasoline
from major oil companies.
Several independents said the
majors have been trying to curb
the practice by limiting the

amount they will sell the
jobbers.

The market got started when

[the shortage forced the chains’

regular suppliers to cut back
the amount of fuel they would
deliver,

Operators of the private
brand chains, where the
motorist in the past was able to
save 6 cents a gallon, then
had to find alternative gas

sources or be faced with having
to close stations,

Asked for comment on the
situation, several major oil
companies either declined to
comment or replied through
spokesmen that they were un-
aware of any such market. One
said cuts in allocations to the
middlemen, or jobbers, were
simply part of the over-all ef-
fort to fairly distribute
available gasoline supplies.

Whatever the reason for
allocating, the consensus of in-
dependents was that it has had
the effect of drying up much of
the gasoline that was available
on this market three or four
months ago.

Both independents and
spokesmen for several govern-
ment agencies agreed the prac-
tice was not illegal but was an
outgrowth of a ‘‘seller's
market" with some
what the traffic will bear.

One way major companies
get gasoline to the retall
market is to sell it to the in-
dependent wholesalers, who
resell It to dealers who operate
the brandname neighborhood
service stations. According to
the Independents, some djs-
tributors are” selling to the
private. brand chaing on the
side, charging them a cent or
more a gallon over what they
charge namebrand stations.

Train sald small
cars get about 22 miles per
gallon instead of the present
U8, average of less than 14,
"'In-my opinion,'" he said, “it
is imperative that our society

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New Gold Star Bridge Opened |
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Basin Clean-Up
Cost Estimated
At $1.3 Billion

HARTFORD (AP) —
Cleaning up air and water pollu-
tion in the Connecticut River
basin will cost about $1.3
billion, according to a study by
banks in New England and New
York,

The survey was sponsored by
13 commercial banks, including
New York's Chase ‘Manbattan
Bank and the Connecticut Bank
and Trust Co,, in cooperation
with the federal Environmental
Protection Agency.

The area included in the study
includes the 14 counties drained
by the 480-mile-long Connec-
ticut River in Vermont, New
Hampshire, Massachusetts and
Connectiut.

The study estimates that that
from now through 1980,
municipal governments in the
basin will have to spend mores
than $700 million to meet
federal pollution. control stan-
dards and that industrial expen-
ditures will be about $650
miltion,

The estimates cover capital
expenditures as well as
operating and maintenance
costs.

The study said air pollution
control costs for industry will
be about $457 million, compared
to $191 million for industrial
water pollution control expen-
ditures.

According to the survey,
nearly half of the total costs for
industry will be borne by two in-
dustrial groups: paper plants
and steam electric power
plants.

"“The Conecticut River basin
is relatively clean,” said Dr.
Gaylord Northrop, president of
the Center for Environment and
Man, a Hartford firm which
assisted in the suryey.

Northrop said the major
pollution problems in the basin
were municipal sewage and
waste water and a few polluting
industries.

He said that one major cost
that may have to be revised up-
wards in the coming years will
be for imported low sulphur
fuel oil.

“Since the study was com-
pleted in'1972 the devaluation of
the dollar and the increased de-
mand for fuel indicates higher
costs in the coming years for
low sulphur fuel," he said.

His rosy Dream of “No more
work'' is shattered with
boredom and a cut income,

'Fifty per cent don't know
what to do with themselves,’
Bloom said. Those over 0
years of age have the
suicide rate of any agehg:ue;f
he said.

Often, the elderly couple sells
their house or business and
moves to Florida, only to find
themselves in a retirement
village where they miss their
grandchildren,

“A retirement revolution is
coming down the pike,”" Bloom
predicted. Many workers are
taking early retirement, and
people are living longer. By the
end of the century, he said,
senlor citizens will have 25 ac-
tive, retired years.

The state program is modeled
after a pioneering pre-
retirement program sponsored
by the United Auto Workers
Union and the Scovill Manufac-
turing Co. in Waterbury, Conn.

The office will counsel
workers over 55 In classes con-
ducted at the plant or office,
The worker will be reminded
that he won't have that pay
check coming in every week
when he retires and that he may
have to curtail his actiyitles.

Canada for trans-shipment to
the United States or whether

“they will bring their cargoes

directly to this country via deep
water ports off our own
coasts,"” Horton said.

chairman of its executive com-
mittee.

Mr. Childs was only a few
years out of Yale University
when he became interested in
organizations favoring the short
ballot. He said only a short
ballot would permit the voter to
see and understand the process
of voting.

He allied himself with reform
movements which numbered
Woodrow Wilson among their
advocates and finally settled on
the council-manager govern-
ment as the most attractive.

He said, ''Many of the

""The Manchester movement
for adoption of the plan was
well on its way last fall, when a
speaker [rom thé "National
Municipal League surprised an
audience of 800 with the infor-
mation that one of their own
native sons was the father of
4he plan they were considering,
It. apparently was news to
everyone present,

that independence causes
problems in getting action.

“The time is late for
nostalgia,” Watkins said, “but
the time Is ripe for cooperation
and support which has been
lacking."'

“We have a dirty face,
Watkins said, explaining down-
town's parking, lighting, and
lack of attractiveness, 'But we
sense that there's still life in
the old horse yet,"” he said.

To revitalize downtown
Manchester, businessmen must
lay aside their “‘cherished in-
dependence,'” Watkins said. He
asked for cooperation and the
willingness to spend time, ef-
fort, and money on downtown.

William Sleith, chairman of
the Mayor’s Downtown Action
Committee, also sought
cooperation and unity among
downtown interests:

‘“A concensus must be
arrived at,” Sleith said, “and
downtown must learn to speak
with one voice."

Sleith mentioned that unity
could start with minor things
such as store hours, window
lighting, and sidewalk
maintenance. Consistency in
such things, he said, would
raise the image of the merchant
center of our community.

Planning consultant Brown,
who was recently hired as a
joint effort by the town and
downtown interests, offered a
ten-minute slide presentation
and commentary about “New
Directions for Downtown
Manchester.”

Brown said people think of a
community in terms of its
downtown area, ‘‘and if this
downtown is deteriorated, inef-
ficient, or just plain ugly, there
is a tendency fo assign these
deficiencies to the town as a
whole."

Brown, running briefly
through Manchester's history,
the emergence of downtown
and the coming of the shopping
centers, said ‘''the strong
economic force which created
the suburban shopping center ..,
contributed to the deterioration
of central areas.”

He touched on the 1066 defeat

of a far-reaching redevelop-
ment plan for downtown, and
said that the defeat of the
proposed bond issue resulted in
a [five-year interval before
downtown revitalization was
discussed again.

Looking to the future, Brown
said, '“The distinct problems of
downtown Manchesler are
matched by singular oppor-
tunities.”” One of the major
problems, he sald, is the sheer
size of the downtown area —
almost a mile in length.

But the downtown area, ap-
parently because of its size, is
not limited to retail trade. It's

One of the problems facing
architect I.M. Pei, who began
the design on the unified center
10 years ago, was that the origi-
nal church structures were to
be maintained, so that new con-
s:;ucl'mn had to blend with the
old.

The original Mother Church
edifice was built in 1894; the
domed extension seating 5,000
was completed in 1906, and a
building housing the Christian
Science Publishing Society was
opened in 1933.

In addition Pei, whose other
projects in the area include
Boston's Government Center
and the Kennedy Library, had
to design the perimeter area so
that private developers could
build housing on land sold or
leased by the church, in keeping
with the city's overall renewal
plans,

The plan calls for balanced
housing — some low-cost, some
moderate and some at higher

market levels. The church is
making certain parcels of its
land available at less than mar-
ket value to develop housing for
the elder)y.

The new center construction
consists of a Church Adminis-

» tration building, a Church Col-

onnade, a Sunday School, an
underground garage, a new por-
tico to the Mother Church ex-
tension and a plaza with a re-
flecting pool, gardens, (rees
and benches, all open to the
community.

The lobby of the 28-story Ad-
ministration building of archi-
tectural concrete has a 24-fool
ceiling, is open and naturally
lighted. There are no interior
columns on any of the 25 office
floors. A gridwork of electric
power and telephone services
has been installed in cells
throughout each floor for max-
imum utility and efficiency. All
interior office partitions are
movable, permitting maximum
flexibility.

The Sunday School, a two-
story structure plus a 430-seat
balcony, can accommodate 500
pupils and staff, but can be
adapted to seat 1,150 at general

A second commoniy held mis-
conception is that the way of
the cross is the way of passive
submission. One only goes to
the cross when he cannot do any
thing else, we say, or else he is
a fool.

They were not cowards, On
the night that Jesus was
arrested, Peter grabbed a
sword and attempted to
assassinate the high priest.

They wanted their deaths to
count for something, To die
with a sword in the hand was
one thing; to die with a nail
through the hand was quite
another, They ran to live and
fight another day.

Russians Closing Computer Gap

STORRS (AP)—A top-
priority research program has
brought Soviet computer
technology to the brink of
closing the “‘computer gap”
with the United States, a
Connecticul expert says.

Dr, Taylor L. Booth, a
University of Connecticut
professor who returned this
month from conferring with
computer scientists in three
Soviet cities, sald Russian
technology is '‘receiving a
tremendous push' from the
government.

At present, he sald, the
Soviels are modernizing very
rapidly and lag behind the U.S.
mainly in the field of
miniaturizing computer com-
ponents,

“They have all of our journals
and they were abreast of some
of the current hardware
developments,” he said. “And
they have been able to make a
number of significant con-

tributions of their own to com--

puter technology.'
Booth, a professor of elec-
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trical engineering at UConn,
said the Soviet scientists dis-
played a reserve about
explaining some of their
breakthroughs, similar to the
manner of some scientists for
competitive U.S. corporations,

“The Soviets were not willing
to tell us everything about some
of their more advanced
techniques,” he said. ''In many
ways, it was like going to an
American meeting."

Booth said the Russian scien-
tists he met hoped the planned
Washington visit of Soviet Com-
munist Party chief Leonid I
Brezhnev. would lead to an in-
creased exchange of scientific

information between the U.S.
and the U.S.S.R.

He noted, however, that the
Soviels are already aware of
many American computer in-
novations through their
purchase of American equip-
ment and Western European
equipment incorporating U.S.
technology.

Booth described the Soviets
as '‘very pragmatic'' and
willing to buy certain foreign
equipment instead of producing
equivalent models of their own.
The purchase of foreign equip-
ment would let Soviet scientists
devote their time to.advanced
research instead of duplicating

Still Required

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Although the draft is ending,
registering with Selective Ser-
vice still is required for 18-year-
olds but an increasing number
are failing to sign up.

Just how many men are not
registering was not known by
Selective Service Director
Byron V. Pepitone. But, he
sald, “we know it's higher than
last year." Then the nationwide
average was put at between 9
and 12 per cent, and was as high
as 20 per cent in Chicago.

An Associated Press spot
check ‘of state draft directors
showed that for this year the
percentages of nonregistrants
ranged from a reported zero in
Minnesota to 30 per cent in
Illinois. In Kentucky, 6 per cent
of the eligible young men were
reported not having registered,
and North Carolina's figure was
put at 25 to 30 per cent.

Pepitone sald the failure to
register stems mainly from the
mistaken bellef that the draft
law expires June 30. But the
only portion of the law explring
is one sentence that gives the
president the authority to draft
men.

The law setting up the draft
machinery remaing on the
books and requires eligible
young men to conlinue tlo
registen;

‘“Most of the 18-year-olds are
saying they thought the draft
was over so they didn't have to
register," said the Illinois state
draft director, Capt. Thomas
Hornada. '‘Some say they
thought that, when they
registered to vote, they
automatically registered for
the draft at the same time.

CAMBRIDGE, Mass. (AP) —
The president of Notre Dame
University proposed to a Har-
vard audience Wednesday that
an International agency be set
up to grant people world
citizenship along with their
national citizenship.

The Rev. Theodore M,
Hesburgh sald in a speech al
Harvard University’'s alumni
exercises such world
citizenship would be a means to
break down ‘‘the one great
remaining divider of
humankind, . , national
sovereignty."

“What I would suggest is that
everyone in the world would be
allowed to hold dual
citizenship—to be a cilizen of
the nation in which he or she
happens to be born and, in addi-
tion, to be able to qualify for
world citizenship,'' he said.

Father Hesburgh said an
applicant for world citizenship
would have to accept certain
commitments. _

“One would have to certify
his or her bellef in the unity of

.+ mankind, in the equal dignity of

every human being, whatever
his or her nationality, race,
religion, sex or color,” he said.

“One would have to certify
his or her willingness to work
for world peace through the
promotion and practice of

justice at home and abroad.

*‘One would have to do
something to prove the sinceri-
ty of these beliefs, something to
promote justice for all,
something to promote the peace
and well being of his or her
fellow humans at home and
abroad."

Father Hesburgh said he
would hope the international
agency set up to grant world
citizenship would grant benefits
“‘befitting the commitment" of
world citizens.

Such a benefit, he said, would
be “‘free passage without visas
anywhere in the world."

“We might all begin by a
declaration of the . in-
terdependence of mankind
today,'" he said. "“The evidence
is totally on the side of such a
declaration, .

Manchester town officials are
taking steps which may result
in ultimate condemnation of the
old Jaffe & Podrove Building,
last occupied by the W,T. Grant
department store at-811-821
Main St.

The building, which has been
entirely vacant for nearly two
years, is owned by Abraham M.
Druckman of New York City.
Druckman acquired the proper-
ty in 1981, about 60 years after
the building was erected, accor-
ding to the town assessor's of-
fice.

Town Building Inspector
Thomas C. Monahan said today
he has drafted a letter to the
owner which intimates that
legal action will be taken in
regard to the deteriorating
property. Monahan said he is
referring the matter to Town
Counsel David Barry.

The building is a potential
danger, Monahan said, not only
to occupants of adjacent
buildings but also to passersby.
Monahan said he has received
several complaints about the
building's state of disrepair.

A gaze through the Main St.
windows of the structure show

floors buckling, ceiling tiles
falling off, and apparent
evidence that the roof of the
building is leaking, Persons get-
ting close to the building notice
a misty odor coming from
within.

Donald F. Denley, president
of the Brass Key Restaurant
Inc., two doors away at 829
Main St., said the building is in
a bad condition because nobody
takes care of it. *‘It's a very un-
healthy situation,” Denley said,
mentioning that rats and
roaches thrive in such an en-
vironment.

“The best thing for the
building would be to tear it
down,” Denley said, '‘It cer-
tainly is no valuable landmark
to Main St.,” he added.

Possibility of town purchase
of the property has been dis-
cussed continually in the past
two years, but apparently the
purchase price was too high.

Amateur Crenshaw
Unawed By Greens

OAKMONT, Pa. (AP) — Maybe it’s the exuberance of
youth, but amateur Ben Crenshaw is one of the few players
who appears unawed by the super tough greens at Oak-
mont Country Club,

The 21-year-old Crenshaw was considered the No. 1
amateur contender in the 73rd U.S. Open, which began
today. The blond University of Texas golfer was the low
amateur in this year's Masters, finishing in a tis for 24th.

During the three days of practice over the 6,921-yard
Oakmont course, there were loud cries of anguish over the
putting surfaces. But Crenshaw can't understand what all
the excitement is about. He hasn't had any problem with
the greens.

“I’ll putt the greens well," said the confident Crenshaw,
a two-time National Collegiate Athletic Association cham-
pion and runner-up in last year's National Amateur, “‘[ like
'em, Sure, you hace to be careful that you don’t put the ball
in pldces where you can’t do anything but three putt. The
greens are true if you get within range."

Crenshaw, a native of Austin, Tex., believes he has an
excellent chance of becoming the first amateur to win the
Open since Johnny Goodman in 1933, at North Shore Coun-
try Club in Glenview, Iil. The only other amateurs to win
the Open were Francis Ouimet, Bobby Jones (four times),
Charles Evans Jr. and Jerry Travers.

The 5-foot-9, 165-pound Crenshaw won the Sunnehanna
tournament last week near Johnstown, Pa,, but wasn't
completely happy with his game. He said he wants to im-
prove his driving. He says he's putting efceptionally well,
During practice at Oakmont, Crenshaw didn't three-putt
once.

He doesn't crack under pressure, and he doesn't lose his
concentration at the sight of a Jack Nicklaus or Arnold
jpalmer in his threesome. At the Masters he shot a 73 in
the first round playing with Palmer, who carded 77, The
next day he was paired with Nicklaus and fired a 72, while
Jack managed only a 77.

Irish Frankie O'Brien just
missed by one bout being a
world boxing champion in
the 160-pound middleweight
division. That was 40 years
ago. Fifty years ago he had
his first fight at the age of
18. Today, the 68-year-old
O'Brien, a Manchester resi-
dent for 21 years residing at
308 Autumn St., is enjoying
life in retirement while
caring for a small vegetable
and flower garden.

Looking back at his ring
career, the white-haired native
of Hartford's East Side - Wnd-
sor Street - recalled some of his
biggest moments inside the
square circle.

“I had 102 fights as a
professional. I lost only nine. I
was never knocked out although
I'once had my jaw broken. I cut
easily but my handlers were
always able to patch me up.

“I only had two amateur
fights," he reflected as he
scanned a scrapbook of his
glory days. "I lost the first
because of a cut eye, to a guy
named Joe Smith of Bridgeport.
He was the state champ at the
time. I beat him in a return
match and immediately turned
pro in 1925 under Trainer Pete
Perrone and Manager Dinny
McMahon,”

One-Time Policeman

Retired from Pratt &
Whitney since 1969, O'Brien
earlier served 15 years as one of
West Hartford's finest with the
police department.

O'Brien, a southpaw, was at
the prime of his career when he
took part in a National Boxing
Assn, Tournament in 1931 in
Milwaukee to find a successor
to Mickey Walker who no
longer could make the weight,
The 5-10 Nutmegger was at his
best when weighing between 156
and 158 pounds, Today, still fit
as a fiddle, O'Brien looks in
great shape, having added only
10 pounds since hanging up his
gloves, A two-mile walk each
day comprises his exercise.

Winner of both the State and
New England middlewelght
titles, it wasn't until O'Brien
changed managers did he get
big pay nights of that era. A
multi-millionaire, sportsman
Arthur Carter of New York,

Poet-Drummer Ready
For Manchester Parade

The only beat that counts to
Peter F. Mietzner of 24 Trotter
St. is that of a drum. As he has
said in‘a poem he wrote in 1950:

“Twas back in nineteen-hundred,

Just [iity years ago,

When firest T heard the roll of drums,

And It 26t my heart aglow
Abaut elight-thirtly in the evening,

Il memary serves me right
The moon was shining brightly

And “twas a bo m)‘ ugust night, -
In a Nttle village called Moodus,

Just a country place remole,
Where ancient
supreme

And on history's page it's wrote,
Where rudiments were known as riles

And a piece was called o beat
A soft pad used while learning,

Where one could not fake or cheat:
Where change:Rands Weren't called
shivers,

Or a Ihree stroke roll a ruff
Where the men who taught 'this ancient
art. '

Were strict and knew ther stulf,
Each blow Was siruck distinetly,

For a rebound dith not go:

Each hand was raised to the shoider

With instructions thus and so
Rhythm, time and execulion

Were drilled into the bone.

And a single drum made music,

When one chose 'to play alone

rumming reigned

They had a system oo, quite umqgue,
Not {ound in any book,
“Twas the works of a great musician,
Named Dr. U, S Cook
Yes, the style was quite unique indeed.
But for all they did not boast,
And eighly years ago and more
"Twis the talk from coast to coast
Sa this is where and how [ learned to
drum
Justly proud to say,
This mention made as & matter of fact,
In no concelted way.™

Mitzner bought his first drum
for ‘$12. He had to work 240
hours at 5 cents an hour to raise
the money. His present drum,
the one he will use in the
Manchester Sesquicentennial
parade on June 23 is an Eli
Brown drum and was made in
Windsor In 1838. The original
tag is still inside the drum,

The Moodus Drum and Fife
Corps of which Meitzner was a
member for over fifty years is
so-named, with drum first in
the title, because at the time of
its origin in 1860, the drum was
considered more important
than the fife,

Meitzner recalls that the

' Moodus Drum and Fife Corps

was the only organization of its
kind to ever play in the White
House. The occasion was the
dedication of the Washington
Monument during President
Chester A, Arthur's term of of-
fice, 1881-1885. The vibrations
from the loud drum
reverberations caused the
plaster in the East Room to
crack.

For many years, Meitzner
“tinkered'’ with drums. He
says he thinks he must be the
only such person “this side of
heaven,™

His penchant for writing
poetry goes back many years.
He writes mostly about simple
things ‘in simple verse, and
writes ““the way I think." About
1942, he wrote words which
were sel to the tune of “Love
Lifteth Me," which was later
sung in North Methodist
Church. o~

Goal Set At $60,000

Manchester Memorial
Hospital today announced it
will conduct a fund -drive to
raise $60,000 for the purchase of
a new Sequential Multiple
Analyser for use in the hospital
laboratory.

Termed the Manchester
Memorial Hospital Apprecia-
tion Fund, the drive will be
June 15 through June 30, and
will coincide with the town's
Sesquicentennial celebration.

A feature of the drive will be
the Master Donor's Club which
is looking for 400 donations of
$150 apiece. A citation, suitable
for framing, will be awarded to
each person donating $150 or
more, Gifts of lesser amounts
will be acknowledged as sup-

The equipment to be
purchased is a blood chemistry
analyser that simultaneously
does 12 individual tests on one
sample of blood in a matter of
seconds. While making com-
plete information available to
the physician, it immediately
serves. o confirm or negate
evidence of a suspected dis-
ease. It also serves as a base
line against which to measure
future metabolic changes,

In addition to providing the
physician with valuable infor-
mation, it is also a cost saver to
the patient. If done individual-
ly, the 12 tests involved would
cost in excess of §$100. By using
the Sequential Multiple
Analyser, the cost would be ap-

proximately $12.

Edward M. Kenney, ad-
ministrator of the hospital,
stated that the eguipment is
badly needed in the laboratory
and there were just no funds
available from any other source
to.make the purchase.

"] sincerely hope that the ser-
vice Manchester Memotrial
Hospital has given to the com-
munity for the last 53 years will
move those -patients which it
has served to contribute
generously to the Appreciation
Fund," he said.

Watergate Espionage
Linked To Mitchell

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
disgrace and removal of the
Democratic party's most
experienced professional was
the real goal of the Nixon cam-
paigners who planned the
Watergate raid, Senate in-
vestigators have been told.

In testimony that linked one
former official after another to
the Watergate wiretapping and
its coverup, Jeb Stuart
Magruder said final approval
for the espionage plan that all
involved knew to be illegal
came from John N. Mitchell,
then attorney general.

The target, Magruder said,

was Lawrence F, O'Brien, then
the Demoeratic national chair-
man and 4 foe much-feared for
his political expertise. The
idea, he said, was to gain infor-
mation that would discredit
O'Brien and thus the
Demuocrats,

Confessing publicly to ‘con-
spiracy, obstruction of justice
and perjury, and protected
from prosecution by a grant of
immunity, Magruder said he
had relayed details of the es-
pionage plan to the office of the
President's chief of staff, H.R.
Haldeman,

President Nixon probably
didn’t know about it but it was

possible that Haldeman did,
Magruder said in testimony
Thursday, three days short of
the first anniversary of the
Walergate arrests,

Mitchell, then the campaign
director, was involved in con-
cocting a series of lles to pre-
vent disclosures that all in-
volved feared would result in
Nixon's election defeat,
Magruder said,

Magruder, former White
House aide and deputy director
under Mitchell of the Com-
milteer for the Re-election of
the President, said he told
Mitchell this spring he had

Earthquake No Surprise
To UConn Geophysist

GROTON (AP) — A Connec-
ticut geophysist says Thursday
night's earth tremor was not
unexpected in the state,

‘“*Personally, as a
seismologist, 1 was not sur-
prised that we had a quake of
this size,'' said Dr. E.F.
Chiburis, who operates the
University of Connecticut's
four-station earthquake
monitoring system in the state,

“No area of the world is
quakefree, there are only
différences in degree," he said.

Chiburis classified
Thursday’s tremor, which oc-
cured about 9:12 p.m., as “‘mild
to moderate quake" based on
the data collected by his
monitoring equipment,

The earthquake rippled
acrogs eastern Canada and the
northeastern United States for
between five seconds to nearly
half a minute, causing no
reported damage.

Shaky Start

WASHINGTON (AP) — The

limitation agreement, but is
hoping the two nations can
achieve a breakthrough toward
permanent nuclear curbs.

At the same time presidential
assistant Henry A. Kissinger
was briefing newsmen
Thursday, Soviet leader Leonid
I. Brezhnev told news cor-
respondents: in Moscow his
main business with President
Nixon would be "“an exchange
of views on ways to deepen and
improve rélations between our
two countries.”

Shultz Staying

WASHINGTON (AP) —
George P, Shultz plans to stay
on as Treasury secretary
despite losing another
economic debate with Presi-
dent Nixon. But a f{rustrated
John B. Connally apparently is
leaving.

Connally's reasons go beyond
the economic debate at the
White House, however, The
former Texas governor ap-
parently was cut off from ready
access to the President, and

In KFebruary 1972 the
Bridgeport area experienced a
small quake of about 2.5, he
added.

In other Walergate
developments, the White House
confirmed that a secret list of
unnamed contributors to the
Nixon campaign was not
destroyed as preyiously
reported, but is being held by
Rose Mary Woods, the
President’s personal secretary,

The White House said the list
of more than $19 million in con-
tributions never has been shown
to Nixon. A

And Sen. George McGovern,
a landslide loser to Nixon last
November, said Thursday that
“the election results would
have heen vastly different' if
the American people had known
aboul the Walergate coverup.

1t was the coverup that hurt
us.'"" he sald In an interview
carried on Public Broadcasting
Service stations, ‘‘not exactly
what they did but the fact that it
was covered up and people
didn't know about it.*

The Senate Watergate com-
mittee, meanwhile, canceled a
scheduled Monday session and
plans to take testimony in
private that day from John W.
Dean 1II, the former legal
counsel to the President. Dean
is set to appear in a televised
meeting Tuesday.
