Poet-Drummer Ready
For Manchester Parade

The only beat that counts to
Peter F. Mietzner of 24 Trotter
St. is that of a drum. As he has
said in‘a poem he wrote in 1950:

“Twas back in nineteen-hundred,

Just [iity years ago,

When firest T heard the roll of drums,

And It 26t my heart aglow
Abaut elight-thirtly in the evening,

Il memary serves me right
The moon was shining brightly

And “twas a bo m)‘ ugust night, -
In a Nttle village called Moodus,

Just a country place remole,
Where ancient
supreme

And on history's page it's wrote,
Where rudiments were known as riles

And a piece was called o beat
A soft pad used while learning,

Where one could not fake or cheat:

Mitzner bought his first drum
for ‘$12. He had to work 240
hours at 5 cents an hour to raise
the money. His present drum,
the one he will use in the
Manchester Sesquicentennial
parade on June 23 is an Eli
Brown drum and was made in
Windsor In 1838. The original
tag is still inside the drum,

The Moodus Drum and Fife
Corps of which Meitzner was a
member for over fifty years is
so-named, with drum first in
the title, because at the time of
its origin in 1860, the drum was
considered more important
than the fife,

Meitzner recalls that the

' Moodus Drum and Fife Corps

was the only organization of its
kind to ever play in the White
House. The occasion was the
dedication of the Washington
Monument during President
Chester A, Arthur's term of of-
fice, 1881-1885. The vibrations
from the loud drum
reverberations caused the
plaster in the East Room to
crack.

For many years, Meitzner
“tinkered'’ with drums. He
says he thinks he must be the
only such person “this side of
heaven,™

His penchant for writing
poetry goes back many years.
He writes mostly about simple
things ‘in simple verse, and
writes ““the way I think." About
1942, he wrote words which
were sel to the tune of “Love
Lifteth Me," which was later
sung in North Methodist
Church. o~

Goal Set At $60,000

Manchester Memorial
Hospital today announced it
will conduct a fund -drive to
raise $60,000 for the purchase of
a new Sequential Multiple
Analyser for use in the hospital
laboratory.

Termed the Manchester
Memorial Hospital Apprecia-
tion Fund, the drive will be
June 15 through June 30, and
will coincide with the town's
Sesquicentennial celebration.

A feature of the drive will be
the Master Donor's Club which
is looking for 400 donations of
$150 apiece. A citation, suitable
for framing, will be awarded to
each person donating $150 or
more, Gifts of lesser amounts
will be acknowledged as sup-

The equipment to be
purchased is a blood chemistry
analyser that simultaneously
does 12 individual tests on one
sample of blood in a matter of
seconds. While making com-
plete information available to
the physician, it immediately
serves. o confirm or negate
evidence of a suspected dis-
ease. It also serves as a base
line against which to measure
future metabolic changes,

In addition to providing the
physician with valuable infor-
mation, it is also a cost saver to
the patient. If done individual-
ly, the 12 tests involved would
cost in excess of §$100. By using
the Sequential Multiple
Analyser, the cost would be ap-

proximately $12.

Edward M. Kenney, ad-
ministrator of the hospital,
stated that the eguipment is
badly needed in the laboratory
and there were just no funds
available from any other source
to.make the purchase.

Watergate Espionage
Linked To Mitchell

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
disgrace and removal of the
Democratic party's most
experienced professional was
the real goal of the Nixon cam-
paigners who planned the
Watergate raid, Senate in-
vestigators have been told.

In testimony that linked one
former official after another to
the Watergate wiretapping and
its coverup, Jeb Stuart
Magruder said final approval
for the espionage plan that all
involved knew to be illegal
came from John N. Mitchell,
then attorney general.

The target, Magruder said,

was Lawrence F, O'Brien, then
the Demoeratic national chair-
man and 4 foe much-feared for
his political expertise. The
idea, he said, was to gain infor-
mation that would discredit
O'Brien and thus the
Demuocrats,

Confessing publicly to ‘con-
spiracy, obstruction of justice
and perjury, and protected
from prosecution by a grant of
immunity, Magruder said he
had relayed details of the es-
pionage plan to the office of the
President's chief of staff, H.R.
Haldeman,

President Nixon probably
didn’t know about it but it was

possible that Haldeman did,
Magruder said in testimony
Thursday, three days short of
the first anniversary of the
Walergate arrests,

Mitchell, then the campaign
director, was involved in con-
cocting a series of lles to pre-
vent disclosures that all in-
volved feared would result in
Nixon's election defeat,
Magruder said,

Magruder, former White
House aide and deputy director
under Mitchell of the Com-
milteer for the Re-election of
the President, said he told
Mitchell this spring he had
decided he must tell the truth,

Earthquake No Surprise
To UConn Geophysist

GROTON (AP) — A Connec-
ticut geophysist says Thursday
night's earth tremor was not
unexpected in the state,

‘“*Personally, as a
seismologist, 1 was not sur-
prised that we had a quake of
this size,'' said Dr. E.F.
Chiburis, who operates the
University of Connecticut's
four-station earthquake
monitoring system in the state,

“No area of the world is
quakefree, there are only
différences in degree," he said.

Chiburis classified
Thursday’s tremor, which oc-
cured about 9:12 p.m., as “‘mild
to moderate quake" based on
the data collected by his
monitoring equipment,

The earthquake rippled
acrogs eastern Canada and the
northeastern United States for
between five seconds to nearly
half a minute, causing no
reported damage.

Shaky Start

SAIGON (AP) — Fire from
rockets, artillery, mortars and
guns got Vietnam's new

Brezhnev Coming

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
White House says the upcoming
U.S.-Soviet summit will not
produce a sweeping new arms-
limitation agreement, but is
hoping the two nations can
achieve a breakthrough toward
permanent nuclear curbs.

At the same time presidential
assistant Henry A. Kissinger
was briefing newsmen
Thursday, Soviet leader Leonid
I. Brezhnev told news cor-
respondents: in Moscow his
main business with President
Nixon would be "“an exchange
of views on ways to deepen and
improve rélations between our
two countries.”

Shultz Staying

WASHINGTON (AP) —
George P, Shultz plans to stay
on as Treasury secretary
despite losing another
economic debate with Presi-
dent Nixon. But a f{rustrated
John B. Connally apparently is
leaving.

Connally's reasons go beyond
the economic debate at the
White House, however, The
former Texas governor ap-
parently was cut off from ready
access to the President, and

“"He indicated to me that he
would not be able to go that way
and he would have to go the
other way,” Magruder said of
Mitchell.

Magruder's was the [irst
first-hand testimony linking
high former officials of the
Nixon administration to the
Walergate and its coverup,

One of those he said was
periodically kept up to date on
Watergate progress was Gor-
don Strachan, a White House
aide who served Haldeman,
Nixon's principal aide, as
liaison with the election com-
miltee.

Magruder said Strachan was
kept informed at regular inter-
vals as the intelligence budget
was pared from the $1 million
G& Gordon Liddy wanted to a
proposed $500,000 and finally
approved by Mitchell himself at
the $250,000 level

The decision was made
without much enthusiasm, after
much haggling over its costs,
and without any real expecta-
tion of startling results,
Magruder testified.

Sen. Howard H. Baker, R-
Tenn., the committee's vice
chairman, described it as “a
decision that is going o affect
history thal was made in
almost a casual way."

It was learned from Senate
sources Thursday that Strachan
has informed the commiltee

that if he is granted immunity
for his testimony he will say
Haldeman knew of the coverup
“from the beginning."

Haldeman has denied such
knowledge. Magruder said he
could not testify with certainty
on the extent of Haldeman's
awareness of Waltergate
operations or the cover story
that was invented to hide them.

In other Walergate
developments, the White House
confirmed that a secret list of
unnamed contributors to the
Nixon campaign was not
destroyed as preyiously
reported, but is being held by
Rose Mary Woods, the
President’s personal secretary,

The White House said the list
of more than $19 million in con-
tributions never has been shown
to Nixon. A

And Sen. George McGovern,
a landslide loser to Nixon last
November, said Thursday that
“the election results would
have heen vastly different' if
the American people had known
aboul the Walergate coverup.

1t was the coverup that hurt
us.'"" he sald In an interview
carried on Public Broadcasting
Service stations, ‘‘not exactly
what they did but the fact that it
was covered up and people
didn't know about it.*

The Senate Watergate com-
mittee, meanwhile, canceled a
scheduled Monday session and
plans to take testimony in
private that day from John W.
Dean 1II, the former legal
counsel to the President. Dean
is set to appear in a televised
meeting Tuesday.

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The Tuition Question

The U.S. Supreme Court has ruled
that Connecticut cannot prevent out-
of-state students from becoming
residents and therefore-qualifying for
lower tuition and fees at the Universi-

ty of Connecticut at Storrs.

The ruling will apply to all other
states which have similar fee stric-
tures and statutes preventing students
from becoming residents while atten-

ding school.

The interesting thing, however, is
that immediately after the ruling,
Gov. Thomas J. Meskill signed into
law a bill which anticipated the
adverse court decision and set out a
new set of rules for out-of-state
students wishing to save tuition
dollars by becoming Connecticut
citizens.

The bill requires the out-of-state
student to be 18 or over and there can
be no quarrel with this since 18 is the
age of majority nationally and in the
state, However, in a technical sense,
it is possibly discriminatory to those
few who may enroll in UConn or other
units at age 17 since, if they are from
out-of-state, they would be subject to
out-of-state fees while the 17-year-old
son or daughter of a Connecticut resi-
dent would not,

The real stickler in the new law,
which may be challenged, is the
requirement that the out-of-state stu-
dent in order to qualify for state
residency, and hence the lower tuition
and fees, must be erﬁployed fulltime
during the six-months residence
period. He must also establish a
domicilé where the “‘intends o .
remain.”

This we feel sets up a dual standard
for residency in the state and is ob-
viously aimed at making it extremely
difficult for out-of-state students to
qualify for resident status,

The problem facing the state is an
economic one and we think the direc-

tion taken in the new act will not solve
this problem because it to will be
challenged.

Rather than have intricate or dif-
ficult residency requirements, in
order to become a bona fide Connec-
ticut citizen, the state would do better
to have a uniform tuition and fee
schedule and give students credits
based on the number of years they or
their parerts have lived in Connec-
ticut and contributed taxes to the
state, After all the whole idea of the
lower state resident fee is to
recognize that bona fide residents,
have through taxes, have been con-
tributing to. the overall education
costs whereas the out-of-state student
has not.

In this way, the overall anticipated
revenue from tuition and fees could be
maintained without forcing some
students to become ‘‘residents” in
name only. A certain number of out-
of-state students is good for any
college. The problem, as we see it, is
not to increase the burden on the
taxpayers who are subsidizing higher
education for Connecticut sons and
daughters and yet keep the doors of
our schools open to all.

Just as we give our senior citizens a
tax break on the basis of prior con-
tributions to the state, why can't we
apply the same principle to long-term
resident students on a sliding scale
basis? This would eliminate the need
for out-of-state students to seek
“loopholes'! in the law and the native-
son student would benefit as he does
now,

Instead of trying to penalize the out-
sider, we think it would be better to
reward those who, by choice, have
had the foresight to move to Connec-

*ticut for its many other advantages

other than education; or, if native
sons, have by choice remained
Connecticut citizens for the same
reasons.

Free Lunch Theory { B

WASHINGTON — To under-
stand the menwlltﬁ of the stu-
dent minority which closed
down Antioch College in Yellow
Springs, Ohio, for six violent
weeks, one must ponder the
statement of a student named
Barbara Israel,

Testifying in a suit brought by
four brave students for an in-
junction against the strikers,
Miss Israel told the judge she
expected to receive full course
credit in Revolution and
Spanish 1 for striking. The
judge was incredulous. He
should not have been, Even a
cursory examination of the dai-
ly newspapers would have told
him that there are still too
many nuts running our so-called
institutions of higher learning.

Antioch is foremost among
these institutions, operating on
what might bé called the free-
lunch theory, In 1970, the
college insituted its New Direc-
tions program designed to in-
clude ''a real number of
working class students; black
and white." As proclaimed by
President James P. Dixon, the
idea was to foment ‘‘creative
conflict’ and thus provide the
student body with ‘@& learning
experience.”

Well, there was conflict, all
right, and about 250 strikers
profited from the '‘learning
experience’’ by demanding
violently that the college
guarantee low-income students
financial support through
graduation, at up to 4,000 clams
a year. There was no talk about
keeping grades up, of course,
The college said it couldn't
guarantee any dough beyond
two years because of the uncer-
tainty of Federal assistance.
So, a strike, naturally,

Although nearly 2,000
students wanted to continue
their studies, Dixon did nothing
to reopen the school until his
hand was forced by the four
litigants seeking an injunction,
Even when the injunction was
granted, the college appealed
the judge's decision on “'prin-
ciple'’; Dixon's stand was that
the court had interfered by
ordering the college to do
something it was already trying
to do.

In the meantime, the college
buildings were vandalized,
professors. were assaulted —
one by a thrown ashcan — and
nonstrikers were forced to
organize classes off campus,
Somehow, the “working class"
sbrikers — most of them black
— managed to find the money to
oblain and erect barricades to
keep everybody oul of the
classrooms:

Dixon was not idle; he was
making statements. '‘People
came to claim the social justice
that was their due,' he said. “‘A
great deal of the energy for
change comes from dissent,"
he said. He argued that to rule
without agreement on campus
makes the administration a
“tyrant,”” a role he found
"unacceptable.' Agreement? A
whopping majority of the stu-
dent body was howling for its
right to an education and
charging, accurately, that the
college had reneged on ils con-
tractual obligations.

Finally — but not until the in-
junction had been issued —
Dixon admitted that *‘confusion
had reached a point where it
couldn’t organize itself."” I'm
going to save that one, too. He
added that he was *'beginning to
believe that the level of coer-
cion is destructive of the

pluralistic dissent that the cam-
pus has been willing to
tolerate.” Where on earth do
the Dixons of this world find
their rhetoric? I suppose what
he meant was that the strikers
were beating up too many peo-
ple.

It is; of course, the James P.
Dixons who are confused. In
seeking to provide ''social
justice'' for the under-
privileged, some of whom are
more interestegd in paid
vacations than in learning how
to spell CAT, they establish a
new privileged class of students
who in a community of equals
are considerably more equal
than their peers. Naturally, this
new privileged class felt An-
tioch owed them guaranteed
financial support. The Dixons
had told them to expect it.

But there is a flaw in these
""New Directions'’ programs. It
is that while a college can do
what it pleases with its own
money, the college has no
vested right to expect financial
support from the Federal
government for its courses in
"'creative conflict.” The citizen
in Lubbock, Tex., or Reading,
Pa., who gets it up for the in-
come tax every year might well
suggest other uses for his
dough: Somebody always has to
pay for a free lunch.

Presidential Watchmen
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NEW YORK, N.¥Y. — If
anything could shake
Americans to the depths, com-
pelling them to rethink their
basic political processes, it is
Watergate. It isn’t only the
President ‘who is in crisis but
the Presidency and the
presidential power. It must be
subjected to intense scrutiny.

The . problem goes beyond
corrupt and evil men and their
abuse of power. It goes to the
power itself, Every modern
state has had to centralize its
power, not just America.
Conservatives have foolishly
blamed liberals for it, and
liberals have foolishly talked as
if only a President with total
powers could shape liberal
domestic programs and foreign
policy. But the power grew as
much under Eisenhower as
Truman, as much under Mr.
Nixon as under Kennedy and
Johnson. It grew in Europe; too.
Witness the supreme instance
of Charles de Gaulle,

It is too dangerous for one
man alone—unaided,
unwatched, unchecked. What
makes it even more dangerous

is that much of its growth is due
to lethal weaponry, to the
cascading role of
“intelligence'" services, to the
real and fancied threats to
national security. A man with
poor judgment, an impetuous
man, a sick man, a power-mad
man—each would be dangerous
in the post. Even an able,
sensitive man needs stronger
safeguards around him than
exist today.

What then, shall we do? For
the next three years, whatever
happens to Mr. Nixon, we need
a coalition government for the
reasons I have discussed
earlier. Of the six top Cabinet
posts. — state, defense,
treasury, justice, interior,
HEW — thrée should go to
Democrats to make it a govern-
ment of national unity.

Several other safeguards: a
stiff war-powers bill like the one
in Congress now, giving
Congress velo power over a war
after four months, should be
passed and signed. Presidential
encroachments—like impound-
ment of funds and the extension
of executive privilege—should

Greek Chickens Home to Roost

WASHINGTON — The
feeding and pampering of the
Greek military dictatorship by
the Nixon administration, while
the exiled monarchy and the old
parliamentary leadership were
virtually ignored, have brought
a predictable result: weakened
American influence at an inter-
nationally critical moment in
the Greek ‘“‘revolution.”

The reason the present mo-
ment is so critical is the loss of
authority within the Greek
military by the one-time army
calonel, George-Papadopoulos,
who led the military coup d'etat
against the parliamentarians in
April 1967,

That loss of authority has
gravely compromised Greece's
critical role as the southern
anchor of the North Atlantic
Treaty Organization (NATO)
and further undermined
Greece's already shaky
political position Within the
Western alliance.

True, the navy-led revolt
against Papadopoulos's ope-
wan dictatorship late last
month was quickly aborted. But
beneath its failure (resulting
from the stupidity of the com-
mander of a single defecting
navy vessel) is a spreading dis-
enchantment throughout the en-
tire military, not just the navy.
One-half of the air force, for
‘example, was prepared to act
against Papadopoulos if the oc-
casion proved right. The army,
too, is shot through with anti-
Papadopoulos dissidence,

Papadopoulos, whose peasant
shrewdness has withstood all
challenges thus far, seized the
opportunity of his quick victory

ove the navy to dissolve the
monarchy, thus cutting all ties
between Greece-and King
Constantine. If the Nixon ad-
ministration had given the un-
fortunate King Constantine the
special standing and prestige
that he deserved as- exiled
monarch, Papadopoulos might
never have dared to attack him,
thus preserving the King as one
possible avenue of return to
democratic rule.

Likewise, by treating the
parliamentary leaders of pre-
Papadopoulos Greece as
political vagrants, the U;S. hag
lost immense prestige among
moderate and conservative
democratic elements who have
managed to stay out of
Papadopoulos’s political jails.

Most important, the Nixon
administration has been blind
to the hopes of Constantine
Caramanlis, the conservative
leader now in exile in Paris
(who served as elected prime
minister from 1055 to 1963).
When Caramanlis, in his major
statement of April 22, formally
proposed the return of the King
to Athens, to serve as focal
point for restoring parliamen-
tary government, the Nixon ad-
ministration blew its chance to
give him a powerful assist.
Instead, the U.S. did and said
nothing.

Naturally, then,
Papadopoulos felt  secure,
following the aborted navy
mutiny, in the ruthless way he
dealt with these two conser-
vative pillars of potential op-
position: the King and the
politicians, To him, the Nixon
administration has been looking

.

the other way in a manner
calculated to help himself,

In the new and most
dangerous phase of
Papadopoulos's  dictatorship
that lies just ahead, the U.S. is
still perceived as his potent
champion. Holland, Norway,
Italy and other NATO coun-
tries, on the other hand, are
prepared to punish
Papadopoulos (Holland wishing
to kick Greece out of NATO).

Administration diplomats are
far more concerned about the
gravity of military dissidence
against the regime than they
are saying publicly. At a closed-
door, no-transcript session of a
House Foreign Affairs subcom-
mittee last week, for example,
deputy assistant secretary of
State Roger Davies admitted
that Papadopoulos faces his
greatest threat right now.

Likewise, US. NATO of-

ficials are trying to persuade
Holland, Norway and others
enemies of the dictatorship not
to raise ugly questions about
Greece's future in NATO at the
NATO meeting this month in
Copenhagen.
. Worse yet, the US. is now
more closely identified than
ever with Papadopoulos. It is
cursed and vilified by the
center and right political
traditionalists who have been
denied all aid from Washington.
It has now new policy to try, not
even the hint of one. As of
today, the Nixon administration
has reached a dead end in Its
shortsighted dalliance with
Greek dictatorship, and Its
chickensgare coming home to
m..“?
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be given up. Presidential press
conferences should be required,
50 that no more than a month is
allowed to pass without one,

All of this, including a biparty
Cabinet, could be done by infor-
mal agreement, whether Mr.
Nixon manages to ride out the
storm or Agnew succeeds hims
or both resign (a pretty
farfetched possibility) and
someone else is chosen. Such a
coalition setup would be a
stopgap affair, but it would do
much to restore confidence in
the Presidency at home and
abroad.

In the longer run, however,
we should also be tinking of a
more permanent setup,
probably by a constitutional
amendment, which would
create a kind of executive board
to help and safeguard the
Presidency. I have in mind the
Vice President, the top six
Cabinet members, the heads of
the Joint Chiefs of Staff and the
National Security Council and
minority leaders of the Senate,
the speaker and minority leader
of the House and the chairmen
and vice-chairmen of the three
crucial committees in each.

This would not be too um-
wieldy a group. It would be
heavily weighted toward the
party in power but would in-
clude enough of the opposition
to make it a critical body, not a
rubber stamp. The President
would not lose his role as Chief
Executive: He would be that,
and also chairman of the overall
supervisory board. He would
still have to carry the final
burden and responsibility of
decision, for the American
government cannot run as a
government by committee. But
the critical scrutiny would be
there — a scrutiny of every
crucial decision.

Government by secrecy
would be gone, and one-man rule
would be gone, 'The idea of a
functioning Cabinet council,
which has been discarded with
contempt by recent Presidents,
would be restored and expanded
into an executive committee. If
the President ignored too often
the weight of its judgment, the
people would know it, and it
would count heavily in their
confidence or lack of con-
fidence in him. On issues of
high: moment, if he had the
weight of his board colleagues
on his side, it would unify opi-
nion behind him far more than
if he had made his decisions
alone.

We have had President-

watchers for a long time:
Every commentator is perforce
a President-watcher. But the
collegial setup I have in mind
would add presidential
watchmen to the watchers.
- The decentralizing of power
is  important. I support it
wherever it makes sense. But
after all the decentralizing,
there will still remain an im-
mense and intense centralized
pwer. In the American case, it
will be largely in the Presiden-
cy. That is why it is crucial to
have some built-in watchmen,
and move the presidential
system ‘closer to that which
gives a number of minds and
wills a chance lo act on the
great decisions, and not just
one mind and one will.

It has been nearly two years since a
general alarm fire severely damaged
Main Street’s Sheridan Block, and the
major portion of the building has not
been rebuilt.

Devaluation Holds Promise For Workers

EDITOR'S NOTE — This is
the second of two articles on the
impact of the devaluation of the
dollar.

NEW YORK (AP) — While
dollar devaluation shows signs
of success abroad, American
consymers are feeling the pinch
of higher-priced foreign goods.

A survey shows prices of im-
ported goods have gone up on
everything from artichoke
hearts to automobiles as a
result of the«10 per cent

devaluation in February.
“Right now devaluation Is
correctly* perceived as a
negative thing because it's a
major factor in the horrendous
inflation we have,'" said
William Wolman, an economist
with Argus Research Corp.

The aim of devaluation was to
reduce 'this country's $6.8-
billion trade deficit — the
difference between our imports
and exports — by lessening the
value of the dollar against other
currenciles.

More Exports
The idea was lo increase

e T

American exports by making
them less costly and thus more
compelitive overseas, and to
slow imports by making them
more expensive in the U).S.
market, That was the same
idea behind the first devalua-
tion in 1971. .

The time lag between adop-
tion of such a program and
observable effects i3 generally
six months to two years. It's
expected that consumers will
feel the impact of higher-priced
imports almost immediately,
but positive effects such as
higher employment that arise
from boosting exports
sometimes take longer.

“In their role as consumers,
Americans have been hurt by
devaluation,” said Wolman.
“But they're going to benefit in
their role as wage earners,
although it will probably take
until next year before this
becomes apparent.”

Devaluation Working

finally working, at least as far

Questions, Answers

On Freeze

WASHINGTON (AP) — Here
are some key questions and
answers about President
Nixon's new price freeze an-
nounced in a nationwide televi-
sion and radio broadcast
Wednesday night;

Q. How long will the freeze
last?

A. For up to 60 days, but it
could be cut short if the Nixon
administration is ready to put
in'a new mandatory system of
wage-price controls.

Q. Are prices of everything
sold in stores covered by the
freeze?

A. The answer is yes. There
are no exemptions at the retail
level, and none at the wholesale
level. The only exception is at
the farm Jlevel. Raw
agricultural commodities sold
by farmers are exempl, Bul
after the first sale, the freeze
takes effect,

Q. Won't these squeeze the
middleman if the farmer
receives a higher price for his
product, but the wholesaler and
retailer finds his prices frozen?

A. It could, but the ad-
ministration believes its efforts
to increase food supplies will
tend to hold prices down and
prevent this from happening.

Q. How is the administration
trying to increase supplies?

A. It has taken a number of
actions already, but Nixon an-
“nounced he plans to put export
controls on feed grains, such as
wheat, barley, and rye, effec-
tive Thursday, if Congress
gives him the power.

Q. How would export controls
step up supplies of food?

A. They would hold down the
amount of such grain exported
overseas, and increase supplies
here. The administration said

-

the [reeze wouldn't work very
well if it fails to get the authori-
ty to control exports.

Q. Will export controls apply
to meat?

A. No, not yet, but the ad-
ministration is holding open
that possibility should there be
a sudden surge in meat exports,

Q. How can the government
limit exports if it doesn’t have
the power yet? '

A. First, it is requiring
exporters to make reports to
the Commerce Department,
beginning Thursday, on any
new contracts involving export
of grain. Second, the bill going
to Congress would seek to cover
those contracts.

Q. At what level does the
President's ‘action freeze
prices?

A. Bagically, at the levels
that existed during the week of
June 1-8,

Q. What agency will enforce
the freeze?

A. The Internal Revenue Ser-
vice, with 2,000 agents.

Q. Can any company apply for
an exemption?

A. Yes, but the government
says there will be few granted.

Q. Are wages, interest rates
and dividends covered?

A, No. But wages continue un-
der the current Phase 3
economic guidelines. These call
basically for wages to be held to
5.5 per cent.

Q. Why didn't Nixon freeze
wages?

A He said there was no need
to. They have on the average,
stayed within the guideline,

The United States
achieved its first trade surplus
in 1% years during April, with
merchandise exports exceeding
imports by a seasonally
adjusted $196.3 million.

Some economists dismiss the
April figures as illusory and say
much of the gain was due to the
increased dollar value of major
export items such as
chemicals, rather than in-
creased sales volume.

Some observers maintain
steeper price tags won't deter a
large segment of the
purchasing public.

“*Highly affluent buyers with
discriminating taste aren't
going to be diverted from what
they want," said Arthur Freed-
man, professor at the Wharton
School of Finance. They'll still
purchase Jaguars, caviar,
French wine and audio equip-
ment, even if they do cost
more."

Auto Sales
Muy Be Hurt

Economists speculate
however, that devaluation will
hurt sales of passenger cars,®
this country’s principal import
item with a total value of some
$5.7 billion. :

The foreign car manufac-
turers say it's too early to
predict the outcome because
many dealers are still selling
cars in inventory at their old
prices.

Sales are up right now, reflec-
ting the big rush by buyers to
beat devaluation price in-
creases, but German and
Japanese car makers expect
1973 volume to only equal 1972
levels,

Even a drop in passenger car
imports, while helpful to
Detroit, appears likely to be
counterbalanced by the nation’s
increasing need for foreign
fuel.

Petroleum and its
byproducts, with a value of $4.3
billion, are this country's
biggest import item. “They're
going to be a basic problem in
correcting our balance of
payments,'' said one
economist.

Electronics
Electronic products are
another area where devaluation
could hit hard. Most merchan-
dise comes from Japan where
upward revaluation of the yen
made export prices climb even
more steeply than other places.
Food and drink is another

area where consumers will feel
a pinch.

“Prices have gone up on
everything from anchovies to
nuts,” said David Jawitz, presi-
dent of Camerican Inter-
national a proeessed food im-
porter. The Increases range i
from 34 per cent on some
staples to 10 per cent on items
such as tomatoes and
pineapples, which have had
poor worldwide yield.

‘But we're selling a lot more
cheese, perhaps because
there's been o much publicity
about how much meat costs
these days,” sald part owner
Larry Klein.

A “witches' broom'' has been
described as “‘a bush growing
on a tree." Peasants in central
Europe believed the “'brooma’

“ were ridden by witches on their

nightly jaunts. Ozark farmers
used to hang a branch from one
of these extraordinary growths
in the smokehouse to frighten
witches away from the hams
and bacon,

Dr. Sidney K Waxman, or-
namental horticulturist at the
University of Connecticut,
knows some scientific facts as
well as folklore about “witches'
brooms'' and he can
demonstrate in his nursery at
the University that a large and
varied collection of interesting
low-growing evergreens can be
grown from “‘witches' broom"
stock.

The tree in the picture, taken
at the nursery in Storrs, was
found by Robert W. Baker,

Tariffville nurseryman, on land
he owns in Morrisville, Va. He
told Dr. Wasman about it, found
the professor was keenly Iin-
terested, and then assigned his

own crew to dig the tree with a
ball of earth and move it to
Connecticut.

From his examination of the
white pine, Dr. Waxman says
the “broom' developed six
years ago from a side bud. It
has grown into a dense clump of
stiff branches and twigs with
short needles. The terminal bud
of the original tree, meanwhile,
has continued growing as white
pines are supposed to do,
straight up.

Unexplained Change

The “‘broom’ Is the result of
a mutation, a8 mysterious
change in genetic make-up of a
plant that nobody seems to have
explained. In effect, a new
variety of white pine has
appeared. The original tree,
says Dr. Waxman, is aboul nine
years old. His hope now is that
the “broom'' will blossom and
set cones. Then he will have
seed that he can plant.

Dr. Waxman's interest in
"‘witches' broom' began when
he heard a talk on the subject in
1862 by Radcliffe Pike, exten-
sion specialist in home gardens
at the University of New
Hampshire. Pike, knew where
he could find a “broom’ on a
red pine at Bar Harbor, Maine,
and he took Dr. Waxman with
another ‘interested listener,
Alfred Fordham of the Arnold
Arboretum of Harvard Univer-
sity, to see the tree,

Since then Dr. Waxman has
found about 20 of the strange
growths. Mr. Fordham also has
continued his interest and the
principal collections of new
dwarf evergreens grown from
"“witches' broom'" stock are at
Storrs and at the Armold Ar-
boretum in Jamaica Plain,
Mass.

They occur mostly on
evergreens, pines, spruces and
hemlocks. They have been
found on a larch, which is a
needled tree but not an
evergreen, since it sheds its
needles in the fall. One has been
found on-a dogwood.

The bonanza for an
experimental grower is a
"“broom’'’ that puts out
blossoms and sets cones. Dr.
Waxman has 2,000 small plants
in his nursery that came from
the seed of a single branch of
cones on a white pine that grew
in'Glen, N.H. It was at the top
of a tall tree and Dr. Waxman
brought down the branch with a
bullet fired from a 22 caliber ri-
fle. He has had the good fortune
also to get seed from a white
pine in Waldboro, Maine, and
another in Hillsboro, N.H.

Many Variations

Typically, half of the new
seedlings will be dwarfs and the
other half will grow to their
natural size. The reason is that
all the blossoms on the
“broom'" are female, while the
pullen to fertilize them comes
from male blossoms on a full-
sized tree.

Walk down the rows of plants,
growing like so many cabbages,
in Dr. Waxman's garden and
you see white pines with short
needles that are light green in
color, or almost yellow. Others
are dark green. You see trees,
seven or eight years old, that
are eight inches high while they
are one foor in diameter.
Others are two feet high and
three feet wide.

One common characteristic
of the “broom™-offspring is
dense growth. The twigs are
close together on the hranch
and the needles are close
together on the twig. Usbally
the needles are short, but there
is a red pine seedling that has

.unusually long needles. Pitch

pine seedlings tend to grow in
grotesque shapes, with twisted
trunks, Some of them. have
hanging or ''weeping''
branches,

The tiniest seedling in the lot
is a daughter of the Hillsboro
“broom’' that is three Inches
high and six inches wide, with
needles that are half an inch
long.

It is this extraordinary diver-
sity in shape, size and growing
habit that makes the new trees
of intense interest to commer-
cial nerserymen who expect
their customers to be delighted
with small trees that fit nicely
in the landscaping of a small
home or in a rock garden,

There are, indeed, small
compact evergreens available
now on the commercial market,
and Dr. Waxman suspects that
they orginated, in the forgotten
past, form seedlings that grew
under some ancient '‘witches'
broom."

Open to the Public

It seems most likely that new
varieties, with commercial
prospects, are growing now in
the experimental garden: at
Storrs, but Dr. Waxman is in no
hurry to turn them over to the
trade. If some of them satisfy
his demands for excellence,
they will be registered at the
Arnold Arboretum and then
given to the nurserymen.

In the 13 years since he first
learned about ‘'witches’
brooms,” Dr. Waxman has
become adept at locating new
ones in the wild. He spotted
one, as a dark mass on the
horizon, while driving down a
turnpike at 70-miles-an-hour
speed] He cautions that one
mugt” not expect to find a
‘“‘witches’ broom" very often,

Anyone who is interested may
see the dwarf trees. The
nursery is on the right hand side
of East Rd., Storrs, which runs
off Rt. 195, south of the campus
on the way to Willimantic, and
about opposite the Mansfield
Fire Department. There is not
likely to be any guide. Joe
Kozey is the superintendent and
one-man work staff of the
nursery.

Dr, Waxman currently is on
sabbatic leave and on a visit to
Israel where he is studying rhe
effects of environment on
plants and their adaptability to
such streeses as drought, wind,
salt and extreme temperature.
After coming back from Israel,
he will go to England and
Holland in August for an inter-
national conference on plant
propagation.

Summit Talks To Begin Monday

Clean Air Plan
Reactions Vary

By The Associated Press

The Environmental Protection Agency's stringent
proposals to clean up the urban atmosphere have met with
reaction ranging from support to charges that they are
overly severe and unworkable.

EPA acting Administrator
Robert W. Fri-announced the
proposals for & dozen urban
areas on Friday. They include
measures ranging  from gas-
oline rationing to reduced urban
parking areas.

Fri said the EPA. probably
would ask Congress to provide
some relief, especially for
areas such-as Los Angeles and
northern New Jersey, which
would suffer severe impact
from application of the 1970
Clean Air Act,

The proposals for Los
Angeles were among the most
severe, Fri said they “could
result in banning all
automobiles from the streels
there by 1977 ..."

Los Angeles Mayor-elect
Tom, Bradley termed a gas
rationing plan “unrealistic’’ but
gave his support to a plan to
halt construction of parking
facilities,

The parking proposal was dis-
puted by William Falkner, ac-
ting director of special services
for the Air Pollution Control
District.

“I can't really see how the
removal of parking lots is going
to be effective unless it is an
attempt to ban cars and then
the ramifications of such a
proposal are obvious," Falkner
said. "This could mean ad-
ditional traffic tieups in work

areas while molorists search
for parking places and, con-

sequently, pollution. This could

mean economic devastation to
a city like Los Angeles. We just

do not have a sufficient mode of

public transportation teo
transport the majority of the
people.”

City Councilman Robert J,
Stevenson said he thought the
proposed ban on parking lot
construction was "'stupid" and
called the gas rationing idea
“‘an unrealistic way to attack
the problem." But Councilman
Ernani Bernardi said he felt the
restrictions wepe necessary and

said, “We ought not to have too

much trouble complying at
all” In Pittsburgh, Allegheny
County Commission Chairman
Leonard C. Staisey criticized a
proposal for limiting traffic
into downtown Pittsburgh. He
said the proposed ban should be
expanded to include
neighboring counties and that
the county should move more
rapldly on a controversial mass
transit plan now in the early
stages of construction.

St. Paul, Minn., Mayor
Lawrence Cohen said he
couldn't ‘‘say one way or
another'" if that city could meet
the federal deadlines, but he
said “‘the idea of getting rid of
congested parking in downtown
areas is excellent."

SPACE CENTER, Houston

Young Man Opens
New Cimarron Trail

BUFFALO, Okla. (AP) — It
took the mud of the Cimarron
River to do what fences,
mailboxes, road banks and stop
signs ‘couldn’t: halt Luther
Nutter and his bulldozer,

Authorities said Nutter
carved a swath for 20 miles
across a northwest Oklahoma
county into Kansas on Friday,
leaving a trail of broken signs
and fences before bogging down
in:riverbank mud.

Sheriff Lee Hargus said

Nutter, 20, found the 10-ton
machine after having an argu-
ment with his father.
—_““He got the thing started and
just-took off, really bulldozing
things up as he went," the
sheriff sald, adding:

“I don't think he eder got it
out of low gear. If he had got it
into high, there's no telling
what would have happened. He
might have bulldozed up half of
Kansas."'

The sheriff said the bulldozer
went through an old service sta-
tion first, then took down a few
stop signs and mailboxes along
the road.

“Finally he cut through the
edge of a wheat field and then
took out across country,’ the
sheriff said. "*He took
everything down as he went —
fences and all."

Hargus said at one point, ‘‘he
stopped and plowed up a sort of
dike across a county road and
left it piled there."

The sheriff said the Cimarron
River is about two miles into
Kansas where the machine hit
it.

When found, Nutter was sit-
ting on the bank of the river
with his head in his hands,
Nearby sat the $40,000 county-
owned bulldozer, bogged down
in mud.

No charges have been filed.

However, domesfic carriers
will be able tokeep a similar in-
crease for their transatlantic
flights because it went into
effect June 1.

handful of reporters. | The air
base was put under heavy
security,

request by the Soviets for this
to be a private arrival. He's a
guest of the United States while
in this country. The official por-
tion of the visit begins Monday,
June 18, at 10 a.m. Maximum
coverage will be permitted.”

Plans called for the Soviet
leader to be met without fan-
fare by Marion Smoak, the ac-
ting U.S. Protocol chief, then to
be taken by helicopter to Camp
David, the presidential retreat
in Maryland’s Catoctin Moun:
tains. On Brezhnev's schedule
was a Sunday visit by Henry A.
Kissinger before meeting Nixon
Monday at the White House.

Nixon flew to Key Biscayne,
Fla., with his wife, Pat, after
speaking in Pekin, Ill., at the
dedication of a scholarship
research cenler named for the
late Sen. Everett M. Dirksen.

Details of the Brezhnev visit
were carefully guarded. A
broad outline of a schedule was
provided Thursday by
Kissinger, national security ad-
viser to Nixon. Kissinger joined
the President in Florida
Friday.

State Department spokesman
John King said he did not know
why detalls of the visit were so
slow in ' coming. Observers
believe a possible reason is to
keep would-be demonstrators
off guard. Another could be that
the Russians have not settled on
a final schedule.

Kissinger sald he did not
expect the discussions to
produce any Immediate nuclear
arms limitation, However,
Nixon and Kissinger alsp have
suggested that the summit may
be a turning point to an even-
tual arms agreement.

"“You can have great hope,”
Nixon sald in Illinois, that the
