Thursday at the school’s 1973 
c o m m e n c e m e n t, th e  
p r e s i d e n t ^  2 4 -y e a r-o ld  
daughter repaid the F irs t 
Fam ily’s obligation to the 
students, appearing as the
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graduation speaker and then 
ch a ttin g  with the gowned 
graduates and their teachers in 
a school garden.

“ I’m sorry I gave you such a 
workout,” the dark-haired Mrs. 
Eisenhower apologized to her 
sign-language interpreter Mrs. 
Ethel Giett, a retiring teacher 
at the school. Mrs. Giett had 
raced to keep pace with Mrs. 
Eisenhower as she delivered 
her fast-paced address.

She polled the graduates bn 
their plans for the coming year 
and departed after giving the 
students the hand^nguage sign 
for 'I love you.’’

Mrs. Eisenhower touched on 
Watergate in her commence­
ment address, conceding that 
the scandal was “a bit like a 
cancer” to her father.

Summit Talks To Begin Monday
Clean Air 
Reactions

Plan
Vary

The Environmental Protection Agency’s stringent 

proposals to clean up the urban atm osphere have m et with 
reaction ranging from support to charges that they are 
overly severe and unworkable.

EPA acting Administrator 
Robert W. Fri announced the 
proposals for a dozen urban 
areas on Friday. They include
measures ranging from gas­
oline rationing to reduced urban 
parking areas.

Fri said the EPA. probably 
would ask Congress to provide 
some relief, especially for 
areas such as Los Angeles and 
northern New Jersey, which 
would suffer severe impact 
from application of the 1970 
Clean Air Act.

The p roposals for Lbs 
Angeles were among the most 
severe. Fri said they “could 
r e s u l t  in b a n n in g  a l l  
automobiles from the streets 
there by 1977 ...”

Los Angeles Mayor-elect 
Tom, Bradley termed a gas 
rationing plan “unrealistic” but 
gave his support to a plan to 
halt construction of parking 
facilities.

The parking proposal was dis­
puted by William Falkner, ac­
ting director of special services 
for the Air Pollution Control 
District.

“I can’t really see how the 
removal of parking lots is going 
to be effective unless it is an 
attempt to ban cars and then 
the ramifications of such a 
proposal are obvious,” Falkner 
said. “This could mean ad­
ditional traffic tieups in work

areas while motorists search 
for parking places and, con­
sequently, pollution. ’This could 
mean economic devastation to 
a city like Los Angeles. We just 
do not have a sufficient mode of 
public  tra n sp o r ta tio n  to 
transport the majority of the 
people.”

City Councilman Robert J. 
Stevenson said he thought the 
proposed ban on parking lot 
construction was “stupid” and 
called the gas rationing idea 
“an unrealistic way to attack 
the problem.” But Councilman 
Ernani Bernard! said he felt the 
restrictions were necessary and 
said, “We ought not to have too 
much trouble complying at 
all.” In Pittsburgh, Allegheny 
County Commission Chairman 
Leonard C. Staisey criticized a 
proposal for limiting traffic 
into downtown Pittsburgh. He 
said the proposed ban should be 
e x p a n d e d  to  in c lu d e  
neighboring counties and that 
the county should move more 
rapidly on a controversial mass 
transit plan now in the early 
stages of construction.

St. Paul, Minn., Mayor 
L aw rence Cohen said  he 
couldn’t “ say one way or 
another” if that city could meet 
the federal deadlines, but he 
said “the idea of getting rid of 
congested parking in downtown 
areas is excellent.”

Price Freezfe Details 
Now Being Worked Out

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 
N ixon a d m in i s t r a t io n ,  
bolstered by an indication that 
the economy/is beginning to 
cool, is begirmihg to spell out 
the details of the President’s 60- 
day price freeze.

As the a d m in is t ra t io n  
received news Friday that 
production in the nation's fac­
tories, mines and utilities rose 
at the lowest rate in 11 months, 
the Cost of Living Council 
issued guidelines about applica­
tion of the freeze.

Price increases on some pork 
and lamb cuts will be allowed 
because they are not covered by 
the freeze, but instead by the 
President’s March 29 ceiling on 
m e a t p r ic e s ,  a c o u n c il 
spokesman said.

Most cuts of pork and Iamb

are under the ceiling, but beef 
has reached its ceiling in most 
supermarkets, a spokesman 
said.

The President’s freeze caught 
a number of rate increases ap­
proved by the government 
agencies set to go into effect 
during the freeze period. One 
was a second and third class 
rate increase in mail and a 5 
per cent rise in freight rates.

Foreign airline carriers will 
not be allowed to put into effect 
a 5 per cent increase in tran­
satlantic rates that had been 
a p p ro v e d  by th e  C iv il 
Aeronautics Board effective 
July 1.

However, domesfic carriers 
will be able toikeep a similar in­
crease for their transatlantic 
flights because it went into 
effect June 1.

In the industrial production 
report, the Federal Reserve 
Boarcj said that its index rose 
by 0.5 per cent in May, the 
smallest increase since the 0.3 
per cent of last July.

In o th e r  e c o n o m ic  
deve lopm en ts, the stock 
market continued its plunge 
and the dollar dropped to a 
record low in West Germany 
and weakened throughout 
Europe:

The problem was to get to 

game in hearts rather than in 
spades. At hearts, you have 10 
easy tricks; at spades, you have 
only nine.

At h e a r ts .  W est leads 
diamonds and continues with 
another diamond. South ruffs 
and leads the king of hearts. If

East plays low,’South leads the 
queen of hearts.

Eiast should take the second 
heart with the ace. If East 
returns a diamond. South ruffs 
and enters dummy with a spade 
to draw  the la s t trum p. 
Declarer then runs the spades, 
discarding two clubs from dum­
my.

The play is just as easy if 
East takes the second heart and 
returns a third trump. South 
runs the spades, discarding the 
last diamond and one club from 
dummy. Declarer gives up one 
club, and dummy wins the Iqst 
two tricks with the king of clubs 
and the last trump.

The important thing is that 
South's long spades can be used 
to discard losers from the 
North hand. Then dummy’s 
trumps control the situation.

There is no such advantage 
when spades are trumps. The 
same discards can be made, but

He 
pointed out that as of June 1 
reserves in the U.S. totalled 
202.5 million barrels, and yet 
last year — when no "crisis” 
existed — stocks were 1.6

More than coincidence must 
be involved when La Torella is 
joined in his denunciation of Big 
Oil by Attorneys General from 
five other states. Again it 
should be noted that these are 
presumably responsible state 
officials, not m erely ira te  
m otorists or bearded nuts 
seeking publicity and a Marxist 
state.

"There is no energy crisis,” 
said Daniel S. Dearing of 
Florida’s Department of Legal 
Affairs. “There is a competi­
tion crisis.” All agreed not only 
that Big Oil was using the 
"shortage” as an excuse to 
destroy small competitors, but 
that the Federal government 
has been in cahooots with the 
big outfits. “Big Oil is bigger 
than the U.S. government," 
said Atty. Gen. Robert K. 
Killian of Connecticut.

Chiming in. North Carolina’s 
Atty. Gen. Robert Morgan 
recalled that in 1970 former At­
ty. Gen. John Mitchell gave 
major firms immunity for an­
titrust prosecution so they 
could negotiate jointly to 
produce and buy crude oil from 
OOEC— the Organization of Oil 
Expprting Countries. In effect, 
said Morgan, the oil companies 
entered into “profit-sharing 
agreements with the OOEC,” 
and the result has been higher 
costs for American consumers. 
Michigan’s Atty. Gen. Frank 
Kelley blamed the "clandestine 
regulation by a few oil com­
panies...not accountable to the 
people.”

Tliese are the kind of figures 
that even the most obtuse Ford 
or Chevrolet owner can unders­
tand. He would not be human if 
he did not conclude that he was 
being taken by some extremely 
fat cats in the oil industry. If 
there’s an energy crisis. Main 
Street would like everybody to 
suffer.

Maybe this will come about, 
a lth o u g h  given  Big O il’s 
political clout I will not hang by 
my thumbs waiting for Der 
Tag. However, Dearing and 
K i l l ia n  p ro p o s e d  so m e  
remedies drastic enough to 
please the most fervent trust 
buster. ’They would break up the 
big integrated companies so 
that firms which produce oil no 
longer would be permitted to 
refine and market it as well. A 
guy could run for President on 
that platform even if he forgot 
to say  a good „word fo r 
motherhood.

Exit John Connally
WASHINGTON -  The flat 

refusal of John B. Connally to 
consider postponing a 60-day 
private trip around the world 
starting early next month with 
his wife, Nellie, is the con­
clusive piece of evidence that 
h ^  one-month tour of duty as a 
White House consultant has 
been unrelieved disaster.

Uninvited to the White House 
for the long, private chats that 
used to'be normai routjge of his 
life  a s  S e c re ta ry  of the 
Treasury, Connally has been 
cut off from the flow of traffic 
so vital to the business of top- 
level government. Mr. Nixon 
has found neither the time nor 
inclination to receive Con- 
n a l l y ’s c r i t i c i s m  an d  
recommendations.

Accordingly, John Connally, 
object of the President’s unstin­
ting  ad m ira tio n  when he 
developed the new economic 
policy in 1971, is joining the high 
heap of Nixon advisers who feli 
because their advice was un­
palatable. Connally’s resigna­
tion as consultant now seems 
certain and his return to the ad­
ministration in Mr. Nixon’s se­
cond term doubtful. Thoughts of' 
s e e k in g  th e  R e p u b lic a n  
presidential nomination in 1976 
seem far from Connally’s mind.

After his dramatic switch to 
the Republican party May 2, 
Connally had not the remotest

intention of accepting any 
assignm ent in R ichard M. 
Nixon’s White House, just then 
starting to feel the heat of 
Watergate.

But when the White House 
pul3licly announced he had 
agreed to become a "part- 
time” consultant, Connally was 
hooked. He accepted it in good 
grace, even though he was 
forced to take leave from his 
law firm and resign from cor­
porate boards of directors. Con­
nally assumed he would move 
into a lofty, obviously powerful 
perch in the White House, from 
which to help Mr. Nixon find a 
way out of the W atergate 
wilderness.

“It seemed like an attractive 
challenge,” one Connally in­
timate told us. “It took him 
back to 1971, when he saved 
Nixon by finding a way ou.t of 
the inflation wilderness.”

If that in truth was Connally’s 
mood, it lasted only until his 
first day in Washington, May 
10. On Uiat day, he spent close 
to one hour with Mr. Nixon In 
the total privacy of his office.

Speaking from his experience 
as an uncommonly shrewd 
political operative, Connally 
pulled no punches with the 
President. Watergate was a 
potential administration-killer, 
he said. He warned Mr. Nixon 
with polite but Dutch-uncle
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frankness that he could “ turn 
the situation around” only if he 
acted immediately to let out the 
facts and only if he took im­
mediate “minimal steps” to 
show that his administration 
was still functioning.

That was more than Presi­
d e n t N ixon  a p p a r e n t ly  
bargained for, from Connally or 
anybody* else. It was the 
severest critique of Mr. Nixon’s 
deepening predicament ever 
heard by a President whose 
dislike for either advice or bad 
news is notorious.

As a result, according to 
friends of both Mr. Nixon and 
Connally, the President has not 
seen Connally alone for a single 
conversation since that first 
day.

Thus, when the President 
asked (ionnally to study a new 
anti-inflation program with the 
reg u la r White House and 
Treasury economic advisers, 
Connally found himself without 
staff, without statistics and 
without a factual basis for 
recommendations. Too proud to 
ask for special aid from the 
White House, he worked the 
past month, often alone and 
lonely, from suite 681 at the 
Mayflower Hotel.

Moreover, Connally found a 
chaotic situation among the 
President’s regular economic 
advisers: contradictory and 
conflicting economic theories, 
constantly changing input from 
the same officials, and con­
tinuous procrastination.

It has-become an abhorrent 
s i t u a t io n  fo r  C o n n a lly , 
strongman in the 1971-1972 
Nixon administration. Then, he 
kept H.R. (Bob) Haldeman, the 
justly feared White House chief 
of staff, waiting to see him out­
side his Treasury office on 
th ree  occasions and once 
bawled out H aldem an for 
throwing his weight around. 
Now, Connally has become “a 
floating eunuch in charge of 
nothing,” in the words of a 
devoted Connally intimate.

In that context there is 
nothing surprising in Connally’s 
decision not to postpone his 
leisurely round-the-world tour. 
What now worries Republican 
p o lit ic ia n s  hoping for a 
miraculous Nixon cure from 
the ills of Watergate is whether 
that other tough, independent 
and v e rsa tile  Republican, 
Melvin R. Laird, will encounter 
similar pitfalls in the White 
House after he begins. ’The fall 
of Connally is regrettable; the 
fall of Laird could be fatal.

The Parable of the Sower
That same day Jesus left the house and 

went to the lakeside, where he sat down 
to teach. The crowd that gathered around 
him was so large that he got into a boat 
and sat in it, while the crowd stood on the 
shore. He used parables to tell them many 
things.

‘‘There was a man who went out to sow. 
As he scattered the seed in the held, some 
of it fell along the path, and the birds came 
and ate it up. Some of it fell on rocky 
ground, where there was little soil. The 
seeds soon sprouted, because the soil 
wasn’t deep. When the sun came up it 
burned the young plants, and because the 
roots had not grown deep enough the 
plants soon dried up. Some of the seed 
fell among thorns, which grew up and 
choked the plants. But some seeds fell in 
good soil, and bore grain: some had one 
hundr'd ^ains, others sixty, and others 
thirty.’'

And Jesus concluded, “Listen, then, if 
you have ears!”

'The Purpose of the Parables
Then the disciples came to Jesus and 

asked him, “Why do you use parables 
when you talk to them?”

Jesus answered, “The knowledge of the 
secrets of the Kingdom of heaven has been 
given to you, but not to them. For the man 
who has something will be given more, so 
that he will have more than enough; but 
the man who has nothing will have taken 
away from him even the Tittle he has. The 
reason that 1 use parables to talk to them 
is this: they look, but do not see, and they 
listen, but do not hear or understand. So 
the prophecy of Isaiah comes true in their 
case:

‘You will listen and listen, but not 
understand;

you will look and look, but not see, 
"because this people’s minds are dulj, 

and they have stopped up their' 
ears,

and have closed their eyes. 
Otherwise, their eyes would see, 

their ears would hear, 
their minds would understand, 

and they would turn to me, says God, 
and 1 would heal them.’

“As for you, how fortunate you are! 
Your eyes, see and your ears hear. Remem-, 
ber this! Many prophets and many of 
God’s'people wanted very much to see 
what you see, but they could not, and to 
hear what you hear, but they did not."

Jesus Explains the Parable of the Sower
“Listen, then, and learn what the para­

ble of the sower means. Those who hear 
the message about the Kingdom but do not 
understand it are like the seed that fell 
along the path. The Evil One comes and 
snatches away what was sown in them, 
llie  seed that fell on rocky ground stands 
for those who receive the message gladly as 
soon as they hear it. But it does not sink 
deep in them, and they don’t last long. So 
when trouble or persecution comes because 
of the message, they give up at once. The 
seed that fell among thorns stands for 
those who hear the message, but the wor­
ries about this life and the love for riches 
choke the message, and they don’t bear 
fruit. And the seed sown in the good soil 
stands for those who hear the message and 
understand it: they bear fruit, some as 
much as one hundred, others sixty, and 
others thirty.”

Years ago creationists often 
reacted irrationally to the dls- 
s e m i n a t i o n  of the  
evolutionary hypothesis, es­
pecially in the public schools. 
Efforts a t justifying the crea­
tion position frequently were 
illogical, and the defence 
against evolution often was 
more emotional than in 
telligent.

Once the atheistic theory 
had gained a hearing in school 
curricula, its advocates quick 
ly moved to exclude any com­
petitive-theory. Creation, if 
mentioned at all, was dis 
counted, even ridiculed. The 
evolutionary theory came to 
be taught as scientific fact, 
and the practice defended just 
as irrationally as creation 
was.

At last, some degree of 
objectivity and balance are 
being called for. California 
now requires that evolution be 
p r e s e n t e d  in t e x t  and 
classroom as the unproven 
hypothesis it is. Tennessee 
went a step further, requiring 
that creation be presented as 
a viable alternative to evolu­
tion regarding the origin of 
life.

Favorable

BOSTON (AP) -  The short 
range supply outlook for gas­
oline continues favorable in 
New England and eastern 
Canada, the Massachusetts 
Division of the American 
A uhom obile A sso c ia tio n  
reported Thursday.

AAA said a survey covering 
New England, eastern Canada 
provinces, the New York 
Thruway, New Jersey Turnpike 
and Garden State Parkway, 
also in New Jersey, indicates 
motorists will be able to obtain 
gasoline throughout this area.

Nearly all turnpikes and toll 
r o a d s ,  in c lu d in g  th e  
Massachusetts Turnpike, are 
now allocating gasoline, AAA 
said. On Massachusetts 128, an 
Arco station in Newton is 
limiting sales to 10 gallons per 
customer and an Arco station in 
Beverly is limiting sales to five 
gallons. Arco’s station in 
Lexington on 128 is not 
allocating at this time,

“Sunday closings are more 
common,” AAA's “Gasoline 
Gauge” report said. “One- 
fourth of those surveyed in the 
Hartford, Conn., area are 
closed all day Sunday. On|y a 
few stations are now open on 
Sunday in Haverhill, and this 
practice is now developing in 
Lawrence,”

G asoline supp lies w ere 
reported normal on Nantucket 
Island but motorists taking cars 
to Martha’s Vineyard Island 
should fill up before boarding 
the ferry at Woods Hole since 
all stations on the island are 
allocating gasoline.

“ Despite limited hours of 
operation and allocations of gas 
to customers by ^m e stations, 
motorists who drive on the top 
half of the tank will be able to 
d r iv e  an y w h e re  in New 
England this weekend,” the 
report said.

AAA said it was obvious that 
motorists “have changed their 
buying habits and are keeping 
an eye on the gas gauge. There 
has been no increase in the 
number of calls for emergency 
road service assistance from 
members who have run out of 
gasoline.”

Acting on recommendations

< last night voted 4-3 to apply the 
$25,324 cut approved at this 
week’s budget meeting to thir­
teen different areas in its 1973- 
1974 operating budget.

Voting against the cuts were 
Charles Barrasso, Mrs. Cynthia 
Wilson and David Allbee.

Barrasso and Allbee expressed 
disatisification with having to 
reduce the budget, feeling the 
board had cut its budget suf­
ficiently before even presenting 
it to a vote. Mrs. Wilson agreed 
with this, but also felt strongly 
th a t the a d m in is tra to r ’s 
recommendation to cut back on 
the hours of the speech teacher 
would be in the schools was 
definitely hurting the school 
program.

Although the Board of 
Finance had recommended that 
$20,000̂ be reduced from teacher 
salarie9v^d $5,000 for a new 
well at Giiead Hill School, only 
the $5,000 for the well was cut 
from the budgk.

Ollier Cuts
Among'the other cuts were 

$4,230 for teachers’ salaries. 
This would keep the music 
teacher’s time at the Hebron 
school and at the Gilead School 
three days each instead of the 
five days recommended.

The speech teacher’s time 
will stay at four days instead of 
the five days as requested.

Also approved was $500 less 
for substitute salaries, $200 less 
for homebound instruction, $250 
for textbooks, $500 for teaching 
supplies, $200 for miscellaneous 
expenses, $1,500 for special 
education transportation, $400 
for custodial salaries, $100 for 
custodial supplies, $5,500 for 
replacement of the roof at the 
Hebron School, $2,944 for equip­
ment, and $4,000 for special 
education tuition.

In other financial matters, 
the board voted to respect the 
freeze that is in effect and to 
continue its efforts to minimize 
expenditures.

Her net gain report for the

The Board of Finance has 
tabled action on the purchase of 
the former Savings Bank of 
Tolland building as proposed by 
the Board of Education.

An appraiser will be hired to 
appraise, the building, located 
on the Green, and the Board of 
Finance will meet next week to 
make a recommendation. If the 
board decides to approve the 
purchase, a town meeting will 
be called for the end of June. 
The present option expires June 
30 and it is not' expected to be 
extended.

Representatives from the 
S tate Board of Education^ 
visited the bank Tuesday and,') 
although they offered several 
suggestions, said that building 
was an exceptionally good buy. 
The cost of the house to the rear 
of the bank building would not, 
however, be reimbursed by the 
state, as it is a wood frame. The 
e s t i m a t e d  $5,000 fo r  
renovations and furnishing 
would be 50 per cent reim­
bursed by the state, along with 
half of the purchase price of 
$140,000, less the value of the 
house.

Board of Finance chairman 
Stuart Joslin recommended in­
vestigating alternate construc­
tions to house the school ad­
m in istration , as the bank

building is not expandable. 
Other persons noted the town 
would lose $6,900 annually in 
taxes from the building, if 
owned by the town.

The bank would give .the 
school administration more 
than 2,500 square feet of space 
upstairs and a little less in the 
basement level. There would be 
a possibility of having special 
educat ion  c l a s se s  in the 
building in addition to the ad­
ministration offices.

With the arrival of 
Ling-Ling and Hsing-Hsing, the sale of 
these popular toys has hit record highs.

pn  April 16,1972, the male panda, Hsing-
SSiof ^P̂ °” °^*?ced shing-shing), and the 
female pan(ia, Ling-Ling, arrived at the Na­
tional Zo() in Washington. A goodwill gift 
from the People’s Republic of China, they 
soon became one of the biggest tourist at­
tractions in the country.
• The pandas live in a large, air condi­
tioned Panda House. Because their house 
and outdoor yard is being remodeled, the 
pandas will he kept indoors all summer. 
When the yard is finished, it will be planted 
with bamboo, grass and shade trees.

I planning to visit the pandas,
try to be there at their feeding times, 9:30 
m the morning and 4 in the afternoon. 
Ihey are most active then and might be 
asleep at other times.

The pandas live in cages right next to 
each other and are separated by a wall in­
doors and a fence outdoors,
• Though it is unusual to breed pandas in 
^ s ,  it is hoped that Ling Ling and Hsing- 
Hsing will become parents when they be­
come full grown, about 16 to 22 months.
• Pandas come from the mountains of 
China where the weather is cold and rainy 
all year around.
• When they are full grown, pandas weigh 
around 300 pounds and measure about six 
feet from the tip of their noses to the end 
of their tails.
• In captivity, pandas are fed bamboo, 
bread, fruit, cereal, vegetables, eggs, chick­
en, vitamins, salt, honey and raisins. 
Pandas' can pick food with their front paws 
and carry: it to their mouths., Sometimes 
they eat while lying on their backs.
• Pandas usually have one baby at a time. 
It weighs about four ounces at birth.
• In the wild, pandas usually live alone 
anti pair up only during the breeding season 
which lasts for a month during the spring.
• Young pandas often climb trees. Adults 
do, too, once in a while, but they are 
clumsy. Pandas c^n lean against something 
and push themselves into standing position, 
but they do not walk on their hind legs as 
some bears do.

• Ling-Ling and Hsing-Hsing are called ‘̂giant 
pandas, although they aren’t as large as this term 
would lead you to believe.

Though some scientists disagree, pandas are usu­
ally classified as members of the raccoon family and 
not the bear family.

• The lesser panda is a relative of the giant panda. 
Though not as famous, a family of four lives in the 
Washington Zoo.

Lessor pandas are different from giant pandas 
in many ways. They are smaller. Giant pandas are 
black and white, lesser pandas are chestnut with 
cream colored faces. Their tails are full and have 
bands. In the wild, lesser pandas travel in pairs or in 
iamily groups.^

• The giant pandas are found only in China, the 
lesser pandas live in the Himalayas from Nepal and 
Sikkim eastwards to upper Burma and southern 
China. They live higher in the mountains and like a 
colder climate than the giartt pandas do.
