Not Easy to Clear ||

What seemed like a simple-
enough transaction back in
January, when the Manchester
Board of Directors authorized a
referendum for purchasing the
110-acre Laurel Lake, and in
March, when the voters ap-
proved the purchase, and in
May, when' the state approved
plans for utilizing the acreage,
appears to be not so simple
today.

Top Court
Puts Limit
On Obscenity

WASHINGTON (AP) — In a
5-4 decision reversing 4 decade-
long trend toward per-
missiveness, the Supreme
Court today severely restrictad
the range of pornography
protected by the Constitution.

In an opinion written by Chief
Justice Warren E. Burger, the
court held:

—Local community standards
rather than national standards
may be used in determining
whether material is obscene
and therefore not protected by
the Constitution.

—That juries ane courts no
longer need to find that
material is “utterly” without
redeeming social value before
they declare it obscene.

Instead; Burger wrote, they
may defermine whether the
work “‘taken as a whole lacks
serious literary artistic,
political, or scientific value,"

Nixon, Brezhnev

Ready To Sign

CAMP DAVID, Md. (AP)
— The leaders of the world's
two most powerful nations,
Richard M. Nixon and
Leonid I. Brezhnev, are
poised to sign a
breakthrough document
designed to eventually cor-
ral the threat of nuclear
devastation.

The agreement, which
provides instructions to
technical experts stalemated in
Geneva, at the Strategic Arms
Limitation talks (SALT), was
molded by Nixon and Brezhnev
on the third day of their summit
talks,

The leaders planned to return
their travelling summit to
Washington from this hideaway
mountain compound today to
formally sign the broadly
worded accord in the gilded
grandeur of the White House,
Signing alsoswas scheduled for
a bilateral pact pledging
cooperation on the peaceful
uses of atomic energy.

Nixon and Brezhnev, who
came to this presidential
retreat 75 miles northwest of
Washington Tuesday night,
spent most'of Wednesday after-
noon and evening talking about
international issues and the
stalled efforts to achieve per-
manent limitations on their
countries’ massive nuclear
arsenals.

Living Cost Rises

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Higher costs for food, clothing
and gasoline pushed consumer
prices up sharply again last
month, the government
reported today. The increase
was at a slightly slower rate
than in April, however,

The Labor Department's
Bureau of Labor Statistics
reported the rise in the cost of
living in May at six-tenths of
one per cenl. This works out to
an annual rate of 7.2 per cent,
down from the 8.4 per cent an-
nual rate of increase that was
projected in April.

Skylab Crew
Set to Returnﬁ_

SPACE CENTER, Houston
(AP) — Skylab's astronauts
quletly and efficiently put their
space station in order today as
they prepared to return to earth
Friday at the end of a record 28-
day mission,

On their last full day in orbit,
Charles Conrad Jr., Dr. Joseph
P. Kerwin and Paul J. Weitz
cleaned the house-size
laboratory, getting it ready for
the Skylab 2 crew that is to visit
the station for 56 days starting
July 27,

At their request, the
astronauts were up an hour ear-
ly today, at 2 a.m, EDT, to com-
plete the two-day deactivation
of the lab. Included was
transfer of film, tapes and
other experiment equipment
into the Apollo ferry ship,

By 6 a.m., before most
Americaps were up, they were
eating lunch and were ahead of
schedule.

Later, the capsule com-
municator was greeted with a
cheer when he told the crew the
carrler Ticonderoga had prac-
ticed an Apollo recovery opera-
tion with a simulated landing at
a distance of 4% miles ‘‘and the
time from splash to hatch open
on the deck was 33 minutes."

"“In general, the three
crewmen are In good health,"
said Dr. Royce Hawkins, the
astronauts’ chief physician.
"The reentry stress and re-
introduction to one G (gravity)
is the critical period in question
now."'

Unlike Apollo recoveries
when helicopters picked up the
astronauts, Skylab's crew will
remain ingide the Apollo craft
until it is holsted aboard the
Ticonderoga, At that point, a
brief examination of the
astronauts by Kerwin, In con-
sultation with other doctors,
will determine if the spacemen
will walk out on the deck or be
lifted out by stretcher.

In any case, they'll be taken
Immediately to a trailer-like
mobile medical laboratory for
extensive examination.

U.S.-Red China
Basketball Game
Being Videotaped

NEW YORK (AP) — They're
having a cage tilt this week, as
they say in basketball circles,
What makes it a bit different is
that it's in mainland China and
being videotaped by a U.S.
firm.

The company is the New
York-based TVS Televison
Network, which says it'll show
the first of eight scheduled
Sino-American basketbal)
games next Wednesday at 8:30
p.m. EDT on an estimated 125
U:S. stations.

It's. the first such sports
event—aside from those held
during President Nixon's trip to
mainland China—covered by an
American TV company since
NBC filmed the now-famous
table tennis matches between
U.S. and Chinese teams in April
1971,

The basketball battles are
between a 12-man team of U.S.
collegiate stars and the Chinese
national men's team. A

permission from the govern-
ment of mainland China to tape
the first game for showing in
the United States, has
specialized in covering U.S.
collegiate sports since the mid-
1960s.

TVS Vice President Alun
Lubell said his company will go
to Moscow to cover the World
University Games which run
Aug. 15-25. Often called the
“collegiate Olympics,”" the
games, involving U.S. college
athletes, will include basket-
ball, fencing, gymnastics and
wrestling, among other sports.

Lubell sald there'll be about a
total of 10 hours of Moscow
games that TVS teams will
transmit for prime-time broad-
casting on about 175 U.S.
stations between Aug. 15 and 26,
Most of it will be shown on the
weekends.

He said TVS initially wanted
to broadcast live-via-satellite
coverage of the basketball
matches in mainland China, but
the Chinese government vetoed
the idea for reasons they didn't

finesse wins.

He said present com-
munications over the North
Atlantic, which is capable of
handling a maximum of gbout
200 planes simultaneously, are
threatened by saturation with
75-85 per cent of capacity being
ulilized during peak traffic
periods.
<“The system's capability is
so limited that it does not allow
direct contact between

transport crews and air traffic
controllers during the major
portion of transatlantic
flights," Hawkins said.

He said the Aerostat project
should permit reduction of
separation of planes in the air
from the present 120 nautical
miles without increasing the
risk of midair collisions.

Stockholders

NEW YORK (AP) — Almost
nobody denies any more that
the big institutions have
created serions problems ‘for
the stock markets, One of them
is to scare the wits out of small
stockholders and send them
scurrying for cover.

Instinct tells the little in-
vestor that he risks serious in-
jury participating in the spor-
ting events of the elephant
without first” insisting that a
spirit of civilized restraint and
equality be agreed upon.

So he has been popping up
now and then, but only to watch
the behemoths—some with
assels of a billion dollars or
more—knocking prices about
like a ball.

There is a lot more to the in-
stitutional problem, of course,
One particular negative is the
tendency of these funds and
trusts and insurers lo concen-
trate on certain companies; ig-
noring the shares of others and
leaving them fearing their abili-
ty to raise capital.

But any.solution must have a
beginning, and Paul Kolton,
American Stock Exchange
president, has been telling con-
gressmen and regulatory of-
ficlals and institution managers
that they must institute rules of
civilized competition.

During the past month he has
repeatedly urged steps in four
areas, avoiding the specifics so
as not to distract from the prin-
ciples involved, but insisting
that his ideas are not just
suggestions but proposals for
action.

TRADING: Institutions must
develop guldelines for trading,
because the demands they
make on markets are often
greater than the markets can
supply,

For example, when an institu-
tion has spent months acquiring
a large position, is it reasonable
to expecl the public, the
specialists or other block
traders to absorb the entire
position in a few minutes or

That's where the big price
swings often occur. And so
Kolton suggests that the In-
stitutions consider limiting
themselves to disposal of only a
certain amount of stock within
a specified time period.

VALUING PORTFOLIOS: In
sympathy with commissions in
some other sports, Kolton is ad-
vising some of the pliayers to
take a haircut. By this he
means that institutions should
consider trimming the stated
value of their holdings.

Very often the holder of 200,-
000 shares in a company prices
them at market value, at the
same price per share you see in
the newspaper, even though it is
unlikely they could dispose of
such large holdings at these
prices.

Kolton suggests, in the in-
terests of reality, that in-
stitutions adopt measures
similar to those used by
exchange examiners when they
study the financial condition of
member firms.

"“When our examiners look at
our own firms,"" Kolton said,
“they might decide that if the
firm had to sell a big block held
inits own name they would get
less than market value,

“In that case, a $50 stock
might be assigned a
hypothetical value of $45 or $40.
And if it is an over-the-counter
stock, where the market is apt
to be less liquid, the price could
be even lower."

Wouldn't it make sense, he
asks, for institutions also to
take haircuts based on a

criteria that includes the
amount of stock in relation to
shares outstanding, the amount
of public trading, and holdings
by other institutions?

DISCLOSURE: Some in-
stitutions, mainly mutual
funds, currently make public
their portfolios. If other in-
stitutions were to act similarly,
this fact alone might make
them more concerned about the
way they use the markets,

USE OF INFORMATION:
Institutional investors might
consider establishing clear

<% guidelines, publicly articulated,

concerning their handling of
corporate information for
trading purposes.

Such guidelines, relating to
the kind of nonpublic material
information that might be used
as a basis for trading, would go
a long way toward convincing
the individual investors that he
can achieve a fair shake In the
market.

Kolton hopes to obtain volun-
tary action. “‘When you can get
voluntary agreement instead of
government aetion it is: more
effective and efficient.”

But if that isn't forthcoming
he suggests that the Securities
and Exchange Commission act,
“and if it is not in their ambit,
then Congress should act.”

Tenure
Clarification

To the editor:

Your editorial of June 13,
1973, discussing tenure and the
State Community College facul-
ty indicates your feeling that
this is' an important question.
We, who are instructors'at
Manchester Community
College, agree and would like to
suggest a few more con-
siderations.

First: Community college
faculty members havé" been
recruited with a clear, written
promise of tenure after five to
eight years of satisfactory ser-
vice. Many faculty left tenured
positions (o assume new
responsibilities in the com-
munity colleges. It hardly
seems ethical to tear up old
agreements and substitute new
conditions which deny tenure,
especially when this is done un-
ilaterally by .the Board of
Trustees,

Second: Tenure is not
irreversable. A faculty member
is granted tenure only so long as
the courses which he or she has
been hired to teach are being
offered. If the courses which an
instructor ig hired to teach are
canceled because of declining
enrollment, or change in
program, a college has no legal
obligation to continue to employ
him or her. The prospect of a
college faculty filled with
""dead wood" s largely a
bugaboo. There is no need and
little possibility of this situation
developing.

Third: One would hope that
the best community college
faculty members would not
become too mobile, their
talents as teachers and their
commitments o the communj-
ty which they serve are too
valuable for any college o lose.
One way Lo ensure the retaining
of the “highest caliber of in-
structor’ is to improve the con-
ditions under which they work.
One of these conditions should
be tenure.

Finally, The assumption that
a highly tenured faculty is un-

_desirable needs some further
consideration. For instance,
tenure is granted to faculty
members after a number of
years' service {o a community
college during which time the
instructor’s teaching is rather
coastantly evaluated. Tenure,

teaching ability has been
proven over many years,
Tenure should, therefore, be
regarded as a mark of good
teaching and the more a faculty
is composed of tenured
members, the higher should be
the caliber of that faculty. A
high percentage of tenured
faculty should be a goal rather
than a fear.

We hope this letter clarifies
the tenure question. Thank you
for this consideration.

Agnew Is Right

WASHINGTON — Vice Presi-
dent Agnew is perfectly right
when he says the Watergate
hearings are trying the Nixon
administration before ‘‘the
court of public opinion’' instead
of through judicial due process.

Without questioning the in-
tegrity of Sen. Sam Ervin's
Select Committee, the fact is
the hearings leave the impres-
sion among many citizens that
Richard Nixon is guilty of
masterminding, or at least in-
volvement In, the eriminal ac-
tivities of some of his hirelings.
Even the most rabid
professional Nixon hater could
hardly describe what is
happening as meeting the prin-
ciple that an individual is inno-
cent until proved guilty.

For example, there is the
example of testimony given by
former White House aide John
Caulfield, who said he believed
the President had offered

=awy

L1

executive clemency for the
Watergate defendants. Yet
Caulfield admitted he had no
conversations with Nixon and
that Presidential Counsel John
W. Dean 3rd never told him the
offer came from Nixon. Such
hearsay testimony fills the
committee’s records.

It is unfair, but is the system
at work. Not to be too lofty
about it, the Ervin committee's
job is to seek out the truth, to
find out who was responsible
for what. Broadly speaking the
committee cannot bring any
charges against anyone except
for contempt of Congress, But
it does have the constitutional
right to inquire, and then make
its records available for use by
lawfully consituted authorities.

Maybe it would be best if the
Ervin committee suspended its
hearings until the whole mess
was aired in the courts, with
strict rules of evidence protec-
ting the accused. But for better
or for worse, no one can tell
Congress what to do. Congress,
after all, represents the people
and thus is charged with the
duty of poking its nose into any
matter if concludes may affect
the commonwealth.

And the committee already
has accomplished some good,
Forget for a moment the case
of Richard Nixon, who at this
writing Is still innocent despite
what some witnesses have said.
During its hearings, or because
of ‘them, the public has been
given a look-see into the
operations of its government
which should contribute to its
educaiton, -

Look at the plan proposed by
a White House aide named Tom
Charles Huston to launch a
nationwide espionage cam-
paign, directed at certain
Americans and American
organizations and including

eavesdropping, burglary and
criminal interception of the
U.S. mails. We find now that
the FBI's J. Edgar Hoover,
long the bete noir of career
libertarians, was the only agen-
cy head who rejected this
criminally lunatic proposal.

All the other barons of the in-
telligence community went
along with the plan, even in-
cluding CIA Chief Richard
Helms, a member in good stan-
ding of the Eastern Liberal
Establishment. I always had
reservations about Hoover's
sometimes dictatorial methods,
but I find felicitously ironic the
Left’s grudging salute to its old
enemy, Any day now, I expect
to find the American Civil
Liberties Union raising money
to build a statue to J. Edgar for
having thwarted implementa-
tion of the plan,

For me, the revelation of
Hoover's wholesome in-
trasigence already has made
the Watergate investigation
worthwhile, even while
agreeing with the London
Times' comment that Nixon ‘'is
now " receiving a Washington
variant of lynch law, and.,.may
never be proved guilty by a
process so clearly lacking in
justice.'" We the people have
peeked into the dark corners of
government and T trust we have
all been-satisfactorily horrified
by what we saw,

As for the judicial propriety
of the Watergate committee
hearings, there is none. Some
innocent people may be
smeared, but in matters of
public morality and public trust
the system provides no other
way to learn, in Sam Ervin's
words, "‘whether any persons
occupying important offices
were implicated in the
Watergate affair or any of its
ramifications.,,"

MOSCOW (AP) — Soviet
television’s man-in-the-street
sounds as though he is reciting
the stilted prose of Pravda
when he talks about Leonid I.
Brezhnev's visit to Washington.
Citizens were interviewed
supposedly at random in front
of a Moscow movie theater, The
show was broadcast Tuesday
night, and the interviewees
spoke in the rhetoric of the
Communist party newspaper,
using such standard phrases as;

The broadecast was a fairly
typical example of how the
rigidly controlled Soviet news
media is portraying the party
leader's visit to America.

The summit with President
Nixon, according to the endless-
ly repeated party line, is “a
natural and regular manifesta-
tion of the consistent foreign

judgment and performed
assorted questionable acts, has
cast a pall of suspicion over the
activities of Lthe entire
Republican party," Wilson

Just exactly what the dollars
and-cents impact of Watergate
has been on the GOP com-
mittee's fund-raising is difficult
to pin down.

Quarterly reports filed: with
the General Accounting Office
last week show, at least through
May 31, that the Republican
National Committee was main-
taining its traditional two-to-
one edge over Democrats in
fund raising.

Republican officials said in
earlier interviews that their
direct mail efforts were run-
ning ahead of the comparable
off-year election period in 1971
and apparently had been un-
affected by Watergate. Small
contributors * reached through
these efforts account for 80 to
90 per cent of all contributions,
GOP officials said.

But the committee conceded
that in the $1,000-and-up
category, contributigns were
off 25 to 50 per cent. They said
the $135,000 taken in from large
contributors through May 31
was far short of the pace
needed to meet a $1 million goal
for the year in large gifts.

Robert P. Odell Jr,, treasurer
of the Republican finance com-
mittee, sald the decision to send
out'a special appeal June 15 was
made ‘after earlier disappoin-
ting response from large con-
tributors.

WASHINGTON (AP) — “He
is: the best politician in the
room," said an expert, Richard
Milhous Nixon, in a room full of
the species,

“But I am not dangerous,"
said Leonid Ilyich Brezhney to
assembled members of the
capitalist Congress.

What Brezhney may have
meant by ‘“dangerous,” in a
town where definitions lately

have been blurred, was lost in
the banter Tuesday at the
signing of four new Rugso-
American agreements in the
Benjamin Franklin Room of the
State Department,

What was increasingly clear,
after two days of summitry,
was that the leader of Soviet
Russia has Iimpressed
Washington as a man of skill,
force, confldence, warmth,
humor, ham and tempered
spontaneity, A kind of
housebroken Nikita

Khrushchev.

Unlike his predecessor, who
brought a new level of show biz
to summitry in 1959, Brezhnev
i not likely to pound the table
with his shoe or stamp the floor
petulantly if he can't go to
Disneyland.

But he does have his
moments of whimsy. One such
produced the President's rave
review of the Russian’s
political' talent. The treaties
had just been signed and the

champagne poured when

Brezhnev reached for a napkin
that wasn'l there, spilled his
champagne, and finally, to
applause and laughter,
pretended to hide behind a
napkin while he drank and the
cameras rolled,

Brezhnev and the President
sat side by side during the
ceremony and, curiously, it was
the visitor who appeared more
relaxed than the livst. Students
of both agreed the difference
was probably more a matter of
personality than recent events,

"If the senators won't come
to me, I'll come to them,"
Brezhnev said, quickly joining
the legislators iIn a cluster of
toasts and small talk. For a mo-
ment, the President appeared
alone, outside the circle,
looking for a way in,

Later, the summit was
delayed 40 minutes while the
Russian leader took a three and
4 hall hour lunch at Blair House
with members of the Senate
Foreign Relations Committee.
He delivered a low-key speech

Nearly Half
Of Stations
Cut Hours

WASHINGTON (AP) —/Near-
ly half of the gasoline stations
in the United States are now
operating at less than normal
capacity, a spot survey in-
dicates,

In its weekly check, the
American Automobile Associa-
tion reported that of 2,924
stations on main travel routes
some 47 per cent are curtailing
hours, rationing gasoline or
both,

Last week some 64 per cent of
the stations checked reported
normal operations, and the
week before 75 per cent were
still operating as usual.

The situation has worsened in
the Middle Atlantic states and
the Middle West and most of the
western states, the AAA said,
although no ‘‘crisis areas"
were found.

In most cases, the report
said, stations were reducing
their hours rather than
rationing gasoline.

The AAA said the best con-
ditions are still in the
northeastern states including
New York and New Jersey,
where little change has been
detected in the surveys.

The most serious situation
was reportedly in the Pacific
Northwest with only 27 per cent
of the stations operating nor-
mally.

The AAA recommended that
molorists keep gasoline tanks
at least half filled, and avoid
driving long distances at night.

someone refer to blueberties as

huckleberries. The
huckleberry, the blueberry, the
bilberry and the cranberry are
the principal members of a
large family of edible berries,
all closely related.

When the Pilgrims settled in
New England, corn was
probably the most important
foodstuff which they learned
how to use from Indians. Fruits
and berries grew wild. All the
various berries including
strawberries could be had for
the picking. The same was true
of cherries, plums and grapes
as well as persimmons.

The designation “‘blueberry’
is a New England designation.
Actually, the blueberry and the
huckleberry are in-
terchangeable, There are many
varieties of both. If one wishes
to the techinical, only the
huckleherries of a blueish color
should be called blueberries.
Huckleberries are, of course,
quite different from
blackberries which is a
rasberry. More properly, the
blackberry should be called a
black raspberry:

If you look into an English or
French encyclopedia of food,
you will not find the word
"'blueberry.’" Youmay find it in
the English publications as a
secondary listing only. They
call the bush bilberry. In
Scotland, we find the word
Ubilberries are lighter
blueberries though I have never
seent, them, The darker the
berry gets the more likely it is
to be called huckleberry.

A botanist would ascribe
blueberries, bilberries and
cranberries to the same genus
and huckleberries to another.
Generally, blueberres were
gathered, before mechaniza-
tion, with rakes similar to those
used for picking cranberries, A
skillful picker could collect
more than 15 bushels in a single
day. On large commercial
farms, the berries are put
through a machine which blows
out bits of leaves, twigs and
even defective berries.

While researching old recipes
for the Manchester
Sesquicertennial Program, I
found several on blueberries.
Muffins and pie are all-time
favorites. There is blueberry
upside-down cake, blueberry
bread-and-butter pudding and
of course, blueberry slump and
blueberry grunt. Slump and
grunt are the same thing —
biscuit dough is dropped atop

Gourmet Corner ::
Those Amateur Cooks
Are Chicken Fanciers

American farmers raise two
billion: chickens a year. That's
a lot of coq au vin, and a lot of
other dishes too. They range
from the Southern Fried sold in
every supermarket to Supreme
de Volaille, an epicurean cres-
tion of chicken breasts, pate de

* foie gras, truffles and Madeira.

The versatile fowl seems to
inspire amateur cooks to test
theie culinary skill more than
any-other meat does. Like my
young actor friend, Lewis J,
Stadlen, who treated me
recently to a succulent dish he
calls Chicken Acapuleo,

Stadlen, who won wide ac-
claim for his portrayal of
Groucho Marx in Broadway
musical, “*Minnie's Boys,”" likes
to putter about in his kitchen
when he is not treading the
boards.

Stadlen got interested in the
culinary art when his girl
friend was given a cooking
course as a birthday present,
He's been ratiling happily
around his pots and pans ever
since.

“T find it relaxing after a
tough rehearsal or an evening
on the stage" said Stadlen,
"Besides, I like to eat well,"

The chicken is said to have
originated about 50 centuries
ago in the jungles of Southeast
Asia, where it roamed wild. By
1400 B.C. the bird was being
raised domestically by the Chi-
nése, It spread throughout the
world as people began dis-
covering its toothsome quali-
ties,

King Henry of Navarre
thought so highly of the fowl
that he coined the memorable
phrase that France's goal was
a chicken in every pot; a
phrase an American president
was to use many years /ater,
Napoleon also was a lover of
chicken and always kept a few
handy when his armies were on
the march,

The early settlers brought
chickens to the American colo-
nies in 1607, and a few years

later it was the centerpiece fo.
a meal served to General Lafa-
yetle,

The peak season for poultry
in America is supposed to be
between May and October, but
more and more of the birds are
available the year round, fresh,
canned and frozen.

Chicken was never so plenti-
ful in the United States as it is
today and it's a good deal
cheaper than:most red meats.

Since the end of World War 11
the American broiler industry
has adapted the motto of King
Henry and has managed to put
a chicken in most every pot at
least once a week,

For a new laste (reat, try
this version of Chicken Aca-
pulco by Lewis Stadlen.

Two 3-pound fryers cut
in quarters
1 tablgspoon olive oil
4 ounces butter
Salt and pepper
1 medium onion sliced
2 chopped garlic cloves
2 ounces frozen orange juice
concentrate
3 ounges cognac
3 ounces yellow raisins
1 chopped green pepper with
dash of tabasco
2 tablespoons chopped pars-
ley
Wipe chicken pieces and
sprinkle with flour. Heat oll
and butter in two frying pans,
using mixtures of half oll and
half butter. When butter and oil
are| bubbling, wsdd chicken

pleces to two pans and browng

Sprinkle with salt and pepper
as chicken browns. When gold-
en brown, add onions and gar-
lic and cook 5 minutes. Heat

Add peppers and
raisins; mix and simmer § min-
utes longer. Sprinkle with pars-
ley and serve with rice, Good
with & chilled dry white wine.

stewed berries until all are
used. Bake at 350 for 15-20
minutes, Serve well chilled
with whipped cream. Serves
8iX,

The early Pennsylvanians
would whip up a pint of thick
cream, sweeten it to taste and
then fold in as many
blueberries as possible. It wasa
common in the early days to
use maple syrup or sugar as a
sweetner. The berries were
spread out on trays and dried in
the sun to be stored for the
winter.

Today, you can still go out
and pick your own berries.
There are farms close by
where,.for a nominal fee, you
can pick your own if you do not
have a favorite wild patch.
Blueberries:are very simple to
freeze. Just put them in plastic
bags, I do not recommend you
to keep them for too many
months with this method unless
you are using a prolessional
freeze-jocker,

With the blueberry crop
beginning, here are two up-to-
date recipes. Both can be made
in your refrigerator tray. The
frozen blueberries, peaches and
cream is my mother's recipe.

Blueherry Sherbet

¢ cup sugar

2% cups boiling water

1 cup pureed fresh or frozen
blueberries

Juice of 1'lemon

2 egg white, stiffly beaten

Boil together sugar and
water: add lemon juice and
pureed berries. Freeze until
nearly solid; beat egg whites
until stiff; then beat together
with the f[rozen sherbet and
return to freezer.

Frozen Blueberries
Peaches and Cream

1% cups crushed vanilla
wafers (36 wafers)

Y cup melted butter

2 tablespoons orange juice

1 tablespoon lemon juice

%2 Ib. marshmallows
quartered or ' Ib. small bite-
size marshmallows

1 cup crushed peaches

1 cup fresh blueberties

1% cups heavy cream
whipped .

Combine wafer crumbs and
butter; pat evenly over sides
and bottomof 8" square cake
pan. Combine fruit juices, heat
to boiling, Add marshmallows-
and stir until dissolyed, Cool.
Add peaches and blueberries.
Fold In whipped cream. Pour
into wafer crust, Freeze 34
hours or until firm. (May be
made in refrigerator ice-cube
tray).

"The original recipe called
only for peaches.

My mother's note: Without
the addition of blueberries, the
recipe called for one cup heavy
cream but I added another hlaf
cup to make up for the hulk
represented by the addition of
blueberries. You may not con-
sider this necessary.

For those who have inquired
about the Sesquicentennial
Program — it sells for one
dollar a copy. There are some
30-0dd recipes in the book, all
authentic of the period.
Included are such things as
bread crumb griddle cakes,
oatmeal soup, pumpkin Indian
cakes, vinegar taffy, fried tripe
and roat beer. The books should
be available, about the time
this column is published, at
local banks.

Democrats Reach,
Lose Quorum

Manchester Democrats, who
have been unable to come up

with a quorum at recent town

committee meetings, finally
made it Wednesday night — on
the third try,

And even then they had to
adjourn when only part-way into
the business of the meeting —
discusston and ‘action concer-
ning proposed rules changes,

The paper-thin quorum of 37
(the minimum acceptable un-

~der present rules) was
shattered when two persons left
at about 10:20 p.m: The meeting
started late — at about 9:45.

As a consequence, the com-
mittee will meet again July 9 at
7:30 p.m. — to continue
studying, discussing and acting
on the proposed rules changes.

Its first order of business
July 9 may be action on a rules
change to reduce the nymber
needed for a quorum,

Rules changes by town com-
mittees become effective 80
days after they are filed with
the secretary of the state. A
rules change regarding
quorums, even if approved in
July, would not be in effect until
September

Because caucuses for
Democratic Town Committee
members will be held in
Manchester near March 15, any
rules. changes which concern
those caucuses must be filed
with the secretary of the slate
by Jan, 15 .

And because endorsement for
local offices will take place in
August, and because
September, October and part of
November will be allocated to
the campaign and election, the
town committee doesn't have
as much time as originally es-
timated for discussing and
adopting rules changes,

The major proposals concern
the number of town committee
members and the formula for
choosing them. Present rules
state that the members shall he
chosen from seven voting dis-
tricts, on the basis of 1 to each
1490 registered Democrats or
fraction thereof in the district.

Because .the U.S. Supreme
Court has-upheld Connecticut's
Saden Plan of reapportionment,
the Democratic Town Com-
mittee is certain it must operate
with 10 voting districts — not
necessarily the same 10 used
for the November 1972 election,
but 10, nevertheless,

Under the proposals; a town
committee limited to 74
members and elected by caucus
in 10 voting districts would be
chosen. They would be appor-
tioned on the ratio of the
registéred Democrats within
the districts have to the total
registered voters in
Manchester,

Town Chairmn Ted Cum-
mings said Wednesday night,
“The voting last November in
10 polling places which
overlapped our 7 voting dis-
tricts was an accomodation to
the Saden Plan. And now, an
authority from without has
forced upon us a sityation which
threatens to destroy our town
commiltee." »

He said that, if the boundary
lines for the 10 voting districts
are kept as they were for last
November's election, they
could effect 15 present
members of the town com-
mittee — due to overlapping
districts.

“It would mean resigning or
running against each other," he
said.

Suggesting that the special
rules committee might look
into'the possibility of realigning
the boundary lines in the 10
voling districts, he remarked,
“The district lines are not
sacred cows — they can be
changed."

,energy from the sun,

Southern California didn't
have to be told summer had
come. It is locked in the
nation’s biggest heat wave. For
the third straight day the mer-
cury sizzled to 106 in Los
Angeles Wednesday.

“There may be an energy
shortage but not as far ag the
sun's rays are concerned
today," said Jim Seevers, assis-
tant astronomer at the Adler
Planetarium in Chicago. "“The
rays are striking the northern
hemisphere more vertically
now and delivering more solar
energy per square foot."

The seasons are determined
by the position of the earth in
its yearly path around the sun.

Earthlings do not feel the
earth's orbital speed of about
18% miles-a-second, but they do
notice the sun apparently
changing its position in the sky

% from season to season.

Technically, this means that
at the summer solstice the noon
sun reaches an altitute of about
72 degrees above the southern
horizon.

By comparison, at the winter
solstice—Dec. 21—the sun peeks
only 24 degrees over the
horizon—and that is when per-
sons shoveling snow realize the
sun’s energy shortage.

School Board Reviews
Results of Iowa Test

Al its meeting last week, the
Board of Education reviewed
the April administration of the
lowa Test of Basic Skills, which
were administered to
youngsters in third, fourth and
sixth grades.

This year, the Coventry
schools used the new forms of
ITBS, which measure student
development in vocabulary,
reading comprehension,
language skills, work-study
habits and mathematics skills,

Board members noted that
students using the new forms
would have to attain a higher
raw score on each test in order
to maintain the same percentile
ranking as they attained on the
older ITBS test forms.

Composite scores for the five
ITBS subtests for the three
grade levels exceeded the
national mean percentile, with
third graders in the 66th percen-
tile, fourth graders, 58th; sixth
graders, 53rd. Thus, the com-
posite scores for the Coventry
elementary schools were above
at least 53 per cent of all
students throughout the nation
who used the ITBS.

The scores indicated in-
creases over last year's scores
in language arts and work-study
habits. The score also revealed
some weaknesses in the reading
and math areas, and board
members noted that efforts are
being undertaken to improve
these areas,

The Differential Aptitude
Tests were administered In
Grade 8, and percentlle
rankings for the subtests were
as follows: verbal reasoning,
60; numerical ability, 50;
abstract reasoning, 55;
mechanical reasoning, 55;
space relations, 63; spelling,
45; and grammar 48. The plan-
ning and implementation of a
new language arts program,
which I8 part of the Sequential
Learning Programs, should im-
prove the spelling and gram-
mar scores, according to board
members.

At the ninth grade level,
students took the Tests of
Academic Progress, with ap-
proximately seven-elghths of the
composite scores distributed
between the first and sixth
stanines. This test measures
reading, literature, composi-
tion, math, social studies and
science.

Connally Wit

Shows Position
Not Favorable

AP News Analysis

WASHINGTON (AP) — John
Connally's first mission as a
Republican isn't working out
the way he had hoped and he ap-
parently is finding it difficult to
bow out gracefully.

Consequently, the political
future of the most prominent
Democrat-turned Republican
may be not good.

On May 10, when President
Nixon announced that the
former chalrman of Democrats
for Nixon was becoming a part-
time White House advisor, Con-
nally appeared to have come up
with the ideal situation.

He could both establish
himself as a credible
Republican by aiding his party
in its hour of need, and on the
other hand, by not taking a
more formal job with a title, he
didn't get close enough to be
tainted by Watergate,

But while denying a string of

published reports that the job
has turned sour for him, Con-
nally said he hoped his news
conference Wednesday would
gel'the message to Nixon “‘that
I hope we get through by the
middle of the summer."
. "He obylously wants to dis-
associate himself from the ad-
ministration,”" one associate
said: “He wants to put as much
water between him and the
President as possible."

Among the reports that have
been leaking out about Connally
are that he is at odds with White
House Press Secretary Ronald
Ziegler, who he reportedly
thinks should quit, and has
called the White House opera-
tion “'a screwed-up mess."

Rumblings too frequent, too
forceful and too authoritative to
be ignored despite public dis-
claimers say Connally feels
frustrated and stifled, ignored
and under-utilized,

Connally also is reported to
have given Nixon some un-
welcome advice about
Watergate, which has cooled
the once warm relations
between the two, Other reports
say he seldom gets to see Nixon
privately and does not have the
punch he did formerly as
Secretary of the Treasury,
which he held as a Democrat
during Nixon's first term.

Eyebrows have arched over
the fact that Condally works out

of a hotel suite instead of an
assigned office in the Executive
Office Building and has been
given no staff.

The job also has not produced
the limelight that an aspiring
politician needs. As a private
advisor rather than the ad-
ministration spokesman he was
as a Cabinet member, Connally
has gotten little or no publicity.

Bul Connally cannot afford
the appearance of abandoning
ship at this point, of having
failed or chickened out of his
mission as savior to an em-
battled president and healer to
the party.

And Nixon equally as much
does not need the embarrass-
ment of having John Connally,
who he is reported to have
predicted will be the 1976 GOP
presidential nominee, quit in a
huff.

So, Wednesday, with Deputy
Press Secregary Gerald
Warren at his elbow, Connally
said all the right things,
denying all the published
rumors—and then demolished
the whole effort with several of
hig witticisms,

He denied he was not being
adequately utilized, and thén
volunteered as how he has had a
lot of time *‘for catching up on
my reading,” At anotheér point
he said: “I believe I've given
all the advice that I have to
give."

And while denying ‘most of
the published reports about
him, Connally congratulated
the press ‘on its ingenuity and
sources, saying: “You have
some leakors (¢q) who are fair-
ly accurate in what they have
been leaking to you."

The Mayor's Downtown Ac-
tion Committee, after meeting
almost weekly for about a year
and a hall, has reached the
stige where it must decide
whether to recommend. ap-
propriations for major im-
provements now, or incor-
porate all costs in one major
appropriation for Downtown
rédevelopment — the latter by
referendum,

The committee learned this
morning that improvements to
Purnell Pl. and to the Purnell
Parking Lot could cost as much
as $100,000.

Town Engineer Walter
Senkow estimated $50,000 to
$60,000 for Purnell Pl. im-

provements — to include im-

proving turning radii at cor-
ners, removing the existing
sidewalks and curbs on the east
side and constructing new ones
on the west side, and correcting
drainage problems — and $40,-
000 to $50,000 for improving the
parking lot, which the town
leases.

Town Manager Robert-Weiss-

remarked, ‘“We should know
what we're doing on the whole
(Downtown) project, but should
also hite off one piece at a time.
The Purnell Pl, work should be
done."”

Weiss said the cost of lighting

Purnell Pl. Project
Could Cost $100,000 |

Purnell PL, not included in
Senkow's estimate, might come
out of the Street Lighting Ac-
count in the General Fund. He
said, also, if a deécision is made
to correct the major problem
on Purnell Pl. for the present —
the drainage — he is confident
he can find the funds for it in
the town budget.

Weiss acknowledgéd that the
major drainage problem in the
area is a dry bed, "which backs
up even lo Park St. during
heavy rains.” Correcting that
problem would cost about §1
million, according to an
engineering study a few years
back.

Rye-Oyster Bay

Bridge Plan
Abandoned

NEW YORK (AP) — Gov.
Nelson A. Rockefeller an-
nounced Wednesday he has
dropped his plan to build a
bridge over Long Island Sound
between Rye and Oyster Bay.

Rockefeller, a likely can-
didate. for a fifth term next
year, had pushed the $300
million bridge project in the
face of near-unanimous rejec-
tion by the state legislature,
two county boards of
legislators, envifonmentalists
and even the federal govern-+
ment,

“This has not been an easy
decision,”’ the Relublican
governor said, '‘There are
strong arguments for the
bridge, and 1 have vigorously
supported this proposal,

“It is part of a long-standing
plan to link Long Island to the
mainland and to enhance the
role of the island in the com-
merce and industry of the state,

“'However, in recenl years
the people of our state and the
country have gradually come to
adopt new values in relation to
our environment and evidenced
a willingness to forego certain
gconomic advantages Lo
achieve those values.

"“The Rye-Oyster Bay Bridge
has become a lightning rod in
this period of evolution.”

David Sive, chairman of the
Environmental Planning Lob-
by, said environmentalists
greeted Rockefeller's an-
nouncement ‘‘with unanimous

acelaim.”

Opponents of the bridge had
said it would destroy wetlands,
ruin Long Island Sound, in-
crease pollution, raze homes
and disrupt communities with
access roads. The federal
government's veto of the
proposed route through public
wetlands was probably the
death knell for the project.
‘As  planned by the
Metropolitan Transportation
Authority, the bridge would
have been six to seven miles
long, depending on the route,
with approaches lengthening
the project to 16%: miles.

Its four lanes were expected
to handle 23 million vehicles a
year by 1977 with tolls of $1.75
for cars and up to $5.15 for
trucks. The bridge was to be
financed by revenue bands,
with state and federal highway
funds paying for the ap-
proaches.

Rockefeller said he would
continye to supporl “necessary
highway projects through the
state which do not involve
ecological problems,

However, he said, "'we should
concentrate our efforts on
extending and improving our
mass transit system."

He said he 'will propose a
state bond issue for that pur-
pose, but gave no details on the
size or Liming.

Gas Shortage Hits

OAK BLUFFS, Mass. (AP) —
People on this summer vaca-
tion island off Cape Cod worry
about the gasoline shortage,
which has been more critical
here than in many other parts
of the East.

The worry prompts them to
line up early in the morning at
gas pumps to be sure they gel
the fuel they need. '

And that, in turn. is forcing
the island’s nine service
stations to shut down their
pumps earlier and earlier each

day.

Nelson J. DeBettencourt,
operator of a Mobil station, said
he had to shut down his pumps
al Ll a.m, Wednesday.

“We get only so much gas a
week." DeBettencourt said,
“and we have decided to break
up that into a daily quota’ we
pump. When we reach that
quota for the day, we close the
pumps. Otherwise, we might
run out before the end of the
week and have to close for
Friday or Saturday."

A skeleton of an idea
developed into something
more substantial for fourth
graders at the Avery St
School in South Windsor,
Using tissue paper and
straws, students in Donald
Morissette's class con-
structed models of a glider.

The structure is composed
of a fusilage, wing and tail
which can be taken apart for
storage and traveling.

The success of the flights
apparently can be measured
not only by the sight of the
soaring glider' but also by
the equally soaring spirits of
the young pilots when they
see their project take flight.

ABOARD USS
TICONDEROGA (AP) —
Skylab's astronauts came safe-
ly home from man's longest
space journey today, splashing
down with pinpoint precision in
the Pacific Ocean after 28 days
and 11 million miles in orbit.

“We're all in good shape,”
Commander Charles Conrad Jr.
reported as the spacecraft
descended. ‘‘Everything's
OK."

The astronauts almost were
held over in orbit to try to
repair a refrigeration problem
in their space station. But Mis-
sion Control decided there was
nothing the astronauts could do
and told them to come home.

So, 10 minutes behind
schedule, Conrad, Dr. Joseph
P. Kerwin and Paul J, Weitz un-
docked their Apollo ferry ship
from the station and executed a
series of maneuvers that sent
them slamming into the at-
mosphere above Thailand for a
fiery descent.

The Apollo craft hit the calm
Pacific waters at 9:50 a.m.
EDT about 830 miles southeast
of San Diego, Calif., within
sight of the main recovery ship,
the USS Ticonderoga. It was
just after dawn off the West
Coast.

Hundreds of white-clad
sailors on deck and millions
watching television around the
world again had a ringside seat
to a US. man-in-space landing
as the Apollo craft floated down
through low-hanging clouds and
dangling under three huge
orange and white parachutes,

"'Everyone’s in supet shape, "
Conrad said as the spacecraft
bobbed on the water awaiting
pickup. Frogmen immediately
leaped from helicopters to
secure the spacecrafl with
flotation collars.

The Ticonderoga reported the
astronauts had landed 6% miles
from the ship and that the ship
was 6% miles from the target
point, indicating a perfect
touchdown.
